DAVID PATTERSON was born in the County of Antrim, Ireland in 1830
and in 1838 the family settled in Beverly township on lot 26, con. 3, which at
that time was an unbroken forest. He assisted in clearing a number of farms in
that neighbourhood. He took a deep interest in promoting the interests of the
Beverly Show, being elected a director in 1872 and was re-elected in ‘73, In
In 1874 he was elected vice-president, and in 1875 became president, and was
subsequently elected each year a director until his removal to his present home
home near Dundas. He was a director of the Great Central Fair at Hamilton
during its existence, and lately at the Dundas Fair. In 1878 he was elected a
Councillor of the Township of Beverly, re-elected in ‘79 and '80 and in 1880
was elected to the position of 2nd deputy reeve. He had also held the position
of Councillor in the township of West Flamboro.

James Gray, who was one of the first directors of the World's Fair, was born in
Hawick, Roxburghshire, Scotland, July Ist, 1803, moved to Northumberland,
England, in 1811, was Married May 13th, 1833, and sailed from Liverpool for
Canada on the 18th of the same month. Had a long and tedious woyage being thir-
teen weeks in the vessel. On reaching Toronto he bought Lot 28, con 4 Beverly
from the Canada Company for £75. He arrived in Beverly on September 4th, and
immediately proceeded to cut down trees and build a house. His wife died the
following year and he endured all the lonliness and hardships of pioneer life, he married
again in 1847, died in 1882. One daughter. Mrs. William Henderson, who resides
on the homestead survives.

He was an active worker in the Presbyterian Church, West Flambero, being an
elder for forty-eight years.
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JOHN COWIE one of t'y first Cirectors of the Fair

M:t. John Cowie wes a native of Haddington, Scotland. When quite a young man,
he like many of our fore fathers, became ambitious to make a home in distant America
and sailed with his partner in life across the Atlantic, settling near Hamilton in what is
now know as Tapleytown. After a few years he took possession of the two hundred
acres now known as “Mellow Lees Farm,” and occupied by his son William, on the

Ninth Concession of Beverly.

Like the early pioneers he shared the hardships and privations of early settlers, yet
they had their joys as well as sorrows. A family of four daughters and one son blessed
theirshome, and years of prosperity came to reward him for his perseverance.

He took an acrive part in local affairs and during his active years was never absent

from the Annual World's Fair.
In religion he was a staunch Presbyterian and in 1890 died at a ripe old age.

He, however,
was defeated by Mr. E. D. Smith, as owing to the gerrymandar, South Wentworth was
largely Conservative. On the readjustment of the Wentworthsto their former boundaries, Mr
Sealey received the nomination to contest Wentworth at the approaching dominion elections
and was declared clected by a small majority, buton a recount an irregularity was discovered on
the part of a deputy returning officer by mistake, and he lost the election. At the by-election
held in 1905 he suffered defeat by a small majority, Mr. E. D. Smith again being successful.
At the Reform Coi.vention of November, 1907, N{r Sealey received an enthusiastic nomination
and on the 26th of October, 1908, he was elected by a majority of 346 over Lieut.-Col. ;W. H.
Ptolemy, the Conservative candidate.

His active career in the House of C during his parli y term is well-known to
most people in Canada and his efforts along agricultural lines, as well as matters of Trade and
“Commerce, have brought exceptionally good and lasting results.

In 1881 he secured the Lynden Flour Mill, which was remodelled to
the roller process in 1885, and conducted this business with the assistance of his
son until his death in October, 1890

He was always intercsted in the public affairs and to
them but could not be persuaded to accekt any public office except one year
when he served as Township Councillor in 1853, He was also one of the first
Dircetors of the World's Fair, being present at the organization meeting in 1853,

Mr. John Malcolm, Sr, Father of the Present President of the
World's Fair, was one of the Beverly Piraeers, came to Beverly from Scot-
land in the year 1843, and settled on Lot 12, Con. 6, where he continued
to reside until his death, which took place, in the month of Decembets
1882, at the age of 76 year:. He was a man who always took aa interest
in the advancement of the Township, and was for some years, both Town-
ship and County Councillor. In religiin he was a strong Presbyterian,
being an Elder of the Kirkwall Presbyterian Church, from its inception
until the time of his death. He was alio always interested in the Rockton
Fair, and was one of its early Di.ectors.
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G. C. Wilson was elected Member of Parliament for Wentworth
County in the last Dominion Election.  Formerly he represented North
Wentworth in the Ontario Legislative Assembly.




E. D. SMITH, Ex-M.P.

E. D. Smith, Ex.-M.P., bokn December 8th, 1853, in Saltfleet, son of Sylvester

andheld the seat until the close of the parliament of 1908, when he retired from
politics on account of a hreakdown in health, which has since been largely regain-
od.

He carries on & very
extensive nursery business through agents, having about four hundred om the road.
He started a fruit business in 1882 and ever since that time has been the most
extensive shipper and dealer in fruits grown in the Niagara Distriet, haandling as
much as five hundred carloads per annum. In 1904 he started making pure hruit
jams and mow has the largest jam factory in Cana the outpud reaching abowut
$500,000 per annum.He is also heavily engaged in canning at Beamaville, Winema
and Petrolen.

Wallace McDonald was born on the 23rd of June A.D. 1822, in a village
ealled Baton, near Utica, in Oncida County, New York. IHis parents werr na-
tives of Glasgow, Scotland, but came to Canada in the year 1820, and then moved
40 New York in the spring of 1821, and remained ther’ until 1836, when they
eame to Canada again with their family, settling on a bush lot near Valens
P.0., in Beverly. Wallace received his education at a common school before he

was twelve years of age.

After coming to Canada he was actively engaged in bush life and farming
until the year 1857, He was elected a municipal councillor and was then appointed
8 Justice of the Peace and again elected Councillor in 1858 and 1850, was elected
Reeve for 1860 and 1861, and was requested to be a candidate again, but de-
elined, preferring to retire into private life, which he did and remained so until
December 1st, 1862, when he was selected Division Court Clerk for Beverly, and in
October, 1863, he was appointed Township Clerk. He then moved with his family
40 Rockton, and held the position for 42 years. He was Secretary of the Beverly
Agricultural Society from 1870 until 1876, when he resigned owing to the pressure
of other business. The society flourisdtd under his management. He died in 1905

in his eighty-fourth year.
