1892 by c$1,300,000, the total Inerease
this year exeeéding the aggregate ad-
vances o'f the two prc)iious Ycars.

The increase 'lI deposite was $522,-
000, in -April 1892 they advanced $1,--
000,000, and in 1891, $2,371,000. This:
falllng off represents, we feur, to a.

large extent, the diminlution In the,
saylngs of farmers owlng to the lour

cides thsey have Accured for' grain. la
1890 the deposits inercasfd $1,000,000,
after a defielent harvest, so that the
rail tils year indicates a sesIous lose
to the farmers, for which, ve trust,
tlhey wIillbe redóuped by ,heavy crops

end 4ood prices next season.

with mninor ones, such as laundry vorlc,
chairs, uþIholstering. la eaeb of these
nterprîses the tax þaying produtcer; or
wrorkmpuiu, la being eut out by thoso

whose capltal and whose promises are

exempt. Wlen we regarid the amount

paid for city taxes, for licenses, for ren-

tals, for intercst ou capital, frou ail a!

MUNICIPAL IRRIIEGULARITIES.

Official returns issued by the Ontario

Legislature give a painful pieture of

the loose methods la vogue ln the

smaller municipalities.
There were actual defaloationsin two

cities, seven towns, five villages, ten

counties, and twenty-élght townships

ln the twenty yearà from¯ 1871 te 1891,
a total e! 52 municîpalities In whleh

frauds vere perpetrated by officiais.

Te cities showed $102,965 se lost,
towns $12,193, villages, $13,378, coun-
ties $125,000, and townships, $54,931,
In all but the citles a smali sum iwas
recovered.

ConsiderIng that in ail these places
the treasurers are compelled te provide
security, usitally beyond any possible
amoutnt of def alcations, It lia clear either
that, the security given was woïthless,
or the obligations' thereof were not en-
forced. Judging froin cabses ]knowin te
us, ln various parts of Ontario, the
municipal authorities accepted scurity
for officiaIs, iwhici was ezily nominal.
One reason for this la, that the law,
iwe believe, compéls seeurîty te be given
very greatly ln êxcess *of the actua,1
risk of loss. Treasurers who never
have, and hardly ean have, more tian
$200 to $500 in thoir possesblon at any
time, arc under guaraiftee of ý$1O,000.
Tie enormity of this security under
suhei circumstances rendors the author-
ites very easy Il their interpretation
as tO whiat constitutes such a guaran'
tee, i

If treasurers only were requIred ta
Iuricli bonds proportIoned ta thelr
possible holdings of money, 'those'bonds
would be maed more stringent, and
trustivorthy.

Then agaln, treasurers are In office
who are paid only a nominal usum as
salary, less evea than $100 pe aannu

They are supposèd to be responsible te
tie muanicipality for ail Its income being
aiccounted for, a Cuty invoiving a good
deal ol watchfulness, aud wof-c, while
they are only pald enough te cover sta-
tIOnery and rent of a small office la

no books, and go on the year aroun
trusting everything will coma right,
and every body else do their duty.

It la a fact that corporations heldom
require any systematic statements from
treasurers and collectors as te their
receipte. Meetings arlleld monthly, or
oltener, thro' the year, w'thout any-
thing be known by Coundils about
theilr financial affaira.

Collectors ac'eumulate consIderable

aums reeIved for taxas,'which they pile
up ln thilr private bank account, this
money they utilize intheir business, and
then hand over a lump aum a a thous-
and or two dollars, iwhen ttey find It
convenlent. TIhs, municipalities all
over the country are borrowing money
fron banks at 6 or 7 per dent., while
some official la holding a large sumu of
tlher money on which ho la drawing
interebt, or derIlving business prdfits.
Not only se, but under the loose, " hap-
py-go-luck" system which prevails, very
large arrears of taxes are afllowed ta
accumulate, which involve loans ta
meet the current expenses o'f corporat-
lons, and frequently loses.

There la a movemelit being made ta
improve the systen of municipal book-
keepIng. We have little faith la this
being effected by a LegIslature made
up of lawyers, Zloctors, and farmers,

wrhose Ideas on this subject are .very
crude. The present accounts of muni-
cîpalities are utterly beyond the powen
of the! "vast maïority or treasurers or
clerks ta keep properly.

Te pay an expeFt book-keeper in a

small town or village woild be rec
garded as an extravagance; Indeed there
la not work enough ta )ustify the ex-
pense In most places. But If the systeni
of municipal accounts wrce #1mplifled,
we might say, rationalized, they could
bc kept by the ordinary Clerk or Treas-
urèr. In the larger number f smaller
tomns and villages, the right course
would be te amalgamate the offies of
Trehsurer, Dlerlk and Collector, and pay
a salary that would recompense a quai-
lied persen. To have three or four
offiecers, as la the rule, each pald a
third or fourth of a living incarne ton
One man, la a wretched system, had its
efforts are seen ln the lacs o! $808,457
by defalcations.

