A $50,000,000 company has recently been incorporated for the leasing and operating of
the independent long distance telephone lines in the Unitsd States, and all of this marvellous de-
velopment has come from the efforts of progressive builders and users of independent tele-

phones.*

While the telephone monopoly existed the business developed very slowly. When competi-
tion came, the business increased very rapidly. This is nowhere better illustrated than in the City
of Brantford, Ont., "the home of the telephone," where the Bell Telephone Company for years
owned and operated a local battery telephone system, serving about 500 subscribers. During this

period the city was disfigured by a network of overhead wires supported by poles, many of which
had outstood their period of safety, and yet (owing to the limitless power of the Bell charter)
the city council and mayor were powerless to influence or control.

Presently Brantford, after careful investigation and consideration, granted a franchise to

pendent automatic telephone system. Immediately the Bell Telephone Company began to bestir
itself. A new central office buUding was erected. A new central-energy manual switchboard was
installed. The unsightly poles and wires came down and a new underground cable system was
laid. To-day the BeU Telephone (Company boasts of a Brant County connection of over 1,300
telephones. They are advertising Brantford as their banner telephone city of Canada. What
did itt The answer is apparent,

—

Competition.

Upon obtaining a franchise, the Canadian Machine Telephone Company, Limited, pro-
ceeded to construct a modem fire-proof central office building and install an up-to-date Lorimer
automatic telephone system with underground cable distribution. The Bell Company was forced
to do its best, and as a result Brantford now has over 1,800 city telephone subscribers, with rural
connections of over 2,000 additional, as against 500 subscribers under monopoly.

TheBo 450 local communities, tired of waiting for the benefits of the telephone, have organ-
ized and equipped their own telephone systems, which have proven both profitable and highly satis-
factory and are from year to year growing much beyond the bounds originally anticipated.

What is true of these 450 local companies, wUl be true of several thousand more yet to
come. It has been said that before the end of the present century, Canada will maintain 50,000,-

000 inbibitants. Canada fo-day has less than 250,000 telephones as against nearly 7,000,000 tele-

phones .a the United States, where the average is about one telephone for every fourteen in-
habitants, and the increase is still rapid, eminent experts claiming that the service will not reach
its maximum until there is one telephone in use for every five or six people. With this applied to
Canada, as it no doubt should, there would now be in use in Canada, over 1,000,000 telephones as
against less than 250,000.

The 450 local Canadian telephone companies have found that they are able to furnish good
telephone service and pay dividends of from six t» t«n per cent, per annum on the necessary
capital invested. Some are paying as high as fifteen and even twenty per cent, on their capital
stock, and in the end, a the population increases, they will find great value in the franchises
which they have developed and held.

To say that this work will not be generally taken up and extended all over Canada, even
as it has been in the United SUtes, is to say that the Canadian people are slow, and lack enter-
prise, that they do not reoogniae the opportunities for investment, and have no interest in the

5. An independent teleph"ue syxtem affords an opportunity for local people to control

their own service, and it has been fully demonstrated that with modern methods of construction

and existing types of apparatus, a group of average business men in any town or village can estab-

lish a telephone system and carry on the undei'taking more economically and to the greater

satisfaction of the public than any monopolistic corporation has ever succeeded in doing.
