The answer is, that the twelve coun-
tries and the British states will not
be compelled to give free entry for
Canada’s - natural -products. _ Under
the British interpretation of the most
favored nation clause Canada is under
oblfzntion to give these twelve coun-
tries the benefit of the removal or re-
ducucn of duilel without any equiva-
lent. On i#%h February, 1911, Mr.
Sharpe, M.P., agked in the house of
commons: “What is the number and
the names of the countries, if any.
that will be entitled to havé their na-
tural products and manufactured ar-
ticles come intc Canada under the
same termg as the United States, un-
der the proposed reciprocity agree-
ment?” In robly‘l{r.‘”m"mh-
ister of finance, sald: “France is a
favored mﬂon country to a limited ex-
tent, '.Mtlttom as respects the
lists of articles specified in gehedulo
B ané C, to the French treaty. Twelve
countries—Argentine Republic.  Aus-

tria-Hungary, ‘Bollvi& Colombia, Den-
mrk. Japan, Norway. Russia, Spain,
Sweden, Switzerland and Venezuela—
are ‘accorded most favored nation
treatment genernlly.”

Mr. Fielding added that “altho not
arising from any agreement, in no case
has any .dv;ntaxo been granted to
any forelgn country that did not at
the same time extend to all parts of
the British Empire. In the few cases
in which the rates tc be established
are lower than thouse already enjoyed
will apply to sich countries”

No doubt exists that the twelve for-
eign countries and all parts of the Bri-
tish Pmpiro will have free entry into
Canada for their natural products as
provided in the reciprocity agreement
without conceding any correspending
reduction. on imports of Canadian na-

‘ tural products.

INGERSOLL, Sdpt. 8.—(Special.)—
Over two thousand people assembled

WATCH MECHANISM.

Few pleces of machinery show more
marvelous. features - than that of the
watch, ‘As a general proposition it may
be stated that a watch 'is the smallest,
most delicate .instrument of the .same
number of parts that has ever been de-
vised. - About one bundred and seventy
different pieces of material enter into its
construction, and upward of twenty-four
separate operations are comprised in its|
manufacture. ’

Certain of the facts connected with 1ts
performance are almost incredible when
considered as’'a whole. A ' blacksmith
strikes several hundred blows on his an-
vil in a day, and as a matter of course
is glad when Sunday comes, but the roll-
er jewel of a watch makes évery day—
and day dafter day—432,000 impacts against
the fork, or 157,680,000 blows during the
course of a year, without stop or rest—
or -some 363,600,000 blows during the
space of twenty years, the period vtor
which a watch is usually guaranteed to
keep good time.

But the wonder of it does not cease
here. It has been -calculated that the
power that moves the match is equiyalent
to only four timeés the force used in a
flea's jump. The watch power is, there-
fore, what might be termed the equiva-
lent of a four-flea power. - One horse-
power would ‘suffice to operate 270,000,000
watches,

Furthermore, the balance wheel of a
watch is moved by this. four-flea power
1.43 inches with each vibration, or 3558%
miles continuously in one year. o

Not much oll is requifed tp lubricate
the little machine onits 2500-mile rumn. It
takes only one-tenth of a drop ot'oll to
ofl the entire machinery for a year’'s ser-
vice.—Sclentific 'American. 3

Motor Regulations in Japan.

The regulations for motor  traffic .in
Japan are neither long*nor complicated.
In case of a vehicle being in ‘thé street in
an unsafe state it is the duty of the po-
lice to order it to stop or to aliow it to
proceed, only  after defects have been
remedied.

Speed is limited tb eight miles an hour,
save in Yokohama, where the speed 1imit
is six miles. Motors must not race. When
cars meet they must slow down. When a
motor meets a procession, a funeral or
fire engines proceeding to a fire it must
pull up and take another route. Violation
of these rules will be followed by fine or
imprisonment., The regulations are not
quite so Draconic as they appear, for thz
Japanese streets are very Narrow, an
abound in picturesque = and capricious
turnings.—London Globe.
