■R. B. Bennett, MJ>. for Calgary, 
gave an address to the Canadian Club 
at a luncheon In McConkey's yester­
day. “The Relation of the Western 
Province» of Canada to Confederation" 
was Iris subject. He said the law 
should be amended so that all Immi­
grants should become naturalized citi­
zens before a proper tribunal. Before 
every election both parties sent out 
emissaries to gather ' in all the — 
naturalised citizens at the expense of 
the political candidates^ These for­
eigners knew nothing of Canadian his­
tory. Some of them could not speak a 
word of EngMgh, but still, by such 
moans they were «ranted the full pow­
er of cKIsenahïp. He urged that the 
law be amended immediately and a 
great wrong rectified. The law should 
be as strict In Canada as It is across 
the line. "Why should a few Italiens 
or Austrians, Ignorant of our law* and 
customs determine the balance of 
power?” he asked.

He said there was a lack of trans­
portation facilities, there being only 
one funnel for western products, name­
ly. the C.P.R.. and he urged that the 
earn aid the west in finding more and 
wider markets. He said "there should 
be a business administration of the 
transportation problems of Canada"

The prosperity and development ot- 
the west was contending against seri­
ous obstacles thru the fact that too 
many get-rlch-quick methods were 
employed In real estate speculation. 
This was a severe detriment to farm- 
ere.

He said that 74 per cent, of the set­
tlers in Alberta last year were Ameri­
cans from insurgent states.
Counted for some of the social 
These men were dissatisfied with con­
ditions in the States They had left 
to escape the money trust which was 
throttling their lives. Thru the preach­
ings of the press they had oome to be­
lieve that Canada was In the grip of 
the money power. This made them : 
discontented here. If they had griev­
ances k was about transportation fa­
cilities and limited markets and taxa- - 
tion that was unfair and unjust. He' 
urged the press to preach the gospel 
of Canadian Institutions and create a 
common bond of feeling between east 
and west. He said sectionalism should 
be eliminated. There should be one 
history and one geography In Canadian 
schools so that children could be taught 
completely about their great heritage.
