CROOES BOUND 70 GET IT.

A Peculiar Series of Thefts of a Young,
Man’s Meney Deposited in 2 Hotel
Safe at Napanee

Napanee, Ont., Nov. 19.—(Special)—The,
authoxities have caused the arrest of the
one-armed ‘man, Ross, who confessed to
the theft of over $300 on Monday night
from the safe of the Paisley House, and
who repaid the money and was allowed to
go. The arrest was made at Millbrook and
County Constable Sills is on his way to
Millbrook with a warrant for Ross’ arrest.

Mr. Douglass, the proprietor of the Palis-
ley House, did not have the money recov-
ered from Ross in his possession long. It
seems the crooks were bound to have it.
Douglas placed the money in the safe and
afterwards it got into the hands of Dougiass’
bartender, Mike MecCarney. The money,
$330, belonged to Giles O. B. E. Van Blari-
com of Deseronto, whose father died about
eight years ago, leaving his children $800
apiece. Giles was the youngest son and
came in for his money in April last. He
received $700, and it has been fiying freely
since- then, although he has been working
in-a factory in Deseronto. The $330 repre-
sents all that is left of the money feceiv-
ed In April. He arrived in town on Sun-
day and after depositing his money at the
Palsley House went out to do the town.
He was told on Monday night that Ross
had taken his money and he went home
to. Deseronto on Tuesday. He got word to
come for the money, but MeCarney put
him off when he asked for it, and on Wed-
nesday, too, McCarney told Douglass he
had paid Van Blaricom. John O’Neill and
Mac Miller, two notorious crooks from
Kingston, arrived in town on Wednesday
afternoon and about dark, accosting Me-
Carney and Van Blaricom, accused them
of stealing $330, and MecCarney handed
over the meney to O’Nelll, The crooks
then took the other two towards the lock-
up, and then told Van Blaricom it was a
dirty place, and if he would sign a receipt
for the money and {)romlse to appear be-
fore a magistrate in the morning they
would give him $20 to pay his expenses,
and he could stay at a hotel for the night
and they would write to his mother. Van
Blaricom_signed the receipt, got the mouney
and the” crooks left him. O'Neill trans-
ferred the money to Miller. Shortly after-
wards Van Blaricom got over his fright
and went with Chief Constable Storms to
the Police Magistrate, who saw:Douglass
and told him to take steps to get the
money, .as he was responsible.

MR. TARTE'S EYES OPENED.
Hon. Mr. Tarte’s present. tour seems
to be nothing short of a revelation . to
him. For 25 years, he declares, the
French race has been losing ground,
and he adds that it is heartrending in-
deed for a French Cathalic to have to
make a comparison between Winnipeg,
a fine city of 40,000, and poor, miser-
able St. Boniface, with its 1500 souls.
In fact, he says, “Our race does not
count there at all, and it is better to
recognize the fact, and why ? A false
policy, a policy of isolation, has
brought about this deplorable state of
things. The same causes produce the
same results, and if we do not imme-
diately change our plan of action the
future will be more disastrous for us
than the past. Our compatriots in Mani-
toba,” says Mr. Tarte, *“must enter
into the commercial and intellectual
movements of the day, and to do this
they must be educated. Up to the
present time they have been exploited
by people whose interest it was to keep
them in ignorance and servility. The
Larivieres and the Berniers have been
the real assassins of our race, and a
portion of the Catholic clergy have
likewise their share in the responsibil-
ity. It is simply impossible to judge
of the situation without coming to see
for oneself, and if a radical change is
not” made at once it is all up with the
French race in Manitoba.”

Hon. Mr, Tarte ealls upon all true
friends of the French race in the west
to unite and rescue them from their
terrible position of inferiority.

Syndicate—What Mr. James

Hammond Says.
. Mr. James Hammond of Fort William
‘48 at’ the Queen’s, He is one of the
‘oldest progpectors in the Seine River
‘district and one of the Hammohd-
‘Folger syndicate, which owns some
tl;u miles of locations on both sides
‘of the Saw-Bill mine on Saw-Bill Lake.

The, Folger end of the concern consists
of Folger Bros. of Kingston, Ont., and
H. M. Folger, jr.,, of New York. Mr.
Hammond is at present on his way to
New York, where he will arrange for
the shipment io the property of a
1208tamp mill. This is a big order,
a8 there is nothing as large as even a

mill in operation in the pro-
vince to-day.

