DID GERMAN CONSUL BLUNDER?

And, if S0, What Will Germany Do
About It t—British Warship
Sent Forward.

Berlin. Jap. 20.—The Foreign Office in-
forms the correspondent of the Associated
P’ress that the official reports reczived fiom
Samoa by the Government tally with those
received by the Associated Press. lu any
event, Germany. will-not support any pos-
sible Irregularity dnconsisient with the
treaty, but, the ‘Forelgn Office offfcfals
point out. 4t is not yet clear that the
German Consul at Apla has been gufity of
any drregularity of 'that nature. On the
contrary. the Forelgn Office insists, it still
remains to be explained why Mataafa's
election was declared invalid, as he was
admittedly elected by an overwhelming m:a-
Jority.

The Foreign Office admits that Germany
has long beep dissaiisfied with the coaven-
tion, which in its nature is provisional,
‘though, unfortunately. other powers, es-
pecially the Washington Government, have
thought otherwise.”

The Forelqm Office officials say that the
captain of the German warship Falke, at
Apia, '‘dees pot attach much importance 1o
the recent iugcidents.” and hence the Gov-
ernment dees not intend to send additional
warships to Samoa, unless the other powers
do. :

THE CITY OF KU-YUNG CAPTURED.

Defenders of the Placé Threw Down
Their Arms and Fled After
the First Volley,

Londom, ‘Jan, 21.—The Dally Mall pub-
lishes the following despatch from Shang-
hai : The rebellion o the Province of An-
Houi (Ngan-Hooi) s spreading rapidly, and
it is feared that all the central Provinces
of China will become involved, On Jan,
10. 8000 An-Houi rebels, under the notori-
ous desperado, Nu', reinforced by rebels
from the Province of Ho-Nan, attacked the
city of Ku-Yung. After firing a volley, the
troops who were defending the city threw
down their wrme and tled, Two hundred
men of one battalion were killed, including
the commander and the captain.’ The city
is now besieged, and the Viceroy of Namkin
and the Governors of the Provinces of Ho-
Nan and Hu-Poh are hastening with troops
to its relief.

ate against Toronto in the matter of freight
rates. This discrimination affects us very
materiafly as a distributing cenfre, and
something must be done to secure better
treatment from the rallways for this eity.
‘We are considerably handicapped as against
Montreal, but much more so when our, po-
sition s compared with that of American
eities, The report informs us that ‘“‘the
freight rates out of Toronto are generally
higher than the freight rates out of Mont-
real, either east or west, for same dis-
tances. The freight rates in effect to loeal
points between Toronto and Montreal are
found to be very much against the inter-
ests of Toronto, aecording to mileage.”
This dl-cummglon against Toronto 1s the
more unjust and annoying when it Is con-
sidered that our tonnage exceeds that of
Montreal, During the month of September,
1897, which 1s ‘the heavy month for ocean
freights, the freight tonmage out of 'To-
ronto by the Grand Trunk Rallway was
103,000 tons, as against 96,000 tons out of
Montreal. The figures for January, 1898,
were; Toronto, 103,754 tons; Montreal, 58,001
tons, If there is to be any discrimination
in rates it certainly ought to be in favor of
Toronto, which gives the companles more
business tban any other shipping mm
in the country.

Comparing the local freight rates from
Toronto with those out of the cities of the
United States, it is found that these rates,
on the greater portion of staple merchan-
dise, ave 50 per cent. higher from Toronto
than from the American cities, for slmilar
distances, =The report puts it very mildly
when it says that the time has come when
a readjustment of freight rates on a falr
and equitable basis should be favorably
considered by the railways, Toronto will
wait a jong time If it leaves it to the rall-
ways to rectify the injustice which it has
to put up with. The United States have a
means of compelling the raliways to deal
equitably with the publie. The arralgnment
of the Board of Trade is another strong ar-
gument in favor of the establisbment of 8
Rallway Commission in Canada similar to
the one that exists in the United States,

Any of the
Derviishes that escaped from the battle
would have gone into their old business; and
while it is perhaps lnhuman to say i, it is
still true that the Inhuman practice of
slave-raiding, slave-driving and slave-scliing
will cease all the sooner for the revengeful
bayonets of the Soudanese allies of Eng-
land,

