SIR WILFRID'S INSINCERITY.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s attitude on 

the question of imperial defence is 
anything but complimentary to the 
people of Canada. He has receded 
from the position he originally took 
on this subject, and he can be rightly 
charged, if he continues In the course 
he has latterly adopted, of placing 
Canada in a false position. We all 
recall the memorable words he used 
not long ago when speaking of the 
new imperialism. “If you want our 
help," said he, appealing to the 
Mother Country, "you must call us to 
your councils.” It was by the ex- 
pression of sentiments similar to this 
that the people of Great Britain, and 
among them the Secretary ot State 
for the Colonies, became Impressed 
with Canada's sincerity in her desire 
to assume her proper responsibility 
in tihe defence of the empire. Speak­
ing in Birmingham in January last, 
Mr. Chamberlain took It for granted 
that the colonies were anxious to be 
consulted in matters of imperial im­
port He said :

“A new factor has issued into the 
In futurepolitics ot this country, 

you will have to take account of the 
opinion of your colonists. You will 
have to consult them; and, it you 
wish that they should always stand 
by your side, you will ihave to be 
guided, to some extent, at any rate, 
by their wishes and their aspirations.”

These remarks by Mr. Chamber- 
lain were in thoro harmony with Sir 
Wilfrid's memorable words. Imagine, 
then, what a shock the British gov­
ernment must have received wheti 
they read our Premier’s reply to their 
invitation to take part in the London 
conference in June. Sir Wilfrid went 
back completely on his own record. 
Instead of evincing a willingness to 
take part ln the councils of the em­
pire, he gave Mr. Chamberlain to un­
derstand that he wished to have noth­
ing to do with such councils. He said 
in effect that nothing was to be gain­
ed from consulting on the important 
question of Imperial defence, and, as 
far as he was q^aegnjed. he had no 
advice to offer or suggestion to 
make. Mr. Chamberlain has 
misled by the public 
the Premier of Canada. In all our deal­
ings with the Country we
ought at least to be sincere and 
sistent. Sir Wilfrid Laurier certainly 
has not been so, and, apart from his 
failure to realize the Importance of 
the conference, he stands convicted 
of insincerity and inconsistency.

ISLAND IMPROVEMENT.
In deciding upon a plan for the 

beautification of the Island, 
thing more must be forthcoming than 
the sketch that was laid before the 
Property Committee tihe other day. 
There may be some latent beauty in 
the plans submitted, but we fail 
yet to realize it. If the beautification 
of the Island Is left to our own offi­
cials they will no doubt greatly im­
prove the sandbar, but these gentle­
men have had only a limited exper­
ience in work of this kind. Toronto 
Island is something that no other 
city on the continent possesses. We 
should, therefore, endeavor to bring 
out all its possibilities, and make it 
the one unique feature of the city. 
It might be beautified in such a way 
as to make it celebrated thruout the 
continent. In order to give the Is­
land a continental reputation, it will 
be necessary to elaborate Its various 
possibilities, and this can only be 
done by bringing the best expert abil­
ity to bear upon the subject. Mr. 
Olmstead, whose name is mentioned 
in connection with the preparation ot 
a plan, might not produce one that 
will be wholly satisfactory, 
plan might be too costly, or It might 
be wanting in some particulars; but 
we are satisfied that he would give 
us some ideas which will be worth 
to us much more than the cost of se­
curing them. The idea is everything 
in a matter of this kind. The execu­
tion of* the plan may be safely left to 
ourselves, but we will certainly not 
do justice to the Island unless we 
first obtain the opinion of at least 
one expert who has obtained an un­
doubted reputation in connection with 
works of this kind. The few hundred 
dollars necessary to bring Mr. Olm­
stead here and have him pass upon 
the Island will be money well spent, 
and we trust that the City Council 
will bring him on. —

TO HUDSON BAY. Newfoundland.Hallway Projecteil to Relieve the 
Glut of Grain Out West.

A new scheme is on foot to partially 
solve the transportation question in 
Western Canada. A charter recently 
granted authorizes the building pf the 
Lake Superior, Long Lake and Albany 
River Railway. This railway, starting 
from Peninsula Harbor along the north 
shore of Lake Superior» north along the 
Keneogomi River, runs a distance of 210 
miles to the head of navigation on the 
Albany River. It is claimed by those 
behind the scheme that this railway 
will do much to relieve the congested 
traffic in western grain at Port Arthur 
and Fort William by taking grain to 
Lie head of navigation on the Albany 
River; down that stream in barges 
drawing from 10 to 12 feet to the mouth 
of the river, and thence in ocean boats 
do Europe. It is also claimed that.the 
timber and iron wealth lying along the 
route, and the fisheries of Hudson Bay, 
will make the proposition a paying one. 
Moreover, the road will run thru an 
immense agricultural country, capable 
of supporting a large population. These 
facts were brought out in a paper read

M. Maurice Fnrninn's Ascent.
M. Maurice Farman, who left yes­

The No. 2 Manitoba 
wheat, the grade in which there has been 
the largest business, and which had been 
offered at the big discount, was yesterday 
about 7V£o under the. New. York May c.i.f. 
Buffalo, ns against 9c under a week ago; 
and the No. 1 Manitoba wheat, which wns 
bVjC to 5%r under New York May. has nar­
rowed to 4%c under. The wheats which 
arc irt sharpest, competition with each other 
are now about as follows:

All these prices are based on “drafts 
when shipped.” It will be seen that the 
Manitoba No. 1 northern and the Chicago 
No. 1 northern are. not very far apart, 
but the Manitoba No. 1 northern is 
ter wheat, probably by 2c a bustw*wiR 
that the No. 1 Manitoba Is still offerim! 
possibly something like 2%c a bushel cheap­
er than the Chicago. The No. 2 Manitoba 
is offering 3%c cheaper but is not as good 
a wheat, at least will not sell aeu welt, as 
its keeping qualities are questioned.
Duluth No. l northern, a better wheat 
than the Chicago, is offering ^c cheaper, 
and is probably a cent or two better in 
value. When navigation opens rates .pill, 
ptobably be a good deal cheaper from Chi­
cago than the Canadian ports, but probably 
no cheaper than the Duluth freight. It 
will lie seen that the differences" in these 
wheats are not as great as they were ten 
days ago. Another ten days of similar 
adjustment would put them about on a 
parity, everything considered.
