THE LEGISLATIVE MUDDLE.
The Globe Is horrified by Mr- Gamey’s 

language and especially by the violence 
of his attack upon the Judges. To The 
Globe and the government It 1* due that 
the Judges are exposed to this attack. 
The Ministers were warned not to bring 
the Judges down from the bench to 
umpire a dispute In which the strong­
est party passions had been aroused. 
.When It wee found that they were ob­
stinately determined on this course they 
svere asked to allow the Lieutenant- 
Governor to name the Judges. They re­
fused to yield; they refused to allow 
the opposition or Mr. Gamey to name 
either of the Judges. They acted as if 
they had deliberately planned to em­
bitter party feeling, and to prejudice 
Mr. Gamey and the opposition against 
the tribunal they had created. Now 
they hold up their hands in horror at 
the inevitable result of their obstinacy 
and lack of statesmanship.

A statesman at such a Juncture would 
fcave assumed that all the members of 
th. legislature were equally desirous of 
discovering the truth and would have 
Invited the co-operation of all. The 
government bad Its Judges named and 
published In The Globe before the de­
bate began, and It refused to consider 
any other choice. Now It Is surprised 
that the person against whom the 
award Is made does not hail It with 
delight- The report of the Commis­
sion, thus constituted, severely de­
nounces Mr. Gamey as a scoundrel 
unworthy of belief. The report is pre­
sented to the legislature, and Mr. 
Gamey, as a member of the legislature. 
Is asked to approve of It, and to thank 
the Judges. In moving Us adoption, 
tile Premier says, in effect: ‘T will not 
attack Mr. Gamey, but I will read 
what the Judges think of him. He thus 
drags in the Judges as assailants of 
Mr. Gamey. And now The Globe is 
horrified because Mr. Gamey strikes 
back, and because the opposition ap­
plaud. Mr. Cameron referred to Mr- 
Gamey as a liar, and when he was 
called to order the Premier contended 
that his language was justified by the 
report. So the names of the judges are 
dragged Into the discussion aa having 
given a general license to abuse Gamey. 
And now The Globe to shocked by Mr. 
Gamey’s attack on the Judges.

Not only statesmanship, but ordinary 
knowledge of human nature seems to 
have been lacking. Who could suppose 
thait Gamey or any other man lit his 
position would act differently? After 
he had made his charge in the House 
he was forced away to another tri­
bunal, so chosen that he had every 
reason to believe It to be hostile. He 
Was deprived of Ills rights as a mem­
ber of the legislature, and exposed to 
the fiercest cross-examination. He was 
abused by the government newspapers. 
And, finally, he was condemned by a 
court nominated by his enemies-

Now he is back on his own ground. 
He strikes back fiercely at all his ene­
mies—at the government, at the cross- 
examining counsel, at The Globe, which 
abused him and searched all history, 
eacred and profane, for injurious com­
parisons. He strikes at the Judges, 
Who, If not his enemies, have by the 
monumental folly of the government 
been exhibited to him as enemies. And 
the government and The Globe are 
shocked at the spectacle.

Obstinacy, self-sufficient conceit, and 
contempt for constitutional usage have 
produced their natural and expected re­
sults. Apart from the gratuitous folly 
to which we have referred, the whole 
proceedings are founded upon an ab­
surdity. The question to be tried was 
virtually whether a government should 
stand or fall. The judges say as much. 
.The government appoints two judges 
to answer the question "Shall we stand 
or fall?” The Judges make a report 
upholding the government. It comes 
back to the legislature, and will, we 
presume, be carried by the govern­
ment and its friends. In other words, a 
government must stand or fall as it 
holds or loses the confidence of the 
legislature and the people; and a re­
port from all the judges In Canada 
would not alter that rule of the consti­
tution-

It would be well If this result were 
nothing worse than absurd. But un­
fortunately" It is also mischievous. 
Judicial authority has been invoked 
for a purpose with which It has noth­
ing to do .and judicial authority has 
buffered. With personal attacks on 
the judges we have no sympathy, altho 
We think they were unwise in accepting 
the commission, and their report must 
be open to the freest criticism. But 
we think that the whole question of 
the relations of judges with govern­
ments should be considered ; tha t prac­
tices tending to impair the Independ­
ence of judges should be abolished; 
and that Judges should be kept as 
much as possible out of politics. Thus 
confidence in the judiciary will be re­
stored. At the same time it is better 
that Ministers and members of parlia­
ment should manfully face their own 
problems, and not shift them to judges. 
If the legislature cannot deal with 
Gamey and Stratton it is not fit for 
any of its duties. If tt took up the

CHANGES IN SCHOOL CURRICULUM.CUNARD LINE WITHDRAWS $2.50 TRUNKFrom Utennisblp Trust, Owing to 
Violation of Agreement.

