When the National League presented to
Hans Wagner, last week, the silver loving |
cup emblematic of the five championships .
which he had won in batting in the
l¢ague, they, honored an achievement that
i8 unequaled in the history of the national
game. There have been 31 batting cham-
plonships awarded since the National
League came into being.

.Dan Brouthers is the only other man to
win four, and two won three. Adrian
Anson was the first to enroll his name
three times as the league leader, and Dan

was the third man who won the honor
thrice. All three were great . players in
their day, but it is doubtful if any of
them compared as an all-around player
with Wagner. Indeed, Napoleon Lajole,
the French-Canadian, is the only other
player who has been classed with Wag-
ner for his all-around ability, and Lajole
has won the batting. leadership of the
American League four times.

Wagner’'s record in the National League
has been exceptional. The year before he
broke into the big leagues he played with
Paterson, N.J., and led his league. in 74
games with an average of .379. The next
year he joined Louisville, and ever since
has been well up in major league records,
his average for 11 years of major base-
ball having been .348, only two points be-
low the average with which he led the
league this year. He has played in 1456
games, been 5674 times at bat, and made
1941 hits, stealing 480 bases, and scoring
