*TRAGEDY OF DIE ■ Brantford, Ont., Aug. 
slightly more than cne week, the cam­
paigning tor the $20,000 fund with 
which machine guns and other military 
equipment will Be purchased for Cana­
dian troops in France, has been brought 
to a successful conclusion. Not only has 
the amount aimed at been fully subscrib­
ed, but it is probable that two or three 
thousand more will be turned to. The 
fund was given a boost on Saturday 
morning when the employes of the Mas­
sey Harris company undertook to supply 
$1,000 for one machine gun. The other 
large subscriptions were also received 
in checks for $600 from John Cohoe and 
Franklin Grobb. The fund to date 
totals $20,442.86.

16.—AfterGerhard Morgan, Main street, recevied 
the following letter from his cousin 
Captain Cuthbert Morgan, who is with 
the Canadian forces to France.

“Just a few lines from a place far in 
the rear of the firing line. Well I have 
had over two months to the firing line 
so am in a position to say a few words 
about it, and can sum it up in a few 
words—It is hell. At times it Is impos­
sible to describe it. Other times it is 
just as quiet as Main street. Things are 
improving all the time for us and our 
artillery is gaining the whip hand Over 
the Germans. When I first got here and 
the Huns would shell our trenches we 
would lie and pray to the good Lord 
to make our guns answer and they 
would simply have to lie and take it. 
Now it is better, and our guns can 
generally silence any German battery 
that starts anything. It is a terrible 
thing being shelled. It is hard to de­
scribe as there is nothing to compare it 
to.

“You soon get used to hard sights and 
death becomes a mere incidental feature 
in this show. After the assault at Giv- 
ency I had a burial party: We simply 
dug a huge trench and laid them in, one 
after another, taking away their person­
al effects to send home. I could not help 
but think that all these chaps had relat­
ives and friends at home, who will won­
der some day where they are buried or 
what happened to them.

“Men here are not themselves. To give 
you a small example. A German patrol 
appeared opposite our trench,, which 
was fired on. Only the officer was hit. 
He spun around one or two times and 
then made for our trench. I now think 
that he was blinded. Anyhow he got 
through our wire and climbed up the 
parapet. Could we save him? No. They 
went for him like terriers at a rat. The 
first chap got him through the throat, 
and when he fell over the parapet into 
the trench—well he would not hold wa­
ter at least after they were through 
with him. This was all done by way of 
diversion. Speaking along this line there 
are things you see that I don’t think 
one will ever tell.

“One thing we all feel here is that 
Germany is now beaten. Not by the. Al­
lies alone or combined, but by the fact 
that the mechanism of their great ma­
chine is fouled and checked. It is like 
the wheels of a street car when on ice. 
No matter what power is put into them 
they simply go around with no result.

I have seen many boys die out 
here who were only sons, and it does 
seem hard on the mothers, but we all 
have to take chances. I took a chance 
for a married man who was to go with 
a party on patrol duty in open field. 
He had four kiddies waiting for him, 
so it seemed best tor me to go in his 
place; but I came out all right in the 
end, though one of my comrades was 
wounded badly and is now in the hos­
pital.”

Spring-Sown Crops,
Spring-sown grain crops continue to 

show an excellent average condition, all 
being for Canada above 90 per cent, of 
the standard representing a full crop. 
Beans, buckwheat and flax are 88 per 
cent, of the standard, potatoes and tur­
nips are above 90, and tile remaining 
crops are as follows 1—Corn, 82; man­
golds, 89; hay and clover, 81; alfalfa, 
87 ; sugar beets, 89, and pasture, 89. 
Converted into a standard wherein 100 
represents the average yield per acre of 
the seven years, 1908 to 1914, the con­
dition of the principal grain crops at 
July 81, 1915, is as follows:—Fall
wheat, 120; spring wheat, 112, all wheat, 
113; rye and barle- 111; oats, 108; flax, 
107. That is to say, the yields per acre 
of1 these crops, according to their ap­
pearance on Judy 31, are expected to be 
above the average yields of the previous 
seven ears to the extent of 20 per cent 
for fall wffieht, 12 Her' cent, for spring 
wheat, 18 per cent, for all wheat, 11 per 
per cent .for rye and barley, 8 per cent, 
for oats and 7 per cent, for flax.

