The remaining members are -all experts.
fThis commisison will act as a judging
committee for the award of prizes of the
walue of £2,000 provided by the Well-
come Bureau of Scientific Research.
These prizeg are offered for tae best de-
signs of an ambulance-body which shall
fit a standard pattern motor-chassis for
fleld motor ambulances. The last day for
the regeipt of competing designs is June
B0, 1915. It is hoped that the competi-
ttion’ will bring in several ingenious de-
signs, from which the ideal field ambul-
ance-body will be evolved.

It may be asked why the competition
is restricted to designs for a body and
mot for the complete ambulance, includ-
ing a chassis. ‘Tae reason is that a chas-

is takes much longer to build than a
y, and that, when war breaks out, it
impossible to get at short notice any-
thing like a sufficient number of any one
type of chassis. On the other hand, a
standardised body to fit any chassis of
approved dimensions can be constructed
in numbers at comparatively short notice.
And a perfected body is badly wanted to
‘ensure complete comfort for the wound-
ed. :
It is hoped that the information ob-
tained by tae competition, and in other
ways, will be published in some perman-
ent form, available for future reference.
Probably in addition to one design of
special excellence, there will be submitted
various ingenious suggestions which may
be incorporated in the pattern design ap-
proved by the commission. For these, a
portion of the prize-money has been set
apart. The first prize is of £1,000, the
second £500, and the third of £300. All

Great Britain and France have de-
clared that if they can prevent it “no
commodities of any kind except thoge
now on the sea shall henceforth until
the conclusion of the war reach or leave
the shores of Germany.” The British
prime minister, in announcing this pol-
icy yesterday, declared that the Allies,
in spite of the systematic violation of
international agreements by the Ger-
mans, had pursued a moderate course,
and Wwere now fully justified in pursu-
ing the course laid down. Naturally
great interest is felt in the view .to be
taken of the new policy by the govern-
ment of the United States, the most
powerful of the neutral countries. The
American press is apparently disposed

%0 be somewhat critical, and yet it is
(hﬁcult to see how the government of
that country can take serious. objection
to the plan proposed. Premier Asquith
pomts out that if neutrals suffer incon-
venience they must remember that this
phase of the war was not initiated by
the Allies, and he adds that they do not
propose to assassinate neutral seamen
or destroy their ships.. All that they
propose to do is to establish-an effect-
ive blockade of the German coast.

Today’s cables confirm previous state-
ments that the Russians are again\
strongly on the offensive along the|
whole eastern line, and pressing back
at important points both the Germans
and Austrians. Germany therefore
cannot afford to withdraw men from
the eastern front to strengthen thepo-
Bition in the west.

Canadian troops are now in some of
the advanced trenches of the British
position and are giving a splendid ac-
couiit of themselves. We must now,
however, ‘'be prepared to read from day
to day a casualty list in which we are
more deeply interested’ than in those

BRITISH EFFICIENCY

Ar. C. Arnold Slade, an American
grtist, who has visited the British head-
quartcrs in France, estimates that there
are 750,000 British troops in France and
Belgium., He was told ~while there that
in April Kitchener's new army of 1,500,-
000 men would arrive. He ‘was much
struck with the splendid hospital facili-
ties which had been provided and were
‘being rapidly enlarged by the British.
Everything, he says, in the district
around the British headquarters is under
British control, and the authority of the
British commanders is supreme. Sum-
ming up what he says of British meth-
ods a writer in the Mail and Empire
says:—

“The British power, says Mr. Slade,
§s absolute, but just, and quite in ac-
cord with the reasonable rights of
French citizens. The British pay so
well for everything that they are quite
winning their way into the hearts of
the French peasantry. The French
troops do not pay. The artist contra-
dicts a-report he had heard to the ef-
fect that the British troops are not well
fed. This is their regimen:—Breakfast
——Bacoli, loaf of bread, chiefly from Bou-
fogne, where the army has huge baker-
fes, jam, tea, tobacco. Dinner—Beef
goup with vegetables and meat in it, or
beef, green onions, or other vegetables,
bread, tea, tobacco. Supper—Bacon,
bread, jam, cheese, tea, tobacco. The

GERMAN FALSEHOODS

Readers of the United States press
must be considerably amused by stories
told by the friends of Germany. The
British ambassador at Washington has
Just given a reply to definite charges of
rutal cruelty to German soldiers, which
were made in December last by one
Robert F. Meyer. This man made an
affidavit to the effect that he had en-
Jisted at Liverpool in the 14th Company,
Grenadier Guards, went with them to
Ostend and Rheims, and was brought
back wounded to Millbank hospital,
where he saw wounded German soldiers
terribly mutilated. Some ‘had their éyes
gouged out, some their tongues cut out
end some their ears cut off.

