The Association entered upon its labors last Autumn amid
heart-stirring revelations of distress in many portions of the pro-
vince where failure of the Fishermen to obtain their accustomed
iarvest from the deep, portended a state of destitution, among
this large and important class of our countrymen, most painful to
rontemplate, and the fear of which produced an irresistible appeal
o the sympathies of the people of this city

It is pleasing to reflect that this appeal met with a prompt and
iberal response without oc asioning the slightest diminution in
he interest evinced by our fellow citizens in the special work of
his association, whose mission it is to afford some temporary re-
