There is an increase in real estate 

valuation, but the decrease in personal, 
Income and special assessable property 
Is very marked—nearly $825,000 in in­
come alone. The causes of this are not 
under review and reflection on what it 
means is not exhilarating. Nevertheless 
It Is evident that the Council’s task 
was by no means lightened by this 
curtailment of assets available for taxa­
tion.

Notwithstanding this the combined 
county and city (excluding school) 
rates are reduced five cents and it is 
the jump of the school tax which has 
entailed a net increase of taxation of 
twenty-six cents per hundred dollars 
to meet the increased levy. So it all 
Comes down to school expenses. Educa­
