London, July 22.—(Associated Press,
by mail) Lord Northcliffe recently re-
vealed an interesting bit of war history
concerning the evacuation of Gallipoii.
The hero of the story was Keith Mur-
doch, an Australian journalist, who is
returning home to become editor of the
Melbourne Herald, and the occasion of
the telling of it was a luncheon given
‘a;Mr. Murdoch by the Times.

“It is an open secret,” said Lord North-
Aiffe in proposing Mr. Murdoch’s health,

He
showed that dispatch to me and I sug-
gested that the time which would be
spent in carrying that ghastly record to
the Antipodes could be better used for
the purpose of immediate action.

KING’S COUNSEL

W. D. Gregory of Toronto
States Reasons in Letter to
Hon. W. E. Raney.

(Toronto Mail and Empire)

W. D. Gregory has addressed the fol-|
lowing letter to the Hon. W. ¥. Raney:—;
“My dear Raney: I see that my name is
in the list of those whom the Chief
Justice of Ontario, Sir William Mulock,
and Mr. John Hoskin recommend to you
for appointment as King’s Counsel. I
have long left that no’ more appoint-
ments of King's Counsel should be made
and I trust that in declining tife appoint-
ment, as I must do, I shall net seem
guilty of any discourtesy to yvourself or
to the eminent men who have placed my
name upon the list and whom 1 hold in
high personal regard.

No duties are attached to the office of"
King’s Counsel, and it appears to me
that no public interest requires the mak-
{ing of such appointments. There is no
| fixed standard for determining to whom
the title should be given. There is
bound to be dissatisfaction and resent-
ment whatever the composition of the
list may be. ’ :

I feel strongly that the practice of giv-
ing certain barristers presedence over
others in the courts by making them
King’s Counsel in undesirable and out of
harmony with the democratic standards
that generally prevail in Canada. It
seems to me that there is no place where
there should be absolute equality more
than in our courts. Nor do I see any
reason why lawyers should be given
precedence over their fellows any more
than that official precedence should be
given to certain men in other professions
or callings.

Canadians would not of themselves
create the office of King’s Counsel. "It
had not its origin in Canada and has not
| its roots in our soil. When we brought
'.over our political institutions from the.
{ old land we brought with the good tim=:

Succeeds, Through Ruse, in
Bringing Her to America,
Despite Opposition— Stab-
bed on Wedding Night.

Salvatore Filippo, a blinded hero of
the Argonne, landed in New York yes-
terday from the Cossullich Line steam-
ship Argentina, bringing with him from
Italy his seventeen-year-old bride, Isa-
bella Bruna, dark eyed and of unusual
beauty.

Filippo, who is twenty-seven years
old, came to America fourteen years ago,
~ad. lived for a while in Manhattan.

jen the war began he enlisted in the

.Uth Infantry, Twenty-eighth division.

. sergeant major, he went into the
Argonne drive. When four of his men
were lying wounded, exposed to the Ger-
man fire, he crept out and brought one
back. Then he crept out again. Three
machine gun bullets went through his
head and left him blind for life.

After lying four months in the hos-
pital, first in France and then in Balti-
meore, he was finally permitted to go
to his home in Erie, Pa. His mother
decided that she wanted to return to
her home in Ttaly, and her blind son
went with her. In an Italian village he
became acquainted with Isabella Bruna.
He could not see her face, but fell in
love with her. He had a disability pen-
siofi from the United States government
amounting to $157 a month. This gave
him a position of affluence in Italy. He
wooed Isabella with many gifts.

Isabella’s father resented the atten-
tions of the blind man. He knock
Filippo down one night’ when the young
man came wooing. “Keep away from
my daughter or Pll kill you,” was his
stern ultimatum. Disregarding  his
threat, Filippo continued his love-mak-
’,'%andestinely, and at last there was
.. secret/ wedding at #is mother’s house.

The night of the marriage, the father,
with some of his friends belonging to a
sinster secret society, broke into the
bridal chamber. They stabbed Filippo
twice in the back and once in the arm,
leaving him for dead. When he recov-
ered consciousness his wife was gone.

.While he was in the hospital his
mother found the girl’s hiding place and
discovered that the father had succeed-
ed in turning her affections from her
young husband. Though they lived
apart, they kept up secret communica-
tion. ’

When Filippo announced that he was
coming to America his bride refused to
accompany him. She went to the Ar-
géntina to see him off. The ship, he
said, was to sail at four, but it started
at two. When the ship was out on the
Atlantic, Filippo produced a ticket and
passport for his bride. She would not
speak to him for three days, but at last
relented. .

