While indications are that the storm 
which has been in progress since early 
yesterday morning is easing consider­
ably it has been quite severe and rather 
varied in its nature with rain and snow 
in the city and sleet and hail in some of, 
the suburbs. With .many of the tele­
graph wires down it is impossible to 
give observatory indications but the ex­
pectations are for colder weather. The 
temperature, according to the local ob­
servatory, has been at about freezing 
point today and-the wind has decreased 
greatly, being about twenty miles an 
hour early this afternoon. The total 
rainfall from 6 a. m. yesterday to noqn 
today was one ard a half inches.

Dispatching of trains was made diffi­
cult and telegraph and telephone com­
panies experienced difficulties in keep­
ing their wires in shape. The Montreal 
train was an hour and fifteen minutes 
late; much of this, aside from the storm, 
is attributed to wires being down, mak­
ing dispatching difficult. About the city- 
in different sections fences were blowu 
down and trees as well. Billboards along 
Pitt street were blown out upon the 
sidewalk.

Several hundred light trees were re­
ported on the wires near Mattawamkeag 
and Danforth and telephone wires were 
down west of Kingman.

Surrounded by graphic drawings of 
pictures showing ships of all descrip­
tions being buffeted about by the gales 
and heavy seas, the delegates to the 
provincial opposition convention sat 
down this morning in the Seamen’s In­
stitute. As the meeting progressed the 
pictures on the walls took on a strange 
significance ; in mute silence they wel­
comed another masterpiece to their col­
lection, a living caricature of their class, 

v Although the storms which rocked the 
'-oat of the Conservative party this 
morning were rather mild, they fore­
casted heavy gales to come. J. Ÿ. Mer- 
sereau, of Chatham, summed the situa­
tion up admirably when he exclaimed 
during one of his o’Aitions:

“The Conservative part, Is as dead 
as Julios Ceasar and it was killed 
from the inside. The sooner we 
throw ever the old conceptions and 
adopt new ones, the sooner will the 
party meet with success.”
Most of the morning session was taken 

up with the registering of delegates and 
the appointment of an organisation com­
mittee and a resolutions committee. Lav­
ish displays of fireworks were presented 
in the carrying out of both pieces of 
business.

On the arrival of the delegates the 
meeting was called to order by L. P. D. 
Tilley, who asked the gathering to elect 
a chairman. John E. Macaulay was the 
selection and he took charge.

B. Frank Smith, of Carleton county, 
-oved' that a committee of one man 

m each county and from each city in 
r province be appointed to take up the 
alter of organization and report this 

afternoon. At this point Mr. Merserertu 
arose and declared that before a commit­
tee on organization was appointed the 
meeting should go into the matter of the 
policy qf the party. He thought that a 
general discussion of the platform should 
be indulged In.

This was greeted with applause. Mr. 
Tilley said that he agreed with Mr. Mer- 
sereau that a platform should be adopt­
ed first.

After some discussion Mr. Smith ex­
plained that his intention was that this 
should be a committee of organization 
only and that the discussion of the policy 
of the party should take place at the 
meeting of all the delegates. The fol­
lowing cornmitte w ns appointed:—W.

KEITH EXECUTORS ANSWER

Boston, Nov. 5—Numerous legal ob­
jections are contained in the answer of 
Edward F. Albee and the other execu­
tors of the will of A. Paul Keith to the 
suit of John F. Cronan, a Boston attor­
ney, who is seeking to recover one-third 
of the $16,000,000 left by Mr. Keith, for 
services alleged to have been rendered 
by him in inducing B. F. Keith not to 
disinherit his son Paul, and to turn over 
to the latter the Keith theatres.

