The Berlin government 
will claim a triumph, whereas from a strategical point of view, the 
movement was of mediocre importance.

The French armies also have taken up their respective positions 
and it is certain that our general staff is far from being taken 
prepared by our adversaries’ tactics. The staff had long foreseen 
them and is prepared to deal with them under the best auspices. ' ’

TERRIFIC BATTLE IS 
PREPARING IN BELGIUM J

1 General Staff of French Army Confi­
dent of Fighting Under 

Favorable Auspices
Antwerp Strongly Fortified and Will Put Up 

a Determined Resistance to German Advance 
—Seaports Damaged by Warships on Both 
Sides—Japan Making Active Preparations To

"The most formidable shock in history,” will occur on Belgian soil, accord­
ing to French military experts, when the great armies of Germans and Aus­
trians on the one side, and the allied troops of Belgium, France and Britain 
on the other, come into close contact. No definite information is permitted to 
get past the censor as to the place where the decisive encounter is to occur?, but 
the general staff of the French army declares itself confident of fighting under 
the best auspices for its own forces. Not a shot was fired by the Belgians when 
entry into Brussels was made yesterday by an advance guard of German 
cavalry, who, it was reported, were to be followed today by a strong column of 
German troops encamped in the vicinity. After the departure of the Belgian 
troops from the capital, communication was cut off between that city and other 
parts of Belgium, and abroad. The temporary capital of the country, Ant­
werp, whither the Belgians have retired, is understood to be very strongly forti­
fied, and military correspondents declare that the preparations for its defence 
extend over an enormous area, while it has been provisioned for a long siege,

Maintain Employment.

(Toronto World.)
Sir Richard McBride has set a fine 

example to Canada in deciding to carry 
on the public works of the province at 
this time, when employment is the one 
thing that is most needed to prevent so­
ciety falling into disorganization. We 
have no desire to single out any one firm 
or corporation or government more than 
another for praise or blame in this re­
spect, but there can be no doubt what- 

that the greatest exhibition of pat­
riotism that can be given at present is 
in affording all the occupation possible 
to those who depend on work for their 
living.

A frequent excuse at present is that 
there is no money. This is simply no 
excuse at all. Money at best is only a 
symbol of credit. Our credit, relatively, 
is just as good as ever it was. Nobody 
has any money. England has some 
money, but not all she needs. She ex­
ercises her credit. So do all the other 
powers. Canada is asking her people to 
support her credit in parliament now. 
The provinces can du the same. So can 
the cities and other municipalities to a 
reasonable extent.

The surest way 
is to begin closing down our workshops 
and factories and public improvements 
of one kind and another. We can only- 
hope that our own provincial govern­
ment will take a patriotic view of the 
situation in this respect.

(Mail and Empire, Toronto)
At least one great Toronto industry

has closed its gates upon its workmen, 
throwing thousands out of employment, 
gyitli no knowledge of when business will 
lie resumed. Other firms are considering 
a similar move. Many that are not clos­
ing down wholly are reducing their 
staffs and cutting salaries. In times of 
peace a good and sufficient reason for 
the praci # ng of these economies Is that 
business is not paying. If a man cannot 
■lake four per cent, five percent, or six 
percent, on the money invested he is 
considered unwise to remain in business, 
and it is carelessly conceded that he has 
a right to practise any economies that 
will increase his profits or save him 
from loss. Many arguments that are un­
challenged in times of peace ought not 
to be allowed to pass in times of war, 
and the corporations that are planning 
great economies ought to view their 
business from the point of view of pa­
triotism.

