TURN THEM OUT

There are eight aldermen who should
not have a seat in the mext city council.
They aré the eight who yesterday voted
in favor of depriving St. John of the privi-
lege of con(lucfing its own affairs. They
should be opposed and utterly defeated by
the indignant electors of this city. Hav-
ing discovered that they conld mnot hope
1o carry the scheme providing for a mayor
and nine aldermen, they abandoned it and
voted for a royal commission to take out
of thé hands of the people the right to
say who shall frame the charter under
which' the city is to be governed. This is
the most high-handed proceeding ever at-
tempted by a St. Jobn city council. To
the credit of seven aldermen it must bc
stated that they opposed this gross invas-
jon of the rights of the people. Two
fmembers were absent.

There
i]md been no intention on the part of the
iCitizens’ Committee to take part in the
icivic contest further than to labor for the
jadoption of the commission plan.

i‘ng ont of their wishes in the matter. On
general principles, the men who voted to
take away the rights of the people should
no longer be permitted to act as members
of the city council.
