An extensive journey was made by one of the Society's Agents into 
usina and Hungary, in tho hope of being permitted to resume and 

extend theopemtions of tho Society among tho Protestants in this 
empire. This liopo had to a certain extent been confirmed. . A strong 

i esire to obtain the Scriptures was evinced in many places, and^much 
encouragement given by many respectable and well informed persons, 
who thought it most desirable that something should be done for tho 
supply of the Scriptures to the multitudes now perishing for lack of 
nowledge. Phe Committee therefore resolved to move forward, and 

appointed an Agent to superintend their operations. Time sufficient 
had not elapsed to draw any genend conclusions as to tho state, and 
prospect of the Society’s work in these countries, but in the meantime 
the demand for tho Bible is greatly increasing, nnd there is much 
encouragement given to unite in earnest prayer that in this Kmpirc, 
where, a few years ago, it was almost impossible to introduce one copy 
of the Scriptures, the word of the Lord may have free 
glorified. Prom recent events it would appear that these hopes have 
not been realized. The issues from 1st October, 1850, to 15th March,

lhat the work in Switzerland is still extending and prospering, may 
,u Jut ged from the fact that the issues from the eleven depots in 

this country have been nearly 1,000 copies more than last year. It is

“‘“xhewOTUnSweden, Norway and Denmark has been attended with 
the usual success. In Russia, particularly among, the l innish popul* 
tion of that Empire, there is great encouragement. Among th^5 
people, it is said, a great and increasing desire has been excited for the 
possession of the sacred volume, which will not be satisfied for years to- 
come, even should the work be carried forward at the-rate in which it 
lias already progressed. In the south of Russia also, through t e 
instrumentality of a zealous friend at Odessa, much good has been 

done.
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From Spain and Portugal there is nothing of importance to report 
But the Agency at Malta and in Greece continues in active operation.
The Agent’ writes that there is no book so much used in the schools of 
Greece as the New Testament published by the British and foreign
Bible Society. „ . . . ..

In Turkey the operations of the Society are of the same interesting
character as during the past two years. The Agent writes,—“ It 
appears from what 1 have heard that a favourable stir is taking place 
among the Greeks at Constantinople.” The Agent at that City 
confirms this by his statement that the sale of the Scriptures is going 
on as well as ever, and perhaps our accounts this year will show a 
"reater circulation than ever of the Word of Life, and this success 
must be attributed to the increasing spirit of enquiry both among 
Greeks and'Jews. There arc yery encouraging accounts ot the 
Nestorians, and the good work amongst them is progressing favourab y.

The accounts from the Protestant Armenians continue to be equally 
encouraging. A firman has lately been issued by the Sultan, confirming 
and enlarging the protection given to all his Protestant subjects 
throughout the Turkish Empire, and securing to them the full and tree 
exercise of their religion. 'These Protestant Churches are increasing 
in number, no less than six additional places being mentioned, beyond 
those enumerated last year. Among them Diarbekir is referred to as 
being a very hopeful one; at the request of its members an American 
missionary has gomrltr^mit it. This is another proof added to t ie

Who has not heard of 
the miraculous effect of prayer ? Who has never in their own experi- 
ance been able to testify to its all potent spell ?

In the present crisis of the world’s history 
each spldier of the cross to put on the Christian armour and fight 
valiantly in a cause which affects the immortal destinies of individuals 
and nations—remembering then that the weapons to be used are not 
carnal but spiritual, and mighty through God to the bringing down of 
the strongholds, let us persevere under any discouragement feeling as­
sured that nothing asked in faith will be denied.

From Jlr. SMITH, the Travelling Agent
To tub Committee of the Nova Scotia IWbi.e Society .

GentlemenThough nothing very remarkable has transpired in 
connexion with my work dying the past year, there has been much to 
call for gratitude to God. The steady progress o the cause of the 
Bible throughout the Province in times so unfriendly, and the manifest­
ed presence and blessing of the Almighty in the hour of need, demand 
expressions of praise for the past, and ot hope tor thc.future.

In the early part of Summer I visited Truro, and proceeded through 
Onflow, Londonderry, Economy, and intermediate places along the 
Northern side of CobcquidHay, to Parrsborough ; and continued my 
course still further Westward to Advocate Harbour in the Bay of 
Fundy. I then returned thirty roilcXjmd resumed my tour tt,rough 
Maccanand Nappan to Amherst, thence along the shores of the Gulp!, 
of St. Lawrence to Pictou ; occasionally diverging as l proceeded, to 
River Philip, New Annan, and Earltown ; visiting also 1 ugwash, 
Wallace, Tatamagouchc and other places. From 1 ictou I travelled 
Eastward, through Merrigomish, and Antigomshc to ( ape Canso, and 
back as fur as Guysborough : thence in succession to Arichat, Sydney, 
Louisburg, and Gabarus Bay, in Cape Breton. On n4y re urn to 
Sydnev I resumed my journey, by the Northwest Arm,4o North Syd­
ney and “the Mines” ; then crossed the country by way of Bculniÿne 
Island in the Bras DO Lake, St. Ann’s, Bedeque, Und Middle Liver 
to Margarie ; and returned itiotig the Western shores by Holsburg. 
Mabou. and Port llood, to the Strait of Canso, and back to Guysbo- 
fligh ; also to and from St. Mary’s and Sherbrooke on the one side, 
and Arichat on the other—and at length to the City.

In this extensive tour I visited, in pursuance of my object, forty- 
eight places, and attended thirty-nine meetings—in the most ot which, 
with tlie countenance and efficient help ot many influentia jerson..
