No 
wonder that the maritime goose was first 
stuffed and then devoured piece-menl to 
serve the "appetites of our big sisters 
above. The Tory party—not so much as 
a party, as the English element—finding 
they could not get along comfortably with 
the French, both being about balanced 
in the legislature, came down upon us 
“like a wolf on the foal,” that we might 
help them to outvote the French and 
place them hors-de-combat, and then 
have everything their own way. But 
not so fast ! If the French are not even­
ly balanced in the federal legislature as 
of y Ore they still hold the balance of 
power, far more foimidable than the 
Irish party in the British House of Com­
mons. By combination (numbering per­
haps with their co-religionists of their 

•nationalities—more than half the body 
they set in) they could turn out the 
strongest government in the world.
Hence no government could be made up 
by either party, without first considering 
the measure and weight of the habitans 
of Quebec—for they are not only numer­
ically strong, but are increasing in num­
bers daily—far more so than the Eng­
lish; and there is an overflow into On­
tario which now embraces a very 
numerous French population, and “still 
they come.” But, although the French 
and English of the upper provinces may 
not have been able to pull together, say 
upon national and religious questions, 
there is one thing in which they appear 
fo be united—and that is in pulling out 
of the public chest surreptitiously, for 
this “boodleism”.business we believe has 
been going on, as remarked above, for 
very many years, as though it had been 
a part of the political education of our 
friends above, to look out for “No. 1.”
And it transpires that both French and 
English are equal adapts at these slight 
of hand tricks. But there must be an 
end to everything. The great discoveries 
of the present day, which have given us 
the illuminating power to see things in 
the dark more visible than ever, have 
brought to light also than thank fortune, 
the dark and crooked ways of politicians, 
especially of those who have been to the 
front for a long period, and feel that they

An appointment has at last been made 
to fill the vacancy of County Court 
Judgeship, made vacant by thô death of 
the late Judge Waters. Mr. B. Lester 
Peters fills the office—a good appointment 
for a good conservative. The stability of 
the government at Ottawa, or perhaps 
their firmness, or weakness has been ex­
emplified to the world, in a remarkable 
degree, in this case. Judge Waters has 
been dead three weeks—the business of 
the court has been in a state of statu-quo, 
and therefore suffering because the 
government could not make up their 
minds, not having firmness enough to 
appoint the right man in the right place. 
Friends of the different aspirants for the 
office, had been straining the wires be­
tween St. John and Ottawa to their ut 
moat tension dav and night, coaxing, 
threatening and storming individual 
members of the government in support 
of the claims of their respective friends. 
The two who lead were Mr. Peters and 
Mr. Quigley, either of whom would “fill 
the bill.” The great tilting beam—at 
either end one flat—was kept in motion 
by the St. John friends of each. Now 
report said Peters is up and Quigley is 
down. Then vice versa. And so the 
process had been going on from day to 
day, while the ministry were more and 
more dazed in making up their mihds— 
supposing them to have minds of their 
own—who to appoint. In the meantime 
Mr. Peters and Mr. Quigley were resting 
or rather wriggling upon the points of 
pins. It depended upon who had the 
greater influence at the Council Board, 
Costigan or Abbot—the subaltern or the 
captain—how soon the terrible pain of 
suspense would be relieved in both cases. 
If ever there was a race for office'this 
was one. The “Grits” looked blandly on, 
perhaps rather enjoyed the fun in this 
scramble for office, feeling perhaps that 
their turn will come in due season when 
the loaves and fishes will fall in their 
baskets—when, won’t there be a time ?

Why Picnic* are so Called.
Everybody knows what a picnic is, but 

most folks would find it hard to say how 
it got that name, and yet it is simple 
enough when you come to learn it. When 
a picnic was being arranged for, the cus­
tom originally was that those who in­
tended to be present should supply the 
eatables and drinkables. A list of those 
necessities having been drawn up, it was 
passed round, and each person picked 
out the article of food or drink that he or 
she was willing to furnish, and the name 
of "the article was nicked, or ticked ofl 
the list. The open-air entertainment 
thus became knowrn as “pick and nick.” 
The costom is said to date from 1802, so 
that the picnic is wholly an institution of 
the nineteenth century.

An Ancient Chestnut Tree.
In Earl Ducie’s park at Tortworth, in 

Gloucestershire, is the remnant of a tree 
spoken of as old in the time of King John, 
which, however, it might well be, even if 
the chestnut be of Roman introduction. 
It had in 1766 a circumference of fifty, 
and, as measured in 1830, a fifty-two feet, 
at a height of 5ft from the ground; but it 
id now a mere fragment. At Burgate, 
near Godaiming, in Surrey, is a grove ol 
some twenty splendid trees, two of which 
exceed nineteen feet in girth—their enor­
mous twisted trunks recalling bits of 
Spain, or Salvator Rosa’s Calabrian land­
scapes. In the immediate neighbour­
hood of London there are no specimens 
to surpass the fine trees in Kensington- 
gardens.
