We have stood by them and heard men poke
questions at them that were evidently in-
tended to show them up; but the answers are
always respectful and the butter made of such
a quality thac it commands the respect of the
old lady who is the sixth or seventn in the
line of a family .Af butter makers- Perhaps
the butter made does not suit your taste, but
it looks fine and sells high, and if money is
what you are after then by all means swal-
low your prejudice and learn a little bit about
how to get more money for the butter you
make, even if you have to admit that the
methods pursued are a little new fangled. If
you are aching to teach them there is a great
opportunity at these conferences to add to
yeur stock of informatiou. These instructors
do not as a rule make long, set speeches; they

simply talk right along about the matter in

hand and in the most entertaining way poe
sible, besides they work the churn and the
Babeock test, and show you how the whole
thing is done from start to finish, Itisan
object lesson, while they will explain the
principles of any part of the work that you
may wish to enquireabout.” Those men who

Yield of the Dairy.

A dairy census of the town of Bovins, in
Deleware county, by the New York state
dairymen’s association, showed 117 farms,
principlly devoted to dairying. It showed a
wonderfully high average yield of the dairies
in the town. Here isa sample: J. D. Mit-
chell, 15 registered Jersey. Acres in farm,
105, assessed at $1,700. Acres in meadow 25,
pasture 60; value of hay and roughage per
cow, $18. Value of calves, $340, viz. 8 at
$30 each, 4 at $s5. Value of pork, $54.
Value of grain bought per cow, $15; fed 10
months. Ration nearly 5 lhs. per day of
corn meal, cottonseed meal and wheat bran.
Batter sold, 4,492 lbs. at 25 cents. Deep
setting for creaming milk with water at 60°
Cost of keep exclusive of pasture per cow,
$34. Total earnings per cow, $101.14.
Twelve calves kept five weeks on whole milk
of the herd, and all but two of herd under
eight years old. Here are a few of the con-
clusions reached by the report: Where grain
is most liberally fed, the largest amount of
product was obtained most econmically at or
least cost. Almost every herd is composed of
Jerseys or Jersey grades and the butter of the
town is of remarkably uniform excellence.
This uniformity is due to uniformity in breed,
and similarity in conditions and management.
The net yearly earnings, per cow, varies from
minus 84 cents to plus $101.12. Oniy full
blood cows earn $60 a head. All falling be-
low are grades. Cream is very generally
raised by the gravity process, in spring water,
very little ice being used. The babcock shows
considerable loss of fat. On very many farms
it would pay to employ a baby separator, run
by some light power. The grain feed is al-
most entirely purchased. There are but few
silos, but all who have used them like them.
Many young claves die of bowel trouble from
some unknown cause. In many stables the
cows are overcrowded and the ventilation is
bad. To this the bulletin attributes much of
the loss in calves. Nearly three-fourths of
those engaged in dairy work are young farm-
ers with young families and a gratifying ap-

DEATH FROM FRIGUT.
instances in Which Persons Have Lost
Thelr Lives From Fear.
“I have interested myself somewhat in
unnusual causes of death,” said Dr. Elder,
“‘and have met several well authenticated in-
stances where fright was the cause. The
English surgeon general, Francis, tells of a
drummer in India a cross whose legs a harm-
less lizard crawled while he was half asleep.
He was sure thata cobra had bitten him, and
it was too much for his nerves and he died.
Frederick the First of Prussia was killed by
fear. His wife was insane and one day she
escaped from her keepers, and, dabbling her
clothes in blood, rushed upon her husband
while he was dozing in his chair. King
Frederick imagined her to be the white lady
whose ghost was believed to invariably ap-
pear whenever the death of a member of the
royal family was to occur, and he was thrown
into a fever and died in six weeks. But per-
haps the most remarkable death from fear was
that of the Dutch painter, Pentman, who
lived in the seventeenth century. Oae day
he went into a room full of anatomical subjects
to sketch some death’s heads and skeletons for
apicture he intended to paint. The weather
was very suliry, and while sketching he fell
asleep. He was aroused by bones dancing
around him and the skeletons suspended from
the ceiling clashing together. Ina fit of
terror he threw himself from the window, and,
though he sustained no serious injury, and
was informed that a slight earthquake had
caused the commotion among his ghostly
surrounding, he died in a few daysin a nervous
tremor. I could cite many other cases where
the shock to the nervous system which we
know as fright has produced death.—Washing-
ton Post.

robust youth, has fallen in the embrace
of death, with the man in the full vigour
of his strength. Old age in its feeble-
ness, has sunk back, and fallen into the
forgetfulness of the grave. Even so has
it been. Beauty and .talent and virtue
have alike shared the same treatment
from the hands of death, verifying the
words of the Scripture, “that in the midst
of life we are in death.”

To-morrow tshers in' the New Year;
and it is our most earnest desire and
hope, that all our readers may enjoy
many years for serious reflection, mental
improvement, prosperity in all their

SIR JOHN THOMPSON.

