Victoria Accorded a Fitting Welcome to Distin-
guished Visitor—-Driven About the

City This

Morning.

His Imperial Highness Prince
Fushimi, envoy extraordinary from the
court of Japan to his Majesty the King,
arrived yesterday afternoon, and ig now
a guest in this city. As usual Vic-
toria accorded a splendid reception.
The whole city turned out, the streets
being crowded from the wharf to far
beyond the Japanese arch on Yates
street. This city has a reputation in
the way of receptions to distinguished
vigitors, and yesterday's was no ex-
ception to the general practice. There
are other places where more demon-
stration ig made, but none where the
reception is more hearty. This was
shown yesterday. There was little
chetring along the route, a fact ae-
counted for in part by the fact that it
was Sunday. At the same time the re-
ception was made representative in
every way.

There was in fact the strange cos-
mopolitan blending of representatives
of nearly all nations under the sun
which is noticeable to such a marked
cegree in this eity.

The weather was glorious, and the
Princess arrived very close on schedul-
ed time. Ag the steamer approached
the entrance to the harbor the salute
of guns from the fort at Work Point
boomed forth the signal to those with-
in the city that his Highness was ap-
proaching.

HATE ENGLAND’S RULE -

John Redmond Declares Freedom Alone Will
Change Feeling--Proposal to Boycott
British Manufactures.

Dublin, June 24.—J. E. Redmond de-
livered an address at Wexford yester-
day at the ceremony attending the un-
veiling of a memorial to Wexfordians

We tell her that we are as much rebels
to her rule to-day as our forefathers
were; we tell her that she can change
that hatred only by granting freedom,
and so long as she withholds freedom
it will strike at the power that holds
our country in bondage.”

MANUFACTURERS WILL

BE PROSECUTED

Declined to Furnish Information te
Department of Census and
Statistics

Ottawa, June 24.—Criminal procead-
ings are being instituted against ten
Canadian manufacturing concerns for
failing to furnish information to the
department of census and statistics
which has recently been compiling a
censuse of Canadian manufactures.

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NEWS BROUGHT FROM
ARCTIC EXPLORERS

Capt. Mikkelson and Party Locked in Winter

Quarters on Alaska Coast---Dr.
Steffanson’s Situation.

{From Saturday’s Daily.)

D. Cadzow, the trader from Rampart
House, Alaska, who is now in Victoria,
brings indirect news from the Anglo-
American Artic expedition which left
here under the command of Captain
_ Mikkelsen and Ernest Liffingwell over
a’ year ago.

Mr. Carzow has not seen the mem-
bers of the party which are on the ex-
plorating trip in the schooner Duchess
of Bedford. He, however, wag visited
this winter by Mr. Darrell, an English
traveller, who has done a lot of explor-
atory work along the coast for the
Royal Geographic Society. After
spending two years on the Arctic coast
Mr. Darrell came as far as Dawson
with Mr. Cadzow and remained there.

Mr. Darrell had met Capt. Mikkel-
sen and Mr. Lefingwell at Hersgchel
Island. The Duchess of Bedford had
not succeeded in reaching Prince Al-
bert Land as was intended when they
left here. The ice about Cape Barrow
has interfered with their progress, and
they got to a sheltered bay on the
Alaskan coast, about 150 miles north-
west of Herschel Island, where winter
quarters were made.

It was while here that Capt. Mikkel-
sen and Mr. Lifingwell made the trip
to Herschel Island to interview the
whalers there asg to the character of the
Beaufort sea and the prospects of land
being located off the Alaskan coast.
The whalers, however, held out no en- |
couragement to the explorers. They
reported that if they got 30 days in the
year clear hunting they felt they had
a good season. In all their travels

among the ice no indications of land
were found.

The men from the Duchess of Bed-
ford were in fine spirits and all were
well on board. The failure to get as
far ag they expected the first year had
altered their plans, and Mr. Cadzow
says that he does not think that they
had come to a definite decision as to
what their next move would be when
Mr. Darrell saw them.

The whalers, Mr, Darrell said, were
not at all inclined to regard the out-
look as bright for the discovery of land
in the seas to which Capt. Mikkelsen
has gone. The conditions are very
much against it; the immenss quantities
of floating ice offerng a great obstacle
to the work.

With respect to Dr. Steffansen, the
ornithologist who went overland by
way of the Mackenzie river to join the
Duchess of Bedford at the mouth of the
river, word is brought which indicates
that he has gone along the coast line
in an easterly direction in company
with Dr. Harrison, who is making ex-
plorations for the Royal Geographical
Soclety.

Mr. Darrell had reported that some
one who was to have joined the Duch-
ess of Bedford had gone with Dr. Har-
rison, who has been working along the
coast line for two years, and both ex-
pected to go with Capt. Mikkelsen.
They had gone in an easterly direction,
probably heading for Prince Albert
Land, where the Duchess of Bedford
was to proceed last fall. Failing to
connect at the mouth of the Macken-
zie they probably have hopes of con-
necting with her at what was to have
been the winter quarters.

DESTRUCTION
OF INSECT PESTS

e

CITY BYLAW T0 RE
INTRODUCED AGAIN

~Inspector Cunningham Favors Pass- |
age of a Civic Measure to
Deal With Subject.

A by-law compelling the destruction
of caterpillars and other noxious and
destructive insects will be considered
by the city council on Monday evening.
It was spoken of at the last session of
the board of aldermen, when a motion
agking leave to introduce it was hand-
ed in over Ald. Meston’s signature. The
pressure of business, however, delay-
ed the appearance of this motion until
it was almost time for adjournment,
and upon Ald. Meston expressing doubt
as to the legality of such a measure,
the by-law was shelved. On Monday
it will again come up, and will most
likely be considered and advanced.

Some time ago neariy fifty residents
petitioned the city to take some action
towards the extermination or subjec-
tion of the insect pests within the city
limits, and communications were sent
to J. R. Anderson, deputy minister of
agriculture, and Thomas Cunningham,
provincial inspector of fruit pests, ask-
ing for advice upon the matter. On
June 15th Mr. Cunningham wrote that
slthough he had power to proceed
against people guilty of an infraction
of the horticulture act, he would have
his position considerably strengthened
if he were ‘“reinforced by municipal
authority.” Mr. Cunningham stated
also that the tent caterpillar has been
epidemicion the coast for a long time,
and that conditions this season were
most favorable for its development. He
had recommended the spraying of trees
with lime-sulphur-salt solution, and
those people who had taken this ad-
vice in good faith had not been put to
much trouble by the pest.

“I have some interesting and satis-
factory reports along this line,” says
Mr. Cunningham in this letter. “The
trouble with some of the citizens of
Victoria is, and always has been, that
they will not accept either advice or
information regarding the necessity of
cieariing their friut and shade trees.
‘We placed the necessary information in
their hands last spring, went to the ex-
pense of inspecting their trees and ad-
vised how to treat them, but very few
responded, and the result you know.
I am now forced to adopt sterner
methods, much as I regret tb involve
people in legal prosecution.
longer delay the enforcement of our
horticultural laws,

““As you pointed out the city council
has power to enact by-laws for the
abatement of any nuisance. I would
therefore recommend that a by-law be
enacted to provide; among other things,
that all owners of gardens and or-
chards within the corporate limits of
Victoria shall use such methods and
obey such instructions for the destruc-
tion of insect pests and disease as the
provincial inspector of fruit pests may
issue from time to time, and that all
property affected shall bear the ex-
pense of cleansing where the owners
neglect to hgve it done. Some such
provision will strengthen my hands,
prevent conflict of authority, and, what
is of still greater importance, we shall
have the beautiful gardens and or-
chards of the capital put into a condi-
tion worthy of the city.”

Meston was asked to move for its
introduction, but not being aware of
the above correspondence expressed an
opinion that the measure might cause
a conflict of authority. At Monday’s,
meeting the by-law will be introduced,
and the correspondence referred to will
proably be read to the aldermen.

The by-law provides that all owners
or lessees of property whereon there
are fruit trees, shade trees, bushes or
plants shall keep the same cleansed
from tent caterpillars or other pests.
In the case of any neglect being re-
ported the Mayor shall have power to
issue a notice requiring that the owner
or lessee take such measures as are
prescribed by the board of horticulture
of “the province under the act " to
cleansé trees and shrubs, and failing
observance of thig notice the Mayor
will have power to order the work done
by the sanitary officer or other city
officials,  the cost to be assessed from
the owner or lessee. In case payment
of the cost is refused it shall be re-
coverable under the provisions of the
Municipal Clauses Act.

It is also provided that the city offi-
cials shall have power to enter upon
the lands owned by anyone neglect-
ing to observe the by-law, or in order
to observe whether its provisions are
being carried out, and to take sufficient
workmen to effect any order made un-
der the by-law. An order to carry out
the by-law may be.made through pub-
lication in each of the two local pa-
pers. It is anticipated that the by-law
will meet with the council’s approval,
and will be put into force at the earli-
est possible date,

chusetts. These are a trial shipment,
but the promoters of the enterprise,
Col. Markham and Capt, George V.
Williams, of Wellfleet, Mass., are most
sanguine of success. Col. Markham is
president of the company and Captain
Williams is manager.

Discussing the plans of his company
in the East, Col. Markham said that he
could see no reason why Eastern oys-
ters should not do well In Western
waters. The temperature of the water
on the Pacific Coast was lower than on
the East coast, but that should make
no difference, for oysters flourished in
a temperature anywhere from 15 to 20

If everything weént well—and he
could see no reason why it should not—
his company would have western grown
eastern oysters on the Victoria rhar-
ket next fall. The advantage would
be apparent to all, for the regular
eastern oyster was several times larger
than the native western.

SCHMITZ SEEKING BAIL.

San Frincisco, June 20.—Schmitz’ at-
torneys to-night applied to the district
court of appeals for his release on ball
by writ of habeas corpus. Sixteen
showings are made in the petition. His
attorneys declare that Schmitz is suf-
fering from an incurable disease, and
that imprisonment in a jail will cause
his death. It is understood that the
disease referred to is an affection of
the kidneys and that it has advanced
to a serious stage. 3

The petition alleges that the section
of the penal code under which Schimtz
was ordered into custody is unconstitu-
tional, in that the petitioner is de-
prived of his liberty without due pro-
cess of law. The petition further al-
leges that imprisonment of Schmitz is
in furtherance of a conspiracy by Rii-
dolph Spreckles and others, through a
coercive power over the board of super-
visors, who have confessed their guilt
of bribery, to usurp the office of Mayor
and secure full political control of the
affairs of San Francisco by removing
all appointive officers of the city by ar-
bitrary, illegal and revolutionary
means.

=~ THE METROPOLITAN SEE.

Discussion at the Diecesan Synod of
Rupert’s Land.

Winnipeg, June 20.—At the diocesan
synod of Ruper;’s Land, now in session,
an interesting discussion took place
this afternoon on the initiative of
Canon Murray, who read the report of
a committee on the Metropolitan See.
The report supported the maintenance
of Rupert’s Land as the Metropolitan
See, as in accordance with the unbrok-
en custom of the church in maintain-
ing a continuity of policy on account
of its central position.

The proposal of the committee was
that the Metropolitan should in future
be elected by a new method, a com-
mittee of sixteen being formed, 8 from
the provincial synod and 8 from the
diocesan synod. This committee should
nominate six and that the first ballot
one of these would be dropped after
the second ballot one, and so on, un-
til three remained, from whom the
House of Bishops should select one.

This discussion brought up some op-
position, and varoius amendments were
moved, one of which provided for" a
new diocese in Manitoba being formed,
making Winnipeg the diocese of Ru-
pert’s Land and retaining it as the
Metropolitan See.

Finally, the proposal in its original
form carried, and the Archbishop ap-
pointed Cannon Murray, Archdeacon
Fortin and Chancellor Machray as a
committee to prepare a report for the
provincial synod, which meets here in
August.

DIFFICULTIES SETTLED.

There Will. Be No Strike Amang West-
ern Union Telegraphers.

New York, June 20.—As a result of
the visit of Mr. Neill, commissioner of
labor, and following suggestions made
by him, a settlement of the difficulties
between the Western Union telegraph
company and its operators has been
reached and there will be no strike.

This morning, Col. Clowery, of the
Western Union, addressed a letter to
Mr. Neill, gutlining the position of the
company, and this is admittedly satis-
factory to all parties concerned.

The Postal Telegraph company takes
the position that it.- was not directly
involved in the controversy regarding
salaries.

Edward J. Nally, vice-president and
general managesy, gave out a statement
to-day as to the company’s attitude, in
which he says: “I wish to say for the
Postal Telegraph and Cable Company
that the statement fo the effect that
this company refused to consider re-
quests or complaints from its employ-
ees, either individually or as a commit-
tee, is entirely untrue. We have al-
ways béen very glad to meet any of
our employees and to consider any mat-
ter which they might care to present.”

UNCLE SAM'S NEW SHIPS.
Will Build Two Dreadnaughts, Each
of Approximately Twenty Thou-
sand Tons,

Washington, June 20.—Bids were
opened at the department at noon to-
day for the construction of two Ameri-
ean “Dreadnaughts,” or what are of-
ficlally known as battleships numbers
28 and 29, each to be of approximately
20,000 tons displacement. The total cost
of each is estimated to be $10,000,000.
The naval board of design has given
the opinion that a vessel constructed
on the design which has been selected
would carry-as heavy armor and as
powerful armament as any known ves-
sel of this class, would have a speed
believed to Be the highest practicable
for a vessel of this type and class, and
have the highest practicable readiness
of action, with total bunker capacity
of about 2,300 tons, speed on trial of 21
knots, a length on the load water line
of about 510 feet, and an extreme
breadth of about 85 feet and 2% inches.

The Newport Shipbuliding company
of Newport, with a bid of $3,697,000, and
the Fore River Shipbuilding company
of Quincy, Mass., with a bid at $4,377,-
000, were the successful bidders for
building the big 20,000 ton battleships.

TRAIL BUILDING
ON WEST COAST

HUGE UNDERTAKING
ABOUT TO COMMENCE

Canyons, Bluffs and Rivers to Be
~ . Surmounted_Before Work is.
Coniplete

Full details have come to hand of the
trail building which will be commenced
on the West Coast early this week, and
they go far to show that the work will
be a huge rundertaking, The trail will
be carried through a very rough coun-
try, past deep canyons and high bluffs,
over creeks, rivulets, and large streams
which will necessitate the construction
of bridges. :

In all 45 men will be engaged in
charge of J. D. Macdonald, The object
is to build a trail from Bamfleld Creek
to Carmanah to}expedite the saving
of life in the contingency of wrecks.

It is proposed to keep this trail as
nearly as possible contiguous to the
coast line. Observations have proved,
however, that this will be a very difi-
cult task. Owing to the heights which
form the Cape Beale promontory, the
trail must necessarily make a detour
round this headland from Pachena Bay
to Bamfleld. This will mean that at
this point the road will be carried some
four miles from the coast line. Again
Pachena mountain, which rises at the
back of Pachena Bay, will necessitate
another detour. These obstacles are
nearly insurmountable and were they
not avoided the work would prove of a
mammoth character.

