Mr. Mitchell then took up the fourth 
demand of the miners for a trade agree­
ment with the necessary machinery for 
the adjustment of local grievances. He 
outlined 1he history and policy of the 
United Mine Workers of America, and 
explained that by its constitution the 
anthracite and bituminous mine workers 
had some rule for the local government 
of local affairs.

Mr. Mitchell pointed out that mutual 
contracts are advantageous to both 
miner and operator and protect the pub­
lic against the effects of strikes or lock­
outs. The reports of the United States 
government on strikes in the mining in­
dustry show that the number and dur­
ation of strikes has been materially re­
duced each year since the system of con­
ference and mutual agreement has been 
introduced. The trade agreements lias 
proved effective in restraining workmen 
from engaging in local or general strikes. 
There have been no strikes of any mag­
nitude in any of the coal mining states 
in which trade agreements exist. The 
miners seek to establish the same method 
of adjusting wage differences in the an­
thracite field.

“Third—Should the mine foreman and 
committee fail to adjust the grievance 
complained of, all matter in dispute 
should be referred to the company’s su­
perintendent, and a grievance committee 
would be constituted of representative 
mine workers from each colliery oper­
ated by any one company. Should this 
fail to adjust it, it should be referred to 
the general manager of the coal com­
panies and the district president of 
miners’ organization, and should they 
fail to adjust it, they should call upon 
the services of some disinterested per- 

whose decision should, be final. 
Pending an adjustment in the manner 
set forth, the mine and the miners should 
continue at work.”

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GOMPERS’S WARNING.
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Speech by President! of the American 
Federation of Labor. U& S V . f

-yv,‘New Orleans, Nov. 13.—President 
Samuel Gompers, at tl^e opening of the 
American Federation of Labor to-day, 
delivered an impassioned warning to the 
members of the organization that the 
immediate future of trade and labor as­
semblies was seriously endangered by 
the conflicting claims of jurisdiction 
made by different bodies. Unless /such 
things were fixed in calmness, and h 
died w ith moderation, he «declared, the 
labor organizations of the country would 
seen be involved in a conflict which 
would, by comparison, dwarf all the 
struggles ill which labor organizations 
have so far been engaged. The matter j 
would, unless checked, he asserted, come 
to a point where laboring men would 
fight with laboring men from behind 
barricades, in the manner in which men 
deal witii their mortal foes. His warn-. 
iLg of danger and his counsels of peace 
end moderation met with a hearty re­
sponse from the assembled delegates, 
riid w'ild applause greeted the speaker as 
he closed that portion of his annual ad­
dress in which he had pointed out the 
perils which, in his opinion, will surely 
come unless methods are altered, and 
altered soon.

In his annual report. President Gom­
pers said, in part: “Six new national 
unions were formed during the year, and 
two are now in the process of forma­
tion, while others wrill soon be in a posi­
tif.n to have a national or international 
charter formed from existing local un­
ions of the trade. In all new charters 
were issued to: National and interna­
tional unions, fourteen : state branches, 
six* central labor unions, 127; local 
trade unions and federal lribor unions, 1 
877; total, 1,024. At the end of the fis­
cal year (eleven months), September 
30th, 1902. we had affiliated with the 
American Federation of Labor national 
and international unions (with approxi­
mately 14,000 local unions under their 
direct jurisdiction), 99; state federations, 
26: city central bodies, 424: local federal 
unions and! local trade unions, directly 
affiliated to the American Federation of 
Labor by charter, 1,483.

“In the eleven months ending October 
1st, 1902. there have been organized and 
chartered by our affiliated national un­
ions, and by the American Federation 
of Labor direct, not less than 3,500 new 
local unions, with an added member­
ship of pot less than 300,000.”

Apart from the miners’ strike, Mr. 
Gompers said, there has been during 
the past year no general trade contest in- 

‘ volving large numbers, nor had there 
been so large a number of strikes as in 
former years. Of the strikes reported 
the preponderance have been for higher 
wages and shorter hours, and they have 
been largely successful.

