The first essential of the stable manage­
ment of the horse consists in securing a 
proper stable. It should be built above 
ground, and kept fiee from impurities and 
with such a regard to drainage as will en­
sure dryness. The stable roof should be 
high, not less than eight feet in any case 
and should be well ventilated, and in such 
a way that there will be no currents of 
cold air reaching the horses. When there 
is but one passage in the stable, the venti- 
latore may ascend from this. It is well to 
secure plenty of light, but this should not 
come too directly upon the eye, as iu such 
a case it unduly excites the horse. The 
•tall should he 5£ feet wide and 8 feet 
long. If a shorter length the horse often 
stands with his hind feet too low; there is 
also danger of ihjury from a kicking neigh­
bor, and of slippingofche stifle. For feed-. 
ingoats an iron box is the-test, it is so 
easily cleaned. When horses are fed in a 
box there should be a grate in the bottom 
to allow of the rejected particles falling 
through.

The amount of feed given is to be de­
termined by the size of the horse and the 
exercise or <v*rk ty which he is subjected. 
High feeding during a period of rest in­
duces indigestion, inflammation of the 
kidneys and various other diseases. The 
greatest mistake here consiste in feeding 
an undue amount of hay. If a horse eats 
hay for one hour'in the morning he has 
enough, at midday none at all, but at uight 
a larger quantity, and this will apply to 
farm horses as well, although when the 
days are long they may have a small feed. 
Water should be given before feeding, 
when the horses can be induced to drink 
then, but sometimes they canuot after 
having been used with the contrary.

Much attention should be given to the 
shaking up of the bedding, that it may be 
aired. Horses should be groomed 
fully; indeed, too much attention cannot 
be given to this particular. It is not com­
mendable to clip horses on the approach 
of winter, as it is always attended with a 
good deal of risk, without sufficiently 
corresponding advantages.

When they return from a journey, a 
little water will bn very grateful to them, 
but more water and the feed of grain 
should not be given until the temperature 
becomes normal.

The voting away of 
public money appears to be one of 
the most formal parts of public busi­
ness, instead of being, as it ought to 
be, the most virtual. The sums 
asked for are merely representative 
and not actual and, for that matter, 
might be like the dollar in a deed, 
simply the necessary consideration 
upon which any amount may after­
wards legally hang.

Sir Hector Langevin deserves the 
credit of getting his votes passed more 
freely and with less friction than 
any of the ministers. He is the 
pink of courtesy and has the details 
of his large expending department at 
his finger ends. He denies no ex­
planation, and makes his statements 
with a readiness that argues an in­
dustrious and able administrator con. 
scious of what he is about. In this 
regard he is in marked contrast to 
some others who might accept his 
example and it may be one of the 
good reason why Sir John A. Mac­
donald values a man who adds 
strength to his government as much 
in as out of the House.

The Honorable Peter Mitchell
shows that no matter on which side 
of the House he sits, the interests of 
his County never escape his watch­
ful attention, and that the principles 
of independent Liberalism which he 
asserts give him a recognition of 
much importance.

In a discussion on the tariff changea to­
day, Hon. Mr. Mitchell brought np the 
matter of undue protection given by the 
govemmeut to the oil industry, reading 
letter which he had addressed to the Fin* 
nnce Minister op the subject and disease" 
ing it as follows:—

What I desire is this: That the foreign 
petroleum business be plaiW-^Mactly on 
the same footing, with regarÊHo the man* 
ncrof transport, as the petroleum industry 
in this country. In other words, while 
the present Act permits the local oil well 
proprietors to transport their oil in tanks, 
it prohibits all foreign importers from 
transporting foreign oil in tanks. As a 
very large quantity of foreign oil is need, 
both in factories and private houses, not­
withstanding the question of cheapness 
and price, because of its superior quality, 
as the parties in the trade claim, as a mat­
ter of only common justice, that they 
should bo permitted to have the same faci­
lities for transporting in the country as 
have the domestic oil proprietors, I 
reason why this should not be done. I 
got the answer from the Administration 
that I expected» namely, that they cannot 
make the change. Why, I know not; no 
reason has been given to me, nor can I see 
any reason that can be given. I, there 
fore, take this opportunity of bringing this 
question before the committee. I will read 
the section of the Petroleum Act:

