Millions will be raised, and it is hoped 
to iiWigurate a general movement on 
a larger scale and of a greater scope 
than has ever before been attempted 
for this purpose.

TO REVIVIFY CHINA.

IN THE COMMONS.
In the house today George Riley, the 

newly elected member for Victoria, 
was introduced and took his seat.

Mr. Maclean introduced a bill regard­
ing telephones and telephone compan­
ies.

But the treaty with Japan has other 
objects than the temporary staying of 
the Muscovite flood by the allied arms. 
The next five years will be momentous 
in the history of China, and perhaps 
epochal in the (history of the world. 
The two nations, party to the treaty, 
will try to put China on her feet so 
firmly that she will be able of herself 
to roll back Russia’s Asiatic march. 
England will develop her resources and 
reform her finances, while Japan will 
organise her army and navy, and 
arouse the national spirit among her 
vast millions.

With these schoolmasters and spon­
sors China is expected eventually to 
enter the sisterhood of civilised nations» 
achieve the rank of a world power and 
vindicate her peculiar responsibilities to 
Asia’s yellow race. Although their 
programme is dictated directly by 
political and commercial necessities, 
England and Japan are regarded as 
doing the world’s work, embodying in 
their action the highest conception of 
civilization. They have definitely sup­
planted the rapacious doctrines of the 
spheres of interest, and England has 
given China proof of her good faith by 
preparing to dlqmantle her works at 
Wel-Hal-Wel.

Instead of an Asia covered by another 
vast inorganic empire, like Genghis 
Khan's, they contemplate an Asia re­
producing Europe, an Asia wherein 
every great civilization may thrive 
under its own flag. The objects 
of this alliance are more nearly un­
selfish than are those of the Drelbund 
or of the Franco-Russian alliance and 
It is believed should make for peace 
no less than they. Circumstances may 
wreck or toll the hopes wherein It was 
conceived and great men are needed to 
execute it, but if expectation be realiz­
ed the history of the world was changed 
by the announcement of Wednesday. 
The agreement to undertake the task 
is significant In itself. No white nation 
ever received such a testimonial of ap­
probation as that given to the yellow 
island empire by Its acceptance in joint 
partnership to act as the picket of one

Parable In advance.The Canadian Press Association is 
not satisfied with the recent action of 
the dominion government in reducing 
the duty upon news print from 25 to 15 
per cent. Today a delegation consist­
ing of A. G. F. Macdonald, president: 
H. J. Pettypiece and D. McGllllcudy, 
vice-presidents; and John A. Cooper, 
secretary, had an Interview with Mr. 
Fielding, minister of finance, to whom 
they submitted the view that the re­
duction wae all right for big dallies, 
but that it would not work well for the 
country weeklies, 
duty applies only to purchases of pa­
per at or below $2.25 per hundred 
pounds, but smaller papers who have 
to pay over that figure because they 
do not lay in a big supply, will be ob­
liged to раз the old duty of 25 per 
cent. The Press Association delegatee 
also explained to. the minister of 
finance that there was a difference in 
price even for the same quality of 
paper. The whole thing hinged upon 
the quantity purchased, and while 
large buyers might only pay $2.25 per 
hundred pounds and get the benefit of 
the reduction, purchasers of smaller 
quantities had to pay over $2.25 for the 
same quality of paper and thus of 
necessity came under 25 per cent 
duty.. Mr. Fielding said this phase of 
the question was new to him. He told 
the delegation to submit to him figures 
in support of their contention that 
they were paying the higher price and 
that they had to face a duty of 2& per 
cent, on the same quality of paper. 
The situation to his mind was entire­
ly changed and he would be disposed 
to meet the views of the proprietors of 
smaller newspapers.

LIVERY STABLES. with the idiosyncrasies of the system, 
have at times been puzzled, and it has 
been necessary to arouse other unhap­
py ratepayers in order that certain 
residences might be given a local hab­
itation and a name. These things, oft- 
repeated, become tiresome, and hap­
pening in the proper place result in 
action by the common council.

