WASHINGTON, 1 May 28.—Admiral 
Dewey, as president of the general 
board, has made a report to Secretary 
Moody, of the U. S. Navy, recommend­
ing the Immediate establishment of a 
coaling station at Dutch Harbor, 
Alaska, and the erection there of a coal 
depot with an Initial capacity of 6,000 
tons. The estimated cost of the work 
Is about $51,000. The president has ap­
proved the plan and preliminary steps 
on the work have been taken already.

Rear Admiral Bradford, In his report 
recommending this new coaling station, 
said:—

“Attention Is also invited to one of 
the great political questions of the day, 
vis.: the settlement of the boundary 
between the territory of Alaska and the 
Dominion bf Canada. here Is abund­
ant evidence going to show that the 
spirit of Canada on this matter may 
be considered as threatening, 
tween Alaska and the continental lim­
its of the United States is located the 
domain of a foreign country. The 
territory separating Alaska has good 
harbors and ample Interior waters and 
this fact alone constitutes a great 
strategic advanta 
ponent. It cer 
strong reason why the sinews of war, 
whichever they may be, should be 
stored in Alaska.”

Canada's Challenge to the World Is 
the title of an artiSk by Mr. J. D. 
Whelpley in Collier's Weekly. It Is Il­

lustrated by excellent portraits of Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, Cartwright, Mu lock, 
Fielding, Fitzpatrick, and the opposi­
tion leader, Mr. R. L. Borden. The 
challenge of Canada, according to Mr. 
Whelpley, Is for a battle to be fought 
at the customs houses, and the prise is 
the readiest access to the Canadian 
market. Hereafter it must be conces­
sion for concession, or tariff for tariff. 
Mr. Whelpley very cleverly sets forth 
the wonderful development of Canada 
and the vigor and independent spirit of 
her people, but like some other Ameri­
can writers, he cannot get away from 
the notion that annexation may be one 
of the possibilités of the future. If 
such a movement should ever start, it 
would start, be says, in the west, which 
“is more American and in closer touch 
with the United States," "though 4he 
maritime provinces of the Atlantic 
coast would offer slight opposition." An 
American author is not the most re­
liable source of information on the sub­
ject of Canadian sentiment and aspira­
tions. Our interesting cousins cannot 
divest themselves of the notion that 
their country is so vastly superior to 
all others that annexation must be re­
garded as the greatest goal of a cred­
itable national ambition. It may be 
quite true, as Mr. Whelpley says, that 
when the Western part of Canada has 
further developed there will bv differ­
ences of opinion between east and west 
on the subject of fiscal policy, but there 
is no reason whatever for the assump­
tion that "to keep eastern and western 
Canada together is the great problem 
of government at Ottawa.” There will 
be quite as much sympathy between 
east and west in this country as in the 
United States. The problems, and they 
will certainly be great, that will arise 
for solution in the next quarter of a 
century, may arouse deep feeling and 
some friction, but Canada is one and 
indivisible. Annexation would not solve 
a single problem to the satisfaction of 
the Canadian people. This country 
flourishes today In face of a decidedly 
hostile American tariff. It will be bet­
ter able to do so when it has reached a 
greater stage of development, and be­
come more closely united with the rest 
of the empire. This country has no chip 
on its shoulder, but it begins to know 
what it wants.
