Lent his position as a .future foreign
minister 'was . established, Shortly
afterward he succeeded Lord Derby. in
that .position. -In that capacity he at-
tended the Berlin congress with Dis-
raeli and shared with him the honor
of that diplomatic triumph. The death
of Lord Beaconsfield during the suc-
ceeding ‘Gladstone ' administration left
Lord Salisbury the edmitted conserv-
ative leader, as Sir Stafford North-
cote was ¢learly unequal to the task;

. Lord Salisbury had little to do with
the defeat of the liberal governmeént
which came info office with such glow-
ing prospects in 1880,' and whose his-
tory is a chapter of national humilia
tions whieh England would like to for-
get.
