All the offi­
cers of the blockading ships, including 
Commander Takayangi, who was kill­
ed, have been decorated and granted 
annuities by the Emperor.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 7,—Russian 
authorities expect to be able to main­
tain commun'cation with St. Peters­
burg by means of wireless telegraphy. 
The instruments are already in posi­
tion at Port Arthur.

ТбкіО, May 7.—Vice-Admiral Togo’s 
official report of the latest engagement 
off Port Arthur, received here today, 
shows that the Japanese have blocked 
the entrance to the harbor.

ТОКІО, May 8, noon.—The Jananese 
captured Fang-Wang-Cheng the day 
before yesterday (Friday). It was the 
second line of the Russian defence and 
a stiff fight was anticipated. Gen. 
Kuroki pressed forward and attacked 
before the Russians had recovered from 
the demoralization and confusion into 
which they had been thrown by their 
previous defeat on the Yalu river.

On Tuesday morning, after the 
blockading flotilla had been scattered 
by a gale and the commander of the 
flotilla had signalled in vain that the 
attempt be abandoned, pending a mod­
eration of the storm, the crews of the 
ships, in no wise daunted by the wea­
ther, which isolated them from their 
companions, proceeded to work on their 
own responsible initiative. They forced 
their way in the face of a Russian Are, 
which was more deadly than ever be­
fore, as a result of improved Russian 
defence, over a field of mines. Many 
of these exploded, yet five out of the 
Japanese blockading ships were 
jammed into the inner channel, and 
now prevent egress from the harbor to 
all craft excepting small boats. This 
attack exceeded all its predecessors in 
the desperation and courage displayed 
by volunteer crews, and is equal to 
that shown in any event in the war his­
tory of the world.

Although Vice-Admiral Togo again 
avoided damage to a single one of his 
vessels, the attack proved to be expen­
sive in lives.

The blockading flotilla- consisted of 
eight stone-laden merchantmen. They 
were escorted by the gunboats Akagi, 
Commander Fugimot, and Choikal, 
Commander Twamura; the second tor­
pedo boat destroyer fldtilla under the 
command of Commander Shidal; third 
torpedo destroyer flotilla, Commander 
Tsuchtya; fourth flotilla, Commander 
Nagai; fifth, Commander Mano; ninth 
torpedo flotilla, Commander Yashima; 
tenth torpedo boat flotilla, Commander 
Otaki, and fourteenth torpedo boat 
flotilla, Commander Sakurai.

The blockading vessels and their 
cort left the main squadron for Port 
Arthur on Monday evening. They en- 
comTtered a southeasterly gale, and at 
eleven o'clock at night the 
mountainous, and it was found impos­
sible to keep the steamers together.

Commander Hayashi, who was in 
command of the expedition,' observed 
the impossibility of keeping the flotilla 
intact, and signalled it to abandon the 
attack.

!chwang. . Troops have been leaving 
here all day long. Forts have been 
dismantled and ail artillery has been 
placed on board trains. All the local 
transportation has been commandeered 
by the Russian authorities. There is 
current here a native rumor that Jap­
anese troops are in Foo Chau Bay (on 
the west side of the Liao Tung penin­
sula, and about 60 miles north of Port 
Arthur), but this report lacks confir­
mation.

The fear is held here that if the Rus­
sians leave and the Japanese do not at 
once take- possession of Newchwang, 
the brigands, who are now across the 
river near Yinkow, will pillage the 
place. The foreign residents are pre­
pared to 4Nist the brigands should they 
come over. The British consul has re­
quested that a gunboat be sent to 
Newchwang.

The Russians probably will destroy 
the gunboat Sivoutch before leaving. 
The vessel is at Newchwang.

Japanese troops fired on what prob­
ably was the last train out of Port 
Arthur as it passed near Port Adams. 
They used artillery and small 
and killed or wounded several Chi­
nese.

It is reported here that Viceroy 
Alexieff was slightly wounded prior to 
his departure from Port Arthur. He 
barely escaped from there before the 
Japanese closed communication.

Russian general staff have 
moved from Liao Yang to Mukden.

