THE RELIEF AND AID FUND.

The city has decided to send a bill to
the legislature to make a change in the
fund of tbe Relief and aid Society fund.
Exactly what that change will be nobody
can tell but public opinion demands that
something shall be done. A few days ago
the trustees ot the fund made a plea to the
government that no action be taken. If
their argument had ben backed up by the
promise that the reliet fund would be mar«
aged an1 distributed without charge in the
future, the exscutive might have been im-
preesed. As it is the people’s wishes will
probably be respected.

The immediate disposition of this fund
is not an easy matter. For nearly a
qaarter of s century certain people have
been assisted—and the public woull be
surprised in many cases it the names were

- given—and yet the plea is set that it would

be s shame to deprive these beneficiaries
4t this date of their annual income from
the relief fund.

Thisis & somewhit extraordinary con-
dition of sffairs butitis the s'and taken
by a number of trustees of the fund. Ifit
prevails, then St. John stands in & unique
position so far as fi:e reliof goes. l?nt
right here anoher argument comes in.
The fact that we have sucha fund is
said to havé prevented ou'side places from
contribating to the aid of the Indiantown
fire sufferers. The excuse was made at
that time that the funds of the relief tund
conld not be diverted to their assistance.
This might bave been true in law but it
was about as ridiculous as the recent con-
tention that any of the money subscribed
for those who volunteered in the first con-
tingent. could not be paid to those who
went later to fight the battles of the Em
pire in South Atrica.

A very large number of people are of
the opin‘on that the Reliet and Aid Fund
should be closed. How to do it without
disappointing those who have been encour-
aged to expect aid from it is & matter for
discussion, but there will be no dispute
about the point, that whatever 18 done in
“the future should be without expense to
the fund.

MAYOR3 PRESENT AND FU I'URE.

The Mayor of & great American city,
Chicago. has given his opinion as to what
. chiet magistrate will be in the future. Of
course he has the Chicago of the future in
bis mind but at the same time many of his
remarks are applicable to the heads of
every city. For the city of Chicsgo, how:
ever, in 1950 he sees at its head a mayor
absolutely free from care 8s to the roatine
business.of the municipality: He will be a
business head, and be elected because he
bas sound opinions and suffi siently wide
experience on savitation, street cleaning,
park and boulevard developments, water
supply, and the 1ks, to mske llilll. an
authority. He will be 8 business guide,
and not a political tactor, &% heis forced to
be to-day. He will be the highest type of
the business man of 1950. His salary in
all probability will range from $10 000 to
$25,000 the yesr, since in many respects
he will be more powerful, and be called
upon for more than Governors, or even the
President.

The tendency of the times appears to be
insistence that this Mayor of the coming
years shall be not only . politically sourd
and strong, but he must'be morally pure,
in private as well as public life. He will
belong to one of the two groat plrtiu.; ke
will not emssculate his politioal opinions ;

a great e for the acts of the 3board.
He granted all licenses and in many , ways
controlled civic affsirs. The cffive today
is the ssme only in point ot salary. The
mayor is chairman of the coununcil, the dis-
penser of dog and coach licenses, the ex-
cffi sio head of certain bodies ard there
bis power ends. Bu! not his duties.
Elected by the people, sepirate and dis-
tinct from the board of aldermen, he is
supposed to look after the interests of the
taxpayers and if he cannot check;aldermen
in what he consi lers an unwise  course to
warn the psople who pisced confidence in
bim. This is his chief duty—not {a slight
one by any m>ans but, as we know, some-
times unsatisia:tory and disagreeable.
FRANCE'S EXPOSITION.

As the date of the cpening of the Paris
exposition approaches the interest in the
wonderful fair increases. Parisjis very
much alive to the situation and is prepar-
ing for a great rush of visitors. The war
in the Transvaal is the most serious check
that the great evant has had and French-
men sre not politic €njugh to soothe the
angry feelicg toward England. Witbout
England the exposition cannot be a suc-
ceas and to expect that country to be en
husiastic toward France, where disgraceful
caricatures of her QQ1een are tolerated, is
exacting too much from a generous and
forgiving people: French officers are figh'~
ing sgainst Eogland in the Transvaal.
French diplomacy is striving to bring
about continental interferencé in the
struggle, the French press is bitterin ite
denunciasion of everything Eaglisa—why
then should Eoglishmen, Canadians or
other residents of the Empire burry to the
French capital and assist in making this
great pational demonstration a success P

It is not probable that the war in South
Atrica will bs' ended wh:n tha exposition
opens and, if it is not, Englishmen will not
like feel going to a semi hostile country
while her sons are on the battle field.

