At the bedside
were Rev, Father Burke, editor of the
Catholie i'u-.later; Rev. Father Kidd,
secretary to the Archbishop and
Chancellor of the Diocese; Rev.
Father Whelan, rector of 8t, Michael's
Cathedral; Rev. Father McGuire, ne-
phew of the Archbishop; Dr. R. J.
Dwyer, the attending physician and
several gisters of the church. No
arrangements have yet been made for
the funeral. His Grace's illness was
considered hopeless from the first,
although he rallied frequently and
made several public appearances
since his condition became critical
last year.

Deceased was born at Lindsdy, Ont.,
in 1854, and received his classtceal edu-
cation in St. Michael's College, Toron-
to, and was graduated with honors in
the University of Toronto, He after-
wards studied theology in the Grand
Seminary at Montreal, and in 1882
was ordained a priest by the late
Archbishop COleary, in Trenton. In
addition to his thorough classical
and theological training, Bishop Mc-
Evay had in early manhood received

a4 most thorough practical business
education. His first duties as priest
were performed in Kingston. When

fhe diocese of Peterboro was estab-
lished he wae tramsferred there and
placed in charge of the missions of
Bobcaygeon, Galway and Fenelon
Falls. When Bishep Dowling succeed-
ed the late Bishop Jamet in Peterboro
in 1887, Father McEvay was transfer-
red to Peterboro and appointed rec-
tor of St. Peter's Cathedral, After-
wards he was transferred to Hamil
ton, where he became rector of the
cathedral. He was successively pro-
woted to the rank of private chamber-
lain to His Holiness Pope Leo XIIL:

centres of population. Half a century ago the broad
road between Fredericton and St. John was the most
travelled rursl thoroughfare in this Province, Now
it Is almost grown up and there are sections of it over
which ouly an occasional traveller passes. It has been
deserted because there are two other roads leading to
the capital, both of which pass through well settled
districts, while the short cut runs through: what is
still & wilderness without a house for miles.

Following the bicycle came the motor car, a means
of transportation which is growing more popular every
year, and which in some of the states ig becoming a rival
to the railway lines. The advent of the motor car
has been mainly responsible for the present day agita-
tion for better roads. In this Province, so far, they are
used only by pleasure seekers, and it is doubtful if they
will ever be greatly used for transportation of freight
because of the difficulties of runming them in the win-
ter season. They can be used in cities where the
streets are cleared of snow, but their ¢onstruction will
have to be greatly altered before they can successfully
get through the drifts of the country roads from Janu-
ary to March. But this does not prevent the owners
of automobiles from agitating for better roads, and by
better roads they do not mean a well built and well
kept dir{ road which hitherto has been the utmost of
the ambition of the rural population, but a macadamized
road free from dust,

From the foundation of the Province the Govern-
ment has been the chief provider of transportation facils
ities, Vast sums have been expended in opening up
new highways and in maintaining those already in exist-
ence, Even in the days when the revenues of the
Province were very small there were largér expendi-
tures for highways and bridges than for any other pub-
When railway construction was entered
liberally. Practically
the whole debt of the Province at the time of Con-
federation was for railway construction represented
chiefly Tu_ the Ilne from St. John to Shediac which cost
the Province $5,000,000,

The total contribuiions of provincial public money
and land for railways represent $15,857,672, which is
a very large sum for a Province with a population of
