On
the final passage of the bill Irish privy
councillorships will be. conferred on
Messrs. Redmond and Dillon, and their
leading colleagues, In due course
Mr. Redmond will retire from the
active leadership of the Nationalists
fn the House of Commons and will
doubtless be succeeded by T. P. O’Con-
for.”

The Daily News adds that Red-
mond’s policy will be Conservative
and “will respect the susceptibilities
and pay due honor to the high charae-
ter of the Protestant counties.”

MASSACRES AVENGED
WITH }\'lEAVY JUSTICE

London Regards as Probable
Reports that King Ferdinand
Is Ready for Peace as.Bul-
garia is Getting the Worst of
Fighting.

London, July 9—~Out of the welter
of conflicting welter of stories from
the Balkans it is almost impossible
to sift the truth. This was markedly
illustrated tonight, a despatch from
the Dally Telegraph’s correspondent
at Uskup, dated Tuesday night, report-
ing that there had been bardly any
fighting in the last few days, while
Belgrade despatches received repor:-
ed further Servian” victorieg, the latest
advices from the Servian capital as-
serting that all the Bulgarians who
had invaded Servia had been driven
back across the frontier,

There seems to be little doubt that
General Ivanoff’s army is steadily 1e-
tiring before the victorious Greeks,
and it is reported that the Bulgariaus
have evacuated both Kavala, where
the Greek fleet is operating, and Dede-
agatch,

The problem of dealing with the
dead and wounded is proving a very
gerious.one. The nursing resources in
Belgrade are woefully insufficient and
all accommodations there are dis-
tressingly overtaxed. It is stated that
the Servians have permitted a pause
in the operations to allow the removal
of the wounded and the interment of
the dead, as well as the carrying out
of sanitary measures to prevent &
spread of the cholera.

Massacres Reported.

The Greek government had made
urgent representations to the Euro-
pean governments against massacres
and atrocities alleged to have been
committed by the Bulgarians and ir-
regulars on unarmed villagers at Bo-
granitza, Gouvhell, Nigrita and else-
where in violation of the international
laws of war. Thisappeal declares that
in the event of defenceless Greek pop-
ulationg being left to their fate, Greece
will be obliged to take rigorous mea-
sures to put an end to Bulgarian
atrocities.

A Greek official statement asserts
that instead of thirty thousand as al-
leged by Bulgaria, General Ivanoff's
army consisted of 120,000 men.

Turkey “Warming Up.”

Constantinople, July 9.—The reply
of Bulgaria to the request of the sub-
lime porte sgréeing to evacuate the
Marmora coast, Intimates that the
Bulgarian delegate, M. Natchovitch,
ex-forelgn minister;  who arrived at
Tchatalja today, is empowered to ne-
gotiate a settlement of .the Marmora
question.

Gov't Arranging for Display at
Upper Canada Fair.

IS FIRST ATTEMPT OF
THE KIND IN CANADA

All Varieties Will be Shown and
Patrons Will Get Complete
Information About Our Fish-
eries,

Special to The Standard,

Ottawa, July 9.—The Dominion gov-
ernment is arranging through the De-
partment of Marine and Fisheries for
& ten thousand dollar exhibit of food
fish at the Toronto exhibition this
year. The exhibit will be the first of
its kind ever attempted in Canuada,
and is expected to be of great educa-
tional value. Arrangements for the
display are mow being completed by
W. A. Pound, Dominion superintend-
ent of fisheries.

A large number of the leading fish
companies of Canada will contribute
toward the exhibit under the direction
of the department. The display will
include live fish in tanks, cured fish,
fresh fish in cold storage and mount-
ed specimens of some rare varieties.
Andrew Halkett, curator of the fishery
museun-at Ottawa, will be in charge.
The exhibit-will. conkist principally
of the several varieties of commercial
fish, representing, the fisheries of the
Atlantic and Pacific coasts and of the
great inland waters of Canada. A
large cold storage refrigerator with a
capacity of six tops will be installed,
the storage fish being visible from the
outside by means of glass doois.
Special means will be adopted for
diffusing information: in regard to the
fish by means of lectures and the dis-
tribution of literature, and finally by
the novel, but conclusive method of
giving visitors to the exhibit samples
of the fish to eat. There is to be a
kitchen in connection with the dis-
play and an expert chef will fry fish,
which will be served hot free of
charge.

