In introducing his motion for the

He pointed out that Un­
der the mail service contract which 
was discussed in parliament last win­
ter it was left optional with the 
steamship companies concerned to 
choose whether 8t. John or Halifax 
would be the port from which their 
steamers would sail. Not much fault 
could be found with this condition, 
though many reasons could be advanc­
ed why Halifax should have been nam­
ed as the port.

On Its merit as a port, he went on, 
Halifax was selected both by the C.P. 
R. and by the Royal Line. The an­
nouncement caused an outbreak of in­
dignation in 8t. John. Influence was 
brought to bear to induce the com­
panies to change their decision. Pres­
sure on the Canadian Pacific was un­
availing. “But," he said, “the Royal 
Line changed from Halifax to St. John 
and the change was made owing to 
pressure brought to bear upon the 
company by the government or some 
member of the government.”

“When rumors had first come of the 
transfer of the Royal liners from 
Halifax. to St. Jbhn, Mr. MacLean 
said, they had been denied by D. B» 
ill anna, of the Canadian Northern, the 
company owning the steamers. Sir 
William MacKeozle, in a newspaper 
Interview had declared that his com­
pany was quite willing to continue 
to make Halifax its port. The Hon. 
Mr. Haze® and Hon. Mr. Rogers had 
gone to St. John, and the former had 
announced that the New Brunswick 
city would be the Royal liners port.

“Under all ttie circumstances," Mr. 
MacLean declared, “it is a fair Infer- 

that s the change was made

Loudon, Feb. 9.—The full fighting 
forces of the various British political 
parties in response to the urgent de­
mands of their leaders arrived in Lon­
don today for the opening of parlia­
ment, of which the coming session 
starting tomorrow, promises to he one 
of the most exciting for many years. 
Practically every member of the 
House of Commons will be present as 
serious Illness is the only excuse ac­
cepted by the whips for no-attendance. 
A large muster is also expected in 
the House of Lords since the fight 
against Home Rule and other govern­
ment measures is to be carried on 
simultaneously in both chambers.

The Unionist leaders who held an­
other meeting today decided to make 
Ulster's opposition to Home Rule the 
paramount issue, and according to cur­
rent reports will refuse to allow dis­
cussion of any other subjects in the 
hope thus of forcing the government 
to dissolve parliament and refer the 
Home Rule question to the people.

Both In the House of Comomna and 
in the House of Lords amendments 
are to be moved to the address in re­
ply to the King’s speech. These will 
express regret that nothing has been 
done to satisfy the demands of Ulster.

Should these amendments fail to 
move the government the House of 
Lords will send an address to the 
King in support of an appeal to the 
country, and will withhold their con­
sent to the Array and Navy Bill and 
the Expiring I-aws Continuance Bill 
thus generally playing havoc with the 
normal processes of parliament, 
leaving the country without any au­
thorized armed force and with many 
of Its laws in suspense.

While Premier Asquith has not dis­
closed his intentions, the more moder­
ate Liberals have advised him to make 
immediately after the opening of par­
liament. n statement explaining what 
concessions he is prepared to offer to 
Ulster, and asking for a candid reply 
from the opposition as to w-hat they 
consider satisfactory.

Montreal, Feb. 9 —J. Lambkin, spe­

It is charged against 
Lambkin that he was too frequently 
with proprietors of the night cafes.

Both Recorder Weir and the Moral 
Reform Council have sent reports on 
Mr. Lambkin’s conduct to the Minis­
ter of Justice at Ottawa.

A 
car would hold from 76 to 100 passen­
gers. Allowing two baggege cars, 
there would be ten passenger cars In 
each train which served these mall 
boats. Suppose there were only dlxty 
passengers to a oar, there woukl be 
six hundred on the train and at 9300 
they would be hauled from Halifax to 
St John tor $0.60 each. If there were 
only 300 passengers t a train they 
would be hauled for $1 each.

