Washlngton, July 26.—Great Brit­
ain* reply vdia., the American note of
March 30 protesting against enforce­
ment of the orders in council which 
restrict neutral commerce which was 
received here today. It holds that the 
orders are within international law, 
although they may involve a new ap­
plication of the principles, and argues 
that it is proper to await a judicial 
interpretation.

The British note Is a long, exhaus­
tive legal discussion of each point 
made in the American correspondence.
-Its keynote is a declaration that the 
British government has steadfastly 
held to the broad principles of inter­
national law in all that has been done 
under the order in council ; and that if 
a neutral government feels aggrieved 
at the application of the order there 
is a remedy in the courts, or, eventual­
ly, in arbitration.

Generally, it is held, that when a 
neutral country port is made a base 
against a belligerent, the other bellig­
erent is justified in blocking such 
country or port. The action of the 
United States during the Civil war 
In blockading the British Island Ber­
muda, is cited as a warrant for the 
action of the British government in 
preventing goods from reaching Ger­
many from the United States through 
Denmark, Holland or Sweden. The 
original blockade on the west side of 
Bermuda proved deficient, the Ameri­
can warships were stationed on the 
west side and throughout the remaind­
er of the war no goods were permitted 
to reach Bermuda that might he trans­
hipped to the Confederate states.
That Action was sustained by the 
United States supreme court.

London, July 26.—Lloyd's shipbuild­
ing returns, which, owing to the war 
is confined to details of merchant tea­
sels, shows that there were 434 steam 
vessels of 1,506,026 gross tons, and 
eight sailing, of 1,900 tons under con­
struction in the United Kingdom dur­
ing the quarter ended June 30, 1916, 
or 81,000 tons less than at the end of 
previous quarter, and 216,000 tone be­
low the figures in the corresponding 
period of last year. During the quart­
er ended June 30 this year, 74 steam­
ers of 147,964 gross tonnage were 
launched.

The last inspection of the Eastland 
was made by Robert Reid, government 
Inspector, at 9ti Joseph, Mich., who 
found the steamer fit this spring and 
'procured a position as chief engineer 
ou the boat for his eon-in-law, J. M. 
Merlckson.

Secretary of Commerce Redfleld, 
aroused by criticisms of his subordi­
nates, will be Ini charge tomorrow to 
take charge of the government end of 
the investigation. He has been di­
rected by President Wilson to do ev­
erything possible to disclose responsi­
bility for the upsetting of the East- 
land end to discover ways of prevent­
ing a repetition of euch an accident.

Even after months of war the French soldiers are a study in colors 
and as their uniforms are usually the worse for wear the colors rather 
emphasize their shabbiness and give them a pathetic aspect They do 
not look very martial, these multi-colored French soldiers. And they 
don’t look theatrical in this atmosphere—though in peace times they 
would. Many of them have bandaged heads, arms in slings, or limp 
painfully along with the aid of crutch or cane. Some wear red ca^, 
dark blue tunics, baggy red trousers and black top boots; others 
gray caps with red bands, light blue frock coats hanging, below their 
knees, And corduroy trousers, with gray puttees and tan boots. And 
these and various other combinations of color may be combined to form 
•till other combinations on men bearing the same regimental number. But 
the effect Is not enlivening. Something serious and grim in the aspect 
of the soldiers seems to give a sombre air to their fantastic raiment 
Even the khald of the British soldier seems cheerful by contrast Some 
of the French soldiers are in khald, a khaki of a more greenish color 
than that of the British, but most of the khaki clad soldiers I hav© seen 
In France were British, and there are many of them.

Only During the month of June the 
amount paid out for relief, and expen­
ses of administration, by the local 
branch of the Patriotic Fund was $9,- 
276.81. Subscriptions received during 
that month amounted to fl,562.60 The 
administration expenses, Include sal­
aries, stamps, otoenltLg of office, sta­
tionery and other Incidental expenses, 
the total amount for June being 6191.86 
or about two and one-elghtfo per cent 
of the amount paid out for relief.

The number of families in New 
Brunswick on the roll of the Patriotic 
Fund now receiving assistance is 616, 
the average amount received by each 
family, per month, being 614.76, pay­
able fortnightly.

As will be seen, the amount collect­
ed in the province Is far less than the 
needs of the families requiring assist­
ance from the fund, the the deficit, of 
course, being provided out of the com­
mon fund administered at headquar­
ters in Ottawa. In this connection It 
may be well to point out that it was 
early found, when the general appeal 
went forth, that different communities 
varied greatly in their ability to con­
tribute. It was felt that It were better 
to say to each district, “Raise what 
you can and draw what you need” than 
to stipulate that every community 
should locally spend what it secured 
within its own territory.

ed It would have been equivalent to 
penalizing patriotism, for on the 
shoulders of those whose loyalty had 
led them to furnish large contingents 
of enlisted men would have been 
placed the added burden of support­
ing a proportionately large number of 
soldier»’ families; while the district 
which furnished few men would re­
quire to make, for the assistance of 
their families, but trifling sacrifices.

Hence the plan adopted by the Can­
adian Pat ratio Fund is to ask that all 
moneys raised be put Into a common 
purse. Every branch contributes ac­
cording to Its ability and draws from 
the combined fund according to the 
proven need. The idee, that it Is the 
duty of the strong to bear the burden 
of the weak has been the underlying 
principle of this undertaking since its 
inception. Today there are branches 
of the fund in every part of the Domin­
ion, from Sydney to Prince Rupert, 
from Rainy River to Fort Churchill. A 
few communities, mainly owing to the 
conditions attached to local subscrip­
tions obtained prior to the organize 
tlon of the national fund bave been un­
able as yet to come in as brunches of 
the larger endeavor, tout fully ninety 
per cent of the work carried on 
throughout the Dominion for the as­
sistance of the soldiers' dependents la 
now under the direction of duly con­
stituted branches of the National Can­
adian Patrotic Fund.

A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm 
of at least SO acres, on certain con­
dltiona A habitable bouse la required 
except where residence Is performed in 
the vicinity.
