Fight Five Battles.

Paris, Sept. 30.—Marshal Foch is

in the history of war. Each battle is
80 timed and placed that each army
supports another, all forming an in-
dispensable part of the whole effort.

There may be more battles tomor-
row, all inter-related and working as
smoothly as the cylinders of a well-
adjusted automobile engine. All are
directed to the same end—to wear
down the enemy’s strength. Marshal
Foch alone knows when the Allies will
strike the decisive blow. The enemy
is still fighting well. He is still of-
fering splendid resistance west of the
Argonme; but how igng can he keep
it up?

Expert commentators agree that
the enemy’s withdrawal to a shorter
line, probably that of Antwerp, Brus-
sels, Mezieres and Metz, is imminent.
Some believe he has hung too long,
and that he will have great difficulty
in preventing his retreat from degen-
erating into a rout.

BULGARIA QUITS.

Official confirmation of the signing

of an armistice between Bulgaria and
the Allies was received in last night's
despatches from the war zone and at
the same time there came an intima-
tion from London that a similar re-
quest from Turkey would soon be
forthcoming. Following Bulgaria’'s
striking of her colors such a move on
the part of Turkey would be but natur
al, for with Bulgaria out of the war
and the Allies in control of that coun-
! try the Ottoman Empire, already ap-
proaching dissolution, would be com-
pletely cut off from her Teutomic al-
lies and her elimination as a war fac
tor would be a development of a very
short time.

It required more than a year for Bul-
garia to make up her mind whether to
enter this war and if so on what side
she would cast her lot. There was a
belief for a time that she might join
Turkey and Montenegro on the side ol
the Allies, but Teutonic influence at
Sofia proved too strong and on Octo-
ber 9th,
Bulgarian government announced that
Bulgaria had decided to send her ar
mies against Serbia. This with Tur
key coming in gave the Teutons a
strong position in the east which it has
taken three years of hard fighting to

" THE NEWSPRINT
SITUATION

(Ottawa Journal Press.)

The Paper Controller for Canada,
Mr. R. A. Pringle, K. C,, has announced
a new price for nawsprlnt which will
create a critical condition among the
weaker of the newspapers of Canada.
He fixes $69 per ton as the price which
the paper mills are entitled to get, not
only for the next two months, but re-
troactively back to July 1. The price
up to July 1 was $57 a ton, so that the
increase in price is $12 a ton, or a lit-
tle over 21 per cent. At the outbreak
of the war, the average price of news-
print in Canada was $40 per ton. The
price of $69 now fixed, therefore, to
date from July 1 last, {s an increase
upon pre-war price of $29 per ton, or 72
per cent. A newspaper whose paper|
bill before the war was $100,000 has
now, at the same circulation, to pay
$72,000 more.

|

The price now fixed by the Paper|
Controller looks a gross injustice if/
the Controller’s action is tested by the|
principle on which the Government ap-|
pointed him, namely to require sale of
newsprint by the Canadian mills to
Canadian newspapers at merely a falr
profit to the mills. The Canadian mills,
taken as a whole, are selling 89 per
cent. of their product in the United/
ates or elsewhere abroad, at a pro-|
able flgure. The Canadian newspa-|
per requirement concerns only 11 pur‘

nt. of their output. As regards cost|
of manufacture, the enquiry which hms
been incomplete, and favorable to the |
mills, because of the Controller's re !
fusal to allow full enquiry, and his vio |
lation of undertakings given to the
Canadian Press Association — has
shown that while some Canadian mille
seem to be manufacturing at a high
cost, probably near the Controller’'s
figure, most are manufacturing at a
lower cost All can sell at a profit
abroad all the paper they make ex-|
cept where they are required by the |
Controller's orders to continue the
prior supply to Canadian newspapers;
{and in the latter case, they are pro-!
}Iec(ed by a “differential” arrangement
|between the mills, established under
Government pressure, whereby the
mills which must sell newsprint a\
home get a pro rata compensation from
the mills which export all or most of
their manufacture

