'Longshoremen’s Demand for
More Wages Sets Com-
pany Thinking

- THREE RIVERS LIKELY

Every Facility There for Empress
Boats, But Labor Scarce—Wharf
Laborers of Ancient City Now Get-
ting Highest Pay on North Ameri-
can Continent.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Montreal, Feb. 17—An increase of five
cents per hour is to be demanded by the
wharf labor organization at Quebec for
work during the coming navigation season.
This means an increase on what is glready
the highest ’longshoremen’s wage now paid
in any port of the North American con-
tinent. :

During the past year the rates at Que-
bec have been 37 1-2 cents per hour, day
labor, and 42 1-2 cents per hour for over-
time. The increase would make the rate
12 1-2 and 47 1-2 cents per hour. The rate
it Montreal was 27 1-2 and 32 1-2 cents per
heur with a bonus of 21-2 cents per hour
for the regular dockhands.

The burden of the increase will fall most
heavily on the Canadian Pacific Railway
Bteamship Company, who make Quebec
the terminus of their Empress vessels aqd
it will probably be the means of their
finally deciding on a step, which has been
under consideration for the past two sea-

and the choice of Three Rivers as a ter-
minus.

At the time of the last increase, by the
Quebec ’longshoremen, the company made
a full investigation of conditions at Three
Rivers, finding good docking and other
facilitiés.and but an insufficient supply of
labor. The only change of policy then
made was to discriminate against Quebec
with regard to certain kinds of freight,
“which they refused to consign except to
Montreal and thence by rail back to their
destination.

VORRISSY OUT

Chatham, N. B., Feb. 17—A public
sneeting was held this evening in the
Masonic Hall, Chatham, at which Hon.
Mr. Pugsley was the principal speaker.
The hall was filled. W. B. Snowball
took the chair and introduced Mr. Pugs-
ley.

TWENTY-EIGHT  MINERS
ENTOMBED AND TRYING
10 DIG A WAY 0UT

Pottsville, Pa., Feb. 17—Twenty-eight
miners were imprisoned in the Midvale
colliery near Mount Carmel today by the
breaking of a dam of water which had
formed in a drift caused a rush of mud in
a gangway where the men were at work.
All day long a partyg of rescuers endeavored
to reach the entombed men and shortly
affer 6 o’clock tonight they were given
encouragement -by sounds of digging from
the inside. Later a shout also was heard,
indicating that the men were at work to
effect their own rescue.

Among the men entombed are a num-
ber of cxperienced miners and it is be-
lieved that it will be possible to effect the
rescus ‘of all the men unless some of them
sbould have met death by being smothered
in the rush of mud. Seven of the number
are Americans. The others are foreigners.

FOSTER WANTS TO KNOW

Read Statement in Parliament from
Shediac--Sanford Ryan Awarded
Intercolonial Contract for Hard Pine
—P. E. . Members Want Branch
Railways.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Ottawa, Feb."17—The following telegram,
dated at Shediac (N. B.) Feb. 17, was read
in the house today by Hon. Geo. E. Fos-
ter: ;

“Alphonse E. LeBlanc, traveling passen-
ger agent I. C. R., is out canvassing here
for the local government candidates and
has announced that he intends to open a
committee room at Dupuis Corner and
hold it open day and night until after the
election. Henry LeBldanc, an employe of
the I. C. R. in the audit department- of
the general office, Moncton, is also out,
going about through Shediac and Dor-
chester parishes from school house to school
house decrying and denouncing the opposi-
tion candidates.”

Sanford Ryan Got the Contract.

Dr. Daniel was informed by Mr. Graham
that tenders were called for furnishing
bard pine for the Intercolonial Railway
for the season of 1908. 8. 8. Ryan’s ten-
der was accepted, being $25.80 per thous-
and feet delivered at Moncton. The time
for‘tenders expiring was Dec. 4. Ryan’s
tender for delivery at St. John was $25.75.
The other tenderers were: T. Nagle &
Co., $28, delivery at St. John; Rhodes,
Curry Company, $27.50, delivery at Monc-
ton; Eppinger & Russell, 27, delivery at
St. John; W. Hilyard Shaw, $31, delivery
at St. John; Jos. A. Likely, $25.95 at St.
John and $26.95 at Moncton; Mason Gor-
don & Co.; $26.25 at St. John and §28.25 af
Moncton; Sumner & Co., $26.90 at St.
John and $27.75 at Moncton.

Mr. Martin (P. E. I.) moved for the
ﬁgm the construction
of branch lines iv Edward Island:
Mr. Mattin dispited the figures in the gov-
ernment blue books as to the expenditures
on the Island railways. He said all that
the Island wanted was some forty or fifty
miles of additional road. When Mr. Hag-
gart was minister of railways in 1896 he
gave notice of a bill for railway construc-
tion but on account of the block over the
remedial ,bill nothing was done. He fig-
ured out that his province had to pay
about $300,000 interest annully for its share
of railway construction in the dominion.

Mr, Lefurgy (P. E. 1.) agreed with Mr.
Martin that the $3,000,000 which was
charged up to the Island for railvay con-
struction at confederation was an injustice
to the province. In 1896 there wae a feel-
ing on both sides of the house that some-
thing should be done in the way of rail-
way construction. The surveys were be-
fore the house and he hoped that two or
three of these lines would be proceeded
with at an early day. A sum should be
placed in the estimates this eession.

Mr. Hughes (P. E. 1.) said that the Isl-
and was entitled to reasonable railway fa-
cilities from the government. He did not
want to introduce party politics but as it
had been done by Mr. Martin he would
say that the present administration had
shown a desire to meet the wishes of the
people.

Mr. Graham said that he did not desire
going back to confederation to discuss
that question. He did not like extreme
provincialism; that was the comparing of
what one provinee got against what an-
other had received. The merits of the
case ought to be sufficient to convince
the house.

Mr. Haggart said that the resolution in
1896 was presented to parliament in good
faith. The affairs of the Island was look-
ed into and it was discovered that at con-
federation the Island got about $150,000
a year the worse of the bargain.
as compared to Nova Scotia. That was
why it was decided to introduce a resolu-
tion recouping the province by construc-
ting branch lines. If the government had
been returned in 1896 they would have
carried out the terms of the resolution.

Free Mail Delivery.

Mr. Monk moved that in the case of
cities where a free mail delivery is estab-
lished such free mail delivery should be
extended to all contiguous districts which
though situate outside the municipal lim-
its proper are immediately adjacent there-
to, so as to render such delivery easy of
execution and that it is particularly de-
sirable to apply such a system in the vi-
cinity of Montreal.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that the im-
provement of the whole mail service was
under the consideration of the postmaster
general. The debate was adjourned.

Mr. Monk moved that in the execution
of .public works, requiring some technical
knowledge, the government should as far
as possible utilize the services of young
men engaged in the pursuit of technical
studies in our Canadian institutions, so
as to permit of their applying with profit,
during their vacations, the knowledge ac-
quired by them during the period of tui-
tion. This was carried.

Mr. Wilson (Lennox) resumed the de-
bate on the motion of Mr. Cockshutt to
stop bonusing agents for immigrants.

New York Grand Jury. Finds True Bill

for Perjury

Ex-Magnate Will' Plead to Third
Charge Today -- His Lawyer
Olaims He Has a Perfeot De-
fence in' All Cases.

New York, Feb. 17—The legal entangle-
ments o(f Chas. W.. Morse, former bank-
r and promoter, are multiplying. A third
ipdictment, alleging ' perjury by Mr.
Morse, during an examination before the
grand jury, was found by the special
grand jury today, a short time after. Mr.
Morse had appeared in court to answer
the two indictments found against him
last week, charging grand larceny. Ar-
rangements were made tonight to have
Mr. Morse appear ‘tomorrow before Jus-
tice Dowling, of the criminal branch of
the supreme court, to plead to the per-
jury indictment.

Another development in the case today
was- the serving of Philip J. Britt, coun-
sel for Mr. Morse, with summonses in
two actions brought against the former
banker. The complaints in the suits
have not yet been filed, but it was stated
they were in connection with stock trans-
actions that occurred eome time ago.

The :;ppea.rance of the former banker
in the criminal courts building early in
the day, was comparatively uneventful,
though he found awaiting him in the
court-room a crowd that compared not
unfavorably in size to those that collects
ed at some of the recent sensational erim-
inal trials. If the financier were wor
ried there was no indication of it in his
manner. When arraigned before Justice
Dowling he pleaded not guilty through
his counsel, and the latter then asked for
two weeks time jn which to examine the
indictments and the minutes of the grand
jury that returned them. The represen-
tative of the district attorney thought
that one week was enough and Justice
Dowling agreeing with this, set next Mon-
day as the date for further hearing.

Morse’s Defence.

After his return to his office, Mr.
Morse’s attorney, Philip J. Britt, made a
statement concerning the transaction up-
on which the larceny indictments rest.
He denied that there was any agreement
between Mr. Morse and Morgan J.
O’Brien that the notes which Judge
O’Brien had given in payment for stock
of the Bank of North America, which
Morse sold him, should not be discounted,
and said that the whole transaction was
entirely open and above board. Mr. Britt
said:

“The statement that there was a writ-
ten agreement between Mr, Morse and
Mr. O’Brien that the notes should not
be discounted is false. There was an
agreement that the notes should be re-
newed for a period of three years, but
there was no agreement that the notes
should not be discounted. If the notes
were to be continued for a period of
three years and were not to be discount-
ed during that period, it would practic-
ally make them worthless as security to
be converted in case of need during that
time. :

“What Mr. Morse did make myself re-
sponsible for was that if the notes pass-
ed out of his hands during the period in
which he said that the notes should be
rencwed, he would be responsible to ses
that they should be renewed, no matter
in whose hands they happened to be :ut
that time. With this understanding of
the agreement, there can be no question
as to the fairness of Mr. Morse’s action
in gettine 1h~ matea diceannted.”

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SHEDIAC TURNED EN MASSE T0
HEAR OPPOSITION CANDIDATES

g (Special to Th Lelegraph.)

