Sir John Coleridge, the British Attor­
ney-General, recently lectured before his 
constituents on Wordsworth, and in the 
course of his remarks said; “Words­
worth taught as no other man did the 
glory, the beauty, and the holiness Of na- 

The dignity of virtue, simplicity, 
and independence wherever found was 
recognized. Patriotism of the truest 
type breathed in his poems. His teach­
ing was lofty. Had he lived in the days 
of the Third Napoleon, and seen the coup 
d'etat and the deportations to Cayenne, 
he would have rebuked the English wor­
shippers of the nephew as he did those 
of the greater uncle.” The Daily Tele­
graph of London is very indignant with- 
this, and maintains that Sir John has en­
tirely mistaken the character of Words­
worth.
