The old question, so familiar to Londoners, and one which has caused no 

end of arguments from medical standpoints, is to the fore again, this time 
in all its piteous nakedness.

The story is one of great interest, and reads more like a tale from Ar­
menia than a chronicle of a local happening.

AN UNFORTUNATE CASE.
Joseph Smith a couple of years ago lived on Adelaide street. At that 

time his wife was dying of consumption, and Smith was roundly upbraided 
because he left his life partner and went out to shuffle for himself

Smith was arraigned in the police court and was compelled to contribute 
to the support of his dying wife.

There was no sympathy for him at the time, even when he stated that 
he had a terror of the disease, and was afraid to live in the house.

WIFE DIED.
Time wore on. Tuberculosis, which pursues its victims with an awful 

persistence, soon wiped out the life of the wife, and those people who had 
been responsible for lier care were relieved of the burden. For burden it 
was, owing to the fact that there is no hospital where such patients can be 
properly cared for in this district.

SMITH TOOK ILL.
Then Joseph Smith took ill, and the doctors told him he had contracted 

consumption. Some charitable people put forth an effort, and had the man 
sent to a sanatorium, where he was treated for a time, but apparently he 
could not be cured, and he was turned out in the world again.

In this city there is a certain lady whose life has cast sunshine into the 
homes of many of the afflicted. Her name has appeared frequently in print, 
but she does not seek the notoriety, and on this occasion would fain keep 
her name out of the present article. This lady is Mrs. Boomer. She has 
done much for many people, and Joseph Smith is among the number.

PATIENT AT THE DOOR.
The other night she heard a knoc k at the door, and a man stood on the 

porch.
"I am Joseph Smith," he said. "I have nowhere to go. I am dying, and 

hungry. 1 could do a little work, but I have no place to sleep, nowhere to go. 
I am an outcast."

Mrs. Boomer got him something to eat and questioned him, bringing 
out the fact that after his term in the sanatorium he was no better, and 
that apparently his days are numbered.

NO PLACE TO STAY.
"I must have some place to stay,” Smith said. “I cannot die in the 
streets."

Mrs. Boomer advised the man to. make application at the hospital, but 
he told her it was no use.

I will not leave the house until you provide for me,” he declared des­
perately. "I have no place to go."

Mrs. Boomer called up half a dozen places, but the man would not be 
admitted.

Then she called up ex-Mayor John D. Wilson, the well-known medical 
practitioner.

FINALLY ADMITTED.
Dr. Wilson sought the members of the hospital trust, and the superin- 

tendent, and made application for the admission of the patient.
All refused, because of a rule which says that no tubercular patients 

can he admitted to the institution at present.
“I will sit on the verandah all night,” Smith said again. "I have no 

place to go.”
Finally, the hospital authorities agreed to allow Smith to spend the night 

there, and he left Mrs. Boomer’s.
SLEEPS IN JAIL.

It seems he was cared for that night. and since that time has been al­
lowed. to sleep somewhere in the jail.

At least, he told Mrs. Boomer he was stopping at the jail.

PRIZE WINNERS AT
TORONTO UNIVERSITY

All Shipping Between the Great Lakes 
To Be Sent Through on the 

American Side.

Police Secure Evidence That indicates 
Close Connection With 

the Mafia.

Canadian Soo, June 9. — While the 
steamers Assiniboia and Crescent City 
were locking down here today at 1 
o'clock, the south gate of the lock was 
rammed by the freighter Perry G. Wal­
ker from the lower level, and for the 
first time in history the Canadian lock 
is a wreck.

Tonight the whole of Lake Superior 
is rushing through the canal at express 
train rate.

That the steamers escaped at all, and 
that the freighter Perry Walker, the 
cause of the accident, was not swamp­
ed and carried down the river, is won­
derful.

As. it is, gushing torrents of water 
continue to rush unobstructed through 
the wrecked Canadian ship canal, while 
the three boats which figured in its 
sensational wreck are still lying on the 
American side of the river undergoing 
temporary repairs. Thousands of per- 
sons visited the scene of the accident 
tonight.

Strenuous efforts are being made to 
shut off the water, but it is now said 
it will take at elast two days. It is 
believed that the lock will be out of 
commission the rest of the season.

