Example Better Than Precept. T

The Holy Secripture clearly inculcates
the duty of parents teaching their children
the doctrine and duties of religion. It s
through this instruction, as a means, that
the Holy Spirit operates on the tender mind
{ of youth, and ofien brings it to the love and
obedience of the Gospel.  But instruction
implies something more than the verdal com-
munication of truth ;—it implies that it he
brought heme to the soul of the child, so as
to become a part of its mental and moral
vature, This cannot be done, ordimanily,
by mere moral teaching. The truth must
be embodied, and made to stand outiu pro-
minent reliel, in liven? example.

As an illustration, take the following :—
