branch’ of public health lies. At pres-
ent the several departments are un-
dertaking different branches of public
health work, and the work is natural-
ly dere in_a more or less haphazard
manner. For instance quarantine is
lookéd after by the Minister of Agri-
culture, the inspection of immigrants
is handled by the Minister of Interior
and the pure foods act is administered
by «the Minister of Inland Revenue.

While the.scope of the bill has not
yet been definitely settled, some of
the fields of work which it is propos-
ed to allot to the new department,
and which Dr Roche is considering,
are the following: Sanitary advice to
municipalities, quarantine, the health
of employes of public works, the col-
lecting of vital statistics, the adulter-
ation of food, the sanitary and medi-
cal side of Indian affairs, the medical
inspection of immigrants, the opera-
tion of sick seamen’s and marine hos-
pitals and the supervision of a Na-
tional Bacteriological Laboratory at
Ottawa.

HEREDITY.

Eugenics and cuthenics. What do
these names stand for? What mean-
ing do they convey? The majority
of the reading public are wondering
whether they may be new names for
auction bridge, or new names coined
for some  Suffragette movement.
They are neither of these. These
subjects have been freely discussed
last summer in England before the
British association, and very -re-
cently before the A.A.A.S. in Am-
erica. They simply mean this: Eug-
enics is a science, founded by Galton.
and defined by him as “The science
which deals. with all influences that
improve and develop the inborn
qualifies of a race,” or, in other
words, it deals with race improve-
ment through heredity and selective
marriages for the improvement of
the future race. Euthenics, on the
other hand, deals with race improve-
ment through environment.

So there comes the battle between
heredity and environing influences.
We can dismiss euthenics in 2 few
words. No one can possibly doubt
for .a moment that good surround-
ings—both moral and physical—in-
fluence a human being for the bet-
ter. This may mot be science but it is
common-sense.

Now for the science of eugenics.
To change defects of a mental or
physical make-up, in any being, to
heredity, removes that being at once
from any possible control, it helps
to make men irresponsible, and ex-
cuses them from making the best
of their endowments. By this hered-
ity theory everything is predetermin-
ed. This debilitating philosophy, in
which there is no possibility of
Chgngé;of control in the individual,

in which there will be an overgrowth

is a symptom of senility, whether in
men or nations. Therefore, it is neces-
sary to return to the joys of child-
hood age, in which men believed
themselves free to do, to think, to
strive, and the world consisted of
nothing but Galahads.

Chance, environment, heredity, all
combined  have settled many things
for us, and we are hedged about by
bounds we cannot pass; but these
bounds and-.limitations; are: not so
confiring as we ‘sometimes believe,
and within them we have consider-
able freedom and a deal of respon-
sibility. .

1t is amazing that men who hold
to hereditary ideas, in some portion
of their brain, in their daily lives
contradict this almost paralyzipz
philosophy, their acts proclaim their
belief in their power of self-control—;
they set themselves hard tasks, they
overcome great difficulties.

Eugenics are all very well but is
the movement practical? Hardly.

From the beginning of the wo:id
men and women have cast in their

lot together and it may be safely
affirmed that they will continue to
do so until the end of the chaptsr

Whenever Dan Cupid steps in it
is a safe wager that he will a2lways
upset the eugenistical apple cart,
and if legal contracts. are not made
there are liable to be a lot more of
the other kind.

In the opinion of this paper, and
it is only a lay opinion, the proper
method is not only to bring up the
young people under right surround-
ings but also to more freely teach
them the sacred truths now far too
generally left to chance—often vic-
ious chance. That  sort of thing
would in time lead to a general up-
lifting of the human race, both phys-
ically and morally.

TINY ELECTRIC IONS.
e
Science Says They Are the Smallest
Units In the World.

We used to think that about the
smallest thing in the world was an
atom of hydrogen. In fact, it was
taken as the unit by which the atomic
weight of all metals was expressed.
For instance, the smallest possible di-
vision of the metal lead was found to
be 206 times that of hydrogen, gold
196 times, etc.

