These figui es demonstrate otliei things 
than the growth of the volume of trade. 
They demonstrate that while tho im­
ports of foreign goods have increased 
ouly some $350,000 in nine years, the 
inter-Provincial trade has assumed rela­
tively much larger proportions. Begining 
with $150,000 in 1872, it has steadily 
increased till last year it reached over 
two millions and a quarter, and this year 
it is not too much to assert, will reach 
three millions. Nineyearsago the foreign 
imports were seven times as much as 
Canadian. Now Canadian goods out­
value the foreign by two-and-a-quartei 
times !

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INLAND REVENUE.
This branch of the Government was 

organized on the 12th of May, 1873. 
The inland revenue has under its man­
agement ami control the following 
blanches : The granting of licenses 
and supervision of distilleries, breweries, 
malt houses, compounders of spirits, 
tobacco and cigar manufacturers, the 
side of bill stamps, weights and 
measures, the collection of all duties on 
excisable goods, the collection of canal 
tolls, the inspection of staples, the cul­
ling of timber, the adulteration of food, 
and the inspection of gas.

N. B.—Registration stamps cannot be accepted in payment of postage.
DISPOSAL OF UNPAID OR INSUFFICIENTLY PAID LETTERS MAILED IN CANADA.

If for places within the Dominion.—A letter wholly unpaid is not forwarded, 
but is sent to the dead letter office, Ottawa. If pre-paid, at least one rate, that 
is 3 cents, the letter is forwarded to destination, but is rated with double the 
deficient postage. This rule applies also to city or “ drop " letters, the postage 
on which is 1 cent per J ounce.

If far the United States.—A letter, whether wholly unpaid, or insufficiently 
paid, is not forwarded from Canada, but is sent to the dead letter office, Ottawa, 
in order to be there opened and returned to its writer.

If for the United Kingdom or for any country in the General Postal Union.— 
A letter wholly unpaid is forwarded, but is rated with double postage, that is 5d. 
sterling per J ounce.

If for British Colonie» or foreign countries not in the General Postal Union.— 
A letter, whether wholly unpaid, or only insufficiently paid, is sent to the dead 
letter office, Ottawa.

POSTAL CARDS.

Canadian postal cards of one cent.each circulate within the Dominion, and are 
transmissible, without further charge, to the United States and Newfoundland.

Special post cards,, at two cents each, are issued for transmission to the Uni­
ted Kingdom, and other countries in the General Postal Union.

Newspapers—Between places in the Dominion, to the United States, to New­
foundland publishers prepay their edition in bulk, at the rate of one cent for 
each |iound weight ; no further charge on delivery. Transient newspa|>ers with­
in the Dominion, to the United States and Newfoundland, one cent per four 
ounces, to be pre-paid by stamp. Transient papers for the United Kingdom, two 
cents per 4 ounces—each paper being liable to a separate rate of |matage.

Periodicals.—Published in Canada not less frequently than once a month, sent 
from office of publication, or from news agencies, for places in the Dominion, to 
the United States or to Newfoundland, the postage rate is the same as for news-

the British Book Post Rate, viz 2 cents per 2 oz. or fraction thereof, whether bv 
Canadian Line or ria New York; thelimit of weight for a single packet is 2 lbs. 3 oz.

Periodica!» and book* for France.—The rate is the same us to the United 
Kingdom. Newspapers to France and samples are sent at the above “ French 
Book Post ” rates.

A “ book packet ” may contain any number oi separate books, publications, 
works of literature and art, maps or prints, photographs, daguerreotypes, when 
not in glass or in frames containing glass ; any quantity of paper, vellum, or 
parchment (to the exclusion of letters), and the books, maps, papers, etc., may 
be either written, printed or plain, or any mixture of the three, and may be either 
British, Colonial or Foreign. Book packages trust be open at ledit end» or 
both aides.

Patterns.—Rates between Canada and United Kingdom and foreign countries 
generally, same as for Book Post.

Patterns or samples must be bona fide trade pattern» or sample» of merchandise 
for sale, and must not be of ai y intrinsic value ; and this rule excludes all 
articles of a saleable nature, and whatever may have a value of its own, apart 
from its mere use as a pattern ; nor must the quantity of any material or article 
sent as a pattern or sample be so great that it could have on this ground an 
intrinsic value.

Patterns, etc., must be sent in covers open at the ends, so as to be easy of 
examination. Samples, however, of seeds, drugs, and such like, which cannot 
be sent in open covers, may be enclosed in bags of linen or other material, simply 
tied at the neck, or, provided that bags be transparent, they may be entirely 
closed, if they are for delivery within the United Kingdom. Bags, however, 
entirely closed, even though they be transparent, must not be used for the trans­
mission of seeds to foreign paits. Patterns and samples of merchandise, not 
exceeding the weight of 8 oz., addressed to the United States, may be sent at 
the rate of 10 cents for each package.

A packet of patterns or samples sent to the United Kingdom or any foreign 
country, must not exceed 24 inches in length and 12 inches in width or depth. 
The limit of weight is 8j oz. in all cases.

There is no Parcel Post to any place beyond the limits of the Dominion of Canada. 
Parcels to Manitoba and British Columbia must not exceed 2 lbs. 3 oz in weight. 

