Now, let the substentisl facts of the
beginning of the * Reformation” be bricfly,
but uarrowly mnoticed. And the facts
shall be given in the words of highly
respectable historlans, apnrovers of the
“Raformation””  Henry VIII, had been
warricd to his brother's nominal w!dqw,
for more than twenty yeers, when, fascin.
ated by the salaclous charms of Aune
Boleyn, he began to gat_her douhts a8 to
the volldity of his mariiage. He could
eaze his conscier ce and gratify hielust ouly
by obtaining a divorce. Buat in those
tfmes it was hard foreven akiog to ge't a
divorce, 1t could vot be bad at Rume,
avd Greene ssys, “the iuiquity of the
propossl jarred sgalnst the public con
science” (p. 838) Cranmer’s {ogenuity sug-
gested that the judgment of the European
universities ebould be cbrained. “But,”
says Greene, (p.343) “the appeal to tne
lesrned opinion of Christendom exded in
viter defeat. In France the profuse
hribery of the Eaplish sgents would have
failed with the university of Paris but for
the interference of Fravcis himeelf As
shameless an exercse of Henry's owan
authority wes required to wring an ap
proval of bis cauce [rom Oxford and Cam-
bridge. Io Germeny the very Piotestants,

n the ferver of their moral revival, were
dead against the king, So far ae could be
geen from Cranmer’s test, every learned
man in Christendem condemoed Henry’s
canse, It was at the moment When
every expedient had been extausted by
Norfolk etwd bis fellow-ministers that
Cromwell came sgaln to the front. De.
speir of other meacs drove Henry at last
to adopt the bold plan from which he bad
shrurk at Wolcev's fall. The plan was
simply that the King should disavow the
Paprl jardsdiction, declare him elf head
of the Uhurch within bis reaim, aod b
tain 8 divoree feom his own ceslesiastical
courte,?  Colller (Vol 1V, p. 163) cites
this Act of Paclinment : ‘That the geals
as well of cartain uvciversities in Iialy
a1d Fravce, were gotten (as It were for a
teetimony ) by the corruption of money
with a few light persons, rebolars of the
game univercsities; as al:o the geals of the
uuiversities of 1his reaim, were obtalned
by great travel, sinister working, secret
threatenings and entreatings ot some men
of authority, speclally tent at that time
thither for the same purpose.” And the
Church w2s overcome in this way : “It
was pretended that Wolsey's exercise of
suthority as papal legate contravened a
gtatuta of Richard 11, and that both bim.
eeif and the whole body of the clergy, by
their submission to him, bad incurred the
penalties of & prcmunize, that is, the for

feiture of their movable estate,
besides  imprisonment  at discre-
tion, . . The clergy, however,

now felt themselves to be the wesker
party. In convocation they implored
the kiug’s clemency, and obtained it by
paying a large sum of money. Ia their
petition he was styled the protector and
supreme bead of the Church aud clergy
of HKogland, Many of that body were
staggered at the unexpected introductiou
of a title that seemed to etrike st the
supremacy they had always acknowl-
edged In the Roman see.” (Hallam’s C. H.
vol. 1 p. 87) Greene saye: “They (clcrgy)
were told that forgiveness could be
bought at no less a price than the pay
ment of a fine amounting to a million
of our present mouey, and the acknow!l
ecgment of the Kiug s “Protector and
ouly supreme head of the Chuich and
clergy of England.”” To the first demard
they at obce submitted ; againss thesecond
they struggled hard, but their apperls to
Henry aud to Cromwell met ouly with
demaunds for instent obedierce. The
words were at last submitted by Warham
to tbe convocation. Thnere was a general
silence. “Whoever is sllent seems to con
sent,” said the Archbichop. “Then we
are all silent,” replied a voice from among
the crowd, and the sssent was accepted.
. « « . ButCromwell atill kept his hand
on the troub'ed churchmen.” (p.344, 345.)
On page 346, Greene eays: “When cun
vocation was once silenced, andthe bishops
fairly at Henry's feet, the ground was
cleared for the great statute by which the
new charter of the Church was defined
This was the Act of Sapremacy. Oa
page 347, he saye: “It was ovly when all
poseibility of resistauce was at an end,
when ths Church was gagged and its pul-
pits turned into mere echoes of Henry’s
wiil, that Cromwell ventured on his les
and crowning change, that of claiming for
the crown the 1ight of dictativg at {ts
pleasure the form of fsith and doctrine
to be held and taught throughout the
land,” Collier (Vol, 1V, p, 174) has:
“But this was not all: thera was more
than money required of the clergy., The
king, perceiving the process of the divorce
move slowly st Rome, and the issue look
unprowistng, prejected a relief ancther
way, To th's purpose he seems to have
formed a design of transfering some part of
the Pope’s pretengions vpon the crown, and
retting up an  ecclerastical supremacy,
And now, baviog gotten the clerpy en-
targled tn a praemunire, be resolved to
ee'zo the janciure, and push the advan-

