her. And we know that John did take
her to his own home, and loved and
cherished her as a son loved and cher
ished hiz mother.  And what was the
secret of the intense dolors of Mary
which we eommemorated that day.
The real oxplanation of it was the ex-
tent of the knowledge she had of, and
the love she had for, Jesus Christ. I
she had not had the knowledge she pos
sessed she would not have borne the
love she did bear, and without this
knowledge and love she could not have
suffered as she did. She had a knowl
edge of and love for the Incarnate Son
of God surpassing all that ot the angels
and saints and of men and women, 0
that if the people were employed all
the rest of their lives in study of Oar
Blessed Lord, and, though they spent
all their time in prayer, meditation,
and contemplation of Him, they would
never arrive at anything like the
knowledge and love which was pos
gsessed by the heart and soul of Mary
Therefore they could never endure
anything like the sorrow which filled
the heart of Mary. And how did she
come by this extraordinary kuowledge
and love? In the first place, it was
by infused grace. When she was
made the Mother of God, by the power
of the Holy Ghost, the same Divine
Spirit infused into her pul a knowl
edge of and love for her Divine Son
which came wholly and entirely from
the knowledge and heart of Gol. She
received them, in the first place, not
by any participation of her own, not
by any effort of her own faculties, but
as a special gift, a special infusion of
grace poured into her soul by God
Himself, This intusion of knowledgze
and grace was not singular tow: 'ds
Mary only. All good people who were
striving earnestly to serve God-—or
many of them—had infused grace and
virtues that did not, as it were, spring
up from their own effort, so that what
was given to us in a limited manner
was given to Mary without stint, in
preparation for the exalted position
she was called to occupy as the Mother
of God. Therefore, God infused in-

to her soul from the very begin-
ning this light of knowledge,
with its corresponding fire of
love for Him Whom she so
well knew, and which raised

her in point of love and knowledge in
regard to God to a position far sur
passing that of all other creatures.
Then, this infused knowledge aud love
was increased by her uvwn efforts.

had no knowledge we could not fee
s but if, in addition to this
knowledge, we had a love correspond-
‘ith the kuowledge, these two
beget sympaihy., Ilow many
people were there in the world for
whom we had nosympathy, because we
had no knowledze and consequently
no love but of that vague general kind
that did not produce sympathy or sor-
row in our heart. But Mary had the
most perfect sympathy with all Jesus
Christ said, did and suffered. She
had the most perfect knowledge of
Him and His intentions and objects in
coming into the world, and she had

ympathy ;

love equal to her knowledge. Hence
she had greater sympathy for
Him than all other creatur and
she suffered with Him. If we

asked ourselves why Jesus Christ
suffered we should know why Mary
suffered,  First of all, Christ suffered
on account of the greatness of His love
for the Eternal Father. Having infin-
ite love for God He was infinitely

grieved to see God outraged and offend
ed. He knew that God was infinitely

worthy of the homage, the love, and
adoration of His creatures, and His
love being infinite, being equal to His
knowledge of God — for He was God
Himgelf — and seeing that God's love
was disregarded and outraged, and

would continue to be disregard-
ed and outraged, by a multi-
tude of men His sorrow being like

ilis love, was immeasurable. There
was another reason for IHis sufferings
— Ha beheld man who had been
created to God's image and likeness,

and who was destined by God for
aternal felicity — He beheld man
whom Ile loved and for whom e

suffered defiling the age of God in
his soul, and He kuew that man would
welcome there every kind of evil, pre-
ferring the devil, the flesh, and the
maxims of the world, to the honor
and glory of God. He beheld man
pot only debasing himsell but, in
His blindness, hurrying to his very
eternal destruction—He saw that man,
by his own deliberate acts, committed
in this world, would enter into hell
and be condemned toeternal torments,
and that for a large portion of man-
kind His sufferings would be in vain,
His heart was torn with sorrow,
caused by two great wmotives, the

