Bishop Janes* Address at the 
Conference Tea Meeting at 

Newcastle.
The Rev. Biehop Jane»' (introduced by the 

Chairman as one of the «even Bishops of the Epia- 
copal Church of America) next addressed the 
audience. He «aid—Your President, in his 
opening remarks, made a statement sufficient to 
relieve every speaker from any embarrassment. 
He stated to us that hia only duty this evening 
waa to conduct the meeting to a happy con­
clusion. If that i» all that he desires, be takes 
from us all responsibility. He is not a Christian 
philosopher who, in his religious theories, ignores 
the social elements of humanity. In my judg­
ment, it has been one ol the reasons for the 
success of that form of Christianity which we 
rail Methodism, that it provides largely for the 
exercise of the social feelings. Our Class Meet­
ings, our Love Keaste, and, most of all, our 
Social Meetings, are well adapted to cultivate 
and encourage Christian fellowship and social 

"81’ *** •be interchange of the higher and 
holier affections of ou, rature. You hare here, 
thus far, this evening, united the social with the 
devotional, and if this is the general character 
of yoar tea-meetings in England, I most heartily 
approve of them, this being the first that I have

ever witnewd. The Christian religion is not 
only experimental, and social ; it is also highly 
practical, and it enjoins on all its subjects a 
Christian activity,—religious services—and these 
do not pertain exclusively to the Minifter* of 
religion. The laity of the Church are called to 
many of these activities, and every one is ex­
pected to contribute in some way to the power 
and progress of the cause. No one can lie 
excused from giving to this work the power of 
a holv life; a,1(l *n these Christian example* 
there is a power and influence for good which 
have never been properly estimated. We can 
all give to the cause of religion, and therefore 
none can l>e exonerated from giving it a testi­
mony of earnest sympathy and deep and abiding 
interest, in all its claims and in all its agencies ; 
and besides this we can give our prayers—our 
private or public intercession. I think it 
pertinent to relate here the history of one Chris­
tian family ; I do not know of how many it was 
composed, and I do not know the name of the 
familv. I have no douht it i« recorded in the 
Book of Life ; but 1 doubt whether it is on the 
record of a.,y church on earth. A few years 
ago, a young man a native of Russia, came to 
the United States. He was a German scholar. 
A short time after he reached the United States, 
he was converted in one of our Minions, and 
he soon liecame himself a German Missionary . 
Some three years since, hi* father w rote from 
Russia, desiring that he should be sent to Bul­
garia, as one of our Missionaries, his father 
learning that we had Missionaries in that 
country. We judged that his knowledge of the 
Russian language, and of the German language 
would be special advantages to him in that work, 
and that otherwise be vu. well fitted for it, and 
we appointed him to it. That young man, in 
visiting the southern part of Russia, was much 
surprised to And there a people who entertained 
very similar religion* sentiments with himself. 
The more he travelled amongst them, the more 
was he surprised to find the many w ho accorded 
with him •« fully in hi* view* of religious ex­
perience. In his surprise, he began to make 
inquiry as to where they received the** religious 
doctrines and sentiments, and he learned this 
fact, that more than ninety years ago the Russian 
Embassy to the Court of Sl James brought 
with them an English family, or a family that 
could sj>eak the English language, and that 
family here, in England, liecame acquainted 
with a people who prayed without the Prayer- 
Book, who preached in private houses, and some 
other |ieculiarities of a people that lived near, 
which I need not narrate. This family, when 
the Russian Embassy returned, returned with 
them. Having received the light of the Gospel 
themselves, they began to speak of it to others, 
and that Missionary has ascertained that there 
are now in the south of Russia, a people num­
bering five millions, who have all been modified 
in their religious sentiments, and many of them 
in their religious experience, by the influence of 
that one family. The result of our acquaintance 
with them we cannot foresee. Our anticipations, 
however, are very large and extensive. The 
social character of Christianity is not, however, 
limited to individuals and communities. The 
first sjieaker this evening very clearly intimated 
that the Anglo Saxon race was only one nation, 
let tlsem live where they would, and the Presi­
dent told us that we were to-night forced to be 
social whether we would or not. I do not see 
how England and America can help being very 
social. There are so many kindred interests ; 
there are so many tender tie* ; that I cannot see 
how they can do otherwise than keep good 
neighbourhood with each other, for neighbours 
we certainly are ; and though the one grand ex­
periment to talk across the ocean ha* only 
partially succeeded, I have no doubt that the 
time is very near when, from London or Liver­
pool, you will whisper to tin* jieople in New York. 
Aur navigation, also, has become so jierfect, and 

4o rapid, that it is really a small matter to come 
from the one continent to the other, to inter- 
hange neighlxiurhood views. But there are 

