T HAT it being their duty ta render an annual Statement of the
proceedings, in execution of the trust reposed in them, they con-

sider it proper this year not to delay it until the thity first Deceiber,
being the date of the two last years reports, because uf the meeting of
the Legislature this season at an earlier period, but to make the date of
this year's Report, and the period of rendering the accounts of expendi-
ture for the last twelve months commensurate.

The Contractors for excavation, and for supplying Cut Stone for the
Locks, continued their operations through the last winter, and the for-
mer made considerable progress on the line along the beach of the Saint-
Lawrence at Lachine, from the regulating Lock upwards, it being ma-
terial to avail themselves of the low water there at that season, as an in-
teruption therein would necessarily arise, from the great periodical rise
of the waters in Spring, and the probability of their nut decreasing befoie
midsu.mmer, so as to admit of continuing the excavation.

The waters rose last spring to a great height, and did not subside ta
as to leave the beach practicable, until July. From the regulating Lock
downwards, the effects of the high water prtvented the excavation of
rock from being completed before that time: but at that period, the
Regulating Lock being them finished, two feet of water was let into the
Canal, whereby Stone brought in boats from Caughnawaga, and other
Materials for the second and third Locks at the Côte St. Paul, were con-
veyed thereto in Scows, for a distance of about five Miles, and thereby a
heavy expense for cartage was avoided, whicli otherwise must have been
incurred.

The season since July hasibeen peculiarly favorable for carrying on tie
works of the Canal. Exclusive of the completion of, the Regulating
Lock, the second and third Locks at the Côte St. Paul, are about thice
fourths executed, and the masonry covered in withtraw and earth, to
protect it against the frost in winter, and to admit of being proceeded
with early next spring. Two Tunnels have been completed, one of three

An elegant Stone Bridge hasbeen built over the Regulating Lock, of
an elliptical arch, with an Iron balustrade or railing between ruund
Pillars at each end, and the sides forming segments of a circle. The
only extra expense is the arch and railing, as the sides of the Lock serve
as abutments. As this comes under the view of every travelle, fron
Upper Canada and the American States, immediately afier landinig at
Lachine from the Steam-Boat, it was judged creditable to make thtir
first impression favorable.

Ten otier Bridges have beeh erected over other parts of the Canal, at
intervals of aLout a Mile, whereof one of Stone was finished last year,
and the others of Wood during the present season. They have a neat
light appearance at a distance, being painted white, but on examination
willbe found verysubstantial ; and having open abutments, wili prove
far more durable than if they were made in the usual way. Each is nine
feet above the water level cf the Canal when full, so that the largest
loaded boats can pass under them after lowering their masts.

The Commissioners have te state, that after mature consideration,
they determined on altering the entrance of the Canal into the ýRiver at
Lachine, by shortening the extent of excavation along the beach as cri-
gnally intended, and carrying it at once into the deep water opposite to
Mr. Robert Grant's bouse. This was effected by forming two solid
embankments of Stone and Earth, ta protect the entrance, and then
excavating between them ta the requisite depth. By this operation they
are confident, that besides ôbtaining a more convenient entrance from
the River, as also forming a very commodious Bay above the entrance,
which can be used as a Basin or liarbour for Boats coming into or going
out of the Canal, at least Two thousand pounds have-been saved.

The reason that this did not enter into the original plan or intention
was, that doubts were entertained of being able te protect the said en-
trance againsr Ice, if extended into the River, and therefore the excava-
tion was ta be carried along the beach until the requisite depth of;water
should be obtained close ta the shore: But after attentive observation

Report of the Agricultural Society of the Diflrict of Three-Rivers.

rd Dccr. FriHE Prelident and Committee of management of the
_e AgriculturaI Society of the Diftrict of Three-Rivers, in

transmitting to the Provincial Legislature their Accounts, juflify-
ing the expenditure of the Public Monies entrufled ta them, beg
leave humbly to report, that in their judgnent, the inflitution of
the faid Society, after ail due allowances made, has been of fignal
advantage to the Diftrict at large ; the following are the moft
striking effiects ofits growing influence over the Agricultural fys-
tem anmongst the Canadian Farmers: First. The quality of Seed
Grain is Io much more careftully felected, that fcarcely any inferior
Corn is ever offered for Sale in the M2rkets, while formerly that
of truly good quality, was feldom seen, or when feen, admired as
a rarity. Secondly. h'ie breed of Horfes and Cattle is fenfibly
improving froi the Farmer's attention being directed to a more
judicious choice of breeding animals. Thirdly. The number of
Sheep bred, is vaftly greater than in former ycars, fimply fron the
attention now paid to the proper feafon for letting out the Ranis.
Fourthly. The Art of Ploughing, as well as making and ufing A-
gricultural implements, is much better underaood: the Caf Iron
Plough is getting into tufe and promifes to be of advantage. Fifth-
ly. The culture of Esculent Roots is coming more and more into
Ipractice, the fame may be faid of the fowing of Graffes.

It muif be admitted however, that the practice of improved
husbandry is yet in infancy, and that its progrefs is not as rapid as
might have been expected, from the obvious nature of the objects
held forth, or the pains taken by the Society ; but the great ob-
stacle to improveinnt, although fomewhat leffened, lias not ceafed
to exift. The Committee therefore feel themfelves warranted
in Ihying that the Farmers will never be complete or fuccessful
Agriculturists, until they are gencrally informed by means of
Schools disperfing the key of Sciences throughout the Country
Parishes; previous to fuch delirable epoch, ignorance and prejudice
will preferve their baneful fway, and counteract in a great meafure
the benl directed efforts. - Nevertheless, every thing confidered,
fome good has already refilted, and muft continue to refult in an
augmenting ratio, from a perfeverance in the fyftem of Agricul-
tural Societies, under the fofnering care of the Legislature, and
the zealous exertions of individuals in the better informed claffes
of the Community.

The foregoing remarks apply only te the Canadian part of the
Diftrict. The Committee however have cvery reafon to believe
that the Auxiliary Society eftablished at Sherbrooke will produce
equal, if not better refults, within the fphere of its operations ;
but having received from it no report either on the extent of Pre-
miums granted, or account of expenditures, nor fuch remarks as
locality might fuggeft on the fubject of Agriculture in the Town-
ships, the Committee cannot ihy any thing in particular in regard
to that portion of the Dilarict of Three.Rivers.

The Comnnittee in concluding, beg leave te obferve that the
finm granted to the Diaftrict, by the munificence of the Legislature,
is not fully adequate to the object in view, and flate, that the
fcantiness of their prefent means muft preclude their pronmoting
the eftablitliment of Auxiliary Societies in various parts of the
District where they are muci defired ; fuchi Societies being in the
opinion of the Committee, the most efficient mode of diffufing ex-
tenrively, the required knowledge on Agrictultural fubjects ; there
being in fact, more of pageantry than real advantage in District
Exhibitions, where -a few wealthy individuals are fure to carry
off every premium, te the discouragement ci the humbler practical
fariner ; the latter class being the most numerous, are alfo cer-
tainly that most requiring instruction and stimulus to exertion.

The time will doubtless come, when private interest will become
here, as it is elfèwhere, the principal fpring of industry, but
that period is yet distant, whenever it arrives, Agricultural So-
cieties will ceafe te be of ufe.

In making the annual Report to the Legiflature, the Quebec
Agricultural Society bas again the pleafure to announce a conr-i
drable degree of improvement in the general Hufbandry of the
Diftrict.

At the Exhibition of fatted Cattle laft Eanfer, the Competitors
were.nutmerous, and in point of quality, it was the opinion of
competent Judges, would have done credit to any European Mar-
ket,.

The Society flill holds the fame favorable opinion of the origi-
nal breed of Horned Cattie of the Province, yet it thinks that it
night be confGderably improved by a judicious crofiing with ano-
ther breed now in this Province. The race of sheep however is
not fo fatisfactory ; the quality of the Wool being very inferior;
the Society labours to procure the intro'duction -of a more profi-
table breed. The bred of Hogs alfo requires to be improved;
with this in viev, His Excellency the Governor in Chief, in bis
ufual benevolence, bas taken fone pains to difiribute among the
Farmers in this neighbourhood, feveral young animails of a very
fuperior breed, fome of which were exhibited at:the Eafler fhow
of Cattle.

The autumnal exhibition of live Cattle and Garden Stuffs, fnot-
withflanding the very unfavorable weather, was numeroufly atten-
ded and gae great fatisfaction; the Society alfo has the greatenf
pleafure in announcig a very apparent improvement yearly in
Ploughmng: Competitors now corne forward with alacrity, the laft
Ploughing Match was attended by no lels thtan fort y four Ploughis,
feveral oi which were drawn by a fingle pair of Horfes; faome
wvork wvas produced .even with imnperfet Implements that might
bave borne a comparifon with European Ploughmng. Thefe facts
tend to fhow tiht a ipiritiof improvement is excited, which fhould
be encouraged by every means and followed up on the part of this
Society by more efficient methods of conveying infruction than
bas hitherto been in its power, with this end i view, .thc Soci->
ety begs leave to fubmit for the confideration of the Houfe the
two following propofirtions:

It has been Ileveral years refolved by this Society, that among
the feveral means of conveying Agricultural information to our
Farmers, one cf the mofc efficacloùs would be the difaribution of
printed tracts in the form of a regular periodical paper, filled with
a proportion of original local matter, and of judicious felections
ai the moai: approved practices, from foreign publications, all
purely of an Agricultural nature and to the excluflon of every
thin foreign to it.

entablifhiment underits immediate controi. :The Society hopes
this project m ay be iewed by the Houfe in the fame favorable,
light, and followed by a fpecial Grant of One hundred pounds a
year for the five enfuig years, placed at the command of this So-
ciety.

Public inconvenience may be a suslcient cause for revoking or even
annulling an appointment te an office, but this inconvenience must be
founded upon some evident and apparent cause, such as incompasibilit y,
by reason of the person appointed holding some other coece, both of
which cannot cnssssîtently be executed by the same person-the incapa.
city or insufliciency of the griantee, as being a miner, a non resident, and
such like-but the possibility of an inconvenience that may arise in the
discharge of an office, iscec vague and visionary, te constitute a legal
ground of objection te any appointment, snd if admitted, could be made
to affect, in some shape or other, everl appointaient under the Crown.

In consideing the above Ad hress c h House of Asseiby, the in-
convenience tebe appreiended frmm the appointment in questios, stems
predicated apon the supposition that undue influence might Le used by
the Chief Justice over hi Son in the exercise of his Oefce of Sheriff
which might tend te the public detriment-to admit this st pposition,
would be to attach criminaiity to the conduct of .tie Chsief Justice in
the discharge of his duty, a thing, in law, wholly inadmissable, as it
always presumes tihat every manin tie lowest as weil as thIe highest of.
lice, performs his duty, upsighily, and until the contrary appears, no
presumption can be taken aminst it.

Under the patronage ield by the Ciief Justicesof the Kinssj Bench
and Common Ples in Eniglasd, there are many instances of the ap-
pointaient oftheir relatives and connections, te offices in and about chuse
Courts, touching thIe administration, proceeding, or execumion of Jus.
tice, in which ith inconvenience now suggMsted, must bave been> equally
obvious and equally detriiental, and hd this been a ground of objrclion
to such appoisitmonts, tere is r easoi to presume thasst many 1 prsons
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would bave been ready to avail themselves of it; but I have not met
with any instance of such objection having been raised.

The Receiver General begs leave to call the attention of His
Excellency to thé peculiar fituation in vhich he will be placed
fhould His Excellency not be graciously pleafed to take fuch
meafure as may render the Balance in his hands at leaft equal to
the amount of the appropriations affented to by Bis Excellency,
the balance in his hands being prefuned tO be tie full amount of
the unappropriated monies and unexpenided appropriations, the
vords of the Revenue Bills enacted in this Province expressly

providing, that the monies fo levied are to remain in the Recei-
ver General's hands, for the future dispofition Of theLegiflature,
with the exception of the Acts 33d, GEo. I, the proceeds of
which are fpecially appropriated towards defraying the expenfes
of the Lef'llature, thofe of the 45th,.GEo.

per annum (towhich the Lords of tie Treafury have added £100
per annum allowance to a Clerk and the contingent expenfes of
his Office) for the fervices performed by him in the receipt and
paynent of the monies arifing from the 14,th, GEo. 1H1, and the
hereditary Revenues, which though it does not perhaps place

hii upon a footing with other officers of the Government, whofe
Salaries have been confiderably augmented fince the date of his
Patent, yet this being etablifsed he does not in any wise corn-
plain as respects the remuneration for the performance of this
part of his duty.

For the dutics impofed on him by Acts of the Provincial Par-
liament lie has never received any Salary. The reccipt and pay-
nient of large fuims of money the Receiver General respectfully
begs leave to obferve involve great responfibility and invariable
lofs in varions ways, as an innlance on one occafion, the Recciver
General was directed by Hiis Majely's Government to debit him.
felf with upwards ofTwo thoufand pounds more than he received,
in confequence of the failure of his agent at Montreal, though
that agent w.as to a certain dcgree accredited by the Government,
being allowed a per Centage on Dutics received from Auctioneers
at Montreal, miflakes cannot b avoided nor could he wifl they
fhould exift to the benefit of the Receiver General, thore to his
difadvantage nay frequently renain undetected or be discovered
too late.

The Receiver General fubmits that the renuneration of his
Office ought to be at least equal to that of the best paid Oflicers
in the Revenue, of which lhe is unquefnionably at the head in
point of Rank, and in whiclh the refponfibility and labor are fo
much greater.

Under there circu mflances, the Receiver General noft respect-
fully begs leave to fuggef, that fhould it be cnfidered that the
funms placed in his hands by His Grace the Duke of Richmond
and His Excellency the Earl of Dallhoufie, go to the extinguiflh-
ment of the debt due to the Province of £40000, prior to the
Adminilaration of His Excellency Sir John Coape Sherbrooke, a
fum equal to the balance of the monies drawn from his hands out
of the unappropriated monies, and vhich the Legiflature has uni-
formly refufed to make good, be replaced there, or at least fo as to
make the balance equal to that of the amount of appropriations
confented to by His Excellency, and which will amount to about
£9000, if the money advanced fron the Military Chest for the La
Chine Canal, fhould be confidered applicable, or to about £18000
if it fhould not be Io confidered-And that a fum equal to the
amount of the permanent Lift in May next be advanced, fubject
to repayment vhenever the receipt of the monies under the l4th,
GEo.

[£5G70 Sterling, which was at that time confidered the balance
due to the Civil Cheft, for fums drawn from thence for the gene-
rai purpofes of Government, and it was then underflood that a
Warrant in aid was for the future ta iffue regularly every fix
montis, for what was then called the Schedule B, and comprifed
the amotmnt required for the Clergy, Penflions, and forne other
heads of Expenditure which were confidered ta belong to the
Imperial Government. However from that period to 30th July
1 S 18 , when Sir John Coape Sherbrooke îffue.d his firft War-
rant in Aid, no Supply had been received fron the Military
Chefn, and the confequence was that a Debt had accrued ta the
extent of £27000 Sterling for the Clergy, and £9000 Sterling
for the Penfions. Since that tine a Warrant ro cover the Expen-
diture for the Clergy has regularly ifiued for each accruing fix
monnts; the old debt remaining unpaid. Of this debt Sir
John C. Sherbrooke was perfectly aware, as it had been niatter
of converfation between hin and the Receiver General, who vas
given ta underftand that the fum should be reiniburfed, and fron
lis Excellency having declared that lie was willing to draw for it,
the inpre1ion is that lie vould have donc fo hadl he not been
prevented by the dangerous iate of his health vhich hurried his
departure.

The nature and extent of this debt was alfo reported to His
Grace the Duke of Richmond, vho profeffed his willingness to
fettle the fime, but on confideration referred the matter to His
Majetly's Minifters, who itris believed never gave a direct answer
cither in the affirmative or the negative, but in the mean time
Mis Grace having felt fron the unfettled flate in whiclh the finance
quefnions of the Province were, that it was necefTary ta place
Funds in the hands of the Receiver General in order to carry on
the Goverinment, did in October 1818 grant £5000 in aid of
the Civil Expenditure, and in May following after the Appro-
priation Bills had fallen through, lie placed in the hands of the
Receiver Ceneral a further fum of £14 100, as an Aid to the
Civil Government, which it is fuippofed will fully cover any ex-
cess of Expenditure not provided for by thie Legislature during
His Grace's Adminiftration.

In the Autumn of 1821, the Receiver General furniflhed to
His Excellency the Earl of Dalhoufie, an accont of the funs due
ta the Civil Cheft by reafon of manies drawn out for the paynent
of the Clergy between November 1812 and November 1817,
anounting to £27000 Sterling, which it is believed was trans-
mitted to -lis M4ajety's Minifters.

In the month of May laft, Mr. Davidson who was acting for
the Receiver General, apprehending that a degrec of responfi-
bility might attach ta the Receiver General fron the nature of
the Refolutions adopted by the AfTembly touching the Funds
which could be legally confidered as at the diepofal of the Le-
gislature, prepared a Letter to His Excellency the Governor in
Chief for the purpofe of calling His Excellency's attention ta the
extraordinary fituation in which he confidered the Receiver Ge-
neral to be placed, wlhen the formal Refolutions of a Branch of
the Legislature were confidered in oppofition ta what had always
been obtained from ufage, this Letter vas comnmunicated in con-
fidence to the then Secretary, who advifled him not ta fend it in,
but wait a few days when lie would again fee him on the fubject.
After fomne time lie was told he had put him ofF until lie could
obtain permillion to communicate the refult of references forne-
what fimilar in their nature to the Letter in quefion, which being
granted. he gave hini ta underaand that any lfums called for and
not provided for by Law w.ere to be confidered as borrowed fron
the monies held by the Recciver General in trft from Upper-
Canada, and were fubject to reinburfement when the differences
between the Provinces fhould be adjued-the paymens were
accordingly made. On the return of the Receiver General fron
England, the Report of Council in queaion was oliicially commu-
nicated ta hini, and in November laft vhen the Upper-Canada
drawbacks were called for, iis Excellency was pleafed ta ifue his

OBSERVATIONS BY LORD DALHOUSIE on Mr. Cald-

well's Statement.

I think it very immaterial which of the two Statements is
adopted as the balance of nonies at the disposal of the Legis-
lature at the close of the year 1822. The accuracy of which ba-
lance must bea matter of future consideration, and can only be
determined by a reference to His Majefty's Minifiers. This
queftion does not belong to Mr. Caldwell's department, he ought
to present simple accounts of monies received and paid by him
for the Public.

I will however take it at .4153,530, that being the Official
Document of the Inspector General of the Public Accounts-
Now I ask what is the amount of fixed Salaries and estimated
Contingencies of the Civil Government for 1823 ?

What Appropriations have been voted ?

What means hais the Receiver General to pay any Warrants
calculated for the periods payable in May and November next ?

Mr. C. shews this partly by No. 3 and No. 6, but in doing so
lie considers only the amount of appropriations, although he hais
gathered the whole Revenue appropriated and unappropriated
since loth October last, amounting to £100,056, leaving a ba-
lance available of £19,000, with a deficit of £9879, equal to the
appropriations of the year, but he leaves aside all expenses ofithe
Civil Government and Administration of Justice, although spe-
cially provided for out of the Revenues which he bas collected,
he leaves aside also all thought of the debt of £30,000 due to
the Military Chest for 1822, and which was particularly men-
tioned by me to the Legislature as the first items of payment in
the current year. I consider these statements by the Receiver
General as insuflicient and unsatisfactory to the subject of our pre-
sent enquiry-in the concluding part of Mr. C's paper he requests
a Loan from the Military Chest-that is beyond ny authority,
unless under the most urgent necessity for the Civil Government
from failure in the Ordinary Revenue.

The wants of a Public Officer would not justify me, and I
must resist the more just now, because the aid 1 took upon myseif
to give last year, ias not been repaid as I expected it would have
been before this time. I fancy if relief is to be given to the Re-
ceiver Gencral by the Government, it must be done from other
sources, or by other arrangements. I may declare to the Public
my inability to pay this year cither Salaries, Contingencies or
appropriations. 1 may defer to a late period, part of these on a
regulated scale of halves or one fourth, but I cannot use the Mi-
litary or Civil Chest promiscuously in aid of each other. The
claim which Mr. C. makes for monies paid the Clergy in the
periods between 1813 and 1817 is ini ny opinion a fair claim on
the part of the Province, but I have not been able to obtain the
permission of His Majefty's Minifders to pay it, although I gave
Mr. C. a Letter to deliver into Lord Bathurst's hands, strongly
stating the case and soliciting permiflion,-at the same time I in-
forned Mr. C. that unless he brought me that authority I should
never consent to it-but if I am correct, the suin has been charged
in Mr. C's accounts against the Public-he is no longer accoun-
table for it, and his demand can have nothing to do with the pre-
sent inquiry-If I were to pay it, the balance due by the Recei-
ver General would not be diminifhed-it might aford means to
go on with at present, but it would also add much to the gross suni
of balance due-the same argument applies to the payment of the
Pensions and all other sums to which the Legislature objects in the
Statement of Accounts during Pence or War for thirty years.

In the memoire Mr. C. has addressed me and which I have
laid before the Council with the Financial Statements, he re-
presents the inadequate Salary allowed to his Office and speaks
of a tacit permission to hold a large floating balance in his hands,
on the faith of which he thinks lie ougit not to be prest to pay
the balance available to the Legislatture, but I have no intimation
of that nor have I authority to find a substitute for so large a sum
so preoccupitd by His Majesty's Government.

I think there is some reason to find fault that the Receiver Ge-
neral did not give notice of it while the Legislature was in Ses-
sion, then I might have checked the large appropriations voted
to Public Institutions and Works, then an opportunity and the
only one was offered of making legal arrangements against the
embarassment to which he has been exposed-Mr. C. must
have known ofthe impending dilliculties frort the parties inte-
rested, the Executive Government and the Public, but sup-
posing for a moment that such tacit permission hid been
granted, it could only signify a temporary use of that floating
balance until the Public Service required it ofhim-that moment
is arrived, and Mr. C. iust have seen it approaching by the em-
barassment and discudlion of the last ihrce years-he ouglt to
have been prepared to pay the full balance or he ougit to have
prepared the Executive Government byil candid Statement of
the exact sum whic he could not be in funids to pay up. Unîder
these circumstances however it is now necessary to consider our
difficulties more closely, and particularly that part of the accournt
which relates to the monies received between 10th October 1822
and, 22d March 1823, a suni of .10qO000, if this be a debt

until Poils lhall be eftablifhed, fuch Road cannot but become very
difadvantageous, and they neceffarily remained charged with
keeping the faine in repair until the fame fhould be finifhed and
received.

We further remark, that admitting that the Road was made and
received, fa long as there are no Poils eftablifhed at intervals,
it can hardly be kept in repair in winter, when more particular-
]y it is neceffary, no perfon venturing to remove the fnow which
lias fallen along a tract of feveral leagues in the woods.

In the Summer of 1822 they worked there the whole fea-
fon, and in the courfe of September then following, they de-
manded Expcr1s, in order to the reception of the work, who
(five in number) were appointed by then and us. They re-
ported that the Road was not according to the flipulations of their
contra&, and to afcertain the circumitance ourfelves, we travel-
led upon it with two Carriages and made our Report to the Le-
giflature with our remarks.

In 1823 they worked there as the year before, and made caufe-
ways along the whole of the extenfive tra& of foft foil, and in
the beginning of September in the fane year, they demanded
two Expers who remained and operated with them about a
month, and then reported to us that the Road although not
according to the faid contract, was neverthelefs paffable in
fafety. We therefore determined to travel along it in order to
judge of it, which we did with two Carts, eacli drawn by one
horfe, two of us in one of them, and three in the other, in the
fhort fpace of ten hours, the diftance from near the Church of
St. Joachii to that of St. Paul's Bay, being a difnance of nearly
eleven leagues. We found it as the Experts had told us, but
not according to the tenor of the said contraa, inafmuch as its
breadth was not regular frorn one end to the other, and as there
were fome parts which required a Caufeway, as the exifling
Caufeways are of round and fplit wood, which renders it rough,
not having even the breadch of fourteen feet where the Caufe-
ways are, as alfo the faid Road ; we are neverthelefs of opinion
that wherever" the foil admitted of its being so, the Road is very
fine. There are alfo fome fpots where the felling is not quite
completed. We found the Bridges in general too low, neverthe-
lefs, there is no doubt, that with aill thefe defects, thcy have per-
formed more work than to the amount of the price lated in the
faid Contraa, as you will be fatisfied by the account they have
annexed to their Perition, which we forward to you alfo herewith,
which in our humble opinion and to the befn of our knowledge is
not exaggerated.

Wherefore, inafmuch as a further fum will berequired for fi-
nifhing rhe faid Rond according to their agreement ; we venture
to recommend them to you, we are thereunto in honor bound,
becaufe vhen the faid Contract wvas paffed, finding no one ex-
cept thenmfelves who would undertake the faid Road, in confide-
ration of fuch flender means and authority as we poffeffed, we
promifed that we would do what we could if we fhould hereaf-

The Humble Petition of Joseph Marie and Frederick Tremblay,
François and Roger Vandal, Contractors for the Road of
Communication between the Parish of St. Pierre of St. Paul's
Bay, and that of St. Joachim in the County of Northumberland.

Respectfully sheweth,
That on the twenty seventh day of October 1819, your Pe-

titioners contracted with you, Gentlemen, for the opening of a
Road of Communication between the said Parish of St. Paul's
Bay and that of St. Joachim, as appears by the instrument in that
behalf made. That from that time they have employed a good
many men in working on the subject of that contract in every
favorable season of the years 1820, 1821, 1822 and 1823, and
have not hitherto been able to finish that Road according to the
intent of the said Instrument. That this long continued work
hath absorbed all the resources of your Petitioners and much more,
for they have already sustained a loss of Four hundred and seven
pounds fifteen shillings Currency, as appears by the annexed ac-
count, which we can affirm whenever thereunto required,. which
added to the expenses to be incurred for completing the said Road
will completely ruin your humble Petitioners. That your.humble
Petitioners have the honor to remark to you, that on entering into
the Contract in question, they observed to you that the sui of
Nineteen hundred pounds was insufficient for effecting the agree-
ment, and undertook it only in the wish of having that commu-
nication opened, and upon your assurance, Gentlemen, that you
would make every endeavour (should we lose) to obrain for us the
sums due by this Parish, and that of Les Eboulemens, and which
were granted them in the years of distress, payable according to
Law in New Roads and Public.Bridges. That your humble
Petitioners every Winter undertook much work, when the sea-
son interrupted their works upon the said Road, and reduced the
expenditure of their families since their Contract, notwithstand-
ing which they are much more deeply indebted than they were
before entering into that Contract.

Wherefore your humble Petitioners pray that you will use your
endeavours in the proper quarter fdr pr-ocuring for them the price
of the provisions abovementioned, or such other indemnification
as it may please the Legislature of this Province 4 to grant them
as a compensation for the loss they have sustained and have still
to sustain by this Contract, and your humble Petitioners and
their poor families shall ever pray.

On the 7th July 1S20, certain Refolu-
tions of the Commifflioners were transmnitted to lis Exceflency,
accompanied by various demands of Individuals respecting feveraI
objects of improvement, approved by His Excellency 2 Ist Axigust
1S20, confifting in,-First. The imnprovement of the 1-ill in the
Highway nlong the River on the Land of François Nichel Guay,
in the Pariflh of Pointe Levi, in the County aforefaid.-Second.
The improvement of two Hills in the Parifli of St. Valir.-
Third. An Aid to be granted to the Inhabitants of the Parifh of
Bellechaie, to complete an expenfive Road through the Foreft.
On the 4th of September 1820, an Advertifement was inferted
in the Quebec Gazette, to contract fnr the niatter above men-
tioned.

A. I thinîk that by doubling the number of juridical days of the
Superior Court, and taking the examinations of witnesses, (En-
quêtes) and the verdicts of Juries, in certain divisions of the Dis-
trict, for that purpose established, the Judges could decide a much
larger number of causes, and even all the matters vhich occur in
the District of Montreal ; and I think it would not Le necessary
to relieve the Judges from the obligation of exercising original ju-
risdiction respecting Tutelles and Curalelles, nor of receiving
Cldtures d'inventaires, and other matters not appertaining to con-
tentious jurisdiction, but that, on the contrary, it would be ne-
cessary to oblige the Judges to have charge thereof, in order to
avoid the charges of conveyance for effecting those objects. I
think, in fine, that such change iwould Le suflicient for obtaining
a sufficient admimistraion for the District of Montreal.

Q. Do you not think it would be beneficial to have in the
subdivisions of the District, persons exercising original jurisdic-
tion respecting Tutelles, and other matters vhich do not belong
to contentious jurisdiction, mentioned in the foregoing question ;
and especially for saving the parties the expenses of conveyance
and travelling

A. No : Because I think the multiplication of inferior officers
or functionaries not beneficial ; and tliat tie object would be cf-
fected by the Judges in the circuit of the inferior and superior
Courts.

Q. Do you think the year contains a suflicient nunber of jo-
ridical days, (deducting the time which ougit in reason to be. al-
lowed the Judges as vacation, and for the administration of cri-
minal and appellate jurisdiction,) to leave the Judges for the Dis-
trict of Montreal in particular, sufficient time for the prompt
hearing and determination of all the causes, both in inferior and
superior. ternis, which are annually entered in the said District ;
as also for making the circuits whici the wants of the country
parts would require, supposing such circuits were long enough to
be rendered effectual ?

A. I think so.
Q. Do you think it would be necessary to add a Judge to the

existing number of Judges, supposing the changes you have nen-
tioned?

A. I think not ; and I think itwould be sufficient merely to
subdivide the occupation of the Judge, by providing that one
Judge should be sufficient in somne cases in which two are now re-
quired, as the examination of witnesses (l'Engquéte) and decisions
for £20 and under.

Q. How many circuits do you think would be required in the
Diarict of Montreal, for adminiîlering juflice to parties at a dis-
tance fron the Town, more promptly and lefs expenfively than
they obtaii under the prefcrnt fytein; and of how rnany days
fhould thofe circuits confift?

A. Of six days, in .case the ci:cuit should take place t wice a year;
and of four days if performed thrice a year: provided that each circuit
were made by aý single Judge, and that two Judges siould go the cir-
cuit at the sane time, and that there should theefore remain at Mon-.
treal two Judges to preside in the superior terni.

Q. Have you ever made a table of the periods at which the Judges
migit administer jussice, either in the towns or the country parts, so as
fully to perforis all the duties of their station; and have you iade a de-
tailed calculation of the number of days wiîich ought to be appointed,
cither for the duration of the ternis or of the circuits?

A. I have not drawn up any such table in witing; but [ have made

such a caculation mentally, the result of which bas been, that. four en- Appendix
tire motnths of superior term vould be more than suflicient for termina- (Q. Q.)
tng al the causes; for in this case experience siews me that many cau-
ses which are contested would not le so; and I think the eight remain-
ing mnnths are more than sufficient for the country circuits and the Cri-
minai Courts.

Q. You think, then, that justice would be better administered in
Ternis, than ini another manner, according ta the nature of our Laws ?

A. Yes ; I should prefer its being sa in Terms-provided the Ternis
should last thirty days ; for the main abject is, to obtain a continuity of
periodical days, se as ta have the power of bringing a Cause ta a tcrni-
nation in the same terni, and thereby reduce the multiplicity of Causes,
and also the pleadings which frequently take place, merely to get over a
Terni, which from the insuficiency of the days granted by the existing
Laws, give occasion to protract the decision of Causes.

Q. Do you think an Advocate could do justice ta the Cause of his
Client, if the examination of Witnesses (Enqute) were entrusted to re-
mote Commissioners, net having any notion of the Cause itself?

A. No.
Q. Yu woud wish then, that in all cases the witnesses should repair

te the spot at which the only Tribunal existing ini the said District suts,
that is ta say, at Montreal?

A. The Enquête might be performed in the Courts sitting at Mon-
treal and in the Circuit Courts.

Mr. Beaubien withdrew.
Joseph Bedard, of Montreal, Esquire, Advocate, appeared before

your Committee and answered the folloving questions:
Q. 1. What is the population of the District of Montreal ?
A. I have heaid that it is about 250,000 seuls.
Q. 2. Can the Jurisdiction of this District, administer justice with

benefit and satisfaction te the population
A. I do not think so ; principally with respect te the causes in the

Infeior Terni
Q. 3. What are the means best adapted to the iendering of justice,

wih bencfit and satisfaction te the population of that District?
A. 'lo establish lnfeiorjurisd:ctionis i the country parts.
Q. 4. Do yo think it would be beneficial that ihete shouldbe circles

(arrodtli.renens) in the three Districts, and a Juddge residing therein ?
A. i think se.
Q. 5. How' many circles (arrondissemens) do yon think would be ne-

ccsary in that Distr:ct ?
A. I think that on giving te the Townships in the southern parts of

this District a jurisdiction, four otliers vuuld be required in the test of
the District.

Q. 6. Would not a less nuinber be ati least beneficial
A. A less number would certainly be beneficial, if the number I have

mentioned caninot be obtaimed.
Q. 7. In case the means of the Province should net, for the prescrit,

suffice for tne expense which miight be occasioned by the establishment of
the fîve circles (arrondissemen) you have mentionied as necessary in the
District of Montreal, might net their number le reduced, by giving ta
the most remote, aid, consequently, less populous parts, the benefit of
several circuits which might be performed by the Judges residing in the
neighbouring circes, (arrondissemens) and would net that mode of ad-
ministering justice te remote parts, procure thenm real advantages of which
they aie deprived by the existing system ?

A. Yes.
Q. 8. Do yout think the establishment of those new circles, (arron-

dissemens) would be very expensive ?
A. That wuld dependi on the Salaries which might be granted te the

Judges and other aflicers of the jurisdiction.
Q. 9 (A) Do you think that by imnposing certain duties on the se-

veraI Law proceedmngs of those new junriseicuans, a portion of those
expeises miglht Le levied, which would le se much saved of the public
manies ?

A. I think it would be casy ta levy the amont of the expenses which
the establishment of new jurisdictioi;s might occasion, including tierein
the salaries of lte Judges, assuming that they do net exceed five or six
hundred pounsi; curnency, ayear, for cach; by imposing moderate du-
tics on the varions Law proceedings, and reducing the fces and alluwan.
ces now paid to the Clerks and Criers of the Courts at Montreal, and
appropriating the amount of such reduction ta those expenses.

Q. 10. lit what parts of the District of Montreal do you think the
four new circles (arronlissemens) ought ta Le situated, and what oughît
tu be the chief places?

A. The saine aswer as that given by Mr. Rolland ta that question.
Q. 20. Do.you thinik that, all thîngs considered, justice would le

better and mare equally administered to all the inhabitants of the Pro-
vince by ncans of stationary Tribuials distributetd in several places,-iIn
proportion te the population, than by means of circuits, which might
be made from time to timse in the remote parts of each District?

A. I think so.
Q. Do you think that by granting £500 ta a District Judge, a

Lawyer of talent and respectability miglht Le found for the administra.
tion cf Justice?

A. I think se.
Q. Miglit net, in the beginning, and untilthere should be raisei in

aci Inferior Ditrict, by the meins pointed out by you in your answer
ta the question marked A, a sum sufficient:for the erection of a Court-
louse and Gaol, both of then be dispensei *with, en ihiring a suitable
house, for the administration of jusitice, the lodging of the Clerk, and
for containing the records of that Court ?

A. I thsink so; and I believe it would be easy te find a building adapt,.
cd to tihat purpose in two of the chief places of tise Inferior Districts
vhich I know particularly, that is ta say, L'Assomption and St. Denis.

Q. 1S. Dos you.know whast number f suits are aãnually iisstitutîed in
the inferior 'ermsof tie Court nf King's Bench ?

A. I know, front the infemation'and a statement of the Clerks, that
in 1823 the number of causesaàmofnted ta f3303.'

Q 14.. Do you know what nimmbèr of causes have been annualy
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Appendix brought in the Superior Civil Terms of the Court of King's Bench for
(Q. Q.) the last six years

A. According to the same information, there were 1357 new suits
28d'Jan .instituted in the year 1823.

Q. Do you think a single Tribunal could sufilce for administering
justice in all the Causes annually instituted in the District of Montreal,
deducting the time which must, in reason, be granted to the Judges for
vacation, and the periods appointed for the administration of justice in
criminal cases and in appeal ?

A. No; I think not.
Q. Do you know what is the number of Causes arising among per-

sons in the country parts, comparedwith that of the Causes which arise
among the Inhabitants of the Cities, which were brought in the year
1S23, in the District of Montreai, in the Superior Terin, and which
you have spoken of in one of your foregoing answers

A. No ; 1 do not know it.
Q. In forming your opinion on the new organisation, which it appears

to you desirable to- substitute to the existing establishment of the
Courts, have you particularly applied your attention to the relations
which ought to exis. between the principles of-the Government and
those of the Administration of Justice, and especially to the changes
which have taken place in the form of the Government and the Constitu.
tion of this Country in the last half century

Mr. Bourdages moved that that question be not put ta Mr. Bedard.
For the motion, Messrs. Bourdages,

Quesnel, and
Taschereau.

Against the motion, Messrs. Viger, and
L. Lagueux.

So the question was negatived.

[Mr. Stuart, a member of the Committee, enters.]

Q. In assigning the extent and limits of the -jurisdictions.you have
mentioned, have you taken into conideration the respective population
which they may inelude?

A. 1 have not taken the population into consideration.
Q. Do you know what may be the distance at which the most re-

mote inhabitants are from the places pointed out as the chief places in
those jurisdictious ?

A. A reference to the map of Lower-Canada will readily shew.
Q. Do you think it would be possible for the resident Judges, (were

any such stationed at the chief places,) to administer justice without
performing circuits in the places assigned for the exercise of their Juris-
diction

A. I think so.
Q. Do you know the manner in which the Courts of Justice admi.

nister justice in circuit in the neighbourang Provinces of Upper-Cana-
da or Nova Scotia, or others ? Cai you inform us wlhat advantages
or disadvantages thence result ?

A, No
Q. In the course of your studies, have you been enabled to form

any accurate notion of the inanner in which justice is administered in
circuit in England, and of the relation whici may exist between that
mode of administration, and the principle nf the Government itself

Mr. Bourdages moves that that question be not put to Mr. Bedard.

of Jufnice can adminifier juftice in a manner fufficient for the
despatch of the bufiness brought before them" witli benefif to
the parties interefed ?

A. I can only fpeak 'of the Diatrict of Quebec; and aithough
in that jurisdiction, a great nurmber of matters are dispofed of,
there nevertheless -iways remains in the Superior Terms a cer-
tain number which cannot be terminated, and which are of ne-
ceflity continued frèrm one Tern until tie next, and fometimes
for feveral Terms, especially by reafon of the difficuityexifing
in getting throùgh the examination 'of witneffes (.Enquees,)
whence it neceffarily refults that the parties interenfed in thofe
caues;,' especialiy thofe for therecovery d s, fuffer more
or less from thofe delays.

Q. Are not the expenfes occafioned by the examination of
witnefWes ( inquêtes,) and the .delays thence refuiting, amng
the greateft inconveniences to which the parties are fubject ?

A. Yes: thofe expenfes'and delays are affuredly-among the
greateft inconveniences to which the parties are now'fub1ect.

Q. Do you think the nurmIber of the juridical days during which
the Judges can adminilier contentious jurisdiction, fufficient?'

A. No, chiefly withrespect tothe SuperiorTerm.
Q. Would a new org nizatioit, by means of which the num-

ber of juridical days fihould be quadrupled, including therein the
circuits continued for feveraI days, and repeated frequently every
year swithin a certain number of. circles, (arrondissemens,) for
caufes'under £10 sterling, be beneficial ?

A., Yes, inasmuch as it would provide again >the inconve-
niences I mention.

Q. Do you thinkthat by doubling. the' nimber of juridical
days of the Superior Court, taking 'the examination of witnefes
(Enqu-te%,) and, the verdicts of Juries in fubdivifions or circies,
(arrondissemens,) the Judges migit decide a larger nunber of
caufes,« especially if means were adopted'for relievingthem from,
the obligation of exercifing original jurisdic'tin respecting Tue
and t uratel/eç, receiving C/ôtures d'inventaires, and othar mut-
ters not directly appertaining to contentious jurisdiction Iand,
in fine,- that provifions of that nature would greatly facilitate the
aduiniration of juice respecting te causes which are now
broughit ini the Superior Terms.? t . .

Q. Do you not think it would be beneficial to have, in fubdi-

vifions of a DifIrict, perfons who fhould exercife original juris-
diction respecting Tuelles and other matter fnot iminediately ap-
pertaining to contentious jurisdiction, which are mentioned in
the foregoing quelnion, and more especially for faving the parties
their travelng expenfes?

A. Yes.
Q. Do you think it w-ould be neceffary in the Diftrict of Que.

bec, to add one Judge to the exifling number of Judges, affuming
that the changes you mentioned fhould be adopted?

A. Yes
Q. Do you think it would be expedient to eftablifh a new Dis-

trict of inferior jurisdiction in the Lower part of the District of

Quebec ?
A. Such an eftabliihment would have advantages and difadvan-

tages, vhich I an not well prepared to weigh, fo as to attribute
a advantage to this plan over that mentioned in the foregoing
queflion.

Mr, MJoquin then withdrew.

Mr. Bourdages rnoved to refolve, that the moft effectual me-

There is an entry of the Judgment which merely
states that the proposed kegulation is rejected : lhe will furnish a Copy
of that Judgment to-morrow.

Hugues Heney, Esqui-e, Member of this House for the East Ward
of the City, of Montreal, was called in and examined. ' Says, he bas
exanined the Riles of Police transmitted by the Clerk of the Peace for
the District of Montreal, and, that by virtue ofthe Regulations existing
at Montreal, respecting the Hay Market, whoever brings to the
Market, any Hay or Straw is obliged te cause the sane ta be weighed
on reaching the Market place, even before be knows whether he will sell
or not. The purchaser cannot rèlieve, the Seller from weighing. He
cannot exactly say whether at Montreal that abuse is complained of, but
h cknows that it may with reason be complained of, for that Tax, is
evideutly established merely for the benefit of the persons superintending
the weighing at the expense of the Agriculturist. Because the Hus-
bandman who bas paid'for weighinga Load of -ay or Straw, which he
cannet sel on the sane day, is liable on the next day to pay for a second
weighing, the purchaser not being obliged to believe that the Load. is
the same, which is stated te have been weighed the day before. Be-
cause the usual produce of OneArpent of Meadow Land is about Two
hundred Bundles, and the Grower is by these Regulations obliged t-
pay a Tax which may b ctermed a direct Tax of from 28d.. te 4s. on
every Arpent of Meadow. Last Winter, Timothy was usually sold at
12s6d. per hundred, and coarse Hay, at 8s4d. so that the mere weigh-.
ing might ainount, with respect ta Timothy, te neary one sixth of its
value, and ivith respect' to coarse H'i te nearly one fourthi. If it be
added, -that the making of: th Hay costs hardly less than 5s. per
hundred, it may be seen how enormous chat Tax on thei Husbandman,
becomes in certain cases. [t is truc that Hay is generally dearer than
last Winter, on an average 40s. may be said te be the price of Timothy
per hundred, but in this case even the Tax is nearly equal to five per
Cent for mere weighing, and seven or eight per Cent with respect to
coarse Hay.

Juseph Badeaux, EsqUire, Member of this House, for the Town of
Three-Rivers, was called in and examined.

The evidence of Mr. Heney being read to him :le says, that the
same abuses existed in - some degree at Three Rivers, as related by Mr.
Heney as existing at Montreal, andi he concurs entirely in the statement
of that Gentleman.

Anthony Anderson, Esquirè, of this City, called iin and examined
says---Tha the persons wlho bring Country produce te Market, and the
Public generally, complained of the Regulations relating te the weighing,
as too high and particularly as beimg compulsory on the parties whiethîser
they chuse it or no ; that in several cases the Regulations seem ta bave
ne other effect than ta throw money intó the liaids of rhc Clerk of the.
Markets, that. he was present when an Irishman bought a Load of Hay
for 6s3d.-that he was willing ta take it without werghing, but that
the Seller said he could not deliver it to him wihoùt weighing,' other-
wise he would be liable ta be fined, and that the buyer must pay the
weighing; they went ta Mr. Chapman, and had the Hay weighed sud
the Irishman paid the eight pence, and asked the weight of the Hay,
when Mr. Chapman toldtim that he could not tell him, as the Sleigh,
was not weighed, but that if he would turn the Hay out ; he would'
weigh'the Sleigh for which the charge:,was seven pence, and tihen lie
would tell-Yithe Irishiman however declined. lie says that to ensure the;
just veight, the Sleighs ought to be weighed everyweek. It is general>
lieved that the weighing:Machine does not give a very correct weight.
The duties of the Office of Clerk cf the Market, in as far as tshe weigh-

ig is concerneid are; performed.te the perfect-satisfaction of the Public.
The prices of weighing both Hay, andSiraw are teoo high : for four
Loaris in which thei hundred Bundles are freuently'divided, thseweigh.
ing amounts ta2s8d. per hundrd, or if mi ter t te 2sL-.it cones much
heavier on Straw, which lis not of more than haîf the value. The

Mr. Neilfon in the Chair.
Your Committee have ordered to be laid before them the Re-

gulations of Police now in force in the laid Towns relating tothe
object of the reference, which have accordingly been transmitted
by the feveral Clerks of the Peace, and are liereunto annexed, un-
der the Letters A. B. & C.

Your Commnittee have alfo called before them various perrons
connected witlh the faid Towns, whom they conceived the best
informed on the fubject referred, and whole attendance they
could procure without too much. de!ay ; the minutes of the evi-
dence of thefe perfons are alfo hereunto annexed.

It appears to Your Committee that various articles of Country
produce brought for file to the faid Towns, are liable to heavy dues
to the Clerks of the Markets under the Regulations of Police of
the laid Towns respectively, now in force, fubjecting the parties
to fines and heavy costs for non-compliance.

In Montreal, by a Regulation approved by the Court of King's
Bench in February 1821, Chap. third, Article first. Ail perfons
bringing lHay ta the Market are bound on their arrival, to have
it weighed by the Clerk of the Market or his Deputy, on pain
of being compelled to leave the market and pay a fine of ten
fhillings. By article fetond of the fane Chapter, it is pro-
vided that Hay and Straw be reputed fold by weight unless the
parties have agreed otherwife, and be weighed by the Clerk of
the Market, the wYeighing to be paid by the Seller. The fame
article renders the Cart or Sleigh on which such Hay or Straw is
brought, liable to be weighed ; on ail of which weighings a Fee
is allowed.

At Quebec, by thef econd Article of the Regulations confirm-
ed by the Court of King's Bench the 25th August 1821, the Re-
gulations concerning the weighing of Hay and Straw are exten-
ded ta ail Hay and Straw brought by land to any part of the Upper
and Lover Town, and the perfon bringing the hne is compelled
to have there articles weighed at his own cost, by the Clerk of the
Market, before the delivery of the fame ta the Buyer, under a
penalty fronm five fhillings to five pounds. I-Hay and Straw
brought by water within the faid limits are also required to be
-weighed by the Clerk of the Market, at the request. and at the
expenfe of any perfon intending ta purchafe the fane ; and in
cafe the owner of the Hay (hall refufe to permit the same to be
cônveyed ta the Clerk of the Market ta be veighed, he is made
liable to a penalty of from five fhillings ta five pounds.

At Three-Rivers, there is a fimilar regulation to that of Art.
2d Chap. 3. of the Montreal Regulations, making ail Hay and
Sitraw liable ta be weighed unlefs fpecially bargained ta the con-
trary. The compulfory weighing of Hay and Straw provided by
the Montrtal and Quebec regulations againfr the will of both the
Buyer and Seller does not appear in the Three-Rivers regula-
tions, but there is a provifion in article thirteenth, fubjecting the
party refufing to pay Fees ta the Clerk of the Market when due,
to a fine of five fhillings for non-payment. By article eighteenth
of the fanie regulations, every perfon retailing Beéf in the Low-
er-Town Market, on benches, is compelled to pay ta the Clerk
of the Market quarterly and in advance thirty fhillings per an-
nuin or one fhilling and ten pence halfpenny per Market day.

The following is a Comparative Statement of thé Fees allowed
to the Clerks of the Markets, by the aforenentioned~regulations
at Montreal, Quebec and Three-Rivers:

Your Committee find in the Journal of the Houfe of the ISth
February 1822, that the Regulations making it compulfory to
weigh Hay and Straw brought to the Upper and Lower Town
of Quebec, againft the will of both the buyer and feller, was
complained of as a grievance by Petition fron the County and
City of -Quebec two years ago. Annexed ta the Quebec regula-
tions in the Appendix, there is a regulation pafled by the Jufti-
ces of the Peace, authoriling the buyer of the Hay or Straw ta
difpenfe with the weighing. this regulation extends the obliga-
tion of weighing at the expenfe of the feller, to the City of Que-
bec gencrally. The faid regulation was not however confirmed
by the Court of King's Bench to which it was fubmitted in Juue
1823.

The regulations of Police, are'nade under the Act of the Le-
giflature of this Province, commonly called the Police Act 57th
Geo. III. Cap. 16, which was carried through the Affembly with-
out the ufual temporary claufe, they are framed nominally by the
Jufticos of the Peace for the Diirict of Quebec, but in reality by
the Juftices refident in the.Towns, having at their head ftipendi-
ary Magiftrates, thefe regulations are then fubmitted to His Ma-
jefty's Court of King's Bench for confirmation or rejection-the
fame body of Junfices of the Peace, alfo fix the Tariffs of coais
and decide on all cafes of a violation of the regulations.

Under thefe circumfances, the Court of King's Bench having
previoufly fanctioned the regulations, it is obvious, that in cafes
where errors have occurred whether as to the extent of the au-
thority under which the regulations are made ; or as to the bear-
ing of the regulations on the intereifs and rights of the commuai-
ty, the remedy becomes difficult.

In the prefent cafe in as far as refpects the mot objectionable
of the Quebec regulations, although the Magiffrates at the expi-
ration o two years have found that regulation improper, and have
paffed a regulation for altering it, yet it is found that His Majefty's
Court of King's Bench lias refufed ta confirm that alteration.

Your Conmittee obferve on referring to the aforementioned
Act, claufe ninth, that it authorifes the Magiftrates to regulate the
Hay Markets and fix the rates or prices of weighing " all Hay
4 brought thereto and fold there" but it gives no authority to fix
the price of weighing or require the weighing of Straw, or no
authority to require any Hay to be weighed not brought tu and
fold in the market.

It wiill hardly be neceffary for Your Committee to remark that.
the power given to the Magifirates generally, to regulate thePo-
lice of the Towns and Markets, can never be underflood to ex-
tend further than the order, cleanliness and falubrity of the faid
Towns, the treedom of competition and the prevention of fraud.
They cannot eflabliih fees vithout Special Legiflative authority,
nor exceed the authority given. In no cafe are they % authorized
to allow more than a price or fair compenfition for fervices ren-
dered, nor can .they, it is conceived, make, any weighing coni-
pulfory, unless one or other of the parties>require it, in which
cafe, they are no doubt authorifed to get the weighing donc by a
Public Officer t prevent all doubts of fraud and difficulty. If
they can compel the weighing of one article when fno perfon re-
quires it, they may extend it to'every thing brought to the Mar-
ket. If they extend an authority given only for the:Market, to
the limits of the Cities, they may extend it all over the Country.

Every exaction under public-auihority for weighing or other-
wife which exceeds an equitable canpenfation or as the Act
terms it a price, for the fervicerequired and rendered, is of the
nature of a Tax on the Subject; aand it feems to your Connittee
that the firft article of Chap. three, of the Montreal regulatins-
the fecond article of the Qiebec regulations, and article eigihteeri
of the Three-Rivers regulations now in force, are ofj the nof
objectionable defcilPtion oftaxation: a tax aon cammon ceffa
ries. -The confunier in the end no do ubt will have to.pay thlee
taxes1 but, on its firit introduction it lias and even now probaby
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is, paid by the producers, and laft year as far as Hay and Straw
are concerned, the tax as will appear by the minutes of evidence,
was a large proportion of the produce. In refpect to Straw for
the weighing of which there appears to be no colour of legal au-'
thority; when fold in retail, as frequently happens, the price fix-
ed for weighing much exceeds the value of the article, yet the
perfon bringing it to town, probably to exchange for a few indif-
penfable articles of food or clothing for his family, is compelled to
have it weighed, on pain of incurring a fine and cofts, which it has
been fhewn to your Committee have amounted to upwards of
three pounds.

Your Committee cannot but conceive that there is an extraor.
dinary affumption of power in the Montreal regulations which
compel perfons coming into an open Market to get the article
brought- weighed immediately, on pain of being driven off the
Market and fined.

It feeis to your Committee that the Regulations of Montreal,
Three-Rivers and Quebec, in regardto weighing, proceed upon
erroneous principles. The intention probably was to prevent
fraud or deception. If the Purchafer buys by weight, he is enti-
tied to have it weighed, if he chofes to buy by the Lump, le
lias a right to do fo ; the Seller has the same right, and it is only
when both parties are left free to treat, that an equitable bargain
or exchange can be effected. If there is fraud on either fide, the
fummary punifhnient of it is a very fit fubject for a regulation of
Police ; and punifliment in fuch cases is the only practicable pre-
ventative.

Your Committee are of opinion;
FiRs-r.-That the aforementioned Regulations of Police of

Montreal, Quebec and Three-Rivers, are of questionable autho'
rity and of dangerous precedent.

SEcoND.-That they are injurions to the general interest and
particularly to thofe bringing Country produce tO the Markets.

THIRD.-That the Fees allowed for weighing are ill proportion-
ed and exceed a fair compenfation for the work performed.

FoURTH -That it would be expedient to regulate by Law the,
fees for weighing of Country produce brought to the Markets of
Montreal, Quebec and Three-Rivers, and prohibit all compulfo-.
ry weighing unless required by the Buyer or Seller.

Ordered, That the Chairman do leave the Chair and report.

price as that above fixed for weighing and marking every Car-
riage, and if after having weighed anew the faid Cart, Sleigh or
other Carriage, it appear that the weight thereof have been changed
with an inent to defraud, the owner of the Hay or Straw where-
with the fame fhall have been laden, shall pay a fine of Five
pounds Currency for each offence.

Youn CoMMITTEE HUMBLY REPoitT,

T HAT early in the present Session they resumed the enquiry into
the matter referred to them, and examined a number of Wit-

nesses, whose examinations will be found in the Appendix to this Re-
port under the Letter (A )

To obtain more full information relative to the Country lying be-
tween the River Saguenay and the River Ottawa, your Committee have
directed to several Country Gentlemen of this Province, who have had
rneans of becoming acquainted with that Tract of Country, a Series of
Questions, which, with their Answers ta them, when received, will be
communicated to the House.

That it became the duty of the Committee to inquire how far the
great and manifold abuses which had crept into the administration of the
waste Lands of the Crown, could bc corrected by Legislative Inter-
ference.

One of the most prominent of these Evils was the exaction of illegal
Fees, and particularly fron the Militia who served during the last War,
whereby the gracious and bountiful intentions of lis Majesty towards
the said Militia have been hitherto prevented from producing their full
fruit.

To carry into effect these gracious intentions of His Majesty, there
was passed an Act by the Provincial Legidlature (59th Geo. III. Cap.
23,) intituled, 'cAn Act to appropriate a certain Sun of Money to
« provide -for the expense of laying out Lands for reduced Officers and
" Men of the embodied Militia, and others, mwho served during the late
'• War:" by which Act there was appropriated for that purpose a
Sum of Three thousand Pounds current money of this Province.

On referring to the Public Accounts, it will be fousnd that of the said
Sum, there has been laid out a Sum of Two thousand two hundred and
nincty-seven Pounds, four Shillings and ten Pence Currency, betwcen
November 1818 and October 1823, and there now remains a balance
in favour of that Fund of Seven hundred and two Pour.ds, fifteen Shil.
lings and two Pence Currency.

A Statement of the Suma expended, and the names of the Townships
in the Survey whereon they have been expended, will be found in the
Appendix of this Report under the Letter (B.)

The description of the Grantees of the Land so surveyed, distingnish.
ing those who served in the Embodiedi Militia during the late War, with
the quantities granted to the said Grantees, will be found in the Ap-
pendix to tiis Report under the Letter (C.)

To prevent the exaction of illegal.Fees, your Committee reported a
Bill, intituled, "An Act for the relief of the Subject iii more effec-

tually enforcing the Royal Instructions of His late Most Gracions
' Majesty, relating to the Expense and Fees to be allowed upon Grants
« of the Waste Lands of the Crown in this Province, and to punish

persons offending against the said Royal Instructions ;" which lias
passed this House, and has been ordered to be taken up to the Legisla.
tive Council for their concurrence.

Your Committee next directed their attention to the whole Seigneuties
of the Country. These Seigneuries were originally granted in trust-to
regrant to actual Settlers upon certain moderate Rents, and with a right
in the Seignior to certain mutation fines. The tenant was bound to
make an actual settlement.

These respective obligations might be enforced by summary and effica-
clous proceeding ; as far as the obligation of theSeignior to grant, and
the prohibition to sel his Wild Land were concerned, the onl. tribunal
competent to enforce the penalties consequent upon a Breach of this obli.
gation, was composed of the Governor, Lieutenant.Governor, and In-
tendant for the time being.

By the Judicature Act no special provision is made for this class of
cases, and it became necessary therefore to vest in the Courts of King's
Bench for the Districts of Quebec, Thrce-Rivers, and Montreal res-
pectiveiy, Jurisdiction over this matter.

The expenses incident ta the bringing of numerous suits against the
Tenants who lad failed ta comply vith the conditions of actual settle-
ment andiad abandaned the Lands, and not unfrequently the Ceigniory
itself, lad long been a subject of well founded complaint on the part of
the Seigniors.

To remedy these two evils as far as possible, your Committee report-
cd ta this House a Bill, intituled, "e An Act to enforce the Ancient

Laws of this Province, compelling Seigiiors ta concede their Lands
" subject only ta Rents and Services, and ta facilitate the reunion of
" Lands en roture ta the Domaine in cases wlhere the same may be de.
" manded."

The inconveniencies, which inb his Majesty's Instructions ta James
Murray, Esquire, Governor of the Province of Quebec, dated 7th Decr.
1765, are stated1" ta have arisen in many of our Colonies in Anerica

from the granting excessive quantities of Land to particular persans
" who have never culhivated or settled the sane, and have thereby pre-
" vent ed others mare industrious fronm improving the same ;" have not-
withstanding the various precautions taken by His Majesty's Govern-
ment been iealised in this Colony to an aarming extent. .

Thid part of the subject was immediately brought'under the conside-
ration of the House by a Message of His Excellency the Governor in
Chief, bearing date the 5th January instant, and which lias been refer-
red by the House to your Committee.

The Message of His Excellency the Governor in Chief is ta the follow.
ing effect :

" The Governor in Chief having long felt the necessity of taking
steps ta effect the Escheat and forfeiture to the Crown of large tracts of
Lansd held under Letters Patent in the Townships of this Province, on
which no improvements have been made according to the conditions of
the Patents granting the sane, recommends ta the Assembly ta adopt
measures for removing by Legislative enactments the various difficuhties
which, in the present state of the Law applicable ta thissubject, must at-
tend and very muci embarrass any proceeding for reuniting these Lands
to the Crown."

" The extent and nature of those difficulties will best be sh->wn by
the accompanying Copy of a Report of the Law Officers of the Crown,
upon a reference made to them by the directions of the Governor in
Chief in the month of March last."

The Report of the Law Officers of the Crown referred ta in the
foregoing Message, wili be found in the Appendix ta this Report under
the Letter (D.)

Your Committee have bestowed their most serious attention upon the
foregoing Message of His Excellency the Governor in Chief. They are
convinced that the most effectual Legislative aid ought ta be afforded
to the Provincial Government ta enable it ta carry into effect the wise
and beneficial measures referred tu in the Message of His Excellency.-
The particular Legislative enactments required in this Behalf will howe-
ver require much consideration.

Your Committee will with ail diligence prepare and Report ta the
House a Bill containing such provisions, as in the opinion of your Com-
mittee are best calculated ta carry into effect the intentions of His Ex.
cellency the Governor in Chief, as expressed in the foregoing Message.

The extreme denseness ofthe population of Lower Canada, which ap.
pears ta your Committee ta have encreased and continues ta increase in
a much higler ratio than that in which the clearings extend into the
Forest, and the productive powers of the Earth are brought forth,
rendered it in a matter of anxious enquiiry with your Committee what
the population of Lower-Canada now is, and what has been and is the
ratio of its increase.

The close connexion of this subject vith the measure of reducing
excessive grants of Land was felt by the Government of His Most
Christian Majesty, and by a decree of the 4th June 1675 which is to be
found in the Appendix ta the Report under the Letter (E.) intituied,
" Arrit pour retrancher les Concessions de trop grande ;tendue et pour faire
" un recensement," provisions were made embracing both these abjects.

Theimportance of knowing the exact amount of the encrease of the
Inhabitants was duly appreciated by his Majesty's Government, and ac-
cordinigly by the seventy third Article of His Majesty's Instructions ta
James Murray, Esquire, already referred ta and dated 7th December
1763, which article there is reason to believe is one of the general arti-
cles of His Majesty's instructions :-

Is is provideth as followeth :4" you are from time te time ta send
"unto Us, by Our Commissioners for Trade and Plantations as afore-
" said, an account of the Increase and Decrease of the Inhabitants,
" Whites and Blacks, and aiso an account of ail persons born, christenied
" and buried."

It was probably in pursuance of a General Order of the Governor in
Council for the time being, made ta carryinto effect the foregoing Ar-
ticle of His Majesty's Instructions, that the Prothonotaries of the
Courts of King's Bench for the Districts of Quebee, Three-Rivers and
Montreal, have annually delivered ta the Governor for the time being,
Tables of Births, Marriages, and Deaths in the different Towns and
Parishes of this Province, which Tables are made from the duplicate Re-
gisters of Baptisms, Marriages, and Deaths, which the Parsons if the
diffierent Parishes are byLaw bound to transmit at nually to the said
Prothonotaries.

Your Committee have obtained from the Prothonotaries of the several
Districts ail the Copies of these Tables which remained in their respec.
tive Offices, viz : for the District of Quebec, from 1794, ta the year
1821 bath years inclusive, in which last year it having been intimaied
ta the Prothonotaries from the Committee of Audit of thé Executive
Council, that the usuaI allowance of Ten Pounds for this Service
vould no longer be admitted, the Prothonotaries have ceased ta make

such Tables.

1822 both inclusive: And for the District of Montreal, for the years

The above Tables do not comprise the Townships nor the District
of Gaspé.

As to the latter, the Commissioners appointed in virtue of an Act of
the Provincial Parliament of the 59thl year of the Reign of His late Ma-
jesty George the Third, intituled, "An Act to secure (he Inhabitants
of the Inferior District of Gaspé, in the possession and enjoyment of
their Lands," in obedience to the Orders of lis Grace the late Duke
of Richmond, Governor in Chief, directing the said Crimmissioners int
addition to the provisions of the said Act, to give their attention to the
state of the fisheriès in the said District, and requiring their opinion as
to the most proper mode of encouraging the same ;to take a Census of
tie Populatidn and to ascertain " the state of Agriculture in the said
District, the nature of its Soil and its'various productions, the general
quality of the unsettled Lands, the places best suited for the location of
Settlers, the state of the inteinal Communiictions and places most in
want of highways and Roads, and in general ail stch information as
might, in any wise tend io the Public utility," did on the tvéenty seventh
December one thousand eight hundred and twenty, make their Report
to His Excellency the Earl of Dalhousie, Governor in Chief, which
said Report was on the 28th day of February, one thousand eight
hundred and twenty one, laid before the House.

A Table intituied, " Census and General Stateof the District and
County of Gaspé in the Province of Lower-Canada, which was sub-
joined to the said Report by the said Commissioners, will be found in
the Appendix to this Report under the Letter (G.)

Your Committee have no information relative to the number of the
Inhabitants of the Townships, nor of the Births, Marriages and Deaths,
Registers not being generally kept there.

To obtain information upon this subject, there was on the fourteenth
April, one thousand eight hundred and seven, ordered ('That an hum-
ble Address be presented to His Honor the President of this Province,
praying that he may b pleased to order a Cesus to be made of ail the
Inhabitants of the different Townships on the south side of the River
St. Lawrence, stating the Countries of which they are Natives, the time
they bave resided in this Province, whetier they have qualified them-
selves as British Subjects, the number of Males and Females, and also
an Account of the number of Acres of Land in a state of cultivation in
each Township respectively, as nearly as the same catn be ascerrained, and
the number of Males within the age limited for serving as Militia.men,
for the information of the Legislature at the next Session thereof, and
to assure His Honor that this House will make good the Expense
thereof."

To this Address His Honor the President was pleased to answer, « As
I have every reason tu believe that I shall b relieved in the Administra.
tion of this Government before the necessary steps can be taken for ob-
taining the information requested in your present Address, I can only say
in answer thereto, that I shall not fail to lay it before the Governur or
Lieutenant Governor on their arriva."

On the twenty-fourth February One thousand eight hundred and
seventeen, a Bill '' to authorize a Census and Statistical Returns of the
Province of Lower-Canada," passed the Assembly, and was sent to the
Legislative Cotincil, but did not pass that body.

A Bill for the same purpuse passed the Assembly in One thousand
eigit hundred and nineteen, and was likewise lost in the Legislative
Council ; another in One thousand eight hundred and twenty ; another
in one thousand cight hundred and twenty two; and another in One
thousand eight hundred and twenty three, met the same fate.

A Bill for the same purpose was sent up to the Legislative Council
by the Assembly eary in the present Session.

Your Committee regretting as they must, that a mensure which would
seem at all times useful, and at the present moment when the louse is
occupied in regulating anew the representation essentially necessary,
should not have had the concurrence of that Honouirable Body, do not
feel themselves entitled to inquire into, or to indulge even a conjecture of
the reasons which could have led to the rejection of this Bill year after
year.

Your Committee lastly carefully examined Ilis Majesty's Instructions
relating to the granting of Lands, with a view of ascertaining whether
the abuses in this branch of the Administration had arisen by reason of
any error or insufliciency in the system of granting laid down by His
Majesty's said Instructions, or whether these abuses were not ratier
due to circumstancs extrinsic from, and unconnected with the said In-
structions.

The object of these Instructions appears to have been to organize a
more effectuai system of Checks than had been obtained in the old Bri-
tish Colonies, and thereby prevent tie occurreice of tliose evils and abu-
ses in the granting of Lands, whereof the Records of the'IBard of
Trade and Plantations and of His Majesty's Privy Council, must bave af-
forded so many proofs.

The Officers within. the Colony whose poweus and duties'iii relation
to this matter wer-e to be regulated, were :-, -

lst. The GOvernor, Lieutenant Governor or Person Administering
the Government.

2nd, The Surveyor General.

Srd. The Registrar.
4tb. Tie Auditor of Land Patents.
5th. And lastly, there was to be established an ultimate controul over

ail the officers within the Colony, to be exercised by a Public Board in
Great Britain.

And first as to the power of the Governor for the time being to grant
Land. -

To ascertain wiat this power is, and how it is to be exercised, we must
look at the Commission of Captain General and Governor in Chief of
the Province of Quebec, given to James Murray, Esquire, and cIatçd
at Westminster, the twcnty.first day of November, in the fourth year
of the Reign of Ilislate Majesty,-which Commission has been com-
pared with the Commission -given to Sir Danvers Osborn, Baroner,
Captain General and Governor in Chief in and over the Province of
New-York, dated at Westminster the first day of August, in the twenty
seventh year, of the Reign of His late Majesty, and which are to be
found in a collection of several Commissions and other public Instru-
ments proceeding from His Majesty's Royal Authority, and other pa-
pers relating to the then Province of Quebec in North, America, since
the Conquest of it by the British Arms in one thousand seven hundred
and sixty, collected by Frands Masères, Esquire, HBis Majesty's At-
torney General in the said Province,-ptublished at London in one
thiousand seven hundred tind -seventy; two ; Andi has also been
wuuipated with tie ConîîniWion of His Excellency the present Gover-
nor in Chief, whereof your Committee ias caused a copy' duly authén.
ticated to be laid before them.

'Tic Clause in the Commission to James Murray, Esquire, is as fol-
iowethI. " And wee likewise give and grant unto you full power aud au-
" thority, by and with the advice and consent of our said Council, to set-
" tle and agree vvith the inhabitants of our said Province, for such Lands,
" Tenements and hereditaments, as now are, or hereafther shall be, in
« our power to dispose of, and thiem to grant to any person or persons
" upon such terms and under such moderate quit Rents, services and ne-
" knowiedgmerts, t be thereupon reservedti nto us, as you, with the
" advice aforesaid, shall think fit, which.said Grants are to pass andi be

i sealed by our Publie Seal of our said Province, and being entered up.
" on Record by such Officer or Officers as shall be appointed thereunto.
" shall be good and effectual in the Law against Us, our Heirs and Suc-
a cessors?"

" Provided, the sane b conformable to the instructions herewith de.
E ivered to you, or to such other instructions as may hereafter be sent

" you under our Signet and Sign Manual, or by Oir Order in Our Privy
" Council, which instructions or any articles contained therein, or any
" such Order made in our Privy Council, so far as the same shall relate
: to the granting of Lands as aforesaid, shall from time to time be pub-
" lished in the Province, and entered on Record in like manner as the
" said Grants are hereby directed to be entered."

The Clause in the Commission to Sir Danvers Osborn is in the same
wordst down to the Proviso, which is not to be found therein.

Tise Clause in the Commission of His Excellency the present Gover-
mor in Chief, is as followeth :--

" And we do likewise give and grant unto you full power and au-
< thoriry with the advice of our Executive Coineil of our said Provinces
" of Upper-Canada and Lower-Canada to grant Lands within the said
" Provinces respectively, which said grants are to pasi and be sealed

with our seal of such Provinces, and being entered upon Record by
" such Officer or Officers as shall be appointed thereunto, shall be good
" and effectual against Us, our Heirs and Successors. Provided, never-
! theless, that no Grants or Leases of any of the Trading Posts in our
" said Provinces, shall, under colour of this authority, be made to any per.
1 son or persons whatsoever, until our pleasure thiereon shall be signified
" ta you."

It is to be observed, that the Proviso contained in the Commission
given to James Murray, Esquire, limited the power contained in the
said Commission te grant Lands ; embodied virtually and substantially
lis Majesty's Instructions in the said Commission ; and rendered inopera-
tive any Grants of Lands made by the Governor in Council contrary
tu thuse Instructions.

Copies of the Commission of the Registrar and of the Auditor of
Land Patents are subjoined to this Report under the Letter (G. G.) ;

1 The wise and salutary jealouisy which the before mentioned Proviso
in the Commission to James Murray,-Esquire, manifests, pervades the
whole of the instructions of One thousand seven bundred and sixty.three.

The Governor was not authorised to determine upont the claims of
the old Inhabitants of -the Province to Lands in virtue of Grants or
Concessions made béfore the signing of the preliminaryarticles of Pe;ce,
on the third day of November, One thousandseven hundred- and, sixty
two, when it appeared that those Inhabitantsa were in possession of more
Lands than were contained within such Grants or Concessions-He was
otidered ,".to represent such claims to His Majesty, by'lis Majesty's

Commissioners for Trade and Plantations,-to the entid that he might
" receive such directions.thereupon as the nature and circumstances of
" tIe case shall appear to require.>

The Governor was ordered to cause an accurate survey to be iade of
the Province "in order to the advantageous -and effectual settlement
d thereof, and tiat the truc state thereofshould beknown"which survey
when made,-he-was to;reporteto lis. Majesty bylHis Majesty's Com-
missioners for Trade and.Plantations.

Although it is said, " that as tie making such Surveys will be a work
o af great length, you are in the mean time tocarry on Settlements

" upon that Plan which appears te you thobe most expedient, from the
",best information you can.colct." -,Yet the Instiuctions proceede te
order that-the Settlements shall be made iin Townsihips, and, -give the
most minute directions as to tie form and dimensions of those -Townships,
as to the Towns tobe erected,therein, and the reservation toHis Ma.
jesty of proper quantities of Land " For ereiting Fqniifications, Bar-
' racks where necessary,; or for otberMilitary.or Naval Services, and
"more particularly for the growti and production of. Naval Timbir, if
" there are any Wood Lands fit for that'purpose;" " and for Churches
« and Glebes."
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It was not competent for the Governor to cause surveys to be made
by any others than sworn surveyors, who were bound to make Reports
of their surveys to the Governor "as soon as possible, with a particular
4 description of each Township and the nature of the soil therein."'

Before any warrant of survey could be obtained by any persons apply'-
ing for Grants of Lands it was necessary that the Petitioners " should

make it appear before the Governor in Council, that they are in a
.0 condition te cultivate and improve the same, by settling thereon, in
: proportion ta the quantities of acres desired, a sufficient number of
" white persons and negroes.'"

The waniant of survey was directed to the Surveyor General or other
proper Officer, and was required to be returned within six months from
the date thëreof, .provided that the Governor was to take care sithat
1 before such warrant is issued as aforesaid, a Docquet thereof be enter.

* The Duty of the -Registrar was to enter a Docket of the-.Warrant of
the Survey before the sasne issued to the Surveyor General, and to en-
register the grants within six months froni the date thereof.,

The Duty of the Auditor of Land Patents was to enter into his Office,
also a Docket of the Warrant of Survey, before the sane issued ta the
Surveyor ,General-Ansd a Docket ofthe Grant was to be entered in
the Auditor's Office, " in case 'such establishment shall take place in
" oursaid Province." 'In default of compliance with these Orders it
was declared that the Grant should be void.

It was further ordered that Copies of all these Entnic s should be ne.
turned regularly by the proper Officer to His Majesty's Commissioners
of the Tneasury, and to the Commissioners for Trade and Plantations
within six months from the date thereof.

To give publicity to:the Instructions, the Governor was directed
as soon as possible to cause a Publication to be made, by Proclamation
or otherwise, as he should deen most adviseable,d« of all, each and every
«t the foregoing Terms,, Conditions and Regulailons, of every kind res.
" pecting the Grants of Land," and he was to take such steps as he
should.think proper "a for the publishing of such Proclamations in ail
" the colonies of North America."

It is not easy to conceive a better combined systen of checks than
that which the Instructions, whereof an outline Las been above submitted
by your Committee,.exhibits. '"'

The only remaining source of abuse was the practice of' purchasing
colourable Titles to Lands from the native Indians, add a remedy te this
Evil which had produced so much mischief in the old British Colonies,
seemed to be provided by the Proclamation whereof a Copy is subjoined
under the Letter (H.)

Under the above Proclamation doubts were entertained whether the
whole.Body of the English Law, and more particularly that part of it
whici relates to Land, had not been introduced.,

The proceedings Lad .within theProvince by the colonial authorities
upon this subject, will be found in the Appendii to this Report, under,
the Letter (I.)

To quiet the minds of the people upon a matter of such vast import-
ance to them,, a measure was recnamended by the AttorneyGeneral
of that day, which widll be found la the Appendix, to this Report
under tlÏeletter:(K.),'

The apprehensions of the people of this Province upont the subject of
the Tenure .of their.

The abovementioned Instructions to:General .Murray were evidently.
founded upon the erroneous opinion that the Proclamation of 1763 had
theeffect of introducing'the Law of England into this Province.'

" the new Members, it became their duity to acquaint thenmfelves
« both with the Rules afligned for their conduct by lis Majefty's

Royal Inftruaions, and with the anterior proceedings of the
4 4Board from its first Inftitution, as they appeared upon the re-
Idcords of the Council " .

"gUpon perufing the very elaborate Report drawn up by the
"late Chairman, introductory to the plan of proceedings by
"4him fuggefted, and after obferving the numerous orders that
: had been iffued in confequence thereof, it appeared evident to
' the Conmittec, that both the theory laid down, and the prac-
"ctice adopted were in manifest violation of Ilis Majefy's Inilruc-
" tions.-For whereas, the 35th Article of the faid Inflruaions is

" Neverthelefs in direct oppofition to the Royal ivill and plea-

c fure, Warrants of Survey for upwards of 150 Townfhips have
:c been iflied ar a time when no Commiflions for the purpofe in
t the faid Inftructions had been even appointed."

tg To rectify this rnanifeftn miftake, to preferve the faith of Go-
c vernment as implied by the Grant of the Warrant of Survey,
" and to prevent the like evil in future, the moft effectual reme-
« dy thatoccurred to the Committee, was to recomnuend the is-
" fùing of certain Ordets in Council as set forth in the Appendix

( (D.) and fince that time no Warrant of Survey has been is-
" fued but in conformity to the Royal Inftructions.»

" The exiftence of the error as well as the detection of it to-
c gether vith the efforts of His Majefty's Council, to obviate any
e4 prejudice that might arise therefrom, vere vell known to the
« lemorialift, although it might not fuit his purpofe to flate
cthen, and also to the parties intereited, so that the repeated

c endeavours of the Council te reftrain unauthorized fettlement,
c by tlcir'repeated Orders iffued during the courfe of lèverai
«9years, and the public notoriety of the fact, May well justify
« the afrertion of the Committee on which an inconfiftency is at-
"etempted to be eftablifhed." The evidence taken before your
Committee to whomoinl the three laft years fucceflively this sub.
ject has been referred, fufficientlyhfliews that His Majesty's In-
fiructions have not bren complied with.

But so long as the people of this Country could look to the un-
granted Lands in the old Seigniories for habitations, the abufes in

the granting of Townfhip Lands did not come immediately home
to then, and vhatever night be the misconduct or oppreflive ex-
actions of certain of the Individuals holding thefe Seigniories,
the abufes in relatione to them vere by no means universal, and
their removal might be look-ed forward to by Legislative inter-
pofition within the Colony.

It was in this flate of things that the Act commonly called the
Canada Trade Act (3rd Geo. IV. Chap. 119,) was paffed by the
Parliament of the United Kingdom of Great liritain and Ireland.

That Act purports te be, " An Act te regulate the Trade of
' the Provinces of Lower and Upper-Canada, and for other pur-

pofes relating to the faid Provinces," and amongR other things
" provides:-

" That whereas doubts have been entertained vhether the
" Tenure of Lands vithin the faid Provinces of Jpper and
" Lower-Canada, holden in Fief and Seigniory, can legally be
" changed."

c And whereas it may naterially tend to the improvenent of
a fuch Lands, and to the general advantage of the faid Provin-
" ces, that fuch Tenures may henceforth be changed in manndr
" hercin after rnentioned ; Be it therefore further enacted and

declared, that if any perfon or perfons holding any Lands'in
the raid Provinces of Lotwer and Uplier-Canada, or cither of

" then, in Fief and Seigniory, and having legal powcr aiud au-
" thority te alienate the sane, fhall at any time froin and after
" the conmencecaent ot this Act, surrender the fimie into the

hands of lis Majefly, lis leirs or Succeffors, and iball by
" Petition te His M\Iajcty, or te the Governor, Lieutenant Go-
" vernor or Perfon adinixiftering the Government of the Pro-
" vince, in which the Lands se holden fhall be fituated, fet forth
9 that he, flhe, or they, is or are defirous of holding the famte in
« free and comnon saccage, fuch Governor, Lieutenant Gover-
" nor, or Perfon adminiflerinig the Government of fuch Pro-

' vince as aforefaid, iii purfuance of 1lis Majefy's Infiructions
transmitted through His Principal Secretary of State for colo-
nial affairs, and by and vith the advice and confent of the Ex-

" ecutive Council of fuch Province, flhall caufe a frefh Grant to
" be made te fauch Perfon or Perfons of fuch Lands, te be hold-
" ci in fret and Cominon Soccage, in like manner as Lands are
" now luiden in free and Common Soccage, in that part of Great
" iritain called England, subject neverthelefs to the payment te
.9 His Majely, by fuch Grantee or Grantees, of fuch sum or
"6 fums of money as and for a commutation for the Fines and oth-
"C er Dues which would have been payable te His Majefly under

the Original Tenures, and te fuch Conditions as to His Majefty,
« or to the faid Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Perfon ad.
« ninistering the Governient as aforefaid, fhall feein just and
" reafonable. Provided always that on any fuch frefh Grant

being made as aforefaid, no Allotient or Appropriation of
Lands for the fupport and maintenance of a Protestant Clergy

Sihall be iecefi*ary ; but every fuchi frefh Grant flhail bt valid
" and effectual vithout any specification of Lands for the pur-
" pofe aforef'.id;i any Law or Statute to the contrary thereof in
" any wise notwithîftanding.

And "4that it shall and may be lawful for His Majesty, his Heirs and
Scceci,ss to commute witlh any persan holding Land at Gen.ei Rentes
in any Censive or Fief of Ilis Majesty, within cither of the said Pro-

SProvnces, and such peron may' obtain a release froin lis Majesty of
"aIl feudal rights arising by reason of such tenure, and receive a grant

isom lis Majesty, His Heirs or Successnrs, in free and comm n
saccage, upon payment t lHis Majesty of such sum tf Money as
Hlis Majesty, his lleirs or Successurs may deem it ta be just and rea-
sonable, by icason of the release and grant aforesaid, and all such
smns of M!oney as shall be paid tupon any commutations made by vir-
tue of this Act, shall be applied towuards the administration of jus.

" tice and the support of the Civil Govermînent of the said Province."
It does not fall withixi the province of your Committee to express any

opinion upon the right of the Parliament of -the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland, te make Legisiative enactments, generally, of
the nature of those contained in the Act in question. Thev will not
presume to anticipate the opinion of the House on this subject. Their
attention has been cunflned te the above recited clauses and te their pro.
bable cifects.

Your Committee can entertain no doubt that theseclatuses contraven.
inig, as they do, the articles of Capitulation and the definitive Treaty of
Peace-Abrogating the Statute of the fourteenth of the laie Kinig, so
far as it relates to Lands-anid in contradiction to~the just and liberal spi-
rit which the whole of the public acte of Bis Majesty's, Gov:rnment
in England, frd'm the Ces'iono f the Countiy down ta the passing of the
last mentioned Act, evince, cîould have received the support of His
Majesty's Governmenut, only li conseqience of the misrepresentations of
interested individuals, who.have led His Majesty's Government toe be-
lieve, that the change to be nperated by iliat Act would be beneficial te
His Majesty's Canadian Subjects in this Provinxce, wlereas on the con.
trary it would operate a great agrarian revolution in the Colony, vest:ah-
solutely and unconditionallv large tracts of Lands in the hands of a few,
and reduce the mass of the people within no very long period of time tn
mendicity.

These clauses tend aIso to annihilate the Caisual and Territorial Reve.
nnevbicli, as established prior to the Conquest, His'Majesty has
been most graciously pleased toýorder tobe applied towardsadefraying
the Civil Expenises of te Provmnce, as appears byia Mcssage of Ut
Excellency the Rightî Hon0nuable Guy' Lord Durcet dated 19th
April 1794.

In thuat MeWrage it was faid by fis Excellency , ht thîs (tht
« Cafual and Territorial Revenue) arifes fro û varieon riglts ap.
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"-pertaining to the Crown, foine of which are not- productive.
q. 1 he Governor -doubts not Lbut the Houfe will bring forward
« meafures to relieve: the fubject by otheri duties not:objectiona-
« ble, if:-rafing the Lods et, Ventes, Droits.de Quint, ý4c -up to
"the legal ftandard, fhould prove oppreffive to the people."

Subfequently an Act was paffed, intituled « an Act for grant-
"ing . to lis, Majefty:: additional aud, new :duties: on certain
« Goods,.Wares and: Merchandizes, and for appropriating the
« fame towards further defraying the charges of- the adminiffra-
« tion of Jufnice and the fupport of the Civil Government within
c this Province, and for other purpofes therein -mentioned ;" by
which Act permanent additional duties were eaablifhed, and out
of them a fuin of Five thoufand Pounds Sterling granted for the
fupport of His Majesty's Government.

The laft and moft important,:fubject of Enquiry with your
Committee, was into the, meafures proper to be purfued for the
purpofe of renoving the evils and abufes iwhich it had been their
painful duty to inveftigate and difclofe.

It:appears to yourCommittee that.thefe:are fa inveterate and
touch fo many~ powerful interests wuithin th" Colony, that no hope
of redrèfs from the' Provincial authorities can reafonably. be in-
dulged, and that it is from the mother Counry alone that we
can look for theextirpation of thefe evils and abufes

Yaur Committee finds in al Uthe Acts which can be traced to
His MajefPys Governient-in Great Britain, a nianifeif defire to
advance the well being of the people oftiis Province, atd fully
to maintain.them in their just rights.
,The remotenefs of this.Colony, and the littleintercourfe of its

people with the Mother Country, has rendered it eafy for detign-
ing individuals to deceive His Mjetly's Government, and the pub-
lic events which have occurred fince the ceflion of the Country,
wherein Great Britain we immediately intereted, neceffarily di-
vided the attention of her Miniflers and relaxed the controul ex-
ercilZd over.thé Provincial authorities.

It will be barely neceffary to recail to the recollection of the
Houfe, that after the ceflion of the Country to Great Britaitn the
political agitations of the old Britifh Cblonies were no longer
kept within:Bounds by the·fear.ofi a powerful, externaL Enemny,
and the:attention of His Majefty's Government,tdown to the de-
claration of American. independence,, was fully employed, upon
the many fubjects:of violent controverfy between the two parties
which then divided thofe Colonies. 'That the American revolu-
tionary war followed, and then faon after its clofe the French re.
volutionary war, wherein Great'Britain contended for existence
itfeif,;followed, and that upon its termination many and moft
ferious matters of public Policy, arifing out of the new ftate of
Teace, naturally abforbed theattention of His Mijefty's- Govern-
tuent.

Now that affairs are returning to their old order, yotir Con-
mittee is convinced..that as His Majely's Government is able,
fo it would be found willing, to liften to the humble. Reprefenta-
tions of:His Majefly's fiithful Canadian Subjects.

Your Committee therefore recommend, that an humble Ad-
drefs be made to His Majesty,- prayinglthat he will be graciously
pleafed to caufe to be remedied the various abufes which exist in
this Province relative to the waste Lands of the .Crown.

Batifcan, in the Difirict'of Three-Rivers, Yeoman, appeared be-
fore your Committee and depofed as follows:

This Parish is three leagues and a half from the River St. Law-
rence on the north.,The Settlements on the River Batiscan go
two leagues higher up than the fpot we occupy. Tiiere are 'fet-
tlements on the River , -ks Envies" which falls into the River
Batifcan, and are about four leagues and a half from the River.-
The finali River 'des Chutes" fows parallel to the River des
Envies, and alfo falls into the River Batiscan a league below the
River des Enries.

The fettlements bath on the River des En"ies and n'that des
Chies front on thofe réfpectivë Rivers: there are ab6ui diirty
young men, fons of.the irhabitants,.who took Lands last autumn
on the River des Envies-I am not aware of their having taken
Location Tickets, nor do I think they have done so-The whole
of thefe Lands are in the Seigniory of Batifcan, a part of t'he Pro-
perty of the late order of Jefuits. . It may be 25 or 26 years fince
thefe fettlements were comrnmenced, moft of then have Location
Tickets, there are about ten of them who have none,. and thofe
laft mentioned have been fettled ten yearslor thereabout Some
Pf them have, only. been fettled five or fix years., I have myfeif
had from Mr. Badeaux, for the. art wo years an authority-to take
poffoliion. There are féw better Lands than the Wa Lrds.in
the Seigniory of, Batifcan, they are perfectly level. 'rhere may
remain to concede in that Seigniory from SOOto 500 Lands anJ.
perhaps more, and the soil is very good.

Q. Why are not thofe Lands.conceded ?
A. Every year for the laft.ten years Mr. Badeaux has been ap-

plied. to for fome-He told: us that he could not grant us any.-
There is moreover a large number of young:menwho would
have taken fome, and who.have been difgusted by the high rate
of the Rent required, and they have thereby been discouraged froni
taki.ng then-The Rent demanded is four dollars for. three ar-
pents in front, by thirty in depth.

Q. Would thofe Lands hae been taken by the Sons, of our
Husbandmen if there had been a willingncfs ta grant thm at. the
ufual rates ?

A. There :would have been about :three hundredLands.and
perhaps more taken.

Q. How do the young men in your parts procecd for oabtaining
fettlements ?

A. They wait.-Mr. Badeaux having conftantly led us tohope
thatgrants would be made-the delay:continued.but the promis-
.ed event:has not occurred.-BefGdes.many young persons remain
-at home with their-father and moither, and do not'venture. to mar-
ry becaufe they have'noLands-Itis, hard upon-the youn. peo-
ple to be turned adrift while thecr is so much good Land for coi-
ceflion in the inmediate ncihhbourhood-I was ta have cone
_with.feveral others to Qubec this'Vinter to prefenit a Petition' on
that fubject-I have a Land mnyfcf, but Iwish t lhave one for my
children--I have fourßBoyr, twoof whom are full. gbon, and
fourdaughters.

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Appendix Pierre Tre panier, Nephew of Jofeph Trepanier, of the fame
(R.) Parish, Yeoman, appeared before your Committee, and faid :

.1I am twenty nine years of age. I am a native of Batiscan as
41th Feb. are alfo my Father and Grand Father. I have been a year mar-

ried. I have a donation of my Father's Lands. There are many
young people among us who have for many years wished for
Grants of Land. The Seigniory of Batiscan contains a confide-
rable quantity of good Land not hitherto granted.

Q. Why do not the young People of Batiscan obtain Grants of
Land ?

A. Becaufe Grants are refufed ; they have been repeatedly
promifed, but without effect.

Q. How do the young People in your parts proceed for obtain-
Ing Settlements ?

A. The young People are always in expectation of obtaining
fomne of thofe Lands, it is painful to thenm to leave the place, the
Lands are vey good, and they are among their Relatives.

Q. Do the Lands begin to be Subdivided ?
A. Yes, as they cannot obtain any Grant of lands they are

obliged to come to an agreement with their Father, that is to fay,
to obtain a part of their Father's Land for Rent or otherwife.

Q. What is the effect of the Subdivifion of thefe Lands ?
A. Much mifery is thercby occafioned, because double Ex-

penses, twice the quantity of Buildings, Enclofures and Ditching
are required.-The Parish is thereby inpoverished.-The People
are very often unable to meet their engagements, live with less
comfort and are often ruined.-The Father very often found it
difficult to open, and fupport himfelf and his Children upon the
whole of his Land -upon its being divided, wood becomes more
fcarce, the Soit is ufually vorn out, and charged with the fupport
of two Families instead of one.

Q. In what flate are the old Lands of the Seigniory of Batiscan
with respect to Timber for Building and Fuel ?

A. There are Lands on which there is no Timber for building,
and but little for Fuel. I have been myfelf obliged to go three
quarters of a league off for my Fire-wood. My Land is three
leagues and a half from the River Saint-Lawrence.

Q. How far from you are the ungranted Lands?
A. Thirty arpents.
The depofition of Jofeph Trépanier having been read to him,

he was asked whether it contained the Truth, and whether there
wvere any thing to change or add, he made anfwer that he ap-
proved it, and laid he had nothing to add.

James Lambert, of the Parifh of Batiscan, Yeoman, appeared
before your Comnittee and made answer as follows :

Q. Why do not the young People take Lands in the Seigniory
of Batiscan ?

A. Becaule they do not fin:1 any one who will give them
Grants. They go upon thofe Lands without any Titles, make
no Buildings, and a finall clearing where they raise Corn and
Potatoes on a fmall fale, vhile they await the pleafure of the
.Agent to give thenm a Title.

Q. How do the young People of this Parifh proceed in order
to fettle ?

A. They remain vith their Father and Mother until they ob.
tain a decifion that they may have Lands. But remaining a-
together in that way occafions want, for it is impoffible to collect
enough for all, the Land being too confined for the nunmber of
perfons on it

'Q. Do the Lands begin tobe fubdivided ?
A. They are divided into two portions in order to fettle two

Children, vhich encrcafes the labour required and encreafes want
alfo, becaufe upon a Land on which one Child has been brouglht
up, it becomes neccffary to bring up two. The Labour would
be doubled, the number of mouths being doubled, inftead of ten
perfons there would be twenty to fupport on the faine Land.

Q. In what ftate are the old Lands of the Seigniory of Batiscan,
with respect to building Timber and Firewood ?

A. They are obliged to go very far for Wood, tlhere is no
building Timber, and but little Firewood.

Romain Mongrain, of the Parifh of Batiscan, Yeoman, then ap-
peared before your Coninittee, and being interrogated, ftates that
hiis Father, Grand Father, and hinmfelf are all natives of this Parish

Q. Why do not the young People of your Parifh take Lands
in the Seigniory of Batiscan ?

A. Noue of themn venture to do f, becaufe they apprehend
that too high a Rent will be impofed on the Lands, and they
wait for a reduction of the Rents in order to obtain forne.

Q. llov do the young People of this Parish procced in order
to obtain Settiements?

A. They are retarded: they wait until the Lands fhall be
Conceded : tome of them have even grown old while waiting
for Lands, but they continue to wait, and according to what
people say, if the unconceded Lands were granted mnany per-
fons would take fome of thei.

Q. Do the old Lands begin to be fubdivided ?
A. Soie of them do.
Q. Why do they make thore fubdivifions?
A. Becaufe they do fot find an opportunity of fettling their

children elfewhere.
Q. Wlat is the effect of thofe fubdivifions ?

A. Some of thenm are much iijured thereby, becatufe vhen

the Land is old, and no more new Land remnains for cultivation,
the foil is not fufficiently productive to fupport two families, and
they are both reduced ta want, which is an ordinary event, for
this reafon if new Concelrions were made the young People
would be very happy ta obtain fomne, whereby an increafe in the
Parith of St. Staniflas very much to its benefit would be occafion-
ed. It is intended to erect a Church there to the expenfe of
which thofe Lands would Contribute: fometines the divifion of
the Lands does no harm, which happens when the Lands are of
considerable extent, not lefs than four Arpents in front by thirty
or forty in depth, of good quality, and when there remains a cer-
tain quantity of new Land to be brought into cultivntion.

.Toseph Badeau.r, Efquire, one of the Members of this Houfe,
appearei before your Committee.

Q. Were you for fome time, and how long, Agent for the Pro-
perty of the late Order of Jefuits ?

A. I was Agent for that Property in the Diflrict of Three
Rivers from the month of July or Auguit 1820, to the month of
January 1823.

Q. In what docs that Property confift, and what is its Extent ?
A. The Seigniory of Batiscan is two leagues and three quarters

or thereabout, by twenty leagues in depth. The Seigniory Cap
de la Magdelaine is about three leagues in front by twenty in
depth. They hold befides thefe a Fief fituate in the Banlieue of
Three Rivers of about twenty three arpents in front by twenty
five in depth. Another parcel of about twenty five square arpents,
called Pachivigny, fituate in the centre of the Town of Three
Rivers, originally granted to an Indian Chief and conveyed to
the Jefuits for a moderate Rent. There is another Parcet of
about two hundred arpents fituated in the Town of Three Rivers,
of which about thirty five arpents are divided into Buiding Lots
and the reft in wane.

Q. What is the depth of the Settlements in .thofeSeigniories
at prefent ?

A. The Seigniory of Batiscan is Conceded in a:right Line as far
two Leagues and a half, or two Leagues and three quarters fron
the River St. Lawrence, which makes about three Leagues, fol-
lowing the Curvature of the high road. In the Seigniory of Cap
de la Magdelaine there are only two Ranges of. Lots,2 reckoning
from the River, fettled, in the fecond of which there are at the
utmost Ten Grantees. There are other Lands Conceded fronting
on the River Si. Maurice, but there is only one Range of Con-
ceded Lots there. Sane other Wood Lands have been granted
along the Rivulet 4 La Chapelle" which falls into the River St.
Maurice about Thirty Arpents from its Mouth.

Q. Does the line of the South West fide of the Seigniory of
the Cap de la Magdelaine Cross the River St. Maurice.

A. It should Cross the River St. Maurice two or three Leagues
froin the River, but it has never been drawn.

Q. Is there to your knowledge any quantity of Lands fuicepti.
ble of Cultivation aud not granted in the faid Seigniory, and vhat
is that quantity ?

A. I can oniv fpeak from hearfay. I think there is hardly one
Sixteenth part cf the Seigniory granted, and that in the remain-
ing part which is not granted, there remain many Lands fit for
Cultivation. I have reafon ta believe that a great part of the
Lands between the Mountains and the River:St. Lawrence, which
are five or fix Leagues from the River, are fit for Cultivation. I
have alfo heard that beyond the Mountains, there are confiderable
Vallies of good Land.

Q. Is there to your knowledge any quantity of Land fit for
Cultivation, and not granted ;n the Seigniory of Batiscan, and
what is that quantity ?

A. I think fromn what information I have received, that there
is good Land at the extremity of the Lands already granted, which
continues through an extent of five or fix Leagues.

Q. What is the number, tu thie best of your knowledge, of the
Conceriions made in each of those two Seigniories during your
Agency?

A. After many applications on the part of varicus perfons to
obtain Grants in thefe two Seigniories, and of which I had solici-
ted the CommißFioners for Grants, I did not learn until about
1809, that I was empowered to concede at the rate" of tweity-
four francs annual Rent, for a Land ofThree Arpents by thirty
in depth, that rate having been found excefliveï,I conceded but
very few Lands, which authority to concede was withdrawn about
1817 or 1818.

Mr. Sitart in the Chair.

.yoseph Badcan.r, Efquire, appeared again before your Con-
Mittee and answered the following Questions.

Q. What was the ufual 'Rate of Concefrion in the said Sei--
gnories prior ta the faid Order ?

A. According ta the Rent Roll, the Cornceded Lands previous
to the Conquest, paid aboút a half Boisseau, (which is one fixth
of a Minet) of Wheat, and, one Capon or fifteen Sols Tournois;
for a Land of Two Arpents by Forty, others paid a haU Sol, and
others one Sol Tournois for every Square Arpent. They were in
part Conceded at one Sol per Square Arpent, and one Caponfor
every twenty, and occaffionally every thirty Square Arpents.

Q. Who was the Prefident, and who were the Members and
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Officers cf the Commiiion for the Adminifiration of the Eftates
of the Jefuits, when. the order was paffed for exacting a Rent of
four dollars for every Land ?

A. I believe the Commiffion confiàed of Mr. Dunn, Mr. Baby,
Mr. William s, and Mr. Berthelot, and Mr.'Pyke was Secretary.

Q. Who were the Prefident and Officers when the order to
concede was withdrawn, and you were ordered to concede no
more?

A. Mr. Ryland was Prefident, Mr. Win. Smith, Mr. Coltman,
and Mr. John Stewart were Commiflioners, I think Mr. Foy was
Secretary.

Q. Is it the same Mr. Ryland who is Clerk of the Executive
Council, and at the same time Treasurer cf the faid Commiffion ?

A. Yes.
Q. Did Mr. Ryland as Prefident, Commifioner or Treafurer

of the said Comniffion, receive any Fees on the granting of the
Lands adminiftered by the said Commiffion?

A. Noneto.my knowledge.
Q., Upon the granting of the said Lands' was there paid any

Patent Fee or other Fee for obtaining the fame to Mr. Ryland or
any Officer of Government ?

A. No.
Q. Do you know whether on the iffuing of the faid order, Mr.

Ryland as Secretary ta the Executive Counci! exacted and receiv-
cd 15s. Cd. on the name of each Petitioner for Wafte Lands of
the Crown, other than the Wafte Lands within the faid Seig-
niories ?

A. I know nothing of that.
. Q. Are there many perfons in the Diftrict of Three-Rivers who
are deirou of obtaining grants of Land, if they were granted at
the ufual rate ?

A. There is a large number, in the Seigniory of Batiscan more
especially.

Q. Are there any . new fettlements forming in the Seigniories
of the Diftrict of 'hriree-Rivers, on thrcnorth side of theRiver St.
,Lawrence?

A. Very few-And the rather as the Seigniories belonging to
individuals are almost ail conceded,the, Seigniory of Lanaudière
excepted, which belongs to Mr. Pothier, and in which the rate of
Rents is fo exorbitant that very ;few perfons venture to take any
Land there, .whereby many of the young people of the Paifiies
ofMaskinongé,. Machiche and the:River du Loup, have been
.compelled to go over to the fouth fie, and many have fettled in
.the neighbourhood. of the Seigniory of the River David, in the
,Toynfhip of? Upton-and . there are one hundred, fanilies at
leaft who have settled without any tile.

Q On the fouth fide of the River St. Lawrcnce, are there any
old Seigniories which contain a quantity of Wafte Lands ?

A. I am only acquainted with the Seigniories of St Pierre les
,1écquets and Gentilly, in which. there rnay be two ranges which
are not ;conceded -In the Seigniory of Nicolet fome Lands re-
main,: for which the .Seignior exacts lhigh Rcnts.-In the Fief
Courval, of which I am Seignior, there remain about three hun-
,dred Lands of which the rate:is ten shillings for every three' ar-
pents in front by twenty, and so in proportion.--When I pu-
.chafed that Seigniory therate was tvo sols and one quart of
wheat for every square arpent, vhich amounted to' from fifteen
to eighteen Francs.

Q. Have fnot the Seigniors oi the Country in general, confi-
derably raifed the Rate of;Rents fince the Conquei, and of lae
years more especially?

A. Yes, in various ways, the higheft Rents I know of in our
Diftrict were thofe exacted by. the Seignior of the River David,
they are of one Dollar and three or ,four, .Minots of Wheat 'for
every Land of three 'arpents by thirty.Il

Q. Does the rife ofSeigniorial Rents tend to retard the Set-
tlement of the Seigniories of thisCountry ?,

A. Yes, for.the Seigniories in'which the Rents haàèxaot been
raifed are almoft ail Setled.n

Q. Have, you a knowledge, that the Segniors fomèeties fel
Wood Lands in breach of the r

A. I have heard that foe Seigniors ,rcceive a final fun for
the preference.

Q. Is the fun fo exacted mentionied in the Deed of Grant, or
are fuch Agreements carried into effect by means of intermédiate
persons, and in what manner?

A. I arn not:aw!are of, the,neans, but I know that t is not fet
forth in theDeeds.

Q. Is.there any'Emigration fron the Difarict of Three-Rivers,
and fromany others part of the Province, and towards what
places

A. I have no knowlage thatthe young People emigrte from
the Diftrict of Three-Rivers.

Q. What 1was~theIcame of t e Segniuriesf Cap de' l
Magdelaine and Batisan drring your agency-? ~

A. I beliçve eèi ground'Rentsnd annualRents'of thofe t»w
Seigniories hardly exceed one hundrd Pounds. The cafual In-
comeramounts-to onehundred m'nd' fifty Pounds a year on an
average.

Q. Whaà istie nunbertof Latidholders in both thofe Seignio-
ries to the beft of your knowledge ?

A. About five hundred I believe.

Robert Jones, 'Efquire, a member of this Houfe, then appear- Appendix
ed before your Committee. (R.)

Q. Were you during any, and what period of timue, agent for
any and what Seigniories in the Diftrict of Montreal? 4t& Feb3.

A. I vas Agent forHis Majefty's Seigniory of Sorel from 1800
to 1810. I was alfo Agent for Mrs. Barrow's Seigniories on the
River Yamaska from 1800 to 1806.

Q. What is the extèrit of the Seigniory of Sorel, and of Mrs.
Barrow's Seigniories refpectively?
SA., The Seigniory of Sorel is of an irregular figure, but equal
to about three leagues in front on the St. Lawrence by three in
depth.

The Seigniory of Mrs. Barrow consists in a nuniber of Seigni-
ories united, viz: Bourg-marie, Bourg-marie Est, Bourg-marie
Ouest, St. Charles de Yamaska, Bonfecours and Bourchemiri.

Q. At what rates were Lands granted in these refpective Seig-
niories, whilst you were agent-fo as. aforefaid, and' what was the
progrefs of the Settlements therein, and what in your eftimation
are the caufes which have ferved to advance or retard the- Settle-
ment thereof during the periods of your agency or since ? " s ,

A. The rate of granting Land in His Majefty's Seigniory'was
1 Os. for three acres in front by twenty in depth. During the
time ot my agency no concefsions were allowed to be made in
Mrs. Barrow's Seigniories ;-In His Majefty's Seigniory- conces-
sions were made to any individûal who applied for them, and du-
ring my agency about.one hundred and fifty concessions1 have
been made. Mrs. Barrow having refused to concede, has mate-
rially retarded the settlement of her Seigniories ;-frequent ap-
plications have been made to me for conceSions, and from the
goodnefs of the foil I have no doubt:but the whole might have
been conceded.

Q. At what time was the rate of ten shillings for three arpents
by twenty, eflablified ?

A. This rate was eftablifhed before I took the agency, and I
do not know 'when.

Q. What was the old rate of granting Lands in:iHis Majefy's
Seigniorye

A. The old Concefsions were three acres by forty, at a rent of
six licres one so/ tournois.

Q., Do there renin any Lands ungranted in the Seigniory of
Sorel, and what is their quality ?

*A. There remain about sixty lots, of three arpents by twenty,
unconceded; the whole is good Land.- Al the ungranted Land
in the Seigniory of Sorel,« as well as in those of? Mrs. Barrow, is
the best Land in thofe Seigniories refpectively as to quality.

Q. What has prevented the granting of the before mentioned
Sixty Lots ?

A. The reafon, I believe, is, that there is no regular map or
plan of the Seigniory in the poffefsion of Governient; and I
have alfo reafon to believe that the exiftence of fi .large a tract of
ungranted Land is unknown to Government.

Q. Fron what perfon or perfons-could the Comnittee derive
any information refpecting the caufes which have: prevented the
Settlement of Mrs. Barrow's Seigniories i

A. The information: required might, I think, be had 'from
Mr. P. T. Chevrefils, a Notary Public, and from Mr. P. B. Pel-
lissier, a Captain of Militia, lier fub-agent.

Q..Who is now the principal Agent; and how long has he been
fuch ?

A. Samuel Gale, Efquire, of Montreal, Advocate, who fuc-
ceeded his father about three'years ago.

Q. Have you any, and what reafon, to believe that certain Seig-
niors in the Diftrict of Montreal sell their unconceded Lands in
their Seigniories 'at arbitrary prices, and for that reafon refufe-to
concede at thé ordinary rates as required by Law?

A. I know it from general Report' I.have no perfonal know-
ledge of i't.-I underfbind the piractise is to grant to one; Indivi-
dual in his own name, either for pecuniary considerations given
by him t the Seignior, or he in fact acting;as agent forthe Seig-
'nior,, fome eight,'ten or more lots, which he feis feparately to as
many Individuals, and fome of thefe Lots have been fold as high
as six dollars an acre.

Q. Does this practise prejudice any. and what class of His Ma.
jefty's Subjects, and in what manner ?,

A. It'affects the'pooïer portion of the agricultural dais, who
not having money to purchafe,-are prevented from fettling them-
felves and their ions upon the ungranted Lands of these Seignio-
ries, as they might and would have done if ,thefe Lands had been
granted at the ordinary rates -

Mr. SIuaI' in the Chair.
2Ificlhel Berileebi ofthe Ciry o? Quebe, Efquire, Notary Pu-

biic, appeared before your Committee.
Q. Have you been Agent for tlie Jefuits' Efates 'a the Dis-

trict 'o? Quebec ard how long?
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x A. I was Agent for the Efiates of the late Order of Jefuits
during twenty years or thereabout.

Q. In what do thofe Eftates confif ?
y. A. The Eates of which I had the managemcnt, confined of

the Fiefs, Notre Dame des Anges, Saint Gabriel, and Sillery,
part of the City of Quebec, forming Ground Rents and Renits
cnstqituées, as alfo part of the Fief Lauzon, in the Parifhes of
Pointe Levi and Saint Nicolas, and the Fief Belair.

Q. What is the extent of thofe Fiefs and Eflates refpectively?
A. I cannot answer that Quefion, never having been in pos-

seflion eithxer of original Plans or Titles.
Q. Are there any ungranted Lands in the Seigniory of Sillery ?
A. I believe it is ail conceded.
Q. Are there any in the above mentioned Seigniories ?
A. I believe there are many unconceded Lands in the Sei-

gniory of SaintGabriel, but 1 cannot fay if aniy remain in the
Seigniory of Notre Dame des Anges, I believe there still remain
fome Lands to concede in the Fief Belair.

Q. What was the old rate of conceding Land in the said Sci-
gniories ?

A. Generally the rate was as follows . one Sol for every fquare
arpent, one Sol as ('ens for every arpent in front by' wiatever
depth there night be, and one live Capon, or fifteen Sols, or
1wenty Sols at the option of the Seignior-fone Deeds mentioned
fifteen Sols and others twenty- Sols. In the Fief Belair feveral
Deeds, inftead of a Capon, ftate a Turkey or thirty Sols.

Q. Wcre ail the Concerions which iere made during your
time made at that rate ?

A. Yes, with the exception of the Lands granted to MNr. Jos.
Planté and Mr. J. B. Panet by Père Ca:ot, the laft Jefuit in
Canada.

Q. Were a great number of Grants made while you were A-
gent ?

A. Extenfive Lots of Land were granted to a few perfons, that
is to fay, Mr. Neilfon, Mr. Blanchet, Mr. Pozer, Mr. A. Stuart,
Mr. Foy, and Mn. Harvev.

Q. Wliat was d e arnial Income of thofe Seigniories on an
Average ?

A.erahave received feven hundred Pounds a year on an Average.
Q. What is the. Amount of the annual Income of the said

Seigniories ?
A. It is impofiible for me to ançwer that, becaufe the Books,

Title Deeds, and Land Regifiers, by which I miglht have ascer.
tuined it are in bad order, and not underftood. The Labour
of a whole year would have been required for putting theu into
order.

Q. Why did you not put then, or caufe them to be put in
order?

A. I often urged the Commifion to have themn put in order,
but nothing has ever been done : lately however, the Commis.
sion has begun to caufe the preparation of a Land Regiller to be
proceeded to, which has been given up becaufe it is evident.that
it would have been of no ufe.

Q. Why would it have been of no ufe .
A. Becauise it was not made in the formn prefcribed by Law.
Q. To what u(e during your Agency lias the College in the Up.

per fown of Quebec, and erected by the late Order of Jesuits
for the education of the Youth of the Country, been applied .?

A. As Barracks for the Troops of the Garrison.
Q. What income might that edifice produce were it let to in-

dividuals, and reserving a portion of it fuificient for the purpofe
of its original detination ?

A. Referving a part of that building for the purpofes of its ori-
ginal dellination, the reft divided and subdivided in order to be
let to various perfons, might give an income of nearly fiftcen
hundred pounds a year.

Q. For how many years has that building becn ufed as a Bar-
rack ?

A. I know that tht Building has been in part occupied by the
Troops of the Garrifon as a Barrack, and as a reÜidence for the
furviving Jesuits up to 1800, and from that time to the prefeti
moment the whole lias been occupied by the Troops as a Barrack.

Q.Do you not know that there was a Church on that ground?
when was it demolifhed and by what order ?

A. In the first years of my being in office, I had an Order from
the Commiflion to demolish and rafe the Church adjacent to the
Jefiaits' College ; the ground upon which that Church ftood, as
alfo a portion of the Jesuits' Garden, properl fo called, now
forms a portion of the Upper-Town Market Place.

Q. Where was the faid Church fituated ; wvhat uvere its dimen-
sions ; and in what sttife was it when demolislhed .

A. The Church was contiguous to the fouth eafl angle of the
College-I do not recollect its dimensions-It was on the eve of
rua ru

Q Have there been fold, or expofed to fie, any Lands be.
longing te the Jefuits during your management or fince ?

A. None to my knowledge wbile i was in Office, but fince I
have ceafecl to be agent, I have been well informed that feveral
pieces of ground and Building Lots, being part of the Jefuits'
Garden, have been fold or otherwife disposed of in favour of
feveral perfons, proprietors of ground in St. John Street, to ferve
as a continuation and extenfion Of their Lots in rear' of their res-
pective Iloufes.

Q. To what ufe have the feveral fums of money arifing frorn
fuch fate been applied?

A. Having had occafion to infpect fome of thofe Tie Deeds,
I am enabled to fay, that the capital of the price of that fale re-
rnained as a mortgage upon the faid Lots, and that the feveral in-
dividuals pay interest for it to the King. I prefume that alle the
other Deeds are on the fame footing, without being able to say
what are the terms of payment.

Q. At what time, and in what manner was the garden taken
posseffion of ?

A.* In the earlicr time of my management, fuppofing that I had
the fuperintendance of that part of the Garden vhich was occu-
pied by the last of the Jefuits, and not choofing to be charged with
the depredations which miglit be committed in'the Garden, I rc-
quefted the Commiffioner to exonerate me in that behalf, and to be
informed how te proceed for that purpose. It was then fuggefled
to nie to deliver up the Key of a Door of accefs to that Gardea
to Major R ofs-Lewin, Town Major, who gave me a receipt slhew-
ing his acceptance of the Key, and my discharge from refponfibi-
lity.

Mr. Stitart in the Chair.

.T. B. Proul.r, Efquire, Member of this Hotife for the County of
Buckinghamfhire, was examined before your Comrnittte and
made answer as follows

Q. lare you had any, and what means of acquiring informati-
on refpectong the whole and the new fettlements imr the Count?
of Buckinghamîfhire ?

A. Yes-being a native of that County, and profefing agricul-
ture, as alfo my fanui!y and anceftors.

Q. Are there any new Settlements in the faid County?
A. Yes, there are many.
Q. What number of Parifhes, and what number of Seigniories

are in your Counîy ?
A.'The number of Parifhes in the old Seigniories is twelve,

that is to fay :-St. Micheld'Yamaflca,'St. François, St. Antoine
de la Baie'du Fevre, St. Jean de Nicolet, St.,Grégoire,LBecan-
cour, Gentilly, St. Pierre les- Becquets, St. Jean l'Eschaillon,
Lothbiniete, St: Croix, and St. Antoine.--he Seignioriesand
Fiefs in' the faid County are the following, that is te fay :--Ya-
maska, St. François, Picrre-Ville, Courval, La Baie du Fevre, Ni-
colet, St. Gregoire, Becancour, Gentilly; St. Pierre, St. Jean,
Lothbinère, St Croix, and St. Anioine--I cannot pofitively ftate
the number of the Townfhils.

Q. Where are tie newi Settlements fituated; when and by
vhom were they made, and what-is their extent ?

A. New' Settlements are forming d-tily in the feveral Parifhe%,
and in the Townfhips in greater number than in the old Seigni-
oris.--The moft recent settlements have been made in the Fief
Pierre-Ville and in the.Seigniory Courvl- Uhey began te be set-
tled about eighteen or twenty years'ago-.The others 'have been
very long fettled-Conceflioris are annually made of a certain
number of Lots' in the feveral Seigniories but not fufficiently nu-
merous and confiderable to menrit the naie of a sertlement.

Q. Is there any emigration froin your Cuunty to'oclier parts of
the Province, and in what direion ?

A. There is none froin my County, becauife almost all the young
people take lands in the County itfelf if they can obtain any.

Q. What is the ufual extent of' Grants to Freeholders irn the
old Seigniories cf the fa'd Countys?

A. e genral extent is thrce arpents by thirty in depth.
Q. Is any Subdivifion ofchofe Larids made for the Seulement

of leveral Familie, and arétheyfreluent ?
A. Yes, a great many'aremade, but not fa many as will be

inade by reafon of the ncreafe of'the Population and 'fcircity of
Lands, which is more and more feit.- ', î ,,<ý ','

Q. Wht ire the caufcs of that Subdivifion'of the'Lads ?
A. The great increafe òf the poulation, the impedim'e:ts and

reflrictirns Wdifficult to 'furmount as te prevent obtaining nev
Grants ?

Q.What fecct do thofe fiubdivifions produce '

A. A great effect ; for instance a father wlo lias opened a new
Land, and has availed hinsîeif of its fertihity,e'could then bring up
and maintain, although vithI fome difficulty,'fiveor fix children:
flill lefscan two of his sons, between whorn the father divides tliat
Land, reserving te himself a certain rntitr illowance, bning up
or flipport a' ainber of 'childrcn eqiual to two families.'Thle e-
cond effect is the heavy expense in building and enclofures between
the two fon's. ,Infti-uments of Agritdre, Cattle, aud' enclo-
sures must be doubled for bringingthi'Land into cultivation A
third effect produced by that ,subdivifion,'i the conveying'of a
portion of that Land te a flranger-That change' generally occa-
fions an inability te nieet the'heavy charges above flated.

THURsDAY, I Ith DECRBER, 1823.

Mr. Stuart in the Chair.

Louis Gatro, of the Parish of St. Anne de la Pé<rad , in
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the Diftrict of Three Rivers, Yeoman, appeared before your
Committee and ftated as follows :

I am married, and have ten children, of who.m five are Boys.
I am very defirous of obtaining for my children other Wafte
Lands if- I could obtain any at moderate rents.

I have made frequent application to Mr. Lanaudière our
Seignior, but he never chofe to concede at the fame rate at which
the old Lands along the River in his Seigniory were conceded.

He required a minot and a half of Wheat and feven Francs in
money for a Land of three arpents Ly twenty-neverthelefs the
neceflity I was under of obtaining a Land, induced ne ta take one
about five years fince from Mr. Lanaudière,. which I have been
çbliged to.fell because of the high Rents which I found. it diffi-
cult to pay.

About a year and a half since or thereabout, I took a new Land
from the prefent Seignior, Mr. Hale, at the fame rate as that of
Mr. Lanaudière, with the exception that Mr: Hale has allow-
ed me a ter iof five years, during which no payment is to be
made. I have always heard that our people would readily
take new Lands, which they vant, if the Rents were more mo-
dérate. I do not know what *the old Rents were, but I had form-
erly a Land of five arpents in front by forty in depth which I had
inherited of my Ancestors, and which paid only one minot or
buflhel of Wheat and forty Sols in Money. The Lands are beg.
inning to be divided.

There are many Families who pofl'effd extenfive Lands who
have divided them. A Land of five Arpents by forty is divided
into three portions, as has often happened. Were I[ta make any
refearch I rnight find about forty Families who have partitioned
their Lands, which occafions poverty and fuffering.

Mr. f. archant, ai Cap de la Magdelaine, Miller, ap-
peared before your Conniittee.

Q. How long have you refided in this Parish ?
A. Fifteen years as. Miller of the Mill at Cap deLa Magdelaine,

belonging ta the late Order of Jefuits.
Q. Vhat has been the progrefs of the new Settlements in the

faid Seigniory during the fifteen years of your refidence, and
what are the caufes which may have forwarded or retarded.them ?

A. There has not been:any increafe in the Settlements within
that period. I ascribe this to the Lands in the firft concellion
not being very good, Pnd I have heard that the Attorney of the
Comiiffion for the Eftates of the Jefuits did not choofe ta
concede.

Q. What, to the bef of vour knowledge, is the quality of the
Ungranted Lands' in the faid Seigniory,' and what may be the
quantty of the Lïnds to be granted?

A. I have heard that the Lands in the firft Ranges are hardly
good. Thai Seigniory however is twenty leagues in'depth and in
that depth there nuay be much good land.

Q. Do the Lands in that &igniory begin to be Subdivided
along the %yater .

A. Sone of them are divided.
Q. What is the Income of the Mill ?
A. About.four, hundred.Minots of Wheat a year, on an average.

During the firft years of my being there it gave more, it nov
giyes left, for, in, the lat twelve years feveral Mills have been
eaablilhed.

Q. Why do not .the people Settled on the River des Envies,
rather, come to. your Miil than go to a; great diflance as far as the
Cap Santé Mill?

A. -The Road from the River des:Envies ta my Mill is bad,
and; it would take as much time to corne,to myMill as to go to
Cap Santé.-My, 1liii is befides often very fhor.t of Water.

The number I employ at present is much less, as I am con- Appendix
tracting my business, during .the last season I have employed about .)
twen.ty men on my own account the previous seasons, for the last three
or four years, I employed thirty or foity :-these consisted principallytj
of Irish 'Emigrants, and I employed.a great many of these people me-'
rely ta give them an opportunity of obtaining a subsistence ,which was
all that I allowed them, telling them to better themselves when they
could.

My motive for employing them was principally ta give therm an op-
portunity to eara something, rather than depend upon Charity or suffer
from absolute want.

Q. Did you find amongst them gencrally any, desire of obtaining
Lands to settle thereon?

A. 1 did find a great desire.
Q. Had you any, and what means of ascertaining the obstacles which

existed to their settling thenselves advantageously and usefully upon the
vast and interminable tracts of waste and ungranted Lands within the
Colony, and if so, what were these obstacles

A. The principal information, I derived from having had frequent
occasion to visit the different new Settlements of Lower-Canada, and
more particularly those of Val-Cartier and St. Patrick upon ,the Ri-
ver Jacques Cartier, and after having made myself perfectly acquainted
with the mode of industry pursued by the pour Emigrants, I find that
there is one great inconvenience which very much retards their pursuits
anddiminishes that activity in clearing their Farms, which no other cir-
cumstance could easily suppress: namely, that of being without a Pastor.

Those Settlers who are principally Roman Catholics consider no sa-
crifice equal to that.of being secluded front their Clergy, ta whon they
submit with implicit obedience, and hence may be assigned the cause
why they attach themselves su much tothe Towns in prefereuce to vork
out an independence for themselves and Families in the Country.

If llis Majesty's Government.would think proper ta adopt the plan
of building Churches in the different new settlements, andin the uncon-
ceded landsiof the Crown it would be the most effectual mode of quickly
establishing the Country, and of rendering independent a great number

vho are at present relying on absolute.charity.
A C1mrch and a suitableresidence for a Catholic Priest might be.e-

rected for a sum not exceeding One thousand Pounds, and by allowing
such Clergyman One 1 lundred Pounds a year for the term of five Years,
the settlement would then be in asituation to give the necessary support,
the said £1500 to be appropriated to every, 60,000 Acres.of land
which would suffice for 500 Families, or say 1500) Souls.

It would be adviseable tobuild eaci Church in the centre of each
Settlement, and with respect to Road.s, wherever Churches are placed
Settlers will be always found ta.make them.

The Canadians, at present, from the same cause are prevented from
establishing themselves on.the unconceded Lands of the Crown and pro.
viding for their increasing Families, the idea of settling in a Wilderness
remote from hearing the word of God, keeps them together, and ac-
counts for that inactivity in extending their possessions for which they
are remarkable where the.cause is removed.

If Ciurches'werc built in the different new Settlements, Canadians
wvould intermix with Settlers from the Old Country, and would, as being
more intelligent with respect to clearing, Lands, hold forth an example
t the others, besides many wealthy Citizens, if such advantages were
offered, would purchase Lands and give empl:,yment ta the, more des-
titute in the Settlement, then a vigour before unknown would pervade
those People, and Agriculture and happiness would flourish, in the Co.
Iony.

There is evcry reason'to suppose that the money, thus expended in
the adoption of such a vise and political measure might, be refunded, in
the course of a fev years if Government should require it.

A most sriking proof of this mode of settling nmay be seen by a glance
at the population and wcalth of Glengary in Upper-Canada.

It was first established by a Catholic.Priest named M'Donnell; ivith a
few Scotch Highlanders, by building a smal Churclh, round which a
number of others of; the same clasa fiocked, they have.advanced so ra,
pidly in their Agricultural pursuits as ta be enabied to èrect a Church
which will cost (when finished) nearly30,000-I went in the summer
of last year as an Arbitrator to examine it, and had an opportunity of
ascertaininghow,in the late War, tiose brave Ilighianders withtieir
Revcrend Pastor at their head, evinced their fidehity towards Govern-
mént and manfully guarded their Homes and their Country.,,

A. numerous unsettled People now present themselves, not less brave,
and as Patriotic; granting tso them;Churches and, nriests, would be
granting to them a Government;to fight for,-a Home to guard and a
Country todefend, any: pecuniary assistance offeied them would be but
rnomentary in comparison to the 16west bounty given' to, a Soldier in
time of Var, would if now granted ta eacb individual, moe than suffEce
ta effect thxeabject proposed.'

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part of the County of Buckinghamshire whiclh Iknow, I observe no
iew Settlements except at Drummontidville, but the bad state of the
internal Communications at that place, ias caused a great part of the
Settlemet to be abandoned, with the exception of about twenty houses,
which are in the village, and about the same number of wretched hovels,
sitnlated along the bad bye-roads, which have been opened there, and
which are iow opcniig there. The ,other new Settlements vhich I
know of these, are in some of the Ranges of Lots in the Seigniories,
which are naking very slow progress.

There is however another Settlement, wvhicli is rather a considerable
one, and is called "Le Ruisseau des Chi:nes," which extends fiom the
Seigninries of Deguire and Bourgmarie on the Eaàt, across the Towa.
ship of Upton, and there are even soie in that of Grantham.

Q. What is the number of Parishies in your County, and what is the
number of Seigniories ?

A. I cannot exactly state the number of the Parishes and Seigniories
iwhich are in each of the Counties I now mentioned, but it may be easily
ascertained fron the information givezi by the Surveyor General.

Q. Where are the newr Settlements situated, when, and by whom
were they mAde, and vhat is their extent ?

A. Thetwo necw Settlements first above mentioned, were commenced
not more than seven or eight years since. But that of the Ruisseau des
Chnes, may have been begun about 1506. There are fron sixty te
eighty Inhabitants there, many of whom are rich Farners : unfortunately
ail the Titles they have (and oily a few of them have such Titles) are
Deeds of (Grants wvhich they obtained from one Joseph Deguire Des-
rosiers, of wlhom the Fathers hiad formevly been Grantees and Proprictors
of the Seigniory Deguire, or Riviere Da-vid, which, upwards of thirty
years since, became the property of one Mr. Eckhart. Joseph Deguire
about 1800, assumed the Title of Seignior of the River David, and pre.
tended that all the Land through which the tiver David ran, which had
not been sold by his Ancestors, should belong to him, and he forth-
with proceeded ta cause the Ladtis tu be surveyed, and caused Procès
Verbaux of them t be deliverd with Deeds of Grant, ta ail persans
vho chose ta have themI. lis Teris were mare than reasonable, and
I have two Lands tiere myself, cite which pays four Sols Tournois for
eveîÿ ninety square Arpents, andI the other twenty foui Sols Tournois
for the sanie quantity. The dearest weie ntne Livres. In that vay
le penetrated far into the Township of Upton, of wvhich the lintes were
not known, and had not evei beeni drawnî, if my information be correct.
Several persans seeing that lie appeared ta be in quiet possession of that
Property, really believed hin the tue Seignior, and accordingly began
to settle there. Nearly ab:îut that time, a great part of Upton vas
gianted to -- Grant Esquire, including that Settlement, but I have
never heard that that Gentleman had disturbed or molested any of the
Inhabitants, and I sincerely believe that ie will act towards those poor
persans with generosity. That Settlement lias appeared ta me very
flourishing.

Q. Is there aiy emigration from your County te other parts of the
Province, adti whiîhîer is it, directed ?

A. Froi mte County of Hampshire diète are Emigrations, thoigl but
few at a tine---They prefer subdividing the Lands, in order ta settle se-
veral families there, in the Parish of Desclianbault especi:ilv-That fre-
quetntly happens, becau-e the Seigniories are alnost all graited, and the
Tiwnshtips in rear of the Parish are not as yet surveyed, although it is
said there arc large tracts of excellent Land dhcre.-In the tupier parts of
Buckinghamshire, ve observe no cmigration, oni the contrar y it occasi-
onally proceeds thithier froum elsewhecre, becatuse these are many Lands
ta concede, cxpecially ii the Seigniories of Deguire, Barrow, and Ram-
say, of whichî the two first are:tidependency of Richelieu on the River
Yamaska.

Q. Witat is the usual extent of the granté to Tenants in th:e od
Seigniories of the stid County ?

A. Tle usual exient of the concessioris 6I ihose two Coutnties is 75,
80 and 90 square arpcnts--2 x 25, 2 x 40, and 3 x 30.

Q, Is any subdivision of those Lands tiade ta settle several families,
and is that frequet, and vhiat are the causes of that subdivisiou'of le
Lands ?

A. The subdivision of the Lands for the purpose of settling thereon
several faitxlies, are as frequent as the emigations in Hampshire, because
as i have already stated, the Seigniories are almost all conceded, the
northeri Townships are not Surveyed, and are even hardly knownx, and
that ermigration to other places are hutle suited to the inclinations cf the
Canadians, wlho ae peculharly attached ta the paternal home.

Q. What effect do these subdiivibions produce ?
A. 'lle effect of %hase subdivisiss, utniess those who are settled up.

on them have a peculiar tuin for agriculture, and exert their Industry, is
extremcly afHicting, because it is a source of poverty ta those persons
whu cannot reap a sufficiency for their subsistence oit such small lands.

Q. What is the extent and the quality of the ungranted Lands in the
said Coîunty, and the sadt Seigtioies ?

A. In llampshire, the quaiEityf of ungranted Lands in the Seigniories
is very ïnall, except in the, Seigniory of Groudines, which being ten
leagies in depth, must comprise eighteen or twenty anges.of unigranted
lots of Land.-! believe the Land thete is toleiably goot where there
are nu mounmains.-In Fossambault, tbere muet. alo remain saine tu
concede, but I do not know of what quality' they are-In Buckingham.
shire there only remain considerable tracts in the Seigniories to grint in
the Fiefs St. Croix, Lotltbiniière, D'véclhaillons, Courval, and Dguire.
The others aie iu smal quantity, bpt every where tulerably goud.

Q. is there a road over those ungranted Lands, and have those Lands
been surveyed ?

A. There are hau dly any roads over those ungranted Landa and even
for opening ait access to them, adti a very mall portion ofîthem has becen
surveyed, the Seigniora usuaily laving them surveyed only as thicy aie
appliei fer, and at they determine to concede.

Q. Were there any Concesiuns of Lands in the said County before
the year 1759, and if there have been any, what was the general mode
of conceding, with respect both to thte extent. of the Land granted,
and the terms on which it was grantei ?

A. ln Hampshire there were many Grants made before 1759, and
I believe ail those along the River St. Lawience-So far as i know,
they wvcre geniérally froni 75 ta 90 square arpents, sonetimes as muci
as 120, and the teris, from thrce Iivres tournois, to six livres tournois,
and sometimes one capon for every arpent in front.-In Jiuckingham-
shire, the Grants made before 1759, bave varied as.much in extent,
and in the terms.-l know some concessions cf 75 square arpents made
lbefore that time, which pay as much as 8 lb. 6 6 ls tournois, and others
of more than 200, and cven 300 sqiare arpents, have been granted, in
consideration of prayers on the Rosary, and Psalms de profondi:.

Q. Is therc, in the said County, a considerable number of persons,
wvho desire, and have means to form nev Settlements in the Seigniorier,
provided they could obiain Land? near ta, or at a shor-t distance from,
those of their Relatives or Friends, and are thete any suc'lLanids, and
what are their quantity and quality ?

A. In Hampshire it is cet tain that there ire many Persons who wish
ta settle iii the neighbouirhood of their relatives and: friends, but they
find that no easy matter, because thete is a scarcity of grantable Land,
and the Rents are raised in an exitîaoidinary manner.-Add tu that, the
neighbouring Townships have.not hitherto beei surveyed, and that there
are not even any Roads of access ta those parts: besides much ddficul-
ty iii obtaininig those Lands is experienced, by the delays which occur,
and the high Fees ivhich âre exac:ed.

In Buckinghanshire, and that part of Richelieu, which is in its vi-
cinity, nealy the same thing lias occurred, but from another cause-
For twen;y years there has been a tonstant refual to concede Lands to
our Ilusbanîdmen, althougli occasionally asn'uch as two or three thou-
sand arpents have by a single Grant been given to soie friend or favor.
cd person. That conduct has rendered the means of ubamning Grants
of i and so difficult, that soie persons have been reduced to the extre-
mity of paying six and seven dollars for every square arpent, to those
wh lihad thus obtaineid Grants of large Tracts.

Q. Are there any causes which have retarded, and continue to retard,
the Settlement of the Land, li the old Seigniories of this Country, and
vhat do you think those causes are?

A. Those are ptecisely the causes which have retarded the Seulement
of the ungranted Lands in the old Seignioriesjust mentiioned :-At pre-
sent, Lands may be obtainedi thee upon recommendation, but not for
less thtan twenty shillingo, two Minots of wheat, and two days work
(Corvées) by way of aniual rent, not includinig the.Cens, for every 90
squaie Arpents.-Iln sone Seigniories, that Rent is paid for 75 arpent.
only-ln some others, half à gallon of vheat, and six sofi, are paid for
every square arpent, exclusive of une or two dollars for every sixty ar-
pents, for a right of Common, fortunate if, previous tu the Deed of
Grant, and without other form, the payment of certain dues claimed
for preference, which are sometimes considerable, be not exacted.

Q. Do any of our Husbandmen go into the Townships granted in
Free and Common Soccage to settle, and if not, ta what cause do you
ascribe itl

A. i do not see that any person in lampshire has gone into the
Townships of this County tu settle, because none of them are granted or
even surveyed-lIn Buckinghamshire, froi Nicolet upwards, niost of the
Townships have been surveyed, but ail those which are cuntiguous to
the Scignioiies, have beern alniost ettmely granted to aibout ten persons,
some of vlhdm have individually more ilhan fifty thiolisanld acres, yet with-
ont miaking any seulement thereon ; su that it would be cecessary, that
persons wishing ta settle beyond that, should remove ti a great distance
fromi their Relatives, where they would be deprived of ilcir àssistance,
in such caes always necessary, deprived of a road of access, and even
of the means cf having neigbbouis te %haie in the joint labour, by the
interposition of the Lands of the Crowi and Clergy with those to be
granted.

Q. Ilaveyou any, and what meansof knowing the nature and advan.
tages of Seignioral Tenure in this Country, compared with that lin Free
and Comion Soccage ?

A. With respect to Seignioral Tenure compared witth that in Free
and Common Soccage, I have never considered the advantage of one
over theother.

Q. What appear to you to be the relative advantages or disadvanta-
ges of those Tenures

A. I have indeeti thought theSeigniorial Tenure, if moderated, and
regulated with liberality towards the ILandlholder, preferable to the other,
Selatuvely tu the means of obtaining the Grants, and the facility of corn-
munication, when there is a Seignior on the spot, having an interest in
Lii nging lis new lands into cultivation Iut on thiîe other hand, A think
the dues of Cens et Rentes, Lods et ventes, Retrait, Banaliti, and Fili-
ing and Hunting on the Seigniorial Lands depreciate themin much, and
imust naturally restrain those who hold theim in that.way. The Seig-
mors moreover reseive ta themnselves the riglht of taking Building Timnber,

Q. Vhat are the circumstan:es which prevent our Ilusbandmen from
extending thîeir Settlements intobthe Interior, on the wgranted Lands of
the old Seigniories?

A. The absence of manySeignior Who hardly ever sec their Sei-
gniories, and who have Agents.there, who take no immediate interest
therein, occasions a neglect of hIe meanîs of facilitating the interior set-
tlenients of their Fiefs, add totha,,the delays by which the people are
usually wearied, before the lands applied for are granted ta them,-.And
as I have before stated, the enormous Rents whiclh are exacted, and the
still more repulsive measure, whtich of late years has beet adopted in some
Seigmnicies, of concedng to those who had recommendations or who payfor a prefcrence.-The slow and expersive proceedings, for opening and
ratifying water courses, so ecçspry in uMost of the lands in the interior,
aIso deberve sote attention iti thtis respect, and would require Legislative
interference.

Pierre ai/c .Pd Iissier, Captain of Militia, refiding in the Pa-
rifh of Yamaska, then appeared before your Commitiee.

Q. Have vou been .Under Agent for the Seigniories belonging
to Madame Harrow, and during what time ?

A. Yes, fince 1813, and I ani so fill.
Q. What is the front of the'Fief Bonfecours?
A. Almfrt two Leagues and a lialf, I believe.
Q. What is the number of Concefflions in those respective Sei-

gniories ?
A. There are three Ranges of Conceffions in the Seigniory of

Bonfecours containing about two lundred Lands. There is on-
ly one Range conceded on the front of the Fief Bourgmarie Ouenl,
of cighteen or twenty Lands, and there are two Ranges conceded
in the depth of the faid Fief, of seventeen Lands each. There
are but few Lands granted in the Fief Boirchemin, in a fingle
Range, but I do not know how many. There are about fixty or
cighty Lands concedcd in the Fief Bourgmarie Ef, which anow
belongs ta Mr. Wu:te!e. In the Fief St. Charles, there are about
thirty or forty Lands granted on the front alone. Al the Lands
I have juft nientioned, are not only granted, but in part cleared
and fettled.

Q. What is the moft usu. rate at which the old Conceflions
in thofe Seigniories or any of theni were made ?

A. There have becn various rates; formerly, for a Land of
Three Arpents in front by tweny-five or thirty in depth, four Li-
vres ten Sols and three Capons. That rate exifted until 1780.
Since that tinie the rate has been raifed te two Minots of Wheat
and fix Livres two Sols, which continued until 1820, and then a
third rise took place, and at prefent four Nlinots of Wheat, twelve
Livres and ane Sol are paid for each Land of 90 Arpents.

Q Have there been at any time Grants in thofe Seigniories of
greater extent than 75 or 90 Arpents ?

A. Yes: about four years ago a parcel of Land, which was in-
cluded vithin the Conceffions in the Fief ßonfecours, was grant-
ed te a fingle persan, but I do not know of what dimenfions,
that parcel never having been furveyed, and is not as yet furvey-
cd. The Grantees make payments on account, te be finally fet-
tied when the piece of ground fhail be furveyed.

Q. 1lave not other quantities of Land, more extenfive than
90 iArpents been granted to other perfuns ?

A. Not te ny kniowledge.
Q. Have any new Settlements been made in the faid Se-

gniories ?
A. Many Grants have been made of fate, on which many per-

fons have built, and which are Cultivated. Others have merely
cleared a little Land.

Q. Are there many pcrfons in thofe several Sëigniories wio
wish to obrain new Grants ?

A. There are about fifty Perfons vho have npplied for land,
and obtained promifes or Tickets of Grant, but many of them
have not gone te fettle there, others have fold their Lands be-
fore taking out their Deed of Grant.

Q. Do the perfons who are defirous of fcttling experience any
obftacles, and what are thofe ObRacles P

A. I know of no other obflacles than the want of Roads. The
draining of thofe Lands is ratier diulicult but at last they arc veIl

worth the trouble which the Grantees may give themfelves, be-
ing very rich.

Q. Have you a knowledge that any Lands have been granred
in the said Seigniories on which there were already Settlements,
and to other perfons than thofe who had 'made the Settlements ?

A. I only know of one cafe in which a perfon has taken a*
Land of which the clearing had already been commenced by an-
other, but the perfon last mentioned had taken poffession of the
Land without any Titie. Some perfons however have taken pos-
session of Lands without any permiffion or Title ; their number
is not large ; there are perhaps Seven or eight, fe fituated.

Q. Why did thole persons so fettle without any Title ?
A. I do not know. I have even warned fome of thofe people

but they have perfevered in going thithér.
Q. Have any Lands been granted, and a fhort time afterwards

fold by the Grantees ?
A. About twenty four Lands were fold by the Grantees a fliort

time after having obtained their Deeds: foie of them have even
fold upon a mere pronife to grant.

Q. At what price are thofe Lands ufually fold?
A. At various prices from one hundred livres to one hundred

dollars, and for the moft part perfons not intending to clear are the
perlons who make thofe fpeculations.

Q. Do the young People of your part of the Country go into
the neighbouring Townfhips to fettle?

A. I do not know any who do so.
Q. Are there any Canadian Settlements in the Townfhips in

the neighbourhood of the faid Seigniories, and do vou know
when and by whom they were muade?

A. There are perhaps about forty fettlements in the deptli of
Upton contiguous to the Seigniory of St. Charles.

A perfon named. Deguire otherwife Defrofiers, fling himfelf
Seignior of that part of the fald Townflhip, made those Conces-
sions about the year 1804-. Some roads are open which have
been ratified according to the proceedings of the Grand Poyer,
and there are 'Vyers, Surveyers and Infpectors eftablifhed.

Mr. Sluart in the Chair.

N. F. Unincke, Efquire, Attorney General of the Province,
appeared before your Committee, and made anfwer to the fol.
lowing quefnions:

Q. What are the Fees received by you as Attorney General
upon Grants of waste Lands, and how efnablifhed ?

A. By the Table cf Fees upon Patents for Lands as fettled in
Council 4th December 1797, I receive Fees at the rate of ten
ihilingç per thoufand acres.

Q. What are the Fees received by you when the Patents are
for one hundred.or for two hundred acres.

A. If I draw a Draft of Letters Parent for a half Lot of one
hundred acres I receive one fhilling, if for a lot of two hundred.
acres, t wo fbillings.

Q. What are the quantities of Land ufually included in the
Patents, and dots it ever happen that a Patent iffues for fo finall.
a quantity as one hundred acres or two hundred acres ?

A. At pref*nt three fourths of the Patents are for t lirce & four
Lots. I do not think they ever ilTue for fe fmaill a quantity as one
hundred acres, but frequently for fingle Lots of two hundred acres,
I find the Patentees wifh to have feparate Patents for their Lots.

T/,nmtç Fargues Efquire, M. D. then appeared before your
Conîmmi tee,

Q Wcre you at any time and during what period Auditor of
Land Patents in this Province, and did you difcharge the duty
of the faid Office in perfon or by deputy ? A nd when did you
ceaie to be fch Auditor of Land Patents ?

A. I was appointed Auditor about 1802, as far as I recollect,
and difcharged its duties until Augufi 1803, when I went home
and left the lace Mr. Dunn acting for me, I do not well recllect
when I was fuperseded I think about 1806.

Q. What was the nature of the Duties of that Office and what
the Enmoluments, Salary, or other profits received by you there-
from whilft you were fuch Auditor of Land Patents?

A. I merely made an extract of the Patents (Land) for whliich
I received Gs. Bd. for every thoufand acres. I had no Salary:,as
far as I remember the amount of the Fees when I perfonnally
acted did not amount to £70 per Annum: but it vas scarcely any
thing while Mr. Dunn acted and I do not remember the anmount.Q. What w as done with the Abftracts when made, and were
they tranfnitted to any Public OfIlice in England?

A. As well as I remember, I reyer tranfnmitted then to any
Public Office in England. nor an aware that they were fo tranfl.
mitted by Mr. Dunn, but of this I an not pofitive.

.James 1iKenzie, Efqr. then appeared before your Committee.Q. Iave you had any, and'what means of becoming acquaint-
ed with the River SaguenayP

A. I was there twice; the firft time in 1808 I went as far as
Assuapmnousoin, fituated 120 leagues froni TadouffcaUn'd at tlie
iead of the waters whiel1 fail intò àthe St. Mauriéeup the River
Saguenay: and in 18,1. hIxvent cnly s' fr as Chicoutimv, wh.ic
is ,ituated thirty leaguès Up tle River Saguenay.
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Q. What is the breadth of:the River Saguenay ?
A. At irs entrance it:is nbout a mile wide : a.league higher up

it widens to a mile and a half, it is navigable for large. Veffets
för fninety'rnile3 up to Chicouîtimy.

Q. What is the distance from (hIrounimy to Lake S. John's
and wYhat is the nature of the navigation?

STie diitance is aboit 2 4leagues: the navigation is fit only
for fmallCanoes in forme parts.

Q. Are there any Falls or Rapids between Chicoitun and
Lake St. Jolns ?

A.It is fuil, of Rapids; there are two Rivers joining eaci
other at Chicoutimy the one called tihe Saguenay and the other
the River i Chicoutign or -K :o mish the junctiori of which
Rivers forns the point on which ise Poi of, Chicoutiiny' (ands:
I have been near enough. to the Falls 'in the Saguenay, - which
are at the diftance of two or thrce miles-from.Chirouiiinyt
hear the fbund thereof, but I have never feen themn myfeltf nor
have I ever feen any one who has beennear enougih ta examine
them ; the Clerk ftationed at that Poil tcld me hé 'hid nevér feen
them. I have underffood the Saguenay River is' here confced
to a very narrow compafs and precipitaiés 'itfelf ovér a lofty
Rock. The Current of the River for a erraina diffance -below
tihe Flls ( perhaps a quarter of a mile) ira rapid" thr, I n
told it is impofible ta afcend it with an Indian Canoe, and this is
the reafon given ta me for its being fo little or at all known.
Trhe Banks of the Saguenay at the point ai which .we ilopped,
were lofty and ileep rocks covered with fir.

From Lake St. John ta the head of this Falls a continual
fuccellion of Rapids, and the bed of the River is full of large
ûenes and rocks, swhich it requires all the dexterity of the Indian
Hunter to avoid. This portionof the Saguenay lying between
Lake St. John and Chico'tiimg is called «9 La Gru.,de êIé-
charge ": I defcended it in J808 with a Canadianartd Indian in
a BIrk Canne, westopped'to sieep on our waycdown, hiaving
left Lake St John late, if we lhad left it in the norning we
could have arrived .within the day, or in less time, as tie rapid is
so strong.

Q. What is the fize and navigation of the :hiroutimy river ?
A. This river is very narrov, not:niore tihan a few yards wide,

and full of rapids and carrying places; there is a fail in this river

Q. is there any, and what quantity of good Land opposite or near
4th Fl~y. Tadoussac at the Embouchure of the Saguenay?

A. On the West side of the Saguenay is a Point called Pointe a<x
Bouleaux, about a mile and a half broad as far as Duck River, and about
half a mile deep ta the foot of the Mountains, this is good clay and black
mould, the mould is about a foot deep. On the east side, at a high
Point called " Pointe aux Faches," for the space of a league, as far as

"loulin à Baud" the Land is the sanie as at Pointe aux Bouleaux.
Q. Is there at anty, and what distance up the Saguenay, counting

fron its junction with the St. Lawrence, any Cape or High Grounds
projecting inta the Saguenay?

A. From Tadoussac, as high up as the Bay Ha Ha, is a continual
Chain ofi ligi Rocky Mountains où both sides of the River, with Capes
occasiunally projectiig into the River, soie of theem are much higher
than Cape Diamond.

On the north side there is a River about six leagues above Tadous-
sac, called the Ste. Marguerite, this is a small River abounding with Sil-
mon: On the south side, about a league farther on, there is a small Ri.
ve callcd " Le Petit aaguenay," in which Salmon is aiso caught.
Both these Rivers are navigable for Canones for a small distance, and in
the main River about seven leagues abuve Tadoussac aresome Ileands
called " Les Ise, de St. Louis." 1 do not know their dimensions,
but they are smail.

Q. What uther Streams, of what dimensions, and how navigable, fali
into the main Stream between its mouts and Chicoutimy

A. i know af no others, but very smail ones, which it is not worth
mentioiing.

Q. Are there any, and wiat Streams -which fall into the Grande Di-
charge between Chicoutimy and Lake St. Johns ?

A. i do not remenber aiv.
Q. Is the Port of Tadoussac open during the whole year ?
A. It is, but there is sometimes a great deal of flaating Ice during

the winter driven in by the easterly winds and spring tides; when the
wnd is front the land it is aways clear.

Q. What is the nature of the Navigation of the Culpi from Tadotus-
sa, and during what seasons' and at vat times cau Vessels sail with
safety into the Gulph from Tadoussac, and what are the comparative
advantages and disadvantages of that Port, vienî compared with the
l'rt iof Quebec?

A. The River St. Lawrence apposite Tadoussac is open during'the
whole winter, and the Saguenay is also open as far as the Islands of St.
Louis: fron thence the Saguenay freezes over as far as Chicoutimy
towards the middle of December. Vessels can sail from Tadoussac
from tihe beginning of June (s.,me seasons carlier) until the latter end
of November or beginning a' December.

One of the advantages of the Port of Tadoussac over the. Port of
Quebec is, that all the dangers of the River Navigation for an Interval
of 36 leagues aie saved, excepting' the entranice of the Illarbour itself,
which is moie dangeilius than that of Quebec, from the circumstance
of a ref of Rocks extending from each side of the Mouth of the Sa.
gueiay for a considerable distance, wisch at shigi water or on the riing
tude are covered, but not at a suflicicti depth to admit of Vessels pas.
sing aver them, anid over which the rising and falling tide runs with
great velocity and in arious Currents, su that without proper precau.
tions a vessel i liable ta be thrown upon these Reefs, and particularly
tupon that to the ea,tward : Pilots are not absolutely necessary util tVes-
sehl reach Grecn Island opposite Tadoussac, the Pilots often leave %'es-
sels going down opposite Green Island, considering their services no
longer necessaiy: the Rules of the Trinity llome however are, I be-
lieve, thar the Pilots are not ta Icave until they get to Pointe au
Pre or Bic.

Atutier advantage is that the water being sait, the floating ice is not
foirned sa soon as ai Quebec, there is of course a great saving of time.

Q. Vhat species of Fibh, and what quantities thereaf are taken in
the Sagueniay on i Lake St. Join ?

A. li the Saguenay there are considerable quantities of Salmon and
Salmon Trout takeii; in the Lake St. John there are Vhite Fish,
Pike, Trout, and a species of Fish called Wlinanish, which, i believe, is
pecuiar to that Lake.

Q. Wîil you descnibe the last mentioned Fisi?
A. 1s is fromin t welve ta cighteen inches in length, shaped like a small

Salmon, its flei resemb:es in coluiur thiat of the Salmon, thougi I think,
as far as I recollect, of a deeper red, but of thit.

Q. Wiat are the dimensions of 1.ake Mistassiny, and where docs it
em.pty itself, and what is iis distance fron Lake St. John?

A. I du aot kaow its dimensions, the indians descrîbe it as a very large
Lake, s nlage that they never went round it ; it empties itself into
James'â Bay, L think by Rupert's River ; its distance from Lake St.
John is about 130 leagues by the route which the canoes take; ina straigit
he it is much aborter.

Jamer Jil'Kenzie, Esquire, requested the follovwing description might be
added to the minutes of his Evidence takien before the Committee on
the Crown Lands.
Les Bergeronnes, aie situated Northi East of Tadoussac nine Miles;

They pruduce abondance of very good lay ; The people of Tadoussac
make their llay thereand at Pointe aux Bouleaux. L'dnce St;' .Euienne,on
the South of the Saguenay about Two Leagues above Tadoussac, yields
some Hay, whliicih is sometibies overtioved by the ide.

At L',nce S:. Jean, on the Sagucnay half way ta Chicoutimy, is aSal.
mois Fisiery, and renarkable for tie growst iof muci fine Mape. 'l'ie
Country about Chicourimy and Lake St. John abounds,'in this Wood.
I'ie Servants of the Lessete used to make as much Sugar as they could

consume. The natives are not in the habit of naking any although very
fond of it, whcn they can procure it, without mure trouble than that of
asking for it.

The North West Company, had a Saw Mill on a small River, a Mile
below Chicoutiy, there is no scarcity of Mill Seats ail over thîat Coun-
try, the faits of the River Moulin 'à Baud, a league below Taloussac,
would furnish ail sorts of Mills with Water and su would those of the
River Chicautimy. The Jesuits had Mills at. lake St. John, some of their
Iron Materials have latcly been found there.

Leaving Chicoudmy we crossed a carrying place a league in length.
About three eiague. tarther is the Partridge Portage where the Chicou-
timy tumbles itself over a perpendicular Rock about twenty feet high ;
the Portage is short.

We passed a few more short carryinig places before we arrived at Lake
Kenogemish, and a short one after we passed it, then the River of the

Willows brought us to the Bel/e Rivière. This Willow River is nothing
but a Itivulet taking its name from the profusiun of Willows on its mud-
dy Banks.

A considerable River runs into Lake St. John where the Jesuits had
tiheir Establisiment, and about two leagues ta the Westward is another
River by which the Indiais in their small Canoes go in a few days
ta Batiscan. Tt is i believe called the Loon River, the people of the
Post generally catch their Winter Stock of Fish at its Mouth late in the
Fall. Mr. Charles Jordan spoke ta me of a River which faits into
Lake St. John on its South side, which Communicates'wits the' St.
Maurice, and is free of Rapids and carrying places : as Interlopers canie
by this River to trade with the Lake St. John Indians we came ta the
determination of establishing a Post un it, in order to intercept them and
ta trade with the Têtes de Boules.

The /Isuapmousoin, is about the size of the Ottawa at Grenville ; a
fev leagues from its Mouth the paddles must be laid aside and tie set-
ting Poles used tili we come to the Chaudière Falls, about halfway ta the
Post of .4ssuapmousoin. These Falls have a grand appearance and make
,a great noise, here the River contracts tu a narrow compaýs and preci.
pitates itselfover thrce Rocks each about thirty fret high and rising a-
bove one another like the steps of a Stair. A short distance beyond
thein the Currient becomes too strong for either the Paddies or Potes ta
stem, and the Banks too steep and slippy for the use of the ow line ,
we therefore struck off ta the left into a shallow River, which after we
carried our Canoes in many places and dragged them in many otheis
brought us in a couple of days ta Lake Shigobiche : this Lake is reckon.
ed twelve teaguesin length, it is interspersed with Ilando, its bottom is
rocky and water clear ; after passing it, we crossed a short carrying place
and entered a small River, lincd with long wild Grass, and here and i here
a tuft of Spruce Fees, which brouglht us the distance of six leagues ta
the Post of dsuapmousoin, situated on a small Lake of that name, a
.great deal of wild Hay grows here, Potatoes have been planted and
grown ta a smali size in a Garden near the House. There is a variety
of Fish in the Lake but rhey are not numerous; therc is a Water Cum-
munication for Canoes between this and the St Maurice, it is as easy to
go ta Three-Rivers from it as ta reach Tadoussac. I bave been fre.
quently told chat this Lake is opposite ta Masinongi. The' 4ssuap.
mousoin River runs close by the North end of it. Ve returned by it,
and came in one day tu the Chaudiére, and in another ta Lake St. John.

rie North West Company's houe at Lake Mistassiny, vas built at
the South West end, on a long clevated point projectinîg into the Lake
and joining the main laud by a narrow neck. The situation is beautiful.
The soit not very bad. but the Climatc is cold, there is Ice sometimes
in July, the people of the Post raised enougih of Potatoes for their own
consumption, they manured the Grounld with Fish of which the Lake
furnished them great abundance of different kinds, such as White
Fish, Poison dori, Pike, Carp, a:d as largc Trouts as those found i
Lates //uron and Athabaria, the tPotatocs however'grew but on ail.

''ie former Lessees iad no fixed trading Establishment at Lake Mis.
Iassiny, they sent Goods tiere ta trade every Spring by a River as large
as the Asurapmonsoin, which faits intu Lake St. John on the North.

Mr. Stuart in the Chair.
Mr. James M'Douail, of Quebcc, Merchant, appeared before your

Committee.
Q. Have yon had any, and what meansof becoming acquainted with

the River Saguenay, Lake St. John, and the Cotntries adjoiningthe same?
A. In October 1822, I became jointly interested in a Lease of the

King's Posts, which comprises the Country in question, and i took
every means i my power, by inquiring, from those persans who ha ita
opportunity of knowing this Country, into the crate and condition of it,
and in the monh iof July 1823, I personally visited this Country, and
ascenlded this River as far as the third tapid of the Chicoutimy River.
In the month aiof November last 1 was again at Tadoussac.

Q. What is the extent of the Navigable Waters of the Saguenay,
and of the Streams that fail into it, and for what vessels are they res.
pectively navigable, what are the Falls, Rapids. and other obstructions
to navigation in the said Streams respectively' describing the saine par.
ticularly ; what is the-Soil and Climat&'oftie Country bordering on the
Saguenay, on its tributary Streams, as well as on Lake St. John, and
what are the Streams vhich empty themiselves intothe said Lake, thleir
size, length, course and susceptibilityof Navigation: hat tiste nsa-

-A. The River Saguenay, is navigable for Vestelkof any butthepl'a

part of¯it within that distance, but the Channel appears toibe'about
a mile wide at the nmouth-.five or six miles higher up it widene to about
two miles on -an:average without any Shoals until you approach.Chicou.
timy.:-There are many Harburs and Anchoring places in this:River ;
a number of Rivere fall into jt, the principal of which are the Ste. Mar-
guerite, La Trinité, petit Sagueay and Chicoutim,-there arebesides-a
number of smalil tributary Streams, I do not- know their.names, but
they proceed' as I1arn told, from little Ponds or, Lakes on the height of
Lantd.-The Mouth of River La Triniti forms, for about two miles, a
very fine Haibour, and where this River: becomes narrowèr.ethere are
Salmon Fisheries establishedi: sixty miles up the Saguenay isýthe Bay
Ha Ha into which fall two small Sreams with Salion Fisheries in both;,
this Bay is a very fine Harbour of nine miles in circumference,,ithas ne
current, good ancharage thruughout, and its bottom consists cf sand
with gravel and round stones as large as a man's fist,-this Harbour is
the more valuable, as in many places of:the Saguenay, ne soundings are
te be found. Ships may.ride here in perfect safety from any winds.- ,

,The River Ste. Marguerite lis ratier larger than the St. Charles at
Quebec, navigable for a considerable:distance forCanoes; the Indians
told me that they go up that River a hundred, miles.

Of the Petit Sagenaq I know.nothing.
La Triniti is about the size of the St. Charles and not quite se large

as ite Ste. Marguerite.
The Chicouinim is about the size af the Batiscan not quite so wide,

but there is full as much water in it.
Abuve the Pist of Chicoutimy there are in thé River 'C/icouimy three

Falls or rather Rapids, which I have scen ; they begin exactly at the
Mouth of the liver :-The upper one is abouta mile and a ialf dis-
tant, and I have been told there are no further obstructions tu the- Na-
vigation with Canoes or small Boats forthirty: miles.

The first and second of these Falls are deadened b y the rising of the
spi-ing tide, which rises there about fifteen feet ; the further navigation
of the Saguenay above the l'ost of Chicontimyis rendered ,impractica.
ble by a trenmendous Fall about nine miles distant, which no body bas
ever approaclhed, withim the knowledge of any'oue there, whether ldian
or Canadian.-We can itear thessise cf the waters when the wind cones
from hilat quarter at this Postt :opposite and below Lhico:imy fororne
distance, the whole River is a good larbuúr anid Anchorage. The
Habour of Tadninssac is excellent, with ne Current, anid able to con-
tain a iiumber'of Vesses.Ii s true that thereis a Reef on ech side
of the River Saguenay, running into the Str Lawrence, but the Chan-
nel still remais above a mile wide, antid this Reef ilecovered at high
water. '

I have sno personal knowledge of Lake St. John or of the, Streams
that faill into it, but from informatiod derived from persons .who have
visited that part of :ie Country, there are numbers of Streanssthat fall
into it from all quarters of the Comipass navigable foriBirch Canoes.
The climate of the Saguenay. I am told, is milder than;that of Quebec,
vegetation appears to come forward fully as rapid and,more se than at

Quebec; such articles as have been planted, or .. sown ai the Post of-Ta.
doussac did well ; the Soil at Chicoutimy is siill,better than ihat of
Tadotissac, and fit for any kind of Culture he Country about Chi-;
coutimy is level te a vemy great extent and fit for settling. Thegrowth
of thè Timber is Birch, Ash, Eln, red and white Pine, Spruce, and
Poplars. I am told that the Country about Lake St. John, to a con
siderable distance, and on the Rivers and Strears falling 'thereinto, is,
generally spe'aking, gond Land and fit for Cultivation, and there is a
great quantity iof hard Vood, such as Maple and Beechand1 have
seen Sugar said te have been made there by sthe Indians.I- ln fact it
appears from the information I could collect that all:theCouitry from
Bay Ha Ha tu Lake St. Joni ts susceptible ta be scetled,- as well as
that upon the Streams falling toto Lake St. John from ithe South and
West, and te the^ headt waters of some of the branches of the Grand or
Ottawa River that heads nearest. the St. Lawrence, and down tlie Ot.

On ascending these Rivers, ta five or ten Lea-
gues from the St. Lawrcuce, a Muntainous tract commences beyond
the Swamps and the existing Settlements, which seldom extend more
t han two or three Leagues front the River, where thcy have long remain-
cd Stationary, from the causes before men.tioincd.

.acques Cartier, to the S Anne River, docs not exceed fur or five
leaguses, or between eleven and twelve front Quebec by the Falcartier
Road, the whole distance ta St. Anne Church or the Settlements of the
River Bainean by this Route, would not be greattr than the distance
ta the same places by the Road alonig the S. Lawrence following its
windngs. it is probable that the Road proposed tu beopenred, might be
laid out through Cultivable Lands the w-hole w iay, wth an extent of good
Land on elach side of it, sufficient for several Concessions, and affordinag
room for a thiving population, as numerous as that wlhch is now peit
up on the front of the Seigneuries aloig the St. Lawrence.

From the bad success of the experiment which hias recently been
made of opening ncw Roads with the Public moncy, it is noi pi obable,
neither perhaps is it de4irable, that any assistance should be obtaiied
from the Legislature fur iliat purpo.e. The Individuals, the value of
wihiose Propety wuuld be enhanced by the opeîin. of these Roads,
ought ta provide the means, and ought to take an active part in effect.
ing it, as they are bound by the Conditions of the Ancient Grants en
Seigneurir, and it is seldom that any other mode is attenuded with suc-

It is presumed however, that the Road may be opened without any

material advance of Capital, on the part of the present Holders of the
Land. It would, it is supposed, be sufficient, that they ail were hear-
tily ta embrace the plan, and offer ni impediment. One of the greatest
obstacles ta extending news Roads and Settlements in any direction, is
the indifferent or iarrow minded conduct of some lholders of lage
Tracts of Waste Lands. They will give themselves no trouble, give no
facîlities for tiiese purposes, but the moment that their Lands becorne
valuable, by the means tof those Roadi, or new Settlements made at
the expenses or hy the efforts cf others, they exact more onerous Con,
ditions for their Grants, which, with the difficulties and loss of time,
frequently met with before the Grants can be obtained, discourage the
persans intending ta setle.

'he Conimissioners cf the Jesuits' Estates hav,. fixed the Rents and
the Conditions of thcir Concessions according to the opiniiun oi the
Law Officers of the Crown, founded on the Law of the Country in
that respect. Tlheir Concessions are înot onerous, nor alarming Io the
Settler, and when the frequent muta:ions in every new Settleneit are
co:nsidered they are excecdingly favorable ta the Estates, secinîg that
they may soon derive an Income from Lands, which, in all probability,
under more burthgensome Conditions, would have remlainied for Cen.
tries unproductive ta them, and to ail others, while the encreasing

lPopulatîiot of thie neiglhbourhood is driven ta a distance, ta other
Lands, or compelled ta seck a new, and frequently a miserable existence
in the Townts and Villages.

It is conccived, tLat if the liolders of the Land in the tracts mention-
ed would consent to the following terms, and give their hîearty cu-ope-
ration and counuenanice ta the proposed Road and Settlemet, that it
might be spcedily effected, wiîthout any material dibursement of Capi-
tal on their part.

s 'ro niake concerinons witlhin the faid tract, on the fane
terms and conditions as the Commiiflioners o the Jefuits' ERates
have riade their grants on the Jacques Cartier, in St. Gabriel.

2nd. 'Appoint three Gentlemen in Quebec to lay out the
Rond, procure a Plan, and make the grants in the nante of the
different Seigneurs-an Office to be eflabliLhed for the purpofe ut
fone refpeaabe Notary's.

The Land ta be granted in Lots of three arpents in front by
thirty in depth.

1;d. Only one Feu ît lieu to be obligatory on those holding a
conceUon not excecdiug 180 arpents.

The expenfes of furveying in the firft inifance would be con-
fined to laying out the road, and marking three arpent lots on
each fide of it vith durable Pols, the road forming the bafis of
the conceffions of thirty arpents in depth on each fide of it. This
would be fuificient to enable the fettlers to take poffelion of their
grants, and they would continue the lines at pleasure-parallel
grants at the depth of thirty arpents could be laid out when re-
quired ; a diagrani of the road, and each lot, inferting the naine
of each perfon taking up a lot with the date of its being so taken,
to lie for public inspection at the office.

The profperity of ail new fettlements, however favourable May
be the fituation and quality of the foil, depends on the judicious
and econoinical employnent oflabour.-The labouring Proprie-
tor is generally the mol fucceflTul, his capital being small, he can
afford no wate, he lias the ftrongest of all fpurs for exertion.

When Land can be obtained on the easy terms of the Seigneu-
rial Grants, every man that is able to work may readily become a
Proprietor; he -muft, however, have previously amaffed foine
capital, at Icali equivaent to the coli of Fools, and the erection of
a Log Hlut, and Food and Cloathing for a few monthîs. To be
enabled to do this he mufi bave fone capital of his own, or have
employment fronm fome perfons who have a.ready a capital.

The increafe in the value of Lands where fettlements are niade,
it is prefumed is fufficient to induce Cpitaliin: to vel' fome porti-
on of their capital on Wafte Lands in favourable fituations, in or-
der to bring a portion cf theuminto cultivation-Many of these
Capitaliffs, cannot however perfonally attend to the dctails ; they
cannot tabour ; they muft employ labourers; in fact gise an oppor-
tunity to the labourer to amafs capital and become a labouring
proprictor.

It would feem that a fund for the purpofe of performing the
obligation of Fru t /ir'u:, or fettlement duties, might be readily
raifed by the Gentlemen authorized to make the grants fron per-
fons defirous of taking Lands vho have a capital, but cannot per-
form these obligations themxfelves-Part of thete funtds might be
employed under the authority of the Gentlemen having the ma-
nagement in opening the first roads of communication, in fact to
enable the labourers employed in making the firft clearing to get
upon the ground with their -cattle and tools ;the remainder in e-
fefing the clearing and putting up the firia dwellings.

The Commillioners of the Jefuits Eftates reqiire 4j arpents
to be brought into cultivation, and a dwelling to be built within
the year--the expenfes to each holder of not more than 180 ar-
pents would be as follows : In be depofited when the authority to
occupy is given.

would be fufficient for a Family with a Cow and Pig till a next crop.
The fecond year there would be little diflicuhty of renting the
Land to nev comers for more than dêuble the intereft of tht
vhole Capital expended-Oine Family more of labourers would
be added to the fettlement increaring the value of the Lands; iin
fa&, the confiant influx of new fettlers would toon form a market
on the fpot, giving additional value to all the produce of the
place.

The only expenfes of management would.confift in the wages
of an active and trufty agent on the fot, who would contract for
the clearing of the different lots ofthe depofiting Proprietars, re-
ceive the work, pay the monev, and account to the gentlemen ap-
pointed, deliering the Clearing and Houfe to the Owner vith-
in.-'To this perfon all new fettlers would be addreffed, and
lhe would put them in poffefion and furnifh them with the ne-
ceffary information.

Iany perfons would take Lands vlho know nothing about the
fReps for a firf fettlement, whio, in fact, if they were able, cannot
attend to it.

The economy of one trusty, intelligent, and accountable Agent for the
whiole, will be sensibly felt by every ence, whiu has thie smallest expe.
rientce of the difficulties Geitlemena have, of marnagirg siness which
they do not well understand, with people apt to take advantage of their
dulicacy, want of infornationi, anid personal superintendance.

From the experience which lias beei had in the Va(cartier Settleen,
it is believed, that if a llan, ofthe preient description a it respects the
hulders ofthe Scigneuriee, and the management of the .Settlement, could
have beeu adupîcd, anîd cordially acted upon by all paries, hiat th Set -
tlemcent would ai presclt, instead of about a huidred Souls, have con.

Mr. Stuart in the Chair.

John Neilson, Esquire, again appeared before your Committee.
Q. At what amount do you estimate the Population of Lower-Cana-

da, and.what art the data whereupon you proceed in making your calcu-
latiôns ?

A. Ihave no certain data upon which I can form an Estimate of the
present Population of Lower-Canada. The last Census taken of which
I have any knowledge was in 1784, by Commissioners appointed by Ge-
neral Haldimand in virtue of Royal Instructions.

The following Abstract of it I have reason to think is correct
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T his Enumeration, like every other Enumeration, owng to omissions
at which ver strict precautions have not been taken, was probably

esthan the real Population.
The Population of Lower-Canada in 1764, bas been stated at about

60,000 Souls; an increase in the same ratio wouild give at present about
480,000 Soul.

The ratio of increase has however, in aIl probability, bren much grea-t.
er, particularly in the period between 1792 and 1812, from the stimulus
given to labour by tht Exporte of Grain during that: period

Mr. Stuart in the Chair.

Louis Sivrac, of the City of Quebec, appeared before your Committee
and said :-

I bave navigated the River St. Lawrence and the Gulph, along the
Labrador Coast, and to Halifax, for Fifty four years' past : for thirty
cight year I nivigated as a Ship Master. Fur the last twinty years I
navigated the Saguenay as a Ship Master in the service of the North
West Company. In that capacity I' have had the command of four
Schooners, the first of 112 Tons, the second of .54, the third of 36,
and the fourth of 40 Tons. The number of Trips which I made to the
Saguenay was usually three or four a year, I have howeverma& as mnany
as five.1:

Q. What is the nature of the Harbour of Tadorusac, what time is the
navigation open, and when does it close, and what are the advantages
and disadvantages ofthe said Harbour?

A. In the Spring the Harbour may usually be entered from the
10th to the 20th of April, but that is as the years may be.-The navi-
gation closes from'ihe 10th ta the 20th of November. There is a dif.
errence as ta the opening of the season of twenty days witla respect te
the Harbour of Quebec, and there is a difference of One Month as to
the Autuinn, in favour of the Harbour of Tadoussac., I

On the 20ih April 1780, I left the Labrador Coast and I rrived at
St. Patrick's Hole; the lce opposite Quebec was still fast; and I went
ta Quebec on foot over the Ice. The entrance of the Harbour of Ta.
doussac is half a league wide having along it two Shoals, one of them t
the East, the other to the West. It is capable of containing, perhaps
as many as twenty of the largest Vesse!s. With a good Pilot the Shoals
are not dangerous. - At the entrance of the Harbour, we sounded the
Saguenay in the niddle of the Stream, and found no bottom with,330
Fathoms of Line. I was present when that was dont by Captain Mar-
tin. At the distance of one Ilundred Fathoms fron the Shore, Vèssels
Anchor in tnelve or fourteen Fathoms : the bottom is good, it is of
Clay and black Sand. In that liarbour Vessels are safe against every
vind provided they be strongly moored to the Shore. There is no Cur-
rent in th Harbuur. The Current begins about a Mile off. The Har-
bour is stillWater.

Q• What is the nature of the Navigation from Tadoussac ta Chi-
coutimy ; Whens does the Navigation there open, and when does it
close ; what are the most usual Currents, Shoals, Anchorages, and
Harbours between those two places, and what are the dangers te which
a Vessel is exposed dturing the said Navigatiûn ?

A. The Navigation opens about the tenth of May, & closes aboutthe
end of October. The Saguenay is frozen over frm the Isles St. Louis,
to a distance of Seven leagues from Tadoussac, as far as Chicoutimry,
from the lOth of December te the 10th or 20th of May.

The most prevailing Winds aie the North 'East and Ndrth West ; the
first Haibour is the Isle St. Louis, there is Anchorage in Twenty
Fathoms Water, with mooringš·to the Shore, and there is good Shelter.
The llarbour consists of the whole breadth of the Saguenay, which is
there half a league, vhere there is Anchoroge under Shelher of the Ise
St. Louis, which is a full a league in circumference ; it is a Rock abuut
fifty feet high : it is gutte as steep as Cape Diamond ; its summit is co-
yered withl llirch, Pine, White Fir, and other soft Wood, and there-is
,ame thereabours ; it is very difficut to walk round it.- There are five
other Islands a little higher than the Isle St. Louis, which are about
half the size cf Isle St. Louis. Three leagues higher upis thtHarbour of
St. John, vhich is half a league longby thé whole breadth of theSague.
nay. There is Auclhrage there in twenty Fathoms Water with Moor-
ings o the Land. Two leagues upwaads is the Ance dela Tiiàitiwhich
is laf a league hi depth and one Mile vide. There le Anchorage in
twelve Fathorns Water vith Moorings te the Shore.

Cape à L'Es, is then reached which is five leagues from the Post of
Chicoutimy, 'T'here is Anchorage in eight Fathoms Wate'r on the whole
breadth of the River.

A. The Indians brought Furs, and reccived in return every

kind of Mercliandize which they wzavted, as Flour, I\aize, An-
munition, Arms, snares, and other Dry Goods.

Q. Of what nation were thofe Indians, and what was their
characier ?

A. Thcy were .ilontagnaie ; they vere a good and very nmihd
People, a Ittle addiÎted to fpiritous liquors as nost of the Indi-
ans arc.

Namine dAtiot of Quebec, Efqiuire, appeared before your
Conmmittee.

Q Have you been employed by any perfon of Three Rivers
to obtain Land for him ?

A. In the beginning of last December Mr. Edward Kimber of
Three Rivers requeaed me to go to Mr. Ryland's office to ask for
Location Tickets, which Mr. Ryland was ta procure for iim in a
few days I went several tinmes ta Mr. Ryland's office without
meeting hin there, but meeting himi one d.y he told nie that the
Lots claimed by Mr. Kimber had already been allotted to other

perfons, and duat Mr. Kimber would be obligcd to prefent a new

petition ta His Excellency if he wished ta obtain Land : . there-
upon remarked ta Mr. Ryland that Mr. Kinber had obiamned the
Surveyor Genera's certificate that the Lots ofL amd by him
clained werc vacant. N1r. Rlyland aniwered that that had fre-
quently happened, but that in order ta avoid the granting of the
fame Lots to different perfons, lie took the trouble. when new
applications occurred, of afcertaining what Lots lhad theretofore
been applied for, and that he had often remarked that the Sur-
vevor General had granted similar certificates when the laine lots
hat previously been taken up by other perfons :-Mr. Ryland
further oblerved ta nie, that if Mr. Kiimber should prifcnt a
frefh Petition ta Iis Excetlency for other Lots, it avs not his
intention to be paid twice.

Iidlliai Sa. Efqiire, firsit Clerk in the Srveyor GCeneral's
OiTfce and Land Surveyor, appeared, and ted :-

That he has been a Land Surveyor since 1796, and lias been
in the Surveyor Genrral's office since 18 1 .4, two years and tlhree
mn:ths of which lie was aling Surveyor Gencral during the ab-
fence of Colonel Bouchetve.

Q. Do you know the Townfhips on Craig's Road, and will
you state their number and quality of foil ?

A. The Townfhips are-: Shipton, 'inwick, Cheaer, Halifax,
Invernefs, Wolfstown, lreland, and Lceds : the foil in general

is good so far as I have fecn it, near the road it is very ftony and
hilly, the Country is brokan and uneven, timibered with Beacli,
Maple, Elmn, Birch, Spruce, Pine, Cedar, and Ash and B.fi.

Q. When vere the laid Townihips relpectively fnrveyed, who
were the leaders of thenm, and of what defcription of perfons
consitled the afsociates ?

A. As near as I can recollect they were furveyed in or about
1800; the Leaders, fo far as I underftood, were, of Shipton,
Mefsrs. Barnard and Cufling, their aflociates were people of their

own chooCing whon I do not know, and in gencral I think peo-
pie of not very refpeEable flanding in Society-: the north west

half of the Townflip of Tinwick was granted I think mostly to
Loyalists and Canadians, without any particular leader that f
know of e: he north eas% quarterof this Townfhip 1 furveyed
myfelif in 1813 for the laie lonbte John Young and Family,
and the fouth east quarter was furveyed by Mr. 'cuier, the
year before, u part of which for the Honibe. Chief Juftice Sew-

ell, a 1 understood. The Townflhip of Cheihr was furveyed or

explored about that timie by a Mr. Kilburn for, I think, the late
Mr. Frobiflher and Family, of the north west Company :one

iaif of which Townfhip vas fhortly after granted either to Mr.
Frobifher and his A&ociates, or tofosme other gentleman of the
North Wet Company and his Affociates.

The Town{hip of Hlalifax% vas furveyed or explored about the
fame time by Mr. Kilburn, and a part of it thortly afterwards
granted, cither to Mr. Mc Tavisli and Afsociates or foime other
gentleman and Afsociates of the North West Company.

lhe Townhip of Invernefs was alfo by the lame .urveyor a.
bout the fane tirne either explored or furveyed, and a part of it

alfo granted to fme one of the Partners of the Nort Weft Com-
pany and their AlIociates.

The Townfhip of Wolfbtown was alfa about that time explor.
ed or furveyed by the fane Surveyor, and a quarter thereofgrant-
cd ta.thc lat2 Nicholas Montour, formerly Partiner of the North
Werft Company and his AfTociates

The Townfhip of Ireland was nt that time explored or furveyed

by the fame Surveyor, and a part of it gramaed fbortly after to the

late Mr. Vrobifher and AfTociates.
The Townfhip of Leeds was alfo explored or furveyed about the

faine tirne by the fame furveyor, and a part thereof granted either

toaMr. Frobiíher and Affociates or to fundry other perions.
Q. lave you had any occafion, and whcn, latterly, to vifit the

faid Townfhips, or any of them, and what is their ftate and con-
dition or of any of then, as far as the fettlement of them is con-
ccrned ?

A. I have vifited thofe Townfhips lately, viz ; the Townihip
of Shipton int 1821 ;the Settlements in that Town(hip were then
in a forward irate, the clearings and improvements were 6ouriflh-
ing fo far as I could obferve them, the buildings vere confidera-
ble, many of which wvere erected with- talle, and the Inhabitants
generaily appeared to be i eafy circumnftaces.

In Tinwick there were a few houtes front the Shipton line along
Craig's road, perhaps four or five, clearings were commenced,
and in a flate of progrefs.

In Che fer in 1819 1 obferved but two houles on Craig's road,
the mofi confiderable of which is the property of Nathaniet
Brooks who has made a large clearing weil fenced in.

Ncither ir Halifax ar ii Invernefs did I obferve at that time
any ciearing; or houfes along the road. excepting in Invernefs,
there were then two fmall houfes occupied by Aldrich, father and
loni

In [reland wrere feverat houfes along the road, for innlance a
Mr. MLean had a tolerable good houfe vith a large improve-
ment at his refidence upon Lot No. 2, in the fecond range in that
Townhliip- obferved another houle on a road by a branch of
the Bécancour River, near a Lake.

In Leeds I obferved but two houfes at that time along the road,
une was occupied by one M'Lean, and the other appeared not to
be occupiedit was called Palmer's houfe, tlhere were however some
clcarinsgs aong the road.

Q In what way did the actual fettlers whom you fawv obtain
their Titles ?

1. I did not infornm myfelf of this
Q. iave you any knowledge of applications having been made

for portions of the laid Lands by any and what clafes of perfons,
previous ta the il'uing of the Patents in favour of the prefent Pa,
tentees of the ftid Lands, and before any promiife of grants had
been made to the [aid Patentees >

A. At tihat time I was in the Diftrict of Montreal and I had no
occafion or opportunity ta inform myfelt refpecting the above
query, therefore I do not know.

Q. Do you think that if Craig's road werc fettled and kept in
good repair that this would be btneficial not only ta the fettle.
ment of the adjoining 'ownflips in genicral, but alfo ta the t ity
of Quebec, in particul-ar hy bringing along this.road Provifions,
Catile and other produce, fromx the Townihips and the United
States t thiis market ?

A. Certainly, that has always been my opinion.-
Q. What is the whole quantity of Land that lias been granted

ta the Militia vhich ferved during the last wiar, and howv nuch
does there remain ûill due ta then to the beft ai your know-
ledge and belief ?

A I do not know, nor could [,aftte vithout reference to irate-
mentis and documents which have becen regularly made out lince
1817, and are of record in the Surveyor General's Office, and of
which the Surveyor General would be able ta give a very atif-
faaory and complete ftatement.'

Q. Does there nat remaîn a large quantity due to the Militia ?
A. I think there does.
Q Is the quantity remaining due equal ta, or does it exceed

the quantity already granted ?
A. Ir far exceeds it in my opinion.
Q. To what caufes do you attribute the non granting of these

Lands ?
A. I have no means of stating then.
Q. Are you acquainted vith any actual settlements formed by

Militia Men who ferved during the late American war ?
A. I understand that fome are making or forning Settlements

in fone of the Townfhips under agency ; of myfelf I know of
no a&ual Settlements of that description.

Q. Are the grants that have been made to, the Militia, made
principally to Privates, or to Officers of che Militia

A. There are many Locations made to the Militia, but I can-
not fay what is the proportion between the Men and the Officers.

Q. What isthe number of grants made fince the late War to
CarnadianSubjects of His Majefty not havitigserved inthe Militia?

A. I cannot tell, but I think lame eftinate may be mîde of
the quanmity froni documents in the SurveyrGeneral's Office,

Q. Can you form any conjc&ure of the probable quantity fo
granted 

.

A. The Townfhips of-Sethrington andI Blanford have been
granted t tihat description of perfoes,and other Townfhips have
been furveyed for that purpole,'so thit I fuppofe the quantity ac-
tually granted is under 40,000 acres é the Towifhips furveyed are
thoeI of Cape Chat, Matane, udïdSL, Denis, none of which arè
yet under paient.

Q. What is the quantitof a actuallygranted fince 1815
to European Emigrants, and inhat quantities?

A. The Lands grantedta oiat defcriptionof perfons is un qùan..
titie of one hundrds 'Ace nd two hun~dred acres generally to
the applicans, but as for h'é whole quantity granted, 1 beg ta re
fer ta the documenis ta be fou«ni in the Surveyor Gneral's Of.
fice, however it does not exQced I think one hundred and fit
thoufind acres.
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Q. Are the-grants fa made principally in lots of one hundred
or two hundred acres ?'

A. think they are about equal, if any thing tihe Locations of
one hundred acres exceed.

Q. What was the loweft quantity fually' granted to aanal
fetters before 181.5 

A. Previous to 1815 1 do not recollect of any Location. grants,
and when Townfhips or parts thercof had been previously grant-
ed, it was underfiood that every perfon naim'ed in a Patent, cf the
age of majority, was to have no lefs thai two hundred~acres. '

Q. Is not the quantity of tiwo hundred acres the smallest quan-
tity which in this or ,the adjoining Provinces, or the old British
Colonies, as far as lias come toyour knowledge, was expected by a
settler to be received, .going into a wilderness for effecting a new
fettlement ?

A. I have alhays u nderftood that two hundred acres was about
the quantity, previous te 1815:

Nicolas Incent, an Indian Chief, (Iawananhi) appeared before
your Committce.

Q. In what parts of the Coutliry have you ihunted, at what period of
your Life, and at what distance frun thie River St. Lawrence, and fron
the actual Settlemens?

A. At the age of, ifteen, I hunted along the Branches of the River
Batiscan, whicih 1have descended as far as the River St. Lawrence. I
have also hutedcl in ,the rear of ,thte River Jacques Cartier as far as the,
Branches of the River Chrîcoutimy. I have aio beei in rear ofthe Ri-
ver Malbae. On tie Soutiside, I have hutnted as far as the River Si.
Jean, and in the upper parts as far as Béancour, in several of tiose
places as far as twenty rive or shiît'y leagues frurm the Settlements.

Q. Give a description of the County which lie& betveen Valcartier
and River Chiicoutii:ny as to Soil, Mountainis, Rivera, Timber, and ca.
pacity for Culture, and the Route which you put sued? ?

A. About. twenty years ago i departed lit order to Iunt in those parts.
I ient by way of Lake St. Chaules, and crossed a carrying place (Par.
tage,) about thireeleagues long from that 1 ake to ithe River Jacques Car-
tier. Thence iziving ascended the River three leagues, we crossed a car-
r'ying place (Portage) of sevein or eighr leagues whaere we again met the
sanie River, which we followed for about ten leagucs and then reaclhcd
the River Chicoutirny. In this journey we met very littie g ood Land,
it is a Mass of Mounîtîains anti Rocks ; what uile level surface there is,
is Marsh and Lake uf vhich there are a great many. The River Chi-,
coutimy and the Jacques Cartier, have their source at the sane place, at
the distance of half a league or a quarter of a league. These two Rivers
have their source ina great number of Lakes into which several Itivulets
empty themselves. On My returnr I made a Raft at the source of the
River Jacques Cartier on which I drscended three or four leagues, I
then tock my Canoe which hiad been left lthere and descended the Riveri
Jacques Cartier about Ten leagues, meeting in that distance tvo.Falls,
one of theimnearly twenIty feet high, the other ten or fifteen feet. I
found two carrying places, one of Six Arpents and the other of four.
The carrying place betveen the River Jacques 'Cartier and, Lake St.
Charles, is about four leagues from the>i Cd, à Harouüiin. I crossed tie
carrying place ta i ake St. Charles, crossed the Lake, and descended the
River St. Charles to within fifteen 4 rfAnr s cf our Village. Our Com-
pany consisted of three persois.

The River Jacques Cartier runs Norti 'Wcst, at ,the distance of Ten,
lcagues it separates inta Three Branclhea, the first runs betwen icthe
South West, and the 'West ; 'tihe second runs North ; and the .third
Norh,East. ln descending I followed the South West braIci. These
are smail Rivers which fall into the Jacques Cariier, but I do not know
uteir iames.

The Country is Mounainous from one end, ta the hilier of the route
i have described, rocky, not producing any Hàrd Wood, but produ.
cing Birch, Fir, and Spruc thtt Country can ntever be Culivated.

and isa nearly as. broad as tue River' Jacques Cartier. oppofite
Mr. Neilfon's Land ti the later River. We? descenrded in' Ca-c
noes probably about thirty Leigues as far as.thiòéôuth of the
Batifcan :-therè are many carrying places, perhaps'.twenity or
twenty>fivé: there is a Fall tivo or three Leagues from theRi-
ver :-there follows.a ferles Of Falls:-the Lands improve to-
wards the lower part of the' River; and there is a great quantity.
of Land along the River fit for Cultivation:-the' Country low-
er down is not very Mountainous.

Q. How far from the River St. Lawrence on the South fide
have you hunted and at what time ?

A. I went to the River Duchefne to hunt laii Fail. That
River empties itfelf between Lothbinière and St. Pierre:-It is
not navigable:--thtre are five Concefßions there, and I have
hunted to the difnance of four or £ve Leagues from the rear of
the Settlements.:-the Country is level, there are no Moun-
tains, marfhy, but a good foil:-the Lands along Craig's Roid
are Mountainous with many Hills, but the foil is good ;I have
been as far as the River Becancour I have alro been along fome
of the branches which fall into the River St. John on the South
Shore. I have been at Tdniscopata and from thence to the Pe-
ninfula near Frederickton :-I went for Troops during the 'War ;
we fuffered m uch froin want; we pafred through a large track of
good Land.

Mr. Stuart, in the Chair.

Mr. Franco j Ferrault appeared before Your Committee.
Q. Have you had any, and what means of acquiring a knowledge of

the Saguenay, and of the surrounding Country?
A. i am now 65 years old,and froin the age of fiftecn to last Fau, i

have remained in the Saguenay Country, and made excursions into the
surrounding Country.-;

Q. What are the Length, Breadth, Depth, and course of the Sague-
nay?

A. It lis 25 leagues from its Mout-h to Chicoutimy, as far as which
place the tide extends: the general breadtih of the River Saguenay is
thîce quarters of a league: it is extremely deep until within three leagucs
of Chicoutimy.

Q. What Streams flow inta the Saguenay or into Lake St. John,
their length, breadth, depth and course respectively; houw far aie they
navigable, and what kinids of Fish are found in the Saguenay or in Lake
St. John, or in the Streams which empty themselves inta itier?

A. There are many. The River Ste. Marguerit, navigable for Birch
Canoesi tbrough an extent of fort leagues, in which there are carrying
places at intervals, a quarter of a league wide at its mouth, empties itself
on the north aide seven leagues from the Mcuth of the Saguenay. The
River L'Ance St. Jean navigable in Canues for fifteen leagùtes on the
south aide, empties itself into the Saguenay two leagties abuve the River
Ste. Marguerite; it may be ten arpents wideat its Mouth.. L'Anet de
la Trini, navigable for twelve leaguesin Canoes, also emplies itself on
the soutih shore into the Saguenay, four leagues above the n.dce St. Jean,
it is about thîee arpent broad at its Mouth.'

The River of La Baie Ha, la, is four arpents wvidc at its Mouth,
navigable in Bircht Cannes for twenty-five lengues, fais into the Sague-
îny on the south side; into that Bay - fallis a smal River whlsich is not
navigable for Cannes, but in which there is a good Salme Fisheryh ; it
flows from tihe west.

The River à alin flowing from the nortiis 1 six arpents wide, nai;
gable in Canoes for fifty leagues; it- fallisinto theSagrienay fire leagues
above la. Ha EBay.

The River Clic<îutimy ,wherc the Post is situated is cight arpents
wide, and is navigable for thirty leagues in Canoes. It flows from the
south.

Above the Post of Chicoutinmy; the distance as far as Lake St John,
is thirty leagues by the Saguenay, whichc forms the outlet of that Lake.
There ar several carrying places, one of which is t wo leagues in lengtlh,
the 6thers are much less considerabie.

Thle River Chicoutimy, (signifying, "furthter on' it is stili deep")
which fails into the Saguenay at the Post of Chicoutimy. is seven leaguca
long, floving fron the south; there are five carrying places on that Ri.
ver. That- River is formedi by Lake T sinogomi, ( Long Lake) which
is seven leagues:long.'On the southa ide, three Rivers falL into 'that
Lake, vhich are about 'ne arpent anda half wide, and navigable in
small Canoes for a distanceof eighteen leagues.

Q. H ave yu ever gone round to Tlhree-Rivers by the Saguenay, and
whîsat vas your Route ?

A. I have made that Tour twice. The firit time was, I believe,
twenty-five ycars ago ; tie second about eighteen. Afterreachlinig Lake
Nirouta. a carrying place O about a quarter of a league is crossed
and thtere is a hitle River about a percli and a. half wide-the ltiser
Alicouasah (Red Carp River)-; that River is descended for about tiwo
league.

"At the termxuination of that small River is a Lake
thrce leagues long and about onc league wide, wlierc there is a carrying
place a league in lengthî; after whiclh is a Lake called Miscashi, (the
Point of Rock) which is about two leagues long by one league and a
half wide-thlis Lake is full cf alets'; its outlet nay be about ten ar-
penits vide and twenty arpents lang.

This
Seulement is at the entrance of the River Metabitshuan. .1
have gone fifteen leagues up chat river and found the foil fine and
very fit for cultivation and a favorable climate. West of that ri-
ver is that cailed Ouitgatshouan, the foil and climate of which are
fimilar to thofe of the foregoing. Twvo leagues north of thatý ri-
ver is another called Ouitgatshouaniflh, which I have afcended
eighteen leagues as far as its fource. The climate and roil in all
that tract is like the foregoing. For twenty-five leagues in af-
cending the rivers Miftafsini and Afsuapmousoin which flow into
Lake St. John, the foil and climate are equally good as far as the
foot of the Rapids -of the river Affuapinousoin. There, many
rapids and mountains occur for fixty leagues. It fireezes there ai-
most every month of the year, and the lands being besides co-.
vered with stones a few Potatoes are ail that could be cultivated.
- From thence to the neiglhbourhood of Lake Mifafiini there is
very little good land, all that part of the Country, cossifling of
marihes, fwamps and fand. The environs of Lake Millafsini
which I have feen do not appear to me to admit of cultivation.
I have never feen more:than two or three feet of fnow, except in
one year, when it feil to the depth of five feet, but this is very
rare. I do.not think Lake St. Join and Lake Mifaflnis mare
liable to faorms than;the parts of the Province along the river St.
Lawrence. The north west vind is the most common. There is
fufficient depth ,of. vater in. Lake Miftafsini for Ships of War,
but there being many large Idlands in it, it ,would. be difficult to
navigate and a good Pilot would be neceffary. i; think thcre is
not rore rain in Spring, Summer and Autumn than in the Dis-
trict of Quebec, and torms and thunder are lefs frequent.

Following the river Miaaflini to the right of that o Afiuap-.
moufoin, for fixty miles in a N. N. E. direction, the foil is very
fubftantial and fit for cultivation. In that vhsole tract there are,
no mountains and although that land is more to the north the cli-
mate is neverthelefs good in confequence of. the futhern afpect
of the ground and the Ihelter afforded by sthe mountains in the
rear, from the north wind.

-Q,eWhat is the number of the Families' of that nation who

A. There are three Families at Tadoufsac, nine at Chicoutimy,
twelve at Lake St. John, and nine at Affuapm»oufoin making
thirty-three families, consiffing one with another of five persons
and forming a total o one hundred and sixty-five fouls.,

Q Has that nation increafcd or diùiniflied'sinceyou first vi-
fted thofe. Parts

A. It has decreafed more than one third.
,Q.,To what:caufe do you afcribe that ?

* A. To the failure of the aninals on which they fubsist in
Hunting. Tlhere is not a year in which fone of them do not die
of want and hunger, ,when they go into the Forests to hunt. I
know that in one winter eighteen perfons died in this way, and I
think that in a few ycars that nation will be extinct.

Q. Have you a knowledge of any tradition among the Indians
respeâing the Jefuits who formerly inhabited Lake St John
concerning their occupations, and the causes which have iade
thein abandon that place ?

A. I have heard the Indians fay that the Jefuitr only cultivated
the ground on a very final fcale, nerely for the wants 'of thtir
Settlemenr. That their principal occupations were .to inaruct
the Indians inReligion-That they alfo traded with the Indians,
and that, for that reafon, the Company of the Indies at the time,
expelled them from that place.

Q. Do you think the Indians could be indiced to cultivate the

A. N-I do not think fo, because they are too indolent and
despife thofe who follow agriculture. Ihave often endeavoured
to induce them to cutivate fields of Potatoes, l have furnilhed
then intiruments, as Spades, Hoes, &c. for preparing the ground,
1 have morcover given them feed potatoes-l have even maintain-
ed them and given theni Rum to induc'tisen to till the graund,
but as zoon as the fun began to warm them, they (hrcw away the
infrUients and abanàosed every thing to wunder througli th-e
'woods.

Q. Whatis tie extent of thei unting ground ofl hat nation.?
A. They hunt over the whole extent if the Country which 1

have juft defcribed, allotting to each family a certain tra& of
ground.

... This journey might be performed in one month and a half, but
4th .Fcihy. allowance muft be made for delays occafioned by the winds or bad

weather on the Lakes.
Voyageurs who are allowed to hunt and fifh for thcir fupport,

and vho have time to do so, may make this journey for faomewhat
1tfs.

Voyageurs who are paddling their Canoes and croffing carrying
places all day long, make threc meals a day, which are not regu-
lar mcals; they eat as much as they can. Their mornings meat
confias of pork and bifcuit; that made at noon, of pea or flour
foup, (that made of flour is called "Sabanr,") with pork and
bifcuit ; the evening's meal confifts of pork and bifcuit or flour.

Sabane is made with broth of pork or other nicat, if there be
any, with flour which is flirred up in it.

Aierandr Fraser, Efquire, Lieutenant Colonel of Militia, re-
fiding at Temifcouata, made anfwer as followeth:

Q. Ilave you had any,and what means of becoming acquaint-
cd with the River Saguenay or Lake St. John, and the Streams
and Rivers which fall into them refpectively ?

A. i afcended the River Saguenay in 1802 and 1803, on ac-
count of the North Wcft Company; i did not particularly no-
tice the courfe of the many small Streams which difcharge their
waters into the Saguenay. There are two Rivers equal in fize to
the Saint Maurice, vhich difcharge thenfelves into the Lake Saint
John; one takes its fource at Lake liaflini, the other from a
range of fmall Lakes at the height of land, navigable for finall
canoes or liglht boats; the Current is quick; many Rapids and
Portages.

Q. What is the Length, Breadth, Depth, and Courfe of the
Saguenay ?

A. 'The diftance from Tadouffac to Cap dà list is twenty
leagues. The breadth about tlhree miles; the depth at leaf fifty
fathoms. The beach on each fide is bounded by mountains and
flcep rocks, from Cap a ôEst to Chicoutimy; diftance five leagues;
the River lefs deep ; the appearance of the Country better : fome
good land. The Saguenay continues threc leagues to the " De-
charge du Liac St. Jean :" its courfe tends, 1 believe, to north-
weft.

Q. W'hat are the Streanms which fall into that River or into
Lake St. John ; their length, breadth, depth, and courfe refpcc-
tively. low and for wlat diflance navigable, and what [pecies of
fifi are found in the faid River Saguenay, or in Lake St. John, or
in the Streams that enpty themfelves into either of thenm ?

A. 'Tie principal Stream is the Difcharge of Lake St. John,
which is confiderable : the River Chicoutirny is small, so is the St.
Marguerite and St. Jean, about ten or twelve Icagues diftance
from Tadouffac. The Fifix taken in the Saguenay is Salmon, at
Tadouffac is Cod, alfio the other fpecies known in the St. Law.
rence ; in Lake St. John good " Poisson Bane," Pike, Chub and
Doré; to the north caft fide of the Lake, (as Mr. Ciarles Taché,
Senior, ias informed me) quantities can be taken with nets in the
Spring, and probably a great part of the year.

Q. What are the other Lakes in the Couxntry commxonly called
King's Pofts, and wxat are their fizes, fliapes, pofitions, depth of
water, and fufceptibility of navigation refpectively, and what are
the varous fpecies of fifh produced therein,. and in wihat quan.
tities?

A. In general the country is well watered with Lakes of va-
rious deplhs and surfaces, and fifhy.

Q. Wlhat is the fize, fhape, and extent, and of what depth is
Lake Mifiaflini, fituated upon the heiglt-of Land between Hud-
fon Bay and Lake St. John, and wlhat fpecies of fifh are produ-
ced therein ?

A. I have seen but a fmixall part of the Lake Miftaflini ; by re-
port it is of a great fize and depth ; the fifh are Trout, (of 20 lbs.
weight,) Poison. Blanc, Doré, Carp and' Pike ; great numbers
can be taken the whole year. The Country is rocky, with little
foil ; the climate cold, and only fit for its prefent poffeffors, the
natives of the place.

Q. What is the diftance of the fources of the River St. Mau-
rice or the Black River, as it is fometimes called, and the fources
of the Gatineau River, from ithe fources of the Rivers tha' empty
into Lake St. John: describe particularly the appearance of thie
country, and the fburces of thefe and of any other Rivei-s vhiclh
take their rife therein, as well from your own obfervation, as from
information upon which you can depend ?

A. « Lac des Sables, pur l route des canots," is about .fifty
or fixty leagues from Three-Rivers, a few Icagues nortî " /a
hatneur des terr.es," is, I believe, where the St. Maurice takes its-
fource; on its way to the St. Lawrence there are a few Streamsi
whicih join the St. Maurice, fit for finali cances only. The coun-,
try from i Is/e an.:C Loures," thrce leagues above the St. Mau-i
rice Forger to three leagues above "le Portage de la Tuyur," at
diftance of about thirty leagues, with little exception,the [oil and
climate promife to reward the labourcr's induflry. The rimber,
the fâme kinds as in the neiglhbourhood of Quebec, with the ex-,
ception of Oak«. The Fifh are few, and confift of Chub, Carpc
andt Poi.çon lnc.

a carriage way can be opened from the entrance of thc difcharge
to the Lake St. John at a moderate expenfe, as that fpace (about
three leagues) of ground is reputed to be of an excellent quality.
The Rivers, Afsuapmoufoin and Miftafiini, which difcharge into
Lake St. John, take their rire at the height of land give about the
fame quantity of water as the St. Maurice ; are impeded by nany
Falls, Portages and Rapids;- the Country is rocky with little foil,.
fwanpy, many lakes of nioderate extent, Iy from two tonine
miles in length, geierally oblong, two to four fathoms deep.

Q. Is it practicable to afcend the Saguenay in Indian Canoes
pafs through Lake St. John, afcend one of the freams whiclx fait
into it, and after any, and what portages defcend the St. Maurice
at Three Rivers and has this route been practiced for any anid
what length of ntie, and by whom, and, what are the difficulties
obstruaions or dangers to be encountered, uponw the faid, route,
and are there any trading Posts upon the fame, and if fo hov
long have they been efnablifhed,, what is their siunber andhow
situated ?

A. In the Autumn of 1802, Angus Shaw, Efqr. afcended the
Saguenay to the lxeight of land, by the River Afsuapmoufoin
thence west or nearly to the fource of the St. Maurice and des.
cended to Three Rivers, itis probable this route was frequented
foon after if not before the conquest of Canada, Mr. Clas.,Taf-
chié, Senr. bas had frequent fpring meetings with the Indians for
their Furs on the St. Maurice; the difficuîries are answered by
the 6th Queftion.

There are four Poils on this Communication, of which three
are within the King's Pofts department, viz :-Chicoutimy, Lake
St. John, Lake Assuapmousoin, the fourth at the Rat River,
twenty leagues up the River St. Maurice : at times, for thc advan-
tage of the trade, fiall Ponts are placed at certain diflances.

Q, Wlat are the advantagvs and difidvantages of the Port of
Tadouffac: vlen does the Navigation of the Gulph-at that Port
commence and end ; and at what period of time is the Saguenay
frozen over, and when does the ice disappear therefrom.

A. James McKenzie, Efquire, or J. B Taché, Efquire, have
wintered at 'radouffac, they can give a fatisfactory anfiwer.

Q. What are tie animal, vegetable and mineral productions
of the Country conmmonly called the King's Pots ?

A. My Rlay at the King's Pofis did not permit nie to make an?
enquiry on thefe fubjects, (and indeed I1am not qutalirxed,) as ,1fel-
dom could remain m'ore than two or three days caci vitit at the
fume place. Mr. McKenzie, I prefume, will return anx answer.

Q. Wlxat is the quality of the foil,'timber, climate, extent of
cultivable ground, as vell of the country lying between the mouth
of the Saguenay and Lake Miltaflini, as of the Country lying be-
tween the fources of the St. Maurice and the cultivared. parts of
the Diftrict of Thrce-Rivers near its mouth; and what is the
course, depth and breadth of the faid River St. Maurice, and are
there any and what obftructions ta its navigation, and what is the
nature and defcription of the interior country Iying behind the
exifting lettiements, houniced on, the une tide by the Saguenay,
Lake St. John, and the Streams which fall into the latter Lake,
and on the other fide by the River Saint Maurice ?

A. Fromn la Pointe eu.r Allou etes, weft fide of the Saguenay,
there is a fpace of about nine mites in front, by two or threc (andi
likely more) miles in depth, where a Settlementt might be nade ;
thence toCap (j l'Est and on t the Lake St. John, ihe climate,
foil and timber are muchu the fame as at St. Paul's or Mal Bav;
the weft fide of the Lake St. John fhews a gradual rife for two
or thrce leagues : the foil is reported ta be good it is covered with
fine large wood, fuch as Maple, Cedar, Elm, iBirch, &c. . Three
leagues north wel' and north, by the River Affuapmioufoin, the
country is rocky, with little foil, rte -wood offmall growth.
l I believe the courfe of the St Maurice to be nearly north;

from July to September this River is lhallow, and may be croffed
about knee deep ; the breadth' about a mile; xthe obftructionxs
confil in many unavoidable portages. I have not been in the in.
terior between the Saguenay and the St. Maurice.

Q. Have you had any and what means of becorning acquainted
with the Country whici- lies with the St. Maurice on one fide
and the River Ottawa on the other, and i.fo, are thereany and
what navigable ftreams therein, antd iow navigable and for ,what
difance and are there any, and what Lakes on the faid tract of
Country, and what is -their fize, depth aind fituation, and do
they produce a' and whiat fpecies of Fish and what is the cli-
mate and qualit'y of the foil, what TreesgràWöin the faid Coun-
try, of' wla fize and what are rthe vegeable, aniial and mine-
rai productions of the fame.

A. I have no knowledge of the Couítry lying between tie St.
Maurnice and Ottawa River.

Q. Are there now in the faid two tracts ofCountry any Tribcs
of Indians, and viat are their nurnbiers, manners and ueans of
obtaining a livelyhood, aind have their nurntbers åincreafet or di
minifihed fince you firstr becameWacqaainted wich them anxdt if
they have fa intreafed or diminiflhed towhat caufe or caufesédo
you attribute their increafe or diminution.

qual advantages in a proportional degree :-The fane nay be
aid of the Ottawa whofe principal fource rifes in Lake Teniif-
aming traverfing to its confluenice into the St. Lawrence a fpace
f Country of about three hundred miles:--Thc River St. Mau-
ice, although not fo wide as cither of the former, winds through
s great a fpace of Country as the Saguenay :-Can it be doubtcd
hat pofflfling fuch natural advantages, fuch'exhauftlefs treafures,
hat any encouragement held out with a view of colonizing that
'aluable tract of Country would fail in its object ?

Were I thxerefore to offer a plan of furveying operations, I
hould for the firft year direct my attention to a Trigonometrical
furvey of the Ottawa and the Saguenay, and an exp'orinig furvev
of the St. Maurice; to the Southvard of the St. Lawrence, I
would confine myfelf to the cxploring of the River Etchemin to
ts fource, and determine its exact diftance and pofition vith the
Rives St. John's which are alfo objects vcry dcferving of immedi-
te notice.

We have taken titis important and most complicated subject into our se-
rious consideration, and after various meetings and separate researches
marde by us, ta attain the abjects which His Excellency ias in view, and
for carnying into rffect the proceedings in question, we have after mature
deiberation t submit the following observations for the inforrm.ation of
Ili$ Excellency.

In subr.itirrg otr opinion with the several observations we decim it ne-
cessary to offer, we have taken up the subject in the order taken in the
referenrce, as f,>llows.

Wiat is the necessary course ta ie pursued to annul the Grants
of .and made by the Crown in fre and Commun Soccage, in whicih the
Conditions of the Giants have in no% wise been cumplied with, and toaes-
elheat the sane te the Crown ?

An Action of Law instituted in the Surperior Term of the Court of
King's Bench against the Grantee is the oniy course which could at pre-
sent be adopted under the Law i f the Land as it now stands. And for
this purpose, the first thing required by the Provincial Orditrance 25th
Gea. Ili. Chap. 2, is the suing the prucess of the Court ontihe Defen-
dant personally, or at/is domicile, without which nu legal proceedings
could ie effected against hin. The first thiing therefore the Law Offi.
cers of the Crown would have tu notice, would be to ascertaii, previous-
ly to the fyling of an information against a Grantee, whether he was or
was trot in the Province, and if absent, to obtain the appointmen cof a
Curatur ta such Absenter, and tiereurn t institute tIre Action against
the Curatur. In this latter case, the só-.%rmaitîies required by law,
for tire appointnirt, is tu lay a Petition before any onre of the Judges
of the D.strict, wherein the Land to ie eschrated lies, praying for a
meeting of the relatives, or ti %default tiereuf, of the friends of the Ab-
sentee, seven in number, ta proceei tu stch appointment, eitier before
the Jndge or a person by iim delegated out of town, if the parties con.
cernred reside beyond five leagues, urîder the 9th Section of the 3Sth
Co. 111. Chap. 5. And or the Appointinent taking place, the pro-
ceeditrgs aid againîst the Curator, will have the same force and effect as
if hiad against tire Grantee rersonally. If the Grantee be dead, the Are.
tion must be brotgit against the 1Heir at Law if tn the iovince, if ab.
teni, then against the Curatur as above stated ; but if the Ileir at Lawr
be ridl a Mmor, and abient, a Tutor would be the legal character ta
represent him, and ta ubtain titis apbpoirîntmenrt, the same formalities as for
the nomination of a Curator are prescribed..

The next point we have considered lis ' What is the nature of the Evi-
dence, which as the Law Stands, it would be necessary to give of the non-

Vitiî respect ta thc nature ai the Evidcnce wc think thiat very lglit
evidence indeed would be sufficient to attain the object,as from the nature
of the case the onu probandi, or burihen of proof, would lie in a great
measure upen the Defeindant, and lie vould ofi necessity be called upon ta
prove dhat he haid complied with the conditions of the Grant. Two
vitnesses at least would be requied for the purpose, n ot relatei to nor
iii the service of thc Defendant and not interested in the event of the suit.
These witnesses ought to testify iii substance as ta their personal know-
ledge of the lands in question, and that fiom such their knowledge the
obligations specified in the Grant have not been complied with. Here a
difficulty offers itself in case the witness be re4ident in a part of the Dis.
trict remote from that whercin the suit iq pending, or wuhiout the Dis-
trict i n any othet part of Uhé Province : howv in such cases 18 the évidence
to be procure ?The apparent difficulty lowever is a olte or no na.
ment as the Law provides the remedy. By the Provincial Ordinance 31
Ge. Il. C. 2, Sec. 3, Courts in this Province arc etmpowered ta issue
Commissions in the nature of Commissions Rogatoires, even linto the In'
dian Territories and other remote places, and the Provincial Ordinance
32 Geo. 111, Chip. V, the same powers are granted to Courts to issue
comsmissions within the several Districts of the Province, and eveni in the
same District or County where the cause is pending, "'f the witness to
bc examined be resident a thirty miles and upwardh from the Court houte
wvhere the caume ir t be adjudged." Th is com'mission must be directed to
one or mure Commiissioners, reuiding in or near the place were such wit-
ness may reside ; as tu procuring the necessary evidence, thereof, thsat
must be done in upen Court if the witniesses are resident wiihin thirty
miles d·stance from the Court louse, if not, under Commission as above ;-
it may however prove difficuit lu isome parts uf the Province, ta fix ipon
persois ptoperly qualified ta execute the duty of Commissioners, but ge-
nerally speaking we believe the service can be effected by Commissioners.

The next thing we are calledtiîpon for is, ta point out any legal dif-
ficulties that there may be in carryisig through a proceeding of this na-
ture vith effect and expedition, as well 'as the probable expence it may
entail. ..

Wc have taken up and treated of many of these difficulties and the va.
rious points, above ; one difficulty however worth noticing here is the
delay attending the institutian ofa suit at law, which could in no degree
of possibility bebrought ta close until the Term next succeeding that in
vhich it %wasinstituted ; and tItis only in exparte cases. Even then when

such judgement is obtained ; it would still be in the power of the Defen-
dant, if lie secs fit ta institite an Appeal within a year and a day from
the date of the judgement and such judgement, being confirmed in appeal,
to lodge an appeal before lis Majesty in his Privy Council and thereby
stay, all proceedings as to the Execution of the Judgement for fifiteen
months longer. These Appeals however, could not be allowed until
security was given by such Defendant for the payment of the Costg of
the Inferior'Court and thoe of Appeal, 1which would in many cases ren-
der it equal to an impossibility for the Defendant to obtain the delay by
Appealing.. As ta the probable expence of such anaction this would
vary materially according ta the circumstance of the case, first in tie
value of the thing, secondly frnm the nature of the pleadings, and third-
ly from the inquete whethcer taken im Court or uider Spccial Commission
issued for the purpose. If the action brought was ta Eschcat Lands o
a less value than £20 Sterling and tieCrownl were allowed to, proceed
exparte, on Evidenîce being adduced in Court ; on an average the proba
ble expence would be about£6 5 Currency, on a like proèceting
upon a Commistion £9 Currency. On a litigated case of the same Class
where the Evidence is taken in Court about £8, and. the like case oi a
Commission about £10 10 Currency.

In the cafes where the value of the Land to be efcheated
fhould exceed' £20 Sterling and be lefs than £30 Currency, an
additional fum of one fourtih of the above charges.j

We are tsext calledi upon, to ftate, particularly in what manner

On this branch of the reference vhich we think af tIe highest
importance we have beftowcd cveey poilibleatîeition and we
relpectfully fubmit two courfes that tmight be adopted by Legis-,
lative proviion, either of which in our opinton',would be equally
beneficial ansd pramnote with advantage the intereits of the Cron
and brimgto a fpeedy determnaotin tie object now contempla-
ted. The ifrft would be to renew and put in force the regula-
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tions enacted in the Colony-before the conquefi by His Most
Chriflian Majefty in cafes of a reunion at domaine, either of a
fief ta the Crown or Lands en censive ta the fief of the Seign-
eur, in cafe the conditions of the grant had not been complied 4th Feby.
wvith andi more particularly for non-Settlement (fenirfeu et lieu.)
The provifions we allude ta are ta be found in the Arrêt of lis
Mofn Chriflian MajeftyofG6th July 1711 (1 vol. edits &c. p. S23)
which are in subftance as follow :

« Sa Majefté etant en fon Confeil a ordonné et ordonne, que
cg dans. un An du dit jour de la publication du prefent arrêt pour
" tout prefixion et delai les habitants de la nouvelle France
« n'habitant point furies terres que leur ont été concedées, feront

There are feveral other arrêts tending ta the fame object, on
the force of which a fummary proceeding was inflituted by feve-
rai Seigneurs before the Intendant ;and a reunion ordered (fecond
volume edits pages 125, 272, 294, 295, 316 andSSI.) Upon a
reference to thele pages it will be feen that thofe proceediigis
were in their nature fummary, fimple and highly beneficial ta the
fettlement of the Colony.

If therefore this courfe were re-eftablilhed and the powers gi-
ven' by the faid arrêt ta the intendant veiled in the Judges of
the Court of King's Bench, ta be exercifed by them or any two
of them, as well in Terni as in Vacation, or fa many days every
two months, the nany difficulties above mentioned would difap-
pear, the expence be confiderably diminifhed and the delay be
a mere nothing. We would however recommend the adding of
one marc ta the provifions made before the Conquest which is,
that in cafe the lands ta be escheated be fituated in a remote
and entirely unfettled part*of-the Province, publication at the
Church door or any other public place mu the adjoining Town-
fhips or Parilhes, and and an advertifement in the Quebec Ga-
zette, vould be a fufficient notice, and fervice of theeproceedings
inftituted for the purpoe provided the defendant was not a refi-
dent in the Province or domiciled therein.

'The other courfe we refpectfully fubmit as equally warthy the
attention of the Legiflature of this Province are the provifions
mtade by the Colonial Legiflature in Nova Scotia, to effect the
efchcating of Lands in that Province. On .reference ta their
fiatute Law, two acts vill be found, the one paffed in the 34ith
year of the reig nof His late Majefly Chap. 8, intituledi, "an
"i Act for encouragiug the improvenment of Lands in the :Pe-
" ninfula of Halifax, &c. and the other it the 4lst year ofthe
fane reign Chap, 6, intituled "an Act for. regulating the pro-

cecdings of the Court of Efcheats' by vhich Acts it will ap.
pear that in the province of Nova Scotia, there is a fpecial Court
conflituted for the purpofe authorized ta try and determine in a
fummary ,manner, by the verdict of a jury, cafes of efcheats
brouight before it, at the fuit of the Attorney General on behalf
of the Crown, and on mature confideration af the feveral pro-
vifions contained in thefe two fLatutes, we think they would
prove highly beneficial. Some flight alterations miglit however
be required,. fuch as extending. the benefit of thele ftatutes ta
Sdg ris generally against their Censimieures in 'all cafes ofre-
union (ut duau'ne, and fuclh other provifions as the 'Legiflatur e
nuight deem it expedient to enact. This report is most refpect-

EXTRACT from, His Majelly's Proclamation bearing date at St.
James' the 7th October 1763.

«c And whereas great frauds & abufes have been committed in
the puirchafing Lands of the Indians, to the great prejudice of our
interefts, and to the great diffatisfaction of the faid Indians; in
order therefore td prevent fuch irregularities for the future, and
to the.end that the Indians may be convinced of our juffice and
determined refolution to remove all reafonable caufe of difcon-
tent ; ve do, vith the advice of our Privy Council, ftri&ly enjoin
and require, that no private perfon do prefume ta make any pur-
chafe from the faid Indians, within thofe parts of our Colonies
where we have thought proper to allow ifttlcment ; but if at any
time any of the faid Indians fhould be inclined ta difpofe of the
faid Lands, the fume fhall bc purchafed only for us, in our name
at fome Public Meeting or Anembly of the faid.Inîdians, ta be
held for that purpofe by the Governor.or Commander in Chief
of our Colony, refpectively, within which they fhall lie: and in
cafe they fhall lie within the limits of any proprictaries, conform-
ably ta fuch direaions and inftruUions as we, or they, hall think
proper ta give for that purpofe: and we do by the advice of our
Privy Council, declare and enjoin, that the trade with the fald-In-
dians fliall be free and open ta all our fubjeas vhatever; provi-
ded that every perfon vho may incline ta trade with the faid In-
dians, do tatke out a Licenfe for carrying on fuch trade, from the
Governor or Commander in Chief of any of our Colonies refpec.
dvely, where iùch perfon ihaillrefide, and alfo give fecurity ta ob-
ferve fuch regulations as ve fhall at any time think fit, by our-
felves or Commiffaries, to be appointed for this purpofe, ta di-
rect and appoint for the benefit of the faid trade: and we do
hereby authorize, enjoin and require the Governors and Com-
manders in Chief of all our Colonies refpectively, as well thofe
under our immediate Government, as thofe under the govern-
ment nd direction of proprietaries, to grant fuch Licenfes with-
out fee or reward, taking efpecial care ta infert therein a condi-
tion that fuch Licenfe fhall be void, and the fecurity forfeited,
in cafe the perfon ta whom the fame is granted fhall refufe or ne-
glect ta obferve fucli regulations as we <hall think proper to
preferibe as aforefaid."

1)RAucHr Of an intended Report of the Honorable the Gover-
nor in Chief and the Council of the Province of Quebec, to
the King's Mofi Excellent Majefty in His Privy Council, con-
cerning the State of the Laws and the Adminiftration of Jus-
tice in that Province.

MAY rT PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY,

In hunble obedience to Your Majefry's Order in Couincil, of
the 28th day of Augurf t1767, whercini Your Majefly is pleafed
to Order that we fihould Report to Your Majefty.

Firft-Whether any, and what, defects are now fubrlfting in
the prefent state of Judicature in this Your Majely's Province of
Quebec.

And Secondly, Wlether the Canadians are, or think themfel-
ves, aggrieved according to the prefent AdminifIration of Jufnice;

vherein, and in what respects ; together witi our opinions of any
alterations or anendrments that we cars propofe for the gencrail be-
nefit of the faid Province; and that fuci alterations and anend-
> ments, for the clearer apprehenfion thereof, be transmitted to
Your Majefly in the form of Ordinances, but not pafled as fuch,
aand that fuch report be returned, Signed by Your Majcfty's Go-
vernor, or his locum tenens, the Chief Juflice and Attorney Ge-
neral of the fald Province ; but that, if they fsould not concur,
the perfon or perfons differing in opinion fhould be required to
report the difference of his opinions, together with his reafons
for fuch difference of opinion, fully and at large.

We lay before Your Majefty the following view of the Laws
and Cufonoms which at prefent prevail in this Province, and of the
ruies of decilion obferved by Your Majefly's Courts of Judicature
in the Adniniftration of Juftice, together with fuch obfervations
on thefe heads as the experience we have had in our respective
Offices, fince we have had the honour to ferve Your Majefy in
this Province, lias enabled us to make.

In the firft place, we beg Icave to obferve to Your Majefty,
that the Laws of England are generally fuppofed to be in force
in this Province. All Criminal Proceedings have been carricd
on according to thefe Laws : and in Civil matters no oticr Laws
are cited or appealed to, or allowed to be of any weight in the
Courts of Junlice ; though in one or two Caufes certain Cuflorns
that prevailed here in the tine of the French Government have
been admitted as the grounds of the decifions, becaufe the Caufes
of Action in thofe litigations had arifen either in the time of the
French Governmient, or during Your Majefty's Governîment of
this Province by your M ilitary Commanders, during which period
the ancient Law: and ufliges of the Country vere fiuppofed to be
in force: but fince the Eflabliflhnment of Civil Governmsent Your
Majefty's Chief Juflice of the Province has acted by virtue of a
Conmiflion that Commands hin to decide ail matters that come
before him accordinrg Io the Laws and Customs of that part of
lour Majesty's Kingdom of Greal Britin ca/led England, awt
the Lates, Ordinances, Rules and Reglations of your Maji sty's
Prorince of Quebec heureaftr in that behalf to be ordained nil
made ; fo thiat lhe is not at liberty to allow of any other Laws or
Cufoms, but thoie of England, unless they are expressly intro-
duced or revived by fone of the Ordinances of the Province
made fince the Eftablifhment of the Civil Government. And
further, befides this Commiflion, there is an express Ordinance
of the Province which obliges both your Majefly's Chief Juftice
and the other Judges of the Province to follow the fime rule of
Judgment. This is the Ordinance of the 17th of September
1764, pafed by the Governor and Council of the Province upon
the introduction of the Civil Goverrînrent, to crect and conifitute
the Courts of Juflice by whichs the fiaid Civil Government was t
be carried on. This Ordinance erects, in the firft place, one
Superior Court of Judicature, called the King's Benci, in vhich
it directs that your Majefty's Chief Jufice of the Province fiall
prefide, teith porcr and authority to hear and deteminc all Cri-
minal and (ivil Causes agreeable ol the Laws of England and
Io the Ordinances of thiv Protiure; and, in the fecond place,
an inferior Court of Judicature, called the Court of Commons
Pleas, witlh power and authority to determine ail property above
the value of ten pounds, with a liberty to either party to appeal
to the Superior Court, or Court of King's Dench, whent the mrt-
ter in contefi is of the value of twenty pounds, or upwards ; and
directs that the Judges in this Court ihall determine the natters
before thern agrceable to Equity, having regard neverhless to
the Laws of Engl!and as ir as circumstances rand situation of
things will permit, until sutch lime as proper Ordinances for the
information of the people can be establislhed by the Governor and
Councilagreeable t Ithe Laws of England; and it further di-
rects, that the French Laws and Customs shall beallowed and ad-
mittedin all Causes in this Court betwcen te natives of this Pro
vincc,w/'hre the Caise of action arosc bejbre the tsi day of Oc-
tober 1761. It then, in the third place, gives povers to Juffices
of the Peace to determine iatters of pi-operty of sniall value in
a furmmary way, either fingly, if the matter in dispute does not
exceed the value of five pounds, or in conjunction with eacli
other in veekly and quarterly Seflion, where the matter in con-
teft is of a greater value. The words of this Ordinsance, by
which there things are ordained, are of the tenor following.

«c Whereas it is highly expedient and necellary for the welil
« governîing of His Majefly's good Subjects of the Province of
c Quebec, and for the fpeedy and impartial diftribution of Jus-
cc tice among the fame, that proper courts of Judicature, witih
c proper powers and authorities, and under proper regulations,
« lhould be efnablilied and appointed, His Excelluncy tie Go-
« vernor, by and with the advice, confent and afliiinance of His
« Majefty's Council, and by virtue of the power and authority to
" him given by His Majefy's Letters Patent under the Great
« Seal of Great Britain, hath thouglt fit to ordain and declare,
« and his fid Excellency, by and with the advice, confent and
c« affifiance aforefaid, doth hsereby ordain and declare :

« Tiat a fbperior Court of Judicature or Court of King's
c Bench be ellablifhed in this Province, to fit and hold termis in
«9 the town of Quebec twice in every year, viz, one to begin on
c' the 21st day cf January, cailled Hilary Term, the other on the
S2L1st day of June, called Trinity Teri.

« In this Court His Majefty's Chief Juftice prefides, withs pow.
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t er and authority to licar and determine ail criminal and civil

" caufes, agreeable to the Laws of England and to the Ordinance
O f this Province, and from this Court an appeai lies to the Go-

" vernor and Council wlhen tihe matter in conteft is above the
' value of three hundred pounds ilerling ; and from the Gover-

' nor and Council an appeal lies to the King and Council, where
" the matter in conteft is of the value of five iundred pounds
Sfterling or upwards.

« In all triais in this Court all His Majefly's Subjects in this
Colony are to be admitted on Juries without diainction.

« And His Majety's Chief Jufnice once in every year to hold
« a Court of Aflize and general Gaol Delivery, foon after Hila-
ci ry Term, at the Towns of Montreal and TI'rois Rivières, for
4 the more eafy and convenient diaribution of Tuflice to His
" Majefly's Subjeas in thofe diftant parts of the Province.

« And wvhercas an Inferior Court of Judicature, or Court
c Of Common Pleas, is alfo thought neceffary and convenient,
" it is further ordained and declared, by the authority aforefaid,
ci that an inferior Court of Judicature, or Court of Common
c Pleas, is hereby efnablifhed, witli pover and authority to
4 determine al property above the value of ten pounds, with
c aliberty of appeal to either party to the fuperior Court, or Court
«9 of King's Bench, where the matter in contenf is of the value of
" wenty pounds and upwards.

« Al Trials in this Court to be by Juries if demanded by cither

« venience and happinefs of ail His Majeity's loving Subjeas, that
ci Juflices of the Peace fhould be appointed for the refpeEive
4 diftriaés of this Province, with power of determining proper-
« ty of finaîl value in a funimary way, it is therefore further or-
c dained and declared, by the authority aforefaid, and full pow-
« er is hereby given and granted to any one of His Majefy's
«c Junfices of the Peace, within their respective distri&s, to hear and
c finally determine in ail causes or matters of property not exceeding
« the fum of five pounds current money of Quebec ; and to any
d two Justices of the Peace, within their refpe&ive distriâs to
d hear and finally determine in ail caufes or matters of property
c fnot exceeding the fum of ten pounds faid Currency ; which
cg decisions being within, and not exceeding the aforefaid limita-
c tion, fhall not be liable to an appeal; and alfo full power is,
cc by the authority aforefaid, given and granted to any three of
t fàid Justices of the Peace to be a quorum with power ofholding
t quarter Sefßions in their refpcdive distrias every three months,
« and also to hear and determine ail caufes and matters of pro.

« Bench. And it is hereby ordered, that tie aforesaid Justices
«c of the Peace do iffue their Warrants dire&ed to the Captains

« by His Majesty, shall arrive and other inferior officers be ap-
« pointed for that purpose ; ail officers, civil and military or

Sit is further ordered and directed by the authority aforefaid,

Further by another Ordinance of your Majesty's Governor and
Council, dated the 6th day of November 1764, it isordained, that un.
til the 10th day of August next, that is, of August 1765, the tenures
of lands, with respect to such grants as are prior t tihe Cession of Ca-
nada to the Crown of Great Britain by the definitive Treaty of Peace

of February 1763, and the rights of inheritance, as practised before that
period, in such lands, shall remain to ail intents and purposes the sane,
unless they shall be altercd by some declared and positive Law The
vords of this Odinanice relating ta this subject are of the tenor fotllwng.

i Whereas it appears right and necessary tu quiet the mnds of the
people in regard ta their possessions, and to reinove every doubt res.

S pecting the same, which may any ways tend ta excite and encourage
" vexatious Law Suits, and until a matter of sa serious and complicated
" a nature, fraughît with many and great difficulties, can be secriously
" considered, and such measures therein taken as may appear the most
" likely ta promote the welfare and prosperity of the Province in gene.
" rai, flis Excellency by and with the advice and consent of Ilis Ma.
4 jety's Couicil doth hereby ordain and declare that, until the 10th
c day of August next, the tenures of lands, in respect ta such grants
" as are prior ta the Cession thereof, oy the definitive Treaty. of Peace
' signed at Paris the 1oth day of February one thousand seven huindred

" and sixty three, and the rights of inheritance, as practised before
" that period, in such lands or effects, of any nature whatsoever, ac-
" cording ta the custum of this Country, shall remain ta ail inents
" and purposes the saine, unless they shall bc altered by some declared

and positive Lawv; for which purpose the present Ordinance shail
" serve as a guide and direction in ail such matters ta every Court of
" Record in this Province. Provided that nothing in this Ordinance
" contained shall extend, or be construed to extend, to the prejudice of
« the rights of the Crown, or ta debar His Majesty, his Heirsor Suc-
" cessors, from obtaining by due course of Law in any ofb is Courts of
" Record in this Province, accoding ta the Laws of Great Britain,
" any lands or tenements, which at any time hereafter mnay be found to
" be vested in His Majesty, his Heirs or Successors and in the passes.
" sion of any Grantee or Grantees, bis, lier, or their Assigns, or such
" as claimt under them by virtue of any such grants as aforesaid, or under
" pretence thereof, or which hereafrer may be found ta have become
" forfeited ta His Majesty, by breach of ail or any of the conditions in
ci such grants respectively mneuntioned and contained."

By this latter Ordinance we conceive that ail the lands in this Pro-
vince, whose owners have died since the loth day of August 1765, are
meant ta be subjected ta the English Law of inheritance and the En-
glishs Custom of dower, and ta the English Rules of forfeiture ta Your
Majesty for high Tieason, or escheat ta Your Majesty, or ta such
other Lord of vihon they are holden, for felony or defect of heirs, and
ta ail the other rules of the English Law relating ta Land-property,
even though the said lands lhad been originally granted before tise
Signinig of ti definitive Tieaty of Peace ; ansd that ail lands granted
since the said Peace were already, at the time of making the said Ordi-
nance, subject ta the said English Rules and Customs, and were so ta
continue.

By these two Ordinances, which have been transmitted ta Your Ma.

jesty and never disallowed, and are therefore supposed ta have received
the Sanction of Your Majesty's Royal Approbation, the Canadian Laws
and Customs have been generally supposed ta be abolished, and the En-
glisi Laws and Customs ta have been introduced in their stead, and the
Judges of Your Majesty's Courts of Judicature in this Province have
conceived themselves ta be in conscience bound ta administer justice
according ta the Laws of England.

Besides these two Ordinances there are severalother public Instru-
ments and Acts of Gouvernient, by which the Laws of England are
supposed ta have been introduced into this Province. Some of theFe
instruments are Acts of Parliament which introduce those particular
parts of the Lawsof England, ta which they relate, into this Province ;
and others of them are instruments of a high and important nature, that
bear the Sanction of Your Majesty's royal Authority, by whicih it is
generally understood ta have been your Royal pleasure to abolisi the
former Laws and Customs of this Province, aud for the sake of governing
your new Canadian Subjects in a milder and marc indulgent manner thain
they had heretofore been usted ta, and associating and connecting them with
the greater part of your ancient and natural born Subjects of Great Bri-
tain by the strong tic of an Union and Communion of Laws, to intro-
duce the Laws of England in their stead. These Acts of Parlianment and
other instruments of Governiment are as follows :

The Actsof Parlianent that relate ta this Province are of two kinds;
some of them are prior ta the& .onquest of this Province by Your Majes-
ty's Arms in the year 1760, but extend to Yuur Majesty's future Ame-
rican Damiiions, as well as those whichs belonged ta the Crown of
Great Britain at the times of pa3sing them, cither by express words for
that purpose, or by sane general words that have been deemed by Your
Majesty's Ministersand Law Officers, by just construction in Law, ta
campreiend them ; and others of the said Acts have been passed by
Your Majesty's self, by tihe advice and with the consent of your Parlia.
ment, since the Conquest and Cession of this Province by the last definti-
tive Tieaty of Peace.

The most ancient Act of Parliament ai the first kind that we have
met with is that of the first of Queen Elizabeth, Chap. 1, by which
the pretended authority of the Bishop of Roine was abolished through.
ont ail the Dominions of England. The 16th Section of this Statute
is of the following tenor : " And ta the intent that all usurped and fo-

reign power and authority, spiritual and temporal, may for ever be
" clearly extinguished, and never to be uscd or obeyed within this
" Realm, or any other Your Majesty's Dominions or Countries, may it
: please Your Highness, that it nay be further enacted by the authori.

ty aforesaid, that no foreign prince, persan, prelate, state or poten-
tate, spiritual or temporal, shall at ainy time after the last day of this

" Session of Parliament, use, enjoy, or exercise any manner of power,
jurisdiction, superiority, authority, pre-eminence or privilege, spiritu-

" ai or ecclesiastical, within this Reali, or within any other Your Ma.

" jesty's Dominions and Countries that nuw be, or hereajer shalle;
" but frons thenceforth the same shah be clearly abolisied out of this
" Realm and all other Your Majesty's Dominions for ever ; any Sta.
" tute, Ordinance, Custom, Constitution, or any other matter or cause
i whats:rever ta the cuntrary in any wise notwithstanding."

By this Section of that Statute, and the express words any other
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.Appendix -,our Majesy's Dominions and Coruntries that now be,or ihereafter shall
.) be, we humbly apprehend that all exercise of the Pope's authority, or of

.A anyccclesiastical authority derived fom hin, is prohibited in this Pro.
4th Feby. vince as much as it is in England itself.

The next Section of this Act of Parliament annexes al] Ecclesiasti-
cal Jurisdiction to the Crown of England.

The 19th Section requires all Bishops and other ecclesiastica per-
sons, and all ecclesiastical Officers and Ministers, and all temporal Judg.
es, Justices, Mayors, and other lay or temporal Officers and Ministers,
and every other person having the Queen's Fee or Wages within the
Realm of Englaud, or any other lier Highness' Dominions, to take the
Oath of Sopremacy.

The 2k-h Section enacts, that every temporal peison doing homage
for his Lands to the Queen, her -leirs or Successors, or that shall be re-
ceived into the service of the Queen, lier Ileirs or Successors, shall takè
the same Oath.

And the 27th, Section enactF, that if any person of any degrc
vhatsoever, dwelling vithin the Realm of England or in any other, the

Queen's Reals or Dominions, shall by writing, teaching, or preaching,
mainain or defend the authority, spiritual or ceclesiastical, ofany foreign
prince, prelate, person, state or potentae whatsoevcr, heretofore claimed,
used or usu-ped within the Realn of England, or any Dominion or
Country being within or under the power, dominion or obeisance of the

Queen's Highness, he shall forfeit all his goods and chattels for the first
offen ce.

We submit it to Your Majestv that tiis Statute seerms, from the
whole complexion of it, as weil as from the positive wordi Tour Ma-
jesty's Dominions thiat hereafter shall be, to have been considered by
the Legislature that passedl it as an indispensable part of the gencral
Policy of the English Government, and to have been intended to take
place in ever- Coutry, tiat eit ber then made or should thercafter tnake
a part of the Dominions of t he Crown of England.
. The next. Statute that we have met wi:hb of this compirelensive nature

is the Statute of the 1.5th1 of Charles the Second, Chap. 7, intituled,
"9Au Act for the encouragement of Trade." li tthe 7h Section of
this Statute it is enac:ed, that after the 2Rh dal, of Mdarch 166 , o
commodity of the growth or manufacture of Europe shallbe impourted
into any land, island, plantation, calony, territory, or place i c His
Majesty belonging or which shall hereafter befong into, or Le in the pos -
session of Ris Majesty, his Heirs and Successors, in Asia, Africa, or
America (Tangier only excepted) but what shall be laden and shipped
in England, W'alesor the town of Berwick upon Tweed, andin English
built Shipping."
- Another Statute of the same kind is the Star. 7 and 8 Will. III.
Chap. 22, intituled, "l An Act for preventing Frauds and regulating
Abuses, in the Plantation Trade ;'' by which it is enacted and ordained,
that after the 25th day of March, in the year 1698, no Goods or
Merchandize whatsoever shall be imported into, or exported out of
any Colony or Plantation to His Majesty in Asia. Africa, or America
belonging, or in his possession or which may hereafier be/ong unto, or Le

in the possession of Ris Majesty, his Ileirs or SureessorS, in any Shiip
or Bottom, but what is or shall be of the built of England, or of the
built of Ireland, or of the built of the said Colonies or Plantations.

And the other Acts of Parliament relating to the Trade of Your Ma-

jesty's American Colonies, though they have not such strong positive
words in them as the three Statutes above mentioned, yet are ger.erally
understood to extend to this Province as well as to Your Majesty's more
ancient Ameicanî Dominions , and, agreeably to this opinion, Your
Majesty ias caused a Clause to be in&srted in your Commission to your
Goveinor in this Province, directing him to take the Oath required to be
taken by Governors of the Plantations to do tiheir Litniost that the
several Laws relating to Trade and Plantations, be duly observed ; and
this Oath he hbath accordingly taken. And Your Majesty's Commissio-
ners of the Customs have appointed a Collector and Comptroller of the
Customs, and other Officers necessary for the collection of them for
this Port of Quebec, in order to carry all these Acts of Parliament
into executon.
- Another Statute that we underfrand to be in force in this Pro-
vince, though made before the Conqueft of it and not extended
by express words to the future dominions of the Crown of Great
Britain is Stat. 2, 12th Ann, Chap. 18, intituled, " An Act for
preferving all fucih Ships and Goods thereof which fhail happen
to be forced on Ihore, or ftranded, upon the Coafts of this King-
doue, or any other of her Majefly's Dominions." This Statute,
and another of the 4th of Geo. . Chap. 12, for enforcing and
making the former perpetual, have been declared by Your Ma-
jefty's Attorney and Solicitor General, in the month of June
1767, in an opinion given by them to Your Majeffy's Lords Com-
inffioners of Trade and Plantations, upon a cafe ftated to them

by thofe Lords, to extend to Your Majefly's Plantations in Arne-
rica : and no exception is made in their opinion of thofe of Your
Majefty's Dominions in America which have been acquired fince
the paffling of thofe Statutes. And Your Majeay's Minillers have
transmitted the faid cafe and opinion to Your Majefty's Governor
of this Province, upon a fuppofition as wve apprehend, that it
extends to this Province as well as to all the others.

Thele are the Acts of Parliament paffed before the Conqueft
and Cefiion of Canada, that we conceive to be in force in this,
Province by their own import and operation, and without need--
ing any further Act of Government to introduce them.

Some of thefe Acts of Parliarnent paffed by Your Majefiy's
feif fince the Conquefn and Ceflion of Canada relating to this
Province are thefe that follow:

Thefirn oi f thele Statutes is that of the 4th year of your Ma-
jefly's reign, Chap. 11, which amongft other things, enaas, that
fà much of an ict made in the 8th year of King George the Firif,
intituled, « an Act for giving furtier encouragement to the im-
pôrtatio6 of-Nafval Stores, and for other purpores therein rnenti-
oned," as relates to the importation of wood and tirmber, and of

the goods commonly called Lumber, therein particularly enuine-
rated, from any of your Majefty's British plantations or Colonies
in America, free from ail customs and impofitions whatsoever,
fhall be continued, beyond the times appointed in former Acts,
te the 29th September in the year 1771.

In this Statute the words British plantations are generally un-
derflood to relate to this Province as well to your Majesty's other
Colonies in America; and a copy of this Statute has accordingly
been transmitted by the Commissioners of your Majefny's Crus-
toums in London to your Majesty's Colleaor of the Cuftoms in
this Port.

The next Act of Parliament of this kind is of the faume
4th year of your Majefny's reign, chap. 19. This Statute ex-
pressly relates to this Province by name, being intituled, « An
Act for importing Sait from Europe into the Province of Quebec,
in America for a limited time". It enacts, « that it fhall be lav-
« fui for any of His Majenly's Subjects to carry and import
« Sait from any part of Europe into the fiid Province of Que-
c bec, in America, in Britifh hllips and vessels manned and navi-
" gated according to the Act of navigation ; angi Lazc, Stbatuie,
« Uager, or Custonr, to the contrary in any cise notwithstand-

,? ining."e702,1 st n -
By these laif words it feiems to be fupposed that ail the former

Laws and Statutes of Great Britain relating to this fubject of the
importation and exportation of goods and Merchandize, made be-
fore the conquefn of this Province, are of force in this Province
as well as in the other British Provinces in Arnerica.

Another Act of Parliament paffed by your Majefty, and ex-
pressly relating to this Province, is the Statute of the farme 4th
year of your Majefy's reign, chapter 15, intituled, "An Act for
granting certain duties in the Britifi Colonies and plantations in
.America, and for other purpofes." By this Statute it is enacted,
that certain rates and duties therein mentioned fhall be paid upon
several Ipecies of foreign goods therein enumerated, that fhall af-
ter tIe 29th day of September 1764, be imported or brought in-
to any colony or plantation in America, thich now is, or hcreaf-
ter maghe under the dominion of your Majefty, your Heirs and
Succeífors ; and thefe duties are accordingly levied and paid in
this Province.

Thefe are the Acts of Parliament, or at leaft foie of thens
(for poflibly there may be others which have escaped our notice)
which by their own import and operation extend, as we conceive,
to this Province, without the help of any other infirument or
Act of Government to introduce them ; and therefore fuch parts
of the Lavs of England as are contained in thefe Statutes are cer-
tainly in force in this Province, being introduced into it by the
higheft authority, that of your Majefly, or your Royal Predeces-
fors, in conjunction with both Houfes of Parliament. lie re-'
maining parts of the Laws of England have been introduced, or
are generally underftood to have been introduced, by a 1ries of
public instruments or Acts of Government, foundced on your
Majesty's Royal Authoriry alone, without the concurrence of
vour Parliament. Thefe public infRruments and Acts of Govern-
nient are as follows

The firai of there public inftruments is the Capitulation granted
by Your Majefty's Ger.eral, Sir Jeffery Amherft, to the inha-
bitants of Canada at the general Surrender of the whole Country
to Your Majefty's Arms in the year 1760. In the 42d Article
of this Capitulation it is defired by the Frenci Commander, on
the behalf of 'the Frenci and Canadian inhabitants of this Pro-
vince, that they fhall continue to be governed according to the
Cullomi of Paris and tl:e Laws and Ufages establifhed in this
Country; to which it is ansvered by your Majesty's General,
that they become fubjects to the King : by which it fhould feem,
that thefe your Majesty's new Subjects in this Province were put
upon the iane footing as your Majesty's other fubjects in other
parts of your Majesty's British Dominions with respect to the
Laws by which they were to be governed, and the power of legis-
lation that was to be exercifed over them for the time to core,
and that the conrinuance or abolition of their former Laws and
ctuloums was to depend entirely upon the future counfels whichs
your Majefty in your royal wisdom, flhould find it cxpedient to
purfue.

The 27th article of this capitulation demands, that the frec ex-
ercise of the Roman Catholic religion fiall fubfi uentire, in ficlh
manner that ail the people fhall continue to affemble il the
Churches and to frequent the facraments as heretofore, wmithout
being molefted in any inanner, directly or indirectly and then it
goes on and demands, in the fecond place, that the people liral
be obliged by the Egliifh government to pay the Priefis the
Tithes and all the Taxes they vere used to pay under the Go-
vernment of the French King. The General's anfwer to this ar-
ticle is as follows :-" Grantedas to.the free exercise of their rt-
ligion. The obligation of pay ing tites to the Priest wlI dC-
pend uîpon the King's pfeasure. By this anfwer it is evident that
a bare tolerationor p.rmifflion to exercife freely the Roman Ca-
tlholic Religion, vithout being molefled for fo doing by the exe-
cution of the penal Lavs of England upon that subject, is grant-
ed to the Canadians, togeher vith, a reaforiable ufe cf their
Churches for that purpofe, though not, as we conceive, to the
etnire exclufion of vour Majesty's Protestant fubjeâs fromni ak-
ing ufe of the famse Churches likewife ; but a legal eflablhsih-
mentof tiat religion, with a iigit' to exmrct tleiTithe froin the
people as legal dues and not as voluntary contributions, is refused
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them, tintil your Majesty's pleafure flhall otherwife direct, which
your Majefly has not yerjudged expedient to do. By this refusai
ail thofe parts of the Canadian Laws and Ufages relating to the
payment of Tithes and other Church dues are either abolifhed or
fuspended.

The ist article of the fame capitulation is as follows
" The iflhop fliail, in cafe of need, enabliflh new Parifhies,
and provide for the re-building of his Cathedral and his Epifcopal
Palace ; and in the mean time, lie lail have the liberty ta
dwell in the town or parifhes as he fihall judge proper. He
fhall be at liberty ta vifit his diocese vith the ordinary ceremo-
nies, and exercife all the jurisdiction which his predeceffors exer-
cifed under the French Government, fave that an Oath of Fide-
lity, or a promife to do nothing contrary to his Britannic Majes-
ty's Service may be required of him." To this article your Ma-
jesty's General made the following anfwer :-« This article is
comprised under the foregoing." Now the foregoing or Soth ar-
ticle is directly refufed ; therefore this article must be deemed to
be refufed likewife, and confequently by this refufal ail thofe parts
of the Canadian Laws and Cuftoms that give a right ta the Bifh-
op of Quebec to efnablifli new Parilhes, and to provide for the
re-building of bis Cathedral and his Epifcopal Palace, and to vifit
his diocefe with the ordinary ceremonies, and ta exercife the ju-
rifdiaion which hlad been exercised by bis predeceffors under the
French Government, are abolifhed, and your Majefty's ecclefias-
tical fupremacy is vindicated and fupported in a manner agreeable
ta that important and univerfal Statute of the 1ft of Queen Eli-
zabeth, above cited.

The next public Inflrument relating to the condition of this
Province is the definitive Treaty of Peaice, concluded at Paris on.
the 10th day of February 1763. In the fourth Article of this
Treaty it is declared, that Your Majefly will give the moni ef-
fectual orders that your new Roman Catholic fubjects may pro-
fefs the worfhip of their religion according ta the Rites of the
Roman Church, as far as te Laws of Great Britain permit. By
this reference ta the Laws of Great Britain it fliould seeni ta
have been Your Majefty's intention, that thofe Laws fhould be
the fundamental rule of Government in this Province.

The next public Inafrument relating to this fubjeâ, and upon
vhich great lrefs has been laid by all Your Majefiy's Britifh fub-
je&s, that have resorted tothis Province, is Your Majefty's Royal
Proclamation of the 7th of October 1763, which feems to have
had principally in view the profit and advantages thatmight ac-
crue ta Your Majely's Britifh fibjeâs by reforting to, or 1ettling
in, the countries that had lately been ceded to Your Majefty by
the definitive Treaty of Peace. By this very folemn and im-
portant Inftrument, paffed under Your Majely's Great Seal of
Great Britain, it is deciared thar, « Your Majefly being derirous
« that ai Your Majefty's lovi'ing fubje&s, as wel of your King-
«e doms as your Colonies in America, may avail themfelves, with
c ail convenient speêd, of the great benelits and advantages that
t' muft accrue from the great and valuable'acquifitions lately ce-
4 ded to Your Majefty in America, ta their commerce, manufac-
« tures and navigation, has thouglit fit, wiclh the advice of Your
«c Privy Coincil, to ere& four new Govermnments, to be ftiled and
« callcd by the names of Quebec, Eant Florida, Weft Florida,
« and Grenada; and that, as it will greatly contribute to the
«c fpee.dy fettling the faid new' Governmients, that Your Majefty's
« loving fubjeas flhould be informed of Your Majefiy's paternal
9 care for the fvcurity of the liberty and properties of thofe who
d are or fhall become inhabitants thereof ; Your Majety hath
«' thought fit to publifli and declare, by tiat Your Majedy's Pro-
« clamation, that Your Maiefty lias, in the Letters Patent under
« the Great Seal of Great Britain by which the faid Govern-
d ments are conftituted, given exprefs power -and. diredions to
e your Governors in the faid new Colonies, that, so foon as the
di ilate andtcircumaances.f the faid Colonies will admit thereof,
« they fhall, with the advice and confent of the members of Your
' Majefly's Councils, fummon and call General Affemblics witlh-

«s Li the faid Governinents, in fuch manner and form as is ufed
'9 ant dire&ed in tliofe Colonies and Provinces in Anerica which
«' are under Your Majefv's immediate Government; and that
« Your Majeay lias alfb given powers to the faid Governors,
e' vith the confent of Your Majefty's faid Councils and Repre-,
et fcntatives, so to be fummoned as aforefail, to make, constitute,
« and ordain Lawvs, Statutes, and Ordinances for the public peace,
«c velfare and good government of Your Majefty's faid Colonies,
«t and of the people and inhabitants thereof, as nearas may be ta
-t the Laws of Engànd, and under uch regulations and refric-
et tions as are'ufed in other Colonies."

And then it is further declared.in Your Majefty's faid Procla-
mation, 9' that inthe mean time, and until fuch Affemblies can
«c be calledas aforefaid, ail perfons inhabiting. or reforting tot
e YourMajelly's faid Colonies mnay conflde in Toýur Mllajest 's
« Royal protection for.the enjoyment of tlie bunit of the Laws

«of o'r Realim of England; and that for that purpofe Your
« Majefy had given power under the Great Seal to the Gover-
« nors of Your Maijefty's faid new Colonies, to erect and confti-
« tute, with the advice ofI Your Majefty's fraid Councils refpecti-
c vely, Courts of Judicature and Public Juftice within the faid
c Colonies for the hearing and determining all caufes, as well cri-
« minal as civil, according to' law. and. êquity, and,: as near as
«e may be, agreeably ta the Laws of England, with liberfy:to ail
« perfons vho may think themfelves aggrieved by the fentence

49 of fuch Courts, in all civil cafes, to appeal, under the ufual li- Appendis
« mitations and refLrictions to Your Majefty in Your Privy (R.)
«c Council."1

These are the words of Your Majefly's faid Proclamation, and 4th febg.
by themn Your Majefty's Britifh fubjeas in ihis Province declare,
that they have always underftood that the Laws of England have
been introduced into this Province, and that it was Your Majes-
ty's intention to aflimilate the Laws and Civil Government of it
to thofe of the other American Colonies and Provinces, which
are under Your Majefty's immediate government, and not to con-
tinue the municipal Laws and Cuflons by ivhich the conquered
people had heretofore been governed. And through a confidence
in this Proclamation, underftood in this fenfe, they fay, they have
quitted their native country to come and fetle in this Province,
expe4ing ta change only their climate by fuch removal in purfuit
of commercial advantages, and not ta become fubjeé ta the Laws
of the conquered people, with vhich they are wholly unacquaint-
ed, and againft vhich (though perhaps without reafon) they en-
tertain flrong prejudices.

And in this fense was this Proclamation underflood alfo by
Your Majefty's late Governor of this Province and his Council,
who did not, in making the important Ordinance above mention-
ed, of the 17th of September 1764,.conceive themfelves to be
overturning ail the ancient Laws and Cuftoms of this Country,
and introducing the Laws of England in their flead, but aneant
only ta erect and conftitute Courts of Judicature to adminifter a
1yftem of Laws aiready in being, ta wit, the Laws of England,
which they conceive ta have been already introduced there by the
words of Your Majefty's Proclamation. And in this fenfe like-
wife, Your Majefty's Lords Commiffioners for Trade and Planta-
tions, in the nionth of September 1765, underflood thefe words
in Your :Majefty's Proclamation ; for in the 7th and last Article
of a Report made by the faid Lords Commiflioners, upon certain
Memorials and Petitions froi Your Majesty's fubjeâs in this
Province, complaining of the Ordinances and Proceedings of the
Governor and Council of this Province, and of the then pre.
fent establishment of the Courts of Judicature and other Civil
Constitutions, of the Lords of the Committee of Your Majes-
ry's Privy Council for plantation affairs, dated on the 2nd day
of September in the faid year, the faid Lords Comimifßioners of
Trade propofe, Iliat in all cases where rights or clains are found-
ed on events prior to the Conquest of Canada, the several Courts
shall bc governied in thr proceedings by the French usages and
customs z/chich have heretofbre prevaded in respect to such pro-
perty; froni which words it appears plainly that their Lordships
und'erstood that in all cafes, wiere rights and daims arc founded
on events posterior to the faid Conquest, the feveral Courts of
Justice were ta be governed by the Engliih Laws, and that their
Lordthips were folicitous to nake an exprefs provifion, that this
gencral rule of decidiug cafes according to the Englifh Laws,
lhould not be appied ta fuch caufes as were founded on events
that were prior ta the faid Conquest, in which cafes it would be
manifestly unjust.

We know. ar the fame time that Your Majesty's Attorney and
Solicitor Generai, inthe following month of April 1766, under-
stood the words of Your Majesty's Royal Proclamation in a more
confined fenfe, as being introduive of only foune felea parts of
the Laws of England, that vere more particularly beneficial ta
Your Majesty's Englifi fubjeéls, and not of the whole body of
thofe Laws. This they took to be the true inport of thefe words
in Your Majeûy's Proclamation above mentioned, the eijoyment
of lthe benejit of the Laws of England ; and they were of opinion
that the Criminal Laws of England were almost ,the only Laws
that came under that defcription; and.that tie Laws of England
relating'to defcent, alienation, fettlenents and incumbrances of
real etates, and to the distribution of perfonal property in cafe of
intestacy, were certairily not comprehended under it. Whether
this or the former way of interpreting this part of Your Majes-
ty's Proclamation is the true one, belongs only to Your Maje.ty
to determine, according ta the ancient Rule of Law laid down
by the celebrated Lawyer Bracton, that " cajus est condere,
ejus est nterpretari." All thiat we prefume ta do on this occa-
lion is to lay before Your Majefty a full and plain hiftorical ac-
count of the feveral Public Inftruments and Aéts of Government
by which the Laws of England have either been introduced, or
imagined to be introduced, into this Province in lieu of thofe
Laws and cuftoms which were obferved in it heretofore.

The next Public Inftrument of- this kind- is Your Majefty's
Commiflion to General Murray, in tie year 1764, to. be Vice-
Admiral, Commiffary and Deputy in the Office-of Nice-Admiral.
ty hir the Province of Quebec.: This is a Judicial Commifiion,
by which the faid-General was empowered ta enquire, by the
Oaths of honeft and laivful mensof the faid Province, of ail and
fingular mratters and things which ofright, and by the Statutes,
Laws, Ordinances and Cufnoms, anciently obferved, were wont
and ought to be enquired after; and of wreck of the fea; and
of goods ofelons of themfelves; and likewife of goods waived,
flotfon, jetfon, ligan, deodans, derelias and other cafuaities upon
the fea, or fea coaft, or frefh water Rivers, as far as the.tide flows ;
and alfa of anchorage,- lafage, .ballaft, and fih Royal, anciently
by right or cuftom belonging to Your Majefty, and to arreft, or
-caufe ta be arrefned, according to the Civil and Maritime Laws and
ancient cuftoms of Your Majefty's Court of Admiralty, ail fhips,
perfons and merchandizes for caufes arifing %vithin the Maritime
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Appendix Jurisdiaion, and to hear and determine the faid caufes, with al
.) the matters incident thereunto, according te the Laws and cus-

toms aforefaid; and to fine, chastile and imprifon within any of
4i.th1 Feby. the Goals of the Province the parties that shall b found guiltv,

according te the rights, Statutes, Laws, Ordinances and Cus-
toms anciently obferved.

By this Comnmiflion it is cvident your Majefny bas introduced
into this Province, all the Laws of your Majefny's Englihli Court
of Admiralty, in lieu of the French Laws and Cufnoms by which
Maritime Caufes were decided in the time of the French Govern-
ment.

The next Public Innfrument relating te this fubject is your Ma-
jefly's Commifflon to General Murray, in the year 1764., to be
Captain General and Governor in Chief, in and over this vour
Majefny's Province of Quebec. This Commiflion, and the ins-
tru&ions, that accompanied it, feeni every where to pre-suppofe
that the Laws of England were in force in this Province, be-
ing full allufions and references te thofe Laws on a variety of diffe-
rent fubjects, and not containing the leaft intimation of a faving
of any Part of the Laws and Cufnoms that prevailed here in the
time of the French Government.

It feems as if your Majefty had been of opinion, that by the re.
fufal of Gencral Amherst, te grant te Canadians the continuance
of their Ancient Laws and ufages, and by the reference made in
the fourth Article of the definitive Treaty of Peace te the Laws of
Great-Britain, as the meafure of the indulgence intended to be
fhewn them nwith refpect te the exercife of their religion, fuflicient
notice had been given te the conquered inhabitants of this Pro-
vince, that it was your Majefty's Pleafure, that they fhould be
governed for the future according te the Laws of England, and
that thev, after being thus apprized of your Majefty's intention,
had confented te be fo governed, and had tefified their faid con-
fent by continuing te relide in the Country and taking the Oath
of allegiance te your Majefty, when they might have withdrawn
thenifelves froni the Province, with all their effects and the pro-
duce of the Sale of their Efnates, within the eighteen months al.
lowed by your Maijefv for that purpofe.

Thefe are the Public infIruments by which it is generally fup-
pofed, by thofe who have perused then, that the Laws of England
have been introduced into this Province. But as your Majefty's
Royal Proclamation above mentioned, and your Commiffion te
General Murray tobe Governor in Chief of this Province, have
never been publilhed here in the French language, and as the
Provincial Ordinances above nentioned of the 17th of September
and the Gth of November 1764, which have been publifhed here
in the French language, have mentioned this change in the Laws
in very concife and general terms, without fpecifying or defcrib-
ing any of the Laws of England that were thereby introduced,
the greateft part of your Majefty's new fubjeas remain ignorant of
the extcnt of the change te this hour, and imagine that their an-
cierit Laws and utiages are in many points <ill in force. They fill
divide their lands tipon an inheritance in the fane manner as be-
fore the Conquenl ; their widows are admitted te the fame fhares
of thein as before, without any regard te the Englifli rule of
dower, which differs widely from that of the French Law ; and
the perfonal Eates of perfons who die intelate are dinributed at
their deceafe according te the ruies of the French Law, which are
fomewhat different (though net very greatly, as we are inforned)
frein thofe of the Englifh St.tute of difiributions ; and the dis-
tributions of their perfonail Efates have likewife been made for the
most part by perfons authorized thereunto in the manner that was
ufual under the French Government, and net by receiving letters
of adminîfiration froi your Majefny's Governor of the Province
in the manner dirccted by your Majiefty's inftructions. Fortuna-
tely for the Peace of the Province no litigations have yet arifen in
any of your Maieily's Courts of Jufnice te give occafion te deci-
fions that would make then acquainted with the change of the
Laws in there particulars, vhich would probably create a great
deal of uneafiness.

Yet upon the deceafe of your Majefny's Britifh fubjects in this
Province, their relations have taken out letters of adminiftration
from the Governor of the Province, agreeably te your Majefry's
infruction for that pirpofe, and, as we believe, have followed
the Englifh rule of diftribution, and foie few, but very few, of
your Majefty's new fubjects have likewife taken out letters of ad-
minifnration in the fane manner, but have followed, as ve be-
lieve, the rules of the French Law, with refpect te the difiributi-
on of the effects. We humbly apprehend that this diverlity in
the praéice of your Majefny's fubjects in this Province, may here-
after be the occafion of fome confufion, though happily no bad
confequences have hitherto followed fron it.

There has likevife been a diverfity in the practice of your Majes-
ty's old and new fubjeas with refpect te the manner of conveying
and mortgaging landed property. Your Majefly's Britiflh fubjects
have bought and fold lands and houfes by infiruments drawn up
liv Englifh Lawyers, according te the Eiglifh modes of convey-
ancing ; and your Majefty's Canadian fubjects have employed
Canadian Notaries or Scriveners, for the fame purpofes, who have
followed the French forms of conveyancing made ufe of:before the
Conqueft. And it has often happened that the fame lands and
houfe. have been fold and boutght and mortgaged by boti French
and Engliflh conveyances, as they have paffed into the hands of
Canadian or Britiài Proprietors. This alfo, we conceive,.-May
hereafter be produdive of forne confufion. Leafes have likewife

been made of lands near Quebec for twenty-years by the Society
of Jefuits in this Province, though by the French Law they can
onil be made for nine years. This has been done upon a fup-
pofition that the refnraints upon the power of leafing lands impo-
fed upon the owners of then by the Cufnom of Paris, of which
this is one, have no longer any legal exifnence. Upon the fame
principle many owners ofSeigniories, Canadians as well as Englifih-
men, have made grants of uncleared land upon their Seigniories
for higher Quit-Rents, than they were allowed to take in the time
of the French Government, without regard to a rule or cafteno
that was in force at the time of the Concqueft, that refrains them
in this particular. And as the Seigniors transgress the French
Laws in this refpect, upon a fuppofition that they are abolifhed
or fuperfeded by the Laws of England, fo the Freeholders, or
Peafants, of the Province trangress them in other infances upon
the fame fuppofition. For example, there wras a Law made by
the French King concerning the Lands of this Province, ordain-
ing, that no mani fhould build a new dwelling Hloufe in the
Country (that is, out of the Towns and Villages) without having
fixty French Apents or about fifty Englifh Acres, of land ad.
joining to it, and that, if upon the death of a Freeholder and the
partition of his lands amongf his Sons, the fihare of each Son came
to less than the faid fixty Arpents of land, the whole was to be
fold, and the money produced by the fale divided amongst the
Children. This was intended to prevent the Children fromn fet-
tling themfelves in a fupine and indolent manner upon their little
portions of land, which were not fufficient to maintain them, and
to oblige them to fet about clearing new lands (of which they had
a right to demand of the Seignors fufficient quantities at very eafy
quit rents) by which means they would provide better for thcir
own maintenance, and become more ufeful to the public. But
now this Law is entirely difregarded, and the Children of the
Freeholders ail over the Province, fettle upon their little portions
of their fathers' land, of thirty or twenty, and fometimes only
ten Acres, and build little huts upon them, as if no fuch Law had
ever been known here ; and when they are reminded of it by
their Seigniors, and exhorted to take and clear new tracts of land,
they reply that they underfnand that by the Englifh Law every
man may build a HIoufe upon his own land whenever lie pleafes,
let the fize of it be ever fo fmall. This is an unfortunate practice,
and contributes very much to the great increafe of idleness,
drunkenness and beggary, which is too vifible in this Province.

Further, many perfons who have purchafed Seigniories in this
Province, and amongf them foie Canadians, have hitherto de-
clined paying to your Majefly's Receiver General the Mutation
fine, or fifth part of the purchase money, due to your Majefny up-
on the admiflion of every new Seignior by the Cuflom of Paris.
The Englifh purchasers fay that this, being part of the Cufnom of
Paris, is now abolifhed by the introduction of the Laws of Eng-
land ; and the Canadian Seigniors fay that it is not due to your
Majefty till they have been regularly invefed with, or put in pos-
seflion of, their Seigniories, with aitlthe rights and jurisdiâions
thereunto belonging, by your Majefy's officers of Government,
and have been admitted to take the Oath of Fealty and perforn
the Ceremony of homage to your Majefly, for the faid lande,
which has not hitherto been done.

Thus it appears that in many refpects the Canadians apprehend
the Laws of England to be in force in this Province, and that
they endeavour to apply them and put then in practice whenever
they take them to be for their advantage ; though in other points,
and particularly in thofe of inheritance and dower, and the dis-
tribution of the effects of perfons who die intefnate, they have
univerfally adhered to their former Laws and ufages.

In criminal proceedings the Canadians as well as Englflh uni-
verfally fuppofe these laws to be in force. No others are ever men-
tioned or thought of ; and the Canadians feem te be very well fa-
tisfied witi them.

And in ait civil proceedings carried on in the fuperior Court, or
Court of King's Bench, the forms of ail actions, the ile of the
pleadings used in them, the method of trial, and the rules of
Evidence are thofe which are prescribed by the Englifh Law, and
are univerfally known by the Canadians to be fo.

In the Court of Common Pleas the proceedings are drawn up in
any form and file that the parties, or their Advocates, think- pro-
per, and fonetimes in the French and sometinmes in the Englifih
language, as the Attornies vho prepare thei happen to be Cana.-
dians or Englifhmen ; and for this reafon they are oftenest in the
Frencli language, most of the bufiness in this Court being mana-
ged by Canadian Attornies.

Arrefs of the body.for debt are ufed in the firft infance, both
upon fuits in the Court of King's Bench and fuits in the Court of

-Connon Pleas, and even upon fuits inflituted before Junlices of
the Peace. This is part of the Englifh Law, that a good deal
furprized and alarmed the Canadians upon its firfn introduction,
as it carried an appearance of. much greater feverity than was
praaifed under their own Lavs, which allowed of imprifonnent
only in Criminal proceedings and in forne few Civil Suits ground-
ed on bills of Exchange, or other infrunents of a Commnercial
nature, and then only in execution of a Judgement of the.Court,
and not in the beginning of the fuir; but ion they are grown
accuiomed to this waày of proceeding, and frequently put it iii
practice againft each other : and many perfons of good fenfe and
character, of both nations, are of opinion that, confidering the
great credit that tus been given by Perfons in Trade in this Pro-
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vince, and the knavifh and trickifh difpofition that has appeared
in many of thofe to whom it has been given, there is no other
mcthod of proceeding by which the Creditors can hope to obtain
payment of their debts. This is more especially the opinion of
your Majefly's Britifli Subjects that are concerned in Trade in
this Province, many of whom objected fome time fince to the
execution of even a part of the Englifh Law itfelf, to wit, that
part of it which relates to Commiffio-s of bankruptcy, upon a
suppofition of its being too indulgent to debtors ~to be ufeful ia
this Province,; yet other perfons are of a different opinion, and
think arrens of the body in the firft infnance an unneceffary piece
of harfbness in Civil Suits, and wifh that it vere reftrained ; and
to this opinion we humbly fubmit it to your Majefly that we are
ourfelves inclined.

This is, as we conceive, a faithful reprefentation of the pre-
fent ftate of the Laws in this Province, and of the Public Inftru-
ments and Acts of Government upon which it is founded. We
now beg leave to lay before your Majefny certain doubts that have
arifen, and may arife, concerning the validity of thofe Inftruments,
and the extent of their legal operation.

We fhall fay nothing concerning the validity of your Majefty's
Proclamation of the 7th of October 1763, and the high legis-
lative authority which your Majeffy has therein thought proper
to exercife with respect to your Majefty's new Colonies, though
there are perfons who think that this branch of your Majefny's
Royal prerogative ought rather to have been exercifed in con-
junction with both Houfes of Parliament : but we fhould fuppofe
that what your Majefty has thought fit to do in this respect by
the advice of your Majefty's Privy Council muft be legal, and
confequently that the operation of the words above cited from
your Majesty's faid Proclamation is complete and inconteftable
fo far as the true meaning of them can be ascertained. But if
your Majefty in your royal wisdorm fhould interpret them in a
different fense froi that in ivhich they have been generally un-
derftood, and fhourd declare that they were not meant to intro-
duce the vhole body of the Laws of England that were not in
their nature local, but only to introduce forne particular parts of
them that were more inmediately beneficial to your Majefty's
Subjects, agreeably to the fenfe in which they were underfcood
by your Majefy's Attorney and Solicitor General, in April
1766; or, if your Majefty fhould declare that they were not
meant to introduce immediately any part of the Laws of Eng-
land into thofe Provinces, but only to promife and affure your
Majefty's Britifh Subjects that your Majefty would, in due time
and place, and by particular and express promulgations, intro-
duce fome felect parts of the Laws of England, that were more
immediately conducivc to their welfare and fatisfaction; in either
of thefe cafes we beg leave to fubmit it to your Majefty's confi-
deration, vhether the Ordinances above mentioned, of the 17th
of September and the 6th of November, can be deemed of fuffi-
cieiýt validity to introduce any part of the Laws of England that
weie not aiready efablifhed by your Majefty's faid Proclamation.
Our reafons for doubting this are as follows.

Your Majeffy by your Commiffion to General Murray, dated
the 21st day of November in the 4ti year of your Majefly's
reign, to be Governor in Chief of this Province, was pleafed.to
delegate unto him certain limited legislative authority, to be ex-
ercifèd by himn by and with the advice and confent of your Ma-
jefty's Council of the Province, and of the general Af1embly of
the Freeholders and Planters in the fame, therein directed by
your Majeay to be fummoned ; to wit : an authority to make,
confnitute and ordain Laws, Statutes and Ordinances for the public
peace, welfare, and good Government of the faid Province, not
repugnant, but, as near as may be, agreeable to the Laws and
Statutes of your Majefty's Kingdom of Great Britain. But
your Majef'y did not in any part of the faid Commiifion delegate
cither this or any other legislative power to your faid Governor
to be exercifed by him with the advice and confent of the Coun-
cil only, without the concurrence of an Affembly. Now no As-
fembly of the Freeholders and Planters has hitherto been fum-
moned ; confequiently all the Ordinances that have hitherto been
made, fo far as they have a legislative tendency, have been made
without any Warrant or authority from your Majefty's Commis-
fion to your Governor, and perhaps may, upon that account, be
justly contended te be null and void.

If this be fo, the vords in the Ordinance of the 17th of Sep-
tember 1764. which direct the Court of King's Bench to deter-
mine all Civil and Criminal Caufes agreeably to the Laws of Eng-
land, and the other words of that Ordinance, and of the Ordi-
nance of the 6th of November following,: which purport to in-
troduce the Laws of England into thisProvince, can have no
legal operation to change the Laws which were then fubfifting in
the Country ; and the Ordinance of the 17th of September must
be confidered only as an Executive Act of Government, 'erecting
and conftituting Courts of Judicature in the Province for the Ad-
minifcration of the Laws in being, whatev'cr thofe Laws might be;
and in this view it is certainly a legal and valid Ordinance, becaufe
your Majefty had, by an express Claufe in your Commiffion a-
forefaid, given your faid Governor full power to erect fuch Courts
with the advice and confent of the Council only.

It is true indeed that your Majefty did give a private inaruction
to your late Governor, purporting to communicate to him' a cer-
tain degree of legiflative authority to be exercifed by him, by

and with the confent of the Council only, without any Affemblv; Appendix
to wit, an authorito moinake such rules and regulations as shall (R)
appear Ibe necessar;y for the peace, order and good Gorernment e--^---
of the said Province, takirg care that nothing ie passed or done 4tt Feby.
that shall any ways tend to affect the life, limb or libert.y of the
sulject, or to the imposing any duties or taxes. But we fubmit
it to your Majefty's confideration, whether a power of this kind
can be communicated by any other inftrument than Letters Pa-
tent under your Majefy's Great Seal of Great Britain, publicly
read and. notified to the people, to the end that the Acts done
by virtue of them nay have a juf claim to their obedience; for
otherwife they may alledge that they are faithful and loyal fubjects
to your Majefly, and ready to pay obedience to every thing that
your Majefty's felf fhall ordain, and likewife to every thing that
ihail be ordained by your Majefty's Governor by virtue of powers
properly communicated to him by your Majefty, that confequent-
ly they will obey hirn in every thing he fhall do by virtue of the
powers conveyed to him in your Majefty's Commiffion, which bas
been publicly read to themn; but that in the things not warranted
by the faid Commiffion, but faid to be done in purfuance of cer-
tain private inifructions that have not been made known to them,
and which they are therefore uncertain vhether he has received
or not, they cannot prefume that he acts by your Majefy's au-
thority, and therefore are not bound to obey him. For this rea-
fon we humbly apprehend, that the private inftruction before
mentioned cannot have legally conveyed to your Majefty's Go-
vernor and Council the Legiflative authority mentioned in it,
fmall and narrow as it is.

But fecondly, if a private inftruction fhould be deemed to be a le-
gal method of communicating a Legiflative authority, yet the pow-
er conveyed to the Governor and Council of this Province, by the
instructions above mentioned, is much too confined an authority to
warrant the general introduction of the Englifh Laws, particularly
of the Crirninal Lavs, which all affect either life, or limb or liber-
ty ; and the Process of Arrefns of the body in Civil Suits for debt
and tresspass ; and the.power of committing perfons to prifon for
contempts of Court committed in the prefence of your Majefty's
Judges; and that of granting attachments of the body for difo-
bedience or refinlance to the Orders of your Majefty's Superior
Courts of Judicature, when fuch Acts of difobedience or refis-
tance are committed out of Court; which ail immediately affect
the perfonal liberty of your Majefny's fubjects in this Province.

Thefe are the reafbns upon which, we conceive, the legality of
the introduction of the Laws of England into this Province by
the Provincial Ordinances above mentioned may be called iin
queftion.

But thefe reafons have no relation to the other high infiru.
ments of Government by which thefe Laws may be fuppofed to
have been introduced here, namely, the Articles of Capitulation
in 1760, the 4th Article of the definitive Treaty of Peace, and
your Majefty's Royal Proclamation of the 7th of October 1763.
If thefe iniruments have introduced the Laws of England, they
may have a legal exifnence in this Province, notvithfnanding the
want of legal authority in the two Provincial Ordinances above
mentioned. But if your Majefty lhould determine that thefe
inftruments have not introduced the Laws of England into this
Province, then, as we conceive, it will follow, that the wbole
body of thofe Laws has not yet been legally introduced into it,
but that thofe parts only of the Laws of England have a legal ex-
iftence in this Province, which are contained in the Acts of Par-
liament above mentioned, which by their own import and ope-
ration, and without needing any new inftrument of Government
to introduce them, extend to ail your Majefty's Dominions in
America.

We will now proceed to lay before your Majefty the principal
inconveniencies under which the Canadians labour from the pre-
fent flate of the Laws and methods of adminiftering Jufrice in
this Province.

The firft and greateft inconvenience arifing from the prefent
flate of the Laws in this Province is the un:ertainty of them, and
the doubts that are entertained concerning the legal continuance
of the ancient Laws and Cuaoms that were obferved here in the
time of the Frencli Government. This is a cause of great un-
eafiness and anxiety to perfons of both nations in many of the or-
dinary tranfactions of life ; in fo much that it would be a great
improvement of the condition of the Province, if either the Eng-
liih Laws, or the old Laws and Cufnoms of the Country, were
eftablifhed bv fome new act of the Government, conceived in the
moft clear and pofitive words that can be made ufe of, with an
express exclufion or abolition of the other Laws, whichmay be
imagined to have hitherto been in force. For by this declaration
in favor of either of the fyftems, yourMajefty's Subjects would
know what they had to expect for themfelves and their fanilies
with respect to their inheritances, purchafes, mortgagcs, Con-
tracts and other Civil rights and privileges frotm the operation of
the Laws ; and woàld in confequence thereof proceed to make fucli
regulations of their affairs by particular agreements and fettle-
ments and by their laft Wills and Tefnaments, as would protect
them againfi the inconveniences, which they might apprehend
themfelves to be expofed to from fuch parts of the eftablifhed
fyfem of Laws as they did not approve. We do not mean by
this to infinuaie, that fuch an immediate eftablifhment of one of
thefe fyftems of Law, to the entire and exprefs abolitionand ex-
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Apendix clurion of the other, Wvould be the beil remedy that could
( b.) be applied to this evil ; but only to reprefent to your MNljefiy our

idea of the greatness of this inconvenience, fince even fuch a
-1-1b lebii. cure would be defirable. What is the beft renicdy that can be

applied to this evil is, as we conceive, a point of the greatest dif-
ficulty, and fit on'y to be determined by the visdom of your iMa-
jefty's Councils, though in obedience to your Najefy's Commanîds,
we fliall humbly foiggeff to yonr Majesty, in the fublequent part
of this rc port, loie of the different ncthods that, as we appre-
lhend, may bei taken for this purpofe, vith the advantages and
dificlvantages vith which they will be refpectively attended: But
before we prcceed to confider this arduous fubject, we beg leave
to lay before your Majefty forme other and muci frnaller incon-
veniencis arifing froin the present ftate of the Courts in this
Province, together with a Plan for the adminifiration of Juflice
for the time to cone, which we hunibly conceive ta be likely in a
g-cat meafure to renove themi.

These inconveniencies are the expenfiveness of Law proceed-
ings which is confiderably greater than i cthe tine of the French
Government, the tediousness of then, and the severity of the
prefent nethod of proceeding in Civil Suits by arrenling and imi-
prifoning the defendant's body.

The Expenfes attending Law Suits arife evidently from two
diferent fources, the fees of the officers of the Courts of Juftice,
and thofe of the Attornies and Advocates whon the parties ei-
ploy in the nanagieient of their caufes. The former are capable of
bt:ig properly regulatcd, as the perfons to whorn they are due are
all fervants to your Majefty, and under the immediate controul of
your Majeftv's Governor and Council ; and measures have been
already taken to eael your Majef'y's ftubjects in this Province of
fome part of thefe fees ; your Majefy's chief Juftice and Clerk
of the Crown have remitted thefe that ufed ta le taken by
theni in the fupreme Court, and those of the Attorney Ge-
neral for the ccnduct of Criiinal Profecutions have alwavs becn
charged to your Majefy :-and if thofe which are taken by the
Clerk of the fupreme Court for the tivil bufinefs that is tranfacted
there, and by the Provort Marshal, or Sheriff, and his bailiffs, for
their 1lbiunonfes, arrefis and other nininferial buinefs done by
then in the courfe of the proceedings, and thofe which are taken
in the Court of Cornmon Pleas, or the quarterly and weekly
Courts of the Jufnices of Peace, by the feveral ofiers of thofe
Courts, are found to be unreafonable, i will be eafy to reduce
thenm to a more moderate frandard by a provincial Ordinance for
that purpofe, if your Najefty will condefcend ta make fuchi a
reafonable addition ta the falaries of thefe feveral officers as fliall
be a compenfation for fuch diminution of their fees. The other
expenfiveness of Law Suits is the rate of the fees of the Attornies
and Advocates. Thefe fecs, it is evident, are not capable of a
like reduction with the former, but muft ahvays be fuch as the
parties and their Lawyers fhall agree upon ; fince it is the natural
right of every man tu fet vhîat price lie pleafes upon his labour.
All that can be donc to keep thofe fces fromi growing exorbitant
is to prevent a monolopy of law bufiness in the hands of a few
lawyers, wlho might thereby lie enabled to exact unreafonable re-
wards froni their clients, by the neceffity the people would be un-
der of cither employing them upon the terns they thought pro-
per to demiand, or letting their bufiness renain undone: and this
lias been already donc by your Majefly's wisdom and indulgence
in permitting Canadian Notaries, Attornies and Advocates to prac-
tife their refpective profellions notwithlianding their continuance
in the profeffion of the Romifh religion.

Yet vhen every thing is done that can be done to diminifhu the
Expenfe of Law proceedings, itris probable that they will ftillibe
more expenfive than in the time of the French Governnent ; which
ought not ta be a matter of furprize, fince the prices of "corn and
provilions, and of all forts of labour, are almoft double of what
they were at thsat tirne.

'flic ixt inconvenience arising fron the present establishment of the
Courts of Judicature complained of by the Canadians is the tedious
lengtlh of Law Suits tiis is owing to the unfrequetncy of the terms or
Sessions of tic Supreme Court of Judicature, and of thie Court of
Common Pleas, which sit only threc times a ycar at Quebec aid twice
at Montreal, l Ithe tine of tie French Goveriment there were three
Royal Courts in the irbree several districts of Quebec, Three Rivers and
Moitreal, vested withl full power to determine all matters both Criiniual
aid Civil : in ech of these Courts a Judge appointed by the French
King adnisîitered Justice, and a King's Attorney prosecuted on behalf
of the Crown : and they used for that purpose ta lid two Courts in
cvery week througliout the year, except about six weeks in the monthts
of Septenberand October, and a fortnight at Easter : and besides these
Courts ! eld regilaiy every w'eek, they w'ould sit on other days of the
week, if the business before then muade it necessary. Fron these
Courts:here lay an appeal to the highest Court of the Province, which
vas called che Superior Coutincil ; and this high Court also sat every

we-cek : so that the difference betwecn the expeditious mnethods Of ob-
taining Justice in the time of the French Goveriment, and ie lowness
of the procecdings upon the present establislinent, is very striking in
the eycs of the Canadians, and is esteened a very considerable inconve-
nience.

Besidcs thte tital il consequences arising from the want of dispatch in
Lawe proceedings, tiis unfrequeicy of the Sessions of the Superior
Courts of Judicature lias been a principal cause of the increase of the
.fee of lte Caniadian Attornies and Advocates; for, as their opportunii-
tics of pleading causes happen o muchi seldomer than formnerly, they
endeavour to inake up, by the value of the Fees they now- receive ini the

three Sessions of the Court of Common P!eas, the advantages they
formerly der ived from the number of them, in the time that the French
Kinîg's Courts sat every week.

There is indeed in the present establishment a Court of Justice in
each District of the Province that sits every week for the dispatch of
business. These are the Courts of the Justices of Peace. This was a
very judiciouls institution, and well suited ta the circumstances and dis-
position of the people. Yet itis liable ta some objections : For, in the
first place, the Justices of the Peace, who are the Judges of these
Courts, arerot much skilled in judicial proceedings ; and, secondly,
tihe sane Justices nlot attending constantly at these Sessions, it is often
niecessary, where a matter caninot bc decided at one Session, but is ad-
journied ta the next, ta repeat all the proofs and arguments before the
Justices aut te second Session, which had been produced at the former
Session before the other Justices who happened not te bc now upon the
bench, which occasions an inîcrcase of expence and trouble ; and, lastly,
tleir Jurisdiction extends only ta such disputes as relate ta sums of mo-
ney that do not exceed ten pounds. In all contests for greater suis the
parties are obliged ta have recourse ether to the quarterly Courts of. thie
Justices of the Peace, or ta tht Courts of King's Bench and Common
Pleas, where the Scsions are held but tlree times a year.

The next incnnvenience is tel severity of the present method of pro-
ceeding in civil actions, by arresting andimprisoning the defendant's bo-
dy. This, by filling the Gaols virilhunhappy debtors, increases the
nunber of rite poor and helpless, and makes the families of the debtors,
as well as the debtors themiselves, become oftentimes a burden t the
public ; and it is generally thought by tre Canadians ta be an uuineces-
sary degree of harshuess.

To remîedy these severail inconveniencies we beg leave ta recommend
to your Majesty the following plan for thie administration of .lustice in
this Province for the time to comte ; vhich we have formed in imitation
of that which was in use in the time of the French Governmaient.

That this Province should bu againî divided into the three Distuicts of
Quebec, Tliree Rivers and Montreal, as in the time of the French Go-
vernmeit ; vhichl miglht be called the Shires of Quebec, Three Rivets
and Montreal ; and e.cch of these thrce districts should have separate
othcrrs of Justice; that a Royal Court of Judicature should be estab-
lisied in cach of the three towns of Quebec, Thrce Rivera and Mon-
treal, which are the Capitals, or ratier only towns of those several
Shires or Districts ; and that cach of tliee Courts shall consist of ote
able English Judge, appointed by Your Majesty, and invested with full
powers ta lcar and determine al matters, both Criminal and Civil, ari-
sing within his jurisdiction, just as Your Majesty's Chief Jutitce of
the Province is eipowered to do upon thepresetnt establishment tliroughl-
out the whole 'rovince.

-These Engliih Judges should bc Barristers at Law, of at least five
ycars standing at the bar ; and they should be such as, besides their Fkill
and knowledge of the Law, liad a competent knowledge of the Frenchi
Language. And further, ta enable thiese English Judges more readily
ta understand the testimonics of the French Vitnesses, that wotild si
often bc examined before them, and likewise to compreliend the nature
and extent of such of the ancient laws and custorns of the Country as
your Majesty shall think fit to be ither continued or revived, we con-
ceive, that it would be cauvenient to give each of them a Caunadians law-
yer for an assessor, or assistant ta them in the decision of causes; but
the Canadian Assessors should have nu vote or authority ta decide the
causes in conjunuction with the English Judges ; but should onily assist.
theim vith their optnion and advice, the whole power of finally deciding
them beinug vested solely in the Engish Judges. This cumployment of
the Canadian làwyers, even in this subordinate capacity of assistanits
and advisers, would be toliuglit a very gracious indulgence in Your Ma-
jesty by all Your Majesty's new subjects; and many of them, to whoumu
it las been mentionied, have expressed an entire approbation of it. If
they lad an equal degree of aithcrity with- lte Etnglislh Judges in the fi-
nal decision of causes, they would be much more hikely than Ite English
Judges ta abuse it, by reason of their connections in the country, and
the enmities and partialties that these connections vould give bh rit to.
And, besidcs,there are other reasons, whichn would make it itiexpedielit
te trust your new Romai Catholic subjects, sa lately brought undur
Your Majebty's allegiance, with o great a degree of power. These
Judges and their asiîtanits should hold thrir courts every veck through.
out the year, excepting cie month at Christmas, one week at Easter,
and another at Whitsuiday, which are the three great seasons for holh-
days observed by Christians. And they should sit on the Tuesday or
Wediesday of every week, that the contending parties and their wit-
ness mighit not be under a necessity of travelling oi Sundays to attend
them. If the use of grand juries should be thouglht fui by your Ma-
jesty tobe continued in criminal prosecutions, tiee judges should take
cognizance of criminal matters (that is, of such parts of the criuminîal
proceedings as required lte attendance of grand juries) only once a
monuîuth, that Ilhe inhabitants might not be oo umuch diverted froni tte
care of their private affairs by theirattendance in the courts as grand ju-
rynien. But the other steps of all criminal proceedings that do not re-
quire the presence of grand jurymen, and, if the use of grand juries
was laid aside, the whîole of those proceedings should be car ried ou ia
the veekly sessions, as well as aillthe civl business of the district.

The nethod of proceeding in these Courts in Civil Actions miglht
be as fullows. The Plainuif miglt bring a decLaration or plaint, in
writing, into Court, which migit be eiher in the French or English
Language, as lie thouglt proper, praying the process of tie Court ta
cause the defendant ta be sumnoned ta answer it; but lot ta be arrested
by his body. This plaint should be read to the Judge in open Court,
in order that e should determine wiether or not it contaimced a good cause
of action ; and, tilt lie approved i, no stummons should bc issued upon
it. I£ ie approved it, le shtould order it toe fcikd amongst the re-
cords of the Court by lthe Cierk or Registrar of the Court, and should
award a sommons ta le sent tu tie Defendant ta come and answer the
Plaintiff's demand, at such a time as lie, the Judge, should therein ai
point. If hue neglected to come at the time appoiited by lthe Simmons,
without any good reason for huis neglect,'ie should be conidemnîîed ta
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pay the Plaintiff a muderate sum iof money, to be ascertained by the
Judge, as a compensation ta him for his expense and trouble in attenlding

the Court, at the time appointed by the summons, to anu purpose; and
he should be summoned ta come and answer the Plaintiff's demand on
another day. If he then also refused to come, Judgment should go
against him by default. When the defendant appeared, ie should make
his answer ta the plaint of the plaintiff in writing, and cither in the French
or English language, as ie thouglht proper: and this answer should be
filed amongst the records of the Court. The Judge should then
himself interrogate the parties concerning the facts, in their accourt of.
which the parties seemed ta differ, and which appeared to him ta be
material ta the decision of the Cause : and ihese interrogatories and the
answers of the parties should be reduced to writing by the Judge, or
by the Clerk of the Court from the words dictated ta him by the
Judge. When the Judge iad this found out in what facts material ta
the. decision of the cause the parties differed, he should himself state
these facts in writing and declare that it was necessary for him ta be in.
formed, by proper testimony, whether they were true or false ; and
should ask the parties whether both or cither of threm, desired that ie
should inquire into the truth of these facts by means of a Jury, or by
examining Witnesses, or other proofs himself. If both, or either of
the parties, desired ta have a Jury, a Jury should be summoned ta at-
tend, at such following Session as the Judge should appoint. This Jury
should be paid for ticir attendance by the partytihat desired to have a
Jury ; and if both desired it, then equally by both parties.. They
shourld receive Five Shillings sterling a man. For at present it is a sub-
ject of complaint among the Canadians that they are taken from their
necessary occupations ta attend upon Juries (which is by no means as
agreeable employment to them) without any consideration for it : and
this, if it happened every week without any compensatiou, would be.
thought, and perhaps justly, a very heavy burden. But for a reward
of fiv 5shillings they will serve with great alacrity. These Juries should
be appoînted in rearly the same manner as Special Juries are in England ;
that is, the ministerial officer, tiat executed the process of the Court,
should return ta the Court a list of four tines as many persons qualified
to be Juryien a were necessary to constitute a Jury ; that is, if a Jury
vas to consist of twelve men, a.list of forty-eight persons sa qualified ;

and tie each party should strike out twelve of the names contained in
this list : and then the nanmes of the remaining Jurymen contained in it
should be set down in a new list of alternate order ; that is, first one at
the nomination of the Plaintiff; tien one at the nomination of the De-
fendant ; then another at the nomination of the Plaintiff; and then an-
other at that of the Defendant ; and so on ; and thtse persans (whose
names were thus set down in this new list, and who would be enough in
inumber ta constitute two Juries) should all be summoned ta attend the
Court on the day appoinrted for the trial of the cause, and should be call-
ed over in the Court in the order in vhich tieir names were set down in
the newE ist; and the first twelve, or other number sufficient ta make a
Jury, that appeared in the Court sh:uld be the Jury ta try the cause.
By this method of chosinrg a Jury the disagreeable and captious practice
of challenging Jurymen vould be avoided,.which is apt ta give rise ta
animosities between the persons challenged and the parties who abject ta
themr.

Of the Jury sa chosen a majority should have a right ta dtermine the
verdict: the present rule, of requiring an absolute unanimity amongst
ail the Jnrrymen, being evidently absurd and unnatural, and amongst
other' inconvenienrcies, productive of one of a very important nature,
which is the perjury of some of the Jurynmen in cvery third or fourth
cause, for it- happens at leastas often that there is a. real difference of
opinion amongst tie Jurymren, and that some of thei go over o the
opihion of the rest, in opposition to their own sentiments, and contrary
ta the oati they have taken ta give atrue verdict according ta the cvi-
lence ; which means, as we presurne, according ta their Judigment of it.
And it has sometimes happened, that a great majority of the Jurymen
las gone over ta a small but resolute minority. This tierefore calls
loudly for a reformation ànd more especially in a Countrywhere the na-
tural and ordinary differences of opinion, that must frequently happen
anongst Jurymen, are.iikely ta bc greatlyheigitened by national and
religious prejudices. If the agreement.of twelve men should be thought
necessary ta establisi tie truth of a fact, it would be necessary t aim-
pannel twenty-three Jurors.. But perhaps a lare majority of twelve men
maay be sufficient ta answer ail the purposes of Justice.iri civil matters.

In criminal matters it might be proper ta make the. agreement of two
thirds of the Jury necessary ta the conviction of the accused persan.

And as the issues, or points of fact, that vere ta be proposed o the
consideration of'the Jury, were ta be drawn uip irr a minrute and particu-
lar manner uin vords dictated by the Judges of the Courts, 50 the ver-
dicts of tie Joiries should be aliways special verdicts, stating the facts,
as the Jury find themi ta have iappenred%, vith great exactness, and parti.
cularity. Thiswouldprevent Juries- from encroaching uîpon the Pro-
vinceof the Judges, anddetermining points of Law by-ameans of-the.
short-and general issues of 'lGuilty or Not Guiliy, e did or didnot un-
dertake," He does or does not owe the Sum demandcd," and the like, that
oftehtimes involve points of Law mixed with matters of fact, and there.
by give Juries an opportunity of committing these irregularities. rWhen--
ever these things happen (%vhther it be from ignorance or want of dis-
cernient in the Jurymen, or from their wilfulness or partiality) it is
certain that' a eal injury is donc to thie losing party, whose rigit it is,
according ta the Laws of EngIand to have the points of Law, uporn
wich is cause depends, determined by the learned and able, Judges
whom your Majesty has appointed t fill your Courts of Justice as
much as it is ta have the matters of fact in the cause determined by a
Jrv of hoanest freeholders in the neighbourbiourd.

The Witnesses examined in the trial of a cause should be examined
Viva voce in open Court, in the preseuceof both parties, or. their At-
toranies and Advocates ; and crass-eamined, if the adve;se: party,
thousght proper:' and shouldnot lie alinwed ta deliver their, testimony
by written depositionis oraffidavits taker in private; not even iin those
triais which were carried on without a Jury ; uniess by the consent of
both the parties, or by the particular direction Of.the Judge, upon very
trong reasons for'so doing, movèd addeba(ed in open Court.

When Judgment was given for the Plaintiff in a civil action, a Writ
of Execution should go against the goods and lands of the Defendant,
but not against his person ; directing the ministerial officer that executed
the process of the Court, ta levy the sum of money awarded ta the
Plaintiff by the Judgment, upon the defendant's moveable goads and
chattels ; and, in case they are not sufficient for the purpose, then, but
not otherwise, ta sell part of his lands, ta produce the remainder of the
sum. And if the Executive Officer could not find a suffirient quantity
of either moveable or immoveable property belonging ta the Defendant
ta raise the sum awarded, and the Judge was of opinion, upon affida.
vits made before him ta that purpose, that there was reasonable grounds
ta suspect that the defendant had secreeted or concealed some of his cf-
fects, ie might require iim ta deliver in ta the Court, upon Oath, an
exact Schedule of all his Estates and effects of every kind.; and if he
refu.sed sa to do, might commit him to prison till ie complied. And if
ie omitted any part of his effects to the amount of twenty pounds Ster-
ling, in the Schedule su delivered in to the Court, he should be liable ta
the penalties of perjury.

The Judge should have a power of awarding reasonable costs ta ci-
ther party according ta his discretion.

It would be convenient ta have a separate Ministerial, or Executive
Officer, ta each of the threce districts of Quebec, Three Rivers and
Montreal, ta be called a Sheriff, which is the common name for such
an Officer in Engand, instead of one Provost-Marshall for the whole
Province.

And it would be necessary for your Majesty ta have an Attorney in
each of these Courts, ta prosecute for your Majesty rn ail criminal cases,
and in suits cancerning your Majesty's revenue, and in all other suits in
which your Majesty's interest is concerned. If your. Majesty should
not think proper to appoint an Officer expressly for this purpose, the
power of carrying on these prosecutions for your Majesty miglt be vest-
ed in the Clerk, or Registrar, of the Court; just as in your Majesty's
Court of King's Benzh in England, the Clerk of the Crown (whose.
principal duty is, ta register, or enter, the pleas of the Crown in the
records of tire Court) is likewise Attorney of yonr Majesty in that
Court, and prosecutes in your Majesty's behalf. But we submit it ta
your Majesty, that it would bc convenient, and mere suitable ta the ho-
nor of your Majesty and the dignity of the Court, tu have a separate
officer for this purpose, toube called Your Majesty's Attorney for that
district, as there was in the time of the Frenci Goversment.

From tee Courts ithere should lie an appeal ta the ,Governor and
Council of the Province, and fromin thence ta .Your Majesty in Your
Privy Council. One great use of the appeal ta the Governor and
Council would bc ta preserve an runiformity in the Law througiout the
whole Province, vhich otherwise might grauitally become different in
the three different Shires or Districts of it, by the difference of the de-
cisions that mighit bc given in these several Courts of Justice, if they
were entirely independant of each otier and subject ta no commous
Superior Council that rnight correct the errors of their proceedings.

And for the samie reason the decisions of these Courts should not be
deemed ta form precedents of sufficient athority ta determine any sub-
sequent disputes ; but this authority should be ascribed only ta throse
cases which h2d been decided by the Governor and Council of the Pro-
vince upon the appeals brought before themr from these Shire Courts,
or by your Majesty's self in your Privy Counîcil.

And in order that your Majesty's Governor and Council migit not
bc destitute of the advice of persans skilled in the Laws ta assist them
in the deitermination of the appeals that should be brought before themi,
it might be expedient that your Majesty's Judges of these three Courts,
and perhaps also your Majesty's three Attornies in them, should be made
Members of your Majesty's Council of the Province ; by which reans
all the best Law -ibilities.in the P.rovince would be employed in .making
these important decisions tiat were to carry with them the force oflaw:
and with this view itmight be proper to require your Majesty's Judges
and Attornies of the Courts as Three Rivers and Montreal ta attend the
Governor as Quebec for one month about Christmas time, in order ta
assist at the decision of these appeals, vhich should thereforebe reser-
ved.to this seasonofthe year.

These appe±als should be only, as they -now are, of the nature of
Writs of Error in England, to correct the errons in:law committed in
the Courts of these Shires or Districts, and not ·ta re-consider the facts
in the cause, unless they had been settled by the Judge alone without
the assistance of a Jury. Where this was the case, the parties might
if they thought fit, cause the evidience itself t be taken down in wri-.
ting by. the Clerk of the Court, and signed bv the witnesses and Judge
that it nighti make a part of the record, as it does upon a trial by a ge-
neral Court Martial in England ; and, upon the renovai afthis record
before the Governor and Council, they might re-consider the whole
matter, the facts as wel as the lav, and give such Judgment upon it as
they thought just ; but they should not admit aisy new evidence relating
ta0 it. Where the cause had been tried. by a Jury,. the losing party
mrigit, if lie thouight proper. have it tried over again by a second Jury,

cornsistingao twice as many Jurymen as the first jury, and the verdict
oif this second jury should be final with respect ta the matters of fact
determined by it.

When Gaspé shall be settled, a fourth Judge might be sent thither,
whose Jurisdiction should extend over a district lying round aboutit, to
bc taken out of the district af Quebec, which is now immoderately
large. Such an establishment would be of great convenience to; the in-
hahitants af, that part of the Province.

. These are the outlinues of the Plan which we humbly beg leave ta recom-
mend to your Majesty' for the Administration of Justice, and which, we
are confident, would be o great advantage, and give very- great satis-
faction ta. Vour Majesty's Canadian Subjects, and effectually remove
mnany of the inconveienies of which they now complain.

It remains that we consider the.first-and greatest inconvenience above-
mentioned, which arises from.the uncertainty of the Law in the present
condition of the Province, -and, that w e set before your : Majesty the
different methods by, which, as we conceive, this ';inconvenience may be
removed, and the laws of the Province ,may. le settled for the future
upon a -solid and permneist founrdition.

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Appendix Four methods of doing this have occurred to us. The first is, to
(R.) compose a Code of Laws for this Province, that shall contain all the

Laws by whicht it is to be goverined for the time to corne, ta the entire

111h Feby.. exclusion or abolition of every part both of the Laws of Enigland and
the French Laws that shall not be set down in the Code itself.

The second is, to revive or re.estabish the whole French Law at
once, to the exclusion of all the English Laws, excepting those few
vhich have becn introduced by Act of Parliament, as above mention-
cd, and a few more of the Laws of England which are most eminently
beneficial and favorable tu the liberty of the Subject, and ta introduce
these beneficial Laws by a particular Ordinance or Proclamation, pu-
bhslhed in the Province, in order ta make tlhem fully known to the Ca-
n:dians. Such might be an Ordinance to take away the use of the
question, or toiture, in Criminal prosecutions, to change the cruel
punishment of breaking on the wheel ioto hanging or beheading ; and
to introduce the sibstance of the Eiglish Law relating to the Wrir of
Rabeas Corpus, by declaring that no person in the Province should be
comnsssstted 10 prison, or detainied in prison, by the Order of any Ma-
gistrate without a Warrant in writing under the hand of the Magistrate,
cxpressing particuilarly the Cause of his comnitinent or detention ; and
that every Mian so detainied in prison should, if he desired it, be brought
before onue of your Maj.sty's Judges in the P>rovince and eitier set at
hberty, bailed or remanded to prison, as the Cause of his impris inment,

expressed In the Warrant by whiclh lie is detained in prison should
require. Suc an Ordinance iiight be thought to fulfil, in a great
measure, the Promise given tw your Majcs:y's Briuish Stibjects by those
words iii your Majesty's Proclamation above isentioned, of the ejop-
err:t of the 1enefit of the Laws of England, 'Fupposing ihat your Ma-

jesty shoîuld thitik proper tu determine that those words contain only a
promise.

The third niethod of settling the Laws of sthis Country, so as to
continue to the Canadians the uste of several if their asicient Custois,
is to nake the Law of Englaind the genieral Lav of the Province, with
an exception of those particular Subjects conceriirg wich your Ma-

jcsty shall please to permit the former Cusstoms of the Ceontry to sub-
sist, and with respect tu those subjects ta let the Aicient Laws of the
Country subsist is the nanner they did at the time of the Conquest, and
without attempting to reduce them t wuiting, and enact theni aincv by
particular Oidinsances, expres5ly setting them forth in all the extent in
which your Majesty tnoight proper tu let thenm continue.

And the fourti method of doing this would be ta inike ( as in the
third nethod ) the Law of England become the general Lasw of the
Province, with an exception of those particular subjects or ieads of
Law, concerninîg whichl your Majesty shall please tu permit the former
Custsoms of the Country tu coutinue ; and with respect to those sib-
jects, to enumerate and st forth at length, in ain Ordinance or Procla-
mation to be made for that purpsose, the particular Csbtoms ivhich your
Majesty shiould think fit ta be cntinied, to the exclusion and abolition
of all other Custums tiat should not be containedl in the said Ordintance
os Proclamation.

The first of these methods, of settling the Laws of tisis Province,
naneily, that of makingr a Code of all the Laws by which it shall be
garveiied for the future, to the exclusion of all the Laws, both of En-
gland and France that are not contained in it, vould certainly be the most
troublesome in the execution to your Majesty's Ministers and Servants,
both in England and in this Province. And further, ve conceive, that
it would be objected to by some of the Caiadianq, who are the most
difficult to please, as a rash and dangerous experiment, ta whici the
persons your Majesty shoiuld think proper to enploy in the compiling
this Code would be by no means equal. They would frame their ob-
jection to such a project li some such manner as this:1 " that ta reduce
- the whole Law aiew into writing, vith a rejection of a great part
4 of it as useless in the opinion of the Compilers, is a tak of sucs ex.
" traordiniary difficuhy, that sot oily no person in this iProvince is fit
" to undertake it, but even the ablest Lawyers in the Parliai ent of
4 Paris, if they were ta devote their whole time and attention to it,
i would hardly be able tu execute it propery; that ifany thing of this
«lkind is attempted here, mansy important things will most certainly be
t6 omitted, and others be too concisely, imperfectly, or obscturely ex-
" pressed ; that in such a Code no part of the Aicient Laws of this
«l Province oiugit ta be omitted, notwithstanding soie of them may
«' never have been put in execuition here, for that those Laws are not
d less a part of the Law of this Country, than those which have been
d' often put in practice ; and Oiat the only reason why they have not
" yet been exected, is, because the objects of thein, that is, the
« cases to whici they relate, have not yet arisen ; and that wien these
t cases shall arise lire is a vise Law already provided beforehand ta
-cdecide them ; and that therefore io part of the Custom of Paris,
«which iwas truly and properly the Law of this Province, ought to be
Sileft out of any Code that shall b made for the Governient of t ;t
i and furtiher, that there is a stroing mutual connection between the
s different parts of this system of Law, that makes it very difficult to
«ichange or abrugate any part of it, under a notion of its being useless,
l ivithouti weakening or rendeing ineffectual other parts of it whici the
-i Compilers may estecn tiseful ; and that therefore the only safe way is
d' to let it stand as it is ; and that, i tihis view of permittiig the whole
c of it tu continue, there is no need of a Code ta express it over again
«e in new words ; that it is already expressed iii writing in the best
4.manner possible in the text of the Custom of Paris itself and in the
4& Leairned treatises of Monsieur Ferriere and other writers ipon it, and
ci in the decisions of the Parliament of Paris and of the Superior Coanci

SCof this Province, upon the cases that have been contested before
«i hem ; that indeed such a new Code might be of somne convenience to
« ais Enîglisi Judge to save him the trouble of studving or consulting
i the Fresnch Law Books, but that it would be a nost dangerouts an
a' pericittus attempt to the rights and liberties of your Majesty's Ca
« nadian Subjects."
• These are the objections which wil certahilybe made by some of You
Majesty's Casadian subjects ta thie meastire of compiling a new Code o
Laws for this Province, which we have stated to Yoir Majesty-at grea
lengthC, hat they may have all the weight vith Your Majesty whicl

they may deserve. At the same time we beg leave ta inform Your Ma-
jesty, that ve believe that these objcetionvs will be made only by a few
persons in this Province, and that the bulk of Your Majesty's new Ca-
nadiani subjects vill be very well satisfied witi such a Code, and this even
thougi it should in a great measture be taken fiîom the Laws of England,
provided only that a few of the most important of tieir ancient Laws
and customs, and that most nearly affect their property and the future
situation of tieir wives and childien, be contained in it.

On the other hand, the advantages that would arise fron this measure
of compiling such a Code of Laws for this Province would, as we con-
ceive, be these that follow.

In the first place, the English Judges, who -will, as we presumre,
alwaysbe ensployed ta administer justice in this Province, would have a
short, a plain rule to go by, which they would easily be able to make
theinselves masters of, and would net be liable to be puzzled and misled
by artful French Lawversu, partially citing and misrepreseiting, and
misapplying the doctrinesand cases contained in the French Law Books.

And in the second place, the English inhabitants in general would
have the satisfaction of knowing easily and certainly what the Laws of
the 'rovince were, upon what conditions they purchased lands or hsouses,
what iights of alienating or devising them they thereby acquired, what
duties to Yotsr Majesty, their lords or their tenants, they were bound to,
and in whsat manner their wives and children would enjny their possessions
after theis decease.

These would be no inconsiderable advantages, resulting from the com-
position of such a Code, even thougi done in a very imperfect manner.
But there is another and greater advantage with whiich as we conceive,
this measure would be attended, whichi is the removing from the minds
of the Cansadians all idea of the excellency of the Frentch Laws and Go-
versnment, and of the superior skill and ability of French Lawyers and
Judges, bied in the Parliament of Paris, and consequently of the hap-
piness of having ther Law suits decidcd by them. For we apprchend
that, as loig as the French laws and customs subsist at large without
being reduced into a Code, se that the several French Law Books,
Books of Reports, and Edicts of the French King are the Books of Au
thority tipon the subject, to which recourse must be had continually ia
the decision of pcints of Law, so long will the people of this 'rovince
retain a ueveîensce fur thó6se Edicts, reports and other Law Books, and
for the authority of the French King who made the Edicts, and for the
Parliament of Paris that ias made the decisions reported in the Books of
Reports, and the othier learsned French Authors wio have composed the
other treatises on this subject ; and this reverence will be accompanied
with a continuance of their liking for that Governinent from whici these
good Laws and Edicts and Law Books proceeded, and unsîder which.
they' might be most s:bly administered, and conssequently with a secret
wish ti returns to that Government, that is to return to their subjectiou
to the French King, whereas, if ithey continue ta enjoy the most impor-
tant of their ancient Laws and cuistoms under a new naine, and expres-
sed in a stile and phrase sotmewhat different fromn the former, and car-
rying with it the stamp of Your Mliajesty's authority, the idea of their
former sovereign, and of the Parliament of Paris, and of the wise Law-
yers that compose it, would by degrees wear out of their minds, and
they would think of nothing upon tisese occasions but the King of Great
Britain and iis Code, and tie great favor lie had shewn them in per-
mitting tieir principal Laws and customîs to continue, and giving thems
the express sanction of bis royal authority. This we take to be a verT-
capital advantage attending this measure of compiling a Code of Laws.

As to the inconvenience that might arise froi the omissions or imper-
fections of this Code (for we readily admit that it would be very imper-
feci) it must be observed, that they migit be continually lessened and
renedied by fresh ordinances fron time te time, re-enacting those parts
of the foi nier Laws and customs of this Province which appeared te have
been forgotten in the Code, and which the Governor and Couuncil thouglht
worthy te be re-cstablisied: and in the mean time the Code itself (im-
perfect as we suppose it to be) would still be sufficiently exact to deter-
mine all the commonm cases that occur in the ordinary course of ituman
aflairs, susci as the rules of inheritance in the direct lisse, the rules of
dower, and of the husband's riglhts arising frein the matrimonial conitract,
the tisual rues about quit rens, alienation fines, and other profits due ta
Your Majesty and to.other Lords, the usual methods of ovestiture of
lands by performing Fealty and Ilomage, and the like, whicis would be
sufßicient to prevent the Country from falling into general confusion.

This Code we suppose to conîtain the whole of the Law by which the
Province is ta be governed, criminal as well as civil, ta the exclusion of
the whole of the English Law, as well as the French, except w'hat was
contained in the Code itself, and the Acts of Parliament relating to the
Custom haouse duties, and those few other statutes that exprebsly relaie
te this Colony by name, or suflicient words of description, since the Con-
quest of it, or whici, thougi made before the Conquest ofit, yet extend
ta it by virtue of the general description of a/i Jis Iajesiy's.r dominions
now e/anging to the Crown of Great Britain, or that shall hcreißer belorng
unto the same.

These are the advantages and disadvantages withl whiich, as we con.
ceive, this first metliod of settling the Laws oif this Province, by con-
posing a Code of Laws for that purpose, would be attended.

. The second method ofset:ling the Laws of this Province, by the revi.
vig ait once the French Law, and sntroducing by an ordinanssce ouly a
few of the Laws of England that are most eminsently bensefieial to the
subject, is evideistly the shortest and easiest method that can be taken
for this purpose : but it would he attended with the fullowing inconve-
niences.

e I the first place it vould have a tendene>' ta keep cp in the issds osf

it ving tise gîeatstsspart of thenus cîntinucad and chiniukng they have a rigls:
h te tise enjusymesuit f tlitns uposu îwo distinct grounds.
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In the first place they think that every Country that becomes subject
ta the Crown of Great Britain (whether by Conquest, exchange or other.
wise) becomes immediately subject ta the Laws of England, and that
the Laws by which it was formerly governed become immediately and
ipso facto void nnd of no effect, being superseded by the laws of England
without the aid of any Act of Parliament or Royal Proclamation for

hant purpose. In this we presume they are mistaken, since both the ex-
press declarations of the Law Books, and those of Your Majesty's Attor.
ney and Solicitor General in their report concerning this Province, made
in the Year 1766, and the dictates of natural reason inculcate a quite
contrary doctrine, ta wit, that the Laws of the conquered people subsist
in their full vigour till the will of the conqueror shall expressly change
them. However this opinion, though not well grounded, is pretty ge.
neral among the English inhabitants of this Province.

In the second place, they say, that, supposing that the Laws of En-
gland were not of course introduced into this Province by the very con-
quest itself and the subjection of the zountry ta the Crown of Great Bri-
tain, yet that they have been expressly introduced by Your Majesty's
Proclamation ofithe 7th October 1763, in the words that have been men-
tioned in the former part of this report ; in which Your Majesty assures
them, that they may confide in Your Majesty's royal protection for the
enjoyment of the benefit ofthe Laws of Enigland.

The third method of settling the Laws of this Province, by making the
Laws of England the general basis of them, and permitting the Cana-
dian customs ta continue with respect only tu some particular excepted
subjects, and this by a general reference ta the French Laws Books in
which those customs are contained, without attempting ta enumerate and
express them anew, would also be a very short and easy one ta Your Ma.
jesty's Ministers and servants both in England and in this Province, and
will be very agreeable and satisfactory ta Your Majesty'sBritish Subjects
in this Province. Yet it will beattended with the following inconvenien-
cies.

By preserving a considerable part of the French Law in the lump, or
by a general reference ta the French Law Books that contain it, it will in
some degree keep up in the minds ofthe Canadians that reverence for the
Laws and Lawyers of Paris, and that consequential opinion of the happin-
ess of being subject ta the French Government (as being that under which
thoseLawsmay bt most ably administered) which all persans that are zea-
lously attached ta Your Majesty's Government would naturally wish to
see extinguished. But this objection will take' place in a much less de-
grec against this method, than against the last mentioned, or second
method, by which almost the whole body of the French Laws would be
revived.

Further, if this third method of settling the Laws is purstued, some
of the Canadians will probably make the two following objections ta it.
They will say, in the first place, that the whole body of their Laws
ought ta have been left entire, as there is a strong and well contrived
connexion between all its parts, which makes it dangerous and detri-
mental ta the welfare of the Province ta ater any of it. And, second-
ly, they will say, that, if any of the Laws of England must be intro-
duced here, they ought not ta be introduced by general words, but by
Special Ordinances, enumerating them and setting them forth at full
length, and in the French language, so that the Canadians may know
and observe thnem. But these are objections which we believe will bt
Made onily by a few persans, and nt by the generality of your Majes.
ty's Canadian Subjects.

The fourth method of settling the Laws of this Province, by making
the Law of England become the general Law of it, with an exception
of some particular subjects, or heads of Law; and concerning those

subjects te revive the Ancient Customs of the Country by an Ordinance
or Proclamation that should particularly set them forth and describe
them in all the extent in which your Majesty should think fit t let
them continue, without any reference ta the Law Books in which they
were formerly contained, would be preferable ta the third method in
this respect, that by enumerating, and describing, or reciting particular.
ly, the several French Laws and Custnoms that were intended ta be con.
tinued, it would cut off all connexion, in the minds of the Canadians
vith the French Laws, Lawyers, and Judges, and the Government

under which they were maintained. The Parliament of Paris, and the
Custom of Paris, and the French King's Edicts would be no longer
lhcard of, as being no longer of any Authority; but the Laws that were
permitted ta subsist must be cited in the words made use of by your
Majesy' ta express them in the Ordinance or Proclamation which per-
Mitted their continuance. This would be a considerable advantage
,which this fourth method of settling the Laws of this Province wouid
have over the third method; but it would be certainly somewhat more
troublesome ta your Majesty's Ministers than that third method, and it
woud likewise be liable ta tnany imperfections from the inaccurate man-
ner in vhici the French Laws and Customs that were intendedi ta be
continued would probably be set forth ; and it would be further liable ta
the two latter objections vhich might be made ta the third measure, ta
wit, that it wvould give but an imperfect degree of.satisfactiont ta soie
of the Canadians, by leaving them only a part of their Ancient Laws
and Customs, and that it would further cause them to complain of the
general manner of introducing the Laws of England without inforning
them exactly and particularly what those Laws were, that they might
know how ta obey them, but these are objections which, as we before
observed, would probably be made by a few'persons only, and not by
the generality of your. Majesty's new Subjects.

Thus we have set forth ta.your Majesty at considerable length (but
not greater, we hope, than the importance of the subject required) the
different methods by which your Majesty's gracious intention of sett-
liog the Laws of this Province upon a solid and permanent foundation
for the time ta came, and of leaving ta your Maj:sty's new Canadian
Subjects the enjoyment of some of their Ancient Laws and Customs
that are most necessary ta their tranquility' and satisfaction, may be car-
ried into execution, together wîth the several advantages and disadvan-
cages with which %ve apprehend that each of them will be attended. To
weigh these advantages and disadvantages against each other, and draw
a final balance in favor of one of these methods in preference ta the rest,

or ta find a new method preferable to them al, is a task to which we find Appendix
ourselves unequal, and which we apprehend can be successfully perform- (R)
ed only by the visdom of your Majesty's Counsels. By residing in the -A-
Province ve may have been able perhaps, by our observation of the 44h F ly,
state of things here, to furnish your Majesty with necessary information
and materials for forming a decisive Judgment upon the subject, and
that, in obedience to your Majesty's commands, we have endea-
voured to do, faithfully and fully, and ta the best of our abilities, in this
report. That our endeavours may be acceptable ta your Majesty, and
may be esteemed rather according ta the zeal and integrity by which
they have been directed, than according ta the degree in which they
may be found to answer the high purposes ta which they were intended
tu be subservient, is the earnest wish of

Your Majesty's

Most loyal and devoted Subjects and Servants.

N. B. The foregoing Draft of a Report, which was prepared by
Francis Maseres, Esquire, his Majesty's Attorney General of the Pro-
vince of Quebec, by order of Guy Carleton, Esquire, the Governor of
the said Province, was delivered into the said Governor on the 27th day
of February 1769, but had not the good fortune ta be approved by
bis Excellency. Another Report was thereupon drawn up by other
hands agreeable ta the Governor's sentiments, in which his Excellency
has omitted the consideration of all the public acts and instruments
whereby the English Law has been introduced, or attempted ta be in.
troduced, into that Province, together with some other matters contain-
ed in the foregoing report, and instead of mentioning several-different
methods of settling the Laws of that Province for the future, with the
several advantages and disadvantages that vould probably a tend each of
the proposed methods, and leaving it vholly ta his Majesty's wisdom.to
chuse one of the methods in preference tu the others, as is doune in the
foregoing report, his Excellency has thought fit to mention only one
method of settling the Laws of the Province, which he strongiy re.
commends ta his Majesty, as the only way of doing justice and
giving satisfaction ta the Canadians, which is, ta continue the Laws
of England with respect ta Criminal matters, but ta revive the whole
body of the French Laws that were in use there before conquest with
respect ta civil matters, The Chief Justice, William Hey, Esquire,
and Attorney general of the Province, not thinking it either necessary
or expedient ta revive the whole body of the French Laws in Civil mat-
ters, but only those parts of them (which indeed are very considerable)
which related ta the tenure, alienation, dower and inheritance of landed
property, and the distribution of the effects of persans who die intestate,
delivered in ta the Governor two additional papers, or lesser reports, con-
taining their reasons for not wholly agreeing ta the Report made by his
Excellency. And these three Reports were delivered ta Maurice Mor-
gan, Esquire, about the 12th of september 1769, to be by him carried
ta England, and delivered ta his Majesty's Secretary of State for Ame-
rica. The additional paper, or lesser report of the Attorney General,
was intitled bis opinion concerning the Governor's Report, and was as
follows.

THE OPINION of the Attorney General of the Province of Quebec,
concerning the Report made by lis Excellency Brigadier General Car-
letoit, the Governor in Chief of the said Province, to His Majesty in
Council, concerning the State of the Laws and the Administration of
Justice in the said Province, with the reasons of his dissent from some
of the matters contained in the said Report.
Your Majesty's Attorney General of this Province, approves that

part of the foregoing Report vhich gives an accout of the Constitu-
tion of the Government of this Province during its subjection ta.the
French King, and believes the said account ta be true in most particu.
lars: but he cannot assent ta that part of the said Report, which sug-
gests ta Your Majesty the expediency of reviving the whole ofi the
French Lavs in Civil matters, for the fullowing reasons.

In'the first place,le thinks it will be a deviation from that plan of
conduct which Your Majesty has hiitherto thought fit tu pursue with
respect ta this Province, ever since the Conquest of it by Your Majes-
ty's arms in 1760, which he conceives ta have been ta endeavour to
introduce the English Laws and the English manner of Government
into it, and thereby ta assimilate and associate this Province ta Your
Majesty's other Colonies in North America, and not ta keep it distinct &
separate from them in religion, laws and manners, ta all future genera-
tions. He conceives tiat if this latter system'nhad'been that which
Your Majesty had adopted, Your Majesty would have given orders ta
your General Sir Jeffery Amherst, to whom this Province was surren-
dered, ta keep up, ifrom the first moment of the Conquest, a1ll the Courts
of Justice that were at that time in being in the Colotuy, and even the
several Officers that composed them, upon the same fuoting on which
they then subsisted. But as Your Majesty's said General did immedi-
ately suppress all the former Jurisdictions, and crect Military Councils
in their stead, and in the Articles of Capitulation reuse to promise the in-
habitants of this Province the continuance of the ctom of Paris, and t/e

other ancient Laws and usages by wvhich they had been go-vened, though
requested in that behalf by the French General ;,and es Your Majesty
did afterwards, in the fourth article of the definitive treaty of Peace in
1763, engage to indulge your new Canadian subjects even in the delicate
and important article f the free exercise of their religion, only sofar as
tAe Laws ofEngland willpermit; and as Your Majesty, by Your Royal
Proclamation of the 7th of November 1763, did encourage your British
and other ancient subjects ta go and settle in this and the other new erect.
ed Governments, anddid promise them, as an excitement thereunto, the
immediate enjogment of the beneft of the Laws of .En'gland ; and as Your
Majesty did afterwards, by your commission of Vicd-Adniral of this Pro-
vince granted ta General Murray, expressly introduce all the Laws of the
Englislh Courts of 4dmiraty into this Province ; and by Your commission
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Appendix ta the same gentleman ta be Captain General and Goversor in Chief'
this Province, did direct Iimi ta summoni and assemble the Freeholde
and Planters in this Province, and in conjunction with them to male Lam

4th Fcby and Ord-narces no erpugnant to the Laws oflEngland, by which it see
ta be pre-supposed ihiat the Laws of Engliand were already introduc
there ; and did a otiher parts of the said commission allu.e to idvoe
f th, Laws of England as being already in force here, as partic

larly th: Laqws relating to the oaths of abjuration and the declar.
tion against traniubstantiation. Fiom these several exertions of Yo'

Majesty's royal authority in favor of the Laws of England, Yo
Majesty's Attoiney General of this Province humbly collects it ta lia'
beeouour Majesty's gracious intention ta assimilate Ibis Province in rel
gion, Laws and Gevenment, ta thehailier dominions belonging ta oi
Majesty's Crown is Norths America lie therefore conceives that il
immnediate revival of all thIe -rencl Lavs relatinsg ta civil suits in thi
Province, in the manner suggested lu the foregong report, will havea
least the appearance of a deviation from the plan of condluet which Yot
Majesty lias hitherto adopted, and of a step towards preference of th
contrary system of keeping this Province distinct fron, andInconnectc
with, allYotr Majesty's otiher Colonies in North Anerica ; and this ap
pearance ie humsbly cunceives to be itself, a considerable inconvenience
and veiy fit tolbe avoided, unless very stronîg reasons of justice or polic
made such a measure necessary, whici lie does not conceive tao bIle
case ; for, is the contrary, be apprehends that the said total revival o
tie custom of Varis, and al the othser French Laws relating ta civi
suts, vi lbe attended with the following additional iîconvemsencies. I
the first place, it vill make it difficult for any of Your Majesty's Englisi
subjects ta administer justice im this Province, as it wl require nmiuci
labour and study, and a more than ordinary acquaintance wth the Freuci
language ta attain a thorougi knsowledge of those Laws.

In the next plac, it will keep up in the minds of Your Majesty's ne
Canadian subjects the remenbrance of their former governirent, wiicl
wvill probasbly be accompanied withi a desire ta return to it. Wien tIhe
hear the cutons of Paris, and its wise decisions coniitinuaIly appealed t
as the mcasure of justice in this country, they wili be iunclined ta think
that governîment ta be best inder which those wise Laws could mos
ably be administered, wvhich is that' of tie French King, whiclh together
with the continuance of their attachsment to the popish religion vill keep
them ever in a state of disaffection ta Your Majesty's goveriment, and in a
disposition ta shake it off on the first apport unity that shall happen ta be
afforded them by any attempt of the French King ta recover this
country by force of arms.

And in the third place, it will discourage your Majesty's niiish

Subjects from coming ta settle heriè when they see the Country govern-
ed by a set of Laws of which thley have ino knowledge, and againist
which they entertain ( though perhaps unjustly ) strong prejudices.

Your Majesty's Attorney General of this Province is further of opi,
nion, that tie body of your Majesty's new Canadian Subjects are by no
means either so distressed or so discontented by the introduction of the
Engiisli Laws into Ibis Province as they are represented in tie foregoinsg
Report t at least he lias secn lno proofs of either suc great distress or
high discontent. What lie las principally observed ta be the subject
cf their complaints bas bei cither the expence or the dilatoriness of our
Law Proceedinsgs, whici lie therefore conceives stand in need of efor-

iation ; and lie isfopision, that to establish rente Courts of Geneeral
.lurisdicî ion in ail matters Cri:xs1inal as vvell as Civil in tbe Province, ta st

evey wveek in the ycar ( with a very few exceptions) in the towns of
Quebec, Thrce Rivers and Montreal, vould be the most adequate re-
medy for these conmplaints.

And as to the substance of the Laws which are ta be henceforwards
admitted in this Province, be conceives that the best way o ll ta setle
tiiese would b ta mnake a Code of them, that should contaili ail the

Laws of every kind, Criminal as well as Civil, that were intended ta be

cf force here, ta the exclusion of all other Laws, both French and En-.
gisl, that were not inserted in the said Code ; by vhich means ail pre.
tence would be taken away bath fror the French and British inhabitams
of this Province for complainig that they are governed by usnknown
Laws. This ho conceives ta be a work of difiiculty indeed, but by no

mncans impracticable ;anod lie appreninds t h. itvouldb o a wr of
very grcat utility ta tise Province, even ilsoughit shouiti ho very imper-

fectly executed, and many important articles should happen ta b omit-
ted i, it ; provided only that those things tiat were inserted in it were
useful and reasonable, and set forth in a clear and proper maanner; he-
cause ie apprelends that the rules so iinsert-ed voulihd b suflicient tu go-
vern at least ail the common cases that would happen. in the ordinary
course Of human affairQ, such as descents in the riglit fine, the right of
representation in grand-children whose parents are dead, the dower of,
widows, the ents and services due ta Seignors, the obligations and

duties due from them ta their tenants, the Seigiors' right ta te com-

mon mutation fites, his right of pre-emption ct his tenanît's land when
the tenant is disposed ta seli it, the rules of Evidence il Cours of Justice,

the solemnities necessary ta be observed ta give validity ta a deed or will,
and tise like obvious and important matters ; whici would be sufficient ta
prevent the Province froni falling into confusion. And as ta the nicerca.

ses which might b omitted in such a Code, they might afterwards be sup.
pliedby particular ordinances passei from time ta time for that purpose.

But if this measure of making sucli a Code of Laws should not b
thought advisable, Your Majesty's Attorney General af this Province is
humbly ofopinion that it would be most epedient ta let the English Law
continue ta subsist in this Province as the general Law of the Province, &
pass an Ordinance ta revive those of the former French Laws which relate
ta tie tenure, inheritance, dower, alienation and incumbrance of landrd
property, and ta the distribution of the effects of persans who die intes.
tate. Bis reasoris for thinking that the French Laws upon tliese lhcads
ought ta be revived, are as folow :-

ve e-sentially necessary ta such possession and enjoyment. Such are the
h- Laws relating ta the quit rents due by thé Freeholders, who hold by vent
ur service ; to theseigniors, the miutation fuies, the riglit of pre-cmption and
e the rights of escheat in certain cases; all whichconstitute the principal
bi part of the property ofthe Seigniors.
ur But the laws relating ta the power and mianner of aliening
e mortgaging, and otherwise incumbering landed property, are not,
d as lie apprehends, abfolutely necefsary to the enjoyment of the
- lands themfelves, and therefore ought not t obe reckoned quite.
,, fo facred and unchangeable as the laws of tenure themfeives.
-Y Yet lie conceives then to be very nearly conneâed ivith thofe.
e laws, and almoftdependant upon them, fo that they could not be
f changed in any considerable degree without diminiihing the value
il of the lands thenselves, by means of the praaical difBiculties that
n would occur in making ufe of the new modes of conveying land
h thar would be efnablifhed in their ftead ; and therefore he thinks
h that they ouglt to be continued, and further, he conceives
h it will be the more necefsary ta revive or continue the French

laws upon this fubje&, i order ta prevent the introduaion of
the Etnglii laws upon the sanme fubjeâ, namely, the doalrine

Y of eates-tail, the Itatute de donis, the nethod of defeating that
o fatute by common recoveries, the doarine of ines, the fnatute
k of ufes, and the doarine of ufes in general, and other nice doc-
ttrines relating ta real efates, whiich are full of f bmuch fubtlery,
r intricacy, and variety, that, if they were ta be introduced into

this province, they vould throw ail the inhabitants of ir, with-
out excepting even the Englifh lawyers, inta an inextricable mnire
of confufion. For thefe reafons he apprehends that the Engliih
hws upon this fubjea ought never ta be introduced here ; ansd
that the former laws of the'province relating ta it ought for the
prefent ta be revived.

. Laaly, as ta the French laws concerning dower and the inhe-
ritance of lands and the diftribution of the goods of inteftates,
wlth refpec to fuch niarriages as have been contraEted, and-suct
deaths as have happened, since the eftablifihment of the civil go.
vertiment in thisprovince, your Majefly's attorney general of this
province is humbly of.opinion, that thofe laws ought not to be
confidered as neceffhry appendages ta the property of your Majes-
ty's Canadian fubjeâs in this province, and as having therefore
been granted to then by implication in the articles of capitula-
tion and the definitive treaty of penceL becaufe they do -not af-
fe& the property, or the rights, of the Canadians then in being,
to vhom alone thofe grants vere iade, but only guide and de-
termine the courfe and devolution of that property afrer their
deaths among perfons that were then uniborn. 'lhis, therefore,
he conceives ta be a matter upon which the authority ofa legifla-
tar may properly be exercifed. And he further apprehends, that
in some time hence a change of the laws relating. ta thefe fub-
jeas, and efpecially of thofè relating to dower and the inheritance
of land, would be highly beneficial to this province; the pre-
sent exceflive fubdivision of the lands, by repeated partitions of
them amongft ntmerous families, being productive of confidera-
blie inconveniencies. But this, he apprehends, need not b done
at prefent ; and lie conceives, that, if ever it fihould be thouglt
advifeable to do it, it ougbt ta be done by a full and exprefs de-
claration beforehand, of the time at .which thse propofed changes
fhould take place, with a power given ta fuch perfons as difliked
them ta prevent their taking place in their refpeaive families by
exprefs provifions and agreements to the contrary, and ihould be
accompa>ied with fuch temperaments and modifications as fhould
make the dopting them bein a manner the voluntary aà of the
persons who vere affected by them. But for the prefent lie con-
ceives it rnight be better ta poifpone ihofe important changes,
and ta revive the ancient laws of this province concerning inherit-
ance and dover, and the diaribution of inteffates' eftates, as weil
as thofe relating ta the tenures of land and the pover and maian,.
ner of aliening and mortgaging and otherwife incumbering ir.
And this one ordina6ce, reviving the faid ancient laws reiating ta
landed property. and the diftribution of the effeats of peribns
t-ho die intefkate, would, as lie conceives, be fufficient ta preferve
the tranquillity of the province, and ta give fatisfaction to the
buli of the Canadians: at least, he apprehends it", wouid be
enough to begin -with.: and if, upon trial, it ihouild be found ne-
ceffary ta revive fomie other of theFrench laws that fornerly fiub-
fisted in this province, it might be done by another ordinance. or
two, that might be pafled for that purpofe, when the neceflity of
then fhould become apparent. By fuch an ordinance as is above-
mentioned paffed at prefent, and by the eftablifhment of an enfy
and cheap method of adminiftering jun1ice in this province witax
fuflicient expedition, lie conceives that the far greater part of
your Majeay 's Canadian fubjeas woulk be contented. Tis
therefore is what he humbly prefumes ta .recominend ta yoar
Majeily as the best method which he can fuggen for the fette-
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ment of the laws of this province, after the fullest confideration
of this difficult and important fubjeâ.

N. B. In the foregoing short report, or opinion, of the attor-
ney general of the province of Quebec, the particulars of the
plan therein recommended for the adminiftration of juftice in the
province of Quebec are not fet forth, but only the general fub-
fRance of it is briefly mentioned in thefe words: ciWhat he has
« principally obferved to be the fubjeâ of the complaints of the
" Caniadians has been either the.expence or the dilatorinefs of
" our law-proceedings, which he therefore conceives ftand in
i need of reformation: and he is of opinion, that to enablifh
c three courts of general jurisdi&ion, in all matters criminal as
« civil, in the province, ta sit every iveek in the year (with a
" very fev exceptions) in the towns of Quebec, Three Rivers,
« and Montreal, -would be the rnoft adequate remedy for thefe
« complaints.? Now the particulars of this plan are as follow:

In the fpring of the year 1767,. His Excellency Guy Carleton'
Efquire,. at that time Lieutenant-Governor, now Governor in
Chief, of the province of Quebec, being juftly apprehenfive of
the'ill confequences that might arife fron a rigorous conftru&ion
of the feveral inftruments of government by which it was fuppo-
fed that the laws of Engand had been introduced into that pro-
vince, and more efpecially of the ordinance of the 17th of Sep-
tember 1764, by which the chief juftice of the province was di-
reaed to determine all matters, criminal and civil, that were
brought before him, according ta the laws of England and the
ordinances of the' province, dire&ed Francis Maferes, Efquire,
the attorney general, to prepare a draught of an ordinance for
reviving or continuing the feveral ancient laws of the province
that had fubfisted there inmediately before the conqueif of ir, in
tihe year 1759, with refpea ta the landed property of the pro.
vince that was holden under grants made by the French king ;
vho accordingly prepared the following draught of such an ordi-.

liance, which his Excellency, on account of its great extent and
importance, did not think it expedient ta bring ita the council
in order ta be pafsed without his Majelty's previous confent and
approbation, and therefore he immediately tranfmitted it ta the
Earl of Shelburne, ai that lme one of his Majefty's principal fe-
cretaries of date. This draughit of an ordinance was as follows.

A DRAUGHT of an ORD1NANCE for continuing and confirn-
ing the Laos and Customs relating to the Tenure, Inheri-
tance, 'and Alienation of Lands, ihat were in Force in this
Province in the Timiie of the Prench Governmzent.

WHEREAS certain doubts have arifen and may arife, from the
extenfive words ufed in the great ordinance of this province, da-
ted the feventeenth of September in the year of our Lord one
thoufand feven hundred and fixty.four, intitled, "_An Ordinance
f or regulating and establishing the CourtS of Judicature, Justi-
ces of the Penfe, Quarter Sessions, Bailip, and other matters
relative ta th distribution of Justice iii this Province," by which
the Courts of Jufnice eflablifhed thereby in this Province are di-'
re&ed ta proceed in their decisions according ta the Laws of
England and tie Ordinances of this Province; that in confe-
quence thereof the rules of inheritance of lands in this Province,
and the terms, and conditions of the tenures thereof, and the
rights, privileges and emnoluments thence arifing, cither ta the
King or to divers of his Majefty's fibjeas that - were owners of
land in the faid province, were in whole or in part abolifhed, and
the laws and cuffanis of England relating ta the làid points at
once introduced in their ftead; which great and fudden altera-
tion of the laws concerning there important fubjeas would not'
only be in no wife ufeful to the faid province, but, by unfettling
mens'.- ancient and accuflomed rights and natural expeations
founded thereon, would be attnded with innumerable hardships
and inconveniencies to the inhabitants thereof, and produce a
general confusion In order, therefore, ta prevent thefe evils
and ta quiet the minds of the'inhabitants with refpect ta the ;
It is or dained and declared by his Excllency lthe lieutenant rgovea
nor of this province, by and with the advice and" confent of the
fame, that all the laws and cuonoms that prevailed in this"province
in the time of the French gvoernment in the -onthl ofiAuguft
in the year of Our Lord one thousand feven hundred and fifty..
nine, relating ta the tenures of lands held either i > KthMing, or
of other lords, and ta the termas and conditions of fuchienures,
and to the rights, privileges, and pre-eminences annexed, or be-
longing, ta any of the faid tenures,.and tathe inheritance and
fucceffion to'the fame; and ta the forfeiture, confifcation, re-
annexation or re-uniting ta te demefne of the lord,;efcheat,
reverfion, or other devolution of the same yhltfoever, iter ta
the King or any other lord; and ta the pocr-of dcevifing, or
bequeathing, ariy lands by laftivili and tenfa'm"n"t; and o the
power of alienating the fame by the proprietors in their life-tine;
and to the manner ofimnaking fuch alienation; nd ta the power
and manner of imuting, mortgaging, hypothecating, charging,

and incumbering, any lands in the faid province ; fhall continue Appendix
in force and vigour until they are changed in fome of thefe parti. (R
culars by fpecial ordinances exprefsly mentioning fuch changes, r--
and fetting forth in a full and diaina manner the laws introduced 4th Feby.
in the ftead of those which fhall be fo changed or abolifhed.
And further, the faid French laws and cuftoms hereby continu-
ed and confirmed fhall be deemed and taken to have continued
vithout interruption from the time of the conquenf of this coun-
try by the Britilh armis to the prefent time ; any laws, cuftons,
or ufages of England, or any ordinance of this province to the
contrary hereof in any wife notwithafanding.

This ordinance fhal extend only to fuch lands as were granted
away by the French king before the conquefn of this country by
the Britifh arms, and to the grants made thereof by the faid
French king to his feveral grantees, and the under-grants made
of divers parts of the faine by the faid grantees of the French
king, or their heirs or afligns, or other perfons claiming under
them, to inferior tenants.or vaffals either before or since the faid
conqueft, but not to grants of land made by the king's Majefiy
fince the conqueft.

GIvEN by His Excellency the Honourable Guy Carleton, Es-
quire, lieutenant-governor and commander in chief of the pro-
vince of Quebec, brigadier-general of His Majefty's forces, &c.

N. B. This is fuch an ordinance as is meant by the attorney
general above-mentioned in his paper above recited, intitled, lis
opinion concerning lie report made byl Governor Carleton,
where he fays, page 50, that, if the meafure he had before
fuggefted of making a code of laws for the ufe of that. pro-
vince fhould not be thought advifeable, he is humbly of opinion
that it would be monf expedient to let the Englifh law continue to
be the general lavw of the province, and to pafs an ordinance to re-
vive thofe of the former French laws which relate to the tenure,
alienation, and incumbrance, of landed property.

APPENDIX L.

The fecond head propofed is a Bill for declaring the common
Law of the Province.

The Canadian lawyers are, i;feems, not entirely agreed how
much of the French fyiem of the cuflom of Paris has a&nally
enured in the Province of Canada. The capitulation for Montreal
and the Province, article thirty-six, which engages to preferve to the
inhabitants their property feems to me to ftipulate the manner in
which that property is ta be held ; of confequence the Tenures
are to be preferved, and all the Laws relative to that property.
For it is not only the thing whichi ve hold, but the manner in
which we hold benecially,:that conftitutes our property ; there-
fore I conceive that all the Lands in Canada, tie property of na-
tive Canadians or which have since paffed by defcent or by Wili,
are, in virtue of the capitulation ftill governed by the Law of
France, as to the tenure or, modes of holding ; aithough by the
forty-fecond article of the capitulation gran.ed for Montreai and
the refta of the Province of Canada, and by the ninth article of the
treaty of Verfailles, the inhabitants become subjects of your 31a.

jesty. How far your Majely's Proclamation and the commis-
fions and inftru&ions have or have not fuperfeded this idea, ari-.
sing out of the terms of the capitulation and treaty, and how far
the cafe of the new fettlers, emigrants from Great Britain and ac-
quirers of lands by new:titles, as by mortgage, grant or purchafe,
is capable of a diain&ion, has been already observed upon.

I think there:is a great difinaion between the treaty and capi-
tulation ; for the Treaty which makes the Inhabitants fubjeûs of
your Majefly's crown, confirns to them their property in no other
mode than in a permilion to retire and to fel their eflates and
thofe reftrained to be fold to Britih Subjects. So. that if they
day and claim under the Treaty onvly, they Ray under condition
of becoming by their own free Act Jrilish Sabjeets ; and as fuch
fubject to Britilh Laws. But the êréaty' made with the fovereign
power of France which, without taking notice of the Capitulation,
transfers its fubjeas pleno jure, does not fuperfede the capitulation
made with the Inhabitants; becaufe I confider capitulations in the
ey&of the Law of nations, to be not only as national, but perfonal
compaas, and.made with the inhabitants themfelves, for the con-
fideration of ieir ceafing their resistance. Itis conlifent with
the honou and inîerests of this kirigdom, that they fhould be
religiously obferved andhat the condition of the grantees Ihould
be rendered fubftantially better, rather than worfe, fo far as any
perfon or perfons are capable of taking benefit of the grant.

A the fame tirne I mufc obferve that I do not conceive that
your Majefly is fo bound in yaur legiflitive capacity, that Vou
cannot in parlianent change :theLaws of fucceflion or heritage,
or prevent the keeping 'p any.corporate Body Ecclefiaftical, by
preventing a perpetual renewal by new Members, or thar your
Majefty cannot regulate any other general matter of dividing
property real or perfonal, after the death of the poffeffor,.in the
fame manner as'your Majefty in parliament, may change the

Ordered by His Lordship, that a Committee of the vhole
Council investigate and report a statement of the comparative
advantages and disadvantages of the tenure in free and Common
Soccage and the prefent tenures of the Province of a different
description, witlh a view to the public interest, as well as that of
the individuals, holding under fuch tenures ; that they deliberate,
and in cafe a conversion of the prefent tenures in Fief or other-
wise into Soccage tenure, shal appear to be advifable, that they
report upon the nost eligible mode of effecting the fame, without
prejudice to the rights of individuals and the general interest of
the country. In doing this the Committee are to attend to the
nature and operation of the different claufes in the Statute of
12 Car. 2, Cap 24. by which SoLcage holding was made general
in England, giving Mr. Lanaudiere at the fame time an opportu-
nity to be heard on his Petition for a conversion of the tenure of
his eftates into that of free and Con mon Soccage, whicl was re-
ferred to a comnittee of the Council on the 14th. February 1788.
And the Committee may call on Mr. Attorney and Solicitor-
General for their 6pinion on the fubject inatter of the reference,
if they fhall conceive the fame to be neceffary and take all fuch
other means, as they may think proper; for acquiring the neces-
fary information ; and further, if legislative interpofition Ihail

Laws refpe&ing your other Britifh Subjeâs ; fo that the Law be
not made to the prejudice of any particular private perfon while
lie lives. In as much as no man naturally hath property after
death, the community to which it reverts has a right to fix the
law of partition, after death, as it shall judge most for the benefit
of all its members. The right to difpofe by Will, or to make a
private law for a Family, is a privilege granted by the commu-
nity ; and refirainable, as the Law of France reIlrains it more than
that of England, by excepting the legitime and limiting devifes of
land in certain degrees, except by deed by and among parties liv-
ing.

It would probably anfwer every just and reafonable purpofe,
and would tend perfealy to quiet the minds of your Majefty's
Canadian Subjes, if a Bil were to pifs in parliament to the fol-
lowing effect --That in ail cafes of wills, tenures, ancient rents,
qnit-rents, fervices not being military, divisions of Lands and
transfers, hypothecations, or charges and pledges, or incumbran-
ces, of property, rmioveable and immoveable, and of hereditary
defcent, or partition of dower, or diftribution in cafe of intesta-
cy, the legitine, or portion of Children and Widows, and of
ail deeds, leafes and contraas, the ancient laws, cufloms, and
ufiges of Canada fliall be valid ; unlefs the faid cufnoms and ufa-
ges fhall have been deviated from by any confent of parties by
expréfs convention, or in which the modes of the Englifli Law,
as in cafes of ti-arisfer between a Canadian and Englifh born sub-
jea, fhall have been followed ; that in ail cafes where fucli cut-
toni and ufigés of Canada are relied upon, either by the party
complaining or the rel'pondent, fuch cuftooi and ufage fhall be
fpeciaiIy pleaded. And in order the better to erafé from the
ninds of the Canadian Subjeas their ideas of veneration for the
edicts of their late Sovereign, and for the Arrels of the tribunals
of France, and as mucli as poflible to make them fenfible of
their union with, and dependence upon the Britifli Government,
it fhould be enacted, that the French Law, known under the de-
nomination of the Cuftom of the Vifcounty and Provoaship of
Paris, and fo much thereof only as has aâually betn praaifed in
the Province, fihal be pleaded under the title of cthe common
« Law, and the Cufnom of Canada, as by Act of Parliament es-
c tablifhed" and under no other title whatfoever ; and the ab-
ftra& of the faid Cuffom, as hath been drawn up by a Commit-
tee of Canadian Gentlemen of the Law, fliall be annexed to
the Bill to be referred to, as the foie rule ; obferving only the ai-
teration in the articles 99 and loi, as in the advertifement or
preamble of the faid abara& is fet forth; that Lands already
granted or to be granted by your Majeay, your Heirs or Succefs-
ors, fliall be holden in free and common soccage tenure, and fiali
pafs according to the Laws of Erigland : power always referved
to your Majefty to make gaants of Lands in any other mode of
Tenure, if to your Majefy it fliall feëm meet.

TO THE HONORABLE MEMBERS OF THE COUNCIL.

MAY IT PLEAsE YOUR HONOURs,
Anxiois to contribute ail the Information in my power to the

Honorable Board of Council upon the subje& of the Letter I re-
ceived from His Honor the President, on the 3Ift of Augufa laft,
inclosing feveral important queftions relating to the tenures of
Ellates in this Country, and fuggefting the idea of converting the
fame into Free and common foccage; I fubmit the following an-
fwer to those Quefions for the consideration of the Board. It
is fit I fhould inform the Honorable Board that the prefent dan-
gerous flate of Health of the Attorney General has defeated our
intentions of making a Joint Reporr, and I may urge with truth
that the daily avocations of my other public department, have
gre-ttly impeded my delib.rations on the prefcnt fubject, but as
expedition may be wifhed and expeaed, I fhall flate my AnfWer
concifely, but I hope with a degree of precision.

Qustion 1 -Upon what tenure were the lands of this
Country granted by the French ?
The Civil Confitution of.Canada was eflablished upon theFeu-

Crown en Fief et Seigneurie, there eflates are ftiled Biens No-
les ; fmall parcels and Town Lots were granted by an Ignoble

Tenure, called Roture.
There are fome, a very few, allodial grants, the Tenure is ter-

med I'ranc A/eu Noble and Jlnne Aleu Roturier : a fewer ftilL
by that tenure which is of a lpiritual nature called Pure Aumone,
or Franckahnoigne.

« Question 2.-What kind of Tenure was mofi prevalent and
: what may be ftated in probable conje&ure for. the proportion
« between theni?

In the country, the tenures en Ficf et Seigneurie, were. almoft
univerfal. In the Town of Quebec, feveral fmall parcels were
granted upon, the fame tenure ; and there, as well as at Three-
Rivers, and adjoining to the Forts of Crown Point, Detroit &c.

Several Seigneuries, and.more par-
ticularly thofe near Lake Champlain, were, antecedent to the
Conqueft, at the inflance of the King's Attorney General reunitecd
to the King's Domain, by Ordonnances of the Governor and In..
tendant, for waant of Cultivation and improvement made by the
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Grantees, and afterwards regranted to others, and in some inflan-
ces to the fame Grantees.

" (estion 4.-What were the legal Burdens upon the Gran-
« tee of the Crown in refervations, conditions, rents and fervi-
«c ces ; or wiat were the benefits accruing to the French Crown
« from the nature of the Grant founded in the ufual referva-
c tions, or by the general laws of the country ?

The Grantee and his Hei-s and affigns, by the Tenor of his
Grant and by the law of the Country (Art. 32 and 35 of the Cus-
tom) were bound to render Fealty and homage to the King (by his
Reprefentative) at the Caftle of St. Lewis in this City; the vaffal,
vas bound at the fame time, or within forty days after, (Art. 8,
10 and 11,) to deliver to the King's Reprefentative, un A1ru et
Dénombrement, that is to say, a particular ftatement of his Title,
the extent of his Fief, its dependencies, appurtenances and pre-
rogatives; whether he had a right to hold Courts of Jufnice, high,
inferior or low Jufnice, any and which of them; the amount of
rent of the Cierk's and Notary's Offices, Fines and other Rights ;
his Manor-Houfe, the lands of his Donain, the quantity and
quality of his arable, Meadow, pafinre and Wood Lands, what
Ponds and Lakes; what Farm Houfes and other buildings he had
on his Domain, the boundaries of the Farms, their revenue and
to whom let, or whether he cultivated them himself, the annual
amount of the Cens, Rents and other dues, with the number and
niames of his Censitaires or Te-Tenants, or others fubject to pay
rent to himu; the Rights and fervices le owed on account of his
Fief; vhether he had Right of Mill; the Lands granted en Ro-
turc on his Effate ; and a particular defignation of the Arrière or
Rere-Fiefs; How lie became entitled to his Fief and Seigneurie,
vhetlher by Succeffion (and particularly whether in the Line Di-
rect or Colletaral) by purchale, gift, or how otherwise.

Upon'the fale or other mutation of the Fief (except in the di-
re& line) the Fine called Droit de Quint, or a fifth part of the
amount of the purchafe money was payable to the King, at the
time of rendering fealty and honiage, (Art. 25.) in refpeû of
Lands governed by the Cuftom of Paris, which is the General
Law of the Country ; and in refpeâ of Lands governed by the
Cuftom of Verin Le François (for there were fbme few grants
made fubje& to that Cuftom) a Relief, i. e. one Year's Revenue
of the Fief fold (Art.' 33.) and not the Quint was payable upon
every mutation whatfoever.

The King might ufe bis Right of Retrait Féodal, the Jus re-
iracli, within forty days after notice given of the Sale of any
Fief and Seigneurie made by his Grantee, reimbursing the Pur-
chafer his purchafe money, and the legal expences (loyaux couts)
Art. 20.'but this Right ceafed -after an invefliture of the New
Vassal.

There are legal Burdens.
A few old Grains made by the India Company stipulated that on eve-

ry Mutation a Medal of half an ounce or an ounce of Gold (une Maille
0d'Or should be paid the company in lieu of the Quint.
The usual Reservations and Conditions in the more ancient Grants

were
1. That the Grantee should,.with in a year and a day, build an Habi-

tation upon, and actually inhabit the Lands (/enir feu et lieu) and culti-
vate and improve the same (déserter et mettre en valeur) aud cause his
Ter.Tenants (Censitaires) to do the same within the sameperiod : (some
Grants mention that the Lands are to bc stocked wth cattle in two

years,) in défault of vhich the King should of Riglht re.enter into the
Possession of the land granted-but a formal Process for the Reunion,
vas however thought necessary, and always . prosecuted by the Attor-
ney General.
• 2. That the Grantee should preserve all Oak Trees growing on bis
Domain, and cause ail Oak Trees fit for the construction of the King's
Ships to be preserved by bis Sub-feudatories (Censitaires).

3. That the Grantee should give immediate advice to the King or his
Governor and Intendant, of the discovery of all Mines, Ores and Mine-
rals (Mines, Minieres et Minéraux) found in the Lands Granted; with
exception only t ttwo Grants, wherein they are expressly given to the
Grantees.

4. That the Grantee should get the grant. ratified by the King, ge.
nerally within the period of one year.

5. That the Grantees should permit the necessaiy Roads to bu laid
out for public utility, and cause a clause to be inserted in their conces-
sions to the 'er.tenants that they should do the same.

The more modern Grants contain the same reservations and conditions,
but they also contain additionnal stipulations, namely:

6. That in case the King shduld have occasion for any part of the
land granted for the purpose of building Forts, Batteries, places of
arms, stores, or:other public works, he should be at liberty to take the
same, together with the trees and timbers that should be necessary, and
also, Firewood for the supply of the Garrisons within the extent of the
lands granted, without being beld or bound to make any compensation
to the Grantee.

7. That the Grantee should allow the free use of the Beaches to ail
Fishermen, except such part as he might stand in need for his own
Fisheries.

8. That the Grantee should concede lands to his Sub-feudatories at
the accustomed rents and dues (cens et Rentes et Redevances Accoutumé)
for every acre in front by forty in depth; about a fcurth part only of
the Grants contain this clause.

9. In many of the latest Grants the King reserves the Riglht of tak-
ing Oak Timber, Masts, and Yards (Mdtures), and ail other Timber
proper for the Construction and Equipment of his Ships, without ma-
king any compensation for the same-and in oue Grant the King reser-
ves the Red and Pitch Pine for making Tar.

There were no rents reserved to the-King by the grants mde in Fief

and Seigneurie; nor were the Grantee liable to any legal Services, ex- Appendix
cept rendering Fealty and Honiage to the King's Representative. and (R.)
furnishing the Aveu et Dînombrement in tihe nianner before described, but -
this they were bound tu, on Pain of the saisie féodale of tlheir Estates. 4th .Feby.
(Art. ].)

By one of the Arrets aforementioned of the 6th July, 1711, the
Grantees were bound to concede Lands to their Sub-feuidatoties for the
usual Cens et Rentes et Redevances, and by the arret of the 15th Match,
1732, upon non-compliance con the part of the Royal Grantee, the
Governor and Intendant were impowered and directed, to concede the
same on the part of the Crown, to the Exclusion of the Grantee, and
the rents to be payable to the Receiver-General. The Grantees are there-
by also restricted frum selling any Wood Lands (Bois de &ou), upon
lPain of Nullity uf the contract of concession, a Reunsion of the lands
to the Royal Domain, and Restitution of the Purchase Mouney to the
Sub feudatory,

The benefits accruing to the French Crown from the nature of the
grants en Fief et Seigneurie, were casual ; under the custom of Paris,
the Revenue of Quint (a third of which was usually remitted); and under
the custom of Vexin Le François, a Relief. I have mentionned the
Droit de Retrait féodal.

By the Roture tenure, tIe Grantor, whether the King directly, or
his Grantee en Fief mediately, stipulated a specifnc sum (one halfpenny
for every Acre in front by forty Acres in depth) payable to him by the
Roture Grantee annualy on a fixed day, and at the Seigneur's Mansion.
House, for what is termed Cent, evidencing thereby that he was the
Seigneur Censier et Foncier, or immediateSeigneur of the Roture Gran.
tee (marque de la directe Seigneurie.) A Specification indispensibly ne-
cessary to intitie the Seigneur tu0be paid the Lods et ventes, upon every
subsequent alienation of the land granted, (Cens porte Lods et Ventes)
and another Specific Sum (one halfpenny for every superficial acre con-
tained in the Grant) for what is called Rente. In the Towns of Quebec
and Three-Rivers, the reservation of the Cens et Rentes, for small Lots,
are variable and very low, but speciflcally ascertainsed.

Upon every mutation ofRoture Lands, the new proprietor wYas
bound to produce his titles to the Seigneur, and in forty days after ex-
hibiting the same, the Seigneur, in case of a mutation by sale, and even
upon Donations inter vivos, from a collateral branch or stranger, was
intitled to the alienation Fine called Droits de Lodr et Ventes, (Art. 73.)
which is the twelfti penny or a twelfth part of the price or valie of the
land ; a fourth of the Fine was usually remitted by the Seigneur, but
without any obligation so to do.

The King by Virtue of an Edict of the 20th March, 1673, had
the right of Lods et Ventesupon exchanges of ne inheritance for ano-
ther, on lands granted by the Crown en Roture.- But this right was
limited to the King alone, and did not extend to his Grantees en Fief et
Seigneurie over their subfeudatories, except the Seigneurs of the Island
of Montreal, to whom this Right was given, in lieu of the Droit de
Justice, which they relinquished.
' These are legal burdens, but clearly ascertained.

The Benefits accruing to the French Crown from the nattre of the
Royal Grants en Roture, were mnerely the Cens et Rentes, and the Casti-
al revenue of Lods et Ventes, with the right of Pre emption, but this
Right ceased after seisin given to the proprietor.

The Roture Tenants in Canada, in virtue of the King's Edict of the
4th June, 1686, and the provincial Judicial decisions given in conse-
quence, were bosund to the servitude of grinding all the Corn for the
consumption of their Families at the Banal Milis of their Seigneurs.
The Toll is a Fourteenth Bushel; and the penalty for a contravention,
under the Authority of aProvinîcial Decision, is understood tu bu the Pay-
ment of Double ToIl.

5th Question.-" Wiat were the benefits which the Grantee of the
" Crown nigit draw from the sub-feuîdatory ; or what the burdens ia

acknowledgements,' Rents and Services, to which the occupants un-
" der the Royal Grantee were liable fromthe nature of the concession
" or by the Law of the Country?

This is in g-eat part answered upon the fourth Question, in respect of
the benefits which by the Law of the country (independant ot: conven-
tional stipulations) the grantee of the Crown might derive from his sub-
feudatory ; and which in fact are the burdens that the sub-feudatories are
liable to. But the Grantees, of long usage, imposed other stipulations
in their contract of concession to the subfeubatories ; such as the Re-
trait Conventionel (the Jus retracti) the payment of one or more bush-
els of Wheat annually, one or mure Caponis, a certain number of days?
labour (Corvées) &c. But these are Conventional Burdens.

6th Question.-" Was the estate of the Granee of the Crown sub-
ject to partition by Marriage Contract, Testamentary Disposition, or

" any other mode of alienation, voluntary or Judicial, and by inheritance
" in the Lines direct or Collateral ; or was any estate held impartible
" and unalienable, or in the nature of an English Intail.?

I conceive the common law of this Province, in relation to the powers
to be exercised by Marriage Contract, testamentary disposition or any
other mode of alienation, respecting the tenure en Fief et Seigneurie,
and that en Roture, to bu indiscriminately the same.

By Contract made before Marriage, the contracting parties night
make such stipulations respecting both their Real and Personal Pro-
perties as they unitedly judged fit. They might stipulate that the
rual as well as the personal property belonging to both, or either of
them, or any 1 designated Part thereof should, or should not, enter
into the Conjugal partnership. But after Marriage, Tnheritances. des-
cending te either of them by succession in the .line direct, or Collate-
rai, or given by:Donation or otherwise in the line direct i(unless the
contrary were expressed in the deed of c:nveyance) to eitherof them,
did not enter into the Communauté or Partnership. -Estates given Col-
laterally, or by strangers to either of them, after marriage, became a
part of their joint proprerty ; but by express stipulations in the conve-
yance, the liberality of the Donor might bu prevented from becoming
a part of the conimon stock.

Antecedently;to the Quebec Act.- i4th .of His, .Majesty ch.83. a
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Appendix fiftih part only of- Estates descended by Inheritance, which are termed
(R.) Propres, could be devised or otherwise disposed of (expect in cases of

actual sale) to the prejudice of the Heirs direct or collateral, who in

4th Fe/iy. thiat respect might bc said to have the expectant Reversion of the other
four fifiths.

Real as well as personnal property acquired or purchased pending the
Communauté, which are termed Conquests, being cte fruits of the joint
industry of the husband and wife, were a part of the joint stock and
partible as such.

In case of Marriages, without a previous Contract, no part of the
real property of cither husbansd or wife, before marriage, entered into
the Communaut, by the Municipal Law ; tieir personals alone did sa.

Estate en Fief et Seigneurie, are partible in the manner following.
The eldest son in the nature of a jointure (par droit d'Ainesse et Pré-

ciput) succeeds to the Mansion flouse (Cdteau oú Manoir principale
the inner yard (Basse cour) and a superficial acre of land adjoining to
the Mansion House supposed ta be an inclosed Garden (un arpent de
Terre de l'encloset Jardin) if there be such ; and if there happen to
be a Mill within that Inclosure and annexed to it the Right of Banali-
ti, the body of the building belongs to him, but the profits of the

Toll are not vested in him alone, they are divided in proportion to
the inheriting Rights of each of the Ileirs (Art. 13 and 14.) If it
should happen that there were but a son and one other child to ain-
herit, the eldest son succeeded ta two thirds of tie estate, his U3ro-
ther or Sister to the other third (Art. 15.)

If there were more Children, the eldest Son succeeded ta one
moiety, the other Children to an equal proportion of the other
moiety (Art. 16.)

The Droit d'Ainesse did not extend to females, but successions, in
the direct and Collateral lines, were divisible in equal portions.
(Art. 19)

In the Collateral Litne, females did not succeed with Males in c-
qual degree, (Art. 25.)

Upon marriages iad without a previouis Contract,.the Widow had
her customary Dower (le Douaire coutumier) which was a moiety for
her life of the Revenue of her Husbanid's real estates, possessed at
time of his marriage, and those descending to him in the line direct
pending the marriage, (Art. 247, 248 ;) descendible ta the issue of
the marriage, (Art. 219 ;) upon renouncing to their Father's succes-
sion (Art. 250;) for they cannotclaim to the esates by ilieritance
and to the right of dower. Nul n'est Douairier et /iritier de son p-
re, (Art. 251.)

Estates subject to the customary dower, stood pledged (Hypothéqués
from the day of the marriage for the security of the widow and is-
sue of the marriage, and if aliened afterwards, they continued sub-
ject ta her and their rights.

Marriage Contracts, donations inter vivos, and by testamentary
dispositions, an Intail, which the Civilians tern Substitution (Fidei com-
missaire) may be created (tho' I know no instance of it in this pro-
vince, but there may be some) so far down as the second degree ;
(L'Ordonnance d'Orléans) they must be published and enregistred in
the proper Court of Justice within six months after the date, if in-
ter vivoi, and within the same periad after the decease of the substitutor
if it be a testamentary disposition, and in that case they cannot be
purged or affected by any Judicial decree whatsoever, except res-
pecting debts due bythe Substitutor.

714 Question.-" Were the sub-feudatory Farms of the concessions
a of the Tenantry held under the royal Grantees, devisable,descen.
dible, alienable and partible iii the like manner without limitation.
With exception to the partition of the Roture lands among the

Heirs, whici were pastible among them in equal shares, without the
Droit d'Ainesse or other preferable right, the answer to the sixth
question applies.

8th Question--" Would a.conversion of the Frerch Tenure irno
a the Tenure of Free and common Soccage be advantageous to the

proprictor holding by grant of the French Crown in Fief, Sei.
" gneurie or Roture, discriminating its effects as to the parcels that
" are settled, such as are still unconceded and uncutivated ; and
" what in particular appears ta you to be the instances of advantage
" or disadvantage ta resuit from such Conversion.

There appears ta be engrafted on the Royal Grants the fiction of
feodel Tenure, drawing after it the servile appendages of Alienation
Fines, &c. Quints and Reliefs upon the Tenure en Fief, and Lods et
,entes and the servitude of Bannaliti upon that en Roture; and there.
fore a general a:swer to this question can give no embarassment ; nor
can Ihesitate saying that a conversion of those Tenures into that of
Free and common Saccage, which is not subject to those appendages,
would be advantageous ta the Roture Grantees of the Crown.

With regard to the Royal Grantee en Fief et Seigneurie, such a con.
version, if unqualified, might and I think would operate a heavy loss
ta most of them, by being deprived of their certain Revenue of Banna-
lit;, and their casual Revenue of Lods et Ventes.

The Droit de Justice, accorded to them by their Grants, which tho'
exercised in many Seigneuries antecedent to the conquest, but îacitly
relinquished, or at least not exercised, since that period, is an object fre.
quently mentioned by the Seigneurs, ta whom by their Grants that
right was guven.

The Haute Justice, on account of the Prisons vhich the Seigneur
Haut Justicier was bound to erect and maintain, as well as of the
necessary Officers of that Justice, night be considered onerous upon
them, but on the other hand, they were entitled ta the confiscated
Estates and Effects of persans convicted of Felony within their
Seigneuries, ta Estates escheating for want of Ileirs, tu the possesion
of vacant inheritances, and ta Judicial fines.

By the statute of the 1it/i of Ilis Majesty ch. 83, I conceive the
criminal povers of the Seigneurs ta be abrogated, and their pretensions
limited ta the civil part only.

A conversion of the Tenure en Fief, into Free and common Sac-
cage, would exonerate those Estates from the Alienation fines pay-
able ta the King in the manner I have mentionei; but as thev

have in view to hand down tieir Estates to distant generations of
their families, many of them consider the Exemption of payment of
those fines to be but of little moment ; and therefore, upon that
ground, a conversion of the Tenure ivould be a certain disadvan-
tage but no certain benelft to them, respecting the parcels of their
estates that are already conceded.

It may not have the same effect with respect to the unconceded
part of thisr estates ; it is truc, the conversion of the Tensure into
frce and commun Saccage, would. by a fit lav for that purpose,
preclude them tieir nov legal rigits to alienation, fines and Bannaliti,
but they might dispose of that part of their Estates in fee simple, for
such annual quit rents as may be agreed ipon, or Leases, for lives, or
a term of years, perhaps at a grnater advantage than those at present
granted upon the Roture Tenure ; and there is great reason ta appreiend,
that that part of their Estates wouild be more rapidly settled and culti-
vated ; I am therefore of opinion, that in respect ai the ungranted par-
cels of their Estates, nu material disadvantage, perhaps a much greater
benefit vould accrue ta them, by a conversion of the Tenure into free
and commun Soccage.

91h uestioni.-« Would fuch converfion of the Tenure of
« the Eflates or the fubfeudatories be beneficial or detrimental to
t them ; and in what refpeas, as you apprehend, and for what
« reafons ?"

The benefits that would refult to the Roture Grantees of the
Crown, of which I have fpoken in the anfiver to the Sth queftion,
would equally affeà the fubfeudatories of the Royal Grantees in
Fief.

It is however right to obferve, that, by the French King's
edicts and declaration before mentioned, the Royal Grantee en
Fief was bound to concede Lands to all Applicants foir the ac-
customed Renis and Dues, and upon bis nion-compiiance, the
Governor and Intendant were directed to do fo, on the part of
the Crown, and for the benefit of the Crown ; this may be con-
fidered a great facility for the feulement of the Children (who
are numerous) of the poor Peafantry of this Conurry, to whom
alone, and in this refpect only, the converfion of the Tenure
may prove detrimental, from their Inability ta purchafe Lands,
though a wilderness, on account of the exorbitant denands of
the Proprietor.

10/h gujestion. 9 HIow may the interests of the Crown and
c public be affected by fuch converfions; ilating the points in
- which it may operate to the lofs or emolument of the Royal
" Revenue?

The intereft of the Crovn, in relation to the Grants made by ie
Frencli Crown, and there have been very few, and of but smail
parcels or lots (except that'given to Mr. Shoolbred in the Difltrict
of Gafpé) fince the Conqueft, is but of fmall consideration in
point of Revenue. Alienations of Fie ntind Seigneuries in the
Country are not frequent, but the royal Roture 'Grants, in the
town of Quebec, merit fome consideration, not in refpect to the
quantum of the annual rents, but on accounti of the Fine of
Lods et Ventes, proceeding from the frequency of alienation ;
they are a Cafualty, and cannot be precifely afcertained, any
more than the revenue of Quint.

But if the extensive tracts of the ungranted lands of the crown
were divided into diufinct Seigneuries, and Grants made of the
lands therein to the Peafantry upon the Roture Tenure, the re-
venue deducible to the crown thereby, might, and would in the
courfe of a feries of years, be very productive, and continue to
increafe. At the fane time I am of opinion, that the Settlement
of the wafte lands migit, under that Tenure, be checked and
greatly impeded, to the detrinent of the Population, Agricul-
ture and Commerce of the Province, a great part of the benefits
of which would center in the Mother Country.

11th fguesion.-" By what mode may fuch conversion of the
«c Tenure be created ? If the Prerogative is competent for it,
« what claufes nay be riecessary in the Royal Patents or Grants,
ce and if a law is wanted to effect the design, what paragraphs
« ought it to contain for the intereft of the Proprietors, whether

Seigneur or Cenfitaire, Lord for Tenant, as moft eligible as
«well for individuals as the crown and the public ? Taking at
« the fame time into consideration the fitaute of 12 Car 2. ch 2.

The exifting Tenures being a part of the municipal Laws
of the Country, I think a Law will.be necessary to declare
their converfion.

I fhall, with all the expedition that my nov prefsing avocations
in the Council office department will admit, fet about preparing
fuch claufes as, to me, may appear expedient for the intended
law. I submit this report, as a woric done with forne degree of
precipitation, proceeding froi the motive of accelerating the im-
portant object under the consideration of this Honorable Board;
requeffing your Indulgence til a future. day, to fubmit the ne-
cefsary Paragraphs to be inserted in the Act.

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ANSWERs DY CHARLES DE LANAUDIERE, ESQUIRE,

To some ofthe Qestions proposed b, the Ilonorable Committee
of the whole Council.

Anscr to/ the I st uQestion.-In Fief and Seigneurie, fome in
Fiefs of Dignity, with the Riglht ofhigh, middle, and inferior
Juftice and fiome in Fiefs without the right of Juflice. Town Lots,
and fome fimal Tracts in the Country eni Censive or Roture, fo that,
generally, there is no other Tenurein Canada than ief and
Roture, governed according to the Cufloi of Paris, and Vxin
Le Francois, furrounded by that of Paris.

2d. The Fiefs granted by the Company of the afsociates
of nîew France, that is to fay, before 1663, (at which Time chat
Company furrendered their Riglhts to the King) were principally
granted according to the Cufin of Vexin le i rancois, Pofte-
rior to that Period, the King granted none but according to the
Cuftom of Paris ; al relevant froi the Cafile of St. Lewis at
Quebec, the place designated in the Title Deeds of Concefsion,
for rendering Fealty and Hommage to His Majefty, and other
Rights and Dues according to thofe Cuftoms. With exception
to the Houfe-Lots in the Towns of Quebec and Three-Rivcrs,
there are only a fcw Royal Grants en Censive in Canada, except
at Detroit, where all the Grants are ifsued by His Majefly in
Roture, as weil in the Town as in the Country. The Royal
Grants of the French Government are therefore principally in
Fief and Signory, high, middle, and inferior Jufnice.

Sdgi. By the King's Order of the 20th iof May, 1676, (the
firif Royal Regulation relating to Lands, found enregiftered by
the Superior Council or Parliament of Quebec) the King's Go-
vecrnor and Intendant ought not to grant Lands in Fief and Ro-
lure, to the Inhabitants of Canada, but uîpon Condition that the
Grants in Fief fhould be reprefented to the King within a Year
from their date, to be confirmed or ratified by His Majefty, ipoi
Pain of Nullity,; and upon condition, that the Grantees lhould
caufe the Lands to be cleared and improved within the fubsequent
six Years.

In 1711, the 1st of July, the King ordered by His Arret,
(alfo enregistred in the Superior Council of Quebec) that the
Seigniors of the Colony who had no Domain cleared, nor Inha-
bitants placed upon their Seigniories, fhould put thenx into Cul-
ture within one Year,^on Pain of being reunited to the King's
Domain, upon the Judgments which the Governor and Inten-
dant fhould render, at tie Profecution of the Attorney General.
That theSeigniors fhould make Grants to the Inhabitants d litre
de Redevance, that is to fay, in Roture or for Gens et Rentes,
without exacting from them any Money in the Nature of a Sale,
and in default of doing fa, the Inhabitants were permitted to make
a Demand upon the Seignior by Sommation, and in cafe of Re-
fufal,. to addrefs themfelves to the Governor and Intendant, upon
whom it was incumbent to make the Concefbions to the Inhabi-
tants, fubject to the fame Rights with other Lands conceded in
the Seigniory, payable to His Majefny, and not to the Seignior.
Another Arret of His Majefy of the fame Day, ordering ail In-
habitants or Censitaires of the Seigniors to put their Lands in
Cultivation, and to inhabit then within a Year and a Day, upon
pain of being reunited to the Seignior's Domain, by Judgment
of the Intendant.

Another Arrêt of His Majefay of the 15th March, 1732, en-
regiftered at Quebec, nentioning the foregoing Arrls of the
6th of July 1711, and reftraining the Seignxiors and other Pro-
prietors fromn felling any Wood Lands (en bois de bout) upon
Pain of Nullity, Reflitution of the Purchafe Money, and re-
union to the Domain of His Majefiy,, or of the Seigniors.

The 17th July, 1743, a Declaration of His Majeify (enregis-
tered) authorising the Governor and Intendant to make Grants
of Lands, to proceed to reunite to His Majefy's Domain the
Lands granted, that fhould be found liable to be fa, for want of
Culture, and prefcribing the mode of proceeding in that Refpect,
attributing to them the Cognifance of ail Matters relative to
Grants, to the exclusion of ail other Judges.

All the Titles or Brevets of Concession of Lands contain
Claufes obligatory of Cultivation. It does not appear that either
thofe Claufes, cr the Arrets quoted, were ever rigorously execu-
ted, being considcred comminatory, rather than penal.

4 5- 5h. The legal and cuftonary Charges of Grants in Fief,
are Fealtyand Hommage, the Aveu et Denombrenent or Land
Roll, the Retrait feodal and lignager, the Quint, the Relief,
the Right of Franc Fief, of Amortissement and ofi Nouveaux
Acquêt; thefe Charges draw after them the Fidelity and Military
Service of ail Pofsefsors of Fiefs and Rere-fiefs, under whatfoe-
ver Title, as well perfonnally as by pecuniary Contribution.

Appeals from the Seigniorial Courts Ïhould be niade to the Pro-

voflfhip of Quebec.-6cth. To build a Habitation, and to inhabit £

it (tenir feu it lieu) and to caufe their Sub-feudatories to do the
same-7th fTo clear, and caufe ta be cleared, without delay. r
-Sth. To fuffer ta be made alil the Roads necefsary for public U- 4
tility.-9th. To infert similar Claufes in the Conceffions ta the
Ter-Tenants, at the ufual Cens, Rents and Dues per Acre of Land
in Front, by forty in Depth.-loth. To permit the Beaches ta be
free for ail Fishermen, with Exception of fuch Part as the Seignior
fhould have occasion ta ufe for his own Fifhery.-- 11th, In cafe
His Majefty fhould at any future Time have occasion for any Part
of the Seignory, whereon ta build Forts, Batteries, Places of
Arns, Stores or Public Works, His Majeify might cake the fame,
as wel as the Tinber necefsary for thofe Works, and the Fire-
wood for the Garrifon therein, vithout being held ta make any
Recoimpence.

The Charges of the High Jufice (Tiaiue Justic,) are 1 a1. By
the ordinance of Routiilon in 1563, Art. 27, it is enacted, that
the Jurifdiction thereof fliil be simply under that of the Parlia-
ment, and the Segniors Hiauts .Juouiers, condemnable in sixty
Livres (Parisiy) for the erroneous Judgments of their Judges.--
2d. Children found expofed within the extent of their Jurifdic-
tion, are at the Seignior's Charge, according to different Arrêts,
particularly the Regulation of the 30th June, 1664.-Sd. The
Seignior, having the Right of holding Courts of Junlice, is ob-
liged ta have a Hall (Auditoire) on the out-side of his Chateau
ta hold his Court at, together with Prifons on a Ground Floor
that the Prifoners May be kept in a dry Place -- th. The Officers
fhould execute, and rigidly exact the Execution of the Police,
which is a heavy Charge, more efpecially refpecting the Profecu-
tion of Criminals and Delinquents, for ail Species of Crimes.-
5th. The Seigniors having right of Jufnice, are obliged to exer-
cife and render Juftice ta their Vafsals and Subjects at their own
Expence, that is ta fay, ta pay Salaries or Wages ta their Offi-
cers according ta the Ordinance, upon Pain of losing their
Right of Juflice. Fiefs of ail Sorts owe Fealty and Homage, or
Oath of Fidcliry ta the dominant Seignior, and Military Service
ta the King, when His Majefly fiall be pleafed ta afsemble the
Ban and Arriere-ban, and fub.arriere Vafsals. Ail Eftates being
originally ifsued from the Royal Domain, have been charged
with Military Service, as an inherent and infeparable Condition
of the Fief and Oath of Fidelity made ta the King by his direct
Vassal; a Reafon why ail Proprietors of Fiefs, and Rere-Fiefs in
whatfoever Degree of Partition they are found, are obliged ta at-
tend at the Ban which the King caufes ta be proclaimed whene-
ver he chufes ta assemble the Nobles and Vassals of his Eflates.
They fhould assemble when the King directs, in Arms, in Men,
and in the Equipage of Military Service.

'Tie Ordinance of François the Firfk, of the 19th May, 1740,
difninguifhes the Service of the Vaffil by the Value of his Fief,
viz. A Fief producing an annual Revenue of 5 or 600liv. a
Horfe-man armed and mounted ; a Fief of 3 or 4.00 liv. a Horfe-
*Man with an attendant, -Arquébusier ; a Fief of 2 or 300 lv. a
Man on foot, armed; the fmalleft Fief, a Man on foot.

That encreafed or diminilhed according ta the order and the
will of the Prince. Louis the 13th, the 30th July, 1635, made
a Regulation containing twenty Articles for the Ban, and Arriere-
Ban.-Louis the 14th, made a Convention by Letters Patent of
the 11th Auguft, 1671, commnanding " ail Nobles, Barons,
« Chevaliers, Efquires, Vaffls and others holding Fiefs and
" Rere-Fiefs, that ail Excufes fet apart, upon Pain of Seizure
« and Confifcation of their Fiefs, they put themfelves in Arms,
c mounted and equipped, according ta what they fhall be held
" bound, and ta be prefent on the Days and at the Place to be
« fixed."

Eccletiaftics and others exempted from perfonal Service ought
ta contribute one Year's Revenue of the Fiefs they poffefs, or
fucli other Contribution as His Majefly fhall regulate.

The Roture Perfons, who are unworthy to carry Arms with
the Nobles, are compellable ta contribute ta the Tax of the Ban
and Arriere-Ban according ta the Value and Revenue of their
Fiefs ; and the Roture Proprietors who ferve perfonally do not
enjoy ail the Grace or Favor which Nobles do, and ought ta
contribute more chan they do.

The Roture Poifefibrs follow the faine Principle and Order ta-
wards their dominant Seignior as the Fiefs do, becaufe the Vaf-
fals and Subfeudatories have the faine Obligations for the Effates
and Inheritances which thufe Seigniors have given them, and for
which they owe Acknowledgements or Declarations on the Event
of each Mutation.

Grants en Roture are made by a Title called Leafe for Cens, or
Cens et Rentes, annual, perpetual and portable. This Leafe by its
Nature·obliges Fidelity and Acknowledgement ta the Seignior
who grants it; Alfa the Right of Bannality, Pre-emption con-
ventionally and lineally, the alienation Fine of Lods et Ventes,
Seizin, Confifcation, and others ; as Cafes May happen.

Expreflions of Refentment, Contradiction, Ingratitude, and
Scandal, be it by the Vaffal or Subfeudatory, are feverely punifh-
zd by the Laws. Befides a Confifcation of their Lands, there
are Examples of being obliged ta appear in Court during its fit-
ting, bare headed, kneeling, fettered, asking Pardon of their
offended Seigniors ; Even Imprifoniment, put ta the Gallies, and
other unheard of Punislxments, at the Mercy of the Judge.

Vaffals, and direct roture Tenants of the Crown, render their
.S
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Appendix Duties and pay their Rights to His Majefty or His Reprefenta.
tives ; the Rere-Vaffals and Roture Tenants to their particular or

r - dominant Seigniors.
4t by 6. & 7. Fiefs, as well as Roture Eftates are fubject to fucce!-

five Partition, ad infinitum, either in nature, or a proportionate
Recompenfe in other Eflates or in Money, as well in the dircd as
collateral line, and each divided Part, by Operation of Law, be-
comes a diaina and fcparate Fief. It is the finie with Roture
Lands. The honorary, as well as pecuniary Duties and Dues are
evidently complex, arbitrary, injurious. Can any thing further
be neceflary to induce a benevolent Monarch and Nation to des-
troy them, and to grant in their Stead that certain and determi-
nate Tenure of King Charles the Second, free and comiamon Soc-
cage, which the other Subjeés iof His Majefny King George the
Third enjoy, and withl fo much Reafon beaft of.

*" roture, the lands in roture ordinarily paying alfa Cens et renes,
«c the Cens being one fol, or an Englifh Ialf-pence for a front of

«g That in exploring the caufes of the tardy progreflion of the po-
pulation of the colony under the Government of France, there
leems to be little or no ground for alcribing it to the non coin-

l pliance of the Seigniors with the conditions for cultivation ex-
prefred in their patents or grants-; the inîfances of profecutions
for taking an advantage of thofe conditions, and reuniting their

" Seigniories to the royal domain, being rare, and the Seig-
'c nioral cenfitaires fa much more numerous than the King's, that
cc the former or the inhabitants of the Seigniories, at alil times
et did, and do now, conftitute the main body-of the landholders
CC Of the country.

« That the feudal Syftem, if that was anongfl the cauifes of the
cc non fetlement and proportionable debility of the French colo-
« ny, operating to a difcouragenent of the royal grants, as weil
C as the grants of the fubjea, there can be no juft ground for
c holding the grantees to a rigorous performance of the condi-
ci tions of their grants.

« That it vas among the main caufes of that low condition, in
" which Canada was found at the Britifh conqueft, is deducible
« froni the probability, that many thoufands of families had
'c found their account in emigrating from the exuberant popula-
e tion of the Kingdom of France, if the government had given

,« their lands here upon eafy ternis, and efpecially in the fertile

" regions and moderate climates, on the banks of the rivers and
" lakes in the South and South Weil.

" That the difcouragement of that Syflem to the fettlement of-c the old French grants, munf in future greatly increafe, the
" population of the Province depending now upon the introduc-
ci tion of Britifh fubjeâs, who are known ta be all averfe ta
d any but Englifli tenures ; and the Canadian Seigniors of courfe
c be left without a hope of mulhiplying their cenfitaires, except
« from the predileaion of the defcendants of the French planter,
« ta ufages no longer prompted by the motives of intereft, nor
" recommended by example.

S Tliat the grant of the wafte lands of the Crown in free and
: common Saccage, is effential ta the growth, ftrength, defence

« and safety of the Province-
'c That unlefs the old French Seigniories can be fettIled upon

" That the King's Ru/irier tenants, cannot fail ta wifh for a
E: converfion and difcharge from the Cens, rentes, and Lods et
" Ventes, and ail the other feudal burdens conneaed with the
«c tenure under which they now hold.

'c That the motives of intereft will naturally make it the de-
cc fire alfo of every Seignioriail cenfitaire, ta lland upon the fame
cc free foundation of exemption with the other landholders of
c the colony ; but as this commutation for a difcharge of the
« rents and dues ta the landlords, mruft neceflàrily depend upon
« private conventions between them and their tenants, and in-
ec volving confideratioùs oui of the contemplation of any but
« the parties reciprocally interefted, uheir cafes cannot be the ob-
e jeas of fpecial and particular legiflative provifion ; perhaps the
c fureft neans of fecuring ta the tenant'a fair compa&, will be ta

ci Thatan abfalute and univerfal commutation of the ancient
c tenures, tho' for a /eler, would be a meafure of doubtful
. policy; .but that no fubftantial objeaion occurs, againft giving
cc fuch individuals that benefit as defire it ; and efpecially to
cc fuch of the Seigniors whose tenants or cenfitaires, fnall con-

" And to provide for the cafe when ir rnay happen, that the
Seignior may be defirous of the conversion of the Tenure of

« the Seigniory, and fome of the vrffals or cenfitaires of it dif-
incline to the change :-
« Be it also ena&ed by the fame authority, that in every fuch

« cafe, the Petition for a furrender, as well as the Patent for the
« regrant thereof, fhall exprefs and defcribe with competent cer-
« tainty, thef ituation and real contents of the lands and eflates
" of all that are fo disinclined to a change of tenure ; And thofe
" parcels, lhall be excepted out of the faid regrant, and rernain

" Mabane's Reasons of Dissent fron the Resolutions and mo-

« Becaufe the Refolutions moved for do not appear to apply to
« the object of the Reference.

d Becaufe it appears that the flow progrefs of population and
c feutlement under the Government of France, cannot be afcri-
« bed to any inherent vice in the feveral tenures under which
" lands are held in the Colony ; that it arofe from the Difficulties
« which the firstfectlers found in contending with the fierce and
« favage nations which furrounded them, from their frequent
« wars with the British Colonies, and above all, from their repeat-
s ed Expeditions into the Upper Countries and towards the Ohio
« in which the armbitious Policy of France lad forced them to
« engage.

" Becaufe it appears evident from the rapid and alnofn un ex
c ampied Progrefs of Population in the Province (from its own
« own Refources,) being fromn 65,000 fouls in the year 1766 to
cc about 120,000 in the year 1784, and who are now Chiefly em-
" ployed in agriculture, that the prefent renures are not inimical
c to Population and fettlement of the Colony.

c' Becaule the Ring's Riglhts in the ancient tenures of the
" Country being exprefsly referved in the Act of the 14th of the
c King, and by His Mwajeay's gracious bounty appropriared to
" d efray the expences of Civil Government, ought not to be re-
" inquifhed or facrificed without an equivalent compenfation.

dg Becaufe however unproduaive the Territorial Revenue rnay
c have hitherto been froma the indulgence or supinenefs of Go-
« vernment, no Judgment can be formed from the fums a&ually
« collefed, of the Revenue that may hereafter arife therefron,
4 which muft increafe in Proportion to the Population and com-
«e merce of the Province.

« Becaufe the Predilecion of the native Inhabitants of the
c' Province to their antient tenures and laws ought not to be inter-*
" fered with unlefs by their own confent, and on the ftrongeft
4 and cleareft Grounds of Public Utility.

« Becaufe the alterations propofed by the Refolutions or any,
i other Converfion of Tenure tending to give the Seigneur a
" more abfolute and unconditional Polfefion of the Fief, would
« not ony be a facrifice of the King's Rights, but would defeat.
« the wife intentions and beneficent Effeas of the Arrets of
c 1711 and 1732, and the Declaration of 1743; by which the,
« Seigneur is obliged to grant to fuch Perfons as will appliy for
«' then for the Purpofe of Improving Lands in Conceflion

fubje& only to the accuftomed and ftipulated Rents and Dues,
« and upon his non Compliance, the Governor is authorifed on
« the Part of the Crown, and for the benefit thereof, to the Ex-
« clufGon of the Seigneur for ever, to concede or grant the
« Lands fo applied for. By the fame Law the Seigneurs are for-
« bid under pain of Nulfity and a Reunion to the Crown of
«c the Land attempted to be fold to fell any part of their unim-
« proved Lands or en Bois de Bwot ; Difpofiaions of Law highly
'c favorable to the Improvement of the Colony, and which fecure
« to the Children of the Cenfitaires or others, the ,means of fet-

AN AcT to enforce the ancient Laws of this Province, compell.
ing Seigniors to concede their Lands fubject only to rents and
fervices, and to facilitate the reunion of Lands en roture to the r
Domain in cafes where by Law the faine inay be demanded. 4d

WHEREAs by the Laws, ufages and cuftoms of this Province,
the proprietors of Seigniories therein, are bound to grant Lands
to the inhabitants of the faid Province, for feulement, fubject on-
]y to certain rents and fervices d litre de redevance, and whereas
divers of the faid proprietors of Seigniories have, under various
pretexts, and contrary ta the laid Laws, ufages and cuftoms, and
in breach of the conditions of the original grants under which the
faid Seigniories are held, refufed ta grant unto inhabitants of the
faid Province, lots of Land in the faid Seigniories, for feulement,
and have retained large tracts of wafle and unfettled Lands in their
own hands with the intention of felling the fame, and receiving
for the faid lots of Land large fums of money, as the prices of the
fame, over and above the faid rents and fervices; whereby the
fettlement of this Province is greatly retarded. And whereas
previous ta the year one thoufand feven hundred and fifty nine, it
was provided in and hy a certain decree or Arret of His Moft
Chriftian Majefly, the King of France, relating to Lands in New
France, or Canada, granted in Seigniories, and remaining wafie
and unconceded by the Seigniors owning the faine, bearing date
at Marly, the fixth day of July, one thoufand feven hundred and
eleven, that whenfoever any Seigniors refufed or made default to
grant ta inhabitants of the fàid Province, the lots of Land within
the faid Seigniories by them demanded for feulement, fubject to
the faid rentsand fervices and without any other pecuniary demand
whatfoever, on the part of them the faid proprietors of Seigniories
from them the faid inhabitants, it was lawful for the faid inhabi-
tants to require Lands of them, the faid Seigniors, by fummons5
and in cafe of refufal, ro refort to the Governor and Lieutenant
General, and the Intendant of this Province, who were authori-
zed and required to grant to the faid inhabitants the Lands by
them fo demanded in the faid Seigniories, fubject to the faine
Rents and fervices as the other Lands in the faid Seigniories were
fubject to and charged with; which rents and fervices fhould. be
paid and rendered to the Receiver General of His Majefy's Do-
main in the Town of Quebec, the proprietors of the laid Seign-
iories not having at any rime thereafter any right, claim, or preten-
fion thereto, in any manner however: and whereas itis expedi-
ent and juft,.that tihe powers heretofore exercifed as above men-
tioned by the Governor and Lieutenant General, and Intendant
of New France or Canada, fhould now be vefted in His lajefty's
Courts of King's Bench for the feveral Dinricts in this Pro-
vince : Be it therefore enacted by the King's Moil Excellent Ma-
jefty, by and with the advice and confent of the Legiflative Coun-
cil and Affembly of the Province of Lower-Canada, conftituted
and affembled by virtue of and under the authority of an Act paf-
fed in the Parliament of Great Britain, intituled, " An Act to re-
peal certain parts of an Act paffed in the fourteenth vear of His
Majefty's Reign, intituied, ci An Act for making more effectual-
provifion for the Governnient of the Province of Quebec in North
Amrerica," "and to make further provilion for the Governnent cf
the faid Province"; and it is lereby enacted by the authority of
the fame ; that from and after the pafeing of this Act, all and flin-
gular the Jurifdiction, powers and authorities given and granted
to the Governor and Lieutenant General, and the Intendant of
New France or Canada, by the aforefaid decree or Arrét of His
Moi Chrifnian Majefny, the King of France, relating to Lands in
New France or Canada, aforefhid,ý granted in Seigniory and re-
maining wale and unconceded by the Seigniors owning the fame,
bearing date at Marly, the fixth day of July one.thoufand feven
hundred and eleven, fia!l and may be held and exercifed by the
feveral Courts of King's Bench in this Province, within the feve-
ral and refpective Difnricts in vhich the faid Courts feverally hold
pleas and .iurifdiction,any Law, ufage, or Cuftom, ta the contrary
in any wife notwithftanding.

And whereas according to the old forms of proceeding follow-
ed in the Courts of Juftice of this Country before the Conqueft,
it was lawfui for every Seignior, being proprietor of a Fief and
Seigniory ta demand in and by the fame declaration, and to ob-
tain the reunion to the Domain of fuch Fief and Seigniory, of
fuch Lands or lots conceded en roture, 'whereof the reunion to
the Domain might be demanded according to Law, and of which
fuch feignior thought proper ta demand the reunion to the £hid
Doiain, in and by the fame declaration, althougl fuch Lands or
lots lhould have been granted to feveral perfons, or fhould have
been held by feveral Landholders; and whereas doubts exif whe-
t her under the Laws at prefent in force in this Province, this be
kill permitted ; and in order to facilitate the re-union of fuch Lands
or lots ta the Domain, and ta render fuch re-union lefs expenfive
to the Seigniors and Tenants or Landholders:--Be it therefore
further enacted by the authority aforefaid, that it fhall and May
be lawful ta and for each and every Seignior being a proprietor
of any Fief or Seigniory in this Province, ta fummon and fue in
one and the fame fuit, before any Court or Courts within this
Province of competent Jurifdiction, anv number which he may
think fit, of the perfons holding Lands within the faid'.'ief or
Seigniory, upon the condition of fettling the faine, and who have
failed to comply witli the faid condition, and to demand in and by
fuch fuit, the re-union to the Doiain of fuch Fief and Seigniory
within fuch reafonable dely as fhall be fixed b6y the Court, of
each and every of the lots of Land, with refpect ta which fuch
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A ppendix condition or conditions fhall not have been performed :-And it
(.) fhall be lawful for the faid Court or Courts to proceed and give

A fuch judgment in the firh, as to right and juftice it ihal appertain,
41h Z'eby. upon and in refpect to the re-union of each and every of Inch lots

of Land to the Domain of the Firfor Seigniory in which the fume
may be fituate and conprchended.

And be it further enacted by the authority aforefaid, that fucli
Writ of funmons and the declaration thereunto annexed, fhali
be ferved upon each of the Grantees or Tenants of Lands or lots,
of which the re-union to the Donain, fliall in and by fuch decla-
ration be demanded, by leaving a copy duly certified, of fuch
W'rit of Suimmnons and of the declaration thereunto annexed, to
each of them feverally, or at the domicile of each of thein, within
the limits of the Parish and Firf and Seigniory in which lich
Lands or lots fhall be fituared, or in cafe lbch Grantees or Te-
nants, flia I not have or ihall not have had any known domicile
wvithin the limits of fich Parish and ief and Seigniory, by afflix-
ing fuch copy, duly certified at the principal outer door, or near
the principal outer door of the Church of fich Parish, and if there
be no Church, then at the niofn confpicuous fpot of fuch Lands
or lots.

Provided ahvays, and be it further enacted by the authority a-
forefaid, that nothing in this Act contained, flall extend or be
confirued to extend to any perfon or perfons reliding within the
faid Seigniory, and occtpying and living upon any other Land,
lot, or building lut, within the fame eigniory, ci at a difnance not
fhorter than five leagues from the Land, lot, or building lot, or
froin the Lands, lots, or building lots, whereof the re-union is fb
demanded as aforefaid.

And be it further enacted by the authority aforefaid, that no-
thing in this Act contained, fhall in any wife affect or prejudice
the rights of His Maj eûy His Heirs and Succeffors, or of any pe.-
fon or perfons, body or bodies, politic or corporate, except flch
as are herein mentioned and intended to be affected.

And be it further enacted by the authority aforefaid, that this
Act Ihal be and reniain in force until the fift day of May, one
thoufand cight hundred and twenty feven, and no longer.

AN AcT for the relief of the Subject in more effectually enfor-
cing the Royal Inftructions of His late Nofi Gracious Majefty,
relating te the expence and fees te be allowed upon Grants of
the waile Lands of the Crown in this Province, and to punifh
Perfons offending aganft the làid Royal Inftructions.

Mon Gracious Sovereign,

Whereas your Majefiy's Royal Father, our late Sovereign Lord
King George the Third of blefied and Glorious Memorv, by his
Royal Inftructions te -lis Excellency Robert Prescott, Efquire,
Lieutenant General of His Majetiy's Forces, Captain Generai and
Governor in Chief of Lower-Canada, bearing date at Saint
James, the fifteenth day of Augufi one thoufand feven hundred
and ninety feven, did declare it to be Iis Majefty's Royal will and
pleafure, that the 'ownfhips therein mentioned, and the refpec-
tive allutments within the fame, together wvith the lands te be re-
ferved as therein-aforefaid, flould be run and laid out bv His
Majefny's Surveyor-General of Lands for this Province, or fone
skilful perfon authorized by hlim for that purpofe ; which Sur-
veys, together with the Warrants and Grants for the refpective
alliotments, fhould bu nade out for and delivered te the feveral
Grantees, on payment of fuch Fees as fhould from time te time,
be efnablilhed by His Majefty under his Signet and Sign Manual,
or by His Majefty's Order in that behaif, signified by one of His
Majefly's principal Secretaries of state. And whereas divers Of-
ficers and Mininers of His Majefty's Governnent of this Pro-
vince, have prefumed and dill do prefume, te exact and receive
of and from ail applicants for, and Grantees, of Parts and parcels
of the Wafte Lands of the Crown, divers large Suis of money,
under the name of fees and under colour and pretext of the ap-
plication for a Grant made of fuch Wafne Lands of the Crown,
although the faid pretended Fees were not eftablifhied cither by
our faid late Sovereign Lord the King, or by your Majefty, nor

in the manner exprefsed in the faid Royal Iniftructions, whereby
divers faithful Subje&sand meritorious Servants of your Majelly,
who served as Officers and Privates in the Embodied Militia of
this Province during the late War betveen the United Kingdoni
of Great Britain -.nd Ireland and the United States of Amer ica,
and by reafon of fuch Service are entitled te grants of cerain
quantities of the Wafle Lands of the Crown, purfuant te your
Majeilys bountifuil and Royal Conmands in that behalf, as Wel
as nany Emigrants from your Majefly,s United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland, and others the faithfil Subjeds of
your Majeily have been, are, and in time te come may bu, deter-
red and prevented froi applying for and obtaining Crants of the
Vafle Lands of Your Majelly in this Province, and deprived of

your Majcfly's Royal bounty in this behalf, and whereby alfo the
fettlement and imrprovemenit of this Province has been, is, and
hereaftter may be, materia!!y retarded te the common grievance of
all your Majeiiy's liege Subjeds inhabiting the fame ; for reme-
dy whereof, may it therefore pleafe your Majefly, that it may be
enacted, and be it enaded by the King's Mod Excel:ent Majefty
by and with the advice and confent of rhe Legislative Council &
Affeimbly of the Province of Lower-Canada, connituted and as-
fembled by virtue of and under the atthority of an Act pafsed iii
the Parliament of Great Britain, intitled ,, An Act to repeal cer-
tain parts cf an Ad pafied in the fourteenth year of His Majefly's
Reini, intitled, " An Ad for making more effectual proeifion
fot the Government of the Province of Quebec in North Aie-
rica; and îo make further provifion for the Government of the
faid Province," and it is hereby enacted by the authority of the
ane, that ;ind fro.n and after the pafling of this Act, no public

ofiicers whole duty doth in any way concern the granting of fiîch
Crown I.ands, fhlll direâiy or indirectly demand, receive or take
any feu, profit or advantage, whatfoever, upon or in refpect of
any petition or petitions for a grant or grants of a part or of parts
of the laid Wafte Lands, or upon or in resped of any proceeding
or procedings had upon fuch petition or petitions, or upon or in
refpect of any Survey or Surveys, Warrant or Warrants of Sur-
vey, of the fEid Wafte Lands, or upon or in refpect of the Patent
or Parents te be ifued for the granting of the fame, fave and ex-
cept fuch fees as have been cr fhall be froi time te time efta-
blifhed by His Majefty under His Signet and Sign Manual, or by
lis Majçfty's Iunftrudtions, fignified by one of the Principal Se-

cretaries of State, or by an Act or Acts of the Legislature of this
Province.

And be it further enaded by the authority aforefaid, that if
any Perfons or Perfons whatfoever, in any manner or vay con-
cerned in the granting of fucli lands as aforefaid, fhall unilawful-
ly demand, receive or take any flch fee, or advanitage as afore-
ikid, contrary te the true intent and neaning of this Act, every
Euch perfon Ihail forfeit the fumu of one hundred pounds Current
nony of this Province, for the firft offence ; two hundred pounds
Current money aforefaid for the feconJ ; and five hundred pounds
Current money aforefihid and three months imprifonment for eve-
ry fubfequent offence, which faid penalties fhall be recovered and
applied in the manner hereinafter mentioned.

And be it further enacted by the authority aforefaid, that ail
pecuniary penal:ies wlhich shall be incurred under this Act, shall
be recovered, together with CoRs of Suit, in any of His Majesty's
Courts of Record in this Province, by action of debt, bill, plaint
or information.

And be it further cnacted by the Authority aforefiid, that a
ruoiety of flici pecuniary penalties shall be paid te the Receiver
General of the Province, and applied te the ufe of His Majefly's
Governmxent therein, te be accounted for by him te His Ma-
jefty, his Heirs and Succeffors, through the Lords Commiflioners
of His Majefty's Treafury for the time being, in fuch manner
and form as His Majefty, his Heirs, and Succeffors shall direct,
and the other rmoiety te the perfon or perfons who shall fue for
the fame.

Provided always and be it further enacted by the Authority
aforefaid, that no Suit or Action shall be brought or commenced
against any perfon or perfons, for any penalty by this Act impofed,
unless the fame be brought or commenced within three years
after the offence or offences respectively comnmitted.
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To the Honorable the Kniglts, Citizens and Burgesses of the Pro-
vince of Lower-Canada, in Provincial Parliament assembled.

The Petitioi of Nicolas Vincent, Tsawanlionhi, principal Christian
Chief, and Captaitn ofthe luron Nation, establilshed at the Village of
Lorette, near Quebec, Gabriel Vincent, Owawandaronhé, André Ro-
main, Tsouhahissen, Petit Etienne, Odiaradheits, Louis Vincént Sawan-
tanan, Stanislas Coska, dliarathaha, principal Chiefs of the Council ofi
the same Huron Nation at the said Village, Michel, Tioui 7achieandah,
Chief of the Warriors of the saine Natou at the said Village, Jean Bap-
tiste, Atsitars, Damas, Thononsotin, Joseph, Orontateiha, Pierre, d3e-
noton, Martin, Arondé shonti, Isaac, Sharenhesé, Augustin, Teoniponde,
Augustin, Hodaditc, Koskta Bastien Earthelemy, Koulet, Paul, Ho-
douanhont, Noel, Akari, Moise, Haonona, Paul, Ahircnoneshiaonenrat,
Joseph, Aouendohi, Ferrier Vincent, Shash:nduja, Ignace, Houendade-

jont. Ignace, Kouikar, George, Ethodi, Français, Tekhiondi, Louis, Ha.
rango, Louis, Thoratati, Etienne Pierre, Tahertadé, Pierre, Ithodi, John-
ny André, Athohennête, Baptiste Pierre Joachim Jose'ph, adatahawés,
Lurent, Hateryata. Laurent, Tekakhlituroni, Basil, Homoaskatha, Fa.
bien André Clenent, 4ouenkorn and Charles, Shorontohian, all Huron
Indians residing in the said Village·of Lorette.

Humbly. Sheweth,

That on the 13:h day of March in the year 1651, the Company o
New France granted ta the Indians, aicertors of your Pttitioner,, a
Tract of Land, beginning at the Cape which terminiates St. Joseph's
Cove, and extending upvards along the Great Rivet St. Lawrence ane
league, having a deptht if four leagues, attthe place called in the huron
Tangue Ka,naskda, and in French Sillery, the whole under the conduct
and direction of the Reverend Jesiits and their Successors. That by
Letters Patent of the 1Ith April 1658, His Majesty the King of France,
confirmed that Grant to the ancestors of your Petitioners: and His Ma.
jesty's motive, as expressed in that Instrument, was, that it.is most rea-
sonable that they should have and retain in their own country, such ex-
tnt of Land as may be necessary for their support in common, and fLr
enlabling therm ta live in a settied state. '1lhat the said confirmation iwas
made on condition hat tie Indians aforesaid, should ever be and remain
under the conduct and protection of the Fathers of the Society of Jesus,
without whose advice and consent they could not convey, grant, sell or
alienate tihe said Lande, nor permit individuals ta hunt or fish, without
tie assent of the said Fathers, ta whom His Majesty granted the direc-
tion of the affairs of the said Indians, without their being obliged to
rentier any ncc -unt therof ta any one but their own Superior. That so
early as the SIst December 1635, the same Company of New France
had conceded to Robert Giffard the Seigniory of Beauport, consisting
of one League of Land along the Bansk iof the River baint Lawrence,
by one league and a half in depthi, and on the 16th April 1647, the
same Company of New France had likewise grantei ta the said Robert
Giffard the Seigniory of St. Gabiiel, beginning a the same place as the
Grant of Beauport adjacent thereto, as nearly as may be, having a depth
of ten leagues, towards the north west. Your Petitioners fuirther re-
present, that Nr. Giffard experienced no difficulty in taking possession
of his Seigniory of Beauport, but that the Land on either side of that
Seignio'ry, the Hlal of Beaupré on the north-east, and the Seigniory of
Notre Dames des Anges on the south-west, having been conceded befoe
the 16th April 1647, it was impossible ta fill up the Concession of the
Fief St. Gabriel at the place vhere Beauport is,unless bymeansof the
Land in the reiar of that priair Grant, which would have been according
to the Deed of Grant, aishougi coinciding but little with the interests
of Mr. Giffard, who, without atsendinîg ta the tenor of the Deed, renia-
ved the Seigniory of:St. Gabriel ta a totally different place, gave the
sane a depth of nei league and a ialf, without any determinate breadts,
the same, doubtless being conceded as a remnant, assuined the possession
of ialf a league of land in front, by ten leagues in depth, which remain-
ed b:tween the Seigniories of Sillery and that of L'Epinay, and which
he gave ta the Religious Ladies of the Hôtel Dieu, ta whom Mr. De
Lauzon, then Governor, gave a Grant thercof on the 20th April 1652,
under the name of. the Fief St. Ignace, bounded on one side by the
Land conceded on the River.St. Charles, to Guillaume.Couillard, (Fief
L'Epinay) -and on the other side- by the Division Line of the Lands
recentlyc granlted ta the Indians. Tahus according ta the latter Grant,
the Fief St. Ignace was bounded in front by the River St. Charles, on
the north-east by the Fief L'Epinay, and on the south-west by .the Sei.
gniory of Sillery, belonging ta the Indians. Mr. Giffard, however, car-
ried matteis so far as to include withii ihis Seigniory of St. Gabriel, the
greater part of the :3eignioay of Sillery, of iwhih be left the Intdianis no
rnirE than one league and a half in depthbeiig' the interval between the
River St. Lawrence and St. Charles. ,-Thsus from this momen, the Fief
St. Ignace, boutided in front by the River St. Charles, was. no longer
bounded on the south-west by .the Lands of the Indiatns, -since they
vere thus divesteda"of them,bti by the Lands ofvhich Mr.,Giffard as-
sumed the possession, and which ie denominated the Seigniory of St.
Gabriel; and this manifest encroachment was made without any. opposi.
tion on the part of the Jesuits, who wvere not thereby ta be losers. In
fact, whatever Mr. Giffard and his Spouse bad talke from tie Seigriory'

of Sillery, was given to the Reverend Fathers the Jesuits, as the reward
of their good and agreeable services, by Deed of Gift, executedbefore
Mr. Paul Vachon, Notary, on the 2nd November 1667, and they ps.
sessed the sane from that time to the date of the dissolution of itir Or-
der.' There still remained to the Indiais one league in front, by one
leagne and a balf in depth, and the Jesuits were determined to have the
whole Seigniory of Sillery, from which the Seigniory of St Gabriel had
been dismembered. To attain that end, they availed themselves of their
influence over the minds of the [idians, in order to remove them fromn
the River St. Lawrence ; succeeding in occasioning them to~abandon
their former settlement in Sillery, along the River, ta establhsh themselves
at another place more out of the way, within the Fief of Sillery, they
thence transferred them to the existing Village of Lore te, situated in the
remote part of the true Seigninry of Siliery, and where the Indian. still
considered themselves at home, not suspecting the Jesuits f having as-
sumed a property of which'they were the Administrators and Trustees.
After the last mentioned migration of the Indians, the Jebuit Fatiers
deternined ta ask for themielves what remained to the Indians of the
Fief Sillery, and as there was a deficiency of reasons fur so doing, they
fabricated somtie, which served the purpose, and they obtained from Mes-
sieurs de Callières and Bochart, Governor and Intendant, a Grant, b-ar-
ing date the 3rd October 1699, granting to them, from the motives
therein assigned, the Seigniory of Sillery, oneleague in breadth, along
the River St. Lawrence, and one league and a half in depth, as far'as
the Seigniory of St. Gabriel, which terminates the sane in the rear. The
King of France confirmed with regret, this unjust Giant, by a Letter
of 6th May 1702 The Jesuits having so abered-the Title of their
possession, by.obtaining of Mr. and Madame Giffard, and of the King
of France, that which belonged neither to the King nor ta Mr. and Mrz.
Giffard, held possession in fact and fora long time. But Your Petition-
ers conceive that they could not prescribe against their Wards, who iad
not faculty of free agency The Titles of the Jesuits could not have
vithstood opposition, had any been made, and it was the province of the

Jesuits to make such opposition for the Indians, whose administrators
and guardians they were. Your Petitioners have heard, that one of the
essential charrcteristics of the Sovereign's liberality, is, that it is ever
exerted without prejudice ta any right acquired by third persons And
if this be well foùnded, Your Petitioners conceive, that the King of
France could not validly give ta the Jesuits, that which he had already
bestowed on the Indians. Your Petitioners fuirther represent, that the
other Indians of this Country have not been despoiled of their proper-
ty, and that the Iroqois of St. Regi-, and of Sailt St. L.uis, as also
the Abenaquis, of St. François, are in the undisturbed possebstn iof the
Seigniories, vhich the French Kings permitted them t retain in their
own Couutry. That Your Petitioners alone, victims of the simplicity
of their ancestors, and of the cupidity of the Jesuits, are divestedt f
ail, and reduced to utter poverty ; even so that in a country of which
their ancestors once were masters, they have lost ail the rnght even of hunt-
ing, and dare no longer enter the forest,where they are daily expelled wiih
violence by the Proprietors, who consider thetn as malefactors, and treat
them accordingly. Wherefore Your Petitioners pray your Honorable
House will consider the justice of their claim, and the extent of their
sufferings, and adopt such measures as they may deen meet, in order to
obtain for them that justice, which is due from a paternal and equitable
Government, to which the Hurons ever have been,as ever they will, .re-
main faithful.- Lorette Village, 26th January"1819.

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LORETTE INDIANS.]

Y OUR Committee began with causing ta be laid before tiem the evi-
dence produced ta a Committe of the Assembly in the year 1819,n

upon a reference simiar tachat now made ta your Committe.sC n;
They nest examined thse Head Chief in the presence cf ibis Council;

his answers, which had the unaniimous approbation of his Council, will be
found in the Appendix ta this Iteport under the Letter (A.j

Your Committee next proceeded ta the examination of the Tity

Deeds and other Documents laid before your Committee by the Peti-.
tioners.

For the right understanding of these papers, it was necessary for toué t

Committee ta obtain information uîpon tie listory of the Huron Nation, t
whereof the Petitioners form a Remnant, and of the circumstances which
preceded and led ta the settlement of -their ancestors at the Village ofe
Lorette, whete the Petitioners now reside.

(a) In the beginning of the Sixteenth Century, the Hurons occupied t
the rich and fertile country which is bounded by Lake Erie on the South,d
by Lake Huron on the West, and by Lake Ontario on the East, between
the forty.second and forty-fifth degrees of North Latitude; and althougli t
conîsiderably diminislhed in number by their wars with the Iroquois In-
dians, are said ta have amounted ta from Forty ta Fifty Thousand
Souls-; there can be no doubt than they formed aise of the most power-
ful Indian Nations upon this Northern Continent. ..

Under le Treaty of St. Germain, the possession of Cansada was in
the year 1632 restored ta France, and by one of the Stipulations of thatC
Treaty, all traffic therein with the Indians was interdicted ta British
susbjects.

(b) In 1633, the Company of New France re-entered inot possession of
all that they ad ever held in Canada. Mr. De Champlain, who was
in that year sent out as Governor resumed a project which he had long b
formed ta attach ta himself the Huron Nation, fronm which the New
Colony hlad sa much ta hope and fear, and ta begin by converting them
ta Christianity, convinced that this w,uld form tihe most indissoluble P
bond of Union between the New Settlers and this powerful Nation. (c)I
He thought that their conversion would accredit Christianity vith the
other tribes, and he wisied by meas of religious missions ta prepare thet
way for the establishment vhich lie had in view in their country, situated t
most advantageoussly for trade, and from whence it would be easy ta push t
discoveries ta the very extremity of North America. .1

Although the number of Proselytes down ta this time haad been ex-
ceedingly few, he hlad still iopes of ltimate success; hopes which are
said ta have been founsded upon the soberjudicious and lofty character of
the understanding 'of this people, and upon their habits being more
sedentary and labosi ous than those of any uther of the savage nations
then knowa, upon this Continent. (d)

-In the year 163, the first Mission was established in the Country of
the Hurons.

The fruits of their labours vere small in the first year, and in the year
1635 they ad only administered Baptism to five or six Adults. (e)

In 1636, one of the first acts of the Cievalier de Montmagny, upon
entering upon the Government of the.Colony, was ta put into order the
Seminary which lhad been projected the pievious year for the children of
the Indians,in the Jesuits' College at Quebec, and it was thougit pro.
per ta begin witi the Huron Indians, ofvhom seveial families had then
récently embraced the Christian Faiti. The Iidians refused to sesd tieir
children ta this School. (f) 1 .

In 1638, the country was visited -with a nalady, which in a short time
was communicated from Village to Village and tireatened utterly ta des-
troy the Nation. The Missionaries rendered'great services by their me-
dical skill,and obtained thereby influsence over this people. (g); •

In 1638, a period when religious zeal as well with the Catholics as
with the Protestants was at its height, the Jemuits iii Canada urged the
expediency of giving ta the Indians Land in the neigibourhood of
Quebec, where they might live together in the European manner, and
receive religious instruction. (i)

Entire Coinmunities in Paris and in the Provinces imposed uîpon them-
selves penansces, and offTred up Public Prayers for the success of this en-
terprize. Persons of the highest rank at the French Court, the Prin-
cesses of tie Blood, and tie Qcueen herself, entered isto and promoted
the views of the Missionaries. ()

Btio anone ws niore zealous than the Commaider de Sylleri, vho
sent out workmen ta Qiuebec addressed t tise eJesuits, ta be employed,
in erecting the necessary buildings for thie new Colony of Indianîs. ( )

The S,uperior of the Jesuits selected a place whichl ias since been
k nown by the name of Sylleri. (I)

Massy of the liron Indians were, (m) at the soliciation of tieh Jesuits,
induced ta settle at this spot ; but attthe very time of nsakingsthe settle-
ment,the more sagacious cf them seem to have entertained suspicioas'as
ta the views of the Missionaries. This is evincèd by a (n), Speccis of an
Indian. Chief ta the,. Jesuit: Missionary in that year, and which is sub-

joinedto this Report under tihe Letter (B.)
From 1637 ta 1648 ,(o).the Missionaries were engaged in making

cosnverts and the descriptionigiven bcy them of the zeal and -faith of the
Catachumens of SyIllri riniids us'of the first ages cf the'Churci.

France grantcd ta the Indians residing at Syleri ne league in front by
four leagues in~depthi at the said place called Syllér.

On the'1Sth of thé same month, possession was takén of this Seig- 4,
niory by a Jesuit Priest 91 as Tutor ta the Indians."

On the'l1th of April 16t8 the King of France confirmed the above
Grant, assigning as a reason for doing so " that it was very reasonible

that they (the Savages) should have and retain mn their Country, the
extent of ground which shall be necessary for thein io live in com.
mon,. and lead a sedentary life near the French Settlers."
By this deed of confirmation the" King of France gave ta the Jesuits

he éritire and uncontrollable administration of the Lands su granted ta
he -Indians."
. As well the before-mentioned Grant ta he Indians, as the Instrument
establishing thé taking possession of the Segr.iory of Sylleri.by tie Je-
'uits for the Indians, and the before-mentioned deed of confirmsationby
the King of France vil1 be found n the Appendix ta this Report un--
der the Letter (C.)

In the year 1699 the Superior of tie Jesuits i Canada preseited ta
the Governor and Intendant a Pétition, hlsereidl they pray " His- Majes-
e ty might be pleased ta transfer to them, in tisely own righr, the Fiefs,

Lands and Seigneuries of-Sylleri, which dowin to that time they had
enjoyed as administrators of the property of the Christian Indians, ta

" whom the said Fief had been given by [is Majesty inthe mosth of
" July 1651, and which the said Indians had been obliged ta àbaridon
"' ten or twelve years previously, ta seule elseihere, -as well because the
" lands under cuture were alogether worn out, as because fire Wood
"ihaving been cut upon the said Séigoiory for nearly forty years, was

only ta be had at a great distance from the place of their residence."
The Governor and Intendant granted the prayer of this petinion,

being, as they say, fully informed of the good intentions of the said fa-
thers of the Company of Jesus, in the great aids spiritual and, temporal
which they render to the Savages of this Country, and .f the great
pains which they have taken, and the excessive expences which they have
incurred ta support the Missions of the said Savages,, and to labour for
their salvation, and particularly in regard ta those who were settled -at
the said place of Sylleri, for whom, since they have left that place,
they have bought at their own costsa other Lands in different parts of
this Country ta settle them thereupon, without which they would have
been dispersed.

The .description of.the Lands granted by this deed is as follows:-
The Fief, Land and Seigneurie of Sillery of a league in breadth up-

on the River St. Lawrence, and of a league and a half or thereabouts
m depth till it reaches the Fief St. Gabriel, which bounds it in the
rear, commencing on the North East side at the ".Pointe de Puisreaux,"
and on the South West side at a hne which separates it from the Fief
Guadarville, one of.which lines was drawn about twenty five and the
other about forty years bef:>re, with all the rights and privileges former.
ly granted ta the said Savages.

The influence of the Jesuits at the Court of France, enabled them
ta obtain fiom the .King of France a Confirmation of this grant " al-

t though contrary to a rule which His Majesty had laid down ta give na
" more Lands in Canada ta Religicus Commuities. .

These papers will be fouud in the Appendi ta this Report under the
letter (D.)

The validity of this Grant of the Fief of Sylleri ta the Jesuits may
be questioned upon strong Grounds.

They were the priests and spiritual advisers of the Huron Indians.
They took possession of the Seigniory of Sylleri on tie 13th Maich

1651, as the Tutors of the Indians-They. continued that possession
down ta 1699,- as admitted ' their own petitionà as Administrators of
the property of the Indians.

Under the ISlst article of tihe Ordonnance o)f Fancis the first in
1539, and the declaration of Hcnry the 2d of 154.9, and tie 276th arti-
cle of the Custosr of Paris, the Jesuits could not lawfully have accept.
ed a donation of thesc Lands from the Huron Indians themselves.

Nor do the legal disabihities of an agent or tutor in relation ta the ac-
quiring of the prmperty of his principal or pupil deperd solely upon the
above positive Laws.

" 'Th Office infers a natural di:ability which ex .vi termini imports
the highcst quality of legal disability, a Law which flows from nature,

" and is founded in ,the reasqon and nature' of the thing, is paramount
ta all positive Law. This is not an aibitrary or local disposition, it

" i the constitution of nature itself, ansd is as old as the formatidn of
" Society, and of éourse it must be universal, it proceeds from nature
"'and is silently received and made effectual wherever any well regusla.
" ted system of Civil Jurisprudence is known.

The ground on whichthe disability or disqualification rests, is no
" other than that principle'which'dictates that a persan cannot be both
"' ucge and party; no man can serve two masters. He that is entr-tst-

"ed with the interest ofothers, cannot be allowed to.make the business
an object of interest-to hinself, because from the frailty of nature, one

" who has the power will be too readily seize1 with the inclinations ta
« use the*opportunity of serving bis owss isstèrest, at the expense of thoie
" with. ivhom he isintrusted."f

" Tiè danger of temptation from the fraihy and advantage for doing
" wrong, whichaparticular situation affords, d6es-ouibof the mere

necessity' of the case, vork.a disqualification ; nothing less than inca
" ta6iy of being able tà shut the door againsttemptationjwhere the dan-
". ger is imminent and thesecurity against discovery great,:as it must ie

wiserethe difiulty of prevention or renedy is inherent to the very si-
tuation whici creates the danger."
" The wise policy ofthe Law has ierefore put the sting of a disa-
bilitir into the temptation, as a defensive weapon against the strength'
of the danger ,which lies in the situation."

suits isadgiven tu the Indians a tract of Land in lieu of ,thefief of Syl.
leri. If they -had not, then: the;Grant obtained from. the Kirig osf
France is founded pon. a suggetifalii ân the part. of the he Tntees,
viz' t--the purchase of othser Laids for t he Indians by the Friests,
which of itself would be sufficient ta invalidate the title.

They w'ere first moved back fron Sylleri, ta the Côte St. Miche],
(Parish of St. Foi) thence ta Ancienne Lorctte, and theice to tieir pie-

41t Fb-. sent residence.
And lastly, the King of France had not the power to make the grant

in question, inasmuchs as the Fief Sylleri iad been previouslygranted ta
the Indians.

And inasmuch aiso as the King of France never iad, or pretended ta
have, the power of revoking iis grants ex mero mota.

It is ta be observed tihat the Seigniory of Sylleri, as granted ta the
Indians in 1651, contained four leagues in depti, whilst it is described in
the grant to the Jesuits of 1699, as containing oily one and a ialfleagues
and as botnded in the rear by the Seigniory of St. Gabriel.

Upon referring t the original title of St. Gabriel, bearing date 11th
April 1617, it vill be fournd that that Seigniory is described as follows :

I' Two leaguies of Land in New France, beginning froin the same pla-
" ces as his present concession, extending along the same as near as possi.

ble, by ten Icagues in depth towards the north-west, ta have, hold and
" enjoy the sane ta iinself his ieirs and assigns for ever. " At the
close of this title it is said " we crjoin Mr. de Morntmagny the King's
" Governor at Quebec, and for our general company, that he do put the
"9 said Sieur Giffard into possession ofrthe lands above granted, and that
«: ie do assign unto the said Sieur Giffard the title and limits thereof,
" and tihat of the Procis Verbal tu be thereof made, ie do returnt nto
" the said Company of Ncw France a Certificate by the ieturn of the.

There being io urgranted Land which ansvered this description, Mr.

Giftard, naned in the first grant, ubtained a second grant not of any speci-
fie Tract of Land, but generally as nicar as possible out of% vaste lands
citier on the norirh or on the south, as they shall be designated by
Mr. de Montmagny, Governor of Quebec, ta have, hold, and enjny the
same, &C. &c. &c.

Nowe, util tire designation mentioned in the said last grant vas made,
no property was conveyed by it. It wavs in truth ratier a proiise to
grant a certain qtuantity of Land than arraettual grant ofany specific tract.

From the manner in which location was made of the Seigniory of St.
Gabriel, two and a ialf leagues in lenigthlà by the whole breadth of the
Seigniory of Sylleri were cut off from that Seigniory, and it vutild ap-.
pear ta be for this reason that the Jesuits describe the Seigniiory of Sylle.
ri as being only one and a alf loeagues in depth.

If, previous ta the donation by 'Mr. Giffard ta the Jesuits in 1699, a
claim had been set up by Ihim ta this dismembermscnt of the Fief of Syl-
leri, it would have seemed liable ta have received the answer that they
had been in possession of the entire Fief for more than ialf a century,
under the grant of the 1 Ith March 1651, and the formal taking of pos-
session on the 1ISth of the same montih, and that the title to Mr. Giffard
of the 15th day of May 1647, could not be opposed ta themrt unîless ie
slewed that thie designation required by that title had beens made in
drue form of law previous ta the li th March 1651.

The Jesuits whether looked tupon in the lighît of Tutors or of Adnri-
nistrators of the indians were the depositaaies of their Tites, and botund
to maintain their rights against the whole wold. If ihere were a flaw
rin thsese ''itles, (iiici does not appear ta have been the case) it was not
competent to'iiem even to bury tup a better title ta part of the Estates of
the Indians for their own use, and to the prejulice ofireir pupils or princi-
pals. And if, as on the prescit occasion, they obtained a donation of
portions of Land whereof they had tie administration, tat donation
could not legally or equitably entre ta them for their ovnr bencl't, but
must enure ta theum for the benefit of tieir pupils or principais.

The above nentioned Titles to the Fief St. Gabriel and 1lieaurport
whereof it purported ta be an augmentation, vill be founsd in the Appen-
dix to this Report tunder the Letter (E.)

In the year 1797, the last of the Jesuits having then departed this
life, the Huron Indians presented a Memorial ta lis Excellency Sir Ro-
bert Prescott, in vhich they stated the claims now under conrsideratidn.

I lis Excellency was pleased ta refer this Petition ta the then Attor-
ney General, who rade a Report unfavorable ta the claims of the ilu.
rons.

The Report of the Attorney Gencral, as well as the answer given by
General Prescott to the Hturronrs, 'ill be found surbjoincd t6 this Report.

Thie Huron Inîdians having obtained a Copy of this Report, and dis.
covering what they conceived to be errors therein, presented afterwards a
Petition ta His Excellency Sir George Prevost, in which tncy poiiited
out the said errais, and prayed a new reference, vhich was granted. Up-
on this second reference, a Report vas made by the Acting Attorrey
General, which wili also be found in the Appendix ta this Report.

In December .1821, a Petition was presented by the luron Indians ta
lis Excellency the Earl of Dalhousie, upon which he wras pleased to

order a reference to the Law Officers of the Crown. The Report urp.
or ,this, the reference,. will also be fournd in the Appendix. 4 The last
nentioned papers will be foutnd in the Appendix ta this Report under

the Letter (F )
The Huron Indians had previously made an application to Ilis Majes.

ty's Government in England througi Lietrenarnt Colonel Bouchette,
they were, as might have beens expected, referred t tie Provincial Au-
thorinties.

The examination of ieutenant Colonel Bouchette upon this part of
the subject before your Commit tee, vill be found in tie Appeibdîx un.
der the Letter (G.)

Yourr Committee have carefully examined the three several Reports of
the Law Officers of the Crown upon the claims of the Petitoners.

It irppears by these Reports, thrat the before-nentioned Grant cf 1651,
was on the elevenrth day of April 1658 enregistered in the Parliarent
of Paris.

By the Constitution of France no Acts were requsired tobe enregis-
tered in·the Parliament, except Legislative Acts and Acts concerning
the State; and once enregistered tie 3 could onrly be set aside by the con-
current authority of the King and the:Parliament according to the
known maxim, that unmrquodgaue dinsoktitur codem ligamiine quo ligat-ur.

It is truc that the Decd of 1699, was enregistered in the Superior
Council of Quebec, but it irto be observed, that by the Constitutional
Law of France,.-the words I saving the rights of others in the premises,
and of the King in all things," arc usually expressed in Patents, and when
not expressed aie implied, and that at this tine the Indians had themnselves
no0 /egitimna persona standi in Judicio, but were represented by the very
Jesuits wh1o obtained the enregistration of the Patent for themseives,
which as the Tutors and Admrinistrators of the indians, it was their duty
to have opposed.

So also, the King cf France could not more than the King rf Eng-
land-r-enter upon Lands granteid by him, by reason of any alledged
breach of the Conditions of the (rant, without judicial proceeding es-
tablishinig the forfeiture and re-uniting the Lands to the King's Domain.

No suci proceedings appear ta have bcen had, nvor indeed does it seen
that there were any grounds fer pretendinrg that a forfeiture had been in.
curred.

Under these circumstances tieir only remedy appeared tobe in a Cout
of Law, by bringing an action against one of the Censitaires, holding
Lands within the Seigniory clained by.tiem, and thus trying their Title.
But here a new obstacle presented itself.

Without legislative aid thcy must have faied in their action, althouglh
the Land truly belonged ta them. The question, whether they were
Proprietors of Sylleri, could not have come before the Court, wihhout
trying the previus question of their legal existence as a corporated bu-
dy. To relieve themt from this cvil, Petitions were presented by threm ta
the several Branches of the Legislature.

The Christian Indiarns residinrg vithin the Province of Lover-Canada,
are to azll irtnts British subjects, goverrned by the same laws, iavirg the
same rights, and lable ta the same duties as othier lis IMajesty's subjects.
The difference of complexion and language constittie no legitimate
ground of distinction. By the Laws of England as of France, Corpo-
rations carn oînly be created by the Crown or by the Legisiature. 'To
establish the filiation of the presentInhabitants .f Lorette in a Court o
Law, however notorious the facts might be, vas utterly impossible.

Your Committee, observing what vas said by the Head Chief at the
close of his examirnation, "thaï they were persuaded, and had no doubt
«; that the Seigniory which they claim belongs ta them, that tlhey placed
C all their confidence in the justice oftieir good King, for obtaininig
9 what thcy claimed by their said Petition," recomnend that an humble
Address of this House be presented ta Ilis Excellency the Governor in
Chief, praying that he wil be gracioursly pleascd ta confirm to the des-
cendants of the Christian Indians, establisied at Sylleri in the year 1651,
and now resident at the Village of Lorette, the said Seigniary of Sillery,
as described in the afnresaid Grant of is Most Christian Majesty, bear-
ing date thellth of March 16,51.

All which is nevcrtieless humbly submitted.

HOUSE o F ASSEMBLY.

THURSDAY, 29th JANuaar 1824.

MSr. Siuari in the Chair.

Nicolas Vincent, (Tvawanhonhi) first Chief and Chriftian
Captain of the Huron Nation fettled in the Village of Lorette
near Quebec, One of the Petitioners, accompanied by the who!e
Council of the faid Nation, appeared before your Coinittee ;
and his.Answers to the queftions put ta him being interpreted by
Michel (Tiouil TIénehcandaîhé) Chief of the Warriors of the
fame Nation in the faid Village :--He made Answer to the ques-
tions put to himi, as follows.

Q. Do the Indians of Lorette apply themfelves to Agriculture,
and the other modes of earning a livelihood vhich the furrounding
Inhabitants ufe?

A. Such of the Indians as have Lands, plant Indian Corn, Sow
Potatoes, ani a litt!e Corn, but the nunber is very fniall. The
others live on the-produce of Hunting and Fifhing, because thev
have no Lands.

Q. Are Hunting and Fiflhing fufficient for the fupport of thofe
whofe purfuit they are

A. They are both very precarious modes of living ; they must
neverthelefs be content witi then. The Huron Nation had for..
merly for'their Hunting and Fifhing Limits, fron the Airm of
the River Chicoutiny, as far as tlie Mouth of the River St.
Maurice. That Nation tfed also to Humt id Fish on the South
Shore of the River St. Lawrence as far aste River St. John.
Before that time the Hurons had no limits for Hunting and Fifl-
ing : they were Mafters ofi theCountry as far as the Great Lakes
Our Anceflors perrnitted no one té Hunt and Fifh on their Lands,
and in former timnes'if a Natincaame.to Hunt upon the Lands of
another Nation, their fo doing became a cufe, of War.

I cannot cither read or write, but front Tradition' froni our
Anceflors, nearlyTwo Hundred years ago theSeven Nations made
an Alliance with each other, to live in peace, and in &ommon,
that is ta fay, that theywere ta eat vith the faine Spoon, (2licoire.)
out of the fame Porringer ; that. fignified tiat they were all ta
Hunt together on the fame Lands to avoid ail difptites with each
other.
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For the laif fifty years the Abenaquis of the River St. John,
the Micmacs, & the Malecites have cone to hunt upon our Lands
and deftroy all our Chace. When we lad the Chace ta our-
felves, it was a Law among us only to kill full grown Animals;
and to fpare the young ones. With refpect to Beaver, it was a
Law to kill none from June to Auguft, becaufe neither the Fur
nor the Flefh vas fit for any thing, and to do fo was Murder.
It was alfo the Law among us not to kill Partridges, becaufe they
are fitting. , The other nations who come to hunt onaour Lands,
are not fo confiderate. When Rlealing, one'intends t fteal ef-
fectually, if there be ten dollarsin a Bag, one does not« leave
two of them. Thefe foreign Indians kill both the full grown
Animals and the young, and efpecially Beaver vhich alyays re-
fides in the same place. The consequence of that hias been, that
the Chace has been destroyed andve are reduced to want. We
cannot, as our ancestors did,' kill the ftranger's who went to hunt
upon their Lands. Even the Canadian Peasantry take upon them-
felves to hunt and fifh, and they deftroy every' thing; they
fpread Snares for wild Pigeons, and are ready to kill us when we
passover the end of their Lands in the Foref." They juftifythem-
felves by faying, they have Grants of thofe Lands, and that on
their own Grounds they are Mafters. Since thefe Canadians
have Lands to cultivate, let them cultivate them, and leave to us
our rights of hunting and fiflhing.

Q. Do you think that if the Indians of Loiette had Lands in
theirneighbourhood, they would try to cultivate them, and to
earn their livelihood in that manner ?

A. I do not ask for Lands; I am too old to take an Axe on
my back, and go and clear new Lands. We demand our own
rights; it is the Seigniory which belongs to us.

Q. What prevents the Indians of Lorette and efpecially the
young people from applying themfelves to Agriculture, fince
fifhing and hunting are not productive ?

A. Becaufe they have no Lands, and are too poor to fetle
.them if they had any.

Q. Do you think that if they had Lands of a good quality,
and were fupplied with Provifions for from one to three years,
they would make fettlement ?

A. It is not that; it is my Seigniory which I claim. With
the income ofnmy Seigniory, I fhall coñïfult My Council howil
fhall do hereafter. The income will affift me to live upon my
hunting and fifhing.

Q. 1Have you taken any fteps to claim your Seigniory fince
you were lately here in 18 19, and what were thofe fteps ?

A. About two years fince or thereabouts we prefented a Peti-
tion to the present Governor to recover our Seigniory. The Se-
cond Chief, André. Romain, transmitted it to Colonel Ready,
Secretary of the Governor in Chief. The Chief went twice for
an anfwer; we have never had-an anfwer.

Q. Have any additional allowances been made to you.for the
Education of your Children, or to aid you in any way fince that
time or to make Repairs to your Church, or the other Buildings
thereon depending?

A. None whatever.
Q. Have you really need of any, and have you applied for any ?
A. We have had great need of fome, but have not applied for

any.
Q. Why have you not applied ?
A. Becaufe ve are tired of being refufed.
Q. To whom did you apply when you were refufed ?
A. We have always applied for the repairs of our Churci,

and fome other Applications.of that kind to Colonel De Salaber-
ry the Superintendant; le in:fact made application for us, but
we obtained nothing. I do not fpeak of the prefents granted to
us by the Military Governient.

Q. What are the Articles manufactured in your Village and
brouglit to market, or:out oftIhe Village for fale ?

A. Mocafrins, Snow Shoes, Saflies, Baskets, Indian Sleighs,
Fur Caps, and Mittens, Collars of Porcupine Quills, Purfes, Re-
ticules, Bows,. Arrows,- Paddles, fnall Canoes-and little-Figures
of Indians.

Q. Do they find a ready fale for the Articles they manufacture ?
A. There is occafionally a fale; but at half the price for which

they vere formerly fold; -we are often:obliged-to-barter them for
Marchandize.

Q. Do you think any, other branches of Manufacture migit be
introduced into the Village. ?

A. Some:perfons anongus are Joiners others HoIuse Char-
peprers, others are obliged ta vork as day Labourers, there:being
much Poverty.: *

Q. Do they. receive 'any other aid than thagranted b ythe'
Military Government for their fupport independently of what
they procure by their labour and induftry ?

A. No aid vhateer.
Q. Are there.manyperfons inthe Village o re reduced to

ask Alms, and howy many. . ,.

A. FourFamilies are reduced to want, their number is about
twenty Përf6ns.ons.

Q. Are all te Chiefs of the Council here prefent in the Com-
mittee Room

A. All except Louis Vincent (Sawantanan) who is sick.
Q. Whiat are thieir names?
A. Nicolas Vincent (Tsawanlonhi), Gabriel Vincent, (Owa-

wandarbnlihé), André Romain (Tsoiuhahissei), Petit Etienne' .Appendix

(Udiaradhleité), Staniflas Coska (Aharathaha), Michel (Tsiàiii, (R)
Téaçheandahé), Jean Baptifte (Alsitarès), Damas (Thononsotin),
Jafeph'(Urontatekha); Pierre-(.

other Chiefs 'that they :had noother Queftions to put ta them,
the faid Chiefs on returning laid they wifhed to add- "cthat they

were perfuaded, and had no doubt that the Seigniory
c which they claimed, belongs to theni:-that they placed all
" their Confidence in the Juftice of their good King, for obtain-

ing what they claimed by their faid Petition.

Kxowy ye that it being our desire to collect the vandering nations of
New France into certain places, to the end that they may be instruct-
cd in the faitlh and in the Christian Religion : nid having known, that
some from amiongst them lad chosen since some years a place called in
their Language KatiiasZda d'Angac/it, commonly called by the French
Inhabitants Sylleri, or the Bay of Saint Joseph : Considering aiso that
the Fathers Jesuits perceiving that the said place was agreeable ta tle
Savages lad caused to be tihere built a Chirch, wlerein they administer
the Sacrament to those whom they have baptized in that neighbour-
hod : Desirous to favor so great a work aMd retain these good neophytes
near to their Church :-WE have given anid by these Presents do give
fully and freely the extent of one leagiue of Land from the Cape which
terminates the Bay of Saint Joseph, ascending the great River Saint
Lawrence, by four leagues in depth, the whole under the conduct and
direction of the Fathers' Jesuits who have convertied thcm to the Chril-
tiant Faith and their Successors, without however derogating from the
concessions of certain pieces of Land which we have heretofure made to
certain individual Frenchmen vithin this extent, which said pieces of
Land sha llbe holden of the Christian Captain of the Savages as they
were held of us before the present donation, which we rnake full and en-
tire with all the Seigioir-ial Rights whichi we have or could claim, save
and except the right of holding Courts which ve reserve to ourselves to
be exercised] by our officers at Quebec: Ceding unto the said Grautees
ail the othier rights which a'Seignior can have or enjoy thereon, we give
to these new Christians who live in those Countries ful power ta fisi
and every right of Fishery in the Great River Saint Lawrence, alongthe Lands- contained iii the present Grant and bounded as aforesaid by
the said great River Sainit Lawrence, vithout that any other person can
or may thsere Fislh but with their Icave and permission-Revoking the
Grant by Us ieretofore given to the Governor of New France, which
said revocation is so made by reason and in consideration of the oppoi.
tion made at the place to the taking of possession in virtue of the said
Grant. We give them roreover ail the Meadows and Grass and iil
other things which shal be found on the banks of the said River, and in
the interval between highi and low water mark opposite to their said
Lands, without that any other person not having their permission can
claim to take or carry away any thing from the said Banks or internal-..

Land and Seigniory of Sylleri, which they have hitherto holden
only as Adminiftrators of the Property of the Chriftian Indians, to
vhom the faid Fief vas given by His Majefty in the month of
July 1651, and which the faid Indians have been obliged to aban-
don ten or twelve years fince, to fettle themfeves elsewhere as well
becaufe the Lands in Culture were altogether worn out, as be-
caufe fire-wood having been cut thereupon for nearly forty years,
none could be had but at a great diftance from their refidence :
As alfo to transfer to then in like manner in their own right, and
in Fiif, four perches of land in front by eight in depth, conceded
by the late M. de Montiagny, and twenty 'Toifes fquare of aug-
mentation granted by the late \'. D'aillebout, both Governors
General of this Country, to the late Pachiring an Indian Chief at
Three-Rivers, whereof the said Fathers the Jefuits have for
more than forty years, given, as Tutors and Adminifirators of the
Property of the faid Pachirim, Contracts of Conceflion, to divers
individuals Frenchmen to occupy and build upon then, as they
have donc, in confideration of foie finall rent, which said Pachi-
riny, is now dead, and the faid Fathers have remained in the en-
joyient of the faid lots of Ground, whereof they require us to
niae unto them a Grant, and being fully inforned of the good
intentions of the faid Fathers of the Company of Jefus in the

I have vell conGdered the Papers which yôu put into my
hands in the laft Council which I held with you.

It appears by thofe Papers that in the year 1651 the Company
of Nev France upon the Petition ofthe Reverend Fatherý Jefuits,
caufed to be drawn up Letters Patent by which the Seigrniory of
Sillery was given; a to theIndians who uf*rally live near to Quebec,"
and that in a short time afterwards this Donation vas confirmed
by His Majefny the King of France. That'in the year 1699,
upon a Reprefentation made by the fame Reverend Fathers- Je-
fuits, it pleafed the Governor andIntendant of 'the Province to
-revoke the Letters Pateit above nentioned, and to caufeothers
to be'drawn up whereby the Seigniôry of Sillery vas given in
property to the Reverend Fathers Jefuits, and that this fecond
Donation was ratified and confirmed by the King of'Fraince, the
6th 'of May 1702, and Enregistered in the Suprenir Council of

Q uebec the 2d July 1703.

this year Martin Bouvart, fuperior of the Jefuits, and Francis
Vaillant their Attorney, prefented a Petition to Monsr. De Cal-
Ilicre and Monsr. Bochart the Governor and Intendant of Canada,
in which they fated, that the King of France had granted Sillery
to the Chriflian Indians in 1651, who had however abandoned it
for ten or twelve years then laif paR, and had fixed themfelves
elfewhere ; that they had abandoned it,.becaufe the Land was en-
tirely worn out, and becaufe having cut firewood upon the fpot
for upwards of 40 years, what remained, was tien very far re-
moved from their habitations.-For thele reafons they (the Jefuits)
prayed a grant of Sillery of whici they obferved, they hadd ahvays
been in poffeflion as Adminifirators of the Property of the Indi-
ans.

What evidence was fubmitted to the Governor and Intendant
to fupport the allegations of this Petition, does not appear, but it
feems they were fatisfied they were true, for by Letters Patent of
the 23d'of October 1699, they granted to the Jefuits the Seigne-
urie of Sillery to hold in their own right and to their own ufe.-
The Patent recites as motives for the grant, the fa&s fet forth in
the Petition, and obferves that the Governor and Intendant were
apprised of the good intentions of the Jefuits, of the great fpiritual
fuccours which they had given to the Indians, and of the enormous
expenses which they had incurred to faupport the different Miffions
which they iad eftablifhed, particularly that at Sillery.-It further
adds, that after the Indians abandoned Sillery, the Jefuits had at
their ownu expence purchafed for then different tracts of Land in
various parts of the Country, on which they were now fettled and
that without this afliflance, the Indians inevitably muft have been
difperfed, and have loft the benefit of the Chriftian Religion.

This fecond grant of Sillery was ratified'and confirmed by the
French King on the 6th May 1702, and enregiftered in the Su-
preme Council at Quebec on the 2d July 1703.

Under this grant the Jefuits took immediate poffeflion of Sille-
ry, and as they have remained in poffeflion ever fince, I am neces-
sarily of opinion that their title is good againft the pretenfions of
the Indians.

As to the Fief of St. Gabriel, I cannot find the finralleif ground
for the claim made by the Hurons.

The whole was originally granted by Letters Patent, dated the
16th of April 1647, to the Sieur Robert Giffard, and the part
pofeffld by the Jefuits, which is that claimed by the Indians, was
by Giffard and his wife, (Marie Reuonard) given to the Jefuits
by Deed of Donation, paffed before Paul Vachon, Notary, on the
2d November 1667, and it was afterwards regularly confirmed to
the Jefuits by the French King's c Letters d'am'ortiffement."

The motives which led Giffard and his- wife to make the gift
are, as expreffed in the Deed of Donation, friendfhip, and to re-
compenfe the Jefuits for feveral "bons et agréables services," which
they had rendered, but whether to Monsieur or to Madame Gif-
fard, does not particularly appear.

I have only to add for your Excellency's information, that the
Indians are not ant all mentioned in the above Deed of Donation.
And as the Jefuits have fince the 2nd of Novenber 1667, been
uninterruptedly poffeffed of the Fief of Saint Gabriel, and flill
hold it by virrue of the above Deed, and of the King's " Lettres
d'amortifermc-nt," I am of opinion that the claims of the Indians
are totally unfounded.

In obedience to Your Excellency's commands fignifßed in Cap.

tain Coore's letter of the 25th inftant, directing me to communi-
cate with the Deputation of the Lorette Indians, and to ascertain
the juninefs of their claim to a part of the Seigniory of St. Ga-
briel, as flated in their Memorial to Your Excellency of the same
date, I hivë noiv the honor to report, that immediately upon re-
ceipt of Your Excellency's commands, I obtained from the faid
Indians such information as they could offer upon the fubject,
and have fince attentively examined the Titie Deeds relating-to
the faid Seigniory of St. Gabriel in the poffeffion of Mr. Pyke
Secretary to the Commiffioners for Adminiftering the Efnates
heretofore belonging to the late Order of the Jefuits in Canada.

By thefe it appears, that the firf Grant of the Lands in ques-
tion was made at Paris, on the 1Gth April 1647, by the then Com-
pany of New France, to one Robert Giffard, Seignior of Beau-
port, as containing tzeo leagues in front by ten in depth, thus des-
cribed in the Original Deed of Conceflion thereof, " c'est à saroir
" deux lieues de hrres en la Nouvelle France, à prendre aux
" mêmes endroits de sa précédente Concession' (that is, Beau-
port) cet rangeant icelle, ou de proche en proche autant-qu'il se
" pourra faire, sur dix lienes de profondeur dans les terres vers

( /e nord ouest." The land so conceded was granted ta him, his
Heirs and Afligns for everI"à titre(de Fief et Seigneurie," fub-
ject ta the performance of Fealty and Iloimnage at the Caftle of
,t. Lewis upon each mutation of the. faid property,.and charged
xwith the ufual fine or quint according to the cuntom ofaParis.
Of this Grant it would appear, that Giffard in the fane year
1647, made a Donation to the Ladies of the Hotel-Dieu at Que-
bec, of ha/f a league in front by the whole depth, which Dona-
tion was afterwards on the 20th of Auguft 1653, confirnmed to the
faid Ladies by Mr. De Lauzon the then Governor of Canada, and
it is thus defcribed, "une demie lieu de front fur la Rivière %t.
c Charles fur dix lieues de profondeur denebrée du Fief St.

Gabriel, à prendre d'un coté aux terres concédées fur la Rivière
c St. Charles au Sieur Guillaume Couillard, d'autre part, d la
: ligne quifit la séparation (les terres depuis peu accordées aux

Sauvages, d'autre bout par derrière, aux terres non concedées,
" et par devant à la Rivière St..Charles."

I likewife find, that on the 2nd November 1667, twenty years
after the Original Grat, the faid Robert Giffard and-Marie Re-
nouard his Wife, being proprietors of the remaining Icague ani
one half in front, by the entire depth aforefaid, made a Voluntairv
Donation thereof to the Revd. Fathersof the Company of Jerus
efnablifhed in Canada, in confideration as.vell'of the friendfhip
which exiféd between them, asof " plusieurs bons et agréab/cs
99 services," vhich the faid Revd. Fatheri had rendered to the
faid GirIhd and his wife, "6pour en jouir comme des chofes à eux
z.ppartenantes,' to hold the fume, to them the faid Jefhits for ever,
as of their own property and eflate ; and ,they infact from-i that
period downwards until-the Conqueft of Canada, heldthe faid
kague and one half in front by:tenin depth from which latter
period until the extinction of, their' Order in Canada, by th de-
ceafe of its laif furviving Member; they continued to poflTefsthe
same, not as Proprietors perhaps, but as:Tenants at will, fubject ta
the pleafure of the Crown to.have. dispofsefied them thereofat
any moient that, it miglt haiabeen deemed right to afsume the
faid Eftate into the immediate pofseflion of His Majefty. Thre
whole of the tract tierefore,- originally granted to Mr. Giffard,
that isto fay, the two leagues hi front by ten jin depth, with the
exeption of1the h /f kaguegiven in 1647 ta the Ladies ;fthe
Hotel-Dieu, is at tis day the property of His Majefy, and is how
adminiflered in common with the remainder of the Eftates here-
tofore belongingto 'the late Ordèr of Jefüits,by H1-is Commrifliou--
ers min this Province.

My Children,
You muf know that the King of France had a power which

the King of England has not, that is to fay, that what lie gave
one day lhe could take back the next, and give it to another, and
thus change the poffeflion of a Property as often as he pleafed.
But the Kings of England more junt have not for many ages ex-
ercifed fuch a power; they leave tothe Law alone, which is
equal for al, the right of deciding upon properties, and when
once a property is legally given, the King looks upon the Donation
as facred and changes it never.

fibility of granting your prefent demands.
At tie Caille of Saint Louis at Quebec,

this Slst March 1798.
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Having thus difpofed of the Seigniory of Stý..Gabriel, which
by the ratification of Mr. de Lauzon, of the half league in.favor
of the Ladies of the Hotel-Dieu, it would appear is bounded in
front by the River St. Charles ; and having lhewn that the Ld..
rette Indians can have no poflible claim upon it, I fhail now pro-
ceed to the examination of the Title Deeds, under vhich they lill
afsert, that they are entitled to have a tract of one /eague in front
by iwo leagrues am a ha/f in depth within the Seigniory of St.
Gabriel, including, I prefame, the spot upon which their actual
habitations are crected, and which their Sur veyor, Mr. Ecuyer, by
his figurative plan drawn in this prefent month of October has
deflignated thereon by a yellow fhade.

The firft of thefe, namely the Concellion of the 13th March
1651, and upon which thcy entirely found their claim, is not as
they alledge a title to any part of the Seigniory of St. Gabriel, on
the contrary, St. Gabriel was no longer the property of the Com-
pany of New France, they having as has been juft lhewn, conce-
ded it four years before to Robert Giffard, but is a Deed of
Conceffion made by the faine Compiny to the Indians newly con-
verted to the Chriflian faith, at a place called in their language
" Kanmaskla d'dngaîchit,".commonly called by the French In-
habitants Sillery or CL'ance de St. Jofeph ;" where the Jefuits
had built a Chapel for the Indians, and adminiftered the Sacra-
ment to fuch of them ashad been baptized : the tract is thus des-
cribed, "''étendue d'une lieue de terre depuis le Cap qui termine
L'ance St. Jofeph, en montant fur le grand Fleuve St. Laurent fur
quatre lieues de profondeur," the whole under the guidance of
the Jefuits who had converted them, and their Succefsors ; this
Grant, " en Franc alleu" ii a Tenure in many refpects relembling
that of Free and Common Soccage in England. This Conceffion
was afterwards in the month of July of the fame year 1651, rati-
flied by His Moft Chriaian Majefly, with the confent and appro-
bation of the Queen Regent, and was enregiftered in the Parlia-
ment of Paris on the Ilth April 1658, and in the Inftrument of
Ratification it is again detenibed as bounded in front by the great
River St. Lawrence, on one fide towards Quebec by the Cape
which terminates the Bay (l'ance) St. Joseph or Sillery Bay, on the
other fide at the end of the faid league in front, and in depth alt
the end oftthe said four leagues running north into the woods.

Trhefe Grants having been made in France at a period when
Canida prefented little elfe to the eye than a wildernefs, it cannot
be matter of furprize if the admeafurement of the foil, fhould up-
on actual Survey, have been found in many inflances to fait fhort
of the intended quantity, that such has been the cafe with regard
to the Grant of Sillery to the Indians may-be fairly collected, as
well from the fubfequent transfer of the faid Fief Sillery, as from
the actal admneasurenent of the soit. It is a fact, which
may be inflantly verified upon reference to the plan of the Pro-
vince, that the depth between the River St. Lawrence at Sillery,
and the River St. Charles in its rear, which laft River is declared
to be the.front iof the Seigniory of St. Gabriel is precise/y one
league and a half, and this fully corresponds 11ith the defignation
given to the faid Fief of Sillery in the subsequent Grant thereof,
which was made to the Jefuits themselves " en propre" on the
2Srd day of October 1699, by the Chevaliers de Callière et Bo-
chart, the then Governor and Intendant of Canada, reciting the
terms of t he Petition of the faid Jefuits, in which it is flated,
that they iad enjoyed the Fief and Lands of Sillery down to that
period, as Adownistrators on/g, for the Chrifian Indians, to whom
the fame had been given by his Majefny the French King, in 1651,
that the Indians for upwards of ten years then paif had abandoneid
thofe lands, and that they, the Jcfuits, had procured other la'nds
in lieu thereof, in different parts of Canada, speaking evidently
of the en:ire Grant made to them in 1651, wvhich by the words of
the fecond Grant of 23rd Ocrober 1699, to the faid Jefuits, is
thus deferied; " pour ces raifons nous avons donné, concedé et
" octroyé en propre aux dits Pères Jeruits, les dits terres, Fief et
"c Seigneurie de Sillery, d'une lieue de large fur la Fleuve Saint
4 Laurent et d'une lieue et ikeniè ou environ de profondeur,
e jusqi<à la Séigweurie de St. Gabriel, qui la termine par der-
c riere, comnmencant du coté nord el à la Pointe de Puifseaux, et
« d'un cotéau sud ouen a une ligne qui la.fépare du Fief Gau.
c« darville, lesquelles ignes ont ,été tirées, l'une il y:a environ
" vingt-cinq ans, et l'autre il y a environ quarante.",

It is therefore apparent from the whole of the titles, that as the
previous Grant.ofthe yeir 1647,wvas to.be fulfilled and satisfied,
in the frst'inaance, and as no retroceffion to the Crown has or
can be fhewn, difpofseffing Giffard' of any part:ofthe lands
grantedto him, comnencing uppnthe River St..Charles; and
as thedepth between the River St. Lawrence and St. Charles,is
but one league, and a haif inflead of four leagues, and ,as the Je-
fuits whenfeekingto obtain.theGrantfoheifelves, in lieu of
the ndin s who had deferted Sillery, accept of it, as beng of the
depth of one league and, a ha'f only,.terminating where St. Ga-
briel commences, that is, atther River St. Charles; there is no re-
maining.tract,,of one league in frontby two leagues and one half
in depth,ý to which the Indians or any;other perfon can poffibly
layclairn. - **..a

I have not thought it necefsaryto trouble Your Excellency with
an rremarks, upon the manifestcontradictions which the pretend-
ed.figurative plan ofIr.. Ecuayer exhibits, as I conceive the case
to be fufliciently clear fromthe foregoing explanation fi the fe-

veral titles relating to the property in question, and for the sane
reason I forbear to enter into the enquiry, (if in point of fact, it
had or could have been made out, that there is no existing tract to
Whiclh thé alledged claim of the Lorette Indians would apply,)
whether under the Law of Prescription their claims thereto are not
now for ever barred ?

In obedience to the Commands of His Excellency the Gov-
ernor in Chief, fignified to us by your Letter of the 21st De-
cember laf, we have confidered the Claims made by the Huron
Indians of Lorette to certain Lands in the Neighbourhood of
Quebec ; and after carefully examining a variet of Deeds and
Papers relative to this fubject, as well as the proofs adduced in
fupport of this claim, and having alfo heard all that the Counfel
for the Petitioners could urge in their favour, we have at lengtli
the honor to report to you our joint opinion for the information
of His Excellency the Governor in Chief. But in our own jus-
tification, we beg to remind you, that it has been at the defire of
the Petitioners thenifelves, that our Report has been fo long
withheld.

The facts whicli the Petitioners alledge in fupport of their
claim are, in fubftance, as follows :--That in 1651 the place call-
ed Sillery, confifting of one league in front by four in depth, was
granted by the French Crown to the Jefuits'in truft for the An-
ceftors of the Petitioners; that in 1699, part of the above men-
tioned concefflon, viz :-The league in front by one and a half in
depth-was granted to the Jefuits in their own right, the Indians
having quitted the place ; that in point of Law, the latter grant
could not be considered as valid, inasmuch as the Jefuits held
already the lands as Trustees for the In4ians: but that even ad-
mitting the validity of their more recent tUle, their still rem-iined
two leagues and a half.in depth, to which the Indians would be
entitled under the Grant of 1651.

There are in this Claim as it appears to us, and in the arguments
which have been adduced in fupport of ir, feveral fallacies, which
we think we can shew to be fuch, from the various documents
which it will be neceirary to notice fomewhat at length.

First.-The Petitioners feem to confider the original Grant of
165Î,'tohïve been~made in favour of their Ancellors (the Hu-
ron Tribe) e.rclusivelg; whereas it will appear to have been
made for the benefit of al the Savage Tribes, (1< s peuples errans)
indiscriminately -Secondly, that grant is afTumed to be unquali-
fied and unconditional; whereas it is obvious that it was only
made for the purpofe of keeping the Indians together, within the
limits thereby prescribed, and under the care and guidance, both
temporal and fpiritual, of the Jefuits ; and that therefore as foon
as that object was defeated, which was about forty years after-
wards, the grant became nul] and void.

In fupport of our opinion upon thefe two points it feemsonly
neceffary to refer to the terms of the Grant of 1651, and of the
Confirmation thereof in 1658.

înent tiat object was'defeated, eitlier by theIndians not fettling
inthe firy inflance, or by the fubfe quent ,bandonment of theEnablifhment, thetruft was'ît an end.
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APPCndix It appears that the Indians remained at Sillery about 40 years;
after which, the land being exhaufled and stripped of firewood to
a confiderable diftance round the Settlement, they abandoned

.thi Febs. it, and at length retired to the fpot which they now occupy at La
- Jenc Loreie. About S or 10 years after the abandonment,

viz, in 1699, the Jefuits applied for a grant of the Seigniory for
the:nfelves in their own right, stating fully in their Petition the
facts of the cafe as above fet forth, and urging moreover, the

great exertions which they had made, and tie expenfe which
thev.had incurred in their etideavours to convert and unite the
Indian Tribes. One expreffion made ufe of by then is very
remarkable, to shew that the Huron Indians have no exclufive
claim ta this property more than the other Indian Tribes; ;c mais
ci particulier la dépenfe que les fuppliants ont fait, pour fou-

ittenir la mifion des A/gguins et des Abena quis, fur la Sei-

" gneurie de Sylleri, qui a été donnée à ces Sauvages, &c."
In confequence of this Petition, Letters Patent were iffued on
the 23d October 1699, granting the Seigniory of Sillery to the
Jefuits in their own right, and flating as reafons, among others,
for that grant, that the Government was fully acquainted virl
the good intentions of the Jefuits, of the great affiffance both
fpiritual and temporal which they had given to the Indians, and
of the great care which they had taken, and the vafi expenfe
which they had incurred, particularly with thofe eftablifhed at
Sillery, for -whom, after that place vas abandoned, they haid
purchafed at their own expenfe other lands in different parts,
without which the Indians would have been dispersed. It is now
attempted to impugn this grant. Firsi, as being inconfinlent and
incompatible with the character in which the Jefuits stood as Trus-
tees and Agents for the Indians. Scrond/g, as having been ob-
tained on a falfe fuggenlion of the purchafe of other lands for
the Indians by the Jefuits ; and last/g, as conveying that which
the French Crown had no right to grant at al, it being aiready
vefled in the Indians. If it be true, as we have fubmitted, that
the abandon ment was a forfeiture of the grant of 1651, as being
a breachot the condition, the trufl repofed in the Jefuits was at
an end, and could therefore fori no obnfacle to their receiving
the property in their own right ; and this is also an answer-to the
third ground of objection. Nor is it to be prefumed that the
fuggeftion of the purchafe of other lands by the Jefuits vas falfe.
No particular lands are fpecified as having been purchafed, any
more than the particular tribes for whoi the purchafes were
made ; but it mut b. prefumed that the Governîment was con-

vinced of the fact, or it would not have been affigned as a reafon

for the grant to the Jefuits. Befides, the length of time, being
upwards of a century, during which the Jefuits enjoyed the un-

disturbed and undisputed poffefsion of the property, vould of

itfelf be an answer to any objections which could* .be made to the

grant, or to the motives which induced the French Crown to

mnake it.
But lasty, t is contended on belhalf of the Petitioners that, even ad.

mitting the validity of the grant to the Jesuits, yet as that grant is limai-
ted ta one leaguie and a lialf in depti, there still remains two leagues and
a half, of the equitable claim ta whicl ithe indians have never been di-
vested, and out of the proceeds of which it is alleged that an anmal ai-

lowance lias been made ta the Huron indians. It would be sufficient,
we appreiend, in answer ta this argument, ta observe that the abandon-
ment of the Settleient operated as a forfeiture of the whole P>roperty
conceded in 1651. But it will be seen that the grant proceededi on a mis-
taLe in point of measurement ; and that the depth of Sillery could not in
fact exiceed one league and a haf or thereabouts, being then met and
bounded by the Seigniory of St. Gabriel. lin order ta uînlerstansd thtis
part of the subject, it is necessary to make some enquiry with respect ta
this latter Seigniory. In 1647, one Robert Giffard, then being posses.
sed of the Seigniory of Beauport, obtaineti from the Compagnie de la
Nouvelle France, a grant of two aigues in front by ten in depth, to be
taken adjoming, or as nearly as possible, ta is Seigniory of Beauport.
Giffard however finding that this grant could not be.carried into effect,
inasmuch as the Seigniory of Beauport, was bounded on the one side
by the Côte de Beaupré, and on the atiser side by the Seigniory of
Notre Dame des Anges, made a representation thereof to the Company ;
and thereupon, in May 1617, obtained a grait of land of the same ex-
tenst whserever lhe could find it vacant ; andl he accordingly chose it betweens
the Fief St. Joseph and the Seigniory of Guadarville. Of thisland,
Giffard coniveyed half a league in firnt by the whole depth to the Nuns
of the Hôtel-Dieu, under the iame of the Fief St. Ignace, and in No.
vember 1677, he convcyed the remaininsg league and a ialf in front by
the whole depth ta tise Jesuits by the name of the Seigniory of St.
Gabriel. It afterwards however appeared~that St. Gabriel consisted
of only one league in front, that being the whole depth between Guard-
arville to the West and St. Ignace ta the East. The lateral ines cf Sil-
lery were never drawn, but it is obvions, from the documents we have ai-
ready noticed and from otliers which ve have considered, that they
would form right lines, or icarly sa, with those of St. Gabriel, nsas-
mucb as each of those Seigniories consists of one league in front and
each is bounded ta the WNest by that of Gusadarville.

The only remaining question therefoie is, where.the line is to be
drawn forming the extreme depti or northern boundary af .Sillery, and
the frontor couthern. boundary of St.,Gabriel ; It dces:not appear
that this line has ever been drawn ; but by ain aveu et dénombrement of
St. Gabriel, rendered by the Jesuits in 1677, that Seigniory is étated
as taking its front on the River St. Charles :'and in an aveu of Sille.
ry rendered by them in 1678 as administrators for the Indians the latter
Seigniory is represented to be, " une lieue et demie ou enviran de pro-

fondeur, quoiqu'il soit dit par le titre de concession que la dite Seig-
" neurie aura quatre lieues de profondeur, attendu que la Seignèurie de

' St. Gabriel, de laquelle le titre est primitif, la coupe au droit de la Ri.
vière St. Charles." The same thing is stated by the Jesuits in their

petition of 1699, for the grant cf Sillery to themselves. Moreover se.
veral boundary lines have since been drawn by the Jesuits, as owners as
well of St. Gabriel as of Sillery, vith tise adjoining Seigneurs; in par-
ticular one in 1724 between Fief St. Ignace and St. Gabriel ; and one
in 1733 betweei Fief St. Michel (belonging to the Seminary and Sil.
lery.)

On searching the book in possession of the Commissioners for mana-
ging the Jesuits' Estates, nothing appears to shew that any allowance has
ever been made to the Indians for the land ofswhich it is alledged they
have been deprivcd since their residence at La Jeune Lorette ; they have
received various other tracts of land froma the Jesuits, al of which aie
comprised within that part of St. Gabriel, which it is now contended is
a demembrement of Sillery :-But we do not find that these 'ivere ever
claimed as a matter of rigit on the part of the Indians or conceded to
them as such.

We have now only to conclude our report, which has necessarily run
into consider-able length, by stating as our humble opinion, that there is
no groind for the claims whici bave been submitted for our considera-
tion.

Mqjor Elliot appeared before your Committee and anfWered
as follows:

Q. Have youhad any and what means of becoming acquaint-
ed with the Country lying on the fouthern shore of the St. Law-
rence,. between this Province and New Brunfwick ?

A. In the month of July last I was employed by His Excellen-
cy the Governor. General to examine that part of -the Une of
communication which lies between the River. St.Lawrence and
the:MIadawaska. Settlement, with a view to afcertain if it were
advifeable to. give a diferent diresion to the Road acrofq the por.
lage of Temiscouala &c. andI alfo to enquire into the state. of
fuch.of theYensioners, as might remain on that porton of the
Une.

Q. Will;you.flate to the Committee. the .treams and.Lakes,
their size and.çourfe refpeaively,.how and for what dilance na-
vigable,,and what fpecies of fish are found therein, as far as the
fame cameunder your obfervation?

A. The largest ftream on the Portage is the River du Loup
which crofses it about five miles from Cotè'son the St. Lawrence,
and runs in a north wenerly dire&ion towards that River, into
which it falls. - Its breadth at the bridge is about 80 or 90 :yards,
with high fieep.banks, but is very fhallow, being hardly naviga-
ble for a bark Canoe ; the bridge at this place is a flat wooden
one appearing well confrued'and in good repair.

The little River du Loup about one mile further on runs in a
foutherly. dire&ion and is about twelve or fourteen feet wide, ste-
ry fhallow and is merely a branc.h of the above, which it falls in-
to above the bridge.

The St. Francis, fixteen miles from.the St. Lawrence is about
thirty feet wide and very, fhallow, this. is the only river.on the
Portage, which runs continually in a fouthern direaon and is
falid to fall into the St.-John.

In addition to the above naned Streanms there are the kerie,
Grande, Petite Fourche and Little, Rivers, all of which are from
fifteen to twenty-five feet wide, besides a number of fmaller ones
which vary from ten to .fifteen feet in width, and alfa run to-
wards the north ; thefe different streams are ail very fhallow and
in general fupplied wiffh Trout and other friall fish.

In exploring ta the north of the Portage, I came upon the
banks of a fmall Lake of about three miles in circumference, its
average breadth being about one quarter of a mile, and on the
fouth I faw two more, one of which appeared to be about three 4
and the other from five ta six miles in circumference, but not ha-
ving made any furvey of their exact pofitions, and my guides ha-
ving told me they had no naines, I can give no further informa-
tion refpeâing them, except that they are faid ta abound with
Fish and that the land about them appeared in many places fit for
cultivation.

My guides alfo informed me there were two Lakes on the
north (which I did not fee) of Jarger dimensions, which from
their account appeared ta be situated fomewhere about three
leagues from the Lake Temifcouata and nearly the fame difiance
from the Portage Road.

The River Cabinot runs into the Lake Temifcouata ta the
fouth of the Portage about îhree miles from Long's and is faid ta
be thirty feet wide, but no great depth.

The Lake Temifcouata is a very fine sheet of water, faid ta be
27 miles long, averaging 1 fihould suppofe one mile in breadth
and is of a sufiicient depth ta be navigated by Veffels of confid-
erable burthen, this Lake is faid ta nbound with most of the va-
rieties of Fisi ufually found in the waters of this Country, among
which is a fpecies of Salmon or Lake Trout weighing froin ten
ta twenty pounds, vhich the Settlers frequently spear.

Q. What is the nature of the Climate and what is the general
appearance of the Country?

A. Having only vifited the feéion of the Country once and
that in the month of July last, I can merely obferve that there
appears little difference of climate between it and Quebec-I was
however informed by the fettlers that wheat is an uncertain crop,
and that they are more fubjeé to frofts in the Autumn, which
foinetimes defnroys theirPotatoes: this evil may·in a great mea-
fure be removed when a greater fpace is cleared.

In exploring the Cou.ntry ta the right and left of the Portage I
proceeded as far as three leagues difant froin i, and found the ge-
neral appearance of the Country very uneven, being-a continued
fucceflon of mounrtains feparated by cedar fwamps, extending in
many inflances from one or two leagues, and my guides informed
me they were muchi more extenfive.

Q. What is the quality of the foil and its fufceptibility of cul-
tivation .

A. The fwamps when cleared and drained would prove valua-
ble as meadow Lands, the foil being in many places very deep ;
but the mountainous.parts with little exception are very rocky.
and gravelly, confequently.but little fuited to the purpofes of
Agriculture, there are however fpots of fome extent- every here
and there covered with fugar maple and. other hard wood well
worth attention.; but fo long as the road remains in its prefent
truly wretched ftate, the man muft be little lefs than Infane who
fettles upon it without promifes of great affistance.

Q. What defcription of Timber did you obferve ?
A. The timber found on this tra is principally compofed of

cedars, Sapins, Pincs, Hemlock and Bafs, interlperfed with a few
graves of Maple and a fprinkling of Beech or Birch.

The trees are in many places of an unufual. size, particularly.
the Cedars, fome few Pines and Hemlock.

Q. 'Wbat are the animal, vegerable and mineral produaions of
this traa of Country?

A. I faw no aninials except a very few Birds ; tracks of Bears,
Deer, Rabbits and one Beaver Dam were ta be feen and my
guides who go out every winter ta hunt for thofe animais as wel
as the Martin, Otter and Mufquafh, -fay they are not very abun-
dant, and thar they are evidently decreasing in numbers.

* With regard ta the vegetable produ&ions there appea.s to be
no variation frori thofe vich are ta be faund in the neighbour-
hood of Quebec.

As ta ninerals I had no time to make any particular fearch af-
ter them, and the only, produaion of .any importance that I amn
aware of, is a bed of excellent lime found on the shore.of Lake
Temiscoumata by Colonel Fraser.

Q. What was your Route ?
* A.'I went from Quebec near' ta Kamouraska by wateri and

from thence by land ta Long's at the end of the Portage, which
I sketched as I went along.

Q. What is the charàer of the River Madawaska its size and
navigability ?

A. This River is formed by the waters of the Lake Temiiscor -
aia, froin which it iffues atits fouthern egtremity and is about
twenty-eight miles long, falling, into the St. John at the head of,
what is called the Jladawaska fettlement.

Appendix
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Its breadth varies from ninety -to one hundred and fifty- yards
and in many parts very fhallow during the fummer months, in-
deed fo much fo, as to render it not navigable for any thing but a
Canoe ; it is however poffible that it might be navigared by very
fiatly contlru£ied Boats, but the firength'of the current would
niake it difficult to.get them up again ; in the spring I an told
large Rafts of Timber defcend this River ; the little Falls, which
are within a lhort diflance of its junâtion with the St. John,
render a Portage of from fifty to a hundred yards necefsary even
with. a Canoe.

There is a great abundance of the ufual varieties of fih in
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Appendix this River as well as in the Bouleau, Perche and Trout Rivers,
(R.) which are from twenty to thirty feet wide each and ail fall

r - into this River.
41h Fe/hj. The lard on the banks of the Madawaska and its tributary

flreams, as far as I explored them, appeared te be in moft places
of a fuperior quality.

There is very much wanted a road from Long's at the end of
the Portage to pass near the edge of the Lake and to terminate at
the Degelé, a diflance of about fifteen miles, which would con-
nect the Portage vith a road opened two years ago by the Pro-
vince of New Bruniwick, which Mr. Ebert of Madacaska faid
he underdood had cost three hundred pounds for an extent of
twenty-eight miles of twelvefeet wide.

Q. Do many perfons travel that route, at what feafons of the
year, and for what purpofes ?

A. I was on the Portage eight or ten days and during that pe-
riod met generally two or three families who feemed moilly te be
poor persons removing from one Province to the other.

The Storekeepers at iliadazlaska generallybring their Peltries
to Quebec, and purchafe their goodshere in preference to getting
them at Frederiaon ; the reafon afligned to me was that the pas-
fage up the River St. John %vas tedious, and Merchandize was chea-
per at Quebec, vhere the Merchants import their Goods direct
from England, whereas thofe imported at FrederiEton muft have
been tranfhipped at St John and conveyed from thence up that
River in fmaller Craft, and as I vas informed the Merchants at
Frederiaon obtain ail their lupplies from thofe at St. John, the
Importers; they muft of courfe add te the original price the conts
and charges at that Port in addition to their own profit.

I have therefore little doubt that with the exception of Lumber
the whole trade of that part of the Country would come to Que-
bec if there was a good Road.

Q. What is the extent and description of the Settlements upon
that portion of the St. John that lies within this Province upon
the ladarcaska River and the Lake Terniscouata ?

A. I cannot fay exactly where the Boundary between the two
Provinces terminates.

There were only three Families on the fhores of the Lake Te-
miscovata, befides Colonel Frafer's, the Seignior, who went there
this year for the purpofe of Settling it.

On the Banks of the Madawaska River there are five Fami-
lies and eight new clearings begun laft year, with every appearance
of Fanilies Settling on them, and as the Land on both fides of
this River is in mofi places of a fuperior quality, I have no doubt
with good Roads every inch of it would be foon fettled.

The object of niy vifit to the Madawaska Settlement being
accompliflied on my arrival at the upper end of it, and being li-
mited as te my time, I did not proceed more than four miles down
the St. John, but on this fpace there was every appearance of
comfort and the higheft Pate of cultivation ; the lands bordering
on the River being remarkably fine and the farms joining one
another the fane as on the old Settlements on the Banks of the
St Lawrence.
The Inhabitants are almoif ail of French extraction and Catholics,

I took advantage of being there on a Sunday to go to their
Church, which although of confiderable dimenfions was as fut
as it could hold, there being apparently from three to four hun.
dred perfons prefent, who for their ftation in life were well dres-
fed.

They are faid to have no Medical man in the Settlement, which
extends about 25 miles down the River and contains a popu-
lation of froth feven te nine hundred Seuls, who had every ap-
pearance of being remarkably healthy.

The following Questions were sent by the Committee te divers gentle-
men in the Country.

1st.-Q. Have you had any and what means of becoming acquairnted
with the River Saguenay or Lake St. John, and the Streams and Ri-
vers which fall into them respectively ?

2d.-Q. What is the length, breadth, depth, and course of the River
Saguenay ?

3d -Q. What are the Streams which fall into that River or into
Lake St. John, their length, breadth, depth and course respectively,
how and for what distance navigable, and what species of Fish are found
in the said River Saguenay, or in Lake St. John, or in the Streams
which empty themselves into either of them ?

4th.-Q. W'hat are tie Lakes in the Country commonly called King's
Posts, and what are their sizes, shapes, positions, depth of water, and
susceptibility of navigation respectively:-and what are thc various spe.
cies of Fish produced therein and in what quantities ?

5th.-Q. What is the size, shape & extent, & of what depth of wa.
ter is Lake Mistassinis situate upon the lheight of land between Hudson's
Bay and Lake St. John, and what species of Fisi are produced therein ?

6th.-Q. What is the distance of the sources of the River St. Maurice,
or the Black River as it is sometimes called, and the sources of the
Gatineau River from the sources of the Rivers that empty into Lake
St. John, describe particularly the appearance of the Country, and thé
sources of these and of any other Rivers which take their rise therein,
as well from your own observation as from information upon which you
can depend ?

7th.-Q. Is it practicable te ascend the Saguenay in Indian Canoes,
pass through Lake St. John ascend one of the streams which fall into
it, and after any, and what portages descend the St. Maurice at Three-
Rivers ; and has this Route beei practised for any and what length.of
time and by vhom, and what are the difficulties, obstructions or dan.

gers to be encountered upon the said Route, and are there any Trading
Posts upon the saine, and if so, how long have they been established,
and what is their number and how sitùated ?

8th.-Q. What are the advantages and disadvantages of the Port of
Tadoussac, and when does the navigation of the Gulph from that Port
commence and end, and at what period of time is the Saguenay frozen
over, and when does the ice disappear tlierefrom ?

9th.-Q. What are the animal, vegetable and minera productions of
the Country commonly called the King's Poste ?

10th -Q. What is the quality of the soil and Timber, the climate,
extent of cultivable ground, as well of the Country lyinug between the
mouth of the Saguenay and Lake Mistassinis, as of the Country lying
bet ween the sources of the St. Maurice, and the cultivated parts of the
District of Three-Rivers near its mouth, and what is the course, depth
and breadth of the said River St. Maurice, and are there any and what
obstructions to ius navigation, and what is the nature and description of
the interior Country lying behind the existing settlements, bousnded on
the one side by the Saguenay, Lake St. John, and the streams which fait
into the latter Lake, and on the other aide by the River Sr. Maurice ?

I l th.-Q. Have you had any, and what means of becoming acquaint-
cd vith the Country which lies with the St. Maurice on.one side and
the River Ottawa on the other, and if so are therè any and what naviga.
ble streams therein, and how navigable, and for what distance, ànd are
there any and what Lakes in the said Tract of Country and what is
their size, depth and situation, and do they produce any and what spe.
cies of Fish, and what is the climate and quality of thé soil, what Trees
grow in the said Country, of what size, and wvhat are the vegetable,
animal and mineral oroductions of the same ?

12th.-Q. Are there now in the said iwo Tracts of Country any
Tribes of Indians, and what are their numbers, manners and méans of
obtaining a livelihond, and have their numbers increased or diminished
since you first became acquaiced with them, and if they have so incrèas-
cd, or diminishéd to what cause or causes do you attribute their increase
or diminution ?

1Sth -Q. Are there any and what Traditions amongst the said In.
dians relative to the late order of Jesuits, and to théir labours amongst
them ?

To the foregoing Queflions the following Answers. were trans-
mitted to the Committee by Cha-les Taché, the Elder, of Ka-
mouraska, Esquire.
1. 1 know the River Saguenay, Lake St John, and its vicinity,

as having refided and been in that Country thirty years.
2. The River Saguenay from Tadouffac at its mouth as far as

Cape d l'est, is nearly twenty leagues in length by more than
half a league in breadth, there it forms on the left a confiderable
Bay called Ha ha Bay, and bending northwards it is contracted
to one quarter of a league in breadth, as far as ihë Fall of the
Grand Portage, which forms a dif'ance of nearly tenleagues from
Cape à l'est, and thirty leagues froin Tadouiac.

S. The Rivers Ste. Marguerite, St. Jean,:zhe lesser Saguenay.
La Trinité, Caribou, Outardes, V4lin, Pissaoutlche, Chicoiu-
tiny, and the River of broken Lands, empty themfelves into the
River Saguenay. The River Saguenay is navigable for the largeft
Veffels which fail on the Ocean as far as Cap à l'est, and
thence tothe great carrying place already mentioned for veffels
of from eighty to one hundred tons. The other Rivers are in -
confiderable, they are nearly fuch as the River St. Charles is iLu
the vicinity of Quebec. The Fifh in the Saguenay are the Gi-
bard a kind of fmall Whale, which never ascends above Cape à
l'est, the Porpoife, Sturgeon, Seal, Salmon, Pike, White Fi&hi
Pickerel and Trout.

Lake St. John fituate about thirty-five leagues from Chicoutimy
and fixty leagues weft north wefn of Tadouffat, is nearly forty
leagues in circumference. Its outiet forms the Saguenay. Into
this Lake the Rivers Belle Rivière, etllabitchouane, Milabegch-
bua»ish, Viatchouane, Uniatchouanishs Chuamoushaane, 3Mistasý-
ta and Perchaca empty themfelves. Each of thofe Rivérs isna-
vigable for large Batteaux for many leagues, and farther on-for
Bark Canoes. Lake St. John is navigable for fmall Vefel of
between thirty and forty Tons, and abonnds i Filh of variotis
kinds, as Pike, Pickerel, Troue, Awenanish, the nioft delicious
Fifh in the world. There are alfo Salmon in the River d fOur
which flows into the River Chuanoushuane.

4. Leaving the Saguenay at ChicoutiiW and following the
River of that name on the left for feven leagues Lake Chihoudigorm.y
is re:iched which is about feven leagues long and more thatn half
a league wide, navigable for ve2fels of fixtT-or cighty Tons.
There is then a carrying place of about half f leagnei after which
is a fmnali Lake called Chinouagomichiche, of about three leagues,
which has a narrow outlet wmnding among'Aiders which connects
it withs the Belle Ririère wh:h i ùltimately loft in lake St. John.
On ascending the River Chuamdushaahe, there are on thé right
and left feveral fmall Lakes, and thirty-five or forty leagues froin
Lake St. John the River Chibüoùbick& bn thè left is entered. It
has two branches forming an -Angle like that of the Rivers Ri-
chelieu and St. Lawrence; Ascéndiig that River Lake- Chigoubi-
che is met, which is about three leagues long, fhallow and feparated
by only one carrying place frorm Lake Chuamowhuane the latter
being nearly feven leagues long, flhallow, yet deep enoigh, as is
álfo the Chigoubiche, to carry large Batéaux. Froi Lake Chuá-
moushuanei to Lke Mistassinis the difnance is nearly fixty leagues.
On that Rote lies Lake Utstiraomo (vomiting Lake) about thirty'
leagues in circumferénc, full of Islands and-abounding-in Fifi.
Next is Lake Uakanatsi (the Lake of Crooked Mountains) about
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ten leagues long -and three leagues broad, very deep and abouind-
ing in Filh. A fingle carrying-place feparates it from the great.
Lake Mistassinis. The latter empties iifelf into Hudfon's Bay by
the River Rupert and another, outlet..

5.. The dimenfions form and extent of that Lake is not -well

known. According to: the Report of the Indians it greatly
exceeds Lake Ontario in extent. It isvery deep. Pike, White
Fifh:iand Pickerel of confiderable fize and exquifite quality are
taken there. There -is also.a kind of Trout~called by the Abori-
gines Mingoaclier which Weighs ,as much as two cf our largeft
Salmon.

6. I do fnot know the fources: of that River. The Couitry
from Cape à l'est on the Saguenay as far as the fources 'of the
River Saint Maurice, a track froi Eaf to.Weft of'about. fevent-y
or eighty leagues and about forty or fifty leagues from. Northto
South, is.extremely. fertile-the Climate is.:nearly as good as at
Quebec, for all that ]and has'a fouthern afpectand is fheltered
from the northwind, aiid the more fo thenearerthefoot of the
chain of Mountains at the height of the land is'approached.

7. I amrnot 'ell acquainted with the route fron Lake Chua-
Mousloùane to the fources of the River Saint Lawrence. I know'
from the Report of the Indians that there is accefs thereto by
-feveral:Rivers and; Lakes in large Canoes of four feats. Between
Tadoussac and Lake Cliuarnoushueane there are three trading
Pofts, that is to fay Chicoulimi, Lake St. John and Chiamoush-
uane, I do nôt well'know how long they have been eftablifhed.

8. ThatHarbour 'isfiheltered from almoif every wind, it is ve-
ry deep, the ce forms there. mnuch.later than at Quebec, and
difappears much earlier, which is occafioned by the extreme depth
of the waters which are much more fait than to the fouthwards,
and by the prevàlence of-North-Weib winds in fpring'and Fall,
which drive to the fouthwaids ail the broken ice which is formed
at the mouths of frefh water Rivers.

9. Caribou, Beaver, Bear, Lynx, Fox, Wolverine, Porcupine,
Otter, Hare, Ground Hog, the Poil Cat, the Elk; the animal laft
mentioned has nearly difappeired-the. Timber is white Pine,
Yellow Piné; Red Pine, White' Spruce',Red Spruce, Gray
Spruce, Elin Black" Birch, Mapje, Poplar, White Birch,'Ash,
Linden, and Cedar-I have never remarked whethér there"were
any minerais.'

10. What I have to fayon that quefion is anfwered in the fore-
going article.

Q.-What is the Route now ufed by the Courier in conveying
the Mail from Quebec ta Frederiaon ? Describe the Route tia
has been and is now ufed particularly ?

. A.-Not having had occafion to travel on that Route and the
conveyance of the Mail between Quebec and Halifax, having beer
lately altered, I cannot give any correct idea on this fubjed, bu
refer to the Pofn Mafler here who doubtless can give tht requirec
information.

Q.--What do you conceive is the difnance between Quebec and
Frederiâon, as travelled by the Courier by the prefent Route ?

A.-Not having travelled from Frederiaon to M3adawaska, I
have no recollection of the diftance between thele two places, but
from the latter to Quebec is about fixty-five leagues, and the PoLI
Mafler here can inforu as to the remaining dift:ance.

Q.-Have you at any time and when explored the Countrv, ly-
ing between the Great Falls.of St. John and the old fettle'ments
on the South fiore of the St. Lawrence at or near Kanmouraska.

A.-Yes, I did fo in the winter of 1787 and 1788, and fubfe-
quently feven or eight times, but only as a Common Traveller
from Rifnigouche to Quebec, flriking the St. John a few miles
above the Great-falls, thence across Teniscouala Lake and the
Portage, out to the Parifli St. André, on-the South fihore of the
St. Lawrence, about thirty eight leagues below Quebec.

Q -Did you ever explore the Country lying between the
Parifh of Mlitis on the St. Lawrence, and the head of the Baie of
Chaleur, and if fo atwhat tine and upon what occafion ? :

A.-I had this Route explored in the months of December and
January of the years 1821 and 1822 as one of the Coimiffioners for
the Internal Communications of the Inferior Diftrictof Gaspé, for
the express purpofe of ascer taining a Route of Communication bet-
ween the Parifh of Little Jiiis, fituate about fixty-four leagues
below Quebec on, the South lhore of the St. Lawrence, and the
head of the Bay of Chaleurs, as was contemplated by a Grant of
£1000 frorm the Legiflature'of this Province, to open a Road bet-
ween thefe two points,-a difnance of about one hundrèd miles.

Q.--Staîe particularly the Expenfe of the faid exploring, the,
number of men, & the time ermployed & generally the circunflan-
ces and manner of it andthe practical relùlts t wvhich you came ?

A.-As one'of the Comniflioners"fo the Internal Communi-
cations of the Inferior Diflria& of Gaspé in-Decómber 1821, I
fitted out a well chofenparty of four white men itiïd' t\vàIndians,
who wcre employed'in exploring the before ientiôried Tract
during the period of thirty-fii- days, which with the Report of

a District which has almost apparently formed a 'portionnot of:Lower
Canada,: but of the.

currents and ,rapids, wlich:frequendy rendered the reckonning;of an
intricate nature, fromwhichI have been enabled to deduce the Plan to
which these remarks are annexed, I also derived much.information from
an intelligent Indian who had repeatedly traversed , the Country in his
hunting rambles for:the Beaver, ;the Martin and the Otter.

The River Matapidia rises in a spacious Lake at ,the.highlands which
separate the waters running into the River St. Lawrence' from those
whllich run towards the:Sea, the same chain of Mountainsnow claimed by
the Unitced States as the northern b'oundary, of the District of Maine,
from whence it :traverses inT a g6néral S. S. E. , E. course through a
valuable Country, iill it disembogues itself in to the River Ristigeuche.--
Its Navigation is free toithe Lakes, if.we except a few bad rapida which
are horwever no impediment in the Spring and Fall Seasons, when from
its great depth ofWater it is capableof bearing down small Vessels of
ten to twenty Tons with theagreatest safety and 'facility.-Thishand-
some River in its nunerous and extensive branches;,waters and enriches a
large tract of excellent Countrywhich-areprincipally the Picaminean,,

From theMissionorIndianVillage, the RiverRistigouche, is much
interrupted by Sieals d«ring'the dry Season of the iyear,to Mr. A.

1 The Matapedia, from the Lake to the chain of the Os'wantel-Lakes,
about four miles, is constantly winding in a very irregular manner, and is
more frequently impeded by Rapids ; this chain of'small Lakes affords
many delightful seats for cultivation, fròm the excellence of the soil and
timber, and the advantages of the Lakes, sone of which are one mile by
one half in breadth. -

On leaving these small Lakes we enter upon Làke M1'atapedia, which
may be estimated from fifteen to sixteen miles in length, and not upwards
of a league.,in its greatest breadth. A charming combinationofLscenery
is here afforded, the face of the country is elevated and bold, composed
of a succession of hils rising from -the waters and terminatin to ýthe
view by distant ridges to the northward ; the centre of the Lake is di.
versified by a cluster of Islands, which, with the extensive" surface ;of
waters, the projecting points of the Lake, and the grandeur of- the sur-
rounding scenery, attracts- the attention of, the traveller. The land on
either side ofghe Lake consists of Pine, Birch, Beech, Maple and a va-
riety.of other Trees. The Western shore would appear somewiat more
level as the mountains recede fron the Lake in about a south-wast course,
Besides the cluster of lsland', thereare three or four other Islands m ost-
ly dispersed along thè' eastérn shore.' There'are on that side of the
Lake a few small streams, one in particular called ?Vagansisr which come.
municates by portage with some braiches of River Matane. On the'
Western shore tîiere arc also one or two streams which water the inte-
rior of the country.

This Lake, witha league in depiaround it, was granted: under'the
reudal system in May 1694, te Nicolas 'Joseph Damour, and now ap-
pertaining to --- Grant, Esquire cand 'others :lIt'is a valuable
tract of country, and would doubtless become by due encouragement to
Settlers a flourishing part of Canada, as the Lake with other advantages'
possesses abundance of Salmon, Trout and White Fish.

On the whole, I have remarked, it is navigable for Rafts of all kinds
of Timber, with Which the banks of this noble'River are in 'various
parts thickly covered. The Rapids in sone places of the River, ai.
though Cf .magnitude, will causeèno injujy or impediment ro Rafts' going
down to the Ristigouche, while Canoes can ply during upwards of seven
months between the 'Portageand'the Indian Village. The country is
in the gratest part :ivild and barren, thé soil and tirber arehowever cf
the best quality. The scenes which present themselves along the shore
of the Alatapedia, are in some places of ~a romanti c2escription, and in
others so beatifully picturesque, that' they cannot fail- te interest the
spectator.' It is:in many places diversified 'with numerous Islands and
handsome windings, sonetimes its waters are contracted between stupen.
dons mountains, at others they are'expanded te a great extent between a
fine open country.

The portage vll!ch communicates from the head of the Lake te the
River St. Lawrence, is ttaversed by one'or two prominent ridges cf
Mountains; the one' ncar t'the Lake called 'LeïMontagn.r 'de Notre
Dame, conmands a view of"theîvholé Counry te the Sduthward whici
appears- te extend tolerably level for many'miles.--Thleother issiturate

A. The Causes why Roads are not made, under the act of the last Ses.
sion of tie Provincial Parliament, " for making Ronds througi the grant.
" ed Lands in the Towsnships," and the many grievances that Indivi-
duais labour under, can be proved without any difficuihy.

The provincial Legislature ought ta prevent foreigners from comsing
into the Country and taking possession of the uncultivated Lands against
the will of the owners.-These people settle on those Lands, cut down
the best timber, erect small Log houses and clear perhaps a few acres-
this they call improvement-but iii the course of a few years the most
valuable timber is destroyed and the Land is worti less than it was in a
state of nature, and if the owner wisies ta dispose of this Land or even
te settle a friend or a relation on it, he is deprived of his own property,
unless he begins an expcnsive Lav suit with the settlers of this kind,
,who are here called Squatters, wich the great distance from Courts of
Justice renders almost impracticable. Even should the owner succeed
in expelling these people, in that case before leaving it they burn and de-
stroy tise Buildings, and the property is then worth less perhaps than the
Costs of suit.

'These Squatters after.leaving the Land, inmediately commence depre-
Lations (in another Spot.-They are mostly people from the Usmted
States, and in the event of a war with that Country would all quit these
Lands ; they are therefore bad subjects and not te be relied upon, not-
withstanding which they receive the same protection from our Laws du-
ring thseir residence in this Country as good subjects receive.

Any Legiâlative measures whici could be adopted to prevent thsese
encroachments in future, or to dislodge tie Squatter with less Expence,
would encrease the value of Lands in this Country, and enable better and
fitter men to establish thenselves thereon--These Squatters ae chiefly
of that description of people vio abandons tieir Country, being
Vagrant, lthrough dread of the State Prison.

I shall now proceed t particular Ronds.
Craig'.r Road.-In 1805, I paid out ofmy aOwn pocket £130, ta as-

sist in openinsg that Road--the first opening of this Road was made by
subscriptin-Sir J. H. Craig then made a further opening as far as
River St Francis-afterwards the Commissioners for internal Commu.
nications for the Di:trict of Three Rivers, spent a considerable Sum of
Money on this Rond and opened it as far as the back part of Shipton.
Tie Comsumissioners for internal Communications for the County of Dor..
chester made this Road te the District Line of Three-Rivers on two
points, got the same •verbali:è by the Grand-Voyer, and requesteid
Commissioners for the District ofrThree-Rivers, ta meet that Road on
one or both points, se that the people of the Eastern Townships might
have a drect Communication with Quebec.

Mr. Ruggles IVright, appeared before your Committee and answered
as follows

Q. Have you liad any and what means of knowing the quaity of the
soil and the climate o.f the tract of country lying btweein tie St. Mau-
rice and the Ottawa ? and if se is the said Country susceptible of being
cultivated

A. I have travelled aveu part of the lands in question, and have found
as well from my own personal experience as by information obtaissed
from the Indians, that there exists a very great similiarity througiout :.
am of opinion that these lands are susceptible of being cultivated to ad-
vantage in a variety of ways, and are highly, to. be reciummended for
grazing.-The ridges capable of affording the richest feed for horned
cattle, sheep, &c. and the vallies being cimnposed c>f rich soils would be
productive of 'hay, whea:, pense andoats in great abundance, the clirmate
on the St. Maurice is similar te that of Quebec, and is imore favourable on

spproaching the Ottawa River, being nearly a south-west corse.
Q: In whsat manner have tise Csown and.Ciergy Reserves.beens disr-

buted throughout the Townships ?
A. Tise Crown and ClergyReserves an tse-north side of the Ottawa

River have been distributed generally by commencing with a Reserve,
then three lots for settlers and se on,.thrughont:the whole Townssip.

Q. What are the advantages and disadvantages of the said distibution
A. In my opinion there are no advantages wiatever, but on tl dca.

trary very great disadvantages to the setiler in such a distribution (ar al-
luded to in my second answer.)-ist. The Reserves generally remain
vholly uncultivated for many years, the wood growing thereon shades a
considerable portion of the adjoining cultivated lot, much to the dettiment
of its settler, and serves as a harbour for beasts of pi ey destructive to
the crop.-2ndly. No provision whatever being made to obtain roads
through the Reserves, except by the labour-which can be afforded by
the settlers, wv'ho have quite cnouglh at h'ome to occupy their attention
during our short season, and-3dI'. The want of settlers upon theme
Reserves creates a heavy tax on the industrious settler adjoininig, who is
obliged ta make the whole of the fence along the division lines at bis
own expense-when the reserves are Ieased they are commonly t.,rcupied
by persons without capital who soon become a nuisance to the settie.
ment-and the short tem for which the leases are granted prevents ca-
pitali1ts or industrious men from applying for them, fearful that at the
close of the lease their improvements may be taxed by an enhancement
of the rents.

Q. How could these lands be most advantageously distributed for
the settlers in the said Townships

A. By placing the Reserves in a block, vizt :-The Crown' Reserves
in the north east corner and the Clergy Reserves in the north' west
corner of a Townshipi and in the adjoining Township reserve them sa,
that the Crown and Ciergy reserves may remain in separate blocks.

Q. What are the inconveñiiences to 'vhich the settlers in new Town.
ships are most liable-What is the most convenient season of the vear
for comrmencing a new settlement, pointing out the conveniences and in-
conveniences of eaclh particular ýscason -in this respect. Wiat is the
smallest capital with which an industrinus settler with bis family may
commence a settlement in a new country withl anîy prospect of success ?

A. Ist. The want of a convenient and 'clheap legal mode of estab-
lishing roads and compelling the inhabitants to labour thereon. The
Grand-Voyer residing some distance fron the Townships which incurs a
very heavy expense and great inconivenience ta the iniabitants to trans-
port him to the place where the road is requied, anid from the want of
knowledge by the Grand-Voyer and his deputies of the Chart du Pay
they frequently trust to the information obtained from some self inter-
ested person, whereby roads are established not osly without advantage,
but whichoperate to the prejudice of the settiement, and are lhomologa-
ted in consequence of the distance the inhabitants are placed from the
Court, which prevents their making any opposition.-2nldly. Tie want
of smail-Courts in the Townships.-Sdly. The want of Register Offi-
ces which causes a mistrust by tie purchaser of lands and of course re-
duces their value from the uncertainty of-titles.-4thly. The pesent
distribution of the Crown and Clergy Reserves.-5thly. The seasoin for
commencing on new lands must depend upon the capital %'f the settler,;
I would advise a man possessing.a smail capital to commence about the
first of September, as ie would then have sufficient'time before the -win-
ter to build a bouse, cut the underbrush'and smail timber on a few acres
of land t during the winter the large timber can be cut and all the brush
piled ready to burn in the following spring and enable him to receive
grain, potatoes and turnips sufficient te support his family during the
ensuing year.-And 6thly. The amount of the capital would much de-
pend upon the capability of a man as.to stresgth and activity, as well as
the circumstances of his family whether males or females, young or old,
and at what distance from a settknment he would be.obliged to transport
his effects, provisions, &c.

Q. lis the absence of capital in the first instance, by what application
of his insdustry and ir, what time can he msost readily obtain sufficient
means wo effect a clearing and settlemnent ?

A. I h-ve known Emigrants who were destitute of capital that by
labouring a short time for others acquired ssîfficient provisions ta support
themselves during a few monthss and establisi themselves comfortably iu
the course ofthree or four years, having eleared from twenty to thiyri'y
acres of land, and acquired a cow and a yoke of oxen, but all depesids
upon capability and industry.

Q. Have you had an opportusity of observing the Emigrants fom
Great Britain and Ireland, in what time do they usually acquire a know-
ledge of the use of the axe, and wiat are the obstacles which settlements
attempted to be made by then have.encountiered and how could- they
be best surmounted.

A. I have observed many Emigrants from Great Britain and Ieland
acquise a perfect knowledge of the axe in five or six months, the greatest
dilliculty is to acquire a knowledge of the mode of clearing new lands to
advartage-it is a difficult, art and requires mruch experience, this on
a general scale might be in some measure overcome by settling experien-
ced men promisc-uously. and from whose examples tihe Esigrants would
soon learn,' or otherwise employ.a man in each township who has a per.
fect knowledge of the proper method, te give instructions to settiers,
whici in a short time would tender them expert in the task.

John Neilson, Esquire, a Member of this House made
answer ta the following Questions.

Q. Iaveyous had ansy eperience in laying out and making
roas through wiId lands, and if so, will yot inform the Com-
mittee of what you thinlk the beft and lheapest plan for opening
roads through suclh lands ?

A. Ihave had sone~experience ofthe kind at Valcartier,
where I personally superintended th e opening of a road through

the woods.of nearly three miles inilength from St. Ambroise, to
the RiverJacques-Cartier ;'I.have:also:hadseveral other roads
made in that quarter last fall I:had a very good Cart Road
through the bush made for 10s perArpent, or about £13S 10s.
per mile.'If I injended-to get a:new. Road laid out and "made,
to effect à' fit-st settlement at a distance:in the woods, I should

proceed in the folloiving manri r '

The firststepto béetakien oÜld be toemploy threéètrusty Ib..
dians, or others accistmedi to the Voods ansd Country ,vörk, by
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the day, to explore and mark-out the casiest and nearest place for
a road, avoiding steep Hills and Morasses, by which a Conimon
Horse and Cart might transport, say -five Cwt. withoutunload-
ing. If the:Road is not well-laid out bymen -who know what
t is to drive a Horse and loaded Cart in the woods, the labour

and Costs will be-endless and perhaps altogether, lost. On the
Report of the Indians or others wel qualified asabove,, the road
night.be visited and proposals for contracting issued ·immediately

by posting:in public places and notifying by Criée on a :Sunday
after -Divine Service at the Church door.

The Road should be cut -twelve french feet wide, and the
whole width cleared off ; the ftnumps taken out or cut below the
level of the road and the black earth, or six inches below the ge-
neral surface, the highplaces to be levelled down, and 'the hol-
lows filled up, so that a Common Horse could travel it in the
wettest seasons with a Cart loaded with five Cwt. at leasst with-
out unloading.

Logging, paving witlh logs, and draining, where necessary, are of
course included, the price to be so much per Arpent, advance. o f
,one third on furnishing two good securities and, commencing the
work, one third-when completed, and one third :on report of
approval by experts:: the time at which the work wili· be. ready
for delivery to be stated.: it;might be, proper perhaps to divide
the wholeinto numbered lots of:thirty arpents,. each commen-
cing from the opening of the road, receiving proposals for either of
the numbers.

The manner in which the road is to be: made to be carefully
expreffed in the Advertise.ments, for the price depends upen the
manner in whichlthe work is to be done as weil as the, decision
of the Experts : unless a legal, road is made at once thirty six
frenchi feet wide, and the,ý. Treecut down half: an. arpent on

both sides, it is not necessary te.make a first cart road in the woods
videror better than above described, .twenty,. thirty, forty or
even sixty feet vide woudd not prevent it,being encumberedwith
falling Trees, indeed when theRoad iswidetheyare more apt
to fall,.. and the sun getting in, the brush, grows up, sooner and
snow drifts formin winter. If a cart'roadismade,immediately
after it is.done, there ouglit to be a Procès.,Verbal of'it'by the
Grand Voyer, determining the manner and by.whom it is to be
made and kept up in future. ""

Q. What do you conceive ta be the Most.advantageous mode of ex-
ploring extensive tracts of vild lands, with a vieow of ascertaining the_
practicability offorming thereor new settlements ?

A. New settlements can only be successfully formed where there is a
certain degree cf facility in communicating with 'thè old-the iants of
an agricultural population are se extensive, the means and support tiat
they require from external sources before they can derive théi frem the
soil 'which they occupy, are so1considerable, that'no successful agricultu-
ral settlements have ever been made in Aïnerica withoit such facilityof
conmiuinication. The ocean and' navigable rivers at first affor·ded this fa-
cility, the settlements made on the seashore'oron the banks of naviga-
ble rivers having subsequently furnished the external support to the new
settlements in the interior, by. means of Roads.of communication open.
ed in te rear of successive settlements. sThese are onlypracticable as a
means of communication to a certain distancé andwhere :natural circum-
stances are favorabe.-For the purpose of: forming agricultural settle-
mentsait is net necessary then to explore a country to any great distance
frum existing settlements or navigable waters. No new settlement can

suport itselffar from the af rementioned aids. Toattempt them is a
disadvantageous waste of meins which ought to be more usefuly em-
ployed. r

It is necessary however to-explore aàcountry to a consideîable extent

beyond the immediate acite cf an intended settlement, in order to ascer-
tain whether it possess those prospects of future prosperity, which in no
small degree'depend on its situation in respect te adjacenttractseof laird.

The inhabitants cf, a small tract of the most fertile soil are never so
thriving as those even of an iferior soil, vhen:surrounded by extensive
tracts oLfertile and, particularly if.the roads of communication of thela-t.
ter-te-their markets lie thro'.the lesser tract.

The generaliGeographical knowledge f, Lower Canada, shewing tioc
existing settlements ánd the curses of the Riera towards thir mouths,
is sufficient to peint oui where exploring partiesoughi to L employed.

Thefe generally, are too rich for a Grain

Crop till they have been reduced by a root Crop,·which is hard-

ly ever wanied to the extent of the whole of the new clearings-
Hemp alfa anfw&ers well on all.old lands richly manured, and
brought into a Staie of Garden Culture. The Expenfe and the

qunrtity of manure for any great extent of it, would be great and

hinder other Culture which is confidered to be indispenfible.
From 1793 to 1816. The price of Wheat in Canada was so

high as to leave no inducement ta try any other Article of Culture,
particularly one which is not an Article of food and for which

there was no certain and ready demand.
Wheat vhich forms the Chief Article of food in the Country re-

quires to be fown in quantities fufficicnt in the event of a bad year,
fil ta enfure a fufficiency of food. All the labour that can be fpared

is gencrally and may be làfely laid out on its Culture. If the feafon

prove favorable the furplus finds a fale at the farmers' oWvn door.

Hem p does not offer tlie fame advantages. It might be Cultivated
in finall patches about the Houfes ; but what is to be done with it

after it is Cultivatd-It may be known how it is to be fown to

produce the best rind-When the two forts are be pulled, how pre-

pared; yet what is ta be donc with it ? Carry it ta the Town ?
Who ,will buy it? What price ? Take it ta the Naval Yard at
Kingùon in Upper-Canada or look out for an Agent ? Carry it
round the Shops to look for a purchafer and not one to be found ;
,who knows the Article or thinks it worth buying ? Yet under

thefe Çircumftances it is fometimes thought wonderful that the

Canadian farmers do not Cultivate Hemp !1: The only wonder is
that there fhould be any perfoh who can expect, that under fuch
circumftances they *ill atteipt to Cultivate it.

To give thern a fair trial, samples of Hemp drefred as it is re-'
quired, vith the price per pound, ought ta be . fent to every
JlIarchalnd in the Country :-Let hin fhew the Article and offer

the price in ready nmoney ; if it is a remunerating price, the article
vill certainly be produced in abundance. Short printed directions
might alfa be placed with the Marchand; but they muft.bet'ery
shot and sùrc otherwife better have.none, but merely fay to be
Cultivated the fame as flax but only thinner and prepared in the
fame way, to be prodaced like the fample,

I have been told that in Ruffia the whole ofthe Hëmp is grown
in finail patches near thé Hoifes.,

I do not know in what ftate it is received from the peafantry,
the famples given here ought to be in the fane Rate if pra&icable.

SKETCH OF THE.FIRST SETTLEMENT ON THE OTTAWA OR GRAND
RIVER.

The Committee having requefled from P. WRIGHT, Esquire, a

particular account of the Settlerment effected by him in the
Townfhip of Hull, and any obfervations which he might think
material upon the fubject of newi Settlements, the following
paper was delivered in by hini.

MUy Parents were of the County of Kent, England, and were

brought up to the Farming and Grazing bufiness. They Emi-

grated to the Province of MafWachufeitsm, in New-England, where

I was born in the.year 1760, .and there I lived ontil I.ns thirty-
fix vears of age in the occupation of Farming and Grazing.

In 1796 I came to Montreal, in Canada, to explore the Coun-

try, being determined to change my refidence. into Canada, ha-,

vine a large fanily to provide for ;.after fpending, fome time in

exploring the Country, I returned to, Woburn the place.ofniy,
birth, and in 1797, I came again to.Canada and vifited Quebec..
I then viewed the Country on.both fides of the Saint-Lawrence,
the whole of the diftance from Quebec until I arrived at the Ot-

tawa or Grand River, in the Townfhip of Hull, taking.,time to

explore and examine the Country, but more particularly the parts,

bordering upon both fides of the Ottawa or Grand River ; I alfo

particularly examined the faid River as r-espects Navigating iti with

the advantages and difadvantages attending a new Settlement in

that Country: after fpending foie time in the above purfuir, I
returned home to Woburn.

In the year 1798, I came again ta obtain further information

ns regards the local fituation of the Lands on the Ottawa or Grand

River; which having done, I returned ta Maffachufetts vilth a de-

termination to commence a Settlemnent upon:the faid Ottawa or

Grand River. I endeavoured to hire fome Axemenbut could not

fucceed in confequence of the great diaance, having to go cighty
miles beyond any Settlementi, as was the fituation of the Country
bordering on the Ottawa or Grand River at that time.

This part of the Country has immenfe refourcesin fineTimber,
not only:Merchantable but for making Aflies, fufficient ta furnilli

great fupplies for any foreign Market, even ta Load 1000 Ves-

fels. Tlhis- part of the. Country was unknown or unthought of

by the Inhabitants of Montreal, except the North, Weft Conpany
whofe interenl appeared ta be. to keep the faid Country inthe then

unhabited fate, and confequently not feeling a defire ta recom-

inend a Settlement in this part of Canada ; however, not wifhing
to give up my intentions of Efablifhing a Seulement,.Ihired
two respectable Men in Maffachufetts, for the purpofe of going

with me to the Ottawa or Grand River, and after having viewed
the Country we returned'home, and they made a Report to the
Public nearly as follows :

That they had ascended the Ottawaor Grand River one hundred
,and twenty -miles from Montreal ; the firt forty-five miles they
found-fome Settlers who appeaied rather inactive as far as related
to their farms, but little done, to what apparently might be done,
towards making themfelves independent Farmers. We however
ascended the Ottawa or Grand River up the Rapids fixteen miles
farther, to the head of the Long Sault, continuing our courfe fixty
four'miles farther up the river. From the head of the Long Sault
to Hull the River is remarkably fmooth and the water flill and
fufficiéntly deep to float a Sloop of War: at "the la. mentioned
place we .propofed to explore the Townfhip back of the River
accordingly we fpent twenty days, fay from the-1st to the 20th
October 1799. I fhould think that we climbed to the top of
one hundred or more trees to view the fituation of the-Country,
which we accomplifhed in the following manner ;--we cut fmaller
trees in fuch a manner as to fall slanting and lodge in the branches
ofthofe large ones, which we ascended until we arrived it the top,
by this means ive vere enabledto view the-Country, and alfo the
tmber, and by the timber we were enabled tojudge of the na-
ture of the foil which we found to answer our expectations ; and
after having examined well the local fituation' of the Townfhip of
Hull,:we descended. the River and arrived after-much fatigue at
Montreal, where ve gave a general description of our discoveries
and returned home to Maffachufetts, where after a Report ivas
made public about the fituation'of this part of the Country, I
was enabled to obtain and hire as many men as I wanted, in order
to commence the new Settlement.

Limmediately hired about twenty-five Men and brought them
with my Mill Irons, Axes, Scythes, Hoes and all other kinds of
Tools I thought moi ufeful' and ,neceffary, including fourteen
Horfes and eight Oxen, feven Sleighs and five Famulies, together
ivith a number of Barrels of clear Pork, deflitute of bone, ofmy
own railing, ail oftýwhich left Woburn on the fecond of Februa-
ry, 1800, and arrived in Montreal on the tenth, and after a fhort
ftay inMontreal we proceeded on our route for the Twnfhip of

Huil, making generally amongft the old Settlements about fifreen
miles, per day for the firft threc days owing toOur -Horfes and
Oxen travelling abrean,: and our Sleighs being wider than vhat
is ufual in this Country. 'Under thefe difficulties we travelled the
three firft days, flopping withýthe hilbitan., thofe three nights un-
til we-got i-o the foot of the Long Sault, which ïvaS to the end
of any travelled road in that direction in Lower-Canda. Being
then eigity'miles fron u'r defination, and no road, we founid
that it was impoffible to proceed in confeijuence of thedépth of
fnow, and were therefore obliged t make a ftand andfetOne part
of our men to alter our teams fo astto go lingly, andthe other part
of the men-to proceed forward ta cut the road, after making the
neceffary preparations we proceeded on for the head of the Long
Saulit, obferving before night came on to fix. upon fonme fpot
iear wvater' to encamp for the night, particularly obferving
that there was' no dry trees ta fiill upon us or our cattle, and if
there ývas to cut themn down. Thenñzve cleared'away the fnow
and cut down'trees for fire for the'whiole"nighit, the Women and
Chiidren fleeping in covered Sleighsandl dthé Men with blankets
tourid the fire, and the Cattle made faft ta the 'fanding trees ; in
this fituation about thirty of lus fpent the night, and I muil fay
that I never faw men more chcerful and happy in my life', than
they feeied to be, havig no landlord to call upon us for our.
expenfes, nor to .complain of our extravagance, nor no dirty
floors to fleep upon, but the fweet ground vhich belonged, to
our.ancient Sovereign, obferving- to taker ourý refreflhment and
prepare fufficient for the day, fo as to lofe no time on Our journey
when day light, appeared, always obfervingto keep our Axemen
forward cutting the road and ourforagingTeamnext the Axemen,
and .the Familles mi therear, and in this way we'proceeded on
for three or four days, obferving ta look out&for a gbod place for
our Camp, until we arrived at the head of!the Long Sailt: From
that' place wve travelled the whole of the ditance upon the ice
untill we came to the intended fpot which is about fixty-five mi
les. My guide that I had takenup with methe.fallbefore 'was
quite unacquainted with, the ice and likewife the whiole of oùr,
party, as not one of ushad ever:travelled;up this ice befare; pur
three former journies had been by.water.iý,We travelled up the
ice verylow, as we were very much mintimidated for fear of Iofing
any of our Cattle, keeping ourAxemen for.vard tryiug every rod
of. ice. The ice being covered'tvith fnowtabout one:foot thick-,
fa that it was impoffible to knorw whetiertf ice was good -with-
out foundirig it withthe axe.'

I cannot 'pass over this account wthout giviig e particulars
of a Savage, fo called, fromwhom I received the greaeft huma-
nity it' is poffible to express.. Onour journey up the River on the
firai day we met a Savage and is 'Wife drawing aChild upon a
little bark fleigh; they. loseld at us vitlî'aft'dnifhmemt,. at eeing
aur habits, manner'an duom, and more especially at ourcat-

tie, they viewedus as if wehad camefrom fome di ant partor
from the Clouds, :hey were f aftoriifhed wiking round òur
teams as wc wcre then ha!ted, and trying to make incourfc with
us concerningthe ice; butnota word coud we unde and from
him, Wueobferved im pomt to the " wood as if givig directionc
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ta liis-Squawto go into the Woods and make herfelf comfortable;
ihe immediately left him and went off into the woods,andlhe m-
mediately·proceeded to the head of our company without 'the
promife of fee or reward, with his finall axe trying the ice every
'iep ve venr, asif lhe had'been the proper guide or oavner of the
property. We paffed on until we found Knight coming on, and
the Banks of the River being fo high, fay about twenty feet, that
it vas found impolible to ascend them with our fleighs, we then
left our fleighs upon the ice and ascended the Banks of the River
and cleared away the fnow, cut down large trees as ufual ta make
a fire,' carefully obferving .that -no ftooping or dead trees could
fall upon us; and after cooking our fupper and getting our regular
refrefhiment we then brought up-our bedding and fpread round
the fire and made ourfelves as comfortable as poflible, having
nothing over us but large 'treès'and the Canopy, of the Heavens.
Before day light in the morning we cooked our breakfaff and pro-
vifions for the day, and as foon as day liglit appeared we were
ready to proceed, onur march. I muft obferve that our Indian
behaved vith' uncommon civility during she'night taking his re-
gular refrefhments'with1ui, and proceéded to the head of the com.
pany as he had done the preceding day with uncomnmon agility.
Al.being under way as foon as day light appeared,,weproceeded
on this day as ufual without meeting with any accideint, when
night was approaching we did the fane as the nightbefore, and
likewife began:aur march early in the morning in much the fame
vay, our Indian taking the lead as before Oving tothe deepness
of the fnowit took us about fix days in pafling up this River,
about fixty-*6ur miles, and we all airived fafe at the ownfhip of
Hull. After fome little trouble'in cuttingthe brüfh nd'banks ive
ascended theheight-which'is about twenty feet fron the water.
Our Savage after he had feen us fafe up the bank and fpïent the
night with'us gaveus t underftand'that' he munt reïuri back tb
his Squavand Child 'and after receiving foine prefents for his
great fervices, hetoók his' departure for his Sqluawi, having tog
at leani Lfixty ieswhen ie left us. Our men thank ed him in the
benl manner' they could make him underftand,:and , three:times
huzzaed him, and lie left us.in great',fpirits, being well:pleafed. We
arrived at this place on the feventh of March, and immediately
with the afflaancë ofaill hands we felled'the finr tree, forievery
perfon thatwas able to ufe' the Axe endeavoured and aflifted iw,
cutting'; after havig_ fo done «we comnenced cutting down add
clearing a fpot för the erection of a aIoufe, and ,e continued cut-
ting,' clearing.and ·erectingothier buildings for thë acc5xiioda-
tion "of 'the' familesi and men. "And i's' foonNas we commènced
cuttingnd cleaning, the Chiefsaf wo Tribes of I dians'tbat live
at othe Lake f 'the Two Mountains came ta'us and viewed aifour
Toòls and Miterials wth'aftonifhment, and would aften hoop
and.laugh as they werequitef'unacquainted with Toolsor' things
of that nature. Theyalfo viewed with anonifhment the ,manner
in whichee harneffed a our Oxen,: Horfes, &c. alt being har-
neffed by pairs. They feemed ta view all our things, cattle,' &c.
withgreatpleafu. Sarë ine of' thei fetched their'children to fee
the Oxen 'and Hòrfes, they having never feen a tameranimal >be-
fore, being bi-ought up near the great Lakesupon the Weafward':
they would alfoa ask thè liberty of ufing one or two 0f our Axes'
ta f liow 'thëy''could 'cut dowvn a treë'ith'them, as their
Axes are very fmaill, weighing only half a poundour axes weigh-
ed from'four' ta five pounds.' When they had cut down 'a tree
th'ey ould jua p, hoop aind'huzzabeing quite'plèafed withhaving
cut dowthe 'tree fa qick. Thèÿ'received a glassof 'rumeach
and returned ta, their fugar making' in the greateieharnony.
They continued very friendly ta pass backward and forward for
about ten days, often receiving. fhallprefents, for which they
made me returns in fugar, venifon, &c.

Theira Chiefs affembled together, and:procured>'an English, In-
terpreter of the name of George Brown,.,formerly:a clerk in the
Indin rrade;who alfo had an Indian wife and family, 'and fpoke
both Lapguages. They'requefed him to demand of me by what
authorityLîwas cûtting dowr their wood and tking poffeflion of
th'eié rland'

Ta which'I anfweed-by virtue of authrity received at Qe-
bec frein iteir Great Father'ho lived on he other fideôf the
ivater, and Sir, JriJohn ,an vho' kn' was agent iri the
Indian Départe in for throigh hini ile ecéived thei yearly
dues from Government.:

They .could hardly fuppofe tlieir Great Father or other perfons
at ,Quebec would. allow me to:cut down theirTirnber and clear
their Land and, defroy; their. Sugaries and Hunting Groundâ
without confulting them, asthey had-been in, the -peaceable and
quiet poffiln'of thefeLands forgenerationspait.1I nMuft confi-
der that~thfe' falls and ,rivers were convenientfor th'en' to arry
on theitr bufinéfs,?and'that iheir fan ilm s wanted fupp'rt"as well
às mine- T

etold the Ia d t egula documents froa heir Grëa"F-

They'believed that.if I had ftayed at home it would have been Appendix
ta their interet as they had great dependance upon that fituation, (R.)
it being the chief Hunting Ground, Sugaries and Fitheries &c. ,
which was the chief fupport of their fanilies, and they were afraid 4th Febnî.
of further difficulty that would arife between us, fuch as taking
their -Beaver, deftroying their Deer, breaking up their Sugaries
and caufing a deal of trouble ; that I muft know that clearing off
the Foreft was driving back their game, whichwould totally dif-
lodge then of their former expectations,

I told them they munt be fenfible that the tools and materials
which I had brought were not for hunting or fifhing, but for the
clearing of .land, and I fhould endeavor to protect their Beavers
and Fifhing Ground; but as ta the Sugaries, them I murt make
ufe of as the land was already given mE. I would obferve further
ta them that, this efnablifhment would be a great convenience to
them, and was intended fb by their Great Father, ta have;a Set-
tlement and ,Mills, inorder to fupply thein with all theirprovi-
fions inflead of going.to Montreal, which they knew was a dan-

'gerous and difficult paffage.
. . They anfwered-we know the paffage is very difficult and are
furprifed how: you found the way here with ail thefe tnen, Bag-

Sgage and Cattie. The white people! always .tell us fair flories ta
drive us back'; you-tell us that you come here for:Farming,: and
that you will: protect our Beaver Hunts, Fifheries &c. but we
fec you have'got Guns, Powder and Shot-what are you going
ta do with them 2

We obierved that all'our Farmers where we come froni keep
Guns, Powder and Shot ta protect Our Farns, fuch as killing

Hawks when:they come upon our Poultry, the Squirrels that
eat up our Grain in the:fields, Bears when they kill our Hogs
and Calvës, and Wolveswhen they kili our Sheep

They then faid, that is all very good, if ufed for that purpofe;
but if you doasother white, people hae done you vill make, ufe
of thele Guns for killing, our Beaver, 'Deer, Otter, Mufk-Rats
and Bears,-,we are afraid you vill not be:contented upon your
.own Lands, ,but ,will go out a difnance ta oué ponds and take
our'dBeaver,, and then for retaliation if we lhould come and
take - your Sheep and Cattie, 'that will bring 'on difilculties
and difpute's, and that wo'nt anfwer. You say our Great' Father
is making this fettlement for our. good, but we are afraid it wiil
be ta our difadvantage inftead of doing us good.

Ltold them I had received irict directions to ufe them well and
I intended fa ta do, and if they would go ta their, Sugaries and
collect all their materials that they wifhed ta part with, as they
,had finifhed making of Sugar, that I would pay cash for themn at
a fair, price.
''They' agreed that this was very fair and accordingly it was
'done and'the amount was paid, which was under five pounds, and
they affured me, that as I appeared ta be very honefitand fair
with them , they would alwaysibe'fo by me, and ' that they~had
one more offei ta make me, that if I would give them' thirty dol-
lars they would give up' their claim' tothe Lands.-I told them
that I had'offeréd to fhew thenm'all my Titles from 'their Great
Father and would wifh ta have them produce their Titles, as that
was the way we; white' people made our* arrangements refpecting
Lands,'and I could not give theni any money on account of the
land bufinefs until they produced to me papers that they had a

-righti to them.They obferved to' me that they did not make the
arrangements themfelvs with the Grat Father, but i wvas made
by their anceftors 'prior totheir-doing bnfinefs, and they had no

'papers to lhew at this time, but that they always fuippofed that
they had an undoubted rigbt ta the'Lands fron what their Fa-
thers had told'them, together with the'Iflands'in the 'River; as
they had in"Montrealigivený leafes of foine of thofe Iflands be-
fore Peter'; Lukin;,Notary 'Public, particularly an' fland:called
'Studders Iflandý in the Rapids:of the Long Sault,'about feventy
miles below, and:that rhev ,were willing we lhould make further
enquiry relpecting the fane. I faîd that according ta the infor-
mation I had collected fron their Fathers at Quebec they had
no politive right taany Lands, nor'éould they hold any title in
their own'capacity, and if they-'had' leafed any Lands they had
done wrong, for they knew they receivéd annually prefents'from
the Governmert, 'whichiwere on account Of their relinquifhing
*aliclaims ta theLands. 'They obferved if that was the cafe it1was
hard oà- then,a's theirannua ipréfents.were but trifling, "and
that ihey>would ricirt'ta their fupeiist dlecide that I hokuld
go to Montreal t Sir John Jonfon, Mr. Lee, the Commiffary
of the IndianDepartment andto Mr. Lukin-I agreed ta go the
next Moon and'their anfwer was to be decifive-I accordingiy
went the riext moon and Sir John Johnfon told me:the Indians had
no right tothe Lands foi they had their prefentsin'lieuof Land,
>andthat they; c6uld not hirider' me front theIlawful"poffeflion of
î-i. " alfo' went'teo-Mr." Lee;äand lhe toldme 'the1fame;I theri

<went ta Mr'LUkir'and afked'hiin if helhad ver made out tIe
faid laafen't Mr.Stdërs,e h old'neihe had don efo I
ia&de ifTpöed h hlai"right or auithoriiy fa ta do,

he obfer'dtha tatnt«s more tian hec' ôouilanfwr.-.he r-dde
itlis iele,'aNs'Public'wh'rit*pefoncant ' him ind
ask d him tôod. a icceà f firbe'eenrtlm, that le d i it

Saccorwiag their, iretions nd twas theirbufirnefs iouti der-
,ftand the ppniiyor improprietyofhlame. I tenreturned
hometo Hull and made my Rëport in-the.following-manneito
the Indians-tlhaieSir John Jolintoni .Mr. Lee and.Mr.:Lukin,
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Appendix had obferved ta me that they had nio right to the Lands as they
(R.) received prefents as a compenfation, and requefted me ta obferve

to them that their Great Father expected them to treat me as the

4th Feby. owner of the foil, and not injure any of my property in any way
or manher, and ta treat me as their brother and:for me ta ufe
them in as friendLy a manner as circurnaances would allow, and
to tell themi they mua fnot leafe any Lands or Iflands, if they did
it would have a tendency ta dceftroy their yearly prefents. They
anfwered that they hiad never underftood it in that nature, but

they did not know that they had any reafon ta difpute the report
made by ie, although it appeared hard ta them, and they found

they had net tIe advantages they thought they had before, and
for the future I fhould always find them friendly. They then a-
-greed that I flsould be a Brother Chief, and if any difficulties
occurred it should be fettled by mutual agreement amongft the
Chiefs. Then they procecded te crown me in their ufual man-
ner as a Brother Chief-then we dined together and kiffed eacih

others cheeks, and a number of other ceremonies paf d, too nu-
me:,ous ta mention, fuch as burying the hatcher, and a number

.of other ufual Indian formalities. Since vhich we have often as-

sembled togeth1cr in the greateif harmony in bothVillages upon

various occafions, all which lias been vith the greateft friendilhip
*and good uniderflanding 'without having ta revert t aone quefion
for the Law te decide. I muft acknowiedge that never was ac-
quainted witi ny people that more ftrictly.regarded juftice and

equity than thofe people have for ihefe twenty years paft.
After having arranged vith the Indians we' continued cutting

down 'and clearing a fpot for the erection of a houfe and ve con-
tinued cutting and clearing and erecting other buildings for the
accommodation cf the faîniliescand n'en.

As 1Ilhad laid in à gaod ftock of Hay' and Grain wiich I gave
freely unto my Cattie, I vas furprifed te find that they took ta
the woods living upon browfe, fuch as the buds of fallen timber
and the joint rufh thatflood through the fnow, which was about

feven inches deep. In this wasy the Horfes and Oxen finiifhed

out the fpring, and I never faw working cattle in fa good 'con-
dition in the month of June as they were, being:in fuli flelih and

good ipirits. Our grain was ufed by the inen, thereby making ta

nie an additional faving in provifions. '

I was alfomuch furprized ta find the fnsow difappeating fa very

soon b y thawing underneath, and on examination I found no froi

in the ground; beng quite the reverfe of Maffachufetts wlhere there
is froni three ta four feet froft in the ground in the fpring,. which

prevents vegetation from coming forward fa foon as 'if it were a-
ttherwife. The Spring opened much. earlier than I ever knew it
in Maffachufetts, whicih gave us all great encouragement, ail the
men being inuch pleafed with Country in finding vegetation come
foriward fa much carlier than they were accuftomed t fee it; which

gives life ta the farmer and is the fupport of Agriculture.,
We continued cutting down during the whole of :March, April

and May, building and putting in our vegetables and Garden Stuffs,

&c.. and continued fa ta do:until we began te burn our:fallows

(which is the timber felled in rows) for winter wheat,which ought

ta beput into the Ground in the month of August ta expect.a
good Crop-Our provifions now began te run fhort and we were

obliged ta go ta Montreal, a distance of one hundred and.twenty
miles, te obtain rneans of fubsistance until our Crops could be har-
vested-this circumstance retarded in fome meaftre t.e advance-

ment of the Seulement. Our only communication was by wvater
and the Navigation of the River, particularly,the Long Sault vas

entirely unknown ta our men, :,and thofe who understood the

minner of going up and down tie River, :could not beu,hired fhort

of thrce Dollars per day-The fwiftness of the water and crooked
Channel, being interrupted with large rocks or reels :of- Stone

projecting into the River, and the Waters rifing and falling about
fourteen feet on thofe rapids oving ta the North- Waters or Spring
frefhets, being cornpelled ta pass as near the, fhore as poffible to

have the benefit of Tow Ropes, renders the Navigation very dif-
ficult:

The year 1800 was spent in clearing land, building, and raising vege-
tables and roots, ansong tIe latter was about oie thlousand busiels of Pu-

tatoes, vhici I put inta the ground (to keep hsein through the winter)
su deep, tliat 1 lust the whole of 'them by the rot occasioned by the heat
cf isa grusil.

Ve prepared sonme land for the fall wlheat, and sowed about seventy
bushels ùupeon sevcnty statute acres, and prepared about thirry acres' for

spn % ivicat and peas ; alsD a great deal of tine spent in exploring ant
going to Muntreal for provisions. Seeing my people were goimg on

well, and comfortable as to-provisiors, houses, &c. I gave directionshow
ta proceed uttil-my retun.-

1801 ; I returned back ta Woburnnin Massachusetts, and at the same
time carried my men home according ta our, agreement .and -paid them

off, but the greater part of them came back again' the same winter, and
by an agreement took lands, they finding the lands. much' better inthe
Township of Hull than, in the State of Massachusetts.This spring
we finished our spring wheat sowing in tie month Of'"March, about thir-
ty acres.. I iad the second year of my clearing or hsundred ,acres'of

the bestwhcat i ever sav. I immediatély bouilt a large barn, 36 by 75,
and 18 féer posts, and thii barn yas not large ceough te holId the whole
of my whatl by seven stacks ; i should suppose there vere 3000 bushéls
ait least ; i reastired one acre, and then threshed it out pon te spot,
there vere forty bushels ipori th'aicre. I also surveyed thé Town- and

ship of Hull this year commeocingupon the second day of- Jul% with

ten men, and continuedti until the ninth day of October ami placed;'377
square posts, being a Township of 82,429 acres, it:béing a badTown.

sbip ta survey, owing to the Gatineau River running at an angular direc-
tion through the whole of the Township, and not fordable at any place
that we rnew of for the.pace of fifty miles up; this Survey I should
suppose cost me about £800.

lnuphe autumn 1 secured ail my crops, the crops excceded every per-
son's expectations that' was with me, or any thingwe hiad ever seen or
kîiewn in the latitude of 42 degrees, and ail without theihelp of manure,
which iwas the more surprising to those who had been accustomed to go
to Boston and obtain it at the p'rice of three dollars per load. After
closing our fall work, 1 then issued a Notification that any- person who
understood farming and wisied ta obtain lande, night be supplied on ap-
plication ta me, on the most advantageous terms, and I would lend them
a certain quantity of wheat and other seed, until they could raise a suf-
ficient quantity upon their own farms ta repay'me. Then the settlement
commenced by several persans, in that part of the Township which I was
entitled ta, and I commenced building Mills, there being no Mill neares
than eighty miles of the Township. . Before I built my Mills, it cost me
twice as much ta get my grain ground, as it did to raise it :I then buit
a Saw-mill and Grist Mill, which cost me' eigit hundred pounds and
about five hundred pounds in other buildings. I also clered about one
hundred Acres of Land this year, and laid down in grass about the same
quamiity. I also received a quantity of Hemp Seed from Commissary J.
W. Clarke ; I sowed it and it'did exceedingly well. i then sent a bundle
and gave it ta the Hemp'Committee, and it was deposited in the Com.
mittee Room, it measured fourteen feet long, and very fine. I raised
that year eleven parts out of thii teen that was raised ini the whole Pro-
vince of Lower-Canada,·according to a Certificate tiat I.received from
the Hemp Committee of Montreal, and another from the Commander in
Chief. Il sent two samples of Seed vith two bundles of ithe Ilemp and
tthe Certificate ta the Society of Arts, and received in return a Silver
Medal. This isa very fine country for the growth of Hemp, but the rea-
son I did net continue ta grow.it upon a large scale, was, the expense of
preparing it for market ; my Hemp peelers clharged me one dollar per day,
or ane bushél of wheat, laborers being very scarce in te Township of
Huli. I saved nearly orne hundred bushels of Hemp Seed wlich I sold
in Montreal ai a fair price.1 was obliged to send the'Hemp to Halifax
rtâ fid a sale for it. I still continueitu grow small quantities for my own
Use.-

I also built a Henp Mill, which cost me [300, which Mill was by
accidènt brnit with-tóv other Mills. I lost by this accident about
£1000.

1803, I extended my:improvements in clearing of landsto about 380
acres, generally sowing down teograss the Land thathad borne two crops
of corn, in order ta obtain a quauîtiy of good Tiinothy and Clover Hay
for. wincrermg my catle; tbis is one of the first points in grazing farms.
I am much surpriscd the Inhsabitants lent sow mre grass see, mut
be a great disadvantage ta them minsummering their.cattle ; if they were
td clear soine new lands',high swells of land, and 50w itwith grass seed,
there thé gass is sweeind the cattle vould go into their oarisfat,ind
ivould net take half the quantity of fodder. te winter' then s they do
by the mode they now follw

1801,' This'year I commenced building a Blacksmith's shop, vhich
'is large enough for ftur workmien to wrk in, (it contains four pair of

employed in thed fferent mechanical businesst radesand agriculture.

And I aho commenced a Tannery for tanning afdéeather upon a large
scale, and I obtained fron' Néev-Y rk aCylinàder for' grinding cf ibark
als b>'Ivater; also cleareda ju tit cf Land, comeiced making

Roads'and buil several l rxdges.
1805, Tiis year we continueTld as imichin th saie course ta clear

off Lands and arranging the néw 'Roads making provisions for new sett-
lers' sowing' wheat -' I employed about the same numberof men as th e
ycar before, and laid dnvi more lanîd for'grazing, lpastures,a&c. i al-
so'made a trip ta 'Massachusetts,;and procured 'some valuable Stock and
Grass Seed, and collected arrears of debts duete me.

1806-I now thought proper ta post and make up my Accounts and
see what I had expeinded how much the Inhabitants owed me, asi
had then expended twenty lthousand Dollars. '1 hadjust returined fromr
Montreal having been duvn-with flur,.the expences f thisjourney had
consumed thewhole value of ir, as it was conveyed ,upon Sleighà drawa
by Oxen and the Iads~ bd.' As 1hld now been six, years iathe
,Towvnship'of Hull and expended ,my Capital 'it' was timne for me- to
loik eut fer ain Esport Market tò'cover my'Imports; ;eo'Export Mairkét

had then been found,"'as nót a'sxick cf Tirmber ihad eer: been sent fr om

that place down those danigerous Rapids. I tlienagreed to try to-get
¢some Tinmber ready aiid try it, and'accordinglý 1 thien set eut to examine
the Rapida quite down ta theshse cf Montreal. 'The.Habizanr whd had
been settled there neariy two hundred-ycars, told me.it was not, po -

sible for me ever ta get TJimber to Quxebec by the rote on theMonrth
side of the le of Montreal, as susch a thing sever'ihad beenglone nor

learnt the miannier of comuig down'twe can;nxow; oftentimes :comea down

thserm ind twenty 'fourlhours :howe"ert after~ much fatiguet and fer-
pence, we arrived atQtiebec.with the first'Tiberfrom that:twnship
that evercame to Quebe'c.e t cao be .brought ao halfpenny cheaper to

Quebec than it can te Montreal. This was ils thc year1807. Nowim
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the year 1823, upwards of three hundred common Cargaes were brought
to Q'ebec, and not one to Montreat îhrough the sane Channel, only
seventeen years back not. oneý Cargo of Timber came fromithe Grand'
River, and whoever lives to see seventeen or eighteen years hence will no,
doubt see four times that quantity, not only of Timber, but Potashes'
and Flour, Beef, Pork and many other Articles too numerous to sien.
tion, brought from the sane quarter to Quebec.

18 08.This Winter I endeavored to obtain employment for my sur-
plus men. The Summer we are obliged to employ a number of men, and
in the Winter one quarter of that number is sufRicient to carry on the
business of the Farm, and in order to find employment for-those addi.'
tional or surplus men, I commenced the Lumber business, drawing and
procuring Timber for my Millsand saving rthenminbto Planksand Boards
&c. If I had not given these men employment during thelVinter, it
would have been impossible for me to have obtained .men in the Spring
when I most wanted them, as the distance from any settlement was so
great ; but unfortunately for me on the 8th day of May 1 80S, my Mills
vere burnt and not my Millis only, but a large quantity öif Boards,
Planks &c. which were preparing for tle Quebec Market :.Il had. nota
piece of Board left for my ov use without either chopping it with an'
Axe or obtaining it from a distance of eighty miles, except what
%vas upon my buildings. This loss was most severely. felt, as it wasivery
near destroying the Settlement ; there was no insturance effectedupon
rny Mille; this loss made me almost despair of ever recovering it, or
doing any good upon the Settlement, and I was about to quit it, .but my
sons wished me not to despair: it was also a great loss to the Settlement
as the greater part of our cora vas in the Mill and burnt, with the ex-
ception of seven bushels of Flour, which was taken from the Mill the

snight before. And to scee the distress that was occasioned by ibis acci-
dent was most affecting. The square Timber lying afloat ;was saved,
with which I came to Quebec and returned as soon as possible, and
commenced a new Saw Mill; T set ail hands to work I could obtainY
and finished the Mill in sixty days. After so doing i commenced a
Grist Mill, which I also finisbed at the Fall of the year; during this
period I was obliged to obtain provisions from Montreal.

1809-This year was spent isimuch the-same routine as. the prece-
ding year, except- clearing about fifty acres of land, and aIso having in-
my employ about eighty men, sorne in different mechanical Branches
and others upon the Farm, and in preparing Timber for the Quebec
Market ; I hkewise built a number of buildings such as Barns, Stables,»
&c.

1812-This year, I let out ane hundred acres of woodland to be
cleared, branded, &c. and made fit for the harrow,, for the price or
sum of four ponde per acre*: 1 also built a Hlouse in the centre for the,
Workmen. I paid twenty five pounds for thIe Ashes and fifty pounds to
have it wel harrowed and cross harrowed, the whole amounting to the
sum of £500, which was finished and sown that September with Wheat,
and fenced round : I also employed a number of men in exporting Tim.-
ber to Quebec, and also upon the different Farms amounting-to about
nlinety men.

1813-This year, T made a Road from the Saw Mill to the last
mentioned house I built, distànce about one and a half mile,. and.built.
a large Barn (say 40 by 70) eighteen feet post, covéred in and coin-
plete for receiving my Wheat ; at the -time of:harvest I employed about.
twenty additional men to assist in getting.in tie harvest, reaping, carit-
ing, &c. which tvheat I got in Well and ginood aorder. I also made an
addition to this Farm by clearing about eighty acres for the next year's
crop of wheat with my own men laborers,~and during the Winter we
threshed out our wheat and paid the laborers six shillinga for every ten
bushels for threshing, wvhich they cleaned and brought tO the Grist'
Mill. At the finishing of thrâshing of this vheat, we measàred three
thousand bushels : these three thousand bushels cost me two thousand
Dollars, for whieh I was offered nine thousand Dollars, thrce Dollars
per bushel beingat that*time the common price on account of the war.
I must say it iwas the most advantageous undertaking that I ever en-
gaged in since I commenced the Seulement, having a clear profit of seven
thousand Dollars.' I continued to expend upon the Farm. I then coin-
menced building sheds adjoining the same Barn upon ibis same Farm

100 feet west, 200 feet south, 200 feet èast and 100 feet ta the barn, Appendix
making in the whole eight hundred feet of shed. The sheds are eigh- (R•)
teen feet in width on the west, and- on the soutb thirty six feet, and &
upon the north and east they are eightcen feet wide, eighteen feet high 41 Feby.
on the east aide in the front of the square, by twelve in the rear with
racks and marigers, the whole of the distance round bound with
iron, the yard also is fenced- across, for different kinds of Cattle,
besides a number of smaller appartments all sufficient ta contain about
two hundred bead of Carde, well clap-boarded, painted, &c. - Upon
the outside in tiiis way I keep my Cattle, giving every kind a fair chance
to the air. I likewise built a large Distillery 40 by 80 with every ar-
ticle necessary for this Establishment with a shed of five hundred feet, and
troughs ta receive the wash for the benefit <if the Cattle, Hogs, &c.

1814.- In the year 1804 I sold one hundred ,acres of wood land
adjoining this said Farm, at the price o£ ten Shillings per acre, and in
the year 1814 having occasion ta enlarge my Farm, 1- bought this same
Farm of 100~ acres, after the persan had held it ten years and cleared
sixty acres and put some buildings tbereon' and paid him five pounds per
acre. 1 cleared. in addition to this :urciase 120 acres, seeded down
about thes ame quantity with red Clover, white Clover,and Timothy ;
and ta sow this Land with the above kinds of grass seeds, I take about,
a quart of each kind per acre, this is my general rule. I this year em-
ployed about twenty men upon tbis Farm; they were employed mostly
in clearing of Land and building of fences, &c ;'and also snwing the
fallows with fall wheat : I also made a new Road through the centre of
this Farm and we arranged the Farm into different Sections or Pastures
for the accommodation of mowing, tillage and"pasturage, and also put
upon this Farman additional number of Cows, sn as ta make the num.
ber up to forty, besides thirty yoke of Oxen, old and young, twenty
working Horses, besides breeding Mares, Sheep, Goats, Swine, &c.
This Farm up ta the present day contains about eight-hundred acres of
cleared land, divided into different Divisions for:the-accommodation of
the differentkinds of Cattle. I also built in addition to former buildings
six Barns upon this Farm ta stow the Hay and Corn, besides having a
number of large i ay ricks, for some years past; I had made it a rule ta
raise from thirty to^foty, Calves upon ibis Farn, besides Colts, Lambs,
Pigs, &c. I have in general about thirty old Pigs and.double thîat
number of young'ones,, besides fifty breeding Sheep.

1815.-During the year 1815 wve continud to cléar and improve
this Farim, and employed about twenty men during the Summer, and
about seven during the Winter, the others, which were not wanted, were -
employed in preparing Timber for the Quebec Market ; some employed
in taking out the smnallstunps ,androots, and level the roughest of
the places, asthe rootsbegan to decay according ta the size of the'uùmps.
Beech and rock naple stumþs are with much more ease iakenout after
the seventh year, Pine, Elm, Basswood and'Ilemlock are less liable ta
rot, and therefore require about fiftcen years before they can be taken
out especially those of the largest size. Every season I set a paît a cer-
tain number of days, and take fron two te six pair of Oxen harnessed
witi strdng chains which are fastened round the stumps and drawn up,
collected together into Piles and burnt upon the ground, and level the
places from which they were drawn ; this work is done mostly in our
mowing and tillage Lands, but those of the largest kind we omit until a
future time, as very year me are obliged ta spend some time in opening
of ditches fàr draining .the Land,'and' als- beiig very particular upon
the first fall ofSnowto sowmy-rgrass seed uapon-,the Lands intended for
nowing or pasturage,' and also ta:have a quantity of Wood land under-
brushed, and the underbrush, piledifor the better accommodation of cut-
ting our fire wood, so.as to have easy access for the wood, if the enow
should happen to be deep. This Land in the Spring is then burnt and
sown with Spring Wheat or other Seeds which isa great saving te the
Farmer.

1816 ta 1823.-These years were managed in muchtie same rou-
tine as the funnerycar. This Farm called the Columbia Farm has in the
whole about 800 acres of land cleared off, frona its natural Forest, since
the year 1811, into tillage, mo wing and pasturage, &c. say three hundred
Acrets in tillage. And 1 have, within these five years'past raised 143
head of Cattle upon this same Farm.

C aLUMB1A FAtLLs FARN ) AD VILL.As, No. 4, formerly called the
Chaud:ère Falls.

In the year 1801, I began to clear off this Land, which was at that
time in its Natural state, not a single tree or bush cut down ; alo buit a
log house and erected my Mills.-Tlhe Columbia falls which are adjoin-
ing the Village in tihe township of Hull, are of a very curious nature. A reef
of Rocks strietching across the river, occasions the Water to fall about
thirry feet perpendicular, and upon the upper part of these Falls thete are
thre Islands, one ofthose Islands divides tite stream of Water so as to
cause about-one fourth part to turn a little out of its original course, and
fail into an immense chasm, which lias been soutnded to the depth of J]l3
feet, this water is then lost in the bowels of the Earth and no person knows
where it again rises ; In these falls are immense caverns in qin irregular
form of about thirty feet deep, the number of Rocks and caverns at this
place are immense ; the strata and layers are of varions and curious form,
This cavern or tunnel wiil at high water in the spring of the year, convey
large quantities of trees and timber into it-And tu sec the velocity wih
vihic i t is whirled round is most suprnsing ; the force of water causing
such vast quantities of froth or surf, to collect to the thickness of 6 or
8 feet.-We have collectied two huindred Cords of broken timber out of
this place in the spiing scason, vhen the water is high. The gr eat ad-
vantages of these Fal are not yet known, the river night be easily brid-
ged across as the Rocks are remarkably high upon cach side. It seemns as if
nature iad formed the abutrients of a bridge, the span from side to side,
is about 92 feet, and this great body of water is crowded through this
Channel w th immense force. There is no place between tiese Falls and
Montreal, a distance of 120 miles, that there is any possibility of build-
ing a bridge across except at this place, from ience down the River for
sixty four miles, is a beautiful piece of smooth vater, from one to three
miles mde, and generally from 20 to 30 feet deep, fit for a sloop of war
to pass. We have a Steant-boat of ninety thrce feet keel, which passes
four times a veek up and dowtn this fine River, besicles the conveniency
of a fine smooth water above these Falls which.runs about thirty miles ;
and it is expected there wdll be estabbsied a Stcam-boat upon that part

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Appendix Rolert Christic, Esqnire, of Quebec, Advocate appeared be-
fore your Committee and ansvered as follows:

i--,s Q. Have you any local knowledge of the Country on the Ris-
41h Febg. tigouche River and what is the nature of it in general ?

A. Yes, 1 had occasion to pass that way last Summer towards
thie latter end of July, in Company with J. T. Taschereau, Es-
quire. The Country is generally mountainous, the whole dis-
tance from the Indian Village to near the Portage on the WJa-
gannis, and witlh little exception, the Hlills advance to the Edge
of the Wiater ; they appear for the most part unfit for the pur-
pose of Agriculture and are in general stupendously high and
steep, and in some places almost precipitous. There are liow-
ever finall intervals of alluvial Land in certain places, but thefe
are not very frequent nor fudiiciently extenfive for making any
confiderable Settlenents.-The face of the Country near the
Wagnisiv and on the Rifligouche, for fome diflance below it, is

more level than in the Inferior Parts of the latter river, but I
think that a Settlement iercabouts would labour under many dis-
advantages by reafon of its remoteness from other Settlements and
the difficulty in approaching it.

Q. What is the diftance and the nature of the Soil anid Country
on the Portage between the two Rivers W'gansis, one empiying
into the Rifligouche, the other into the Grand River, which alfo
discharges itfeif into the River St. John, at about live leagues
above the Grand Falls ?

A. The diflaice over the Portage is I believe generally reputed
to be three leagues, and from having travelled it, I fhould myfelf
think it to be fully that diftance. On leavingthe 'aransis on the
Rifligouche fide, there is a confiderable ascent, after lwhich the
land gradually flopes away until reaching the IVau,anNs on the
oppofite fide. The Land is very good and ,well wooded al) over.
The whole courre of the Grand River from the Portage to the St.
John, cight leagues, is alfo good land, and the people on the
.Madaîlawaska Settlement are beginning tomake Settlements on the
Lower parts of it near the nouth, which promife well. The Na-
vigation of this River (Grande Iivièr ) is in nany places obftrut-
ed by Jambs of drift wood torn away by the floods in the
Spring, which form dams across it, which year after year accu-
mulate filling up with Soil and fonetinies divert the courfe of the
River insto new Channels.

Q. Wlhat is the diflance froms the confluence of the Grand
and St. John Rivers to the confluence of the St. John and .Mvd-
.aska, and what is the nature of the Soil and appearance of the

Country ?
A. The diftance is about eiglit leagues and the whole way on both

fide is well fettled by a Colony of Acadians, who appear to be in
good circumafances, the land is a rich loamy Soi in general. Tihe
River in the Spring overflows its banks and leaves a depofit which
fertilizes the Ground to an aftonifhing degree. On either fide
of the River, the platins or flat Grounds extend inland for come
diflance. They produce abundance of Hay and Pafturage, and en-
able the Inhabitants to keep numerous flocks and herds, and thefe
vould, if they had any means of getting to Marker with them, be

a fource of great wealth to the Settlement.
Q. Have they no roads fo as to cone out to the St. Lawrence

and thence to the Qùebec Markets ?
A, No, they have in fact no fuch thing as a main road in their

own Settlement, ufing the river as fuch by means of pirogies or
fmall wooden Canoes, and this even from houfe to hutfe. Their
communication with the St. Lawrence, is extremely diflicult and
has I believe never been attempted by then with any thing like
produce or Stock of any kind: the people feel the difadvantages
under which in this refpect they are placed, and complain much
on that flubject. They have in coming to the St. Lawrence fifteen
leagues of water carriage to perform up the River .Madawaska
and Lake Temiscouata, before.getting to the Portage, which is
twelve leagues tlhrough and entirely impracticable for carriages.
They are distant fromn Frederiâon in New-Brunswick upwards of
fifty leagues, and the interruption of the Great Falls as well as
a ,want of roads in that direction alfo precludes them from that
Market.

Q. Is the land gencrally good throughout the Temiscoual
Portage, fi as to be fit for Settlements ?

A. Generally, it is good, but there is one tract k'ear the River
St. Francis, where it will be utterly impoffible to place Settlers-
It extends three or four miles on either fide of the Portage, but I
cannot fay how far in depth. The who!e face of the Country
hereabout is one entire bed of fhivered Stone. It would be very
eaf'y to forin Settlements on that Portage if the road were only
opened.

Q. Does the Portage abound with materials for making roadF,
and what in your opinion might a good road across that whole line
of Portage cofn ?

A. The Portage in many places abounds with good materials
for roads, fuch as timber for Ponages or caufeways, Stone and
Gravel in abundance. I do not confnder myfelfas any way fit for
giving an opinion as to the probable cost of making a good road
through the Portage from St. André to the Lake 7emiscoala,
but lhould imagine that four thouliand pounds would go a great
way towards it :-Six thoufand pounds under proper management
would I apprehend fuffice to make a good road throughout the
vh ole distance.

Q. Have you any knowledge of the nature of the Country on
the St. John river above the M'adawaska Settlement and what is
it ?

A. I Have no knowledge of it from my own obfervation, but I
have understood froni good authority that it is a rich Country and
every way fuited to Agriculture.
- Q. What fort of land is there on the Madawaska River and is
it fettled ?

A. The land on the Madawaska river, a distance I believe of
ten leagues or thereabouts from the head ta its confluence with the'
River St. John, is of a most excellent kind as it appeared ta me,
but there are no Settlements on it with the exception of one or
two families placed there, as I nderftood, by the Government for
the convenience of the Mail courier. The young people of the
Madawaska Settlenient, are hovever beginning to make clearings
along this River, in fome fpots, and in a few years hence it nmay
probably becomé as flourifhing a Settlement as lladawaska itfelf.

What is the diftance from the confluence of the Grand
and St. John Rivers to the confluence of the St. John and Ma-
darca4ka, and what is the nature of the foil and appearance of
the Country ?

Q. 4. Bave they no roads fo as to corne out to the St. Law-
rence and thence to the Quebec markets ?

Q. 5 Is the land generallygood throughout the Tiscouala
Portage, fo as to be fit for fettlements?Q. 6. Does the Portage abound with materials for making
roads, and what in your opinion might a good road acrofs that
whole line of Portage cost ?

Q 7. Have you any knowledge of the nature of the Country
on the St. John River above the Mlladarcaska lfttlement and
what is it ?

Q. 8. VWhat fort of land is there on the ailldawaska River,
and is it fettled ?

(Ansrcers to Ihe questions abo-e anne.ced.]
A. 1. 1 afcended the river Riftigoucie in a canoe last summer as

far as the River WJagansis. This is the only means by vhich i
have been enabled ta acquire any local knowledge of the Coun-
try. Its nature appèared to me to be generally mountainous and
little fit for culture, excepting that part from the mourh of the
river Riftigouche to a little difiance above the river Metapedia.
There is alfo a confiderable extent of land at the head of the
River Rifligouche where good fettlements might be made. The
borders of the River Rifligouche are covered with very fine tin-
ber for building, a great deal of which is taken for purpofes of
commerce. This river is further remarkable for its Salmon.

A. 2. The difnance of the portage between the two rivers
Wl'agansis is about nine miles, the land is divided by a height
which is of pretty eafy afcent, this portage is well fitted for culture
and is covered in general with liard wood, fpruce and other
woods. The river Wagansis which difcharges itfelf into the ri-
ver Risigouche, a vould be navigable for canoes if cleared of the
trees which obiru& it, the land about it fiat and covered prin-
cipally with Alders. The river Wakansis which difcharkes it
fdf into the Great River is alfo navigablé for canoes if cleared of
trees. its borders are low and covered with Alders and high trees
The fame obfervation night be niadeuponthe.Great River which
difcharges irfelfinto the river St. John the greatest part of, the.
borders of. which' is covered With maple, buildingvood and
mixed wood, the whole appears fit for culture.

A. 3. Tie diffance from the difcharge of the Great River in-
ta the St. John to the difcharge of the River Meuawaska into
the St. John, is about 27 miles. . The country in this extent is le.
vel and inhabited on both sides ; th¡e farmers appear well àff1 n t .
withafanding the inconvenieñc-es they labour under, efpecialv
thofe of want of roads and of an outlet, and alfa thofe arifing
from the state of uncertainty in wshich they are, not knowing
whether they form part of Lower Canada or New Brunfviék, or
the State of Maine. The foiluppears ta be rich' (rich loats)
very fit for culture. There appear to be very fine fields; wheat
and octher grain grow well. This country, in appeara1ce pro..
mifes to become a country of great importance in agriculture
The farmers, however, complain that they are fometimes expo-
fed to fliglit frofts about the twenty-lifth of Auguft; but this in.
convenience nust difappear there as well as elfewhere as foon as
the clearing of land augments. I will cite on this fubje& what
Mr. Mofes Greenleaf has laid in his c Statisticl riew of the
District of Iaine" of 1816, page 25, on the effect of land
clearing dr of felling trees, and this in relation ta a place not ve-
ry diftant froni the river St. Johu. "It is well known ain other

A ppendix
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41 parts of the United States that any confiderable progrefs in
e clearing the furface of the earth has been attended with an

" evidently favorable change in the temperature of the atmo-
«sphere. Thefe faas will in a degree account for and be confirm-
" cd by the varieties in the clinate noticed; and in fupport of
" the general inference, another circumnftance in point may be ad-
" duced ; near the centre of the difari& and beyond all the fet-
" tlements yet made (if we except the few near the river St.
" John) is a tract containing about four hundred thoufand acres

in which the fhow is ufually gone and the leaves appear on the
trees two or three weeks earlier in the fpring, and the weather
in the iflmmer, particularly during the niglit, is fenfibly much

" warner than in any part of the furrounding country within 40
" or 50 miles of it. The only obfervable difference between

this and the adjacent country, to which this difference in cli-
" mate can be readily referred, is, that the earth's furface in
c this tra& is more expofed to the direE rays of the fun than in
c anv other part of the Country of equal extent. In the au-
" tumn of the year 1798 a tremendous hurricane fwept over
-c this tract and levelled with the earth nearly all the trees then
Sftanding; fince which fires kindled by the Indians and other
' hunters have overrun the most of it, and in many places

c nearly cleared the furface, a young growth has arifen but it is
c' not yet in many places fufficient to fhaue the grourd, fo as to
" prevent in any degree the dire& action of the funs'rays upon it."

" I will refer alfo to " oung's ltllers of Agricofa" on the
" caufes which affe& the climate and ameliorate or temper it."

As to that part of the river St. John which extends from the
difcharge of the River Aadawaska to its fources, I have no
other knowledge but from the reports of farmers and of the
authors which I will cite. The farmers of jlladarcaska told
me that the foil of the land along the latter part of the
River St. John is nowife inferior in goodnefs and quality to
that of the first part of this river of which I have juft now
fpoken. This fecond part is inhabited for about eight leagues
up from the difcharge of the /lladawaska, and I have been
told that many perfons are defirous of having land there.
This part of the river St. John, that is to fay, from its junc-
tion with the ladawaska up towards its fource, runs nearly par-
rallel to the River St. Lawrence, it comes froma feveral lakes into
which feveral rivers approaching very near the river Etchemin
difcharge themfelves. The Indians afcend this river in Ca.
noes at times and reach the river Etchemin by a portage in or-
der to come to Quebec. Some Americans have gone down
this River in canoes by making fome portages from, the State
of Maine. It appears that this river affords a communication very
far into the interior approaching the Etchemnin in Lower-Cana-
da and the State of Maine. It alfo appears that an extenfive
lumber trade might be carried on here and lumber arrive into
the Bay of Fundy by this River.

To give an account of what the older obfervers thought of the
country in the neighbourhood of this i iver, and of what modern
obfervers think of it, and in fupport of the reports concerning it,
I will cite the folloiving paffages of Charlevoix and of Greenleaf.
Charlevoix. vol. 1st quarto page 117, fays " to return to the Ri-
« ver St. John, it is one of the largent of New-France. Thebor-
« ders are covered with fine oaks and many other forts of trees,
« the wood of which is of good quality, and particularly the
« beech trees, the fruit of ivhich is triangular and difficult to o-
« pen; but when prefented to the fire it opens itfelf and lias a
« very good tafne. There are alfo to be found there vines, the
c grape of which is very large, the skin thick and hard, and
cc the tafle delicious". Greenleaf after having given a general
defcription of the Interior of the Diarict (now State) of Maine
which lie reprefents as excellent Land, and where lie fuppofes
that the River St. John fornis a part of the State of Maine, fays
page 12G of his Book, " The Country watered by the St. John
« and its numerous branches forms the larget fection of the In-
" terior of Maine. In the eaftern part of this the furface is con-
« paratively very level, lying generally in broad gentle fwells of
« an excellent foil, with a large growth of maple, beach, bafs,
« Walnut &c. intermixed occaionally with firs and other ever-
« greens. On the f1reams are large and rich intervals. Proceeding
« wentward the hills rife higher with greater diverfities in the
« furface and qualities of the foil, about the heads of the Aroos-
« took on the fouth and Madawaska on the north, are Moun.
" tainous tracts, the intermediate fpace and that extending we,
« to the boundary of the Ditrict may be confidered generally
« as a hilly Country of a good foil; the growth of Timber is ge-
«9 nerally the fane as in other parts of the Difnrict. Between the
« fouth weftern branch of the St. John and the Canadian Fron-
c tier, there is a tract of fome extent of level, poor land, covered
« principally with hemlock and white birch, and about the great
« Lakes on that branch are fome confiderable tracts of low Land
« witlh a growth of fpruce and cedar, but thefe are not fufficient-

ly extenfive to form an important exception to the general des-
« cription.

« Page 128 he fays on the whole there is no vacant territory
« in the United States, which affords fo many advantages of

" communication with different markets already eftabliflied and Appendix
4 flourifhing, as are to be foond in the unfettled part of Maine; ( )
" and it may be confidered as rich in point of foil and containing -
d as little wafte Land as any other part of New-England of equal 41t Feby.
" extent. A.s it proceeds in improvement, flour, pork, beef,
« wool, flax, &c. will become its' fnaple articles. The products of
« about one half the territory will moif naturally find their way
-c to market on the St. Lawrence and St. John, whence neither
" the flate nor the nation will derive any advantage from their
« confiumption or exportation ; unlefs meafures are seafonablv ta-
" ken to provide for good roads to the markets within the Dif-
« trict (of Maine); and more efpecially to improve the advan-
« tages offered by it."

Page 129 lie fays " the St. John is paffable for boats afcending
a and defcending from the grand falls near the eafitern boun-

« dary, to its fource in the Lake Ahpmoojeene-Gaiook, excep-
" ting a fmall portage above the junction of the Madawaska of
" about 20 rods in length. The general rapidity of the current
" is not great, boats defcending with it requiring about half the
" tine which they do in the afcent. To pafs the grand falls re-
" quires a portage of about li mile, below which is good boat
" navigation to Frederickton at the head of the tide."

Page 131, lie fays; « nearly one half of the yet unfettled part
" of ie Country lies on the waters of the St. John, which will
« afford the cheapeft conveyance for its Lumber and produce for
« many years ; it may therefore be expected that whenever this
" fhall be fettled, nearly its whole trade will be confined to mar-
ie kets on that river, out of the Jurifdiction or controul of the
c fnate and dependant on the policy or caprice of a Foreign
« Government; and wlhenever profit or advantage miglt accrue
" to the comnunity from the reciprocal ,exchange of commodi-
« tics between its different members or fections, it will be wholly
« loft, unlefs a fafe and eafy communication fhould be opened from
c fonie of the Sea-Ports within the Diftrict (of 1laine) to that
« extenfive and valuable territory, to fuggeft the practicability of
" fuch communication is the pref'nt object" &c.

Page 132, lie fays.
" To reach the central part of the Territory or the South

« Western branches of the St. John, by the assistance of canals
" from the tide waters in Maine, three Routes present themfel-
C ves, viz :-.1st Through the Kennebeck into Moose-head lake,
" thence into the West branch of Penobscot through that des-
«' cending to ( hesuncook Lake, from thenre ascending through
" (mbazkicus to its source and thence to Lake Ahpmoojenr-
" Gamook at the head of the South Western branch of the St.
« John.-2nd. Througli the Penobscot, following its Western
« branch to the head of Chesuncook, and thence as before.-Srd
" Or through various small Streams and Ponds connecting in a
« measure both the former."

It appears by these extracts of Greenleaf, that lie conFiders the
Territories on the Rivcr St. John as forming part of the State of
Maine, and that lie already contemplates the means of drawing
the commerce of it to the seaports of this State, and to turn it
away from Quebec or New-Brunswick.

A. 4. The Farmers settled on the River St. John have no roads
on their Farms, nor any outlet to go to Lake Temiscozuta, their
only communication between each other, and at this lake, is by
canoes upon the River St. John and on the River M11adarcaska,
they do not even know the regulations they ouglit to observe res-
pecting the roads, not knowing under what Government they are.

From Lake Temiscouala there is a very bad road or outlet cal-
led the Temisconala Portage of about thirty six miles long, to
reach the River St. Lawrence : It may be said that they cannot
make use of it in its present state to cone to the Quebec Market.

A. 5. The land is fit for seulement in the greater part of the Te-
miscounta portage, but there is a chain of high Mountains which
divides it, and one part of this road for about two miles is a com-
plete un.ultivable rock.

A. 6. This portage abounds with the necessary materials fit for
the making of roads, either upon the old plan of the Country or
according to the systei of M'Adam. To make' and complete
this road and make the bills in the mountains of easy ascent would
cost I think about £4000 Currency. Perhaps on the McAdam.
plan a less sum might answer. Froni the end of this Portage to go
to the River illadawasku a finall steam boat might be conftructed
to navigate on the Lake Teiiscounta, which would facilitate the
communication by this route to New-Brunfwick. From this Lake
to the River St. John a road wiould be required along the River
Mladawaska the Lands of which are habitable. If the Lands about
the River St. John were fettled up to its fourccs, divers other
roads would be required between the river St. Lawrence and this
river, between Quebec and St. André, and particularly one
oppofite to Quebec.

A. 7. This queftion is anfwered by the anfwer to the third
question.

A. 8. The lands along the river Madawaska are fettled only
for a fmall dif-ance fron its junction with.the St. John ; they ap-
peared to me to be generally fit for culture and tolerably level.

REPORT of the Committee appointed to take into consideration the
Message of His Excelleicy the Governor in Chief, relating to the De-
facation in the Chest of the Receiver General of this Province.

d gèb. OUR Committee, considering the great importance of the matters

y to then referred, as well in respect te the property of the Subject
and to the righis of the House, as in respect te the Government and the
individual concerned, have proceeded, with great attention and deliberation

n ithe obects of refercice, w'ith a view to arrive at conclusions founded
ou truth and justice, which alone, in the opinion of your Committee,
can contribute te any beneficial resuit.

Your Committee have thought themselsves bound te confine tieir en-
quiries within the fillowing heads, viz:

1. Tihe nature and amount of the defalcation of the monies granted
to or vestcd in His Majesty f:,r the public uses of the Province, in the
hands of His Majesty's Receiver General.

2. Tise mode in whicih it may seenm best to proceed on the present
occasion for the purpose of procuring the reimbursement of the amount
of such defakation, for the ises for whÎ-.h the money was raised.

,3. 'rie measures that it imay be necessary to take, in the mean time,
te niaitain tihe public faithwitvh persons who have legal claims against
the Governsment remaining unpaid.

4. Tise security vhich will be necessary te prevent the recurrence of
similar defalcations in, future.

Your Committee have called before them and examined on these heads,
the Ciairman of the Committee of His Majesty's Executive Coincil
for the Audit of the Public Provincial Accounts; the Receiver Gene-
rai of the Province, and the late Inspector General of Public Provii-
cial Accounts ; they have also collected, in addition to the documents
referred to emse, several others connected with the subjects referred,
the whiole of which are annexed to the minutes of evidence.

Your Committee conceive that it cannot be questioned, that His Ma-
jesty's Subjecîs in this Province, have an absolute property in their goods
and estates of wiatsoever description : and that no part therof can be
takei from them, or applied tu public uses, without their consent and
according t Law.

The House of Assembly, as the representative body, can alone give
the consent of the Subject in such cases, and it is its constitutional dty
te sec that this riglht, whicl is the best security of ail the other rights
of the Subject, is not violated.

Tise peculiar circumstances tunder which the Assembly of this Pro-
vince was placed shortly after the establishment of the present Constitu.
tion, have iowever hitherto prevented il froin fully maintaining and se.
curing the rights of the Subject, in regard te the application of the mo-
nies raised within the Province for the public uses therceof.

By the Royal Instructions te Ris Excellency Alured Clarke, Esquire,
Lieutenant Governor of the Colony, for the lime being, communicatcd
by His Excellency te the House cf Assembly, on the 2Gti February,
1793, before any money Bill vas passe l b tie House, i t was inforied,
"6That in all Laws or Ordinances for leyitng money, or imposing fisses,
' forfeitures or penalties. express mention be made, that the same is
cigranted or reserved te Us, Our lleiis aind Successors for the public
d uses of the said Province, and the support of the Goverunment there-
« of, as by the said Law shail be directed, and tiat a Clause be inserted
" declaring, that the due application of such money, purstant to the di-
4 rections of such Lwi, be accounted for unto Us, through Our Com-
: imissionlers of Our 'rreasury for the time being, in suc manner and
" forms as We shall direct.»

Your Committee accordingly find that, in ail Laws passed in this Co.
lony, raisng rnoney cil the Subject, this Clause of the Royal Instruc.
tions ias been complied with. Indeed it must have been obvious that
the Governors of the Colony, being a Braici of the Legislatire, and
the imimediate servants of the Crowin, and responsible te it, could not de-
part fron these Instructions: and that in fact no moey Bill could be
passed w ihout is being is conformity te those Instructions. Tie high
character of the British Government, particularly in regard to the secu.
rity of the public monies confided t it. offered indeed perlhaps, tie best
security for the safe keepiig of the Provincial funds ; and certainly
must, aIt the tile, have precluded all idea of danger fron the deposit
and superintendence which thlese instructions required.

The public monies for the uses of this Province, whsetier tiey con-
sisted of the muonies taised under Acts of the Impeiisl Parliament, or
formed part of the Revenue under Provincial Laws, or accruied to the
Crown from territorial sources, existing under the French Government,
and se liberally iclinquished by His late Most Gracinus Majesty, Geoige
the Third, in favor of the Province, were thus payab!e only into the
hands of His Majesty's Recciver General for the Province.

The following extract from tie Commissioni or Letters Patent granted
te John Caldwell, Esquire, as Recciver General, dated at Westinîîtsster,
19ih November, 1809, siew the duties Of this oflicer in respect te the
payment of the public imonies and the tenure and accounitabilitv of the
office: :%,which said Reveuues, Dtiies, ltiposts, Penalties, Territorial
44or Casual Revenués, Fines, Rights or Profits, and all arrearages of
: the same, se te be recrived, are to be answered, paid and applied te-
" vards'defraying the expenses of the Administration of Justice and of
'c the support of the Civil Governsment ini the said*Province, according
" te such Warrant or Varràints as the said John Caldwell, shall frcm
" time te time reccive from Our High Treastrer, or Commissioners of
< Our Treasury, or any thrce or more of them for the time béing, and

Your Comnittee have not been able to obtain the opinion of the Law
Officers of the Crown, on the legal responsibilities of the Receiver Ge-
oerai, for the faithful execution cf the duties of his cffice, or on the le-
gal menus, in the power of Government, to secure the amount of the
late defalcation and replace it in the Chest. It is presumed however,
that if any Legislative provision iad been necessary to that effect, a re-
commendation for the enactment tiereof would long ago have been
made to the Colonial Legislature on the part of His Majesty's Govern.
ment.

Your Commrnittee have not been able to ascertain the existence of any
Warrant or Warrants from the Treasury, under the authrrity of which
the Receiver General is required by bis Commission, as before recited,
tu pay over the munies granted or vested in the Crown for the public
uses of this Province ; but the Commission to His Excellency the Go-
vernor in Chief, which in this respect, is similar to the previous Commis-
sions granted to the Governos of this Province, contains the following
Clause :

" You are to give Warrants, under your hand, for the issuing of
" publie moies for ail public services, and\ We do particularly require
" you to take care that regular accounts of ail receipts and payn'ents

be duly kept, and that there be transmitted every ialf year, or ofien-
er, copes thereof properly audited to Our Commsissioners of Our Trea-

" sury, or to Our Higli Treasurer for the time being, to the end that
c We may be satisfied f the right and due application of the Revenues
" of Our said Province, with the probability of the increase or diminu-
" tion of it under every head an.d article tiereof."

Under these instruments, il appears to your Committee that the afore.
said monies have been paid over and accounited for by the Receiver Ge.
leral of this Province, before and since the establishment of the present
Constitution.

At no time has that officer accounted to the Legisature of this Pro..
vince or under its aurbority, nor have any of his accounts been laid
oefore it, previous to that of the 17th November 1S2 3,,embracing a pe,
riod only from 11th April 1823, to the Itth August of tise same year,
both days inclusive, transmitted with the Governor's Message of the
lst December lat. In this account the balance due by the Receiver
General is stated at X96,117 13 0 sterling, equal to £106,797 7 91currencv.

Tiis' Balance is the result of the receipts and disbursements of the
Receiver General of this Province, from a period nearly comnensurate
withî the establisiment of the present Constitution.

It appears by an Instrument produced te your Committee b y Mr.
Caldwell, dated a the Treasury, 11th August 1819, that there was a
balance due by the late Henry Caldwell, Esquire, Receiver General,
on an account from the 9th July 1794, to the 11th April 1806, of
£2S,722 15 1, sterling ; and on an account including the above balancefronm 11th April 1806, to 20th May 1810, £39,874 10 10, ivhich
balance, the said instrument states " shaving been paid over to this Ac-
" countant's representative and successor in office John Caldwell, Es-
" quire, the present Receiver General, who is charged with the same,
" in his account of that service from 6th June 1810, te the 10th Oc-
" tober 1812, audited by the Commissioners for auditing public nc-counits, the ISth June 1819. This Accountant, Henry Caldwell," is thsereupon even, and lie is quit.

By another instrument front the Treasury, 28th January 1820, it ap-pears that John Caldwell, on the accounts fiom the 11lth October 1812,tu the lotit October 1813, was indebted in a balance of£54.,535 4 ofwhich being imeludedi m the period froin the 11 th October 1813 tu thIelotht October 1814, left the said John Caldwell indebted in a balanceof -C92,635 9 6 sterling.
In a le ter dated Audit Oflice, Vhitehall Place, 23rd Novemaber

1821, and signed Wm. Waher, Sec'y.. the balance, according to theAuditor's statement, is £121,58S 15 2:, due by John, Caldwell: andit is added " I an directed te give you notice that thie said state wil
" be forthwith laid before the Lords Commissioners of His Majesty'ss Treasury." The acknowledgement of the receipt .of the lasti ac-
count transmitted by Mr. Caldwell, for the year preceding the lth
October 1821, is dated 22nd October 1822, in answer te a letter trans-mitted with the same, dated 9thl Septenmber 1822.

These accounts (not only embracitng a period of about thirty yearsof the Provincial receipts and expendituire, but aIso various paymeots
and repayments betieen the Receiver.General's Chest and the MiliaryChest, of vhich the House lias not had any accountt,) your Commitnîe
have conceived to be altogether beyond the reach of their examination,
even if they had called fur them, together with the nlecessary vouchersand auturites, fit the purpose of being enab!d to pionounce on the
legal application of the said monies or the correct amount of the above
stated balance.

On the firsti head of enquiry, your Committee are of opinion, thatthe whole of theFunds levied on the Subjcct in this P>rovince, and grant-ed or vested iii His Majesty inder the aforcnentioned instructions, andpaRidi ito t iands of HBis Majesty's Receiver General, accountable toHis Majesty, throtgh the Lords Commissioners of the Treasury, wereof the nature of a deposit in the'hands of the Imperial Government -
and that the precise anount of the defalcation cai oily be correctly as-
certainied by the auithority uder which lie lias hitherto accoun'ed.

In the meaisntime, it may be taken for'granted ihat the balance stated.A

This distinction and Ilhe payrienis made out of the money avowedly
at the disposal ofithe Colonial Legislature, without its authority, and the
want of all check on the part of that body, on the issues of money by
the liecciver Genteral, and the absolute irresponsibility in the Colony of
that officer and those under whose directions the issues were made, could
not fail, in the opinion of your Conimittee t lead te abuses, vhich have
finally produced the present unfortunate result.

It appears however froi the lieport of the Committee f ithe House
of Asbeibly on the Public Accounts for the last year, that since the
comiescrncit of the presenit Constitution, monies have in fact been rai.
ted on His Majesty's Subjects in this Colony, suifcient to cover all ti
expenîses of the Civil Goveiinment both authorised and unauthorised by
Law, deducting from the said expenses the unautiorised disbursemients
for the Militia during the late Aimerican War, a service vhich partook
more of a military t han a civil character.

Yet so long as, nominally at least, any dericiencies vhici mighit cecctir
in the Funds raised in this Province, for the support of the Civil Govern-
ment, was to be made good from Britishs Funds, it was out to be expect-
ed, that the Colonial Legislature would very rigidly enquire into the
bontroul and management of tiese Fiunds.

The rapid increse of the Civil expenditure from 1799 to ISIO,
vliich doubled in ten yeats, and the absolute vant of ail checki in the

Colony, to that iincrease, io doubt partly influenced the Assembly in
1810,to make an offer of prvidtng for ail the necessary expenses of
the Civil Governtment.
It will appear from the Journals of the House, thata Bill vas intro-

duced on the 20i February, 1815, Ilto appoint Commissioners to settle
41 the public accouts and look into the state of, and count the cash in
< the Treasurÿ, and to oblige the Receiver General te keep a generai
' account o cash ;" which passed the second reading and was referred

te a Commsittee of five: and on the 13th January, 1821, a Bill for si-
milar purpsoses was again introduced, and after going through al uthe pre-
vious stages, it was referred to a Coiittee of the whole, witchi sat on
the Sth March, but rose without reporting.

(Sec Appendix L.)
These proccedings shew that doubts and apprehensions existed at that

tine, on the siate of the Receiver General's Chest. The high confidence
which was, however, continucd to be repos'ed in the justice and liberalit

to be due by the Receiver General in the account current, signed by
him, of 17tih November 1823, is owing by him to the Public Fonds of
the Provin:e1; and your Conmittce have ascertained that no part of the
said Balance has been paid over by him to the officer lately appointed
by Ilis Excellency the Governor in Chief to fulfil the duties of that
office.

It appears to your Committee that the Receiver General's half year-
ly accounts, in the form of the accoutnt of the l'th November 1823,
have, mde the authority of the afore-recited article of the Commission
of the Governior of the Province, undergone a prelininary audit iii lis
Mqjety's Executive Council for the aff:urs of the Province, previous to
their being submitted to the final audit at His Majesty's Treasury in
England, and it appears that the Comimissiones for auditing the public
accounts have been chiefly guided by the reports of the prelimiinary au-
dit herc.

This audit is not authorized nor regulated by any Provincial Law,
nor lias aniy proposition on the part of the Imperial or Colonial Govern-
ment ever been submitted to that effect, although the House, since i lias
been cha:ged vith supplying the Civil Expeniditure of the Province, lias
constantly refused to ackiowledge the estab)slthment of a proposed
Board of Audit, tilt such regulations could be effected.

Tvhe only check on the part of the Legislature which lias existed in
the Colony, lias been afforded by the statements laid before it by the
Governors of the Province. These statements have been made up in
the Office of the Inspector General of Provincial Public Accoutits,
and latterly by tlie Chairman of the Comnittee of Audit cf the Exe-
ciive Councd, both acting under the authority given to the Governors
by the afore-recied paragraph of thcir Commissions, and of His Ma-

jesty's Trcasury in ngland.
Thesc statenients have not contained the hviole of the reccipts and

payments of the munies placed in the Receiver General's liands for the
public uses of the Province. The Balances of lis ycarly Accounts
vere never stated to the Legislature ; buta distinction was made between

different parts of the Provincial Revenue, wnich, it appears froni the two
Documents from His Majesty's Treasury already referred to, was niot
acted upon in England ; thus, a balance of mounies at the disposal of the
Legisiature vas subnitted, of whiich the followinug is a statement since
1810, compared with the real balances stated by the Recciver Genera!,
in his accounts submitted to the Executive Council for the affairs of the
Province for a prelinioary audit, previous to thieir trainission tu the
Treasury.

of Ilis Majesty's Government, ir. Great Britain, and the vant cf any re.Appedix
commendation for the purpose of these Bills from the Executive, secns ()
to base been still suficient, to prevent these apprehensiois from pro.
ducing any further proceedimg on this subject. Sd Feby.

But when the charge of the whole Civil Expenditure of the Colonial
Government was, in 1818, thrown upnn the Colony, in conformity te
the offer ofthe Assembly in ISIO, the Ilouse seems te have been solicit-
eus, te acquite a sufficient check over the expenditure, by insisting that
no issues of monies placed in the Receiver GeneraPs Chiest, for the public
uses of the Province, should be made, without annual and special appro-
priation by the Colonial Legislature. The public Records of both Hau-
ses, and the Speeches fron the Throne will shew hov invariably this
claim has since been maintained by the Assembly, and resisted by the
two other Branches of the Legislature.

Youir Committee will hovever refer only to the following paragraph,
copied from the most solemn of all the proceedings of the liuuse, oni this
subject, uamely, an Address to His Majesty, transmnitted, at the prayer
of the House oit the 25th of January 1822, by His Excellency tihe
Governor in Chiief.

" The division of tie Legislative, Executivc and Judicial Powers, tie
independence of the Judges in the functions of their office, as also the

" responsibility of the officers of Government, essential at tibutes of the
' Constitution, are well nmarked in Great Britain ; but d not exist in
" this Province, where powers and functions vhich nutually exclude

caiach other, are united in the same persans. These cihcunstan-
" ces, in addition to the remnteness of the Province fromt the Eniire

and the Throne, absolutely place it beyond the power of Your Ma-
jesty's Ministers, to superintend the details of its administration, es.
peciailly in what regards the application of its Revenue, which cai

' only ini fact be superintended by the Colonial Legisiature, and more
especially by the Assemîbly, as i is in the other British Colonies

' any other mode of control might prove impracticable and illusery."
His Maj:sty's Government in England was, by these proceedings,

sufficiently informed of ite insufficiency of the check which had hitherto
existed on the issues of monies from the Provincial Funds : ne remedy,
no Legislative provision, liad such been deemed necessary, either in the
opiniion of His Majesty's Ministers at homie, or those acting for them and
under their instructions here, have since, or at any time preceding, been
recommended te the Legislature: alhhougli without such recommenda.
tion, such provision could not be successfui. Both must have been
fully aware, from the Receiver.General's semi-annual accounîts, that the
balances in his bands were generally less than the mouey stated annually
by the Colonial Government te be actually in his hauds, and at the dis-
posal of the Legislature.

Under the whole of the aforemeitioned circumstances, vour Commit.
tee cannot for a moment hesitate in expressing its opinion f ithe justice of
an appeal to the wvell-known honor and liberality of the British Govern-
ment, on the present occasion. The manies levied on the inhabitants of
this Colony for the public uses thereof, deposited in the bands of an officer
of that Government, in conformity to Royal Instructions, and accour-
ting only to it, have been diverted fron these uses, withot the possibili-
ty of its being prevented on the part of the people of the Colon7.

YourComiiittee, aithough all the respoisibilities of the Receiver-Ge-
neral, and the securities given by him,are towards His Majesty's Treasury
only, have thoughît it expedient to call upon him te state what means lie
bas of making good the defalcation acknowledged by him; and they refer
to his examination, hereunto aunexed.

Your Committee iaving come to an opinion that the Ilouse ouglt to
look to the justice of the Imperial Government for the amount of the
defalcation.of the Provincial Funds in the hands of the Receiver Geie-
ral, they cannot presume te proinounce on the reasonîableness of bis offers,
or on the claims therewith connected.

in the accounus of the Receiver-Gencral, and of Messrs. Colhman and
Oldham, entrusted, under the authority of His Excellency the Governor
in Chief, with the business of the Receiver-Genieral's office, referred to
your Conmittee, with the message of the ist Decenber last, your Com-
mittec observe several payments of money imade into thie hands of these
Gentlemen, uider Warrants of 1lis Excellency the Earl of Dalhousie on
the Cominissary-General, in aid of the expenses of the Civil Goternment.
Your Committee, for the reasons already stated, cannot ascertain how
far these, and any othuer siniflar paymieots which may have been made,
at other limes, fron tIhe military chîest, may have been necessary front
any actual deliciency in the funds placed in thé bands of the Receiver-
General for the uses of the Province. They observe, however, that in
addition te payrnents manifestly made, wvhicn have not beens authorised by
auny laiv f the Colonial Legislature, there are iii the papers transmitted
to lis Majesty's Goveriixment by Mr. Davidson, claims for various pay.
meuts to the Clergy, from ist May, 1813, te ist November, 1817,
amounting te £26,9 i 12 9 sterling, which were at no time required
te be provided for by the Legislature, and which have beenî, both before
and subsequently to the engagement of the Province to puy the Civil
Expeiditure, provided for frion the militarj chest.

Your Committee counceive that His Majesty's Treasury alone, it being
in possession of the whole of tie Receiver-General's accounts, and also
the acoiut of tlie military chest in thé Canadas, and being thorougily
acquainted with the authiity on vhich these initermixtures of two funds
separate in Uheir nature and objects, have been made, cat seule the
claims of the one chest upon the other, or have sufficient power and au-
thority to effect such a settlemeit.

Your Committee havé not considered it ithin the limits of their refe.
ience, to exa'mine the items in the accounts submitted with the Message,
as that dnity will more properly belong te any Committee to vhom may
be referred the aniual accotnts. Your Committee cainnot, however,
refrain from eipressing the satisfaction with themode of keeping these
accounts, and expressing its conviction that similar accounts of the re-
¿eipts and payments of the Provincial Revenue, by the Receiver-Gene.
ral, would contribute te prevent the recurrence of many of the fitancial
diffictlties which have existed.

Your Committee need not recal te the House its engagements to pro-
vide for all the necesîary expenses of the Civil Governneiit of the Pro-
vince. In so far as has depended on ti House, it bas ever been ready
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Appendix ta make that provision. The funds raised vithin the Province have, at
(S.) all times since the offer of the House was accepted by His Majesty's

Gïovernment, been more than sufficient to meet that expenditure. The
3d Ieby. present defaIcation in the funds, unavoidably placed in the hands of an

Officer over whom the House had no control, can alter nothing in its en-
gagements. Your Committee conccive that, seeing the immediate wants
of tre Government, the necessity of preserving publie credit, and the
length of time that must elapse before the humble representations of the
House, car be laid at the foot of the Throne, and be determined upon
by the Imperial Government, that immediate steps ought to be taken to
place a sum of money in the chest, sufficient to pay off the sums due on
the appropriations of the last Session of the Legislature ; and for this pur.
pose, your Committee, in the present distressed state of the Province,
can sec no otherexpedietit equally prompt and effectual, as the authori-
sing a Loan, redeemiable in a certain number of years, setting apart an-
nually out of the existing Revenue, a suflicient sun to pay the yearly in-
terest, and a proportion of the principal, sufficient to extinguish the
whole amount atthe expiration of the period at wthich it may be made re-
deemable.

Your Conmittee find, by Messrs. Coltman and Oldham's account,
transmitted with the Governor's message of Ist December last, that, in.
cluding all payments from the military chest in aid to the Civil Govern-
ment, the balance of cash in hand, on the 29th November 182,1, vas
£J 2,04.2 4 6 sterling; and chat the anount of unpaid appropriations
made at the last Session of the Legislature, was 420,685 18 .5 cur-
rency ; and the amiount of Warrants issued and unpaid, stated to be
chargeable against the funds tf the Province, vas £5,626 9 2 ster-
ling ; leavng a balance ofd aims against tie Governument beyond the
amount of cash in hand at the aforementioned date, of £1 2,201 il s
sterling. With respect to the appropriations which have remained unpaid,
your Committee conceive, that it is a fit subject for the consideration of
the H-ouse, whether payments not authorised by special enactments,
ought, on any occasion, to be made in preference to the express appro-
priations by law.

Your Comrnittee deem it indispenfable, in order to avoid the
danger of the recarrence of misfortunes, fimilar to thofe which
now occupy its attention, that a Bill be introduced to regulate
the oflice of the Receiver General; and alfo the audit of the
Public Provincial Accounts, previous to their being fubmitted to
the Legiflature, and to the Audit of His Majefly's Treafury.

Your Committee are of opinion that it would be expedient to
fubmit vithout delay, to His Majefty's Government in England,
a flatement of all claims up to the prefent. time, agairit the lin.
perial Government, for monies raifed on the Subject in this Pro-
vince, and dispofed of under its authority, without appropriation
by the Colonial Legiflature, paffing fuch Acts of indemnity to
the advifers, and all others concerned in the payments of fuch
parts of thref monies as have been admitted, by vote of the
Houfe.

The placing of al tihe paa accounts in this way, in a train aof
fettlement, your Comnmittee~conceive to be indisperfably required,
for the correct management of the financial concerns of the
country in future, and for the fatisfaction and good underitanding
of all the Branches of the Colonial Legiflature.

To complete fa defirable a result, your Conmmlittee are of opinion
that the Executive Government ought to be earneffly requefted
to bring the outanding accounts on Letters of Credit, to a fpeedy
fettlement ; the anount-of which, was ffated laif year at £111,-
890 17 2 currency, and is fRated in the Receiver General's ac-
count, of the 17thi November laft, £116,639 15 li sterling.

ORDERED, That the Chairnan do leave the Chair and report.
The whole nevertheless humbly fubmitted.

.-- ^, 1, Q, You are Chairnan of a Commîittee of the Honorable

d Fby. Executive Council for the Audit of Public Accounts; how long
have vou leld that fituation ?

A. I an. My appointient, I think, took place in October
i1819.

2. O. Has the Receiver General of this Province accounted
fince that tine to the faid Executive Council ?

A. I attend this Committee by comnand of the Governor in
Chief, and I have underftood it to be His Excellency's wish, that
1 fhould give the fullefn iînfornation on every fubject confiient
with mv oath as a Councillor. It is a matter of notoriety that the
)Ieceiver General's Accounts undergo a preliminary Audit by the
Council here, previous to their final Audit, by the Lords Coni-
inßifloners of the Treafury, to whom the faid Receiver General
uhinately accounts.

S. Q. Have you had an opportunity of knowing if lie did in
fact fubmit his accounts to the preliminary audit of the fane body,
fince 1808 ?

A. I have no doubt of the fact, but I have not had a perfonal
knowledge thereof, not having been a Member of the Council
till fouie years after that date.

4.. Q. Can you fay if his predecefWor, the late ion. Henry
Caldwell, {I*bmitted his accouts to the fame preliminary audit,
during the whole or what part of the time lie held the faid Coi-
milion ?

A. I cannot -politively fay that the late Hon. Henry Caldwell
fubnitted his accounts to the fame preliminary audit for the
vhole time lie lheld the Commillion of Receiver General, but I
have no doubt:he:did fo, having feen accounts of his of an old
date amongft the-Records of the Council.

5. Q. Under- what authority have the Honorable John Cald.
well, and the lare Honorable Henry Caldwell, Receivers General,
fubnmitted îtheir accounts to the faid preliminary audit ?

A. I can only answer that I prefume it muft have been by or-
ders of the Lords Commiifioners of the Treafury:the accounts are
in point of fact fubnitted by the Receiver General o tthe Go-
vernor in Chief, by wlhofe orders they are referred to the Council
for its prelimninary audit.

6. Q. Have these Accounts, or any ofthenn in fact undergone
a preliminary audit in the faid Executive Council, and have the
accounts fo audited been transmitted to the Lords of tie Treafury,
and through whom ?

A. The accounts of the Receiver General have always received
their prelininary audit here, as foon as the Vouchers for that
purpofe could be collected, on which a Report is made by the
Conmmirttee of Council to the Governor in Chief; a copy of this
Report goes regularly home to the Secretary of State for the Co-
lonies, and by hitrn is underftood to be transnitted to the Lords
Coruuiiflioners of the Treafury. The Receiver General furnifies,
as I have underflood, a copy of his account direct to the Lords
Con-.iffionîers of the Treafury. The laif account reported upon
was to the 1Oth October 1822, Copy of vhich report lias been
regularly delivered to the Secretary of His Excellency the Gover-
nor in Chief, to be transmitted to England.

7. Q. Have thefe accounts embraced the vhole of the Public
Revenue ofthis Province, and been in the forim of!lhe account of
the 17th Noveiber 1823, figned, -9 John Caldwell," and trans-
nitted with -lis Excellency the Governor in Chief's Meiltge of
the firft December infiant ?

A. Thefe accouts ought, and I have no doubt did in fact cm-
brace the whole of the Public Revenues of this Province; they
have been in the forni of the account ofthe feventeenth November,
one toufand eight hundred & twenty-three, figned c John Caid-
wvel," except that this account is for a broken period, whereas the
regular dates of nakling up the accounts, were the loth April and
10th October-the penfions uncovered bv Warrant, advances
made on W\arrants, and amount paid for Notarial Extracts, entered
in the note to that account, have not previously been inferted in
his accournts by the Receiver General.

8. Q. Can you fnate the amount of the balance in Mr. Cald-
wel's hands, ftated in the preli-minary report on his account to the
]()th October 1822 ?

A. I cannot ate it pofitively from memory, but think it wias
between £80,000 and á: 90,000 flerling, the e-xact atount I have
no doubt woud be obtained by application to the Governor in
Chief.

9. Q. Can you infornm the Committee if any of the accounts
fubmitted by Mr. Caldwell, Receiver General, for a preliminary
audit have been at any time laid before the Legiflature of this Pro-
vince, previous to that which accompanies the Meffàge of the firfr
inftant ?

A. I believe thiat none of the accounts fubmitted by Mr. Cald-
well as Receiver General, have been laid before the Legiflature
of this Province, but the actualbalance flatèd by hihi on the 10th
October 1820, in fuch an account was noticed in the accounts of
the 4th February 1822, laid before the Legiflature.

10. Q. How arifes the difference between the balance as ftated
by the Receiver General to be in his handsat that period, and the
balance stated to be ct the dispofal of the Legillature ?

A. 'Detailed. explanations have been given in the -Public. Ac-
counts prefented to the Legislature, under date of the 4th Fu.

bruary 18S22, which will give the fulleif answer in my power to Appendix
this queflion, and ferve to fhew how the balance in the hands of (S.)
the Receiver General can never iake more than a part of the r-
Public Funds at the dispofat of the Legiflature. Sd Feby.

11. Q. Upon what principle, and upon what documents are
the Public Accounts made up, which are annually fuibmitted to
the Legislature ?

A. The Public Accounts are made up under directions fignified
either dircctly by His Excellency the Governor in Chief, or throughi
his Sccretary. .The general principles and forms have ben effa-
blifhed by ufage, in the Office of the Committee of Council for
the Audit of Public Accounts, fince the enablifhment of that
Comrnittee in 1817, by lis ExceUency Sir John Sherbrooke,
which took place about the fame period that this Province was cal-
led upon to provide for the Civil Expenditure ; the fame have
however fince been modified by particular directions given from
time to tine by the different Governors, The documents on
which thefe accounts are made up, are the Warrant Book, con-
taining a lift of all War.ants iffued on the Receiver General, to.
gether vith the different detailed accounts furnilhed by the various
Public Accountants, which are got in fron all having demands
on the Public, to the period to vhich the accounts are to be made
up, for the purpofe of ascertaining the total demands; as on the
other hand are thofe of the Receiver General, and the different
Collectors of the Public Revenue, which latter fhew the funds to
meet the faime. Thefe accounts having undergoie a regular exa-
mination and Audit, forn the bafis of thc Public Accounts fub-
nitted to the Legiflature.

12. Q. Are they fomade up in conformity with long efnablilhed
ufage, or under initructions froi the Lords Comrniflioners of lis
Majely's Treafury, or under vhat other authority ?

A. I have aready flated the ufl'ge urnder which they are made
up, there exifr no inilructions from the Lords Commvnifioners of
the Treafury on this particular fubject, but the general Audit of
the Public Accounts by a Conrnittee of the Executive Council, is
known to be directed by the Royal Infructions; and the appoint-
ment of the Conmmittee of Audit, as now exifing, vith a pernia-
tient Chairman, has been approved by the Lords Commiflioners of
the Treafury, who are underfood to have expressly fanctioned the
appointment of fuch Chairman, foie time in the year 1818.

13. O .Will you have the goodness to read the Mefrage, signed,
Alured Clarke, Lieutenant Governor, in the printed Journal of
the -loufe of Affiembly, of the 26th February 1793, viz:

and fay whether you have feen the infirnctions therein referred ro,
and if the claufe underlined is copied from thefe infiructions ?

A. I never faw to my knowledge the Infnructions referred ta in
the Ieffage in quefion.

14. Q. You mention various Public Accountants and Collectors
of the Public Revenue. Do you underftand that the moinies ari-
fing from His MHajey's Revenue in this Province fron whatever
fource or ofvhatfoever description, could be definitely lodged ia
any other hands than thofe of [lis Majefty's Receiver General for
the Province, & is.it not from his accounts that any correct Rate-
nient of the Funds of the Province can be nade up, and the
Rate ofthat Fund correctly knowin?

A. The whole Revenue ulirnately goes into the hands of the
Receiver General, but as a delay is given to the Importers of Mer-
chandize on tieir fecuring the Dities on fuch importations by
fufficiént bonds, it is neceffary to take into confideration the ac-
counts of the Collectors of the Cutfoms to make up complete ac-
counts of the Revenue of the ye'aro any particular date, andihere
may be fone other fimaller fums in firnilar fituations.

15. Q. Are you awar-e .of any ineps ever taken on the part of
the Lords Commiflioners of the Trcafury or of the Executive Go-
vernrnent of this Province toascertain the exinence in cash df
the actual balances ûated by. rhe Receivei. General iti his haîf
yearly accounts to be in his hands, and if fo, vill you have the
goodness to fRate when, and Whàt thee Reps were ?

A. No fucli fteps weie eier taken to ny knowlcdge; and I
doubt ivhether any authority exifled for fo doing, except îinder
orders from the Lords Cainmi!Eioncrb of the Treafury, or by Le-
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Appendix gislative provifion. It is notorious that the late Receiver General
(S.) always clanmed a right, under the Provincial Laws, to the fafe

r.-^---, keeping of >the whole of the Provincial Funds, which greatly ex-

Sd Feby. ceeded any balance in his hands, especially fince the various expen-
ditures by the diferent Governors, that have taken place under
their respective responfibilities, witheut legal appropriation.

16. Q. At what time did the Executive Government firft
make anxy reprefentationx to His Majefty's Government in En-
gland or to the Lords of the Treafury, expreflive of doubts, as to
the actual exiftence, in caih, in the hands of the Receiver Gene-
ral, of the balances ftated to be due by him ?

A. I have no knowledge of any fuch reprefentations having
been made previous to thofe flated in the Meffage of His Excel-
lency the Governor in Chief; the actual balance vas however
regularly fated in the Reports on each half year's Account ; co-
pits whereof were feut to England for the information of the
Lords Commiffioners of the Treafury, and in April 1817, the
balance naterially excecded that now acknowledged by the le-
ceiver General.

17. Q. Do you conceive that the balance ftated in the account
current between the Receiver General and the Government, of
the l7th November 1823, viz. £96,117 13s. 0td.signed iJohn
Caldwell," is correct ?

A. This account lias not yet been examined, nor audited ;
there may, therefore, be fome errors therein; but probably
to no great arnount ; the balance acknow-
ledged is, however, - - - £219,06+ 0 71-

Which reducesthe balance to .£96,117 13 0¼
None of themi are admitted to be finally charged by the Re-

ceiver-General, till warrants have iffued for their amount ref-
pectively, on the production of regular accounts by the different
parties concerned. The amount outftanding on letters of credit
lhad beconie fo large, that Governiment have ceafed to iffue any
more for upwards of a twelve month; but the amount thereof
has not yet been so materially reduced, as would be defirable to-
wards getting the pubiic accountsinto order.

18. Q. Do yeu know if any part of th lfaid balance has fince
been paid over by Mr. Caldwell into the hands of any other per-
fon acting on the part of Government

A. I do not know, and have every, reafon to think the con-
trary.

. 9. Q. Can you inform the Committee if any proceedings at
Law have been taken on the part of the Lords of His Majefty's
Treafury or the Colonial Government, to obtain or fecure the
payment of the Laid balance?

A. I do not know of any, and believe that the Colonial Go
vernment did not take any fuch (Reps, Vaiting instructions from
the Treafury in anfwer etothe defpatches fent to Exngland by Mr.
Davidfon.

20. Q. Have the Crown-Lawyers in the Colonies been applied
to, and when, for their opinions, or have they given any opi-
nions on the legal means in the power of the Executive Govern-
ment to compel or fècure the payment of that balance, and what
are thefe -opinions if fo given ?

A. I have no certain knowledge.that the Crown Lawyers have
been applied to, nor what opinions they may have given. I have,
however, underilood from common report, that they were fa
applied to, on Mr. Davidson's return froin England, without
bringing the expected despatches from His Majefty's Governi-
ment ; and very probably, preparatory confultations inay have
been previoufly iad, of which I have no knowledge.

21. Q. Have you any knowledge of any bond or fecurities
given in this counxtry by the Honorable John Caldivell, Recriver-
General, for the monies in his hands belonging to Government;
who are bis fureties, and where is the bond or bonds to be founxd,
if they have been given?

A. 1 have no certain knotvledge refpe&ing Mr. Caldwell's se-
curities, further than what I have derived from the perufal of his
Commiffion; by this it appears to me, that the bonds fuch fecu.:
rities may have given, mut be lodged in the Court of Exchequer
in England.

22.- Q. Can youinform the Committee if any law proceedings
have been had againl any periùns holdig public monev inder
letters of credit, uncovered by'warrants, the amount of which is
Pcated inl Mr.' Caldwell's aa accouxnt at .€i16,689 5s lid.or
if any fteps have been taken towards fuch proceedings ?

A. I donot know iathatny fluch feps have been takeri.
23. Q. In the anfwer to the 1n5th quention, you fate that the

late Receiver-General always claimed a right, under-the Provin-
cial Laws, to the fafe keeping' of the-vhole Provincial Mones.
Have yo any knowledge of that Gentleman having ever refofed
to pay an Warannts dravn upon hinm for the payment cfublic

money, and when ? Were thefe Warrants al'of the -fame Appendix
form, and wiil you produce one of themn? (S.)

A. la my anfiver to the 15th queftion, I fpoke of the claims -
of the late Receiver-General te the fafe keeping of the whole Sd Feby.
'Provincial monies, as a matter generally notorious, and I believe
it to be fa. I do not however know that the pretension was ever
brought fornally forward tilt laft Spring, as flated in the Mef.
fage of the Governor in Chief; nor do I believe that the late
Receiver-General ever refuted to pay any Warrant actually drawn
upon him. I produce the copy of a Warrant paid by him, and
believe them all to be in a finilar form.

- (See Appendix C.)
24. Q. Was any fuch claim as you have mentiond ever in faaf

allowed, admitted, or a&ed upon by the Executive Government
of this Province?

A. Such claim vas never diréaly allowed nor admitted by the
Execucive Governnent of this Province, as in faa no quefion
vas ever raifed about it. The Law provided for the whole Re-

venue going into the hands of the Receiver-General, and being
there kept till appropriated by fone other provifion of Law,
which vas conformed to,- except in extraordinary cases.
, 25. Q. Did the Letters of Credit fpecify from what fund the

money ta be advanced was te be paid? Were they of the*fame
form, and will you produce one of them ?

A. The Letters of Credit did not fpecify from what fund the
rnoney ta be advanced was te be paid. I produce the copy of
one, and believe them ail te have been in a similar, form.

(See Appendix D.)
26. Q. Confidering the Mefflage of Lieut. Governor Clarke

te the House of Affembly, of the 26th February, 1793, coin-
municating the Royal Iniruaions, which required all monies
granted for the public ufes of this Province, te be granted to His
Majefty, and confequently to be payable into the hands of His
Najelty's Receiver-General for the Province, and to be account-
cd for te the Lords of lis Majefty's Treafury; and alfo consider-
ing the praLqice which has hitherto exifted under the Revenue
Laws of this Province, made in conformity to the aforementioned
Inftractions, and the prefent ftate of things in refpect te the de-
falcation in the Receiver-General's Cheft; can you point out any
means, not already in the power of the Colonial Government,
by vhich itris probable that the deficiency may be recovered,
confriently with juflice and the eneral interefs of the Province;
and if fa, vhat are thefe means.

A. Under ail circumftances, and confidering the practice
whichli as hitherto exifled under the Revenue Laws of this Pro-
vince, I cannot point out any means by which the exifting defi-
ciency in the Receiver-General's Cheft can be recovered of right,
unleis from the late Receiver-General or his fecurities: But
from an appeal to the liberality of the Mother Country, I fhould,
individually, think that much rnight be expeâed towards a final
feulement of the difliculties we labour under.

27. Q. Under ail the circumafances of the late defalcation in
the fxnds raifed upon His Majefty's Subjeâs in this Province, for
the Public ufes rhereof; what fecurity can be given againft fimilar
defalcations for the future, or the iffuing or applying of any part
thereof, otherwife than as provided, or may hereafter be provided
by Law?

A. Under all the circumfaances of the late defalcation in the
funds raised in. this Province, I can point out noe other mode fo
likely to guard againft a fimilar occurrence in future, as a provi-
lion by Law, in which the Lords of the Treafury would doubt-
lefs concur if neceffary; requiring the money in the Public Chenl
ta be vilited and examined at frequent periods by fone high and
responfible Public Oflicers, fuch periods te be feleEed by fuch
Oflicers at their diferetion, but at leaif as often as once every
quarter. This arrangement vould, however, neceffarily require
fome greater remuneration being allowed te the officer difcharg-
ing the duties of Receiver-Genieral, than those enjoyed by Mr.
Caldwell, whofe emoluments were generally fuppofed to a-ife
froi an individual Ife of the public money. If a further provi-
fion is made by Law for the regulation of the Receiver.General's
Office, any fuch duties and refponfibilities as might be deemed
advifable, could be attached te 'hat Office.

28, Q. In the mean time, confidering the prefent flate of the
Revenue of. the Province, the depreffed fate of Trade and In-
duftry, the relriaion impofed by the Canada Trade A& on the
enaâment of Provincial Lavs impofing duties on importations
by Sea, can you fuggeft any means by which the .deficiency of
funds in the hands of Government te meet the exifning demands
againft it, can be effeaually and fafely provided ; and if fo, vhat
are these mieans?

A. In' the- prefent difficulties Of this Province, I do not per-
ceive any meafure, tliat:can be had recourfe to as a temporary
relief, onre advifable than a Loan, to a moderale amount. To
pay theintereft thereof, and redeem the capital in a fhort term
of years, a fificient fund inight be fet afide, in my opinion, from
the Revenue now railed on importations, or in cafe of neceffity a
fuflicient amount might be raifed,' without material objection, by
Stamps, ta a Modra1e amounteOn Deeds andObligations of every
kind.

29. Q. lIn your anfver t the 24t h quefion, you iate that tie
monies in the bands of the Receiver-Genexal are drawin out ir

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Append(ix riaycfsdoyuonAppendx conformity to Law, except in extraordinary cafest do you con-
ceive that there exifs any authority in tis Province te ufe thefe

t-^m monies for any other purpofe, and if fo, by whon is that autho-
3d Flby. rity exercifed ?

A. I do not conceive that firiafly there exifls any fuch autho-
rity, but in cafes of extraordinary emergency, as occurred on the
fudden brcaking out of the late War, and latterly from the diffe-
rences betwveen the two branches of the Legiflature, preventing
their naking any legal provition for the ecpenfes of Governmtent:
a Public Officer in a higi fituation muft in fuch cases of neceflty
aa on his own refponfibility, and truf to the Legiflature to in-
demnify him by future enaRments of Law. The head of the
Executive Governmaent is of courfe the only oficer who could
thus aà in this Province.

30. Q. You rtate in the answer to the 1lth Queflion that the
accounts laid bef ore the Houfe of Affembly at different times fince
1810 vere partly inade up from the Lift of Warrants drawn on
the Receiver-General; were the whole of the Warrants drawn,
contained in the Lift laid before the A'flembly or were some of thenm
onitted, and if fo, of withat defcription were the Warrants omit-
ted? were the letters of credit given ufually ftated t ithe Affembly ?

A. I have not a futL knowledge of the practice which exiled,
relative to the public accounts, previous te 1819, when I came
into office. The lift of warrants referred to, is alfo one of thofe
accounts which are rendered by the Infpeaor-General of Public
Accounts; whereas, my anfwer to the 1 Ith queffion referred to
the accounts made up by me, as Chairman cf the Committee of
Audit. I believe, however, that the whole warrants iffued each
year, in payment of the Civil Expenditure of Lower-Canada,
were entered in the -abtraa of %warrants annually hid before the
Legiflature. Thofe iffued for the Proteftant and Catholic C[ergy
vere not fa entered, as the faie were reinburfed fron ithe mit-
litary chef; as was alfo the cafe with refped to the expenfes of
the Indian Million; and thefe two items formed the only ma.-
terial exceptions, ince I have had any particular knîowledge of
the public accounts, to the general rule of entering all the war-
rants ifflued on the Receiver-General in the abftra<at laid before
the Legiflature. The letters of credit given, were not ufually
ftated ta the Af'embly, being in faa nerely temporary advances,
to be finally covered by warrants, and which would, of courfe,
appear in fome of the abftra&s of thefe latter.

30. Q. In your anfwer to the 27th queffion, you fay that it
was generally fuppofed that the Receiver-Generat made tufe of
the balances due by him. On what grounds do you rmake thati
affertion? \Vas there any communication between Mr. Caldwell1
and ithe Executive Government, or any other Officer of the
Government, implying his making fuch ufe of public monies, or
was it ever countenanced in any way by the Government ?1

A. In what I have already ftated, relative ta the late Receiver-
General, I have remarked that I fpoke fran general report and
notoriety. The occafion wien thefe reports vere monft publicly
fpoken of, was on that Ofricer's preenting a petitior for foie
further allowance, to the Affemtxbly, with the fan&ion of Sir y
George Prevoft, on the 4Oh March one thoufand eiglht hundredl
oand fifteen. I do not know of any communication between the
Executive Government or any Officer therceof, and Mr. Cald- r
well, implying his making ufe of the public monies, previous to b
vhat occurrel on Mr. Uavidfon's Million; or that his fa doing 1

%vas ever countenanced by Governient. The very lov salary r
lie held, probably led ta the reports ta which1 I have alluded, 1
and which have unfortunately proved too well grounded, with
this addition, that the defalcation which lias finally occurred,
exceeds every thing thiat coultd have been fufpeaed ; and infteadi
of being confinied wihin a scun for whici Mr. Caldwell's real i
eftate and fecurities might have been futlicient tc anfwer, threa-
tens to entail a hcavy lofs on the public.

me. The ialf-year's accounts, with the vouchers and account e
current, are then fent to the Conmittee of the Executive Coun- ci
cil, who report on the fane. Their audit, and the year's ac- v
counts, with an annual account current duly attefted, are then w
transmitted by nie, accompanied by the vouchers, ta the AuditJi
Board at Sonerfet-Houfe, vho from tine tutime, fend nie a De-
claration of tic balance. A

3. Q. On what authority is this courfe of accounting efa- ai
blified ?

A. On c6ming into office, I found this courfe efnablifhed, and
have fince followed ih.fu

4. Q. Have you had any inftructions direct from the Treafury, Appeix
r His Majefty's Governiment in £ngland, respe<.ting your re-

ceiving, paying over, and accounting for monies coming into ^
your hands, for the public ufes of this Province ? Or are there 3d Feby.
any inftructions of the kind in your office ?

A. None whatever, te ny recollection.
5. Q. Under what authority did you think yourfelf authorifed

to pay over the monies in your hands, or coming into your hands,
for the public ufes of this Province, as His Majeay's Receiver
General ?

A. On comwing into office, I found the cuftom eflablifhed of
paying monies on the Governor's warrant, as the Kiing'i Repre-
flentative. I paid the amount of the warrants figned by him.

6. Q. Did you keep feparate chefis and cafh accourits, for dif-
ferent fources of Revenues; or only one cheft and one calh-
accounit of fuch monies ?

A. I kept but one cheft and one cafh account.
7. Q. Is the account rendered by you, dated 17th November

1823, in the forn of your cafh account; and did your caih ac-
count embrace all manies receivéd by you from every fource of
Revenue in this Province, and paid over under the warrants of
the Governor, Lieutenant-Governor, or perfon adminiaering the
Government for the time being? Were the aninal accounts
transmitted by you to the Lords of the Treafury, in a fimilar
form ?

A. Perfectly fo, with the exception of the account dated 17th
November 1823, being for a broken period.

8. Q. Have you, at any time fince you have been in offce,
received any, and what inftructions, from the Lords Conimis-
fioners of His Majefy's Treafury, or from the Executive Govern-
ment of this Province, as to the fori and manner of keeping your
caih accounts; and lias the prefent forni been approved of and
fànctioned, and by wihcm?

A, I ai lnot aware of having received any particular inaruc.
tions. The form of my account lias never been difapproved of.

9. Q. Could you furnifh the Cominittee with a statement of
the annual balances in the accounts transmitted by you to the
Lords of the Treafury, viz. the year preceding your coining into
office, and every year ince ?

A. I lay before the Committee copy of a letter, dated «'Audit
« Office, Whitehall-place, bth May 1818," figned, cc.lb
S'Taylor," vhich wiU fhew the balance on the 28th May 1810,
(fée Appendix E.) and I alfa produce to the Committee a fiate-
ment of the balances from oth October 1810, to the 16th Au-
guft 1823. (See Appendix F.)

10. Q. Can you thate the balances at the fame periods, de-
ducting the monies advanced on letters of credit, or otherwife,
uncovered by Warrant ?

A. I lay before the Committee a fiatenent of the faid balances,
from 10th October 1810, to the 10th Auguft 1823. (Sec Ap-
pendix G.) .

11. Q. Te what date have your accounts been audited, and
yourfelt discharged by the Lords Commiffioners of 1-lis MNiajelly's
Treafury ?

A. I give in copies of four letters, by vrhich it will appear that
my accounts have been audited ta the 1Oth October 181,5, and
have been received at the Audit Office ta the 10ih October j 821.
I alfa furnifh copy of a Quitas to my late father, with a letter to
nyfelf; and alfa, a Declaration from the Pipe Ofice, of the ba-
ance due by me on the 10th October 1i4. (See Appendix H.
Nos. 1 a-4)

12. Q. Did you ever receive any intimation from the Treafury
for the fettlement of your accounts, and respecting the balances
lated to be in your hands in the accounts transmitted by you ?

A. I never received any intimation on thei fubject, previous to
M\r. Davidfon's mißfion to England (ant funimer.

13. Q. Is the balance of your account with Governnent of
lhe 17th Novenber 1823, viz. £96,117 13s. Oid. correct ?

A. I believe it to be fo.
14.. Q. Has any part of that balance been paid over by you tu

ny perton authorifed to receive it on the part of Government?
A. No.
15. Q. Does the account of the 17th November 1823, and

he preceding accounts rendered, include any payments made on
he authority of warrants or of letters of credit, for expenditures
.ot usually paid out of the monies in your hands for the public
fes of the Province ; and will you ftate their nature and amount ?

A. Ai .the paynients in these accounts have been ufual. There
Ire, however, certain payments included therein, for which [ ufu-
lly received the amount in cafli froin the military cheil, and for
Vhich the Government is regularly credited. There are, how-
ver, certain of thefe payments which were made by me, (out of
hie public money in my hands raifeId for the ufes of this Pro-
ince,) for which [ received no cafh froni the Military Chefc. The
'hole is explained in the papers Nos. 8 and 10, transmitted with
lis Excellency's MeT1age of the 1Ith Decemiber inlant.

16. Q. Tic la IIteni of the account appears te be of the 16th
ugu6 1823. Have there been made any applications te you
in the part of Government for the payment of the whole or any
art of the fut Balance, and when ?
A. Government being fully informed of my inability te meet

ch demand; no direct apphcation has been made.

A. 1 entered inta a Bond for £10,000, with two fecurities, at
the Exchequer Office, WeLlminfter, for the due performance of
the duties prescribed by my Patent.

19. Q. lave you given any Bond in this Province, for the fe-
curity of the faid manies ?

A. I an fot aware of having given any.
20. Q. Can you flate ta the Committee what means are in

your power of liquidating the balance ftated by you to be due to
-lis Majefly's Governmnict ?

A. I fhould propofe in the firra place to make over, for the
purpofe of fle, when a fair price can be obtained, my valuable
loufe, Lot and Wharf in St. Peter Street, in the Lower Town

of Quebec-the Seigniories of Gafpé and St. Etienne, about 50
acres of land in the Banlieu of Quebec, the right ta the receipt
of £4000, remaining due on the Seigniory of Foucault or Cald-
well Manor, and fee fimple or mortgage claims on suclh of from
38,000 ta 40,000 acres of land, in frec and common foccage as
nay have been fold. The lots are generally in fituations where

land felis from 5s. ta 7s. 6d., lOs. and 12s. 6d. per acre, accord-
ing ta quality ; many acres have been fold at the above rates.

The Seigniory of Lauzon being entailed on my fan, and being
chargcd with fone mortgages to different individuals by my late
Father, for the pavment of which I conceive its Revenues ta be
liable, I would beg leave ta offer ta pay annually, the fum, of
£1500 currency, into the Provincial Treasury, during miy life, or
until the aniount of my balance were paid up.

I beg leave ta fubmit ta the liberality of the Legiflature, a claim
for fame allowance in the nature of a fet-off, for fervices render-
ed by niy late Father and myfelf, in performing duties not requi-
red or in the contemplation of our i efpective Patents, in the re-
ceiving and paying large fuais of money levied under Provincial
Aas, for which no charge has as yet been imade or per centage
allowed. I beg leave ta fate that in performing fuch fervice,
office expenfes have been incurred neariy equal ta ny falary and
allowances, that great responfibility has been incurred, that in one
inftance my balance was increafed, by being ordered by the Com-
mittee of Council for auditing Public Accounts, ta charge myfelf
with a fum more than equal ta the falary of fix years, whiich fum
had never been received by me, in conlequence of the failure of
a fub-accountant.

I beg ta fate, that in the neighbouring Province of Upper-
Canada, per centages are allowed ta the Receiver Genera, exclu-
tive of the falary received by him under his Patent, on ail funms,
either levied by Provincial Aas or received fron this Province,
as the proportion of Duties.

I beg further leave ta fate, that on my coming into office, I
memorialed Mis Majefy's Government in Enigland, for an increafe
of falary, in confequence of great increafe of.Public dutv, in the
receipt and paymient of manies levied under Provincial Aas.
That I was referred to the Governrnent here, fich claim for re-
muneration being confidered by His Majefly's Minifters as arifing
fron matters purely Provincial. I in confequence petitioned His
Excellency Sir George Prevoft, for an increafe of làlary, who a-
lowed a petition ta the fame purport ta be entertained by the Le-
giflature, but refpeaing which no meafure was then or lias fince
been taken.

I beg leave ta fay that fhould any new regulation be taken by
the Legiflature refpeaing the office of Receiver General, and that
the emoluments be raifed ta what its detail and responfibility
might fecin ta require, and that I be permitted ta refume the fanc-
tions of that fituation, I fhould hope ta be able ta pay into the
Provincial Treafury, a further fumr of not lefs than £1000 per
animi.

Should I micet with the indulgencies I have juft now taken the
liberty ta fuggeft, I fain would hope that not very many years
would be required ta enable me ta pay off the very heavy balance
which I owe His Majefty's Government in this Province.

22. Q. Will you give in a ftatement of your claims, and ofr-A-
thofe of the late Honorable Henry Caldwell, for fervices ? 2d Feby.

The Honorable Mr. Hale appeared before the Committee an,.

was examined as follows:
1. Q. You have been Inspector of Public Provincial Accounts

in this Province for many years past, and are now Receiver Ge-
neral; fince what dates have you held thofe fituations ?

A. To the beft of my recollection, I was appointed Inspector-
General of Public Provincial Accounts by Sir James Henry Craig,
in the year 1808 or 1809. I was appointed Receiver General,
on the 25th Novemîber lait.

2. Q. Have tho accounts of the late Honorable Henry Caldwell,
and of the Honorable John Caldwell, Receivers General, been
fuxbmitted to your inspection ?

A. The Accounts of the Honorable John Caldwell have uni-
formly been ubmitted to my inspection, as alfo thofe of the late
Honorable Henry Caldwell, for one or two periods ?

3, Q. By whom and by whofe authority were thefe accounts
fo fubmitted? What were the periods embraced by fuch accounts
and their nature ?

A. The Accounts are fent to the Inspector-General by order
of the Governor. The periods are every fix months. The ac-
counts comprife the receipts and expenditures, and are accom-
panied by the Vouchers.

4. Q. Had you in your Office, any inftructions with respect
to your duties as Inspector-General of Public Provincial Accounts?

A, I had-and they were fron Sir James H. Craig.
5. Q. The accounts febmitted to the Legiflature froi the time'

you came into office, till 1818, appear to have been entirely
made out in your department-vas there any alteration up to
that time, in the form and manner of making out thefe accounts,
in afe in the time of your predecefar ?

A. But one, that I am aware of, and that was in the Item of
Duties on Tobacco, under 4 Mst Geo, III. which was, at mny fug.
gelnion, taken fron the monies at the difpofal of the Legislature,
and placed anongst thofe granted to His Majelty, as directed by
the faid Act.

6. Q. Upon what documents were these Accounts ufually
madeup?

A. The receipts were 'made up from the Accounts which I
received froni the Collectors of the Cufonis, and other Public
Officers having Public Monies in their hands. The payments
were froi the Receiver-General's Accounts and Vouchers.

7. Q. You mention various Pub!ic Accountants and Collectors
of the Public Revenue. Do you underiland that the monies
arifing from His Majety's Revenue in this Province, irom whate-
ver fource or of whatfoever defcription,could lie definitely lodged
in any other hands than those of His Majesty's Receiver-General
for the Province, and is it not from his accounts that any correct
fûatement of the- funds of the Province can be made up, and the
fate of that fund correctly known ?

A. It is underftood that all monies should be paid into the hands
of the Receiver-General. I do not think that under exifting
Statutes any monies can be paid into any ather hands than those
of the Receiver General. It is fron his Accounts, after they
have been checked, that the fiate of the Revenue is correctly made
Up.

a. Q. Have these accounts embraced the whole of the Public
Revenue of this Province, and been in the form of the Account
of the 17th November 1823, figned 9'John Caldwell," and
transmitted with His Excellency the Governor in Chief's Mefsage-
of the firft December innlant ?

A. The Receiver-GeneraP's accounts do embrace he whole of
the Public Revenue that has been received. I do not know of
any alteration that has been maade in the for cf te account iof
1 7th November 1823.

9. Q. How arifes the difference between the balance asstated
by the Receiver-General to be in his hands, and the balance sta-
ted to be at the dispofal of the Legiflature?

A J can only fuppofe it to arise from the Expenditures exceed
ing the. Appropriations.

10. Q., Areyouvaware of anyleps evertaken on the part of
the Lords Commiflioners of the Treafury, or of the Executive Go-
vernment of this Province, to ascertain the existence, in Cash, of
the actual balances stated by the Receiver-General in bis half.
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Appendix yearly accounts, to be in his lhands; and if fo, will you bave the
(S.) goodnefs to ftate when and what these fteps were?

A. I do not know that any steps ever were taken.

8d Feby. 11. Q. Do you know if any part of the said balance has since been
paid uver by Mr. Caldwell, into the hands of any othier person acting
on the part of Governiment ?

A. i have no knowledge of any part of that sum having been paid.
12. Q. Can you inform the Committee if any proceedings at Lav

have bec taken on the part of the Lords of lis Majesty's Treasury,
or the Colonial Government, tu obtain or secure the payment of the
said balance ?

A. I do not know of any.
13. Q. Have the Crown Lawyers in the Colonies been applied to,

and wheni, for ieir opinions, or bave they given any opinions on the le-
gai mseans in the power of the Executive Government, to compel or se-
cure tie payient of that balance, and what are these opinions, if so gi-
ven ?

A. I do not know of any proceedings having taken p'ace on the
subject.

11. Q. Haveyou any knowledgeof any Bond or Securities given in
this Country by the Honorable John Caldwell, Receiver-General, for
the monies in his hands belinging to Government-wio are his sureties,
and where is the Bond or Bonds to be found, if they have beent giveo ?

A. i do not know vof any securities haQing been given in this coui
try. I have no knowledge of the Bond given in England, furtier than
it is stated to have been required in Mr. Caldwell's Commission.

15. Q Has tihe Honorable John Caldwell delivered over tu yoi any
instructions from His Majesty or the Lords Commissioners (if His Ma-

jesty's Treasury, for the guidance of the Receiver-Genesal in the duties
of his office, or are you aware of the existence of any such instruc-
tions ?

A. T have received no papers whatever from hin.
16. Q. Considering .ie message of Lieutenant.Governor Clarke ta

the House of Assembly, of the 26th February 1793, communicating
the Royal Instructions, which reqnired all manies granted for the pub-
lic uses of this Province toube granted ta1is Majesty, and consequcntly
tobe payable into the bands of lis Majesty's Receiver.Gencral for the
Province, and to be accounted for to the Lords of His Majesty's Trea-
sury ; and also, considering the practice whici has hithertu exibted un-
cer the Revenue Laws of this Province, made in conformity to the
aforementioned instructions, and the present state of things in respect to
the defalcation in the Receiver-Genera's chest,-can you point out a-
ny means, not already in the power of the Colonial Government, by
which it is probable that the deficiency may oe recovered, coniisistenily
with justice and the general inteiests of thie Province ; and if su, what
are these meanis ?

A. I do not understand i to have been in consequence of Lieutenant-
Governor Clarke's Message, that monies granted for the public uses of
the Province, were made payable into the hands of the Receiver.Gene.
ral. The Act f the Parliament of Great Britain, 14th Geo. III.
established that regulation, which bas since been adopted il the subse-
quent Acts of thé Provincial Legislature. With respect tu the defilca.
tion in the Receiver-General's chest,. I am not awae îthat the Colonial
Goverinment possesses any power by the exercise of which the deticiency
may be recovered. I conceive such power to be vestedu in he Exciequeer
alone, upon representation being made to that Court by the Loids
Comnissioners of His Majesty's Treasury.

17. Q. Under ail the circumstances of the late defalcaioni in the
fonds raised upon Hi sMajesty's Subjects in this Province, for the pub-
lic uses thereof, Vhat securiry can bc given against similar defalcations
for the future, or the issuing or applying of any part thereof, otlierwie
than as provided, or may iereaifter be provided, by Law' ?

A. Security to be given against defalcaticns in ltie public funds, c:in-
not easily be obtained to a greater amount than has beei required from
Mr. Caldwell ; and nothing infallible of the kind bas yet been discover-
ed in Europe. But the evil ca ihardly increase tu any great magnitude,
if the Executive Governmentl iad the pover to visit the Receiver-Genie-
ral's chest at pleasure : suich a regulation exists in other departnments.

18. Q. In the mean time, considering the present state of the Re-
venue of the Province, the depressed state of tiade and industry, and
the restriction imposcd by the Canada Trade Act on the enactinent tf
Provincial Lawvs, imposing duties on importations by sea,-:can you
siuggest aniy means, by whiclh tIse deficiency of fonds in the hands of
Governîment, to meet the existing denands against it, cani be effectually
and safely provided, and if so, what are these means?

A. Aiày means of pioviding for the deficiency of funds in the hands
of Goveriiineit to meet existing demands, to be effectuai, should be de.
cided upon without loss of time ; and I cannot devise any immediate
means more effectual or more safe, than to negociate loans from ntime to
time, vhich I think could be easily dune, eveu at less than legal inte.
rest.

19. Q. Has the Governor eftabliflied any nev regulations in
the Office of the Receiver General fince your appointîent, and
what fecusrity lias been required ?

A. His Excellency the Governor in Chief lias efnablifhed fome
new regulations in the Office of the Receiver General fince my
appointment : but iso fecurity lias yet been required.

20. Q. Is your appointment only temporary ?
A. My CommiWion is held during pleafure, and I underftand

the appointment to be temporary.
21. Q. What falary and allowanccsare allowed you ?
A. I have not received any intimation as to the amount of fa-

lary or allowances to be granted to me.
22. Q. Did the annual lifts of Warrants laid before the Legis-

lature during the time that you were Inspector Generai of Public
Provincial Accotnts, contain all the Warrants which were granted
on the Receiver General for the ternis mentioned in the faid lias,
and if not, what were the nature of the Warrants omitted ?

A. The annual lifts of Warrants laid before the Legiflature AppendiX
white I was Inspector Gencral of the Public Provincial Accounts, (S.)
did coniprehend ail the Warrants iffued upon the Receiver Ge- A
ieral for the periods mentioned in the laid lias, without any omis- 3d Feby.
fions that I now recollect, except thofe for the fialaries of the
Clergy. I have fonie recollection that a part of the expenditure
on account of the miffion of Mr. Coltrnan and Mr. Fletcher, into
the Indian Territory was not stated, but I cannot now fpeak with
precifion.

5thly. You are to take care that ail noney ifiued is duly appli-
cd to the purpofes for which it was intended, and regularly ac-
counted for.

6thly. You are to examine and fign all accounts fubmnitted to
your infpeion, previous ta tieir being tranfimitted to the Lards
Conmmillioners of His Majeay's Treafury, or hid before the Ex-
ecutive and Legifiative Councils, or Hlou( of Affcmblv, by the
Govemnor, or perfon adninifcring the Government, and to take
care that the fane, as far as pollible, be correct ; and whcn re-
quired, to prepare and report ftatements of the Public Revenue
and Expenditure.

I!ROCEE)INGS of a Special Committee appointed on Fri-
day, the 9th January 1824, ta examine tlie Contents of

the Petition of divers Inhabitanms of that part of the County of
York, which borders on the River Ottawa, above the River of
La Pe>ite Nation.

Mr. Taschereau called to the Chair.
Mr. Philemxon Wright of the Townfhlip of Hull, on the River

Ottawa, appeared before your Committee, and being exanined
ansvrered as follows:

Q. Yoti are acquainted vith the local fituation and circum-
stances of the Seigniories, Townlhips and other places on the
River Ottawa ?

A. I am.
Q. What is the quality of the Land along that River, do they

promxife ta become flourifhing Settlenmente ?
A, The Land is good and fit to make very flourifhing Settle-

nents.
Q. What is the extent of Land fit for Seulement along that

River, and ta how many Families can they afford Settlements ?
A. I think there are two iundred miles of Land in the Town-

flxips along that River fit for Settlement, which night be grant-
cd, befides Land in the Scigniories, the depth lias not yet been
ascertained beyond forty or fifty miles, beyond whiclh I know
nothing of the Land ; it might afford Settlement ta at leaa half
a million of people.

Q. Vhat is the Population of the divers Settlements on that
River, and what are the extent of the Settlements therein ?

A. The anount of the Population of the Townflhips above Pe-
tite Ntion is about three thoufand Souls, and the Population
from the Seigniory of Petite Nation to thxat of Argentcuil botli
inclufive, is about five thoufand Souls ; the extenti otLand clear-
cd, fettled and cultivated above the Pctile Nation is fron twelve
to fifteen thoufand acres.

Q. Have the Settements been retarded by any and by what
caufes ?

A. Among the many caufes which have retarded the Settle-
ment in the Townfhip, the grand and main caufe is thc Crowi
and Clergy Referves being fcattered and disperfed through the
Townflhips, this point opens ta me a fubject in which I find my-
felf interefted, for I believe that amiong the great number of Pea-
ple who have fuffered by it, none have been more incommxoded
than me;; before entering more on the fubject, I beg ta be per.
nitted ta point out the former Regulations connected with thc
arrangement of thofe Referves. In the firft place all Surveys were
made under a Diagram A, by which no Referves were made.-
Next an order was iffued t Survey and Subdivide according ta
Diagrai B, according to which two fevenths of the quantity of
Land were ta be referved in the Corners of each Townfhip, this
order had but few difadvantages, but it was thought proper ta alter
the fame into Diagrant C. According ta which the Referves
vere thrown into lines or ribbons of whole ConcefLions, but this

was but little ufed, and I believe only in the Survey of the Town-
ihip of Shefford, this was followed by Diagram D. under which
all Survevs have been donc fince twenty ycars at leaif, this has
thrown niore oblacles in the way of imnproving the new Town-
fhips on a large fcale Chan nany are dispofed to admit, as this
Country is more adapted for grazing Farnms than for tillage, and
as Stocks of Cattle cannot be raifed on foxalt Farmxs with any great
advantage to the Country, the method of difaributing thofe Re-
ferves over lo great a part of a Townihip puts it quite out of the
power of any enterprifing perfon ta Commerce on a large Scale
on account of thofe Referves, (befides Swamps occafionnally)
ftanding in the way, thele iRelerves in a large unimproved and
ciearing Country becomxe a continuai fource of trouble and vexa-
tions for want of Fences, Roads, &c., befides becoming lurking
places for wild animals who deuiroy great quantities of grain every
vear. As thefe Lots lie intersperled with the Settlers, fone are
encroaching on one fide and foe on the other, until fences and
property become quite dihregarded and caufe difagreements and
unpleafant feelings between nieighbours. It ias long occurred ta
ne that it vould be an abject of the greateil moment with the
Governmnent ta make every exertion and give every encourage-
ient towards forming large Stock Farns, and this can only be

done with any great prospect of fuccess in the Upper parts aifthe
Province, for it may caiilybe feen that the Lower part of the Ca-
nadas is more adapted for raifing grain than the Upper part. It
lxas been obferved byTravellers, that in the Canadian Farns fron
Ouebec ta Montreal, the Cattle are of an inferior fize than thofe
reared in the more loomiy and ftony lands of the Upper Country.
When the Government is in ivant of Beef itris alvays procured
from the Vermont County for Cati The North Weft Corn-
pany alfo draw chiefly their fuippiy of Beef front the fane quar-
ter, and pay at the rate of one dollar extra per hundred veight on
the Montreal MaIrket, for the fàke of having large Beet, as bel
adapted to their ufe, if therefore Stock Farnxs vere more encou-
raged, the money (which in this and other ways is fent out of
the Countrry) would be circulated with beniefit vithin this Pro-
vince. I believe there is io perfon who would have done as I
have by risking a great fum of money, and a large improvemxent
on a holding of twenty-one years, but as I haid laid down a rule

on my firft arrival in the Country, to risk any and every thingtoA
raife a Superior Breed of Cattle, ny firft object vas to iniprove
and put into grass a large piece of Land, but found in the Re- r-
ferves an infurmouintable obftacle in my way, and was therefore 14th Fieby.
under the neceflity of taking a Lot within the Colombia Re-
ferve, which proved to be in the centre of my intended clearing,
its fituation being fuch that I could not avoid it, I was therefore
neceflitated tu build on the fame with a twenty one year's Leafe
and truft to the generofity of Government for remunieration.
When thefe Referves are leafed, it is generally to people deflitute
of means to carry into effect the objects of Governiment with
respect to the improvement of the Country, as it is proved after
an experience of above twenty years; and thofe who have im-
proved, have laboured under discouraging circumfiances, fo much
fb as to abandon their Farms, which have run into weeds and
brufh, which at the latter part of every feafen difiribute their
feeds over the neighbouring Lands, and are a confiant fource of
great injury to the whole Settlements. In this fituation thefe
people neglect to teach their Children to be indufirious axs Far-
mers ought to be, this neglect makes then bad or loofe Subjects,
and at the expiration of the Leafe nothing is left to the Creditor,
WVidow, or Fatherless Children. I have long thought that if
the order to Survey under Diagram B, had been continued, it
would have answered the beft 'purpofe, and if at prefent it were
pollible to flhift thofe Referves into blocks, I an certain it would
give gencral fatisfaction. Thofe Blocks could then be laid out
into more or less quantities than two liundred acres, as might fuit
people's wants, they could be catier fuperintended and rents col-
lected with more facility, and Mills alfo might be crected with
mare precifion.

Q. What is the state of the Roads and Water Communication
on that River ?

A. Ninety miles of Road have been laid out by the Commis-
fioners of Internat Communications for the County of York, be-
ginning at the Centre of the Townihip of Chatham, running
through the Townihip of Granville, the Seigniory of the ?ctite
Nation, and the Townfhip of Lochaber, Buckingham, Temple-
ton, Hull to the center of Eardly. The fira ten miles coft about
one lhundred pounds per mile, the next fixty-four miles ending
at the Fall of the Chaudière in the Tovnilhip of Huil cofCt about
twenty pounds per mile, the next fixteen miles from thence, coi!
froin eighty to ninety pounds per mile, and the remainder about
ten pounds per mile ; befides the monies laid out by the faid
Comißniioners, a fuai above nine hundred an d fifty pounds was
expended on Roads in the-Townfhip of Hull, by the Settlers
therein. The stace of the Road is as follows: the firif ten miles
bad. 'Of the next fixty-four miles the part of the Road which
runs through Granville, Petite Nation, Lochaber, Buckinghani
and part of Tempieton, is not goud on account of the few Settiers
along the fame, the Settlements beinig generally along the Baik
of the River, and thofe Town1hips being generally poffeffed by
abfentees, who have made it a general rute ta fell their Tiriber
standing at fix dollars per thoul'nd cubic feet, to perfons who
have blocked up the faid Road by feliing trees across it. Througlh
part of Templeton and the whole of Hull antd Eardly the road is
very good. The fixteen miles remaining are tolerably good.
The vhole road las been traced by a Provincial Surveyo, by
order of theC Governor, aud cut through the woods by order of
the faidt Commifloners, and no part of it has bec traced by the
Grand Voyer. The numnber of Bridges thereon is one hundred
and thirteen.

Q. Are the Seigniories and Townfhips properly organized cf
Militia and Road Oùlicers, and if not, vhat is deficient ?

A. The Militia Olicers are organized through the whole Une :
there have been appointed Road' Oficers below. Petite intionU
but above that there are none.

Q. Has the Grand Voyer ever been required ta organize that
part of the Country, of Road Oficers, and t trace the Roads?

A. I canniot fy.
Q. How then have you made your Roads heretofore, axnd what

bas been expended by private Individuals on thofe Rtoads ?
A. In 1802, being Captain of Militia, I caletd a Meeting of

the Inhabitants of the Towniflhip of Hull, an agreement vas en-
tered into, by which the Commiflioned Oflicers of \]ilitia flhould
lay out the Roads wanted, direct the quantity of work on eaci
Road, and efinimate the proportion thercof to be made hy each
Individual, a voluntary subfcription was raifed, and thofe who had
not fubfcribed to the amount of their proportion of the vork on
the faid Roads, vere to be directed by the faid oicei s to perfori
the fime, the officers prefent at the lid Meeting appointed Path-
maaers or Overfeers, and the Roads laid out were to remain fo
until Governient ihould sec fit to alter them; at that Meeting
fix hundred days vork were fubscribed, and afterwards anually
performeid under the InfpeLaion of thofe Overfeers: thirty-four
miles and a h-alf of Road have thus been effected at an expenfe
(befides the fum granted by Government of Nine hundred and
fifty-five pounds) of twelve hundred and fifty pounds to Phile-
mon Wright & Sons, and of Nine hundrcd and fixty-two pounds
to the Inhabitants, a great pat of the latter fum was alfaofub-
scribed by him-x the faid Philemon Wright and his Sons.

Q. Are the Road Laws fuflicient for thofe parts Of the Pro-
vince, and if not, in what part are they deficient, and wlhat is to
be donc for the Roads in thofe places ?

A. The Road Lavs are not fuflicient, the difliculty of carry-

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Appendix ing thenm into execution with refpe& ta the Crown and Clergy
(T. T.) Referves, particularly at fo great a diftance frotu the feat of the

r Courts ta which the Inhabitants muif refort, the neareft Court of
/i Feby. Quarter Sefions, at Montreal, being about one lundred and twen-

ty miles fromn the Townflhip of Hull: the enormous expense of
legally laying out new Roads, owing to the great dillance to the
refidence of the Grand-Voyer of the Diftriat, which has hitherto
almoft entirely deprived the Inhabitants ofis superintendance,
or of that of his Deputy; I think it would be neceiTary that a
Deputy Grand-Voyer flhould be appointed, for the whole of the
'rownhips on that ride of the River Ottawa, and who fhould re-
fide, as near as circumaances could admit, in fome central part
thercof; and that the Inhabitants of each Townfhip ought ta be
authorized ta nane a perfon, who would be empowered ta dire&
and compel the Inhabitants of their refpeélive Townfhips ta work
at and open fuch Roads as might be found neceffary, and it is a
necellity mlot urgent, that Abfentees be compelled in fone way or
other ta cause their proportion of work ta be made.

Q. Do you fuggest the expediency of a main Road being open-
cd tlirough any part of the Lands ; where, and for what reafon?

A. It would be highly neceifary that a Road be made and
kept open ta a greater diftance than what now exifts along the
North Shore of the River Ottawa, from the Seigniory of Argen-
teuil as far as the Townihip of Onflow. This Ruad vould fhor-
ten the diaance from the Town of Perth (where there is a
Ciurcli, Court Houfe and Gaol) ta Montreal, thirty-miles, than
through the Road now ufed, and from the fedions of the fifteen
Townihips laying northerly of Perth, the dilance to Montreal
,vould be (hortened cighty-miles, this Road would alfb be of
great advantage ta the Settlenent of Richmiond ani ta all the
veitern Country.

Q. Can a good and convenient Line of Communication be-
tween KingQon and the Prbvince of Lower-Canada, be kept by
the River Ottawa, and does that River afford any advantage over
the Communication of the Saint Lawrence, and in wlhat ?

A. Canal vas ordered and laid out in 1816 by the Govern-
ment ; its intended courfe has been again explored this feafon by
the Colonial Committee of Upper-Canada, with the regular En-
gineer who laid out the Canal froni Lake Erie to Lake Ontario,
and I underflood fi-on thei that the Canal would be foon effecq-
ed . the Kingaon River running in a South Wefterly direason
fron Kingilon, and the Rideau River taking its fource nearly at
the fame place and running in an oppofite direffion into the Otta-
wa, which would make an unconmonly convenient fupply of wa-
ter ta the Canal, as it will run generally through a level country.
If that Canal wias opened it would be a great convenience ta Tra-
vellers, by affording a navigable communication frornUpper-Ca-
nada through the Ottawa much fhorter, fafer in cale of war, and
in all respeas more convenient than the prefent communication
by the River St. Lawrence ; it is very well known that the River
Saint Lawrence from Montreal ta Kingîon is rapid, the current
is very fivift, and its navigation is attended with many difficulties,
whereas the River Ottawa offers many advantages ta navigation,
it contains large bodies of fill water and there are only two ra-
pids which will be overcome by two Canals na. making, its
Banks are fertile, and the country ail along is very convenient for
Settlements ; it reccive many Rivers which have their fources at
n great diftance in the North, among which is the river Gatineau,
navigable five miles for fmali veWfels, the Elweaver, and the River
Blanche, and all the Country along them fusceptible of making
hne fettlements.

Q. Aie those places properly organized of Justices of the Peace, and
of Comminbioners for the recovery of snall Debts?

A. There are two Justices of the Peace at HuU, but no Commis.
sioniers for the recovery ofismall Debts in the Townslhip, there are some
at Argenteuil which is eighty miles below iHull.

Q. What is the distance from the farthest Settlement, to the place
where Courts of Justice are holden?

A. The greatest distance ta the Court at Montreal, is One hundred
and fifty miles, and ta the nearest place, where there are Commissioners
for the recovery of small Debts, the distance is One hunt'red and ten
Miles.
y Q. Ihave those places suffered much from the distance of the Courts
of Justice.

A. Grealy, during twenty years past ; the expenses and the trouble
are so great that gencrally Debts of Twelvepounds and even ofTwenty-
five pounds have been given up rather than be at the expense of sueing for
the sanie, the fees to the Officer for the serving of a Summons is twenty
five dollars, & generally the Costs of Court amount from Forty to Fifcy
pouids ; I have often come down to Mon1treal with a number of Witnes.
ses ta attend the Court, the two days allowed for the hearing of Witnes-
ses not being sufficient, we had ta return home and come down again
to attend in another Term of the Court, making an expense of travelling
twice two hundred and forty miles. lit short we have got so much dis-
couraged that we have given up ta the idea of sueing for any Debr, and
there is scarcely a Man in the Town able ta pay the amount of a Judg-
ment obtained against him. There never was a Judgment executed in
the Township of Hull.

Q. What do you suggest ta bc donc vith respect to Courts of Justice
for those parts ?

A. l think it would be proper to authorize Commissioners, in each
Township settled sufliciently, ta determine small matters under Five
pounds, and that a County Couit should set at [u11 at least ycaly for
the Trial of causes above that sum.

Q. Wouild the holding of Quarter Sessions of th iPeace: be reqüisie
in those places, and are tliere any means ta procure. the holding f the'
samne

A. It would be very necessary, there arc fit places for the holding of Appendix
it, and people of sufficient respectability for lling the situations ofMa- (T. T.)
gistrates and Grand and Petit Juries.

Q. Could a Gaol be but in those places, where, and could the Cost 4
thereof be repaitd by laying a siall 'Tax on Law processes, as lias been
donc for the Inferior District of Saint-Francis ?

A. The County would willinigly builadthe Gaol and a Court House,
and would willingly suffer an assessient for the expenses of the build-
ing thereof.

Q. Whbat is the distance of the same Settlements ta the place of Elec-
tion of Representatives, and have they beci able to make use of their
right of votiag at Elections ?

A. The distance from Hull ta Rvire Duchine, the place of Elec-
tion, is one hundred miles, and from the Settlements above it, is as much
as one hundred and thirty miles ; not one Elector from those settlements
ever voted, althliugh at times a large number ofi then have come down,
but finding there was no opportunity of doing any thing for the Upper
Country, they have not voted ; a few years ago we pethioned for fixing
the place ofi Election higher up, but had no success.

Q. Are Register Offices required in that part of the Province, and for
what reasons ?

A. They aie very necessary, and would be very useful, it is one of
those institutions which would tend the most towards the improvement
of that part of the Province, it would have the advantage that every
man would be able te ascertain if his Titles are safe, and thereby faci-
ltate the buying and selling of Lands ; it lias happenci that people
hve bought Lands at Montreal fifteen years ago, have settled and clear-
cd theni, and now fiud that the persans from whom they bouglit had no
Title to suclh Lands, and in consequence they have been dispossessed ;
that evil woiuld be remiedied by the establishment of Register Offices.
The majority of the people of those parts have been brought up in pla-
ces where IRegister Ofices exist, they are used ta it, would find them
very beneficial, and woild willingly pay' for the registering of their
Deeds, which would support the Establishment without any expense to
tIe Province.

Q. Are any Notaries establislied in those parts, do the Inhabitants
feel the want of themi, and what is ta be done in that respect ?

A. There are no Notaries, and until Notaries reside there, the Magis-
trates ouglit ta be authorized to recognize Deeds.

Q. What is the chief Trade of those Settlements, what is its extent,
and probable augmentation ?

A. Lumber and Pot Ashes ; for the six years past, at least one hua-
dred andfifty Ship Luads of Timxber have c>me down the River Otta:
wa yearly ; during the past ycar it has amounted t three hur:dred loads.
As to the quanutity of Potash, 1 cannot say exactly, it is very great, and
will encrease; andI te Timber and Pot Ash from Upper.Canada will
vcrÿ soon mostly corne dcown through that River.

Q. Whiat ailier advantages do those parts promise ta the Province,
besides those you have already mentionei?

A. They are very valuable for rearing Cattle, and for Agriculture of
every description, I have made large experience in that way, six years
aga 1 imported from England two Buls and two Cows of the best breed,
I have since raised upwards of four hundred animals of that breed, I
have founid great advantage in crossing it with the Canadian breed, as
two animals of the cross breed may be aised as casily as one of the con-
mna breed, they are more hardy and casier ta winter. I have now about
five huitindred head of cattle, who winter under common sheds, constructed
merely ta enclose the ground and sheher the cattle from the weather.
On one Farm, since six years, 1 have raised one hundred and forty-three
calves, out of which I lost only one, which was drowned, and I anicon-
fident that that part of the country is uncommonly good for rearing
Stock, being moist, and where two tons of Hay may b oraisei as easy as
one ton in the Latitude of 42, or two cutters or two 'oushels of vege.
tables. It is often said that this country labours under great diflicuhies;
owing to the length of winters, but it is founîd by Farmers, who have
lived in Latitude 42, t9hat cattle rmay be reared in this country easier than
in a more southern country. Besides the above advantages, the settle
ment of thar part of the Province would fiirnish taour Exports, and by
consuiming many dutiable articles, would encrease the Revenue of the
Province.

Q. Wlhat other grievances retard the progress and impede the prospe.
rity of those parts besides those you have meitioned?

A. I have mentioned mostly all by mentioni.îg the distance from
Courts of Justice, the want of Regisier Offices, the Absentees not
making their Roads, the Roads on the Crown and Clergy Reserves not
being made, chose Reserves being scattered through the Townships, the
distance from places of Election, and the want of a common Great Road
on the Bank of Ithe River.

Q. What·do you conceive is requisite ta facilitate the progress of
those Settlements, and the Trade thercof, besides what you have already
suggested ?

A. The improving the navigation of-the River Ottawa, more particu-
larly near the Church of Sainte Anne at the head of the lsland of Mont-
real, as it is in contemplation ta run a Steam Boat from Lachine ta the
foot of the Long Saulr, where tiv Villages are improving very quickly,
and the Canal nion' making on the North side 'of he Long Sault is pro.
gressing rapidly. A Steam Boat about one hundred and ten feet long
lias been built on the Ottawa, wvhich runs from thiehlead of the Long
Sault to the GrandChatdière, vhich isjust half tle.distancefrom Mont.
ieal, anti unti some further improvement is made in thc Country, the
proprietors wihl continue ta lose money by it, as they have already done,
and they may probably be obligei to abandon it which would be a serious
loss ta the Inhabitants of those parts ivho find it a very useful convenience.

Joseph Bouchette, Esquire, Sirveyor-General ofi Lower-Canada,
appeared before your Committee and was examinedi as follow,

Q. You are acquainted with the local situation and circui. ances of
the Seigniories, Townships and osher places on the River Ottawa?

A. Yes I am.
Q liat is the qiality' of theLands along tlhat, River, do they pro-

mise to become flourishing Settlements ?
A. The genrality of the Lands' in the Townsiips n the Otiva

from the Seignaiory of Argenteuil to Eardly appear be fit for Settlement,
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from thet description of the Lanms given in the returns of Ire Surveys
nade of the front pnsts of those Townships.

Q. Whit is the extent of Land fit for Settlerment along that River,
and to how many Families can they afford Settlements ?

A. I should coniceive thîat there are about thnree hundred thousand
acres which may ob fouird rt for cuivation in theT Townships along that
River up to Onsilow, inclrding Ihe Crown and Clergy Reservations.
These Townships are traversed by a range of Mounitains wîhich stretches
in a westerly direction and terinates at the Ottawa in Onslow, tIe Lantis
North-West of tit range are unexplored and lhe quality but little
kn'own.

Q. Wlhat is the Population of the divers Settlements on that River,
and vhat is the exteit uf thie Settlemxents therein ?

A. Thle avrage Population frou the best anthoities I have been able
to obtain, may be estinmatei froxm 2500 b t3100 Snols in all the Town.
ship oi the O:tava, andI the Signiory of Petite Nation inclusive.

Q. Have the Settiements been retarded by any and by what
caufes ?

A. They have been retarded ; firi, by the extenrGve Tracs of
Land granted under Patent, wlich .rexmain nioRiy in a (late of na-
ture, alfo by the obftrudiont arifing from the Crown and Clergy
Refervations, which however is likely to be removed.

Q. What is the ftate of the Roads and Water Communication
on that River ?

A. The Roads cannot be very good, oivng to the caufes juft
fnated, and the want of Settlers 'oni chi Ronds, principally the
main one along the River. The Navigation or rather the Water
Comimunication of the Ottawa, froi its confluence with the Saint
Lawrence to Iluil, is interrupted by two or three principal rapids,
the mofn confiderable is the Long Sault , there is however a long
interval of lil water fron Grenville to Hull, w'hich affords a
Steam Boat conveyance for a difiance of about fixty miles.

Q. Are the Seigniories and Townfhips properly organrized of
Militia, and Road Offlicers, and if not, what is delicient ?

A. I cannot 1ay.
. Has the Grand-Voyer ever been required to organize that

parcof the Country of Road Oicers, and to trace the Roads P
A. I knov not.
Q. How then have the Ronds been niade heretofore, and

wlhat has beei expended by private Individuals on thofe Roads?
A. I ani perfectly unacquainted with the fubject.
Q. Are the Road Laws fufficient for thofe parts of the Pro-

vsince, and if not, in what are they deficient, and wihat i to be
donc for the Ronds in thofe places ?

A. It appears to ncc that the Rond Law niglit be sufíicient,
were the interruptions and obftruaions removed for promoting
the Settlernnts in that part of the country.

Q, Do you fuggeft the expcdiency of a main Road being open-
ed rhrough any part of the LandF, vhere, and for what reaibn ?

A. I certainly vould conceive it highly advifable to encourage
the opening of a great Public Road, leading from ithe Settiements
of La Norraye, traverfing in as dire& a Line as miglit be found
praaicable the Townfíips of Kildare, Ramdon, Kilkenny, Aber-
cronibie, Chathianm, and ending in Grenville at the head o the
Military Canal in that Townfhip, thereby fhortening the dinaince
fron Quebec to Grenville about 20 to 25 miles, obviating there-
by the inconveniences arifing froi the circuitous route now prac-
tifed along the borders of the Saint Lawrence.

Q, Can a good and convenient line cf Communication be-
tween Kingâton and the Province of Lower-Canada be kept by
the River Ottawa, and does that River offer any advantage over
the Communication of the Saint Lawrence, and in whîat ?

A. I have no doubt that a good Line of Corrntunication can
be opened betveen Kingaon and Lower-Canada by the Ottawa,
its chief advantage being that of pofref1ing an inland corrmmuni-
cation between both Provinces in a military point of view, inde-
pendent of that now practifed by the Saint Lawrence, vhich di-
vides the Canadas from the United States: It lias been contcem-
plated as an important object by the Government of both Pro-
vinces, as evinced by the anciiorations now carried on along that
Route.

Q. Are those places properly organized of Juftices of the
Pe;tce and of Commiflioners for the recovery of fmnall debts?

A. I canînot pofitively anfwer this queflion,
Q. What is the diflance frotn the fartheif Settlement to the

place where Courts of Juftice are iolden ?
A. A bout one hundred miles.
Q. Have thofe places fuffered much fronm the diflance of the

Courts of Juftice ?
A. I prefume they have.
Q. What do you fuggeft to be done with refpect to Courts of

Juffice for those parts ?
A. Not being perfectly aware of the difficulties I cannot offer

any fuggention.
Q. Would the holding of Quarter Sellions of the Peace be re-

quifite in thofe places, and are there any means te procure the
holding of the fame ?

A. I believe they would be of material advantage.
Q. Could a Gaol be built in those places, wcere, and could the

coit thereof be repaid by laying a friait Tax on Law Procefles,
as lias been done for the Inferior Diftrict of Saint Francis ?

A. I have no doubt that a Gaol can be built, either in Gren-
ville or Hull; but I cannot fay lhow far the con could be repaid
on the fyler adopted for the Inferior Diftrict of Saint Francis,
owing to the great difference of population.

Q. What is the diftance of the saine fettlements to the plac e of Appendix
Election of Reprefentatives, and have they been able to make tife (. T-)
of theIr right of voting at Elections ? ,.....A...

A. The furtheft Settlements from the place of Election may be 14?1 Feby,
about 70 or So miles, and muft find it inconvenient and difflicult
to reach the place of Election.

Q. Are Regifier Olices required in that part of the Province,
and for what reafons ?

A. The neceflity of a Regifer Office is generally felt.
Q. What is the chief Trade of thofe Settlements, what is its

extent, and probable augmentation ?
A. Timber, Pot Ml and Pearl Afh.
Q. What other advantages do thofe parts promife to the Pro-

vince, befides thofe you have already nentioned ?
A. The advantages thofe parts promise to the Province, befides

whnt alis already been flated, are no doubt great and various,
anong the principal of thefe, I fhould confider that were the
country on the Ottawa ivell fettled, the comnunications with the
feveral Markets rendered eafy and convenient by good Roads,
principally thofe leading to Quebec and Montreal, the Markets
would be more anply fupplied with Agricultural produce, Cattie,
&c.

Q. What other grievances retard Ihe progrefs and impede the,
profperity of thofe parts besides thofe you have mentioned ?

A. I believe what has already been mentioned are the principal
inpediments retarding those fetlements.

Q. WVhîat do you conceive is requitice to facilitate the progrefs
of thofe Settlements and the Trade thereof, befides what you
have already fuggefted ?

A. 'lie principal obje&s to facilitate the profperity of thofe
parts are ; fira, the opening of proper Communications by Land
and iiproving those by water.-Second, encouraging the fettling
of men of capital, and removing the difficulties ftated which ope-
rate as a check ct the more rapid progrefs of Settlements, thefe
meafuires would alfo tend to improve the Trade of that part of the
Country which from the refources it offers by its local and relative
fituation with Upper-Canada, might ultimately be conducive to
the general velfare and profperity of the Country at large.

Fourtlly.-ThIe want of povers necessary to the I aabitants of the
Towenshlips and of this Coxunty for making xegulations expedieet in ilieir
situation, ard of enforcing such regulations, as well as tf levy'ig ihe'
neccssaiy Fund', as practised in the Mother Country aid in the other,
British Colonies.

Fifthly.-The want of Offices of Iirolment and of adequate reans
of secring the Titles of Rcal Property.

Sixthly-Thrc remoteness of the places fixed by Law for the Election
of Members to serve in the Houe of Assenbly for the Couniity of York,
-the nearest of these places being about une hundred miles fron the
center of the five Townships in which the Petitionérs are settk*d ; whicih
ini fact disables them from exercisinig their clective franchise, na'nraitiing
their interests, and naking known their wantas in the House of Assen-
bly of the Province.

Your Committee examined tivo persons well acquainted with that part
of the County of York which is on the River Ottawa, and whose Evi-
dence is annexei to this Report.

it appears to Youir Commnittee that that part of the rovtince promi.
ses to beconme one of the Most important in the couintry, and that trot-
withstanding the inconvenience which it has suffered in consequence of
its remoteness and want of orgarnization, it bas made rapid progress.
And that it would be just that Legi.lative provision should be made, Io
remedy that inconvenience, in order to enable it to make rapid progess
and becone one of the principal parts of the Province.

On the first grievance your Commnittee are of opinion, That the
Crown alone can apply a remedy for the inconverriences arising from the
manner in which the Lands have been allitted and granted, and that a
recomîmendation on the part of the Crown, to provide by Law for es.
cieatirng cci tain Lands, is now before the Hllouse.

On the second, third and fourth grievanices your Committee are of
opinion, That it wouild bc desireable that a Deputy Grand Voyer and
a sworn Land Surveyor, should, if possible, reside in the Settlements
above the PetitrNation. That Courts of General Session of the Peace
ouglht to be holden there tivice in every year ; and that there ought to
be added to teicir Jurisdictior, a Civil Jurisdietion not exceeding Ten
pournds, in matters merely personal, and nt affecting future rights. That
cach of the Townships in the said Cotrnry ought to be organizcd in th'

Q. Do you think that the divifion of the Province into Coun-
tics as at prefent traced on the Map, fulficiently dirtinct and ap-
portioned ta the population and means of communication within
fuch Counties ?

A. I certainy do not think the divifion of the Province into
Counties as at prefent traced on the Map fufficiently apportioned
ta the population and the means of communication within fuch
Counties ; for on reference ta the Makp of the Province, it wilt
be perceived that the Inhabitants of feveral of the Counties must
lay under great inconveniences in refpect ta Elealons ; for inifance,
the extent of the County of Buckinghamfhire, the fcattered po-
pulationit containsi themajority of whonm are unable from the
bad ftate of Roads and means of communication generally, and
diftance they have ta travel through a new Country ta reach tie
place of Eletoion, rentier it neceffary ta obviate thefe local diffi-
culties, which likewise prevail in sever.1a other Counties.

Q. Rave you ever confidered thIe iubject fuilciently ta offer to
the Committee any new plan of lubdiviiGon which would lead to
remedy any inconvenience which in your cpiuion nay exist ?

A. Yes, it has occupied My attention at various tires, not fa
much with a view ta Reprefenation, as it arofe from na convidhon
that nuch inconvenience must have refulted ta the Governmen 
and the adminiftering of Juice in this Province, fron the er-
roneous and undcefined flate of the limits of the Counties in thsis
Province, being, as it vere, inaginary, and only exiibited on the
Map, but not narked or traced in the Field beyond the depth of
the Seigniorial Grants, and in many cafes fnot even extending ilat
far, belides traverfing and interfeing as they do fome of the
Seigniories, but more particularly and generally the greater part of
the fèttied Townfihips. This I have noticed in iy Topography of
the Canadas, and have again had occaion ta enter on this fub-
ject in an intended fupplenentary work ta my first ; the extract
relative thereto I fhnll villingly read ta the Comumittee:t

& Treating on the fiabject of the most expedient mode ofi pro-
" moting more vigorouIly the xew feudements in this Province
cc together vith other important abjects relative ta the general
c welfare and advancement thereof.

49 As ta the local and relative situation of the Townfhips with
«i cach other, and their neans of Communication with the princi-
« pal Cities and Towns, it may be necefTary ta refer ta my Topo-
« graphical work and Maps of this Province ; it is however pro-
« per ta obferve here, that aithougi a new Inferior Diftrict has
« been recently erced, yet upon referring ta the above menti-

« and fubdivifion into Difriâs, Counties, and Parilihes, the li-
«' mits vhereof, ought not only ta be conspicuoufly defined, but
t alfa well known toits lnhabitants."

1 am therefore ofa opinion, that a clear and distinct definition of all the
Counties in this Province is of imperious necessity, ta obviate the incon-
veniences experienced by the Covernment of this Province, and for the
better Administration of Justice, and above all, the necessity f a new
and clear definituon of the District Lines. It will be perceived by my
previous answer on this subject, that it has occupied my attention for
some time past, anid more particularly of ate.--I conceived that in
order to lay the ground work of a new, judicous and vveil orgasnized
stbdivision of the Province, which might efectually remove the existing
inconveniences arising from its present subdivision, the first step was ta
ascertain from the must authentic Documents, and best Sourcesofinfor-
matiun, the total Population of this provsince, I therefore framned'a dis-
tinct Statemenut (No. 1.)of the Population of cach County as they
now exist, from >which I perceived thseir extreme disproponion of Popu..
lation with each other. Tihis induced me to prepare a project of a nlev

Q. Will you then please toE firnisi the Committee with a Plan vhich
will describe the Boundary Lines of Districts, and present County
Lines, and a further subdivision into Counties, in such mannier as it ap-
pears to you would be of the greatest publie utility, and insert the Popu-
lation in each Conuty as it now exists, and in those you would propose,
as neary as you have been able to obtain it?

A. In reply to this Query I now lay before the Committee a Map, on
which is laid down the present Subdivision of the Province into Districts
and Counties, and on which is also exhibited the project of a new Sub.
division as appears to me most beneficial to the Government and to the
Province, and of the greatest utility.1 Ihave numbered each County on
the Map, which numbers correspond with those contained ils my S.ate-
ment No. 2, in which the Population of each County is stated, and
forms a total Quanium agreeing with the general grand total of the Po-
pulation oÇ the Province in Statement No. 1.

The result ofthe present project is, nu increase of E/even Couiak and
Ten Representaiivesi, making a total of Sixty Representative.r, which in a
proportional ratio of the Population of this Province would be about
7120 Souls toeach, and ahhough the Population by Statement No. 2,
may yet appear unequally apporioned, stili, vhen the Territorial Dvi-
sions and Localities of this Province are taken into.consideration, wiah
my views ofdeviating as little.as possible from the old established Boun-
daries and existisng Divisions, it will, I trust, be conducive to the erds
mentioned lu the fore pari of this Answer.

County ?

A. By no means : the Lines of the following Counties require
some fpecial defignation, viz: Gaspé, Cornwallis, Devon, Hlert-
ford, Dorchester, Buckingianiflsire, Richelieb, Bedford, Surrey,
Kent, Huntingdon, York and Effingiam.

Q. Can you give to the Committee the boundaries which yon
confider to apply as nearly as poffible to the intention of the'Pro-
clamation of 1792?

r.NHE Commiflioners appointed by Cominiflion dated in the
-L month of Augufn [ail, under and by virtue of an Act

paffed in the laft Seffion of the Provincial Parliament of Lower-
Canada for opening and making a Road fron Drummnondville to
Sorel, have the honour to report, that they held a meeting in
Auguft laft at Sorel, and after examining a Report of Deputy
Provincial Surveyor Donald Livingfton, and taking into confide-
ration other Communications of local information, as well as a
very liberal donation of Two hundred and forty pounds Currency,
from the Honorable John Richardfon, proprietor of fome of the
Land through which it was propofed to make faid Road : Public
advertifements were niade at St. Ours, Sorel, Yamaska, St. Fran-
cis, La Baye, Shipton and Drumnmondville; and in October fol-
lowing agreeable to the advertifenents, the making of the Road
was fold by miles to the loweft bidder, and contraéls were entered
into with feveral Inhabitants for opening the Road thirty-three
feet, by removing the Timber ; twelve feet of the Road to be
cleared of ftumps and roots, caufeways twenty feet in width with
ditches three feet wide on each fide, with difcharges for the wa-
ter where neceffary, the Road to be opened from the Village of
Drurnnondville, through the Townfhips of Grantham and Upton
to an existing good Road in the Seigniory of Deguire, near Ya-
maska, a difnance of about feventeen miles.--On the 25th De-
cember laft, the Contractors had (with a irifling exception) open-
cd the Road, fo as to make it a good winter Roadà and the Com-
miffioners have every reafon to expet that it vill be finifhed by
the 25th July next, as per contract. In December, Two 'undred
and fifty pounds were received from the Government and advan-
ced to the Contractors ; and the Coinmiffioners will have the ho-
nour of reporting more fully, and in detail, after the completion
of the work in the month of July next.

cy of our vinter feafon, nor did it afford room enough for the
objeffs propofed, it therefore became neceffary to erea a Stone
Building 3 feet by 52-19 feet high above the ground, and in
forne parts to fink9 feet for a foundation, to excavate and cart
away a large proportion of the Gaol Yard, this added to the cir-
cumfitance of thle Nachinery being new, the Maler Carpenter
liad elimated very nuch under the lum neceffary for this object.
Thefe forn the principal reafons for the excefs of expenditure.

From the trial had by the application of two of the Hammers,
it is evident that the force vill be more than is required for the
breaking of ftone, this additional force under a fmail appropria-
tion of fron £100 to £200, may be very advantageoufly applied
for the purpofe of breaking and preparing Hemp, and leveral
other objects of lefs importance to the country.

As the Building now ere&ed is made of the moft folid mare-
rials, it may hereafter become a valuable appendage to the Gaol,
fhould it ever be required.

cafe reformation cati hardly be looked for. But fhoult a fmall fum
be granted annually and placed at the difpofal of the Comminlion-
ers, much good miglht refult from it, as it would enable them to
clothe and give a trifle to others, cither to enable them to go
-where they are not known, there to redeen their character, or to
provide them with a place here for a few davs, until they
could provide for themfelves and gain an honeft livelihood, this
atiîlance howevecr to be given to thofe only who had conduaed
themfelves regularly during their confinement, and promifed to
reform--fuppofe £200 annually.

5thly. As the Stepping Mill w'ill neceffarily require that a per-

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EDUCATION REPORT.

TOUR Committee, desirous of obtaining froin the most authentic
sources information upon the matter referred te then, caused ques-

tions relating thereto te be put to the Gentlemen composing the Spmr-
NARY ofQuebec, also to the Reverend Mr. MILLs, D. D. & Secretary
te the Royal Institution for the advancement of learning in this Pro-
iince and of the Diocesan Commnittee for Promoting Christian Know-
ledge, te J. F. PERRAULT, Esq. President of the Society of Education
for the District of Quebec, and to the Rcverend Mr. WILKIE, who has
long presided over an Academy at Quebec, to the Reverend Mr. Bua-
ItAoE, who within these late years bas been appointed and acted as Master
of the Royal Grammnar School at Quebec, and to Mr. J. B. ColsBiN.

The questions put te these Geilemen, severally, with their tespective4
Answers, will be found in the Appendix to this Report under the Let-
ter [A.]

In the extensive field of enquiry into which your Committee were
called upon to enter, it seemed to them most conducive to the discovery
of the truth, that some detached portion should be selected for exami-
nation in the first instance, and that availing thenselves of the permis-
sion given to them by the House of reporting from time to tinte upon
the matter referred, they should continue their enquiries into the causes
which have retardcd the progress of Education in this Province, and
Report from time te time, under general heads, the results of those
enquiries.

Your Committee could not fail to see, that one of the main causes
which have retarded the progress of Education in this Province bas been
the vithdrawing of the Rents, Issues and Profits, of the Estates here-
tofore belonging to the late Order of the Jesuits from the purposes of
their original use and destination, and employing them for other purpo-
ses, not known to your Committee, nor to the Public.

Some important Documents relating to these Estates being in the
bands of the Heirs of the late Honorable J. A. Panet, Esquire, in bis
life time Speaker of the Assembly, those Gentlemen were requested to
lay them before the Committee, which was accordîngly donc, and they
will bt found in the Appendix to this Report under the Letter [B.]

Amongst these Papers will be found an opinion of. His Majesty's At.
torney General and Solicitor General for the Province upon the sub.
ject immediately under consideration, bearing date the 1Sth of May i
1790: bwherein amongst other thigs it is said ; " as a derelhct u, Vacnt9

Estate His Majesty became vested in it by the clearest of Titles, if
" the right cf Conquest alone was not sufficient, but even upon the

' compelled to give in a full statement of all they had, with the several
c Title Deeds, and Documents or Proofs in support of it. Seques-
« trators or Guardians were appointed te the management of their Es-
cc tates, and in a course of time and with a regularity proportioned toe
d their importance, provision was made for the application of then in
" the various ways that Law, -Reason, Justice, and Policy dictated ;
c and all this was dont at the suit of the Crown Officer by the Courts
4 of France, as we apprehend in a Judicial and not in a Legislative
« Capacity.

Your Committee had reason te doubt the correctness of the above
Statement, and instituted a long and patient enquiry into the proceedings
had in France upon the occasion of the suppression of the late Order of
the Jesuits in relation to the Colleges and Seminaries belonging to the
Order, and te the Lands wherewith they were endowed.

The inveteracy cf the error te which the afore-mentioned Report of
the Law Officers of the Crown within the Colony would appear to have
first given birth, seemed to require on the part of your Cominittee more
minute details, than, under different circumstances, and in a matter of less
importance, they~would have otherwise deemed necessary.

The commercial embarrassments-of the Order, and the legal proceed.
ings had in consequence in the Courts of France, on the part cf their Cre-
ditors for the recovery of their debts,.gave occasion te ajudicial enquiry
into the Constitution of the Order.

Father Lavalette, a Jesuit Priest, sent by hs Generailin America, u4-
der the Title of Superinitendant of the Missions teo the Windward Isl-
ands, purchased upon sthe. Conquest of seseral of those Islands by the
British arme, large quantities of merchandize and considerable real estaties
froin tht French Inhabitants who.,were desirous to return to France, and
vho under the severail Capitulations were permitted to do so, and te re-
move or dispose of their property within a certain assigned period.
' He paid for these Goods in Bille of Exchange drawn upon his Cortes-
pondents in Fi-acè, payable in two or three years, at such places in France
as were Most convenient.to the respective.venders of the goods or lands.

The Goods were shipped te these Correspotidents by Father Lava-
lette under'a Nutrai Flag, and it was expected that:thty would furnish
ample Funds for the payment cf the Bills, je:question, ýas they, becane
due. Bit'in'consequence of these Goodse.being captured by British
Cruisers and condemned, the correspondents.of Father Lavallette were
,nable to honor bis Bills, and there were protested ,Bils of.:Excihange
drawn upon Meses. Gouffre & Lioncy, Merchants of Marseilles, to an
amount of nearly Tw' Millions of Francs,' ,when those Getlemen' fail-
ed:--other Bills of Exchange drawn by Fatber Lavallette upon Mr.

Lavallette upon Lioncy, Brothers, and Gouffie, Merchants of Marseilles,
and they were further condemned to pay fifty thousand Livres for dama-
ges and all costs and Expenses ;and the Brother Lavallette and all other
Jesuits were prohibited under the Penalties of the Law to intermeddle,
directly or indirectly, with any Kind of Traffic which Ecclesiastical Per-
sons were interdicted frum using by the Canons of the Churchi admitted
in the Kingdom of France, by the Ordinances of the King, or by the De.
crees and Régulations of that Parliament.

This case wa calernlated to excite and did excite a high degree of in-
terest, not only in France butin the whole of Europe., The Parliament
was occupied nine days in hearing the Advocateî of the Parties, of course
the most eminent men of that day in their Profession. 'During the pen-
dency of the Suit there was circulated in the Capital (as was usual in
France in all causes of aity importance whatever) Printed Mémoires Signed
by the Advocates of the parties, in which the facts of the case and the
Arguments in support of the pretentions of the Parties respectisely, were
fully stated.

On the 17th April 1761, whilst the Argument'of this Cause was go-
ng on, one of the Gentlemen of the Chamber of Enpuétes of the Parlia-
iment, (all the Chambers' being Assembled) addressed the Parliament,
stating that two Printed Mémoires, one for the Jesuits, the other against
them, on the occasion of a Cause the Argument whereon had commen-
ced the previous Monday in the Grande Chambre of the Court, appear-
ed te bien te publish and discuss too openly the Constitutions of the Je.
suits te admit of bis not submitting te the Court some observations whîich
those Mémoires rendered indispensable, and well Nworthy in every respect
of the entire attention of the Court, observations, hovever, wlhich in no
wise touched the Cause nor the question before the Grande Chamre.

That on the one side the Mémoires for the Jesuits, whilst it seemied in
a certain degree te confine the discussion upon the Cqnstitutions of the
Jesuits te what concerns the power of the General of this Order over the
Property of the different Houses, nevertheless asserted-that the Govern.
ment, well kIown to the Parliament, of the other Religious Houses, dif-
fered in its form from the Government of the Jesuiisi vhich the Parlia.
ment iad never-been able to discover. -

Tht1 on the other side the Printed Mdmoire against the Jesuits con-
tained assertions as te their.Constitutions and Doctrines generally, which
it was the. duty of the Court to examineinto.

After:going through a long and minutei exanmination of some of the
Constitutions which he held te be most exceptionable, he concludes with
submitting to the Parliament the following Motion.

It would be too long ta refer ta the various decrees of the Par-
lianient founded upon a principle which pervades them all, and
which decrees are thus characterized in a fubfequent decree of
the 28th August 1762.

o Thele decrces are founded upon a motive of equity which dic-
e tates all the decrees of the Court; this motive is, that it is juft
" that the revenues of property deflined for a College be employ-
«ed for the benefit ofthat College, and that ihey be therefore ad-
do miniflered by fequetrators moit at hand ta the officers charged
" with determining, as well upon the alimentary annüal allowani-
'c ces ta be made ta the perfons lately ftyling thenfelves Jefuits,
«as upon the Fees of the profeffors who have filledl the places of
'r the faid perfons lately ayling themfelves Jefuits."

It would be foreign from the matter referred ta your Commit-
tee, ta repott the various meafures taken by the Frenci Govern-
ment concerning the manner in whiclh thefe Revenues were t4
be applied ta the purpofes of Education.

It is fufficient ta have fhown incontrovertibly, that the Colle-
ges and Seminaries which belonged ta the order of the Jefuits in
France, continued after the Cuppreflion of that order ta be ufed
for the purpofes of Education, and that the Lands and monies
with which they had been endowed continued ta ferve for the
maintenance of the faild Colleges and Semxinaries.

The next abject of your Committec was, ta afcertain what had
been donc in relation ta the Jefuits' Eftatc-s in Canada by His
Majefly's Government in England, or by the Provincial Autho-
ritieq munder orders fromn His Majefy's Government in England.

Upon this fubject your Coammittee have in the firft inftance ta
refer ta an abftract of Proccedings in Council, relative ta the
grant directed ta be made of the Jefuits' EI'ates in Canada ta the
late Jeffery Lord Amherft, with the dates of the Ceveral orders
made by His Majefly in Council in that behalf, and the Reports
of the late Board of Trade and of His Majefy's Law Ollicers
for the time being.

Ir appears froni it that, «con the 24th May 1770, His Majeofy

c dered, ta direct that a Grant lhould be made ta His Lordfhip, his
-g heirs and fucceffors, of a certain tract of Land in that Province,
c but in confeqtence of difficulties arifing from local circumu-
c cfances, lis Majefty's intentions have not been carried into ef-
cc fect.-lHis Majefny lias ordered the proceedings relative ta this
'c subject, to be laid before this House, and -lis Mlajefty re-
« lies with confidence on the juflice and liberality of bis faithful

There was paffed in confequence in the-Parliament of the Uni-
ted Kingdom the Statute 43 Gea. 111, Cap. 159, cgfor settling
'c and fecuring a certain annuity an William Lord Amherft,and
«c the representatives of the late Jeffery Lord Amherf' in consi-
c deration of the eminent fervices performed by him during his
c command in America."

And ivith it closes the fecond branch.of the enquiry.
It is not poflible ta look at thefe Documents without feeling the

utnmoft refpe& for the fenfe of riglit and juftice which dictated
the above proceedings, and whichhas so eninenitly diflinguifhed
at all times the Government of His Majefly.

Your Committee next directed their enquiries ta the afcertain-
ing, whether any, and what proceedings had been had within the
Colony, for the obtaining of the Buildings and Revenues of Utie
Eftates ta be applied to the purpofes-of Education.

They find tiat almoft immediately after the Eflabliihment of
the prefent Conflitution, ta wit, in the year 1793, a Ietition fign-
ed by a great number of the Citizens and Iniabitants of the

Town and County of Quebec was prefentcd to the Afsemb!y,
which will be found in the Journals Vol. 1, Page 352.

That after various proceedings had upon this Petition, an hum-
ble Addrefs and Petition of the Affenmbly of Lower-Canada to
Ils Majefty vas reported, concurred in and voted by the Afsenbly,
(Journals Vol. 1, Page 406) and it was refolved on the Ilth April
1793, that a Mefsage flhould be fent "to the Legiflative Council
" with a Copy of the Addrefs and Petition to lis Majefty, ivhicli
c lias pafsed this -loufe relative to the property pofsefsed by the
" Jefuits and the Education of Youth in this Province, requeffing
s the Council tojoin in the same."

On the 17tlh April of the faine ycar a Mefs.age was fent by the
Legiflative Council in auifwer to the above R efolve of the Alsemix-
bly, informing theni that the Legiflative Couicil have resolved
" to exprefs their defires on the fubject of promoting the means
" of Education in a feparate Address."

In 1800, on the 12th Marc.h, a Motion was made in the Hoiufe
of Asenbly, that the Houle fhould refolve itfelf into a Commit-
tee, to confider of the mon proper means of obtaining informa-
tion concerning tlic rights and pretenfions which this Province
nay have upon the College of Quebec and the Eflates thereunto
annexed.

And on the 1Sth day of the faine month, an A ddrefs was voted
to His Excellency the Governor of the Province, praving lie mxiglxt
order the proper Officers to transmit to the Houfe, Copies of cer-
tain Titles and Documents and Official Reports relative to the
Ellates ieretofore pofseised and claimed by the Religious Order
of the Jesuits in this Province.

This Addrefs was prefented to the Governor of the Province
on the l5th day of the fame month, and lie was pleafed to make
the following aniwer:-

'c 1 think it necefsary to inforni you on the fubjcct matter of
« the prefent Addrefs, thiat the whole proceedings under the
" Commiffion ifsued on the 29th Decenber 1787, including every
' claim and pretenfion refpecting the Efates of the late Order
" of Jefuits in this Province, together with the humble Addrefs
9 of the Houfe of Afsembly voted on the 11th April 1793, had

been refpectively fubaitted to the King,-That HBis Majefly
having been gracioufly pleafed to refer the whole proceedings

Sto Ilis Privy Council, the refult of their Confultations, vili
Slis Majefly's Order thercon, was transmitted to this Govern-

'c nient in the month of April laft, and in confequence ofIuch
" Order, Coimillions have ifsued to take the whole of the pro-
i perty into the hands of the Crown."

« After reflecting on thefe circumfiances, flhould the Houfe of
f Afsembly continue to deen it advifeable to perfif in their pro-
" pofed invefligation,'I fiall comply with their reqiieft, to allov
" thcm accefs to thofe papers which have already been made pub.

49 But after the information I have now given, the Houfe of

9any application on the subject."

This Answer fron His Excellency the Governor in Chief was
taken into confideration by the Affembly, and on the 21st A pril
1300, an Address to His Majefly, hunbly fupplicating Plis Ma-

jesty to take into His Royal and Paternal confideration the de-
plorable ftate of the Education of Youth in this Province, was
propofed, but was not voted.--This Addrefs is to be found in the
Journals of this Houfe, vol. 8, page 162.

No effectual proceedings on'the fubject took place from that
period until the 13th May 1812, vhen a Mefrauge vas fent by the
Legislative Council informing the Affenbly of their 'c defire f lia-'
" ving a conference with the Houfe of Affembly upon a matter of
" importance to the future interels of the Province." iThe con-
ference took place, and an Addrefs to His Royal Higlhnefs the
Prince Regent was reported to the Aflembly by the Managerson
their part at the faid conference, 99foliciting His Royal Hlighnefs'
" attention to the state of Education in-this Province,'and to the
' want of Public Inflitutions for the Infiruction of our Youth,
" and to offer to His Royal Hignefs our hunmble prayerthat His
" Royal Highnefs vill be pléafedto take our neceffities into His
ci Gracious and favorable confideration, and to allow the alreadv
c' accumulated and the futuie Peents and Revenues of ie Efrates
c' of the late Order of Jefuits, fituate in Lower-Carada, to'be
c appropriated to the relief.;of thofe neceffities."

This Addrefs will be found in the JournalsCf thé Affembly,'
vol. 20, page 591.

The next and lafi proceeding on the fubject in the Aflemnbly
was a Refolve on the 15ti March 1825; "That an humbleAd-'
« drels be prefented i His Excellency-the Governor in Chief,-
' praying he miglxt be pleafed to communicate to this Houle,iidh
' Infiructions orDespatches which inaiylve been givenortrans-
«. nitted fron ine to time by HisMajefty's Governmenbt; rela-

ting t' xthe Jefuits':Eûires inîthisProvince and fotlie appli"a-
«. tion of the Revenue of the faid Eflatrs in this Province."

I-lis Excellency the Governor inChief's AnsWer to this Ad-
drefs ias, hixat having referred to former pr·ocecdingiri this
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« fubjectwhich are to be found upon the Journals of the Houfe
« of Affembly in the year 1800, I do not think that I can com-
« ply with the requeit of this Addrefs without having obtained
ci fpecial permiîfion fo to do."

Your Cornittee convinced that thefe Inftructions would afford
to the People of this Province fone new proofs of the wisdom
and beneficence of His Majefly's Government, are at a loss to
comprehend upon what ground it has been dcemed neceffary by
His Excellency the Governor in Chief to keep them fecret.

Upon the whole matter your Committee*is of opinion, that
the proceedings heretofore had in this Houfe upon this fubject
ought to be renewed, and in confequence an humble Addrefs be
prefented to His Majefly, praying that lie wili be graciously plea-
fed to caufe to be applied to the Promotion of Education in this
Province, the Buildings, Lands and Revenues, heretofore be-
longing-to the late Order of the Jefuits.

APPENDIX [A.]

ANswERs of the SEMINARY of QUEBECc to the Questions of the
Chairman of the Committee appointed to enquire into the
prefent state of Education in this Province.

Q. What is the prefent state of Education in this Province ?
A. If by Education is underftood the knowledge, even ele-

mentary, of Letters, it musc be admitted that it is reduced to but
little, particularly in our country parts. There arc unfortunately
feveral Parifhes where there would hardly be found five or fix per-
fons capable of exprefling their thoughts tolerably in writing, and
of performing the most common rules of arithmetic. Fràm the
knowledge we have, we fhiould be inclined to think that in our
country parts, upon an average, about one fourth of the Canadian
population can read tolerably , that there may be one tenth who
can write their naines, poorly enough in truth. In this humilia-
ting enumeration we comprife only the cultivators of the earth,
and not perfons of certain profeffions which require more exten-
£ive knowledge.

Although Education be but little advanced in this country, it
would have been much lefs fo, had it notbeen for the zeal of a
good number of the gentlemen of the Clergy, who have made
great exertions for the purpofe of procuring Education for the
children of their particular Parifhes, by building School. Houfes
and maintaining Masters. Their fuccefs would have fully corres-
ponded with their generous exertions, ifa -law im force im this
country had not prevented them from endowing thofe Schoois,
and thereby perpetuating the good which they: commnenced.

It will perhaps not be altogether foreign fro:n -the fubject, to
obferve that the Law 41 Geo. 111. has by no means contributed
to improve the state of education in, this Country : that Law in
truth provides for the nomination and for the Salary of School
Masters, but thofe who from their pofition would be in a condi-
tion to judge of the mterit of the perfons who folicit fuch places,
having no part in the nomination,.nor any right of fuperinten-
dence,,ne may judge how thefe Schools are kept, particularly if
the Masterswho are put at the- head of them are perfons whom
the bad state of their affairs has compelled 'o take that fituatiosi,
and who confider it only as a last relource to procure a 'ittle food
for their famuiy.

Q. What are~thecaufes which-may have-retarded its progrefs'?
A. Amongst the differeit caufes which.may have retarded the

progrefs kof Education i> this Province,,one may confider the
following as the principal

lst. The want of pecuniary means with a very large numaber
of parents. *'é

2nd. The difieulty of procuring School Masters of irreproach-
ablé morals

Srd Finally the Want of'goodalementary Schools in our court-
try parts.

If fuch a law vere pafsed one would foon
iee rifing in all the Pariflies permanent Schools, which lereafter
would be endowed by the different Curates and by rich Individu-
als, who now make daily complaints that the obfcacles are not re-
moved which prevent them from doing the good which they de..
fire to do in refpect ta the elementary education of children. WithSchools thus founded and endowed, a refpectable Salary might be
provided for the Mafters, whereof the choice would be byso muci
the more eafy as the neans of fubfiftence to be offercd them
would be greater.

Q. What is the number of Scholars in that part of the Semi-
nary of Quebec, which is called « Le Petit Seminaire"a

A. There are about one hundred and fixty.Q. Could a greater number be received into the faid Seminary?
A. 'When the repairs of the Pctit Scidnaire now commcnced

are completed, there could be received therein about one hundred
and fifty Boarders, and as many day Scholars at the leafit.

Q. Why do not a larger number of Scholars requefn admißfion
ta fludy in the Seminary of Quebec ?

A. That a larger nunber of Scholars do not requen admißion
ta our Seminary may be attributed:

1st. To the want of Elementary Schools, where young people
prepare for a courfe of fludies, and where they usually acquire a
talte for them.

2nd. To the wrant of pecuniary means. Althougli the charge
for boarding arid Iodging is fmall, and the Scholars lpay nothing
for tuition-the Seminary itfelf paying the Profèfsors-..neverthe..
lefs, the nunber'of parents whofe means permit 'them to place
their children àt the Seminary -is smalb -The charge for the
boarding and lodging of the Scholars is tventy pounds currency
for twelve months. If they are fick, or the Seninary does not
take them to where the Vacations are ufually pafsed a proportion-
ate deduction is made to the parents.

The day Sch'olars pay one pound carrency for fuel, sweeng
the school rooms and bringing in the %yood. With thefe tvo laafarticles they were charged previous to the beginning of- there-
pairs of thePetit-Srininaire.*

Srd. To the indifference,^unfortunately too general, Of 'parents;
-who nlot having themfelves amy idea of- education, are little incli-'ned ta confer it upon their children.

Q. Is it not efsentiil that before being capable of admiion tà
the Seminary, it is necefsary for the Scholars to have gone throu8h,
a courfe of elementary inftruction elfewhere ?

A. Before a boy be admitted ta commence his courfe of fudy
in our Seminary, ve require that he fhould be able'to read Latir
and French, and know how toWrite.

Q.. Would you be pleafed to îate to us, what is the courfe of
fudies tiïrough which fcholars are put i your SeninaryP

A. Our courfe of ùudies confifts in teaching the. F-ench, Latin
and Englifh Tonguis, Geography, Mythology and Hiftory; after
thefe comes a course of, Literature, Éhetoric and Philofophy;
this lafi donfifns' of Logic,' Metaphyfics, Morals, Natural 1 hilof.o.
phy and Mathematics, in all " their branches. ýBefides this our
young fchàIars, of late years, begin, in the lower clafses only, a frs-

Q. What aptitude for the sciences have you obferved in the

Q. From your experience and k-nowledge of the Country, can

you furniih the Commitree with any information on the gencral
fiaie of Education in the Province, the caufes of its retardment,
and the ieans of promoting it ?
· A. This queflion divides itfelf into three heads-Firff, as to the

general flate of Education-fecondly, as to the caufes of its re-
tardment-and thirdly, as to the means of pronoting it.

1st With regard to the general ftate of Education in the Pro-
«vince, tho' no one, I imagine, will difpute that it is at a very low
ebb, yet I am of opinion that it has made confiderable progrefs
vithin thefe few, years, and that it is -ftill in a regufar courfe of
advancement.-The Schools under the Royal Infnitution are ra-
pidly increafing in the Townfhips, (frefli Deeds of conveyance
from this quarter being weekly tranfnmitted.to the Board,) and,
as far as this portion of the community are concerned, I certainly
confider the. Act 41st Geo. III. Chap. 17, as fully effectuai to all
the purpofes for whichr it vas intended ; and.. notyitûading
the caufes which have unfortunately operated to:prevent its ha-
ving its natural and proper effect in the Roman Catholic Parihes,
yet applications are not wanting from ,thefe Parifhes, under the
highefn and mofi refpectable fanction, for the efablifhment of
fchools of Royal Foundation by virtue of the exinting Law.

I have adverted to the caufes which have impeded the opera-
.tion of the Act 41st Geo. Il. and this naturally leads --

2ndly.--To the confideration of the circumnfances which have
retarded the general progrefs of Education in the Province. In
fnating my opinion upon&this fubject,- I beg to aflfre the .Commit-
tee, that I fhould never have obtruded it unask d, and I beliève
this quenion was not 'in thenhurberof thofe piopofed tÔ me by

Another great Bar has turned up to prevent schools being established
in the Parish. In the month of June last, i was requested t commence
an English and French Schoul at the village of St. Mary's about nine
miles from my own place. To this end Sir John Johnson subscribed and
gave me a free House-This example was followed by Doctor Woods
the Magistrate, Major Byrne, eight Captains of the Militia, and about
sixty Canadians, who all subxcribed to the amxount of £35, to encou-
rage the school. , Although I lad a Letter of recommendation fronm
I-lis Lordship the Bishop of Philadelphia to Mr. Lajuste the. Parish
Priest, he refused to subscribe, and when about thirty of the most res-
pectable men in the Parish waited on himn merely-for his appiobation, le
told them in n rath, that he would have nothling to do vith the school,
by which means, and as these poor wel-incIined but uneducated peo-
ple attend to the example of their Parisli Priest, rather than judge for
thenselves, they scattered a% if by magic. Several of thei told me
that he lheretofore refused administering sacrament to tieir children, and
that he would do so, were they to send-them to school.-Some of the
people, who seemed very anxiousfor the school, now say, that they will
not pay what they subscrbed. The Priest has even gone so far as to
make [gain) over one man, a subscriber of mine, wlho is going througih
the Parish, in order to prevent the peoplefrom sending their children ta
school. lie also tells them if they leartn English, they will afterwards
go to the U. States. Is it not a heart-reniding grievance to me, that,

after losing nearly five months to accomplishx my object here, my family
may starve, owmixg to the prejudice of a l'ries, whose desire it is to in.
sist on ithe people remaimiig li absolute ignorance. Notvithstanding
these unfavourable circumstinces, I commenced three days ago and I
have only two pupils. il hopes that the Almighty (God will exite you,
and some others i power, tor endeavour to make sonie airangement to
render myself, and others situated as I atm, in some measure independent
of all these difficulties.

Mr. J. F. PERRAULT, Prothonotary of the Court of King's Bench for
the District of Quebec, appeared before your Committtee and vas exa-
Mined as follows:

Q. Can) you inform the Committec what is the number of Schools es-
tablished in this Province ?

A. I have nu Documept upon which I can found an exact calculation
of the number of Schouls established cither il the ''ownis ortcounitry parts
of this Province. W hat I can state with certainty is, that in the couîntry
parts of the District of Quebec, a part of which T pass through at.
tending the Circuit Courts as Prothonotay, the Sciools are more rare
than ever; the Royal Institution for Education having within the last
year dismiused the greater paît of the Masters therein who received Sa-
laries fron Government ; moreover those Schools were badly provided
witl Masters, and little attended by the Children ; the Masters being for
the most part of doubtful character, and named by unknown persons,
could not obtain the confidence of the inhabitants, and still less that of
the Curates, who as the teachers of morals ought at the least to have the
superintendence of establishments where moral and religious principles
must be iculcated ar the sane tinte that children karn the first notions
of an Elenentary Education.

In truth, itris ouly in the Towns of tie Province that a careful cdu.
c-ition can be had for children thanks to the Seminaries of Quebec and
Montreal, for males, and to the Religious Ladies of Quebec anI Three-
Rivers, and to the Sisters of the Congregation at Montreal, for girls. Jt
is only lately that gratuirous Sciools have been established at Quebec
and Montreal, for tie instruction of children whose parents are unable to
pay for their instruction. Besides, tlhose Schools cannot furnish to ail
the poor the instruction whiereof they are in want, from the absence of
pecuniary means to make the necessary buildings and pay the contingent
expenses of the Schools.

One of the best means, in my opinion, to diffuse Educationi
through the country, would b to etabish central offices of Elemen-
tary Education for the present in the different Districts, who should be
charged with the making establishments, as well in their respective cout.
try parts as in towns, with an injunction to give to the Cathohcs the Rules,
Books and Method adopied by thern at Quebec, ii the gratuituous
School under the direction of the Sociey of Education. Tu the Pro-
testants belonging tu the Englsh Church, the Rules, Books and Mlethod
adopted by the Englsh Church to rhcPresbyterians, the Rules, Books
and Method adopt ed by themn at Quebec ; and in file, to the children
of different religions, the Rules, Books and Method adopted at Quebeê,
in the British and Canadian School, so as ii is' provided nW the projet,
which I was latterly charged with presenting to the Legislature of the
Province, and as all this could not be executed without moncy, it would
be necessary that the Législature, should provide xtherefo-, either by
asking that the Revenues of ihe Estates.ofthe Order of the lare Je.
suits, specially appropriated to tbis object, should be applied to the saine,
or in some otlermanner., I thiik that thrce thouxand pountids a year for
each District would be necessary to begin viih.

Q. What was the kind of education affurded by te Establishmcnt
of the Jesuits in Canada before the Corquest'

A. There vas theix given in the Towns an Eementary Education,
and complete courses of sciences, as well sacreds aprophne; were gone
through. After the Conques,'down to the suppressioti tht Insti-
tution, they satisfied thaemselves with giringafritous Eiennary
Education. Since that suppression, I have known ni other graturituus
establishment 'hbit the Semintary at Quebe~ andthe College at Montreal.
The Seminary of Quebc was destinedb rt ,IIstitution for the in-
struction cf those whixo dsired:o enter ixt:Holy Orders anxd util te
suppression of rhe Order:of txe Jesults they were re odaly pefsonswhro
studied thxere. It is only sinc e thrat periodt that thxeyoutrh iin g Žnerai are

Q. From your experienxce as ai Teachxer andi knowledge o! thxe coun-
try, can you ftaish the Committee with any information on the genera-
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tate of Education in the'Country, the causes of its retardment and the
means of promoting it ?

A. I have been a Teacher in this City for about twenty years ; from
the experience and knowledge I have had, 1 consider that the state of
Education in this Country is considerably lower than it might be. 1 can
assign no other cause of this, than the want of Parish Schools in the
Country parts, and that of a University in tie Province. The number
of Scholars now attending my School is thirty. To be admitted in my
School they must be first able to read English. The Sciences taught
are, the English Gratmmar, the French, Latin and Greek Languages,
Arithmetic and Mathematics.:-the rate of Tuition is £12 a year.
About the fourth or fifth part of the Scholars are Canadian boys. As
far as my experience goes, I have remarked the same aptitude in the
youth of this country for learning as that of the youth in Europe,
having been a Teacher during five years in Scotland.

Q. What would be the bencficial effects which you would anticipate
fromt the establishment of a University in the Province

A. It would take a long time to detail all the advantages which miglht
be expected from the establishment of a University in- the Province;
but it may be said generally, that thee would be a more general diffusion
of knowledge,a much greater number of persons fit toains'truct others,
and a greater ambition to excel in learning. Such a University should
necessarily be endowed with Public Funds, in aider to support the Pro.
fessors and Teachers in all the different Arts and Sciences, as also .to pro-
cure Apparatus and Libraries, which could not be done by the efforts of
Individuals.

Q. lIad your School the aivantage of any support from Government ?
A. My School never enjoyed any advantage of this kind, beyond that

protection in which all the subjects of Government equally share. On
the death of the late Mr Tanswell, in 1819, who enjoyed a Salary for
teaching classical learning, 1 applied to llis Grace the Duke of Rich-
mond, then Govesnor in Chief, to be alowed that Salary, but was an.
swered that it was already dispused of.

Q. What is the number of young gentlemen who have been educated
at your School, and what are the branches of science in which they have
been taught ?

A. To uthe first part of this question 1 answer, that since my estab-
lishmént in Quebec, about a hundred or a hundred anid twenty young
gentlemen have left my School to enter upon their respective professions.
This may therefore be considered; as the number of young .gentlemen
educated in my School. There is a much greater number of pupils who
from change of residence, change of opinion, and various other causes
have discontinued their attendauce, hnd left their education unSfinished.
The branches of learning taught at my ,School are,' ithe Latin, Greek
and French Languages, Arithmetic and Mathematics. I have been ob-
oiged to engage in this extraordinary multiplicity of business,.on.Iccousnt
f the want of separate Institutions and separate-Professors, whlere- and

by whomthese varionus departments of education might be individually
conducted. ' For the same reason I have been obliged to devote part of
my7 time to the instruction of my pupils in, variuus minor branches, such
as Geography, History, English Granmar, and several other subjects in
wvhich Instruction cannot be had separately in tis Country. .The.want
of separate Professors for the diffes ent branches of ,nowledge, is -one of
the chief causes, in my humble opinion, vhich contribute to retard the
pr grcss of education in this Prov nce. The want of Classes and Insti-
tutions for, conducting thesubsidiaty branches of Education is also se-
verely felt. When' a Teacher has lis attention di.vided a:nong such a mul-
tiplicity of abjects, it is impossible fdr him ta treat of them in that inte-
resting and zealous manner, which is calculated to kindle «and keep alive
an ardent love of knîowledge in the youthful breast. .Th'le present desul-
tory mode of conducting edication in this Country is extremely labor ions
to the Instructor,:and Far fron being attended with proportionate ad-
vantages to the Learner. Another evil arising from the want of any
publicly authorized course of education, is, that the degree of instruction
deemed necssay for any of the liberal profesàions depends in evsery'in-
stance albr.ost entirely on the ever varying foundation of private opinidn.
I say nothing here of the great disadvantages we súfier fronmthe want of
suitable apparatus for illustratingoïatal Philosaphy Chènktry and oth.
er Sciences depending upon exerirneiit, aid withoutwhich they cannot
be understood..

Q. Was there any, ard vhat number of Schools in Quebec at the
time of your establishing yourself there, wherein Mathematics and the
Clasics were taught, and'vhat Schools of the same descriptionnw ex-
ist in Quebec.

A. Besides the Seminary, which is a permanent establishment, the
Rev. Mr. Jackson Itaughlita Sciool of this natur éat the timc, of my
commencement.: Mr Farniam and the Rev. Mr. Spatt 'subseqtuently
opened Schools"of this description. At present,'the most freuented
School of this kind, is conducted by the Revd.' Mr.Burarge.

The Revd. 4K Burt Ac, Master of the Royal Gsammar School es.
tablished in Quèbëe, at present under the directioni of the Roëyal Insti-
tution, answered %as followvs:

Q.-What isthéntm rf Scholars in your Schoa y Catho-
lies as Protestants ?

A. The mnbrf 'Sholars on the foundation is limited to1twenty.
Tihe number of'aéWtai Shholars is about fifty f whieldbouî ighteen
are on the foundation.

A. They arerecomtmended by the Royal Insttition, and cthe over-

Q. What issthé rate otfTuition in your School' '

A. Twelve poundsa yearfor Classics and Mathemai e and two
pounds for Writing andyAriihmetic.

Q. Can you furnis the Committee with a Lsit.of Y Ur actual Scho-
laree?

A'. Ycia, 1I àâ: firnssh the Comtîe with aLs fte'loe

Q. Do the Regulations of the Royal Institution, for the govern- Appendix
ment of Schools in respect to religion, apply to your School ? (Y.)

A. I am a Clergyman of-the Church of England, and teach inMy
School the Catechism of that Church to the Children who belong to
the Church of England-with respect te the Catholie Children, they
are left to attend the Catechism of their own Church.

SIR,

In'compliance with your request, I send vou a Lit of the Scholais
in the Royal Grammar School at Quebec, with a few observations that
have occurred to me on the subject of Education in the Province.
. Of the causes that have retarded Education in the Province, one of
the principal I consider, to be cither the inability or the unwillingness of
parents in general, te bear the expenses necessarily connected with it.
Trifling as'they are in those Parishes, in which-Free Schools are estab-
lished, many find them tou great for their very slender incomes, whilst
others from their love of'money and the little idea which they have of
the value and importañce of Education, do not choose teoincur them.
A poor man'who resides at'Pointe Levi called on me a few weeks ago,
wlo' told me lie had received from the Parish School Master an account
of 6s. 3d., for one month's Education of two Children. The Master
had his complement of free Scholars. HIesaid that lie could not pay the
money, and observed, that if his children could not be instr uctedgratis,
they must go without instruction. This is the case with great num-
bers, I have no doubt in the several Parislhes,and how it isto be obvia.
ted it is perhaps'difficult to tell." ' It cannot be expected tiat the Mas-
ters of thé Schools, with the small Salaries vhich they receive, should
'educate giatuitously ail that'may be 'sent to them, yet it appears that if
they do'net educate a very considerable proportion in this way, mansy of
the children must go without education. If the Goveroment cannot af-
ford to'make the Masters' Salaries greater than they now are, the evil
must continîue until, from the gradualimprovement and prosperity of th
country, parents in generalhvill be better able to do wiithout such assis-
tance.:

Another cause of the slow progress.cf Education, is, that amongst
those xwho are well able to bear tte expenses of it, there exists not a pro.
per idea ofits value and-importance. Ilence they eithèr do noti sei
their childen te«School at ail, or if they do, with little regard to regu-
larity and punetuality in attendance." This i ca 'speak froin my own
experience,;is amatter of greati moment, and sddonm considered in its
truc light. iThe want of regular and punctual attendance must ever re-
tard the progress of pupils'iinany Sciuol. The Master at Pointe Levi
seldom lias present more than half of his actual Scholars, nor is he able
to enforce a more regular attendance. If the parets choose to be care-
less about the education of their children, vho is te make them other-
vise ? Advicemay be given,-and no doubt has been given in number-

less instances, but it must ever remain withs thien te follow or te neglect
that advic,:e-'whilst on this head, tImay observe, that if such lb the in
difference amýngt parents about education, and their carelessness in send.
ing children to Sciool, it cannot be supposed ifai ticy have any very
grcat idea cf tie necessity of private rëading"óar study'; but the latter is
alinost as necessary as attending School. If private application in some
degree be not added te the public instructions Eofthe Master, the pro-
gress of Pupils wvill in spite of ail his efforts be very sliow. In Enrglanu
the necessiy of tthis is known by all and acted upon'; but from the sy.
tesm of indulgenc that pervades ail classes of society in this Country, it
too ofîcn happens that Educatioi is made only a seconsdary considera
tion ;. amusements offny kind are allowed te occupy many of those
hours eat ought te be devotcd ta study, _and thus the pupils are'pe.
venteS from recciving ihe full benefit which' their Schiuols are calcula.
ted te impart.

Schoeols in thé country, t should think, have ben all aloing very iom-
perfectly 'supplied with Boks, if so,'this must have operated very nia.
terially'in'retasrding educatioi. Masters wh1to have ittle else tian a small
ùalaiy to depend on are i'nwilling, and iareits are cither unwvilling or un-
àble, to purchase the books that are.îleces'sary for their childrens' pro-
gress; ience they depensdupon any bocks which they may by 'chanc
have or be able atlittle or no expense te procure. But.that Educationi
iay go on well:anld that the Sc>lolars may make the Lest use Of tlèir

time, it is above all things necessary that the same books shoukT Le used
throughout tie School,andilhat each boy should have bis own supply.
From a vant of proper attentionto this irportant point, the Master's
laiotir is very often unpròfitably iuscreased, Ïicdthe pupils progreas great-
ly retarded.

It canoict be dnied that'before tie Royallnstitution was estabislied,
many persans who held Schols were incompetent' t the task cf In
struction., That body is no very'pticularin enquiring into the qua-
lifications of Applicants, and appoints none but such as bring satisfactory
testimonials bathi as.to character"and'compete'ucy. ' This mode of pro.
cedingmustbelatendd'ith the happiesu'resuitso tise'country and

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Parihes ; from whatever motive it may procced, I cannot help consider-
ing this circumstance as the main actual impediment ta Education amongsr
the Catholic population, and whilst men who, from the influence which
they possess over their respective flocks, have sa m·ich power ta enforce
the education of children, shail think proper ta withold their counte-
niance and support fronm tihe Schools that are established in their Pa-
risie:, the progrcss of education will unavoidably be slow, and the en-
deavorsof the Royal Institution ta promote it in those Parishes, at least
vill be comparatively ineffectual. Could the Catholic Clergy on the
contrary, be prevailcd snpon ta give their cordial encouragement and sup.
port to the Schools that exist among them, to take upon themselves the
task of Visitors as rcquested by the Royal Institution, to enquire occa-
sionally into the progress of the Scholars, and to excite those parents
that are careless ta a greater attention ta the education of their children ;
I feel convinced that the face of things so far as regards Schools, would
soon be changcd, as force would then be given to the Resolutions of the
Royal Istitiution, Education would necessarily advance, and the people
become gradually more enilightened. I would observe further, as anoth-
er very iaterial cause in retarding education in Catholhc Parishes, that
the system hitherto pursued in their Schools is very defective. Some.
thing shsould be admitted besides learning the Catechism and singing a
few Psalms. You will not, I trust, suppose that I wish ta undervalue
those exercises, but I wisi ta state that until a more liberal system shall
be introduced, a system which by making the Scholars' reading more ge-
neral, shall more fully expand ihe powers of the mind, the information
acquired will be very limited, and the man's sphere of usefulness will be
very much contracred. A system that would encourage the acquisition
of genseral information, would serve the cause of education much" more
than the confned mode now in use in Catholic Schools, as it is only by
free discussion on matters of general importance that the mind of mai is
materially enlightened and improved. On these twolast heads, it is pro-
bable thsat you and I differ in opinion ; I can only say that in what I
have observed, T have given you my conscientious conviction and belief.

As regards Townships, I consider that education is going on in them as
fast as the peculiar circumstaices of the people wili admit. In those
places tiere are causes operating against it, which no legislative interfe.
rence could wholly remove ; it might help ta obviate them a little, but
in a great ineasure they mu -t be lef tt remedy themselves. Tie paver-
ty of the people, their distance from each other, the difficulty of com-
munication from the bad state of the roads, must operate-much against
a regular attendance of their children at School. Ncw Settlers are so
very poor, that as soon as their children have any strength ta be of ser-
vice ta them, they require their assistance towards their common support.
In this situation of course they can spare but little for the education of
their children, although tihe anxiety which the E astern Township people
express for education, and the sacrifices which they make ta procure it
for their chiidren, are among the most marked characteristics of that po-
puiation. Under these circunmstanices, the Legislature perhaps might
extend them some relief, but of that it must beleft ta ticir wisdom alone
to decide, whilst these causes continue, and continue I fear they must for
a great number of years, the progress of education will necessarily be
slow in the Townships ; as the peuple shall arise into comparative wealth,
and by their industry and perseverance shall have in part overcome
those obstacles, that now in frightful array oppose thenselves ta new
Settlers, education will receive more of their attention, and as is the cus-
tom in Couitry Parishes im Eugland, they ill willingly spare soniething
from their owni gains for the iniprovenient of their children. Such are
some of the causes that retard education in new Settlements, very diffe-
rent inn.most respects from tiose thiat retard it in Catholic Parishes that
have been long establisied In those, the difficulties of first settlement
have been long overcome; the parents for the most part are well able, if
they were but willing ta bear the trifling expenses connected with the
education af their children ; it must tierefore be owing principally ta
the operation of other causes, to those which I have.before incntioned,
that amongst their education lias progressed so slowly. As ta tie best
means of promoting it, I know no better methods than those which have
been adopted by the Royal Institution, if the Catholic Clergy could be
prevailed upon cordially ta co-operate with that Society. There is a ge-
neral disinclination amongst those Gentlemen, to comply with the wishes
of that Body. I have nothing ta do with the motive from which it pro-
ceeds, but that it does ecist is nost certain, and so long as it shall, edu-
cation will makie hittle or no progress in their Parishes. This is the more
ta be lamented, because the Catholic Clergy living invariably on their
Cures and possessing so much influence amongst their Congregations,
have it o much in their power to.enforce the Itesolutions of the Royal
Institution. In all concerns of any public moment much must be donc
by individual exertions, and if those individualexertions are withheld, the
resolutions of any body of mcn must fall far short of thseir just and in-
tended effect. If the Parishes were allowed ta appoint tieir own School.
imasters, it is more than probable [hat the Schools would not b so well
supplied as they are at present. The mode of appointing Visitors in eaci
Parisi, to superintend the general concerns of the School, is a very ex-
cellent one, and if all the Gentlemen so appointéd, could be prevailed up-
cin ta act as they are requested, complaints of the slow progress of edu.
cation wouid gradually diminish, and the whole country, as well as~the
liouse of Assembly, would liave reasons ta be satisfied with the eertions
and proceedings of the Royal Institution. It has aways appeared ta
me, Ilat Sciools.are tao rhinly scattered; that they arë not sufficienly
numerous for tIhe Country Parishés; allowiag each Parish to be .three
leagues in lengtlh and"several Concessions in depti, wlat is one School
for such an extent ofcountry? Did not the distance prevent many. from
attending Schools, the Master would be unable to do tise duty required
of him. It ,would thereore, I sthink, beau excellent nmode of encoura-
ging education, ta establish ut proper distancetstivo Schools ina iParish,
in wiuich tihe population and thbe extent seem to demand them. It like-
wise appears ta me that the Salaries which are allowed ta Schbolmastcrs
are too small to support them, particularly if they have families, wiith
that decency and independence vhich oughi always ta belon to the si-
tuation. If people see Teachers in indigent circumstances, tbey are apt
ta undervalue educatioui, seeing that it bas not placed them in a situation

better than their own ; whereas to be su provided for as to be able to
command respect from the Inhabitants, would be one great means of ex-
tending their utility.

SchoolI-houses ought to) be provided -by the Parishes or hy Goveri-
ment in as central situations as possible.-The Masters with the smail
Salaries vliith they receive cannot afford any very material deduction for
flouse Rent.-It would 1 think be of reat service to pay particular at-
tention to this poinr.-As the want of proper and nccessary Books has
been found so niaterial a cause in retarding Education, it would be well
perhaps for the flouse of As'embly to conisider whether they could not
do something for the Country in this respect. -They miglht order the
publication of several thousand Copies of Elementary Books which
should be selected as proper for Country Schools, and the distribution
of them where they are most wanted, would serve the cause of Edu-
cation very much.-Directions could be given to the dufferent Masters
to distribute them very cattiously, to see that proper care is takeni of
them, ta ger, in what instances they can, the publication price of the
book, and once a year to transmit the money to the Secretary of the
Royal Institution. I am inclined ta lay particular stress on this as a
matter of great moment, because the last time I examined the Scholars
of the Pointe Levi School, I saw only one book of Aritlhmetic and one
for repetitions and lessons in reading. How ten twelve or more boys
could advance in their Education' with suci a lamentable deficiency of
School-books, I cannot conceive ; and if this is the case so near Town,
vhat must it.be in distant Parishes? If Parents find so much difficul-
ty in paying the money which the Master is allowed ta exact, they
would find still more difficulty in pâying the Expenses of bonks.· This
they certainly do, and in.this very important point, the Legislature, if
it saw proper, could be of great service ta the Country. I would ad-
vise that each Master, certainly for a Parish that is English or principal-
ly so, should be obliged before he goes ta his destination to attend at
the National School at Quebec sa long as is necessary for him ta gain a
correct idea of the system of Education pursued there, and that lie be
directed to practise it so far as he is able in hisown School. In ail Cha.
rity Schools in England that system is used, aid from its well knowr
excellence it is not necessary liere ta say any thing in its. praise. Sunday
Schools are very excellent and useful and they might be established in ail
Parishes principally for the benefit and instruction of'those children
whose parents cannot spare them during the week. Masters of Schlools
in Parishes in vrhich no Clergyman afficite9, are directed by'the Royal
Institution ta read every Sunday morning a prescribed portion of the
Liturgy and a printed Sermon, a practice from -vhich very considerable
benefit may be expected ta resuit. Many other Rules have been drawn
up at different times, as may be scén by a reference to their printed pa.
pers, the observance of vwhich cannot but be attended with the happiest
effects, both as to the Education and the morals of the people--indeèd
I feel myself incapable of proposing any improvement' upon themeasùres
that have been purssued by the Royal lnstitution, and in what'I have ob.
servedr I must confess I sec little that can come undér the cognizance of
the House of Assembly. I have ta lament that my constant occupa-
tion in the duties of my profession, and the little knowledge which I
thereby have of the Country and its Establishments nlake "me but'ili
qualified to solve the questions which you ivere pleased to propose ta me,
if however any light bas been thrown.upon thé real'causes that have re-
tarded what is of such essential-service ta the happinèss and prosperity
of any Country, I shall feel most happy ini the reflection that you con-
descended to apply ta me for my opinion.

Mr. JEAI BAPTISTE CoRuN, appeared before your Committee and
gave the follovinlg information.

1 tiave during eighteen years kept a Public Sehool at Quebec-I had
upon an average annually thirty.'si. Schulars of whom few were Pro-
testants- have ceased to keep School since 181G, perceiving that from
want of means the Parents of the children who came to my School
took rhemaway generally after t wo years of tuition. I taught thein to
read and write and enough of arithmetic to enable them to transact
their own business in life ; a smallnuimber however learned the principles
of English and French Grammar.-l have remnarked that the youth of
this Country have a great aptitude for the sciences generally, but want
of means rendered these happy capacities of no avail. The present
state of Education in this Country is very far from what it ought to be,
and I attribte this defect to the want of public institutions for Educa-
tion. The Act of the '1st Geo. III. for the establishment of Schools
of Royal Foundation, owes the smallness of its success solely to the

want of confidence on the part of the Inhabitants of the Country in
the Schoolmasters who have been given them, as the Inhabitants have
neither the nomination of those masters nor the superintendence over
their condnct and modes of instruction.

I have always understood by tradition that before the conquest of
this Country there was no other public Institution for the Education of

youth but that of the Jesuits. In their College at Quebec an clement-
ary Education was given to the youth, and the sciences in general were
also taught there. This lasted until the suppression of the order. Du.
ring its existence there was received at the Seminary of Quebec only

that portion of the youth which was destined for the Ecclesiastical
state and those even completed their course of studies at the Jesuits

College ; it is only since the suppression of the order that youth in ge-
neral are admitted to the Serninary of Quebec, although the Seminary
accordinig to its institution was originally destmed to teach Theology
alone.

the Governors of this Country have published several Proclamations re-
lative to Domainial Rent Rolls.

Scott and Taschereau in the French language, un-
der the No. 2, page firft and following pages, eftablifhes the parts
and portions of thefe Effates, formerly alienated and exchanged
bv the Jefuits, and that in order ta bc afcertainedi that the Jefuits,
particularly fince the Conqueft, have not in virtue of their parti-
cular Title ta each Eltate, and the laws, ufages and cuftoms before
the Conqueft or fince unto the prefent day, in confequence of
the Capitulation; alienated or exchanged the whole or parts of the
Eftates of which the Commiffioners are only in pofseflion of Co-
pies of the ancient Tiles, it would be necefsary legally ta com-
mand the fubjects of His Majefly ta declare formally and in writ-
ing, within a ixed period, fuch as may have acquired and now
pofsefs the whole or any parts of the faid Eflates in this Province,
and ta produce the Titlesand pretenfions which fuch fiibjects and
every of then pretend ta have thereto, and which is one of the
obifacles which nay be removed, by the means propoied in the
Draft of a Report laid before a Meeting of the Commifdioners
the 2nd of May laf, which, vith divers Minutes, lias not been
annexed ta the Report, nor ta the Schedule No. 2, delivered in
to Your Lordfhip.

7th. That the faid Report omits ta obferve, that the Order of
His Majefty in Council of the i8th of Auguft 1786, upon the
Petition of the Right Honorable Jeffery Lord Amherft, and of
'Which mention is made in the Indorfement on the Back of the
Commilion, lias never come ta the official knovledge of the Com-
miflioners.

Sth. They humbly obferve that the faid Report and the Sche-
dules No. 2, and others thereto annexed, undertake ta eftablifh
that all the Lands there deíignated, were theretofore held, pofsefsed
and claimed in this Province, by a certain Community known un-
der the name of the Order of Jefuits, without having officially
flewn the proofs, nor discovered the nature of the daims known
ta have been heretofore made by the said Jefuits, and without
having eftabliflhed the fact which is of public notoriety, ta wit :
that the Reverend Fathers Auguflin Louis De Glapion, Superior
General of the Jefuits in Canada, Jean Joseph Cazot, Procureur
ta the College of Quebec and others of their Comminity pas-
sefs at this day, as they have done before and fince the Conquefl,
all the Lands of iwhich the Schedule No. 2, makes mention, and
of which they voluntarily exhibited to Mefsrs. Scott and Tafihe-
reau the Titles mentionei in their Reports Nos. 1, 2, and 3, ai-
ledging dimply andti ra voce that thefe were the Tirles of their
Property, and that thliey were in peaccable, efective and actual
pofseflion. They obferve alfa, that itrisof public notoriety, that
by different Judgments of the Courts of Juntice in this Province
thevhxave been maintained in, their rights, and that to their
knowledge they continue ta pofsefs all the faid Lands, except a
part of the College of Quebec, now occupied for the King's Pro-
vifion Store and Barracks for part of the Garrifon.

9th. They beg leave ta iniform Your Lordflip that they had
offered ta give their obfervations la writing that morning, ta be
annexed ta the Report and Sciedules, requiring ta be present
with the Commifßioners named for prefenting them ta Your Lord-
fhip, but that thofe propofitions were rejected by the four Com-
miffioners. They conclude by praying Your Lordfhip ta order
them an authentic Copy ot the Book B. intituied, diProceedings
of the Commiflioners relative ta the Eflates of the Jefuits," in
order ta afcertain the irregula ities of which they complain, the
Reports Nos. 1, 2, and 3, of Mefsrs.-Scott and Tafchereau, the
Draft of a Report and Advertifement proposei by Mr. Panet 2nd
of May laft, and all the Papers ta which all the Refolutions refer,
also two Letters of Mr. George Lawe of the 20rh of June then
inftant, ta Mefsrs. De St. Ours and De Rouville, and finally they
fubmit ta Your Lordfhip's wifdiom if it would not be neceffary
to.order the Prefident ta call a Meeting of the nine Commiflion-
ers, in order ta forai a truc and juft Report, whether provifional
or final, as the majority fliail determine, to prefent officially ta
Your Lordfhip.

-Thefe abfervzations or objeaions neceffarily lead us into fiome
inquiry as ta their tendeney as well as their validity, and we can-
not help remarking, that though a great deal is faid refpaling the
Montreal Commiflioners, there is no countenance given by them
ta the objeaions, nor docs it appear from the Commifilon that the

whole nine Commiflioners muft neceffarily be employed and meet
together, and report upon -the bufinefs of the Commiflon, fince
any three are made competent to tha purpofe. The three Gen-
tlemen of Montreal appear ta have been employed in making en-
quiry and refearches in that Diftrict, and reporting fach informa-
tion as they acquired from time to time to the Conimiffioners at
Quebec, of thefe lafi, four out of fix, including the President, af-
ter a very tedious and expenfive inveffig1tion, agrce ta make a
Report of the due execution of the Commiflion, from the re-
fearches made by themfelves and others and the feveral Title
Deeds and Documents by then referred to, the other twc oppofe
or abject, and differences thence arising, a Report by thefe four
under their hands and feals is given in ta Your Lordfliip.

Priia facie, the Report of so great a majority as four out of
six, would appear reafonably fufficient and decifive, especially in a
cafe where information alone is ivanted, feemingly unattended
with thofe feriaus doubts and difficulties fuggefted by the oppo-
fing Commiflioners ; but as it feems conneaed with the fubjeâaof
His Majefty's right ta thefe Eflates, and the objeas of enquiry
previous to the exercife of thofe rights by the granting of them, w.-
will examine the feveral grounds of objetion formeid by the op-
pofing Commiffioners, and thereby fliew our fenfe of then, as weil
as the grounis upon which xe form our opinion of the propriety
of the proceedings of lic ieporting Commiffioners, and the right
which we conceive His Majefty now has and may legally exercife,
in making a Grant of the whole or any particular part of the
Eftates, the Titles of which we have already analyzed, ta wiom-
soever or to vhatfoever ufes and purpofes His Majefty has already
or may in future be pleafed ta appoint and direct.

And Ist. -It occurs ta us that the Commxifßioners' Report contains
the befi poffible answer ta the four points or queffions propofed
in the Report of the whole Council of the 22nd of April, com-
municated by Your Lordfhip ta the Commiffioners, inasmuch as
the ends of the Confmiffion being thereby reported ta be answer-
ed by the full execution of the truft committed ta them, nothing
remained ta be fulfilled, and no obftacles appearing in the way,
no means were necefsary ta reIove theni, the whole ends f the
Commiffion were attainied.

2nd. Nothing contrary to Law appears ta us in the proceedings
of the Conmiioners.

3rd. We cannot see the great delicacy and the great importance
ta His Majefly's Loyal Subje&s of this Province, exprdfsed by the
oppofing Commiffioners, or where a doubt can arife ta create a
debate about the Lands in queftion being vefled in his Majeffy,
so as ta be by His Majefly legally given and granted, but we cou-
ceive that this delicacy and this importance arifes fron their
ideas of tie pretentians of certain citizens of Quebec, fubscribers
tu a Petition and Menorial delivered ta your Lordfhip in No-
vember 1787, and particularly mentioned by the oppoing Coni-
niffioners in the 5th Article of their objeâions, by which the Pe-
titioners afsert a right for themfelves, as Citizens, and the Inhabi-
tants of the Province at large, ta the whole Effates of the Jefuits
for the purpofes of Public Education, under a fuppofed Founda-
tion and fubfequent Dotations for that express purpofe, ta main-
tain which they are ready upon the firit official advertifement ;
and it is ftated as a ground of objection that no fuch publication
or advertifenient of the Commiflion had been made.

On this we have ta obferve, that from an examination into the
merits of the Citizens' Petition and Memorial in support of it,
compared with the Titles of the feveral Eflates we have hitherto
analyzed, we do not find any juft, legal or well founded ground
ta fupport the ailegations and pretenfions of the Petitioners, if
they could be confidered as entitied ta n*àke th claims they do,
for it nowhere appears that these Eftates were given ta or accept-
ed by the Jefuits for ufes and upon trufisthat can fipport any
claim whatever, cither by the Heirs of the Donors or the Inha-
bitants of the Province. The great objeCt in the feveral Grants
to the Jefuits in the lafi Century, feens ta have ben the con-
version of the Savages to Chriftianity; nioft aofthem are in con-
fideration of paft fervices in that way, and in the great ufe they
had been of in eftablifhing the Colony. None of the grants in-
pofe any conditions that can give rife ta a claim froni any quar-
ter whatever at this day, on the contrary fomne of the Titles are
anxiôufly explidit in freeing them fron burdens that never exifted,
or were meant ta be impoled, and the general maxim of their in-
flitution alluded ta in one of the Title Deeds of tie Eftate and
Seigniory of Notre Jane des Angefhews how different were
the ideas regarding then of thefe days and thofe now maintain-
ed :-Poverty mighît be the vow of the Individual but this foci-
ety was rich and powerful-its riches and its ambition, fupported
by its vices as weWl:as by its virtues, brought it to its end in France
in 1762, and in lialy where it firft orinate -antxd had its centre
of Union, in 1773 ; and though ' it may feern ihat the E fablifh-
ient and diffolution of the Society in thofe Countries vas un-
connected with that branch of it which -vas eablifheiin this
Province, prior tro the Conqueft of it b tixe Britiih Ams; >et
it will appear that the proceedings now to be had, are, andiught
ta be, influenced by that of thofe Countries fi-om teéeliary connec-
tion.

Froni the carlieft-period of the Settlement of the Colony It ap-
pears that the Jefuits poffeffed property, at firif in the name of and
as Adminifirators to the Native Savages of the Soif, and next, in
their own name though without any legal footing or effablifi-
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menttill the year 1651 in the month of July, in which year they i
obtained from the French King Letters Patent for their Efta-y
bliflhment in North and South America, which are analyfed undert
the head of General Titles and annexed to this Report, from,
which it will appear that they were allowed te poffefs Lands ando
Houfes and other property for their fubfiftence upon the faîne
footing as they did at that time in the Kingdom of France, the
Lands they had acquired were thereby confirmed to them, and,
they obtained the fingular privilege,:rarely granted to Religious0
Communities, of acquiring without further permiflion other Enlatesf
and property without limitation. Thus rendered capable of ac-
quiring and holding Elates, their grants were variously conceded
lometimes'to. the Revd. Fathers of the Companv of Jefus gene-.
rally, at others to thofe of the Conpany eaablifhcd in New Fran-
ce, but ail evidently for the Society at large and fubjectto theb
Rules of their Inftitution. Thrce of the mof confiderable Eàateso
granted in this way prior to the Letters Patent of July 165 i weret
afterwards, to wit, in- 1676 explained away, for ,vhat purpofe orr
with what intent we cannot account, and regranted by the Inten-f
tendant to.the Jefuits for the College at Quebec, but t does notf
appearto us that the Intenant had fuch powcr of changing the
destination of any:Deed, efpecially when notjudicially broughta
beforehim, or of granting Lands under fuch circutmftaices; on
the contrary, as we find contemporary Grants of Seigniories made
by the Governor who was then upon the fpot, and as we do not
find any of the Deeds of Explanation and Grants alluded tot
were confirrmed, by the King, they being made fulject to Hist
Majefy's pleafure, we are inclined to think hehad:no fuch au-
thority, and.we have accordingly ftated in our particular obferva-
tions upon thefe three Eflates what occurs in objection to thefe
particular Titles.c
. On thefe Deeds are foundced in part the claims of the Pcti-t

tioners who do not flop however there, but form equal pretenfions .
to every part of the Eftrates of the Jefuits, upon this broad princi-
ple, that they were no more than facceffive Adminiftrators of the%
Eftates fuppofed to be conveyed to thenm in truft, in fupport of,
which they cite two paffGges froin Charlevoix's Hiaory of Canada,r
stating a Donation by the relations of a private perfon in Francet
on his becoming a Jefuit, for the purpofe of building a CollegeV
at Quebec, and the Grant of a piece of Land by the New Francec
Company to the Jefuits for that purpofe. They alfo cite the vows1
of poverty and chaftity taken by the Members of the Order andr
an Edict or Law prohibiting Donations to the Individuals of thea
Society, all of which, however, falls greatly fhort of the proofs
requifite to fupport -fo formidable a claim as that fet up by'the
Petitioners, nor do we think that fucli a Petition or Claim, came
at all within the sphe~re of the inquiry inflituted by the Commis-
fion under the head of claims by the'Heirs of the Donors offuch
part of the Lands as were given to the Religious Order of Jefuits9
by private perfons, or that the Comiissioïers did vrongin con-v
fidering that nothing therein contained could legally prevent or
hinder His Majenty from giving and granting the Eftates in que!-
tion. As matter of legal right it as their duty to confider thef
Petitioners pretenfions as unfounded, 'if thry had come before1
them, and as mnatter of. grace, the Petition might be fitting for'
your Lordfhip's confideration, but not for themr ;. the plea of
want of notice feems extraordinary after ail that lias paffed in
and out of Council upon this fubject.t

4th-The objection that the Repoit and Schedules do fnot es-t
tablifi the nature and quality of the Lands, and that the Tenure,1
exact fituation, ftate of culture, value, arid population could notf
be ascertained but by making a Lard, Rolli upon the fpot and
from tlie Titles, may in fome degree be founded, becaufe we do
not find that the nature and qualify of the fouilhas been particu-t
larly adverted to by ,the Comnuissioners,. and we know not the(
courfe they may have taken to obtaininiformaiion upon the other1
heads whichare particularly.reported 'upon.

5th-The àbjectien to the Reports eflablishing that no clainms
hadbeén nsade bythe Heirs of the Donors of the faid Lands, ari-
fing i thèy fay from want e Advertifem-ient, has been already no-
ticed by-us ; and we have further to remark that nothing could
be better knnrtfohoih'titthe Province, 'than the proceedings
respecting:the Jefuits' Enates hich is fully proved by the Pe-
tition of the Citizens of November 1787; and by the refearches
continually inaking by the CoinìifiionersthemfeIves, by the pro-
ceedings had beforethe Counciliponthis bufinefs, and other cir-
cumflances cf public notorieiy< ' have alfo to obferve that the
claim of Peter Panet, Efquire, Iuded te:in this objection, was
fuch as.hardly cie'within the-fphere 'of iniuiry, beig a Mort-
gage on one of the Eftats for money, lent, and not a claim by the
Heir of any Dor.o r'Y

6th-There>appeàrs to us an omiion inth eReport respecting
the parts and portions ofhè Jefuits Eates hich were aliened
or exchanged, for in fact tha part of the Commifßion isel4ually
fulfilled, and the abjects alienaied and exchanged WirthTitles res-
pecting the fame certfied and stated in,'the'Schedules annexed
to theReport, we do rot perceive the. recelity of requiring ail-
His MajeIy's fubjects to'declare wnheti'eranyof them poffers,
the wh'oleor anypart of the Eftates of the Jcfuits, and to produce
their;TitIeswe.are wil affured that fiicethe Conquefi the Je-
fuits eneither hive aliènated nor céuld they' legaly allenate any
part of diefe Eftatesand.wé are informed in the eighth objec-

tion, that it is of public notoriety that the Jefuits themfelves are Append ix
yet in poffeflion of the whole of their Eflates, and have been main- (Y.)
tained in their rights, except a part of the College, which:is alfo A
ftated by, the oppofing Commiflioners to be confifent with their 25tEFJecby.
own particular knowledge, a cir.umfaance which feemsto involve
inconfiftency if not contradiction.

7th-We do not know whether the oppofing Commiffioners
have had officiai knowledge of His Majefly's Order in Council
of the 18th of Auguft 1786, nor what they mean to infer from
fuch want of officiai knowledge, the Commilion was their direc-
tion.

Sth-We can as little conceive what ismeant,to be inferred
from this objection, if it is not that thefe two ComîniflionçFs mean
to find fault with the file of the Commiffion, and the idea.therein
held of the non-exifence of the Jefuits as a Body, which the
other Commiffioners have very properly continued throughout
their proceedings, and in their Report and Schiedules therein
referred to, they feem to confider the poffeffion held by the Je-
fuits.of:the Eflates which :belonged to the order, as evidence of
their Civil and Political Exifence, but neither that nor any other
circumflance which lihas come to our knowledge will warrant fuch
a conclufion..

9th-And lafkiy, the complaint of a refufal to receive their
written obfervations to be anneied to theReport, may perhaps.
be accounted for from a review of. the ,nature and tendency of
thefe now given, fuppofing thofe offered to be similar, but on
this fubject we will be filent for want of Information.from the
Commißioners of their particular reafons for fuch their corduct.

Upon the whole, the various proceedings had under the Com-
miflion, and the information attained by it and now before us,
confidered with a due regard to the intereîs of the Crown and
the fpirit.of His lajefty's Order, in Council, we do not think it
expedient that your Lordfhip fhould give in to the fuggeftion of.
the oppofing Commillioners, by ordering Copies of, a variety of
voluminous papers and proceedings for the purpofe of fupporting.
fuch fort ofobjections as thefe, and referring to a meeting of the
nine: Commifßioners to, make: by a majority of the whole what
they would confider a-true and juftreport. At the fame time
we fubinit to your Lordflhip, how far it may not,be neceffary to
caufe sto be ascertained by the Commiffioners the nature and qua-
lity of the Lands in quefion,-as one object of the Commiflion
particularly ftated .n His 1 Majefy's Order in Council, but not
ascertained by the Report and Schedules, though ftated in the
Report, to :be fo, perhaps, from, the Commiffioners confidering
the. ftate of Culture and Improvement under the heads of Arable,
Meadow and Wood, Landto have been fufficient without at
tending to the, nature andqualitv of.the foil, or.perhaps from
inadvertency, as we conceive the omifion in the Report with re-
gard to the Lands alienated or exchanged to have been, both of
which, however, may be very easily and fpéedily rectified and
fupplied.
..We are led to this opinion by confidering that neither from the

fpirit of His Majefy's order in Council, nor by the Laws of the

of the Public, howeverproper, as we have alrendy obferved, for
your Lordfhip's confideration and the grace of the Crown, under
the exceptionor refervation referred toYour Lordfhip's wifdon
and t:obe fubmitted te His Majefty, cannot be confidered in the
ligbt cf a legal or regular claim te obftruct the right, which is ves-
ted:in His Majefty as the.father of his people and only reprefen-
tative of the Public-in this Province, from, difporing of thefe
Elfates as to His Majefty in His Royal wifdom rnay feem fit.

Wehave already obferved the footing ipon which the order of
jefuits held their Efates in the Province under the Letters Pa-
tent cf July 1651, to be the fame as that on which they held
Eflates in theKingdom of France. It was rot however until the
year 1658 that thefe Letters Patent were enregiftered in the Par-
liament of Paris, which, ever jealous of this Soêiety and i influ-
ence with the Sovereign, was careful in the act of regiffiation to
exprefs the condition of their Efnablifhment ; hence nav be feen

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Rule of Public or Private, Civil or National, Law and Practice. If
a grant is made to Lord Amherfn and his Heirs, it will be his
Lordfhip's bufiness to make it effectual, or if a Poffeflion as well
as Title is thought neceffary to be vened in the Crown, there is
nothing to hinder its being effected-Whatever fliould be your
Lordfhip's determinations respecting the Grant to be made or the
Parts to be referved of the Eftates for Public ufes; we can~ enter-
tain no doubt about carrying the wishes cf Government into le-
gal execution under the prefent proceedings.

All which nevertheless is humbly fubmitted to your Lordfhip's
confideration.

the application vhich may be made of the proceedings in France
in the years 1761 and 1762 to the Jefuits of this Province. The
nature of their Inftitution prevented them individually from ta-
king any thing under theC capitulation of ail Canada, and to their
Society, under one head and abfolute Governor domiciled at
Rome, nothing was granted or could be legally or reafonably
fuppofed to be conveyed, but even that head, and with it, the
vhole Society, wherefoever difperfed, was finally diffolved and
fuppreffed in the year 1773, fo that the exiftence of the very few
Members of the Order in this Province can in no fhape be con-
fidered as forming a body politic or corporate, capable of any of
the powers inherent in and enjoyed by Communities.

In this fituation we do not even need to call in the aid of the
proceedings in France, againft the Jefuits there, to efnablifh His
Majey's Rights-As a derelict or vacant Eftate His Majefty be-
came vefted in it by the cleareft ofTitles, if the Right of Conqueif
alone was not fufficient, but even upon the footing of the pro-
ceedings in France and the Judicial Acts of the Sovereign Tri-
bunals in that Country, the Eates in this Province would natu-
rally fal to His Majefty and be fubjected to his unlimited dispo-
fat; for by thofe decifions it was eftablifhed upon good, legal and
conflitutional grounds, that from the nature of the firif Eftablifh.
ment or admiflion of the Society into France being conditional,
temporary and probational, they were at ailltimes liable to ex-
pulfion, and having never complied with, but rejected the terms
of their admiffion, they were not even entitled to the name of a
Society ; wherefore, and by reafon of the abufes and destructive
principles of their Inftitution, they were ftript of their property'
and poffeflions, which they were ordered to quit upon ten days
notice, after having been compelled to give in a full fate of ail
they had, with the feveral Title Deeds and Documents or Proofs
in fupport of it. Sequeffrators or Guardians wereNappointed to
the management oftheir Efnates and in a courfe of time and with
a regularity proportioned to their importance, provifion -vas made
for the application of them in the various ways that Law, Reafon,
Jufticc and Policy diaated, and ail this was done at the fuit of the
Crown Officer by the Courts of France, as we apprehend in a
a Judicial, and not in a Legiflative Capacity.

It is therefore, as well tor thefe as for other reatons peculiar to
the fituation of the Jefiuits in this Province, that we are inclined
to differ in opinion vith the Honorable Members who compofed
the Committee of Council who reported to your Lordfhip on the
21st, of October 1788, that a Law or Ordinance of the Provincial
Legiflature was neceffary to effect His Majefty's Moft Gracious
intentions towards Lord Amherft and His Majesty's benevolent
Bounty to the Public, by declaring His Royal Witl and Pleafure
as to the fupprefion and Diflolution of the Order of Jefuits and
the annexation of their Rights, Properties, and Poffeffions to the
Crown for fuch purpofes as His Majefty may think proper to di-
rect and appoint.

The Grounds upon which the Honorable Members of the
Committee adopted thefe fentiments and opinions, to wit, the
contemplating the poffeffion retained by the Jefuits under the
fanction and eye of the Government, and under the divers appro-,
bative, if not confirmative, Acts of its Minifters, do not weigh
with us, becaufe nothing, as far we know, has been done or
countenanced by Government to alter or change the condition or
footing upon which the Jefuits of Canada ftood at the time of
Conqueft or fince. It is truc they have been fuffered to remain in
poffeflion of thefe Efnates, and Governor Haldimand, in 1781,re-
ceived from them an aveu et dénombrement, or declaration of the
Eftates they poffefTed in the Province, but under an exprefs guard
that fuch reception fhould not injure the rights of the Crown,
and without receiving them to Fealty and Homage, as we find
from the Papers now before us, neither of which we conceive can
be confidered as approbative or confirmative Acts ; nor can the
Jefuits or any other perfons derive title or advantage from fuch
circumnftances under the prefent inquiry;;on the contrary the le-
nity and indulgence that has been: fhewn fhould operate the o-
ther way, and induce the Jefuits to look with gratitude to lis
Majefty for the protection they have received, and produce a
ready compliance on their part with His Majefty's wifhes, as well
as the diligence of ail perfons concerned in bringing this bufinefs
to a conclufion.

We conceive it does not need the aid of a Lav to effect this
purpofe, nor much difliculty lcgally to obtain the poffeflion of the
Jefuits' Efates long fallen to and vefled inHis Majesty by'evéry

Wc the majority of the Commissioners assembled at Quebec, unani.
mously Report t your Excelency. that we have found and caused to

We di4 not fail to lay before Your Excellency on the fame
day, the 30th of June, our most humble obfervations upon thefe
facts (lxix.) and upon fuch a report -with its Schedule No. 2, sign-
ed only by four, subaitting that they could not he considered as
the majority of nine, nor ought they to be maintained in the in-
fraitions bv thei committed of the previous refolutions of al the
Commiflioners, and concluding forthwith that the Book B. and the
papers omitted fhould be delivered in, and that the Chairman
lhould be held to convoke promptly an Affembly of the nine
Commiflioners, for the purpofe of making according to the major-
ity of Votes a true and just report, either proviional or final, up-
on the subject matter of the Commition.

Since that we have received in communication only what is
nientioned in the Letter of Jenkin Villiams, Esquire, Clerk, of
the 2-th August last,- and bave not down to this time feen any
denial on the part of Mr. Chandler of the facts advanced in our
observations and fusceptible of proof.

18th May 1786. The flatement upon which it was given may A
be reduced to what follows. 25th Feby.

The King had the goodnefs to liffen to the demand of Lord
Amherft for a gift of the Eaates belonging to the Jefuits in Canada.

On the 9th November 1770, His Majefty approved a Report
of a Committee of His Privy Council, declaring their opinion
that His Majefly might corne to the determination of granting
by a lawful Deed to my Lord Amherft, the Elates belonging to
the Jefuits in Canada, and, moreover, to order that -the Attorney
and Solicitor General fhould prepare a draft of fuch lawful Deed
in Conforrnity with what was propofed in the faid Report, and
to lay it before His Majeflv in Council.

The then Attorney General and Solicitor General of His Ma-
jely, after taking the matter into confideration thought it their
duty to inforn His Majefty, that not having any authentic ftate-
ment of the nature and defcription of the Eftates which it was in-
tended to grant, it was not in their power to prepare fuch a
grant to be valid in Law.

tUpon the production of an Affidavit of Major General James
Murray, containing a flatement of the nature and defcription of
the Eftates in quefnion, His Majety was pleafed on the 21st De-
cember 1770 to renew the order of the 9th November prece-
ding, referring the faid Affidavit to the confideration of the At-
torney and Solicitor General.

Again upon the production of a Ratement of the faid Eflates
figned by Mr. George Allfopp, His Majefly vas pleafed to order
on the 8th March 1771 to refer it to the confideration of the
Attorney and Solicitor General, and that a Grant lhould be exe-
cuted in conformity to the provifions of the order of 9th Novem-
ber 1770.

Finally upon the order of reference of the 9th March 1779,
the Solicitor and Attorney General in England humbly report to
His Majecfy, that they had taken into confideration the above
mentioned flatements, ard as additional evidence the copy of a
Title dated 12thMay 1678, of confirmation of the Grants made
by the Governors and by a Commercial Company, vhichgives the
extent of Land therein mentioned, and their local fituation, but
not with fufficient precifion and without fpecifying any circum.
Rances concerning the faid Lands-alfo a copy of lhort extracts
of certain other Grants, as weil from the Crown of France as
of private donors, which do not appear as fatisfactory as the con-
firmation above mentioned, and they moreover afure His Majefly,
that thefe Documents which forn the additional proof, being Co-
pies or Extracts of Grants or confirmations in the laft century,
they cannot afcertain vhether the Lands therein mentioned,
have ever fince been polefied by the order of the Jefuits, or if
they have been at any time alienated or exchanged by them.

Alfo that they arc not inforned with fiflicient certainty of dif-
fercnt particulars, whicli they humbly think His Majefty ought
neceffarilv t be acquainted with, as,

1. The nature and quality of the faid Lands.
2. The prefent Titles by which they arc pofefred.
3. 'Theîcir prefent value.
4. The nature and extent of the rights of Seigniory.
5. The nature of the Tenure by which they are holden.
6. Their exact local fituation.
7. Thef ate of tieir culture and population--and
8. Whether any and what claims are macle by ihe Ileirs of

the Donors of fucli parts of the Lands as vere given to the
faid Religious order by private perfons.

As Attorney and Solicitor Geieral of His Majefty they ought
cafily to have perceived by the Royal order, that before naking
the Donation, His Majcfty wills that there be made a lawful en-
quiry into all, and not into a part only, of the different particulars
mentioned by the Attorney and Solicitor General of England,
for it is ordered to make a legal inquiry into the nature of the
Lands, of the rights of the Grants &c. adding in these words
«C of all the other important circum (ances having relation to the
Lands in quefnion" His Majefty does not by this order declare
that hc hath fuppreffed or doth fupprefs the order of Jefuits in
Canada, nill lef% that their eftates belong to him, and that at al
events he gives them in the whole or in part to my Lord Am-
herfn, on the contrary, His Majefty approves the Report of his Pri-
vy Council, Nvhich goes to the decifive point that, after the faith-
fuI Report of fuch an Inquefi, there thatt be pafled a Grant accor-
ding to Lawv under the feal of this Province, in favor of my Lord
Amherft, his heirs and afligns, of fuch parts, & not of the whole,
of the Eflates belonging to the Jefuits, as can be lawfully granted.
It is not then fufficient that it be found thar parts be afcertained
to be of the Eflates belonging to the Jefuits in Canada, it is ne-
ceffary further to afcertain by a lawful inquefi, that their Efates
can, or could not, be lawfully granted by His Majefty to my Lord
A mherft.

The fpirit of the Royal order, by ail the propolitions and con-
ditions which it wifely contains, fhews clearly the truc and effen-
tial queftion which His Majety was pleafed to permit to be treat-
ed fully and with freedom as well as with refpect :-

What portions of the Efnates belonging to the Jefoits in Cana-
da, could His Majefty-on the 18th of Auguf 1786 lawfully give
or grant to my Lord Amhrft?

the Jefuits, now in Canada; have enjoyed and ftill enjoy as
well in Fief and Seigniory as in Roture, were given ta them in
full property by the Kings of France, the Duke of Ventadour,
the Commercial Company of Canada, and by generous individu.
als for the fubfifrence:of the .faid Jefuits, on condition that they
would employ themfelves in inftruaing the.Indians and the Young
French Canadians-The Jefuits acquitted themfelves fol well of
thofe two obligations that they merited, that Louis the Fourteenth
of G!orious Memory, fhould by His magnificent Diploma of

ix It is fimply to order that you fihall afcertain in due form of
Law, whether in fact and in Law, and in what manner, the King
had, on the 18thof Augua 1786, a right to give to my Lord Am-
herfi certain portions of the Eftates belonging to the Jefuits in
Canada, and, if fuch bc the cafe, a lawful grant fliali be executed
upon the conditions contained in the order.

It cannot be denied that this was the queflion for the Royal
Commifflion of the 29th December 1787, although it confiders
what is not in the order of the 18th Auguft, to wit : that His
Majefny was moved concerning the Eftates and Lands to His
Majefly belonging, adding, and heretofore held and claimed in
this Province of Quebec by a ccrtain religious community known
by the name of the order of the Jefuits, neverthelefs the rame
queftion is there propofed, which is the fourth, with what por-
tions of the faid Lands His Majefly is now vefted, and he can law-
fully give, in the above mentioned manner.

The orders of the Commiflion do not then abfolutely determine
that the King is vested with the Eftates belonging to the Jefuits,
nor that His Majesty pu pofes to give them in any other manner
that the Law appoints, but in both these documents the queftion
only is flated, a queftion which certainiy comprehends a confidera-
ble number of others, and which requires the confideration and
the faithful Report of ail the particulars of faa and of Law, fore-
feen and unforefeen, by the Attornies and Solicitor General of
England, and to convince onefelf of this truth it is fufficient to
obferve that the four Commiffioners, the King's Attorney and
Solicitor Generai at Quebec, by their Report have undertaken to
treat, although very luperficially, and even to decide this great
queftion.

That they fubmit to His Majefly that the faid feveral particu-
lars, and ail other material circumîlances attending the Lands in
queftion, may be beft afcertained by an enquiry inftituted in the
Province by Commiiffioners to be appointed by His Majeny's Go-
vernment, or by fuch proceedings in the nature of an inquifition,
as he fhould find moft convenient to the Laws and ufages of the
Province, to inflitute for that purpofe, and that until thefe par-
ticulars fhould be fully afcertained, they were ftill unable to pre-
pare fuch giant to the Petitioner as would be valid in Law.

The Lords of the Committee of Council on the I lth Auguf
1783, took into confideration the Report and the Petition there-
in mentioned, and find that His Majefly was plcafed by His Or-
der in Council, dated the 9th November 1770, to liften to the
prayer of the Petitioners and to Order that there fhould be pre-
pired the draft of a proper Initrument, to be pafled under the
Great Seal of Great Britain, for granting to Lord Amherft the
Etates belonging to the Jefuits in Canada, referving to His Ma-
jefly for Public ufes the Colleges and Chapels, with their appur-
tenances, which belonged to the Society in Qucbec, Montreal and
Trois-Rivières, the Grantee engaging to make fatisfaction to fuch
of the then poirefflors as were in poffetlion at the time of the Con-
quest.

The Lords of the Committee are in conicquence of opinion,
that in confideration of the difficulties and delay that had hitherto
attended the carrying into effect -lis Majefty's Gracious intention
in favor of the Peritioner, His Mlajefty night authorize and direct
the Governor of the Province of Quebec, to caufe the feveral par-
ticulars ftated by the Attorney and Solicitor General in their a-
bore Report and ail other circumafances attending the Lands in
queftion, to be ascertained by Conmiflioners to be appointed by
His Majefty for that purpofe, and that upon return thereof, the
Governor fhuuld pas a Grant under the Seal of the Province, to
the Petitioner,' his Heirs and Affigns, of fo much of the Eates
belonging to the Jefuits in the faid Province, as might be legally
grantcd, under fuch tenures and fubject to ail fuch payments and
other rights of Seigniory, as miglht by Law belong to His Majefly,
his Heirs and SucceiTors, and under the refervations and conditions
nentioned in His Majefty's prior order of the 9th November
1770, and excepting thereout fuch parts or parcels thereof as His
Majefly's Governor fhould judge neceflary to be referved for
Public ufes, and fucli Grant to be fubmitted to His Majefty's fur-
ther confidieration.

The 18th of Auguft 1786, His Majeflr afier having taken the
f:id Report into confideration, by the advice cf His Privy Counail
was pleafed to approve the recomnendation therein contained, and
to direct as by the faid Order it is directed, that the faid Report
ihould be exactly followed and put irito execution whereof the
Governor or Commander in Chiefof the Province of Quebec, for
His Majefty and ail others concerned therein,' Ihould take not.ce,
and conform themfeves thereto.

The.faid Conftitution made ii con ideration of 20,000 livres and
to fettle that of a like fum biêig t ie amount ofheNote f hand
of thé faid Father Floquet, in favori of the faidMartel:of the i 8th
Auguft last, delivered up to the faid Floquet, the faid 1000 livres
redeemable in one or more paymentq, whereof the leaO. fIhall be

renew and ratify in their favor ail their Eftates and ail thofe gifis
to them made Some other portions of proper-
ty wcre purchafed by the old Jefuits with their own monies, and
thofe purchafes were approved by the above mentioned Diplona.

But in October. 1789 the Jefuits then being in Canada were re-
duced to the number of four and ail, of an advanced age-confe-
quently they were no longer in condition to acquit, by themfelves,
the lipulated obligations to inftru& the Savages and young Ca.
nadians.
Therefore they renounced purely, fimply, voluntarily & bona fIde

all property and poffeflion thereof to the Canadian citizens, in fa-
vor of whom they were made, to the end that under the dire&ion
and authority, and with the approbation of Monfeigneur Jean
François Xavier Hébert, moft iiluftrious and Revd. Bifhop of
Quebec, and of his fucceffors Bifhops, provifion may be made
for the innftruaion of the Savages of Canada and of the youing
Canadians.

This furrender, renunciation and afligient of property made
for the benefit of the Canadian citizens and of the Province . of
Canada upon the clauses and conditions following :

1. That the Jefuits refident at Quebec, thail enjoy until the
death ofthe lataof thein, the building which they occupy that
has a view upon their Upper Garden, and whofe front is to the
South, that they fiall enjoy the faid Upper Garden, and the tuft
of wood or the boccage which is at the end of the faid Garden
towards the north-weft-That they fhall enjoy their Stables,
Ice Houfe, Yard, Wafhhoufe, Well and Woodhoufe-That they
fhall enjoy their Library and moveables, in their chambers, and in
the whole building which they referve to themfelves-:l'hat
they fhall enjoy their Church, their Veftry, and ail the movea-
bles and ornaments which are in the laid Church and. Vestry-
Their Vefnibule
and the building (rongregation) where the citizens rongreganistes
meet at leaft once a week to the edification of the Public,thatIlle
faid Jefuifns refident at Quebec <hall continue to receive each.
year a certain quantity of Hay, which is due to them in virtue of a
contract paffed between them and the Sieur Jean Baptifle Nor-
mand, living near the paffage of the River St. Charles.

Second condition-Thit Father Etienne Thomas de Ville-
neuve Girault, Miffionary of the Hurons of the Nouvelle Lorettc,
fhail enjoy during the whole of his life the Church and Veftry,
and ail the moveables and Ornaments therin-That he fhall tn-
joy ail the Buildings and ail the moveables with the Utenfils of
the 'Garden, the Yard and ail the Meadows which he hath en-
joyed down to this day, that the faid Fther Girault fhall have
the righ: during his whole life and without paying therefor-to
have ground at the Mill of New Lorette, ail the grain whereof he
fhall have occafion for his fubsistence and that of hi, fervants.

Third condition-That Father Bernard Well, fhall continue
during his whole life to enjoy the Chapel and Veflry

- and the Ornaments and moveables therein, and
the Buildings, Gardens and Yards which he hath enjoyed down
to this day in the Town of MontreaL.

Fourth condition-That the Canadian citizens fhall pay every
year to each of the four Jefuits who are <iii living, an annuity of
3000 .livres at the rate of the Province-which annuity fhall be
paid at two terms, that is to fay, th.it they fh.lî pay to each of
the four Jefuits 1500 livres every fix months,.and the faid annui-
ty fhall ceafe to be paid to caci of then as each departs this life.

Qucbcc, Sult October, 1789.
Sir,

I forgot to apprize the Canadian Cii izens that our residence of Mon-
treal is charged with a ient of 20,000 livres Capita!, in consequence
of which the Reverend Fathers Floquet and Welle have for nany yeari
paid ta Mr. Paner, Judge at Quebec, an annual rent of one thcu.anrd
livres. I beg that you will mention this to them and you wl oblige
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of 4000, giving previous Notice in ail the month of October. The
said Contract is Signed upon the exemplifcation theréof, Bouron
and Douire De Bleury, Notaries, and Sealed with the Seal of the
Royal Jurisdi&ion of Montreal, the 9th December of the year
1758.

The faid Contract of Conflitution was enregftered at the office
of the Provincial Secretary the 21st. February 1770, in the
French Regifter Letter (D) Page 650.

Adrignment of this Contract of Conftitution by Jean Dumas,
Eqr. Juftice of the Peace at Montreal, Attorney by fubftitution
of Chriftopher Peliffier, who held a general power of Attorney of
Jean Michel Martel, and Dame Agathe Beaudoin, his wife, to
Pierre Panet, Notary and Advocate at Montreal, in confidera-
tion of the Sum paid to the (atisfaction of theAffignor, paffed be-
fore Maitre Mezières and his Colleague, Ñotaries, at Montreal,
the 13th January, 1771.

Acceptation of the faid Affignment by the Revd. Father Flo-
quet, Superior, who acknowlledges the fame to have been duly
intimated to him, by , te paffed before the fame Notary the
Eleventh of February of the fame year.

The rents thereof have been paid up to the Sth March last.

Tht causes of the non-convenion of the Committee before this day
beinîg thlus explained, the Chairmnan, as leading to tht discussion ef the
very important subject of the referniîce, begged leave ta ubservc tu tne
Committee ;

To what extent or degree it ias expedient to introduce the means of
educanon in this Province ?

That certainly there could be n division of sentiment, respecting that
elementary instruction necessary ho the lowei classes in al countries ; the
want of. which left a people i a stateof lau barbari.rm.

By these he letant,
1 -Parish Free School, or a School in every Village, for rcading,

writing,aand the four coummon Rules of A.nithmetic.
2.-A County Free School, one at Ieast for further progress in Ariîh-

metic, the Languâget, Graminar. BUok.-keeping, Guaging, Navigation,
Surveying and the piactical branches of the Mathematics.

The next step in civibzed countries was an University or a Collegiate
Society for instruction in the Liberal Arts and Sciences, and how far
the Province was prepared forsueh an Institution, was the point whichi
the Right Revd Bishop, had with much reason, made the subjedt of
bis delbberation.

The Chairman concurred with the venerable Bishop, that the erection
of an University, measurinîg:it by the European scale, would be exra-
vagant, as neither adapted to the abilities nor the waits of a country, not
vet consisting af ont hundred and fifty thousand inhabitants, who hadi a
'wilderness before them, to be brought into cultuvation for obtaining the
necessaries ofi lie.

It was ieverthekss to be wishîed ilhat the youth of the Province might
not be estranged from it, by an education in foreign part , but find at
hame suflicient means to qualify themn for the trusts, offices and honors
of their native community.

Though the idea therefore of establishing 'such a fountain of light
here, as is found in the Universities of the old Continent, forthè diffutsion
of knowledge among' the nations, and through the immense regions of
His Majety's 1inlandi Doninions, was only to be sindulged as an ob-
ject of distant prospect, the great & important questions still remained:-

1 liow far the necessities of the Colony demand, and, its abilities will
permit, of a College or Academy for thiat improvement of the mind

pre-supposed i, every advancement to real usefuliess in any of the Iehru.
ed professions, and indispensibly, ncecessary to every great social colkc-
tion ; and yithout vhich, t musi Le indebtedi to Emigrants from other
Countries

A College under one. Rector and four Tuiors, dividing the labour be-
tween them, would, in his opinifin, be suflicient for instructing the stu.
dents to be expected froni all the Provinces on thi.s Continent now re-
maining to Great Britain, in Grammar, Logic, Rhetorie, Mathematics,

Nâtural Philosophy,-Metaphysics and Ethics ; and these sciences made
the pâth ivhich all were obliged to walk in to obtain any degree of emi-
nencein the learned professions, to give a man distinction among his fel-
low citizens, and to enable him.jo cone forward tu; the Magistracy and
other important services of his 1country.

The Chairoian added, that though an institution of this extent could
not be very expensive, it would nevertheless rpquirc an ,union of hearts
and hands, ta give i the desired prosp9ity g;,aiad this it certainly could
not want by du guards against the ilhberIliy of a contracted and sec-
tarian spin1t. Tu .vhich end it was his idca,.he sale of the Province
considered :

That Christian TÍieolo be no bran:h,of instruction in this Col-
lege. but left'to be p:ovided for by the two Communions that divide
the Province, in such way as they select; and by such means as they re-
spectively poses's or may acluire.

That a Corporation b ctreated by Letters Pàtent; capable of Dona.
tions and perpetual succession, and with authority to imake Bye Laws.

That the visitation be, vested in the Crown.
That the King's Judges and tle.Bishops of the Provirie for the time

being, both Catholie and Protestant, be Members of the Curporatiun;
and the rest, to sixteen or twenty of the.principal.gentlemen of the
country, an equal number of both Communions ; and that vacanîcies be

illed by. the mîajority of the voices of the whole body.
Thuat proper Llauses be înserted in the Charter to repcl every appro-

priatiun aud bye law, touîchinîg hce Fundsâor government of the College,
tO any otIer than ite promotion of acience at lre, as aforementioned ;
ina exclusion of all biaisses, ceremonies, creeds' aid discrmnatiauons, elbei-
of t he Protestant or Catholic Communion.

Upon the remedy of the defects by ihe order supposed to exist, the
Chairman renarked, that the erection of the Village and County
Schiools, would require an Act of the Legislature, rating each Parish in
Asîsessments; for the Free Schouls of its -own Di.trict.

That the objections of the indigent to their contributions for ciLher,
voeré aPswci-ed bygiving their children the benelit, with an exemption
cf themse.lves from the general charge ; and those which may arse in
the old Districts of Quebec and Montreal, from their having Funds and
Schools already of their own, by mÏking aill such persons allo exempt,
vhose children rea//y were in such a coutie of education.

If the burdeti wa tu be felt any wýhere as heavy, it couîld be nnly in
the new Counties, where the Culonists were occupied in the cultivation
of lands still in a wilderness state.

But even those parts of the Province, youing as tbey are, wo0ld pro-
bably find no cause to complain Tne noble, Lord at the head of the
<jovernment had already set apart portions of land, tii encourage the in-
struction ofa thte childien of their Villages, and they had amp:e ground
lo look for other appointnments for theC Couny Schonls of their Districts,
not to mention,sthat the applauded nerit of their fidelity tu the Cmewin
in.the late troubles, may cxpect aid, aswoon as their wants are properly
revealed, froin the nuinerous charitable Foundatiouis aud Sucicties uL the
Mother Country, for which it s so greatly rengowned.

Leat of 'ail, as the Chairman conceived, was it to b apprehended ihat
a Colony Cullege would faîl, uniless there was in its own bovels some-
thing repugniant to the energy essential to its success.

it nay most assuredly expect the powerfol patronage of the Crnwn,
and of ail ihat wihî well to scienîce, so friendly ta the iiterests f our
common humanit' i perhaps it may be thouglit worthy of the national
attention.

The Right Reverend Bishop of Quebec, was not singular in suggest.
iig that a portion of the Estates of thé dissolved Order of Jesuitb, lays
open to such a purpose.

• It is not .wholly asked for by the Right"Honourable Lord Amherst.
There is a part to be rererved for Public uses, and the exteit of .that re-
ser'vation, is a part of that confidence vhich His Majesty ina his great
giace to lits peuple, has committed to h.at, Noble Personage, under
whose care the Province is, at a moment 30 atispicious- to the laudable
design, lie himself recommends to the attention otf this Committee.

There is nothing ta discourage the hope of additional benefactions
out of His M ijesty's other Estates in tiePrvinice.

There are Waste Lands in various places, and of such proximity 1u
the old settlemrents, as mighit be scon tenanted to furiislh a revenue to
grow with tlie country, and be sufficient for the instrnctión,"in its pio.
gress to that desireable perfection prayed for-by the good Bishop, and
in which he must be joined by every frieild cf'mankind.

It hapîpens ta trusts to individuals, thiat the dread of a perversion of
the funds, gives-discouragement to gifts. The coantrary.is the enatural
consequence of pourinig the donations into bodies of perpetual existence,
with ajust framue, for a noble end, and under the eje of the Goovernment.

The Corporation.aunce instituted, may boldly corne to the :foo iof the
Throne, and ask a biefi for a National Collection.

1 Advanced to the institution of a College, the Comrnittee must per-
ceive that like a reservoir for watering the surrounding fields, this, as a
fountain; would'find Candidates ini the Province, for the care of all the
inferior Schools, in our expanded, population, to the extremity of the
-British Dominions in the west ; and that theiefore, though t!.is was men-
tioned last in thechain of'deliberation, it aught to have the chief influ.
ence, even with those who might befoie have been only advocates for
those lower exertions, immediately necessary' to the Village and County
Schools.'

For a full discussion, however of the subject (on which any gentle-
man had a right to move what lie thought proper, and try the sens cof the
Committee upon it,) the Chairman proposed, that the question 'be put
singly, upon the following resolves. I' -'

'First.-:hat it is expedient without delay, to erect Parish o. Village
Free Schools, in every District of the Province; at the determination of
the -Magistiates of the District, in their Quarter Sessinni of"the Péace.

Second.-That it is also expedient, that each-District have a Fret
School, in the Central or County Town of the District.

*Third.-That the T uition of the Village Schools be limited to read-
ing, wriing and cypheting.

Fourth..-That the instruction in the District or County Schoolsi-x.
tend to al the rules of Arithmetic the Languages, Gramrmar, Book.
keeping Guaging, Navigation, Surveying, and the practical branches of
the Mathematics. '

Fifth.-That is is expedient to erect a Collegiate Institution, for cul-
tivating the Liberal'Arts and Sciences us'ially taught in the European
Universities,' the Theologyofi Christians excepte.9, on account oftht
mixture of two Communions whosè joint aid is desireable, as for as they
agree, and vho ought to be left-to-iind a separate provision for the Can-
didates in the Ministry of' their respective Churches.

Sixth.-That:it is essential to the Origin and Sucesi of such an ins-
titution, that a Society be incorporated for the purpose ; and that the
charter wisely provide against the perversion of the institution, to any
Sectarian peculiaiities, leaving free scope for- cultivating the geunera
circle ofthe Sciences.,

After deliberating upon the subject at large.
Agreed, that the general question of concurrence be put upon all the

Resolves; and it being put accordingly, the Conmittee concurred in
them, and ordered that it be reported to his Lordship, as their unanimous
opinion.

tise tiame of ail the Creditars by one and the same Attorney, by and with
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the advice of the Counsel of'the said Uiiion tao make and inititute all
such prosecutions and proceedings, Seizures, Attachments, Sales and
Adjudications of the Estates, and generally every thing which may con-
cern the comnion good and advantage of aIl the Creditors.

And forthwith, until the said Union shall be formed, considering the
circumstances set forth in the said Petition, and that the said Petitioners
lid a Title carrying Execution to permit the Petitioners to put into
safety ail the Goods and Effects belonging ta the said Priests and
Scholars stiling themselves of the Compasy of Jesus, for w1ich purpose,
to authorize the Petitioners tu cause to be seized and attached in the
hands of ail farmers, tenants, and debtors, payers of rents upon Govern.
ment securities, upon the Clergy, the Provinces, antid others generally
whomsoever, ail the sums of Money which sh'all be fauntid to be due to
the said Priests and Scholars stiling themselves of the Company of Je.
lus, to seize and take in execut ion the Moveableh and Moveable Effects
to them belonging,"also te seize and revendicate thein in the hands of
whomsoever the sane shall be found ; o procced to the seizure of the
Immoveables, wthout however being ant horized to pruceed to the sale
either of the said Immoveables or of the said Moveables and Moveable
Effects, until it shallibe so o'rdered by the Couit ; to outder a Commission
to be delivered tothe Petitioners to cau e to be summored in the Court
ail the farmers, tenants, debtors, payers and others generally whorso-
ever, te declare upon oath what they may .we, as alsu the Superior Ge-
neral of the Society of Jesuits, and in his person ail the said Society,
at the domicile of the Attorney (General, tc- be present at the urder to
be made fur the delivering over of the monies seized, which monies shall
be deposited in the hands of such Notary or other" Depositary 'that it
shall plcase the Court to name ; notwbsthsauding ail otlier -eizure., op.
positions, and hindrances made or to be made, which shall hold in the
hands of the said Notary and Sequestrator, thet said manies, there to
remain for the security of the rights of aillite parties interested, and to
be by the Court adjudged upun, and ordered in respect of the distribu-
tion thereof as to'right & justice shall appertain ; aud the recivery of the
said munies shall be made at the instance prosecution and diligence of the
Petitioners, the whole up to anid until the %aid Union should be formed,
after wiich time the prosecutions commenced by the Pctitioners shall be
continued by the Trustees and Directors vhnti. the Creditors sball have
chosen, and this in virtue of the Decre to be made apon the present Pe-
tition, and without that any other shall be required. To order, that of
the Decree to be made upon the present Petition, there <hall be grant.
ed te the Petitioners as many exemplificatiêns under the Seal of the
Court as they shall require, ail which as of equal authority and validity.
And the present Decree shall be executed provisionally, notwithstand-
in& all opposition made or ta be made, without prejudice te the Pe-
titioners in their other rights and actions, which Petition is

tors, for which purpose all the said Creditors shall be summoned ai the
instance, prosecution and diligence of thesaid Lionçy, Remuzat and,
Agnet, ail in the names and qualities wherein they proceed, to be and
appear by themselves or by their lawful Attorney, before Mtré. Joseph
Marie Terray, Counsellor, twhiomi the Court appoints, ons the days and
houts to be fixeti by the said Consellor, wrho will draw up'Ibis.

felves Jefuits on pain of nullity of the payment and acquit.
tance, and of being condemned ta pay a fecond time.

It is ozDERED that all thofe who may lend their- lnames direaly
or indircaly ta the Society or ta any of the Houfes thereof,
wherefoever they may be situated, even without the Kingdon, for
the property, pofseffion or enjoyment of any properry or effects
generally whatfoever, moveables or immoveables, ihall be bound
ta declare it to the King's Attorney Cencral or ta his Delegates at
the feveral places within ten days at the latest from the puiblica-
tion of the prefent Decree for thofe who reside at Paris, and
within one month for thofe who reside elfewhere, under pain of a
fine equal ta one third of the value of the thing, vlhereof one
moiety payable t uthe Informer and the other meiety to the Ge-
neral lofpital of this Town of Paris, or ta thofe of the other
Towns or Places where fuch perlons fo lending their names fhall
refide, also if the care fhould require it on pain of being proie-
cuted criminually. In confequence it is ordered that at the time of
making the Procès 1' tbaux above ordered, the faid Priefus,
Scholars and others of the faid Society hall be bound ta declare
the names of thofe who shall hold theLe goods and effeis belong-
ing ta the fiaid Socicty, and ta fwvear that they do not conceal any
diredly or indirectly on pain, in caLe of falfe declarations, to be
prosecuted criniinally, according ta the exigence.of the cafe. And
ail Reccivers, Treafiirers, Cathiers, Farniers Tenants, Debtors
and Paymailers, alfa thofae of the Rents payab!e out of the funds
of the limel de V/il- of Paris, fliall be bound to fend within
one month ta the King's Attorney General a statement of ail
that they pay ta thef lid perfons tiling themfelves Jesuits whe-
ther Frenchmen or Foreigners.

AND examined Copies of the prefent Decree fhall be lent tu
ail the /ailiages and .renéchaussé s of the Jurisdi&tion and ta
the oflice of the City of Paris, as well as to the municipal officers
of the Towns of Arras, Hesdin, St. Oner, Bethune, Aire and
other Towrs of Artois, where the Property and Houles of the
faid Society arc fituated, to be there read, publiihed and enregifrer-
cd, printed and pofled up, notified ta the municipal oflicers of the
Towns whee there were not heretofore other xchools and Col-
leges than thofe which were then kept by the faid perions Lfiling
themfelves Jefuits, and ferved upon all the Houfes and Eftablifhl-
ments of the said perlons iliiing themselves Jefuits. It is enjoin-
cd upon the Delegates of the King's Attorney General to curry
this decree into effect, and ta report ta the Court thereupon with-
in one nonth.

lu order ta answer fully the purpose of the reference, i apprehend it
is necessary ta enter into a detail, and ta keep the institute ofthe Society
constantly in view.

In answer tu the Questions :.
What Estate is vested in the Com:niunities or Societies cof Jesuits,

which they occupy in Houses or Lands in Canada?
Whether they could without puwers frum the Father General or Sua

perior, belote the expiration of the eighteen months alluwed for the sale
of Estates under the Treaty of Paris, and now can, mke a gond Title
thereto?

Aud whether the General or Superior, residing at Rame, anid never
having been in Canada, could have given, and mnow can give, powers te
make a legal Title for the sale of such possessions ?P

I beg leave ta observe, that, besides the lesiuits of the leu observance,
wVho are totbe found in every part cf the world,-eocäneeied Agent of the
Society, Laymen as well as Priestf, persons who have been marrie!d as
well as those who have never married, and -U aill conditions aund em
ployments of life, (the whole Order amounting to twenty thouasand meu
in the Icear 1710, and siàce inlcreased in proportion ta the enterprisinug ge.
nius of that Society in' the course of haif a Century,> tht knioVn Comn-
munities of the Jesuits in Canada are the Ainhion.

The Missions are, properly speaking,' daughts from cthe'fouses nf
the Professed, (agreeably ta the plan of ,hij Order founnded by a Mili-
tary man oitnmilitary principles;) theyare engaged by their"fourthl voaî
tu go to any part of the world, wiere the Pape or their GecneaI shal
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send theim non petite viatico. The Missions are so called in their Insti.
tute, in distinction ta the Ilouses of the Professed, and from the Hou-
ses of the Noviciates and Colleges. The Missions, like the professed,
are all under a vow of poverty, and mendicants by Institution ; and as the
Professed hold Estates in trust for the Noviciates and Colleges, and the
rest of the Sucicty, having nothing for themselves, otherwise than indi.
rectly (for they never beg notwithstanding their Institution ;)>so the Mis-
siuns who are detachments from tie Pofessed, hold Estates in the same
suanner. If the Estates are Donations, then they areheld for such uses
as the founders by Grant, Gift, or Devise shall have directed, and for
such firther uses as the Father General shall direct ; inasmuch as ail
Donations are coastantly accepted by the Order, and ratifieti by the Ge-
neral, with this special salvo, commonly known and supposetd ta be ac-
quiesced in by the donors or their representatives, ita tamen ut ina mni-
bu initituti ratio jerr'tur. Ard if the Estates are acquired by pur-
chase out of the surplus of the Funtds destined ad libitum by the Gene-
rai for tihe support of the Colleges, or out of profits arising from Com.
merce or personal industry, then the Missions hold these Estates for the
benefit of the whole Society, wheresoever dispersed over the worid,
but united under ane Sovereign head domiciliated at Rome, whiose power
over his whole Order bcing unlimited, le is the sole proprietor, and as
it were, the heart of the whole body, into which, and from which, all
property has a constant flux and reflux by a circulation of the system in
al its parts. So thiat the Estates of the Society must be considered iii
the possession of one man, the General of the Order ; who is always by
birth an Italian, an actual subject ecclesiastical and civil of the Roman
Pontiff ; upon whom le acknowledges a kind of feudal dependence, ra-
ther than an in'plicit obedience ; (the Father Genteral having sometimes
resisted, and being in some respects independent even of Papal authority)
being in all other relationt an absolute Sovereign over his own Vassals,
vho arc independent ofc every Civil Government under which they re-

side ; te which they cannot be united in a civil essence by the nature of
thcir Institnte, without ceasing te be what their Institute makes thlem, a
distinct Nation in the midst of Nations, and an Empire in the midst of
Empires. As all other regulars, according ta the Canon Law, are ser-
vants of their Monastery, s the individualt of the Soc ety of Jesuits,
according ta their Institute, are the servants, or rather slaves of their
Order ; and according ta the rule of Law, by which quid, uid acquiritur
urvo acquiritur domineo; they have no property of their own.

It is remarkable, that the Oder (of which the Province of France
makes but a very small part) lias been only tolerated provisionally in that
Kingdom, and upon prubation of good behaviour, without ever having
had any Jegal establishment as a part of the Ecclesiastical and Civil Con.
stitution of the Realn. The General of the Order lias constantily re-
fusedI the conditions of the original admission made hy the Acts of the
Assembly at Poissy of the Gallican Church, and has aise refused the
conditions of the re-admission of the Society on the sane terms afier
their expulsion, (which rr-idmission was granteid by dit Royal Edict,
in virtue of a Treaty between the Crown of France and the Papal Se,)
because the terms of re-admrission were radically subversive uf the whole
Order.

To the original Acts of Atdmission ail subsequent Edicts in their fa.
vour have had a retrospect. Sa that the Arrt of expuhsion remained
always liaUle to execution ; and the Members of the Order were mercly
as inmates, occupants of Houses and Landa in France, and in the ex.
tent of the Dominions of that Crown, subject ta resumption.

Freim al these premises, t seens conclusive that the Titles of the Sn.
ciety passed, togelier with the Dominions ceded ta Great Britain,, (in
which Dominions thnse possessions were situated) attended with nub:t-
ter qualifications than those Tities iat by the Laws and Constitution of
the Realm of France, previous to the Conquest and Cession of those
Countries. But it scema fuither tri be clear,tha those 'Titls are now in
a worse condition since the Cunquest and Cession ; fur til that period
they were only in abeyance, and suspended upon a principle tif proba-
tionlary toleration ; but by virtue of the natural Law of Arms and Con-
quest of Cauntries, confirmed by Acts of the Law of Nations, by so-
lemn Cession anid Guatantee, the possessions of the Society lest of
course ail civil protection by the fate of war, but much more so by the
only power, whose authority and intervention could have preserved the
property of these possessions ta their supposed owners, having with-
drawi its tolerance and protection and deserted them as a derelictn at the
mercy and entirely fret disposition of the Crown of Great Britain, by
making no provision in the Articles of Cession te serve the pretended
rights of the Community of Jesuiits, nor indced of any other Ecclesi.
astical Cômmunity, which latter might. have been under a mare favorable
view, having a civil being, and aci House possessing a seperate proper.
ty, distinct from ohers of the same Order ; whereas the Order of Je-
suits, cotrary te ail other Regulars,is one indivisible Order, aggregate
indeed by its own Institute, but not incorporated by the Laws of France ;
and the Father General, never having been an Inhabitant of Canada,
nor a subject to the King of France, ha could net retire and avail him.
self of the fourth Aticle of le definitive Treaty, net sell his Estates,
nor withdraw hio effects wtithin the time limitedt. la a few words, the
Society of Jesuits had net and cannot have any Estates in Canada, legal.
ly and completely vested in them at any time, and therefore could not,
and cannot transier the sane before nor after the term of eighteen months,
s as ta make a gond Title ta the purchasers, either with or without the
powers or ratification of the Father Generai, who as he coutid net retire,
sa he cannot retaiu any possessions in Canada, since the time limited for
the sals of Estates there, agreably ta the Terms of the Treaty,; b-
cause lie s as incapable of becoming a British subject, as h was iof
being a French subject ; non can the Individuals of the Communities of
the Jesuits in Canada, take or transfer what the Father General cannot
take or transfer, nor can they, having but one common stock with ail
other Communities of their Order in every part of the Globe, hold ire.
moveable possessions, ta b applied for the joint benefit of those Commu-
nities which are resident in Foreign States; nd which may become the
entemies of His Majesty and His Government.

In answer t the question-Whether the persans in possession hold
the same as Trustees for the General, or for the whole Society of Je-

suits, and in that case, whether such trust is not void in Law ? what for- Appendix
feitures are incurred thereby ? and ta whom? (Y.)

I beg leave tu observe, that whoever the persons arc who oecupy the .
possessions in question, they must be understood ta hold the same as Q6h Feby.
Trustees fur the Head and Mermbers of the one indivisible Society, and
political body of lesuits, of ecclesiasticaland temporal Union, forming,
according to their Institute, une Church and Monarchical Government,
with territorial jurisdiction independent of ail civil authorities under
which the Members of the Society are occasionally dispersed, and with.
out stability of domicile ; that such trusts, are therefore, from the very
nature of this Institution, inadmisible by the Law of Nations and of ait
Civil Governments ; they are void bath in law and in fact, because there
is no legal corporate body civilly established ta take their use but an alien
Sovereign, and aliens his subjects, who were and are utterly incapable, by
the very nature of their Institution, of any civil existence. The pos-
sessions therefore, of the Society of Jesuits in Canada, in every view uf
the case, are lapsed ta His Majesty by right of Coniuest and acquired
Sovereignty ; by dereliction oi the supreme power itself of whose goud
pleasure these possessions were lately held, nu provision having been made
for them by it in the Act of Cession ; by the want of an original com-
plete Title in a body incapable of I -gal taking, holding, and transferring ;
by the nature of defective trusts founded upon such defective Titles;
and by the non-crmpliance of the Order with the provisional terms of
re-admission, as probationary occupants & only pro tempore, into thte Do-
minions of France, domiciled in the persan of their Father General at
Reme, subject to the execution and effect of the Arrh which was pas.
sed by the original Tribunals for their expulsion in 1594., towhich they
are stili liable, for never having observed, but openly rejected, the condi.
tians of their first admission, which are the conditions of the second,
and farther, are liable, ipofacto, whsenever they should be hurtful and
dangerous t the Realm.

In answer ta tIe last question-What will be the proper methods to
be pursued tu discover such trusts ?

I conceive, with submission,that it would be an effectual method to
discover such trusts, rs well as a great benefit fur the civil and ecclesias.
tical establishment of the ceded Colonies, if lis Majesy should be plea-
r.cd ta order a gencral Survey of all Estates in thein ta be made, and to
establisi an Ollice of R egister anid Recurd, and for the authentic copy-

ing antid enrollment of ail Title Dee>n, Grains, and Assignments of
Lands and Houses held in the Provinces of Canada and Louisiana ; and
ta appoint Commissioners t make such a Survey, ta call for, and ta ex-
amine persons and writinge, and to transmit the Records from year ta
year into the Registry of the High Court of Chancery of Great Bri-
tain, and ta make a particular Report ta His Majesty of the saine, s
far as relates ta Lands or Houses, possessed, now or late, by any reli.
gious Communities or persons, or applietd by any persons for their be-
nefit, and ta discover ail concealed trusts for any purposes prejudicial ta
Ilis Majesty's rightr, and the interests of His Realm.

Ail which considerations, Gentlemen, I have the houar ta submit ta
your reflections before we drav up our Report, as the Intitute of the
society is so very extraordinary, and our decision upon these important
points depends entirely on.its nature, I have annexed extracts vhich are
taken front indubitable authorities. You must be very sensible, that an
air of answering upon so complicated a business in three lines, will net
serve the purpose of the King's Ministers, who desire ta be perfectly in-
formed ; and I shall not regret my particular trouble on this, or on any
other occasion, if I have the satisfaction of your approbation, in dimi-
nishing, in any degree, your share of our joint labours, which are of much
conseqience, in this case particularly, for His Majesty's service.

gregations of lay brothers orm in evcry Kingdom but une body,
liavig the fanie fpirit, interens, views and Gvernment with
the Congregation at Rome.

Father Jouvency fays that in 1710 the Society had fixhundred
and twelve Colleges, tlrce hundred and forty houfes of refidence,
fifty-nine Noviciates, two hundred Miffions, twenty-four houfes
of the proferfed: the whole divided into hirty-feven Provinces.
The extent of thefe thirty-feven Provinces or Territoires of the
Society, may be judged of fron the confideration that ait France
forms but ive e; which are called the Provinces of France, Cham-
pagne, Guienne, Touloufe and Lyons. T]Che Miffions are at-
taccd to fume one of thefe Provinces,, or make themfelves fe-
parate Miffions. According to Father Jouvency tie number of
the Jefuits of the four clares was in the year 1710, on their
own lif, nineteen thoufand, nine handred and ninety eight. It
ià eafy to judge -rom the enterprising fpirit of the Society, how
much that number mu%: have increafed in fiifty-ve years fince.

The fubordination and confiant correrpondence of ail the Mem-
bers of the Society with the Father General, appears to be fuch
that the whole Society are as it were always before him.

The Members ofthe Society devolve, themnfelves & the move-
rents of their mintids and bodies, to the difpofition of the Father
Gencral, to be as dead carcaffes without volition or life of their
own, and as a Raff in a Man's hand, to be directed at bis vili.
Thcy are to diftover every thing they know or think to the Fa-
ther General, relating to the Sociecy, and to themfelves. The
Revenues are to be laid before him.

Thus ail the atiempts to leffien the power of the Father Gene-
rat, and to change the conititution of the Order have never fuc-
ceeded; Paul IV. Pius V.- Sixtus V. Clenient VIII. attempted
it in vain. And when the Parliament of Paris confdnted ta re-
eflablifhe the; Jefuits:under ceétain ref4rvations, as- they before
had been admitted provisionally.in the Atsemnbly at:Poissy the
re-admnission was in nconfequence of his Treatyl ,with .the Pope;

The diftinion they have endeavored te fet up, between the
Colleges and the Order is neither fupported by fact, nor by the
inftitute of the fociety. For it cappears from alil the foregoing
proofs of their inflitute, that there is one chain of dependence;
that the colleges are not diftin& as communities from the Body;
that the profefsed Religious hold in truft for the Colleges ; and,
therefore, the conclufion is, that if, according to their own con-
feffion, the Religious of the Order of Jefuits are not received
as perfons capable of a civil exiftence, they are incapable of the
trus, and the colleges are incapable of the ufes. Thus every
thing, built upon the foundation of this anomalous fociety, falis
to the ground together. And it is no wonder that an inflitution,
which teems contrived, with a fubtlety more than human, to fub-
vert the Laws of every Country Ecclesiaftical and Civil, fhould
find in the Laws of every Conntry, an obacle to its eftablifh-
ment.

Q. 2. How long have you resided in this Country, and been engaged

in Trade?
A. I have resided in this Country nearly fourteen years, and have

beet engaged in Trade nine years.
Q. 3. What is the description cf Trade in which you are particularly

engaged?
A. The general business of a Merchant.
Q. 4. The Merchants, in their Petition referred to titis Committee,

complain of various abuses, exactions and grievances, in relation to the
Custom House, injuriously affecting the interest of the Petitioners and
the Trade of the Country ; can you s.ate any facts upon vhich such
complaints are founded, and how the Trade and Navigation have been
affected by the said abuses?

A. The high and disproportionate Fees which are exacted by the
Officers of the Customs, appear to me to be a great abuse and grievance
to the Trade, such Fees being considerably higher than they ate enti-
tied to exact by the Docket which the Collecor has declared to be the
only une by which they can legally demand or receive Feces, (excepting
with regard to Certificates,) and which, he bas also declared, he and
ail the Officers under his survey are ordered most strictly to conform t.

In most instances I have not been particular in the entry in ny Books,
in separating the sums paid to the different Oiflicers. 1 can, however,
state the following itnstances. : Frs:, withrregard to my two Schooners
which were employed duritng last season in the Coating Trade, and the
Fees paid on them were considerably less than thoie exacted on Vessels
of the same class the previous seasons.

It is customary ta pay the Searcher for measuring the vessel,

The trade is most injuriously afected by thefe abuses, particu-
larly the coafting trade, now undoubtedly supprefled by the dis.
couraging effect of the Port charges. If our veffels were fubjected
only to a mnoderate charge, I am convinced that they would be
the means of employnent, and indeed of profperity to numerous
individuals refidiing on the banks of this river. Now every voyage
a vefel makes, fMe is fubject to a repetition of the fame fees,
exacted by the Cuftonm H oufe Officers and Naval Officer, and
the more voyages made the more money is lost, iriless by chance
an extraordinary freight is obtained. I will flate an example.

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A ppendix owners cannot afford to equip their vessels well and keep them in staunch
(Z.) condition. I have never, in any part in which I have been, seen sucli

miserable craft as arc generally navigated in this River ; with fev ex-
4tI MarcI ceptions, it is unsafe to ship in them towards the Fall of the year; and

indeed, such is their character at New-York, that, at that period, I .
surance cannot be effected on Goods, by themr, at any rate. The Mer-
chants, therefore, are unprovided with vesses whîen they are most want-
ed, and when the Trade ought to be most brisk to send off our surplus
stock of produce, and to furnish the lower ports with their supplies for
the vinter-such was the case last fall-A large surplus stock of flour
and other produce remained in our Merchants' Stores-Flotur and pro-
visions were wanted at Halifax, Newfoundland and Miramichi-no
coasting vessels fit to be sent to sea were to be had except my Schdoners,
une of then I chartered at the high freigit of 5s-6d. per. barrel of
Flour to Halifax ; for the other S chooiner I coule hrve iad the same,
but wanted her on my account for Newfounidland, excepting about a
siKth of lier cargo, whiêh I took in beef at the high freight of seven
shillings and six pence per barrel.

At the same moment, the Americans were probably carryingfrom
their ports at the rate of two shillings per barre], which was their current
rate last winter. The current rate from Boston to Halifax, is one shil-
ling and six pence in the sunnier months ; thus, at the most important
period ofthe season, whens we ought to furnisi the Lower Ports with
their supplies for six months, is the protecting duty on Anerican pro-
duce, of five shillings and six pence per barrel Jf flour, for the encoura-
gement of our Trade and Agrnculture, mos: materially counteracied by
the extraordinary freigit the 1Merchants are obliged to pay for the want
of fit vessels, and thus I think the trade and navigation tmost injuriously
affected by the abuses coiplained of.

With respect to the charges on large vessels, the conplaints from Ship
Owners and Masters are frequenît respecting them ; they prefer to char-
ter their Ships principally to the lower ports on ibis account, as a proof
of which, the rate of freight on timber from Miramichi, Bay Chaleur,
St. John's, &c. &c. is five shillings per load less than from Quebec,
and thus are the chief articles of our produce, pine timber, deals, &c.
discouraged to the extent of from one third to one fourth of their cost
liere. I consider the very limited space of time given by the Olficers
for attendance to publie business a great abuse and grievance-their de-
clared office hours are from ten until twelve to receive papers for the clea-
rance of vessels, and frorn ten until two for general business. lin the
busy period of the season the office is so crowded during the office hours,
that a forenoon is frequently ost iii making an entry, when time is of
the utmost consequence to the merchant. It would be a great conve-
iilence to the Trade if reasonsable business hours, viz. from nine until
one, i receive papers for the clearance of vessels, and from nine until
four, for general business, were given ta the public.

Besides the detention which I have frequently felt the inconvenience
of, in the transaction of iy Custom Flouse, business, I can here state
a mst serious loss sutained, in cousequence of the Office hours closing
at two.

The Brig Arion, belonging to Messrs. W. Maithie & Co. of Liver-
pool, ai rived to my address, in June last, wiîh a cargo of Brandy, and
was to proceed immsediately to Montreal, it was tihen blowiing a.fresh
Easterly wind. 1 sent the papes and entries with all possible despatch
to the Custom Flouse, it must have been but a few secodtis after two,
when my Clerk reacher the Counter with the Entry-it was refused.
I protested, the Notary was at the Custom Houtse at three quarters past
three o'clock, the answer was-" the Office hours are past, and if you
" come to-morrow morning, at ten o'clock, 1will gie you an answer."
The Brig was consequently detaised, and was unable to leave the Port
until twenty-four hours after, soon after which the wmnd shifted, se had
a tedious voyage to Montreal, and was ultimately unloaded at the foot
of tlie Current there, for want of a wind to take her up.

Q. 5. The Petitioners state that the Custom House fees have been
materially encreased since the Department became under the direction
of the present Collector. Is it so to your knowledge?

A. It is.
Q. 6. Can you state in what ?
A. In 1810, whîsen 1 first transacted Custom Hntsse business iere,

and for two or three years afterwards, -the Fees I paid an clearing large

Besides these, there has since been a great addition of Fees in num-
ber, the Fee on entering Bonded Goods and paying Crown Duty,
was formerly only two shillings an& niue ponce. The Fees at present
exacted, on entering Bonded Goods, and making a deposit. for Crown
Duty, is ntiie shillings and four pence, and when the true amousnt of
the Crown Duty is ascertained by the guage of the articles, and you
make a settlement with the Officers, they exact from you a further Fee
of six shisings and nine pence, .which is uninielligible'bv the Dö6cket.

The same witha Bill of Sigit, w ien you have no means of ascertain-
ing the value óf your Goods before laiditg,oi givinsg a permit to land
the articles, the Officers exact from you seven shillings and four pence,
ar.d vhenthe 'value isascertained, and you make a settlement, they exact
from yos a nfrther Fee of seven shillinsgs and four pence, tiese Fees
fall extremê6ly heavy on the small articles generally under these circum-
stances.

Formerly a. Passenger was not obliged to pass an iEntry for his bag..
gage, iow heise isbligedi ta do o, anti pay the saise Fee which is ex-
actedon makiog an Entry of' Mercandize.

A charge ai one pouti is no% made on Sihips IVhich have brough
pas.engers, Ywhich wvas not formely thie case.

Q. 7.0Do the Officers of the Custons refuse explanations iof the
Fees whici they charge, whenî required by the parties ofwhom they are
demanded ?

A. It is many years since I have transacted my own business, in the Appendix
Custom House, but it is so well understood that they do refuse expla- (Z.)
nations, that I should have considered it needless tO ask. I recollect,
however, about the year 1814, when the Fee of Entry, outwards, was 44h Marcî
risen from two shillings and nine pence to seven shillings and four pence,
asking the Collector for ais explanation, his reply was nearly in the fol.
lowing words: cgThat previously the poor unfortunate Captain was
« made to pay for the Cocket in the Clearance, but that in future lie
« intended that it should be borne, as it ought tube, by the Merchant."
The Fees of Clearance, however, were not reduced !

Q. 8. Can you in any vay account for the differences between the
former and the present charges for Fees atthe Custom House ?

A. The differences are quite unaccountable to me. There has been no
alteration in the Docket, which the Collecto ias declared himself and
all the Officers under his survey, to be ordered strictly to conform to;
and, therefore, I cannot understand why tiere should be a difference
and increase, whichb as been the case both in number and amount.

Q. 9. Did you ever get any detailed account of the charges made at
present for Fees on any of your Vessels? and if so, will you produce
them,' or any of them ?

A. I have never iad any detailed account from the Officers.
Q. 10. Do you know if any other person has had suchstetailed ac-

counts, and who?
A. I know of no instance of detailed accounts of Fees charged hav-

ing been given by the Officers.
Q. 11. Have you, or any other person ta your knowledge, ever ask.

ed f the Collector and Comptroller, or person ta whom payment was
made of Fees, for such detailed accounts ?

A. I have ont ; nor was I ever present when detailed accounts were
asked for, but I have been told by many that they have been refused,
and it is notorious that they do so.

Q. 12. Do you know of any representations ever having been made
on your part, or on the parts of the Merchants, to the Collector or
Comptroller, on the subject of increased Fees? or of any other represen.
tation, by any other authority, on the subject, and ehent?

A. In 1817, a representation was made to the Lords of the Treasury
of the Fees exacted by the Officers, and a Copy of that representation
was sent by the Merchants, who made it, to the Collector.

Q. 13. Do you know what are the Custom House eharges in'the
United States, on Vessels of the description of yours, bountid on similar
voyages, and with similar cargoes?

A. I do not know what the charges are on coasters in the United
States, but the following, I knov, are the charges on American or
Britis Vessels, 80 Tons, from their possessions in Europe:

Did you ever demand detailed accounts or explanations of the

Officers of the Customs wien you paid to them the Fees they exacted ?
A. I did.
Q. 7. Were they granted or refused.
A. la clearing the American Brig Jones, last Spring, at the request

of ths. Master, I demanded from the Clerks in the Custom-House Office
a detailed statenent of the Fees which I was then paying on the clearance
of that Vessel; they gaverme foranswer, a slip of paper, upon which were
the figures of the total amount which I had to. pay.

Q. S. Do yon know the Fees which are exacted in the American
Ports on the entrance and clearance of their coasting vessels?

A. I do not recollect precisely, but as nearly as I eau remember they
are from 7s. 6d. to 12s. the whole amount.

fected by the said abuses ?

A. I conisider in the first instance that the charges made li the Col-
lector and Comptroller's Office, are very high ard injueioni't tihe Trade,
and particularly to the Shipping interest. I cau state two instances i
whici the Owners of Vessels clearing from this Port have bren aggrieved;
the first was the Schoner Hermon, Thomas Milne, Master, in clearing
in November 1818, the Captain complaineld of the Fees, when applicati
on was made for a statement of the sanie ; he was referred to theCollec-
tor who refused any eïplanation and merely pointed te the Table of Fees,
which ie stated, vas their guide, froi the manner in which this Table is
made out, it is impossible for any persan to find out in what way the sum-
exacted is to be made out, for in clearing, the Fees exceed very far, what
1 have ever ben able to make out they are authorized te receive.

The second instance is that of the Brig Woodman, Thoimas Robson,
Master, whicl cleared in August 1820, Captain1 Robson particularly
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A7ppendix refused to pay the sum demanded, unless he could get some information,
.) as he stated, the sum demanded exceeded what he had paid in the West

r------ Indies. In this as in the first instance, application was made to the Col.
4tIi March lector by Robson and myself, and we were equally unsuccessful l the

only satisfaction we could get was being again referred to the Table of
Fees. When this refusal was made, I at the time, made a memorandum
of the fact.

From the sun charged at the Custon-House for Fees on small Ves-
sels, from this.to Miramichi, it was found to bear so ver y heavy on those
that made several Voyages in the course of the season, that i wrote a
Letter in the naine of my House on the 2d. November 1821, to the
lonorable M. H. Perceval, Collector of the Customs at this Fort, of

which the following is a Copy :

The Honorable
M. H. PERCEVAL.

QUEBEcc, 2d. Novr. 1821.

Dear Sir,

" We take the liberty ofcalling your attention to the particular hard-
ship under which owners of small vessels trading ta the sister Provinces
at present labour. It has been heretofore the practice for the Collector
and ComptroUler ta charge the sane fees on vessets of the above descrip-
tion as they do on large vessels trading to Great.Britain, which under the
present distressed state of trade, they can il afford to pay, and it is a well
known fact, that small vessels which make four or five voyages liere in
the course of the year, really pay more thaq vessels that make two
voyages ta Great-Britain orthe West-indiesin the course of the season.

As instances of the heavy charges paid at the Custom in proportion
to the earnings of stnall vessels, we beg leave to state two or three cases,
we werelately in treaty for a Schooner of about 40 tons, to load four for
Miramichi, the whole freight asked would only have amounted to about
£35, out of which about 20 per cent or one fifth, would have been paid
ta the Custom-House Officers liere for fees. On the 1Sth July last, we
cleared out the Schooner Chatham for Miramichi, this vessel is only 76
tons, and the amount paid at the Custom-House was £7 12 8 cury. We
have not the particulars of what was paid in each office ; but on clearing
the same vessel again on the 2d ultimo, we know that.Captain Williston
paid 5 S 2Uin your office, and £1 2 in the Waiter and Searcher'a
office, now the vessels whule freight would not exceed £55 as she can
only carry 440 barrels under lier decks.

.We submit the foregoing to your consideration, and most sincerely
hope you will make such alterations in the rate of fees as tint entirely to
destroy the trade, (which in a great measure must be abanduned, if smau
crafts continue to pay the same fees as vessels coming from sea are subject
to,) in which for the welfare of the Province, but too few vessels are em-
ployed ;-and bygranting such relief as in your judgment you see fit, we
are of opinion you will ultimately benefit thereby, as we have no doubt-
such a measure would tend ta increase the intercourse between the
Colonies, particularly that part of New-Bruaswick, that is situated in the
Gulf of the St. Lawrence, who instead of deriving their supplies of
provisions fron Halifax, would look ta this market."

After perusai of which he stated that in future he would only charge
haf the amount of Fees which he was entitled to. lHad the same Fees
continued ta be exacted that weere formerly paid, we must have abandon-
cd the Trade to Miramichi, as Vesseli could not be gat to undertake the
voyage at a moderate freight, in consequence of the sums exacted at the
Custom-House for Fees.

A. Yes, I am a native of this City, and have been engaged in

trade for ten years.
Q.2. What is the description of trade in which you are particu-

larly engaged ?
A. I atm engaged in the trade between this and the adjoining

Provinces and the Wef-Indies.
Q. 3. The Merchants, in their petition referred te this Com-

inttee, complain of various abufes, exactions and grievances in re-
lation ta the Cufoni Houfe, injuriously affecting the interen of
the Petitioners and the trade of the Country. Can you state any
facts tupon which fuch complaints are founded, and how the trade
and navigation have been affected by the faid abufes ?

A. The exactions of the Cuilon loufe and Naval Office are
fo great as to prevent enterprifing in the coafning trade froni this
Port, and for the wait of coafting crafts, the orders received froma
the adjoining Provinces for provifions of various kinds te a great
extent, have remained unexecuted. That in partially executing
thofe orders, we are dependant for freight on vefels belonging to
the out-ports of this Province and the adjoining Province; that
veffels belonging ta places ta the northward of Miramichi, taking
freiglt fromn this ta that place in the falIl of the year, frequently
touch firft a the place they belong, ta land their own provitons,
vhich occafions a delay that prevents their arrival at tc port of
discharge in the fall. A cafe in point has occurred te me, my
letters by the laf Halifax Port acquaint me that a veffel which
lhad loaded for Miramichi, is now frozen in, ant a place one hundred
and twenty miles froma it; that the cargo was unloaded, and would
have ta remain there till next fpring ; thefe fupplies were intend-
ed for the lumber-men who are employed in the woods, getting
out luimiber ta be exported next year, and the difappointnient was
Very great.

In the year 1S22, I fhipped about fix thoufand barrels of flour
befides other provifions, which were exported chiefly in veffels
belonging ta the adjoining Provinces and out-ports of this Pro-
vince ; and I have no recollection of making a shipment in any
veifel belonging te this port. That in confequence of our depend-
ance on other places for veffek, the rate of freight is charged very
higli, vhich afford the means of veels from the United-States,
fupplying Halifax and other places with flour at a niore reduced
rate, notwitlîanding the duty of five shillings sterling per barrel,
impofed on Anerican flour.

Q. 4. Do you know the general fate of profit and loss amongf
the owners of river and coafling crafts in this Province, and will
you fate to the Committee the knowledge you have on the fub-
ject?

A. I do not own a fel], and therefore cannot tie from my
own knowledge, the profit or loss which may arife, but from the
limited number of coafing craft owned in this port, and the low
state of credit in which owners of crafts in the out-ports fland, I
infer that it is a lofing trade.

Q. 5. Do you ascribe the want of fit and fufficient veffels for
the coafting trade of which you complain, chiefly te the high fees
and Cuftom Houfe dues, and what other caufes operate to produce
that effect?

A. The principal caufe, in my opinion, is the very high and dis-
proportionate fees of the Cuftom Houfe and Naval Office.

Are the abovesums paid in conformity .to the docket of fees
above mentioned and suspended in the office of the Cufloms for
public inspe&ion ?

A. Yes, on examining the Fee-Book for the particulars of the
sum of £3 10 4, the whole appears to be according to the
Halifax docket, and the usage of the Cuñom-House, (which is
to charge only half fees on a vessel entering inwards, or clearing
outwards only,) except that the Waiters and Searchers' fee ap.
pears ta have been undercharged Is. and that the foreign topsail
fee appears to have been charged by mistake in the hurry of bu-
siness ; of the vhole sum, Ils. 10d. is paid by the exporting
Merchaut, for documents taken out by him, and not by the vessel.

It may be here neceffary ta remark that the practice which
seems ta be general with the Merchants of charging the fees
payable by themfelves againft the vetfel,, tends very much to aug-
ment the apparent amount of the ship's disburfements,as will ap-
pear by the various statements nov before the Comnmittee; the
entries inwards and. bonds, entries outwards and cockets, certifi-
cates for lumber and other articles of Canadian produce, and cer-
tificates to cancel bonds, are documents which ought in every
cafe to be paid for by the importing or exportng Merchant, and
which he either demands voluntarily or which the law obliges
him to take to secure his property from seizure, and ,they have
no reference whatever to the ship's expences.

It may be also proper to obferve that the fees are collected by
the Colle&or's Clerk, irho has at the saine t ime to attend to the
entering and clearing of veffels, the receiving and exarniniàg of
entries inwards-,andtithe calculation of the King's duties ta be
paidi or secured,:added ta the mass of general business daily tran-
sa&ing at the Cuftom-Houfe, ard the detailedi nature of the dockret
ta be appliedi ta each case, iifkes mîay probably occur ; under
these circumaances it;is difficult at a subfeguent periodi ta ascer~.
tain tise particular items of.any individual cafe or paymîent;; and
although it has been fuccessfuilydone ina the various cafes referred
to by the :Committee, fomne of which emibrace a periodi of nearly
ten years, it is obvious that a conasiderable portioti of timie must
have-been consumned-in thse refearch andi invefligation of themr.

and vlhat other caufes operate to produce that effect ?

A. I believe that the high Fees paid at the Customs, in pro-
portion to the lower freights given to Crafis, navigated from this
Port to the lower Ports, considered out of the Province, have
prevented many proprietors of veffels from fitting out.

A. 'he case of these two vessels was stated by the Committee of
Merchents in their memorial, addressed to His Excellency Sir John
Coape Sherbrooke, and which was transmitted by that Oficer to the
Lords Commissioners cf 11. M. Treasury. The answer given by the
Oficer of the Customs upon that occasion to the Governor, is subjoined :
*' Lt is alleged that the whole of the Custom House fees are charged a
second time upon vessels, that by misfortune are detained in th'e fal, and
returum to Quebec in the spring for'riecessaries anrd repairs, aithougi they
finaily carry hiome the same cargo they first sailed with.

"4As this complaint bears the appearance of an exaction, the under.
eigned shal not content themselves witih a general deniai of what is here
so vagne'y stated ; three vessels clearcd out with the isal docnments for
vlich the accustorned feces were received, and sailed from hence in the
ftid of last year, frumm bad weather and other causes, they were compel-
led to return, their cargoes were discharged, and it became niecessary to
to lay them up for the winter. These vessels having iudergone the ie.
cessary repairs, and being reritted, commenced luading in the spring,
and when ready to clear out, the tisual application wasmade at the Cus-
tom House, this was complied with, and the established fees were re-
ceived. It mnay be right tou mention that one of the persons signing this
reprcsentatioi was conîsignee to two of these veswels, but it does not ap-
pear that cither that Gentrlenan, or the Masters, made any complaint,
or stated any objection against this strpposed exaction ; but the under-
signed know not whîy they should be called upon twice to perform a si-
miiar duty, and be expected at the sane time tr sacritice the emroiuments
attaclhed to their Office fur its perfornance.

ries, and desired my anfwers thereto, I fee'. myfelf, in justice to
my own character, and for the fatisfaction of all who have honor-
ed me by their protection, called upon to fubmit the folloving
remarks to your Lordship's consideration in the firft inftance,
and finally vith your permiflion, to the public at large.

It may be in the recolleaion of your Lordship, that I addreffed
three letters to the Honorable the Commiflioners of His Majes-
ty's Cufcoms in November 1820, the firf was relative to veiTels
bound to Montreal, being compelled to come to an anchor at
Quebec, and there to pay port charges, contrary to the order of
the Commiflioners of Cufloms, dated 23rd June 1815, No. 33.

Cufnoms in the due execution of their duty ; for doing which
they are entitled to a juft and equitable renmuneration ; that this
remuneration is fixed by the Docket and fiated in four different
columns on a line, or oppofite to the name or defignation by
which the fervice or document required is generally diftnguiihed :
and that the Fee which is appropriated to one particular fervice,
cannot be legally demanded or reccived for any other.

Secondily, That one fee only is to be received for one and the
fame fervice or document, and that wvhen no fervice is performed
or document prepared and granted, the Officers are not entitled
to demand or receive a fee.

This I truf will appear to your Lordfhip to be a fair explana-
tion of the meaning of the docket, the application follows as a
matter of courfe, viz :-That an Officer of the Cuftoms is en-
titled to take thefe fees only when he performs the fervices, or
prepares and grants the papers enumerated in the table of fees, and
that when he performs fervices or prepares papers which are not
included in tic docket, he is not for f bdoing, authorifed by that
inifrument, to demand or receive a fee or reward.

I fhall now proceed to the confideration of the items.
Recording the Regifler-Coll. 13s. Comptr. 4s. 4d.
I here refer to ithe docket, and upon exanination, your Lord-

fhip will find that there is no fee allowed for this fervice, it is fa-

objecled to this item, as I fill do. My ground of objeaion I now
fubmit to your Lordfhip's wiifiomn. .

4 9Warrant to unload"-Coll. Is. 6d. Comptr. Gd fterig.
When a veffel arrives, it is requilite that each perfon having

goods on board, fhould, previous to the fâme being unladen, make
proper entries with1 the Colleâor and Comptroller, and obtain a
c permit to land," or in other words « a Warrant to unload."
This is ftriUly enforced at Quebec, the merchant regularly makes
his entries, and obtains his Warrant to unload ; for which lie
pays the Colleaor and Comptroller two fhilings ferling, or 2s.
3d Currency. It lias never been the practice to grant i feparate
Warrant to unload, to the Mafer of the veffel, there are no per-
mits granted, except thofe obtained and paid for by the importer;
and I refer to ail the Officers of the Cufoms at Quebec, to fate
whether I am correaf: in this affertion, and if [ be corref, of which
I have no doubt, I appeal to your Lordflhip's judgment, whether
this fee of two fhillings, ferling, can b charged as part of the in-.
ward expenfes of the vefel ; it is fo charged upon every veffel.

" Warrant to load"-Coll. Is.Gd. Compt. Gd. ferling.
The exporter is comnpelled to make an entry of all goods which

lie purposes to fiip, and to obtain a sufferance, or ciWarrant to
load," before he can legally put a fingle article on board ; for this
ho pays the Colleftor & Comptroller two fhillings ferling, or 2s.
Sd. currency, and at the fame time three fhilling nferling, or Ss.
4d. currency, for the cocker, which it is neceffitry fhould acconi-
pany the goods exported. The master of tie veffel does not re-
ceive any additional fufferance, nor has it ever been the practice
to grant fùch ; yet a fee of two fhillings ferling, is charged as part
of the outward fees upon each-vefèl ; and 1 can only again fubmit
to your Lordflhip, whether there b any authority under the Ha-
lifax docket for demanding this fée, when the document upon
which it is faid to be charged is neither prepared nor granted.

« Cocket"-Col. 2s. Compt. Is. ferling.
I have ftated above, that when the exporter obtains his 'War-

rant to load, he a!fo pays for the Cocket, required-by Law, to ac-
company the articles flipped ; and I appeal -to every Officer of
the Cuntoms whether any further Cocket is ever granted, or can
be faid to be neceffary ? Wlhen there are no goods fhipped,
a Cocket is not requisite ; vhen goods are fhipped, the
shipper pays for the Cocket ; and can it for an inuant be pre-
tended, that there is any authority underthe Docket for charging
the Mafer or Owner of a Veffel with a foc of three shillings fer-
ling for a paper, which is neither required nor, granted ? It ap-
pears to me that it cannot, and upon this ground I clhallenged the
charge-to your Lordfhip's decifion I may with confidence appeal.

."The two Certificates of Report ;" each-Colleaor t2 s. and
Comptroller is. fterling.

My objefion to these charges is similar'to what I have above
ftated ; the Documents are not granted ; it has never been the
practice of the Port to grant them ; and, under fuch circumftan-
ces, I conceive that there were grounds for challenging the fee; I
confequently submitted it to the HIohorable the Commifiioners,
and I now appeal to your Lordfhip, that the Documents.not being
prepared and granted, there can be no authority utider the Docket
for charging a fee of threc shillings fterling, upon each.

Another demand, to which I obje&ed, was the fee allowed up-
on topfail Veffels, when taken upon the entrance and clearance
of Schooners ; but as this charge was discontinued, I submit chat
fucli discontinuance is ample proof that the grounds of my objec-
tion were well founded.

I truf that I have now fatisfictorily fhewn, that I lhad grounds
for the reprefentation I made in my Letter of the 15th Novem-
ber 1820 ; and I have only to affure your Lordfhip, that in ma-
king that reprefentation, there was nothing ierfonal intended to-
wards Mr. Perceval. There is one thing in which I know.I was
wrong, for which I have expreffed my regret to that Gentleman,
and I now beg leave to repeat to your Lordfhip that I fhall al-
ways regret not having connunicate4 inthe firf infance with
the Collector-it was a want of cour on niy part, and I am
forry for having been guilty of fuch t ;..but J:beg to be clear-
ly und~rfnood, that I do not regret aving made.the reprefentati-
on; had-I been on the moft intimate corms with'Mr. Perceval, I
fhould have'made ii ; for I w uld never fubmit tolow a 'Clerk
to hold a rod over my head,ý.u to have the power ofnhreatering
me with expofure, wheneve rýi.xe.ightquit my fervice. I ië,joice in
having brought the fubjc:t I. 8 re the Conmiflioners, as under,
tlhe prefent circumftances, I:can corne forward and fay, that I fuf-,
peï!ed I was wrong ;ILadopted fuch meafures as appeared to be
thebc for afcertaining the fact, and circuniaances occurred which
prevented me being fuccefilful.

D

. It now remains to fhow that the items to which I objected have Appendix
not been sanctioned by the Honorable the Commiflioners of
Cuflons, except in fo far as they may be demanded and received r
under authority of the Halifax Docket ; for this purpofe I would 4th March
refer, firif, to the letter of Mr. Salton, Secretary to the Com-
miflioners of Special Revenue enquiry, dated Halifax, 22d Sep-
tember 1812, in which the Officers at Quebec are informed,
that the Halifax Docket is the only table under which they can
Iegally demand or receive fees. Secondly, to the Letter of the
Collector and Comptroller, dated 19th August 1813, No. 10,
and I would call Your Lordfhip's attention particularly to this,
and to the reply of the Honorable Commiflioners of Cufloms,
dated London, 7th Oatober 1814, No. 11. In the firft of
thefe your Lordflhip wili fee that their Honors are repeatedly in-
formed of the fees being taken in conformity with the Docket ;
that by fo doing a greater fee was received than formerly ; that
the amount charged, as taken from the Docket, was £5 3 2,
flerling, and different items are ftated as forming this sum. I beg
Your Lordfhip particularly to obferve, that the fees are flated to
have been taken in ftrict conformity with the Docket, and I
now refer to the reply of the Commiffioners, which is as fol-
lows, viz .- cHaving read your Letter dated .19th Augtif
« 1813, No. 10, reporting that you were directed by the Cam-
« mifiioners of Weft India Revenue Inquiry, to conform to the
« Table of Fees in ufe at the Port of Halifax, in the Province
« of Nova-Scotia, that by fo doing, you receive a greater fee on
« the entry and clearance of every veffel, than was formerly char-
w ged, and requeffing our directions.

« We acquaint you that the general fubject of fees in the
« Plantations being fil under confideration, you are to govern
«yourfelves according to the directions of the faid Commiflioners,
' until you receive further orders from this Board on the subject."

Their Honors here refer entirely to the flatement, that the
fees were taken in conformity with the docket. Their anfwer
is based upon that affertion ; and to what do their directions
amount ? viz. That the oflicers at Quebec are to regulate their
fées according to the directions of the Commiffioners of Weft
India Revenue Inquiry, or in other words, according to the
true intent and meaning of the Halifax docket of fees.

Their Honors neither approve nor disapprove of the items
ftated by the Collector ; they could not do so, froin any thing
that was before them. In fome inftances, every item detailed,
might be taken ; while in others, the greater number could not
be legally demanded. Befides, it cannot be fuppofed that cheir
Honors intended to contradict themfelves, by directing their Of..
ficers to take their fees according to the docket, and at the fame
tinme authorifing the receipt of a fixed fum of £5 3 2 fterling,
when, fron the nature of the docket, the fees rnuft frequently
vary according to circumfances.

If, my Lord, the Commiaioners had been informed that it
was the practice to charge the mafler of each veffel, with the fée
allowed by the docket, for a new Regifner and recording that
Regi fer, and that in addition to this, when a new Regifer was
granted, another fee vas alfo charged for that document: if their
Honors had been inforned that anchorage was taken upon every
velfel,'whether in ballaf or with a cargo, the whole of which was
landed at Quebec: if they had been informed, that no certifica-
tes of report were granted, but that the mafier was compelled to
pay for two fuch certificates: if they had had any information of
the systeni purfued in.regard to warrants to load and unload, and
to cockets: had they been told that no fuch documents were
granted, except when the importer or exporter obtained and paid
for them, yet, that notwithstanding, the maffer was alfo requi-
red to pay a fee for one of each :-if their Honors had been ac-
quainted with all thefe circumfances, and had replied, that they
approved of the syfei and directed it to be continued, it might
then be faid, that there was authority for theie charges ; but
the contrary is the cafe, no fuch information has been given to
their Honors ; and the order is precife, to regulate the fees ac-
cording to the directions of the Comminfioners of West India
Revenue Inquiry ; and thefe directions appear, from Mr. Salton's
letter, to b, that the Oificers of the Cutoms are ftrictly to con-
forn to the Halifax ,docket.

I truil that it will now appear to your Lordfhip, that I did
not complain of any practice which was authorifed by the Con-.
miioners of Cuftoms; neither did I challenge the Halifax doc-
ket-it is the only legal tariffmfor regulating the fees at the Cufnom-
houfe. One set of Commiflioners dire& the docket to be ftrictly
folloied-the Board of Cunfoms repeat that direction ; and any
thing, therefore, which is not according to the true meaning and
intention'of the docket, muft be errolneous.

I have still to pray your Lordship's indulgence, that I may
fubmit forme fev remarks upon an often repeated accufation,
which is as unfounded as it would have been difgraceful to my
character, both as a public officer and a private individual, had
it been true.-It is, thàt I had an understanding with fome Mer-
chants, whofe names have io been mentioned to me, relative
to the fubjects I brought before the Commiflioners in November
1820, and that I was induced to act as 1 then did, by perfons in-
terefted in bringing forward charges againft the officers of the
Cufons.

Upon this, my Lord> I can corne forward and declare npon my
word of honor, that I never cither direly or indirectly had
conmmunication, previous to fending my letters, with any indivi.
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APpen dix dual (except one) relative to the fubjeas upon which I wrote to

(Z.) the Conimissioiers on the 13th & 15th Novr. 1820; & I chal-

lenge the perfons who have been so indefatigable in fpreading

4t f[arch the report, to declare their authority for fuch an affertion ; Itell
thei that they have been misled by the noft falfe and malicious

information, and I have no doubt that in juftice to their own

characters, they will now cone forward, and point out thofe vho

have induced ther into fuch an error. I again repeat that i had

no communication wnlh any individual unconnected with the

odlice, and that no perfon whatfoever knew of my having written,
until months after muy letters left Quebec.

I feel confident your Lordship will now acquit nie of this
charge, and it is but riglit, that the circumitances which induced
me to examine fo ftrialy into the fees, should be known ; these
can be detailed in few words, and they are as follows ; I was
urnon one occafion told by m3y ozen Clerk, Mr. Bruer, that the
fees received by the tollector and Comptroller were greater than
thofe authorized under the Halifax docket, and he made ufe of
thefe remarkable words, " if I leave the Cuflom-Hloufe and air.
enployed by a Merchant, or go into bufiness on my own acccunt,
I (Iallnot pay you the fees you now receive ;" this, my Lord, was
a uiecies of threat, the execution of which I felt it wouild be ne-
ceffarv to meet. I immrnediately exanined into the fees, and Mr.
Bruce pointed out what was wrong ; he alfo referred to the order
relative to Montreal veffels, and to the form of the general cer-
tificates, and this is the only communication I had vith any per-
fon upon thefe fubjects, before writing to the Commiflioners. I
then referred to the Comptroller's inafructions, and I there found
that wlhen nnv thing occurred which was not particularly nien-
tioned therein, I was to apply to their Honors-I did fa, un-
ktnown to al, and I confSdered I was acting according to their
Honor's intentions. I vas minaken, I ought, in the firft inifance,
to have coimunicated with the Collector; but it was a mis-
take that any other might have committed, and I appeal, tpon
tIhis point, ta the prefent Comptroller, and ask him, wvhethier, if
the printed inftruâions had been put into bis hands as his fole
guide, (which was my case) without his having any knowiedge
of the late correfpondence, lie would not have conceived himfeif
called upon by thofe inifructions, to communicate directly witi
the Commiífiioners without reference to the Collector, had lhe
judged it neceffary to apply to their Honors.

I have been more particular in thefe points, becaufe attempts
have been made to renew the imprefion which was formerly gi-
ven. It has been faid that the prefent Petition is founded upon
what I then did-It rnay be fo, but if fuch be the cafe, it is with-
out niy knowledge. I had io communication with the Gentle.
men who promoted that Petition, and it is well known that I was
not the perfon who firft publiflhed the meafures which were adop-
ted by nie, in Novernber 18-20. I knew not of the prefent Pe-
tition until the day before it was prefented to the Houfe of Affem-
bly ; and I was ignorant of its contents until I heard it read in the
Legifative Council, Since it has been before the public, I have
neither fought nor avoided declaring my opinion ; when I have
been queftioned upon the fubject, I have flated what I thought
was right, and I can have no hefitation in faying at ail timles, that

fo far as I arn competent to judge, the Fees heretofore received
are much greater than thofe authorized.

I muft apologize to your Lordfhip for having taken up fa much
of your time, upon a fubject in which I an in a great degree,
perfonally interefted ; but I rely with confidence upon the
well known character of your Lordflhip, that I fhall not be
considered as having trefpaffed in defending myfelf from the un-
juft reprefentations which have been made relative to my conduct
as Comptroller of the Cuftoms; your Lordfhip bas had full op-
portunity of obferving how I have performed my duty. You are
acquainted vith the ûeps I took laif winter, when an oppor-
tunity offered of materially injuring the Collector of the Cuntoms,
at a tinie when he could not defend himfelf. Your Lordfhip, I
have reafon to believe, was fatisfied with what I then did, and I
beg to be permitted to affure your Lordfhip, that as I then acted I
fihail ever continue to do, and that in no inflance will I know-
inly give caufe of regret to thofe who have honored me with
their protection, as your Lordfhip has done.

Q. 2. By vhom were you firft employed, and in what fitua-

tion ?
A. By the late Comptroller, Mr. Scott, as bis Clerk.
Q. 3. Had Mr. Scott been long in the fituation when you were

firft employed ?
A. I do not know exaaly, probably about a year.
Q. Do you know if there was any alteration in the Fees exact-

ed at the Cuftom House, by any of the Officers, between the
ttme of your being employed, and the death of Mr. Scott ?

A. There has been no alteration in the table of fees :during
that period. Since 1816, the fees of the Colle or and Comp.
troller only, as flated in the firft and fecond columns of the ta.
bles, have been received at the Colleaor's defk. The Vaiters
and Searchers fince that trime, have recéived their own fees, under
the third and fourth columns of the table.

Q 5. Has there been any ateration fince?
A. rhetable remains the fame. In 1817, a fee cf ten fhillings

for a general certificate was eftablifhed ; and a further fee of five
fhillings for a certificate te cancel a bond, by virtue of an order
fromn the Lords Commißfioners of His Majcfty's Treafury, and
froin the Honorable the Commillioners of His Majefy's Cuftoms.

Q. 7. Are thofe entries submitted te the Collector or Camp-
troller for their particular infpeaion, or are they open te the pub-
lic ; atld are the different items of the receipts, and: the naines of,
the pérfons froin whomn the fees are received, mentiotied ? -

A. I confider that any obfervations which may have taken
place between Mr. Young and myfelf, when I was employed by
him, as addreffed to him alone.

Q. 10. Do yotu recoUeabaving made ufe, to Mr. Young while
he was Comptroller, of expreffilns to the following import : «cIf
I leave the Cutom Houfe, and am ernployed by a merchant, or
go into bufinefs on my own accouti, I iliail not pay you the fees
you now receive ;"

A. Inever fàid fa.
Q. 11. Are the new fees of ten fhillings and five fhillings fa-

-ted in your anfver to the fifth quefiion, paid by the merchants, or
mafters of veffels ?

A. I believe the general certificate is to be paid by the maaer
of the veffel ; and the certificate to cancel bonds, being required
by the Merchants, is paid for by then.

Charles Grey Stewart, Efquire, Infpe&or for the Act of Navi-
gation, and vaiter and fearcher at the Port of Quebec, again ap-
peared before your Committee, and was examined as follows :

Q. Are you the officer through whofe hands 'Warrants to load
and unload pafi, and are fuch Warrants ever granted to the mas-
ters of the veffels befides thofe obtained and paid for by the
mnerchants ?

A. I am one of the officers through whofe hands the Warrants
to load and unload pafs. It has not been the practice generally to
grant thie maflers a Warrant to unload, the officer in charge hav-
ing a knowledge of the faët, by the mafters delivering to him a
manifefn of his cargo, corroborated by the Report Book inwards ;
however, had either of the Searchers required fron the mafter
the certificate in quefion from the Colle&or and Comptroller, it
would have been immediately granted ; when the niafner enters
his vefsel outwards, he makes a general entry, and gives the Bonds
required by law ; a fufferance is then granted to him by the Col-
leffor or Comptroller, which ihe hands over to the Waiter and.
Searcher in charge, and pays to him one fhilling and nine-pence
for his entry and cocket.

Q. Does not the exporter pay for the cocket at the time that
he obtains his warrant to load, and dors the mafter of the veffel
get any other cocket than the one obtained for, and paid by, the
rnerchant ?

A. The exporter pays for his entry and cocket at the time lie
obtains his Warrant or Sufferance to load. I am not aware of
any charge being made to the master, however, I beg leave to
remark, that when a Merchant makes his entry outwards, ie, in
general, inserts ail the articles of export, and perhaps only ships
but two or three of them, the cocket therefore made in the firft
inflance by the Collector and Comptroller muf be cancelled by
another, in conformity to the Searcher's certißcate or indorsation
on the fufferance.

Q. Are certificates.of report either inwards or outwards, ever
granted to mafters of veffels ?

A. Not generally, but the Searchers have at ail times imme..
diate communication of the fact, as ftated in the firfa quefnion.

Q. Did you not act for fome time as Comptroller of the cus-
toms at this port ?

A. Yes. Idid.
Q. Will you explain to the Conmittee what is the nature of

the record made at the Cuffom Houfe, on the entrance and clea-
rance of veffels under the item of"9 new Regiler and recording the
fame," for which a fee of 17s. 4d. fterling is exacted, and is there
any other authority than the docket for recording fuch Regifter ?

A. Ail velfels that obtain Regifters at this place are recorded
in a Book for that purpofe, provided by the honorable Board of
Commifßioners of the Cuftons, London, wherein the naies of
the owners, and alfo the description of the veffel as given by the
certificate cf the Surveycr of tre navigation A ct, are entered.
The Collcctor and.Comptroller charge the fees as ftared inthe
frit and fecond columns of the Halifax docket.

Q. Is the charge of 17s. 4d. fterling, made on the entrance
and clearance of veffels under the head «cRecerding Regiffer"
the faine as-that authorifed by the docket for «c News Regifler
C and recording the fame," and upon what authority is that
charge nade on all veffels entering and clearing at this port?.

A I am not aware whether the 17s. 4d. that is charged upon
the recording of a new Regifter, is applicable to the recording of
ail verels that enter and clear, but which is done in the inward
and outward Report Books, and afterwards, by the Collector and
Comptroller, tranifmitted bome ýquarterly. No charge is made
by:the Waitersand, Searchers.

Your Committee think it proper in the first place to observe,
that it is to be regretted thiat mnatters so important as thofe w'hich
forci the object of the reference, should have been laid before
this Houfe, at fo late a period in the Seflion. That circunistance
has preventei themn fron proceeding to a minute examrina-
tion of very item of the table of ees for the Port of laifax in
force at this Port, and from afcerraining by a regular inquiry,
whether that Table bein its detail, applicable to the exifting cir-
cuistances of the Port of Quebec, and iviether it bears equita-
bly on the subject. The important interests of commerce and
navigation have, however, powerfully induced your Cornuittee
to apply their close attention to this matter, in order to
fubmit to the Houe the refuit of their proceedings.

Your Conittee accordingly proceeded to hear testimony and
evidence in support of the complaint, and then examined the Ho-
norable Michael ienry Perceval, Collector of the Custois ar
the Port of Quebec; Thomas AinJlie Young, Esq. late Comp-
troller ; Charles Grey Stewart, Ezq. Infpector under the Navi-
gation Act, and a Waiter and Searcher of the Customs : Fre-
derick East, Esq. Naval Oflicer ; and Mr. John Bruce, the
Collector's Clerk, in explanation; and having carefully veighed
and considered all the above-mentioned evidence and exp!lnations,
yorur Conmittee are of opinion, that there have been exacted
and levied by the Oflicers of the Customs for the Port of Que-
bec, and by the Naval Officer, for nany years past, fees and e-
niolutments upon shipping, which they were not entitled to re-
ceire, by virtue of the Halifax tarif establisied for this port.
That those fess have varied from time to time, without any suili-
cient authority or explanation laving been adduced tojustify fuch
variation. That there have alfo been exacted and levied, fees and
emoluments for documents, which ship-masters wvere not obliged
to take by the practice of this Port, and for pretended fervices,
which had neithe: been required nor rendered. That the fees
and emolunients, (assuming even that the Oflicers of the Custoims
conforni thereto) are too high for the prefent state of commerce,
and bear particularly upon small fishing-vessels and others sailing
to the neighbouring Provinces. That the ofhce hours are not
suited to the exigencies of the trade, more especially in the Spring
and Fall. That on thie foregoing heads the Petitioners have with
reason complained of the unfair and disproportionate exactions of
the Officers of the Customs, and of the Naval Officer of this
Port, becaufe great discouragenent to the Colonial trade and
navigation nust thence have resulted.

Your Committee accordingly report as their opinion, that it
would be expedicnt that an Address should be prefented to His
Excellency the Governor in Chief, prayingxthat His Excellency
would be pleafed to adopt fuch meafures as to himî may appear ef-
fectual for reamedying the abufes of which the Petitioners complain.

The whole, nevertheless, humbly fubmitted.

transacted at this office, whenever it was applied for or thonght nccessary;
and it is believed that the out-door officers at this Part, occasionally make
exertions whichi arc neither requiîed nor executed at any other Customs-

house.

" Extra fees bave never becn rceived by the principal ufficers at this

port, althoughs many of the most respectable Merchants have mienitioned,
that double fees had been paid ta titir predecessors, whsenr vessels were

clearcd an Sundays, Holydays, or at after hours; but the unriersigned
have never liesitated ta afford that accommodation ta tihe trade, althtougi
they have uniformly declned to receive any renumeration for it."

The underfigned begs leave to ftate, that it is the practice
for veffels bound to Montreal, to come to an anchor ut Quebec,
and there to enter and pay port charges, which appears to be con-
trary to the order of your Honorable Board, dated 23d June
1815, No. 33.

The underfigned prays your Honors' further inftructions, as
well as to a fyftem to be purfued with refpect to fuch veffels, as
the method of levying and collecting His Wlajelly's duties ut Mon-
treal, and accounting for the fame, fhould your Honors demiit
expedient to relieve the trade of that place from the impediments
to which it is at prefent fubjeded.

HoNORABLE SIRs,
The underfigned, in obedience to your Honors'referencet

,of the 10th February laIt, on a lette! from Acting Comptrollero
Young, of the 13th Novermber, refpecting the entering here of
-veffels bound to Montreal, and the difßiculties impofed on the
Montreal trade, has the honor to report, that the entering and>
clearance of ail veffils coming into the River St. Lawrence, the
whole extent of which is eftablifhed as the Port of Quebec, ha-
ving from time immemorial been made only ar the City of Que-
bet, where the Collector and Comptroller are required to refide,
and where the neceffary documents for entry and clearance can
alone be given, the underfxgned is not aware ofany order of your
Honorable Board, that precludes hii from receiving the regula-
ted fee for the duty fo neceffarily performed by him. He is as
little aware of the existence of the impediments alluded to by Mr.i
Young, as affecting the Montreal trade ; but lie is, on the con-
traty, able to fate the following facts, deftroying both thofe pre-
texts of complaint:

Ist. That it rarely happens that a vefel is loaded with 'goods
entirely for Montreal.

2d. That all that is required of veffels bound to Montreal is,
to pay the Crvown Duties, and to give fecurity for the Provincial
Duties.

Sd. That every facility has at all times been afforded by the
Cufftom Houfe, (Sundays and Holydays not excepted,) for per-
forming this duty, and forwarding veffels bound to Montreal ; and
that it is an efnablifhed rule, that the dutv connected with thefe
veffels fhall have precedence of alil other bufinefs.

4th. That even if there were no Cuftom Houfe exifting at Que-
bec, a velfel proceeding to Montreal would be obliged to corne to
anchor here to dif charge ier Pilot, and take another licenced for
that branch of the navigation between the two places; to make
report, and leave a manifeft of her cargo at the Naval Ooice, for
the information of the Governor, and to pay the Port charges con-'
nected with that Office, and the Trinity Houfe ; to deliver lier
letters at the Poif Office; and fhie would alfo have to fubmit ta
the vifit and infpection of the HealtI Officer.

5th. That, in truth, the King's duties are collected, bonds ta-
ken for the Provincial duties, and the whole bufinefs at dIe Cuf-
tom Houfe is in fuch cafes completed, while the details abave e-
numerated are performed at the other offices, and, generally, be-
fore they are finilhed; and

6th. That there is only one caufe that can prevent the imnie-
diate eniry af any veffel and that is'her entering the Part with-

out the Mafter having prepared the proper manifefts of the car- Appeindix
go, which, by Act of Parliament, ought to be made out at fea, & (Z)
delivered to the firft Cufnom Houfe Officer that approaches the w
fht p. AthMlarch

With refpect to the mode of collecting the Crown duties on
goods deffined for Montreal, the underfigned neither fees any
hardfhip on the Montreal Merchant in the prefent courfe, nor
how any alteration can be made. Of the veffels thut arrive at
Quebec with carges, not one in twenty goes to Montreal; and
it vill fcarcely be niaintained that, for fa fmall'an object, a fepa-
rate Cuftom Houfe fhould be eftablifhed there. But, even if this
were done, theI Montreal Merchant would be obliged to have an
agent at Quebec, for other purpofes connected with his trade ;
and it is by such agents that the Crown duties on Montreal goods
are paid, and the Provincial duties secured. The circunifances
detailed above fufficiently fhow, that no delay, inconvenience, or
hiardfhip, is impofed by the Cuftom H{oufe, on the trade to Mon-
treal ; and that thofe inconveniences that it may fuffer, arife fron
circumaf'ances not to be controuled, originating in the fituation of
Montreal as an inland town, and from the feat of Government
being at Quebec.

Having read a letter from the Comptroller of your Port,
dated 1P8th November last, enclofing foris of general cer-
tificates, which it is-the practice to grant for every veffel arriving
at and leaving Quebec, whether with a Cargo, or in ballaft, pro-
vided, the merchant does not object thereto ; and fubmitting
whether the fine are not contrary to our General Order of the
17th July 1781, No. 13.

We acquaint you, that under the General Order referred to, no
certificate was requilite in the cafe of a hip arriving in ballaIt;
and with refpect to the certificate ftated to be iffued as to the
landing of cargoes, that the fame is defective in an essential point,
namely, in not fpecifying the feveral packages, and theircontents
landed, in the way in which they are inferted in the cockets, pro-
vided the packages correspond therewith.

And we acquaint the acting Comptroller, that he ought, pre-
vioufly to tranfmitting his letter to the Board, to have called up-
on the Collector to have joined therein, or to have afligned at
the foot thereof, his reafons for not doing fa, purfuant to the 7ti
article of youi inftruEtions, which we enjoin the Aaing Comp.
troller to obferve in future.

The underrigned has received the letter of your Honor-
able Board of the 3 1 t January lat, *in answer to a letter of the
Acting Comptroller, of the 18th November, respecting the
forns of general certificates to vessels arriving at, and leaving
Quebec ; and le las the honor to itate, that,-in confequence of
your general order on this fubject, of the .17th July, 1817, No.
13, the notice relative to thefe certificates, which was transmit-
ted by your Honors, was fuspended in the Cutom-Houfe for the
information of the public ; but it was at alIl imes, and fill is, left
entirely to the option of the parties interefred, to.take, or leave,
thefe certificates as they pleafe ; and it is prefumed, that it is iot
your Honors' wish that they fhould be vithlheld in any cafe, where
the parties expressly apply for them.

Ti underfigned was perfectly aware, that thefe certificates are
defective, as pointed out by your Honors, in not fpecifying tie
feveral packages, vith their contents landed, in the way they are
inferted in the cockets, when they correfpond therewith But,
on this head, he begs leave to ftate, tharïyour 1Honors' order fnot
having pointed out the fori of the certificates that fhould be ufed,
or the particulars i fhould contain this bec:ame a fubject for con-
fideration with tIeCollector and the then Conptroller, the late
Mr. Scott; and it appeared o termthatunde tIc circumaan-
ces of the department,- it would be next ta ioní>flible ta adopt any
other than a general form,asit would have required the, utited
labour of the feveralperfons employed in ledeparrnentandan
atire abandonment, for the rime, af thether inportant duties

of theoffice, ta pepare fuch cèërifiesvth a fpcificarion af
packages. Itwas therefore deemed be, to prepare thefgene
ral certificates in thIcfori of whichacap>yis tranfmitéd and it
was left ta the party, in cafe a dif ilty fhould occuratothe
landingoýfapartiularpairket.tôply utthéCunohfe for
a fpecial cërtifidate refpectirg it. his piactice ha4s accordingly,

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Appendix delay, detention and expence, necefihry for perfecting in the first
inftance, a certificate, with a particular fpecification of ail the
packages contained in all the cockets of the flhip.

41t March It is therefore humbly fubmitted, wliether the practice that hias
been adopted on thefe grounds fhall be changed, or whether the
underfigned fliall continue ta regulate himfelf on this point as
heretofore.

Before concluding this letter, the underligned hopes lie nay
be permitted ta advert to the circumftances which have given rire
to the feveral references from your Honors, upon Acting Comp-
troller Young's reprefentations of the 13th, 15th and 18th oflaif
Noveiber, which he lias anfvered in his feveral letters under
this date.

The Acting Comptroller entered on the duties of his flation
in January 1820 ; from that time until the prefent period, lie
has had free and unreftricted access ta every fource and fort of in-
formation refpecting the department at large, and lie had ample
time and means ta inforin himfelf of every thing before the open-
ing of the navigation after his appointmcnt, of which Mr. Young's
abilities and talents, both natural and acquired, would preclude
the doubt of his not having amply availed himfeif ; but, neither
in the courfe of this period, nor at any other tite, did lie ever
intimate ta the underfigned, that lie had difcovered the pretended
errors pointed out by hirn ta your Honors. He never attempted
to obtain the correction of them by difcufling themi with the un-
derfigned ; he allowed them to pafs unnoticed, and at the faine
time availed himfelf of the advantages and emoluments arifing un-
der them, until the navigation was clofing, and then withotut any
communication with the underfigned, lie addreffed your Honors
on the fubject.

The underligned is perfectly aware, that the fituation of Comp-
troller is intended as a check on the Colle€or, and he here re-
fers to their joint letter ta your Honors of the 22d Novenber
No. 3 1. A copy of which is herewith transmitted, to fhew the
vviews lie ias always entertained upon the fubject, but lie is per-
-fuaded, that this falutary arrangement was never meant ta fanction
any departure from that fairness and candour, and honorable deal-
ing, which are as neceffatry ta the conduct of public business, as
they are .natural ta snot menwho have themfelves upright views.
He is perfuaded, that it never was meant as an authority to one
oflicer ta betray another, or misreprefent his conduct, and as it is
evident from other communications ta your Honors, that the
Acting Comptroller was informed of your inifruction, requiring
that.one officer fhhould be apprized by the other, of what vas
about to be done, the underfigned feels himfelf juaified in irn-
puting ta the Comptroller any motives, but fuch as he could avow,
and lie hopes, that lie may be protected in future from a courfe
of proceeding, whichhas in this inftance been inconfiftent with
propriety and fairnefs, and muft in all cafes be injurious to the
public fervice.

In answering the several references from your Honors, on the re-
presentations of the Acting Comptroller of the 13th, 15th, and 18th
November last, the undersigned feels it his duty to state, that under the
particular circiumstances in wYhich Mr. Young was placed at the Custom-
house, as an officer put in by the Provincial Government, until the va-
cancy should be filed by the King's Governmenr, cither by the appoint.
ment of Mr. Young, or sane other persan, to the Comptrollercy, the
undersigned fek it incumbent on hii ta transmit to the Governor in
Chief, the Earl of Dalhousie, the accusations preferred against the under-
signed, without bis knowledge, by the Acting Comptroller, together
with the report made by the undersigned on each of Mr. Young's letrers,
conformably ta the orders of your 1-onors. , These documents were sub-
mitted ta the Governor under a blank cover, and without any commu-
cation from the undersigned ; and this course appeared ta be required
by the peculiar difficuty of bis position, as, on the one hand, the officer
vhose province it is ta assist the undersigned with bis advice, and guard
bim from error, had not only become his secret accuser ta your Hlonors,
but had recently addressed communications to the Governor, tending to
inpute misconduct to the. undersigned in the duties of the deparment
and on the other hand, if any strictures had been submitted to the Gov-
ernor vith these papers, it might have been attributed- ta a desire upon
the part of the undersigned, in attemptirng ta bring the influence of
Goverifnent against the Acting Comp:roller, to free himself from the
continuance of that scrutiny, which," whether secret or open, lie feels no
cause tofear.

The papers thus submitted ta the Governor, have juxst been returned ta
the undersigned, with a letter from His Excellency>, of which a copy is
hrewith transmitted, together with a letter addressed ta Mr. Young,
which ivaspurposely left open for tiaeperusalof the undersigned,andwvhich
he vas directed by the Governor ta put afterwards into Mr. Young's pos-
session. The undersigned, from' motives to which lie trusts a just construc-
tion will be given, declined perusing this leiter, and gave it to that offi-
cer unopened. The undersigned, however, thinks it proper that your
Honors should be made acquainsted ivith ail the circuistances attending
the communication thus given by hlm ta the Provincial Government, and
lias therefore emaered into these several details.
