Great Australian Mines Close for Want
of Water.

VANCOUVER, Aug. 3~The liveii-
hood of 40000 people is adversely af-
fected by the closing down of the great
lllver-lend mines at Brokea Hill, Au-
stralia. From news just to hand it ap-
pears that Broken Hill is passing
through a period the darkest ‘ever

The failure of the water supply i the

cause, The town was face to face with
a really desperate situation when the
mail left. Five thousand men were,
thrown out of work and the businwl
people decided to refuse credit because
the wholesale houses had suspended ;
the system with them. Most of those
who' could leave the district were do-
ing so.

It is one of Broken Hill’s misfortunes
that while it is politically in New;
South Waleg the bulk of the mines, 11
in fact, are owned in Victoria, which
collared most of the trade. The New
South Wales government hence has
done little for the district. So unmis-
takably @id it fail in this emergency
that the companies had to go to a rain
making experimenter, Dr, McCarthy.
The district is in a remote desert and
outside the artesian area. The town
and mines have had to rely upon the
supply from catchment. The water
company has been slow to build more
reservoirs because in a few years’ time

rangements have been made with the
South Australian government to supply
water for human consumption, but this
did not permit the mines being worked.
Rain fn abundance is all that the mine
owners can hope for to bring them re-
lief. They catch the watsr in huge
reservoirs. Unfortunately the chief one
is very shallow and the loss by evap-
oration ig very great; an inch a day
is not uncommon,

The water obtained from South Au-
stralia 'was_ brought in by train and
cost $10 per thousand gallons. A face-

whisky unwatered, Broken Hill pre-
sents a deserted appearance and is in
partial darkness owing to the greatly
reduced electric lighting.

BUTTE MINES TO RESUME.

Amalgamated Copper Properties to be
Werked Soon.

BUTTE, Mont.,, Aug. 3.—The nine
mines of the Amalgamated Copper com-~
rany, which suspended July 1st, be-
cause of the incompletion of the gigantic
flues of the Washoe smelters at Anacon-
da, by which it is piannea to remeay the
smoke nuisance, will resume the hoisting
of ore about August 20th, The mines
are the Mountain Consolidated, High
Ore, Anaconda, St. Lawrence, Bell Par-
rot, Moonlight, Never Sweat and Dia-
mond. Development work in several of
the mines has been in progress right
along. At the Anaconda the shaft is
being sunk below the 2000 foot station.
When this work is complete there will
be several hundred feet of new stoping
ground from which an unlimited quan-
tity of ore can be extracted.

At the St. Lawrence, another of the
great mines, the large shaft of the hoist-
ing engine which broke a few days be-
fore the mines closed, has been re-
placed with a new one.

At the works of the Pittsburg & Mon-
tana Mining company, better known as
the Farrell properties, on the flat east
of Butte, an army of men is engaged
in the construction of a smelter and
mining work. Two shafts are being
sunk. They have reached a depth of
900 feet. It is reported that some very
high grade copper glance has been struck
in one of the shafts at its lowest point.
A wooden gallows frame is being erect-
ed and a spur is being built to the
Northern Pacific railroad. The main
structure of the smelter is well under
way. Mr. Bagley, of Pittsburg, and Don
Gillies are givmg the work their person-
al supervision. All the property of the
company, about 300 acres, is being
fenced.

The Pittsburg company has bonded
several properties in the Cataract dis-
trict, near Basin, and a shaft will be
sunk 500 feet to develop the sulphide
ores, which are to be used as a flux
| for the Butte ores. The company has
expended more than $1,000,000 in buying
inining property and erecting a reduc-
tion plant.

JAPAN WINS A POINT.

The Port of Wiju to be Opened by Ko-
rean Government.

TOKIO, July 18, via Victoria Aug. 3.—
The Korean government has now decided
to open the port of Wiju to foreign trade.
In this connection the Kokumin pub-
lishes a dispatch from its Seoul cor-
respondent that in accordance with Rus-
sian objections Korea was inclined to
abandon the proposal, but the Japanese
minister notified the Korean govern—
zent that Japan already considered
Wiju to be open.

