we publish to-day from Sir Ian Ham-
ilton is the first really important of.
ficial statement vouchsafed to the
nation about the Dardaneiles oper-
ations since that stupendous enter-
prise was begun last February. The
despatch is dated May 20, and it deals
only with military movements up to
May 4. It is difficult to understand
therefore, why it was not made pub-
lic earlier and why the British peo-
ple should have been left almost en-
tirely in the dark for five months
about what clearly amounts in it-
self to a great war in the Middle
East. The first overwhelming
thought which- surges up on reading
Sir Ian Hamilton’s stirring words is
that of pride and admiration at the
gallantry and devotion of our heroic
troops and those of our French Al-
lies; the next a grim consciousness
of the enormous and unsuspected
magnitude of the undertaking; the
third, a bitter realization of the
hopeless want of knowledge and pre-
paration which marked the inception
of the attack on the Dardanelles.
THE EARLY BLUNDERS

Sir. Ian Hamilton makes no allu-
sion to the earliest episodes. He says
nothing about the first light-hearted
bombardments of the forts at the
entrance, nor does he 'mention the
attempts to take with a handful of
marines positions deemed almost im-
pregnable ever since the dawn of
history. He begins with his own ar-
rival at the Island of Tenedos on
March 17, and says that on that day
there was a conference between:the
senior naval and military command-
ers. The despatch is so constructsd
at this point that we fear the lay-
man will have some difficulty in
grasping its true significance. The
truth is there, but it certainly does
not leap to the eyes. We hgve to
skip a long and interesting disserta-
tion upon the difficulties of effecting
a landing in order to understand
what really happened. Sir Ian Ham.
ilton says that he had to order all
the transports, except those of one
brigade, back to Alexandria because
the troops had been embarked with-
out due attention to the operation
which was contemplated.

DEFECTIVELY LOADED

It would have been better to have
used language less vague, and to
have said quite frankly 1
transports carrying war material
had been so defectively loaded that
their contents had to be taken out
at Alexandria and rearranged. A
combined naval and military attack
was in short, impossible at this date,
because. in spite of our wide experi-
ence of overseas operations, the
transports had been wrongly loaded.
From this unfortunate cause the
military attack which ought to have
been combined with the naval at-
tack, was not begun until April ~5.
In the interval the Turks and their
German masters were able to
strengthen enormously the defences
of the Gallipoli Peninsula, which
may almost be described as having
now become a larger and more di-
versified Gibraltar.

Though the troops were not ready,
the Admirals appear to have decided
at the conference on March 17 to at-
tempt to force the Narrows by using
battleships without military aid. Their

BRAVERY OF THE TROOPS
When we turn to Sir 1an Hamilton's
account of his almost desperate, but
successful, landing under cover of the
guns of the fleet on April 25, criticism
is. almost silenced by the revelation®

t of the astonishing bravery of our

troops. By all the précepts of war,
they ought never to haveé got ashore
at all. Whether it was wise to strike
first at the Dardanelles, whether even
in that case it would have been better

i to have made simultaneously a ser-

ious attack upon the Asiatic side, are
questions which cannot just now be
profitably discussed.  Thére were
landings on five beaches around the
tongue of the Peninsula, as well as
a landing of the Australians and New
Zealanders at a point some miles away
No troops in the world have ever
fought more gloriously. When we
consider that even the 29th Division,
which has won impetishable fame,
was . hastily . collected long after: the
war began: that the men of the Royal
Naval Division, the Territorial regi-
ments, and the Australian and New
Zealand Army Corps were only re-
cently raised, and weré mostly unvers-
ed in war; and that the Indian units
had never dreamed of facing such a
formidable ordeal, the wonder grows.
Tn all the long story of the British
Empire there has never beén a proud-
er or more marvellous seies epi-
scdes than the first three days’ fight-
ing ashore on the Gallipoli Peninsula,
SOME GLORIOUS FEATS

It may be thought that Sir Ian
Hamilton’s despatch is written al-
most too brilliantly for a military
document. but he had a moving
theme. No conflict in this or any
other war has furnished more in-
spiring incidents than those of the
Kings Own Scottish Borderers hold-
ing their own opposite Krithia
against masses of Turks until they
were almost overwhelmed; of the
beaching of the transport River
Clyde, and the advance of one com-
pany after another of the. Munster
Fusiliers to instant and wholesale
death;. of the brave Doughty-Wylie
and Walford leading the shattered
remnants of a landing force to the
storming of Sedd-el-Bahr;; of the
wondrous daring of thé Lancashire
Fusiliers, whose assault of the Turk-
ish trenches near  Tekke = Burnu
from open boats under a terrific fire
is rightly described as the finest feat
of arms ever achieved by British or
any other soldiers; and perhaps
most impressive of all the impetu-
ous rush of the Austrdlian infantry
as they leaped ashore néar Kaba
Tepe and drove the Turks before
them with cold steel.

