Quebec, as a Province, has
assed no prohibitory law, but
two-thirds of the Province are
under local option. The prohib-
ition -includes all retail liguor
selling, except in which there
are still twenty government-
operated liquor shops.

The next logical step is for
the Dominion Government to
prohibit the importation and
manufacture of intoxicating
liquor. Every province in the
country save one having set in
to enforce prohibition to the
limit of Provincial power, ¢nd
the will of the majority in Can-
ada being clear, the only sen-

sible thing is to ‘'make prohibit-.
