BEAUTIFUL TRINIDAD AND ITS WON-
DERFUL LAKE OF PITCH.

An Inexhaustible Reservolr of Paving

Material — Port-of-Spain the Capital—
No Port in the World Presents a Grenter
Varlety of Race Types.

Though only fifty miles long by about
thirty broad, Trinidad is the largest of
the Windward Group belonging to Great
Britain, th ost valuable of all the
Queen's pos ons on the western side
of the Atlantic (excopt perhaps Jamaicn),
and the greatost curosity in the whole
archipelago on account of its asphalt lake
—a natural phenomenon.

Port-of-Spain has wide, clean, straight
gtrects, long as tht purses of its nabobs,
shaded by the most splendid troes of the
tropies, well paved, well lighted and with
open gutters down which the rain rushes.

winter, would have proved highly desir-
able. With such a swinging trellis as
that shown herewith tonder grapevines or
other tender climbers may be laid upon
the ground and carefully covered during
the winter, then placed upright again
whon the cold weather is passed.

The Apple as a Commercial Crop.

Spraying with the copper solutions will
not, alone, give an apple crop every year,
as some horticulturists seem to think.
Apples ordinarily are a full crop on
alternate years, because when they do
bear the crop is heavy and so exhaustive
that the tree takes the following season
to recuperate. If thoe fruit was thinned—
leaving only a moderate crop to be matur-
ed--and the tree given proper feri
tion, a crop could bo grown eovery year.
The erying need of the great majority of
our orchards to-day, cspecially those that
have been in bearing for a number of
years, is potash in some form. Thore is
nothing better than bard-wood ashes
where these can he obtained at fair
prices.

In setting out an orchard many points
should be taken into consideration,—such
as the market the fruit is designed for,
the varieties which flourish best in tho
vicinity, productivencss, keeping quali-
ties, ete.  Tho commonest mistake is that
of planting too many varicties. As a
rule three or four varicties of established
adaptability to your conditions and popu-
lar in market argenough for any commer-
cial orchard and’ it is oftener than other-
wise good jndgment to wake the list still
smaller. Single trees of varieties grown
for family use m wdded if desired,
but it is wiser g ly to graft two or
threo kinds on a single tree to make up
this variety, rather than to plant co many
trees. Wo should not Do d
planting desirable may
cause they have been
seab.
