will give a shors sketch of the schools
and school houses of Greenbush for the
last 70 years.

The first school house was a small,
square building, erected on the site of
the present one built of stone, but only
about half the size. My first tencher
was Miss Sarah Taggart, sister of the
late Rev. Charles Taggart, a former
Methodist minister of this circuit. My
second teacher was Miss Lucinda
Keeler, who boarded with her parents
and only received $5 per month, or
$60 per vear. Those were bard times,
with money scarce. The custom then
was for the teacher to board around
with the scholarg, a week at each
house, but Miss Keeler's parents living
in the section she boarded with them
continuously.  During the years 1843
and 44, Miss Orpba Ellmore, who was
termed the yeteran temperance teacher,
conducted the school. About the year
1845 the old school houge was destroyed
by fire and school was held in different
placés, one winter in the chamber of
the grocery now owned by E. Jackson.
It was taught by Miss Adeline Kil-
born. One winter it was held in the
dwelling now owned by Mr A, Root,
taught by Mr W. «Landon. One sum.
mer school was held in the dwelling
now owned by W. G. Olds, taughs by
Miss Allison of Augusta, and one
summer in an old log house where E,.
‘M. Smith’s house now stands.

In the year 1848 the present school
house was built. © The late Edward
Barry of New Dublin performed the
mason work and the late Samuel Morey
the carpenter work,

I will mention thé names of some of
the teachers up to the present time :—
The late Dr 8. 8. Cornell of Toledo,
Milton Blanchard, Thompson Blan-
chard, Rev  W. Rowsom, Lewis E.

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The Lord Our Shepherd.—Psa. 23: 1-6.

Commentary.—l. T'he shepherd and his
sheep (vs. 1-4.) 1. My shepherd—Ohrist
is the great Shepherd and his followers
are the sheep. As a shepherd, 1. Christ
leads the sheep. 2. Supplies every lack.
3. Guards and keeps them. 4. Supports
them in times of trouble. Jehovah is
often spoken of as the Shepherd of ls-
rael, and Israel as his flock. The title
of shepherd is also ‘applied to rulers,
and in particular to David. Christ_ap-
plies the title to himself (John 10; 1;
eompare Heb. 13, 20; 1 Pet. 2, 25.) ‘Lo
appreciate the force of the image it is
necessary to understand the ditference

between the modern shepherd and the !

Oriental shepherd of olden times. In that
land there is a strong attachment be-
tween the shepherd and his flock; the
shepherd knows each sheep by name.
Equally tender rclations exist between
the good Shepherd and his flock. On
the one hand there is an unfathomable
affection, and on the other a calm, un-
limited confidence. In that land every
flock of sheep 1s ander the care of a
shepherd, and in David’s time the dan-
gers were much greater than now, as
wild beasts and robbers were more num-
erous. Shall not want—The language is
partly of experience in the present and
partly of confidence for the future. So
of Israel, looking back on the wandering
in the wilderness they had lacked noth-
Ing (Deut. 2; 7), and looking forward to
the promised land the promise was that
they would lack nothing (Deut. 8; 9.)—
Cam. Bib. “With Jehovah for my
shepherd and guardian, whose hand rests
on all the sources of supply, I can lack
no temporal or spiritual good. When
John Fletcher was asked by George Il
if he would accept preferment in  the
church as an acknowledgment for an
able and timely paper he had written
on American affairs, he returned thr re-
spectful but characteristic reply, ‘Sire, 1
want nothing but more grace.””—Wat-
kinson.

2. He maketh me—The Lord enables us
to see the preciousness of his truth,.to
feed upon it and rest in it. To lie down
—The divine Shepherd gives rest to the
weary. The wicked are filled with un-
rest (Isa. 657; 20, 21), but Christ prom-
ises soul rest to those who come to him
(Mattt. 11; 28-30.) Green pastures —
Pastures of budding or tender grass.
The original word denotes the tender
shoots (Deut. 32; 2) as distinguished
from the ripe grass.—Whedon. What
are these green pastures but the Scrip-
tures of truth—arways fresh, always
rich, and never exhausted? There is no
fear of biting the bare ground, where the
grass is long enough for the flock to lie
down in it. Sweet and full are the doc-
trines of the gospel; fit food for souls.—
Spurgeon. Fkrom this we see that soul
satisfaction is promised the one whe fol-
lows the divine guide (lsa. 58; 11.) He
leadeth me—The Oriental shepherd never
drives, but always leads his flock; so
our Shepherd leads the way, and never
asks us to go where he has not gone be-
fore us. The Holy Spirit will guide us
into all truth. No.one is wise enough to
choose his own course in life. “\Vhen the
shepherd has called his sheep, and is sat-
isfied that none is missing, he starts
forth for the pasture; but this is contin-
ually changing, for the hillsides and un-
cuitivated plains are practically common
land belonging to the village, and shar-
ed by all, 8o no one can retain the best
pasturage day after day.” “But there
are some cheep that are always strag-
gling and so always getting into trou-
ble. Sometimes they are torn by dogs
and sometimes they lost their way.
Those who keep nearest the shepherd
are most contented and happy.”  Still
waters—Literally, waters of rest; not
gently flowing  streams, but streams
where rest  and  refreshment may be
found (Isa. 32; 18.)—Cam. Bib. But oth- |
ers think it has reference to the quiet- |
ness of the waters. In either case the
figure is most beautiful and suggests the
quiet and peacefulness with which the
soul is filled when it enters into com-
munion with God.

