: CHAPTER XIII.—(Continued.)

' It was accordingly the Prince's 
intention, which he tor some tiroo 
maintained,fo treat these unwonted 

. guests with a courtesy to which 
they had been little accustomed. 

, But although no man with h es 
scruple qpde his habits bend to his 
interest, it was the misfortune of 
this Prince that his levity and pot- 
ulence were perpetually breaking 
out and undoing ^11 that had been 
gained by hia previous dissimula­
tion.

Ot this fickle temper he gave a 
memorable example ill Ireland, 
when sènt thither by his father, 
Henry the Second, with the pur­
pose of buying golden opinions of 
the inhabitants of that new and im­
portant acquisition to the English 
crown. Upon this occasion the 
•Irish chieftain contended which 
should first offer to the young 
Prince their loyal homage and the 
kiss of peace. But, instead of re­
ceiving their salutations with 
courtesy, John and his petulant 
attendants could not resist the temp­
tation of pulling the long beards of 
tbelrish chieftains; a rond uct,which 
as might have been expected, was 
resenred by the insulted dignitaries 
and produced fatal consequences to 
the English domination in Ireland. 
It is necessary to keep -these incon­
sistencies of John’s character in 
view, that the reader may under­
stand his conduct during thepresect 
evening.

In execution of the resolution 
which he had formed during his 
cooler moments, Prince John had 
received Cedric and Athelstane 
with distinguished courtesy, and 
expressed his disappointment, 
without resentment,when the indis­
position ol Rowena was alleged by 
the former as a reason for her hot 
attending upon his gracious sum­
mons. Cedric and Athelstane were 
both dressed in the ancient Saxon 
garb, which, although not unhand­
some in itself, and in the present 
instance composed of costly ma­
terials, was so remote in shape and 
appearance from that of the other 
guests, that Prince John took great 
credit to himself with ‘Waldemar 
Fitzurse for refraining from laugh­
ter at a Sight which the fashion of 
the day rendered ridiculous. Yet 
in the eye of sober judgment 
the short, close tunic and long 
mantle of the. ÿpxons was a more 
graceful!, as well as a more conve­
nient dress, than the garb of the 
Normans, whose under garment 
was a long doublet, so loose as to 
resemble a shirt or waggoner’s 
frock, covered by a cloak of scanty 
dimensions, neither fit to defend the 
wearer from cold or from rain, and 
the only purpose of which appeared 
to be to displaÿ as much 
fur, embroidery, and jewelry work, 
as the ingenuity of the tailor could 
contrive to lay upon it. The Em­
peror Charlemagne, in whose reign 
they were first introduced, seems 
to have been very sensible of the 
inconveniences arising from the 
fasnion of this garment. “ In hea­
ven’s name,” said he, “to what pur­
pose serve these abridged cloaks? 
jf we are in bed they are no cover, 
on horseback they are no 
protection from the wind and rain, 
and when seated they do not 
guard our legs from the damp or 
the frost.”

_ Nevertheless, spite of this impe- 
riat objurgation, the short cloaks 
continued in fashion down to the 
time of which we treat, and par­
ticularly among the princes of the 
house0of Anjou. They were there­
fore in universal use among Prince 
John’s courtiers; and the long man­
tle which formed the upper garment 
of the Saxons, was held in propor­
tional derision.

The guests were seated at a table 
which groaded under the quantity 
of good cheer. The numerous 
cooks who attended on the Prince’s 
progress, having exerted all their 
art in varying the forms in which 
the ordinary provisions were served 
up, had succeeded almost as well as 
the modern professors of the culin­
ary art in rendering them perfectly 
unlike their natural appearance. 
Besides these dishes of domestic 
origin, there were varions délier- 
cies brought from foreign parts, and 
a quantity of rich pastry, as well as 
af the sinnel-bread and wastle cakes 
which were only used at the tables 
of the highest nobility. The ban juet 
was crowned with the richest wines 
both foreign and domestic.