'Ta be "penny wise 'and pounfd fool-
ish," la t'o Tavorite a polley In the
small .nunic±palites, and corporate
bodies are too much selected rallier for
thelr apeclil dilsqualifications, la 

busIness sense, than for their fitness te

Possibly the fixing upon May Day for

moving was a sbrewd dodge ta get rld
of the house cleaning agony, for no-

body does that te a dwelling whioh la
about being vacated, and the labor of
getting intoa n.new eue la too exhaust-

ing te permit of it as a siqu&l tothe

misery of moving.
Large numbers, too, of our familles

no sooner get into their new home than
they have te begia packing up for a sut-
urban retreat. Se, if louse eleaning,
moving and packing were all crowded

into the menth of May, there would be
such a piling up of troubles,'Pellon on
Ossa, as would malte housekeepers dread
thîs season as intolerable.

There is no Statute law cominanding
tis observance of May Day. It ls a,
more custom which would be more hon-
ored il the breacli than 1n the obser-
vance, 'for It la a 'grevious nuisaner.
The end of the Fall would be a more
couvenient season, as 'tien the work of
moving in, and of pîeparing fer the
winter, could go on coicurrently, at a

great saying of time, money,troubie,
and improper 'lauguage. ¯Ve mention
the latter ln order te lduce the clergy
te take hold. of a reform In thils custom.

The local usage, too of yearly tenait-

coies for ail classes of bouses Ias serions
drawbacks ta tenants. It la not known
ln western cities or towns, nor coud
it be introduced there. In the case of
stords and warehouses, and In the more
expensive klweliigs, annual, or trien-
nIal leases are desirable for both par-
ties. But In huses of moderato rental
it is certainly often very oppressive for
a tenant t be unaltie ta renmove until

Messrs. Burchali Bros., of
Sydney, N. S., wrere driven, some ton years
ago, by stress of adverse trade ta cota-
pronise with their craditors for 15 cents
on the dollar. As utsual; in that Province
they hiad preference croditors, whose posi-
tion caased no little feeling on the part
of :those wiho had ta accept so small <a
dividend. Recently a coal mine. said ta
have beau hld by the mother of tho part-
ners in above firm, became very valuable
owing tothe operatlions of the syndicata
whichî lias been acquiring snob properties.
On Burehail Bros. reulising this change
a! fortuie they sent drafts to ail their old
rcditors who had beuen settled withi "tob
years, and puaid them ail up in fuit of the
claimts which had been compromised. This
mîost uexpected act redounds bighly to

Ithe credit of ithe firm, and sets an lion-
piable pxinple 'to many who, after . a
failutre, have recovered their fortunes, and
secured ample funds 'o enable them ta pay
their oid creditors il full. To su wo
say, "Go, and do likcewise," as bas bean
done by Burchall -B3ros'. T is not only
the course 3i'hieh honor dictatds, but lS
one whicl self int'erest should inspire, as
il could uo faito enhaance highly (theo
eredit o! those who adopted such a
policy, as well as igivethe a senso of in-
depetîdence and pride which are more va-
luable thau aven :he money sacrificed for
ionor.

SUBSTITUTE FOR GLASS.
o'he Snbstitite for glass, brought to

no'tice soine time ago by a manufacturep
ju Vienna, Austria, observes a writer in
the New York Sun, is pronounced a prac-
ticable lthing, likely to bu introduced as
valuaible 'for certain purposes. The arn
ticle is produced by dissolving from four
to eight parts af collodion wool
in about 100 paits by weight of ether or
alcobol or acetie ether, and with this are

istlmately combined from 2 to '4 yer
cent. of castor ail and 4 to 10 par cent,
of resin or Canada balsam. This con-
poiuni, whien poured upon a glass plate
and subjected to the drying action et a
current of air of about 50 per cent., soli-
difies in a comparaltively short time into
a transparent glass-like steat or plate,
the jlhickness of.which may bu regulate(
nas required. The sheet or plate se oh-.
tainel has substantially the sane pror
perties as glass, resisting the action of
salts. ant alles and of dilute acids, and,
like glass, is transparent and bas no smeli.
Agais, it is said to be pliable or 'tlexii
ble and infrangible to a great dggrcei
while his inflammability is much less than
Ihat of the collodion substitutes. Any
desired color May be impaired te
the compound %by admixture of the ne-.
cessary pigment, the latter ta bu soluble
in the solvent used in ftle preparation of
the compounid if incorporated therewith;
but color Mnay bu imparted by surface ap-
plication,analine dyes being employed,and
thus the sieets may ße used. lu lieu 0 ef
draincd glass.-Baltimore Journal of
Commerce.