'Tbnlnammond-Folxer locations con-
tain a tremendous dyke of gold-bearing
quartz, three miles long, and varying
in width from 20 to 700 feet, one from
which assays from $10 to $13 per ton
on the average. The dyke, which is
chiefly of free milling ore, runs across
‘the Saw-Bill claim, There are 22 men
at work at present on the new pro*
perty, and the staff will be greatly in-
creased when the new plant is In-
stalled. The ‘dyke will be easily work-
ed, as It is so extensive as to permit
of actual quarrying.
‘Mr. H ond visited 4the Saw-Bill
mine oh NoVv. 4th, and he says that
at the bottom of the 120-foot shaft the
vein has widened out to 6 feet 9 inches,
of richer ore than has before been
found. The Hawk Bay, four miles

MURDER CASE HELD OVER.

Annfe Humiston of Zone Township Will
be a Prisoner Till Spring—A Case of
* Personating a Voter.

Chatham Ont., Noy. 19.—At the Kent |}

Fall Assizes here to-day the murder‘l
case was, on request of the Crown, or-
dered over till next court, The ac-
cused is Annie Humiston of Zone
Township, whose illegitimate infant
was found buried in a garden on the
farm where the wretched mother and
her elder sister, Alice, and a brother
lived. A coroner's jury pronounced
the case one of murder on the testi-
mony of the medical men, who de
clared that the child had met its death
by having been held by the heels and
its tiny head crashed against the floor.

In the Queen v. P. J. Barry, the pri-
soner was charged with stealing a let-
ter. He kept the Benton House at
Ridgetown, and was negotiating with
one Kirby Gregory of Letroit for the
disposal of the business. While the
deal was under way an important letter
from Detroit arrived for Gregory, care
of the Benton House. This letter, it
was charged, Barry, belleving it had to
do with the deal, opened, read and de-
stroyed, the discovery of the fact being
made through Barry's own loquacity.
Mr. Osler put in the plea that the let
ter was not “a post letter” within the
meaning of the statute, after having
passed from the possession of the de-
partment by delivery in the usual way,
and that, therefore, prisoner could not
properly be convicted under the act
of stealing.

The
domestic history of nearly all nations
is made up of continuous struggles on
the part of the people to wrest from
favored classes privileges that they
have enjoyed over the rest of the com-
munity. These favored classes have
enjoyed not only purely material ad-
vantages, but in  the dominion of
thought and religion they have exer-
cised a tyranny over their fellow-citi-
zéns.
rights by privileged classesand religl-
ous sects has been the cause of more
legislative wrangling and political dis-
cord than any other department of hu-
man affairs. This idea of the absolute
equality of the people has been assert-
ed in Canada as strongly as in y
other country, and yet the subjeet” is
far from being gatisfactorily settled.
1f .this idea of absolute equality were
fully opfrative in this country we
would haye had no Msgnitoba school
question, we would have mno Separateé
school question in Ontario, we would
have no exemption nuisance. If there
is any historical truth that we should
recognize above all others it is the doc”
trine of the absolute separation of
Church and Staté.. The facts of his’
tory prove that harmony can exist in
no State where this fundamental prin-
ciple‘is not 1-cognized. In Canada we
will never be freed from ‘wrangling un-
til the principle f Church interference
in the State i§ eliminated from our
polities, root and branch.

It is with regrety therefore, that The
World notices that certain members of
the Anglican and Presbyterian Church-
es are doing theiribest to place this
country in the unfortunate position it
found itself half a century ago, They
propose to rob every pupil in the Pub-
fic schools of half anhour’s tuition that
has been paid for by the taxpayers.
We admit that these reactionary gen-
tlemen are sincere and well-meaning
in. their efforts to impart religious
teaching~in the Public school. But
sincere and well-meaning people often
commit egregious blunders, and those
who would shorten the school day by
legislative enactment in order that a
particular kind of religion may be
propagated are committing a blunder
of this kind. Yesterday a deputation
of Jewish citizens waited on Premier
Hardy and protested against the Pub-
lic school curriculum being curtailed
for the benefit of special sects.

A GOOD BEGINNING MADT.