THE ONLY PRACTICABLE ROUTE

The Raflway and Transportation Commit-
tee of the Board of Trade hit the nall on
the head when they state, as they do in
their report, that the route via Missanahle
‘“4s the omly project for a rallway rumning
north of the Canadian Pacific Rallway, to
the mouth of the Mbos: River, on James
Bay, that is before the public at the present
time, by which there appears to be any
prospect of us getting communication with
James Bay at a reasonably early date,’”” Al
projects for bullding a new, direct and {a-
dependent Mine from Toronto to James Bay
shouid be abandoned for the present. The
expense of construeting such a line would
be so great that it would take years to
finance it, and after financing It wounld
take years to comstruct the line. The Mis-
sanable project is the only practical Hudson
Bay scheme in sight. It is not only an
eminently feasible project, but the scheme
i» in the hands of promoters who under-
take, under certain conditfons, to give us
access to James Bay this year. This access
will be afforded by the building of a wagon
road from Missanable to navigable water on
the Moose River, a distance of 114 miles,
and the placing of steamers on the miver
and bay. This wagon road would be con-
verted as soon as possibie into a raflway,
and continued to the mouth of the river,
It requires three weeks to make the trip
to James Bay under existing conditions.
With the construction of this wagon road
and the placing of a steamer on Moose
River, the trip could be made In three days,
and, in addition, considerable quantities of
freight could be handled. The company
undertakes to open up this road and place
steamers on Moose River and JIndson Bay,
provided the Government grants $100,000,
which would finally be deducted from the
ordinary bonus to be granted to the com-
pany on the completion of the rallway, The
project is a commendable one, and should
receive the immediate attention “and sup-
port of the Government,

THE DOUKHOBORS.

If the Doukhobors possess the virtues at-
iributed to them they will make a valuable
addition to the population of Manitoba.
What they appear to be most anxious to
obtain {8 an opportunity to work the soil,
secure from strife and warfare. We think
Canada can safely guarantee them the se-
clusion and quletude they seek. We will
gladly exempt them from military service
and will give them every encouragement to
expend all their energles in the culiivation
of the soil, ' Already 2300 of the spirit-
wrestlers have arrived in the country, and
it is expected that the number will be in-
creased to 8000 within the course of two
or three months, Their immigration to
Canada has excited attention In many quar-
ters, and the progress of this new coloniza-
tion scheme will be watched with interest.
The sucvess of the scheme will mean a
great deal for Canada, while its fallure
wiil prove disastrous. Now that they have
arrived In the country and that we are
commitied to the venture, the Government
ought to take every precaution to see that
they get a decent start, G red with the
conditions under which the Doukhobors
lived in Russia, those which will econfront
them In Canada ought to prove an agree-
able change, There Is no reason why the
newcomers should not greatly better their
own condition and materially benefit the
Province of Manitoba and the Dominfon of
Canada. Success to the Douks !

Groceries
of course. are not nearly 8o active as last
month, but a good trade is reported for
January. Heavy metals are somewhat
quiet, but general hardware travelers are
being very fairly encouraged, and ordare
for spring delivery of ofls, padnts, glass,
ete., are being booked quite freely, Boof
and shoe manufacturers are quite full of
commands for spring footwear, and are cut-
ting large quantities of sole, dongolas and
colored calfskins, but the ordinmary grades
of black leather are mot in much’ requost.
The great London January sales of raw
furs have been in progress this week and
cable advices to hand thus far would indi-
cate some strengthening in American furs,
Dark beaver is reported to have sold at
same figures as last January, pale ditto at
17% per cent. advance, otter sold same as
last March, lynx 20 per cent. advance, and
red fox 15 per cent., advance on last March,
fall rats same as last January, but spring
and winter rats dec 1215 and T% re-
spectively. There have been some other
notable variations in values during the
week. Owing to further threatening of
American competition in sugars, the local
refining companies have again reduced the
factory auotation for standard granulat.d
by bc a cental, but yellows are maintained
at the old figure.