Alterations Recommended' In Jr, 
Leaving Examination. II

Latin got another black eye on Satur­
day, when the committee appointed by 
the Ontario Educational Association to 
prepare a report a* to changes In the 
Public and High school curriculums re­
commended that Latin be no longer *n 
obligatory subject of study for the Jun­
ior leaving examinations, as to which 
it was decided thait the subjects toi 
which special prominence ought to .be 
given were the English, mathematical 
and science subjects. Latin, It was de­
cided, should be matte optional Instead 
of obligatory, as at present. Regarding 
•foreign languages, generally, It was de­
cided that the amount of work requir­
ed ought to be materially reduced, and 
that the candidate should be allowed hls 
choice of one of four languages, Latin, 
French, German or Greek. As a rider 
to this resolution, a clause was added 
recommending that the candidate must 
make DO per cent, on the examination 
in the language chosen.

With regard to the relation <of the 
Education Department to the commer­
cial diploma, It was decided to recom­
mend that the scope of the examina­
tion be enlarged so as to Include such 
subjects as business practice, commer­
cial law, commercial arithmetic andl 
geography and other subjects.

These resolutions will be forwarded 
to the Minister of Education.

Another resolution recommended that 
a higher standard of proficiency in the 
common subjects should be required.

MINISTERIAL RESPONSIBILITY.

The argument that the Minister of 
Justice cannot be held responsible for 
so-called private legislation affecting 
his own province or any other will not 
bear examination. If he cannot watch 
all this legislation himself, there to no 
reason why he should bear examina­
tion. He has a deputy capable of In­
terpreting bills and pointing out their 
effect. If that 1s not enough, there Is 
no reason why he should not have In 
hls office half a dozen experts capable 
of examining private legislation. There 
is also a Solicitor-Genèral, whose name 
Implies ability to discharge similar du­
ties.

Local knowledge may be suplied by 
members of parliament, but for legal 
knowledge we have a right to look to 
the legal departments of the govern­
ment. On these matters the Minister 
of Justice and the Attorney-Generals 
of the provinces should act together. 
The Minister of. Justice should 
transmit to the Attorney-General any 
bill that seems to him to be objection­
able, with his remarks; and the Attor­
ney-General should watch Federal le­
gislation affecting his province and 
protest against it.

The Attorney-General of Ontario 
could also embody in all company or 
private legislation a provision that if

Vienna, June 21.—Major Pomlanknw- 
skl, the military attache of the Austro- 
Hungarian legation at Belgrade, was 
the last person outside of King Alex­
ander's household who saw His Maj­
esty alive. On the afternoon of the 
day preceding the tragedy Major Fom- 
iankowskl had a long private audi­
ence with King Alexander, which was 
Interrupted by the King's Adjutant 
Lazar Petrovlcs, who entered the room 
where the audience was being given 
and made a communication to H1s 
Majesty which seemed greatly to agi­
tate the latter.

King Alexander told the attache that 
the audience must he continued at 
some future time. Major Pomlanknxvskl 
thereupon bowed and retired. On en­
tering the ante-room the attache found 
four officers standing In a group read­
ing an anonymous letter purporting 
in have been written by a friend of the 
King, warning him that he would be 
killed the same night.

21'Mellnda-street, at the close of the mar­
ket to-day :

A crisis In cotton markets of the world 
Is pending, brought about by failure of 
spinners to secure an adequate supply #>f 
staple at a price which w3l permet them 
to market thdr product without loss, and 
the fact that buyers of goods srem to be 
In a position to hold out from the market 
for an indefinite period.

This deadlock arguea that stocks in re­
tainers’ hands at least are sufficient for all , 
requirements, and that trade Is not suffi­
ciently promising to bring jobbers Into the 
field, except at important concessions in 
price.

Curtailment is the ru> of the day. and 
spinners are going on short time abroad 
and at home In order to tide over a period 
during which dt Is hoped that either trade 
wiT-1 Improve or that a full promise of next 
year's yield will force present headers of 
sp<vt cotton to make concessions.

TMs lost is, however, hardly to be looked 
for, as the world’s stocks are less than for 
many years post, with a promise of even a 
smaller yield from oid crop than has re­
cently been thought possible. ’

There con be no doubt of the fact that 
present price of cotton is prohibitive to 
manufacturers of a large percentage of the 
product of the world’s spinners, except at 
a loss.

The weather conditions for the week, 
while in some respects satisfactory, are not 
altogether So. inasmuch as temperatures 
Ftfll remain too low, and improvement is 
slow.

Taking a broad view of the market at th4s 
time, we cannot see how an Important 
spocutatjve advance can take pince until 
after the fate of July option shall have 
been decided, and this should, in a measure, 
be known Friday next.

Meantime weather news requires to be 
distinctly unfavorable In order to stimulate 
speculation in cotton nt present prices, and 
against public sentiment and other depres­
sing influemoes.