V- FARM LABORERS’ EX­
CURSIONS TO THE WEST

With the promise of a bumper crop 
in the west the governments of Mani­
toba. Saskatchewan and Alberta have 
called upon Eastern Canada for thirty 
thousand harvest help laborers to assist 
them in saving the harvest. The Cana­
dian Government Railways will sell 
harvesters tickets to Winnipeg from all 
stations in the Maritime Provinces, 
Tuesday, August 17th, and Tuesday, 
August 24th, to Winnipeg, at very 
rates, ,the fare from Moncton to W 
peg being $18.95, and, the fares from 
other stations will be in proportion.

The route will be via the Intercolon­
ial to Montreal, Grand Trunk to North 
Bay, Temskandng and Northern On­
tario to Cochrane, thence Transcontin­
ental to Winnipeg.

Fares based on half a cent per mile 
may be obtained at Winnipeg to all 
points west in Manitoba. Saskatchewan 
and Alberta. Returning tickets will be 
issued to bona-fide excursionists at very 
low rates.

Rotterdam, Aug. 11—A remarkable 
story of the German entry into Warsaw 
is contributed to the Vossische Zeitung 
and Berliner Morgenpost by “a highly- 
placed officer.” It confirms in every par­
ticular the reports of the completeness 
with which the Russians removed every­
thing that would be of the slightest use 
to thdr enemy, and provides a telling 
word picture of conditions in the tity 
immediately after the evacuation.

Even while the fighting was proceed­
ing in the streets, the Inhabitants sipped 
their coffee stoically at cafes only a few 
houses away from the, barricades. The 
officer writes:

“Quickly our car runs dong the road 
of the Russian retreat toward Warsaw. 
Scorched fields and burned farms and 
villages fly past on both sides of the 
road. Wrecks of carts, soldiers’ coats, 
cartridge cases, here and there, and 
breadcarts, also many fresh graves, mark 
the road dong which the Russian army 
went for its re-grouping. Felled trees 
placed across the road as obstacles bad 
to be removed by our men.

“German soldiers are standing on the 
green walls of the fdtts in which fighting 
took place this mooting. Then come 
the walls of the to#n and the fortress 
itself, earthen walls with antiquated 
earthen works. In the suburbs there 
seems no end to the - long. streams of 
refugees coming out’ by the same roads 
dong which the German troops are 
marching into the town. Along the

cigarettes or tobacco. As you state your 
funds will not dways permit you to send 
something for every man, but if you 
could see the disappointed faces of 
those who fail to get a present you 
would understand how hard it is for the 
person who has the thankless task of 
distributing the presents. The men often 
grumble in thdr disappointment that no 
one can get anything unless he has a 
pull with the Quartermaster. So you see 
the delicate position we officers are in. 
For instance a few days ago I received 
from you some twenty pipes. I put 
them in my pocket and went out 
amongst the boys and tried to slip one 
out to a man who was in need of one. 
Before I had gone very far I was sur­
rounded on all sides and soon got rid 
of all my pipes and bad to leave forty 
hands empty.”

From this it is dear that there is a 
great need of further contributions. It 
should be both a duty and pleasure for 
the Canadian public to see that thd: 
troops are supplied with everything 
needed for their comfort. There should 
be no empty hands in our Canadian 
contingents. ’

So far over 15,000 cases of Red Cross 
and other hospital supplies for the sick 
and wounded have been shipped from 
Canada, but just a little over 1,000 
cases of “Fidd Comforts” for the men 
who are as yet unwounded. It is natur­
al, of course, that the sick and wounded 
should arouse sympathy but the soldiers 
on active duty should not thereby be 
forgotten. *

A second winter campaign seems at 
present inevitable. It will result In great 
hardship and distress to the men in the 
trenches.