The reply: of the British war office is
that there never was a 14th Company
of the Grenadier Guards, and nobody
named Meyer had ever served in the
Guards. Neither had the Guards ever
been at Rheims. No man named Meyer
had ever been a patient at the Millbank
hospital, nor had any German soldiers
ever been treated there.

In short the whole story was a mali-
cious invention, circulated to offset the
proved caarges of German cruelty, and
to create if possible in the United States
» prejudice against the British: Advan-
tage is taken of every opportunity to
tirculate misleading statements, and in
addition to what is done through the
newspaper and periodical press the Ger-
mans in the United Stgtes are circulat-
ing books, booklets and leaflets, giving
ntterly false news concerning the war
and its cause.

One Admiral Bowles, formerly of the e

Uhited' States navy,-and recently the
head of the Fore River Shipping Co.,
says he is convinced that.Germany will
be ultimately successful in the war.

“Live wires electrified to about 5,000
volts surrounded the camp. As this was
in the months of November and Decem-
ber,” he said “we suffered very severely
from cold. Our jailers were surprisingly
and stupidly brutal. One basin. served
for about a dozen of us, and we had to
use it both for soup and washing. The
prisoners had to file past a man who was
doling out soup and were kicked if they
did not move just as he wanted them
to. As he brought the stuff he bawled
out to us: ‘Cchweine Hundel’ (Pigs!
Dogs!’) and treated us like pigs to
which he was serving out hogwash.

“One evening there was obviously a
feeling of uneasiness among our cap-
tors, and we were taken out to dig
trenches, Overseers were appointed and
one had a grievance against me on the
ground. that- I was not working hard
enough. He struck me over the face with
the butt of his rifle, cutting it open bad-
ly and knocking me down. I was so stun-
ned by the blow that I did not even feel
like putting up a fight. Later 1 realized
that it ‘'would have been foolish to do
so, as I should have been shot down at
once.

Britain’s Plans Disclosed

No Commodities of Any Kind to or From Germany,
Says Asquith—Combined Fieets Back of This—
Stirring Speech on War Situation

. London, March 1, 10.10 p.m.—If the combined fieets of Great
Britain and France can prevent it, no commodities of any kind, ex-
cept those now on the seas, shall henceforth, until the conclusion of
the war, reach or leave the shores of Germany.

* This is England’s answer to Germany’s submarine blockade, and
it'is to be effective forthwith. c

- Premier Asquith, reading from a prepared statement, made this
announcement in the House 'of Commons this afternoon at a session
which will be historic. =Studiously avoiding the terms ‘‘blockade’’
and ‘‘contraband,’’ for these words occur no where in the prepared
statement, the Premi
sidered themselves justified in attempting and would attempt ‘‘to
detain and take into port ships carrying goods of presumed enemy
destination, ownership or origin.”’ :

The Premier emphasized, however, that vessels and cargoes. o
seized were necessarily liable to confiscation, and begged the pati-
ence of neutral countries in the face of a step through which they
were likely to suffer. . He added that in making such a step the allies
had done so in self-defence.

‘“We are quite prepared,’”’ he went on, ‘‘to submit to the ‘arbi-
frament of neutral opinion, and still more to the verdict of impartial
history, that in the circumstances in which we have been placed we
have been moderate; we have ‘been restrained; we have abstained
from things that we were provoked and tempted to do, and we have
adopted a policy which commends itself to reason, to common sense
and to justice.”’ : : ,

. The tremendous cost of modern warfare, which the premier estimited now
at $7,500,000 daily to the Allies alone, and likely to grow to $8,500,000 or more,
daily by April, was the theme of that part of the premier’s address not dealing
with the blockade, He gave these figures in asking for a supplementary vote
of credit, making a total of $1,810,000,000 to carry on the war to March 31, 1915,
which the house unanimously granted,

Referring to the German naval campaign against British shipping, Premier
Asquith declared that Germany had violated systematically all the conventions
intended for the mitigation of warfare. She had taken further steps, the prem-
fer said, by organizing “an under sea campaign of piracy and pillage”

Germaay, he declared, was not blockading and could never blockade Eng-
lish shores, :

Referring to the attack on the Dardadelles, the premier said that there had
been no impairment of strength of the Allies in France, or in England as a
result of withdrawals of men for service in the campaign against Turkey,