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’Thé Difference in Struc-
ture of the Male &
and Female Brain

Explains the Op-

posing Views
of the Two

Sexes on the

Same Subjects

By Professor Charles Gilpin
Of Ozford, England

EN and women face each other
M on this mundane sphere usually

with opposing viewpoints on all
questions, problems and activities, and,
for that matter, the males and females of
species seem to be diametrically opposed
similarly throughout the entire anima!
kingdom. As with man, so with the male
mammal, bird and reptile—deference to
the female often ceaseS soon after mat-
ing.
The lordly male, secure in possession
of his mate, proceeds to put her un-
der his subjection.

The female, having views of her own
for the government of conduct, there-
after opposes her wits to his to gain her
own ends in her own way.

Take the case of two children, one male
and the other female, born at the same
fnstant or a time apart, in the same
house or different houses,'related to each
other or unrelated,, and growing up to-
gether or sthousands of miles apart.
From the first squawk to the last gasp
of life this male and this female will
probably have opposing views. of the
same thing, whatever the topic.

It s to Professor Louis R. Sullivan,
assistant curator of anthropology of the
American Museum of Natural History,
however, that we are indebted for an
exact scientific statement of causes of
the mental differences between men and
women. He finds that the forehead of
woman is vertical for an inch or so
before it recedes backward, while man’s
forehead recedes
at once from
the ridge under
his eyebrows.

He finds that
woman’s fore-
head is straight
across the brow,
while man’s has
a dividing de-
pression above
the nose. In the
male child, up to
six years of age,
the forehead
bone is actually
separated into two parts, which then
begins to coalesce, but the depression
continues during his life.

In other words, man’s brain has sep-
arated into two segments by a divid-
ing depression, forming a double hemi-
sphere of control, while woman has only
one hemisphere of control.

Man has conspicuous brow ridges
with conspicuous muscular markings.

Woman has no brow ridges, or, if

1 any, much less massive. :

Professor Sullivan adds: “That por-

tion of the female cranium below the
_ 'nasals is more projecting than man’s.
The head, as a whole, is smaller and
narrower, and the bone rims above the
eyes sharper. The vertical foreheads of
women have been continuous since the
‘birth of the human race.”

. The verdict of Professor Sullivan is
.’hat mental and physical pursuits have
caused the heads of men to become
! more receding at the forehead, to be-
| come larger and more massive, with many
\cubic centimeters more of brain. He
finds that the head and brain of woman
is -still primitive, doubtless owing to
household rather than mental and in-
tellectual pursuits.

From the conclusion of the above
scientist we understand why “the fe-
male of the species is deadlier than the
male.”

Lacking that bulging ridge under the
eyebrows, she cannot reason on matters
in°the same way as man. Unable to
get his viewpoint of things, she has ever
#gassed back.” Man’s perceptions are
nicely distributed into the two hemi-
spheres of the brain. Man is thus able
to gather a vast array of facts in the
mind and mental images on which to
base his conclusions. Woman, having
but one hemisphere of thought, jumps
to her conclusions instantly, and this
conclusion is invariably- the direct op-

There are exceptions, of course, as
there are to all rules. We have some
females with receding foreheads, mostly
Central European women, and some
males with vertical foreheads.

We often hear people remark of a cer-
tain woman, “She ought to have been &
boy or man,” and of a certain male, “He
should have been a girl or woman.” If
we examine these foreheads involved we
usually find the exceptlon to the rule.
The dominant woman, who. bosses the
household or community, has the male
receding forehead. The timid man, who
hides behind skirts, has the female ver-
tical forehead. These may be wise ex-
ceptions, in a way, having needed utility.
At the same time, as men and women,
we prefer to have men remain manly
and women womanly, hewever opposed
to each other and however difficult of
mutual compromise.

We must look for an explanation of
the opéosing views of men and women
in the perceptions, some of which are
located in the frontal of the forehead
entirely across its base. Woman having
no brow ridges, or, if any, being less
massive than man’s, the perceptions are
thrown further back; in fact, are re-
versed. Reversed perceptions mean re-
versed conceptions of the same thing.

Take the whole human brain. There
are no two brains alike. Every fissure,

more differences between it and the
male pig’s brain than there are

between woman’s and man’s

every pocket, every nerve and muscle
differs a little in each brain.