Mr. Cronan’s Suit was brought in the 
Superior Court and the defendants say 
he Is barred from maintaining it because 
he has another suit based on the same 
cause of action pending in the Supreme 
Court; that Mr. Cronan was paid by 
A. Paul Keith for services rendered and 
that the statute of limitations precludes 
Mr. Cronan from further proceeding 
with his action. _________

working week is “basic” instead of 
actual; that is to say, if the workers are 
planning longer working hours with over­
time pay. In such cases the main argu­
ment for reduced hours of labor, the hu-

standard of working hours now set up by 
the miners is possible. As we have seen, 
the actual number of working hours in 
the past, averaging it up through the 
year, has been thirty-three hours a week. 
A six and a half hour day five days in 
the week and fifty-two weeks in the 
year would be the equivalent. The miner 
who works five days in the week ought 
to be able to dispense with extra holi­
days, To compensate for the legal holi­
days which it is not in human nature to 
refuse, the addition ot fifteen minutes to 
tire working day would suffice. We may 
go further and allow for a two weeks’ va­
cation, which would place the coal miner 

level with the favored office worker. 
A total deduction of three weeks for va­
cation and legal holidays would necessi­
tate, if the average year of 1,704 hours 
js to be continued, a working week of 
34% hours.

The recent discovery of a long-lost 

Raphael in an old curiosity shop in a 
Paris slum recalls many a story, no less 
dramatic, of treasure-trove in art.

It is not long since a stolen canvas by 
Raphael of the “Holy Family” was 
found in the cottage of an Italian peas­
ant, where it was serving the sordid 
purpose 6f stopping a broken window ; 
a Correggio which had vanished from 
the walls of the Dresden Gallery, and 
been lost to sight for generations, was 
recovered from the recesses of a Saxon 
hayloft; and priceless tapestries, design­
ed by Raphael for Pope Leo X-, 
rescued from the hands of a Paris Jew 
after he had burnt two of the pieces in 
order to extract the gold and silver con- 

! tained in their texture.
Raphael’s pictures, indeed, seem to 

be peculiarly ill-fated. Only a few years 
ago his “La Belle Jardiniere” was pick­
ed up at a second-hand shop in Paris 
for forty-four francs- His Vatican 
“Adam and Eve” was found—flung aside 
In the corner of a picture-dealer’s shop 
in the Rue St. Lazare, by an artist who 
paid a hundred francs for it, and sold it 

.! a few days later for eighty thousand ;
I and for a modest fifty centimes a Pari­
sian zfrt-amateur purchased . Raphael’s 
! original design for his great picture “La 
Disputa del Sacramento,” for which he 
would willingly have paid twenty thous­
and times as much.

More romantic still is the story of 
the great master’s famous picture, “The 
Massacre of the Innocents,” which was 
recently discovered in the cottage of a 
poor widow of Como. Originally own­
ed by Cardinal Lnigi d’Este, it had 
somehow come into the possession of or 
priest, who had paid the equivalent of 
a sovereign for it, and who gave it to

Two young men, William Blair and 

Carl MdPherson of Hampton narrowly 
escaped death this morning when the 
former, who was driving a Ford car, 
crashed into the Sussex train as it was 
coming into Hampton Station. The lads 
were driving from the Hampton Village 
and# being later for the train were mak­
ing "every effort to catch it; the side cur­
tains were down and they could not see 
the tracks, but when within a few feet 
of the engine they saw the train, yet too 
late to avert an accident. The brakes 
were applied, but did not hold on the 
slippery road.

The car struck the engine on the right 
driving shaft and the force with which 
it struck and the speed of the train threw 
it far enough away so that the remaind- 
er of the train did ribt strike the car. The 
ff^ord was badly damaged, both front 
wheels being broken off at the axle and j 
the front undergear badly bent; the 
radiator was destroyed and the wind­
shield broken, but the rear of the car i 
was not damaged. The two lads were 
not thrown out of the car, but quietly 
got out after all danger was over. They 
did not get a scratch but were shaken 
up and received a severe shock.

No 'blame can be attached to anyone 
as it was impossible under the circum­
stances to ayert the accident. The en­
gineer could not see the car before it 
struck, yet before the train had gone any 
distance he had stopped it and rushed 
•back, expecting to learn of a fatality, but 
was surprised and thankful to find the 
car occupants unhurt

A large crowd of people were on the 
platform waiting for the train and the 
accident caused considerable commotion, 
as every one expected to see the young 
men killed.
accident were convinced that the engineer 
was not to blame, and said it was anoth­
er reminder which the railway company 
has had during the last few years of the 
necessity for gates or a subway at this 
crossing, as it is dangerous. Frequently 
freight cars make it impossible to see a 
train aproaching from either direction.