At the present moment the supreme 
duty is not to make a certain percentage 
upon money invested. It is to volunteer 
the sacrifice of a little profit for the coun­
try's service at home, as so many thous­
ands of brave Canadians are volunteer­
ing the sacrifice of possibly their lives 
for the Empire’s service abroad. These 
volunteers, if they think much about 
the matter at all, are not thinking what 
the Empire is going to do for them in 
the future. Their thoughts will dwell ra­
ther upon what the Empire has done in 
the past. They are not making their per­
centages out of it at the moment, but 
they find in that fact no reason for 
shirking the duty of responding to the 
call. If the corporations that are closing 
down today or are reducing the number 
of their employes would let their 
thoughts go back to the past few years,

Rome, Aug. 21—It is asserted that the 

cardinals have discussed the advisability 
of holding the conclave for the election 
of a successor to Pius X, without, shut­
ting themselves within the Vatican 
throughout their deliberation, as has 
been the traditional practice. Heretofore 
each cardinal has had an apartment in 
the palace with accommodation also for 
his secretary and servants, and, on the 
occasion of the last conclave, the three 
days’ session off the sacred college en­
tailed an expense of $120,000.

It has been suggested that the car­
dinals meet at the Vatican twice daily 
for a ballot until a choice has been made 
and at the close of each session return 
to their homes, or wherever they may 
be stopping. These sittings would of 
course be under seal of absolute secrecy 
while permitting greater freedom on the 
part of the members of the college. 
May Request Truce 

Among the so-called political cardin­
als, headed by Cardinal Agliardi, a 
movement is under way to have the sa­
cred college of cardinals address the 
emperors, kings and presidents of the 
countries engaged in war, asking them 
to declare a truce while the new Pontiff 
is being elected. This plan, as well as 
the proposition to attempt mediation, 
provides for the assistance of the United 
States, as the greatest neutral power. 
The Late Pope's Will 

Rome, Aug. 21—(Via Paris)—Noth­
ing is officially known about the late 
Pope’s testament, but the Giomale 
D’Italie, says it is drawn in humble, pious 
language. It recommends his successor 
to grant his sisters a pension of $60 
monthly each, but does not mention his 
niece, Gilda Parolin. It also expresses 
the desire that a pension of $12 month­
ly be granted to his valet.

Washington, Aug. 21—A total eclipse 
of the sun which cast complete darkness 
over a strip of 85 miles wide through 
Russia, Scandinavia, Asia Minor, Per­
sia and India, was only partially visible 
in this country today, but was observed 
by astronomers at the Naval Observa­
tory here.

All Europe, a portion of Africa and 
Asia, however, fell within its shadow. 
It was not visible in this country farther 
south than Washington nor west of 
North Dakota. The shadow fell upon 
the earth first in Hudson’s Bay and 
disappeared on the east coast of Africa 
'just north of the equator.

In 1918 another total eclipse of the 
sun will he visible here.

Interview With Doctor

Rome, Aug. 21—The Corriere D’ltalta 
today publishes an interview with Dr. 
Marchiafava concerning the illness and 
death of the Pope. The doctor says 
among other things that during the last 
week of his life, the Pope suffered keen­
ly because of the war which is ravaging 
Europe. Dr: Marchiafava endeavored to 
encourage his patient, hut of no avail. 
Every time he was informed of further 
armed encounters, the Pontiff became 
sadder

The news hurt him physically and de­
pressed him mentally. Nevertheless he 
was strong when death came. His mal­
ady reached him not unexpectedly but 
overwhelmingly.

The doctor does not say the Popes 
death was induced by his anguish, but 
he does declare he probably would have 
resisted longer had he not been sub­
jected to this mental suffering.

Cardinal Della Volpe has receved 
telegrams of condolence on the death of 
Pope Pius X. from sovereigns and heads 
of state throughout the world.

The quirinal is especially interested in 
the election of a nfe* tope, particularly 
as Pius X had been mere friendly dis­
posed to the new order of things in 
Italy, than any other Pope; the fall of 
the temporal power.

Cardinal Merry Del Val, Papal secre­
tary of state today delivered into the 
hands of Cardinal Della Volpe the whole 
machinery of the Catholic church, giv­
ing him at the same time, a detailed re­
port of all business.

With Cardinal Merry Del Val retire 
all the other high officials and heads of 
departments at the Holy See, whom the 
next Pope may reappoint if he so de­
sires.
How It Stands

The greatest efforts are being made 
by the cardinals here, to prevent the 
conclave presenting a spectacle of schism 
among the foreign cardinals on account 
of the conflict now waging throughout 
Europe. If such a breach should occur, 
it is expected the foreign cardinals will 
form groups as follows.