Rev. Dr. Douglas, President of the
Methodist Montreal College, and at oce
time President of the Methodist Confer-
ence, a very able man and shining light
among the Methodists everywhere, as if
unable to constrain himself any longer,
is out in the Montreal Witness with a
t d tirade - agai the new
Pmmier.§ir John Thompson. The chief
grievance seems to be that he is a rene-
gade Protestant and joined the Roman
Catholic church for political and eelfish
reasons. From a good Methodist he
bounded in one leap over to the srms of
the Roman Hierarchy in Nova Ecotis,
and thus by so doing gained his seat in

the Nova BScotld; and afterwards the
Dotitihion Parliamient, as representative
for Antigonish, a sott of pocket-borough
of the Catholic Bishop—and since his
pervefsion has become a most bigoted
supporter of his new found faith and a
pliant tool in the hands of what is called
“the church.” Dr. Douglas does not
object to a man changing his religion
whether from Rome to Protestantism,
or vice versa, so long as the change is
made for conscientious scruples and in a
prayerful spirit. But in Thompson he
sees only enough toarouse his ire, taking
into consideration his past record as a
meek and lowly Methodist, but now an
upholder of the Jesuits, a creed of bitter-
ness and gall to all Methodists, as though
it were a part of their religion to feel that
way. Notonly so with Thompson, but
his legislative conduct, a8 pointed out by
Dr. Douglas, has been and now is chiefly
in the direction of Rome and bher en-
thralments. In fact he is as firmly
entrenched in the hands of the bishops
as the men of Ulster believe will come
to Protestantism in Ireland in case of the
passage of the Home Rule reform bill
That such a man should become Prime
Minister of Canada, is the tidal wave
which has swept all the fears and appre-
hensiuns into the Methodist breast of Dr.
Douglas, and after all there may be some
prose as well as poetry inthe Doctor’s
forbodings. The Cabinet contains half a
dozen good Roman Catholics—perhaps
more—so that the governing powers have
great resoufces at their command for
keeping tha Catholic grass all over Cau-
ada green and flourishing; besides this
they have “the church” united behind
them, whose spiritual backbone edicts or
may edict from the Vatican. But that
stalwart body of Protestants, the Orange-
men, have also a representative in tbe
same Cabinet; bot when Pilot and Herod
once Luried the hatchet; they embraced,
but no good came out of the meeting. So
with the Catholic and Orange elements
meeting in conclave—the positive and
negative poles of the battery being out of
place. a dynamite shock will be no com-
parison to the concussion we may look
for ere long. But, after all, the pertarba-
tion appears to be among the tories them-
selves, and perhaps Dr. Douglas himself
way be with them, and kindling the fire
which is so fiercely warming up the Pro-
testant heart for a spring.

80 all along the stations—they did away
with the old familiar local names and
substituted the Indian vocabulary—such
as Apohaqui ete. The change at the
time was denounced as barbarous—tha:
people co:ld never remember the names
Now everybody approves of the chang
and the names are familiar and
pronounciable as the oldl names—'‘9 mile
house for instance, now called Rothesay
Toronto was once called “Little York.”
How much better the name sounds to-
day. And so on instances innumerable
might begiven to show the bad taste o
naming towns or cities; even streets, after
others, when our language is copious
enough from which to choose or manufac-
ture original names for all time to come.

The Earth’s Pole.

Dr. 8. P. Chandler, of Cambriage, dis-
covered last winter that, instead of being
stationary, the earth’s pole moves through
a circle with a radius of 45 feet during a
period of 427 days. This circle is not an
exact one, however, but is subject to a
perturbation of about 5 feet. He bas
lately discovered that the pole has an-
other motion curing a year's time through
a circle with a diameter of 10 feet.

Pretty Quick Travellers.

Whether at the poles or the equator,
the world’s people are really travelling
around the sun with the earth itself at
the rate of about 65,000 miles an hour.
The earth’s motion is one of comparative-
ly slow rotation, yet of swift progression
on its orbit. This motion is not per-
ceptibie, any more than a passenger at
sea, who is shut up in his state room
below, knows how fast he is going.

Charging a 116-Ton Gun.

There are nine 110-ton guus in the Brit-
18h navy at the present time. The pro-
jectile fired from these guns when attack-
ing ships or forts weighs exactly 1800
pounds and leaves the muzzle with a vel-
ocity of 2,106 feet per second, and has a
lestrnctive energy equal to 55,305 foot
tons. When these monster engines of
Aeath are to be turned upon an army of
men or a flotilla of ships they are* loaded
with cvlinders of steel, each of which is
filled with 2300 4-ounce bullets. The
amonnt of powder used behind such pro-
iectiles is something enormons — 960
pounds to each charge.

- PORCELAIN TOWER AT NANKIN,

Deseription of a Chinese Marvel the Con-
struction of Which Cost $4,000,000.
China. the land of towers, pagodas and
gigantic images, has nothing in the way
of artificial curiosities which excites the
wonder and admiration of the traveler
more than does the ruins of the famous
“Porcelain Tower of Nankin,” This
oddest of architectural wonders was
finished in the year 1480, after an ex-
penditure of nineteen years of labor and
a snm of money equal to $4,000.000 in
United States currency, and stood for
nearly four and a quarter centuries, un-
til 1856, the most marvelous building
ever erected by human hands. As de-
acribed by the Philadelphia Press, it was
octagonal in form 260 feet high, divided
into nine stories, each of which was pro-
vided with a cornice above and a gallery
telow. The name *‘Porcelain Tower” was
applied to this unique structure on ac-
count of the ract of the outside of the
entire work having been finished with
procelain slabs of various sizes, shapes
and color, Atevery one of the nine
stories the projecting roof of the galleries
was covered with green tiles, each ot the
| projecting eight corners being provided
| with a large bell, making a grand total of
| eighty one corner bells.
| Other bells on top and inside the struc-
ture ran the number up to 152, the small-
'est of which is said to have weighed 300
pmmds and the larger size about even
1 1.000 pounds. Kanged in rows between
| the bells were 128 bronze andsilver lamps
which were regularly lighted every night
in the year. The apez of the tower wasa
| gigantic pineapple, whose base started at
| the 250-foot level and extended upward
for ten feet, this in turn being surmount-
ed by a copper globe twe feet in diameter.
:A spiral stairway of over 300 steps led
from base to snmmit and was wholly
| constructed of polished marble, brass
and porcelain. The building was origin-
| ally constructed as a gift to an Empress
and on that account was always kept in
repair at government expense. In 1801