The proposed route is very rough, for-
ested, and covered with thick brush-
wood on every hand. To combat the
construction difficulties two camps are
now in course of erection. Omne of these
will be situated about seven miles from
Bamfield and out of it two gangs of
workmen will commence operations,
one working from Bamfield towards the
camp and the other from the camp. All
the materials for the camp will be car-
ried through from Bamfteld and will
be taken to that point either by the C.
P. R. steamers or the vessels now un-
der charter.{o the marine and fisheries
departraent,

A subsidiary camp is also being es-
tablished in charge of a foreman and
from this another gang will commence
the work. This gang will be engaged
on another branch of the trail and the
work which will be carried out in pieces
will eventually join up and the trail
will be complete,

Over the creeks, rivulets and streams,
Jridges will be erected, and these
oridges will form part of the trail. One
of the streams over which the route
will pass is known as Nitinat river and
is about 150 feet wide. Another called
Clanawa river is some 90 feet iIn
breadth, and over both of these bridges
will be thrown constructed of the
lumber of which there is such a large
quantity so easily obtained. The fact
of such bridges being necessary is in-
dicative of the massive nature of the
work.

The trail bullders have been .drawn
from various parts of the Island. Some
have come from Clayoquot, some from
Alberni, from Saanich, Metchosin, the
Esquimalt and Oak Bay districts and
also from Victoria. The body of men
has been especially selected and is com-
posed amongst others of bushmen and
bridgemen who are thoroughly ac-
quainted with the nature of the work
in view.

No estimate can be made as to the
duration of the work, but it is hoped
that it will be completed by the fall

UNKNOWN MAN PERISHED.

Several Warehouses and Cars Destroy-
ed by Fire—Loss Placed -at $100,000.

Ellensburg, June 19,—An unknown
man was burned to death in a fire to-
day that destroyed several buildings,
causing a total damage of approximate-
ly $100,000. The fire started about 1
o’clock this afternoon in the hay shed
in the rear of B. F. Reed's warehouse,
on Third street, and soon spread to the
warehouse across the street to the west
and to the residence of B. F. Reed on
the east, and these buildings, together
with all their contents, were totally de-
stroyed in a short time. There was a
stiff gale of wind from the northwest.

A few moments later -a number of
houses, three or four blocks away, and
the Ellensburg Lumber Company’s mill
were discovered on fire, all of which,
| save the mill, were wiped cut in short
{ order, though the fire was not subdued
until after 4 o’clock. As to just how
the fire originated no one seems to
know,

Five cars, together with their con-
tents of hay, which had just been sent
up from Thrall and were billed out by
Mr. Kleinberg, but were on the side-
track on the west of his warehouse,
were also burned. B. F. Reed's ware-
house proper was 60 by 100 feet and
contained considerable hay and grain.
Kleinberg Bros’'. warehouse was 50 by
300 feet and contained among other
things 200 tons of hay, which is fully
covered by insurance.

Their warehouse was insured for
$3,000, a loss of fully $2,000. Kleinberg
Bros. also lost 10,000 feet of lumber,
which they intended using in a new
warehouse. They will rebuild at once.
| The loss of the Ellensburg Lumber
] Company is pretty heavy in the way of
| lumber and outbuildings, though the
mill proper is not seriously hurt. The
total loss of the fire proper is estimated
at $10v,uwv, Mr. Reed’s books, valuable
papers and cash were all taken from
the safe and saved. After the fire had
subsided the charred remains of a man
were found where the fire started.

REMARKABLE STORY.

Boy Tells of Setting Fire to Buildings
at Belleville.

Belleville, Ont., June' 20.—In the po-
lice court to-day, a nine and a half year
old boy, Dorman Foote, told a remark-
able story. He said that a few days
before May 24th, a '16 year old girl
named Amy Stewart, who is also under
arrest, proposed to him that they burn
all the barns and frame buildings along
the outside of the river to the lower
bridge, a distance of 200 yards. Both
of them, he said, set fire to Jenkin's
livery stable twice, but each time the
fire was extinguished. He said he told
Chief Newton to ring the fire bell.

Sergeant Hayes took the boy to the
scene of the fire at the Queen’s hotel,
where the largest barns were burned,
the .fire extending to the stables and
kitchen of the Victoria hotel. He
showed the officer how he had set the
barn. on fire by . throwing: ., lighted
matches in the rear door, which tallied
exactly with the description given by
those who first saw the blaze.

At 1 o'clock, . the magistrate and
crown attorney adjourned the case till
Monday, allowing the boy to go with
his mother and the girl with her moth-
er until then.

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QUESTION
OF LAND SALES

PUBLIC_OPINION IS
DIVIDED ON SUBJECT

Many Citizens Think it Unwise to
Dispose of Property at This
Time.

@

Dissatisfaction is expressed in several
quarters over the proposed sale of the
land owned by the city north of the
driving park, and the portion of the
mud flats behind the Empress hotel, on
the ground that the civie authorities
will not be able to realize a sum suffi-
cient to compensate the city for the loss
of such. valuable property. The by-
laws authorizing the sale of these pro-
perties have been passed and will be
submitted to the property owners on
July 3rd for ratification or refusal.

It is pointed out that the city recent-
ly purchased the Bowker Park property
at a high figure and that the portion of
it which it is proposed to dispose of
consists of nearly 20 acres of very
choice -land which, in view of the in-
creasing value of Victoria's real estate,
will be worth a great deal more within a
vear or two than it is at present. More-
over, it ig remarked upon by many that
this property is almost invaluablé to the
icty for a park or other purposes, and
that the probable extension of the ex-
hibition grounds consequent upon the
present era of prosperity yvarrants the’
retention of this. land by the city for
a couple of years at least.

Ex-Ald. Yates is e of those who
holds strong viaw; pon this matter,
To the Times he said: ‘I consider that
it will be a foolish act upon the part of
teh city to dispose of any of the pro-
perty acquired by purchase from the
Bowker Park Company. In view of the
many changes which may be wrgught
In the city during the next few years
and might necessitate the purchase of
land eitheér for park purposes, for an
extengion of the exhibition grounds, or
any other reason, I think that the pro-
perty should be held by the city. It
would be a very bad policy to pursue to
sell property one year and to buy it
back a few years later.”

In connection with the property re-
ferred to there is some talk of the land’
being purchased by the Dominion gov-
grnment as a site for the experimental
tarm which it is proposed to establish
on the Island. This matter was broach-
sd at a recent council meeting when an
plderman expressed the opinion that
the price of the land would be restrict-
lve and that the size of the property*
and its location ‘remidered it very im-
probable that it would be chosen by the
government.

The argument employed by the op-
nonents of the projected sale of the mud
fAats is that this land is so situated
that its present value will increase to
double the amount within a year or
two. - Its proximity ‘to the Empress -ho-
tel and its central position should be
the great factors in bringing about the
Increase. In both cases the argument
is the same. The city will most prob-
ably receive, if the property is sold,
comparatively small prices for both
pieces of land, whereag the refention
of these properties either for corporate
purposes, or.in view of a probable in-
crease in value, would bé in the nature
of a profitable venture. With regard
to the propesal made by a company to
lease the mud .flats for the ersction of
a winter garden and other places of
amusement, it is pointed out that a
lease of sufficient duration could be
granted and the property held. ‘“Even
if the property .is held ten or twelve
yvears,”” sald one ratepayer, in discuss-
ing the matter, “it will eventually re-
pay the city for foresight in retaining
{ Rad

The other side of the question is
vividly illustrated by the Mayor’s state-
ment in the council on Monday evening
during the hearing of the deputation
from the C. P. R, to the effect that the
calls upon the city’s purse were so nu-
merous and so heavy this year that the
sale of the mud flats and the Bowker
Park property had been projected as
the only practical solution of the finan-
cial difficulty. The aldermen were only
induced to pass the “Sale of Lands Au-
thorization By-laws” after they had
struggled with the financial situation
without finding another way out. Al-
though the by-laws provide that the
city can sell the property when'it likes
and upon any terms that it may deem
reasonable, the very fact-that the pro-
perty is to be so!d if the property own-
ers consent, makes it obvious that the
city’s financiai straits render this sale
a matter of urgenoy If the ‘object of the
council is to be attaipned, namely, the
raising of sufficient money to carry the
yvear's work through without a deficit.
There is at present an estimated deficit
of nearly $40,000 when thegassessment
and the appropriations for various |
woks are compared. If the tax rate is
not raised this year the council will be
up against a ‘hard proposition to obtain
the necessary money for the year’s ex-
penses. The proposition to gell the pro-
perty spoken of is the only solution
offefred up to the present by the board
nf aldermen, and its success or fate on
July 3rd at the hands of the property
owners will affect to a marked degree
the policy of the council for the re-
mainder of the year.

CHANGES IN
VICTORIA WEST

STREETS T0 CORFOM
T0 RALPH'S PLAN

Dennis Harris Will Hold First Sitting
to Hear Complaints Next
Thursday

One of the most

affecting Victoria West' that has ever
been passed by the city council is that
authorizing the straightening of street
lines according to the map prepared
from Ex-City Engineer Ralph's survey
of the city in 1892. Not eonly does this
by-law provide for the entire readjust-
ment of boundaries between lots in that
locality, but it also makes provision for
the defining and straightening of the
streets which, at present, are nearly all
at sixes and seveéns.

When the William Ralph map was
made in 1892 it was found that many
buildings and lots encroached upon the
streets and. that some of the property
owners had possession of lots exceeding
in size the area they were entitled to,
while other property owners, in conse-
quence of -irregular boundaries, were
deprived of some of their land. Since
the Ralph map was adqpted all build-
ings have been erected and all lots laid
out under it and the consequence s a
Jumble of boundaries resulting in a
prevalence of perplexity among ihe
ratepayers. In one case, that of James
Rollings’ residence at the corner of
Catherine and Frederick streets, there

is an actual encroachment of the build- |

ing upon the two thoroughfares of at
least thirty feet. One fence surrovnd-
ing the property runs at an angle fiom
the north corner of the property and
meets the other fence somewhere ¢bcut
the exact middle of the street. The
straightening of the property will result
in the setting back of these fences ai-d
the house for at least thirty feet, and
this will entail the removal of. the ad-
joining building to a site several yards
behind its present location, as it is now
encroaching on the lots belongiag to
Mr. Rollings. This case is, pernaps,
the worst one noted by the city engin-
eer, but there are four other buildings
which are at present over-lapping Llhe
true line of the streét according to the
Ralph map. At least a score of fences
are ‘“‘out of plumb” with the street; and
will be set back to the right line. These

i changes, of course, will necessitate al-

most an entire re-organization of the
bouridaries between inside and outside
Jots which”will ensure " a seftiemént” of
all the doubt at present existing over
the true location of lots.

The Muncipal Clauses Act of 1906 en-
acts that, in the case of a definition of
street lines and boundaries, such as
this, “no person is entitled to compen-
sation in respect of any street, land or
improvements thereon which he may be
required to surrender or remove Im-
provements from, if there still remains
to him the quantity of land to which he
is entitled.”

BLOODSHED IN
SOUTHERN FRANCE

——

THREE CIVILIANS
KILLED BY TROOPS

Nearly One Hundred Also Reported
to Have Been Wounded in
Fight at Narbonne.

Paris, June 20.—The brief dispatches
which reached Paris up to noon to-day
showed that the conflicts which have

| occurred in the wine district between

the troops and mobs were more san-
guinary than were at first reported.

At Narbonne three persons were killed
and a hundred soldlers and civilians,
including a score of women, are said
to have been wounded, a number of
them fatally. The troops, who were or-
dered to fire in the air, shot straight
at the mob besieging them in the court
yard of the prefecture. A whole army
corps has been put in motion to deal
with the rebellious wine growers.

The newspapers report another at-

{ tempt to burn the sub-Prefecture at

Narbonne. Gendarmes fired from the
upper story and the attackers fled. The
wine growers continue to pour into
Narbonne and threaten to set fire to
the hotel occupied by army officers.

In the chamber of deputies to-day,
after a tumultuous scene, during which
Premier Clemenceau was addressed in
insulting terms, an interpellation of
the government on/its repressive meas-
ures toward the wine growers was post-
poned until to-morrow. The premier
said he had no particular desire to re=
main in power.

Beaten by Mob.

Narbonne, June 21.—The conflict in
which the 139th Regiment: fired volleys
caused the worst possible impression.
The shooting appears to have been due
to the precepotancy of a non~commis-
sioned officer.and it is stated that the
commandant of the regiment was so
horror-stricken at the unfortunate af-
fair that he tore off his insignia of rank
in front of the men and later resigned
his commission, but this is not .con-
firmed. ’

Crowds stood all night mournfully
gazing at the pools of blood where the
dead and wounded fell. On the blood-
stained paving stones are chalked the
inscription: ‘“Here fell the victims of
the 139th, Clemenceau and Picquart.”

The funeral of the victims is fixed to
take place to-day and disturbances are
apprehended.

A police' commissary of Paris “who
was detached in special” duty at Nar-
bobne was captured by the mob and
horribly beaten. It is feared he will not
recover.

Rumor of Assassination.

Paris, June 21.—There are persistent
rumorsg that the prefect of the  de-
partment of Narbonne has been assas-
sirated.

Crisis Discussed.

Paris, June 21.—The cabinet held a
lengthy session last night, only break-
ing up at midnight. The erisis was
thoroughly discussed.

At 2°a. m, it was announced that
Premier Clemenceau received a mes-
sage from the Prefect at Narbonne
stating that order had been restored.

TACOMA TRAGEDY.

V/aiter Wounded Five Men and After-
wards Put a Bullet Through
His Head.

Tacoma, June 20.—Sidney L. Dundas,
proprietor ‘of the Nevada saloon on
Pacific avenue was shot last night and
fatally injured by William Jones, a
waliter, who, after shooting Gifford
Westcott, a chauffeur, turned the
weapon on himself, blowing his brains
out.

Dundas was struck just behind the
ear, the bullet penetrating the brain.
Westcott was hit in the leg, the bul-
let shattering the knee cap.

The shooting was due to jealousy and
strong drink on the part of Jones, pro-
voked, he declared, before the shoot-
ing. of himself, by the actions of his
wife, who has been a waitress at the
Donnelly hotel.

At the time of the shooting of Dun-
das, Jones seemed half insane,
caused, no doubt, by liquor. Jones
went into Dundas’ saloon' and asked
the proprietor to drink with him; which
Dundas did. Then Jones began to com-
plain of his wife’s behavior.

“I don’t know your wife,” ‘said Dun-
das, “and I don’'t want to hear a story
of your troubles.” g §

Jones k_ept mumbling ihat his wife
had gone for an automobile ride with
some man, and that he thought Dundas
some in-
formation about her. By this time
Dundas had gone into his office, in the
front of the saloon. As he was about
to seat himself at his desk he called out
to Jones: “Oh, you are drunk. Go tell
your troubles to a policeman.”

Quick as a flash Jones drew a re-
volver and flred. Dundas fell, fatally
wounded. Several persons in the
saloon sprang at Jones, Who flourished
his revolver and backed into the street,
shouting wildly. about his troubies.

A man on the sidewalk tried to stop
Jones gnd he fired at this man, but the
bullet went wild and struck West-
court who was standing by an auto-
mobile.

Running on down the street Jones
found people closing in around him.
Jones suddenly turned the weapon on
himself, putting a bullet into his head,
and staggering back into the entrance
of the Berlin building he fell dead.