Secretary Morrison’s report embodied 
much detail of routine matters. Its sa­
lient features were as follows :

The federation’s aggregate income for 
eleven months was $114,498, and the ex­
penditures, $119,080. Of the receipts 
$20,423 consisted of contributions to the 
defence fund. Mr. Morrison also stated 
that for the eleven months 1,024 unions 
were chartered, a larger number than 
for any entire year. These additions in­
creased the total number of unions to 
3,059. The average membership is shown 
by the per capita tax to be 1,025,300, a 
gain of fourfold in the past six years. 
Mr. Morrison says that the increase of 
the defence fund tax has resulted bene­
ficially find hé-advocates a still further 
increase of the per capita tax.

Reports from international and local 
unions show* that there were 3,558 
strikes, in which 412,847 persons were 
involved. Out of that number 352,907 

benefited and 14,010 were not. The 
total cost of the strikes was *$2,729,- 
004. In the federation there wer,e 217 
strikes, of which 131 were won, 48 com­
promised and 27 lost. Ten -were still 
pending when the report was prepared. 
The number of persons involved in the 
strikes was 34,380; number benefited, 
20.654. Cost of strikes in money ex­
pended by the unions was $90,053. Two 
hundred and sixty-four» trade and fed- 
eial unions reported gains in wages, 
union reporting a gain cf $1 per day, 
and all the) others less. One hundred 
and fifty unions report a reduction of 
hours.

Nov. 15.—When examined 
by the police Rubino confessed that he 
intended to "Shoot King Leopold, and 
said he held anarchist beliefs.'

A fuller investigation satisfied’ the 
police that Rubino really fired a ball 
cartridge, the bullet of which smashed 
the window of one carriage and grazed 
the grand marshal’s face.

When rescued from the mob Rubino 
was placed in a cab. Infuriated crowds 
of people immediately surrounded it and 
attacked the vehicle with knives and 

The police had great difficultysticks
in forcing a way to the police station 
through the crowd, which âhputed alter­
nately “Kill him,” and “Long live the 
King.” The cab was badly hacked with 
knives. A search of the prisoner reveal­
ed a package of ball cartridges on his 
person. It is reported that Rubino had 
been heard to express an anarchist opin­
ion, and it is also said that he came to 
Brussrtp from London expressly to kill 
King Leopold, and went to the cathedral 
this morning for this purpose, but re­
frained fioin shooting at the King for 
fear of killing soldiers who stood be­
tween him and His Majesty.

Rubino, it is also reported, said that 
he was employed in the Italian secret 
service in London, and that he came to 

^Brussels a fortnight ago with the inten­
tion of assassinating King Leopold.

The news of the attempt spread rapid­
ly throughout the city and the greatest 
excitement prevailed. The people
thronged the streets, eagerly discussing 
the attempt on the life of the King and 
large crowds gathered in front of vari­
ous bulletin boards. The . newspapers 
issued frequent editions and these 
eagerly bought. General abhorrence 
was expressed by the people at the ap­
parently deliberate attempt to assassin­
ate the sovereign.

King Leopold appeared to be quite un­
moved by the attempt of Rubino to kill 
him. After luncheon at the palace His 
Majesty entered a motor car and pro­
ceeded to the railroad statiori, where he 
boarded a train bound for Groenendael.

Look Den with his two wives and 
children sleeps in a little apartment on 
the second floor of the building toward 
the rear. The roctii opens out on a 
hall leading into a large room facing 
Store street, which is evidently a sitting 
room. The other end of the hall opens 
on a balcony which stretches along the 
entire width in the rear of this and the 
adjacent buildings. At the northern end 
the balcony turns to the north and 
connects by means a stairway with 
one of the alleys which lead off Fisguard 
street. The deadly visitor would, there­
fore, have had no difficulty in getting as 
far as Look Den’s back door. This was 
secured by a sprink lock, but if prized 
open was done so with little difficulty.

Of the money that was stolen seventy 
dollars was hidden in a box in the larger 
room in’ front. The box was concealed 
beneath some blankets on a couch in the 
corner. The rest of the stolen money, 
amounting to over thirty, dollars, was in 
the pocket of Look Den’s coat, which 
was hanging on the door in his sleeping 
room. Entering the place the burglar 
must have gone directly to the front 
room and appropriated the money in the 
box, and then made for his intended 
victim's apartment.