“All petroleum and naphtha imported 
into Canada shall be in packages contain­
ing not more than fifty gallons each, and 
shall oe inspected, and the packages mark­
ed, as herein required, at the port where 
it enters Canada, and before such petro­
leum or naphtha is entere 1 for consump­
tion; and any petroleum so imported which 
does not conform to the requirements of 
this. Act shall be branded, with the word 
‘Rejected,” and shall, within ten days 
after the inspection, be exported from Can­
ada, and if nut so exported within the pre­
set il ed time, it and the packages in which 
it is contained shall be seized and forfeited 
to Her Majesty and shall be disposed of 
under regulations made bv the Governor 
in Council.”

A VIEW OF TICHBORNE PARK.

THE FAMILY CHAPEL.
. I was then shown into the family 
chapel. The family has always been 
Catholic, and the young Baronet has re­
cently renovated the chapel. The altar is 
from an old chapel and bears date 1683. 
The antique woodwork of oak was also 
saved, and the religious pictures, some of 
which were of historical value.

When we quitted the chapel we entered 
the house, which is a model of old English 
comfort and pride in occupation, and is 
redolent of antiquity.

AN ARCH OF WELCOME.
At the bottom of the roadway I came

upon a triumphal arch, decorated with 
evergreens and bearing an inscription sur­
mounted by the family motto, “Pugna 
pro Patria,” and the crest—two fierce
lions scowling at a dragon. Flags were 
draped around the arch, and above ail 
were the words “Welcome Home,” in 
floral lettezs.

The Tichboune house itself is. very sub­
stantial looking, built of grayish stone, 
only two stories in height, but of much 
length and depth.

FAMILY PICTURES.
The draw ing and dining rooms contain - 

ed rare oil painting*, one especially prized 
painted in 1070 by Giles Tilbury, the 
subject being Lady Mabel’s Hole. The 
old house that >vas pulled down is in the 
background in the centre; a Sir Henry 
Tichborne, surrounded by friends, to the 
left, and servants bearing baskets of 
loaves, with the poor facing them, on' the 
right.

Here I saw a portrait of young Sir 
Henry, recently taken. He is about live 
feet ten inches in height, and has blue 
eyes, light hair, a slight mustache, and a 
frank and fearless yet not bold bearing. 
He looks as though he could knock the 
Claimant oat in the first round.

AN IVY CLAD HALL.
The whole, except the portico at the 

entrance, is covered with aged creepers 
and sturdy vines. Five massive steps 
lead to a landing on the portico, with a 
miniature terrace above, supported by 
four massive, ivy clad stone pillars. The 
hospitable sized front door aud two small 
side doors seem to invite one to enter. 
On each side are the flower beds, and at 
the rear the luxuriant kitchen gardens. 
Beyond are the preserves, well stocked 
with pheasants and partridges. 1 was 
soon told that shooting was one of young 
Sir Henry’s favorite sports.

OTHER FAMILY RESIDENCES.
Besides this seat he owns Upton 

House, in the neighboring county of Dor­
set, and я small one in Lincoln, near the 
North Sea.

The Tichbornes have never owned a 
London town house, although a street of 
their name, cut through lands once owned 
by them, crosses Piccadilly Circus.

Sending in my card as the Herald's re­
presentative I was immediately and most 
courteously received by Captain Henry 
Wickham, the young baronet’s step­
father, aud until recently his trustee and 
guardian.

THE people’s OPINION.

As toward sunset I turned again in the 
direction of the village I thought, “How 
do the neighborhood and the people still 
treat the Claimant?”