While the work of re-numbering Is 
going on it would be well to pay some 
attention to the sign plates that are 
supposed to notify the ignorant as to 
what thoroughfare he is travelling; 
In many instances at present his 
search for light is fruitless. Some 
stréets are signless, other» might as 
well be for all the benefit the Illegible 
lettering brings. There are a few 
streets well placarded, but they are In 
the minority. In the extreme east end 
the necessity for some action, In this 
regard, is particularly obvious. Just 
as much and even more attention 
should be paid to the location of signs 
on streets, which are small and less 
often frequented than the larger and 
more pretentious thoroughfares. Ev­
eryone knows where the latter are, 
while many are unfamiliar with the 
former.

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP.

Brockvllle, Ont., which owns And op­
erates its own waterworks system, has 
also taken over the lighting business 
of the city, and with good results. 
Those in St. John who are interested 
in this question of municipal owner­
ship will read with interest what has 
been done In Brockvllle. Interviewed 
in Ottawa a fîw days ago, Mayor Har­
rison of Bro. kvllle saïd:—

It was just a year ago that Brock­
vllle people decided to give muncipal 
ownership of lighting a trial. At that 
time there was a gas and an electric 
plant owned by one company. The 
town issued a debenture and acquired 
for $96,000 both plants. The staff was 
slightly increased, incidental Improve­
ments were made and at the end of 
the first year after the payment of all 
operating expense» as well as the li­
quidation of the annual amount of in­
terest and sinking fund on the pur­
chase loan, the municipality came out 
about $5,000 to the good. Now, the 
people are going in for improvements 
In the service. At present the power 
is taxed to its limit and a by-law sub­
mitted to the people a couple of weeks 
are authorizing the expenditure of 
$50,000 on the lighting service was car­
ried by an overwhelming majority. The 
new plant which It is proposed to add 
consists in a water gas apparatus and 
two new dynamos for the electric 
lighting station. Coal gas will not be 
touched Just yet. It is for getting 
pointers on the operation of gas and 
electrical outfits that the deputation 
Is now inspecting the works of the 
Ottawa companies.

THE S. P. C. A.
Annual Meeting and Report of the 

Secretary.

The annual meetln* of the Є. P. C. 
A. was held this afternoon in the board 
of trade rooms. Secretary Wet more 
presented the following annual report;

To tbe president and members of the 
executive committee of the New Bruns­
wick Society for the Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals,

Gentlemen:—I herewith submit the 
twenty-first annual report of the so­
ciety, and in doing so, may say while 
there has been the usual number of 
cases reported or come under the notice 
of the agent, only four have been taken 
to court to settle. I find In a large 
percentage of cases of neglect and Ill- 
treatment to animals that I have only 
to draw attention of the owners to the 
faot and they will admit their fault and 
promise to be more careful in the 
future and as far as I can learn the 
most of them keep their promise.

Owing to the number of boys who 
are engaged as teamsters for the vari­
ous merchants about the city, I have a 
good deal of trouble trying to prevent 
them from illtreatlng the horses by 
their reckless driving, and have on 
several occasions not only cautioned 
them but have reported them to their 
employers.

Another hard thing to deal with is 
that of heavy loaded '.earns cn the 
ferry, especially at low tide In the 
spring and fall of the year, often owing 
to the condition of the floats horses 
which might not be called overloaded 
in other parts of the city, have to strain 
every nerve to haul their loads up the 
floats, and in some cases are not able 
to get up without assistance. Team­
sters who are regularly crossing the 
ferry know the rise and fall of the 
tide and should load accordingly, but 
some of them seem to make no distinc­
tion. A few however do most of their 
hauling while the tide Is high.

For the year past there has not been 
as many letters or complaints received 
from other sections of the province as 
in former years. Perhaps the branches 
may have been called upon, or what 
would he still better, acts of .ruelty in 
country districts are decreasing.

I am very much pleased with the de­
cided Improvements which have been 
made by Mr. Oborne, general superin­
tendent of the Ç. P. R., In the stock 
yards at Sand Point. A large number 
of new sheds have been built, and the 
old ones altered so that they are all 
roofed over and in splendid condition 
and the animals while In them must be 
as comfortable as they would be In a 
well-built barn.