Russians here will not talk of the 
situation for fear that they may im­
part some information. They do not 
consider that their 
sufficient to hold this section of the 
country. It is probable that the Rus­
sian troops will withdraw to Harbin.

The Russian civilians at Newchwang 
are leaving hurriedly and many na­
tives are fleeing the city in fear that 
they will be subjected to maltreatment 
at the hands of the brigands.

WIJU, May 1.—(via overland cour­
ier to Seoul). — The army under 
General Kuroki crossed the Yalu river 
today. The Japanese soldiers drove 
the Russians before them, from strong­
ly fortified mountain posts which 
should have been held by a small 
army against a greatly superior force.

The Russian forces estimated offi­
cially to have numbered ten thousand 
men. They removed the batteries dur­
ing the night, leaving the infantry to 
cover their retreajt.

The Japanese dislodged the Russians 
by a frontal attack delivered opposite 
Wiju. This attack might have involv­
ed the Japanese enormous losses, be­
cause they were obliged to advance 
across an almost shelterless sand 
plain where their dark uniforms made 
the best possible kind of targets.

The retreating Russians were flank­
ed by two Japanese regiments, which 
captured 28 field guns, 20 officers and 
several hundred men. Japanese moun­
tain batteries pursued the retreating 
Russians, but they were outstripped 
by the infantry, who made the cap­
tures among the hills some miles be­
yond the river.

Two Russian regiments coming from 
Hioko to reinforce their comrades 
were badly cut to pieces.

All the ammunition for the Russian 
artillery and large quantities of sup­
plies were captured.

ТОКІО, May 8, noon.—A detachment 
of the Japanese armv operating on 
the Liao Tung peninsula, dispersed 
small bands of Russian troops Friday, 
and captured Pulan Tien, a railroad 
station. The Japanese destroyed the 
railway and telegraph, thus severing 
the Russian communication with Port 
Arthur.

ТОКІО, May 8, noon.—Every supple­
mental report received from General 
Kuroki, commanding the First Japan­
ese army, increases the Russian cas­
ualties in last Sunday’s battle at Chiu 
Tien Cheng, on the Yalu river. The 
Japanese have buried about fourteen 
hundred Russians, and have five hun­
dred and three of the enemy’s wound­
ed in the field hospitals. It is esti­
mated that the total Russian casual­
ties exceed 2,500. Over three hundred 
Russian prisoners are en route to Mat­
suyama, where they are expected to 
arrive on Wednesday.

The Russian fire 
now became highly effective, while a 
number of sunken mines which were 
sunk by steamers began to explode. 
These explosions caused heavy casual­
ties among the Japanese on board the 
blockading vessels. The Tami Maru 
collided with a boom. This turned her 
stem to the eastward and she sank 
athwart the passage, blocking nearly 
one half of the entrance to the har­
bor.

When the Yedo Maru reached the 
mouth of the passage and was lower­
ing her anchor her captain. Command­
er Takayangi, was shot through the 
stomach and killed. Sub Lieut. Nagata 
succeeded
anchored the Yedo Maru and sank her. 
Two other stone laden steamers, be­
lieved to be the Otaru Maru and Sag- 
ami Maru, then entered the mouth of 
the harbor and sank.

The Alkoku Maru then struck a mine 
five cable lengths from the mouth of 
the passage, which exploded and caused 
her to sink. The lieutenant of this ves­
sel, Uchida, Chief Engineer Oaki and 
eight men are missing, 
thought to be the Asagaya Maru, which 
appeared to have had her rudder brok­
en, blew herself up at the foot of 
Golden Hill and sunk there.