The future of the street car is dicussed
in & very pessimistic fashion by Msyor
Carter’H. Harrisox in the Saturday
Evening Post ot Philadelphis. He says:—

The street railway as koo vn today, a thing of in-
terfering rails, of dang overhe:d trolleys, of
+m )1 cars and smaller stockholders, will pass to an
o.livion it should have reach:d years ago. I ques-
tion, i1 we fiad the durablo strect paving 8o neces-
sary now to all citier, whether stréet rallways will
use rails at the end of another twenty-five years.
The automobile with its free use of sll paved ways
wil: drive the street car cft of rails into unrestricted
use of the stree's. With the disappearance of the
rails we wil have an end of the corrupt and bother-
some franchise questions. The streets will come
back to the people literally.

It is said that New York is the only large
city without alleys. The alley of to-day in
the average large city is a disease breeder.
Itiss place used for the concealment or
storage of waste matter with little care as
to what munioipal ordinsnces demand.
Crowding ot population is, begioning to
give the alley a bigher value. Good pav
ing, electric lighting and thorough drain-
age make it attractive and useful for the
small stores and places to which the aven-
ue is too expensive.

1t was stated a foew days ago by Director
WisELY that 8t. Jobn could furnish its
own electric street lamps for $65° & year.
In this connection it is interesting to note
that the 8000 street lamps in Chicago cost
$68.52 a year. Two years ago each lamp
of 2000 candle power cost $90 65 per

annum.

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Polliog Teeth In 011 Times,

Some of the most interesting books in
snv great library are the quaint old volums
vh'ch have come down from earlier cen
tures. The Coogressional L-brary at Wash-
ington, among thousinds of such works,
possesses one on surgery, which was trans-
lated into Engifsh and published in Lone
don, in 1649 It had been written seventy
y2ars before by a Frenchman named Ame
broise Pare, who was the greatest sargeon
of his time. In the preface, which is dedi-
cated to Henry III., ‘tbe most Caristian
King of Fravce and Poland.' the author
says:

“For God is my witness, and sll goed
men know that I bave labored fifty years
with all care and pain, in the illustration
and ampl fication of chirurgery; and that
1 bave so certainly touched the work where
at I aimed, that antiquity may seem to
bave nothing wherein it may exceed us,
beside the glory of invention ; nor posterity
anything left but & certain small hope to
add something”.

To the reader of to-day it will look as it
posterity had added a great many very
large things to the surgical attainments of
this wise man. In the matter ot pulling
teeth, perhops the best known of all surgi
cal operatiors, the directions of Ambroise
Pare are as follows:

“Therefore tor the better plucking out &

tooth the patient sball be placed in & low
seat, bending back his head between tie
tooth drawer’s legs ; then the tooth drawer
shall deeply scarify about the tooth, separ-
ating the gums therefrom with the instru-
ments.’
It the tooth is then loose, it may be shaken
out; otherwite, various three pointed in-
str ts are r ded for use. The
learned author eays that uniess the
tooth-drawer knows his business well,
he is liable to force out three teeth at once,
“oftentimes leaving that untouched which
causes the pain”

Of the author’s rules of surgery some re-
main good, while others would now be
pronouncad worthless. Here is a fair sam-
ple. *You shall comfort the patient with
hope of recovery, even when tbere is dan-
gor of death.’ This is another: ‘Gr:ief is
good for none but such as are very fat.’

Doctor Pare’s whole book is an impres
sive reminder that the progress of know-
ledge has been in the direction of simplic
ity. All his directions, like those for
tooth-pulling, would now be regarded as
extremely and unnecessarily complicated.

The sleeping car 1s one of the convenien~
¢2s of modern life. It permits commer:ial
t :avellers and others, who hive to go from
'’y to city, to do their business by day and
their travelling by night. Thus no time is
lost ; and to save time seemsto be the gres
Amerizan idea. !

But the sleeping car has some disadvau-

uncomfortable. Itis a great place in which
to lose things. When the porter rouses the
occupant of a berth who wants to get out at
a way station in the early morning, the
passenger, in bis hurry and sleepicess, of-
ten leaves soma article behind him. This is
80 common that the railroads have adopted
s system for the collection and return of
such property. The porters, the conduc-
tors, the strippers and the cleaners, each in
turn search the cars and any arti :les tucked
away in the bertbs, under seats or carpets,
or behind stesm-pipes, are tak:n to the
nearest terminal station. If not calied for
promptly, they are forwarded to head
quarters. i

Near the Grand Central Station in New
York is a lost-article bureau, into which
things come from all points—irom Seattle
to Bangor. The list of articles on hand
awaitirg owners usually includes purses,
jewelry, railroad tickets, wearing apparel
and sleeping-gowns. Sets of false teeth
are said to be quite commonly left in the
cars, while on one occasion the porter
found a wooden leg. An excited nurse-
maid once left & baby bebind incthe sleep-
er; the little fellow was well taken care of
by the trainmen until restored to his
parents.