MUGH FROM: CUTWORMS

2e Swarms of the 4nsects
Destroy Vegetable Growth
In York County — Similar
Scourge Last Year,

Fredericton, July 9.—Cutworms\have
been found to be doing much damage
to vegetable growth, particularly 'in
the vicinity of Fredericton Junction as
well ag in gardens in this city, and as
a result A, G. Turney, the provincial
horticulturist, this morning issued a
bulletin which is being sent to all
sections of the province, dealing fully
with the subject.

The Cutworms are a variety of cat-
erpillars and somie of them climb up
into fruit trees and destroy the foll-
age while others attack farm crops,
vegetables, grape vines, the plants in
flower gardens, etc.,, while occasional-
1y a single species appears suddenly
in enormous numbers and sweeps like
an army over the land devouring
everything that comes in its way. The
Provincial Department of Agriculture
is advising the use of the mixture
kfiown as “poisoned bran-mash” as a
completely effective remedy.

Last night large swarms of some
varjety of moth millers were hovering
by the thousands about the street
lights along Queen and King streets,
particularly in the city. Last year
Fredericton had a terrific scourge of a
similar nature and it was found that
the spruce bug moth, the tent cater-
pillar and the cutworm were included
in the hundreds of thousands which
were found lying under the street
lights each morning and which pro-
duced a most offensive odor when the
hot sun had been in contact with the
remains for a short time.

BIVES FORMULA OF
FRIEDMANN CURE

Dr, George Rambaud of New
York City Makes Announce-
ment as to What Tuber
losis Vaccine Contains.

New York, July 9 . George Ram-
baud, of N York City, medical direc-
tor of the institute operating on the
Friedmann process for the treatment
of tuberculosis, announced today that
the“vaccine consists of a homogeneous
emulsion of live avirulent tuberculosis
bacilli, in sterile distilled water.”

“The germ was isolated several
years ago from a turtle and maintain.
ed ever since by tramsplantation on
culture media, according to the usual
procedure.. The vaccine is adminis-
tered to patients in doses of from
cubic centimetres 0.10 to cubic centi-
metres 0.30 at intervals of from four
to six weeks. Injections are miade in-
travenously in the case of joint tub-
erculosis and intramuscularly in the
case of lung tuberculosis,” he said.

“Any physician in good standing is
welcome to familiarize himself at the
various laboratories where the vac-
cine is prepared, with the details con-
cerning the administration of the
treatment that he may be able to use
it personally on his own patients.”

CHIEF ENGINEER OF
THE STEAMER BRUGE
FOUND DEAD 1N BED

North Sydney, July 9—David Howe,
chief engineer of the steamer Bruce,
died suddenly this morning, while the
ship was on her way from Port Aux
Basques to North Sydney.

Although the “beautiful quiet Eng-
lish of Sir Arthur Helps,” to which
Ruskin admitted his obligation in the
formation of his literary style, s not
widely read by the present genera-
tion, there are still many people who
find pleasure and inspiration in the
works of the philosophic moralist. A
revival of Interest in Sir Arthur may
be expected as & result of the cele-
bration in England today of the cen-
tenary of his birth.
Arthur Helps wag born In Surrey,
July 10, 1813, and was educated at
Bton and Oxford. For many years

'DARING ROBBERY IN
BROAD DAYLIGHT
",‘ e

‘Thief Makes Big Haul of
Silver and Gold—Leaves
no Clue, Except Finger
Prints on Safe.