ICALLED AT HALIFAX
Halifax, N. S., Feb. 9.—With just 

sufGclent coal to enable her to reach 
port under her own steam, the Nor­
wegian steamer Noruega, Captain 
Hanson, slowly crept into Halifax 
about ten o'clock this morning. After 
replenishing. Br bunkers she will pro­
ceed to her destination, Philadelphia.

A TOTAL LOSS.
Norfolk, V., Feb. 9.—Expert divers 

who have thoroughly examined the 
wreck of the Old Dominion Line steam 
er Monroe, sunk in collision with the 
Nantucket express the belief today 
that while the bodies of the forty-one 
victims as well aa the cargo can be 
saved, the vessel Itself will be a total 
loss. They declare that the reason 
none of the bodies of the dead have 
not come to the surface or been res­
cued Is due to the terrific force of the 
collision, which Jammed the timbers 
and doors of the starboard saloons 
and staterooms, practically and effec­
tually sealing them from the action 
of the sea Divers have found it im­
possible to open these doors even with 
the aid of heavy axes, and say that 
explosives must be used to liberate 
the dead.

Examination of the exterior byi the 
divers disclose the fact that near 
the bridge, on the starboard side, 
below the water line, and extending 
through the hull to the keel, there le 
a ragged hole large enough to per 
mit the passage of half à dozen men

Low Spirits

APPEAL DISMISSED
London, Feb. 9.—The court appeal 

today dismissed the appeal of the 
White Star Steamship Company from 
a decision of the King's bench court, 
on June 30, declaring illegal the condi­
tion printed on the steamship tickets 
exempting the company from lUbltity 
for loss by a passenger even through 
negligence of the company’s servants.

The question of legality of this ex­
empting clause had been raised In a 
test case brought by -an Irish former 
claiming damages for the loss of his 
son in the Titanic disaster.

Lord Justice Sir Roland Vaughan 
Williams, in delivering Judgment, 
said he thought the danger to the 
unforseeable and that practice did 
not justify a vessel In maintaining 
her course and speed when the warn­
ings of dangers ahead were such as 
the Titanic received. The clause on 
the back of the ticket exempting the 
company from liability for negligence 
was, he declared, Invalid.

The 
Act of Union provided for a legislative 
assembly In which each of the provin­
ces would have fortfr-two members, 
this number to remain unchanged ex­
cept by a two-thlrda majority In both 
houses. The popular body was limit­
ed to four years, and could be dis­
solved at any time by the Governor- 

The English language was 
to be used In the deliberations. The 
first charges on the revenues were to 
be the collection thereof. Interest on 
the public debt, the civil Met. and the 
payment of the clergy. With these 
obligations satisfied, the remainder of 
the public funds was at the disposal 
of the legislature, on the recommenda­
tions of the GovernorOeneral. The 
working out of Lord Durham’s sug­
gestion of union did not carry with It 
any great changes In favor of popular 
government, but the aicit of union mark­
ed at least a step In advance. Lord 
Durham's suggestion for a union of 
Cbrles B. P. Thomson., afterward 
Lord Sydenham of Sydenham and 
the Canadas found Its first expression 
In a bill introduced into the British 
Parliament by Lord Russell. Lower 
Canada readily accepted the proposal 
but in Upper Canada, where the legis­
lature was controlled by Tory Loya- 
Toronto, faced a more difficult proposl.

An 
alarm was turned In and a detachment 
of firemen from the City Road sta­
tion was soon on the scene, followed 
by a detachment from the North End, 
witji ladders and hose carts. The fire­
men made quick work of getting lines 
of hose stretched, and were soon play­
ing streams upon the fire, which was 
confined to the Interior of the build­
ing. At no time was there any great 
blaze, but there was a good deal of 
smoke, and- the lire ran up through 
the partitions, giving the firemen a 
deal of trouble, and making it neces­
sary to use a lot of water.

For a time the fire seemed to run 
along inside the walls, breaking out 
here and there Into flames, and as 
the flats have long ells running back 
off City Road, it was difficult in the 
thick smoke to get at It with the hose.

• It Is rumored that in certain sec­
tions of the city, particularly in the 
North End, clever swindlers are at 
work passing the public counterfeit 
twenty-five cent scripts.