Thus the Paper Controller’s problem
was simplified by two notable condi-
tions 1. He had to deal with only
{12 per cent. of the output of Canadian
mills. 2. The price of that 11 per cent
sold in this country was protected by
compensation (if wécessary) from the
profit .et the 8Y per \9!\[ nf Canadian-
’mg‘la paper %Ull abroad. The only real
|gffficulty was that a few of the Can-
adian mills, either badly placed or bad-
ly equipped or badly managed or all
three, or capitalized partly with “wa-
ter,” had a very high operating cost
compared with others. The Paper
Controller has endeavored to give
these mills a liberal profit. This
means a tremendous profit to the real-
ly welllman ged mills, such as the
Laurentide. The report of the Paper
| Controller’'s auditor shows that up to!
this spring the Laurentide company's
cost of making newsprint was $42 per
ton. The Paper Controller's award of |
$69 per ton gives 60 per cent. profit
on that. We do not imagine that the|
Government's action in instituting an
enquiry into the necessary cost of man-|
ufacture of paper in Canada contem-|
plated taking the worst-managed and
most unsuccessful paper mills in Can-|
ada as a proper basis of cost; and even|
if the Paper Controller decided to do|
that, he might at least have conduct-|

ed a thorough enquiry—which he has
not done. And his failure to do so hus‘
been accompanied by such unwarrant| ‘
able utterances as would zfone have
destroyed any confidence in his find. w
ings.

The Government has provided for a
judicial tribunal to which an appeal
may be taken from the Paper Controll-!
er's figure. No doubt, the Canadian
Press Association will lodge an appeal.
{However, the obvious solution of thel
problem now is for the Government|
to take over one or two of the larger|
mills and operate them, charging the
newspapers a fair profit on the cost.|
The newspapers will cheerfully pav
that. All that they are trying to make!
sure of is that they shall not be soak-|
ed in war time by either the greed of|
some mills or the inefficiency of others.

1,524—Drunks, With 572,
Lead the List — No New

Brunswickers.

Chiet of Polf§ Hanrahun, of Hall
fax, has presented his first annual re
port to the Board of Control, cover
ing the civic year 1917-18.

The Chief gives the statistics for
the year regarding offenders and of:
fences. The latter during the year
numbered 1,524. The largest number
of offenders were: drunks, 572; dls-
turbance, 114; common assault 116;
street ordinance violation, 131; theft,
118; N. S. Temperance Act, 128; Ve
hicle Act, 42; mischief, 34; police re-

sisting, 23; disorderly house, 11; in-
mates, 10; forgery, 7; neglect to
provide 13.

Of the defendants, 386 belonged to
Halifax, 175 to other parts of Nova
Scotia, 37 to Cape Breton, 74 to New-
foundland, 40 to P. E. Island, 70 to
England, 28 to Ireland, 26 to Scotland,
34 to British Columbia, 28 to Quebec.
19 to Ontario, 37 to Wales 37 to the
United States, 15 to the West Indies.
Pretty much every nation on earth—
Germany excepted, but Austria in-
cluded—1is represented in the list of
1,872 defendants, of whom 1,213 were
males, and 159 females.

On all the sectors under attack
from Belgian Flanders to the region
of Verdun, the German front is grad:
ually bending back under the violence
of te attacks of the British, Ameri
cans, French and Belgians.

U-Boat Bases In Danger.

In Belgium, the advance of the
troops of King Albert and of Fleld
Marshal Halg have plerced so deeply
eastward, that Germany's submarine
bases on the North Sea are in jeop-
ardy, through the impending cutting
of the lines of communication behin+
them. The famous Messines-Wyts:
caete Ridge has been captured, and
the Allled guns dominate the plains
beyond, Roulers, an important Junc
tion point, having fallen.

Bulgarian Armistice.

London, Sept. 30.—The armistice
concluded with Bulgaria by the En-
tente Allies is a purely miltary con-
vention and containg no provisions of
a political character.