Shediae, Feb. 17— THe home town of O.
M. Melanson, the Acadian representative
on the opposition ticket, turned out en
masse tonight to greet the opposition can-
didates. The hall, which seats more than
500 people, was crowded to the doors and
many were obliged to stand throughout the
entire meeting, which lasted over three
hours. The meeting was a great demon-
stration in favor of the opposition ticket.

The speakers of the evening were John
Morrissy, of Northumberland, and the four
opposition candidates for Westmorland.
Dr. L. J. Belliveau, who presided, paid a
high compliment to the opposition’ candi-
dates and Mr. Morrissy.

F. W. Sumner, who made his first ap-
pearance during the campaign, was heart-
ily received. He held Premier Robinson
responsible for the many wunjust things
which have been done by the local gov-
ernment. He dwelt upon the school book
question briefly and said he was in favor
of giving the people of the provinee free
school books up to the fourth and fifth
grades. Mr. Sumner concluded with a
strong appeal for support of the opposition
ticket and said if Mr. Hazen was success-
ful then an honest administration along
business lines would be given the-people.

Mr. Mahoney was the next speaker and
was warmly received. He made an effec-
tive address, dealing briefly with the prin-
cipal questions of the campaign and showed
the inconsistency of the government party
in appealing for the support of Liberals.
He dealt with the road act,giving the items
of expenditure during the past year in the
parish of Shediac. He also outlined the
opposition platform for betterment of the
highway services. He touched a responsive

chord when he said if judging by the sen-
timent of the people of the province
aright, they would put Mr. Robinson on
March 3 in a place where he would be un-
able to repeal this lovely road act.

F. B. Black was well received. Refer-
ring to the game affairs of the provinces,
he said he was in favor of allowing the
people to shoot one moose, one deer, one
caribou without license but that outsiders
should pay a high license. He next spoke
on the school question, comparing the
prices of books at the present time and the
prices of the past. He told how the peo-
ple of this province were being robbed as
People of Ontario were robbed under the
old Ross government.

John Morrissy, Northumberland, was the
next speaker and although a strong Lib-
eral, he criticized the local government for
their many unfair actions in the past. He
went into the financial affairs of the prov-
ince and told how money for certain pur-
poses was wasted. He said that as a
staunch Liberal he was opposing the local
government because of its dishonesty and
corruptions.

0. M. Melanson spoke both in English
and Frepch. He compared the debt of the
bresent government and what it was when
it first came into power. He touched up-
on the school book ring and closed with a
strong appeal for support to the opposi-
tion. f !

At the close F. Robidoux moved a resolu-
tion endorsing Mr. Hazen and expressing
the hope that the opposition would be
triumphant on March 3. This was sec-
onded by W. A. Russell. Mr. Morrissy
was tendered a vote of thanks. Cheers

SWEEP IN' KENT
15 EXPECTED

Opposition Figure on Captur-
ing All Three Seats in That
County

CLASS APPEAL

Hon. Mr. LaBillois Seeking Support
for Government Among Acadians
on Narrow Lines——Opposition Cap-
ture Government Meetings and
Will Capture the County.

(8pecial to The Telegraph.)

Richibucto, N. B., Feb. 18—Hon. Q. H.
LaBillois, who has been in the county
since Thursday, left for home this morn-
ing after having conducted a series of
meetings, at each one of which he has
appealed for support for the government
ticket almost solely, on the ground that
the government has, as he alleges, done
so much fof the Acadian people. The
Acadians, however, realize that they have
secured no more than their just due, and
resent Mr. LaBillois’ appeal to a, sup-
posed race prejudice.

The cool reception which he receivad
at the various meetings he addressed is
ample evidence of the fact, that the
Acadian people are not prejudiced in fa-
vor of the government because Mr. La-
Ri‘lni.n_ a dese~ndant of old French and

Irish parentage, happens to be a member
of it. At four meetings addressed by
Mr. LaBillois, namely those held at
Richibucto Village, St. Louis, St. Ignace
and St. Charles, there were also present
Mesers. W. A. Molt, of Campbellton, 1I.
O. Mclnerney, of St. John, and F. J.
Robidoux and R. Q’Leary of Richibucto,
who made telling speeches in reply to
the petty appeals of Mr. LaBillois and the
government candidates.

All the meetings, though called by ‘the
government candidates, proved to be al-
most. solid opposition meetings, and the
Sentiment evident against the govern-
ment was truly amazing. Election pro-
mises were made by the score, among the
chief of which was a promise by W. D.
Carter that the St. Louis & Richibueto
railway, which has been idle for upwards
of ten years, would be running again
within six months, another that a tres-
tle work wooden bridge over the Grand
Aldouane river, now badly delapidated,
would be reconstructed, and that a grant
of $7,000 for the purpose would be pass-
ed at the next session.

Many openly declared their utter dis-
belief in such ridiculous promises, and the
promises were received without any ap-
plause or mark of approbation or cred-
ence whatever.

Mr. LaBillois also said at St. Charles
that before long there would be another
Acadian representative in the cabinet “‘if
Kent county does its duty on the third
of March,” and this, notwithstanding that
the vacant forecastle position had only a
few days before gone to Mr. Purdy of
St. John. Kent will do its duty but
hardly as Mr. LaBillois conceives it.

Ex-Sheriff Legere devoted his entire
time to the consideration of some small-
pox bills, which had been paid to Doec-
tors Bourque and Landry of the opposi-
tion ticket, claiming that the bills were
too high and that therefore the opposi-
tion should not be returned to power.

Fielding Gives Notice of Reso-
lution to Provide for
Old Age

$600 .THE LIMIT

Minimum $50 a Year--Into Effect
When a Person Becomes 55 Years
Old or is Disabled=-<In Event of
Death Before That All Moneys Wil
Be Repaid Heirs.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Ottawa, Feb. 17—Mr. Fielding has given
notice of resolution in the commons provid-
ing for the establishing of a system of gov-
ernment annuities. The resolution states that
it is advisable to authorize the sale of gov-
ernment annuities. ‘“To the end thaf the
habit of thrift be promoted and that thereby
opportunity be given to the people of Canada
to provide for old age by means of annuities
of not less than $50 nor more than $600 per
year; the annuities to be purchasable either
by paying a single sum or by payment of a
stipulated sum periodically at fixed and de-
finite periods} the governor-in-council by re-
gulation to fix the rate of interest to be al-
lowed on the computation of values of tables
which are the basis of such purchases; such
annuities to be payable after an annuitant
has reached the age of fifty-five years or has
become disabled; the moneys paid in by an
annuitant to be repayable, should he die be-
fore the annuity is payable, to his heirs with
three per cent compound interest; the prop-
erty and interest of an annuitant to be un-
assignable and to be exemfpt from legal pro-
cess, except the contract be entered into and
consideration therefore paid with intent to
delay, hinder or defraud creditors, who, upon
such intent being established, shall have the
right to receive the present worth of the an-
nuity.

Montreal, Feb. 17—It was stated today
at the palace of Archbishop Bruchesi that
the Pope is contemplating much stricter
regulations to prevent the marriage of
Catholics with Protestants by not only de-
“claring that such marriages will not be
recognized at all by the Roman Catholic
church, but that bishops will be forbidden
to use their pastoral powers of granting
dispensations for such unions. For years
past the people of this continent have been
the most importunate in this respect, and
it is stated that the change has been de-
cided upon at the request of American and

Canadian bishops, who were anxious to get
away from the difliculties of this curious
form of patronage.

In future the Pope will reserve to him-
self the right to give such dispensation,
and will exercise it with great parsimony.

Does the Hon. Mr. Pugsley expect a
wave of enthusiasm for Mesers. Purdy,
Lantalum, Sears and Skinner to follow his
guarded announcement about “bérings in
Courtenay Bay?’ The party workers, who
had waited long and patiently for the ar
rival of the Minister of Public Works, ex-
pected some political thunder and light-
ning to follow his coming. They had con-
fidently predicted that Dr. Pugsley would
unfold a few schemes that would make the
electors of this much promised constitu-
ency sit up in astonishment or yield at
discretion. Therefore the interview which
Hon. Mr. Pugsley wrote for a government
newspaper—there 1s no mistaking the
workmanship—fell upon the expectant like
a wet blanket., Borings in Courtenay Bay,
to be sure! Why, Ald. McGoldrick and
General Manager Morse of the G. T. P.
discussed that mighty enterprise a full
month ago, and reports of their conference
were followed by absolutely no evidence
of public excitement. The boring can
gcarcely be finished until after March 3,
and when it is done there will be no de-
velopment which can properly be held to
bear upon the provincial elections. There
is, too, no disguising the fact that the
politicians are more interested in the
Grand Trunk Pacific’s possible intentions
than the officials of that road are in St.
John harbor. If they want terminal
facilities here they will establish them;
but evidently they are not to be hurried
even by the necessities of the local govern-
ment which has an election on its hands
and needs campaign material however ir-
relevant. -

Did the Hon. Mr. Pugsley ever hear of
the Central Railway? Some weeks ago
Mr. Frank Carvell, M. P., made the an-
nouncement that within seven days that
monument to the financial genius of our
provincial politicians would be taken over
by the new transcontinental road. The
immediate occasion for this statement is
now forgotten. The same statement had
been made, in and out of the Legislature,
by Dr. Pugsley and others, though Mr.
Carvell was the first to mention a week
as the-timit of uncertainty. Soon after
Mr. Carvell made this assertion the Legis-
lature was dissolved. It was still con-
fidently asserted by local government lead-
ers that the Central business would be
fixed up saitsfactory by Dr. Pugsley, not-
withstanding the evident fact that the
Central must remain the property of the
province until the new Legislature meets
and deals with any offer which may be
made for the $1,260,000 railway. Still, the
more sanguine who awaited the arrival of
Dr. Pugsley asserted that he certainly
would announce the sale of the road. In-
stead he talked about borings in Cour-
tenay Bay.