The accident will not tie up traffic 
between the" upper and lower lakes. It 
will, however, necessitate the use of 
the American lock by all steamers, and 
therefore result in considerable delay.

The Sault Ste. Marie Canal is one 
and a half miles long, and the lock 
broken is 900 feet long and 60 feet 
wide, with 20 feet 3 inches of water on

Drs. Hyttenrauch, Walker and Dou­

The subject of “Teacher Training" 
was presented by Rev. Mr. Fowler, a 
practical man, a natural teacher, 
trained in the profession, and deeply 
interested in the work at present. He 
emphasized the growing importance of 
the Sunday school work and advo­
cated the formation of a teacher’s 
training class in every church in view 
of increasing efficiency. The right 
kind of a teacher should have several 
qualifications; he should be a student 
—a student of the Bible. He should 
be teachable himself and sympathetic. 
Mr. Fowler spoke of how to succeed 
In the formation of a class, and then 
gave a comprehensive outline of a 
course of training. He thought the 
class should be open to all who are old 
enough to enter, and conducted upon 
a liberal and strictly Biblical basis. As 
it is a Bible training class the teacher 
should be confined to just what the 
Bible says. Doctrinal distinctions and 
theological theories should have no 
place in teacher training classes.

Discussion of the subject was car­
ried on by several others.

Campbell thought that the teacher 
should be a good moral man, a Chris­
tian, and should use tact.

S. P. Brown thought that the teach­
er should be a spiritually-minded man, 
and should teach in the spirit, in the 
same spirit in which the Bible was 
written.

A Plea for the Hotelkeeper. 
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

Dear Sir,—I read with considerable 
interest the report of the Methodist 
Conference, which appeared in your 
columns. I cannot but regret that 
men and women, ostensibly so temper­
ate should be so intemperate as to 
wish to introduce legislation which 
would drive businessmen, whose honor 
and integrity of purpose might be an 
example to many good Methodists in 
this city, out of business.

The suggestion “that the Legislature 
grant pow ers to municipalities to adopt 
bylaws reducing the hours in which 
intoxicating liquors may be legally 
sold," etc., is contemptible and un­
worthy of consideration, seeing that it 
aims at injuring the hotelkeeper and 
does not further that which every tem­
perate man and woman should aim at 
—moderation and self-restraint.

During the past three years I have 
noticed a great improvement in the 
management of the hotel bars in this 
city; ill-conditioned men are no longer 
found hanging around the bars; and 
"drunks" are conspicuous by their ab­
sence, and drunken brawls are a thing 
of the past. All this is very satisfac­
tory. not only to the public but to the 
hotelkeeper. Decent men who take a 
glass do not wish to be molested by 
drunken characters, and the hotel- 
keeper will bell you that he has no 
use for them.

If temperance leagues, Methodists 
and members of other denominations 
will devote their time to Improving 
and raising the moral .standard of not 
only the hotelkeeper and those who 
frequent the hotels, but the public 
generally, no one will take objection 
to this work, and any effort to make 
the hotel a place where decent men 
and women can assemble without 
making beasts of themselves is worthy 
of every support. But closing the hotel 
bar during the only hours when any 
business is done is an injustice to a 
class of men, who are hospitable, char­
itable and ever ready to help anything 
along that is beneficent to the city.

Moreover, the closing of the bars 
encourages that which is the greatest 
curse of this beautiful country of Can­
ada today—secret drinking.

Aim at keeping the drink out of the 
home. Insist upon hotel bars being 
conducted respectably, and make the 
hotelkeeper responsible for the con­
dition of his patrons. This is all that 
is necessary.

Excluding liquor from canteens and 
barracks is another narrow and ill- 
thought-out bit of legislation. No one 
will ever make the soldier a total ab­
stainer by act of parliament. Person­
ally, I am not sure that the soldier 
who is a Total abstainer is the equal, 
either physically or morally, of the 
man who drinks moderately. Experi­
ence has taught me that the latter is 
often more reliable at a critical mo­
ment. I think it far preferable to al­
low the soldier to take his drink in 
the canteen in camp or in barracks, 
when he is under supervision, than in 
the city when he can drink to his full 
capacity.

Such is the opinion of one who has 
seen military life in all its phases.