Hand in hand, however, with the
modern conception of the nature of
the electric current, has come a new
conception of infinitude in small things.
Now, they say, the smallest thing in
the world divisable by the bhand of
man is the electric ion. This is the
Individual unit of electricity, the mov-
ing part of a current when it passes
through a wire. It is so small that it
can run through a copper bar at &
speed of 186,000 miles a second with-
out turning corners. Electric ions
trickle through a copper wire iD much
the same way as grains of sand
through a sieve.,

Scientists, armed with instruments
considerably finer than grocery store
scales, have isolated and measured
them and found that their relation to
that lightest of all gases, hydrogen, is
as one to the seventeenth power of
ten, or, in other words, the fraction
representing their relation to an atom
of bydrogen is expressed by a million-
million-millionth. — Chicage Record-
Herald.

Traffic in the Hair of the Great

There has been mose traffic in the
hair of the great Napoleon than in
that of any other monarch, and the
prices have varied greatly. Some
time ago a lock that had been cut
from Napoleon’s head on his death-
bed at St. Helena commanded $125
in Paris/ A few months later another
lock, which had likewise been cut
after his death, was actually disposed
of in London for the sum of $36.

But even. that was not the lowest
price at which Napoleon’s hair has
been bought at a public auction. On
one occasion a lock was sold in Lon-
don for as dittle as $15. ‘

A little later a sample of the Bona-
parte hair changed hands in the me-
tropolis for'$25, while a little time
before a well-known dealer could
only get $26.25 for a lock which had
been cut from Napoleon’s head dur-
ing his captivity at St. Helena.

On two other occasions however,
the same firm did much better, oh-
taining, in one instance, as much as
$100 for the interesting relic. In the
other case the price given was $150.
A letter however, went with it, and
the hair had been cut from Napo-
leon's head when he was on board
the Bellerophon.

After Napoleon’s, Nelson’s hair
would seem to command the high-
est figure. Two or three months ago
a lock of the Admiral’s hair realized
no less than $15.75 which would ap-
pear to be a record. Some years ago
$500 was paid for a lock. In curious
contrast to that was the amount
paid a short time before for one of
his locks, cut long before he had ac-
hieved any of his deeds of “derring
do”—namely, when he was a boy ot
ten. Only two pounds were paid
for this.

But even that was double the
amount that could be obtained for
some hair which had once adorned
the head of Napoleon’s vanquisher,
the great Duke of Wellington. When
offered for sale by auction in Lon-
don $5 was all that anybody would
offer for it, s

The hair of writers is evidently
thought more of than that of some
of the greatest warriors. For ex-
ample, $20 was paid. for one of Sir
Woalter Scott’s locks, inclosed in a

in London.

It is a curious fact, however, that
for some hair of the beard of Sir
Walter’s great-grandfather, offered at

that there was plenty of it, inasmuch
as the old man had sworn never to
shave untit King James was restored
as a note in Sir Walter’s own hand-
writing included in the bargain, tes-
tified.

Another writer whose hair com-
mands a fair price is Oliver Gold-
smith. To obtain one of his locks
his coffin was opened znd the hair
was inclosed in a black enamel
brooch. Fifty dollars was, paid for
this when offered for sale in Lon-
don.

[t is not very long since a lock of
Byron’s hair was sold in London for
a little more than $50. The lock
was inclosed in a glass case, and
with a letter in the handwriting of
the poet’s sister, to whom the hair
had belonged. It was presented by
her to a Mrs. Clarke, and ultimately
came under the hammer.

Whey—Add to one quart of fresh
milk slightly warmed, one junket
tablet dissolved in a little cold wat-
er; two teaspoonfuls of essence of
pepsin or two tablespoonfuls of
rennet, Strain throsgh cheese .cloth.

Beef-Juice—Chopjand broil slight-
ly lean meat from the round. Squeeze
by means of small hand-préss or
lemon-squeezer intad a warm cup. Salt
and serve immediately. One pound
of round steak usdally yields: from
two to three ounce$ of juice.

Beef Tea—Cut in small pieces one
pound of round steak from which
all .fat has been removed; cover with
one pint of cold water; let soak one-
half hour; put into preserve jar,and
cover closely. The jar is placed in
another vessel containing cold water.
Heat this slowly, never letting it ac-
quire a temperature of ‘more than
150 degrees F. Cook for two or three
hours, strain‘and season.