Parcels weighing 4 lbs. may be forwarded to and from Winnipeg only.

In 1820 the Rev. J. West came out 
from England as Cuaplain to the 
Hudson’s Bay Co. One of his first 
works was the erection of a rude school 
house at St. Johns, where he com­
menced to educate a few children. 
This building served also for a church. 
Mr. West only remained in the country 
three years. He was succeeded in 
1823 by the Rev. P. Jones, as chaplain 
of the Company. The Ven. Archdea­
con Cochrane came in 1825, and com­
menced his long ministerial service of 
40 years in the country, in the cha|iel 
erected by Rev. Mr. West. After a 
time the wood building was replaced 
by a stone building, which was known 
as the Upper Church, and in 1862 this 
in turn, was replaced by the present 
St. John 'b Cathedral.

ST. JOHN S COLLEGE.

School established in 1820, and in­
corporated as a college in 1871.

A school was established at St. 
St. John by the Rev. John West, when 
he came to the country in 1820. This 
was continued and extended by the 
Rev. Mr. James. At last the Rev. 
J. McCallum, M.A , became head of it. 
It now consisted both of a higher 
school for boys and for young ladies. 
Mr. McCallum died just as the first 
Bishop of Rupert's land arrived ill the 
Province. He carried on the boys’ 
school under the name of St. John’s 
College for seven years, and for some 
years he also had a ladies school. On 
the arrival of the present Bishop of 
Ruperts Land he endeavored to revive 
the college. He found left behind by 
his predecessor a small, but well-chosen 
library and some buildings. The col­
lege classes were resumed on Nov. 1st 
1866, the Bishop of Saskatchewan 
being the Warden. St. John’s College 
has since then been gradually extended 
It is now incorporated, and closely con­
nected with another incorporated body, 
the Dean and Canons of Sc. John’s 
Cathedral. Certain endowments have 
been obtained, and statutes given 
which can on’y be changed by the 
joint action of the Diocesan Suyod of 
Rupert’s Land and the Bishop.

The College has received the assent of 
the Synod of Rupert's Land for taking 
advantage of the provision of the Act 
of Parliament, founding the Univer­
sity of Manitoba. Arrangements have 
been made for gi anting the degrees of 
B. D. and D. D.

PRESBYTERY OF MANITOBA.

In October, 1870, the Presbytery of 
Manitoba was formed under the author­
ity of the General Assembly of the Can­
ada Presbyterian Church. It con­
sisted of four ministerial members *-- 
Messrs. Black, Nisbet,Fletcher and Mc- 
Nab. There were at the time less than 
two hundred Presbyterian families in 
the North-West. The Presbytery has 
in 1880, twenty-live ministerial mem­
bers, besides live missionaries not on 
the roll of Presbytery—thirty regular 
laborers in all. There was paid salar­
ies to the four members mentioned, in 
the year 1870, $2,860 ot which $600 
was raised by the people supplied. 
In the Presbyteay, in 1880, there is 
paid in salaries the sum of $24,350. 
Of this $11,500 is raised by the peo­
ple themselves, while the remainder 
of $12,850 is paid by the Home Mission 
Committee, Foreign Mission Committee 
and the French Evangelization Com­
mittee, of the Presbyterian Church in 
Canada, with other small amounts from 
other sources. In the year 1880 as com­
pared with ’70 there has thus been an in­
crease of about 800 per cent, in the ex- 
l>cnditure, and an increase of over 1,800 
per cent, in the amounts raised by the 
|>eople supplied. It is estimated that 
there are now between 1,500 and 2,000 
Presbyterian families in the Canadian 
North-West. In 1870 there were 
eight preaching places supplied with 
ordinances ; in 1880 there are about 
one hundred and twenty. Statistics 
show that the advance in the people's 
contributions (except in Winnipeg and

Kildonan) has Ireen chiefly during the 
last tour years of the period, or in 
other words, since the disappearance 
of the grasshoppers. In church build­
ing, in which, progress must necessarily 
be slower than in contributions to the 
support of ordinances, the recu|ierative 
energy of the |ieople has shown itself 
in this direction chiefly during the 
last two years of the period. In the 
year 1879, just closed, there were 
ojrened within the bounds of the Pres­
bytery, ten ne v ^churches, costing in 
the aggregate, some $33,000. Of this 
amount not more than $550 was receiv­
ed from abroad. There is, howaver 
on these churches some $18,000 of 
debt. In a new country this cannot 
be avoided if progress is to be made, 
and where people build their own 
churches. The people are compelled 
to divide the cost of the building, 
» liich is a severe strain upon their en­
ergies, over several yeais. Uncearing 
efforts should be put forth to clear off 
these burdens, for all other theories 
to the contrary, debt is a millstone 
about the neck. In the case of eight 
of the ten churches erected in 1879, 
they were the flrst churches erected by 
the congregation ; in five they are the 
only churches in the several lo­
calities. The figures given while act­
ing ns an encouragement, should, espe­
cially in the matter of contributions, 
act as a stimulus to greater exertion, 
that the central committers may be re­
lieved of supporting ordinances in ex­
isting organizations to be free to extend 
their help to the newer settlements 
forming here and there on the prairies.