Thus the regale was required to be ac-
knowledged in uncustomary lmgungl;i
a0 anew submisslon of this kind put to

the cunvoeation. The author of the

“Antiquitates  Dritapricae” inferme ue,

“That the kivg refused to pardon the

praemunire, unless the clergy submitted

to own him their sole and ‘supreme besd,

next and immediately sfter Chust,

¢Cramner end Cromwell were suspected

to have suggested this thought to the

king. The demand of this new title sur-

prised the clergy extremely; they were
somewhat at a stand about the meaning;
and were apprehensive davgerous con-

sequecces might be drawn from it.”
Hallam (C H. Vol. I, p. 91,92) glvee:
¢The aversion entertained by a large part
of the community, snd eepeclally of the
clerfcal crder, towards the divorce, was
not perhaps so generally founded upon
motives of justice and compassion, ¢s on
the obvious tendency which its prosecu-
tion latterly manifested to bring about a
separation from Rome. . .. Bat the
common people, especially in remote
couutries, had been used to au lmplicit
reverence for the Holy See, aad had
suffered comparatively little by ite i

posttions. Toey locked up alio to their
own teachers a8 guides in faith; and the
main body of the clergy was certainly
very reluctant to tesr themselves, at tho
pleature of a disappoluted monarch, in
the most dangerous crisis of religion, from
the bosom of Catholic unity.” *It was no
longer possible for the pielacy to cffer au
effizacions oppotition to the reformation
they abhorred.” (Id p. 99 ). “By an act
of 1534 , ., it was made high treaeon to
deny that ecclesiastical supremacy of the
crown, which, till about two years before,
00 one bed ever veutured to assert Bishop
Fisner, slmoet the only ivflexibly hon-
eat churchman of that agze, was be

headed for this dewnial, Sir Thomes
More, whose nama can ack no epithet,
underweut & eimiliar fate. . . . A
conciderable number of Juse dietinguizhed
persons, chicfly «cclesinsticsl, were after-
wards execated by virtue of thislaw.” (Id,
p- 87 ) Kuight (His, Eeg, ¢ )
shews too that some rigor was necesaary
to make the suprenacy of the crown
palatable to the pecple. He says: “The
prior of the Londou Charterbouse, Jobn
Haunghton, after a short fmprisonment in
1531 had sworn to the Act of Succession,
aud #0 had his brethrea, But they were
with d!fficalty treught ¢‘to good cunform

ity.” Lu was not tne policy of the guv-
ernment to let them alore. They were
terpected by the people of London. They
were hoepitable and chnritable. Thenew
statute of treason was to be tested upon
them. If they vielded ard acknowledged
the supremacy their exsmple would
reconcile others of lower reputation. If
they refused, the'r punishment would

terrify the boldest intg gupmwission. They
bad committed no out@rrd « ffance. They

were to be slaughtered for an opinioo.
There were two bonses counccted with the
Lovdon priory; and their piiors cawme to
Cromwell, acd with Haughton entreated
to be eXcused auewering the questious
which they expected to be addressed to
them. They were sent to the tower
They refased to accept the Act of
Supremacy when brought before Crom
well and others, They were tried by a
Jary upon this refuui of course found
guilty, and condemned on the 20th of
April. From the tower to Tyburu was a
wesrisome and foul road for these poor
men to travel on burdles, in their ecclesl
astical robes, on & May morning. It was
the first time that clergymen had suffered
in Euglaud without the previous cere-
mony of degradation., In that dreary
procession through busy etreets, and
through highways by whose rides pitying
and wonderlng multitudes stood to be-
hold this strange and portentous sight,
these earnest men quailed not. In the
presence of the ¢xecutioner they quailed
not, To the last they refused to submit
to a law of the kirg and the parliament
which they held to be contrary to the
superior law of the Caurch.” Greene
saya (p. 300). “If he struck at the
Caurch, it was through the Cartbuians,
the hollest and most renowned of Eog
lish Churchmen.”

From all thie, it 1s abundantly manifest
that because the Pupe would not graut
Henry a divorce, which was contrary aiso
to the judewent of every just man of the
timz, tne King of E.glana, by the mean.
est trickery aund the sternest exerclse of
brutal tyranny, put the Church uuder his
feet and trod it to a shape to sult himeelf.
The Church had no thought of a vefirmation ;
the king, as Strype says, made them, (the
clergy) buckle to at last. Nor can I dis:
cover from any of the above extracte, nor
infer from the stern enforcement of coer-
cive statutes, that the people in general
were 80 suddenly overjoyed attheir iibera:
tlon from Rome, as men of Mr. Palmer’s
stamp would have us belleve.

Mr. Palmer says the papal power “was
suppressed, not transferred to the king.
However this may be, Henry was more
cficious and ahsolute in his Church then
any Pupe had been in Christendom. By
Act of Parliament the Kivg’s ecclesiastical
power was fully defined: “The king, his
heirs, and successors, kings of this realm
thall ba taken, accepted, and reputed the
only supreme head oun earth of the Caurch
of Eaglaud, cailed Aunglicana Ecclesia;and
shall bave and evjoy, annexed and united
to the imperial crown of this realm, as
well the title and ttyle thereof, as all
bonors, dignities, pre-eminences, jurisiic
tions, privileges, authorities, immunities,
profits, and commodities to the said dig:
nity of cupreme head of the same Church,
belonging and appertalning; and that he,
his heirs and successors, kings of this
realm, ehall bave full power and authority
from time to time to visit, repress, redress,
reform, order, correct, restrain, and
smend all such errors, leresics, abuses,
offences, contempts, aud enormities, what.
iocver they be, which by any mavnner of
epiritual authority or jurisdiction, ought
or may lawfully be reformed, repressed,
ordered, redressed, corvected, restrained, or
amended.” (Qioted by Dr. Ives) It is