HOW THEY SAW THE POPE,

The Audience of a Party of Western
Giris with the Head of the Roman
Church,

From the St. Louis Republic,
In an interesting letter received
from Miss Lucy Dounovan, daughter of
Mr. J. T. Donovan, she gives an ac-
count of the interview she was for-
tunate enough to obtain with his
Holiness the Pope. Miss Donovan, in
company with Misses Odile Fusz,
Katherine and Grace Cunuingham,
Blanche Duross and Augusta Dough
erty, have been touring Kurope under
the chaperonage of Miss Louise Gare
sche. They reached Rome on the
15th of September. After visiting the
many points of interest in Rome they
sought to obtain an audience with the
Pope, but in consequence of the Italian
celebration of the independence of
Rome the Holy Father had been in
retirement and had refused audiences
to every one,
The Pope is himself inclined to be
gomewhat unceremonious, but owing
to his great age and responsible posi-
tion he ig compelled to surround him-
gelf with precaution and maintain
certain rigid rules of etiquette. In
Miss Donovan'’s letter she deseribes the
happy termination of their endeavors
tu sce his Holinegs,
“I think I mentioned in a previous
letter that we had abandoned all hope
of seeing our Holy I'ather. We have
had a number of the most influential
persons in Rowme interested in our
cause, but the Pope had positively re-
fused to grant audiences. Father
Farrelly of the American College was
working to obtain for us permission to
see the Pope as he passed from his
palace to the garden, but was even
doubtful of obtaining this favor.
Count Cassell called on me, but I was
not in. He left a note asking if he
could render any service. I told Miss
Garesche to avail herself of his offer
Well, you can’t imagine what she
asked him to do. It was to deliver a
letter to the Pope.
“ The Count called the following
morning. I was uot able to see him
and he left a note for Miss Garesche
telling her that he had delivered the
letter to the private secretary of IHis
Holiness.  After lunch, as Miss Gare-
sche was preparing to go out, the por
ter brought her a letter which required
an immediate answer, The letter was
in Italian. It was a summons for Mis
Garesche and her six companions te
appear at the Vatican at half past b
the same evening. Can you imagine
our excitement and surprise 2 Wedid
not know whether it was to see the
Pope in the garden of the Vatican or
to receive his blessing. We were in
formed that audiences were seldom
granted in the afternoon, and that
the celebration of the Italian
oceupation of Rome there would be no
public audiences. We prepared to
answer the summons, and, arrayed in
black dresses and veils, the latter ar-
ranged in Spanish style, we procured
two carriages drawn by black horses,
for custom requires this.
‘“Arriving in the court of the
palace, where stood several of the
Swiss guards dressed in their peculiar
uniforms of black and yellow—said to
be designed by Michael Angelo—we
passed through the arched gateway
and entered the palace, ascending a
broad marble staircase.

OBITUARY.

MR, NiCHOLAS PHELAN, THORNHILL.

It i3 our sad duty to record the death of one of
Thornhill's most respected townsmen, in the
person of Mr. Nicholas Phelan. Decceased had
neen in his usual health until two weeks ago
Monday, when he was seized with apoplexy,
whieh resuited in his death, on Friday after-
noon, Oct. 11, at the advanced age of eighty six
years,

Nearly fifty years ago Mr. Phelan left Lis
native town in Kilkenny, and came to Cunada,
aud settled about five miles from the village of
Markham. He, with his amiable helpmate, get
to work to make for themselves a comfortable
home.

Through years of indastry and perseverance,
he toiled and succeeded in having one of the
finest farms in the township of Scarboro.

Here he lived until 1885, when he decided to
retire to enjoy the fruits of his lanor. With
this objzet in view he purchased an elegible
property in the village of Thornhill, where he
resided until the time of his death,

The true faith implanted in his heart by Lis
ancestors was cver the shining light showing
him the path to duty, in 8pite of every obstacle.
Many a time he, with his family, braved miles
uf distance and the inclemency of the weather
to be present at the Holy Sacrifice.

Thus was bis life, fromn beginning to end,
that of the devout Christian,

On Sunday, Oect. 13, the remains were con
veyed to the parigsh church and received by
Rev. Father MeMahon, who performed the last
rites.

The rev. pastor spoke in cloquent terms of
the edifying lite and character ot the deceased.
In the course of his remarks, Father Mec.
Mabion said deceased was the most respected
man in the parish, because of the truly Catho-
lic life he had always lead He said he was a
good example, not alone to his own family, but
to the Shureh which claimed him, and to the
¢oammunity at large. On leaving the church,
the tuneral proceeded to St. Michael's ceme
tery, Toronto, Where all that was mortal of
Nicholas Phelan was lain to rest beside his son,
Luke, who preceded his futher to the grave
some eight or nine years ago. The immense
procession of ci trom Toronto and the
surrounding conutry, which accompanied the
remaing, was a fitting testlmony of the esteem
in which deceased was held by all classes and
creeds.  Heleaves an aged widow, three sons
and three daughters to mourn the logs of a kind
and devored husband and a loving and generous
fatuer.