higher considerations than these. There is no 
law in heaven or earth more imperative than the 
law of affinity, and this law makes England and 
America one. I have been grateful for the in­
terest which has been expressed for my beloved 
country since 1 have been in England, and the 
strong sympathy which has lieen expressed for 
our land in its present hour of trial. I knew 
from what has been intimated, that I should dis­
appoint this audience to-night if I did not refer 
to our national difficulties. And yet it is no light 
matter for a man to speak of such interests, in 
such a presence as this. Some persons, in some 
places, can speak without much responsibility, 
but I am conscious that what I say here ought 
to lie said with care. Our national difficulty is 
one of great magnitude, the cause of it is one 
of gigantic stature. I express it as my opinion, 
my clear decided judgment, that our presedt 
national difficulties have arisen out of the one 
question—Slaver)*. True, politicians have at­
tempted to assign other reason*. Reference has 
been made sometimes to the tariff. The leaders 
of the Secession Movement refer to our fiscal 
laws, and they refer to some legislation in Con­
gress, which they say was unfriendly to their 
peculiar interests. The Vice-President of the 
self-styled Confederate States stated publicly, in 
hi* own state, Georgia, when he returned from 
his seat in Congress last fall, after the presiden­
tial election, that the South had no reason to 
complain of the Tariff, for that South Carolina 
had voted with Massachusetts in every Tariff 
Bill which hail been passed ; and I think upon 
that question he was good authority. He also 
stated that, so far as the fishing laws were con­
cerned, there was no ground of complaint, be­
cause the Southern States had got a* good right 
to send out ships to the fishing hanks a* the 
Northern States, and if they did not avail them­
selves of the opportunity it was nobody else’* 
fault. And lie made this declaration, that the 
Government of which they were complaining, 
was the most benign Government in the world ; 
and that the Southern States themselves, under 
that Government, had unparalleled prosperity. 
That was the statement of the Vice-Pre­
sident of the Confederate States. Previous 
to the last presidential campaign, tlie Re­
publican party, in their national Convention, 
when they made their nomination, put into their 
platform as they call it, this :—14 No more Slave 
Territories." The present President, when be 
accepted the nomination, accepted that platform. 
1 rejoice that, having first adopted this, together 
with the-sither principles laid down by tlie Con­
vention, he was elected. The one question of 
the extension of Slavery was the one that has 
brought about this conflict. The Free States 
did not claim the right to control slavery in the 
States where it existed, the Constitution making 
it a State institution. The Free Sûtes did claim 
the right to control the Territories where slavery 
did not exist, and prevent any new slave Sûtes. 
So that the South had no right to complaim of 
any action whatever touching the existence of 
slavery in the Sûtes, and it was tlie one ques­
tion of the extension of slavery that was the 
cause of this war. The objtri of the war is 
another thing. The Southern States, for the 
reasons I have stated, claimed a right to accede 
from the Union, and having passed an ordinance 
of secession seized the property of the Federal 
Government in those State*. It waa clear, to 
all intelligent citizens, that, if one Slate could

le, all States could secede. If the State 
could secede from the Federal Government, then 
the County could accede from the Sute Govern­
ment. If the county could secede from tlie 
Sute Government, then the town could secede 
from the county, and consequently there wa* no 
law or Government. Our citizens could not ad­
mit that principle, and consequently our Govern­
ment determined to iniintain its authority, and 
the oftjrt’t <>f the (i •ccrnmfnJ U nitùmal exist*,we. 
This is the object of the war. As to the conse­
quences of the war, l do not think anyone can 
see or divine them. One thing is clear, h »w 
ever, to my mind at least, and that i* that the 
result must bv damaging to Slavery. 1 am 
satisfied that tlie people of the Free States wiio 
have taken the position they have, and entered 
upon it with tlie spirit they have, will never re­
cede from that position—44 No more Slave Ter­
ritories—no more Slave Sûtes !" A* to the 
issue of the war, I am not well qualified to speak, 
a* 1 have no military knowledge. I cannot well 
see, however, how ten millions of people, with a 
domestic enemy among them, can successfully 
contend with twenty million*. ! cannot see how, 
rith their ports closed, and their commerce 

destroyed, they can sustain themselves against a 
peôple whose ports are open, and whose com­
merce is as free as it has ever been. With these 
statements, the audience can judge of the as­
pects of this question, perhaps, as well as I can, 
or as well as any of the citizens of the United 
States who are uot in the secret of the Govern­
ment The question is one which, I think, claims 
the sympathy, interest, and prayers of all phi- 
lanthropieU, and, I believe, I am justified in 
saying that, in the United States, one of the 
principal apprehensions that they have felt has 
been, that there might lie an unhappy influence 
on the question from this country, We knew 
that Victoria was Queen, but some said that 
Cotton was King, even in England. (Loud cries 
of 44 No, no.") Very well, if you do not acknow­
ledge his authority, all right. (Continued cries 
of 44 No, no.") I ought, however, to say that 
this apprehension ha* been lessened very much 
by the recent action of the Government, and 
also by tlie tone of your public pres*. I have 
been on this side of the Atlantic most of the 
time since the war conunenced. a,*d oannot speak 
more definitely upon this subject. I have given 
to you, in general terras, ray candid judgment 
upon the question. I will now utter a sentiment 
which 1 have cherished f«ir years, and in which I 
have been strengthened by my observations 
since l have been iq your country. 1 have long 
felt that, if there was in the moral world, an 
equator, it passed somewhere pretty nearly throj 
the centre of England and the United States ;— 
that if, in the moral heaven, the Sun of Righte­
ousness has anywhere reached his meridian, he 
culminated in bis glory over the Atlantic. It is 
not yet noon with us in the U nited States, but 
our morning is bright, and we anticipate a clear, 
long, happy day of moral and religious enter­
prise and improvement. At all events, we teel 
there, that, morally speaking, we are within the 
tropics. If that lie so, allow me to exhort all 
present to feel their responsibilities as men, as 
citizens, but especially as Christians, for in pro­
portion to our opportunities and our privilege* 
must lie our responsibilities. I appeal, to-night, 
to your sympathies with humanity,—.humanity 
in it* degradation in heathen lands ; humanity 
in its sufferings where tyranny yet prevails ; 
humanity where it is struggling for a higher 
light, and a happier condition ; especially do I 
appeal to you in liehalf of humanity deriring 
Christ, for 44 He" is the desire of nations ; and 
let me exhort you to all Christian earnestness 
and activity in *u*tlining your religious institu­
tion* at home, and in spreading their light and 
glory to the ends of the earth. A* this is the 
last opportunity I expect to ha%*e amongst you, 
let me ask you to remember in your prayers our 
country. Our hope is in God, and He will unite 
u* with you in efforts and prayer* to evangelize 
the world ; and may it be our mutual felicity to 
stand in the presence of God and share the 
beatitude* of Hi* glory for ever. (The Right 
Rev. Bishop concluded amidst loud applauie.)