News comes from China in dispatches
to the Ashai that three Roman Catho-
lic _m:ssxona.ries have been murdered by
Chinese insurgents at Pingli in ShinsE
pmvlnce The remaming foreign mis—
sionaries and their families, escorted by
Chinese troops, have arrived at Ensuy-
yang, whence they took passage for
Hankow.

The Chinese government has consent-
ed to the opening of the following ports:
Nganhking, Capo Anhui province; Shan-
gsa, Capo Hunan, Wanshien in Szech-
uan, and the Tungchiang and Hsichi-
ang (East and West rivers) in Kuan-
tung.

The Japanese telegraph companies
have consénted to the lowering of the
telegraphic charges on messages be-
tween Nagasaki and Hong Kong for
the Pacific cable.

' STRUCK BY LIGHTNING.

Three Men Killed on Board Yacht at
Mobile.

MOBILE, Ala., Aug. 3.—The pleasure
yacht Florodora was struck by lightning
yesterday afternoon off the wharf at
Point Clear, on Mobile bay, killing three
men.

The dead: Ledyard Scott, formerly -
president of the Imperial university at
Kosigma, Japan; Bruce G. Lincoln, @
Wwealthy young Englishman, visiting Mo-
bile in connection with coal investments;
William Brewton, pilot of the yacht.

‘Mr. Scott’s daughter and Chas. Ball«
win, engineer, were burned by the bolt,
but not fatally injured.

CANADA’S FLAG.

One of the defects in the national en-
sign of Canada is indicated in a letter
from a valued correspondent in another
cclumn, remarks the Hamilton' Herald,
The seal on the fly represents the coun-
try as it was at confederation, contain-
ing only the arms of the four provinces
whieh then formeéd the Dominion. Al
that portion of Canada west of Ontario,
destined in a very short time to becomeé
in population as it is in territory the
larger and more important part, is ig-
nored. The suggestion has been made
that this defect might be remedied by
the substitation of a simpler emblem,
cne that would represent the entire Do-
winien, and not merely a section. The
maple leaf alone, or a design embodying
both the maple leaf and the beaver,
which are universally recognized now
as distinctly Canadian tokens, would be
more suitable for the fly of the national
flag, and would leave no room for criti-
cism on the part of the people of the
provinces and territories that have been
added to the Dominion since 1867.

The most glaring fealture about our
present financial condition is the fact
that rich, dividend-payinz corporations
like the railways and the coal barons
do not begin to pay thelr fair proportion
of the taxes, At the last session of the
legislative assembly a return was made
which shows that the railways pay
but one-tenth of their fair proportion
of taxes. It hag been still more recent-
ly shown beyond all question that the
Dunsmuirs, the owners of the E. & N.
railway, pay little or no royalties on
the millions upon millions of feet of
timber cut annually on the lands of the
company.

If there were an equitable system of
taxation, if the railways and the Duns-
muirs paid as much in proportion as
does the ordinary individual, there
would be a surplus of cash instead of
a shortage in the provincial treasury
each year.

These rich corporations should mnot
be so favored. They are in a better
position than anybody else to contri-
bute towards the cost of government.
They make enormous profits while the
struggling metalliferous mining indus-
try, the harrassed merchant and de-
pendent toiler wrestle with debt and
adversity,

The Miner has taken the trouble to
study this vitally important question in
all its important phases and is now
convinced that there is prosperity for
all and certain distinct and definite
amelioration in store for the masses
and the infant industries if the rich are
made to pay their fair proportion of
taxes. It is patent that a reduction
could be made in the poll and school
tax of the masses and the total elimi-
nation of the iniquitous 2 per cent tax
on ore mined if justice were done in
this respect.

Is this not worth making a cam-
paign issue in the forthcoming elec-
tions? The corporate influences in
both parties will, of course, try desper-
ately to stultify -this idea, but this
journal will not listen to such sophistry
or any equivocation. The principle is
sound, the idea is homest and has all
the right and might of its solid virtue.