AT A TERRIBLE COST.

These things stir the blood. They
make us feel that, as has happened
so often in this war, the regimental
officers and the rank and file have
by their indomitable ¢€ourage and
tenacity made good the grievous
mistakes of our strategy. They did
so on this occasion at a tetrible cost.
During the ten days covered by the
dispatch our losses, exclusive of the
French, were 177 officers and 1,990

W: are not surprised that the Fa-
ther loves the angels, who are per-
feet, without blemish in any sense
of the word. But how could He
love mankind? We read, “God so
loved the world that He gave His
Only Begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in Him might not perish,
but have everlasting life.” (Join
3:16.) This text tells of some kind
of great love that God had for the
whole world of mankind.
God had a sympathetic love for
humanity, not an affectionate love;
for there was nothing in fallen man
worthy of Divine love. He felt just
as we would feel for some poor in-
jured dog or cat—we would bind up
its paw and give it something to
eat. So God's sympathy for the
world takes notice of the fact that
mankind have gottten into a great
deal of trouble through the curse
which came upon Father Adam
through disobedience to hig Crea-
tor’s command.

and all his race. "Christ’s death is
the satisfaction-price for the sin of
the whole world. And although it
has not yet been appropriated for
the whole world, God is inviting a
certain class to come out of the
world in advance of the remainder
of our race. Of these our Lord said.
“%1ey are not of the world, even as
I am mnot of the world.””—John
17:186.

Those disciples whom Jesus was
addressing had come out of the
world. They had 1=ft everything
that they might be H s pupils and
do just the right thing in the right
way. Thus to ke ehildren of God
wo~ their chief aim and amblliop.
The firsi step in th's direction is
justification—the being :. rde right,
jurt. Justification and rightegus-
nes~ mean the :awe thingz; tiey are
different ways of  expressing the
sam> thought. We must be made
right with God. before He will dsal
with us at all.

God = bas permitted six great
Thousand-Year Days for the world
to hate expcrience with  sin and
death. During all this time He ha«

- let ,mankind see what they could' do

to help themselves out of sin and
death eonditions: We have made ‘a
sorry failure of it. The wisest peo-
ple it the world have been unable to
deliver themselves from the bondnge
of sin and death that is upon the
whole worid. God’s {ime for deliv-
eriny mankind is the great Sabbath
of the.Lord our God, when Jesus
and His Church will be associa'ed
in the blessing of all the families
of the eartn,

During man’s Work Week the
race has had a severe lesson of what
sin. is and what it will do. -Ag we
look over into Europe, we s:e what
evil passions can accomplish., Yet
the savagery there is only begin-
ning; it will be far worse. With all
our preaching and teaching, with
all our g¢urgery and medicine, we
hav~y net bettered our race very
much. When- we perceive that sin
has accomplish this evil work, we
dread sin; we realiz> that it is the
most terrible thing that can befall
any one. When the whole world
come to realize the true  gituation,
men will know that the entrance of
8in is the worst thing that can hap-
pen.

According to the Divine Program
for human salvation, the Lord Jesus
Christ 'was to do a sacrificial work
for: the race; next the Church was
to be gathered out from amongst
mankind, and then the Millenpial
Age was to hegin. When our Lord
Jesus gave His life fresly and un-
reservedly to the Father in conse-
cration at Jordan, God started a
New Creation, by begetting the Son
with the Holy Spirit to the Divine
nature. . As He was coming up out
of the water, the Holy Spirit came
upon Him, anointing Him to all the
glorious work which He is to ac-
complish ag the great King and the
great Priest for the world of man-
kind.