3 he restoreth—IHe Dbringeth back my
soul, as a sheep that had strayed (Mutf,
18:12, 13; 1 Pet. 2:25). The word for
“restoreth” means “to ~eturn,” “bring
back,” or, figuratively, “convert.” Of
all animals the sheep is least able to de-
fend itself, either by resistance or flight ;
is most given to wander away, and has
the least sagacity in finding its way
back to the fold.—Hibbard. my soul—
The same Hebrew word is used for both
soul and life. “The soul is the seat of
life” He converts and
gives spiritual power and vigor.

of righteousness—“Right paths are op-
posed to intricate and unsafe ways, and
to ways of disobedience and perversity”
(Psa. 125:5). “The sheep are led by
many a way, sometimes through sweet
meadows, sometimes limping
sharp-flinted, dusty highways, some-
times high up over rough, rocky moun-
tain passes, sometimes down through
ucep gorges, with no sumshine in their
gloom; but they are ever being led to
one place, and when the hot day is over
they are gathered into ome fold, and
the sinking sun sees them safe, where
no wolf can come, nor any robber climb
up any more, but ail shall rest under
the shepherd’s eye.” For his name’s
sake—"To display the glory of his grace,
and not on account of any merit in
me.”

4. Shadow of death—Being so near to
death that its shadow falls over him,
for he is not far from the substance that
has come up with the shadow. The “val-
ley of the shadow of death” seems to
have been suggested by those deep
mountain gorges through which David
was sometimes obliged to lead his flocks,
though at the hazard of death from the
wild beasts. When the walks of duty
lie in the midst of dangers which fall
around like shadows, then, says the
psalmist, I will fear no evil. Such con-
fidence has he in his Shepherd. But the
shadow of death may also mean the
darkness of sheol, or region of the dead,
as in Job 10:21, 22, and this gives an
outlook of confident hope upon the dy-
ing hour and the future life. This en-
tire psalm must be understood, not of
the providential life of David only, but
of his spiritual life and relations as
well.—Whedon. fear no evil—The soul
fears not to enter the sunless gulfs of
sorrow when assured of the supporting
presence and protecting care of the good
Shepherd. The darkness of death'is but
a shadow after all. The trusting soul
enters the gloomy gorge only to emerge
into the brighter day of immortality.
The Christian knows that the hand
which guides us into the dark valley
will guide us through it and up out of
it.—Hom. Com. rod and....staff—"“The
emblems of the office of the sheplfgrd
and his protcction of the sheep.” The
rod and staff seem to be two names for
one instrument, which was used for a
double purpose: 1. To drive away wild
animals and to direct the sheep. 2. For
the purpose of a staff on which to lean.
The shepherd walked before his flock,
ready to protect them from assault, and
they followed gladly and fearlessly
wherever he led.

Jehovah had prepared this banquet for
David as a mark of special honor nn-d
favor, and this in the presence of Hls
enemies who looked on but were not in-
vited to partake. This was David's .ans-
wer to those who. in his affliction, had
said, “There is no help for him in God;”
“God hath forsaken him.”—Whedon. Spe-
cial experiences of God’s sufﬁcier,cy are
wont to come in seasons of special dif-
ficulty, as many a true heart knows, It
is no scanty meal that awaits God’s
soldier under such circumstances, but a
banquet accompanied with signs of fes-
tivity, namely, the head anointed with
oil and an overflowing cup. God’s sup-
plies are wont to surpass the narrow
limits of need.—Expositor’s Bible.