Bnt the Norman nobles were 
not an intemperate race. While 
indulging themselves in the plea­
sures ot the table, they aimed at 
delicacy, but avoided excess, and 
were apt to attribute gluttony and 
drunkenness to the vanquished 
Saxons, as vices peculiar to their 
inferior station. Prince John, 
indeed, and these who courted hia 
pleasure by imitating his foibles, 
were apt to indulge to excess in -the 
pleasures of the trencher and the 
goblet; and indeed it is well known 
that his death was occasioned by a 
surfeit upon peaches and new ale. 
His conduct, however, was an ex­
ception to the general manners of 
his countrymen.

MANITOBA-AND OURSELVES.

On another pqge we publish extracts 
from a letter which describes Manitoba 
as another Canaan. The writer is a 
gentleman of wide observation and very 
good sense, but it will be seen the hills 
of Manitoba are dressed in a brighter 
green than any other hills in Canada 
in other words it is plain to see the 
writer had on a pair of North-West 
spectacles when he looked at Manitoba 
Now it seems to he the aim of the Grit 
press to ci*)' down Manitoba and the 
North West, while it seems to be equal 
ly as much the task ot the Conservative 
press to cry it np. We are influenced 
in writing of Manitoba, by quite differ 
cat and we hope far purer motives than 
opposition or support to the Govern 
ment. Our motive is our love for the 
interests of New Brunswick: to en 
deavov to stimulate the settlement of 
those lands of our own, which even 
according lo the partial pen of the 
writer in another column, arc little 
interior to that wide waste of rich 
land, the elysitun of hunters and prairie 
chicken. Let ns first settle all the lands 
our esteemed Surveyor General has lo 
give us, and then let ns take from off 
the hands of the Railway Company 
every acre they own. When that is 
done, we whom nature has endowed 
with about as good imagination as any 
of our contemporaries, shall draw just 
as bright a picture of the North-West, 
as the most visionary Tory can; but till 
that time comes we shall look at the 
barren spots ot the North-West prairies, 
and on the shady side of the hills.

We fear that Canada’s star is moving 
westward, and that too many are fol­
lowing it there. Should the time ever 
come when catching the western fever 
we should close up the Star and leave 
Fredericton once more at the mercy of 
onr mouldy weeklies, we should then 
not care, perhaps, whether the Mari­
time Provinces became the waste 
houses of Canada or not; for out lot 
would Dc perhaps nestling close under 
the wing ot the Rocky Mountains. But 
there is no such blessing in the im­
mediate future in store for this distant 
region: and no such gratiticatiou for 
our indescribably dry contemporaries. 
Wc hope to live a long time yet in New 
Brunswick; and we hope to he still 
more useful in the present than we 
have been in the past. Wc hope never 
to see the present local opposition in 
power.

We hope to see the Government in­
crease each day in respectability, im­
mobility and back-bone. We hope 
some day to get out a daily paper, and 
he the leading journalist of New Bruns­
wick. Wc hope to have sons that will 
possess the same amount of humility as 
their immediate progenitor, and the 
same ability to conduct a newspaper.and 
to make tyrants quake and hypocrites 
tremble. Wc hope to have daughters 
that will never bring disgrace on their 
parent, hut whose beauty will be only 
equalled by their virtue. We hope, in 
short, to he the founder of a great social 
and moral dynasty in this Province, 
and when we die, like Emmet, we shall 
forbid any man fo write our epitaph. 
It shall not he written in ink, or traced 
in marble, it shall, we l ope he blazoned 
in fact. Wherever mighty fabrics, 
resting on the immutable foundations 
of Truth and Common Sense, are to be 
seen, in them, wc hope , after wc are 
dead, to hear a voice telling eloquently 
the history of our life and labors. 
With such interest in New Brunswick 
and with such hopes for tha future, it 
is no wonder that we are interested in 
the settlement of our New Brunswick 
lands, that the interests of this Province 
arc dearer to us than the iulcicsts of all 
Canada besides.

EQUITY COURT.