The City Council some time ago com-
mitted itself to the principle of ipsist-
ing that the tire of a wagon s ould
be proportionate to the load c rried.
Yesterday the County ‘Council
a resolution to petition the Legislature
to enforce the wide tire idea in the
County of York. The city and county
are thus & unit on the question of
wide tires, as well as of free roads
and free markets. It is to be hoped
this wvnited action ln\gega.rd to wide
tires will prove but theifirst step in an
intelligent movement to secure good
roads throughout the -eity and coun-
ty. It has been established by scien-
tific road-builders that the broad tire
system not . only does not injure a
properly constructed roadbed, but ac-
tually improves it. We know of no
practical question in which the farm-
ers of York County can more profit-
ably interest- themselves than that of
good roads. Good roads are not only a
source of comfort and satisfaction to
those who use them, but they are
economical from a pecuniary point of
view. The local press of York County
ought to make this question of good
roads the burning issue of the day.
They should keep hammering away at
the idea'until the farmers are convinc-
ed, as they can be if the matter is
properly presented to them, that it
pays to have good roads.

A CHANCE FOR AN IDEAL COLONY,

From time to time recently there
have been discussions in the press as
to the formation of farm colonies, or-
ganized and conducted on utopian prin-
ciples. - It is argued if these colonies
are orgainzed under the most approved
and economical conditions that the col"
onist may enjoy all the advantages of
village and town life with the inde-
pendence and competency of the far-
mer.” A splendid opportunity seems
open at the present time for giving this
idea a practical trial. The Rainy
River country is a model agricultural
one. It is fertile, fairly well timbered
and amply supplied by water. While
the district is without railway facili-
ties it possesses a splendid waterway,
by means of which the products of
the land can reach their market
cheaply. This agricultural - district is
admirably situated in the centre of a
great mining region. It forms the gar-
den of an area 300 by 80 miles. A
ready market for all the produce raised
in this district will be Tound along the
water stretch that forms its southern
boundary. The only objectionav:c fea-
ture of the country is its climace.
While the summer is all that could be
desired the winter is somewhat of the
Manitoba order—long and rather se-
vere. Otherwise the country is as fa-
vorable a one as any colony can ex-
pect to get possession of for nothing,
or at a nominal price. If the gentle-
men in Toronto who were proposing to
organize a colony last winter will turn

[the river front.

The assumption of superior]
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securing responsible people to join with
them in the formation of the colony.
The Ontario Government ought to
give the modern colony idea a fair
trial. Let a section of, say, four miles
square along the river be set aside for
any colony that may be organized for
settlement according to this idea. This
drea would comprise about 10,000 acres,
or 80 acres each for 125 families. The
scheme would involve the formation of
a village on the river, in the centre of
Here the colonists
would have their cottages, all within &
radius of 300 acres. Each house would
have an acre of ground. The streets
would be laid out on the most ap-
prq{ve,d, principle. The colonists would
all be within five minutes’ walk of
the school house, church, library and
store. Twenty-five miles of light tram”
way would afford ample means of com-
munication between the village and the
various 80-acre plots into which the re-
servation would be divided. These
roads would run diagonally, so that no
location would be more than a mile
from the track. The supplies of the
colony would be handled on the co-0p-
erative plan, and the products would
be marketed in bulk with a view to
the saving of freight and other ex-
penses. There is no reason why a pro-
ject of this kind should not succeed if
it is properly managed from the start.
Many men would be disposad to take
up agriculture as a pursuit if they en-
joyed the same kind of life as the me-
chanic in the town. 1In the ideal col*
ony ‘such would be possible. The col-
onist farmer would return to his vil
lage home every night after his day’s
jabor, and, after supper, he would be
free, together with his family, to visit
the village library, church entertain-
ment, riverside park, curling rink or
any of a dozen other attractions that
the colonist idea renders possible. The
World will be glad to lend its assistance
to any bona fide movement that may
be organized to carry out a coloniza-
tion scheme of this kind. If the colony
jdea is feasible at all it ought to be
nnder conditions such as prevail in the
Rainy River country. We are argu-
ing, of course, on the assumption that
the Government will give the colony
the land they require for nothing, or
at not more than one dollar, per acre.
A colony of industrious people ought to
be able to make the project a pract:
cal success. 0