We shall have a much larger numbei 
of men at the front than last winter and 
there is an urgent necessity for an in­
creased contribution of “Fidd Comforts” 
We can perform no more patriotic 
service than that of keeping our soldiers 
in fighting trim.

Fidd comforts or money to purchase 
them can be given to the National Ser­
vice Committee, through the Fidd Com­
forts Association of St. John or through 
the Central Shipping Department at 77

The Rus­
sians felt they would have to give up this 
fortress perhaps for ever.

“Evening comes, lights appear, and the 
various occupations of the city are con­
tinued as usual. We leave the town 
with difficulty, marching our way 
through columns of men and road trains. 
Still long streams of refugees continue to 
flow away from Warsaw. We still hear 
the rattle of machine guns and now and 
then the fire of a big field gun.

BOOSTING THE SINGLE TAX 
Canadians will learn with a good deal 

of interest that the single-tax move­
ment is making progress and exciting a 
great deal of attention in South Am­
erica. There is to be a conference in 
Buenos Ayres of delegates from com­
mercial, industrial end other organiza­
tions to consider a draft of municipal 
tax regulations along single tax lines. 
A special correspondent of the Square 
Deal, Toronto, writing from Buenos 
Ayres, tells of addresses, before the 
Students’ Society on single tax subjects, 
and adds the following general informa­
tion, which shows that the movement 
is vigorous, and not confined to Argen­
tina:— .

“We have over a dozen open-air orat­
ors engaged in pounding the doctrines 
into the people. Several addresses every 
Sunday. A remarkable Interest shown 
by the masses. You know, çf course, 
that the so-called Socialist party here 
has land value taxation as first plank 
in its platform. The main competitors 
of that party, the Radicals, have just 
offered us their official organ for our 
propaganda. The great Democratic- 
Progressive party, with Governor Car- 
cano and Ugarte at their head, are lean­
ing our way, and have to their credit 
legislation in the provinces of Cordoba 
and Buenos Ayres, exempting Improve­
ments throughout the whole of the rural 
districts. In the province of Cordoba 
this measure, according to recent de­
clarations of Governor Caicano, is to 
be extended to Include the towns, cit­
ies, all municipal bodies. As the 
provinces of Buenos Ayres and Cord­
oba are at the eastern and western 
boundaries of the Argentine, the move­
ment can scarcely be described as a 
distinctively local. one. We have re­
cently organized a South American 
Single Tax Committee, of which a good 
deal will soon be heard. It has repre­
sentatives from four South American 
republics, and will work to cover the 
remaining republics and hold a Single 
Tax Congress In this city next year.”

Morning War News by Cable
London, Aug. 15—Having recovered from the check inflicted on him early 

in the week by the Russians, General Von Below, commanding that portion of 
the army of Field Marshal Von Hln den burg operating to the west of the River 
Dvinsk, again has taken the offensive and, according to the official report pub­
lished by Berlin today, has beaten thi Russians in a battle in the vidnlty of 
Kubisko, and pushed them back in a northeasterly direction, taking over 2,000 
prisoners.

To the south before Kovno the Russians, according to the same source of 
information, made an unsuccessful sortie from Kovno, which the Germans are 
now approaching.

In the Polish sector the various German armies are slowly drawing in 
their line and adyandng from the northwest and south on Brest-LitovsL 'While 
they continue to take comparatively small batches of prisoners they make no 
daim to the capture of artillery or booty, which it considered by military ob­
servers as a fair indication that Grand Duke Nicholas’ armies continue their 
orderly retreat, and that for a long time to come will be;«able to prevent the 
Germans from detaching any part of their army for large ventures elsewhere.