“We shall continue to give the fullest and most effective support there,”
he added, referring to the western front, ;

“Neither has there been, for the purpose of the Dardanelles operations, any
weakening of the grand fleet, The enterprise was carefully conceived, with dis-
tinct political, strategical and economic objects.” :

Returning to the subject of Germany’s submarine activities and the situation
which they have brought about, Mr. Asquith said:

“I may say that the suggestion which has been put forth from German
quarters, that we hdve rejected certain proposals or suggestions made to two
powers by the United States are untrue. All we have stated to the United
States so far, is that we have taken this matter into careful consideration, in
consultation with our Allies, : :

Mr. Asquith rudiculed what he called the German blockade and asked:
“Where is the Getman fleet?” It Bad been seen on the sea only twice since the
war began, he said,

“The plain truth is that the German fleet is not blockading, cannot block-
ade and never will blockade the English shore,” the premier continued,

“The measures to be adopted by France and Great Britain, however, will
not involve risks to neutral vessels or neutral lives.

“If neutrals suffer inconvenience the Alfies will regret it but neutrals should

Epernay, France, Feb. 8—“You. are
going to see a portion of the Aisne re-
gion where the fighting has been excep-
tionally severe, and where no Jjournalists

have been before you, either officially or
unofficially.”

A few moments after Capt. V. of the
French general staff had given us this
word of explanation our automobiles
were gliding swiftly out of Epernay,
past the sentries and up the winding
road toward the north. As we neared
the front our pace had to be slackened,
for we began to meet and to overtake
convoys.

Despite these increasing currents of
traffic, the macadam roads of Cham-
Pagne are still only slightly marred.

Towards eleven in the morning we en-
tered an undulating region of fat farm
lands. Here and there was a peasant
guiding a plouga behind four white oxen.
Here and ' there, too, were disused
trenches, and hehind every barn and wall|
either there were stacks of arms and
groups of soldiers doing chores or the

Ghostly trunks of
birches glimmered among black pines.

Find' Guns in Thickets,

A few paces beyond the lane entered
a gate and ended before a lonely chat-
eau, which might have been the House
of Usher, but for tae moment served as
the abode of the general who command-
ed in these regions.

THE ASSESSMENT

J. H. Fems Explains Montreal's
and There Are Questions Apply-
ing to St. John Conditions

Montreal’s assessment system was
fully and clearly explained by J. Hamil-
ton Ferns, chief assessment commission-

er of Canada’s largest city, at the board
of trade meeting in the Seamen’s In-
stitule last evening attended by a large
gathering. The system, as explained by
Mr. Ferns, is distinguished from St.
John’s system chiefly in that no tax is
made on, personal property or income.
The revenue, amounting to more than
$18,000,000 exclusive of the school taxes,
is derived from six different sources of
which real estate and business licenses
produce more than $11,000,000. Water
taxes yield $1,165,000, the tramways
company pays about $500,000 a year
and recorders’ fees and special taxes
turn in another $500,000.

Coming to the business tax, Mr. Ferns
said it was derived by taxing merch-
ants, manufacturers, financial organiza-
tions, etc, an amount not exceeding 7%
per cent. of the annual rental of the
buildings in which they are engaged.
In the case of clubs, hotels and saloons,
this tax runs up to 10 and 12% per
cent. In case of a man owning a build-
ing his rental is fixed as six per cent.
on the first 850,000 and five per cent.
on each $50,000 of the value of the build-
ing after that.

Water rates are down to four per
cent. of the annual rental and are paid
by tenants, who in many cases pay no
further tax. Thus a workingman paying
25 a month rental would pay $8 a year
water tax and no other tax. 'There is

{no poll tax.

The assessors make up the municipal
voting list from the record of tenants,
every man or woman, married or un-
married, who rents a house being en-
titled to vote. The young man who
boards, no matter what his age or in-
come, has no vote, unless he is a pro-
prietor paying a business license or
owns property.

To show the equitablenes of the busi-
ness tax Mr. Ferns made some interest-
ing comparisons with the Ontario busi-
ness tax which imposed in practically
all cases nearly twice the amount col-
lected in Montreal. This applied to
banks, departmental stores, professional
men and newspapers. The Ontario sys-
tem imposes a two per cent. tax on a
percentage of from 25 to 75 per cent. of
the value of the land on which the busi-
ness is carried on,
tem, as explained, is based on rental
and a physician, no matter what his in-
come, would be taxed on only 7% per
cent. of his rental, the tax amounting in
some cases to only $22 a year.