There is also a little difference in the
distribution of the white and gray mat-
ter which connects each of the above
functions. This accounts for the differ-
ent occupations of people, the different
thoughts that arise; in fact, all of the
differences of individual thinking. The
brain is largely independent of every
other section of the human structurej
that is, in a way. Below it there may
be ailments that in no way affect the
brain. Even in seasickness we often
see the brain keeping perfectly normal in

Take, for instance,
the brain of Christine Nilsson, unques-
ftionably the greatest prima donna that
ever lived, still living to-day in Paris
and known as La Comtessa di Casa di
Miranda.

It is easy to see why man’s brain in
time began to angle backward and the
woman’s beain did not. Man finally wens
%o the fore in scholarsitp and deep think
ing, while womén remained stationary ss
their houisehold duties. In consequence
the cerebrum or forebrain of man conw
stantly enlarged its sive. Enlarge-
ment can only take place in a ream
ward direction. In time the ceres
brum growing behind, or, rather, ite
growth being pushed baekward, came
to almost entitely overlap the cerebels
lunti or section of the brain in the back
of the head. Examination of the brains
of deceased great men has showh the
cerebrum entirely overlapping and over-
weighting the cersbellum. Here we have
the measure of the advance, the vast de-
vélopment of the modern superman brain
over the primitive man brain.

Such growth of cerebrum has beem
delayed in womsan. It is only within
recent years that she has taken to the
seats of learning. Already her ceres
bru is being vastly modified by scholas-'
tle studies, entrance into politics and
engagements in scientific pursuits and!

The first venture in telegraph con-
struction by the government was in 1899,
at the time of the great Dawson gold
rush, when six hundred miles of wire was
strung from Bennett, B. C.; jo Dawson.
Messages from “outside” were mailed to
Skagway, Alaska, carried from there a
distance of about two hundred miles
through the White Pass to Bennett,
where they were placed on the wire. '

In the fall of 1900 gold was discovered
at Atlin, B. C., and the telegraph line
' was extended from Bennett to that
" point. From that time until the last gap

between Forty-Mile and Ashcroft was
closed on September 28, 1901, the work
was steadily pushed forward, one gang
working from Ashcroft north and
ianother from Atlin south. At about
| the time the two crews met another ex-
| tension to the line in the North—from
Dawson to Forty-Mile—had been com-
- pleted, thus connecting with the United
States Alaskan land lines, and bringing
in a great deal of additional revenue, as
the United States cables to Alaska were
not laid until nearly. thre years later and
in the meantime all messages to Amer-
_ica’s northerly possession had to go over
‘ the Canadian circuit.

While for & time it was found feasible
to work direct from Ashcroft to Dawson,
the rapid increase in business in recent
years has made it necessary to cut the
| wire and relay from Hazelton, B. C. In
case of severe wire trouble, other relays
can be established witheut delay.

The lure of the north has strongly
gripped most of the telegraph operators,
who prefer life in a lonely cabin in the
wilderness to the bright lights of the
big cities. Many enlisted during the war.
but lost no time in getting back to the
north when demobilized.

There are two operators in each cabin,
one of whom:is a combination operator
and a lineman, who is held responsible
for the repair of any breaks in the wire
in his district.
meals, provisions being sent in .once a
year by pack train. Moose and other
wild game is plentiful, so there is no lack
of fresh meat. Most of the men augment
their incomes. by trapping, making an
average of two thousand dollars extra
yearly.

Of the one hundred telegraphers em-

)| ployed between Forty-Mile and Ash-

croft, a large percentage have been in the
service since 1899 when the line was
built. - Each man is allowed three
months’ holidays every three years.

It having been found that the wire
can be used for telephone service without
in any way interfering with the tele-
graph service, the government has in-
stalled telephone exchanges at many
points and surrounding ranchers are thus
brought into closer touch with each
other. This feature of the service is
being gradually extended and it is ex-
pected that before long even the most
sparsely settled region will enjoy the ad-
vantages of telephonic communication.

HALF CROP OF APPLES.

(Toronto Globe.)

Prospects for apples in the export sec-
{tion between Bowmanville and Trenton
have grown steadily less favorable since
blooming, when a record crop was indi-
cated. Unsuitable weather at that per-
jod—cool nights, dangerously near the
frost-line, and murky days—prevented
the bees from working and hindered the
proper development of the flower, with
the result that the “set,” in most locali-
ties, was exceedingly disappointing after
the abundant showing of bloom. Added
to this came the hot spell of a few weeks
'ago, which prolonged the June “drop” to
‘an alarming extent, and the high humid-
ity at the same time was responsible for
'a serious spread of scab.