New York, Nov. 5—The pinch of pro­
hibition is making itself felt in no un­
certain terms on the hotel business in 
New York.

Many Deaths Due to Preventable 
Causes—Strong Addresses on

I ,Little Rock, Arkansas, Nov. 6—Opera­
tion of state prohibition is largely cred­
ited with having reduced the population 
of the Arkansas penitentiary nearly 44. 
per cent during the past four years, by 
John T. Burkett, secretary of the Ar­
kansas Penitentiary Commission. The 
compulsory education law also is given 
credit for aiding in decreasing crime in 
this state.

The population of the penitentiary on 
July 1, 1915, was 1,800. This was de­
creased 20 per cent or to 1,051 inmates 
two years later, while a further decrease 
of 24 per cent,, or.to 800 inmates, took 
place in the succeeding two years. This 
percentage is increased to 80 per cent, if 
a deduction is made of seventy cases of 
violation of the liquor laws, which were 
formerly misdemeanors.
Small Number in Penitentiary.

Carson City, Nevada, Nov. 6—The fact 
that there are now only 124 prisoners in 
the Nevada State Penitentiary, which is 
located in this city, this being the small­
est number of prisoners that has ever 
been recorded in this institution at any 
one time, is attributed by an official of 
the prison largely to the effects of pro­
hibition.

The Congo might be called the Ama­

zon of the Dark Continent. They are 
the two greatest rivers in the world if 
measured by the volume of water they 
discharge into the ocean. t

In one very important resxwit, how­
ever, they are strikingly different. For 
whereas the Amazon Is comfortably 
navigable for more than 
from its mouth, the Congo is beset by 
long stretches of impassable rapids.

The vast basin of the Amazon is low- 
iying, flat territory, through which the 
mighty river and its tributaries (some 
of the latter huge streams) flow slug­
gishly. But the Congo, to reach the sea, 
breaks through a mountainous plateau.

Thus a vessel ascending the Congo 
proceeds only ninety miles before reach­
ing, at Matadi, the first great rapids. 
Its passengers or freight, to get around 
the latter, must be transferred to a train 
for a “portage” of 260 miles ; and farther 

there are two other long stretefies 
that have to be covered in' the same
way. _

By steamer and rail one can travel all 
the way from the Congb’s .mouth to 
Bukama, 2500 miles up. In its upper 
reaches the river,^though still Wide, be­
comes very -shallow, so that the steam­
boats plying those waters are small 
craft, such as one sometimes sees in 
Florida, with stern wheels and drawing 
no more than three feet.

From Bukama the journey may be 
continued by rail to Lake Tanganyika 
(a body of fresh water 400 miles long), 
down the lake 200 miles by steamer, and 
by rail across what used to be Ger­
man East Africa to a seaport, Dar-es- 
Salaam, on the Indian Ocean, a short 
distance south of Zanzibar.

Thus may one cross the whole of mid­
dle Africa today, by steam.

A group of influential citizens of Que­
bec city, including university professors, 
lawyers, journalists, medical and other 
professional men and government offic­
ials, have presented a memorial to the 
mayor of Quebec asking for encourage­
ment to form a housing company on 
the lines of the Co-partnership Tenants 
of England with a view to building a 
model garden suburb in Quebec, to com­
memorate the Diamond Jubilee of Cana­
dian Confederation, July 1, 1927.