The seven from France, five from 
Spain, two each from England, and 
Portugal and one each from Ireland, 
Belgium and Canada form a total of 
nineteen ; the two Germans and six Aus­
tro-Hungarians make up another group 
of eight; the neutral group is composed 
of the three Americans, and one each 
from Brazil and Holland foming a to­
tal of five; separately stands the bulk 
of the Italian cardinals, numbering thir­
ty-three.

The whole sacred college numbers 66 
cardinals, so that the next Pope needs 
42 votes to be elected. The Italians alone 
or with the five neutrals are therefore in­
sufficient while any attempt to join 
either the German or Anglo-French 
group would cause other splits. Thus 
it appears certain the choice will fall on 
an Italian. ____

The Russo-Japanese battle of th*. 

Shaho, fought in October of 1904, en­
gaged half a million men for eight days, 
and was compared by the military cor­
respondent of the London Times with 
a war of exhaustion. In the decisive 
battle of Mukden, fought from February 
16 to March 11, 1905, five Japanese 
armies, 400,000 men in all, engaged and 
defeated Gen. Kuropatkin at the head 
of 876 battalions, 171 batteries, and 178 
squadrons, representing 300,000 rifles, 26,- 
000 sabres, and 1,368 guns. The front 
of the Russian army measured forty-five 
miles and its depth five to six miles, but 
the battle line finally stretched over a 
front of 100 miles. That was the most 
disastrous battle ever fought, the Rus­
sians dead numbering 27,700, besides 
110,000 other casualties, and 40,000 Rus­
sians taken prisoners. The Japanese cas­
ualties were 41,222.

Belgium, France and Britain.
If the news that comes from Paris 

yiay be relied on, and the retirement of 
the German forces before the French 
advance in Alsace-Lorraine is not a 
piece of strategy on their part, the out­
look in that quarter is decidedly fav­
orable to the allies. A Paris cable says 
that the French advance there seems as 
formidable an undertaking as the Ger­
man movement against France. It is 
certain that the French now occupy a 
large portion of Alsace-Lorraine, and the 
Germans have not as yet succeeded in 
Securing a foothold on French soil. With 
the French driving through Alsace-Lor­
raine, and the Russian army steadily 
growing more formidable on the eastern 
border, the Germans evidently have 
other things to think about besides the 
forward movement in Belgium.

It is announced that Germany will re- 
gist the occupation of Kiau Chau by 
Japan, and we may therefore expect an 
Immediate announcement that Japan 
will proceed with the task of reducing 
that fortress and restoring it to China. 
There is still no news from the North 
Ben. From the Adriatic comes the rumor 
that the British and French fleets have 
been bombarding the Austrian fortress 
pf Cattaro and have Inflicted consider­
able damage, but up to last night this 
|iad not been officially confirmed.

The people of Canada will cheerfully 
submit to whatever tariff measures par­
liament may deem necessary to provide 
an emergency revenue.

Under ordinary circumstances • this 
would have sufficed to ruin the military 
career of a young officer; at any rate 
in Germany. But all Europe was at that 
time in the throes of the War ef Libera­
tion from the thraldom of the First Na­
poleon, and by the time that the French 
Emperor had been deported to St. Hel­
ena, Count Frederick Bismarck had man­
aged to attain the rank of General in 
the Wurtemburg army, and fame as one 
of the ablest cavalry leaders of his day. 
So universally acknowledged was his 
authority in connection with this branch 
of the military service, that he was in­
vited in turn to organize the cavalry of 
Russia, Denmark, and Prussia, and fin­
ally became envoy of the kingdom of 
Wurtemberg in Berlin.

His first matrimonial alliance was a 
singularly happy union, and when his 
royal wife died In 1848, after more than 
forty years of childless marriage, he led 
to the altar the Princess’ lady-in-wait­
ing, a Mlle de Thibaut, of French birth, 
at the time about twenty-five years of 
age, and who still survives, making her 
home at Mariafeld, one of the most pic­
turesque spots on the lake of Zurich.