THE LIMITATION
OF ARMAMENTS

WILL BE BROUGHT UP
AT PEACE CONFERENCE

United States Delegate Reserves
Right to Introduce Subject--
Committees at Work

The Hague, Holland, June 20.—The
various delegations to the peace con-
ference met to-day and selected mem-
bers to be assigned to the four general
commissions created yesterday. As in
many instances, especially in the case
of the smaller delegations, the same
members will be assigned to two or
more committees, and it will be neces-
sary for the committee to assemble on
different days. The real work of the
conference will be done in committees.

A month 1s expected to elapse before
the third plenary sitting, as the plan
is to have the committee work well ad-
vanced before another full conference
This was the procedure. in 1899, when
there was a period of twenty-eight days
between the appointment of the first
report.

The second day’s session of the peace
conference yesterday lasted only an
hour. Publicity for future plenary ses-
slons was unanimously adopted.

Baron Marshal von Bieberstein, of
Germany, submitted a proposition for
the creation of ' an ‘international prize
court for the settlement of difficulties
arising from the judgments of local
prize courts., This was referred to a
committee. Great Britain and the
United States supported the proposi-
tion. The remainder of the session was
perfunctory.

The surprise of the second session
was the formal reservation by Gen.
Horace Porter, on behalf of the United
States, of the right to present the ques-
tion of limitation of armaments. To-
gether with this, he also reserved the
right to introduce the subject of the
collection of contractual debts by force.

While this regervation was made quite
naturally, in accordance with a notice
served on Russia during the prelim-
inary negotiations last spring, and in
order that silence now might not be
construed as acgpiesence in the re-
striction of the work of the conference
to the limits of the Russian programme,
it is believed to indicate a firm resolve
on ‘the part of the Washington govern-
ment, after seeing the trend of the sit-
uation here, to raise the question later
If it becomes apparent that the sub-
Ject is going by default.

It can be stated positively that no
the
American delegates, but this action has
renewed hopes that the United States
would bring up the question of the lim-
itation of armaments.

Active preparations have been com-
menced for the reception of H. I. H.
Prince Fushimi. To-day the
frontage of James Bay is being decor-
ated with bunting, and to-morrow the
C. P. R. wharf will be similarily adorn-
ed. The parliamegt buildings will not
be illuminated. .

Electric illuminations are now being
installed on the frontage of the Em-
press hotel and the new palatial build-
ing, which will be also profusely dec-
orated with flags will, when complete,
present a pretty picture.

On Sunday the prince will be von-
veyed to this port on board the Prin-
cess Victoria. The C. P. R. steamer
will make a special trip, leaving Van-
couver at 1.30 p. m. No ordinary pas-
sengers will be carried, and those on
board ' besides the ship’s complement
will only be H. I. H. and his suite. The
vessel is due to arrive here at 5.30 p.m.

The steamer Charmer will also make
a special trip on Sunday for the pur-
pose of conveying the ordinary pas-
sengers from Vancouver to this port.
She leaves the Terminal City at 1 p.m.

A guard of honor, composed of the
Fifth Regiment, will be drawn up on
the C. P. R. wharf and the prince will
be welcomed to Victoria by Lieut-Gov-
ernor Dunsmuir, with whom he will
drive to Government house. The en-
tire Japanese colony of this city will
also be in attendance at the wharf and
will present a bouquet to the distin-
guished visitor.

On his way to Government house the
carriage containing the prince will pass
through an arch which is at present In
ocurse of erection on Yates street. This
is being constructed by the Japanese
colony, and when complete will be com-
posed of evergreens and varl-colored
flowers, and at night time {lluminated
by electricity.

Calgary, Alta.. June 20.—James Ross, a
rancher, was killed at the Cochrane races
vesterday. The crowd rushed on the
course when the cowpunchers’ race was
on, and Ross and a man named Burke
were knocked down. Ross was taken to a
hospital, and died two hours later.

Scarcity of Water.

Toronto, June 21.—The completion of the
new water tunnel across the bay cannot
bz made . any too soon. The tone of
Waterworks Engineer Fellowes  this
morning in discussing the water supply
situation was by no means encouraging.
At the present time there is only 10 feet
of water in the.reservoir, when there
should be between 18 and 20 feet. As a
result of this residents in the northwest-
ern part of the city are complaining about
the low pressiite, and are anxious to know
when there will be any improvement.
“We are pumping all we can pump now,’”
said Engineer Fellowes, ‘‘and I cannot
give any assurance of improvement itill
the new tunnel is completed.”

Postmaster Sued.

Montreal, June 21.—A novel suit was in-
stituted in the Superior court here yes-
terday at the Instance of Postmaster-
General Lemieux, the action being taken
against Frederic Courtemanche, the post-
master at Chambly Canton, to recover
$1,000, being the amount of a deposit now
missing, which was supposed to have been
sent through the mails, and $1,000 addi-
tional in the way of a penalty, as provid-
ed by the statutes covering the postal
service. On March 156th Charles Girard,
of Chambly Canton, placed $1,000 in the
hands of the local postmaster to be de-
posited in the P..O. savings bank. Courte-
manche forwarded the usual report to the
government, and claims to-have sent the
deposit with it, but when the envelopas
was opened in Ottawa the money was
found to be missing. The postmaster-
general now takes action to obtain double
the amount,

Two Lives Lost.

Charlottetown, P. E. I, June 20.—A
drowning accident occurred at St
George's, in King’s County, on Sunday.

Attempt to Wreck Train.

Calgary, June 2).—Canadian Puacific
railway detectives are investigating what
is believed to have been a deliberate at-
tempt to wreck the westbound passenger
train near Maple Creek, last Saturday. A
rail was thrown across the track, but the
only damage done was to ditch a-freight
train of seven loaded lumber cars.-:The
cars were badly smashed and traffic was
blocked. A temporary track had to be
built to let the Hast and West passenger
trains through. No one was injured.

Murderer Insane.

Montreal, June 20.—William Thomas
Simpson, the man charged with the mur-
der of his two infant children at Hudson
Heights, has been declared insane and
will be sent to a lunatic asylum. The
medical report drawn up by Dr. Ville-
neuve, superintendent of Longue Pointe
insane asylum, regarding Simpson’s men-
tal condition, was submitted to Judge
Choquet, the report declaring Simpson to
be insane.

ESQUIMALT FERRY.

Colwood People Want Connection by
Water With Victoria.

An active movement is on foot in re-
gard to. the establishment of a ferry
service between Victoria and the farm-
ing communities in the Colwood and
Esquimalt districts.

If this project can be successfully
carried out it will bring the residents of
these outlying localities. into closer
touch with the city and will be of great
advantage also to tourists and residents
of Victoria who desire to take a pleas-
ure trip across the harbor and visit
the charming suburban districts along
the shores of the Royal Roads. It
would also shorten the distance between
Colwood and Victoria by about 5 mfles.
It was. expected that the provincial
government would have given _some
slight assistance to the enterprise as
there are about twenty ferries on the
Mainland subsidized by the govern-
ment.

The Tourist Association brought the
matter to the attention of the lecal
government but like every other re-
guest that concerned this city and dis-
trict, the representations were ignored
and no assistance was granted not-
withstanding that at the recent ses-
slon' of the legislature over $20,000 was
voted for similar objects on the Main-
jand and several new ferries are being
constructed and put in operation, the
entire cost being borme by the govern-
ment. J. Jardine, M. P. P. and others
are working energetically on the pro-
ject and it is earnestly hoped their ef-
forts will meet with success.

Recently a petition signed by about
400 persons was laid before the govern-
ment by Mr. Jardine, but, while the
members of the government expressed
themselves as favorably inclined to the
scheme the absence of funds was
urged against carrying it out.

The ferry, it is pointed out by resi-
dents of the farming district opposite
Esquimalt, would be the means of giv-
ing- these people an opportunity to dis-
pose of produce in the city to advan-
tage.

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THE WONDERFUL JAPS.

The visit of Prince Fushimi of Japan
reminds us that when the marvellous
people of the insular Eastern Empire
awoke from the sleep which had en-
wrapped them for centuries abcut the
only ancient institution they left un-
changed was the monarchy. They daid
not reform the throne, its occupant and
its occupant’s successors, out of exist-
ence. They simply roused themselves
from slumber and proceeded to take
their place in the list of the world’s
powers. The first thing that attracted
general attention abroad, although
doubtless official notice had been taken
long before, was that Japan had decid-
ed to have a navy. The army was in
¢ourse of reorganization at the same
time. How many years is that ago? In
what spirit did European nations look
upon Ja’banese ambitions? Probably
not one of the world powers with the
exception of Great Britain, which had
expressed in a practical manner her
opinion by entering into an alliance
with the government of the country,
regarded seriously the evident deter-
mination of Japan to assert her equal-
ity among the great nations of the
earth., How many military or naval
authorities in Europe or America eX-
pected that the Japanese army and the
Japanese navy would g0 through the
late war with one of the first of BEuro-
pean military nations without meeting
with a single reverse? Possibly the
Russian navy, on account of its com-
plement of officers and men, was not a
very powerful fighting machine. The
Russian army, by reason of the tre-
mendous. .distance it opera'ted from its,
base; was not. quite. up to the stau-
dard set'by Skobeleff in his encounters
with -the Turks. ' But no:-expldnatim
that can be offered wil] ‘défract in’the
ullxhte'at,'degree, from the marvels of
Japanese achievemeuts in the field and
on the ocean. They have proved them-
pelves worthy from a military; point of
ylew to rank among the first of the
nations. And, whatever our sentiments
may be towards the Japanese, it would
be useless for us to shut our eyes to
eertain facts of recent development.
They’ have merely entered upon a
careéf which is going to affect in a
marked degree the future of not oniy
their ' immediate I‘aut their remote
neighbors. Although a few years ago
they knew practically nothing of the
industrial arts peculiar to Europe and
America, to-day there are- very few
brgnéhes of such arts in which
the : Japs have not made ex-
traordinary progress. They are
building ships of the first class
to engage in commence in com-
petition with the world, and in war
against any of the nationsg of the world
if necessary. They have qualified them-
selves for the navigation of such ves-
gels in a very few years. They have
adopted Buropean standards of educa-
tion, and with minds which have becn
lying fallow for-centuries, so to speak,
the rapidity with which they acuyuire
knowledge is said to be almost in-
credible. The percentage of scholars
attending the schools is said to be
gerater in proportion to population
than is the case in’'any Buropean na-
tion. Their progress in the industrial
arts is also said to be wonderful. We
are told limitations as to working
hours will not be tolerated. The goal
they have in view, workers as waell as
masters, is the establishment ¢f Japan-
ese supremacy. As they made tre-
mendous sacrifices in the fleld to
humble the pride of Russia and to vih-
dicate the standing of Japan, so they

will sacrifice everything, even health, to

gain a reputation and with reptitation

markets, for their manufactures: That
ig & picture’of the people whom Prince
Fyshimi represents. Their agtivities
wilf, undoubtedly create antagonisms on
this side of ‘the Pacific. But the Jap-
anese are too aggressive to be affected
by the opinions of- their - neighbors.
Furthermore, they have made the fact
clear that they can compel recognition
of their position and their rights. Thus
far they have forced the world to ac-
knowledge their equality in all. the
things that go towards the establish-
ment of a powerful nation. Commer-
cially and industrially they are merely
at the beginning of things. That it is
which creates distrugt on this side of
the ocean. There was a time in the
werld’s history when the industrial
resurrection of Japan would have
been counted & gain. Perhaps it will
be yet, notwithstanding rumblings of
dissatisfaction in many directions.

VICTORIA'S “FLYING MACHINES.”

The Times has again been requested
to call attention to the habits of the peo-
ple who traverse the streets of this city
and the roads of the adjoining country
in wildly whirling automobiles. Our
informants aver that the rules of the
road, to use a somewhat ragged phrase,
are “more honored in the breach than
in the observance.’” The regulations
supposed to be in force limiting the
speed of all machines to a certain rate
are practically not observed at all
Everybody knows that. But the chauf-
feurs have their machines under such
perfect control that with a reasonable
degree of alertness on the part of pe-
destrians and drivers of the now nearly
out-of-date (as far as driving for
pleasure is concerned) horsemen, the
possibility of serious accidents is not
particularly imminent. The point our
informant takes is that what with the
confusion in regard to the rules of the
road that seems to be increasing and
the habit of exceeding the speed limit
the occurrence of a serious accident is
only a matter of time. Such being the
case—and competent obgervers agree
in saying that it is a presentation of
the situation as it exists to-day—should
not the city council as a responsible
body take some action to dcquaint
strangers arriving in the city with their
automibiles for the purpose of enjoy-
ing the good roads, the inviting drives
and the splendid scenery, with the rules
and regulations governing traffic upon
our public highways?. Confusion of
mind with respect to such manifest
precautions against the public safety
is mlore likely to lead to deplorable con-
sequences than the alleged disregard
of automobile drivers .for the comfort
and safety of their less fortunate and
lagging fellow-members of the com-
munity. The cloud of mingled dust and
benzine fumes the average autoist
leaves in his wake for the ' con-
sumption of the public lungs is a suf-
ficient trial t the public temper with-
out adding to the grievance broken
bones and the extinguishment of life.
The time will doubtless come when all
the community will be flying around
on power-propelled wheels. - Then we
shall all be moving on the same foot-
ing and the chances of life and death
ought to be about equal. But that
time has not arrived; and in the in-
terim persons who by force of circum-
stances are compelled to adhere to the
original system of locomotion are en-
titled to some modicum of protection,
especially from the machines which ply
for hire and to which a minute gained
in going from one place to another
seems to be considered of more import-
ance than the lives of their slow-mov-

ing fellow-citizens.

Harry Corby is noted as
a “‘good fellow,” so good indeed that po-
litically he carries the gift of one rid-
ing about with him in his pocket.

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could carry their countries by over-
whelming majorities if monarchs were
glected by popular votes are noted for
their sportsmanlike qualities. In this
list we can safely place HEdward of
Great Britain and Ireland and the Brit-
ish Dominions beyond the Seas, William
of Germany, Alfonso of Spain, and His
Imperial Majesty Theodore I. The King
of Italy and the Emperor of Austria
are quite as enthusiastic in their pur-
suit of sport as the circumstances of
their cases will permit. On the other
hand, the Czar of Russia, if his inclin-
ations are naturally of a sportive turn,
is of too pusilanimous a disposition to
give rein to them in defiance of the
dangers which menace his person.
Would he not be more popular at home
and more respected abroad if he came
forth from his hiding-place and proved
himself a man? Eastern potentates
who' dally in their harems and skulk
in their palaces, how long would they
reign if they depended upon the pop-
ular will for their power? Is it not
the fact that the British soldier or the
British official is a sportsman in the
true sense of the word that accounts
in a considerable degree for our long-
continued dominance in India?

Obviously, view the question as we
will, there is a marvellous virtue and
appealing force to the popular mind in
a reputation for genuine sportsmanship.

Consequently, does not an analysis of
the peculiar sentiments of the human
mind prove that it is the spirit dis-
played by the ‘“genuine sport,” not the
result of his efforts, that gains him his
unquestioned popularity?

Prince Fushimi will readily under-
stand that when great guns of his cali-
bre come into the midst of Victorians
we prefer | to express our enthusiasm
through the throats of the guns in the
fortress! ' Besides the Japanese hurrah
as yet sits but clumsily upon our
awkward British tongues.

THE PRICE OF FUEL.