According to the story of the women 
and children they were all asleep when 
the attack was made, and they can there­
fore give no particulars relating to it. 
They were aroused by the groans of the 
wounded man and found the place 
spattered with blood. Horrified they 
alarmed the house, and the police and 
Dr. Roberston were informed. The doc­
tor dressed Look Den’s wounds and 
made him as comfortable as possible, 
but it is hardly likely he will recover.

All the wounds are on the left side of 
his head, the cowardly assailant evident­
ly giving his victim no chance to defend 
himself. There is an oblong cut on the 
cheek, another behind the eye and an­
other on his ear. They could have been 
made by a blunt instrument. The police 
endeavored to obtain a statement from 
Den this morning, but he was unable to 
speak.

The would-be murderer and burglar 
was evidently very familiar with the in­
terior of Look Den’s* home. He knew 
where the money was concealed, and 
he or an informant must have been 
somewhere in the vicinity when it was 
placed there. «The seventy dollars was 
rent for the Chinese theatre, of which 
Look Den is landlord, and was only 
received last night. Chinese frequently 
congregate in this large room, and many 
were doubtless gathered there last even­
ing, but Look Den was certainly not 
foolish enough to conceal his money 
there in the presence of onlookers. The 
police have possession of the slippers 
found in the room, but they tell no 
story. The only noticeable feature about 
them is that they are exceedingly dirty. 
It may be that the wounded man 
able to get a glimpse of his assailant be­
fore he disappeared, in which case the 
police will have something to work on.

Ottawa, Nov. 17.—Judgments were 
rendered In the Supreme court to-day in 
cases on the British Columbia and Yu­
kon list. They were as follows :

Hartley vs. AVatson, appeal dismissed 
with costs; Pither vs..Manly, appeal dis­
missed with costs; Paulson vs. Beaman, 
appeal allowed with -cost, judgment of 
the trial court restored, Taschereau, J.,

Preliminary operations in connection 
with the fortification off Signal Hill, Es­
quimau, which have been proceeding for 
some time past, have been brought to a 
standstill, it is understood, on receipt 
of orders from the Imperial authorities. 
A couple of work and implement houses 
have been erected, and it is altogether 
likely that operations will be resumed 
in the near future. The intention of the 
war department is to fortuity this hill by 
constructing thereon fortifications sim­
ilar in character to those at Rodd Hill 
and Macaulay Point, and to equip new 
batteries with more formidable ordnance 
than is installed at cither the points 
mentioned.

In order to do this it Is necessary to 
expropriate the lands lying in front of 
the hill, and to remove the buildings on 
them. The total area thus acquired con­
sists of forty acres, extending along the 
south side of Esquimau road from the 
wall of the navy yard on the point, al- | 
ready used for war office purposes, to 
the road which forms one of the bound­
aries of the Canteen grounds. The build­
ings effected are the Masonic hall, St. 
Paul’s church, and several residences. 
The ordnance with which Signal Hill 
wifi be fortified will include some of the 
great 9-inch guns, the concussion from 
which will ^hake things up considerably 
in the vicinity. A description of the pro­
posed work and a plan showing the lands 
to be expropriated appeared in the Times 
in April last.

Conservative newspapers have “figured 
out” a deficit of eighty thousand dollars 
in the Dominion post office department.

LUMBER ADVANCES.

NORTH VICTORIA. Prices Have Risen in Vancouver, But 
Local Quotations Remains 

Unchanged.

If the House is convened at the usual
time, in February, the legislators will 
be trooping to Victoria in three months 
from to-day. And the constituency of 
North Victoria is still unrepresented!

In Vancouver and cities of the Sound 
a general advance in the price of lumber 
has been made. Victoria millmen have 
not yet increased the price, 'but there is 
said to be every indication that they 
will in the near future. - 

It will ha remembered that at a meet­
ing of the lumbermen on the Sound 
some time ago a new schedule of rates 
was agreed on. Loggers had decided on 
an increase, and in view of the |>ressing 
demand from the Northwest and else­
where, and of the new conditions govern­
ing the industry, a material advance was 
considered necessary. As a result lum­
ber is to-day selling in Vancouver at $0.3 
a thousand, •'and in Victoria at $10 a 
thousand, $3 having been added to the 
Terminal Gity quotation during the last 
few days. Thiq is perhaps the highest 
figure on record that has been asked in 
British Columbia for lumber, and its 
effect on building .operations and on the

Again, 
money is lost by failing to provide green 
crops for feeding during 
droughts incident to tins country. Hurst» 
in many cases tftre given ail the hay tney 
care to eat—a practice not only wasteful, 
but injurious to the animais as well.