A POSTHUMOUS CHILD.
This tweltfh baronet was a posthumous 

child, his father having died in 1866, be­
fore the claimant entered the courts. 
The widow became again a bride in 1873, 
but she never afterward would be called 
“Lady” and insisted on being only Mrs. 
Wickham.

I found that she was slightly ill and 
that the young baronet was spending the 
week at the Ascot races.

Captain Wickham was formerly in th^ 
Rifles and aide-de-camp te two governors 
in the West Indies. He recognized at 
once the notoriety that the Tichborne 
case had in the United States and the 
interest there taken in the matter.

AN OLD TIME STORY.
He invited me to walk about tbe 

grounds. Soon we came te a field called 
“The Crawls.” Here the Captain 
rated a remarkable story. It seems that 
in the time of Henry II. a Sir Roger 
Tichborne married an heiress named 
Mabel de Lymerstone, She proved to be 
a Lady Bountiful, always soliciting her 
knight to give to the poor. These en­
treaties he constantly refused until, when 
she became bedridden, he tauntingly of­
fered her for the poor as much ground as 
she could crawl around. She actually 
succeeded in covering fifteen acres—hence 
the name of the field.

the family curse.
Before Lady Mabel died she desired 

that the rental of these fifteen acres be 
given annually to the poor every Lady 
Day, March 25, in the shape of small 
loaves. She said :—

“If any Tichborne deprives the poor of 
this dole the family shall he punished by 
the fulfilment of my curse. May the 
house then fall, the name change and mis­
fortune come. The fulfilment shall be fore­
shadowed by a generation of seven sons 
and then one of seven daughters.”

Toward the end of the last century the 
baronet of that day was petitioned by the 
neighboring gentry to stop the dole а в a 
bad precedent. He complied.

THE CURSE FULFILLED.
In 1802 this same baronet, the father of 

seven sons, pulled down the mansion, 
which he said was inconvenient and^de- 
cayed. The tower was so solid that gun* 
powder had to be used to make it fall 
He was succeeded by a sou who had seven 
daughters. The title next successively 
passed to his two brothers. The last of 
these, father of the drowned Sir Roger 
and of Sir Alfred, sire of the present baro­
net—did change the family name by mak­
ing it the double ane of Doughty -Tich­
borne, for w hich the royal licence was 
obtained.

STILL BELIEVED IN.
Said an old villager to me:—
“Night after night in the village public 

houses noisy discussions still occur when­
ever any one dares to express a contrary 
belief. Although Sir Henry has practi­
cally resided at Tichborne House, except 
when at school, since he was six years old, 
he is very little known in the neighbor­
hood except by name.”

Captain Wickham seems very popular 
with ever>body.

'■Шernment should place it, with regard to 
transport, on the same footing as the 
domestic oil, so that the importers may be 
allowed to transport it in bulk.

Our Ottawa Notes.
Before this sees light the first ses­

sion of the sixth parliament of Can­
ada will have finished its work', and 
its record will have become a small, 
uneventful and uninteresting part of 
the history of the country.

Had it not been for the had cus­
tom of leaving supply and supple­
mentary estimates to the last days 
ot the session, prorogation could have 
advantageously taken place ten days 
sooner and the jubilee week been un­
observed by debates divisions and 
hasty appropriations of extravagant 
sums of money.