The stock yards at Sand- Point at 
present are second to none in the 
Dominion, and too much praise cannot 
be given to the management of the C. 
P. R. for the (improvements made 
there, which the society has been ask­
ing for since the business started at 
Sand Point. Three large shipments of 
horses have been made from here to 
South Africa, and I am Informed that 
Colonel Dent, who had charge of them, 
was so pleased with the accommoda­
tions here for the horses and the quick 
dispatch In loading them, that he has 
recommended St. John (west) for any 
further shipments. As to the handling 
of cattle In driving from the stock 
yards to the steamers this winter I 
have not had much complaint to make, 
as most of the men employed try to 
treat the animals well, but at times I 
have to check or caution them. It is 
more trouble to get at the small boys 
who seem to delight in prodding and 
ill-treating the cattle, and whose 
thoughtlessness makes them cruel; 
they may be called upon some day to 
appear In the police court for their

As to the shipment of cattle and 
sheep by the river steamers, I have 
made it a point to be at Indlantown as 
often as possible on the arrival of the 
steamers, and while I have had on 
some occasions to caution some of the 
deck hands and teamsters, about hand­
ling the animals too roughly, or over­
crowding in wagons, I find them will­
ing to submit to my request. I have 
taken trips during the summer on the 
steamers and found while there the 
men handled the animals fairly well.

In the shipment of sheep to the 
United States from P. E. Island and 
Antlgonlsh through this city, I think 
in some cases the animals are confin­
ed In the cars over the time by law al­
lowed (28 hours). In, one case I stop­
ped two cars of sheep here, which 
were bound for the United States from 
Antlgonlsh, and had them removed 
from the cars for food and water, and 
then wrote the general freight agent 
at Moncton calling his attention to the 
matter, and received a reply that in 
the future all the sheep from Antlgon­
lsh would 'be fed and watered at St. 
John ,and those from P. E. Island 
cared for at Point DuChene. This, as 
far as I can learn, is being done.

As to the working horses in this city 
I think they compare well with those 
of other cities which I have visited, 
but there are, and I suppose always 
will be some exceptions.

In class of horses used in the wood 
business, and on the Douglas avenue 
and Falrville route, there is to a large 
extent room for Improvement, but 
looking back in the matter I am satis­
fied the horses now used in the wood 
business to a considerable extent are 
of a better class. Those used in the 
Falrville and Douglas avenue route 
when brought out for inspection In the 
spring are far superior to the class of 
horses that are used after the inspec­
tion, and It is queer that some of 
those should fail so soon and have to 
be ordered off the streets. To keep 
the horses up to the standard they 
were in when Inspected would require

By Coroner Berryman Into the Recent 
Harbor Collision. The requests for increased

At the police court last night Coroner Ber­
ryman and a jury began an Inquiry Into the 
circumstances surrounding the collision on 
.Wednesday morning last In the harbor be­
tween the D. A. R. steamer Prince Rupert 
and the Grand Manan schooner Princess 
Louise. A number of witnesses were exam­
ined and then an adjournment was taken 
till Friday night. The evidence bo far in 
shows that the schooner was anchored in the 
channel when she was run down. Capt. Pot­
ter's evidence as to the distance from Reed's 
Point to the red buoy, where the collision 
occurred, and the time It took the Prince 
Rupert to cover that distance, would seem 
to Indicate that the steamer was running at 
a fast rate, but It is thought when Capt. 
Potter produces the chart and his log this 
will be made to appear somewhat different. 
Gapt. Potter estimates the distance from his 
wharf to the red buoy as a little over two 
miles, and he says he ran this distance In 
about eight minutes. This would show that 
the Rupert went at the rate of fifteen miles 
an hour, which would be almost full speed. 
He wae just as sure, however, that she 
steamed but five knots. There was a strong 
current down the harbor at the time, which 
added to the speed at which she went.

The inquiry was to have begun at 7 o’clock 
last night, but as the* Prince Rupert did not 
reach here from Dlgby on account of ‘the 
storm till after half-past seven, it was not 
commenced till 8 o'clock. In the hurry to 
get to the court Capt. Potter and his officers 
forgot to bring with them the chart of the 
harbor and the ship's log. There was a 
large attendance of people at the session.