Vice-Admiral Togo in his report says; 
“This undertaking, compared with the 
last two, resulted in greater casualties 
to our side. Owing to the inclemency 
of the weather and increased prepara­
tions for defence completed by the 
enemy, we could save none of the offi­
cers or crews of the Chotaru Maru, the 
Sagami Maru, Sakura Maru or Asag­
awa Maru.

market, but it was becoming the large 
market for their cocoa. If it were not 
for the United States the produce of 
cocoa from this market, amounting to 
thirty-five million pounds, would have 
fetched less, something like one cent 
per pound less, and it would take a 
great deal of sugar to make up such 
a loss. It was his opinion that manu­
facturers were not bound to have Trin­
idad cocoa. Mr. Rust seemed to have 
lost sight of another important indus­
try—asphalt. Asphalt would relieve 
them of a very great deal of taxation. 
Then there was another point. Look­
ing at the revenue which this colony 
derived from the duty on oats and 
flour. He found that in 1902 it am­
ounted to £40,000. If Canadian flour 
and oats were to be admitted free 
they would have to find some means 
to raise the £40,000.

Mr. Rust said if the people of the 
United States did not take their cocoa 
they would be obliged to get it from 
somewhere else and our cocoa would 
still sell. In regard to the revenue 
suffering from importation of Can­
adian flour he did not wish to debate 
the question at present because it 
would take up too much time but he 
would refer him (Mr. Bernstein) to 
the proceedings of the legislative coun­
cil in 1900, in which it was recorded 
that the collector of customs when 
called upon to give his views on this 
question said he" did not think the re­
venue would suffer in any way because 
the Canadians produced a class of 
flour which could not compete with 
the low grades produced in the United 
States. Under the circumstances he 
thought they should be in favor of re­
ciprocity with Canada.

The motion was put to a vote and 
carried by the majority, only four 
members voting against it.

The chairman said such an Import­
ant resolution as this should be pre­
sented to the governor by gentlemen 
who knew a great deal about the sub­
ject, and would propose that the Hon. 
G. Goodwille, E. Tripp and R. Rust be 
nominated to approach his excellency 
and lay before him the necessary facts 
and figures.

This was agreed to, and the chair­
man retired from the meeting to fulfil 
a pressing business engagement, and 
the vice-president, the Hon. G. Good­
wille, continued with the remaining 
business.

After discussing some private mat­
ter, the report of the special commit­
tee on the proposed alterations in the 
produce sales books was read and 
adopted.

The sailings show a -Tailing off of 
seven. It will be seen that the Allan 
line boats made seven trips here fewer 
than last season, that the Head line 
made two trips less, South African 
Steamers one less, and the Furness 
boats eleven less. The Allan line 
brbugit 5,500 tons less than last year, 
and ihe Furness line 4,671 tons less. 
The Head line brought; no freight in 
either year. On the other hand the 
Donaldson sailings have Increased by 
four, with a decreased inward tonnage 
of412,318 tons; and the Manchester 
boats made two more trips to this port 
with 500 tons increase.

The main difference, however, is due 
to the change from lîlder-Dempster to 
C. P. R. steamship service. The for­
mer edmpany sent 21 boats to St. John 
in 1902-1903, with a total inward ton­
nage of 11,489 tons, while the same 
boats ,contrplledTthis year by the C. P. 
R. made this year this year 32 trips 
and brought 27,875 tons import stuff. 
They carried away 127,764 tons, as com­
pared with 54,567 taken in the preced-' 
lng year.

Mr. Sutherland’s report shows that in 
1902-1903 there were 29,678 head of live 
stock sent from St. John. In reality 
the total number sent from St. John 
was 45,807, but this included those 
loaded at both west and east sides, 
and the very large number was due 
to the embargo. This year without 
any embargo the number loaded at the 
west side alone was 49,846. In addition 
to these were some loads received via 
the I. C. R. which are not shown in 
this report.

Grain shipments have fallen off, and 
it is worthy of noté that three big 
grain carrying steamers went from 
here without any grain. But this loss 
is more than made up in the shipments 
of package freight, which is the best 
paying class.

Even the strongest liberals from the 
far west, who were elected under a 
free trade programme, are now clam­
oring for more protection, 
followers are following his policy of 
one cry for one province, another cry 
for another.