Many things lost in the cars can never
be found. Somelimes an absent-minded
man will wear off the wrong overcoat, but
will be so well sytiefi d. with the exchange
that be will say nothing about it, while the

other man may be clamoring loudly, but
in vain, for his own coat.

*1ight Mon+y and Specuiation’

The }*tight’ money market, of which so
much has been heard jrecently at Esstern
financial centres. barmed speculators in
sfocke far more than it did men engaged in
commerce. The explanation is simple.
When money is in plentiful supply, men
borrow it freely and buy stocks with it.
Prices rise’; profits are real zed! more
money is borrowed.

Then the rates for money go up; the
bavks call in the loans which they have
made; there is a rush to turn stocks into
money, and prices go down as rapidly as
they rose. Those who lose the fictitious
profi’s, and those who bought to late and
bad no profits to lose, imagine that a
calamity has happened ; but general ' busi-
ness is not even seriously affscted unless
the depression in the stock-market is grave
and long continued. '

Much of this agitation arises from the
widely extended practice of spaculating on
*‘margins.” The man who buys shares on
s margin does not really buy them at all.
He does not own or expect to own them.
He practically bets a certain sum per share
that the stock wifl rise. The small pay-
ment which he makes on the shares is
virtually & wager. et e

-~ When a stook which sells for one huvan-
dped dollars a share advances- ten' dollars,
the man who has really invested in it
makes ten per cent on bis investment by
the rise in prioe; but the man'who has put
up & margin of ten dollars on it makes
one bundred per cent, on his money. He
has taken ten times as much risk as the
other. On the other hind, it the price
drops ten dollars, investor loses
only ten per cent and has & solid value
while the speculator on margin has lost all
that be risked. :

none of its sppreeigtion in the hearts of the
people at large. The Dominion Govern-
ment was only too willing to bave the old
Marine Hospitsl, which proved s failure,
devoted to the good use Mr. Turnbull
suggested and readily handed it over to
to the bencficence of the late Ward strcet
merchant.

The latter balf of the nineteenth cen-
tury bas been remarksble for the many
geograpical novelties that explorers bave
brought from Africa. In less than five de-
cades this long neglected continent has
been opened, converted into civilizad
‘States and protectorates, become thickly
dotted with Christisn missions and fairly
prepared for civiliz2d enterprise.

In the first decade—1850-60 —we had
the sources and course of the great Zam-
bezi River, with its wonderful Victoria
Falls made known to us. The Tanganika
—ihe longest lake in Africa was also dis-
covered. .

During the second decade—1860-70—
we obtained a rough outline of the Victoria
Nyaoz:. The Nile was thence descended
throughout its whole length. The Albert
Nyanzi, another feeder of the Nile was
discovered, and soon after Lake Nyassa
appeared to graca our maps.

The third decade—1870-80—was still
more fruitful of results. We had first the
sourczs of & new river of the first magni-
tude, and its lakes Mwreu and §Bangweolo
revealed to us. A short time afterward
this river was proved to be the Congo, by
a descent along its entire course. Lakes
Victoria and T iks were cir vig
ated. An ascent of the snow mouuntain
Kilimo Njaro was made; Kenia, another
snow mountain of similar magnitudc, was
discovered ; a better knowledge of the
Lower Niger and its principal tributaries
was gained, the Ogowai was explored ;'the
gorilla haunts of Northern Gaboon wers
visited.

The fourth decade—1880-90 —was still
richer in results, and so great was the pro_
gress of exploration that all the civilized
powers responded to a call for a general
conference to decide the ownerahip of the
territories discovered and to formulate cer-
tain rules and principles for future proce-
dure. Out of this the Congo Free S:ate
came into existence, a free trade z)ne was
delimited, the French Congo was d:fised
and the limits of Portuguese the Eunropean
powers commenced a scramble for African
possessions which lasted for several years.
‘German warships coasted round th> con-
tinent and seiz:d upon the Cameroons, the
gold coast, Namaqua and Damara. Land,
and a large section of East Africa. French
travellers distinguished themselves by an-
nexations to the north of the Congo and
the Western Soudan, until many countries
hitherto unknown by nams had been con-
verted into & French colonial empire cf
unprecedented extent. Italy entered
Abyssinis, established E-ythrea and made
the whole horn of Easstern Africa an
Italian protectorate. Finally England be-
came infected with the land hunger, and,
though reluctant and protesting, extended
British rule from the Cape to the Tan-
ganika, absorbed a portion of East Africa
and expanded har West Africa possessions.