New York, July 9.—One of the bold-
©st robberies in the down town jewel-
ry district in years was committed
yesterday afternoon, when a thief en-
tered the offices of Louis Stern and
Co., on the nineteenth floor of the
Garham Buiiaing, No, 15 Madison lane,
Beat with a blackjack a youthful clerk
who had been left in charge of the
place, and awer binding and gagging
him, escaped with $2,500 worth of sil-
ver and gold mesh bags, bracelets and
cigarette cases.
lthough detectives were on the
'scene within fifteen minutes after the
discovery of the c¢rime, not a claw to
the thief was discovered except a few
fing®r prints. The jewelry district was
greatly excited over the affair, especi-
ally as the Jewelers’ Protective Asso-
clation had made repeated complaint
to the authorities in the last three
months of inadequate police protec-
tion. Leo Kohn, secretary of the July
Grand Jury, who is a member of that
asseciation, personally investigated
Yesterday's crime,

The thief fifst went to the offices of
the International Silver Company, No.
11 Maiden lane. He gaid he wanted {0
see some mesh bags. James *0in and
P, H. Gallbraith, clerks, told him that
the firm did not handle mesh bags, and
gave him a card of introduction to
Ernest G. Bek, whose office i on the
seventh floor of the Gorham Building.
The stranger asked for a card of in-
troduction.

Instead of going to Mr. Bek's office,
however, the stranger went to the
nineteenth floor and entered the office
of Stern and Co,

This was at half-past three o’'clock
and the only person in the office at the
time was a clerk, Louis W. Freeman,
19 years old, of No. 71 East 106th
street. Mr, Stern is in Atlantic City,
and the office manager, Milton E. Ros-
enheim, had gone to the Stern factory
in Providence.

The stranger presented the card he
had obtained from Tobin and Gail-
braith and sald he wanted to see some
m bags Yesterday morning. a
trunk containing four cases of mesh-
bags and other articles had been re-
ceived by Freeman from the Provi-
dence factory. These had been placed
in the safe. .

Freeman conducted the stranger to
an ipher office, in one corner of which
the safe stands. As he turned to
take one of the bags from the safe he

was suddenly struck from behind
and fell unconscious on the floor.
Freeman recovered consciousness

fifteen minutes later and found him-
self on the floor with a handkerchief
stuffed in his mouth and another tied
across it, and arms and legs bound
with heavy twine. On the floor about
him were some of the contents of the
cases.

While Freeman was struggling to
free himself his brother Isidor, fifteen
years old, was af the outer door of
the office trying to get in.

The door was locked so the boy
opened the mail jslot and peered in.
He saw his brother lying gaeged and
bound on the floor and immediately
summoned W. H. Woods, diamond brok-
er, ond Willlam ¥, McGowan, jeweler,
who have offices on the same floor.

Mr. Woods called through the mail
slot to Freeman to try and get on his
feet angd unlock the door. Freeman
finally ceeded in breaking the
bonds about his legs. He then rose
and backing to the door succeeded
in unlocking the door. The others
entered and freed him.

The police were notified immediately
and Lieutenant Edward Armstrong, of
the Wall street bureau, and Lieuten-
ants Summers and Crystal hurried to
the scene. They found Freeman bad-
iy scared with & lump as big as an
egg on the back of his head. He told
a straightforward story of what had
occurred and gave a goud deseription
of the thief. He said he was & man
more than six feet tall, with dark
hair and blue eyes and about thirty-
five years old. He wore a brown suit,
straw hat and black lace shoes. Tobin
and Galbraith, who were Interrogated
jater, gave a similar description of
the man to whom they had given the
card of intreduction.

“All 1 know ls that the moment T
turned to the safe this man hit me on
the back of the head,” said Freeman.
“When I came to the stock was scat-
tered all about the place and I was
“Pound and gagged. I would never have
given the man such a chance if he had
not brought a card from persons in
the district that 1 knew?

When the jewelry scattered about
the offices had been collected and an
inventory made Lieutenant Armstrong
telephoned to Mr, R heim, at Pro-
vidence, and read off the list. Compar-
ing this with the list of what he had
gsent, Mr. Rosenheim ° declared that
about $2,500 word of the firm's proper-
ty had been taken. The thief packed
what he took in one of the jewellers’
cases, first throwing out the trays to
make more room, In addition to the
jewelry he took $02 from the cash
drawer of the safe.