Bulgarin agrees to evarcuate all tho

terrigory she now occuples in Greece
and Serbla, to democbiliza her army
immediately, and surrender all means
of transport to the Allies
Bulgaria also will surrender her
boats and control of navigation on the
Danube and concede to the Allies freo
passage through Bulgaria for the de-
Yvelopment of military operations.
All Bulgarian arms and ammunition
are to be stored under the control of
the Allles, to whom is conceded the
right to occupy all important strate-
glcal points.

“Continuing its advance today this
latter division made progress on the
high ground northeast of Tronquoy
and east of Nauroy.

“On the left English and Australian
troops attacked northward along the
spurs leading from Nauroy to Gouy.
Pressing their advance with great de-
termination astride the Hindenburg
system, they overcame the resistance
of strong forces of the enemy and cap-
tured the greater part of the high
ground south of Gouy with many pris-
oners.

“Further north, English troops re-
captured Villers-Guislain, together
with the spur southeast of that vil-
lage. Before midday also they had
taken Gonnelieu and reached the
Scheldt Canal on their frogt from
Vendhuile northward

“North of Cambrai the enemy again
resisted our advance strongly, employ-
ing considerable forces and counter.
attacking frequently and violently.

“Successful minor operations were
carried out this morning. English
troops advanced their lines to the
west bank of the Layes river between
Neuve Chapelle and Picantin. At the
same time progress was made by our
troops southwest of Fleurbaix. Over
fifty prisoners were captured in these
enterprises.”

The intention was ¢o
and not to penetrate Bourlon Wood,
and at the appionted time the pre-ar|
ranged signal told that it was in our
hands, with its heavy quota of prison-
ers. The task given to the First Can-
adian Division was different in char-
acter. Once the canal was stormeil,
which was done in brilliant fashion
by troops from Quebec, Ontario, the
prairie provinces and British Colum-
bia, the front thereafter opemed out
in the fan-like fashion previously de-
schibed and it became the work of
the brigades engaged to drive into
the northeast, keeping in touch with
the Fourth Division on their right,
but not letting their left be unduly
delayed by the formidable enemy de-
fences along the east bank of the
cut. This began to fall automatical-
ly, though not without sharp fighting
80 soon as th® forward thrust passed
their flanks cut off all hope of sup-
port. This combined movement,
throwing out a semi-circular salient
into the heart of the enemy'’s defence
between Cambrai and Douai, had its
danger for ourselves for it created a
vulnerable flank on our extreme left.
Provision, however, had been made
for this by the incorporation in the
Canadian Corps for the occasion, of
an English division which had proved
itself on many hard fields, this battle
being the eleventh in which it had
been engaged.

Yesterday afternoon it moved up
on our extreme left, stormed what re-
mained of the enemy defence along
the canal, including the strong posi-
tions of Oisey-Le-Vergers. and thus
with great dash at once defeated any
preparation the enerpy might have in-
tended of counter-attack on our flank.
For this purpose he had hastily
thrown in fresh troops from the soush
of Douai, but these were deaten off
with the loss of many prisoners.
Such is the bare outline of what is
strategically regarded as perhaps the
best piece of work the Canadian
Corps has done. Great risks were
taken deliberately for great objects
and the corps ommander, Sir Arthur
Currie, has the satisfaction of seeing
his own judgment and his faith in
the inconquerable spirit of his troops
vindicated by a victory that unlocks
vet another door into the ememy

Found Lying in Woods Near His Car After

Makes Discovery.

Bangor, Me., Sept. 30.—An abandon-
'8d automobile by the side of the coun-

or river road, about three miles
iabove Costigan and seven miles from
;hl Town, led to the discovery, Sat-
jurday, of the body of Arno B, Cay-
ting, of Bangor, who had been robbed
‘and murdered the body lying in the

' 'Woods sinde last Monday.

The crime was brought to light by

the
~Jordan Lumber Co., who made daily

' 4rips over the road. Obserying that
. the automobile, a Saxon runabout, had

remained in the same place since Mon-
day, he notified Chief of Police Trem-
bly, ot Old Town, who told Deputy

James McNaughton. The lat-
t9® went to the epot and, after
circling for a time in the woods be-
tween .the road and the river, found
the body of Cayting, about 150 feet
from ihe road. A superficial examin-
ation disclosed wounds about the

“ “head. Bheriff A. L. Thayer and Med-

ical Examiner Dr. B. T. Nealy were
notified. Sheriftelect O. B. Farnan-
des was given charge of further in-
vestigations, and is working on the
‘case.