He did not even mention the Valley
railway. At last accounts Messrs. Mac-
Eenzie & Mann would not take up that
project unless the proposed guarantee of
bonde were doubled. Here again there is
difficulty. No increased guarantee can be
promised or discussed until the Legisla-
ture meets again. The Central and the
Valley roads are thus eliminated as cam-
paign arguments, for while much may be
loosely said of them by campaign orators,
the people of every constituency know that
nothihg can be settled regarding these pro-
jects until long after the fate of the local
government has been decided at the polls.

To make Mr. Purdy a fo’castle member
of the government, vice the Hon. James
Barnes retired, is not the sort of feat
which fires a constituency with zeal for the
administration. But to talk about bor-
ings in Courtenay Bay is little better, par-
ticularly if the government supporters are
left to infer that this is the best kind of
campaign material there is in sight.

He traced
the connection between the personal am-
bitions and desires of Messrs. Sears, Allen
and Carter and their appearance as apolo-
gists for the Robinson administration. In
the main he rehearsed facts which have
long been public property and the theme
of public discussion. He drew from the
ministerial benches the expected virtuous
assertion that no guarantee of Federal re-
ward had been given to the candidates in
question, and that so far as Sir Wilfrid
and his colleagues are aware these candi-
dates are animated entirely by a sincere
and unselfish desire to forward the inter-
ests of the people of the constituencies to
which they are now appealing. The same!
unselfish desire, no doubt, is responsible
for Col. McLean’s activity in Queens and
Sunbury in company with a government
engineer, and for Mr. A. B. Copp’s will-
ingness to draw pay from the public treas-
ury in spite of the fact that he is a mem-
ber of the Legislature and his party’s or-
ganizer.

But we have Mr. Sears’ own admission
that he is an applicant for a Federal office,
and his further explanation that his pres-
ent activities are by way of qualification
for the reward he seeks at the hands of
the Dominion government. In a word,
the people of this province are thoroughly
convinced that Mr. Crocket’s protest
against Federal intervention in the pro-
vincial contest, and his explanation of the
particular cases he cited, are equally well
founded. The local government’s record
and standing made it necessary to offer
unusual inducements in several instances
in order to secure candidates, and while it
may be true that these gentlemen have not
‘“got it in writing”’ there is a general ex-
pectation that they will be rewarded soon
after the close of the campaign.

A SIGNIFICANT DISCLOSURE

Europe is interested in a peep at things
behind the scenes in Russia, due to a
recent diplomatic indiscretion. The French
ambassador at St. Petersburg sent a let-
ter to a friend in Paris, forgetting that
the secret police in the Czar's capital are
curious and do not scruple to intercept
and study any correspondence they sus-
pect to be of political interest. The police
regarded the ambassador’s letter as tooI
sympathetic with the Russian revolution-
ists, and when its conténts had been im-
parted to the Czar and to the French!
foreign office M. Bompard was recalled to
Paris. .

His letter was one of considerable frank-
ness. He intended to give his friend in
Paris the result of his pereonal observa-
tions in Russia and he gave a candid ac-
count of conditions there which, he be-
lieves, make for the success of revolution,
and that relativaly soon. But the letter
is especially interesting because of its ex-
pression of doubt whéther French holders
of Russian securitiés will ever see their
principal again, and also because of his be-
lief that “a new war between Japan and!
Russia may occur, in which the United
States may play a leading role.” When
this renewal of strife comes, M. Bompard
expects that the Russian people will over-
throw bureaucracy.

Naturally this discloseure has set on foot
a flood of speculation as to how or why
the United States should become involved,
and as to what is to be the immediate
excuse for a renewal of hostilities by Rus-
sia and Japan. As to the Russian revo-
lution, thepe are many conservative ob-
servers who agree with M. Bompard’s
opinion that the present term of repression
cannot be of long duration. A period of
disorder and violence during the early
spring is generally expected.

COLD COMFORT

A large crowd filled the Opera House
last evening to hear Hon. Mr. Pugsley,
Attorney General McKeown, and the
local government's city candidates, and
this large crowd learned with disappoint-!

Pugsley would say or do something to set
this constituency on fire, last evening wait-
ed in vain for anything more inspiring
than an expression of his belief that some
day the Central railway would be taken
over by the Grand Trunk Pacific as a
short cut to St. John. But that is the
old story. No date was mentioned. The
Minister said there might be delay. He
read a portion of a letter from Mr. Hays
of the G. T. P. in regard to the Central,
saying that it was at present unfit for
{runk line purposes and that if it should
be utilized by the transcontinental it
would have to be improved and continued
in a direct line to St. John. Mr. Hays
made no offer for the Central. He gave
no pledge to buy it. He made it clear’
that in its present condition he did not |
think much of it. Also, he suggested bor-
irgs in Courtenay Bay.

The people of St. John have an abiding
and well founded faith in their port. It
much freight ever comes east from Quebee
they believe the bulk of it should come to
tidewater here. But they know that if
the Grand Trunk Pacific comes to St. John |
it will come for business reascns, and that |
its coming or its failure to come is in no |
way related to the matters now at issue!
between the people of this province and1
the local government. Naturally, those
who went to the Opera House expected to |

spect to the Central were at last to take
some definite form. They have heard Dr.
Pugsley talk about the Central.for sev-
eral years past. -They have had his re-
peated assurance that it was about to be
transferred to the Grand Trunk Pacific.
Last night they expected something defin-
ite, and they did not get it. What were
they to think of Dr. Pugsley’s previous
statements about the Central, and of Mr.
Carvell’s recent assertion that within
seven days the arrangement with the G.
T. P. would be made? What has the
Grand Trunk Pacific to do with this local
election? Nothing, of course. The inten-
tion was, as everybody knows, to have
Mr. Morse’s visit to St. John followed by
an announcement that he must have the
Central immediately at any price. That
announcement, had it been made, would
have been no defence for the local govern-
ment which spent the people’s money un-
der the false pretence that the Central
was to be pushed through to Gibson. But
in a campaign in which government cam-
paign material is woefully scarce some ad-
vantage was expected from this source.
Dr. Pugsley’s failure to deliver the goods
in this matter was the really significant
feature of last night’s meeting.

Nor did Dr. Pugsley build the Valley
railroad. - When it became evident that
he- could make no definite or new state-
ment about the Central, his audience ex-
pected that he would at least produce
another telegram from Mr. D. D. Mann
and assure them that in the near future
long trains from the golden West would
be rolling down the banks of the St. John
over a railroad constructed through a lav-
ish provincial guarantee of bonds. But
there was no telegram from Mr. Mann.
Hon. mr. Pugsley seemed to have for-
gotten the Valley road. If he did not
forget it he did not care to inform his
audience that the project had evaporated.
The act guaranteeing the company’s bonds,
which was passed last year on the strength
of Mr. Mann’s telegram, has been with-
out effect. There was talk some time ago
about an arrangement still more favorable
to the railway builders. There was men-
tion of a guarantee twice as large as that
passed last session. It is highly significant
that, while he defended all of the acts of
the local government in his speech * last
evening, Hon. Mr. Pugsley had not the
courage to suggest to the people of this
province the idea of doubling the amount
promised to Mackenzie & Mann. The
Valley needs a railroad. It is entitled to
one. But the people who dwell along the
river must be getting tired of these rail-
roads which take form only at election
time and drop out of sight afterwards.

Certainly those who waited for campaign
material in Dr. Pugsley’s speech, 'must
have been gravely disappointed when they
discovered that the Central business is
just where -it was, that there is nothing
doing about the Valley railway, and that
the only comfort the Minister has to give
at present is contained in his repetition of
the statement about Courtenay Bay. The
position of the local government ticket in
the eity is not improved by the address
of the Minister of Public Works. Of course
he appealed to the electors to strengthen
him at Ottawa by supporting the local
administration, but they know there is no
connection between Ottawa and the pres-
ent elections, and they fully realize that
however soundly the local government may
be beaten on March 3, Hon. Mr. Pugsley,
with a Federal election ahead of him, will
do no less for St. John or the province
merely because the people unhorsed a seg
of self-seeking and reckless politicians who
have abused their confidence and exhaust-
ed their patience. The lesson of last
night’s meeting is that the local govern-
ment can expect no aid from Ottawa in
the way of convincing promises. Aid of
another sort, it is true, may be forthcom-
ing. But so far as campaign arguments go
the local government candidates must
work out their own salvation. The Min-
ister’s speech will give the party workers |
a severe chill, and the party managers will |
now begin to realize the size of the con-
tract they have in attempting to elect the
ticket they selected.

KEEP THE ISSUE CLEAR

On March 3 the electors of this province
are to vote for or against the local govem-]
ment, because of its conduct in handling |
the affairs of this province. Attempts are |
now being made in every quarter to divert |
the minds of the people from the main |
issue.

“Are we,” he asked, “con-
tent to place the government in charge
again of our destinies for the next five
years? Or shall we endeavor to secure a
more liberal, discriminating, and disinter-
ested administration? I am’for the lat-
ter.” |

«Tt is hard to vote against old friends,
but even if it be thy right hand, if it

offend thee, cut it off and cast it from |
thee.

INE MEETING
AT WELSFORD

Messrs. H. W. Woods and J.
B. M. Baxter Make Telling
Speeches Before Large and
Appreciative Audience.

Welsford, Feb. 15—(Special)—A large
and enthusiastic meeting was held in the|
public hall here this evening to hear H.
W. Woods, one of the opposition candi-
dates tor the county, and J. B. M. Baxter,
of St. John, deliver addresses on the is-
sues in the present campaign.

Mr. Woods, in the course of his speech,
dealt with the cry which had been raised
in Chipman against himself and the oppo-
sition generally, that progress on the Cent-
ral railway would be stopped if they came |
into power. He declared he had never!
made any such statement and characterized
it as a campaign slander. The road was |
there and the development of the country |
must proceed. It would be equally neces-|
sary for the opposition to carry out that
development.