Seraped Beef—With a sharp knife
scrape all the tender, pulpy part
from a piece of round or sirloin steak
threefourth of .an inch thick. Season
the pulp as desired. If for a child.

Miss
Josephine Browne, an elderly lady,
who in December, 1909, was staying
at the house of Lord Ronald Gower,
at Penshurst, at the same time that
Shackleton wasa visitor atthe house
She received the $5,000 under the
provisions of .a life insurance policy
of a man named Devitt, who died in
Canada. Miss Browne acted on the
suggestion of Shackleton and hand-
ed it over to him for investment in
what he called the “Celtic Com-
pany.” - There was also a Mexican
venture, Shackleton told her, from
which he hoped to reap rich returns.

As a result of these promises,

when Shadkleton went into bank-
ruptcy in 1910 Migs. Browne claimed
$65,000. . Later she abandoned this
amount and simply asked  for $5,000.
An investigation showed that Shack-
leton had not  bought the Celtic
shares with the money. Miss Browne
confessed a motherly affection - for
Shackleton. “He was so - young,”
she said, “that I kept telling him that
he must not work too hard. We
were all very fond of him.”

At-the time of his bankruptcy
Shackleton’s banking account had
been overdrawn $200,000. It was se-
cured by Lord Ronald Gower as a
guarantor and by sixty thousand
one-pound shares of the Montevideo
Public Works Corporation, which
were worthless, as the corporation
failed in 1911 at a deficit of $4,715,-
000. :

NORTHWEST LAND
REGULATIONS.

ANY person who is the soic head
of a family, or any male over 18
years old, may nomest .d a quarter
section of avauaple vominion land in
Manitoba. Saskatchewan or Alberta.
The applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Land Agency or
Sub-Agency for the District. Entry‘
by proxy may be made at any agency
on . certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughte-, brother or

sister of mtendlng homesteader,

Duties—Six months’ residence wup-
on and cultivat'~n of the land in each
of three years, A homesteader may
live within nine miles of his home-
stead on a farm of at least 80 acres,
solely owned and occupied by him by
by his father, mother, son, daughter
brother or sister.

In certain districts 2 homesteader
in good standing may pre-empt a
quarter-section alongside his home-
stead. Price $3.00 pét acre. Duties
— Must reside upon the homestead
or pre-emption six months in each ‘of
six years from date ot homestead
entry tincluding the time required to
earn homestead patent), and culti-
vate. 50 acres extra.

A homesteader ‘who-has exhausted |-

his homestead nght, and cannot ob-
tain a pre-emption may enter for a
purchased homestead in certain dis-
tricts, price $300 per acre,
Must reside six months in each ‘of
three ycars cultivi.e fiftv acres and
erect a house worth $300.00.

EVOLUTION OF THE CHAIR.

The Leisurely Progress From the Three
Legged Stool to the Luxurious Rock-
er—Origin of the Table Drawer—The
First Picture Frames,

your house, from attic to céllar. They
are well worth leoking for. »

F‘ramed pictures had to have & begin-
ping. They daté back to about 500
years ago, when peaceful monks paint-
ed the walls of their living rooms with
Scriptiral subjects. Then one day
some one éonceived the bright idea of”
nailing wood around these frescoes so
as to separate the subjects. A little
later came gilding—and the evolution
of the modern picture frame was sim-
ply a matter of time.

The drawing room is-a perfect mine
of history, As most peoplé know, this:
is, ‘strictly, -the *‘withdrawing room,”
to which on¢ withdraws after dinner,
as the name implics.

The antimacassars over. the backs of
the chairs similarly carry their object
in life in their name, These more or
less artistic things had their begin-
nings some 150 years ago, when every
one used maecassar oil for the hair.
The mistress of the household then
would no more permit greasy polls to
spoil her fine chairs than would the

modern mistress. And, lo, the antima-
cassar! .

of chahs themselves, perhaps the
most inferesting feature is the familiar
croSsbar—technically known as the

strétcher—which joins the front legs.