There was no power now to stand
between  ths  people of Eongland
ard the exerclse of unbridled des-
potlsm, The most arbitrary ihat
bad ever wielded the large percga-
tivea of sovereigaty bad now uulted in
his 0#n person the temporal and spiritual
supremacy. The ecclesinstical authority
which bad regulated the Eoglish Church
for eight bundred yesrs was gone, The
feudal organization which bad held the
soverelgn 1u tome submisslon to ancient
laws ard urages of fieedom was goue, The
crown bad become ail in all, Toe whole
system of human interconrse in Eogland
was to he subordinated to one eupreme
head—king and popeinone . . . The
Ligher cleigy were tertificd into the most
abject prostration before thls epiritusl
lord” (Ch, LILL) .
Most writers understand that the
“Reformation’” suppressed the Catholic
Church, and esteblisbed Anglicaniim,
Greene (p, 349) says: “While the great
revolution wnich struck down the Courch
was in progress, Hoglaud simply held her
bresth.” Ou page 356, he seys :  “It was
by pariiamentary sistutes that the Caurch
was destroyed, snd f eedom gegged with
new treasons and oatbs and questionings,”
Knight (Ch. LXU) hes: *The Eoglish
liturky, aud the constact reading of the
Lee:ouns in Ecglish, were the corner stones
which held together that Church of Kog-
laud which the reformers had built up.” P ex-
haps, too, Mr, Hallam's head was confused
when he wrote: “Iti: d.flicult for us to
determine whether the Pope, by eouceding
to Hevry the great object of his solicitude,
could in this stage bave not only arrested
the progress of the schism, ete.”” (Vol. L
p 58) If there was ever a schism, &
breakiog «ff from Catholic unity, it wes
wheun “the Biiiish Church reformed itself.”
It must be very provoking to the
*'Catholics to be epoken of a: Protestants,
ard to see their Church always dubbed
Protestant. Yet bothis done. Ranke
fu Hus, of Popes, very coclly and deliber-
ately thrcughout ealls Anglieanism Pro
testantien: ; and “Romanism, ’ Catholicism,
Kuight eays that El'zabeth “and her wise
advisers hid tekenu tbeir i to
abide by Protesiantism,”
“Nor could the Protestant religion lrave
eacily been esteblished by Jogal methods
under Edward and Eogabetn without this
previous destruction of the monasieries
(Vol. L p. 99.)  Oua page 127 he says :
“Bat an Listorisn (Burnet,) whese bias
W ertainly not urfaverahie to Protest
sntiem, eor fe that all endeavors were
too weak to overcome the aversion of the
veoule towards reformation, and even
imates that Gerinan troops were pent
is on sccount of the bigotey

Aud on
D he has : “Aud after the council of
Trent had  effccted such considerable
reforms in the Catholis discipline, it
seemed o fort of reprosch to the Profetant
chuich of Evglard, that che retained sli
the dispensatiors, the exempticng, the
pluralitice, which had been deemed the
peculiar corruptions of the worst times of
popery.”  Greepe (p 408 ) hug: “The
quiet (!) decay of the tradivionary Cath-
olicism which formed the religlon of three
fourths of the people at Elizabeth’s acces
sion is thown by the steady diminution
in the number of recusants throughout
her relgn. . . .« . The main cauce of
the change lay undoubtedly in the grad
ual dying out of the Catholic priesthood,
and the growth of a new Protestant clergy
who supplied thelr place.” “This article,”
(VI),” eays Boultbee, “is the fundamentsl
one which stamps the Church of Eogland
as eesentially ProTesTANT.” The double
emphasis is his own. It s remarkably
curlous that the Anglicans can mneither
csjole their acquaintsnces nor subsldize
strangers to call them names,

PART II
JOHN WALLACE—I1720 1733,

Mr. Wallase was the son of the Provost
of Arbroath,and fs supposed to have been
born about 1650, He was educated as a
Proteatant and licensed as an Episcopalian
minister. It s probable that he became
a Cathollc some time before the Revolu.
tion. But the precise time is not known,
He was tutor for some time to the Dake
of Perth’s children and travelled with
them through France and Italy. When
these duties were at an end he repaired to
the Scotch Oollege of Parls and lived there

retired for a conelderable time. When
Bishop Gordon returned from Rome in
1706, he prevailed on Mr. Wallace to
accompany bim to Scotlaud snd prepare
for the labors of the mission. He was
ordained priest in April, 1708, and sta-
tioned at Arbroath, Intke fullowing year
he was eummoned before the Justiciary
Court of Perth for “apostatizing to the
poplsh religion” and for “trafficing and
perverting others,” He declined to appear
and was outlawed,

In 1719, Bishop Gordon solicited from
the Holy See and obtalued the appoint
ment of - Mr, Wallace as his coadjator.
On 30th Aprll, 1720, the Brlefs were
expedited by which he was created
Bishop of Cyrrab, In the followiug
October, be was comsecrated at Edin-
buigh by Bishop Gordon alone,
assisted by two priests, This departure
from the vsual form of couececration was
rauctioned by a speclal induit. It is also
to be remarked tbat the elected bishop
was of greater age than Blshop Goidon,
having attained his sixty-tixth vear. It
was on account of his great merit that he
was chosen, and a'so in order to put an
end to the intrigues that were begun in
favor of some other party. His new dig
nity was far from belng s bed of roses. In
1722 he was arrested by order of the
maglstrates, whilet he was hearing confes.
sions in tbe lodgiogs of the Duchees of
Gordon at Elinburgh. The duchess was
still in bed. Buat the constables of the
Ci'y Guard whe had charge to exe.
cute the warrant, insistea that ehe
should rise and conduct them
over the house. KEleven other Catho
lics were seized, aud of these eome
were dismiseed, others eent to prison.
Suspecting the Bishop, from the gravity
of his demearor, to be & priest, they con-
ducted him to prison under a strong
guard, It would have fared still woise
with him if they had imagined that he
wee anything more, He was liberated on
bail; hut, 23 on a former occasion, refused
to stand his trial, and was cutlawed, He
remained in the country, however, and
frequenting only places where he was not
much known, he mauaged to do good
service. It would appear that later on he
cculd use more freedom; for, Bishop
Gordon left to him the principal charge of
the Lowlands, whilst he bimself devoted
bis energies to to the people of the High
lazde, for whom he had conceived so great
an affection.