Interesting Speech of Dr. Jobson,
THE LATE DEPUTATION TO AUSTRALIA—BEFORE 

THE LAST BRITISH CONFERENCE.

The Secretary introduced Dr. Joh*on a* the 
Deputation of a Conference at our Antipodes.

The Secretary read the Address from the 
Australian Conference which was heartily re­
ceived.

Dr. Jobson, who, on rising, wa* met with pro­
tracted cheers from tlie Conference, said—On 
receiving the appointment to attend the Austra­
lasian Conference, and to visit as many of the 
principal Societies in it as my circumstance* 
would allow, I lost no time in endeavouring to 
fulfil that appointment, but, on inquiring at 
the office of the Peninsular and Oriental Com­
pany, I found, from the large number of places 
taken beforehand, that if l would be at Sydney 
by the time the Conference was to commence, 1 
must leave England by the 20th of September, 
and that then I could not proceed direct, but 
must stay some days in Egypt, and *ome days at 
Ceylon, waiting for steamships which would take 
me forward in my course. This early departure 
was inconvenient both to myself and Mrs. Job- 
son, but as the Mission to Australia was the great 
work to me for the year, y bore the inconven­
ience, and left England on that date. This ar­
rangement afterwards proved to be the best, lioth 
for health and the objects of my mission. The 
few days respite in Egypt proved most oppor­
tune at the time when Eastern siekness fell upon 
me. The delay in Ceylon enabled me to visit 
and inspect our Mission* in the island, and the 
early arrival in Australia served for my acquain­
tance with the working of Methodism there !>e- 
fore I attended the Conference. So that in this 
arrangement, as well a* afterwards in all my 
course, I found reason to adore the wisdom and 
goodness of Divine providence towards me. 
And, in remembrance of this 1 would now do, in 
the presence of those who sent me forth to the 
ends of the earth,—and after my long travel of 
30,000 miles, in thirteen different steamships, 
and on inland roads, primitive and perilous, what 
I have done daily in my cabin during more than 
four months at sea, and where I have often found 
the house of God and the gate of heaven—grate­
fully acknowledge the signal favour and blessing 
shown to me and mine,—and here, in the pres­
ence of God and his servants, afresh dedicate my 
body and soul to Him. I ardently pray that the 
living sacrifice now presented at the altar may 
be accepted. (Amen ! Amen !) I observe that 
some of my communications have been publish­
ed, so that I need not repeat in speech what has 
been made known through the press. I may 
however, be allowed to add to what I have writ­
ten on the satisfactory and creditable state of the 
Mission at Gibraltar—a Mission which has a 
large commodious chapel with a good Mission- 
house, good Class and reading-rooms, and where 
500 attend for worship on the Sabbath morning,

; when the military are present, and a consider­
able number on the Sabbath evening, when the 
military are absent,—that from what I saw of 
tlie motley inhabitant* of the fortrees-rock, gath­
ered from all the nations around the Mediterra­
nean, 1 was deeply impressed with the great im­
portance of our Mission there, not only in rela­
tion to the present, but also in relation to future 
and enlarged operations. I was glad to learn