PRESERVING FUR BEARING ANI-
MALS.

L

Profiting by the experience of older
parts of the Dominion, the people of
Northern Alberta are agitating for pre-
ventivé measures against the destruc-
tion of gamé and fur-bearing animals.
The beaver is as helpless as he is in-
dustrious, and he soon disappears when
the fur hunters invade his haunts. His
proverbial cunning may save him for a
time, but that is chiefly manifested in
his early departure for more secluded
regions. We have a sentimental regard
for the beaver, as our national emblem,
and before our invasion the Indians
placed him at the head of the animal
world. The absolute prohibition of the
trapping of beaver in Ontario for five
years, and the forest reservation on Al-
gonquin park, have saved this animal
from destruction in that province. But
indiscriminate and continuous trapping
has been going on in regions far more re-
mote. The Peace river country was at
a comparatively recent time the natural
haunt of the beaver in Athabasca ter-
ritory. Now it is almost ‘entirely driven
out or killed off, and-a few more years

of slaughter will complete the work

of destruction. In other parts of that
territory the same unfortunate results
‘have appeared. The only district where
the beaver can now be called plentiful
is on the Liard river and its tributaries
north and west of Fort de Liard. Here
they are virtually surrounded, and in a
short time, if jindiscriminate trapping
is not prevented, they will be killed off.

There is an economic as well as a
sentimental aspect to the gquestion of
‘preserving the beaver and other fur-
bearing animals. At Edmonton, which
+s the chief raw fur market of the north-
<rn country, there is a large number of
poor and immature skins sold every year,
showing that the work of destruction is
carried on without regard to times or
seasons by both Indians and white trap-
pers. The economic loss involved is dif-
ficult to estimate. The fur dealers do
not want the immature nor the poor
skins, but competition is keen, and the
trappers sell them by demanding that
the bad be purchased with® the good.
it is stated on good authority that not
more than half the fur sold at Edmon-
ton will grade No, 1. The skin of a
bear killed in summer is worth about
5) cents, but if the animal is killed in
season it is worth $15. A silver fox skin
taken out of season is worth about
$5, but taken in season it is worth three
or four hundred dollars. All furg are
similarly affected by the changing sea-
sons. :

The miatter is under Dominion juris-|

rights of the Indians. White trappers
could be prevented from taking furs
out of season, or from having such furs
in their possession. If it were made an
cffence to buy or possess such furs the
market for them would be closed, and
sbcth white men and Indians would cease
to trap out of season. To prohibit the
export of low grade furs has been sug-
gested as a less sweeping remedy, and
as the majority of the buyers at Edmon-
‘ton represent American or other foreign
Jirms, that embargo might prove suf-
#ficient. Some restriction should be
placed on the present indiscriminate
s.gughter.

SIR WILFRID AND THE JAPS.

According to the New Westminster Co-
lumbian, recent incidents on the Fraser
river have given the .white fishermen
and those interested in their welfare
fresh cause for complaint against the
persistence of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in
cultivating the friendship of the Japan-
ege at the expense of the white men of
British Columbia. We have had the
Japanese brought into direct organized
competition with the white fishermen’s
union, and a victory for the Japs acheiv-
ed solely by their numerical strength.
wkich is such as to make it impos-
sible for the white fishermen to hold
out for what they consider a fair price
for their labor. Whatever the Jap cau
be induced to take the white man, it
appeared, must accept also or lose his
season’s work and let his dependants
gl in want.

It is no more incumbent on British
Columbia to sacrifice her white men to
Japanese labor than it is for Natal and
Australia and other colonial possessions
whose determination to regulate the la-
bor affairs the home authorities would
not risk resisting. Neither wounld M.
Chamberlain attempt to force the Jap-
avese upon Canada if we had at Ottawa
a govcernment bent upon sturdily -e-
sisting all suggestions of sacrificing
our local welfare to imperial interests
not asserted in other colonies.