When the Father planned this New
Creation in conneetion with human
salvatiun, He arranged that the New
Creatures should be those who would
give up all their own rights a3 men,
laying 'everythingz at His feet, and
Cesiring to know and to do the Divine
will. As our Lorg was the beginning
of ‘the creaticn 'of God (Revelation
371), tie Father wished Him: to.
2ave the highest place in this New
Creation. The angels never had such
a test of loyalty as .came. to Jesus;
ihey ‘never laid down ‘life on one
rlane and passed to a lower plane, as
Altbtough they have been

asked of them, He did not put this
test upon them.

When at the beginning of His min-
istry our Lord, then thirty years of

age, gave Himsel* unreservedly to the -

Father, saying, “Lo, I come (in the
volume of the Book it is written of
Me), to do Thy will, O God,” the Fa-
ther manifested His spzecial love for
the Son by anointing Him with the
Holy Spirit, making Him a member
of the Divine family on the highest
plane of bein,. Then for three and
a half years the Father tested Him,
rroved Him, and found Him worthy
to receive the honor, the glory, the
power, the might. (Revelation 5:
12). Hcw we rejoice in our Sav-
iour’s victory! How we love and ad-
mire Him, for the same reason that
the Father does! There is something
of character tkere.

The Apostle tel!s us that there was
one feature of God’s Plan for human
salvation whicl was not made known
in the past; tha* is, the fact that
there was to b2 - Body of Christ—not
merely  one individual, but a com-
pany. This figure of speech we use
when we speal: ¢! the body of Con-
gress, of which the chairman is the
head. So we speak of the Body of
Christ, of whick Christ Jesus is the
Head. God gave Him to be Head
cver the Church, which is His Body.
(Ephesiuns 1:19-23.) Nobody knew
beforehand that The Messiah is to
be composed of many members, and
that the members were to be selected
from amongst mankind. The Jews
simply expected Messiah to come.
They read of the glory, and thought
only of the glory and of one person,
not. realizing thit they themselves
would have an opportunity to be of
this Messiah. c¢lass—just what
Jews are still expecting.

Through St. Paul the Lord tells us

The Father’s love, which began
when He begat us with His - Holy
Spirit, continues with us .as long as
we are loyal to Him and in proportion
to the degree ‘of our loyalty. Should
we at any time prove disloyal, like
Judas Iscariot, the Holy Spirit would
be taken from us. There is forgive-
ness for errors made ‘through weak-
ness of the flesh; but disloyalty to
the Lord will not be forgiven., A sin
against the Holy Spirit will never
have forgiveness. 7 b By :

We should all be very careful not-
to have'the Judas spirit—not to bar-
ter off the Lord or the Truth or the
brethren for thirty pieces of silver of
any kind. Some betray the Lord by
saying, “For business reasons I must:
de thus and so;” 'Others betray the
Lord by declaring; *‘I know that I am"
Dot preaching just.as I should—that
Iam slandering God’s character and
His Word, as well as misrepresenting
myself; but I must make a living.”
Why should such persons be acknow-
ledged before the Father and the holy
angels? But only the Lord could de-
termine whether such were worthy of
the Second Death. They could not be
of the Body o’ Christ, however.

What a wonderful honor is this to
which God has called us! Those who
have been begotten again by His Holy
Spirit have been anointed from the
day of their begetting to be kings and
priests unto God and to reign with
Christ a thousan( years. There are
tribulations identified with all their
experiences; nevertkeless, while they

Labor Bureaus
Asked at Hands
of the Province

Toronto, July 22.—An interim re-
port was issued by the Ontario . Un-
:mployment Commission yesterday.

The personnel of the Commission is
as follows: Chairman, Sir John Willi-

son; Treasurer, Mr. W. P. Gundy;
Archbishop Neil McNeil, D.D, Vener-
able Archdeacon Henry J. Cody, D.D.
Rev. Daniel Strachan, D.D., Mr W.
K. McNaught, CM.G., Mr. Joseph
Gibbons, Mr G. Frank Beer, Prof.
Alfred T. DeLury, Mr W. L, Best of
Ottawa; Secretary, Mr. G. E. Jack-

The Commission has made the fol-
lowing recommendations: -

“That a Provincial Department :f
Labor be created either as a separ-
ate or in connection with an existing
department of the Government
“That a Provincial system of em-
ployment offices be established in Ot-
tawa, Belleville or Kingston, Toron-
to, Hamilton, London, North Bay,
Port Arthur or Fort William with
separate departmients for men, wo-
men and juvenile workers.