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS

Soul ‘transformation. “He restoreth
myv soul.” At the very threshold of our
study we meet with the doctrine of re-
generation, Naturally we are goats
(Matt. 25, 33); and He shall set the
sheep on His right hand, but the goats
on the left. There are cnly two classes
of characters known to God—the “sin-
ner” and the “saint,” We are either
sheep, under the tender, constant care of
the divine Shepherd, or hell-deserving,
hell-bound subjects of sin. Now, 'to be a
sheep requires something more than to
have a sheep’s skin thrown around one’s
body, conforming perfectly thereto, and
being placed in a sheepfold. It is not
the perfect obedience of Jesus the Fa-
ther looks at and counts as ours, at the
same time overlooking or ignoring our
disobedience; or ‘the righteousness of
Christ thrown around us, while we re-
main & moral leper; but rather the im-
vartation of the divine mature to our

along :

own soul, by which it is quickened and
made alive; or to carry out the ﬁfnn.
the nature is changed from that of the
goat to the sheep. Then the life very
naturally is that of a Christian,

Soul rest. *“He maketh me to lie
down.” This is suggestive of rest, and,
restlufness, which is assuredly what the
soul comes to realize as its burden of sin,
condemnation and guilt is lifted, and the
peace that passeth all unders
is imparted (Matt. 11, 28; Heb. 4, 3).

Soul satisfaction . “The pastures of
tender grass” suggests a plentiful mpﬁlny
of nutritious food. Green pastures im-
ply an experience in the grace of God
which is ever new and hence al
fresh. The business of the shepherd is to
keep the sheep in the green pasture. In
order to do this there must be variety
as to scenery and location. This is true
of our experience under the great Shep-
herd, As to circumstances, ecstatic emo-
tions and environment there must be
variety. Our feelings are influenced more
or less by outward causes. The criterion
by which we should judge our spiritual
condition is not how do I feel, but what
is my relation to the great Shepherd?
Sometimes to climb the mountain )y
at other ‘times to descend into the valley
of seeming gloom may be necessary in
order to our being kept in “pastures of
tender grass.”

Eemember the face of Moses as he des-
cended the mount whence in communion
with God Le had been anointed, also
Stephen’s face, which shone as an an-
ge’s while he was suffering violent as-
soult from an angry mob. A missionary

ADS. WILL BE TAXED

Germany to Levy On What People
Cannot Do Without.

Berlin, Nov. 9.—The CGovernment’s
bills to meet the financial defieit pro-
vide, among other things, that the Im-
perial  Government will take over the
wholesale buying and selling of spirits,
the sale price to be regulated 20 as to
produce a net revenue of 220,000,000
marks ($55.000,000). The beer tax will
be Increased by two marks per hecto-
litre (22 gallons). Bottled wines, both
domestic and foreign, will- be taxed
five pfennigs per bottle, besides a sur-
tax varyingz from ten pfennigs to three
marks, Sparkling wines will bear an
additional tax, The Customs duty on
fcreign unmanufactured tobacco and
the tax on home grown tobacco remain
unchanged, but an advalorem tax will
he placed on mamufactured tobacco,
varying from four to 96 marks on 1,000
cigars, 1 1-2 to 24 marks per 1,000
on cigarettes, and 80 pfennigs to 12.80
marke per kilogram (2.2 pounds) on
tobacco.

A tax will be levied on electricity and
gas of five per cent. of the supply price,
on incandescent electric lamps and gas
mantles of from 5 to 30 pfennigs, and
on advertisemnts of from 2 to 10 per
cent. of the advertising charge, accord
ing to the frequency of their appear-
ance, The death duties will be made
niore comprehensive, varying from 1-2
to 3 per cent., according to the value
of the estate. It estimated that the
new taxes will vield 475,000,000 marks.

SLAVES IN MASSACHUSETTS.
The 01d Hous2 in Which They Were Sold
in Town of Hanover.

A relic of slavery days in New England
in the middle of the eighteenth century,
the old Tilden house on Winter street,
West Hanover, the only house in that
town where slaves were kept for mar-
ket, is now being demolished.

The house is one of the best known
landmarks in Plymouth county and has
stood for nearly 200 years. It ‘was used
as a tavern in its early days and later
for a residence. Of recent years it has
been abandoned to the elements and has
rapidly fallen into decay.

No one knows the exact date of the
building of the house, but historians
agree that it was long before the incor-
poration of the town of Hanover in 1727.

The Hon. Jedediah Dwelley. of North
Hanover, who has spent much time in ga-
thering facts concerning the early history
of the town, says: “While there was
more or less buying and selling of slaves
(as in the middle of the eighteenth cen-
tury nearly all the worthy families own-
ed one or more) this probably was the
only place where the traffic was carried
on for revenue. I have seen two bills of
slaves sold from this house. One was
from Job Tilden to a Mr. Bailey, of Scit-
uvate, a negro child named Morrow, 9
years of age, of good bodily health and
a kind disposition.”

One of Mr. Tilden’s slaves named Cuf-
fee cerved as a soldier in the Revolution-
ary war, and according to an old pay-
roll he was stationed at Hull, March 1,
1777. He was with Col. Bailey and died
at Valley Forge. He was known as Cuf-
fee Tilden, and was so inscribed on the
printed rolls. ’

The books of the First Congregational
Church of Hanover record the marriage
by the Rev. Benjamin Bass on February
8, 1751, of Jack and Billah, servants own-
ed by Job Tilden. and also the death of
a negro bov owned by Job Tilden, Feb-
ruary 12, 1760.