The Chief Justice gave judgment 
yesterday in the iollowing cases: —

Ivee vs. McLeod, Assignee, etc.— 
The bill in this cast* was filed for the 
purpose of obtaining a declaration of 
the Court that a stint of $1800 lent by 
the plaintiff to one Holstead, constituted 
an equitable mortgage on a vessel when 
the plaintiff lent the money. Holstead 
gave him a receipt therefor, stating that 
the amount was to be secured by a 
mortgage on the vessel. He gave as a 
reason for not executing the mortgage 
at the time he received the money, that 
he had sent the register of gie vessel to 
Ottawa in order to have her name 
changed, and that us soon as the papers 
were returned, the mortgage should be 
executed. Soon after this, he executed 
a mortgage on the vessel to another 
creditor, (Robertson), and then 
made an assignment under the 
Insolvent Act. The assignee took 
proceedings to set aside Robertson’s 
mortgage as being fraudulent and void 
under the Insolvent Act; the matter 
was compromised by the assignee pay­
ing a part of Robertson’s claim, and 
the vessel was sold by the assignee. 
The plaintiff claimed to be paid the 
amount lent by him, out of the proceeds 
of the vessel in the hand of the assignee. 
The plaintiff’s claim constituted an 
equitable mortgage under the Merchant 
Shipping Amendment Act, (25 and 26 
Vic., chap. 63) but the plaintiff’s 
only remedy was by summary applica­
tion to the Judge of the Insolvent 
Court, under the Insolvent Act of 1869. 
sec. 50. Bill dismissed without costs.

Gardner and wife vs. Ferguson & 
Winters.—The bill in this case was 
filed to obtain the declaration of the 
Court as to the estate which the female 
plaintiff took under the will of her 
father John Bi*nndage,who died in 1855, 
and devised his real cslate to his execu­
tors, in trust, to hold till they received 
enough from their rents to pay his 
debts. He then devised his estates to 
his widow, Ills son John, and his daugh­
ter, Mrs. Gardner, one of ihe plaintiffs, 
their heirs and assigns in trust to pay 
and apply the animal rents and income 
in equal proportions for the use and 
benefit of his said wife, son and daugh­
ter, one-third to each during their re­
spective lives ; and on the death of his 
wife, or on the death of his son or 
daughler, without issue, the 
income of Ute one dying to go to the 
survivor, and if either died leaving 
issue, such issue to take their parent’s 
share; but in case his «on and daughter 
both died without issue, then he gave 
the property to John Winters and Sarah 
G. Winters, their heirs and assigns for 
ever. John Brundagc, the son, died 
soon after his father, without leaving 
children. The widow was also dead, 
and Mrs. Gaultier had no children. 
Shortly before his death, John Brttn- 
dage, the father leased a lot of land to 
a Robert Ferguson, for 21 years, with a 
covenant to renew the lease or pay for 
the improvements, not lo exceed £2000. 
Robert Ferguson built on the lot, and 
assigned the lease to the defendant, 
Martha Ferguson, who, at the expira­
tion of the lease, claimed a renewal or 
payment for the improvements. Not 
being able to agree upon the terms of 
a new lease, the plaintiff paid Martha 
Ferguson £2000, the maximum sum 
agreed on for the improvements on the 
land. A few days before the expiration 
of the lease, John Winters conveyed all 
his right and interest iu the property 
to the defendant, Martha Ferguson. It 
did not appear that the plaintiff knew 
this at the time they paid her the £2000. 
The plaintiff claimed that under the will 
Mr. Gardner, as the survivor, was the 
owner in fee simple ot the whole pro­
perty. The defendants claimed that 
under the will, the widow, son and 
daughter, (Mrs. Gardner) of John 
Brundagc, only took life estates, and 
that on the dcaài of Mrs. Gardner 
without children, the property went 
over to John and Sarah G. Winters, 
whom the defendants represent. The 
Court held, 1st. That the willjonly gave 
the widow and chi'dren of John Brun- 
dage estates for life, with contingent 
remainders over to John and Sarah 
Winters in the event of John Brnndage, 
Jr., and Mrs. Gardner dying without 
children. 2nd. That if the widow and 
son and daughter of John Brundagc 
took an estate in fee simple under the 
will, it Was defeated by their death 
without children and Joint ami Sarah 
Winters would take as executory devi­
sees. 3rd. That Martha Ferguson 
having become the owner of the estate 
before the expiration ’of the lease, 
the plaintiff had an equitable claim 
against the propei ty for the £2000 paid 
for the improvements; that the plain­
tiffs were only bound to pav according 
to their actual enjoyments of the pro­
perty, and that at the .death of Mrs. 
Gardner an account should be taken of 
the amount of benefit she had received 
from the buildings, and that the.balance 
of the £2000 would be a lien on the es­
tate: the land with the buildings having 
become the property of the defendants 
under the will.