INVOVATION IN PRISON UNIFORMS, °

The warden of ‘the penitentiary at
Columbus, Ohio, ha# adopted an inno-
vation in prison garb which it is thought
will have a healthy, moral effect on the
prisoners. - He divides the inmates un-
der his charge into’three classes, ac-
cording to the natuwpe of the offence for
which they have'been convicted, as
well as according t6 their demeanor in
prison. He adopts three styles of
unifSrm to harmonize with this divi-
sion. If a man makes constant trouble
and infringes the prison regulations, he
wears the old-fashibned stripes. If he
shows that he is '@ well-behaved fel-
low on the wholé; he wears another
kind of uniform, léss conspicuous, but
still distinctive., But if he is gener-
ally obedient and ¥rows some self-re
spect, he is permitted to wear clothing
which is hardly distinguishable from
that of an ordinary citizen. The man
who has been committed. for a minor
offence and whp still retains a sense of
pride and self-respect should not be de-
graded to the levél of the individual
who is lost to all sense of respectabil-
ity, even within the precincts of a
prison. The warden’'s idea seems to
be worthy of study @nd off being put
into practice. It is not an expensive
innovation, and it may have a benefi-
cial effect upon those prisoners whom
it is possible to influence by prison dis-
cipline. : £

It 1s Rumored That Willlam K. Wil
Take Cornelins’ Place in the
Business World.

New York, Nov. 19.—It is generally be-
tieved in Wall-street that Cornelins Van-
derbilt will never again retufn to active
business life, but that Willlam, K. Vander-
 bilt, his brother, will take Cornelius’ place.

Cornelius Vanderbilt looked after tlie
railway interests of the whole family. He
was chairman of the boards of directors of

the Big Four, Lake Shore & Michigan
Southarn, New York Central, West Shore
and (anada Southern roads, and he was
also interested in the management of the
New Jersey Central, Delawire Lackawan-
na '& Western and Delaware & Hudson.

When he was stricken with paralysis
last smnmer William K. Vanderbilt steppea
jnto his place. He is now well "brogen
in,” and it is thought by many that he
will continue to do the work.

“Even if Cornelius Vanderbilt recovers
entirely,” said a Wall-street man, “he will
do nqthing except guard his health. An-
other stroke of paralysis might be fatal.

Walter Webb will take Cornelius’
place.”

DUTY ON ARTISTS’ MATERIALS.

Next came a deputation representing
the artists of Toronto, consisting of
Hon. G. W, Allan, honorary president
of the Ontario Society of Artists, and
president of the Ontario School of Art
and Design ; M. Matthews, president of
the O.S. A; R. F. Gagen, secretary
0.8.A. ; James Smith, secretary Royal
Canadian Academy of Arts; G. A.
Reid, R.C.A.; F. McG. Knowles, A.R.
C.A., and Manager Beswetherick of the
Art Metropole. Their appearance
seemed to break the monotony of the
session for the Ministers, for in con-
trast to the ether, deputations. the art-
ists asked for the removal instead of
the maintenance or increase of the pre-
sent duties. c ¢

Senator Allan asked for the removal
of the existing tariff on artist§’ materi-
als. None, he said, were manufactured
in this country, and no obstacles should
be left in the way of the progress of
art in the country and the artistic
education of our young.

Mr. Knowles supported Mr. Allan,
and Mr. Beswetherick, representing the
importers of artists’ materials, agreed
to the removal of the duties in case he
were given sufficient notice to_ allow
time to arrange his stock accordingly.
He said the change would lessen his
profits for a time, but this loss, he
thought, would be made up by the in-
creased number of patrons he_would
get.

In reply to a question by Hon. Mr.
Fielding, Mr. Knowles said that if the
Government were unable to remove all
the duties, it was most important that
the tariff on “academy boards” should
come off. i

-WHAT THE DOCTORS WANT.

The artists were followed by a quar-
tet of medical men. Drs. Wilson, Old-
right, Fraser and McPhedran appeared
to request the removal of the duties on
medical literature and surgical instru-
ments. The duty on books, they held,
was a tax on knowledge, and in the
interests, especially of the poor, for
whom many physicians did a lot of
charitable work, the tax on surgical
instruments should also be removed.
CLOVER AND GRASS SEEDS.

A deputation of seedsmen consisting
of Messrs. Geo. Keith, 8. E. Briggs, J.
A. Simmers, Jas. Goodall and Robt.
Rennie, asked that the duty be taken
off -clover and grass seeds imported
for agricultural purposes. They re-
presented that these seeds imported for
garden purposes should retain the im-
post. It was pointed out that seeds
are’ imported from the United States,
Germany and France, and that the
postal rates discriminated against Can
ada and in favor of the United States
The postal charge on seeds going into
the United States from Canada is 16¢
per pound, and on those coming into
Canada from the United States 8c.