The only evidence of activity outside of Poland and the Baltic provinces is 
on the Serbian frontier, where a bombardment of Belgrade by the Austrians and 
a counter-bombardment of Semlin and Panscova by the Serbians, has been re­
sumed. According to Nish, Austrian attempts to cross the Danube near the 
Serbian and 'Roumanian borders have been repulsed, but It Is believed by the 
military experts here that this region will be the scene of the next Austro-Ger­
man offensive. There is some speculation in military circles as 
Roumanie, as well as Serbia, will be attacked because of RoSmani 
allow munitions of war to pass through to Turkey, which is being pressed both 
on her Caucasus and Dardanelles fronts.

There is no late news from the Dardanelles, but information Is hourly 
pected of a new movement, of which the landings by the Allies last week were 
the preliminaries.

On April 26 (says the officer), the 
67th Wilde’s Rifles, a regiment which, 
throughout this campaign, has 
gallantly upheld the reputation of the 
Indian Army in every action in which 
it has been ■ engaged, formed the centre 
battalion of the first line-tSÏHhe Feroze- 

„ pore Brigade, the regiment being under 
the command of Major T. J. Willans, D. 
S. O.

On the left of the regiment were the 
Connaught Rangers in touch with the 
French Colonial troops, on the right 
were the 129th Baluchis, the line being 
continuel by the Jullundur Brigade.

Owing to the limited time at our dis­
posal, it was impossible to reconnoitre 
the ground in a satisfactory manner, and 
little was known of the exact position 
of the German line beyond the fact that 
it was somewhere on the opposite ridge 

i «bout 1,500 yards distant. -
The ground to be covered by the as­

saulting force was devoid of cover, rose 
slightly for the first five hundred yards, 
then dipped towards the German posi­
tion, which commanded the whole line 
of advance.

The enemy, needless to say, had had 
ample opportunity to register his guns 
—an unpleasant fact which was soon 
proved by the accuri of his fire.

During the first tv. yards the casu­
alties were fairly numerous from shrap- 
ned and rifle fire, but the ground was 

7 covered by short, rapid rushes in fine
"* style.

On crossing the first ridge the regi­
ment came under an absolute tornado of 
fire of every description, shrapnel, ma­
chine-gun, rifle and, last but not least, 
high explosive shells filled with asphy­
xiating gas.

From this point onwards men began to 
fall rapidly, but still the gallant regi­
ment pushed on, losing, of course, to 
some extent its formation, partly owing 
to the heavy casualties and partly be­
cause the brigade on its right was 
crowding it out. •

The murderous nature of the fire can 
be gtfaged by the fact that; when the 
bottom of the slope was reached, at a 
point some 900 yards from the start, 
the commanding: officer, Major Willans, 
had been wounded, also Captain Rad­
ford, Lieut. Bainbridge had been knock- 

'• *■ ed out by an asphyxiating shell, and 
Captain Mahon had been hit in the 
knee, but refused to report himself 
wounded and carried on until the end 
of the attack.

_ In the face of these losses, the attack 
was pressed to a point about eighty 
yards from the German trenches.

Here, Major Duhan, Captain Mackie 
and Captain Banks, of the Guides, who 
was attached to the regiment, were all 
killed, as were also Subadar Badawa 
Singh and Jemadar Kirpa Singh. 
Among the wounded at this point were 
Subadar Fateh, Jang Bahadar, Jemadars 
Ugajir Singh, Hayst Khan and Kala 
Khan.

Captain Banks’s orderly, a Sikh named 
Bhan Singh, had been severely 
wounded in the face early - in the ac­
tion. In spite of this he insisted on 
following Captain Banks till he was 

' killed.
In the face of the appalling fire, and 

severely wounded as he was, his one 
thought was to bring back the body of 
his officer. Weak as he was from loss 
of blood, he staggered along carrying 
the body untiKhe fell from exhaustion, 
and was forced to give up the attempt.

Nothing daunted, however, he event­
ually managed to bring his master’s 
accoutrements. For this act of devo­
tion and gallantry Bhan Singh has re­
ceived the Indian Distinguished Service