The committee wish to proceed un­
der the Federal Housing Act and declare 
their willingness to accept its provisions. 
They propose to incorporate a housing 
company in the interests of better hous­
ing for working people, with a limited 
dividend of 6 per cent., the capital to be 
redeemed in a thirty years’ period. They 
undertake to supply private capital to 
the extent of $225,000 (15 per cent of the 
estimated cost) and ask assurance from 
the city of Quebec that a loan will be 
granted from the Quebec apportionment 
under the federal housing grant equal 
to $1,275,000 (85 per cent of the estim­
ated cost). The committee estimate the 
cost of the project at approximately $1,- 

[ 500,000. The allocation to the province 
of Quebec under the federal grant is 
$7,000JKX>.

‘British workmen there elated aver a 
claim that they had been the American 
workers at their own specialty. T hey 
had completely assembled a Ford car in 
the remarkable time of eleven minutes, 
Which they claimed was well ahead of 
Anything achieved in the Detroit works,

I have discussed the question of mass 
production in Britain with many manu­
facturers. One of the objections often 
raised that that our workpeople would 
not take to this class of work. But on 
a tour round the workers where British 
workmen are engaged on American me­
thods I found the greatest keenness 
and enthusiasm.

To encourage this a large blackboard 
is placed in a prominent position and 
the progress of production is marked up. 
At twelve o’clock, when the organised 
hustle in the works ceased like magic 
for the luncheon interval, workpeople 
■crowded round the notice board studying 
the latest figures. The week’s total was 
500 completed cars, the morning’s total 
fifty. Five hundred cars a week is-the 
average output

Point these figures out to a British 
manufacturer and he will tell you that 
it really does not matter, as the Ford is 
in a class of its own and has a market of 
ks own. This may be, but at the same 
time it is as well to remember that if a 
British enterprise had adopted these 
thods they might have had this market.

There is an enormous demandrin this 
country, for cheap cars. No one expects 
super-finish in a car priced at £260. In 
the same way that hand-made lace is su­
perior in quality to machine-made, the 
hand-made car is superior to the ma­
chine-made car. But everyone cannot af­
ford the hand-made car.

V The methods which enabled British 
workmen to assemble an American car 
in eleven minutes were instructive. The 

parts arrive in barges up the Man­
chester Ship Canal. The boxes are un­
loaded and unpacked and moved by ma­
chinery to the various places of as­
sembly. The engines, after being tested 
by an electrical appliance—a matter of a 
minute or so—are placed in a kind of 
trough and moved along by a chain.

While they are moving the fitters are 
working. They have to complete their 
job of fitting in plugs and other acces­
sories before the engine gets to the end 
of the trough. The time is sufficient 
and the men know it is sufficient; 
therefore any failure needs explanation. 
It would also hold up the whole opera­
tion of assembly for as soon as the en­
gine gets to the end of the trough it is 
picked up by a lift and dumped on to 
the chassis. The engine and the chassis

“The reason why so little was done in j 
direct furtherance of the cause of wo- ; 
man suffrage between the years 1897 and j 
1904 is that just at that time Finland 
was passing through a severe political j 
crisis.

“After the outbreak of the October 
revolution in Russia (1905), a sympa­
thetic strike was declared in Finland 
and several of the members of the cen­
tral committee elected by a mass meet­
ing to manage the details of the strike 
were #omen.

“The first action taken by the com­
mittee was to close all the liquor shops, 
saloons and barrooms, and to organize 
a volunteer police force to keep order. 
After the second day the markets were 
re-opened and the strikers were not al- ! 
lowed to cut off the water supply. In 
short, the strike was managed in a most 
orderly and systematic way, and no out­
rages of any sort were committed.

“During the course of the strike num­
erous deputations were sent with peti­
tions to the governor-general, and in 
each deputation there were women mem­
bers. Thus, even in moments of grave 
political danger, and at times when the 
utmost moderation and foresight were 
needed, the Finns were not afraid to 
trust their women.

“The very great interest that the wo­
men took in the elections may be gath­
ered from the fact that in Helsingfors, 
the capital, at the time of the second 
election (in 1908), there were 19,640 wo­
men voters and 15,516 men voters re­
gistered. It is true that the majority 
of the women voted for men, as there 
were only 26 women elected in a house 
of 200, but one woman received a larger 
number of votes than was given to any 
of the men candidates of her party.”