Count Frederick Bismarck had two 
children by his second marriage, name­
ly, Countess Clara Bismarck, wife of 
Switzerland’s newly appointed com­
mander-in-chief, and her brother Count 
Augustus Bismarck, who is chamber- 
lain of the Grandduke of Baden apd 
known throughout Germany in connec­
tion with hie organisation of trotting 
races.

It was in the villa still occupied by 
Colonel Wille-Bismarck and his wife, 
on Lake Zurich that Richard Wagner 
completed his “Niebelungen Ring,” and 
played it to a party of the relatives and 
friends of the colonel’s father, the late 
Dr. Francis Wllle, a wonderfully witty 
physician, his face all scarred in every 
direction by wounds received in stu­
dents’ duels at German universities, and 
married to the daughter and heiress of 
a rich Hamburg ship-owner, of the name 
of Sloman. It was there, too, in the vil­
la of the Wille family that Wagner first 
produced his “Tristan and Isolde,” and 
although Dr. Wllle cared nothing for 
music, and made fun, in a kindly way 
of Wagner; yet his wife was the great 
composer’s good angel, and most sympa­
thetic adviser.

The Willes were confidants 
Wagner’s troubles with his first wife, 
and when in 1864 the creator of the 
Niebelungen was harassed by his cred­
itors to such an extent that he was 
forced to fly from Germany and Aus­
tria, it was with the Willes that he 
sought and found refuge on the shores 
of Lake Zurich. The Willes ’name, and 
that of their picturesque home at Maria- 
feld, in the Canton of Zurich, figure re­
peatedly, and even in the kindliest and 
most apreciative and grateful fashion, 
in Wagner’s Autobiography and letters, 

well as in the various Memoirs that 
others have published concerning him.

The aggregate production of the coun­
try is still maintained over a ten-year 
mean, but in those ten years some very 
good and several very poor crops were 
gathered. The wheat crop, passing all 
previous records, and furnishing a sur­
plus far in excess of any previous sea­
son, has kept the public attention fo­
cused on large crops, and the expectan­
cy that trade revival would be hastened 
by big production. The com crop falls 
into less than the average of recent 
years and promises somewhere around 
last year's production on an area of a 
million acres less, and with no violent 
losses such as afflicted Kansas last year. 
The oats crop is generally good north­
ward, but poor in the southern portion 
of the belt, where heat rather than dry 
weather did great injury at the Ailing 
period. The hay crop suffered some and 
the yield is the second in succession be­
low a generous production, though above 
the previous season. Thé cotton crop 
has been subject to extremes of climate 
from the start of planting but prospects 
are for an average yield.

Oft predicted, much expected, at last 
realized, the wheat crop of the United 
States has made a record, not alone in 
aggregate bushels but in yield per acre. 
The total crop of winter and spring 
wheat is 920,678,000 bushels. It follows 
a record of last year of 768^80,000 bush­
els—making the third year of abundant 
wheat and the second in succession of 
recor Tops.

The wheat crop this year is more than 
sufficient for the needs of the country 
and the surplus for export is a record 
onfe. Our domestic requirement for 
bread and seed is now 625,000,000, and 
ten years ago a crop of that proportion 
was regarded as a banner one.

It is singular that in the plenty of our 
winter wheat, in the excessive amount 
available for feeding other nations, the 
world’s production of wheat has fallen 
off. In Russia where a billion bushel 
crop was gathered last year, the yield 
has fallen off 150,000,000. In the present 
war
Danube plains were 
winds, and the yield there is smaller. In 
Argentina the big southern contin­
ent exporter, the yield was reduced 
almost half; even on our northern 
border—the western prairie provin­
ces of Canada—not over two-thirds 
of last year’s big crop has been 
gathered. The peoples of western 
Europe Sxcept France and Spain, are de­
pendent upon the wheat fields of the 
world for bread; England, Holland, Bel­
gium, Scandinavia, require 400,000,000 
bushels added to their 110,000,000 bush­
els home raised crop. The war has re­
moved Russia from the exporting field, 
and the Danubian regions have no out­
let for their small surplus this year. The 
big crop in this country is providential 
to England, and contiguous nations ; 
otherwise the difficulty of procuring 
sufficient food might have turned the 
tide of war sentiment in the adminis­
trative offices.