To the Editor: I notice in your issue
of June 21st., under the above caption,
a letter under the non de plume
“Watcher,” in which the writer sug-
gests that the high prices of wood and
coal could be overcome and the explgit-
ation of these natural resources réen-
dered more profitable to their private
owners by putting an export duty on
coal and timber:. Let us examine this
contention. The effect of placing an
export duty on coal, such as is'at pres-
ent placed on timber, would obviously
be (1) to decrease the production of
coal in accordance with the law of sup-
ply and demand; (2) raise the price of
coal; (3) lower the rate of wages of all

- engaged in the mining and handling of

¢oal. Would it not be a much more
reasonable method to adopt to put a
tax upon the value of all coal lands,
whether in use or out, such that it
would be unprofitable for their private
owners to keep them out of use? There
are at least 30 workable coal seams on
the Island, which are being kept out
of use by their private owners, (1) to
keep wages down; (2) to keep the price
of coal up. Such a tax would result
in coal being obtainable for about half
!ts present price. It would also largely
increase the wages of all engaged in the
mining, transportation and handling of
coal, and the only people it would in-
Juriously effect would be the few spe-
cially privileged monopolists, who never
made a pound of coal in their lives,
and yet are reaping thousands of doi-
lars from that natural bounty which
God gave freely for the use of all.

LIFE ON A LIGHTSHIP.

Tedious and monotonous as the life
on board a lightship is yet, contrary ta
popular supposition, there is work in
plenty for each and every member of
her crew. Moreover, the deadly sense
of complete isolation is to a great ex-
tent absent from the more impgrtant
ships at anyrate—as these are now in
direct communication with the shore,
either by means of a telephonic cable
or by the still more modern wireless
telegraphy. The full crew of an up-to-
date lightship numbers eleven in all—
two officers and nine men. The men
are divided into three classes—lamp-
trimmers, signal drivers and seamen.
Seven of the crew are actually en-
gaged aboard the lightship, oné officer
and three men being always ashore
where they are employed in the Trin-
ity House depots and to man the relief
ship when required. At every relief
one officer and three men are taken
out to each Ilightship in oJrder that
their comrades may have their turn
of shore duty. By this arrangement
cach officer serves one month aboard
and one ashore, and each man two

months aboard followed by one ashore.

In the first heat of the second event
on the programme, the 2.15 trot or the
2.20 pace, strange to say, Gibbie start-
ed favorite although in looks Elma O.

Chapelle never made
a mistake, and taking his animal along
quietly, won with comparative ease by
over ‘two lengths.

In the first of the golloping events—
the ~half-mile dash—the startng gate
was used for the first time in Victoria.
Its initial appearance was hardly a
success, although the fault, doubtless,
lay in larger measure with the starter.
Seven ‘horses faced the barrier, and the
manoeuvring for position commenced.
With a premature anxiety to get his
field away, the starter’ pulled the gate
at the wrong moment. Youth jumped
away with a clear lead and before the
rest of the field had got well going he
had established a gap of. over eight
lengths. Well ridden by Buxton, Miss
Provo settled down to overtake the
leader. The four furlong sprint, how-
ever, was too short, and although galn-
ing every stride, Youth kent his lead to
the finish and passed the judges a cou-
ple of lengths to the good. Elfin King
finished third.

The starting gate, or perhaps it was
the starter, redeemed itself, or himself,
in the second event.

Saturday, the closing day of the Vie-
torla Driving  Club’s big inaugural
meet was from every standpoint the
most successful of three days’ racing.

Malo
and Miller's daughter put up a close
fight for second place until the stretch
turn when the former drew away and
came In a length ahead. Ultruda was
close behind third, but Extra Well was
completely off color,

The mile running race was so nearly a
dead heat that there was great diver-
sity of opinion as to the winner.. The
verdiet was given to. Katie Bell, who
thus won by a nose from Phyz. Katie
Bell was the favorite, 1 to-3, but met
with bad luck. Her mount, Jockey Wil-
liams, got into a pocket ih the last

.half mile and had to go round the whole

bunch to get to the front. "Fort Wayne
took the lead at the offset but tired at
the three-quarter line and was caught
by the field at the stretch turn. When
they turned into the home -stretch,
Phyz led with Tramway second. It was
ther that Katie Bell showed her met-
tle, Whexr.only about a:dozen lengths
from the lne it looked as if the fav-
orite was beaten, but Williams, exert-
ing her forward by voice, limb and
whip, forged up past Tramway and
beat Phyz by a nose. This was by far
the most exciting finish of the day, but
Williams® reticence came near Ilcsing
him the day and it was felt that he
should have made his final effort a lit-
tle sooner.

ORCHARD’S EVIDENCE

Denver Horse Dealer on the Witness
Stand--Expert in Handwriting
Testifies

Boise, June 21.—The trial of William
Haywood for the murder of ex-
ywvernor Frank Steunenberg was re-

umed here to-day at 9:30 a. m.

Senator Borah announced that the

tate had received information from
he First National Bank of Denver
Aixing the date of one of the drafts
which have been introduced as evi-
jence, and upon which the date has
been punched out by the file in the
bank. This draft was for $100 and the
bank wired that it bears the date of
December 21st, 1905. It was drawn in
favor of J. L. Simpkins by Haywood.

The letter produced in court from
Pettibone, received by Orchard while
in jail at Caldwell, stated that “That”
had been “sent to Jack.” _Orchard said
he had asked for $100. The defence
admited prima facie that the date was
December 21, and the date was re-
corded as evidence.

W. V. McCartney, former clerk in
the telegraph office at Denver, testi-
fied that he did not write the walver
of identity on the back of, the tele-
graphic money orders sent from Den-
ver to Orchard, when ‘on the Bradley
mission in San Francisco.

G. S. Kingsley, an attorney of Boise,
qualified as an expert in handwriting.
He was asked to compare Pettibone’s
signature on the letter replying to
the insurance agent in Denver who
asked as to the character of Orchard,
with the signature of “Wolff” and “P.
Bone” on the back of the telegraphic
money orders. Kingsley said that in
his opinion the signatures were writ-
ten by one and the same person. He
was not cross-examined.

Jim Seahorn; a colored horse dealer
of Denver, testified to the sale of a
horse and buggy to Haywood in Den-
ver. Orchard had testified as to the
sale of the team to Haywood.. Sea-
horn said that Orchard and he drove
to Pettibone’s store, and the three
drove to a plage he described as the
location of the headquarters of the
Western Federation of Miners.

“Orchard went upstairs and came
down with another man, who got into
the buggy,” the witiess said: “They
said they would be back soon, and
drove off together.”

The negro identified , Haywood as
the third member of the party. ~

It was the first direct connection
of Haywood—with Orchard. He ‘said
Orchdrd pald him “$100™ for™ THe " out="
fit, but the bill of sale was made to
Pettibone.

Cross-examined, he sald he met Or-
chard at the penitentiary after com-
ing to oise. He said he was summoned
by Pinkerton detectives and he  re-
ceived his fare and expenses from them
in advance.

Senator Borah then stated that with
the exception of proving the sending
of a money order for $75 by tlfe West-

ern Union from Haywood in Denver to’

Steve Adams, in Ogden, Utah, in 1907,
the State’s case was' closed.

Mr. Richardson for the defence said
that they would agree that the state
should file the telegrams as soon as
they were received. Senator Borah said
that the-telegram would be here by
to-night.

“With this excepjtion, your Homnor,”
said Senator Borah, “the state is
ready to close its case.”

There was come wrangling ‘over the
reading of- a long opinion delivered
in the Colorado courts on the Moyer
habeas corpus case and which the
defence said should be read, as it had
been offered as evidencve for the state.
Judge Wood denied the motion that it
be read to the jury.

This closed the state’s case and at
10:25 the court adjourned until 1:30
p. m., when the defence moved that the
court instruct the jury to render a
verdict of ‘“not guilty.”

The state also showed that while at
Silver City, Idaho, in 1899, Haywood
declared that Steunenberg was a Ly-
rant and a monster, who should bhe
exterminated, It showed by James
Kirwin, acting secretary treasurer of
the Western Federation of Miners,
that Jack Simpkins and Marion Moore
were' made members of the executive
board of the Federation of Miners in
1905, and that control of all expendi-
tures made by the organization was
with the president and secretary-
treasurer.

For the rest, it was a day of read-
ing, with Senator Borah as reader.
Judge Woods admitted as evidence
many of the strongly worded articles
of the Miners’ Magazine, in which
Steunenberg was bitterly denounced.
Mr. Borah read them to the Jjury.
These were admitted as showing the
animus of the Federation officials
against Steunenberg and against Fus-
tices Goddard and Gabbart of the Su-
preme court of Colorado, whom Or-
chard swore he tried many times to
kill. - The state introduced as evi-
dence the decision of the judges on
the Colorado eight-hour law, and the
habeas corpusg application of ® Charles
H. Moyer. To practically every plece
of evidence offered during the day
the defence took an exception.

Filling in Gaps in Evidence.

Boise, Idaho, June 21.—What is ex-
pected to be the last d=y of the direct
evidence to pe presented by the State
of Idaho against Wm. D. Haywood,
secretary-treasurer of the Western
Federation of Miners, charged with the
murder of Frank Stuenenberg, former
governor of Idaho. will be occupied .by
the evidence filling in the gaps left
open because of the absence of wit-
nesses or documents. The documents
are expected to-day and_other detail-
ed corroborative evidence will be add-
ed.

The state will go back to .the San
Francisco chapter of Orchard's story
and may produce the record of sales
of powder with -which Orchard says he
made the bomb which he says he ex-
ploded at Bradley’s door. This will
complete the corroboration of this chap-
ter.

So far many statements made by Or-
chard in his confessions and on the
stand have been corrohorated. He told
of the house he visited and rooms he
occupied in ’'Frisco, told of experiments
with the peculiar bomb which he says
was invented by Pettibone, of receiving
money from ‘‘Pat Bone,” who he says
was Pettibone, of poisoned milk, de-
scribed his plans to send Bradley and
possibly the whole family to their
death Wwith a bomb loaded with dyna-
mite, and gave his hotel address. Each
statement has been corroborated by
witnesses whose testimony has not been
successfully assailed in cross-examina-
“tion.

The defence will not attempt to deny
or - contradict .Orchard’s statements

that he-is-guilty: of -crimes--which - he
stands charged with, but they main-
tain their-elient, Haywood, had no-con-
nection with them and to-day or to-
morrow will move that the charge
against Haywood be dismissed because
the state has failed to show his con-
nection with any crimes with which Or-
chard has told of, or to connect him
with the specific crime with which he
stands charged. If the motion of the
defence to dismiss is denied, the de-
fence will commence its innings Mon-
day’ next. Clarence Darrow, of Chi-
cago, will make the opening speech.and
will* present the case for the defence.
Then will follow the evidence. Already
some fifty witnesses are here and that
they will contradict Orchard in many
particulars. is, a - foregone conclusion.

The defence will be conducted by Mr.
Darrow. He intimates there are sur-
prises to come.

The evidence to-day, according to
the state’s counsel, will be complete in
the linking of Haywood. The real
struggle begins with the opening of the
case for the defence and the outlining
of its case. It is possible that court
will adjourn until Monday when an
adjournment is taken this afternoon.

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THE RAVAGES
OF FOREST FIRES

THE LOSSES WILL
BE VERY SERIOUS

One Million Dollars Worth of Timber
Reported to Have Been
Destroyed.

Toronto, June 21.—That over a mil-
lion dollars’ worth of timber belong-
ing to the province has been destroyed,
that dozens of prospectors have been
entirely cleaned out, and that in all
probability some lives have been lost,
ix the story of the forest fires in the
north, told by R. R. Gamey, M. L. A.

Mr. Gamey arrived in the city yes-
terday morning from Latchford. He
was on his way to his lot in James
township when he met his men com-
ing out, driven out by the smoke and
danger.

“Most of the James township is gone”
he declared, “and also the lower quar-
ter of Smythe, the west half of Tud-
hope and a big area of the reserve
across the Montreal river. From the
Montreal river to the railway is twenty-
five miles, and it is possible that some
prospectors may have got cut off. With
their supplies cut off, they could do
nothing but wait, and perhaps the wait
would be too long.

“l met a prospector at Latchford
yesterday who had jumped into the
river and escaped with his life. An-
other poor fellow who had taken about
two tons of stuff into his camp in a
canoe was completely wiped out.”

Fire Warden’s Report.

Toronto, June 21.—The forest fires in
James township are out, according to
a telegram received by the crown lands
department from Chief Fire Ranger
Macdonald, who with his special rang-
ers was dispatched to the,scene. The
ravage wrought by the flames in the
district is briefly reported to be very
serious, but no detailed estimate of the
damage is yet to hand. The chief
ranger also reports that fire swept over
five miles of the crown reserve‘between
Silver Lake and’ Bear Lake, but the
timber destroyed was almost entirely
jack pine, and very little good pine is
gone. Hon. Frank Cochrane is sending
special men to the district .to prepare
a detailed estimate of the damage done.

GIRL DROWNED.

Bridgetown, N. J., June 20.—“You'd
better watch Mamie.”” This wording
contained in an unsigned letter to Her
brother, Harold Vennell, was found in
& pocket on the body-of Mamie Vennell,
aged 2% ‘years, who was -dregvned
Thursday night in Sunset lake, “near
here. From what is said by Vennell
and Mrs. Sadie Murphy, with whom the
brother and sister lived, the warning
Vennell said to-day that
his sister had complainéd to him that

sShe had been atacked by two young

men while boating on the lake one ev-
ening last week. She - had screamed
“murder,” and one of her male com-
panions had tried to choke her. She
was re<cued by persong in other boats.
Meanwhile Geo. Evans, the young
glass worker who took the girl on the
fatal ride, remains in his parents’ home
apparently not under survillance of po-
lice, who unofficially seem disposed to
accept the accident theory, although
they are investigating the case. They
say no arrest is now contemplated.

RIGHTS OF GRAND JURIES.

Minister of Justice on Refusal of War-
den of Penitentiary to Al-
low Inspection.

Ottawa, June 20.—Hon. A, B. Ayles-
worth, minister of justice, in discuss-
ing the action of the warden of the
Kingston penitentiary in refusing to al-
low members of the Frontenac County
grand jury officially to inspect the pen-
itentiary last week, explained that the
grand jury had no legal right to in-
spect the penitentiary. In common
law the rights and duties of grand
juries in respect to the inspection: of
public buildings were very vaguely de-
fined, resting on custom rather than
upon any special instruction by the
statute. According to long established
precedent, grand juries were supposed
to visit and report upon the manage-
ment of the court, jails and other local
public buildings. The Frontenac' grand
jury had no more right to officially
visit and report upon the Kingston pen-
itentiary than had the grand jury of
any other county in Ontario, inas-
much as the penitentiary is not a local
county institution. Consequently the
warden was justified in refusing to al-
low the grand jury any more privileges
than those accorded to ordinary visi-
tors.

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth pointed out that
last year when the grand jury at King-
ston saw fit to make severe strictures
upon the manner in which the pris-
oners at the penitentiaries were fed,
their comments were not justified by
the true facts of the case and were
subversive of discipline at the peniten-
tiary. The present rules had been ac-
cepted after careful consideration some
years ago, moreover, he added there was
not the same need for inspection of the
penitentiary and other federal or pro-
vineial institutions’ by the grand jury
as existed in the case of the local coun-
ty institutions. The former were al-
ways under constant inspection by
trained government inspectors and the
inmates having grievances could eas-
ily bring them to the attention of the
public or of the proper authorities for
investigation.