In tne older settled portions of Canada 
the restoration or maintenance of soil fer­
tility is already an important question. 
How desirable is it then that all the man­
ure made on the taixu should be saved and 
used in the best possible condition, without 
loss from leaching, tire fanging, etc. ï

In many cases a partial or total failure 
of a certain crop is due to the purchase of 
a cheap or inferior grade of seed. Such 
seed is usually badly mixed with foreign 
seeds, so that the farm becomes over-run 
with weeds, which not only replace useful 
crops, but entail a vast amount of labor 
to get rid of. The division of a farm into 
small pr irregular fields often provides 
numerous breeding places for weeds in the 
fence corners and other uncultivated spots.

Another leak which takes money out of 
the farmer's pocket is neglect in keeping 
fences and buildings in proper repair. In­
ferior fences allow his own and liis neigh­
bor’s stock to injure his crops, and are a 
source of constant worry and loss of time. 
The old proverb. “For the want of a nail 
the horse was lost,” is very appropriate 
in such a case. A dollar or two spent for 
lumber or nails will often result in a 
large saving of feed and increased comfort 
to the stock during the winter months. 
Neglect of a leaky roof is often responsible 
for heavy losses of grain or fodder and 
in the timbers of the buildings; many a 
good frame has been ruined by a leakv 
roof.

Nearly all the leaks previously mention­
ed may be set down to carelessness, but 
farmers also lose because some of them 
think that nothing can be learned from 
others, and that a new Idea is necessarily 
nonsense. No matter how good a farmer 
a man may be, he can still gain ideas from 
others that will prove of value to him. The 
experience of the experiment stations and 
of successful farmers should be carefully 
scanned for “pointers.” How many farm­
ers there are who do not subscribe to a 
paper devoted to farming; those men arc 
certainly losing money by false economy. 
In this age of progress It is ideas that 
count; a single idea) gained from a paper 
will often, when put into practice, repre­
sent a gain of many times the subscription 
price. The local paper should also always 
be supported, and each farmer should do 
all he can to assist the editor of the agri- 
dultural paper and the local paper to pro­
duce as good a sheet as possible, and to 
extend the circulation of each.

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STOP THE LEAKS.
In order to pay, farming should be con­

ducted in the same Way us other business 
enterprises. A suitable return should be 
receive i, not o-nly for the money invested 
in thti land, stock and. implements* but 
also for the labor and cares of manage­
ment. ievery farmer sliouia, by a simple 
system of bookkeeping, keep u cureiul 

on nis receipts auu expenditures, so 
as to Know exactly wrncli oi ms tanning 
operations are yieining aim a profit, wnicn 
are conuucteu at a loss, ana wnicn are 
causing niin merely to “mark time.” A 
littie ngunng of tuis sort may reveal to 
linn a number of little leaks which almost 
imperceptibly drain away tne prouts tnat 
sfiould reward fiis labor, ln these (lays of 
fierce competition it is only by keeping 
down the cost of production and preventing 
all waste that farming cun be made suc­
cessful. Some • sources of loss are here 
given which, will readily suggest others.

One of the chief leaus on many farms 
is the loss of time and energy because tne 
management is not carried out on any de­
finite system. A study of any old and 
successful business will show that success 
has been largely due to a methodical and 
systematic way of doing things. System 
may be carried too far so as to become 
merely mechanical, but as a general pro­
position it may be said tnat after a well- 
defined plan, of action has been determined 
on it should be rigidly carried out. As 
more knowledge is gained, or new ideas 
acquired, it will be necessary to maxe 
changes in the routine, but no change 
should be made without due deliberation. 
All work should be carefully planned in 
advance, and all tools and implements got­
ten ready so that there may be no delay 
when operations actually begin.