That an era of economy has cer­
tainly not set in, may be judged by 
the votes for railways in the different 
provinces. Quebec as usual heads 
the list by almost double the amount 
granted to Ontario, which is the 
next highest New Brunswick comes 
in at the foot with a miserable pit­
tance. The following is a recapitula­
tion which may be useful for refer­
ence and shed some light on the ful­
filment of election promises. In each 
case the parts of the road for which 
the subsidy is to be granted are 
specified, and except in two or three 
instances the subsidies are at the rate 
ot $3,200 per mile:

and demand resting on natural causes, 
markets end facilities for getting there, 
employment end satisfying wages, the 
decline and falling out of fashion of 
combination and conspiracy to obtain 
suicidal advantages etc., would be surer 
indications of level progress. It may 
be a sort of delirium, however, to speak 
of or hope for such steady and timely 
throbbing of the national pulse when 
excitement and the gambling which 
originates on the rapid fluctuations of 
business has become the craze of society, 
and the ups and downs of commercial 
men a matter of luck. In the calami­
ties which ensue there is not respect of 
persons,for as in battle the coward and 
hero arc slain by the same discharge, 
so swindler an4 honest man find them­
selves swept by the same disaster. 
Verily each has his reward. To return 
from somewhat of a moralising degres­
sion —but which is really the mood 
which the late session of parliament 
produces in the mind of any who is not 
satisfied with the results of what began 
with some grounds for hope in the 
decorate—the siini attendance at the 
ceremony of proroagtion which took 
place at8 o’clock on the evening of the 
23rd indicated that most of the 
here were on their way to their homes 
before they were dismissed. T he ex­
perience of the lateness of the last two 
sessions is likely to discourage repete- 
tion. The business and society people 
of Ottawa are not in favor of late assem­
blies of parliament, either, as members 
are not accompanied by the female ele­
ment which is so essential to both shop­
ping and festivities that create a demand 
for luxuries,which circulate some of the 
surplus and spend the sessional allow­
ance. It is needless to review a session 
which has been more administrative 
and executive than legislative. It 
has not been distinguished by 
any act which inagurates any re­
form or enterprise. Another turn 
of the screw has been applied by the 
National Policy to extract mure money 
to meet more expenditure. The tax­
ation of imports will soon be prohibitive 
and it may next be necessary to reverse 
its process and tax the industries which 
are now protected. By the universal 
law of compensation thia is indirectly 
done by increasing the cost of living 
and thns the need of higher wages 
which are demanded by labor combina­
tions. These, taking example from 
monopoly argue that what is sauce for 
the goose is the same for the gander, 
nor is their logic answerable in view of 
the facts. The aecnmalation of wealth, 
down from the circumference to the 
centres, which enriches the few at lire 
expense of the many not alone excites 
envy but is making the extravagance 
and the prodigal civilization of town 
life an unwholesome attraction. It is 
also making the simpler habits and the 
wiser economies of country life unpop­
ular with the rising generation crowding 
the professions, counting house an I 
commercial walks generally with to, 
many who will not dig,and to bog they 
are ashamed, even if it were successful.

The large proportion of new members, 
who for the first time sat in Parliament 
tended to reduce discussion. But, be­
sides, there was a marked disposition to 
cultivate brevity and directness in the 
speakers on both sides of the House. 
This is a most desirable improvement, 
for it is only given to few to be tolerable 
for an hour much less three. If the 
session has been diappointing to the 
liberals it has been also instructive,and 
while there is little encouragement to 
hope for office for the next five years, 
unless some unexpected event happens, 
there is both time and work for the 
party in the country. As the principles, 
of Liberalism foster independence they 
also produce want of combination, or 
that discipline which always distinguish­
ed the Conservatives. It is only 
the control of a strong man who can 
subdue the tendency to break up into 
factions which saves Liberalism from 
the disorganization incident to the in­
dividual liberty It professes. This lib­
erty is good,but it is better when su­
bordinated to some prime object which 
the honest government of the country 
ought to be. It is too often the fate 
of the Liberal party to be broken up by 
the disposition of the radical elements 
which it invariably contains to patronize 
false and side issues, and, through ex­
cess of benevolence, to shelter and ad­
vocate causes which only seek its favor 
to abuse its hospitality. It is needless 
to refer to some of these instances 
y hich have brought Liberalism in con­
tact with social and political movements 
of so mixed a character that their grain 
of merit is lost in a bushel of chaff and 
is not worth the search.The responsibili­
ties of office protect Liberalism from 
these temptations, but the same watch­
fulness should be shown in opposition, 
for it is the nature of men zealous for 
public rights to push their principles 
beyond practical attainment, and in 
striving to reach some great and distant 
good fail to acheive the lesser aud more 
immediate benefits.