The Canada Eastern railway' extends 
from Gibson on the St. John river, op­
posite Fredericton, to Chatham Junc­
tion on the Intercolonial, 107 miles, 
from Chatham Junction to Chatham 
and Loggievlile, 20 miles, and from 
Blackville to Indiantown, 9 miles, a 
total length of 136 miles. Under the 
name of the Northern and Western 
railway It was begun by Mr. Gibson 
and his associates twenty years ago. 
The first legislation was obtained In 
1883, and the contract for the first 
forty miles, from Gibson to the Mira- 
michi, signed in 1884. That work was 
rapidly pushed to completion. In 
1885 and 1886 contracts were 
signed for the six miles to 
Boiestown, and for 60 miles to deep 
water at Chatham. In 1887 the whole 
96 miles from Gibson to Indiantown 
was in operation, and connection was 
established with the Intercolonial by 
a branch constructed by the govern­
ment. Following is the official state­
ment concerning the capital account 
of the road:
Length of line.................................136 miles
Share capital, paid up
Bonded debt—issued.. ................  1,854,174
Dominion subsidies.......................... 374,839
Provincial subsidies..
Municipal bonus.. .. ..

The bonds mentioned above as is­

sued were not sild.
The rolling stock includes eleven 

engines, five first class cars, two sec­
ond class, twelve cattle and freight 
cars, eighty-eight platform cars, and 
four snow plows. The road is laid 
with 661-2 and 60 pound rails. The 
heaviest grade Is 80 feet to the mile.

The freight handled last year In­
cluded 81,000 barrels of flour, 150,000 
bushels of grain, 600 head of live stock, 
36,000,606 fêet of lumber, 3,800 cords of 
firewood, 1,800 tons of manufactured 
goods, and 38,000 tons of other articles.

It does not appear that the enter­
prise has been profitable to the own­
ers In the past. Whether it is to he 
profitable to the government will more 
fully appear In the future. Last year’s 
official report gives the following bal­
ances

Gross earnings
Total expenses ..
Net earnings .. ,
Unless the government can do better 

than this the profits will not go far to­
ward paying the interest on $800,600, 
and the further sums which will pro­
bably be required for additional plant 
and for improvements. The Frederic­
ton papers, both friendly to the gov­
ernment, claim that the country, and 
especially the district through which 
the road runs, will be greatly benefited 
by the transfer. No doubt the service 
can and will be made better by a de­
partment having unlimited capital 
available, than by a company which 
is under some obligation to make both 
ends meet. But there is no charge 
that Mr. Gibson failed to keep up a 
respectable service. He has not al­
lowed his bridges to fall down, or his 
road to get blocked with snow. His 
rolling stock is said to be fairly well 
up to date. It will probably be found 
that Mr. Gibson has given a better ser­
vice than the government can for the 
same money.

There are other lines connecting with 
the Intercolonial which need attention. 
It would be a great boon to the peo­
ple who use these roads if the govern­
ment would take them over and oper­
ate them. From the public point of 
view the need of such Interference is 
greater than in the ease of the Can­
ada Eastern.

explorer, appears to be drawing to a 
close. It has been a singularly suc­
cessful career In that he undertook 
many difficult things and seldom fail­
ed. Bom in Wales sixty-three years 
ago, he passed his childhood and early 
youth in an alms house, sailed to Am­
erica as cabin boy, and was adopted 
by a New Orleans merchant, by whom 
the name of John Rowlands was 
changed to the one he made famous. 
Left by the death of his adopted fath­
er once more without a home or 
friends he joined the Confederate 
army, and soon after, when taken 
prisoner, became an officer in the 
federal navy. At the close of the war 
he entered the profession which gave 
him his great opportunity and which 
he served so well. He became a news­
paper man. Stanley had represented 
the New York Herald as war corres­
pondent in Turkey and Abyssinia be­
fore he was sqnt to find Livingstone.

That was a third of a century ago. 
It is hard now to realize the intense 
interest that was felt in the search, 
as it is to recall how little of Africa 
was then known to Europeans. Liv­
ingstone was found on November, 10, 
1871, and for months thereafter he 
and Stanley continued the explora­
tion of the shores of Lake Tangan- 
zika. Leaving Livingstone in Africa 
because he would not come away, 
Stanley returned to civilization to be 

lionized and to write “How I Found 
Livingstone.” Two years later the 
Herald and London Telegraph engag­
ed him to go on another expedition to 
the mysterious continent. This time 
he learned of the death of Livingstone. 