This was also the period when South
Africa ad d in popul t by
leaps and bounds on account of its increas-
ing outputs in dismonds and gold. The
Congo disclosed its wealth of ivory, rubber
and hard woods, and a forest which rivaled
that of the Amazon in extent and possible
productions. The Congo's tributaries were
explored and new lakes were found.
Almost every month something new and
strange was told of its hydrograpby and
topography. The Niger region becasme
also pr t b ofits h my-
riads, who were discovered to be past their
savage state, and already developed into
industrious barbarians. Nyassa Laud,
which in the sixties was deserted for its
deadly record, took a new start, and be-
came & land of promise for coffee planters.

In the present decade the scrambling for
territory ceased and most of the govern-
ments bhave begun the development of their
African possessions. TLey hsve ringed
them with custom houses and garrisoned
forts, and are jealomsly policing their
frontiers. R:giments of natives have been
drilled and uniformed, missions, schools
and churches are flourishing, while every
symptom of the slave trade, which was fast
devastating the interier, even in the
eighties, bas dissppeared. The enormous
area of inner Africa, which only twenty-
three years sgo was only & blank, is now
known to geographers and governments as
the Uganda and East African protectorates
of Great Britain, German Fast Africs,
Mozambigue, Rhodesis, Angols, Congo
Francaise, the Cameroons, Nigeria and
southern Soudan, which are administered
by their respective Governor-Generals and
thousands of European officials.

It will thus be seen that geographical

w—Unexplored.

novelties bave already become scarce even
from Darkest Africa. Geographical socie-
ties still hold their ,seances, but their halls
are no longer crowded with breathless
sudiences thrilled with stories of startling
discoveries, and spplauding the pewest
thing from the heart of mysterious Africa.
It is now the period of railways and tele-
graphs and steamers. The Congo’s broad
waters are disturbed by hundreds of
stesmers —the Nysssa is rapidly becoming
like a Swiss Lake with its many steam
ferries—the Tanganika and Victoris
Nyarza have already seen the pioneers of
th2 steam flects which will appear before
the next century dawns. The Congo, the
Uganda and other railway lines now in
prcspect make mystery and novelty almost
impcesible and narrow the field ot the
pioneer explorer.

And yet the first decades of the twen-
tieth century may reveal to us astonishi

Jub River and Lakes Stephsnie and Rud-
olf. The other extends from Lake Rudolf
to Fashoda on the other hand and south-

ern Abyssinia on the other. A thorough-

knowledge of these two region would throw
light on the main routes taken by the ane
cient immigrants, from Abyssinia, and
whose blood, blending with that of the
primitive tribes south, bas produced the
Zolus. Two exploring expeditions, well
conducted, would settle the sources of the
Jub and the Sobat, define the northern
reach of the Mau platesu, and the south-
ern limits of the spurs extending from the
mountsinous mass of Abyssinia. Between
tiese, some interesting jakes ought to be
found.

Another promising region extends be-
tween the Tanganika and Albert Edward
lakes. A dozen explorers bave touched
ihe edge of this region, but ome has

Brazil contain several parts as little k
to the European world as the darkest
parts of Africa. The debateable territory
between Ecuador and southeastern Colum
bia, parts of Cugca snd La Paz in Bolivia;
the Peruvian Andes, the upper Basin of
the Pilcomayo and an extensive portion of
Patagonia are- regions of promise. A
great part of the Andean Cordillera is
completely unknown, both as to its topo-
grsphy and its geology. ;
The secrets of the plains of Argentina,
of its renowned pampas, ani of the Pat-
agonian tableland are still waiting soluticn.
The fauna of the Andean Jakesis still a
mystery. Those who are engaged in the
study of the past history ot mankind would
find an ample harvest in those American
mountains and finally those who should
investigate the economic value of the phy-
sical conditions of that copntry would be

While the world lasts
we shall never quite exhaust the region.
Even at this very moment there is a com™
pany being floated in London to utilize the
discovery of 8 nitrous deposmt dust found
near the site of ancient Memphis. If any
spot on earth may be called old surely that
one may, but even after 6,000 years ot
human occupation it has rewarded the ex-
plorer.