One of Inspector Faurot's men ob-
tained several photographs of finger
prints of the thief from both the safe
and a table in the office on which te
evidently had packed his plunder.

The Freeman brothers were ques.
tioned for several hours at Police
Headquarters last night and then
were allowed to go to their home. The
police say the thief evidently knew
the boy would be dlone in the office
at the time. In all the man was in the

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New York Editor Request-
‘ed by Queen of Hellenes
to Send Consignment of
Chewing Gum to Army.

The life of an editor is not all wal-
nuts and wine, especially if he hap-
pens to be the editor of Atlantis, the
organ of the Greeks on the North Am-.
erican continent, Yesterday The Stan-
dard exclusively gave publication to
the fact that a pumber of St. John
Greeks, headed by Charles Venetoulis,
the Prince Wm. street “shine” artist,
had appealed to Mr, Solan G. Vlasto,
editor of the Atlantis, for the truth
regarding Grecian operationg in the
Balkan peninsula and pecelvéd from
alm assurances that King Constan-

ne's army was mesting with success,

Tuesday's Ne'm'ﬂmld containg
an article which shows fiat Mr. Viasto
in addition to editing his paper and
keeping his' countrymen posted as to
the real doings at the front, has other
activities. In this case he buys chew-
ing gum for the Greek soldiers, The
article follows:

Solon G. Vlasto, editor of the At-
lantis, yesterday received a despatch
from Queen Sophia of the Hellenes
asking for a shipment of chewing gum,
To make him more centain why chew-
ing gum was urgently needed, Miss
Contostavies, a lady in waiting to.the
Queen, cabled later:

“Chewing gum ig against thirst.”

The first cable despatch from the
Queen said:

“Accept my heartfelt thanks for the
renewal of collections of money which

is needed immediately, also large
quantities of chewing gum for army.
HIA."”

Mr. Viasto cabled $2,000" yesterday
and is about to send the chewing gum,

Mr. Viasto has received official ad-
vices from Salomica that all the des-
patches relating defeats of tne Greeks
in Macedonia are untrue. He con-
firms the capture of Doiran from the
Bulgarlans, with sixteen guns and
large quantity of ammunition. The
Greeks have crossed the Struma river
and are marching on Serres,

Storles emanating from Vienna
newspapers telling of Greek and Ser-
vian defeats, he declares, are false and
fabricated for the purpose of effecting
bear operations on the atock exchanges
of Vienna, Berlin, Paris and elsewhere.

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Commissioner Agar Fav-
ors Shore.at Foot of Broad
Streetas Location for Pro-
posed Garbage Burner.

Com. Agar had a conference yester-
day with the representative of an in-
cinerator construction company who
is here trying to secure a contract for
the erection of an incinerator to cre-
mate the city’s garbage and refuse.
The commissioner who has been look-
ing Into the matter of the selection of
a site for the proposed incinerator, has
not come to any decision, but is in-
clined to think that a site might be
found on the shore of Countenay Bay
at the foot of Broad street,

The idea i8 to construct an inciner-
ator with a capacity of fifty tons a day.
Such a plant would cost about $55,000
when equipped with boilers, engines
and dynamo for the generation of elec-
trie power. The power Which could
be obtained from the waste heat would
amount to 90 horse power per day. At
two <ents per kilowatt this would
mean a révenue of $27.00°a day. This
amount of power would operate 140
enclosed arc lights of 2,000 candle
power each, or 1,00@-incandescent
lights of 16 candle power. In addition
to the electric power the ineinerator
would furnish 30 yeards of clinkers a
day, which could be used for street
making purposes. If only 50 per cent.
if the clinker was sold the profit from
this source would be equal to a rev-
enue of $12.60 a day.

It is expected that the city author-
ities will be able to make a final de-
cision gbout the building of the incin-
erator in a ghort time, but they expect
to hear protests wherever they de-
cide to locate it.

INTHE LAKE

Aliece Crispell's Fate
ThoughtSame as Chester
Gillette's Victim.

LAST SEEN ALIVE
ON “LOVER’S LANE”
Wilksbarre has Murder
Case which Promises to
Become “Cause Celebre”--
Girl's Escort Arrested.