The most important clue appears to
be the murderer’'s weapon, a cheap .22
" calibre revolver, hardly more than a
toy, found about three feet from the
body.. Four chambers had been dis-
charged, and two were loaded with .22
long cartridges, the ends of which
had been cut off to fit the weapon,
which was made for .22 shert cart
ridges.

Three Wounds.

An autopsy was performed by Dr.
Nealey, disclosing three bullet wounds
in the skuil, any one of which would
no doubt have been fatal, the bullets
lodging in the brain. One entered the
forehead ond the other two from the
beak of thé head. The hair was
singed in one place, indicating that
the shot was fired at short range.

There was also a large contusion fn
the forehead as if from a blow with
a club or some blunt instrument.

A silver open-face watch which Mr.
Cayting carried was missing, and it
i3 also believed that a pocketbook
containing a considerable sum of
money was taken, although a bill-fold

. containing about $15 was found.

Travelling Salesman.

Mr. Cayting, who for the past ten
yoars has been a salesman for the
American Tobacco Co., of late years
visited jobbers as special representa-
tive, left his home in Bangor quite
early on Monday morning of last week
for a two weeks' trip in Northern
Maine, using the car belonging to the
company. He in Old Town
about 9 o'clock, chatted with friends,
and that was the last time he was
seen alive. As far as kmown he did
not stop in MilMord or Coitigan. It
is believed that the shooting took
place at about 10 o'clock, which
makes the crime all the more bhold
as it was in broad daylight on the
principal ‘lhorougnfare to Northern
Maine. The car was found turned
sharply to the left with the brakes
set. The nearest house is nearly
three-quarters of a mile from the spot.

One theory is that Cayting mav
have asked someome to ride, and a
struggle took place in the car. Pos-
sibly he may have been shot from
behind without being aware of the in-
tention of the murderer. This is all
a matter of conjecture, but it is evi
dent that the shooting was at very
short range.

The body was in good condition,
notwithstanding it had been exposed
to the weather and almost continuous
rains all the week. The rain had ef:
faced eall marks in the road which
may have been clues and the case is
thus far baffling for the authorities,
although there are a few clues which
may lead to results.

Mr. Cay-
ting » for some .time been travel-
ling salesman for T. R. Savage & Co
The son graduated from Brewer high
school and from the University of
Maine in the class of 1907 He was
prominent in college activities, a
member of the Delta Tau Delta fra
ternity and since his graduation has
been one of the most loyal alumni,
being particularly interested in ath-
letics. He eéntered the employ of the
American Tobaceo Co. soon after his
graduation. He is survived by his
wife, Mildred Mosher Cayting, and
two children.

UKRANIANS FORMING

Eight New Army Corps of
Two Divisions Each Being
Organized.

PAPERS HARD

Press Hysterically Emphasizes
Need For Cool Heads Never
Stronger — President Wil-
son Abused.

. Amsterdam, Sept. 30, (By The As
soclated Press.)—The German press
today is hysterically emphasizing that
the need for cool heads never was
greater than now. The possibility,
vever before entertained or visualized,
is beginning to dawn on the people
that Germany may lose the war, and
the suddenness of this realization has
had a bewlildering effect on them. The
“Zeltung Am Mittag” entirely ap-
proves as wholly appropriate to the

|occasion the sensational editorial print-

ed in “Vorwaerts” last week, dealing
with what would happen should an
enemy succeed in invading the father
land. It makes an assertion remark
able for this newspaper, saying: “Our
government throughout this terrible
war has sedulowsly avolded hinting at
this, and the other possibility, name-
ly, that the war may be lost if every-
body and everything are not united in
the utmost effort.

“The government has thus itself con-
tributed to velling the real gravity of
our position during these four years of
war.” The newspaper continues: “It
has preferred to lead the nation in
blinkers past the abyss of danger to
our national life.”