Mr. Woods spoke on the school book
question, showing samples of the readers
used in Ontario and answering questions
put by the audience. Dealing with the
financial situation, he referred to the in-
terest account of the province as evidence
of the largely increased indebtedness. Mr.
Woods also made it clear that the opposi-
tion were not before the people as Con-
servatives and were pledged to leave fed-
eral politics alone. Referring to the re-
marks of one of the speakers at the gov-
ernment meeting the previous evening, he
ridiculed the idea that unless the local gov-
ernment were sustained the federal gov-
ernment would do nothing for the county
of Queens.

Mr. Baxter dealt with the highway act,
and pointed out that the government did
not pass the act without full warning that
it would not be acceptable. So strong wis
that view in the county of St. John thac
the locality was able to retain the former
highway act. If the government had no
doubt as to the new law being an improve-
ment, why was:St. John excepted from the
rest of the province?

Mr. Hazen had been attacked for hav-
ing no constructive policy. Where was
the constructive policy of the government
in going to the people with a confessed
failure and no definite scheme before the
people as to the future management of the
roads? Where was the constructive policy
in leaving the question of the sale of the
Central railway open to the house with
members of the government divided upon
it? A government ought to be possessed
of a definite policy and not avoid responsi-
bility on any public question.

Taking up the school book question, Mr.
Baxter said while the government speakers
were declaring the opposition were wrong
in their statement of prices and claiming
that the present arrangement was justifi-
able, yet in almost the same breath they
promised that the matter should be in-
vestigated to see if the cost could be re-
duced. If they had made the inquiries
they claimed to have made on the subject
and had found the prices were not too
high, what good purpose would a comms-
sion serve? If, on the other hand, they
had ascertained that the prices were ex-
cessive, what was the need of a commis-
sion for such a simple business proposi-
tion? Where was the constructive policy
on the school books?

If Mr. Walberg or Mr. Heney or other
contractors who are in high favor with
the railway authorities at Ottawa, had de-
liberately concocted a plan to acquire a
very valuable government property with-
out doing something for it they could not
have prepared a notice better designed to
effect their purpose. The railway works
are partially in shape to commence car
building at once, as the damage by fire
bore only a small percentage to the total
value. Instead of selling the railway pro-
poses to lease for a term of 21 years, re-
newable. As the firms or companies in
Canada who are engaged in car building is
very limited, it is evident that the tend-
ers will be limited to very few persons.
The shortness of the notice will also re-
strict that number. Six months would be
little enough time to allow companies to
examine the works, obtain capital and
form up to go into the business. Instead
of allowing abundant time as a private
owner consulting his own interest would,
the time given is nominally five weeks,
| but the advertising practically limits it to
| less than three weeks. The results can
 be casily prophesied. There will be one
;tender, with perhaps two or three dum-
mies., That tender will be for a nominal
amount. Thus the government will be
| supplying the capital to carry on a specu-
lative enterprise, without participating in
the profits. The government furnishes the
' outfit, and its favorites do the business
| and make the money! Having no interest
to pay on capital, the company possess-
ing the great property can out-distance
Halifax, Amherst, Montreal or any other
place in competition.

UPIN PARLIAMENT

Lemieux Won't Reduce the Rates on
Weeklies Because of English
Publications
Will Have Half Cent Rate on

Drop Letters in Oities--Minis-

ters Scoted for Using Goveru-
ment Yachts on Political Tours.

Ottawa, Feb. 14.—Mr. Verville intro-
duced in the house today a bill for an
eight hour labor day on public works.

In reply to Mr. Martin (P. E. 1.) Mr.
Oliver said thaf the purchasing agent of

seed grain was now in communication
with parties in Prince Edward Island with
a view of buying what could be obtained
there. |

Mr. Lemieux said that he intended’
shortly to bring in ‘a bill providing for
drop letters in cities at one-half cent post-|
age.

Mr. Lemieux explained the recent pos-|
tal changes between Canada and the Uni-|
ted States. He said up to last May the|
rate on newspapers was one-half cent a
pound. A new convention was then en-
tered into increasing this to four cents.
This was done to protect the Canadian,
press and increase the national spirit in|
the country. Since May this has worked
well. It was, however, found that there;
was no trouble with the daily newspapers |
between the two countries. In other
words no exception could be taken to the
daily newspapers of the United States. 1t
was only the best class of dailies that
came to Canada. The yellow newspaper
and the cheap trash had been puried;
from the country and Canada now had
charge of its own classification so that
it could shut out any paper, magazine or
periodical in addition ‘to the higher rate.

Mr. Armstrong, Lambton, wanted the
cheaper rate for the weeklies.

Mr. Lemieux said that this would not
be playing fair with the home govern-
ment. Canada decreased the rate to Bri-
tain from eight cents to two cents and
this had so stimulated -subscriptions o0
British newspapers as to increase the
sales in Canada since May last by about
125 per cent.

Mr. Henderson (Halton), wanted a 1-2
cent drop letter in rural districte.

Dr. Worthington suggested that the
present time was opportune to make an
arrangement for the easier importation of
tecnical newspapers for the working
classes.

Mr. Lemieux said that publications of
this kind could be sent by express and
remailed in Canada at the domestic rate.

In reply to a question Mr. Lemieux
said that it was arranged with the Can-
adian press association when the increase
in rates was made last May that on ac-
count of the suddenness of the change a
rebate would be given of the amount of
the increase that was from one cent to
four cents for the balance of the year,
when their United States subscription
liste could be adjusted.

The house spent the evening in commit-
tee of supply on the marine estimates,
making fairly good progress. During the
discussion Mr. Bennett objected to min-
isters using yachts for political purposes.

STRONG AGREEMENT FOR
PURITY IN CHARLOTTE

St. Stephen, N. B., Feb. 14.—A joint
meeting of the government and opposi-
tion ptrity-in-elections committee,appoint-
ed at their regular meetings a few weeks

ago, held this evening, adopted the fol-
lowing resolution:

“We agree that in no instance .shall
money, liquor, or any other consideration
directly or indirectly be used by any of
the candidates or any agent of the can-
didates or any person representing the
candidates' or on their behalf for the pur-
pose of procuring or preventing the at-
tendance of an elector at the poll or of
influencing his vote, for any purpose in
connection with the election beyond the
payment of bills for necessary printing
and hall rent and other legitimate ex-
penses under the election act.

“And further resolved, that each com-
mittee will deposit in the St. Stephen
Bank a fund of $1,000 to be use for the
prosecution of any and all offenders
against this resolution or the election law,
such ‘fund to be under the control for
this purpose of a committee of five to
consist of two members to be appointed
by the opposition committee, two mem-
bers to be appointed by the government
committee and the president of the min-
{sterial association of the St. Croix, sub-
ject to the check of a majority of the
committee.

“And further resolved, that all promises,

if any, of reward, office or remuneration
as a bribe to the electorate in this cam-
paign, heretofore made, €hall be cancelled
and that no further promises or assurances
of a similar kind be hereafter made. .
“Further resolved, that these resolutions
be subscribed to by the representatives
of the county of Charlotte in the senaté
and the house of commons of Canada and
by each and all of the candidates now In
nomination and by twenty representa-

tives of each party to be selected by the
committee representing  the opposite
party.

“And further resolved. that each mem-
ber of this committee and each one sub-
scribing to these resolutions shall do all
in his power to carry the terms of these
resolutions into effect, shall report any
violation of these resolutions to the meru-
bers or one of them, of the committee for .

At a meeting of the government execu-
tive held in Berryman’s hall Mondya af-
ternoon, the resolution” drawn up by ‘a
committee of the Moral and Social Re-
form Council of New Brunswick, in favor
of a pure election and which was adopted
by the opposition executive on Friday last
was also adopted by the government
party.

1HE FARM ICE CKOP

In securing the farm supply of ice a com-
mon cross-cut wood saw will answer in place}
of a regular ice saw. A marker may be |
quickly made with a frame of 2x6 stuff, and
put together in the shape of a sled, but with |
a piece of old saw instead of runners on one
side. On the other side fasten a piece of
smooth iron to run in the last grove to.act!
as a guide. Fasten a wooden handle like a
push cart. Start the first line with the aid
of boards laid on the ice as a guide. The
marker should be about two feet wide. Mark-,
ing both ways will measure off cakes two
feet. square. Then saw along the lines, fol-
lowing the marks carefully, and cutting the
cakes square, so that they will store and
pack well.

Usually a regular ice pole can be borrowe
from some local iceman, likewise a couple of
ice tongs to help in loading the cakes into
the wagon.

When packing into the icehouse take special‘

ains to secure good drainage at the bottom,
using rails and sawdust or some other plan
to keep the contents about a foot above the
surface of the ground. Lay the first course
of ice on edge to assist further in drainage.
Lay the: other courses side by side. Chink
up the top course with pounded ice and fill
ice and sawdust around the outside, packing
tight. Cover the top with two feet of saw-
dust. Care should be taken to see that there
is good circulation of air at the top of the
ice house. Almost any house will keep ice it
drainage and air circufation are all right.

chief. Large tracts of land that used to
be well timbered and now known as
the “blueberry barrens.” After the fires
the land used to yield large crops of blue-
berries, but the land now being destitute
of trees, the plant food liberated by the
action of the elements is swept into the
streams by the rain and melted snow

!in spring and carried out into the river

and lost for any useful purpose.

Between the South Branch falls and
Scott’s Bridge in Clarendon, there are
hundreds of acres that used to. be in-
terval fand, and yielded large crops of
meadow hay. enabling the owners to keep
large stocks of cattle, furnishing them
with manure for their crops, for the want
of which the farms are becoming less
productive every year. Farmers who used
to have plenty of hay, now with less
stock to maintain, have to buy hay at a
price beyond its real feeding value. No
wonder the farmers are leaving the prov-
ince. If it were not for the pulpwood
and knees business the majority of farm-
ers could not live in this section of the
province.