Nowaddys its ‘purpose is usually for

ornamehtation, sometimes strength,
though often it is absent altogether.

It harks back to thé days of the first
chairs, when knights and dames want-
ed to keep their feet off the cold,
drafty, - ‘rush littered floors; hemnce
the' stretcher. Originally the stretch-
er was only a few inches above the
ground, but when, later on, rugs and
carpets came into 'more general use
and rooms became more comfortable,
the stretcher gradually lost its impor-
tance.

It is curious to note that the cozy
armchair was the last stage of all
Cushions and -padding were the first
additions to the plain seat. ‘Then
rame painted chairs and afterward
carved legs, and finally—a leisurely last
—came backs and arms and with them
the Tlixurious rocker.

1 point of fact the chair is easily the
most important piecé of furniture you

l.have, historically speaking. To this
{{day, “taking the chair” denotes taking

the head of affairs, reminiscent of the
time when there was only one chair in
a room, three legged stools at the most
being provided for less important folk.

Window e¢urtains, again, have their
Httle romance. Originally all windows
were in the roof, but in time came open
windows in the wall. In the middle
ages some one brought from China the
idea of using cloth to cover the win-
dows, and there is the origin of your
curtain, with its frills and loops.

The glass chandelier, if you have one
—they are out of fashion now—can be
put down to the workmen refugees
from Frapce driven from their homes
by Louis XIV. by the revocation of the
ediet of Nantes in 1685.

Even the drawer in the kitchen table
—any table drawer, for the matter of
that—had to be thought of, but nobody
did manage to think of fixing a drawer
to a ‘table until some inveterate card
player—his name is forgotten—wanted
a handy place for the cards when they
were not in use. The very thing! And
table drawers were invented.

“Kitchen,” by the way, is derived
from an Anglo-Saxon word meaning
“to cook,” while “scullery”—which pos-
ftively has nothing to do with “scul-
lon”—comes from a word meaning “a
bowl.”

Some of your furniture may well
have an English political bias! If cer
tainly is so if it bears that familiar de-
gign based upon the Prince of Wiles’
feathers. Hepplewhite, the famous fiii
niture designer, began ft. In his time
there was a strong Tory party support-
ing Gebfge 1L, while the Whig party
was headed by the Prince of Wales:

MAKING WATCHES.

Wonderful Feats That Are Perfermed
by Modern Machinery.

The rapidity with which watches are
nowadays manufactured has been
made possible by the ingenious ma-
chinery designed within recent years
for the making of all parts of a watch,
The speed with which these various
parts are turned out is little short of
marvelous. Great sheets of brass and
steel are cut and rolled into ribbons
and punched out into wheels at the
rate of 10,000 a day from each punch-
ing machine. Workers drill the.thirty~
one holes in the roof of the watch as
fast as they can count.

Brass wire glides into a machine
that measures off the length of a part,
turns it, puts a screw thread on eagh
end and actually screws it in at the
rate of 2,000 a day.

The screws are of such tiny size
that fifty gross of them may be put
in a woman’s thimble, while of others
there are a thousand gross to the
pound.

Balances are cut from the solid steel,
ground down, worked up and drilled
with their twenty-five screw holes
apiece at the rate of 100 wheels a day
from each machine.

Wheels have their teeth cut, a couple
of dozen at a time, some with from

sixty to eighty teeth, at the rate of |

1,200 wheels a day from each machin

The Physietype. "

This is an English invention for mak-
ing pictures by impression of leaves,
ferns, lace, feathers and various other
objects. It depends upon the chemical
action of a fine powder. The object of
which a representation is to be made
is placed upon white paper and pressed,
either by the hand or by otlier means.
When the object is removed no impres-.
sion is visible on the paper, but upon
sprinkling the powder over the paper
the picture at once appears, sharply de-
fined, aud remains permanent. Sec-
tions of wood and designs of coins and
medals can thus be represented, and
the prints can be transferred to lithe-
graphic stone, zinc or "aluminium, thus
producing records from which any
pumber of copies can be taken.—Chi-
cago Record-Herald.