The Bishop’s friendship for his High
landers was strongly expressed in a leiter
be wrote to the agent at Rome fin
the year 1711, It would appear that
tome people eXpressed surprise that he
should have been able to stay in those
mountaipous districts with an amount of
comfort which it wasimpo:sible for others
to experience. “I never,” was his reply,
“had more comfort, every way, than
among those people; and am 8o far from
wearying of them that I long to ehut my-
self up forever with them. I do not
question but I sbould do greater service
tbere than anywhere else; and if it were te
will of Propagands, I would confine my-
self #0 long as I live, Among our hills and
consecrate my days to serve the poor
people that live in them,” It was les
difficult for Blshop Gordon to live in the
Higblands, as his coadjutor, Bishop Wal-
lace, bad for some time been charged
with the weight of duty in the Lowland
mission, The latter Prelate continued to
be ergaged in these labours till the close of
bis daye, He died at Edinburgh on the
11th July, 1733.

courtesy of the central director, Ray,
Father Nolin, 8, J,, your correspondent
was to bave entrance to one of the class
roams of the college which commanded
a view of the place of meeting

director, Father Nolin, 5. J. Various
other members ot the Society of Jesus
might be seen conversing with the visit.

Tne crowd was motley—men of all
ages, ®izeg, and etations in life were
represented—men in shining “Sanday”
garments, men 1n silken hats, men in
straw omes, men in civilian attire, men
in uniform, men with browned visages,
exposed to the sun; men careful of their
complexions  holding open  large
umbrellas, All wore the insignia
of the society. A golden cross and
shield upon & crimson ground, with the
motto: *Adveniat Regnum Tuum.”

In one corner of the ground a band
discoureed sweet mueic, the airs for the
most part of the hymns of the lesgue
All at once there was a commotlon, and
three thousand faces glanced upwards
where from a window of the college there
asceuded a huge white balloon, heart
shaped, and pearing on one side the blood
red sign of the Sacred Heart. Away {t
fl ;ated into space, then exploded, and from
the crimeon side a ball of living fire fell
into the midst of the crowd beneath, while
the heart that had held it flattered away,
until it rested cn the silver summit of S:,
Mary’s dome,

And all this while the crowd kept in
creasing until it reached the magnitude of
neatly four thousand, and then four
o'clock struck, and the word was given
to start, Four abreast, followlug their
megnificent silken standards, the varlous
parishes formed {nto line.  Leaving the
play ground by the Dor:hester etreet
gate, they procecled to the Jesuit’s
church, where they helted, end thirty-two
of the leading members of the League
brought out a statue of the Sacred Heart,
under a bower of flowers.

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DEPLORABLE ACCIDENT,

A JESUIT FATHER DROWNED,

A very sad Incident occurred on Satur-
day afternoon last, upon the River St
Lawrence, between Nun’s Island and M )n-
treal, Several priests and ecclesinstics of
the Society of Jesus were returning from
Nun’s Island In three small boats, when a
eqnall arose, upsetting one of the boats, in
which were the Rav. Fathers Daguay,
Foran, Melancon, and another. Oae of the
two remainiog boats came qulckly to the
scene of the disister, but three only of the
drownlug men could be saved, the Rav,
Father Daguay had dieappeared beneath
the waves, A Requiem Mass for the
repose of the soul of Father Duguay,
whose body has not yet been recovered,
was fung on Monday morning in the
Church of the Gesu,

The Rev. Father Daguay, “Adelard
Duguay,” was horn at Bale cu Febvre, the
eldest son of Mr. I. Dugnay, formerly
member for the County of Yamaska,

He was only twenty-seven years of age.
He had mude his course of studies in the
Seminary of Nicolet, and had been
admitted to the study of law, For six
years he had been a member of the Society
of Jesue, and during the three last years
of his life was Professor of Versification
in St, Mary’s College, He was director
of the college choir, and with much
succees prepared the choruses of Athalle
for the feast of the Rev Father Rector.

The early death of Father Duguay has
caused deep sorrow not only in his com-
munity but among his many friends

80 up tolast year, when he sought an
abatement at 30 per cent, Levinge
answered his appeal by the service ot a
wiit for the half year’s rent and the
hanging gale, After markiog judgment,

Levinge’s solicitor, Kair, of Athlone, of.

fered Killain a five pound note as an abate-

ment on the half year's rent, provided
he paid all the costs, which amounted

to nearly £5 At this period the 1887

Land Act had been just passed, and

Killain served an originating notice to

break the list and get a fair rent fixed.