tr im the^Missionan Committee's Minute* read 
yesterday, that it was intended to send a Mission­
ary Vi Madrid ; for it was impossible to travel in 
that region, and converse with obsemnt and re- 
ligiou* men. and not learn how crying was the need, 
in Spain, Portugal. Greece, Turkey, Palestine, 
and Barb try, for scriptural Christianity. I was 
glad to find that the number of religious travel­
lers wa- on th«- increase. I have been Chaplain 
in each of th* thirteen different steamships in 
which 1 have siih* 1. and in every one have found 
persons fearing GolTand working righteousness; 
tu.I from some or them 1 have learned that at 
M elrid there were Christian per sons longing for 
a Protestant Missionary, an ! ready to aid him 
by «personal efforts, a* well as by pecuniary contri­
bution*. In debased and M iho*nmedan Egypt,
1 found a seedling of Methodism springing up in 
the house of the Pasha's naval architect The 
person referred to wa* a thorough Egyptian, 
l>oth in colour and costume. He was dark in 
complexion, had on a red cap, with a purple silk 
tassel, embroidered-jacket a huge thick belt, 
baggy trowserx, and red-slippers, turned up at 
their pointed toes. Yet under hi* jacket and 
l>elt he cherished arde.il love for Methodism, 
having been made acquainted with it in England, 
when here for educition, and having heard such 
of its Ministers as Adam Clarke, Richard Wat­
son, Robert Newton, and Jaltez Bunting. And 
now, in Egypt, he obtains John Mason's publi­
cations, and read* regularly your Missonary Re­
ports and Notices, and tells his Egy ptian neigh­
bours what a generous and noble people the Me­
thodists are. Hassan-ain-Etteudi, who for his 
contempt for Mohammedanism has more than 
once suffered persecution down to the brink of 
death, and whose beautiful Mohammedan wife 
sat unveiled with Mrs. Jobson and nnrg|f upon 
the sofa, to talk of Huglan-l, most earnestly de­
sire* that you should sen 1 to Cairo, now the very 
heart of Egypt, a Methodist Missionary, to preach 
to its masquerading multitude* the Gospel of the 
Son of Go L I wish that the Conference could 
fulfil his desire. At least it might put the name 
of Egypt ou the list, and print against it, not 
only 46 one wanted," but 44 One asked." I have 
not time to relate what I witnessed of Moham­
medan fanaticism in Egypt, or to describe 
my impressions when I .saw the vast forms of 
the old Pyramids, which, as tiehelfi through 
the haze of an Egyptian atmosphere, loomed 
before me like huge antediluvian things, or as 
gigantic remnants of a former world—but all 
present will lie glad to know that, in the region 
where God’s chosen people toiled in cruel bond­
age, and into which the young child Jesus and 
his Virgin Mother went doqm to escape from the 
hands of a royal assassin, there is now scriptural 
Christianity. Not only is there the Episcopal 
Church, where are our frien Is, the Leiders, but 
there is a good American Missionary, who 
preaches to Egyptians, and has them regularly 
under his instruotion. And more than this, at 
old Cairo,' near to Egyptian Babylon, where It is 
said Veter wrote one of his Epistles, there is a 
Coptic Church, said to have been planted by the 
Apostles, which has continued through succes­
sive centuries down In the present time—some­
what defiled and polluted, it is true, but believ­
ing in Christ, and assembling in a curious old 
building fifteen or sixteen hundred years old, to 
hear Ills Gospel daily read. The continued ex­
istence of that Church through all changes and 
amidst Mohammedan rage, is a marvel. Its 
emblem is in the bush unconsumed by fire. 1 
wish you could send into Egypt a purer Chris- 
lianity than the Copts or Greeks supply, and, 
with Ha**an-ain Kffendi, 1 implore the Confer­
ence *.o do so. |n Ceylon, I found a more lovely 
island than the exhaustive volumes of Mir Emer­
son Tennant had led me to expect its pear­
like form was covered over with luxuriant foliage 
of the richest hues. It* shores were strewn with 
snow white masses of coral. Its road* were 
shaded by tall, over-arching cocoa-nut trees, it 
was washed all round with pure blue water, and 
it was canopied to the very edge with outspread­
ing palms. Through my wanderings in Ceylon, 
there were scenes of loveliness and of romantic 
grandeur impressed upon my mind which will 
never be effaced. I cannot say thtil the first 
sight of the native* was as pleasant to me,—the 
men all looked like women. I must explain my­
self by describing them. They are fine in figure 
and form, of rich bronze color ; but the men had 
their dark, black hair turned up behind in a 
twisted roll, and held up by large tortoise-shell 
combs ; and their front hair was turned back 
and held by another large comb. They are bare 
down to the loins, and very cleanly ; but around 
the loins and on their limbs they are wound 
al>out with long flowing peticoat* of white or pink. 
And, though it is more pleasing to see females in 
their own dresses rather than in Bloomer costume, 
yet it is not so pleasant to see men dressed a* 
women. But there are other things in Ceylon, 
more unpleasant still. There are Buddhist tem­
ples on almost every high hilL You meet saf­
fron robed priest* on almost every road. You 
bear the monotonous tom-toms sounding both 
day and night, and, wherever you pass, you see 
native* chalked with marks of devil worship.— 
Indeed, in travelling in that island, I found my­
self repeating the lines of Heber—

“ Where every prospect pleases,
And only man is vile.”

But, Sir, I am thankful to have to report that, in 
the enchanting and idolatrous island of Ceylon, 
Methodism is healthy and flourishing. | went 
expecting to find distant spots and beginnings, 
whereas I found it well organized, and spread 
like net-work over the southern and western 
part* which 1 visited,—with its chapels, schools, 
Missionaries, Native Miniate», Assistant Mis­
sionaries, Catechist*, Leader*, Local Preachers, 
and Day and Sunday-school Teachers. The 
cha iels are good and commodious, except at 
Galle and Colomlk), where the large old build­
ing* want replacing by better, for the large, re- 
spec table congregations of English residents and 
Dutch Burgh*». The native chapels, however, 
have spacious area*, with open roofs, supported 
by lofty columns reared and moulded by native 
hands, each with its capital and base. There are 
no l>oxed-up heated pews, but the rich and the 
poor literally meet together in the worship of 
God—the men on the outer forms with their 
bronze chest* and arms, and the women in their 
varied colored dresses of white, yellow, red and 
blue ;—looking in general aspect like garden- 
beds of lilies, tulips, roses, and dahlias. Sir, I 
preached in some of these native chapels, and 
to some of these native congregation*, and I 
worshiped and preached with and to the natives 
as much as practicable. I opened a new chapel 
at Papaliano,—a good spacious structure, and 
the one 1 preached in at Morotto is also such, 
and is as good Gothic in style as some I could 
name of this country ; and in each there were 
300 natives, who were all on the ground floor, 
for there are no galleries in the native chapels.
I cannot describe to you the effect produced by 
the responses from the native congregations in 
the liturgy. They reminded me of what Euse­
bius relates of the early Christians, whose re­
sponses in worship were as the sound of many 
waters. Nor can I make known to you the ef­
fect upon me of their dark, beaming faces, as ! 
they listened to tlie Word of Life. I preached 
to them through an interpreter, and, perhaps, it 
was as well J did, or my feelings would have 
boiled over ; for while I spake my heart was hot j