It is time that we carried this labor
grievance past Sir Wilfrid, and had au-
dience with Mr. Chamberlain himself.
There are more substantial advantages
to be secured to the empire by encour-
aging the movement of white population
to British Columbia than can possibly
accrue from the satisfaction the Jap-
anese government can derive from fore-
ing emigrants upon a province unwilling
to receive them.

THE MOST PROFITABLE OF IN-
DUSTRIES.

There is lttle doubt that among all
the industries of this country, mining
is the most profitable tiday. In mak-
ing this statement, we leave out of
reckoning the instances of misguided

‘and ill-managed enterprises, wild-cat

sohemes and foreordained failures of
novices and incompetents. We mean
the mining business as it s carried
on under intelligent management, with
improved modern achinery and in lo-
calities which do not offer serious ob-
stacles to transportation, etc. Given
an ore body with fair values and of
good average width, the profits of a
mine’s working year can be figured out
a great deal more closely than' the
profits of a grain or fruit ranch, or

there is a certain element of luck and
chnce in mining must be admitted, but
in the main the business is sound and
profitable. And the basis of these
conditions lies first of all, perhaps, in
the fact that we have brains—trained,
cultured, versatile brains, at the head
of every mining enterprise of any mag-
nitude. The West has eome of the
best specimens of mine guperintendents
the world has produced—the man who
is at once geologist, engineer and prac-
tical miner; who knows his mine just
as a manufacturer knows his plant,
and is moreover a good business man-
ager. And a second factor is this:
That the very best that the laboratory
and machine shop have produced in
the way of modern improvement are
being utilized in the mining industry
to eliminate waste and save time, On
account of modern scientific methods
it is possible to work at a profit low
grade and refractory ores, which in
decades past were considered ittecly
worthless, And we presage that future
prosperity in the mining field will be
due not to the richness of discoveries
but to improved methods of treating
ores, and in economical methods of
handling immense mining plants. There
is no industry for which science and
mechanics have done more than lor
mining.

THE VOTE IN DURHAM.

Last week’s bye-election in the Bar-
nard Castle division of Durham coun-
ty was expected to give some indication
of the state of feeling in England in
regard to the Chamberlain program, but
this issue seems to have been in a large
degree mixed up with others. The con-
stitueney is solidly Liberal, the Union-
ist candidate at the last election having
received only 8546 votes against 5036
polled for his opponent, leaving him in
o minority of 1491. Last week’s elec-
tion was a three-cornered contest. The
same Unionist who was defeated in
1900, Major W. L. Vane, whose personal
pepularity is admitted, came within 47
votes of election, but for all that receiv-
ed 222 less than in the previous contest.
The straight Liberal, who is said to have
lacked the support of the party ma-
chinery, was at the foot of the poll,
while a labor nominee who was also so
good a Liberal as to have held the po-
sition of official agent for that party
in the constituency was success-

ful. The combined Labor and Liberal
‘vote was 6179, against 3323 cast for the

Unionist.

On the face of it these figures are
not very reassuring for Chamberlain and
his supporters. Major Vane was pre-
pared to endorse the policy of the colo-
nial secretary, while the Liberal, Mr.
Beaumont, would only go so far as to
approve of an inquiry into fiscal matters,
and the Labor man, Mr. Henderson,
after starting his campaign with a vig-
orous attack on the “food tax” propa-
ganda, came around toward the close
to admit that investigation might -be
harmless. It is alleged, however, that
this question was by no means the chief
issue of the campaign; that dissatis-
faction over the education act was a
much more potent factor in the result,
and nothing of importance has been de-
termined regarding the preferential tar-
iff theories which Mr. Chamberlain
promises to make the leading issue at
ihe next general election. If the voting
in Barnard Castle were an index of
popular sentiment in Britain on his
proposals, the outlook for Mr. Chamber-
lain would not be roseate, but he ex-
pects to do better when his campaign
of education has had time to work out

its intended effect.