“That this system of employment
offices be placed under a Provincial
Commission, composed of not - more
than eight members, of whom two
shall be women.

“That the Provincial Labor Com-
mission shall have absolute power in
determining the test through which
those to be appointed to positions in
connection with Employment Bureaus
must pass.

“That the control and inspection of

“That the system of Employment
Bureaus be managed by the Provin-
cial Labor Commission - through a
director with practical knowledge and
understanding of the problems con-
nected with employment. =

* “That the director shall have as-
sociated with him as an assistant a
woman -of training and ability who
will act as Assistant Secretary to the
Provincial Labor Commission.

“That with each local Employment
Bureau shall be associated a - small
Advisory Committee appointed by the
Provincial Labor Commission.

“That the Employment Bureaus, in
all cases ‘of strikes or lockouts, re-
main neutral.

FREE USE OF MAILS
“That, if possible, privileges be se-
cured from the Dgminion Govern-
ment to enable workers living at a
distance from an Employment Burean
to mail applications for employment
free of charge to the nearest bureau.

“The Commission also recommends
that all primary schools be requested
to provide for domestic, manual or
-agricultural instruction, and that the
age for leaving school be raised to
fifteen years.

“Regarding insurance against un-
employment, it is recommended that
financial assistance be given by the
Government of Ontario to those vol-
untary associations of workingmen
which undertake to provide unem-
ployment benefits for their members,
and that the assistance to such asso-
ciations equal 2o per cent of the sums
disbursed by them in unemployment
benefits.”

SIR SANDFORD
FLEMING HAS
PASSED AWAY

Eminent Engineer, Born in Scot-
land, Died This
Morning.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

Hallfax, July 22.—Sir Sandford
Fleming, engineer, scientist. and pub-
lic man, died here this morning after
a short illness at the age of 88. Sir
Sandford was known as the dean of
the engineering profession in Canada
and the “father of the Canadian
Pacific Railway.”

Sandford Fleming was born in
Kirkcaddy, Fifeshire, Scotland, on
January 7, 1827. He was educated
there and came to Canada in 1845.
He joined the engineering staff of the
Northern Railway, Toronto, subse-
quently becoming chief engineer.
Later he practised engineering in On-
tario and was elected a member of the
institute of civil engineers, London,
and of the American Society of En-
gineers and elected as honorary mem-
ber of the Canadian Society of Civil
Engineers. In 1863 he was chosen by
the governments of Canada, Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick, and
Great Britain to conduct a survey for
the first link of a railway which would
join the Atlantic and the Pacific. His
survey showed the practicability of
the scheme which developed when
carried out into the Canadian Pacific
Railway system. He helped to build
the railway system ot Newfoundland.
He had much to do with the adoption
of the Greenwich time as the standard
for the world, delivering two papers
on the subject before the Canadian
Institute, Toronto, and visiting Wash.
ington in this connection.

In 1879 Mr.. Fleming, as he then
was, began to investigate a scheme
for spanning the Pacific Ocean by
cable in an effort to connect up the
British Empire by an ‘“all-red” tele-
graph . system. He visited Australia
and England in connection with this
work. This scheme had not been en-
tirely carried out, but an “all-red”
cable stretches from eastern Canada
to Australia,

In certain districts a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead t-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. re-
amption patent may be obtained as soon as
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
itead right may take a purchased home-
stead ir certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months im
:ach of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
srect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
luction in case of rough, sergbby or stony
land. Live stock may be sffbstituted for
cultivation ' under certain conditions.

THE FEELING IN GERMANY.

Refrrence has more than once
been made in these colums to the
fact that the German people tirmly
belicve that they have a righteous
cause in this war, and that they are
confident of victory. These things
may seem strange, but they exist
just the same.

The New York Times not long ago
sent a staff correspondent to Ger-
many, and in writing from the Ger-
man capital he says that the end of
the war and the conditions of peace
are frequent subjects for discussion
among the people in Berlin; but there
is no sign of quitting. 7The peace
that is discussed is in accordance
with Germany’s own terms, a peace
that would be an acknowledgment ot
Gerinzn victory. “You get an im-
pression,” the correspondent writes,
“that the dove of peace will get a
great ovation any time it turns up:
always provided that it is a pro-
Gevinan dove, bearing in its bill not
only an olive twig, but a fat in-
deninity, choice colonies, chunks ot
Trance, Russia and Belgium.*“ “It
cannot be put too strongly,” the cor-
respondent adds, “that while not only
thc masses, but the classes as well,
arc cergerly looking forward to the
normal conditions of peace, it must
according to the present temper of
the Gi:rman people, be a peace favor-
ablc io the German people, with Ger-
m.nv-the principal judge in pronounc-
in; on its quality.”