There are many other brief recorde
of slaves kept in different families in
Hanover.—From the Boston Herald.

First Printing Press West of Missouri.

The first printing press in the United
States west of the Missouri was set up
at Santa Fe early in the last century.
History does not disclose the date or its
origin or its ownership, but there are
extant ‘printed proclamations dated 1821
and having the Santa Fe imprint, ante-
dating by fourteen years the first news-
paper, Ei Crepusculo, prophetically nam-
ed the Dawn, which was first published
in 1835 at Taos and was in the main a
periodical tract to make propaganda for
the peculiar religious and moral ideas
of Padre Martinez. The first English
newnpag‘ers in New Mexico appeared in
1847, shortly after the occtipation of
Santa Fe by General Kearny. They
were the Santa Fe Republican and the
Santa Fe New Mexican, both published
at Santa Fe—Santa Fe New Mexican.

Foiled Boer Delegates— Barred Them
From Germany— Rejected” Powers’
Propceal te Humiliate England.

A London cable says: The Telegraph
gives the greatest prominence to an in-
terview between the Kaiser and a re-
presentative Englis! who long since
passed from public to private life.

The Englishman. who avparently was
& diplomatist, writcs: “Moments some-
tilies vecur 1 Lae story  OF Niduouws
when a calculated indiscretion proves
of the highest service. 1t is for
this reason that I have decided to

" make known the substance of a lengthy
conversation which it was my recent
privilege to have with the TOT.

“His Majesty spoke with impulsive
and unusual frankness, saying: ‘You
Englishmen are as mad, med, mad as
March hares. What has come over
Yyou that you are completely given over
to icions that are quite unworthy
a great nation?”

“Reverting to his efforts to show his
friendship for KEngland, the Kaiser
said they had not been confined to
words. It was copmonly believed that
Germany was hostile to Hngland
throughout the Boer War. Undoubt-
edly the newapapers were hostile, and
public opinion was hostile. ‘But
what,’ he asked, ‘of official Germany?
What broﬂht to a sudden stop, indeed,
to an ute collapse, the Iuropean
tour of the Boer delegates, who were
siriving to obtain European interven-
tion. They were foted in Holland;
France gave them a rapturous weloome.
They ed to come to Berlin, where
the German people would have crown-
ed them with flowers, but when they
asked me to receive them, I refused.
The agitation immediately died away
end the delegation returhed empty
handed. Was that the action of a secret
enemy?

“‘Again, when the struggle was at
ita height, the German Government
wae invited by and Ruesia to
end the war. moment had come,
they said, not only to save the Boer
republics, but also to humiliate Eng-
land to the dust. What was my re-
ﬂz. I said so far from Germany join-

in any concerted European action
to bring pressure against England and
bring about her downfall, Germany
would always keep aloof from politics
that could bring her into complications
with a sea power like England. Poe-
terity will one day read the exact
terms of a telegram now in the ar-
chives of Windsor Qastle, in which 1
informed the sovereign of England of
the avswer I returned to the powers
which then sought to compass her fall.
Englishmen who now insult me by doubt-
ing my word should know what were
my actions in the hour of their adver-
sity.

“Nor was that all. During your
black week, in December, 1899, when
disasters followed one another in
rapid succession, I received a letter
from Queen Victoria, my revered
grandmother, Written in sorrow and
affliction, and bearing manifest
traces of the anxieties which were
preying upon her mind and health.
I at once returned a sympathetic re-
Ply. I did more. I bade one of my
officers procure as exact an account
as be could obtain of the number of
combatants on both sides, and the ac-
tual positions of the opposing forces.
With the figures before me, I worked
out. what I considered the best plan
of campaign in the circumstances,
and submitted it to my General Staff
for criticism. Then I dispatched it to
England. That document likewise is
among the State papers at Windsor
awaiting the seremely impartial ver-
dict of history. Let me add as & curi-
ous coincidence that the plan which I
formulated ran very much on the same
lines as that actually adopted by Gen.
Roberts and carried by him into suc-
ceasful operation. Was that the act
of one who wished KEngland ill? Let
Englishmen be just and say.’”

Cause of Stammering.

“Stammering is often more the result
of habit than from any defect of the
vocal organs,” says Prof. B. L. Pavyer.
“It is genmerally, if not always, caused
by a spasm of the larynx, resulting from
nervous contraction of the organs, thus
refusing to permit a proper flow of the
air current producing tone. People rarely
or never stammer when singing, for then
the attention is divided between words
and music, the nerv is
ily forgotten and the passage of the air
current through the larynx is continuous
and unobstructed.