Otu* correspondent would do well to 
hear in mind that we do not. decry this 
railroad because of its connexion with 
the public. We are well aware that 
the more railroads thè public have, the 
better it will be for the public: what 
we did express our fears about was 
that there would not be traffic enough 
to keep the road alive. Lowering the 
rates will not improve the prospects 
very much. Out* correspondent gives 
some interesting figures. The popu­
lation of the parishes through which the 
road will run is something considerable 
and well worthy of taking into account 
as population is one of the bases of 
railroad calculation :

THE 26th OF FEBRUARY, 1880.

The suspense of Ihe Country is over, 
and we are all rejoiced to hear that the 
wisdom of the Province will assemble 
on the date standing at the head.

Mr. A. G. Blair, the only Titan we 
know of extant, is bristling with 
anxiety for that eventful day, and lias 
sat him down to patch up liis tattered 
harness, and put a new point to his 
blunted spear. If this is any consolation 
to Mr. Blair, it would be cruel in tis to 
spoil his diversion, and we shad not 
attempt it. Let the alchemist die tin 
over the Golden Elixir, and let the boy 
with his fragile wand imagine himself 
a Hector or a Ulysses. Men are at any 
rate only boys grown tall, and a forcible 
illustration of this we have in Mr. 
Blair’s diversion.

But while we have no compassion at 
all for the political misfortunes of Ihe 
Opposition, it does not follow that we 
keep our eyes closed to any weak or 
vicious policy that the Government 
might adopt. Nay more than this we 
think the Government that meets once 
a year and spends its time in wrangling 
over trifles and ascertaining the differ 
ence between tweedledum and tweedle- 
dee as is too often evinced in the 
ridiculous changes and amendments 
made in hills, is not worthy of support. 
There is something beyond this which 
Governments should make their 
duty. There are always interests, 
which, if they chose they 
might stimulate: wc have no doubt 
but our Government have an eye to 
this fact. It was not till Horace Greely 
offered a bonus for the best field of corn 
raised In the United States that corn 
growing became a National industry. 
We think the time has arrived when 
onr Government should offer a bonus 
for wheat raising. Suppose they 
granted $30 00, dividing that amount 
into four or fi ve prizes, allotting say 
$1000 for the best field ot wheat beyond 
a certain minimum limit, and arranging 
the bonuses in proportion to the yields 
in a descending ratio! We shall have 
more on this subject, as space compels 
us now to come to a close.

The City Council meets on Tuesday. 
Some radical members will propose the 
dismissal of public officers and the cut­
ting down of salaries, Let us hope 
that the face of the respectable portion 
of the Council will be set against this.

magnificent natural fanning Soil, but 
the great disadvantage lies in the diffi­
culty of reaching these localities. As a 
general thing those acquainted with 
hot It counties consider that it is much 
more profitable to take hold of n farm 
all ready for the plough, titan to spend 
so many of the host years of one's life 
clearing up a-new farm and then getting 
as a result one far inferior in productive 
capacity to the farming landof the west.

True it has been urged by many that 
the distance from a suitable market is 
an important factor against the farmer 
in Manitoba. The reverse is the case ; 
the demand more than equals the sup­
ply, as yet at least. Higher prices are 
obtained for produce in many parts of 
the North-West than in New Brun­
swick or any eastern province.WThc 
building of the Pacific R R furnishes a 
good market for produce. Again, 
though, there are splendid fanning 
lands in New Brunswick ; there are 
none that I am aware of like the rich 
prarie soil of Manitobaand parts further 
west. In sections of the ‘"Great North 
West, wheat lias been raised fof 50 or 
60 years without a particle of manure 
or other fertilizing agency, and 80 to 
50 bushels per acre even now. Now 
when 160 acres of such land can obtain­
ed for $10.00, the cost of application, 
and 160 acres more at $1 per acre, I 
think, if I were a young man going 'in 
for farming, I should prefer to take 
land ready to plough, rather than pay 
from $1 to $2 per acre for worse land, 
and spend the better part of one's days 
in clearing enough land to make a 
living.