FARMERS GET THE BENEFIT.

Messrs. J. L. Spink, C. B. Watts and
M. McLaughlin asked that if possible
the duties on grain and flour remain
undisturbed. The deputation averred
that the millers were unanimous in
making the request, and that the farm-
ers were benefited by the duty to the
extent of from 5c to 15¢c per bushel on
every bushel of wheat they sold. The
danger of second-class American flour
being slaughtered on the  Canadian
market was noted. The discrimina-
tion in freight rates between Minne-
apolis and other points and much nearer
Canadian points was also commented
upon.

President Crompton of the Crompton
Corset Co. and Vice-President Walker
of the same company had a secret in-
terview with the Ministers.
BOOKMEN AND PUBLISHERS.

When the Commission resumed work
at 3 o’clock the first deputation was
composed of bookmen and publishers.
Those present were: Messrs. A. 8.
Irving, Rev. William Briggs, Richard
Brown, W. J. Gage, D. A. Rose, Wil-
liam Bryce, H. J.. Thompson of Copp,
Clark & Co., and G. Roberts. The de-
putation were not there as an associa-
tion, but on their own separate in-
terests, and it transpired that it would
be hard to please them all, because an
ad valorem duty that was satisfactory
to the handlers of cheap books would
not suit those who had the more ex-
pensive grades to handle, and the gen-
eral opinion expressed was. that the
specific duty of 6c per pound, as it
now stands, would be most fair to all
concerned.  Books on the curricula
of the colleges are admitted free, but
a declaration must be made at the
time of their entry that they are for
the use of students. The letter of the
statute is not fairly and honestly car-
ried out, because some not over-par-
ticular persons will make affidavits
that books -are for students or col-
leges when they are not.

The next delegation was represent-
ing the Dominion Furniture Manufac-
turers’ Association.

G. Peasge of the American Rattan Com-
pany, Torento; D. Knetchel, Hanover;

. B. Rogers, Toronto; T. Gibbard,
Napanee; George McLegan, Stratfora,
chairman of Tariff Committee; J. Acton
and Mr., Hill of Wiarton. Mr. Mc-
Legan put forth their case very clear-
ly and stated that any change in the
fiscal policy .as: it applied to them
might be disastrous. He showed that,
owing to competition, furniture is
sold in Canada just as low as it is in
the United States. There was no com-
bination among furniture men here to
keep up prices, and much the same
quality of material is used in the
manufacture of Canadian furniture as
American, but the latter had such an
extensive market that they .could
make up so many new styles, whereas
our market is not large enough for

& Co., waited upon the Commission- jthat. Quite a lot of American furni-
|ture is sold in Canada at prices that

can compete with the Canadian article
notwithstanding the 30 per cent. duty
The reason assigned
for this is that when a style becomes
obsolete there, as it does in a few
months, the stuff on hand is sold at
a sacrifice to the Canadian dealers.
The statement was made, and gener-
ally concurred in, that Canadian peo-
ple will buy imported goods quicker
than they will those manufactured in
their own country, and in some cases
are willing to pay a little more for
the sake of saying their furniture was
imported. One manufacturer stated
that he and others in the business
went to the States twice a year, and,
after getting all the new designs, they
bring them here and reproduce them at
the same price as they are sold in the
United States; Some orders to the
manufacturer ask him that he will not
put his name on the ., This is
done so that they may be sold at bet-
ter prices as imported goods.
ONE-HALF WOULD GO DOWN.
Aceording to the furniture men, if
a reduction of the present duty is
made one-half of furniture
concerns now operating in - Canada

To-
ronto; G. W. Lang, Berlin; Charles
Knees, Oshawa; W. Beardmore, To-
ronto; W. J. Bickell, Toronto. They
had a strong grievance to the effect
that the last 1 80
affected the trade that some of our
largest tanners have been driven out
of the country. They wanted a gen-
eral increase ,f duty to offset the in-
roads the United States Leather Com-
pany and other Jarge American con-
cerns were making in our leather mar-
*ket. They would like to see the duty
raised from 17 1-2.per cent. to 20 per
cent., as it was before, and on boots
and shoes they thought a 30 per cent.
taniff would be of all round henefit.