FIRSF SEC1IDN OF 160 EATSThe Germans hav4 taken Brussels, the capital of Belgium—al­
ready rich in warfare’s history and in art and culture. It was here 
that the Duke of Wellington danced at night and sallied forth in 
the morning to meet his army at Quatre Bras for the battle of Water­
loo. Once strongly fortified, the capital for years had been without 
armament with which to resist attack.

On Germany’s eastern frontier there has been considerable out­
post fighting, which would indicate that the Russians are completing 
their work of concentration.

A laudable ambition to make history repeat 
historic value of this feature is of the highest, for all through the p 
is manifest a most painstaking effort to be correct in even the sus 
historical detail. No text book could be more exact.

“The Boer War” is, because of its historical fidelity, a most magnifi­
cent and thriUing spectacle. There never was in aU the worlds history 
a more romantic and picturesque war than the contest between Boer and 
Briton for the possession of sovereignty in Southern Africa. The setting 
was the African veldt broken by the irregular round hills which the 
Boers called “Kopje” and which looked Uke and actuaUy proved to be al­
most impregnable fortresses of Nature. It will be remembered that the 
British troops in the Boer war, or at least in the early part of the war, 
invariably made frontal attacks on the enemy. Whatever we may think 
of the frontal attack from a tactical or strategic point of view, there is 
no doubt that the frontal attack Is the cameraman’s ideal of war. It is 
the most spectacular aspect of war, and the one we are most fannUar with
and like to see most. ,

• The British troops used in these pictures are finely drilled and seem 
Uke veterans in actual warfare. When they deploy in skirmish lines and 
then advance to the attack at double quick, the picture of warfare is 
realistic to the last button on the uniform. All the different kinds of 
arms used in the Boer war are in evidence. The opening scene shows 
“Britain’s Defenders” and makes a splendid prelude to the feature striking 
the dominant key of military spectacle in a most effective and impressive 
way. We see the regular infantry, the Highlanders, the Lancers and aU 
the commands that took part in the campaign on the British side.

There is a glimpse, in the first reel, of the conditions in the Dutch- 
African Republics before the ascendancy of the British dement. It is 
well to have it so. While the whole world sympathizes with the sturdy 
Boers fighting for what they bdieved to be their God-given rights, it was 
altogether proper for an understanding of the British side to show that the 
“outlanders” had some just grievances against the narrow and, at times, 
arbitrary ways of the Boers. It seems almost unfair to single out any . 
particular battle scene, for they are all characterized by the same wonder­
ful realism and the same magnificent backgrounds, but it is quite cor­
rect to point out the battle of Elandsiaagte as a type of the work which 
has been done in this feature. Here we see the beginning of the battle, 
the sounding of the alarm, the marching of the hostile columns, the col­
lision between the fighting forces, and the long, bitter and obstinate strug­
gle which at last left the field in the possession of the British.

Not less true to history than the British side is the Boer side of the 
memorable contest. There is splendid character and type work on the 
Boer side, we are brought face to face with the bearded, stubborn war­
riors, as they became familiar to us by scores upon scores of pictures and 
reports during the actual progress of the war. The contrast beween the 
two forces is brought out with great strength; on the one side the showy, 
well-drilled military of a great civilized power, on the other hand the 
rough-clad, hardy, ill-kempt, but terribly brave and determined farmers, 
who were fighting for the land of their fathers.

Added to the magnificent spectacular features of this production, we 
have a most interesting and plausible plot of which the war itself seems 
but a subordinate, if logical, accompaniment. A young officer, deeply in 
love with the daughter of an old general, deliberately sacrifices his honor 
and his career to save the brother of his sweetheart. The weak brother, 
at first ready to accept such heroic self-abnegation, is later tortured by 
his conscience, and when he is wounded in the course of the war, he re­
lieves his mind by making a full confession which frees the swetheart of 
his sister from the suspicion of guilt and brings a pardon for himself.

Soldiers There Getting Into Shape 
—The Daily Routine The local chapters of the Daughters of