GENERAL’'S SUDDEN DEATH.

Sir A. Ellis Died ~While Awaiting
Arrival of the King at Horse
Show.

Death intervened to mar what was
tc have been the most brilliant even-
ing of the horse show in London a few’
nights ago by suddenly striking down
Major-General Sir Arthur E. A, Ellis
as he awaited the entrance of King
Edward, upon whom he was in attend-
ance at the performance. Gen., Ellis
was one of a distinguished party that
Jjoined the King and Queen of England
and King Frederick and Queen Louis
of Denmark.

The death of Gen. Ellis was due to
heart disease, from which he had long
been a sufferer. There was no pre-
monition of his seizure. He and Lady
Ellis were' chatting with Sir Frederick
Treves and othar friends when the
general gripped his throat and fell
back in his chair unconscious,

Aid was promptly rendered by - Sir
Frederick and other distinguished phy-
siciang present, but the . death of the
general was practically imstantaneous.

The dramatic side of the picture was
increased by the fact that Gen. Ellis
died while the cheers announcing the
arrival of the two royal couples were
ringing In the auditorium and re-
echoing from the street. Inquirers
were told that the general had merely
fainted, and the body was quickly re-
moved to an ante-room. '

King Edward was not informed of
the Gealh until after the performance,
which was mnot interrupted by the
tragic incident.

Gen. Ellis was an extra equerry to
the King, and he had been officially
connected with the royal family for
41 years. He was born in 1847.

IMPROVEMENTS TO PARK.

Board Visited Beacon Hill This Morning
and Decided Upon Action.

The park board visited Beacon Hill this
morning and inspected that portion of the
district now under their care. Owing to
the fact that the only money at their dis-
posal this year is the unexpended portion
of the appropriation for the park commit-
tee of the council, little can be done this
yvear in improving the park, or in further
carrying out the original plan of Designer
Blair, whose tracings and blue prints the
committee had with them to-day.

Arrangements, however, were made to
have the grass cut immediately to pre-
vent the spread of fires through the park
destroying the young growth. The burnt
broom also will be cleared away, and the
old limbs and timber in the moose en-
closure burned. During the coming win-
ter the magnificent oaks in the northern
portion of the park will be pruned of their
dead limbs. Some of thesé oaks are be-
lieved to be one thousand years old, but
the lives of a number of them are endan-
gered at the present time from Inatten-
tion to pruning. Chairman Arbuthnot

will oversee the work in-g ‘general way,
the details being carried out by the park
gardener, Mr. Thomsorn, and his men.

OVER ONE HUNDRED
SOLDIERS WOUNDED

Statement By Freach Premier Re-
gardimg Conflict at-Narbonne-- -
Mutineers Have Surrendered

Paris, June 21.—The government
was interpellated in the Chamber of
Deputies to-day on the measures which
it proposed to take in order to restore
order in the south.

Premijer Clemenceau in the course of
his reply said that over ome hundred
soldiers were wounded in the fighting
with rioters yesterday' at Narbonne.
He then fully confirmed the dispatches
of the Associated Press in regard to
the mutiny in a battalion of the 17th
Infantry at Adge, and its march to
Eezieres, and said he could not listen
to .any proposition for the conditional
surrender of the mutineers. The pre-
mier concluded by demanding a vote
of confidence.

The opposition deputies fiercely at-
tacked the government, saying the
cuirassiers acted like Cossacks, that
the troops fired without provocation and
without notification, that women and
children had been slaughtered and that
the release of M. Ferroul, ex-mayor of
Narbonne alone would restore order.
Otherwise, according to one of the
speakers, the blooding rioting of to-day
will be the revolution of to-morrow.

General Bailloud with artillery and
other troops proceeded to Bezieres in
order to compel the unconditional sur-
render of the mutineers who are now
said to number 607 men.

Mutineers Surrender.

Bezieres, France, June 21.—General
Bailloud arrived here to-night and after
an interview with the mutineers the
later decided to return to their regi-
ments,

Details of Muting.

Paris, June 21.—Details of the mutiny
of French troops show that a battalion
of the 17th Infantry Regiment sents
from. Bezieregs to Adge on account of
the soliders’ sympathy with the local
wine growers, mutinied there this
morning, raided the magazine, filled
their pouches with cartridges and with
fixed bayonets and flags flylng march-
ed out of Adge and entered Bezieres.

When notified of the mutiny General
Croisade, commanding the 61st Brigade,
met the mutineers at the village and
attempted to persuade them to return
to duty.

“Soldiers,” he command, “kill me or
obey me.” The soliders replied they
had no desire to kill, but determined to
return to Benzieres.

A detachment of gendarmes tried to
bar the road, but after the mutineers
had fired a volley in the air they were
rermited to pass..

The mutineers, although without offi-
cers, marched into Benzieres in perfect
order at six this morning, the cheers
of the local crowds mingling with the
rolling of drums and strains of bugles.

After stacking arms the deserters
announced their intention to remain
on the square until allowed to reoccupy
their/ barracks, whence they were re-
cently transferred.

The- people gave the mutineers the
warmest welcome, furnished them with
ample provisions and a supply of straw
upon' which the tired soldiers threw
themselves after stationing pickets and
proclaming a determination to defend
their lives in the event of being at-
tacked.

'FIRST MEETING
OF NEW BOARD

——

PARK COMMISSIONERS
DISCUSSED PLANS

Full Attendance at the Initial Gather-
ing Last Night--John Arbuth-
not Made Chairman.

John Arbuthnot was unanimously
elected chairman of the new board of
park commissioners at its inaugural
meeting held in the city hall last night.
Ald. Vincent, who nominated him,
pcinted out that Mr. Arbuthnot’s wide
experience as a prark commissioner in

chairman” above the other megmbers of
the board.

The vote electing Mr. Arbuthnot was
unanimous. City Clerk Dowler was
appointed secretary to the board pro
tem, and will occupy the position until
pressure of business necessitates the
employment Jf an outsider.

The meeting was mainly devoted to
a review of the work before the bogrd,
the discussion of plans for the initial
programme -of improvement ang . the
election of two committees, one to draw
up a set of regulations for the regula-
tion of the parks and boulevards, and
the other to take immediate charge of
the boulevards. To-day the ecommis-
sioners visited Beacon Hill park on &
trip of inspection, and noted the mat-
ters needing their earliest attention.

John Arbuthnot, after being elected
to the chair, suggested that it would
be advisable to get the board into
working order at once. By-laws regu-
lating the meetings and general con-
duct of the board needed drafting, and
jt would be advisable to elect finance,
parks and boulevard committees to
take in the hands the various works
coming within the scope of the board.
opinion, the parks could look after
themselves for a while, the streets
ngeded immediate attention. It was
mainly from the streets that visitors
formed their impressions, and the parks
therefore became a secondary consider-
ation. Grass and weeds were growing
in many streets, and the board should
direct its attention to remedying this
state of affairs.

Mayor Morley suggested that the
board draw up & plan of campaign on
the boulevard work first, obtaining
from the city engineer a report show-
ing how many streets were already
boulevarded and how many had pass<
ed the council for boulevarding. The
old boule¥ards should be first attended
to, as many of them, Pandora avenue
as an instance, were sadly in need of
rehabilitation.”

Replying to -a question  from ' the
chairman, theé Mayor said that the city
had adopted a regulation sidewalk 'on
residential streets. This walk was five
feet wide and was set two feet out from
the property line so as to allow of an
increase In width to seven feet when
all disputes regarding the irregulari-
ties of street lines had ‘been settled.
Between the sidewalk and the curb the
necessary space was left for boulevard-
ing. His Worship suggested that, in
order -to acquaint the board with the
present condition of those works which
it had taken over, a tour of inspection
should be made. It was thereupon
agreed to commence this inspection by
a visit to Beacon Hill park this morn-
ing.

“Cedar Hill park,” said the Mayor,
‘““is a place that will soon call for our
attention. It is a beautiful spot, and
from the top of it a magnificent view
can be obtained. It would be a splen-
did place for an observatory and could
be made most attractive.”

John Nelson asked the Mayor how the
board stood financially. He suggested
that the first act of the board in regard
to the parks should be the appointment
of a competent park superintendent, a
man on whom the commissioners could
rely to do the work thoroughly.

Answering Mr. Nelson’s question re-
garding the funds available, Mayor
#orley said that all the money remain-
ing from the parks appropriation of
$5,000 was Immediately available, but
that the amount would only provide for
the maintenance of Beacon Hill park
for the remainder of the year. The
funds would not allow of the appoint-
ment of a permanent superintendent at
the present time; in fact it would be
probably only possible for the board to
pick up the endg of the work and get
under way for the first of the year.

Ald. Vincent felt constrained tc urge
his point regarding the bad condition
of certain city streets. ‘“We should at-
tend to the streets first of all,””’ he
iterated. ‘‘Over in James Bay there are
streets that are already boulevarded
with every possible kind of weed.”

Mr. Wilkerson said that he support-
ed Mr. Nelson’s idea of appointing a
park superintendent. He suggested
that the city utilize some of the land
at Beacon Hill park for the purposes
of a nursery. All the trees and shrubs
for boulevarding could be raised in the
nursery at a much lower cost than the
city obtaing. them from outsiders.
Moreover these irees and shrubs would
be under the personal supervision of
the board, and only healthy ones need
be used.

Mr. Nelson said that, in an interview
which he had with Dr. Saunders, Do-
minion superintendent of experi-
mental farms, the latter had spoken of
some seeds obtained by him in Europe
and planted at Ottawa. When the sub-
ject of supplying the city with shrubs
or trees, if the experimental farm for
British Columbia was located near
Victoria, was broached, Dr. Saunders
gaid that, while the government did not
favor cutting into the business of the
nurserymen, it-would likely deal gen-
erously with the municipality.

A good suggestion was made by Mr.
Pemberton who proposged. that the
board should deviate from the usual
method of planting shade trees on
boulevards. It would be a geod idea
to plant some of the boulevards, es-

with rows of flowering shrubs. When
these Shrubs bloomed the street would
present a most beautiful sight. This

Ald. Vincent said that while, in his’

pecially those on the narrowest streets, ,

suggestion was commented upon by
several of the other members, who ex-
pressed themselves in favor of adopt-
ing it.

Following this general discussion of
matters pertaining to its work, the
board took up several questions of im-
mediate importance. The Mayor spoke
of the necessity of cutting the hay at
Beacon Hill park. The council had
been unable to obtain tenders for this
work and the park was in danger of
damage from fire. . There is an aver-
age of two small fires a day and the
hay, if it once started to burn in the
places where it is thickest, would cause
almost irreparable damage to the
shrubbery. Another matter that called
for the board’s attention was the mat-
ter of band concerts.

Both these matters were discussed at
some length and it was finally moved
that arrangements be made to have the
hay cut and that part of it not needed
for the feeding of some of the animals
in Beacon Hill park, should be sold at
market price. This resolution was car-
ried.

In regard to the band concerts it was
decided to discuss the matter at the
next meeting. The general belief of
the members was that the concerts
could be commenced a week from the
coming Sunday.

Mayor Morley referred to the bear pit
in the park. It was in a tumble-down
condition and should be repaired as
soon as possible.

Ald. Vincent said that this matter
had been a thorn in the side of the park
committees for some years. The esti-
mated cost of repairing the pit was
$1,500 which would buy 1,500 bears, or
ought to. He moved that the bear at
present in the pit be “exterminated”
and the pit filled in.

Mr. Nelson, Mr. Wilkerson. and Ald.
Henderson concurred in the belief that
it was cruelty to keep the bear wan-
dering about the pit on a cold cement
floor within sight of the trees and
grass to which he had been accustomed
The eagles also came in for sympathy
and Mr. Nelson expressed the opinion
no animals should be kept in the park
unless something approaching a natur-
al environment was provided for them.

The Mayor suggested that bruin be
enclosed in some spot where he could
have a few trees to climb and grass
under his feet. He thought that a
woven fence turned in at the top and
sunk four feet below the level of the
ground, would serve to keep the bear
within these bounds and would allow of
freer movement. This plan had been
adopted by Hagenback in Hamburg.

Ald. Vincent, who has long been the
unofficial wit of the city counecil raised
a laugh with the dry reflections that
Hagenback’s scheme had cost. $400,000.

The action of the telephone and elec-
tric light companies in cutting: down
branches interfering with the erectiofi of
poles or the laying of wires was se-
verely commented upon. Mr. Arbuth-
not proposed that the board notify the
companies that such action would not
be tolerated by the board. After a
discussion, Messrs. Nelson, Wilkerson
and the Mayor were appointed a com-
mittee to interview the ecity -solicitor
upon the matter. The committee was
instructed to find out from the legal
advisor the status of the board in re-~
gard. to regulating the companies and
to draw up a set of regulations gov-
erning . future action on the part of
companies. & _

A boulevard committee composed of
Alds,  Vincent - and . Henderson
Commissioners Pemberton. .and ‘Wil
kerson was appointed after which the
board adjourned to meet at the call of
the chalr. Tors

Resolution Adopted at the Convention
of Western Federation of Miners.

Denver, June 21.—A discussion de-
veloped in the convention of the West-
ern Federation of Miners over a resolu-
tion introduced by Delegate Robert
Randall, of Goldfield Union No. 220.
The resolution concludes as follows:
“Resolved by the fifteenth annual con-
vention of the Western Federation of
Miners that any and all signed con-
tracts or verbal agreements for any
specified length of time that may hawve
been entered into between any - local
union or unions of the Western Féder-
ation of Miners are by this convention
declared null and void.”

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CHURCH WORKERS
WELCOMED HERE

STIRRING ADDRESSES |
AT MASS MEETING

Bishop Keator and Others Spoke---
Many Attending Conference of
Brotherhood of St. Andrew

(From Monday's Daily.)

On Saturday evening at 8.30 p.m. the
inauguration meeting of the confer-
ence of Western Chapters of the Bro-
therhood of St. Andrew’s was held in
the schéol room of St. John's Episcopal
church. The meeting was chiefly held
to welcome the visiting brethren, about
61 in number, to the city of Victoria
and to the conference. The address of
welcome was given in the heartiest
manner by Rt. Rev. the Lord Bishop of
Columbia. The Brotherhood owes its
name and origin to the United States
of America.’ On St. Andrew’s day,
1883, in a Young Men's Bible class held
in connection with St. John’s church,
Chicago, “a dozen men pledged them-
gelves to pray and work amongst
young men, upon the basig of the two
simple rules of daily prayer and week-
ly effort,” to lead others ‘“mnearer to
Christ.” These have ever since been
the sole rules of the Brotherhood. It is
esgentially an Episcopal Society. For
by “nearer to Christ” there is included
the duty of each novice or member “‘to
avail himself of the church’s ministra-
tions—baptism, confirmation, holy com-
munion, Bible classes, instruction
classes, etc.”

In the United States there are at the
present time 828 chapters with 7,400
members, and in the junior depart-
ment 450 chapters with 4,650 members.

The Brotherhood is firmly establish-
ed in, Bngland, Scotland, Jamaica, Aus-
traifa, the West Indies, Japan, and
ithere are-chapters in South Africa and
Mexico.