All men employed on the farm should 
have well-defined duties to perform so 
that their time may be used to the best 
advantage. A good system provides for 
the feeding of stock at regular hours each 
day. When stock are fed and watered at 
regular hours they become accustomed to 
the regularity of feeding, and thrive much 
better than if fed at different hours on 
each succeeding day.

A very common source of loss is found 
ln tha neglect of expensive fa run Imple­
ments and tools. These are left lying in 
the fields where they have been used, sub­
ject to all the Inclemencies of the weather, 
which are more destructive than actual 
use. Small tools are frequently lost, and 
larger implements rust or rot. There 
should be a place on every farm where im­
plements may be kept under cover, and 
none should be left outside when not in 
use. A workshop should also be provided 
in connection with tlie tool house, so that 
during rainy days or other slack periods 
implements may be painted and necessary 
repaire made. Much time is lost by farm­
ers during busy seasons, such as seeding, 
haying and harvest, because a bolt or some 
other small part has be*en lost, and a trip 
to blacksmith shop Or foundry Is necessary 
to replace it. This waste of valuable 
time might Ije prevented by a little fore­
thought or examination of the implement 
before It was required for use. In many 
cases implements are purchased which the 
farmer could well do without.

Keeping unnecessary stock is another fre­
quent cause of loss. If a farmer has more 
horses than are required to carry on the 
work of the farm, tie should sell those he 
does not need, if a figure at all reasonable 
can be obtained. The cow which does not 
yield enough milk or butter to nay a 
good profit on her koen should he disposed 
of. and her nine© filled by another—a few 
weeks’ use of the sea'es and Babeonk test­
er. will v.sunllv furnish some surprising re­
sults ln this direction.

ATLANTIC SERVICE.

Board of Trade Receives Letter Setting 
Forth Halifax’s Claim as the 

Terminus.

There was brought before the 
tive of the.board of trade on Friday a 
communication from the Halifax board 
of trade. Accompanying the communi­
cation was a copy of a letter addressed 
to the Premier and members of the Do­
minion government, and which set forth 
the advantages to be derived from the 
establishing of a fasti Atlantic service, 
with Halifax as its Canadian terminus.

The letter sets forth that the speedy 
transportation of the mails is the one 
important consideration for which the 
government is asked to contribute pub­
lic money. To grant a subsidy to a line 
of fast freight steamers would, in their 
(•pinion, be most unjust to ^:he various 
Canadian lines which have done so much 
to develop the trade of Canada.

With speed and safety as the great 
essentials,- the Halifax board of trade 
urge that that port be selected as the 
terminus. It is pointed out that Halifax 
is the nearest Canadian port to the 
United Kingdom which is available all 
the year round. By safest route it is 
2,223 miles from Fastnet. Steamers 
sailing 24 knots would therefore make 
the voyage under four days. With an 
improved mail service, mails and pas­
sengers could b$ landed in Montreal 
within five days from Fastnet. The 
ocean route from Halifax to Fastnet is 
described as actually more free from 
fog and as free from ice as the liners 
piying to New York. Only three steam­
ers would be required for this route in­
stead of four by the St Lawrence route.

Accompanying the letter was a copy 
of the Halifax Mail containing the ac­
count of a mass meeting held for the 
purpose of urging this matter.

The bird kite was formerly used for falconry, and was such a favorite with 
kings.—especially the Kings of France,—that it was then commonly known as 
the “Royal Bird” (vide Encyclopaedia Britannica and Chambers’s Encyclopae­
dia). In the above lines the kite is apparently hovering overhead;, hence the 
kings are very necessarily at its feet awaiting its “nod” in the act of pouncing 
upon its prej* ; whereupon, to obtain or remove the quarry, the kings “kneel” 
in the dust that the kite’s footsteps have trod.

The paper kite or the “Royal ihrd” is seen by many; yet known but to the 
few who control the string or whistle the bird to its lure.