AN EVENT THAT RECALLS A MOST CELE­

BRATED TRIAL.—SKETCHES ON THE TICH­
BORNE ESTATE.—HOW AN ANCESTRAL
curse was Visited on the family in
THIS CENTURY.

(By the Commercial Cable to the N Y Herald.)
The curtain is about to rise again on 

a new act in the Tichborne drama. 
Twenty years ago the now exiled claimant 
was rehearsing in this village, three 
miles from Tichborne Hall, his role of 
Sir Roger, while the infant baronet, only 
a year old, was being repudiated by liis 
vindictive grandmother (herself a natural 
daughter) in favor of the pretender. 
Fourteen years ago to-day the Tichborne 
case was crowding the Queen’s Bench.

A SHARP CONTRAST.
Monday next begins a week of fete* 

for the young baronet, Sir Henry Alfred 
Tichborne, just come of age. Meanwhile 
the claimant is on ticket-of-leave in 
America, and in their graves are his coun­
sel, the three judges who tried him, two 
of his jurors and Onslow and Whalley, 
members of Parliament, who financially 
backed his defence.

Coleridge and Hawkins, who, as 
Queen’s counsel, civilly aud criminally 
resisted his claim, arc now judges in the 
same court.

THE BARONET’S ANCESTORS.
An act of Parliament has confirmed 

the birthright title to the estates to the 
young baronet who is the twelvth pos- 

: aessor of the baronetage founded the year 
the Pilgrims landed at Plymouth Rock, 
and the lineal successor of prior CatholicI

і

Mitchell, as one of the traditional 
and historic members of the Com­
mons of •Canada, can call on the es­
prit du corps and good fellowship of 
parliament to support him in justice 
and fair piny, and he will get both 
when the interests of his county or 
his own are dishonorably assailed. 
The attempted shuffle of government 
offices for political reasons in the 
County of Northumberland is not 
likely to be looked on with too much 
favor by the government. The best 
was done with shady means to de­
feat Mr. Mitchell and disastrously 
failed, and it is not probable that 
the government will glorify that 
which brought it ludicrous defeat. 
All governments, even the won*, 
have their reflective moods, when 
they postpone the remembrance of 
what it is agreeable to forget.

The closing hours ot the session of 
1887 were marked by a parting pro­
test from Sir Richard Cartwright 
and Mr McMullin against the ag­
gregated policy of subsidies to rail­
ways, which ought properly to belong 
to the sphere of corporate or pro­
vincial enterprise. Sir Richard Cart­
wright pointed out that the result 
would be sectional jealousies and 
dissatisfaction^ccompanied by claims 
for compensation in amends for un­
equal grants of public money. The 
government were only heaping up 
trouble for those who come after 
them, to unravel with labor what 
will have been tangled by the easy 
process of temporary expedients and 
discontent now alleviated by the 
creation of artificial and subsidized 
interests. These, in turn,will be "the 
parent of whole tribes of conflicting 
demands, which will always require 
more money to appease or a general 
shutting off to silence.

But the two men who are most, 
responsible for the present state of 
things have least interest in the fu 
ture. Sir John A. Macdonald's per­
spective is narrowed by natural lim­
its to a measureable term and he has 
attained that time of life whea some 
men turn their backs on what may 
bo ahead and look on the past in

hich is recorded what most pleases 
them to review and contemplate. 
London and Imperial concerns seem 
to occupy Sir Charles Tapper, who 
has ill concealed his desire to be 
through the tedium of parliament 
and away to the scenes of his new- 
fledged ambitions, 
slovenly and perfunctory manner in 
which he attempted to force through 
supply and the general ignorance he 
displayed in many of the details of 
his department, showed that his 
heart was elsewhere than in Ottawa.