He explored the two Nyanza lakes. 
Three years and a half he journeyed, 
enduring much, daring more, losing in 
battle, by disease, hardship arid deser­

tion nearly the whole of his force of 
300 men. It fell to him to determine

Dorchester Lady Dead—Fishermen 
Having Good Luck.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)
BOSTON, May 8.—After a long period 

of cold weather, which continued from 
the close of winter up to May 1, with 
few breaks, this city is now being fa­
vored with high temperatures and clear 
atmosphere. Spring broke forth in all 
Its glory within the past three days; 
the trees have again clothed them­
selves in green and the fruit blossoms 
are conspicuous in the suburban dis­
tricts. The farmers are not in the 
least sorry that the cold winds have 
ceased, as spring work was fully two 
weeks behind hand. Throughout New 
England every crop except grass has 
been set back by the cold. During the 
past three days the temperature has 
been as high as 85 and more work has 
been done in the country than during 
the previous three weeks.

It <s announced that because of re­
strictions placed upon their business 
by Tammany Hall, 531 saloons in New 
York city have closed their doors, and 
it is said several hundred others may 
go out of business. Charges are being 
made by the liquor interests that Tam­
many is not keeping pledges made be­
fore election, and that the “lid’ ’is be­
ing kept on too closely. Most of the 
dissatisfaction is among those men 
who depended on illegal methods, and 
thus far few of the legitimate saloons 
have stopped business.

It is stated that there will be four 
commissioners for the construction of 
that part of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
which is to be built by the govern­
ment.

WOODSTOCK, May 9.—A disastrous 
fire last night practically swept out of 
existence the little settlement half­
way between Woodstock and Houlton, 
known as Richmond Corner. It was 
at the place years ago that the New 
Brunswick and Canada Railway had 
its northern terminus before it was 
brought into Woodstock, 
buildings, including houses and stores, 
were destroyed. These include a gen­
eral store, a blacksmith shop, and the 
remainder are mostly residences. Am­
ong those burned out are Hugh Mont­
gomery, J. A. Hall McLellan and Mar­
tin London. Very little furniture was 
saved.

The fire was first discovered in two 
bams ,one owned by F. W. Hall and 
the other by Hugh Montgomery. This 
was about half-past one o’clock. The 
only cause that can be arrived at as 
to the starting of the fire is that 
tramps had taken refuge in the bams. 
From Hall’s bam the fire spread to his 
house, and then to a house and barn 
owned by Mansfield London. It burned 
from east to west, and the houses and 
buildings destroyed were as follows : 
F. W. Hall, house and barn; Mansfield 
London, house and bam; Hugh Mont­
gomery, store, bam an£ résidence; 
Hugh Montgomery’s office, an Ad hall, 
vacant barn in the rear owr.ftd by 
Hugh Montgomery; John Currie, house 
and bam, occupied by Charles Fraser. 
In the above cases scarcely anything 
was saved. The fire spreading to the 
north side of the road, took John Ham­
ilton’s house, blacksmith shop, carriage 
house and other buildings, 
tents of all were destroyed except the 
live stock. Three hogs were burned in 
a pen. George Parks’ house and ham 
and contents were burned. Mr. Parks 
had just gone to Presque Isle and his 
house was closed up. The fire next 
took hold of a store and barn occupied 
t>y G. McLellan and owned by Hugh 
Montgomery, 
was all destroyed. A blacksmith shop, 
bam and residence owned by Samuel 
Eddy and occupied by Wm. Harris, Jr., 
was destroyed. In the last some fur­
niture was saved. When the fire got 
under way the inhabitants were un­
able to cope with it in any shape, and 
the fact that most of the contents of 
the houses were destroyed shows how 
quickly and thoroughly the work was 
over.