Therefore, though Africa’s main geo-
graphical features are fairly familar to us,
in its recesses are to be found many a
secrat yet. Nay I venture to say despite
my preamble that the continent remains for
most practical purposes as unknown to us,
as when Victoria Nyarzy and the Congo
were undiscovered. The names of the
mountai towns, villag setttements
and tribes have been written on tha blank
spaces of the maps, but what of that? They
are but the distinguishing terms of their re-
spective localities and are useful for refer-
ence. This work his occupied twenty-fiva
centuries, and the devotion of the countless

The people inbabiting the region would be
found to be among the most interesting ot
any in Alrica. For unless we are much
mistaken, they are relics of a great pre-
historic migrhtion cooped up in that pe-
culiar recess formied by the Tanganika to
the south, the mountain chains to the east
and the great Congo forest to the west,
while the war loving races marching to the
south moved past them sapparently un-
heeded and unheeding.

The next bit of real interest for the ex-
plorer is a strip barely 50 miles wide but
700 miles long lying between 28 degrees,
40 minutes east and 29 degrees, 30 east
and between 4 degress north and 8 de-
grees south, Earnest and systematic work
in this part of the Congo Free State would
seitle many geographical questions, such
ay, the exact line of the great upheaval
which occurred at the subsidence of the
vast  trough wherein lie Lakz2s Albert,
Albert Edward, Kinu and Tangamka.
From the western slopes of tbis lorg up-
land, which is believed to be now mainly
forested, rise the head waters of the

explorers whose objact was not to
details, but to reach some objective—and
who bad no time or opportnnity to do more
than note the more prominent features
along their routes. Thus English travell-
ers and South Africa passed over the dia-
mond fields and occupicd {armsteads above
the gold fields for acores of years without
suspecting the immeasurable wealth be-
neath. Thus several travellers whose
business it was to explore came within
distance of Ruwnezori without suspecting
that its showy crown might be seen three
miles above their heads.

The work of tbe old class of African ex-
plorers may be said to come to an end with
the last year of the nineteenth century
though their remain a few tasks yet incom-
plete. The twentieth century is destined to
8¢, probably within the next decade or
two, the topographic delineation of a large
portion of the continent by geodetic tri-
angulation. For the more the various
S:ates and protectorates ripen under the
influence of their civilized governments the
more will exact surveys be needed to settle
conflicting 1nternational claims, as w:ll as
for the purpose of revenue and administer-
stion and the security of property inland.
Good work of this kind has already been
done to Somali Land, along the Anglo-
German frontier in East Africa—between
Nyassa and Tanganiks, along the Anglo-
Portuguese boundary line south of Zsmbesi
—inTunis, Algeria and Abyssinia. If this
work is pushed we shall not bave to wait
many years for an accurate map of the
continent.

Meantime, however, there are certain
exploring tasks of an interesting character
which might well invite young men of
means and character. Those who sre fond
of alpine climbing, and aspire to do some-
thing worth doing, might take either of
the snowy mountains Ruweszori, Kenia,
Mfumbiro and explore it thoroughly after
the style of Hans Meyer who took Kilima
Njaro for his eubjict. There are peaks also
in the Elgon ‘cluster north of the Viotoria
Nyansa, over 14,000 feet high, which might
well repay systematic investigation. It is
not the tourist who_runs up a mountain
and starts for home to say that he has done
it, that he wanted, but the intelligent ex-
plorer who undertakes te make his mount-
ain his specisl stady, and will give us &
full and accurate monograph of these lotty
heights which in the not distant future are
destined to be often resorted to for the re-
cuperation of the lowland toilers in the
tropics. ;

British Esst Atrica contains two sections
about which we are very ignorant. One

embraces all that region lying between the

Welle-Mubangi, Arumiwi, Chofu, Lowa,
Lindi, Lira, Luama and other rivers.
How far east does the forest extend along
this line P How far west does the plains
reach P In what part of this region should
be locate ! the centre of the seismic dis-
turbance which made such a huge earth
rent? How many volcanoes are still in
operation along the gigantic mole which
has been piled west of the chain of lakes P
Though several explorers have crossed
this region their traverses are mere threads
ot travel and disclose but little of its
character.

Nor must we forget the great lakes of
Africa also offer tempting obj3cts for in-
telligent research. We bave no idea as
yet ef the nature of their beds, or of their
depth, or of their fame, and their outlines
have been but imperfectly sketched. Yet
these lakes cover about 75,000 etquare
miles of inne. Africa. Moreover, it is
really time that some ¢xplorer should come
forward with the determination to ascer-
tain the altitude of the Victoria Nyacrzs or
Tanganikas by the theodolite and spirit
level, previous to makinga trustworthy
survey of these lakes.