Wilkesbarre, Pa, July 9—In the
finding of the body of Miss Alice Cris-
pell, 18 years old, in Harvey’'s Lake,
near here, with the coincident disclo-
sure of a possible motive for her mur-
der, Coroner Marley said that the
county probably had a murder’ case
to handle similar to that in which
Chester Gillette killed “Billy” Brown.

Upon the report of the autopsy, per-
formed by Dr, P. J. Higgins, and
which he satd disclosed the possible
motive, Herber: Johns, twenty-four
years old, and who had been with the
girl, was arrested and is being held
for the inquest.

Miss Crispell had been missing
since Friday night, July 4. On. that
day she dressed herself in her best,
2 new summer gown, in the home of
her father, William Crispell, a pros-
perous farmer, and went away with
Herbert Johns.

She was last seen alive by others
than Johns at 10.30 o’clock Sunday
night, when she was near the lake,
walking with Johns. At that time
her sister and Miss Stella Oney, a
friend, passed them on a shady walk,
known to many as Lovers’ Lane,
which skirts the lake, and they spoke,
Johns and Miss Alice Crispell con-
tinuing on their way and her sister
and Miss Oney going in the opposite
direction.

Heard Cries of Woman or Girl.

An hour later, at 11.30, families
living in cottages along the lake heard
the gcreams of a girl or woman. They
seemed to be cries of mercy, just like
“Billy” Brown was heard to utter
when Chester Gillette killed her amd
cast her into the lake in Herkimer
county, New York. The cries con-
tinued for a minute or more, and
then all was still. L

The residents of several cottages
dressed and went out with lanterns
to search for the trouble, but they
could find nothing. It seeméd to them
that the cries came from near the
pier.

When Miss Crispell did not reach
home her family became worried and
began a search. The residents along
the lake told what they had heard,
and the county officers began to drag
the lake. The body was found near
the pier.

County detectives were assigned to
watch Johns, with whom the girl had
been friendly for several months and
in whose company her relatives said
she had been almost exclusively,
while Coroner Marley instructed Dr.
Higgins to perform an autopsy.

“l Believe Girl Was Murdered.”

“When [ asked the physician if he
had found anything by the autopsy
which would warrant the theory of
murder,” said Coroner Marley, “he
answered, ‘I-certainly did, and 1 be-
lieve the girl was murdered, the
autopsy revealing a motive which
might prompt a person to desire her
out of the way.'” Upon that state-
ment and upon oOther things which
the physician told me, coupled with
statements by the Crispell family, 1
ordered the county detective to arrest
Johns.”

Johng said he had been with Miss
Crispell last Friday night, but had
left her at 11 o'clock near the lake.
Always before that he said he had
accompanied her to her home at night
but upon this occasion, he said, she
desired to go home alone.

The summer colony at Harvey's
Lake is greatly interested in the mys-
tery and several of the men are aid-
ing the authorities in gathering evi-
dence.

S. I. Peters, Dominion Fruit In-
spector, who is in the city, says that
the strawberry season is in full swing

and that owing to the recent rains the
quality of fruit coming into the city
is excellent. Yesterday the river
gteamers  brought to the city 275
crates or about 14,850 boxes of straw-
berries, while from the Clifton, White
Head and Hampton districts there
came 35 crates, or 1,800 boxes, The
total shipments of strawberries to the
city up to yesterday amounted to
16,740 boxes

Mr. Peters has been doing a lot of
work during the winter with a view

to establishing a standard type of
box and disseminating information in
regard to filling them, The first ship-
ments of strawberries which reached
the eity were a little slack in filling,
but the berry boxeg are up to the
standard size and a better work in fil
ling is now being done and everything

is golng along satisfactorily.
“Last week everything was drying

up and the outlook for small fruits
looked bad,” said Mr. Peters, “but the
Sabbath rains helped conditions won-
derfullyf and with more timely show-
ers during the season the growers

predict twe-thirds of a full crop of
ﬁrawberrlos, The berries brought to

e city yesterday were of a much bet-
tér quality than last week.”