The “Rheinsh Westphalian Gazette"
shudderingly contemplates the Bul
garian situation, “the last and highest
wave,” and suspects that the Bulgar
fans, after having got the Dobrudja
region of Rumania, have no further
use for Germany.

The “Frankfort Zeitung” expresses
regret that the government failed to
impress on friend and foe with “‘truth"
that Germany did not go into the war
out of lust for power.

This newspaper freely admits that

the Bulgarians are justified in feeling
war tired and thinks the Bulgarian
pcople whll stand by Premier Malinoft.
Finally the “Frankfort Zeitung” begs

Canadian Railway War Board this af-
ternoon.

Instead of opening
at 7 a. m, and remaining open until
five-thirty or six o’clock, the sheds will
now open at 7.30 and close at five
o’clock for five days in the week while
on Saturday the closing hour shall be
one o'clock. This goes into effect Oc-
tober 15th.

The Increases.

Following the lines of supplement
seven to general order twentyseven of
the United States Railway Administra.
tion, which the Canadian Railway War
Board undertook to adopt in Canada on
July 16th last, an increase of twenty-
five dollars per month will be given
every employee in the classes referred
to. Some of these increases will date
from September 1st and some from Oc-

tober let. This is in lieu of the form-
er somewhat complex scale of in-
creases provided by the McAdoo

scheme. Instead of adding a percent.
age to the wage paid for a certain kind
of work on December 31ist, 1915, the
lump sum referred to will be added
to the wage paid on January first of
this year.

* GACETOWN

Gagetown, Sept. 29—Under the head-
ing of “American Day in the Potter-
ies,” the BStaffordshire Sentinel of
July 29th, gives a most interesting
account of a baseball match which
took place on the cricket ground, near
Stoke, between a team of American
soldiers and a team of Canadian offi-
cers, in which the latter came off vic-
torious.- The game, which was arrang-
ed by the mayors of Stoke and New-
castle, brought people from miles
around to see the national American
sport, and from the crowd of nearly
four thousand present, about a thous-
and dollare was raised for the North
Staffordshire Prisoners of War Fund.
Among the players on the Canadian
team was Lieut. D. 8. Dunn of the
Royal Air Force, eldest eon of Mr. and
Mrs. John R. Dunn of this place. Lt.
Dunn played shortstop and in the fifth
inning, which was described as the
most exciting of the game, was put
out by a “smart throw from catcher to
second base,” while trying to steal a
run. The Sentinel gave a most detail-
ed description of the game for the ben-
efit of its English readers the descrip-
tion being not without its amusing
features for overseas’ readers. The
pitchers and cathers evidently claimed
the chief attention of their audience.
As the Sentinel put it: “The most im-
portant men in the game are the pit-
chers and catchers, and judging by
the manner of his protection, one
guessed that the catcher expected
trouble. When I had watched him
for five minutes, I was reminded of
the fact that it has been said that
goal keepers in football and wicketers
in cricket are either very brave men,
or else fools. But the risks they
have to undergo are as child's play
compared to the dangers of a baseball
catcher’s life. But for his armour, he
|would die in the first innings. 1 have
iseen Moss and Richardson and Mold

{and Walter Brearley, and other great
fast bowlers; but just imagine this
quartette at work at once, throwing
instead of bowling, and §ou get an
idea of the baseball pitcher.

Montreal, Sept. 30.—Seventy of the
more sariously il soldiers at 8t Jonns,
Que., suffering from Spanish influen-
za, have been brought to the Royal
Victoria Hospital and the General
Mospital here. Special isolation wards
have been arranged for their benufit,

It iz sald that the number of cases
at St. Johns has increased during the
last few days, there being about 53¢
on the list, of which about eighty per
cent. are convalescent. Three more
deaths were reported yesterday from
pneumonia consequent from Spanish
influenza.

Reaches Toronto.

Toeronto, Sept. 30.—Spanish influen
za in a mild form has reached this
city, but according to Dr. Hastings,
medical health officer, tlere I8 no
nead for apprehension. More than
100 members of the roy® air force
have been confined to hospital, and
it is belisved they have some form of
Spanieh influenza.