The unrestrained currents of water in
the brooks and river have deepened their
beds, and widened their banks so that
they eeldom overflow, but when they do
it means a rush of water sweeping every-
thing before it. Some years ago it de-
stroyed the bridge that was over Sand
Brook. The bridge was eo great a con-
venience that it was regarded as a nec-
essity by the people. The government
could not afford, or it was not of suffi-
cient interest as it only related to the
welfare of the farmer, and was not of so
great importance as railroad bridges and
railway charters for commercial combines,
said combines in most cases used for the
purpose of increasing the price of every-
thing used in the domestic life of the
farmer.

During the recent rainy season one of
the farmer’s cattle got on the other side of
the brook—eight milch cows and some
young cattle—but the stream was so high
they had to stay there for four days. The
owner, as might be expected, has not got
one-quarter_of the amouht “of milk since.
Another farmer a few years ago turned his
horse out to drink. The horse attempted
to cross the brook where the bridge used
tc be. The ice was running at the time.
A floe struck it on the head and carried
it under. A month or so after the man
sold out and went to the, States, leaving
his farm to take care of itself. Frequent-
ly the people from the Blissville Valley,
after going six or seven miles to haul their
hay from the meadows, have to turn back,
the brook being impassable.

If the plant food which the waters hold
in solution were made available by irri-
gation so that the meadows would have a
chance of regaining their former fertility
the expense would be nothing in com-
parison to the benefit the province would
receive therefrom. Much. has been said
about preserving the resources of the prov-
ince. There is a good opportunity open in
the direction indicated and one that would
be a real benefit to the people. It makes
one feel indignant to hear men who are
living upon the revenues of the province
propose to protect the. resources of the
province by the imposition' of an export
duty on pulp wood and other lumber. It
reminds one of the people of Greece who,
to show their devotion for Jupiter, invest-
ed his statute with a golden mantle. The
emperor had other uses for gold, so he
called the people together and told them
gold was too cold in winter and too hot
in summer and it behoved them to take
care of Jupiter, at the same time placing
a coarse woolen mantle upon the statue
and taking the gold for his own use.

The government were taking care of
Jupiter when they passed the road act
and when they sold the people’s birth-
rights of fishing in some of the lakes and
rivers, and of preserving the game so they
could raise money by selling shooting li-
censes to strangers. They have taken such
care of Jupiter that he has to work in the
woods from light to dark to earn enough to
pay his store bill in spring, while the trad-
ing companies are selling him shoes stuffed
with paper manufactured to look like
leatheér, and 8o on and so on.

It is time Jupiter began to take care
of himeelf and to see to it that the men
sent to parliament are men who under-
stood the country’s needs and who would
not forget their responsibilities and not
leok upon their post as a piece of property
to be worked for their own or their party's
benefit instead of the people’s welfare.

It is about time the farmers had a|
ploughing frolic. The pasture has become |
run out and infested with parasites and
needs a renovation.

premier still insists that the ratepayer
ehall have no dirsct say as to how the
taxes ehall be spent. The policy he enun-
ciates, is, after all, not one of progress,
but rather a baited hook, dangled in the
hope of turning back to his support some
of the many votes that in every district
in the county have been pledged by men
of influence to the oposition candidates.
One of the most remarkable features of
the highway act is to be found in the
apologies that are being offered for it on
all sides The government candidates
have nothing to say in direct defence of
it. They are telling audiences in all parts
of the county that it is a bad act, but
they do not suggest any improvement.
They are unable to say, thus and so will
the government deal with this impertant
question, if you return us to power.

man who has his produce to market or hjs
supplies to secure knows not how the trip
is to end 'until he has reached home. The
hours and hours that are wasted in mov-
ing along some of the ruts that are hon-
ored with the name of highways is too well
known to all to need special mention here.
In its administration of the road law, ‘the
government has struck at all classes »and
by all classes it should be held responsible.
It is-too late to make promises. Why was
pot the injustice removed a year ago,yvhen
the cry for reform was as loud as it is to-
day? :
Having no respect for persons or things,
the government has allowed the law to ad-
minister itself. Mr. Voter, do you recall
the days when no highway act had taken
from your direct control the care of your
roads? If a bridge washed out or was
worn out or your road blocked with snow,
was not the defect remedied promptly?
You and your neighbor were able to make
the necessary repairs or to see that they
were made and your road was kept pass-
gble. In the winter you turned out and
forced a way through drifts and reopened
the highway. In those days you could get
somewhere. Do you find things so now?
How about the bridge that was a source
of danger a year ago, is it not in some
cases still there? And how about the tracke
you follow through fields and woods to get
to your home or to your friend’s home or
to your dealer’s? These are the things that
bave been presented to yvou by the govern-
ment that now asks once more for your
support. And when the road was bad
how many vieits did you have from your
road commissioner in his eagerness to do
the right thing by you and give you the
benefit of the services that you paid him
&0 handsomely for. Ask yourself this ques-
tion and if you can answer that ‘your

road commissioner wae always at your bid-
ding when you had a just and pressing
complaint to offer, you will prove an ex-
ception to the rule.

Some Facts About Road Expen-
ditures.

Let s look at the work done by t'e
road commissioners in _each of the dis-
tricts, and the rate of remuneration they
received. You know the man who is re-
sponsible for the rbads in your section of
the county and the auditor-general, paid
and kept in office by the government of
New Brunswick, tells, in his last report, of
the salaries paid to the different commis-
sioners and of the taxes paid by you dur-
ing the year 1906. These figures are the
latest available and are supplied by the
government.

In district No. 1, which includes the par-
ishes of Westfield, Greenwich and Kars,
the amount of money laid out on the roads
from the municipal fund was $660.92 and
of this total $625 was paid in salary to the
road commissioner, Capt. A. L. Peatman.
The roads got $35.92 from all the taxes
sevied on the people during 1906 and Capt.
Peatman received $625. Do the men of
Westfield, Greenwich and Kars think this
is a square deal?

Number 2 district includes two sections
of the parish of Rothesay but only in one
of them, that presided over by Commis-
sioner Gilliland, is the stipend of the com-
missioner given. Probably this accounts
for the comparatively good showing made
in this section, where the municipal grant
amopnted to $956.63 and the overseer only
received $250 or 25 per cent of the total
tax. Rothesay is lucky but, as has been
observed, only part of the story is told
by the auditor-general.

In Springfield, Norton and Kingston,
dx'str.lct No. 3, John Muir was the com-
missioner in 1906 and he did much better
than Mr. Gilliland. He was given $1,455.40
by the municipality to expend and his
share of the taxes was $625. About one-
half went to the commissioner and the
taxpayers got the benefit, in the way they
do benefit, of the balance.

In Studholm and Havelock, district No.
4, Warren S. Mason, the commissioner,
made a hole of $625 in the county grant of
$1,600. These two parishes only had to
sacrifice about forty per cent of their taxes
to pay the commissioner’s salary.

They were more lugky than Sussex,Ham-
mond and Waterford, district No. 5, where
the taxpayers raised $1,423.04 and the gov-
ernment handed over $625 to John Mor-
rison, the commissioner. This deal only
left $798.04 from the people’s contributio
for use on the roads. :

So, is it any wonder that the roade are
bad? Look at the entire list above and
f:,here is not an argument that can be
justly urged in support of a policy which
calls for a condition such as exists in every
hole and corner of Kings county. But the
above figures do not tell all the tale. There
is not one of the above mentioned com-
missioners who has not some other line of
business to which he devotes more time
than he does to the roads. s the road
commissioner in your district put in six
weeks work in the whole year? You will
know about how much time the man re-
sponsible for the highways in your section
spent in your behalf in 1906 and if you
give him the benefit of every doubt that
may arise and let him have credit for six
full weeks, you will find that with the ex-
ception of Mr. Gilliland, commissioner for
part of the parish of Rothesay, you have
been paying him at the rate of $5,000 per
annum and what is most galling, you never
had a say as to whom your money should
go to or as to how it should be laid out.

Possibly a word might be said in regard
to the duties of the road commissioner in
vour parish. Did you notice that he went
to work earlier in the morning than you
or worked later at night? Did the per-
spiration roll from his tired brow when the
day was declared closed? No doubt he’ was
a most tired man at the end of each week,
and crawled home Saturday night thank-
ing heaven for the boon of Sunday, in
order that he might rest his weary bones.
He felt his responsibilities mightily, as you
knew him, and rested not by day or night
ir order that it might not be said of him
that he had not fully earned that salary,
at the rate of $5,000 per annum, that was
taken from your taxes by the government
and handed to him without as much as
“by your leave.” Why discuss the mat-
ter of the commissioner’s duties further.
You know him full well and are the best
judge as to your -belief in $5,000 salaries
and bad roads. Just one thing, however,
these figures are not supplied by the wick-
ed opposition but by the .government’s
auditor-general, who is pronounced by

Mr. Smith said he had later sent an
editorial taken from the St. John Sun
of January 29th, to the premier of On-
tario, dealing with the price of school
books, and received the following reply:

Toronto, Feb. 6th, 1908.
Department of Education, Ontario.

Dear, Sir,—The minister of education
directs me to reply to a letter which has

l‘been handed him by the prime minister
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of Ontario from yourself, accompanied by
a copy of the St. John Sun newspaper
with an article on text books. '

The minister of education desires me to
direct your attention to the speech fromn
the throne of the legislature of Ontario
yesterday in which the cause of cheaper
pricec for Ontario reader books is official-
ly declared. This is due to the adoption
of the policy of public competition in
publishing the books, inaugurated in this
province last year. The contract for print-
ing the books was awarded to the lowest
tenderer. It is not expected that the
prices now charged for reading books, will
be increcased when a new series is ready
for authorization. It is, therefore, the
opinion of the minister of education-that
the statements in the Sun newspaper to
the contrary effect are not borne out by
the information at the disposal of the
government of Ontario.

How the People’'s Money Goes.
The government says, “But we are go-
ing to change all this.”” How are they
going to change it and when? The war-
rants for the year 907 have been issued
by the municipal council of Kings, and
for one year at least nothing will be done
or can be done to improve the roads, ex-
cept what is being done under the pres-
ent eystem. The government road com-
missioners will be in full control until
1908, and if the Robinson government
were returned to power it would prob-
ab!y forget all about the promises now
being made. The reform that is most
needed at present is to hand back to the
county councils the keeping of the roads,
and this the opposition say will be done
after March 3, by Mr. Hazen.