Levinge answered by selling Killain’s

interest 1n his farm for £115, and did

actually eell it, so Killain has lost all

interestin his farm, Levinge writted Kl
lain nearly every second half year since
he got the new lease, and made bim pay
the law costs, and on one occasion the

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THE MONKS OF LA TRAPPE,

SOMETHING ABOUI THE STRICTEST ORDER
IN THE CATHOLIC CHURCH,
Boston Republie,

An order differing materially from all
thoee which have hitherto been spoken of
in these columos is that of the Trappiats,
who do no missionary work unless stlent
meditation and almost constaut prayer be
regarded, as they certalnly should be, as
misslonary labor. The Trappists ate one
of the oldest orders In the Catholic Church,
their origin dating back to the eleventh
century, and thelr founder being a dis-
ciple of St, Benedict. This personage was
8t. Robert, the abbot of Molesme, who
was born in the early part of the century
in which the order of which this sketch
treats was founded, Following the relig
fous bend of his mind, St. Robert, in his
boyhood almost, joined the Benedictines,
and, as soun as he bad become & member
of that order, he edified his brethren by
his youthful zeal and plety., Yielding to
the wishes of some of bis ssociates, who
longed for a more austere method of life,
the young Benedictine founded a religious
houee at Cisterclum, the place now kuown
s Citeaunx in France, and the date of the
establishment there was March 21st, 1098
Being an offshoot of the Benedictines, this
new house adopted the rules which govern
the priories of that order, but St, Robert
gradually rendered those rules more
austere and made the disclpline of his fol-
lowers more exactivg. During his life
time the Trapplets appear to have retalned
the brown habit of the Benedictines, but,
with the nstallation of his succes-or, St.
Alberic, who, by the way, wasthe founder
of the Cisterclan Sisterhood, the nuns of
which are known as Trappistines, & change
was made whereby the Trapplst habit was
ordered to be, what it has since remained
white, The new order rapidly increased
in membership, and before half a century
had elapeed since its foundation it counted
something like 500 abbeys in Euarope,
while early in the twelfth century so
numerous had the monks at Citeaux, the
original house of the order, become that
it was found necessary todivide them, and
when °*

undertook that task he discovered that he
had mouks enough to establish four new
houses, which he accordimgly did, placing
one establishment at La Ferte; another at
Clairvanx, over which the famous St
Bernard was placed as abbot; 2 third at
Pontigni, and a fourth at Marimond. The
Trappist rule of life contiaued to become
more and more strict as the years of the
order increased, but it was reserved for
John De Rance, a nephew of the Arch
bishop of Tours, to fix the rules for all
future time, and, also, to give to the order
the name it now bears. The house of
which De Rance was an inmate was the
famous establishment of La Trappe, and
from that he gave to his brethren the title
of Trappists, and the rules he laid down
for thelr guidance were of the strictest
character, By these rules mno Trappists
are permitted to speak even to their fel-
low-monks, or to visitors who may call at
thelr convents, except by eigns. The
only persons to whom they are allowed to
speak are their ruperiors and their con-
fessors, Once they have made thelr pro
feseion, and taken their final vows, they
are forbidden to writc even to their rela
tives, and their only concern for the world
is to pray for those who live in it, Their
very uamesare isken from them, and they
are distinguished only by their religious
titles, When the parents of a monk dies,
word may be sent to the superior of the
monastery, who will announce to the com-
munity that the father or mother of one
their number, no names mentioned, has
been called from lfe, and it, therefore,
behooves them to pray for him or ber,
but beyond that announcement Lo other
information is glven, The life of the
Trappist is virtually one of total separa
tlon from the world. When he s mnot
engaged in his religlous duties, his time is
occupled at manual labor, and a Trappist
community can generally show workmen
of every tiaie. If you should chance to
visit one of their houses, you would find
some of the monks tilling the ground,
others plying the trade, eay of blacksmiths,
tallors, shoemakers, etc,, while another
claes wiil be found at work

DOING HOUSEHOLD LABOR
Meet him where you may, however, the
Trappist monk is always the tame silent
and taciturn individual. Not a spoken
word escapes hia lips as you pasa him by,
and the only recognition a stranger obtains
from him {s a low bow, which 1s not even
accompanled by an upward glance of the
eye, Thelr deathis in keepiug with thelr
lives, and, when the time comes for them
to bld adien to the world, their serge
habits coarse and white, are their ouly
winding sheets, and their graves are
unmarked save by a plain wooden croes,
on which is inscribed the name they bore
in religion, ¢
The Trappists have but two establish.
ments in the Ualted States, one at Geth-
semani, Nelsom county, Ky., and the
other about twelve miles outside of Dat
buque, Ia, where is situated Moun
Melleray Abbey, 80 called from the famous
Trapplst house which stands three miles
out from Coppoquin, at the base of the
Knockmeldown mountains in Ireland.
Rev. Abbot Alberick at present presides
over this establishment, and he and hie
fellow monks administer to the wanta of
the nefghboring Catholics, The abbey at
Gethsemanl, Nelson county, Ky,, {s gov.
erned by a mitred abbot, ftlght Rev, M,
Benedlct, the only nne of his order in the
country, and his community counts
twenty elght professed members, three
novices, three oblates, and one postulant,
This abbey, as well as Mount Melleray, 1s
frequently resorted to by clergymen and
others desirous of passing some days in
retrest and meditation, and not a few
superannuated priests, when their years
Incapacitated them from further services
In the mission, have ended their days
peacefully in these houses.
Another Trapplst establishment In this
western world is the one which is located
at Tracadie, in Antigonish county, and in
the diocese of Arichat, N, S, It was bya
mere chance that this house was ever
established. 1Its founder, Rev, Father
Vincent, a French Trappist, who, with
other monks, came here years ago in the

author for confeesion, Hence we can
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by the merest accident, detained at Halifax
when the rest of his companions, who
were disappointed in their coming to
Americs,