within me. I went among these native converts 
as much a* 1 could,—conversed with them on 
their conversion to God. ami on their pursuit 
after holines* ; and I here deliberately affirm 
that you have in Ceylon, not only an interesting, 
but a genuine and extensive work of (sod to di­
rect and carry on. I tendered to the converts 
vour greeting and salutations, told them of your 
love to them, and w hat you desired them to he ; 
ami I saw the stolid and unexcitable Singhalese 
tremble and weep. Now. I wish 1 could describe 
for you our native Minister* there, but I des­
pair of being able to do so. I found them, 
not only intelligent and good men, but men who 
had been instructed by Mr. Gogerly out of M es- 
ley, Paley, Butler, Chalmers and Watson, so 
that they are, in several instances, well informed 
men. Some of them arc worn and wasted by 
their labors, like Peter de Sylva, of Morotto, 
but their white lock* on their tlark brows are as 
crowns of glory to them. Others are younger, 
high caste men, like Goonewardene, of Galle, 
and your native minister at Matura,—men who, 
like their relative*, could command high place* 
under Government, but who, for Christ's Kike, 
and for Methodism, prefer to exist on the pit­
tance which your fund supplies to them. Ttiey 
are hardworking men, who do not confine them­
selves to towns and villages, hut who toil in tlie 
bush and among natives who shelter in their 
huts under the cocoa-nut trees ; and on the face* 
of some there is a bright-beaming goodness 
which tells of communion with God under the 
bright cloud which must often have overshadow­
ed them. I was with them as much as possible. 
1 spoke with them on their conversion, the state 
of their j souls, and of their labors for Christ ; 
and wliun 1 left them, and threaded my way 
amidst the tangled brushwood, I shouted aloud 
my thanks and praises to God for sending such 
labors into His harvest. 1 am thankful (said the 
Doctor) that you have resolved to strengthen the 
heart and hands of that truly Christian gentle­
men, Mr. Gogerly, your General Superintendent 
there—a man who is tlie liest Singulese scholar 
in the island. He, as well aa Mr. Scott, your 
Missionary ut Galle, is respected and esteemed 
throughout the island, as far as known. Indeed, 
they are both eminently good and gentlemanly 
men. I do not know how it is, but it seems to 
me that nearly all your missionaries in the East 
become more or less refined in their appearance 
and demeanor. Well, I apj>eal to my brethren 
if it is nul so. So I found it, and I would ad­
vise any really good men, who wish to become 
more gentlemanly than they are, to go a* Mis­
sionaries to the East. I do not wish to encour­
age affectation, but Christianity is not opposed 
to real gentleiuanliness. And 1 wa* further glad 
to learn, from the Minute* read yesterday in the 
Missionary Committee, that the Society are 
sending another minister to Kandy, the ohl 
capital of Ceylon, the high place of Buddhism, 
and one of the finest panoramas of picturesque 
grandeur ever viewed. Sir, I went to Kandy, 
and was there most hospitably aiul affectionately 
entertained by a clergyman of tlie Church of 
England—for, Sir, the Episcopal clergy aud the 
Methodist clergy, a* my friend Dr. Waddy here 
would call us, are friendly and loving to one 
another; and 1 found that, among different 
classes, the desire was strong that you. should 
send an English missionary there. We have 
also some good school*, anil some that I hope 
will lie improved by the aid of our Ladies' Com­
mittee in Dindon. Tlie Printing Establishment 
also is important. I used sometimes to express 
a wort of weariness at hearing, in our Missionary 
Meetings, the dead heavy sound of the report of 
44 Printing E*tablishment* eight," it would be a 
relief to have the number, if qot increased, re­
duced to seven. But, Sir, after what I saw of 
the printing at Colombo by tlie native*, of 
Singhalese Bibles, Prayer-books, Hymn-books, 
school-books, A»., 1 shall never be weary of 
bearing of eight printing establishments, and 
never wish their number reduced to seven.— 
Now, I could tell you many more things of Cfey- 
lon, if I had time. I could tell of native wel­
come* and native fiarting*, of entertainments in 
rooms decorated in the highest style of native 
fashion—of meetings in avenues of palm-trees, 
by natives in bright and varied colored costumes. 
I could tell of huge preadamite-like lizards, four 
and five feet long—and 1 could tell you of scenes 
at Missionary Stations like Matura, with the na­
tive Missionary in t)ie verandah open to the gar­
den, as the night came on, where there wprp dead­
ly serpents near, and where 1 have been told of 
the combats of alligators in the river a few yards 
off, and the snapping of their fell teeth. That 
scene of Rembrandtic effect is now fresh in my 
remembrance,—when the solemn darkness closed 
youncl us, and, with the dim lamps gleaming 
overhead, the dark nativps were seen gliding out 
of the dusky shades and clumps qf treps, to peer 
at us as English messengers from you to them ; 
but now I exult in tlie consideration that on 
such stations brave pioneers of Methodism, 
whom I have known and loved, have laboured 
there for Christ,—such as Clough, Harvard, 
Lynch, Newstead, Hardy, (44 And Squance ")— 
Yes, and Squance, if you will allow me to finish 
my sentence, for the name of Squance is in Cey­
lon a* ointment poured forth.