A London correspondent comments
thus on the result of the contest: “Thus
if any deduction can be drawn from the
election, it is that the autumn cam-
paign which will follow the rising of
parliament in August is to settle wheth-
er the country supports the colonial sec-
retary or not. Official assurances are
given that the government absolutely
does not contemplate an early general
election, but there is a general belief
that it will come: in March, by which
time Colonial Secretary ' Chamberlain
will have put forward his scheme and

: - WASHINGTON.

“Englishmer® and Canadians alike”
says the Montreal Star, “will agree in
commending the action of the authori-
ties of St. Paul's cathedral, which has

Judging by the article before
us, our pictorial contémporary consid-
ers that England will not act “wisely”
towards Canada until she severs those
ties, so that we may all become Ameri-
can citizens. Such language is mere
“midsummer madness;” the heat in
New York seems to have disturbed
Harper’s mental faculties, We Cana-
dians regard it as a gross impertinence
for an American paper to intimate that
there is the remotest possibility of this
country ever becoming incorporated
with the American republic.

THE CITY SOLICITORSHIFE.

The matter of appointing a city soli-
citor comes up for consideration at to-
night’s meeting of'the city council. There
bas been considerable shilly-shallying
with regard to this, and the delay in
appointing Mr. Abbott’s successor has
already entailed a large and unnecessary
expense on the part of the municipality.
There has also been no little wire-pull-
ing and back-alley polities displayed dur-
ing the last few days on behalf of rival
candidates for the position. The reason
that there are rival candidates, and a
large number of them at that, is the
supposition and expectation that a pre-
posterously large salary is to be paid to
the man to be selected as the city's le-
gal adviser. In more prosperous and
extravagant days Rossland squandered
as high as $100 a month on an official
counsel. The general cry for retrench-
ment forced the city fathers to curtail
the stipend to $75 a month, and that
was the fee paid to the last incumbent

18 no longer any valid reason why the
ratepayers should be. muleted for ome-
half this amount. Twenty-five dollars
a month—$300 a year—would be ample
rayment for the services of a city soli-
citor, and certainly at the present time.
The Miner is confident that a compe-
tent and conscientious solicitor. can be
found to act for the city at this remun-
eration. It therefore would be worse
than folly to pay a higher figure. Even
if the mayor and aldermen were willing
to forego a portion of their own un-
ecarned and otherwise ridiculous salar-
ies in favor of a high-priced solicitor,
there is absolutely no need to pay more
than $300 a year. The Miner will fully
report the proceedings at the city eoun-
cil tonight so that ratepayers and the
public generally may have a fair oppor-
tunity to know how each member of
the council stands on this important
question.

“IN THE DOLDRUMS.”

Some Liberals have a lively sense of
the party's deficiency in the matter of
a platform. The executive of the party
in Victoria suggested that a party con-
vention should be called to endeavor to
supply a remedy, but so far it has met
with nothing but discouragement. That
article was dealt out by the Vancouver
organization very liberally, and the fol-
lowing comments on the situation from
the News-Advertiser are much to the
point:

“Better leave the matter of amending
or adding to the Liberal platform to
the executive, said the chairman at the
mweeting on Friday of the Vancouver
Liberal association, ‘as a resolution

they were trying to set their sails to catch
every wind that blew, which might land
them in the doldrums without any wind
whatever.” No better epitome of the

now in the doldrums.” The suggestion
from Victoria for a convention to re-
pair the party platform; the language
of the speeches at the meeting, admit-
ting the despair and generally dilapi-
dated state of that piece of political
furniture, all go to one conclusion—that
the party has drifted ‘icto the dol-
drums’ and that the Liberal sails are
scarcely likely to catch a favoring breeze
to set it on a prosperous voyage before
the fateful day of polling! The chair-
mdn need be under no anxiety as to ‘the
public getting on to that fact. It is a
mattér of common notoriety, and al-
though we feel a delicacy in saying so,
it would be neither honest nor truthful
to let our Liberal friends delude them-
selves: with the idea that they can play
the ostrich trick and deceive the pro-
vincial electorate. .