The feeling seems to be general
that not only is Germany’s cause a
rizhtcous one; but that Germany must
ullimately win. The belief in the
righteousness of the German cause is
the natural outcome of the German
conception of the relationship be-
{ween patriotism and morality. What-
cver appears to be in the interests of
Germany must appear to be right.
All moral considerations, are made
subcervient to the demands and re-
quircments of the state. There is
evidently no feeling of revulsion be-
cause of the great wrong that has
becen done to Belgium, All the mur-
ders and outrages, burnings and rap-
ings, count for nothing; the one con-
sidcration is the possible benetit to
the Fatherland. And so it is that
while there is a general desire for
pcace the belief is also very general
that at least the greater part of Bel-
gium must be retained. It is one ot
the astonishing revelations of the war
that the public morality and national
idea's of a whole people could have
1 ~ ome so far degraded in so short a

London, JZuly 22.—While prayers
for victory were being said to-day
throughout Russia, the Austrians and
Germans continued their drive at
Warsaw from the north, the west and
the south. Meanwhile they were reach-
ing further north towards Riga, on
the Baltic, from which their advance
guard is not more than 20 miles dis-
tant.

The tone of despatches from Petro-
grad bespeaks plainly that the coun-
try is aware of the graveness of the
mulitary situation, involving not only
the fate of the Polish capital but the
integrity of the Russian army in Po-
land, the northern and southern sec-
tions of which might be cut in twain
by a decisive defeat along the Lublin-
Chelm railway. It is along this sector
that the Russians are now fighting
most desperately for this railway is
the sole great artery of communica-
tion of Poland with Southern Russia,
sweeping away from Lublin and
Chelm towards Odessa.

Two Men
Shot in
the Riot

New York,; July 22.—Two men were
shot this morning in a riot which
broke out in front of the plant of the
Tidewater Oil Company in Bayonne,

N.J., where several thousand oil work-
ers had been on strike against the
Standard Oil Company.

They were said to
have been shot by company guards
during an attack made by a large
crowd on the Tidewater plant. The
fighting was still in progress shortly
after 9 o’clock,

Shortly before noon, after several
hours of comparative peace a crowd
of 500 assembled near the barrel
works of the Tidewater Oil Company
and began an attack on the guards.
Sticks, stones and revolvers were used
and the guards replied with Winches-
ters. During the fighting, fire broke
out in one corner of the barrel yard
where staves and other lumber is
stored.

Sheriff Kinhead who had previously
addressed a large crowd of strikers in
the streets, warning them to keep the

West Sandling Camp, Kent, -Eng.
E's July 7, 1915

Dear Friend,—1 thought, perhaps,
you would like to get a line from me.
I had a letter fram my daughter and
she told me you had sent your kind
regards. Well, ' we are in a lovely
camp here, close to Tythe and Folk-
stone, close to the sea shore, nine
miles from Dover, and only forty or
fifty miles from the firing line. Pretty
near, eh? The sooner we get there
the better. We shall all like it. We
have had lovely weather since arriv-
ing ‘here; have had only a little rain
on two occasions The farmers could
do with some for their crops, which
look grand. This is certainly a beau-
tiful country. We get plenty of work
and ought to be fit for all the Ger-
mans they wish to send us. I feel
about like I did twenty years ago.

Give my kind regards to all friends
and especially the men in your shop.

I hope the football in Branttord
is going great. I guess a great deal
of the success depends on yourself;
in fact, I know it does.

We are hearing a good many rum-
ors about us going to the Dardan-
elles—the whole of the Second Con-
tingent—but don’t know whether that
is true or not. As for myself, I hope
not. Would like to go to France and
have a pop at those German murder-
ers. They certainly have violated all
rules of war. If you could only see
the wounded, as I have, John, and hear
the awful tales of the terrible things
they have done to our wounded men,
and the women and children of Bel-
gium and France—well if the young
men of the Empire only realized what
an awful danger they are in, they
would come forward, even better than
they do at the present, and not leave
it so much to the married men. We
shall have to put every ounce of our
strength forward before we can crush
them, which we surely shall, just as
sure as the summer sun melts the
ice. Well, old friend, don’t know that
I have much more to say, only that
the Brantford boys are a credit to the
city of which we are all so proud to
belong.