“Stammering very often is the result
of imitation, sometimes intentional,
sometimes unconscious, and the afflic-
tion is much more general than might be
hupposed. In one comporatively small
section of the city there are thirty-five
stammerers, and every one of them is
able to demonstrate to his own satis-
faction not only that he does not stam-
mer very badly but that some other
person he knows stammers a great deal
worse than himself. Every stammerer
is intensely sensitive about his infirmity, |
rarely forgives and never does forget any |
allusion to it which in his mind savors
of ridicule.”—St. Louis Globe-Democrat.

May Have 325 Votes When the
Final Summing Up Is Made,

Reports From Outside Places---
Senatorship For Bryan.

New York despatch: Maryland and
Missouri held the centre of political
attention when the Republican and
Democratic politicians, to say nothing
of mere voters, began early to-day to
look over the net results of the elec-
tion. Leaders of both the parties
found themselves facing what looked
increasingly like a vindication of the
prophesy of Chairman Frank H.
Hitchcock, of the Republican National
Committee, that Taft would have at
least 325 votes when the final “‘show
down” was reached.

At the opeuning of the day’s de-
spatches, leaving Maryland and Mis-
souri out of the count, Taft was as-
sured of 301 electoral votes, Bryan of
156. .

Missouri with her big block of 18
votes was hanging in the balance,
the first despatch to-day showing,
upon incomplete returns, that Bryan
had a lead of 67 votes. Complete re-
turns might swing the result cue way
or other at any moment.

Maryland with eight electoral votes
was claimed for Taft with a margin of
only 136 votes and few districts yat
to be beard from.

The Democrats insisted that thay
would not yield Maryland to Repub-
licans save on the authority of the
official count. .

Indiana apparently has given the
Democrats a majority of eight in joint
ballot in the Legislature, which would
assure the State a Democratic United
States Senator in place of Heminway.
There is an active rumor that John W.
Kern, the defeated candidate for Vice-
President. will be the new Senator from
Indiana. The State has elected Marshaly
Democrat, Governor, by a plurality of
about 15,000, while giving Tafc a margin
of about 10,000,

Colorado has apparently settled the
question definitely in favor of Bryan,
but the latter’s plurality in that State
seems to be less than half of ‘that for
Shafroth, the Democratic candidate for
Governor, and the State Legislature will
be safely Democratic. °

West Virginia is evidently assured to

Taft. First despatches to-day indi-
cated a pluralivy ot 20,000 or better; but
Glascock. Republican, for Governor, will
have apparently less than half of that,

While Republican majority in the na-
tional House of Representatives has
but that Cannon will again be elected
Speaker, and will have a Republican
majority more than sufficient to con-
tinue his substantial econtrol of the
House. Several of the leaders allied
with him in that control were elected,
however, by greatly reduced pluralities.
On the other hand, the Republicans ap-
pear to have broken into ‘the “solid
south” by electing a Congressman in Ar-
kansas, and to have increased their re-
presentation from Democratic Oklahoma
by two.

Taft’s plurality in New York State
has gone well over the 200,000 mark,
while Hughes for Governor has shrunken
from 72,000 or better, accredited to him
yesterday, to 70,000 or somewhat less.

Attention began to turn to-day to
votes of the minor parties—Socialist,
Prohibition and Independence parties. It
appeared early to-day that the Socialists
had been disappoin'ed in their widely
avowed expectations of casting “a mil-
lion for Debs,” and in some States had
even fallen below their vote of four
years ago. In general, however, their
vote showed a material increase, justi-
fying the claim of the advocates and the
fear of the opponents of Socialism, that it
has become a serious factor in American
politics. As for the Prohibition votes,
its total presents a great disappoint-
ment to those who expected that the
“prohibition wave” which has swept a
number of States and hundreds of loca!-
ities into the “dry” column during the
past two years would show surprising
mcreases in the vote of the party, which
makes its chief issue legal prohibition of
the liquor traffic.

Senatorship for Bryan.

New York despatch: Chairman Norman
k. Mack, of the Democratic  National
(Commission, said last night:

“I do not believe that Mr. Bryan will
again be the candidate of the Democra-
tic party for President. Should the Leg-
islature be Democratic in Nebraska
when a vacancy occurs in the United
States Senate from that State, as will
be the case in 1910, I believe Mr. Bryan
will be selected to fill the office.”

Mr. Mack was asked if he thought
the south would be rTecognized in the
next national convention and permitted
to name a candidate from that sevtion
of the country.

SIGNS OF PROSPERITY

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy Returns
Wih Good News From West.

Montreal, Nov. 9.— President Sir
Thomas Staughnessy of ine Canadiun
L'acific Railway returned to Mont-
real this morning. The President
bas been: making a thorough inspec-
tion of the whole of the company’s
lines in the west, and just before his
return to this city he inspected the
Toronto terminals, where alterations
in the yards at West Toronto are
txpected,

In an interview the President ex-
pressed satisfaction at the evi-
dences of the return of prosperity dis-
played throughout the west. “The
general  prosperity of the country was
cne of the most pleasing features of
our trip,” he said. “Everywhere there
are evident signs of better times, and
all departments of commercial and
industrial life show good improve-
ment.”