The next ten or twenty years will see 
thousands of miles of Railway built to 
the Great North West. The' building 
of these roads must make money plenty 
and keep up good prices, while if the 
routé to Hudson Bay and thence to 
Liverpool (which will only require a 
railroad of about 200 miles'in length to 
bring Winnipeg within the same dis­
tance of Liverpool as New York) yon 
will find that the present Northwest 
will be the great grainery and stock 
yard of the British Isles. Under’ Such 
circumstances, laying aside the element 
of patriotism, which in the practical 
affairs of life does not amount to very 
much, I should certainly recommend 
any young man with the necessary 
amount of means and pluck to strike 
out boldly for Manitoba. Industry and 
prudence will bring him there a com­
petency at a much more rapid rate than 
in the wilderness lands of New Bruns­
wick.

The settlers out there seem to he 
most energetic and pushing and are de­
termined to make the Northwest what 
nature intended it should be. * * * 
I see some idiot from Cole's Island, 
signing himself Parker or some such 
name, went ont west and came back 
disgusted. My opinion of that weak- 
kneed youth is that he would starve on 
a new farm.

If the N. B. R. R. build the contem­
plated branch up the Tobiqne, which I 
fancy is largely visionary, it would 
help the settlement of the'New Bruns­
wick wilderness very much, but even 
within the so called best lands of Vic­
toria and Madawaska, there is a good 
deal of inferior quality. And if the N, 
B. R. R. Co. can get rid of their lands 
on good terms I fancy they will do so. 
And in fact one of two things is neces­
sary, either to hand them back to the 
Government or to open them up as 
they are ot very little present use.

THE ALMS HOUSE.

Letter No. 2.
To the Editor of the Siar.

Silt,—At the conclusion of Letter No. 
1, l had reference lo the Water Sup­
ply. I now beg to state that the late 
Mr. Fleming invited the committee to 
visit the water chest, nil open, ugly 
looking structure, the keeper led the 
way, the committee following. Wc 
got as far as the entrance, when I for 
one, said, enter it, i would not, fertile 
odour from it was dreadful, enough U* 
poison the atmosphere even to the 
centre of the dwelling. Then - to the 
washhouse, a dilipidated old building, 
not worth the name it bore, a id here 
was the place the poor had to congre­
gate for washing purposes. At thattime 
Mr. Fleming told me he managed to 
raise â considerable amount of vege­
tables and roots, but said he, after all 
the trouble of raising them, I have no 
place to store them from the frost, and 
he was then with help and that help 
paid tor out of his own pocket]—excav­
ating a spot to form a pit along side oj 
the washonse to stow away the pro­
duce he had raised, for the benefit of 
the poor as well as himself,—even the 
fuel was exposed to the weather; no 
appropriate "place save one small shed 
to protect it in winter. The old people 
some at that time bordering on 
one hundred years of age, and one 
over that age had no chance of prom­
enading. A poor invalid had to be 
shut up in a close confined room in 
cold weather, where some were smok­
ing, some coughing, some dying; 
among consumptives inhaling each 
others breath by day and night. Why 
should there not be a place of retreat", 
say a covered or partly open verandah, 
where the poor could stretch their 
limbs, that is those Who were able so 
to do? Another and the last on this 
subject is this: many, yen very many 
of the old people in our Aims House, 
have few, if any tee 111 in their gums, 
consequently their food should be of a 
soft nature. Now, as an ex e witness, a 
lew years gone by, when iii a contrac­
tors butcher shop, I saw the meat for 
the Alms House poor cut off, and to 
my astonishment L saw one butcher 
take a slice off one neck—may be from 
some old cow or bull,— tlwm a slice off 
another. He then hesitated a while 
and looked round the shop, when he 
pulled down a couple of old shanks, 
nearly black with age and covered with 
fly dirt, off came a few slices from 
these, they were placed 011 the block, 
got a good pounding, an incision made 
in the centre of each piece, a lump of fat 
inserted, another flat tap with the 
hatchet, and it passed, I fancy, for 
beefstake. At this time 1 nnd nothing 
to do with the City Council, for it I had 
the public would have heard of this be­
fore to-day. Now why should-this be 
allowed ; surely it could not escape the 
notice of the Keeper all the time. Why 
not get the meat by the quarter, alter­
nately a hind and fore quarter, as do 
the military, and balance thiraccouiit, 
at the end of the month? By so doing, 
the Keeper could cut off certain parts 
for corning, roasting, etc., instead ot 
having “soup, soup” all the time; then 
the poor could have a roast joint one 
day, beefsteak another, soup another, 
and then corned beef. It is easy to 
work it; and at no greater expense, the 
suet could be used in puddings, that is 
if the poor ever see a pudding unless at 
Christmas.