Sir Richard read a declaration in his
possession, showing
ducements were offered buyers to pur-
chase from several Canadian firms, or
as he put it: “If you choose to confine
yvour trade to members of our associa-
tion we will give you a certain dis-
count.” 7

It was explained to Sir Richard that
this declaration was no attempt at
coercion, it was to keep out the rav-
ages of the United States Leather
Company. Members of the association
compete with each other, and /it is not
considered any breach of faith to un-
dersell a neighbor. Every member can
sell at his own prices.

Like the furniture men, the tanners
stated that preference was given by
the Canadian buyer to imported goods.

Mr, William Beardmore warmily re-
marked: “If you want to see tanneries
kept up in Canada we’ve got to be
protected from the United States. It's
been getting worse and worse right
along and something should be done.”

comicern in the United Stdtes had start-
ed a tannery at and were go-
ing to make a big effort to 'get intd
the Canadian market. Prices would
cut no figure with them until they got
established and they could afford to
lose half a million a year for a few
years without feeling it to any extemt,
and unless & high tariff was put up
this concern was going to very great-
ly affect certain branches of the trade
here.

Todhunter, W. A. Mitchell, A. Jardine
and R. Watson of the Toronto Spice
Company, were ushered into the Cham-
ber, “but Mr. Fielding explained to
them that the Ministers had import-
ant engagements and had not time
now to give a full hearing to the de-
putation’s views. Aceordingly, an-
other appointment was made. The de-
putation wene going to ask for slight
changes in the tariff.

A couple of machinery men, Messrs.
Alex Gourlay of Galt and Mr. A. R.
Williams, Toronto, tried to get an in-
terview, but they will also be heard
by appointment.

Hon, Mr. Fielding stated to the
newspaper men that he and Hon. Mr.

I have no doubt
that the Bureau and the Government
are disposed to keep thoroughly in
touch with the requirements of the
times, and it must be remembered that
the reference is to a report now over
a year old, when but little interest
comparatively was taken in our gold
flelds; when, perhaps, e ‘Bureau may
have thought that ex eous matter

would entice people to venture into the
domain of scientific research. But that
{day is past. The public has at last
jawakened to the fact that we have
|very rich deposits of the precious
!metals, and they are now perfectly
| willing to dispense with all allurements
1if the reports will only guide them in
their search after the wealth hidden
in the bowels of the earth. )

To repeat, these remarks are made
in no spirit of fault-finding. On the
contrary, I am convinced that the re-
ports already issued are of incalcul-
‘able value, but future reports will be
betfer adapted to existing circum-
| stances if the Bureau adopts the sug-

street railway tracks or tranship pas-
se at the city limits, we will be
gridironed in such a way that the
coming horseless carriage will be prac-
tically ruled out. Although I am not
now a ecitizen of your beautiful city, I
have a living recollection of twenty
years spent there, and, as I have still
many financial interests there, I tan
see that what you suggest, with some
additions, will be in the. interests of
Toronto, not only for the present, but
for all time to come. I contend that
the streets of a city are a public trust
and there is a moral obligation rest-
ing on the *“powers that be” requiring
them to look to it that no permanent
wrong is done the patient and heavily
taxed public. The Toronto Street
Railway Company may hold the key
to this consummation so devoutly
wished by every interested citizen, but
it may be possible to make it to their
interest to co-operate in some way in
the carrying out of some satisfactory
plan. I am sure the sound hard-head-
ed men you have in and out of the
council can evolve some very satisfac-
tory schemé that will meet the coming
needs and still keep Toronto where it
stands to-day, the cleanest and most
pleasant city in this glorious Ontario

Bgﬁars are steady at the
late advance: valéncia raisins. are all ol
out of first hands, and cable enguiries to
Denia show, that available supplies there
are very limited, so that gquotations are
firmer; the same may be said of Mala
and California fruit. Teas show good
mand and stiff prices. Spot quotations for
Hamilton pig iron are advanced 50 cents a
{on on aceount of the higher freights. Zine
and spelter are a little dearer. Hides are
advariced a full cent this week, and though
trading in leather is moderate at the mo-
ment, tanners are very stiff in prices. and
incliued to, quote higher.- Buyers -of raw
furs have shown considerable hesitancy” In
making quotations for the new catch, ow-
ing to the unsatisfactory condition of Eu-
ropean markets, but trappers and country
collectors of pelts are likely to realize low-
er prices than usual.

There is no change in the trade situa-
tion at Toronto. -Business  in wholesale
lines has been on the quiet side, which is,
perhaps a little disappointing, but the un-
b seagonable. weather may be blamed to
some extent for this. 'The tariff enquify As
in full blast.