In 1288 ‘the Brotherhood was estab-
lished in Canada, and organized in 1890,
wnd there are at the present time 268
chapters. with 3,856 members, and 68
junior chapters with 574 members,
stretching from Vancouver, B. C., to
Sydney, N. S.

Since 1802 a travelling secretary has
bean working in the interests of the
society, with the result that whereas
in 1902 there were only 115 senior and
junior chapters with 880 members, as a
result of 12 years’ work on the part of
the society in general, now there are
326 chapters with 2,930 members, or an
increase of 2,050 members in five years,
asg compared to 880 new members in 12

ears.

In his address of welcome on Satur-
day evening the chairman, My. C..H,
Lugrin, said there is no other branch
of work in which laymen could engage
which could be productive of so much
good as the work embraced in the aim
and object of the Brotherhood of St.
Andrew. Proceeding he drew atten-
tion to the fundamental principle of
the church’s existence, resting as it
does not so much on the salavtion and
righteousness of the individual, al-
though this in itself was essential in
the kingdom of Christ, as upon the
social good of the community as a
whole. The chairman then sald that
the world was in reality made better
through the individual work accomp-
lished by the Brotherhood in bringing
others nearer to Christ, which pro-
duced the result which the church was
always aiming at and accomplishing,
but which all other societies outside of
religion had hitherto failed in achiev-
ing, although desiring and at the same
time devising schemes to accomplish.
The chariman éxhorted the young men
of the Brotherhood in Vancouver,
‘Washington and Victoria to realize the
greatness of their work and to perse-
vere in the observance of their rules of
membership. At the same time he par-
ticularly drew attention to the fact that
for want of a kindly hand of welcome
~and encouragement, when young men
came to strange cities, thousands went
astray. Having wished the organiza-
tion “God speed” he called upon the
Y.ord Bishop of Columbia to give his
% _address of welcome on behalf of the
local members of the Brotherhood.

The Bishop commenced his address
by thanking the chariman for hig good
wishes for the prosperity of St. An-
drew’s Brotherhood, and in a few fe-
licitonis expressions acknowledged the
indebtedness of the society to the in-
fluence exerted by churchmen and
others.

The Bishop then addressed the as-
sembled delegates, telling them that
they were heartily welcome to this con-
ference. Moreover the Bishop stated
that every detail had been conscienti-
ously worked out by the committees 6f
the St. Andrew’s local Brotherhood,
who had charge of the business ar-
rangements for the conference. He
felt sure of the earnest prayers of a
meeting rich in blessings. The Bishop
regretted that Bishop Keator was un-
able to be present on Saturday evening,
but hoped he would be present on Sun-
day afternoon. He then turned the
members’ attention to the happy union
of the flags of the United States and
Canada in the form of a cross, allegori-
cally signifying the banding of all
young men of whatever nationality
they might be in'a common cause. He
heartily welcomed them all in the
name of the Lord.

The Bishop drew a lesson from the
likeness of the Prophet Nehemiah in
his temptations of his surroundings to
the work of the young men of St. An-
drew's Brotherhood, pointing out that

the motto of the prophet which, as in- |

dicated in his writings, was “I pray to
God,” should be theirs also. The Bis-
hop, in addition to advising the young
men of St. Andrew’s Brotherhood scat-
tered
selves of the prophet’s advise,
horted them to believe in and take ad-
vantage of their religious worship.

Hig address was received with great

attention, and when it was over the
Bishop received a round of applause
from the assembled brethren of the
Brotherhood.

ing te the welcome, expressed himself
as much struck with the hospitality of
British Columbia.

G. E. Bolt, of Vancouver, made some
very happy remarks and thanked the
local branch for their hearty welcome.

Rev. W, Walsh, of Lindsay, Ont., the
last speaker at the meting, spoke..in
praise of the old Anglican church of
which he was a member, because it
was neither altitudinarian, latitudinar-
ian, longitudinarian, nor even plati-
tudinarian in its ténets. He loved it
because of its broad, general principle
of comprehensiveness., He further ex-
pressed himself delighted with the
spirit prevading the meeting of the
Brotherhood. In his opinion more than
clergymen were wanted in the church.
The church wanted men—men of the
stamp of the members of St. Andrew's
Brotherhood. He concluded his re-
marks with an earnest exhortation to
his hearers.

The secretary then announced that A.

G. Hamilton had by telegram conveyed
his best wishes to the Brotherhood for
a most successful conference. Greet-
ings had, so the secretary reported,
been received from XKamloops, Ham-
mond, Mission and Revelstoke, who
also sent their greetings and the help
of their prayérs.
. The opening conference concluded
with refreshments provided by the
ladies for the benefit of .the members
of the Brotherhood of St. Andrew.
Many introductions took place, and the
visitors were made to feel at home.

Sunday Morning.

On Sunday morning at:8 o’clock in
Christ Church cathedral there was a
corporate communion of the members
of the St. Andrew’s Brotherhood. The
preacher at the cathedral at the 11
o’clock service was Rev. A. E. Bernays,
the popular chaplain of the Mission to
Seamen. Mr. Bernays, who comes from
Portland, Oregon, chose for the sub-
ject of his address: “The Work of the
St. Andrew’s Brotherhood.” He re-
garded this work especially from its
ideal aspect. - His text was taken from
Ephesians {v. “I therefore, the prisoner
of the.Lord, beseech you, that ye walk
worthily of the calling wherewith ye
were called.”

The preacher inculcated upon his
hearers the absolute necessity of
“Idealism” in all walks of life, espe-
cially in the Christian life and particu-
lary for all members of the Fraternity
of the Brotherhood of St. Andrew.
He treated his subject in a scholarly
manner. In drawing the attention of
his hearers to the idealism of the An-
clent Greeks and Rcmans he proved
wherein the Romans falled in their con-
ception of idealism ar) nerely a physi-
cal supremacy of the yman race over
their rivals. On the otuer hand he was
quite impartial in admitting that in
phifosophy the ancients had their ideals
He acknowledged the doctrine of Soc-
rates and his one good man as a fine
conception and admitted the Aristo-
tlelen conception of the man of perfect
self control as idealistic. But he drew
the attention of those present to the
fact that idealism only found its prac-
tical fruition in the doctrines of St.
Paul, who showed how a man when he
had reached the perfect measure of the
fulness of Christ was able by the doc-
trines of Christianity to carry out these
ideals in the performance of the duties
of every day life. These duties were
well exemplified in the principles 6f the
Brotherhood “which "had two main
principles 'to guide their actions,
namely, association in work because
union is strength, and simplicity in or-
ganization. In short he described the
ideallsm of the soclety as “The Gospel
of the Footway,” or the dealing indi-
vidually with men—our equals, as they
are called as those with whom we are
brought in contact in the every day
walk of life. He led his hearers up to
the point of deciding whether they
would take up in earnest the ideal work
of the Brotnerhood, whether they would
be helpers in the work. Neutrality was
an unknown quantity in connection
with this work. * They could not re-
main neutral because “our world ig not
a spectacle; it is a field of battle upon
which all who in their hearts love jus-
tice, beauty and holiness, are bound,
whether as leaders or soldiers, conquers
ors or martyrs, to play their part. This
great ideal must be our inspiration, the
motive principle of all our actions, the
well spring of our lives.” In this way
the preacher proved the practical util-
ity of idealism in the Christian life,
and its great necessity for all members
of the Britherhood of St. Andrew’s in-
dividually.

Mass Meeting.

“Man’s responsibility for the social
and moral welfare of cities,” was the
subject chosen on Sunday afternoon for
the consideratfon of the members of
the 8t. Andrew’s Brotherhood at a
special meeting for men only, which
was held in the A.O0.U.W. hall Yates
street. The chair wasg taken by His
Worship Mayor "Morlev. Rt. Rev.
Bishop Heator of Olympia, Wash., and
E. Baynes Reed, of Victoria, B. C., de-
livered addresses. There was a crowd-
ed hall and the speakers were listened
to with wrapt attention.

Mayor Morley, in his opening re-
marks, felt that a great honor had
been shown, not only himself as mayor,
but also to the citizens of Victoria,
through this first joint meeting of the
Brotherhood of St. Andrews being held
here in the city of Victoria.

As regarded man’s responsibility for
the social and moral welfare of cities,

Mayor Morléy felt .that in this respect |

a very great responsibility rested on
the mayor of this as well as on the
mayors of all citles of the world. Since
he first landed in Canada in 1884, he
sald he had no occasion to realize the
value of this movement which was un-
der the consideration of the Brother-
hood at the meeling. He has an op-
portunities during his mayoralty
forming the opfnion that on both sides
of the line the work or object which
the Brotherhood had so much at heart
had been in practice productive of
much good.

Through 'the
active work of this society, the mayor
saw no excuse for any young man away
from his home finding his way into the
hands of the police. The downfall of
young men occurred when they first
commenced their travels. The Brother-
hood, however, was at the present day
on the spot to catch hold of young
men in such a way as to hem them In.
They do this work so thoroughly; said
the speaker, as to make it almost an
Impossibility for them to fall.

“The reason young men go wrong,”
continued the mayor, “is - simply be=
cause they have not had the right hand
of good fellowship held out to them.”
(Applause.) “Our duty, therefore, is to
pick up these young men before they
g0 wrong.” In the U. S. A. there were
always to be found good people to help
In a work like the Brotherhood, and,
remarked the mayor, “we cannot have
too. much of th!s kind of society in
Vietoria.”

The mayor then tendered a most
hearty welcome to the Bishop of Olym-
pla.

The Bishop of Olympia having been
introduced by the mayor, said: “The
Brotherhood would have derived a
great deal more profit in the consider-
ation of the subject of man’s responsi-
bility for the social and moral welfare
of cities if the mayor had taken up all
the time of the meeting” that after-
noon, because he was at the head of the
city government and by virtue of his
office was In a position to speak from
great | experience—experience which
enabled him in a way a bishop could
not do to point out how we could as-
sume our responsibilities as citizens.
“I have,” said the bishop, ‘no expert
knowledge like the mayor has of the
citizéns’ responsibility. ~ Nevertheless 1
am glad to stay here this afternoon in
the presence of the Brotherhood of St.
Andrew. Since its foundation I have
always taken a keen interest in its wel-
fare. I lived in Chicago at the time
the society was founded. I know the
first members of the Brotherhood inti-
mately. So I may say that I have al-
ways been in touch with it and its pur-.
pose i{g well known to me. I wish my
other multifarious duties would enable
me to have more time on my hands so
that I could be brought into even
closer relationship with' all the breth-
ren.

“The subject we have under consid-
eration this afternoon is one of the
greatest of subjects, because it touches
one of the greatest departments of our
life—our citizenship. There is no doubt
the 'man who assumes the various re-
sponsibilities of city government per-
forms one of the great duties of his
manhood. Yet in this city government
we stand face to face with a very 4iffi-
cult problem. How are we to develop
our city to the best possible advantage
when city life is itrelf so complex, so
strenuous? Therefore there are many
problems constantly coming up before
the individual members of the com-
munity. How does the individual man
face these? How does he endeavor to
solve them? It is to be feared that
in too many cases the ordinary indi-
rect theory to advance, for the responsi-
bility and to saddle the responsibility
onto the “shoulders of others of other
bodies. This can be done by leaving
the solution of intricate problems of
human life in the hands of the members
of the city council as a body and to
throw the blame of present evils onto
their shoulders,” Or they may prefer to
make the question a political one. This
makes the political leaders of the day
responsible for the present condition
of affairs and for their remedy. “But,”
argued the bishop, “this is not a cor-
rect theory to advance for the responsi-
bility of all comes straight home to
each individual citizen of that com-
munity; for there is such a thing. as
individual responsibility as there is
such a thing as municipal or political
responsibility. I will now show you
how we can discharge this responsi-
bility as citizens: First, let me state
that though I am from America yet
this fact does not effect my argument.
Citizens are much alike the world over
and so are the cities of the world. It is

our cities on the other side. For this,
however, you ought to be thankful.
Yet in Victoria and even in Vancouver
the same kind of men are living their
lives. ' They are the men of the human
race with thé warm life blood coursing®
through their veins, making them live
the life. They are men who are alive!
Men who realize what a splendid world
is this world of ours! Men who want to
do something to make this world of
ours what it ought to be! I have no
belief in the poetical exaggeration of
the hymn writer who would make us
believe that every man is vile, because
I have found in this great west a
splendid type of manhood! Rather then
let us assume the willingness of each
in particular and every one of us in
general to do our respective duties as
a man and a citizen!

“How are we to do this?
That is the main question—for it is so
easy for us all to get into a rut. The
training of commercial life necessitates
keen competition. Success is depen-
dent upon energy. Man, therefore de-

votes his whole time to his daily work.
When the day’s work is done he goes
home—home to rest until the next day
calls for the continuous routine of
commercial enterprise ' and persever-
ance. It is therefore the first duty of
every man to see that his duty as a
man and a citizen is not confined to his
own little circle. He must move out-
side of this circle,; he must enlarge his |
fleld of vision. The duty of every man
is therefore to support the municipal |
representatives. In this the mayor
himsgelf wants you to help him. He Is
anxious to feel that you are standing |
by him, that you are as was the case |
in days of yore lifting up his hands.
It is, brethren of St. Andrew, your
duty to know where you stand!

This law
exists in mgral just as certainly as it
exists in commerecial centres. It s
therefore the duty of every man and
citizen to put the right sort of men to
handle this very difficult problem of the
city’s life. . Above:all things you must
€et an honest man at the head of ad-
ministration. It is the man himself
outside of all party politics that is re-
quired for municipalities. Laws may
be passed, nay, the best men be elect-
ed for the purpose of passing them.
Then we go and sit down and watch
them work! And so far as these laws
are concerned we can keep on watch-
ing. \

{‘Consider what ‘a law’ is. A law is
simply the expressed will of the peo-
ple. But to be operative it must be
mere, otherwise it is merely a dead let-
ter.

‘“What the world is waiting for is not
organization, not machinery, nor law,
but love and the self-sacrifice of love,
I am speaking to men who are Chris-
tlans. To men who know that our
Lord in His life on carth was not occu-
pied with organizations nor with me-
chanisms, but that He touched the in-
dividual, He moulded the man and
then sent that man out to work and to
influence others. So with each one of
us. Let us remember that everything
we do or say goes out in influence
which touches, controls and moulds
the lives of others.”

The Bishop then proceeded to give
two illustrations, asking his hearers
the cause why one man became a sui-
cide and another an unbellever. He
showed that a man’s actions are de-
pendent upon his environments up 'to
a certain point. That it is true the
actions and words of others did influ-
ence our fellow men for good or evil
Further he showed how the obedient
boy at school made the virtue of obedi-
ence easier for his schoolmaster. Again,
how the regular church goer made it
easler for other men to go to church in
place of going fishing on a Sunddy, He
advised the over zealous among his
hearers not so much to talk religion as
to show by their manner how pleased
they were to see a man and to welcome
him. In this way influence as of old
would go out of one man to the benefit
of another man. Influence wag a subtle
thing. Often it could not be accounted
for. But it existed—it was felt.