HYSON IN PORT.
The China Mutual steamship Hyson 

is at the ocean docks to-day loading, 
nearly 2.000 tons of salted and canned 
fish for Oriental and European markets. 
She will leave here to-morrow unless a 
heavy rain interferes with loading oper­
ations, proceeding first to Japan and 
Chinese ports, thence to Hongkong, and 
from there on to) Liverpool, via the 
Straits Settlements. The Hyson’s cargo 
from the Sound includes 119,085 bushels 
of wheat consigned to Naples and Leg­
horn by Balfour, Guthrie & Company; 
ÎK),884 sacks of flour consigned to Yoko­
hama, Kobe, Shanghai and Hongkong; 
4,000 cases of salmon consigned to Liver­
pool, 4G,1G0 pounds of salt salmon eggs 
consigned to Yokohama, with 40,252 
pounds of salt salmon; 30,498 feet of 
lumber for Hongkong, 4,235 pounds of 
groceries for Kobe and 500 sacks of bran 
and 117 bales of hay for Shanghai.

UNCOMFORTABLY CLOSE. .
On arrival at Ballard last week the 

lumber schooner Albert Meyer reported 
having narrowly escaped destruction by 
collision with an unknown steamer off 
Cape Flattery. Capt. Nielson declares 
that the schooner’s customary lights 
were all in proper position and must 
have been as plainly visible to those 
aboard the steamer as the steamer’s 
lights were to those on the Meyer.

The Wiilapa was being operated in 
the Alaskan trade when she fell into the 
hands of the C. P. N. Company. She 
was wrecked on one of the northern 
rocks during a heavy snowstorm and 
after lying for some time a complete 
wreck, as " her owners then thought. 
Captain John Irving, who was manager 
of the C. P. N. Company at the time, 
ma^le a bid on her as she stood. This 
was accepted, and the steamer shortly 
afterwards was floated. She was taken 
to port, overhauled and refurnished, and 
for a long time plied very successfully 
on the West Coast route.

Originally the Wiilapa was built for 
service on the Columbia river bar and 
for the coasting trade along the Oregon 
seaboard. She was launched at Astoria, 
June 15th, 1884, by the llwaco Naviga­
tion/ Company and christened the Gen­
eral Miles. In 1880 she was sold to the 
Portland & Coast Steamship Company, 
who renamed her tlie Wiilapa and 
Hod in the Gray’s harbor trade. In 

she was leased by the Hastings 
Steamship Company, and the following 
jear was purchased by Captain George 
Roberts and Engineer Kent, of 
steamer City of Kingston, who refitted 
her along extensive lines for the Alaskan 
bade. When she entered service on this 
rt-ute a new Alaskan era seemed to set 
in. Passenger and freight rates 
cut and for the first time in history 
there* was inaugurated a successful com­
petition against the Pacific Coast Steam­
ship Company, the pioneers in that ser-

Old Country Press Representative 

Speaks Highly of British Colum­
bia’s Hospitality.

Anticipated Speed of One. Hundred Let­
ters a Minuté Has Been 

Attained. The resignation of Hon. J. Israel 
Tarte of the portfolio of public works 
in the Dominion cabinet has necessitated 
the selection of a successor, and the ad­
mission of another member to cabinet 
councils. This has been accomplished 
by transferring Hon. James Sutherland 
from the department of marine and fish­
eries to that of public works, and filling 
the post he occupied with a Montreal 
man in the person of Mayor Prefontaine.

Both men are prominent figures in 
their respective provinces of Ontario and 
Quebec. Both are native Canadians, 
full of faith in this country, and there­
fore fitting ministers to serve under Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier in carrying out his 
policy of Canadianism. One is of the 
sturdy Scotch stock which has left Its 
impress on Zorra and other contiguous 
townships in Ontario, ar.d which has' 
turned out men as remarkable for their 
mental force as for their physical pro­
portions and strength. Mr. Prefontaine 
on the other hand represents the race

faction in 1886 of “whipping” his party 
into power.

Raymond B'ournier Prefontaine was 
born in Longueil, Quebec, on September 
16th, 1850. He was educated at the 
Jesuits’ College, Montreal, and by pri­
vate tuition. On June 30th, 1876, he 
married Hermantiiie, daughter of the 
late Senator Rolland, of Montreal. He 
received the degree of B. C. L. from Mc­
Gill University, and tvas called to the 
bar of Lower Canada in 1873.