As a sprat to catch a mackerel the 
item of an increase of salary for the 
Clerk of the Crown in Chancery was 
withdrawn. Mr. Pope’s remunera­
tion for his party services during the 
elections will doubtless be rewarded 
in some hidden way, in which the 
left hand of the country will not 
know what the right hand has done. 
The government seem to recognise 
{Eat any outrage is now only a mat­
ter of a nine days wonder, and that 
the people have got to be too busy to 
be bothered with public wrongs, 
which have become so common as to 
be customary, and a law ante them­
selves. The usual answer to charges 
of injustice is the retort that the 
other side did the same or something 
very like it, and thus the discussion 
ends in recrimination in which the 
merits of the subject are lost and the 
partizans of both sides rally to their 
respective colors and vote straight. 
It is not the question of the right or 
wrong so much as where is the party 
on'it? Judgment and reason have 
lost their seat in parliament and they 
are occupied by party and prejudice, 
which have been declared elected 
instead, through the instrumentality 
of such means as produced such 
creatures as Dunn and afterwards 
defends such brainless and depraved 
audacity,

It may not be improbable that the 
Sixth Pari ament of Canada may reach 
the summit of ultra party spirit as 
much from want of money to continue 
it as through public diagutt with prac­
tices that are working down into com­
mercial and private life and saturating 
both with false and dishonest princi­
ples. The opportunity for a new de­
parture seems to offer, in which an 
abandonment of much of the worn-out 
past may be effected and a fusion of 
men who will make an effort to govern 
the country on the simple lines of hon­
or, truth aud justice take place. It is 
generally national disasters that pro­
duce such results, but it is to be hoped 
that Canada will atop before thia point 
is reached and reconsider while she lias 
time to retrace, and regain what may 
otherwise be lost through infidelity to 
the eternal law that compels ns to reap 
the crop we sow. The forging done at 
Confederation was, at bast, hasty and 
poor workmanship, nor were the welded 
parts brought up to that harmonious 
temperature which effects sound and 
strong joints. The working of twenty 
years has shown flaws and weaknasse s, 
and those who have the machine in 
charge are not proving careful in man­
agement to run it in consideration of 
the liability tos general break down at 
the defective place. The prosperity of 
the country is being foolishly measured 
by revenue and expenditure, importe 
and exports, bank stocks and deposits 
with in occasional furtive glance at tbe 
muster roll of bankruptcies, ss if these 
were true indicée of the general well­
being of the people, and not the cost of 
living aud the wlioleeome increase of a 
healthy contented independent and 
ed nested population. Statistics miy be 
the testimony of politicians, but too 
often they boar no more relation to the 
truth than does the majority in parlia­
ment.

Tho OadLby Oaso.
A Hudson, N. Y. paper of last week 

shows that ]the well-known Cadby case 
has, at last, been disposed of. Cadby, it 
will be remembered was arrested in Hali­
fax and detained at Moncton and Newcas­
tle and that his case, afterwards, went 
through a tedious process in St. John, 
from which place he was taken to New- 
York state where he was to bo tried for 
forgery. The newspaper report of the 
case is as follows ;—

“The prisoner was brought into court 
Tuesday morning at eleven o'clock looking 
considerable stouter than ho did a year or 
ao ago, when h:s familiar figure was every 
day seen on the street. He was repre­
sented by Judge L’Amoreaux, of Ballston 
Soa, C. H. Sturgeis, of Saratoga, and L F 
Longley, of this city. District Attorney 
Gardenier, with Messrs Ca<ly & Hoysradt, 
at once moved the trial of the indictment 
against the prisoner. Judge L’Amoreaux 
then arose and said that his client had de­
cided to withdraw his plea of not guilty 
and would plead guilty to forgery in the 
third degree.