Senator Dever was born in Bally- 
shannon, Ireland, on May 2nd, 1825, 
and came to this country in the early 
thirties with hie parents, James and 
Margaret Dever. His father settled in 
St. John, where Senator Dever receiv­
ed his early training. He went into 
the provision business, and while still 
quite young was head of a firm car­
rying on a large direct commerce with 
the West Indies, and conducting on 
Dock street an extensive wholesale 
grocery and liquor trade. For a time 
his brother John, who afterwards re­
moved to the United States, was a 
partner. A quarter of a century ago 
Senator Dever, having acquired a com­
petence, retired from this business.

When the question of confederation 
came up he refused to follow Mr. An­
glin, and was one of the very small 
number of Român Catholics In this con­
stituency to support the union move­
ment.

Senator Dever was appointed to the 
senate on March 14th, 1868, and was 
the first New Brunswicker to be made 
a senator #ter those named in the 
Queen’s proclamation.

He married Margaret, daughter of 
Daniel Morris of Lancaster, who sur­
vives him. They celebrated their 50th 
anniversary on the 25th of last Novem­
ber. Mrs. Dever was with her husband 
in Ottawa at the time of his death. 
They had nine children, two sons and 
seven daughters, who are all living. 
The daughters are Mrs. Barbeau of 
Montreal, Mrs. Leslie of Kingston, 
Mrs. Ray, Mrs. Roberts and Mrs. Jelly- 
land of_England, Mrs. Vivante of New 
York, ihd Mrs. Hughes of India. Mrs. 
Hughes is a widow and is now educat­
ing her children on the continent. The 
sons are James, who is connected with 
the editorial staff of the New York 
Sun, and Thomas, now living in the 
South.

She crawled into it, and there shortly 
after her baby boy was born, 
sister found her in the shed, and later 
some neighbors came and carried her 
into the house. She was placed on a 
couch, and a telephone message sent 
for Dr. Macaulay. He was not at home, 
but cane soon and hastened to the 
spot, where he found the young mother 
still in her street clothing and the 
baby boy still alive, with the grime of 
his birthplace over him.

Dr. Macaulay did what was medi­
cally required for both mother and 
child. The neighbors brought blankets 
and made up a bed for the girl.

Dr. Macaulay said last night that if 
the girl had not had a particularly 
good constitution she would never have 
lived through the ordeal. Last night 
when the doctor visited the house the 
mother was doing well and will most 
likely recover. The child is a fine 
healthy boy and is also doing well.

During the day Officers White and 
Bowes procured other supplies.

Enquiries were made at-Ahe Rescue 
Home last night. The explanation 
given is that the house was full and 
several of the officers were sick. The 
army people admit that they were well 
aware of the girl’s situation, but had 
no time to do anything. Even with 
this explanation it is considered 
strange that the girl should have been 
turned into the street by an institu­
tion intended to look after such people.

Dr. Macaulay said that in all his 
experience this case was the worst he 
had seen. The cruelty of the whole 
thing was almost incredible. .

This is ac­
counted for by the fact that the pullets 
laid à larger proportion of their eggs 
in winter, when the price was good.

Breeding for Winter Layers.—When 
the pullets are forced for winter egg 
production, there should be kept in ad­
dition another breeding pen of select­
ed fowls from which to rear the chicks. 
A hen or pullet that commences to lay 
in the spring will at that time produce 
stronger-germed eggs for hatchiflg 
than will another that has had her vi­
tality impaired by winter laying.

. The farmer should select from the 
flock of pullets ten or twelve of the 
best winter layers, placing a regular 
leg band or a piece of,wire around the 
leg of each. The next winter these 
pullets (then yearling hens) should be 
separated from the laying hens and 
kept in good health and medium flesh, 
but not fed for winter laying. In Feb­
ruary or March they should be mated 
with a suitable cockerel, and their ra­
tions increased so as to bring them 
into laying at the time when their 
eggs are required for hatching. Such 
a process of selection would sotfn pro­
duce a particularly fine strain of win­
ter layers.

Exporting Eggs.—The export trade 
carries off the surplus eggs produced 
during the summer months when prices 
are low, but has little or no effect on 
the price of new laid eggs in winter. 
Efforts to increase our export trade in 
eggs need not, therefore, alarm con­
sumers in cities or towns. Eggs that