The President of the Royal Geographic-
al Society lately said that South America
contsined & larger unexplored area than
Africa. Though' the statement should not
be taken too liter.lly, it is certainly true
that there are considerable aress awaiting
exploration.

Of late since Col, Prejvalsky’s explor-
ations in mid Asia the world his been in-
terested in the exploits of explorers like
those of Younghusband, James Rockhill,
Littledale and Sven Hedin, who have
found something new even in that old
continent. The twentieth century will
not find Central Asia so diffi ult of access
as it was during tbe nineteenth.

The Great Siberian railway will aftord
many a starting place for explorations to
the South and the fifth part of the Asistic
continent which lies between Like Baikal
and the Himalaya range furnishes a very
large field for them. Sven Hedin bas made
a brilliant record in traversirg the heart of
Asa, and it would be singular it bis suc-
cesstul exploration shouldinot stimulate
others to ¢mulate his hardibood and dar-
ing. Tibet bas long withstood the attempts
of travellers to penetrate it for a systematic
survey. Our knowledge of the country
though on the whols considerable bas been
gained furtively and by enatches or ghort
rushes, resembling somewhat the manner
in which Europeans during the early part
of this century endeavored to reach the in-
terior of Africa. Malaris and savage man
opposed them everywhere just as the j:al-
ousy of the Chinese and superstitious ig-
norance of the Tibetans oppose modern
travellers. Perseverance will conquer in
the end—and both Tibet and China will
have to yield. Arabia and Persia await
the Wallins, Palgraves, Burtons and
Doughtys of the future, wise and tactful
travellers accomplished in the languages of
Oman and Ajim, learned in Oriental his-
tory and saturated with Eastern lore. The
mission of such will be to resurrect the
dead past, delve among old ruins, revive

The *popular’ skirt will be one with a
tight-fittiog front and sides and a box plait
of moderate siz3 in the back, the box fall-
ing apart ecough to be graceful and to re-
lieve the back of its: érawn look. This
kind of s ekirt is'éasily arranged or draped
as the modistes will tell you, and is attach-
«d to the band quite as easily. The front
and sides are rewed to the band with full-
ness, but at the very middle of the back
there is 1aid the large flat plait.

The ekirt opens either at one side of the
box plait or upon the leit side of the front.
The front opening-is so much more popu-
lar than the rear opening the women are
loath to disturb it. The thought that there
s no gaping placket holais so reassuring
that a women walks in comfort.

Another style of skirt is simple and
pretty. It bas the box plait in the back,
but the {ront and sides are arranged with
the tiniest tucks running vertically from the
belt downward. The tucks sre no heavier
than a cordirg and look not unlike cording.
They begin at the belt and extend dowan-
ward to a point just below the hips. Where
the tucks end s slight flare occurs which
allows for the fit of the bips. Ibisis an
-extremely becoming style and an admirable
one, in that it locks well in any material.
Black serge, made up in this way, looks
‘very dressy, especislly when completed
‘with the box plait in the back.

A black serge trimmed with braid, ar-
‘ranged to & deep point in front, with the
skirt plaited in the back and tucked from

It is different from the conventional box
plait.

In enumerating the new skirts one al-

The skirts, after the manner of the grown
up gowns, are dignified by plaits disposed
in various ways.

The plaid gown has a deep collar of
plain cashmere, covered with rows of gilt
b:aid and little velvet pieces projecting at
either side of the front. Agsin the plaid
is used insilk for the sash and collar, and
the material is plain. A velvet collar with
a knot and short cravat ends of plaid silk
where it meets, and 8 belt and sash of
plaid are a very good finish for any plain
material if the right colors are chosen. All
the narrow braids snd ribbons are espec-
ially useful as trimming for young girls’
gowns, and nothing in thig line is prettier
than the white dotted silk - guimpe. This
trims the collar of ong little - costume " in
pale-blue veiling; sewn' oti‘iii‘stiaight rows
around the edge. A prétty idés is fo inake
this deep collar of taffets silk, either
matching the veiling in color or of a paler
shade, and finishing it with a nsrrow knife
plaiting of the silk edged with narrow lace.
Rows of the guimpe trim the skirt, and the
long sleeves ‘dre of the wveiling. This is
worn with a white lawn guimpe, fot it may
be made with a yoke of tucked taffeta.
Yokes of the material like the gown are
very eflective ¢ut plain _with either three
points, or scallops backind front, lapping
over on the waist belog and rounding out
over the sleeves & bit. - Ouatline the scal-
lops with two rows af lace insertion with
an irreglar edge, with the width of the in-
sert on between the rows, or finish with &
sti‘ched shaped band of silk.
« The pretty fine ppplinettes are especially