Speaking of the .prospects for the
apple crop in New Brunswick, Mr.
Peters said that owing to the cold
weather the orchards were not likely
to make a good showing this vear,
though in some localities the yield

This pressure
nevertheless brought out no substan-

prices rallied aomewhnt and the mark-
et turned intenBely’ dull. This was
not the best sign according to Wall
Street experience, but considering the
volume of unfavorable news the mark-
et did not give a bad account of itself.
A favorable Copper Producers staie-
ment and an indifferent Government
crop report were the principal news
features. The condition of spring
wheat reflected heavy deterioration
for last month, Some shrinkage
was to be expected, but no one believ-
ed that it would equal 20 points. On
the basis of today's figures the cereal
crop promise is somewhat smaller
than last year's'total, with the crucial
months of its development still to
come.

John during the season, while
many more are expected. One of the
largest parties has been booked at the
Royal by the Wentworth Tourist Ag-
ency of Springfield, Mass., and consists
of & hundred members of Mglba Tem-
ple of the Mystic Shrine of that city
and their wiv This party will ar-
rive in Scptember and will stay one
day. Other parties ragging from fif-
teen to thirty are numerous.

The Marston Agency of Boston has
two parties booked for the Victoria
Hotel for this month. The parties
number, thirty and fifteen people. On
July 16th a party of fifteen, booked by
the Gillispie Kinsport Co., will arrive
at the Royal and will be followed by a
party of thirty on July 22nd under the
auspices of the tourist firm of Ray-
mond and Whitcombe, On July 25th
the Beekman Agency of Boston will
send a party of twenty-five. On Aug.
9 the Gillispie Kinsport firm will bring
thirty people and on the same day the
Raymond and Whitcombe agency will
have ‘a like number. On Aung. 12th
twenty-five people will see the city
under the auspices of the Beekman
Agency, while on August 13th thirty
more booked by the Raymond and
Whitcombe people will arrive. On
August 26th a Beekman party will ar-
rive and on September 4, 9, 16th and
26th parties of thirty sent by the same
agency will be here.

Then there will be the usual num-
ber of small groups on personally con-
ducted® tours, so that from this it will
be seen that an exceptional number
tourists will come this way this year
and a prosperous season is being look-
ed forward to.

Jncreae In Travel,

In general the travel’ through St
John is as a whole heavy this year. “I
pever in any previous summer saw
the traffic through here so large,” was
sald by an official at the Union depot
yesterday in discussing the increased
activity manifest in St. John, “While
every year shows a steady Increase in
the traffic, this summer to date is in
advance of any previous year. More
people are moving about; people seem
to have become more imbued with the
desire for travel, and traffic is better
this year than ever before. Locally
there is also evident an increase. It
is not so many years ago when one
car and a locomotive constituted a
surburban ‘train. That day Jds past,
however, and at times we find it necos-
sary to make up a train of ten cars to
aerommodate the suburban travel.”

There i8 no section of the city per-
haps where one may better gauge the
spirit of the times than in and about
the depot. It is not that it is unusual
in the summer months to find many
coming ‘and going, but travel seems
more consistently heavy - this year.
The tourist traffic is begun adding to
the hundreds who pass through St.
John. But two features which stand
out this year are that the number who
{nstead of going through St. John to
other places for vacations are making
this a stopping place. yord with
any of those who come W 11 reveal the
fact that good tidings of a new era of
progress have been carried to other
places, and many are taking advan-
tage of a trip east to look over the
gltuation here.

Another fact is that the number of
former residents of the province com-
ing .back for a vacation at the old
homestead is larger this year than in
tho paat, ahd no doubt the golden op-
portunities of the New Brunswick of
tndar will prove of more than passing
futerest to many of these, X

+/ne noticeable feature in connec-
tion with the travel this year ls the
unususily large number of {immigrants
passing through St. John. In other
yeara this portion of the summer travel
has been confined to an occasional
party of twenty or thirty. . This sum-
mer, however, parties of & hundred or
a hundred and fifty are almost a daily
occurrence, . Many of these go west,