They
spoke the Anglo-Saxon tongue, and
were really one people. There were
a few of the Canadians who had been
in England before; but they had all
come to do their bit, (applause)—and
they fully appreciated the kindness
shown them by the English people.
When they went back to Canada and
the States and to their homes, they
would always bear in kind memory
their little trip to Stoke-on-Trent. (Re-
newed applause.)”

LIEUT. HARRISON
GOES TO FRANCE

Will Be Attached To AnEast-
ern Ontario Regiment—

tion, on the value of a man to his
community, and in thé evening he ad-
drossed a large gathering of business
men on changed business conditions,
which the retatl man of today had to
meet. Mr. Stockdale‘is a pleasing
Speaker and made a deep imp

hed not theory as to the proper way
to run a retall business, but he did
bropose to make a report to them on
what he had seen and learned during
the past four and a half years spent
in investigating conditions from one
ond of the continent to the other, and
allow - the merchants themselves to
make the appHcation.

Dealing with the value of man to
the community, Mr. Stockdale said
the values were rated as follows:

The value of a man who works in
the community 4s ten per cent; the
value of a man who lived in the com-
munity is 30 per cent.; the aluye of
the man who spends is 60 per cemt.
and the value of the man who saves
is 10 per cent.

What any city needed was to de-
velop the community spirit as this
tended to forward business and other
interests.

The evening lecture in the Board of
Trade Raoms was well attended.

A. O. 8kinner, president of the pro-
vineial branch of the R, M. A., occu.
pled the chair. In introducing the
speaker Mr, Skinnér referred to the
fact that practically all branches of
trade were represented and volosd
the hope that the retailers present
who had not already joined the ranks
of the Retall Merhants' Association
would do so in the near future,

Mr. 8tockdale in opening his ad-
drass referred in flattering termis to
the Canadian Retail Merchants’ Asso-
clation, which he claimed was the
best on the continent, in that ‘theré
was only cne organization for the
whole dominfon, and this fact made
it & power at the seat of legislation.
He expressed the hope that in future
meetings more ‘ladies would be pres-
ent as his taMes on salesmanship and
acvertising were as applicable t(
thom as to the male membérs of tia
stlling staffs.

He assured his audience that*he 14d
1ot intend to/spin any theory of Ll
r.ees, but to bring to them & repo -t of
things as he had found them all ovir
the country and tell thiym some of
fhe things which had been dene to
ulleviate certgpin conditions,

Hiy stbject for
changed conditjons. The condition
under which business was being done
of necessity .were changing all the
time.

First there was the peddler who
brought the goods to the door of thc
buyer; he was followed by the «eno-
al store; both of these were today
practically extinct. Following thesa
had come the specialty store, then
came the department store, next the
mail order house and the latest was
the chain store.

The mail order house went bfick to
the peddler stage, only instead of
sending &« man they sent a catalogue
which was much cheaper. But the
specialty store had one advantage
which none of the others enjoyed,
that of personal service and thelr
chances of staying in the game were
just us good as any of the larger
stores. 4

In these days. of increasing cost of
doing business it was necessary Ler
every merchant. to mark his goods
very carefully it he was to show a
profit at the end of the year. It was
essential that a proper set of books
ghould be kept and all the cost of
doing business set down if a man
was to know whether he was making
money or mnot. A great many con-
founded margin with profit and figur-
ed that it an article cost seventy
cents and they sold it for one dollar
they had made thirty cents, when in
renlty they had made possibly a loss.

In order to be a successful retailer
& man must also he able to buy, a
commandment which he had seen for
the merchant was “buy in cold blood,
sell with enthusfasm,” but the major
ity of merchants just transposed tis.

1n buying he must get the right
goods at the right prices and for sel-
ling he gaye the three following re-
quisites: salesmanship, display and
advertising.

He strongly sdvocated the adop
tion of one price, marked in plain fig
vtes policy, for every retafler, as this
tended to create confidence in the
husing public,

At the close of his sddress a num-