HOW THE SECRET BALLOT WILL ENABLE
KINGS CO. TO BEAT A CORRUPT GOVERNMENT

For the first time the secret ballot will
be used at this election in the.county of
Kings. This will enable to exercire their
franchice in any way they may see fit,
without fear of anybody ever knowing for
whom they voted.” The day has passe
when men can be driven to the polls and
made to deposit their ballots at the bid-
ding of the government drivers. It is be-
ing said by prominent supporters of the
government that the present ballot will
answer their purpose as well as the old.
What do they mean by this? Is it an
intimation that ways that are dark are
to be used in the present contest, or is
the declaration made in the hope of de-
luding voters into the belief that the bal-
lot is not a secret one? If the government
forces mean to convey ‘the former impres-
sion, and the responsibility for:the state-
ment is attributed to one of the govern-
ment candilates, the scrutiners of the
opposition will need to keep their eyes
open on election day. If the intention is
to make voters believe that the ballot is
not eecret, the announcement may prompt-
ly be denounced as a falsehood.

The old ballot was deposited in the
open. The party worker could pay so
much money for a vote and then follow
their voter into the poll and see that the
ballot given him was placed in the box.
Under the new law the ballots of both
parties must be placed on a table which
must be concealed behind a screen. When
the voter enters the polling booth he will
give his name to the returning officer,

who will hand him an envelope. The
voter then proceeds to the private com-
partment behind the screen and places
his ballot in an envelope, which is then
handed back to the returning officer, who

d | will deposit it in the ballot box. The voter

may vote the whole ticket of either party,
or he may erase the name or names of
any candidate or candidates on the other
ticket. Erasures must be made with
black ink or pencil and any substitute
names must be supplied with black ink
or black pencil. The opposition is issuing
this warning to voters:

“The presiding officer or representatives
of either party has no right to watch the
deposit of any ballot by a voter, so that
it will . be impossible for either party to
get a line on the way in which any vote
is recorded. The fact that the ballot is
secret cannot be too strongly imipressed
on voters. In many of the counties of
the province the government party is open-
boasting that any amount of money will
be used in the ‘effort to return the Robin-
son aggregation to power. A well known
Liberal senator, who takes a deep interest
in provincial affairs, has told his friends
that Hazen will be beaten, if money can
beat him. So that there need be no sur-
prise if the cold cash is used extensively
in Kings. If it is, it will not have the
same result ‘as in former elections. The
man who buys a vote has no means of
knowing how any man votes and there
is no good reason why the voter should
not exercise his own discretion and vote

’as he sees fit, money or no money. If
the officials of the government forces use
threats or try to bulldoze you, report the
matter to the central committee at Sus-
sex and the case will not be allowed to
drop.”

Opposition supporters say the govern-
ment candidates in Kings county are not
as brave as they might be. Shortly after
Messrs. McAllister, Scovil and Wetmore
were nominated, Dr. McAllister challenged
the opposition forces to a joint meeting.
F. M. Sproul received the defi and with-
in an hour accepted it. The conditions
laid down by Dr. McAllister were that
two candidates from each side should take
part. Dr. McAllister was to see one of
his féllow candidates and let the other
side know more about the meeting. Ma-
jor 0. W. Wetmore was said to be de-
lighted with the prospect of a joint de-
bate and everything was most promising.
But the meeting never materialized. The
government executive was much exercised
over the doctor’s indiscretion and after
holding an inquest on the remains, de-
clared it a dead one. The idea of Messrs.
McAllister and Wetmore meeting Messrs.
Murray and Sproul on the stump sent
the cold shivers down the spinal columns
of the government managers. The news
of the calling off of the meeting is a source
of great disappointment to the electors of
Sussex, who were eagerly looking forward
to it. As Dr. McAllister was the man
who suggested the debate, the opposition
say it looks like a bad case of fright.

SKETCH OF THE

James A. Murray,

The life history of James A. Murray,
one of the opposition candidates in Kings
county, is that of a most successful busi-
ness man ‘and one of the best kpqwn
figures of commercial life in the maritime
provinces.

His connections are among the best in
his territory and assisted by a staff of
travelers his sales each. year mount up
into the hundreds of thousands of doi-
lars. Every merchant of importance in
Eastern Canada knows of James A. Mur-
ray and his personal relations with® hie
customers are of the ‘most pleasant na-
ture.

Mr. Murray’s life as a resident of
Sussex since 1893 is best known to the
people of Kings. His wife was Miss Mills,
a sister of Mayor Mills, and a member of
one of the old and respected families of
Kings. The Murray residence is. one of
the handsomest in the town, situated mid-
way between the Upper and Lower
Sussex. When the town was incorporated
Mr. Murray was elected alderman at large
by acclamation. He served in that capac-
ity at the council board for two terms
and was then chosen mayor of Sussex for
two successive terms, without opposition.

While Mr. Jones has been very
successful in business his success was not
attained in easy ways. He has always
worked hard and has given his business
his personal attention.

He received a eevere setback on May
13, 1893, when he lost his store, house,
warehouse and barns by the disastrous fire
that visited that village and destroyed
twenty-one buildings.

WOODS AND. SLIPP
WARMLY RECEIVED

Queens County Opposition
Campaign Going With a
Grand Swing

MANY AT MEETINGS

Candidates and Other Speakers Pre-
sent Striking Reasons for Defeat of
Government Forces—Cole’s Island,
Waterbury and Upper Jemseg
Meetings.

Cole’s Island, N. B., Feb. 15—A large
and successful meeting on behalf of the
opposition candidates, Messrs. Slipp and
Woods, was held in the new hall here on
Friday evening last.

It was Mr. Woods’ first speech at
Cole’s Island, and he was enthusiastical-
ly greeted. His speech, lasting one hour
and a half, was a masterly one and one of
the best ever delivered at Cole’s, Island,
consequently it was listened to with the
closest attention. Time and time again
he was interrupted by the applause as
he discussed the issues of the day. The
extravagance of the administration, its
disgraceful railway policy, and the great
increase of the debt, were thoroughly ex-
posed by him, and when he conchided his
address he was given a great ovation.

FOR COLD STORAGE

(By G. Harold Powell, Pomologist United
States Department’ of Agriculture).

But, happily for all interests concern-
ed, the handling and the storing of fruit,
like the care of the orchard, are being re-
duced to a scientific basis, and we are
coming to appreciate more and more
that the warehouse is the last link in the
chain of successful fruit growing, depend-
ing for its strength upon the character
of the management of the orchard, the
- re in picking, packing, transporting
ad other handling of the fruit before it
saches the storags chambers.

The cold temperature of the- ware-
house exerts no mysterious influence up-

1 fruits; it simply retards the ripening

yeesses, and checks, or may prevent,

e development of its diseases. A
fruit is a living body; it ripens slowly
in a low temperature and quickly when
the temperature is high. The diseases
spread rapidly in high temperature, and
some diseases, like the apple scab and
bitter rot, are checked by the tempera-
ture best adapted to the storage of
‘ruit, while others, like the molds which
produce the eoft brown rot in apples
1nd pears and in some other fruits, and
which cause most of the repacking %of
apples in the spring, grow elowly in the
)west temperature in which the fruit
may be stored safely without freezing.
The cold storage treatment does not ob-
literate the differences that exist in the
spples when they enter the warehouse;
\t rather retards, while not preventing,
their normal development. If two lots

_of apples differ in ripeness or in the
mount ®f disease with -which they are
flected, in the amount of bruising, or

the conditions in which they  were
su@n cause them- to vary, cold ‘storage

Cultural conditions produce an im-
sortant influence on the keeping of fruit,
Jhough this feature is scarcely recogniz-
>d in practical warchousing. Apples, for
nstance, that are grown rapidly, and to
\.bnormal size, like those from  young
_rees or from orchards stimulated unduly
sy tillage and cover crops; fruit pro-
tuced on quick-acting, sandy soils, or
hat from trees bearing a. light crop,
ontinues to ripen relatively fast in the
storage house, and reaches the end of its
ife earlier in the season than the same
rariety when grown more slowly. We
iave seen such sorts as York Imperial,
Jubbardston, Pound Sweet and North-
rn Spy, from young trees, deteriorate
rom one to four months earlier than' the
;ame varieties from older trees. The
warehouse cannot be expected to obliter-
te these inherent differences in the fruit.
The grower and the handler should, on
the other hand, endeavor to acquaint
themselves with the influence of cultural
.onditjons on the behavior of the differ
't varieties, and their disposition from
-he warehouse should be governed ac-
-ordingly.

varieties of fine quality two or three
times ,at intervals of ten days to three
weeks, the general average in size - and
color of the fruit of the entire tree may
be improved considerably. I would sug-
gest also that much of the poor color in
apples, especially in old trees under high
culture, is the result of the increased leaf
surface induced by this treatment. It is
probable that this fault may be corrected
to a large extent by judicious pruning to

branches.

The opinion used to be quite general
among apple men that it was necessary
for fruit to “sweat” after picking to give
it good keeping quality. It was therefore
placed in piles in the orchard or in build-
ings before packing and storing. The in-
vestigations of our
that this opinion is bad in theory and
worse in. practice. The fruit that keeps
the best is that which is stored the quick-
est after picking; and the fruit that rots
the most in the warehouse is that which
is delayed in the orchard or under other
conditions in transit to the warchouse. 1
think I am not overstating the actual
condition of the fruit-storage business
when I say that more than three‘fourt}.ns
of the practical difficulties with fruit in
storage houses is the result of rough
handling, coupled with delaying the stor-
age of the fhuit after it is picked. As
soon as a frult is severed from the tree
all fof ite chemical and physiolqgica} ac-
tivities are accelerated. Now, 1t Tpens
with unusual rapidity, ‘and most rapidly
when the weather is warm. As the fruit
is usually moist in the barrels, or 1n piles,
the conditions are favorable for the rapid
spread of the diseases. During a delay
of ten days in warm weather the fl‘l.llﬁ
may have consumed a large part of ite
remaining life, and the diseases may have
become firmly established before it enters
the warehouse. Slack-packed barrels,rot-
ten fruit and financial loss are the‘m‘
evitable results of this practice.