BAILED FOR FRANCE,
Father Vincent left the steamer, on which
be had taken passage for home, while she
was lying at Halifax, intending to return
to her e soon ae he had traneacted certain
business in that city, While he was pass-
ing through the streets, however, the
bishop of Halifax met aud insisted that
the monk should come to the episcopal
residence and bear his confersion, Con.
fessors wero ncarce in Nova Scotia then,
and Father Vincent complied with the
bishop’s request, but, when he came to the
wharf to embark on hia ship, he found
that the captain, taking advantage of a
wind that had sprung up in the mean-
time, had holsted his sails and departed
from Halifax, Left alone, then, Father
Vincent tendered his secvices to the Hali-
gonian prelate as a missionary, and, after
lsboring in that capacity in many locali-
tles, he fioally founded the Abbey of Petit
Clairvaux, which house was not raised to
the dignity of an abbey until 1877, when
the bishop of Arichat, wishing to recom.
pense the life-long zesl of its founder,
obtalned from Rome for it that distinc.
tion. The present abbot is Right Rev,
Father Dominic, who bas a community of
forty-one persons, At Tracadle there is
also to be K)und a community of Trap-
pistine nuns, eight in number, and all of
advanced years, whose story s a pathetic
one, and was recently told very effactively
in the columns of the Ave Maria by A, M
Pope. This abbey owns something like
400 acres of land, and a number of excel-
lent lime stone quarries have been opened
in its holdings, at whick the industrious
monks find occupation. The abbey has
also a saw and grist mill and a brick kiln,
while it enj)ys a reputation throughout
all the surronnding country as being a
model fsrm in every respect.

Of an order which practices such auster-
ity as tho Trapplsts little can ba said,
because little is known to outeiders, 8o that
this sketch cannot, perchance, be bettef
ended than by submittivg here the words
which Dickeus wrgte of them after a visit
he paid to one of their houses, St. Bern-
ard’s Abbey at Coalville in Leicestershire,
Here is what tha great novelist eaid of the
Trapplste:  “I take a glawce through the
door of the well-stocked lbrary in passing
and soon afterwards ficd myself in the
refectory, down each side of which runs a
form and a long table, where are rarged
& number of mugs of water, covered with
a napkin, and a émell slip of wood bearing
the monaetic name of the brother for
whom it is intended, A knife, s spoon
and two thick elices of bread complete the
service, No meat, no fish, no eggs; noth.
ing but bread, water, milk, checse and
fruit, and only one full meal a day in
winter and two in summer is allowed,”
It is needless to add that the Trapplsts are
the severest of all the monastic orders of
the Catholic Church,

They have become go poliched and polite
themeelves that they do not like to
remember Him as a Delty in plenitude of
divine powers, but rather as a very good
man, an bumble poor carpenter, or per-
baps as elmply the exponent and the
out-pouring of a yearning after the good
aud true, One of the most immediate
effects of this sort of worship is the separ
ation of religion from mortality and the
separation also of a personality from God,
thus making Him to be but some indefin.
able vague existence.

This 1s & neceesary consequence of their
course; on the one hand we have the
living principle of evil which can only
be successfully combatted by the living
principle of faith—and instead of faith
there is a gushing sentimentality, An.

catlon, The effect of this 13 to develop a
bellef already springing up, that educa.
tlon fs the panccea for all evils, social,

BYROY'S LEANING TO CATHO-
Licny,

Mer. Jobn Nichol wrote a bingraphical
sketch of Lord Byron for Macmillan’s
serfes of books on “Engllsh men of Let-
tere.” Iu ita review of the work the
London Tablet seid :

“Itis evident that Byron’s wayword
temper avd disorderly habits were owing
in part tothe morally-tainted blood which
he fuherited from many of his ancestors,
and partly to the want of a strictly rellg.
fous educstion. Few men had by nature
finer qualities, and amid all his observa-
tions gleaws of brighter aund better inten-
tions shine forth and prove how noble and
devout » character he might have made if
he bad been trained aright and good ex-
amples bad been et before him for imita-
tion.”

Mr. Nichol often refers to the religlous
turn which Byron’s mind often took and
calls attention to the “remarkable knowl-
edge of the Scripturee, especlally on the
Pealme, which he possessed, owlng to the
tralning of his nuree, and to his ‘Intimate
acquaintance’ with Holy Writ, which bis
schoolmaster, Dr, Glennie, observed. In
& poem, written in his eighteenth year,
calied The prayer of Nature, he calls on
the Father of Light for perdon and guld-
ance, owns himself corrupt and weak, and
aftirme bis resolution to pray, and con-
fidence that his Heavenly Father will
h“'.'v,

Mr. Nichol has not said all on this sub-
ject which he might—hie space, perhaps,
ecarcely allowed it—and it may, therefore,
be not amiss to subjoin a few particulars
throwlng light on the religlous aspect of
Byron’s mind. Like Charles 11, he bad,
in the midst of his wanderings, a secret
leaning to the Catholic faith and a con-
victlon that it either was or might be true
and divine. He loved his daughter too
tenderly to aliow her to be brought up by
the Shelleys, and he caused her to be edu-
cated as “‘a strict Catholic in a convent of
Romaznes ”

“l think” (he wrote to Moore on the
subject) ““people can never have enough of
religion if they are to haveany. |Iiucline
myself very much to the Catholic doc
trines.” And againa few days later: %I
am really a great admirer of tangible
religlon, ard am breeding one of my
daughters a Catholic that ehe may have her
hande full. It fs by far the most elegant
worship, hardly excepting the Greek
mythology., What withincense, pictures,
statues, altars, shrines, relics, and the Real
Preserce, confession, absolution, there fs
something to grasp at ., . I am afrald
that thissounds flippant, but | don’t mean
ittob:so ., . I doassure you that [ am
a very good Christian.’ When I turn
thirty”” (he wrote to Murray, April b,
1817), “1 will turn devont ; I feel a great
vocation that way in Catholic churches,
and when I hear the organ,”

And in Aprll, 1831, we find him ex-
preselng himself thus emphatieally:

“It {e my wieh that ehe,” (hla daughter
Allegrs, whom he bad removed from Mrs,
Shetley’s care) “ehould be a Roman Cath-
olle, which Ilook upon as the best religion,
a8 1t is sesuredly the oldest of the various
branches of Christianity.”