Dr. Jobson proceeded, I must now, however, 
take you to Australia, which I must try to make 
known in this country better than it is known.
I might tell of passing the tropics, and crossing 
the equator, aud of the strange appearance of the 
new heayens of the Southern Hemisphere, where 
the stars seem to hang pendant from the deep 
blue vault, and the beautiful constellation of the 
Southern Cross is seen, and might tell of gor­
geous sunsets and sunrises, of sea-fishes and sea­
birds. But, to |>ass on, I would observe that we 
first sighted Australia about tlie 6th or 7th of 
December, In its first aspect, Australia is not 
very attractive, though the scenery of the colo­
nies has in its interior what is beautiful, liold and 
picturesque The first land of Australia which I 
saw was a low horizontal cliff, clothed with a sort 
of leaden brown green scrub, and, where the land 
rof-e into anything like liills, it won covered with 
trees of the *ame dull monotonous colour. On 
approaching the south west corner of the vast 
island continent, the scenery became more rocky 
and picturesque, with off-lying stone islands, 
something like Dumbarton in the Clyde. After 
sailing some 200 or 300 miles, we entered by a 
circuitous rocky course, the inward harbour of 
King George's Sound, where Albany and the 
scenery around are somethihg like the view from 
the middle island of Windermere, looking to­
ward Bowness, only the foliage is not so varied 
in its colour, and the water within the basin is 
from the sea. Mrs. Jobson and I went ashore, 
and there found many wild flowers, but in collec­
ting them we had to be careful against Tleadly 
snakes and reptiles. There, too, the convict sys­
tem is in operation ; and there, more thAn else 
where, as to numbers, we saw the aborigines. 
They are a most unsightly race—I will noi 
disgusting, for they are human beings, else they 
almost require that descriptive term. They are 
inferior to Africans, and of an earth-brown co­
lour, with widely set eyes, prominent eye-brows, 
flat noses, and thick, protruding lips. In sta­
ture they are lower than Europeans, and their 
limbs are spindle-like, with feet inwardly in­
clined. The men have shields, spears, and kan­
garoo dogs, and the women (gins as they are 
called) have children, or burdens slung upon

their hacks. Both'sexc* arc loosely clad in opos­
sum and kangaroo skin*», but they care not to be 
clothed at all. From thence I went some 1,300 
miles acroasthe great Bight on the south to Cape 
Otway, which is at the entrance to Baa»** Strait*. 
The vessel soon floated huovanth on the wave 
and entered Port Philip, then passed some fort) 
miles forward, past Geelong and Williams!own. 
into Hobson's Bay, where I and Mr*. Jobson 
were met and welcomed by the Honourable Mr. 
Fraser, the Rev. Mr. Draper, the Chairman of 
the Victoria District, and by nearly all the Min­
isters in that part. From that hay rises the city 
of Melbourne, extending itself some two and a 
half mile* in length, and one and a half in breadth. 
The city ha* in it large wide streets, with shops, 
stores and public buildings, equal to the great 
central towns and cities of this kingdom. It is 
the most wonderful city ! have seen. My friend 
Dr. Hannah ami I gazed with wonder at Chicago 
in the United States of America, rememliering 
that thirty years before there stood in the place 
of a city ot 100,000 inhabitant» only a single hut ; 
but here wa» a greater wimder ; for it is a city of 
100,000 inhabitant*, and has been mostly raised 
within the la»t ten years, it being before that but 
a large village like place, with tree-stumps in the 
streets ;—while on every side there are now 
park-like suburbs, and in it public buildings and 
institutions on a large and even grand scab*. The 
streets are thronged with Anglo-Saxons, chiefly 
from Old England, and everywhere there are 
signs of commerce anil enterprise. In this won­
derful city, where, within my own lifetime the 
savage roamed in forest and scrub, religion is not 
overlooked or forgotten. All religious commu­
nities have their churches there, and Methodiam 
is not second to any of them. This would not 
always appear from the Census and Government 
returns ; for, in those returns, seat-holders in 
Wesleyan chapels did not always inscribe them­
selves as such, so that tin numlier of Methodists 
would appear mostly for members of Society, 
while other churches reiKirted |>ew-holders ; and 

the case of tin.' English Church, the num­
bers left by the Methodists were added to its re­
turns. But no person could visit those Colonies 
without fierceiving that Wesleyan Methodism 
was the strongest religious power in them.

Revival Meetings on board the 
Great Eastern.

Mr. Hammond the American evangelist, w hoae 
lalwurs, during a sojourn in Glasgow were large­
ly blessed, took his homeward voyage in the 
Great Eastern, accompanying the British rein­
forcements to Canada. He writes to a friend, 
giving aome account of his work during the pas­
sage:—

Great Eastern, July 2. 1861.
My dear ------, —Here 1 am away off the

banka of Newfoundland, amid fogi and icelwrga.
I have lieen bard at work day and night distrib­
uting thousands of tracts and about 1,200 Bi­
bles, and bolding meeting*. We have had large 
and deeply solemn meetings every day since 
Sabbath (30th.) We could not see our way 
to commence these meetings till then. We had 
first to secure the consent and co-operation of 
the chaplain on board, aud also of tile captain of 
tlie ship, and the two colonels of the 30th and 
60th Regiments. All this was accomplished by 
one of tlie officers of the :tOih, a decided Chris­
tian, to whom Captain Blackwood, whose letter 
was read in your daily prayer meeting, introduc­
ed me. This dear officer has been most active.
Last night we had the first inquiry meeting. J 
gave it no name, hut after addressing them, just 
went down amongst them at once ; nearly all re­
mained, and many were the anxions questions 
asked. Oh that I could have had a hundred work­
ing Christians, to have gone among the soldiers, 
to take them by the band, and kindly point them 
to Jesus ! A number of Romanist» were among 
the awakened. About half of the 30th, 1 am 
told, are of that persuasion.