“At the same time we commend their
decision to hold no convention nor to
attempt at this late hour to reconstruct
iheir platform. It is evident to others
as well as to themselves that the plat-
form will never carry them through the
campaign; that to stand on its rough
and uneven surface for three long months
would mean political corns and parti-
san bunions, even if no collapse brought
the fracture and disablement of the
whole Liberal phalanx. We state these
facts with regret, because we have al-
ways insisted that a good strong op-
rosition is almost a necessity if we are
to have a thoroughly efficient and eap-
able administration of provincial -af-
fairs. But no one can look for such an
opposition under the present circum-
stances of the Liberal party. Without a
leader; withcut a policy; indeed; as one
speaker at the meeting intimated, ready
in its despair, to march behind the
labor banner rather than under the tat-
tered rag of the old-time Liberal stani-
.ard, the Liberal party in British Co-
lumbia is, indeed, undone. Like the
Loy’s pocket-knife, it'must have a new
handle and new blades before it can
be recognized as that with which we
have been familiar. It sounds almost
like sarcasm that the labor party should
be asked to unite itself to what its mem-
bters admit is practically a political
corpse.

“Thoughtful Liberals realize the facts
as well (perhaps even more clearly) as
outsiders, But they perceive equally
clearly that at present there is no pos-
sibility of the reorganization—we might
say the reconstruction—of the party.
It was plainly shown by the speeches
at Friday’'s meeting that there is a
great bitterhesg between the Liberals
of Victoria and Vancouver, and e may
reasonably assume between those of
other parts of the province. It is also
seen. that there is no general agree-
ment on the policy or program that the
party shall submit to the electorate.

COAL AND STEEL CONCERNS.

The Explanation of the Cancellation of
the Lease Between Them.

MONTREAL, Aug. 4—At the end of
‘the three days’ session of the directors
of the Dominion Iron & Steel company
and the Dominion Coal company the
following announcement was given out:

“The board of directors of the Do-

minion Iron & Steel company and the
Dominion Coal company have agreed on
the terms on which #he lease betwean
the two companies shall be cancelled
and are calling meetings of their res-
pective shareholders to authorize an ag-
greement carrying out the same. The
particulars will be communicated to
the shareholders by a circular without
delay.
. “That the proposal to break the lease
might be ratified, the banks from whom
pdvances have been received were con-
sulted. Last night B. S. Clouston, gen-
eral manager of the Bank of Montreal,
approved the project on behalf of his
hank, while today E. B. Walker, gen-
eral manager of the Canadian Bank of
Ccmmerce arrived in the city from To-
rorto, and after considering the pro-
posal with Senatoor Cox, H. M. Whitney
and J. H. Plummer, gave approval. The
manner in which the proposal to break
the lease was arrived at was by vote,
and out of twelve directors present, only
three voted contrary, and they for par-
ticular reasons were in favor of amal-
gamation. Whiat caused their argu-
ments to be set aside was the price
that the coal company would have to
pay the steel company to effect the
amalgamation.

“Under existing conditions with the
mills uncompleted, the value of the
works, as suggested by the steel inter-
ests, was a speculative one, and the
coal interests would only entertain the
appreciative value. It was pointed out
that such a value could only be found

. was confident that the expenditure of

The steel company will
at once take advantage of the amount
secured by the recent bond issue to
complete their new mills, wire-rod,
structural iron, and steel plate mills,
and in addition will operate their own
line of vessels.” :

The lease which has now been b roken
came into effect on March 1st, 1902,
‘when Mr. Shields assumed management
of both companies. By the lease the
steel company had to pay the coal eom-
pany $1,600,000 rental and a grant of
7 1-2 cents a ton on every ton of coal
mined if the output was over 3,500,000

Remarks Offered by Members of the
House of Lords.