Tokio, July 2 (correspondence of
the Associated Press)—Japan has in-
formed Great Britain that she is un-
able to accede to Great Britain's re-
quest to announce .a prohibition of
trading in the Far East with citizens
of hostile. nations.

they did not declare them to the Cus-
toms authorities. When they at-

tempted . to sell them, however, they |

wre arrested as smugglers.

When arrested they said that an
old prospector in German South-west
Africa gave them the gems as their
share of a prospecting expedition
which the soldiers had ‘“grub-staked.”
They were tried and acquitted on the
charge of smuggling, but the German
Government. claimed the stones, say-
ing that they had been taken from
the sorting department of the Colo-
nial Mining Company.

To ascertain the legitimate owners
of the diamonds, . District A Attorney
Frank E, Carstarphen brought the
suit.  Owing to the war the German
Government has allowed its claim to
lapse, so Judge Hand to-day decided
that the suit should be discontinued
provided ‘the duty and .an additional
charge of $8,000 was paid to the Uni-
ted States.

POTATOES ROTTING
IN THE FIELDS

During the last few days we have
received from various districts in the
Province of Ontario samples of dis-|
eased young potatoe vines, with re-
quests for information regarding the
nature, cause and cure of the disease.
We had just previously noticed the
same disease amongst the potato
crops both on the experimental
grounds and in the general crop of
potatoes on the College farm. As the
disease appears to be fairly wide

advi_sablq_: to issue a circular letter res-
pecting it.
APPEARANCE OF THE DISEASE
In the growing crop an affected
plant will have a wilted appearance,
being dull dirty green in color, the
stems flaccid, the leaves will have a
tendency to curl. The stems near the
ground and below will be blackened,
and in the various stages of decay
from a soft wet rot. On digging out
the seed potato, it will be found to
be soft and pulpy, and when broken
open, the inside is usually slimy and
gives off an offensive odor.
NATURE AND CAUSE OF THE:

DISEASE, %
‘This soft rot of potatoes is a bac-
;ena.l " disease, - Itg -development
in: ground where it has not
been before is nearly always due
to diseased seed|potatoes having been
As long as at-
fected seed potatoes are kept dry,|the
disease will not spread, but as soon.
as they become moist the soft rot
sievelops as the bacteria which cause
it have then a chance to develop
rapidly. An affected seed potato in
which the disease has been checked
by drying out will have brown or
blackish discolorations which* are
easily seen on cutting. The rot may
be present in varying degrees, but as
it had dried out it may look like a
dry rot. When such affected pota-
toes are planted the moist conditions
in the soil which are necessary for
growth, are favorable for the tfurth-
er development of the disease. Some
of the eyes of the potatoe will send
up their shoots, but these are usually
weak and spindly., As the disease
continues to rot the seed tuber it
enters the young shoots and rapidly
passes upwards, causing the stems
to blacken and rot near the surface
of the ground, then the top wilts and
topples over,

TREATMENT,

Spraying of any kind is of no di-
rect use .with this disease: The
treatment is preventive rather than
curative. As pointed out above, the
disease develops in the {first place
from affected seed tubers. But
when once it is established in a crop
it may be spread from the diseased
plants to neighboring healthy plants
by the cultivator, hoe or other im-
plement used getting contaminated
by ‘coming-in contact- with-a rotting
plant and then with a healthy plant.
Biting insects as the potato bug, al-
so spread the|disease to some extent,
and it is only by spraying for ‘these
that spraying is helpful in preventing
the spread of the disease.

The crop should be carefully inspect-
ed and every plant that is foundito be
rotting should be dug out and either
burned or buried in quick lime.

When harvesting the potatoes, any
tuber that shows any signs of the
disease should be placed on one side
and not allowed to be stored with the
main pile. Should the disease not be
far advanced in the tuber, the affect-
ed part may be cut off and the rest
used for food. If any of these affected
tubers get into the seed pile to be
used the following year, they will
either rot-during storage “and cause
those around them to rot also if they
are not kept dry, and, if they are kept
dry, the disease will be checked un-
til they are planted, when they will
rot and destroy the plant that springs
from them,