In connection with his visit to Van-
couver and Victoria the Presidant
said “We have many improvem~nis
vnder way on Vancouver Island, and ad-
vance will be made with these as rap-
icly as is reasonable. Every effort will
be made to aid the people in the devel-
opment of the great resources of the
Ieland.”

As to the company’s plans for next
year in regard to the railway itself,
Sir Thomas said the work of X-
tension would go on in accordance
with the plans that had Dbeen fornm-
lated, but as to a specific programme
for next year nothing had been de-
cided. The completion of the line
from Saskatoon to Edmonton is now
within sight. Sir Thomas had noth-
ing to say regarding the new boats
on the Atlantic.

PALMA DEAD.

He Was the First President of
Cuba Libre.

A Santiago despatch: Thomas Estrada
Palma, the first President of the Re-
public of Cuba, died here to-night. Win-
ning his first fame as a revolutionist in
1878. Palma, after a stormy career, was
in 1901 chosen as the first President of
Cuba and inaugurated on the same day
that the United States formally relin-
quished all claim to jurisdiction over the
internal affairs of the new nation.

Palma was born near Bayamo in 1836.
He studied law in Spain, and, upon the
outbreak of the ten years’ war (1868-
78) joined the revolutionists, soon rising
to the rank of general. Toward the end
of the war Palma was proclaimed Presi-
dent of the Cuban Republic. Soon after-
wards he was captured by the Spaniards
and banished from Cuba.

In 1778 Palma went to Honduras,
where he married the daughter of the
President and was made postmaster-
general. He next appeared at Cherry
Valley, N. Y., and opened a school for
Latin-American boys, He stuck to this
peaceful occupation until 1895, when,
the Cubans again rebelling, he hastened
to get into the fight. As the head of the
New York jaunta it was his duty to
organize the collection and transmission
of supplies from this country.

Inaugurated in 1902, President Palma
began by issuing a proclamation, part
of which reads: “Let the crimes of
other days be buried; let us follow the
example of Grant and Lincoln—let us
have peace. Let us, in the brightness of
to-morrow, forget the night and errors
of the past. Let-us think of our child-
ren, of the prosperity that is to be theirs
to-morrow, and all will be well.”

He was soon confronted by a revolu-
tion, which brought into the field an
even larger force than had fought
against the Spaniards. President Palma
had no force to meet it, and appealed to
the United States. :

Investigation by Mr. Taft showed that
the administration had been as much to
blame as the rebels for the insurrection.
In October, 1906, the United States took
control of the Cuban Government, and
has since administered it.

Mr. Taft hopes to be in Cuba on Feb-
ruary Ist, when the evacuation of the
island by the American troops is sched-
uled to come off.

AUTO RAN OVER EMBANKMENT.

One Woman Was Killed—Two Others
May Die.

Albany, N. Y. Nov. 9.—Seven per-
sons 1n a big automobile en route from
New York to Albany were hurled over
a sixteen-foot embankment near Coey-
mans, Albany county, last night. All
were injured, and Mrs. Mabel Oakford,
one of the party, died later at the Al-
bany Hospital, in this city. Owing to
an acident to the steering gear, the
chauffeur was unable to make a sharp
turn at the sapproach of a bridge over
a creek.

It was said at the hospital to-day
that Mrs. Albee and Mrs. Gerson, both
of New York, suffered serious injuries
and may not live.

Rewards for Men Who Fought in South

Toronto, Nov. 9.—A number of land
certificates under the South African
volunteers’ bounty act of last session
of the Dominion arliament arrived in
Toronto yesterday. These certificates
entitle the holders to select two ad-
joining sections of Dominion North-
west fands, available for homestead
entry, amounting to 320 acres. Accom-
panying the certificate is a blank by
which the volunteer may appoint a
substitute to acoept money script for

CONSTITUTION OF THE NEW BODY
DISCUSSED.

Article on Membership Causes Extended
Di i Finally Decided to Ac-
cept Recommendations of the Com-
mittee—Rev. Dr. Mullens on Baptist
Principles.

Ottawa despatch: When the Baptist
Union conferenceé opened this morning
there were over three hundred delegates
1a attendance. Every Province in Can-
ada was represented, the Maritime
group sending sixty delegates, while a
dozen have arrived from Alberta and
Pritish Columbia. The conference is the
fruit of a general feeling throughout’the
Dominion. that the three exisiing con-
ventions should be merged in one and
all their interests united. At present
the Canadian Baptists have three dis-
tinct papers, nine universities and coi-
ieges, three home and two foreign mnis-
sion boards, besides other overlapping
bodies, )

The strongest convention is the On-
tarie and Yuebec, in which the agita-
tion developed, and by which this con-
ference was called. Lhe discussion up-
on the proposal has been very keen tor
the last week, the question being very
complicated and the greatest issue in
Baptist work in many years.