Christmas in Mexico.

MexicanTnothcrs prepare for the Po­
sadas as our people do for t he Christmas 
tree or for the stockings that are to be 
luing over the hearthstone. Toys find 
sweetmeats enough to give each child 
anil servant a trifle for nine successive 
nights are provided; images of the 
Holy Virgin Alary (on a mule), Saint 
Joseph, staff in hand, and a guardian 
angel are placed on a platform, which 
is covered with miniature trees, rocks 
11ml shrubbery arranged to represent a 
wild mountainous country. This is 
brilliantly illuminated with wax candles 
and is carried by two persons, attended 
by four “ maids of honor ” and four 
musicians. Next follow the ladies of 
the family, guests, children ajwl ser­
vants, walking in couples, all bearing 
lighted tapers. As soon as the pro­
cession lias been formed the “ Litany 
to the Virgin ” is commenced, the 
responses, “ Ora pronobis,” being 
made by the children and musicians, 
-and while chanting it alj make the cir­
cuit of the house nine' times (the ar­
rangements of the corridors and rooms 
here allowing the procession to move 
on uninterruptedly, the coup d'œil is 
really beautiful and impressive). Then 
four persons, representing the dxvellvrs 
in Jerusalem, enter a room and shut the 
door, the hearers of the holy images set 
down the litter before it, and one, rep- 
representing St. Joseph, knocks and 
asks for a night’s lodging; this is denied 
by those,within. St Joseph represents 
that lie and his wife have come from 
Nazareth and are very weary. The re­
ply is, “ Go to an inn ; we fear to admit 
strangers.” “The inn is full,” replies 
the stranger, “ and my wife is unable 
to travel further. I am Joseph, and 
Mary is that cousin of Elizabeth to 
whom an angel has announced the ad­
vent of the Messiah.” As the last words 
are uttered (all is snug in verse, the 
musicians accompanying both parties) 
the doors fly open and the pilgrims are 
joyfully welcomed, the platform or litter 
is bonie Into the apartment,'the tapers 
are extinguished,(he;children clap their 
hands for joy andbfow u nmpets. The 
musicians instantly change the lugub­
rious airs which accompanied the wail­
ing for alms into joyous strains, and a 
servant who has been placed in the pario 
at that instant sets off rockets and Ro­
man candles.

Then one is almost deafened by shouts 
of “ The Ollal ” “ The Olla ! ” and the 
youngsters scamper away to the patio. 
Suspended on a rope a.few feet from the 
ground is an earthen vise covered with 
tinsel, flowers, etc., and filled with 
sweetmeats. This is the “ Olla.” The 
object is to break the Olla blindfolded. 
Ho who accomplishes this feat is the 
hero of the evening. The children are 
one at a time blindfolded, taken eight 
or ten steps trom the Olla, whirled 
round two three times and receive a 
cane or pole ; each advances confidently, 
counts the steps, and when lie fancies 
lie has reached the Olla gives a terrible 
whack, which usually coincs down on 
the flagging of the patio and only slings 
his fingers. If the children all tail, the 
servants take turns, but no matter who 
breaks the Olla, its contents are left for 
the domestics, who, the moment the 
lucky blow scatters the sweets, flock 
round to gather them, laughing nud 
scrambling for the greatest amount 
possible. This is the signal tor all the 
children to adjourn to the dining-room, 
where they receive their toys and candy. 
After that distribution has taken place 
the musicians are usually placed in an 
anteroom and dancing is kept up for a 
couple ot hours in the parlor.

I have seen Posadas as cleg mt as an 
ordinary reception or soiree, but this 
year the festival xvas, in a certain family, 
given up entirely 10 the children and 
si rvants, and therefore I had an oppor-