“When I was leaving Ireland, after I
was made a bishop,” continued the
speaker, ‘“a galoon keeper stopped. me
and put out his hand and said, ‘I am
sorry you are going away.’” ‘“But,”
continued the Bishop, “I did not know
who the man was, and when I was told
I was glad I had been able to touch
this man’s life so that he was able to
come up and say that to me.” A tre-
mendous lot of good may be done by
letting men see what your religion has
done for you, said Bishop Keator. Let
them see what kind of man it is mak-
ing out of you. Imn this personal touch
is .the one thing needful. Every one
can have it-<the, youngest as well as
the oldest. It was like the ripples on
the face of the water, first a little
circle ever increasing until the rippling
influence has ggne out far and wide. In
this way they were going to discharge
social and moral duties for the welfare
of the citles in which they lived.
(Great and continuous applause.)

E. Baynes Reid next addressed the
meeting. He followed the same line
of argument #@s his predecessor, but ad-
mitted that ‘““the churchman’s burden™
of responsibility was no new idea, that
this burden had existed wherever an
honest or manly heart had existed in
the ages of the ¢hurch. In this light
he did not regard St. Andrew’s Bro-
therhood so much as a new society as
the congregating together of members
of the same old church to put into
effect the main teaching of their
Master. He rather regarded the so-
sciety in the same light as the Vener-
able Bede had regarded the saint upon
the anniversary of whose birthday the
society was founded, as a soclety to in-
troduce men to Christ as St. Andrew
in the beautiful words of Bede led men
to Christ. - He exhorted the Brother-
hood to take #s a keynote for their
work amongst ~their fellow men the
guiding thoughts of Florence Nighin-
gale, who saw God in everything. Nay,
the more he recalled to them that to
the Christ God was everything, where-
as at the present day it often hap-
pened that God was nothing. Ah! said
Florence Nightingale, the kingdom of
God is within you. He could not
imagine a church where there was no
co-operation on the part of the laity
with the work of the clergy. To both
alike it was equally true that if they
wished to lead others they must live
the life they wished others to embrace
and follow. In other wards they must
so. teach ag to be able to lift the
masgses. The speaker was of the same
opinion as the Archbishop of Canter-
bury, that the church had to meet and
grapple with soeial conditions of every
kind and character; that she had to
rise to the occasion to meet the needs
of the times, to prevent inroads being
made into her faith, to be able to main-
tain the same old truths, and at the
same time bé faithful to the faith
which the saints of old contended for.
His hearers must moreover remember
that their religion was not a selfish
one, that the right maxim to grasp was
‘‘as you save so shall you in your turn
be saved,” for “no man can work out
his own salvation without working out
the salvation of others.”” The speaker
was glad to see the conference
sembled in Victoria. He felt that good
must come of it. . They had the prom-
ise that when two or three were ga-
thered together strength would be
given to them, and in this way they
would be able to strengthen the hands
of the clergy in their arduous work. He

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HAYWOOD LIKELY
[0 TAKE STAND

DEFENCE WILL CALL
MANY WITNESSES

An Aggressive ' Cross-Examination
Will Be Carried on By the
State.

Boise, Idaho, June 22.—The closing
of the case for the state leaves the
trial of Wm, D, Haywood midway
finished, and from now the defence as-
sumes the aggressive, while the prose-
cution is on the- defensive., The state
will earry on an aggressive cross-ex-
amination and then nresent testimony
in reButtal, but its muain showing is
already in.

As to the murder of Steunenberg,
which is the crime specifically charged
against Haywood, the state has made
the following showing: Jack Simpkins,
a member of the executive board of the
Westren Federation of Miners, went to
Caldwell three months before Steunen-
berg was murdered, under the assumed
name of “Simmons,” and lived with
Orchard. He left Caldwell at the end
of a week, but returned for less than
a day. His movements are shown by
independent witnesses and hotel regis-
ters.

Haywood sent $100 to Simpkins on
December 2ist, 1905, nine days :before
the murder of Steunenberg. A letter
from Denver on December 30th, 1905,
showed by its being addressed to
“Thomas Hogan,” that the writer knew
the alias of Orchard. The letter also
contained the statement that “that”
had been sent to “Jack’” on December
21st, 1805. Orchard testified that Pet-
tibone, one of Haywood’s co-defend-
ants, wrote the letter without his mak-
ing any request for it. Legal aid was
offered Orchard within two days after
his arrest through Attorney Fred
Miller, of Spokane,

Four letters were sent to the second
Mrs. Orchard at Cripple Creek, three
by Orchard and ore by Haywood, at
varfous times in 1905. It is said that
they not only showed evidence of an
effort to conceal Orchard’s where-
abouts from his wife, but to make an
alibi for him. Orchard swore that
Haywood was a party to the plan, and
that to carry it out “Paddy Mullane,”
a member of the Federation at Cripple
Creek, undertook to deliver the two
letters he wrote at Denver, and dated
at San Francisco, and that Marion
Moore, a member of the Federation’s
board, carried the third letter to
Nomse, Alaska, and there maifled it.
The letter, which was produced, with
its envelope, bore the Nome postmark.
Haywood’s letter 1o Mrs. Orchard bore
the date of November, 1805, . when
Orchard and Simpking were af’Cald-
well, and made the statement that the
last the writer had heard of Orchard
he was in Alaska. Aside from the
word of Orchard, Haywood’s letter is
not supported by any evidence.

Haywood, Petibone and Orchard
were placed together on two or three
occasions in Denver, between the spring
and the fall of 1905, and Orchard lived
at Pettibone’s house as a guest during
August, 1905.

Articles from the Miners’ Magazine
and some testimony as to the Coeur
d’Alene strike of 1890 show animus
toward Steunenberg on the part of
Haywood and other leaders of the
Federation.

As to the general conspiracy alleged
by the state, the general showing has
been as follows: Orchard has been
traced through all of the more impor-
tant movements connected with the
alleged attempt on the life by Fred
Bradley at San Francisco, by inde-
pendent witnesses. His testimony as
to the poisoned milk has been corro-
borated by the chemist who analysed
it. It has been independently shown
that while Orchard was at San Fran-
cisco, Pettibone, using false names,
telegraphed money to him twice
through the Postal Telegraph Com-
pany, and that a registered letter or
package was sent to San Francisco
from Pettibone’s Denver address,
undera name used by Pettibone in
sending one of the telegraphic remit-
tances. Other than by Orchard’s word
it has not been shown that the ex-
plosion at Bradley’s house was ~aused
by a bomb.

The casing of the so-called Pea-
body bomb has been produced and its
histOry largely proved by outside wit-
nesses from the time it was made in
Denver until it was dug out of the ice
in the Coeur d’Alene river. Miss Pea-
body confirmed one detail of the Orch-
ard testimony as to one of the attempts
to shoot her father, and Orchard’s
testimony as to his journey to Canyon
City to kill ex-Governor Peabody is
given general confirmation by the testi-
of William Vaughan, who was
Orchard’s 'travelling companion.

The gown, which is exact-
ly alike back and front,
with three gores, pointed
yoke and embroidered half
of sleeve on each, may be
easily cut by following the
diagram. The size given is
for a child 6 years -old, but
the style is suitable for
irls from 4 tp 12, The pat-
ern can easily be adapted
by lengthening or shorten-
ing all the dimensions.
Fold the material in two by
doubling it over, and cut a
round openlnF for the neck,
shape the sleeves and cut
the skirt the shape shown.
The only seams are under
the arms, which should be
sewed up in a flat fell’ be-
fore the stamping is done.
To tamg the skirt, put
one gide of the panel on a
straight line of the mate-
rial, -directly in the cen-
ter of the front.

Insert the transfer paper
and trace again. This time but one of
the side lines is traced, the scallops
on the bottom being gone over till'they
reach the side seam. Now remove the
panel and put it to the center of -the
front, so that the lines of the scallops
face and are opposite each other, Trace a
panel to the right, move and make an-
other incompleted panel to the right
side seam. This gives 'two complete
scalloped panels in ‘the middle of the
dress, with one to each side, on which
the seam takes the place of the second
vertical line.

Now turn the back of the frock up
and stamp it exactly like the front in
every particular,

In workinz, embroider all the scal-
lops; in fact, finish all the embroldery
on the dress before cutting the slashes
for the gores. In the meantime, cut
out six gores the exact size of the pat-
tern given, and embroider and scallop
them as described for the details of the
gown. To insert, cut between the og-

osite vertical lines of embroidered scal-
ops in the skirt, which, by the way,

How to Work Kensington
Stitch

NOW that color embroidery {is

coming back into favor, after a

somewhat long interval of all-
white effects, it may be of interest to
say a few words on the working of
the Kensington stitch.

With this stitch more really artistio
work can be done than. with any
other known to embroiderers, since
well done, it makes possible that won-
derful blending of colors which na-
ture shows, It {s used almost entire-
ly for embroidering flowers, combined,
of course, with the over-and-over
stitch for overlapping petals.

Kensington stitch, which is somee
times called “feather stitch,” because
its overlapping stitches somewhat re-
#emble a bird’'s plumage, is nothing

“more. nor less than a series of long

and short stitches, blending into one
another. It is always worked from
the outer edge in. This makes the
first row even on the outside and long
and short on the inner side. All the
filling-in rows are long and short on
both edges. These must overlap, so
there is no distinct break of shading
between the different colors, but all
the tones are softly blended.

The chief beauty of this embroidery
lies as much in the proper stitch di-
rection as in the shading itself. A
good way to get this is to remember
that all stitches should slant toward
the center of the flower. Too many
beginners are apt to make the mis-
take of working each petal with little
or no regard to the whole flower.

Another important thing in Kensing-
ton embroidery is, that the work is not
dead or flat looking. This look can be
largely overcome by shading, so as to
bring out the overlapping petals, but it
can also be helped by slightly padding
the outer edge of each petal with a
chain or run~‘-~ stitch, and then work-
ing over it. This will give a raised edge
and a much more natural look to the
whole flower.

In embroidering a flower of a compli.
cated design, always work those parts
in the foreground frst and then work
up to them - - those behind. Remem-
ber to bring out all turned-over and

overlapping edges by means of dark
shadow underneath. Sometfmes, when
a flower or leaf is entirely finished it
looks flat. In such case, add a few
dark stitches, or high lights, whichever
seems most necessary.

Leaves, as a rule, shade darker from
the tip to the base, and those in the
foreground are lighter than those in the
back. This same rule applies to stems,
which are generally worked in parallel
rows of outline stitch,

The amateur, in attempting shading,
should begin on flowers of the simplest
forms, such as the violet, buttercup or
wild rose. Study the flowers themselves,
noting the effect of light and shade upon
them, then try to reproduce the effect
with the needle. At first, the tempta-
tion is to stiffness, different tones are
put in with absolute regularity and ail
flowers are shaded alike, but it is sur-
prising how quickly practice enables
the embroiderer to give artistic variety
to each blossom and bud.

The salient point to remember, how=
ever, is the proper stitch direction—
namelv, glanting every stitch toward the
heart of the blossom, or to the point
where the flower joins the stem. This
principle conquered, correct shading
soon becomes instinctive.

IN OPEN DORY

FISHERMAN RESCUED
BY ATLANTIC LINER

Spent Eight Days Without Food and
Nine Without Water---Tel's of -
Sufferings.

Louis Vallet, of the French fishing
schooner La Minosa, St. Malo, France,
has been landed at New York by the
Cunarder Carmenia. He was picked
up early one morning at sea, having
spent fourteen days in an open dory,
eight days without food and nine with-
out water. Vallet, telling of his exper -
ences, said:

At four o'clock on  the morning of
May 27th, I and my dory mate left the
Mimosa to haul in the shing lines. The
weather was thick and we could not
pick up the first buoy. Finally a snow
flurry'came on, as I felt that the boat
was drifting, I threw out a sea anchor,
as the tide was setting very strongly.
Then the sea suddenly rose and I
thought we had better get back to the
schooner, go I cut away the sea anchor,
and my mate, who was sitting on the
forward thwart, started to row in the
direction _.of our boat, but we could
make no headway.

Then suddenly a big sea swept both
overboard., I could swim, and in spite
of my heavy boots'T: got back into the
dory, but my poor mate, Pacifique Me-
lin, also from St. Malo,

before I could get a chanece to help him.
‘With him were carried away four out
of five oars we had in the boat.

When I got back:'into the dory I
found that she wag half full of water.
She was so heavy I could not move her
to row after my mate as I only had
one oar. I could see the poor fellow
struggling in the water trying to reach
me. He was clinging to his two oars,
and it was a pitiful sight, for I could
do nothing to save him. I kept on
shouting to him, and he answered me,
but his voice grew weaker and weaker
and finally T lost sight of him. I think
it was only then that I fully realized
the horror of my  position,

As the day wore on I frantically tried
to row back to the schooner. I cut one
of the thwarts of the boat with my big
fish knife, and made a rough oar out
of it, but I could get soarcely any way
on the boat. As night began to fall I
thought I would get something to eat
and went to the locker where our stock
of provisions was stored. I found that
when the seas had washed over our
boat the -

Provisions Had Become Wet,

I took a drink of water and then sat
down to wait for the long night to pass.
I did not want to go to sleep for fear a
ship might pass nmve, so I kept a bright
lookout, occasionally blowing on the
little tin foghorn all dorymen carry.

I suppose, though, I must have dozen
off now and then, but that first night
seemed to me the longest I have ever
passed, I thought of my poor mate. I
thought of my  wife and children in
France, and I prayed the Blessed Vir-
gin to save me. Three times I made
up my mind to try and row back to
the schooner, but sach time I got tired
out, and finally made up my mind to
let the boat drift.

At ‘last morning broke. 1 searched
the sea for some sign of the Mimosa,
or some other ship, but I could see
nothing. That first morning I cut a
notch in the side of the boat to show
that a day had passed and this I did
every day regularly after that. By
this time I had made up my mind it
was no good trying to row, and so I let
the boat drift at the mercy of the sea.

The next night was worse than the
frst,

The Weather Was Frightful.

the sea seemed . to be running moun-
tains high. The boat was swamped
over and over again, and I made up my
mind I was going to be drowned. Again
[ ‘would not sleep. I wag watching, al-
ways watching for a ship’s lights, and
again I kept my horn going. Day after
day, night after night it wag the same
thing.

Finally I took stock of my provisions.
[ found at the end of the fifth day that
the water had given out, and I only
nad

Food For One Day More.

Then I began to grow desperate. I
would pick up my oar and row fran-
tically for a time and then I would ship
it and sit by the hour staring out at
:he lonely waste of sea. Sea, sea every-
where, but not a sign of any ship. After
[ had eaten my last biscuit I grew so
thirsty that I took a small drink of salt
water to wash it down.

The next day I had no food, but to-
ward night it began to raln, and I
raught some of the water and drank
't. That was the sweetéest drink I ever
iook. Then I think I must have got
light-headed. The dory seemed to me
io be full of people, and my wife came
wnd gave me bread. 1 found in the
morning that I had eaten half of one of
ny mittens.

I suffered terribly the next day. I
ite or rather chewed

ind then I got so thirsty with all that
wvater around me that I lay down and
rolled in the water at the bottom of
the boat. I suppose this must have
given me some relief, for I felt better,
but I still had the gnawing, frightful
pain,

The ‘last night befors I was picked
ap was frightful. I heard voices, voices
sverywhere, whispering to me, calling
me. Then I grew frightened; the hor-
*ible loneliness appalled me. I shouted
dut my voice did not seem to be my
swn. I was afraid I was going mad.
Again the dory was filled with people;
‘hey were giving me bread and I began
to knaw at my mittens. I bit my
1ands till the pain woke me.