District Attorney Gardenier said , he 
thought it advisable on the part of the 
people to accept such a plea, as it was ex­
tremely doubtful, under a recent United 
States decision, if the people could proceed 
upon the other indictments. He stated 
that the decision referred to holds that a 
prisoner, could only be indicted and tried 
for the particular offense for which he is 
extradited from a foreign country. This 
decision has been made by the supreme 
court of the United States since the in­
dictments against Cadby had been found 

• “The usual oath was administered to 
the prisoner, when in reply to questions 
he stated that he was fifty-four years old 
a resident of Hudson, his business music 
dealer, and that lie was born in Birming­
ham, Eugland. When asked If he had 
anything to say why the sentence of the 
court should Hot be pronounced, he re­
plied that he had nothing to say. His 
counsel rose, however, and in a feeling 
manner asked clemency for his client.

“In pronouncing sentence the court said 
the limit of punishment ia five years, but 
they felt it their duty to take into consid­
eration the length of time the prisoner had 
been in, confinement, also his previous 
good character aud for the respectability 
of his family. He was sentenced to be 
confiued in tho Albany penitentiary for the 
term of three years.

Extraordinary Cases.—A Picton de­
patch to the Halifax Chronicle says The 
now camus célébré of Brown and wife 
against R S. McCurdy was tried in the 
supreme court, Friday, before the chiof 
justice,' with a jury. The plaintiff, Mrs. 
Brown,claimed $10,000 damages in slander 
for words imputing to her looseness of 
character, spoken by the defendant under 
the following circumstances: One Leiud- 
berk, an artist, some months ago request­
ed permission of the defendant to place 
a picture of Mrs. Brown on exhibition in 
his store window. Shortly after Town 
Clerk Fraser informed the defendant that 
the picture was that; of a woman of sul­
lied reputation. McCurdy at once re­
moved the picture and when the artist 
called for an explanation expressed his 
opinion of the plaintiff’s character in vig­
orous Anglo-Saxon. For using this Іао. 
gaage the action was brought. Evidence 
was given that the story had been pub­
lished in the Halifax and several of the 
largest American dailies; that the report! 
had reached Mrs. Brown’s friends in New 
York, and consequently their society. 
The plaintiff is a decidedly pretty blonde, 
and her manner and appearance as she de­
tailed the history of her early and a happy 
married life were calculated to make an 
impression on the jury. She related, with 
apparently subdued and virtuous indigna­
tion, the insults to which she had been 
subjected after the reports got abroad. 
Poiated and laughed at on the streets of 
New Glasgow, made the victim of unsought 
and offensive attentions on the trains, a-id 
the recipient of tickets to theatres from 
unknown admirers, it was. evident she 
bad suffered iu consequence. The defence 
was denial, and that the communication 
was made in good faith and privileged. 
After being out a short time the jury 
brought in a verdict giving the plaintiff 
$4,000 damages.”

The company expect to have 
the grading completed in December, and 
it is probable the rails will be laid this 
winter. When these eighty miles of road 
are built there will then be railroad 
nection between Montreal and St. John 
as follows:—From Montreal via Sher­
brooke and Lake Megantic, passing around 
the south side of Moosehead Lake, thence 
eastward connecting with the Maine CVn- 
tral at Mattawamkeag. Even before the 
rails reach the latter point it will he pos­
sible to use a shorter route by going from 
Greenville, where the International route 
is intersected down the Pircataquis road 
to Bangor and thence over the Maine 
Central and New Brunswick railways to 
St John. The laying of rails to Matta- 
wamkeag however, will a few months 
later give a still shorter route. As for 
the construction of the New Brunswick 
section of the short line about that we 
hear nothing definite.’