sre made with guimpe and sleeves of fine
white Jawn, China and tsffets silk are
very much used for this purpose, and noth-
irg can be much more desirable than the
veilings. Ta3 silk stockings, embroider-
ed-with some little flower in the color of
the gown, snd worn with suede shoes to
match, ave very pretty with the dancing
gown. For a girl of fitteenJthere isa
party dress illustrated, made of rose pink
teffstta and trimmed with narrow cream
lace frilled around the scalloped overdress
and deep collar.

Plain clothes are very [popular in] the
children’s department of materials, espec-
ially for afternoon gowns for, girls just in
their teens, and one model in mind has &
tunic overdress falling over a skirt] plaited
around the hem.

Jas, Pyle of Pearline Famo,

Jas. Pyle, founder ot the firm of Jas.
Pyle & Sons, manufacturers of psarline,
died at his home, Saturday. He was born
on Aug. 16, 1828, in Manchester, N. 8.,
to which place his father, who was a
loyalist, moved from Pennsylvavia after ths
battle of Brandywine. Mr. Pyle was a
giant in stature, being 6 ft. 5 in. high. He
first began as a manutacturer of washing
fluid. Thenhe began a manufacturer of
sodas and soaps, and finally established the
pearline business. He was a personal
triend of Horace Greeley, and it was the
latter who first iuduced him to try adver-
tising. ‘Iry advertising one year,’ said
Greeley, ‘and you need not pay for it un-
less you find it profitable.’

The ButI
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o1 the English newspspers, including the

London Times, said it was the most seri-
ous setback since the mutiny in India.
For centuries this revolt of 8 subjugated
people will be a subject of history . and
romance. The war and the things that
followed gave Rudyard Kipling his ms-
terial and opportunity. It is an interest-
ing fact sbout most great wars that the
oﬁginuthdi-nwuivid.ndilth
case of the India mutiny tliis was pacu-
liarly the case. No historian has ever yot
been sble to find adequats cause. Of
course there were the national antagonisms
between the races, but that did not count
for everything. Disaffection existed, and
in the crisis there was a rumor that the
cartridges which had been served out to
the native soldiers were gressed with the
fat of animals unclean alike to Hindu and
Mohammedan. The slaughter began. On
Sundsy afternoon, May 10, 1857, the
Sepoys broke in open mutiny, and then for
twoyunthwmton,withdnlonol
thousands of lives.

et
We never know how much history we
have forgotten till some disturbance brings
out the details bearing upon great events.
In thousands of journals and newspapers it
bas been asserted over and over again in
the past several years that the ides of a
South African Empire, holding somewhat
the same relations as Canads to Great
Britain, was origir=t.. suggested and
formulated by Cecil Rhodes and Joseph
Chamberlain. As s matter of fact, the
credit belongs to Lord Carnarven, who, af-
ter seeing the effects of the confederation
act in Canads, suggested that all the Eur-
opean settlements of South Africa be unit-
ed under similar confederate government.
The scheme was adopted, and the British
agents in South Africa simply went abead
to annex things in their own peculiar way.
It was not until April, 1877, that the
Transvass]l was nominally added to the
Britich Throne. In order to make the an-
nexations more valid, excuses were found
and wars were started to sustain them.
The cost was & great many millions of dol-
lars and a number of good English lives.
The natives were mowed down, and the
whole desperate business made sad chap-
ters in African history. The Boers, who
had fled to escape British sggression, at
last made their stand. The open troubles
began in 1880.

In December, 1880, the South African
Ropublic was proclaimed,with Kruger as
President, Joubert Commandant General,
Jorissen Attorney General, and Bok act-
ing State Secretary. Pretorious joined
Kruger and Joubert in the direction of
affsirs. The English lost heavily doring
the war. It astonished them beyond
measure that they were defeated by such
small numbers of the Boers. They made
a final stand on the Majuba Mountain,
which commanded the Boer’s position, but
this did not dismay the hardy Dutch, who
on February 27, 1881, carried the place by
storm, killed 83, inclucing the British
Commander, Sir George Pomeroy Colley,

and disabled and captured 183. Sir Fred-
erick Roberts—the present Roberts in

snd—was appointed C der-in-
General, and 15,000 troops were sent to
South Atrica from all parts of the British
Empire. But before they arrived an
armstice had been arranged snd gradu-
ally peace was reached. It is a fact in
history, however, that after the conclusion
of the preliminary settl t, while the
Boers departed to their larms, the British
not only did not decrease their forces, but