Immediate  storage after picking is one
of the essentials in successful fruit-storage,
and then if the fryit decays there is a
fair presumption that the conditions in
which it was grown produced an inherent
weakness in it, and that the owner show-
ed poor judgment in holding it bgyond the
normal storage season of the variety—pro-
vided, of course, the warehouse has not
been grossly mismanaged.

A farm storage or local warehouse would
overcome some of the practical difficulties
now experienced in handling the fruit
crop. The average fruit grower cannot
store the fruit quickly after picking in a
rstant warehouse. He does not employ
{ enough labor, nor does he grow sufficient
fruit that ripens at one time to make up
a carload quickly. A common practice,
especially among apple-growers, is to hold
the fruit in the orchard until a carload is
ready for shipment, or the entire crop of
fall and winter fruit may be picked before
the packing is begun. Under these con-
ditions the delayed fruit ripens rapidly
and the apples enter the warehouse in
all stages of maturity, and will naturally
break down at various times in the stor-
age season. On the other hand, if the
grower sells at the harvesting time he is
obliged to accept the price fixed by the
temporary condition of the fruit trade.
From the business standpoint it may not
be advisable for the average farmer to at-
tempt to store his own fruit and sell it
later in the season, but for the specialist
in fruit-growing the local warehouse pro-
vides a means of holding the fruit in
prime condition during the warm  fall
weather, and places him in the most favor-
able condition to sell it later in the sea-
son, either to a buyer or on the general
market.

The farm or local storage house is of
and shipper of perishable fruits, like the
small fruits, the peach and the pear, in
providing a means of preperly preparing
the fruit for long-distance shipment. Many
of the losses that occur while fruit is in
transit are due to the ripening and to the
developing of diseases that take place be-
fore the temperature of the car is suffi-
ciently lowered, either by ventilation or
by the melting of the ice. It is not un-
common for peaches to arrive in market
with a loss of 5 to 30 per cent. in the top
layers of the car. This is due to the un-
equal distribution of the temperature in
the average refrigerator car ‘and to the
small body of ice. From extended experi-
ments in shipping markets the United
States Department of Agriculture found
that the fruit could be landed in perfect
condition, and that it could be held in the
car a much longer period on arrival at
destination,, when it had been cooled to
about 40 degrees Fahr., quickly after pick-
ing, and before loading in the regrigerator
cars. The same principle will apply to the
export shipment of peaches, pears and
early apples, and to the distant shipment
of small fruits.

The principle that we wish to empha-
size by this phase of the discussion is
that fruits of all kinds, whether they are
intended for storage in warehouses or, like
the perishable fruits, are shipped to dis-
tant mamkets, need to have their ripening
process checked as soon as they are picked,
as the ripening that takes place in the
orchard or in transit is at the expense of
the keeping quality and value on the mar-
ket or in the warehouse.

I have left for the last word on the
preparation of fruit for storage a phase
of the question that should logically pre-
cede all others. I refer to the care in
handling and preparing of the fruit. This
subject has been amply illuminated since
the beginning of the discussion of com-
mercial pomology yntil it would seem to
have been worn threadbare. I do not pro-
pose to discuss it in detail, except to point
out that the most serious rots in northern
apples and pears in transit and in stor-
age are often the direct result of bad hand-
ling and packing on the part of the fruit-
grower or dealer, coupled with a delay in
storing- the fruit, during which time the
rots enter the bruised parts and develop.
The common soft storage rot of apples
and pears, which are caused by molds, do
not affect unbruised fruit. They gain en-
trance only when the skin has been broken
by rough picking, or sorting, or by the
movement of the fruit in loosely packed,
packages during shipment, and kill the
fruit prematurely. On the other hand,
an unbruised fruit lives until it has spent
its vital forces through natural chemical
and physiological changes, when it dies
from old age.

THE DAIRY VS, THE BEEF COW

There are more than 16,000,000cows distri-
buted over 4,750,000 farms of three or four
acres each, and about 1,000,000 owned in

towns, cities and other country places, mak-
ing a total of more than 17,000,000 in all in
the United States. In order to conceive this
vast number let us suppose that, if they were
to be marshalled in a procession, allowing
ten feet for each animal,” they would form a
column nine lines abreast from New York
clear across the country to San Francisco.

If properly managed, dairying will flourish
where stock-raising or grain-raising will make
a bare existence for man.

As a matter of fact, dairy farming is known
as one of the highest types of ordinary farm-

There are a great many farmers engaged in‘
ing that is in vogue at the present time. |
specialties, such as breeding fancy stock, |
growing fancy seeds for the market, or en-
gaged in special lines of poultry, but this
class of farming cannot be considered as or-
dinary farming, such as the great mass of |
our farmers are obliged to do. There are
cases on record where a farmer has received
as high as $5 for an ear of corn. In cattle-
raising there- are cases on record where a |
man has received as much as $7,000 for one
animal. On hte other hand, in dairying, we |
have records of individual cows which have |
netted a profit of $490 a year, besides a calf |
that is worth $1,000. But these are extraor-|
dinary circumstances, and do mnot fall to the
common lot of farmers.

The question arises: ‘‘What can we do to
make good interest on land from $25 to $75
an acre? - Can we afford to keep on raising
beef cattle or must.we go into dairying?”
While these points depend more or less upon
the individual, yet for the sake of comparison
to the pubdic in general, I have made an ap-
proximate estimate of the cost and income of
an average good dairy cow and an average
good beef cow. We will first give an approxi-
mate cost of the food of a dairy cow fed on
a ftation which has proven to give good re-
sults.

If the above ration or a similar one is fed
it would cost approximately eleven cents a
day. The total amount of ration should vary
somewhat according to the period of lacta-
tion. A cow eats more at the beginning of
the period of lactation than provided for in
this ration. However, she needs to consume
decidedly less toward the end of the lactation
period. So an average ration given here is
what a good cow ought to consume. it is
estimated that cows can be pastured for five
months at a cost of approximately sixty-five
cents to seventy-five cents per month. How-
ever, from the experience of the average
dairyman it is thoroughly proven that a cow
cannot do well on dry pasture, such as is
frequently the case, without an addition of
feed. So, in order to give a cow feed suffi-
cient to supply her needs, either the area of
the pasture must be increased or the addi-
tional quantity of feed added, which has been
averaged as a total of $ a month per cow for
five months. After pasturing five months
there are 215 days left, during which time a
ration is fed which costs eleven cents a day,
or $23.65 for the feeding period, plus the $6
for pasture equals $28.65.

one-third of the manure produced on the
average farm is recovered and can be applied
to the soil directly as a fertilizing agent.

The direct income of a beef cow is a calf !
which must be worth $34.75 to balance the
cost. The value of manure from a beef cow |
as an indirect profit’ must be considered as |
in the case of a dairy cow, but owing to the
fact that a beef cow is fed little of the nitro-
genous feeds during the winter months the
value of the manure is less. A conservative |
estimate proves that such manure is worth
approximately $7.50, which if accredited to the |
calf would leave the cost of the calf $27.25.
We assume that this calf from the beef cow |
is dropped in the spring and runs on pasture |
for the summer with. the cow, which has been
provided for them. No further expense is |
connected with the raising of the animal if it |
is to be marketed late in the fall as a feéed- |
er. According to the markets good feeders
can be purchased from $22 to $27. This proves ,
that a calf from a strictly beef cow under |
average conditions is raised at a loss, My\
object in presenting this comparison is not |
to discourage the production of beef, but |
rather to prove the unprofitableness of rais-l
ing beet on high priced land for ordinary
market prices, and that the farmer must |
either buy feeders at a cheap price or go in- ‘,
to the dairy business in order to make a |
profit. < \

Whatever line of farming is to be carried
on, either intensive or extensive, if the land
is to retain its value, it is necessary to pre-
serve the fertility of the soil. The east af-
fords us some excellent examples where this
point of the soil fertility has been neglected.
Land worth from $100 to $150 per acre years
ago can now be bought for $7 per acre. Crop
rotation does not restore the fertility to keep
the land at this high value. The factor of
buying high-priced fertilizers for land which
raises market price grains is another imprac-
ticable problem. The solution of this great
economic problem points strongly to the old
dairy cow as the redeemer of the soil, which
consumes the feed of the farm and leaves the
fertilizing constituents in the manure to the
extent of, at least ninety per cent., which
can be hauled out to restore a part of that
which was taken off the year before, and from
this ten per eent. which has been absorbed
by her system she will produce, if she is an
average good dairy cow, about 6,000 pounds
of milk per year, from which 275 pounds of
butter is made. The milk is fed to the dairy
calves and pigs and again returned to the
farm in the shape of fertilizer. All that is
left is butter, which is composed mostly of
fat, containing only thirty-six cents worth
of fertility per ton. Fat is not taken from
the earth, but rather from the air, by the
plant and performs no function in the pro-
cess of fertilization. /

Minister of Public Works, Attorney General, and the Can-
didates Address Big Meeting in- the Opera House—No

Definite Announcement A

Hon. William Pugsley, minister of pub-
lic works, Attorney-General McKeown

and the four city candidates of the local
government addressed a large public
meeting in the Opera House Friday night.
The house was well filled and at times
considerable enthusiasm was manifest. The
local candidates, with the exception of
Mayor Sears, spoke very briefly and Dr.
Pugsléy occupied most of the time. it
was noticeable that while the minister of
public works referred at length to the
Central Railway he made no definite an-
nouncement concerning the transfer of
the road to the G. T. P., although he ex-
pressed confidence  that ultimately, it
would be used by the transcontinental
railway to reach St. John. While the
minister spoke fluently and at length his
address was devoid of new campaign ma-
terial, such as many had expected.