“At times even,” (saye .Roscetti) “he
half professed himself a Christian, tending
towards Romsan Cathollciem, and he {s raid
for the last several years of hls life to have
made a practice of fasting on Fridays, and
kneellng at the pessing of avy rel'gious
procession,

*“The stavzas which he has left begin-
ning ‘Ave Maria, blessed ba the hour,” are
styled by the birgrapher whose tketch is
before us, “one of the mwost musical and
seemingly heartfelt bymns in the lan-
gusge” And who can read the ‘Hebrew
Melodies’ without eceing in them some
thing more than mere drawatlc piety !
Are thers not touches In them of a per-
sonal religlon, which even the pleasures
and pains of a disordered life could not
whol'y eradicate ?"

STATUE TO THE VIRGIN.
ATTITUDE OF THE CHURCH TOWARLS OUR
BLESSED LADY,

The followirg letter, conceived in a
spirit of j istice ard written with a know.
ledge obiained from an intlmate acqnaint
ance with the facts, appears in the Mail of
Monday :

Sir—The discussion on the Virgin
Mary’s statue at Montreal gave occasion
to to many extraordinary letters acd
artlcles on one view of the question that
I trust you will kindly allow me spece to
ventilate another view. In the petition
of the Anglican clergy of Montreal to the
City Council, praying that a site be not
given for the erection of a statue to the
Blessed Virgin, we fiud the j1ollowing
statement :—"Toe proposed statue repre
sents a dogma which Protestants positively
r jact, aud agaiust which their forefathers
have always earnestly protested.” What
is this dogma? Isitvhe Divine ma'eruity
or Mary’s incercession with (God for man.
kina ? Oa the former one Toionto paper
epcke as follows :—“M.st Protestants
believe, with Nestor of autioch, vhat she

God, but as the mother of the human por-
tion of Christ.” How does tbis affect the
Hypostatic Union I Of Nestor of Autioch,
or rather Nestorius of Copstantinople,
more anon,

From the tenor of most of the pub
lished letters and articles, I surmise that
the writers do not know or do not realize
the ettitude of the Catholic Church
towards the blessed Virgin Mary for
nearly nineteen centuries. The blind
iconoclasm of the sixteenth century,
following the trail of the serpent in a
semi-torpid stute, has come down to our
own time; hence the lack of honor and
reverence due to .he holy mother of our
Redeemer. Many really look upon the
Blessed Virgin ae a symbol of Popery. In
the book ot Genesis, iti, 15, the Lord,
speaking to the serpent, esid : ‘1 will
put enmity between thee and the woman
and thy seed and her seed, aud she shall
crush thy bead and thou shalt lie in wait
for her heal.” Theee words of the Lord
oame fo paes when the Blessed Virgin
Mary brought forth the infant Messiah,
the Son of God, thus triumphing over
the inferpal serpent, the arch-enemy of
mankiod. The Blessed Virgin is again
ponted out by the Lord, [saab, vii., 14,
“Behold a virgin shall conceive and shall
bring forth a son, and His name sball be
called Emmanuel.” We know, there.
fore, that in the Divine economy of the
Incarnation the Blessed Virgin Mary was
chosed from the beginniog to be the
mother of the Redeemwer, and was there-
fore qualified by the Godhead for that
super-eminent position and sacred func-
tion, with all the peculiar and extra
ordinary graces which the nature and
fitness of things demanded. Crose-
quently we regard the Blessed Virgin
Mary as “a mother of whom none but
(God was worthy to be the son, because
He created ber for Himeelf,” As the
flesh of Mury became the flash of Jesus,
aod as 1t was impossible for God to
assume & nature sullied by ein, it is self.
evident that Mary was immaculate from
Ler conception, and that the ehadow of
the original stain rested not on her pure
soul.

Saints Irenmus and Ocigen teach that
she was mot coutaminated by the breath
of the serpent, and St. Epbrem, “To her
the serpent had no accees.” St Anselm
eays :—"Freedom from original sin was
nccessary to her digoity, therefore God
couferred it—Decuat potuat, ergo fecit ” T'ne
evangeliet, St. Luke, detciibing the inter-
view between the angel Gabriel and the
Blessed Virgin, tells us that the heavenly
courtler saluted her thus :— ‘Hsi), full of
giace, the Lord is with thee, blessed art
thou amungst women * * Fear not,
Mary, for thoun bast found grace with Gud.
Behold, thou shalt conesive in thy womb,
and skalt brirg forth & Son, aad thou
shalt call his name Jesus aud He shall be
great, and shall be called the Son of the
Moet High ?  Mary, whoee virgloal icno
cence was troubled at thie salutation,
anawered, “How shall thiz be done forl
know wnot mani” The angel re
plied :—*The Holy Ghost shall cowme
upon thee, avd the power of the
Most High shall overshadow thee, and
therefore, also, the Holy that shall be born
of thee ehall te cilled the Soa of God,”
Then Mary said: —“Beheld the band maid
of the Lord, be it done to me according to
thy word,” The destinles of the buman
rece hung upon Mary’s asent to the pro
position thue made to her. Tne Omui
potent stands on ceremony with Hls
feeble, finite creature, and by her consent
the Blessed Virgin Mary becomes co-
operatrix {n the redemption of mankind.
Salot Irerwas In the thlid century
teaches that as Eve by disobeying bicame
for hergelf and the huwau race the cance
of ruin, so Mary by gbesing became the
cause for ealvation for herself and man-
kind, (Iren. Liber. IIL) Salnt Jerome
tells ue: “Death came by Eve, life by
Mary,”” The first who gave the title
“Blessed” to the Virgin Mary was the
Eternal God by Hls mes:enger Gabriel;
the eeconl was the Holy Ghost by the
mouth of Salnt Elizabeth, who,
filled with the Holy Ghost, cried out:

“Blesced art thou amonget women and
Bleesed is the frult of thy womb;” while
tke Holy Ghost again inepires Mary to
use the ssme term & third time of hersesl
in the Magnificat! “Bebold henceforth all
nations shall call me bleseed.” All Carls.
tian nations for almost two thousand year
have accorded that title to the Holy
Mother of the Redeemer with the excep-
tion of those who join the serpent In his
enmity towards ber.

Next to the prayer of prayers, the
Lord’s Prayer, we place the Ave Maria or
Holy Mary. These two prayers are the
moet valued and the universal prayers
of the Catholic Church, WhernCatholics say
the Hall M:ry lhe& uvite with the saluta-
tion of the Augel Gab:lel and commemor-
ate the mystery of the Incarnation, They
are aware that the Hail Mary is of Divine
orlgin as well as the Lord’s Prayer, while
the Holy Mary, though long in ordinary
use, was approved of by the Cnurch
A, D. 431 to combat the heresy of Nes.
torlus, Biehop of Constantinople. Nes.
torius taught that Mary sheuld not be
called the Mother of Ged. A couneil,
convened at Kpheeue, A, D. 431, was
attended by 200 blshops and presided
over by Saint Cyril, Patriarch of Alexan.-
dria and legate of Pope Celestine, The
courcll condemned the errcr of Nestorlune,
which was anathematized. Acting on
this decislon of the council the Courch,
withing to p'ace her children under the
protection of the Mother of God and to
secure her interceslon, approved and
ratified the addition to the ange'ic saluta
tion :—"“Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray
for ns cinners now and at the hour ot our
death. Amen.” Tne heresy of Nestortfous
attacked the Hypostatle Union, and in
eff et, of course, the whole syetem of
human redemptlon, for, of course, if Mary
was not the Mother of Gd the Holy Oue
born of her was not God, The Hypos-
tatle Unfon 18 a fundamental doctrine
of the Christian religion, We pay to
the Sacred Heart of our Lord and His
preeious blood, thatis to His sacred human-
ity, preclsely the same adoration as to ths
Most Holy Trinity, because His divinity
communicates to His humanity its own
worth by virtue of the Hy postatic Union,
Although the two natures of Christ are
uncommivgled and unconfueed, aud His
two Wils—human and divine—are quite
distinct, yet His two natures are united in
one persou, and that person fa divine.

The union of the two natures tikes place
not by the blending of the two, but in the

Cin)
The Almighty God, by Hls wmessenger
Guabrlel, declared the Blessed Virgin “full
of grace;” but how sanetifi.d and
ballowed nust she bave become when,
surrounded by the angelic host, in blisefal
silence the E‘erval Spirit over ehadowed
the young Virglu and the myetery was
accomolished.  The august msjesty of
the Must High lay furled within her
What of the nine months duriog which
Mary was a liviog tabernacle of the Lord
—the ark of the new covenant; when the
Little Flower bloomed in Betblehem at
midnight, and the ttraine of angelic musis
flowed in waves of celestial barmony over
the earth; when Mary held in her arms
her newborn babe, the Flower which bad
blossomed of her virginal blood; and
when she remembered that He was the
Eternal God, what boly joy was hers—the
joy of presenting to Ged what was equal
to Himself, one who would secure for her
fellow crestures new and wonderfal
graces! Mary gerzed at that beautiful
Face, kissed those lips that will once

speak the doom of all men; she
can  even diecover 1in that little
Face & likeness to herself, that

words of the prophet Jeremiah, as she
stood at the foou of the crosg, ““All you
that pass by the way attend and eee it
there be any sorrow lhike unto my sor
row,” (Lam ) The Blessed Virgin Mother
suffered in proportion as she loved, and
ssehe was exalted far above the condition
of our fallen nature, ber eeusibilities were
proportionately increased, No mother
ever loved a son as Mary loved Jesus
Her maternal affection partock in some
degree of the fufinite character of its
o' j:ct.  Assuch was her love, such were
ber sufferings end martyrdom, which the
handwald of the Loxd united to the suffor
iugs and sacnifice of her own dear Jesus,
Thus again the Blessed Virgin becomes
the co operatrix in the work of redewp-
tion; yet there are found amorgst us
eome who c¢all themselves Christiars
who attack ue, and say bard things of
us because we with to bonour the mother
of our Redeemer with a statue, thoug
Curtier or Nelson or Willlam may ha
one in any city in the Dominion, As
these remarks are principally addresed to
Protestants, [ consider it not inopportune
to remiod those who speak lrreverently
about the Q ween of Heaven of the fate of
Oxa, (I Parali—13) Surely itisuottoo
much to expeet that Christians should
treat with respect the Virgin Mther of
God, Even pagans feared to profane
sucred things, “With desolation /5 all the
land made desolate, becauce there are none
that considereth in the heart,”