An East Indian Convert.
A missionary, in a letter, dated Cuttack. m„, 

18, writes as follows : —
In December last | was at Khunditla, ont of 

our «mailer station», with a brother miisioiuri, 
Rev. W. Hill, and while we were there fielsi 
Sahu, the firat convert to Christ in that region, 
died. 1 shall never forget the faithful and affec 
tionate manner in which, on hi. dying day, hr 
exhorted two of his idolatrous nephews who 
visited him to flee to Christ—how he «poke nf-j 
the love of Chriat in dying to save sinners from 
perdition—with what fervour he repeated,
1 * here ia hut one Christ ! ’—how he entreated 
them to come to Chriat now liecause it would 
bring nothing but good, aud liecauae the night 
waa approaching, when no man could work. 
When he had done he called on me to pray for 
their conversion, which I did. It was a deeply 
affecting scene, be bo balm's history allow», in 
a striking and encouraging manner, the im|»ir- 
tance of widely distributing the Word of God. 
He witneaeed a noble confession for Chriat more 
than twenty-two years since ; but long before 
he met with any nuaaionary, light from heaven 
beamed on hi» mind as he read the Gospel of 
Mark. Afterwards he obtained the Gospel of 
Luke, and several tracts ; and when he came to 
converse with the missionaries, he appeared more 
like an experienced Christian than an inquirer. 
Several others in that region were led at that 
time, or shortly after, to count all things loss ft» 
Christ, whose conversion waa intimately con­
nected with hia. Five of our native preachers 
have come from that place, and two schoolmas­
ters. Eternity alone will fully disclose tlie rr, 
aulU : and what was the beginning of all itn» '

veller ! It ia not known when, or where, or by 
whom. He put it with aome other things on his 
bullock a back, eo that it liecame wet, and was 
iu consequence difficult to read. Not caring 
about it himself, lie gave it to Sebo Sahu, who 
wasjaeeking after God, if haply lie might find 
Him. He waa in a stale of mind, prepared by 
the Spirit of God, to receive the truth, hut the 
hook was so much damaged, and the reading of 
it waa eo difficult, that he did not obtain all the 
help from it which he at first expected, though 
he prized it much- God’s way», however, are 
often wonderful in gathering soula to Christ, 
and He, who sent an ange| to Cornelius, when 
be waa seeking after truth, which he then knew 
not, soon opened the way for the anxious in­
quirer to receive another precious portion of 
Scripture, and then another with some auinhle 
tracta, and then the servants of Chriat expound­
ed to hint the way1 of God more perfectly. Tit- 
entrance of God’» word giveth light, and we can 
never tell, when we give away a Gospel or a 
tract, what the blessed results may lie.

A battle has taken place at Lovettsville, where­
in 230 Federal! and 30 Confederates were killed.

A Washington special despatch to the /W 
says that the firing below Aquia Creek, on the 
16th, was from a new battery, on the Pocahontas.

The Extra Houston TcDgrnph of the 10th 
inst., reports a fight on the 25th of July between 
Col. Baylor's command and the Federal troops 
at Fort Fillmore, (New Mexico,) resulting in tee 
defeat of the latter with 30 killed and wounded. 
Two Lieutenants were killed. The rebels were 
unhurt. The Federal, fled, and were pursued 
and the whole command taken Prisoners, 500 in 
number.

The latest intelligence from the United States, 

if it may be relied upon, indicates an advance by 
the Confederate Troops upon Washington. At 
all events they appear to be moving that way 
from several directions. One report says that 
the men are clamorous for an advance on Wash­
ington, and that President Davis intends destroy­
ing the city, if he should succeed in taking tL 
The Federal force in Virginia is probably weaker 
now than it has been at any time during the war, 
owing to the number of regiments which enlisted 
for thirty days, and three months, having gone 
home—their time being up. The Rebels may 
seize this opportunity for striking a decisive blow. 
We shsll see.

There can no longer remain a doubt of the de­
feat of the Federal forces in Missouri under Col. 
Seigel, who having retreated a distance of 113 
miles was finally captured with his whole com­
mand, by a Confederate force under Major Ben. 
McCulloch, who has also taken possession of 
Springfield, the Capitol of the States. Gen. 
Lyons and Col. Sweeny, of the Federal army 
were killed. Ben. McCulloch says in his official 
despatch i—“ Victory is ours. The battle lasted 
six and a half hours. Our loss is great. Gen. 
Ly on is among the dead. Took six pieces of 
artillery from General Seigel, destroyed his com­
mand, and took many prisoners, small arms, Ac. 
Our loss is from 200 to 400 killed and wound­
ed.

More es­
pecially may we hope for this, if the British and 
French Government interfere and increase the 
complications.—Col.

Startling Intelligence.—The Govern­
ment at Washington has intimation of the for­
mation of an organisation which threatens very 
much to complicate existing difficulties. No 
reliable information has yet been obtained of the 
extent of the society, but its purposes have been 
pretty clearly defined. It seems to be baaed 
upon a religious philanthropy, and imbued with 
the belief that a great Christian duty is to he 
performed by embracing the present opportunity 
to free the negroes of the South. There is little 
doubt liut that large numbers of men, impressed 
with this sentiment, and with the additional 
incentive of fulfilling a patriotic purpose, have 
urgently pressed upon the Government the 
propriety of furnishing the arms and material 
necessary to put this scheme afoot, and that had 
the (Government three months ago given the 
least aid, the rebels of the South would now 
have to confront a terrible enemy at their own 
thresholds. The prompt discountenance of tlie 
Government, it was supposed, had put a stop to 
this enterprise ; but it appears only to have 
delayed it Private contributions nave been 
invoked, and with extraordinary success, and 
the project appears now to be assuming definite 
shape and excessive proportions. It will he 
pushed, if [Kwsible, beyond the interference of 
the Government—Ileportcr.