LONDON, Aug. - 4—The Duke of
Devonshire in moving the second read-
ing of the Irish land biil in the house
of lords declared that the government

the $60,000,000 provided in the bill would
be fully compensated for by the econ-
omies in the judicial machinery and the]
reduction in the public expense which
the adoption of the measure would ren-
der possible.

THE DENVER CONTROVERSY.

Resolutions Passed at the Citizens' Al-
liance Meeting.

DENVER, Col, Aug. 4—At the meet-
ing of the Citizens’ Alliance last evening,
called for the purpose of endorsing the
action of the Citizens® Protective League
of Idaho Springs, Col., in expelling from
that city fourteen members of the local
miners’ union the day after the blowing
up* with dynamite of the converter house
of the Sun and Moon mine recently, re-
solutions were adopted commending the
course of the alliance of Idaho Springs
and the law officers of Clear Creek coun-
ty, “which, while involving a technical
deviation from the letter of the law,
became, nevertheless, necessary, ‘owing
to the exigencies of the case.”

to control some of the most important
interests of the state.”

The resolutions conclude with an ap-
peal to those in authority to arrest and
prosecute- all persons who unlawfully
carry deadly weapons concealed about
their persons.

The meeting was held behind closed
doors, admission being by card and the
representatives of the press were ex-
cluded. It was stated, however, by offi-
cials of the alliance that something over
700 were present.

Colored Laborers to be Prohibited from -
Carrying Mail

An important dispatch from Me
Chamberlain to the governor general of
the Australia Commonwealth with refep=
ence to the Australian law ' prohibiting
the ‘employment of Asiatics—in particu=

mails between the mother country apd
Auptralasia whs published yesterday.
As late as January 27th last Lord Tene
nyson reported that the prime ministes
*could see no prospect of being able toa
modify the conditions as to the exelu-
sive ‘employment of white labor, and
that his government subsequently could °
not enter into arrangements by which
the employment of colored crews aftes
January 31, 1905, would be sanctioned.™
Mr. Chamberlain, in the latest dis=
patch, dated April 17th, regrets that
the Australian legislation should ren-
der it impossible to co-operate in mail
centracts, and that the Commonwealth
government should consider it ‘“‘desire
able to dissociate themselves so coms
pletely from the obligations and policgp
of the empire.” He points out that: .

“By the Mutiny Proclamation of
the crown declared itself bound to. :
natives of its Indian territories by the ..
same. obligations of duty which binds it
to all its other subjects, and undertook,
faithfully and conscientiously to fulfil}
those obligations. It would not be con-
consistent with that undertaking for his
majesty’s government to become partiea
to a contraet in which the employment
of his majesty’s Indian subjects iz i
terms = forbidden, on the ground of colow -
only.” .

A FORTUNE CINCHED

JOHN Y. COLE MAKES STRIKB
IN POPLAR CREEK
COUNTRY.

STAKES VALUABLE CLAIM IN
DISTRICT UNDER ODD
CONDITIONS.

John Y, Cole, a well known Rossland
mining man, thinks he is on the high
road to renewed fortune as the result
of a lucky excursion to the Poplar
creek country. He states that on arriv-
ing at the sceme of the gold rush he
ascertained what everyone else had
overlooked, that a claim immediately
adjoining the celebrated Lucky Jack
property was vacant ground. Every-
one had taken it for granted that the
ground had been located, but it re-
mained for the Rossland man to find
out that the contrary was the case, and
to drive in his stakes forthwith.

In addition to his own claim he has
two propenties under bond.

“It’s the most wonderful free gold
camp I ever saw or heard of,’ says
Mr. Cole. Then he.tells stories of half
ton chunks of rock literally seamed
with the yellow metal, and of guards
with Winchester rifles on the ore dumps
at might.

On the Lucky Jack claim the owners
now employ guards to prevent the
quartz being stolen. It was reported
when he left_that this claim was likely
to be sold for $75,000 cash, negotiations
for the deal being then under way.

On the Gold Hill claim, the owner,
C. Magnussen, has covered up the lead
with earth and rock, while h2 went
out for supplies, as the ore is so rich
that already quite a lot has been
stolen.