The Committee’s Report.

The joint committee upon the matter
reported through Rev. Mr. Laflamme.
They recommended: ‘*‘The organization
ol a baptist Lnion of Canada, aud that,
with a provisional organization, the con-
ference proceed to deliberate on a form
of constitution which may be practic-
able.”

Rev, D, B. Harkness, M. A., Winnipeg,
and Dr. Mcleod, Fredericton, N. B,
were sponsors for the resolution.

The committee presented its report
in the afternoon, suggesting a consti-
tution for the Union of Canada.
Members in the union would be ap-
pointed by the churches, two by each
association, one from each five thous-
and membership in the conventions, and
u!l officers of the union and board, while
the time and place of the meeting shal
be determined by the union. Each of the
various boards shall be a corporate body
with full legal powers, its members
clacted by the union, and being respon-
sible to the same, The Grande Ligne
Mission invists upon the retention of
its name, and that its board of fifteen
members, cne-third of whom shall be
French, shall meet i, Montreal. Foreign
missions, which stand to gain most by
such an organization, were to have a
board of thirty members. Of these
twelve would be appointed by Ontario,
twelve by the Maritime and six by the
western conventions. One-third would
retire each year and one-half must be
laymen.

Dr. Cahoon, Fredericton, N.
moved that the denominational
quarters should be in Toronto.

The article on membership provok-
ed a big discussion. Many delegates
demanded a purely democratic repre-
sentation from the individual Baptist
churches, Dr. Norton, Toronto; Dr.
White, Nova Scotia, and others fear-
ed this would mean an unwieldy
convention of 5,000 members, that
very few churches would be repre-
sented, that there would be a strong
local coloring in  every case, and that
the wealthy city churches would be re-
presented largely.

Hon. Mr. Foster thought the represen-
tation should come from the individual
church as much as possible, and that
cach should have the right to appoint
delegates. “We dare not cut the con-
nection between the 10cal church and the
Dominion union, for these meetings are
inspirational as well as business.”

Rev. Prof. Farmer shrank from
taking the right of  representation
from the individual bodies as did
Rev. J. B. Kennedy, M. A.

The convention defeated amendments
to remove special representation from
associations, existing conventions and
boards, as well as ore to cut off repre-
sentations from the local churches.

The result of the discussion, however,
was the acoeptance of the committee’s

rt, so that the union’s membership

0 come from church associations and
conventions.

In the evening, Rev. Dr. Mullens,
Louisville, Ky., delivered an eloquent
address upon “The Baptist Heritag:.”

KAISER’S POWER.

MAY BE LIMITED AS RESULT OF
RECENT INDISCRETION.

It is Expected That the Various Parties
in the Reichstag Will Demand That
the Constitution be Amended on
British Lines,

New York, Nov. 9.—A cable despatch
to the Herald from Berlin says: ‘T'wo
interpellations are already announced for
the Keichstag. One wiu be introduced
by the conservative party. It deciares
that the respomsibiity taken by the
Chancellor does 1:0c exonerate those un-
der him. The other one, from the Lib-
erals, asks what steps the Imperial
Chancellor proposes to take to protect
the Federal States from a policy of irre-
sponsibility and impulse. Prince Von
Kuelow has expressed satisfaction that
the interpellations «nall give him an op-
portunity to explain recent eventa.

The National Liberals of Hesse have
further heid a meeting to protest
against the action of Prince Von Bue-
low. It is expected that t(he various
parties will umte in demanding that in
future measwvves be taken to limit the
powers of the monarch and to do away
with the present feudal system, which
makes suci incidents as the Tweedmouth
letter and the present “indiscretion™ pos-
sible.

“That is to say, that the constitution
shall be amended on British I'nes, “so
that,” as one writer puts it, “the coun-
try shall not be led Dblindfold into a
national catastrophe.”

Meanwhile the much discussed mon-
arch is leaving here ‘to-night for Fckart-
sausen to shoot with Archduke Franz
Ferdinand. His Majesty will meet Em-
peror Franz Josef at Schonbrunn on
Saturday.

The various municipalities in Britain
have decided on remunerative works of
all kinds which had previously been de-
cided on, and these amounts in the ag-
gregate exceed $10,000,000.

NKepresenting every country
m which womens suitrage bad made
some progress, tne ladies irom the aud-
1ence advanced to tne platiorm, carry-
ing the national flag of the people they
voiced, and then read a iittle stu_tcmeut
of the rignts that had been gained in
public life by the weaker sex.