When morning broke I saw a ship.
At first I could hardly believe my
:yes. It was a long, long way off, but
{ blew my horn and shouted as long
¥ I could. My voice sounded only

like a whisper, Then men on the ship
did not hear me, and she steamed
away. Then I felt ‘as if all hope wWas
lost, for I knew that I could not last
another day. I prayed, and then I

Saw Another Ship.

God must have heard my prayers, for I
saw her alter her course and come
nearer to me, and I knew I was going
to be saved. "I could have shouted for
joy, but I was too weak. I picked up
my oars and rowed frantically, for the
ship, sometimes blowing my horn and
sometimes shouting. I saw the big ship
coming close to me and I tried to help
by rowing towardg it. Finally a line
was thrown to me. -I missed it twice,
but the third time I caught it and made
it fast. I was drawn toward the ship,
and then one of the sailors jumped into
the dory and made a line fast under my
shoulders and I was hauled on board.

All my little remaining strength
seemed to leave me once I was safe on
the deck. I collapsed and was carried
to the hospital, where you see me now.
I cannot thank all the people on this
ship enough. The doctor and every one
has been so kind to me that I cah never
forget them. I did not forget to thank
God that night for having saved me,
and I also said a prayer for my poor
mate who was drowned.

REDUCED RAILWAY FARE.

Decision to Adopt Two. Cent Rate
Reached at Meeting of Pres-
idents of Big Roads.

Chicago, June 22.—The decision of the
railways in the States to reduce pas-
senger rates to two cents a mile, was
reached, says the Inter-Ocean, after a
long and heated discussion by the lead-
ing railroad presidents of all the west-
ern and transcontinental roads yester-
day. It was not a formal agreement,
but it is equally binding, for two large
roads doing a transcontinental business
are said to have served an -ultimatum
to the others.that they would put the
rate into effect immediately. . Follow-
ing the meeting, officlals of the roads
admitted that they had been obliged to
bow to public opinion and - anti-rail-
road legislation. They said that no
further fight would be made against
the two cent laws already passed and
that the roads would accept the inevi-
table.

SEEK TO CANCEL
“THE AGREEMENT

City Will Appeal to Court in Con-
nection With' the Victoria
Terminal Railway.

Formal action is to be taken by the
city to cancel the agreement with the
Victoria Terminal Railway Company.
This agreement was entered into in
1901 and has been to all intents and
purposes ineffective for a year or two.

Action is taken now by the city to
have it formally annulled by legal pro-
cess. For this purpose a writ has been
issued by the 'eity solicitors and a
civil suit will begbegun as soon as pos-
sible.

The city claims:

“1. A declaration that the defendant
company have committed breaches of
the said agreement of the 13th May,
1901, which entitle the plaintiff corpor-
ation to eancel the said agreement:

“2. A declaration that the plaintiff
corporation are entitled to cancel the
said agreement of the 218t March, 1902,
and to require possession of such por-
tions of the market building and ad-
jacent lands as are now occupied by
the defendant company:

3. A declaration that all the rights,
privileges and franchises granted to
the defendant company by the said
agreement of the 13th May, 1901, are
wholly abrogated, and a .declaration
that the vlaintiff corporation are en-
titled to require the defendant com-
pany to remove their rails and works
from off the city streets between the
former terminus of the Victoria & Sid-
ney railway at Hillside avenue and the
market building, and to have the
streets, after removal of the line of
rails and works, reinstated and made
fit for public traffic.

‘4, An enquiry as to damages,

5. Other relief.”

The breaches of
forth as follows:

“(a) The company did not within two
years from May 13th, 1901, build, equip
and put in operation a seaworthy and
efficient railway ferry steamship capa-
ble of transferring with reasonable
dispatch and with suitable accommo-
dation for at least 400 passengers each
trip, together with not less than eight
loaded freight cars of standard guage
and load capacity of 30,000 Ibs. each,
and such other freight as might from
time to time be delivered for trans-
portation to the company.

‘“(b) The defendant company did not
operate the said ferry at a regular and
uniform rate of speed of not less than
14 miles per hour as a continuous ser-
vice between*the terminus of the Vic-
toria & Sidney rallway and Fraser
river terminus of the defendant com-
pany’'s railway. /

“(¢) The defendant company have not
maintained their works in an efficient
condition,

“(d) The defendant company have
not run dally trains over the railway
and connections and operated the ferry
daily to make connections by rail.

‘“(e) The defendant company did not
carry out the conditions of paragraph
23 of the said agreement of the 18th
May, 1901, and cause its ferry to be
constructed in the city of Victoria.

“(f) The defendant company have
ceased to operate and maintain thelr
said raillway and ferry as a continu-
ous service, and the city of Vidtoria
has been deprived of the traffic and
passenger rates and other facilities
for business which would ordinarily
have been obtained if the terminus of
the said road, as a continuous and
through route, had been maintained.”

FOREST FIRES
STILL RAGING

TWO PROSPECTORS
BURNED T0 DEATH

Number Are in Danger as Their Re-
treat is Cut Off By
Flames.

Latc¢hford, Ont., June 20.—Bush fires
which- have swept over a large area
during the past few days, and which
are still raging, have endangered the
lives and property of hundreds of
prospectors. It ie feared that lives
have been lost. One prospector who
arrived to-day from up the Montreal
river reports that the flames have
surrounded the Bedr river and Elk
lake districts, and that some of the
men in that region will never be able
to get out in safety, as their retreat
has been cut off. *

It is already definitely reported that
two men have been burned to death
around Bear river, where a great many
were forced to ‘leave all their belong-
ings and literally run for their lives.
Some of them managed to sink their
tents and supplies in the river, but the
majority have lost all their supplies.

People here think the fires have been
deliberately started through spite so
that parties who staked out “wild cat”
claims and ‘“snow staked” in winter
will be uunable to locate their claims.
The fire started in Smyth township,
and burned nearly ail over James
township, which adjoins south. It then
jumped across the Montreal river a
distance of about 250 yards. Tae flames
traveled five miles in less than an hour.
the Giles limit has been scorched,
and about twenty miles of the Tema-
gami reserve are stated to have been
swept.

Horses Burned.

Fort William, Ont., June 20.—Many
bush fires raged east and west of here
during the past few days. Messrs. Rob-
inson and Playfair, farmers of Slate
river, lost their horses yesterday from
this cause.

TO DOUBLE OUTPUT.
Dominion Copper Company's New
Large Furnace Has Been Blown In.

Information has been received here
from the East that, in accordance with
previouslly announced,
the Dominion Copper Company on June

cent, of its $1,000,000 - first mortgage
bonds, says a Phoenix dispatch. Al-
most simultaneously the company is
ready to double its output of copper, as
the new and large blast furnace, the
largest in Canada, was blown in last
Saturday night. As men are not-yet
available in full force, a small furnace
wag blown out, but it is expected that
all three furnaces, using about 1,400
tons or ore daily, will be in operation
shortly. With this output of ore the
management expects a production of
some nine million pounds of copper an-
nually, or about one-third of that of
the Granby Company. By the substi-
tution of electricity for steam at the
mines and smelter of the Dominion
Copper Company in the last year, the
costs have been materially reduced. and
the company will now be able to turn
out copper under nine cents per- lb.
with the expectation of doing better
than 8 cents per pound in due time.
It has been estimated that, with cop-
per at 25 cents per pound, the company
should earn 25 per cent. on the par
value of its stock, after paying all fixed
charges and retiring $100,000 in bonds
annually. With copper at 20 cents per
pound under the same conditions, the
company should earn about 17 per cent
on -the stock.

The mines of the company have been
put in good shape. for maintaining the
large tonnage to be required of them
from this out, and Manager Thomas
says they will supply it without any
trouble, large as the increase will be
over the former output, about 100 per
cent,

The Rawhide, Brooklyn, Idaho and
Sunsent as well as the other mines of
the company, can and will all ship
heavily hereafter so that there will be
no lack of ore to feed the smelter.

According to the announcement made
some time since, M. M, Johnson, en-
gineer for the company, does not pro-
pose to be satisfled with an output of
1,400 tons daily, but has been instructad
by. the board of directors to prepare
plansg for another smelter with a ca-
pacity of 1,500 tons daily.

After paying off the $200,000 in bonds,
paying for the new giant furnace at the
smelier and other extensive improve-
ments recently made, the company still
has $400,000 in the treasury. This
amount will meet the cost of the addi-
tional smelter which it is the intention
to erect, without -issuing any further
capital or additional bonds, and with-
out using any of the earnings from the
present plant. Therefore present net
earnings can be placed to dividend ac-
count and it is undertood that it is the
intention of the directors to take ac-
tion of this kind before long.

ADVANCE IN WAGES,

More Pay For Employees of the Le
Roi and Le Roi Two.

Saturday notices were posted at the
Le Roi and the Le Roi Two  shaft
houses, notifying the employees that
an advance in wages would go . into
effect on July ‘1st, says the Rossland
Miner. The advances made are sub-
stantially as follows: Machine men,
from $38.50 to $4 per day; muckers, from
$3 to $3.25; shaft men, from $4 to $4.50;
timbermen, $3.50 to $4.

Inquiry at the Le Roi and Le Roi
Two elicited from the management the
statements that the reason ‘that im-
pelled them to advance wages was not
due to a demand from the union, but
rather was attributable to the fact
that in Phoenix, Moyie, Ymir and Cam-
borne, B. C., and in Butte and other
places in the TUnited States, mine
wages had been rajsed. As a result
of this the men were leaving their
employ and going to the places where
they could get higher wages. This
left the mines shorthanded. They . felt
that if this condition of affairs was to
continue the ‘mines would in. time be
drained of nearly, if not all, of their
employees. In order to avert this they
felt that thefe was no other course to
pursue but to advance the scale to
the same height that prevails in Moyie,
Phoenix, Ymir and other places. This
has been done and the increase would
go into effect on July 1st.

Inquiry at the Centre Star as to the
intention of the Consolidated Co., as
to meeting the raise, elicited the ans-
wer that the local management knew
nothing about it. It is understood that
W. H. Aldridge, general manager of the
Consolidated Co., and D. H. Matthews,
of Toronto, president™>of the company,
will be in Rossland within the next
day of two, when doubtless the ques-
tion will be referred to them for action,

VESSELS IN DISTRESS.

Steamer Eureka, Bound for ’Frisco,
Assisted 'Schooner and Russian
Ship.

San Francisco, June 20.—The steam-
ship Eureka, which arrived this morn-
ing from Puget Sound, reports that on
her way to this port and while off Jag-
ged Islet, she sighted, about four miles
away, the Russian ship Fennia, flying
signals which read: “Can you tow me
off?” The Fennis was bound from
Puget Sound for Iquique, Chile, with
lumber. The Eureka towed the ship

twenty-five miles from the coast.

On her voyage north from San Fran-
cisco the Eureka sighted the schooner
Buena Ventura, bound for Tillamook
Bay, twenty-seven days from San
Francisco, about fifteen miles south of
the Columbia river, and about ten miles
off the coast, flying her ensign upside
down. When the Eureka reached the
distresed vessel she found that the
Buena Ventura’s provisions were near-
ly exhausted. She was given a fresh
supply.

THE KING'S ISLAND PALACE.

His Majesty and King Alfonso to Ruild
Adjacent Villas.

Madrid telegrams state that King Ed-
ward and King Alfonso have agreed to
bufld adjacent villas at Villagarcla. Both
palaces are to be ready for habitation by
next spring, and it is stated that King
Edward will henceforth make his spring
visit to Villagarcia, instead of Biarritz,

The Correspondencia de KEspana pub-
lishes the following: “The Marquis de
Viana, acting in the name of King Al-
fouso, has bought for £16,000 the Island
of Cortegada, in Arosa bay, near Villa-
garcia. Two palaces will be built on it,
with terraces directly connected with the
landing stages on the island. The King
and Queen will themselves preside at the
inauguration of the building works, which
will be most rapidly prosecuted. King
Edward will be Kept informed of their
progress,”’

BRIDGE DESTROYED,

Winnipeg, June 21.—Bush fires are
raging about the district of Chapleau
and are causing the settlers consider-
able worry. The fires have been burn-
ing for several days and reached the
bridge crossing the small stream near
Poulin. ‘The bridge was burned down
and all through traffic on the C. P, R.
consequently delayed.

THE NEWFOUNDLAND
FISHERY QUESTION

Sir Robert Bond Desires to Submit
Matter to the Hague Arbitration
Tribunal

London, 'June 20.—Sir Robert Bond,
premier of Newfoundland, has been
endeavoring to persuade the British
government to submit the fisheries
questions arising from the treaty of
1818 to arbitration by neutral powers.
He first made the suggestion when
Newfoundland was discussed at the
last session of the Imperial conference.
At that time he protested strongly
against, the modus vivendi. The Bri-
tish government naturally refused to
adopt Sir Robert’s suggestion because
it was negotiating with tne TUnited
States.

Sir Ribert has since renewed his pro-
posal, desiring to submit the matter to
The Hague arbitration tribunal.

Foreign Secretary Grey is reported
to have reminded the Newfoundland
premier that if the arbitration failed
the question would be left on delicate
ground.

The ' Newfoundland discussion is
only an episode of the Imperial confer-
ence. The cabinet ministers have
steadily resisted several attempts in
the House of Commons to obtain de-
tails of the meeting of the colonial pre-
miers, but the ministers always ex-
plained that the conference agreed that
the discussions should be kept private.
It is generally understood that the rea-
son for maintaining silence is that thé
debates dealt freely not only with New-
foundland, but with the relations be-
tween the British American colonies
and the United States generally. It
was considered too much of a family
affair to blazon to the world in the
pages of an official publication.

Sir Robert Bond finally has decided
to leave England on the Virginian to-
morrow. He has carrfed on a press
campaign in behalf of Newfoundland
while in England, making it appear
that Newfoundland was fighting the
American fishing trust. His solution of
the whole question has been the en-
forcement of the foreign fishing vessels
act of 1906, providing for the penaliz-
ation of Americans who induce British
subects to violate the laws of the col-
ony. Arbitration is Sir Robert’s second
choice.

WILL MEET AT MIDLAND.
Decision of the Orange Grand Lodge—
Gift to Vancouver Lodges.
Vancouver, June 21.—In appreciation
of the good work done by Vancouver's
local Orange lodges, the grand lodge
yesterday morning, at its second day’s
session, voted a gift of $500 to be ap-
plied on the Orange hall, now in course
of construction in this city. The gift
came ag a surprise to the Jocal Orange-

men.

After the presentation of the gift,
committee reports dealing = with al-
terations of- laws and constitution,
and showing the condition of finances
and credentials were listened to.

The afternoon session was dispensed
with, owing to the excursion to Lake
Buntzen, which was commenced at 2.30
o’clock and ended at 6 o’clock.

At the session last evening rivalry
between the three cities of Calgary,
Winnipeg and Midland was shown in
the selection of the next conveation
city.

The next
ballot showed Winnipeg the victor.
Word was given out that the “Peg”
had ‘won, and’ the delegates began
shaking their heads, some of them
having voted for that city through a
misunderstanding. The feeling be-
came so strong . against the action
taken, considering the fact that but
three years have elapsed since Winni-
peg entertained the grand lodge, that
a reconsideration was given, a third
vote was taken, with the result that
Midland, Ont., was chosen. Almost
unanimous approval of this city is the
gentiment voiced by the members.