Some one, very sensibly writing of the 
treatment of horses, says :‘Never run after 
it horse in the pasture. If he does not 
like to be caught, coax him with a little 
grain, but never deceive him with an 
empty dish. You can soon teach the 
wildest horse to come to you. When he 
does come let him eat a little while before 
you lead him off. Some horsemen, when 
going to the pasture, whether they wish 
to catch a horse or not, always carry a tid­
bit an ear of corn, a handful of oat«, an 
apple or a carrot, a chunk of sugar or 
salt. When you turn a horse out to pas. 
tnre, do* not give him a slap with the 
bridle; he will remember it to your regret 
if you do. Make a pot and a friend of 
your horse; it will improve him, and make 
a better person of yoursrif.

Mrs. W, E. Burk, tells a contemporary 
how she mixes the salt with her granulated 
butter without working it. After draw- 
ing off the buttermilk, she washes it in a 
weak brine. In a large seamless pan elie 
spreads a white rather thin cloth, and 
half fills it with4 brine." She lifts the 
butter out in the cloth, draining it and 
repeats the process until all traces of the 
buttermilk disappear. Then the cloth 
containing the butter is spread out on 
a butter board or table, the salt is sprinkl­
ed on, and then stirred in with a ladle, 
assisted by skilfully turning the mass by 
lifting first one side, and then the other, 
of the cloth. In this way she gets an 
even distribution of the salt. There are 
many other ways by which the same end 
may be reached. They will suggest them­
selves to the thoughtful and ingenious.

Piling Dirt Around Trees.—A tree 
naturally makes the best conditions for 
its own growth by the depth to which its 
roots enter the soil. If we change this 
much, the tree suffers. But the effect is 
worse if a large amount of dirt is piled 

, around trees, as is often done in making 
cellars. If the tree is at all valuable 
draw the dirt somewhere away from it 
A depth of a foot subsoil spread over the 
surface under a tree has entirely killed it, 
the tree not being able to make new roots 
above in time, and those below being ef­
fectually shut out from light and air. It 
is not the poverty of the subsoil that 
does this. An equal thickness of rich 
soil would produce the same effect, and 
piles of stable manure around treeà are 
even more fatal, because the leachings 
from fresh manure are too strong for the 
tender feeding roots to take up.—Ameri­
can Cultivator.

Bran for Horse Feed.—Bran is so 
light that is popularly believed there is 
little substance or value iu it. In warm 
mashes for cows it gives a great increase 
in the milk yield, as every farmer knows. 
Most of them account for this, however, 
by the belief that milk is so largely water, 
and that the water which cows drink 
with the bran is mainly responsible for 
the increased supply of milk. But the 
substance in both milk and bran is great­
ly understimated. Milk, even after the 
cream is removed, is a very nourishing 
food, and its nutriment is of the kind 
that brau is peculiarly adapted to supply. 
It supplies the proteine which appears in 
the albumen of milk. Precisely the same 
kind of materials are required to give 
strength to working horses. Those who 
feed bran to horses largely are most in 
favor of it. One of its advantages is in 
keeping the horse from becoming consti­
pated on dry feed and grain. It is a cheap 
and valuable feed for horses at any time, 
and especially while changing their coats 
in the Spring.—[American Cultivator.

“Horse-breeding in Canada’’ is the title 
of a pamphlet iymod by the Dominion 
Department of Agriculture for the infor­
mation of the agricultural community. 
Its contents are a letter from Col. Raven- 
hill, inspector and purchaser of horses for 
the Royal Artillery, giving his observations 
on his trip to Canada last year to enquire 
into the possibility of this country becom­
ing afield for the supply of horses for the 
British Army; also an address to the horse- 
breeders of the United Kingdom, delivered 
at the Agricultural hall, Islington, the 
substance of which has already been laid 
before cur readers. In his letter to Hon. 
Mr. Carling, Col. Ravenhill, points out the 
defects he noticed as chiefly characteristic 
of Canadian horses. They are asdribed, 
firstly, to the fact that people of Canada 
“are not a riding race,*'and that the pre­
valent conditions call for heavier animals 
than are considered beet suited for military