The
present war was at first unpopular with the
people of Great Britain, but there was no
lack of readiness on their part to supply
men and munitions, although it has been
necessary to call heavily upon the colonies
for assistance. The history of the Rsvol-
ution is pretty familiar to all. We whipped
the English at the North and in the Mid-
dle States and finally in the South. After
the brilliant feats by American armies
the climax came in the surrender of Corn-
wallis. Conwallis surrendered 7,247 men,
75 brass canon, and 69 iron guns, while
several vessels with 900 men and officers
were surrerended to the French flzet Al-
ready in the few months’ fight in Africa
the Boers have killed, captured and dis-
abled almost as many men as the entire
forces surrendered to the Americans on
O:tober 19, 1781, which sealed our inde-
pendence.

In some respects there is s better par-
allel in the War of 1812. Great Britain
sent three armies under three Generals to
to the different sections of the country,
and they were defeated even more dis
astrously than the first armies in South
Africa. The most famous of the battles
took place actually after the treaty of peace
was signed. It was at New Orleans.
Twelve thousand picked British troops
were defeated by 5,000 Americans, the
British losing 2,000 in killed, wounded
and prisoners, while the American loss
was only a few men. In that case Gener-
al Andrew Jackson and his sturdy troops
found even greater satety behind the cot-
ton bales than the Boers are finding in

the war. In that contest Europe, cutsid
of Great Britain, was practically one in
sympathy with the Boers, and leading men
in the Continental countries signed peti-
tions pleading that the Transvaal be re-
cognizad as an independent State. With
the effect of the defeats and the insistence
of the sentiment of the world, Great
Britsin gave in. No one has ever said a
word against the bravery of the Boers in
that wonderful fight on Majuba Hill, and
it is one of the distinct defeats that befell
tae English in all their long experiences in
war.

Many interesting parallels have been
drawn botween the American Revolution
and the present contest of the South Af-
rican Republic. Whéther or not the merits
of the case are similar must of course be
left to future historians, for not even the
best of men is competent to judge at short
range as to absolutely where ths right and
wrong belong. History needs plenty of
distance.

Possibly there are more contrasts than
parallels in these two wars. Great Britain
bas sent, and is sending, to South Africs

This war on
the part of the United States was in some
respects the most remarkable ofjithe cen-
tury because it began with a bankrupt
treasury and an army of only 10,000 men.

Since the American Revolution England
has not been fighting all the time, but she
bas been in trouble most of the time. Her
brilliant victories in the Napoleonic wars
make stupendous reading. Tojall parts of
the world have her soldiers gone, and she
has contributed marvelous chapters3to civ-
ilization ; yet her~finest expariences have
not been without their tragedies, although
in the end, except in three or four instan-
ces, she has kmown some of the greatest
victories in the records of the world.

Killog Soldiers,
The fact that most of the artillery prac-
tice in the Transvaal war has appeared 0
ineffective on both eides need surpriss no
one. Itisa well.known fact that on an
average only one bullet out of five hun-
dred fired in battle strikes home.

During tha France German War the
(3erman artilley fired 840,000 ehots and the
intantry 20,080 000. This _terrible hail of
shot and bullets, sufficient to exterminate a
pation, resulted in a Joss of 45 000 men to
the French. Thbus every Frenchmen kill-
ed involved an expenditure of bullets
suflicient to kill a regiment.

Ot the 45,000,000 bullets fired by tte
Russians during the Crimean War, 44,-
952,000 failed to fulfill their errand ot
death, and were for practical purposes of
destruction, wasted. The remaining 48,
000 alone, which could have easily been
fired by a single regiment within the space’
of an hour, found their billet. This means
that 910 bullets were fired before a single
soldier of the}allied troops was killed.

The British in the same war were more
fortunate in their aim. Ot 15,000 000 bul=
lets fired 21,000 were fatal; one bullet out
ot every 700 fired thus accounting for ore
Ruesian. )

The French soidiers, it is estimated,
fired 29,000 000 bullets, which resulted in
the death of 51,000 Russians, or at the
rate of one fatal bullet to every 590 shots
fired.

This would make it appear that the
Frenchmen are better shots than the Eog-
lishmen, but as a matter of tact, the French
total of hits was brought up so high only
by one or two of the last actions at close
range.