On motion of Thomas McAvity, Thomas
Gorman was unanimously voted to the
chair. Referring briefly to the object of
the meeting the chairman introduced Hon.
D. J. Purdy as the first speaker.

iThe Candidates.

Mr. Purdy, after expressing the pleasure
Vhe felt at belonging to a government
which had done so much especially for the
-agricultural interests, referred to the as-
gistance given the farmers in wheat grow-
ing and the cheese industry during the
dast twenty years. He spoke of efforts
made recently to extend apple culture and
claimed the government had done every-
thing they could to build up agriculture.
He predicted that the government candi-
dates in St. John would be elected.

Mr. Lantalum, whe was introduced by
the chairman'as the old war horse, said
ithe provincial government was a credit
to the province. The city would not suf-
'fer at the hands of Premier Robinson, who
'had called two St. John men to his
cabinet and had promised that the gov-
ernment would assist in laking soundings
in Courtenay Bay. He, paid a tribute to
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who had taken Mr.
Blair and more recently Mr. Pugsley into
his cabinet and referred to the extensive
harbor improvements which the minister
of public works had agreed to carry out.
He commended the attitude of Premier
Robinson in deciding to call in experts in
preference to meeting Mr. Flemming on
the public platform, which would have
turned the whoje thing, he said, into a
“bear garden.” "He hoped Liberals would
stand or fall by the party and use every
effort to send the four candidates to Fred-
ericton.

Mr. Skinner, after complimenting Mr.
Lantalum on his speech turned his atten-
tion to_the statements of the opposition
on the financial and school book questions.
He contended that they had made a tissue
of misstatements. He charged that the
Conservative government had eold the
Harris properties and driven the industry
‘from the city; also refused to pay the
guarantee on the Carleton branch. He
urged the citizens to look at the record
of the two parties in the light of what
each had done for the city. He claimed a
large part of the provincial debt was
created by the Conservatives, who did
nothing but put up a few perishable
bridges. The policy of the present local
government was progressive. They had
expanded the industries and advanced the
salaries of the school teachers. If the
debt had been increasett they had assets
to show for it. He claimed that through
the minister of public works $600,000 had
been spent on the harbor here and $600,-
000 more would be spent on a new wharf.
It was very desirable that St. John
should strengthen the minister’s hands by
returning the four candidates from the
city and the two from the county.

Mr. Sears caid he was on the platform
as a Liberal. He eaid that in 1903 when
he voted against the Tweedie government
he did so because he felt Mr. Tweedie was
indifferent to the city’s interests. In the
present contest no fhducement was offer
ed him, but the premier asked him as a
Liberal to give his support and he had

had no promise in his pocket. Six months
ago there was a rumor that the position|
might be vacant and he wrote Sir Wil-
frid Laurier referring to hic years of ser-
vice as a Liberal and as d2serving’' of
consideration. He had taken the course he
did only in view of there being a possible]
vacancy.

Mr. Sears ridiculed the idea of the op-
position going round with a 15 cent
primer when there were larger issues
above the narrow lines of provincialism.
Referring to the Central Railway, he said
no one could blame Hon. William Pugsley
and his confreres for thzir liberal policy.
The railway had greatly added to the
value of land. The speaker closed with a!

plea for all, including Conservatives, to do |
their utmost for the government which
was building up the province.

The Minister of Public Works.

Hon. Mr./ Pugsley on arising was greet-
ed with applause. Referrmg to the
speech of O. S. Crocket, M. P., in Ot-
tawa, he said advantage had been taken of
his absence to make some remarks not|
complimentary to himeelf on the provinci-;
al government. An attempt had been
made to discredit the local government |
through him by a refureuce\to Hon. Mr. |
McKeown being associated with a mem-
orial charging him with three acts of mis-
feasance. Mr. McKeown at that time,
seventeen years ago, was on the opposi-
tion and when the government called on
the opposition to formulate thé charges|
nothing more was heard of them. No one
felt more strongly than Mr. McKeown
that he had Dbeen misled.

Mr. Pugsley spoke of the opposition
charges against himself of having plunder-
ed the provincial exchequer of 48,000 and
to his having answered them again and
again. Dealing with the finances of the
province he said not one word of the op-
position statements was true. The report
of the auditor geperal as to the public
debt meant exactly what it said. The
public debt was a little over $4,000,000 and
he charged the opposition with a wilful
and deliberate intention to deceive the
people. After reference to W. I. Hathe-
way, whom he described as his old friend
of 1896, who, after joining the independ-
ent ticket, crawled back to the Conserva-
tive party while he (the speaker) movad
on and took his proper place, Mr. Pugs-|
ley spoke of the advanfages St. John
would have from the cold storage ware-
house, which had cost $159,000.

He then turned his attention to the
Central Railway and in this connection
said he had been charged with sthting
that the G. T. P. would take the road
over in a few months. He had said so,
but had qualified it by saying there might
delavs. He made the statement in

good faith and was confident the road
would be taken over. Mr. Pugsley then
read the following extracts from .a letter
from Mr. Hayes, the president, with a
report from Mr. Morse, general manager:

‘“While the line (referring to the New
Brunswick Coal and Railway line) is in good
shape for the purposes for which it was orig-
inally intended,the handling of local traffic,it
would need strengthening to fit it for the
large volume of through traffic when the road
(referring to the Transcontinental) was com-
pleted, and having in view the necessities
in connection with the port, it should also:
be extended by the most direct route feasible
into St. John, and since an investigation of
‘its possibilities points to the development of |
the shore flats on Courtenay Bay, I would|
suggest the ascertaining of the character of |
the flats, whether rock or mud bottom, with
a view to laying out a plan for the develop-!
ment of this port along similar lines to what
has been done at Montreal and what is con-|
templated at Quebec. With this completed,
and the New Brunswick line (meaning the|
New Brunswick Coal and Railway line)!
strengthened and extended into St. John, the!
Grand Trunk Pacific would be in a positlon’
to give the port that service and development |
its importance demands.”’

Mr. Pugsley spoke of the advantage a
terminal in St. John would be to the city
and the policy of the government to
transport Canadian trade through Cana-
dian ports.

He contended that if the government
were defeated it would be regarded as a
great Conservative victory and that he
had been defeated. He went on to speak
of the efforts he had made in the inter-
ests of St. John and compared the pres-
ent policy of the federal government with
the attitade of the Conservative govern-
ment in 1895. He paid a tribute to the
candidates and to the ability -of Premier
Robinson and urged the government
should be supported by every citizen who
desired an honest, prudent and progres-
sive administration of affairs. '

Hon. Mr. McKeown contrasted the elo-
quent speech of the minister of public
works, dealing with large issues, with
what he termed the pettiness of the dis-
cussions of the opposition, whom he dis-
credited as “primer politicians.”  They
were appealing for support on the pettiest
details, and had not a single plank which
they had not abstracted from what the
government was doing today.

Mr. McKeown referred to the willing-
ness of the government to bear half the
cost of the soundings in Courtenay Bay
as an indication of a policy of progress.
Dealing with criticisms on the funded
debt, he said since the government came
into power, twenty-five years ago, it had
increased $2,600,000, of which $1,900,000
had been spent in bridges and the balance
in railway subsidies. Against that $529,000
was on deposit at 5 per cent in Ottawa,
and $165,000 in the sinking fund.

He appealed in closing for a good old
time election fight. The spirit of Liberal-
ism was as strong as ever and could best
be realized in electing the four, candidates
by a victory of which the city would be
proud. :

The meeting closed with cheers for Hon.
Mr. Pugsley and the candidates.

MATTERS BEFORE
BOARD OF HEALTH

Children Must Be Vaccinated Before
Being Allowed to Attend
‘ School

THE GAS QUESTION

Ohg.lrman to Have Further Tests
Made--Improvement of the Milk
Supply for St. Johu--Board to
Carry on All Disinfection of
Houses Where Contagious Dis-
ease Existed.

At a meeting of the board of health Fri-
day afternoon four. important matters
were discussed, re-enacting a law requir-
ing all children to be vaccinated before en-
tering the public schools, appointing: a
committee to take joint action looking
towards the improvement of the milk
supply of the city, the question of thel
board taking charge of the disinfection of
all houses where cases of contagious dis-
eases have occurred, and the gas com-
plaints.

Some years ago there was a health act|
requiring that all children before being,
admitted to the public schools should
show evidence of recent successful vac-
cination. On the consolidation of the
statutes this was made a school act and
was later repealed. At the meeting yester-|
day the board passed a resolution to.
memorialize the government to re-enact!
this Jaw. An application was made last
year along these lines, but it was too late
for any action to be taken. |

Some time ago the Kings county Milk
Producers’ Association wrote to the board
asking them to appoint a committee to
act in conjunction with that body ‘and
the .St. .John Medical Society in the mat-
ter of the milk supply. Friday the
chairman, Thomas . Gorman, Dr., C.: M.
Pratt and the secretary, T. M. Burns,
were appointed such  committee. The ob-
jects sought are the better inspection of
all dairy cattle and the improvement of
the milk supply to the aty of St. John.

A communication was next read from
the St. John Medical Society enclosing
a resolution passed at a recent meeting of
that body asking the board to take
charge of the disinfection of all houses
where cases of contagious diseases have
existed. The board now through its offi-
cers takes full charge in smallpox cases,
but in other cases'the doctor in attend-
ance sometimes superintends the disin-
fection of the premises and a certificate
from him has been accepted as satisfac-
tory. In order to meet the wishes of the
medical society. the board felt it would be
necessary tc have -another man and in-
cur additional expenditure. The opinions
expressed were in accord with the medical
society’s views and the finance commit-
tee of the municipal council will be asked
to provide the necessary funds.

When the matter of the complaints
about the quality of the gas supplied
came up, Mr. Gorman was appointed a
ecommittee to have further tests made and
to see Mr. Wilson, the local inspector.
The government reports for the year end-
ed June 30 last shows 'no sulphuretted
hydrogen in the gas here then and less
than the minimum of sulphur. It is
thought that an excess of sulphuretted
hydrogen is the cause of the preseat trou-
ble hence the resolution to have turther
tests made.