That deeply deploring the neces­
sity which has washed the soil of our country 
with the blood of so many of her noblest sons, 
we offer to their respective families and friends 
our Warmest and most cordial sympathy, assur­
ing them that the sacrifices made will be con­
secrated in the hearts of our people, and will 
there enshrine the names of the gallant dead as 
the champions of free and constitutional liberty.

The Daily Setes denounces the Times’ criti 
< isms, but says nothing has happened which was 
not anticipated as possible.

All the journals think the event has closed the 
door to compromise, and must embitter and pro­
long the struggle.

A Paris letter says the success of the Sou­
therners has powerfully operated on Parisian 
opinion in favor of the secessionist*.

Parliament was prorogued on the 6th. The 
Queen's speech was read by commission. It 
thanks Parliament, and says our foreign relations 
are friendly and satisfactory, and trusts there is 
no danger of a disturbance of the peace of Eu­
rope. It notices the consummation of the King­
dom of Italy, and hopes for happy results. It 
says of American affairs that the dissensions 
which arose some months ago in the United 
States have unfortunately assumed the character 
of open war. Her Majesty, deeply lamenting 
this unfortunate result, has determined in com­
mon with the other Powers of Europe, to ob­
serve strict neutrality between the contending 
parties.

The address refers to the settlement of affairs 
in Syria, and expresses a hope that the arrange­
ment will secure henceforth internal tranquility. 
Satisfaction is expressed at the progress made 
in India. The speech then returns thanks for 
the supplies voted, enumerates the important 
measures of the session, and concludes by in­
voking G oil's blessing.

The Ministry said they would enter into no 
arrangement relative to the Galway contract 
until the company was in a position to carry it 
out, which will not lie before February. Lord 
Palmerston said he was much disposed to adopt 
the recommendation of the select committee and 
rive the company a favourable consideration.

Horse Shoeing.

The essential point» to be regarded in shoe­
ing a horse are few and simple. In the first 
place, the foot should be pared down so as to 
remove all superfluous horn, and leave a smooth 
and level surface to receive the ehoe. Those 
feet which are at all inclined to he high and 
narrow, should be well cut down at the heel, 
but flat feet will not bear it, and do not need iL 
With regard to the sole of the foot, the beet 
authorities differ; but it seems, on tlie whole, 
advisable, tor the most part, to let it alone, as it 
greatly protects the internal part of thSe foot 
from bruise» and from sudden variations of tem­
perature, and will dry less rapidly when thick. 
Of course it must lie cut away sufficiently to 
prevent it from receiving any pressure from the 
shoe, which must however, he “seated" to 
avoid this and make it possible to paaa the point 
of the pick between the sole and the shoe.

The ragged portions of the frog, should be 
trimmed off, hut the substance of it should never 
be unneceaeerily diminished, as it is very proper­
ly called the “ life of the foot" The appearance 
of the frog affords a most reliable evidence re­
specting the past and present health of tlie 
horse’s foot.

The outer edge of the shoe should exactly lit 
the foot, whatever ita shape, except at the heels, 
where it may he suffered to project very slightly 
to allow room for the hoof to expand when 
weight is thrown upon it in going. Spreading 
the heels of a shoe can have no effect in expand­
ing the foot, aa is sometime» imagined. If there 
were no danger that the horse would step on 
them, it might perhaps be of service to narrow- 
heeled horses to spread the a hoes somewhat, 
and thus famish a broader base of support for 
the foot, especially where high corks are used. 
Still it is better, as a general rule, to adhere to 
the form of the foot as a guide to the proper 
form of the shoe.

The great secret of good shoeing consists in 
so fitting the ehoe to the bottom of the foot that 
it bears equally upon every part of the cruet, 
and tins ought always to be perfectly done be­
fore a nail is driven. The practice uf applying 
the hot shoe to the hoof is not to be commend­
ed, and it should never be held on the foot for 
a moment, but ie the only means by which an 
ordinary smith can gat a perfect it, which is 
indispensable.—There should be a smooth, level 
space upon the foot surface of the shoe, from 
quarter to half an inch wide for the crust to rest 
upon and it is especially important that this por­
tion be abrolulcty lectl at the heels, so that they 
may expand and contract readily. Cniritu and 
ignorant workmen often leave this part of the 
shoe inclined inward, so as to prevent entirely 
the natural expan ai ou of the hoof. Others on 
the contrary, are so er.etoicrlg hunting as to 
make the inclination outwaids, so as to produce 
an ahnormal expansion by a sort of wedge 
forced into the foot at every step of the horn. 
It is certain that no foot raw either titf [invented 

or cured of it by any rnsrhani

consequently holds the nail much better than 
the middle or upper portion, and there is also 
great danger of pricking the sensitive part of the 
foot, when the mail» are so driven that only the 
point come out of the horn. The clinch#» should 
always be made in the stoutest part of tlie nail, ’ 
and neatly buried in the hoof, with tlie hammer | 
and never afterward» weakened by filling. In- ! 
deed the rasp should very rarefy he used upon | 
the foot, after the ehoe is on, except at the toe, i 
and it should never be applied above the clinches, 
—Prof. W. ». nark.