Eleven miles up the creek a claim
located .some weeks ago is showing up
more richly all the time, On this there
is a lead from twelve to sixteen inches
wide, which runs 38700 ounces of silver
and $120 in gold to the ton. The owner
of this is preparing to pack the ore out
on men’s backs for six miles to the end
iof the trail, and from there take it to
,the railway on horses. Nearly all the
| claims located at Poplar creek by bona
fide prospectors show plenty of gold,
and although there has been consider-
able locating of ground that has not
been looked over, Mr. Cole believes
that the great majority of the claitms
will prove valuable.

On the claim owned by Hamilton,
Morgan and O’Conner, the discovery
stake is placed about four hundred
feet from the railway. The lead is of
white and red . quartz, which runs
straight across a flat and then up over
a bluff. This lead is about three feet
wide, and contains gold throughout.
From the development work done so
far it appears that large leads cross
the country there from east to west
carrying low grade ores; from these
branch off smaller leads north and
south, and in these small leads the
rich gold bearing rock is located,

MR. BAYNE'S MISHAP

ROSSLAND MAN HAD TERRIBLE
EXPERIENCE WITH BIG
BEAR.

FRIGHTFULLY TORN AND LACER-
ATED IN CHANCE EN-
COUNTER.

(From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

Reports are just to hand from the
Lardeau respecting an encounter be-
iween George H. Bayne, managing di-
rector of the Homestake mine here,
and a big silver-tip bear, in which Mr.
Bayne came within an ace of losing
his life. He will bear the marks of
the terrible encounter for life and will
be confined to the hospital for weeks
10 recover from the injuries and loss
of blood.

The story of the incident is told with
some considerable detail.

Mr. Bayne left Rossland a fortnight
since for the Lardeau, On Tuesday of
last week he went imto the hills with
J. H. Kennedy to look at some prop-
erty, and the two were returning home
after completing the inspection. Ken-
nedy tells the story as follows:

“We stepped upon a large fallen
tree, where there was a little opening
in' the undergrowth. We turned, and
looking behind, saw a large silver-tip
bear jump on the flog some 10 or 15
feet from us. We both jumped to es-
cape down the hill, but Bayne’s foot
caught a bough and he fell by the side
of the log. 1 got about 40 feet away
when I knew that the bear had at-
tacked Bayne. We had no weapons of
any sort and we had very little time
to have used them. The bear having
passed on, I returned to Bayne at once.
He was quite comscious, but bleeding
profusely, and said when he fell the
bear jumped upon him and bit his hand
and face and head, and also clawed
him, but though perfectly conscious
he lay without flinching or attempting
a defence and the bear passed on after
lingering but a few seconds and evi-
dently feeling assured that no harm
could be suffered by the cubs from that
source, and thinking no doubt of fetch-
ing the cubs to partake of a meal.”

Mr. Bayne struggled to his feet with
the scalp on the left side of his head
hanging over his face like a horrible
bleeding mask, The sight almost un-
nerved Mr. Kinendy so dreadful was
the appearance presented by his unfor-
tunate companion, whose crippled arm,
dripping blood, hung useless by his
side. As well as he could he bound
up the wounds with handkerchiefs. He
then found that Mr. Bayne’s scalp had
been ripped off almost from the nape
of the neck. The left ear was cut in
two, while the forchead was bare on
one side from the nose to the ear, the
€yebrow having been torn across in a

ragged gaping wound. The man was
in a truly pitiable and terrible condi-
tion as the result of that few seconds’
onslaught of the infuriated brute, - He
never once winced or complained, but
set out for the cabin, three long moun-

Mr. Bayne
is very weak from shock, loss of blood
and his long journey after the acci-
dent.

THE SILVER COMMISSION.
Report on the Consultations Held at
European Centres.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 8—A report
has been received at the United States
state department from the United States
monetary commission which is investi-
gating the question of currency for
silver-using countries.