Mrs. Stevens introduced = the sub-
ject.  She said tnat when they con-
sidered what the women’s vote could
do for the country they must all con-
cede that the figat-for the suffrage
was one of tneir most important
spheres of labor, and should command
Lae nterest and attention of all.  ‘The
almost immediate result of the partial
enfranchisement of women was seen in
a law for the better protection of wo-
men and children. Mrs, Stevens said
she was .proud that four of the six
countries where equal suffrage privi-
leges had been recorded to women were
Euglish-speaking lands. But now the
European women were aroused and they
must look to their laurels.” 3

Mrs. Thornley, of toudon, rep_resent-

Under the new
management the deficit has been cut
down to aimost half, or $698.

Mrs. Thornley, of London, told how
she evolved the scheme of advertising
only one article of each class, and nar-
rated how she had first failed to get any
contracts till she resolved to take no
orders from any but Christian men, and
then how the tide had turned in her fa-
vor.

LOOMING UP. ,

Strained Relations Existing Between
France and Germany. :

Fratice Refuses to Rdeae"l)ue:l;»
ers From Foreign Legion. 4

France RefuuTM Down and
Will Fight It Out.

Berlin, Uov. 9.—The relations between
France and Germany are again disturb-
ed through Germany seeking from the
French Goverr.nent the release of the
Germans who deserted from the foreign
legion at Casg Blanca, and additional
satisfaction for an alle; assault made
upon a subordinate official of the Ger-
man Consulate at that place.

The French Iforeign Office wishes to
submit the matter to arbitration, and
M. Jules Cambon, the French Ambassa-
dor, is endeavoring to reach am agree-
ment with the German Foreign Office
to this end, but so iar without shiccess.

Several of last évening’s papers took
up the subject, and declared that it is
now necessary for Germany to insist
upon her rights. The German Govern-
ment made dgerious representations to
France early in October with reference
to this affair, which wag prior to the
controversy which arose from the pub-
lication of the Emperor’s interview, but
the raising of the controversy in the
newspapers yesterday is regarded by
some of Chancellor Von Buelow’s' critics
as a device to ‘divert public atténtion
from the Emperor and the chancellor
to a foreign quarrel.

France is resolved to stand firm. Paul
Cambon, the French Ambassador in Ber-
lin, has been inetructed to notify Ger-
many that France maintains her view
that the whole question should be ar-
bitrated, and that in the meanwhile she
declines to ‘ielease the deserters, to rep-
rimand the officers concerned, or to ex-
change regrets with Germany.

Premier Clemenceau dedared to-day
that he was ready to go before the
Chamber of Deputies on the issue, and
resign if he was not upheld. The press
of every shade of opinion with singular °
unanimity voices approval of the-Gov-
ernment’s attitude, and. declares that a
backdown would be equivalent to the
moral end of France.

Won't Apologize,

Berlin, Nov. 9.—The veiwpoint of Ger-
many in the Casa Blanca difficulty was
explained “officially by the Foreign Of-
fice this morning with the express desire
that it be cabled to America in order to
clear up any existing doubt.

“All we demand,” said an official of
the Foreign Office, “is a simple expres-
sion of regret from France for the vio- -
lence against the German Consular offi-
cials at Casa Blanca. Unless this is
forthcoming there would be no object in
conducting furthe: negotiations.

“Concerning the other points of the
difference we are prepared to arbitrate.”

WHOLESALE RAID.

Six Stores Were Entered by Bur-
glars In Brockville.

A Brockville despatch: Burglary by
wholesale was committed in Brockville
during the night, no less than six stores
having been entered on the main busi-
ness thoroughfare. They included the
shops of R. Davis & Sons, R. H. Smart,
Thomas MacDermott, G. R. Quirmbach,
C. W. Johnston and the Wm. Davies Co.,
Limited. It is supposed to have beem
an organized effort of local characters
well acquainted with the several pre-
mises. This is shown the location
of the weak spots in the rear doors and
windows.

Every cash drawer was rifled of sums
ranging from §2 to $12. The safes
were not tampered with, which gives
color to the theory that it was the work
of amateurs. At Smart’s hardware
store revolvers, razors, diamond glass
cutters and watches were taken to the
value of $100, and at MacDermott’s to-
bacco store the thieves lined themselves
with cigars. MacDermott was also the
heaviest money loser. The coal sheds
of the Geo. K. Shields Co. were also
broken into during the night and
quantity ef anthracite removed. 3

It is supposed the burglars had in-
tended flecing across the river to the
United States, as a boat house contgin-
ing a motor launch was broken into.

“There were evidences of the launch hav-

ing been tampered with, but neglect to
turn on the supply of gasoline resulted
in the craft being abandoned. On the
door was written in large letters, “We
will come back again.” The police have
no clue.
